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Two others suspended over sex abuse issue : 

Wheelwright principal is fired

A Floyd County principal who 
was accused but never tried on two 
counts of first degree sexual abuse 
has been fired. Two other school 
employees have been temporarily 
suspended in relation to the same 
issue. 

Wheelwright High School princi­
pal Lewis "Spike" Berkhimer, who 
was at the center of controv~rsy last 
year, was terminated July 9 by in-

terim superintendent Eldon Smith on 
the recommendation of Education 
Commissioner Thomas Boysen. 

Wheelwright guidance counselor 
Rodney McKinney received a five­
day suspension for allegedly having 
"knowledge of an incident affecting 
a minor" and having "knowledge of 
the duty ... to immediately report the 
incident" 

Wheelwright teacher Norma 
Fairchild was given a three-day sus­
pension for allegedly failing to 
immediately report the same incident 

knowing she was obligated to do so. 
The two allegations against 

McKinney and Fairchild could con­
stitute Class B misdemeanors and if 
charged and convicted they could 
face a $250 fine or 90 days in jail, or 
both. 

Smith cited two reasons for 
Berkhimer's dismissal, including 
allegations that "he knowingly sub­
mitted a false employment applica­
tion" and had allegedly "engaged in 
inappropriate sexual contact with a 
minor at Wheelwright High School."

Smith contended that those ac­
tions "constitute immoral character 
or conduct unbecoming a teacher." 

Kentucky Department of Educa­
tion spokesman Jim Parks said Tues­
day that the results of an investiga­
tion by the state's Office of Educa­
tion Accountability prompted Com­
missioner Boysen to submit written 
charges against Berkhimer to Smith. 

The charge that Berkhimer had 
submitted a false application appar­
ently stemmed from Berkhimer's 
omission on his employment appli-

cation of a 1976 conviction in Ohio 
on charges of contributing to the 
unruliness of a child. 

The second charge stems from 
charges filed in Floyd County which 
accused Berkhimer of improper sex­
ual contact with a student in Novem­
ber 1991 and again in January 1992. 

The Floyd County charges were 
dismissed by District Judge Danny 
Caudill, who ruled in a preliminary 
hearing that there was not enough

Rape trial ends 
with hung jury

Boyd, who is from 
Coldwater at Betsy Layne, was in­
dicted last year for first degree rape 
for allegedly raping a 14-year-old 
girlln March 1991.

The girl testified that Boyd had 
pulled her into a bedroom and forci­
bly removed her clothing and raped 
her.

The girl's friend testified that the 
alleged victim followed Boyd to the 
bathroom in the trailer and she did 
not hear her screaming or calling for 
help. She added that the two were 
gone for approximately 15 m;nutes.

Boysen admits error 
but declines to act

Boysen told a small delegation from 
Floyd County Friday that he had made 
a mistake in recommending a par­
ticular candidate for the district's 
superintendent but added that he 
would not ask his choice to withdraw 
from consideration. 

Boysen' sadmission was discussed 
by the Pritchard Committee for Aca­
demic Excellence which recom­
mended during a weekend meeting 
that the public be more involved in 
those decisions.

Fired teacher files suit

A Prestonsburg High School 
teacher who was not rehired for the 
1992-93 school year filed a lawsuit 
Tuesday against the Floyd County 
Board ofEducation and interim super­
intendent Eldon Smith. 

Patricia Elliott, a biology teacher. 
claims in the suit that she was rehired 
April 7 for the coming school year, 
but received a letter dated April 27 
from Smith saying her contract was 
not being renewed. A July 7 letter 
from Smith said Elliott was not being 
rehired as a result of a reduction in 
force of 21 non-tenured first-year 
teachers. 

The suit claims that the July 7 
letter fails to give a reason for the 
staff reduction and that the April 27 
letter tenninating her contract vio­
lates state law and board policy. 

Elliott' s lawsuit asserts that she 
has suffered embarrassment, humili­
ation, damage to her professional 
reputation and was denied due proc-

ess of law. Elliott is seeking rein­
statement as a biology teacher at 
Prestonsburg High School and mone­
tary compensation.

De Bourbon urged those attending 
the meeting to express their fears to 
local officials, and said that he would 
consider representing the group le­
gally if they did not gain satisfaction 
through the usual channels. 

Layne stressed to Costain engi­
neers Mike Francisco and Tom Mat­
tox that he had no ·desire to harm 
Costain' s business or the coal indus­
try in Eastern Kentucky, but said that 
he felt the landfll.l s.hould be placed 
elsewhere. 

Francisco said that the landfill did 
not present any danger to the envi­
ronment and that Costain had thor­
oughly researched the project and 
permitted it to the full letter of the 
law. 

PREVENTING CHILDREN'S 
EYE INJURIES 

By taking time to inspect and 
remove the hazards to potential 
eye injury in your home, car, and 
play areas, most all children's po­
tential eye injuries may be pre­
vented.

''MOTOR-VOTER" IS A 
LEMON 

"Motor-voter" is yet another feel­
good facade of refonn designed to 
score political points at the expense 
of this nation. A serious effort to 
reduce the deficit and tackle other 
pressing problems requires courage, 
unlike an unfunded "motor-voter" 
mandate put forth in the name of 
democracy. 

The "motor-voter"billis advanced 
on the unsupported premise that voter 
registration is too difficult in some 
states and consequently, voter tum­
out has declined over the last three 
decades. 

Therearefivepointsconveniently 
ignored or glossed over by propo­
nents of this legislation: (I) voter 
turnout is not.the most pressing issue 
facing our nation; (2) voter registra­
tion is not that difficult at present; (3) 
voter turnout has steadily declined, 
even though voter registration proce­
dures have been liberalized over the 
last three decades; (4) "motor-voter" 
would foster election fraud; and (5) 
states simply cannot afford it. 

People are not deterred from vot­
ing because registration is too diffi­
cult They do not vote because they 
do not perceive voting as having an 
immediately discernible impact on 
their lives, and the candidates and 
issues on the ballot often do not pro­
vide a compelling reason to vote. 
These factors are not addressed by 
the "motor-voter" bill. 

''Motor-voter" might register more 
people. However, it does not follow 
that those registered would actually 
drive to the polls on election day. The 
Congressional Research Service, the 
General Accounting Office, and the 
bipartisan Committee for the Study 
of the American Electorate have stud­
ied this issue atlength and have looked 
at states already operating "motor­
voter" systems. These objective ob­
servers concluded that"motor-voter" 
does not increase turnout. In fact, 
they observed that the only sure means 
of increasing turnout are penalties 
and fmes, elements found in high­
turnout European and Latin Ameri-

can countries often cited by "motor-
voter" proponents. 

"Motor-voter" also carries a 
couple of exorbitant price tags. First 
is the inestimable cost of opening the 
electoral process up to increased vote 
fraud. The integrity of the electoral 
process in a democr<~Cy is priceless 
and would be seriously compromised 

by this bill. Minors, illegal aliens and 
felons would be registered automati­
cally when they apply for drivers 
licenses unless they check "no". 
Registration by mail facilitates fraud. 
Registration at welfare agencies could 
lead to intimidation - overt, im­
plicit, or incidental. 

The most dangerous provision of 
the "motor-voter" bill is its "escape 
hatch": those states who cannot af­
ford to implement a "motor-voter" 
system are allowed to opt out by 
adopting election-day registration. As 
the Justice Department testified, this 
is an engraved invitation for election 
fraud, a problem which already ex­
ists in parts of Kentucky. 

Further, the people who shout 
loudest about the critical nature of 
this bill are the same people who 
have neglected to include a provision 
to pay for it. That would necessitate a 
tough decision: raise taxes, cut pro­
grams, or both. None is an appealing 
prospect In Kentucky, the millions it 
would take to establish a "motor­
voter" system could be better spent 
on improving health care, education 
and child nutrition. "Motor-voter" is 
another unfunded federal mandate 
dumped on the states - sympto­
matic of a spineless Congress. 

The states, unlike Congress, are 
required by law to balance their 
budgets. That is a discipline Con­
gress cannot fathom. The bad news is 
that the cost of this feel-good "motor­
voter" bill will be paid for by you, the 
taxpayer. The good news is that Presi­
dent Bush has vetoed the "motor­
voter" bill. I, for one, will vote to 
sustain that crucial veto.

I have been closely associated with 
many of the efforts to develop and 
conserve human and natural resources 
in Eastern Kentucky for the past forty 
years. My prime interest has been 
related to programs and activities to 
enhance the economic, social and 
educational growth of the Appala­
chian region of the Commonwealth. 

I spent 23 years as President of 
Morehead State University during 
which time we dedicated the resources 
of the university to improving living 
and working conditions in the region. 
I served as a member of the Eastern 
Kentucky Development Commis­
sion, which was appointed by acting 
Governor Harry Lee Waterfield and 
continued under the administration 
of Bert T. Combs. It became the pat­
tern for the federal Appalachian 
Regional Commission created by 
President John F. Kennedy. During 
the life of the EKDC we developed 
specific plans to improve education, 
construct access roads and control 
floods. Through these experiences I 
had frrst hand knowledge of the 
importance of mining coal as the life 
blood of the economy. 

I observed theeffortsofB.F. Reed, 
Harry Laviers, Sr., and other coal 
operators to improve the health and 
welfare of Kentucky coal miners and 
their families. Many of our people 
have been placed in a disadvantaged 
competitive position with business 
and industrial enterprises in other 
sections. And we register strong 
opposition to any form of state or 
federal legislation which would place 
our capital investors and workingmen 
and women at a distinct disadvantage 
in the coal mining industry. 

Personally, I am greatly disturbed 
about the effects which the legisla­
tion propQsed by Senator Jay 
Rockefeller of West Virginia will 
have on the coal industry in Ken­
tucky if enacted into law. Senator 
Rockefeller proposes tha.t a federal 
production tax be placed upon non­
union mines to pay health and wel­
fare programs for which large union 
companies have contracted with the 
United Mine Workers of America. 
No objection can be raised against 
the agreement between the union 
companies and their employees to 
provide retiree health care. However, 
a valid objection can be raised against 

''Motor-Voter" Veto Was No Way 
To Celebrate Independence Day 

It was hard for me to believe that 
the President vetoed S. 250, the Na­
tional Voter Register Act, on the eve 
of ourrecent Independence Day cele­
bration. 

I sponsored this bill to expand our 
democratic process by making it 
easier for all Americans to register 
and vote - the very foundation of 
our freedom and independence. 

Under this legislation, commonly 
known as the "motor-voter" bill, you 
can register to vote when applying 
for or renewing a driver's license as 
well as by mail application or through 
various agencies in the states. 

It's a simple procedure. If you 
don't want to register, you simply 
check the appropriate box. 

Why do we need S. 250? 
It is definitely not because Ameri­

cans are too contented with our cur­
reo t political system to bother to go to 
the polls, as some have ridiculously 
suggested. 

It is because too many citizens 
feel alienated from a system they see 
as frustrating, inflexible and unre­
sponsive to their needs. And because 
arcane and unnecessary registration 
procedures keep far too many citi­
zens from the voting booth. 

Only 36 percent of eligible voters 
took part in the last congressional 
election. Four out of five newly eli­
gible high school students are not 
exercising the right to vote. 

We needS. 250 because only 60 
percent of voting-age Americans are 
registered to vote - but 85 to 90 

the proposal to levy a tax on the non­
union companies to pay for the pro­
grams the large union companies 
provide to their employees. Those 
companies who signed the contract 
with the UMW A should not be al­
lowed to use the government of the 
United States to bail them out of an 
expensive agreement 'Those who 
hired the fiddler should pay for the 
dance. 

It is abundantly clear that the un-

It seems to me that the Rockefeller 

bill is an effort to "soak the poorer to 
provide relief for the richer." Ac­
cording to an old adage, the 
Rockefeller proposal would "rob 
Peter to pay Paul." This legislation 
represents a very unfair burden to be 
placed upon the union-free mine 
operators of Kentucky. 

The citizens of Kentucky must 
become aware of and be aroused by 
Rockefeller's effort to totally wreck 
Kentucky's coal economy. Contacts ~ 
should be made with our representa­
tives and senators in Congress to 
register opposition to such unfair 
provisions of federal legislation as 
that proposed by Senator John D. 
Rockefeller IV. 

All of om Congressmen should be 
encouraged to adopt the position of 
Congressman Hal Rogers, who says, 
"It would place the burden of shoring 
up health benefitsofUMW A retirees 
almost entirely upon Kentucky coal 
operators and miners." 

The solution to the problem is for 
the large union companies, many of 
whom made tremendous profits last 
year, to pay the retirees as they ini­
tially agreed to do. And second! y, the 
UMW A 1950 Pension Fund is over­
funded and additional dollars could 
be shifted from it to the health-care 
fund.

S. 250 is a pro-democracy bill 
with strong suppon from the League 
of Women Voters and many other 
groups and individuals of all ages. I 
am pleased that youth groups, such as 
Rock the Vote, are getting involved 
in the effort to encourage young 
people to fully participate in our great 
democracy. 

We know that we can register 90 
percent of eligible voters with a 
"motor-voter" system. Our bill can 
help all Americans to have a say in 
the way this country is governed. I 
will keep fighting to see that our goal 
of bringing government closer to the 
people will be a reality on our next

Kentucky program aimed at treating 
kids who sexually assault other kids 

The ranks of juvenile sex offend­
ers are growing, but so are the num­
bers of professionals trained to treat 
them, thanks to a program developed 
by the Kentucky Department for 
Social Services and the University of 
Louisville. 

"Early help for youths to control 
their own actions and curb violent 
tendencies before they become adults 
is what sex offender treatment is all 
about," said Social Services Com­
missioner Peggy Wallace. "While it 
fills a critical need in Kentucky, our 
program is also gaining national at­
tention." 

That's because little training is 
available anywhere else for treating 
juvenile sexual offenders and troub­
led youths with sexual abuse in their 
backgrounds, according to Michele 
Foley, training branch manager in 
the agency's Division of Children's 
Residential Services. 

A number of states are observing 
and planning to replicate Kentucky's 
Juvenile Sexual Offender Counselor 
Certification Program, developed by 
Foley's unit in cooperation with U of 
L's Family Therapy Program. 

Seventy-five counselors from the 
state's juvenile treatment facilities 
are in various stages of the program 
that blends three weeks of academic 
training with six months of super­
vised counseling practice. 

"Treatment is based on the strat­
egy proven useful in drug abuse, 
alcoholism and other behavioral dis­
eases," Foley said, "that is, that be­
havior is learned and repeated, but it 
can be unlearned and wrong acts 
halted if the person learns techniques 
to control his or her actions." 

In small groups and with struc­
tured exercises, the youths learn about 
empathy for victims, human sexual­
ity, healthy expression of anger, and 
appropriate assertiveness. 

In individual counseling, they 
work on "relapse prevention "-learn­
ing what their own cycle of impulses 
and offenses is, what things trigger 
them to act, and how they can detour 
themselves around their triggers and 
deal with frustrations in safe ways. 

Among the 90 youth aged 12 
through 18 in sexual offender treat-

ment at the state's children's treat­
ment facilities last year were anum­
ber who were there for other prob­
lems, not committed as sexual of­
fenders. 

"Our staff members now aware of 
the links between sexual offenders 
and other hostile behavior fmd that 
the teenagers are disclosing their own 
past sexual offenses," Foley said. "If 
they can then block their own path 
toward rape and other violent acts, 
that's prevention-and it's our busi­
ness." 

Awareness is a key "product," 
Foley said. "I am getting many calls 
from social workers around the state 
asking how they can learn more to 
help families they are working with­
families, for instance, in which chil­
dren who themselves may be victims 
of emotional or physical trauma are 
acting out their anger by molesting 
others. 

"Just becoming aware of the signs 
of questions to ask to discover vio­
lent tendencies signaling harm to 
others lets social workers help fami­
lies make behavior changes that are 
dramatically important to society," 
Foley said. 

Commissioner Wallace said, 
"Many family services workers have 
felt that, with a few families, they as 
counselors have been 'missing a 
piece,' unable to find the right clue to 
problems affecting family members. 
Techniques from this training can be 
applied in a number of situations. 

"Now we want to make this spe­
cial training wide I y available to those 
in counseling, law enforcement and 
the courts-and to promote treatment 
in the communities, especially for 
very young offenders and for fol­
lowup help after youth leave our treat­
ment centers."

PCC professor 
has article in 
history journal 

Dr. G. Anthony Peffer, assistant 
professor of history at Prestonsburg 
Community College, had an article 
published in the Spring 1992 edition 
of The Journal of American Ethnic 
History. 

The article, entitled "From Under 
the Sojourner's Shadow: A Histori­
ographical Study of Chinese Female 
Immigration to America, 1852-1882", 
examines the perspectives from which 
historians have studied Chinese 
female immigration, focusing on the 
years before the Chinese Exclusion 
Act was passed in 1882. It analyzes 
the last 100 years of scholarship re­
lated to this immigration period. 

Today, scholars are beginning to 
reject traditional perspectives, which 
regarded the small percentage of 
females in the Chinese American 
population as the result of cultural 
restrictions. Instead, newer studies · 
are focusing on the role of misap­
plied United States law in creating 
this gender imbalance.

What do you do when a whole 
town needs to be revitalized and 
rehabilitated? Well, if you're Ken­
tucky Housing Corporation, you 
might just buy the place. That's what 
KHC did with Wheelwright, Ken­
tucky in 1979. In fact, the entire town 
ofWheelwrighthadalreadybeensold 
three times when KHC bought it. 

Wheelwright, a small community 
near the southern tip ofFloyd County 
about 12milesfrom the Virginia state 
line, was founded and built by the 
Elkhorn Coal Corporation in 1916. 
In 1917 the town was chartered and 
officially recognized as a sixth class 
city. Little of importance took place 
in Wheelwright until 1930, when 
Elkhorn sold the entire town of over 
1,500 acres to the Inland Steel Com­
pany. 

Inland Steel constructed a model 
coal town. They installed water, 
sewer, natural gas and telephone 
systems and paved streets for the 

population of 3,600. They built and 
staffed a small hospital to serve the 
community. They constructed a 
community building with a post of­
fice, barbershop, restaurant, soda 
fountain and dance floor. They built 
a club house, churches, public li­
brary, modem schools, a playground, 
a laundry, theaters, bowling alleys, a 
swimming pool and a nine-hole golf 
course. They also built modem, 
comfortable homes, all with indoor 
plumbing, for their workers. 

In 1966, exactly 50 years after its 
founding, the entire town, with a 
population of 2,000, was sold to Is­
land Creek Coal Company. Then, 
just eight months later, Island Creek 
sold Wheelwright to Mountain In­
vestment Corp., a Florida based re­
alty company, for $1.3 million. 

AccordingtoaNovember12,1966 
article in the Courier-Journal an­
nouncing the sale, "Wheelwright 
contrast[ed] sharply with many older 
mining towns. Its appearance is one · 
of cleanliness. It has no slum areas 
and no signs of deterioration." The 
community's recreational facilities, 
including the golf course, also helped 
set Wheelwright apart from other 
mining towns. When Mountain In­
vestment bought Wheelwright, all of 
the residents were renters, but Moun­
tain Investment sold about 150 homes 
to individual families. They main­
tained ownership of another 300 
houses or sites, the business district 
and the utility systems. 

Over the next 13 years, housing 
and utility systems deteriorated sig­
nificantly in Wheelwright. Many 
people had left the town, abandoning 
homes and businesses. Many of the 
original structures were gone. Not 
one business remained. 

In late 1978 a concerned group of 
Wheelwright citizens sought help to 
save their demoralized community. 
Ella Jane Hall,later to become chair­
man of Wheelwright's board of trus­
tees, met in Frankfort with Dicky 
Allen, a field representative for 
Governor Julian Carroll; Linda 

._ Boone, director of rural housing at 
KHC; Anna Jean Tackett, then direc­
tor of Floyd County Urban Renewal 
and now a KHC field representative; 
Roger Rechtenwald from the Big 
Sandy Area Development District; 
and Lynn Luallen, executive director 
ofKHC. 

• 

Initially, Wheelwright only 
wanted a grant to repair the water 
system. ''Then somebody said, 'Let's 
give the community back to the 
people."' Luallen remembers. He then 
met with Governor Julian Carroll to 
enlist his support of the purchase of 

Wheelwright. He also asked Robert 
Adams, then KHC's director of fi­
nance and now deputy executive 
director, and Jim McCoy, a KHC 
rural specialist, to research the proj­
ect. 

According to Adams, the financ­
ing was arranged in short order. KHC 
arranged to borrow the money to 
purchase Wheelwright for three years 
from Citizens Fidelity Bank in Lou­
isville and The. Bank Josephine in 
Prestonsburg, using the properties as 
collateral. The loan was to be repaid 
through the sale of homes to individ­
ual citizens, sale of commercial prop­
erty to businesses willing to locate in 
Wheelwright and three Community 
Development Block Grants. As part 
of the transaction, KHC planned to 
sell the utility systems to the city for 
$1 and the churches to their respec­
tive congregations for $1. At this 
point, KHC was ready to go before its 
board of directors. 

When staff proposed buying the 
town of Wheelwright from Mountain 
Investment for $1.275 million, KHC's 
board of directors investigated. They 
learned of the town's stable history 
and potential for rehabilitation (In­
land had built well). As Luallen 
remembers, the board was engaged 
in reasonable debate and discussion 
about Wheelwright when Governor 
Carroll walked in and said, "I hope 
you're talking about Wheelwright, 
because I'd really like to help those 
people." Shortly thereafter, the board 

voted to go forward with the pur­
chase of Wheelwright. 

One ofKHC's first moves was to 
give Bob Murphy, a new KHC field 
representative, an office in Wheel­
wright to oversee the revitalization. 
Murphy soon learned that the whole 
town was infested with "varmints" 
and had all of Wheelwright, even 
those properties that KHC did not 
own, exterminated. 

Tackett also maintained an office 
in Wheelwright Floyd County bought 
many houses from KHC and began 
rehabilitating them with a $3 million 
HUD grant. Another $200,000 grant 
from the Department of Labor al­
lowed the county to hire 30 men to 
carry out the repairs. More local 
workers were hired to haul the debris 
out of town. Once Urban Renewal 
had rebuilt the houses, they sold them 
to the people who had previously 
rented them. "We looked at what the 
people could afford," Tackett said. 
"We would sella house that appraised 
for $40,000 to the family living in it 
for $6,000 if that's all they could 
afford." KHC provided the perma­
nent financing. 

If a home was already owned by 
the people living in it, Urban Re­
newal would provide money for re­
pairs. "But the lower end of town 
wasn't included in the HUD grant," 
Tackett remembers, "so KHCstepped 
in to help." Luallen notes, "We gave 
them the paint and brushes and they 
did the work." "And just about all of 
them took us upon our offer," Murphy 
added. According to Tackett, one five­
year-old boy summed up the change 
in the community when he told his 
mother, ''This town sounds differ­
ent." "Of course he was talking about 
all the hammering," Tackett recalls. 

Most of the millions of dollars that 
flowed into Wheelwright went into 
repairing the utility systems. "Noth­
ing would have gotten done without 
Roger Rechtenwald," said Tackett. 
With help from the Farmers Home 
Administration, Rechtenwald was 
able to get the utility systems back in 
working order and even establish a 
utility board. 

During the four years of rehabili­
tation that followed, Wheelwright

began to grow again. A new grocery 
store was built; before, residents of 
Wheelwright had todriveeightmiles 
to a grocery. A branch bank was 
established and numerous small busi­
nesses were created. Ray Payne of 
Louisville helped build a senior citi­
zens center. One of the most impor­
tant additions to Wheelwright was a 
medical clinic, staffed with numer­
ous doctors and nurses. Wheelwright 
grew socially too, as Floyd County 
UrbanRenewalhiredA.frican-Ameri­
cans to fill office jobs for the first 
time in the town's history. 

The result of all these efforts was 
a town people could be proud of 
again, and a celebration was sched­
uled. "The new senior citizens center 
was all decorated and it looked like 
everybody in town had brought food," 
remembers Murphy. And nearly 
everyone involved in the transaction 
was there to celebrate, including 
Governor Carroll, representatives 
from Senator Wendell Ford's and 
Congressman Carl D. Perkins' of­
fices, Attorney General Robert 
Stephens, state Representative Jitter 
Allen and state Senator Lowell 
Hughes. Altogether, Luallen esti­
mates that 300-400 people watched 
in fog and drizzle as Governor Car­
roll officially gave the town ofWheel­
wright to its trustees. After 62 years 
of being owned and taken care of by 
someone else, Wheelwright citizens 
were given their independence. 

Looking back, Luallen describes 
the purchase of Wheelwright as 
"totally unique." "With the help of 
countless individuals, we had played 
a significant role in saving this com­
munity," says Luallen. "But we 
couldn't have done much of anything 
without people like Governor Car­
roU, the ADDs, Anna Jean Tackett, 
Roger Rechtenwald,Linda Boone and 
everybody at KHC, the Wheelwright 
trustees, banks, the Revenue Cabi­
net, the IRS and some incredible 
community support-senicxcitizens, 
high school students, just everybody." 
"You'd have to have seen it before to 
know just how much we were all able 
to do in Wheelwright," Tackett notes. 
"Together, we really made a differ­
ence."

Personal watercraft no longer prohibited from 
locking though at Corps Locks an<;~ Dams 

The Ohio River Division of the 
U.S. Army Corps of Engineers re­
cently announced that lockage of 
personal watercraft, such as wave 
runners and jet skis, of the "sit down" 
variety through Corps locks will be 
permitted. This new policy removes 
the prohibition on lockage of all such 
watercraft which has been in effect 
since their increase in popularity in 
the early 1980's. 

Personal watercraft is a genenc

Operators of "stand up" personal 
watercraft will not be allowed in the 
water of either the lock chamber or iiS 
approaches. 

The Ohio River Division is re­
sponsible for navigation, one of the 
Corps' major missions, on the 981-
mile Ohio River and iiS seven tribu­
taries.

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you should do crunches. Barbell 
bench press is all you need. Your 

chest and shoulders respond best to 
overhead presses behind the neck. 
For arms you need, barbell curls for 
biceps and overhead extensions for 
your triceps. Your forearms should 
not need direct exercise, as they get 
plenty of work just gripping the bar. 
Your back is a complicated muscle 
and requires at least two different 
exercises such as chin ups and bent 
over barbell rowing. Nothing can 
benefit your legs more than barbell 
squats below parallel (hip joint 
slightly lower than knee joint). And 
finally, you need standing toe presses 
for your calves. 

Of course I did not elaborate on 
proper form and execution of each 
exercise as I assume you will seek 
assistance from a qualified person 
before beginning this or any other 
weightlifting routine. I have only 
described a very basic and tremen-
dously effective routine consisting of 
nine compound movements. A be-
ginner should follow this routine for 
at least six months, gradually increas-
ing the amount of weight used and 
the intensity of effort. Stan out with 
one set of 12 to 15 repetitions with an 
easy weight and increase over a pe-
riod of weeks to three or four sets of 
20 to 25 reps. At this point you may 
be ready to add considerable weight 
and decrease the number of reps. I tall 
depends on your goals at the time. 

Not only is this routine effective 
for beginners, but intermediates as 
well. The only difference being the 
number of sets, reps and weight used. 
Intensity is the difference between a 
beginner and someone more ad-
vanced. 

In other words, the best workout 
involves using the least number of 
exercises to stimulate the largest 
amount of muscle by lifting the great-
est amount of weight in the shortest 
period of time. Simple but effective. 
By doing fewer exercises there is 
also less chance of doing something 
wrong and wasting time. Master the 
basics and you will be ahead of the 
rest!

Migration patterns of the 
elderly in Appalachia 

Some people think of them as the 
latest economic "growth industry." 
Others call them the "grey peril." The 
group attracting such diverse labels 
is the elderly, specifically those 
choosing to relocate after retirement. 

"These migrants often bring with 
them substantial monetary assets, and 
as a group may provide a boon to the 
local economy," says University of 
Kentucky gerontologist Graham D. 
Rowles of the Sanders-Brown Cen­
ter on Aging, who, with John F. 
Watkins of the Department of Geog­
raphy recently completed an exten­
sive study of rlderly migration pat­
terns throughout the Appalachian 
region. "Yet some planners and pol· 
icy makers," Rowles says, "fear that 
retiree migrants will drive up hous­
ing prices and, as the migrants be­
come more frail, place increased 
demands on local health care and 
social services." This attitude Rowles 
and Watkins term a "grey peril men­
tality." 

The emergence of several areas in 
Appalachia as retirement destinations 
and the growing importance of native 
elderly Appalachians returning home 
led the Appalachian Regional Com­
mission in 1989 to ask Rowles, 
Watkins and several of their col­
leagues to make an in-depth study of 
elderly migration patterns. The pri­
mary concern of the commission was 
to be able to evaluate the merits of 
migration and its effects on economic 
development in the region. For the 
purposes of this study, the elderly 
were classified into two groups: the 
"young -old" (persons between 65 and 
74) and the "old-old" (persons 75 and 
older). 

One of several components of this 
project included in-depth research at 
three separate locations in Ap­
palachia-Hendersonville, North 
Carolina, Hazard, Kentucky and 
Somerset, Kentucky. "This work 
involved two field visits to each loca­
tion, each visit lasting several days," 
Rowles says. "We interviewed pub­
lic officials, community leaders, eld­
erly migrants, and did some filming 
of the local environments." The ob­
jective was to develop a detailed 
profile of each location in order to 
understand its history, current eco­
nomic circumstances and future po­
tential as a magnet for elderly migra· 
tion. 

In investigating the movement of 
the elderly into and out of Hazard and 
surrounding Perry County, the re­
searchers found a consistent pattern 
of "outmigration" among this group 
over several decades. From 1965-
1970 the county recorded a net loss of 
84 migrants 65 and older. This num­
ber increased to a net loss of 171 
olderpersons between 1975 and 1980. 
Estimates for 1980-1985 indicate a 
net loss of 118 elderly persons. 

Rowles and Watkins suggest that 
in more recent years, however, 
Hazard's circumstances appear to 
have improved as a result of an en­
richment of the community's health 
care and educational resources. Sarah 
Hughes,directoroftheHazard-based 
Southeast Area Health Education 
Center, agrees that there has been a 
recent trend toward return migration. 

"We've seen some older people 
come back to Hazard mainly because 
of the family structure that's already 

in place. People from this area have a 
very strong network of family ties. 
We also have medical facilities that 
are very extensive, and a community 
college that has several programs 
aimed exclusively at senior citizens." 

"Our data show that although the 
net migration pattern has been one of 
outmigration, 121 persons 65 and 
older did return to Hazard and Perry 
County between 1975 and 1980," 
Rowles says. "Of these more than 
half (67 people) were over 75 years 
old, suggesting that return migration 
may be occurring." 

A second Kentucky community 
visited by the researchers was Som­
erset, located next to Lake Cumber­
land in the south central region of the 
state. Although Somerset's popula­
tion has remained relatively stable 
(1970population 10,436; 1990popu­
lation 10,733), the surrounding Pu­
laski County experienced a 40 per­
cent population growth between 1970 
and 1990. Summer vacationers are 
attracted primarily from the North, 
especially from bordering states In­
diana and Ohio. Some of these visi­
tors eventually decide to retire to the 
area. 

Smith Van Hook, mayor of Som­
erset, says that "on a given weekend 
250,000 people visit our lake, so we 
introduce them to the area and a lot of 
them like what they see. Some return 
to this area to live after they retire." 

Van Hook adds that many retirees 
recognize that aside from being lo­
cated next to a lake, Somerset is one 
of the five least expens1ve cities in 
the U.S. to live becauseoflow utility 
rates. 

Rowles and Watkins confmned 
the growing status of Somerset and 
Pulaski County as an elderly migra­
tion destination. "Between 1965 and 
1970, the county experienced elderly 
outmigration with a net loss of 40 
migrants 65 years of age and older. 
Between 1975 and 1980 the county 
recorded a net gain of 85 elderly 
migrants. Estimates for 1980-1985 
.indicate a net gain of 148 elderly 
migrants." 

The researchers trace a number of 
implications from the study. Com­
munities should be realistic, they say, 
about prospects for attracting elderly 
migrants. Only a limited number of 
Appalachian communities are likely 
to be able to compete for retirees 
seeking to relocate. 

Rowles and Watkins also stress a 
need to overcome negative images of 
Appalachia held by many potential 
migrants and suggest that communi­
ties should recognize the importance 
of promoting seasonal migration and 
tourism as a prelude to elderly migra­
tion. 

In addition, Rowles and Watkins 
suggest that communities should 
seriously consider the implications 
of elderly migration-based economic 
development for other sectors of the 
local economy and the effects of such 
migration on other age groups in the 
community.

It's freezer 
fill-up time 

by Bertha Slone 

For winter, nothing beats fresh 
cabbage, onions, carrots and pota­
toes for your soup. There arc other 
vegetables available for your family, 
too, in the winter months, thanks to 
your freezer. 

Another added bonus is that when 
vegetables are in season, prices are 
lowerandvegetablesarefrcsh. When 
preserving food in freezer. a few 
helpful hints might make the job 
easier. Here's a few shortcuts. 

Wash vegetables with warm wa­
ter thorough! y. Cut up for soup or stir 
fry. Put in containers or freezer bags. 
(Be sure to get good, heavy freezer 
bags.) Heary plastic containers are 
ideal for freezing foods. 

To freeze green beans or corn, 
parboil before placing in bags. Re­
member, if these vegetables come 
from your state (Kentucky), okay, 
but be careful about vegetables that 
are shipped in here. They are sprayed 
with chemicals. 

For other vegetables, boil water 
frrst and then add vegetables to this to 
cook. In the winter time, frozen vege­
tables will be delicious. 

Tomatoes 
All sizes of tomatoes can be used. 

Wash good. Pour boiling water over 
them. Let stand about five minutes or 
less. Peel by using your colander to 
lift out of boiling water. 

Place in plastic container or heavy 
freezer bags. Let cool before placing 
in the freezer. 

This will be nice for that winter­
time pot of soup to add flavor and 
color. 

Meat 
To preserve meat (chicken breast, 

etc.) safely in your freezer, take your 
wrapped meat from store, put large, 
heavy brown grocery bag in freezer 
where you are putting away your 
meat. Put meat in another grocery 
bag and turn down top. After you put 
meat in bag, set something in freezer 
on bag to hold fold down. 

I've been using this trick since 
1990. I've kept it for two years in 
brown paper grocery bags and no 
freezer bums. Brown paper grocery 
bags is the secret

One of the most beautiful flowers 
around is the daylily. It also just 
happens to be one of the easiest flow­
ers to grow. The daylily isn't too 
fussy about the soil it's placed in, 
except soil that's consistently soggy 
or swampy. It even grows well in 
sandy, heavy clay, alkaline or acid 
soils -add extra organic matter such 
as Milorganite (usually available at 
Wal-Mart) to help it along in these 
soil types. 

Daylilies also thrive in sunlight, 
but can tolerate about a half a day in 
the shade. A little shade in the eve­
ning will prevent their vibrant colors 
from fading. 

Though they're tough flowers and 
virtually self-sufficient, day lilies need 
a little extra attention. They can't be 
planted and ignored. Day lilies can be 
planted any time from spring through 
fall, but should not be planted any 
later than a month before the frrst 
hard freeze is expected. However, if 
frosts set in sooner than expected, 
cover the planted day lilies with 4 to 6 
inches of light mulch to prevent 
heavying by the frost. 

When planting day lilies, allow the 
soil to cover the top of the roots by 
about a half inch. Space the young 
plants about 12 to 24 inches apart. 
Then, after about a month, place fer­
tilizer around the plants. 

Keep the plants well-watered 
because you'll get more blooms on 
the plant. 

Currently, there are over 32,000 
varieties of daylilies. Though the 
roadways and mountainsides are 
fllled with the orange-colored tawny 
daylily, the species is not native to 
America. The original species can 
still be found from the Ukraine to 
Japan and from the tropics to Siberia. 

It is surprising that these flowers 
spread throughout the country be­
cause the flowers are sterile, spread­
ing by root runners alone.

Burley ~ales unchanged, 
despite major concerns

Newly appointed members of the 
Burley Tobacco Advisory Commit­
tee voted,J uly 7, for American burley 
growers to continue a 15-day pre­
Christmas auction schedule, pending 
final approval by the U.S. Secretary 
of Agriculture. 

But opponents of the 15-day plan 
that has been in effect for 11 consecu­
tive sales seasons said it is no longer 
fair to all growers, and they tried 
without success to introduce 19-day 
or 23-day alternatives. 

By law, the Secretary of Agricul­
ture is responsible for decisions on 
the sale and marketing of burley. 

However, in 1990, Ag Secretary 
• Edward Madigan apwinted the first 

39-member BT AC to advise him on 

such policy issues. 
Then on June 24 of this year, 

Madigan announced new appoint­
ments to the BTAC. These two-year 
terms, ending April 19, 1994, took 
effect at the July 7 meeting in Lex­
ington. 

In other business, the BT AC: 
•postponed until its next meeting 

consideration of opening dates for 
the 1992-93 burley auction warehouse 
sales; 

•gave its approval for the Agricul­
tural Marketing Service to solve "sand 
trap" problems on the Paducah, Ky., 
Mayfield, Ky., and Clarksville, Ten­
nessee, burley markets; and 

•agreed to conduct its next meet­
ing October 2 in Lexington.

Picnics have been around for as 
long as anyone can remember. A 
"picnic" originally meant a meal with 
each guest contributing a different 
course. By the late eighteenth cen­
tury, picnics moved outdoors and 
featured both cold and hot dishes. In 
the nineteenth century, picnics be­
carne a playground for respectable 
Victorian ladies and gentlemen to 
mingle with one another. 

Today, picnics are an opportunity 
for friends and family to gather and 
enjoy good food and good company 
with plenty of time for fun and re­
laxation. Whether it's on the sun deck 
of a high-rise building, in the middle 
of your living room or in a beautiful 
green meadow, a picnic is what you 
make it And, with endless options 
for the places to have a picnic -
especially beautiful Jenny Wiley State 
Park - and the food that is served, 
today's picnics inspire creativity and 
imagination. 

Summertime offers the perfect 
opportunity for picnicking. Poor 
planning, though, or carelessness can 
increase the risk of food-born illness. 
Hot temperatures and sun can in­
crease the risk for food to spoil. 

"At home" picnics allow the lux­
ury of a nearby refrigerator. Store 
burgers, chicken, hot dogs and cheese 
in a cool space until you are ready to 
put them on the grill. Set up the buffet 
table in a shaded area. And do not 
serve salads, slaws, condiments or 
other perishables until you're ready 
to eat 

"Away from home" picnics re­
quire more planning. Keep the fol­
lowing tips in mind when transport­
ing perishable foods: 

•Store foods in a cooler or ice 
chest. You can make your own ice 
pack by freezing water in a used milk 
container. 

• Store milk or ice cream drinks in 
a wide-mouth thermos. To keep 
drinks cool without diluting them, 
freeze milk to use in place of ice 
cubes. 

• Use common sense when you 
park your picnic basket Don't leave 
the food in the sun, but fmd a shady 
spot under a tree or a shelter. 

• Make enough food to meet your 
needs and no more. After food has 
been outside refrigeration for several 
hours, it is not advisable to pack up 
the remainder for leftovers. 

•Pack frozen foods, such as ice 
cream pies, in dry ice
