Floyd County•s controversial 
seven-month search for a new super­
intendent of schools ended Tuesday 
night when Steve Towler signed a 
four-year contract with the Floyd 
County Board of Education. 

Towler, former superintendent in 
Hardin County, was recommended 
for the post by state Education Com­
missioner Thomas Boysen after 
Boysen vetoed the board's first 
choice, Nebraska educator William 
Zitterkopf. 

Local opposition mounted against 
Boysen' sdecision to submit only one 

name of a superintendent candidate 
to the local board. 

Boysen•s role in the search proc­
ess drew harsh criticism from state 
school board member Tom Gish and 
Education Committee Chairman 
RogerNoe. 

Inanapparentattempttohealsome 
of the wounds resulting from the 
superintendent search, Floyd County 
Education Association president 
Janice Allen told the board at 
Tuesctay•s meeting that teachers 
supported their candidate. 

"Dr. Towler, on behalf of the 
educators of Floyd County we are 
hereto support you," Allen said. "We 
are looking forward to working with

you. FCEA is on your side. FCEA is 
not your adversary." 

Interim superintendent Eldon 
Smith assured teachers and the pub­
lic that Towler was wil1ing to include 
them in the educational system. 

"I've talked with Dr. Towler and 
he has assured me that every attempt 
will be made to work with teachers, 
administrators and the community," 
Smith said. 

Pledges of support for Towler also 
came from education activists Jean 
Rosenberg and Delores Smith. 

"I can•t speak for all of Floyd 
County, only a few people I talk to, 
and we are not going to work: against 
Dr. Towler, that's not to our advan-

Senator talks health care 
in roundtable discussion

U.S. Senator Mitch McConnell 
met with a panel of health officials 
and educators Wenesday afternoon 
at Highlands Regional Medical Cen­
ter to discuss health care affordabil­
ity and accessibility both in Eastern 
Kentucky and on a national level. 

"After years of discussing the 
healthcare issue, something is going 
to happen soon," McConnell said. 
"There's an element of urgency on

All of these factors, the panel said, 
contribute to overuse of expensive 
testing and emergency room facili­
ties which, in turn, drives medical 
costs and insurance premiums higher, 
therefore leaving indigent and low 
income persons with no way to pay 
for medical treatment.

Stanville residents met with Ivy 
Acres, Incorporated Tuesday evening . 
in the Floyd County Fiscal Court­
room, and asked the corporation to 
give up the lease on the home in their 
neighborhood they say will be a half­
way house for troubled teens. 

Ivy Acres, a joint venture between 
the Pike and Floyd County fiSCal 
courts, is a non-profit corporation 
that is dedicated to providing a stable 
environment for teenagers who have 
been labeled status offenders, which 
are minors that cannot be controlled 
by their parents, but have committed 
no crime with which an adult can be 
charged. 

Diane Akers, project manager for 
the corporation, recently rented a 
house in Stanville where she planned 
to house such status offenders on a 
temporary basis until a foster home 
could be found for them. 

The Stanville group is concerned 
that teens who have already been 
deemed uncontrollable may cause 
problems in the neighborhood, as well 
as provide a bad influence for their 
own children. 

Greg Walters, a member of the 

Stanville group, satd that he would 
volunteer to help Ivy Acres but 
thought it was inappropriate to place 
such a facility in a residential neigh­
borhood. 

"Y O'u don't need to put those kids 
in a neighborhood that feels like it's 
under siege," Walters said. "It's not 
good for them and it's not good for 
us." 

Although Akers said the facility 
would house no more than four mi­
nors at a time with an adult guardian 
present 24 hours per day, Stanville 
residents seemed skeptical that such 
precautions would be adequate. 

Lloyd Hamilton, spokesman for 
the Stanville group, said that instead 
of removing the teens from their own 
homes, it might be more effective if 
their parents were punished instead. 

"How about taking the parent out 
of the home instead," Hamilton said, 
"and fine his butt and put his butt in 
jail. Maybe then he'd learn to control 
his kid." 

Akers said that she would have 
liked to place the home in a commer­
cial district. but zoning codes and 
time constraints on the grant that 
would finance the home forced her to

Janet Lee Cromer Hall of Mud 
Creekalways.knew she had two oldec 
sisters - somewhere - and she al­
ways hoped to meet them - some­
day. Sunday, July 11, became some­
day for Janet Lee Hall and her sister 
Beverly, thanks to an ad that ap­
peared in the Floyd County Times in 
June. 

The saga of the Cromer sisters 
began when George Enoch Cromer 
Jr. met and married Marie Cromer. 
George and Marie had two children, 
Beverly and Fay, but thingsjustdidn 't 
work out for the couple and they 
divorced. 

Seeking employment, George 

Cromer moved to Michigan. There 
he met Pearl Hall, who had moved 
from Mud Creek to Michigan to work 
in the Chrysler factory. Cromer and 
Hall married, had a daughter (Janet), 
and divorced. 

Pearl Hall Cromer brought her 
daughter back to Kentucky to live 
with hec mother, Taney Hall. Ovec 
the years, Pearl made weekend trips 
to Mud Creek to visit her daughter. 
During one of those trips, shemetand 
married Crit Mitchell. They had one 
son, Christopher David. 

During that time, Pearl and Marie 
Cromer occasionally wrote to each 
other, but eventually lost contact 

As her child grew up, Pearl talked 
about Cromer's other daughters, 
Beverly and Fay. When Janet was in 

high school, she contacted Marie, 
and letters went back and forth in the 
mail for a short time. Then, time 
intervened, addresses changed, and 
the families lost contact with each 
other. 

The saga began again when 
Beverly•s daughter was helping clean 
her great-grandmother's house and 
discovered a letter, written about40 
years ago by Janet's mother. 

"I .knew then I really wanted to 
find them (Janet and Pearl)," said 
Tabitha GranL She searched for sev­
eral years but with no success. In 
April 1992, she traveled to Grethel,

not rule out the projects. 
The proposed $996,000 technol­

ogy program would have added the 
1LC computer program for third 
graders and computerized three high 
school and one elementary school 
libraries. The proposal called for a 
lease agreement to pay for the pack­
age over a five-year period with an 
annual costof$230,000 to $240,000. 

Frazier responded that it was an 
issue of priorities. 

"It's a matter of setting priorities 
for our children," Frazier said, "and 
our children's instruction is our first 
priority." 

Frazier also presented to the board 
a two-part proposal for an alternative 
school to be located adjacent to the 
Floyd County Technical High School 
at Garth. 

Under the the proposed agreement, 
the board of education could either 
lease the site for the school or the 
owners of the site would build a facil­
ity to the board's specifications and 
lease the building to the board. 

Frazier said property owners, 
Larry and Terry Thornsberry, would 
construct the building and lease it to 
the board for $47,245.58 per year. 
Frazier added that that site would be 
more cost effective because the board 
would save on transportation costs 
and thatstudentscould use the lunch­
room facilities at the technical high 
school.

on wellness and prevention educa­
tion. 

Kevin Yeager, a certified public 
accountant and chief financial offi­
cer for Highlands, said that much of 
the problem is that such programs as 
Medicare and Medicaid do not cover 
the complete costs of medical treat­
ment, shifting the burden to the pri­
vate sector.

But this 
past weekend, for a few, brief hours, 
they fmally met face to face at Norris 
Lake in Tennessee. 

In order to attend the reunion, 
Tabitha went without sleep for 48 
homs, going from work to Tennessee 
and then back to work in Georgia. 

Janet, 38, and Beverly, 41, dis­
covered they have a lot in common.

The higher education bill will 
make more money available through 
the Pell grant program, so that even a 
family of four making $42,000 a year 
can qualify for student aid 

Now, our families won't have to 
run up a huge debt just so someone 
can go back to school and get the 
skills for a new or better job. 

It also provides money for exist­
ing and new programs to help our 
colleges and universities serve low­
income students. It funds programs 
to help educate, recruit and retain 
quality teachers, provides for library 
and literacy programs, and includes 
more money for cooperative educa­
tion, combining education with real 
on-the-job experience. 

This is the kind of help our people 
need, so I'm proud of my "yes" vote.

Recently, the Senate Judiciary 
Committee voted to report out of 
committee my Pornography Victims' 
Compensation Act of 1992. The bill, 
which passed the committee by a 7-6 
margin, will now proceed for full 
Senate action later this congressional 
session. 

The Pornography Victims' Com­
pensation Act holds producers, dis­
tributors, exhibitors, and sellers of 
obscene material or child pornogra­
phyliablefordamagesresultingfrom 
sex offenses in which the offender's 
exposure to such material was a sub­
stantial cause of the offense. The bill 
only covers material which the Su­
preme Court has held is not constitu­
tionally protected speech. Obscenity 
and child pornography are already 
illegal in most jurisdictions. 

The recent approval of my bill in 
the Senate Judiciary Committee is a 
tremendous victory for the many 
women and children who are victim­
ized by the scourge of violent, hard­
core pornography. With this action, 
committee members acknowledged 
my premise ~at hard-core pornogra­
phy can cause great harm to women 
and children. My legislation would 
empowerthevictimsofsexualcrimes, 
prevent some of these terrible crimes 
from happening, and hopefully stop 
the proliferation of violent hard-core 
pornography. 

My premise that hard-core porn 

should, ethically and legally, disqual­
ify you. 

Mr. Perry, there is a new day 
dawning in Aoyd County and the 
City of Prestonsburg. Hopefully, the 
day of the same few individuals at­
tempting to control everything, set 
on every board and committee and, 
often, line their pockets in the proc­
ess, is over. 

Allowing you and your friends to 
set on this board and make this very 
important decision would be about 
the same as allowing members of a 
murder victim's family to set as ju­
rors in the trial of the accused.

Your arteries are responsible for 
the transportation of food and oxy­
gen to the body cells through the 
blood. As your heart pumps the blood, 
the arteries serve as the channels (or 
pipes) for transportation of blood 
away from the heart. Your arteries 
must remain open to keep the body 
cells healthy and alive. 

Normally, the inner wall of an 
artery is smooth and fmn allowing 
the blood to flow freely. However, 
the inner lining can become thick­
ened and rough by a build up of 
cholesterol, fat, calcium, platelets and 
damaged cells. This build up acts 
much like rust in a pipe, causing the 
artery to narrow or even close off 
completely. Arteries carrying blood 
to the legs may become affected by 
this "hardening of the arteries" or 
atherosclerosis. . 

Atherosclerosis is the most com­
mon arterial disease of the legs. The 
principal symptom of arterial disease 
is leg pain or weakness broughton by 
walking, called "intermittent claudi­
cation". The pain typically occurs in 
the muscles used for walking, spe­
cifically the calf and/or thigh and 
buttocks. The claudication occurs 
consistently and more quickly when 
walking up hills, upstairs, or when 
walking at a rapid pace. In addition, 
carrying a load or walking in cold 
weather may also decrease the dis­
tance traveled prior to claudication. 

Claudication may also be mim­
icked by a number of neurological 
conditions and musculoskeletal dis­
orders. The most common problems 
mistaken for arterial disease are ar­
thritic problems or disc disorders in 
the lower back. These problems are 
sometimes called "pseudo claudica­
tion". The patient with pseudo-clau­
dication develops symptoms stand­
ing still as well as when walking.

True arterial claudication is relieved 
by standing still, but pseudo-claudi­
cation is not. 

Next, advanced arterial disease 
symptomsmaydevelopas"restpain". 
Rest pain is a severe and steady ach­
ing or burning sensation in the foot. If 
the atherosclerotic buildup is allowed 
to continue, blood flow may be en­
tirely restricted resulting in gangrene 
(death of tissue) of the foot or toes. 

Although we do not understand 
why atherosclerosis develops in the 
arteries, individuals with artery dis­
ease share many of the same charac­
teristics. Risk factors contributing to' 
atherosclerotic buildup are heart dis­
ease, elevated blood pressure, smok­
ing, diabetes, family history of vas­
cular disease, lack of exercise, and 
stress. Many of these factors can be 
controlled by changes in the patient's 
lifestyle. 

Your physician may wish to order 
a diagnostic examination in order to 
confirm and document the existence 
of arterial disease. Two of the more 
accurate ways to diagnose arterial 
disease in the legs are non-invasive 
testing and arteriogram. Non-inva­
sive testing means that no needles, 
catheters, or dyes are used. The tests 
are painless and completely without 
side effects. 

An arteriogram is an X-ray pic­
ture of the artery. It is obtained by 
putting a dye into the artery via a 
small tube (catheter) inset:te<f into 
one of the blood vessels. An arteri­
ogram usually requires hospitaliza­
tion. 

With the recent advances in vas­
cular surgery, it is now possible to 
surgically correct some of the ad­
vance cases of arterial disease in the 
legs. Milder cases can usually be 
controlled medically by reducing the 
risk factors.

Wes Unseld, Basketball Hall of 

Farner and Head Coach and Vice 
President of the Washington Bullets, 
will be the celebrity athlete at the 
opening ceremonies of the 1992 
Bluegrass State Games. 

Unseld will be the guest speaker at 
the ceremonies which will be held at 
the University of Kentucky's Com­
monwealth Stadium at 8 p.m. Friday, 
July 24. 

Unseld's visit is sponsored by 
Coca Cola Company, which spon­
sors the Games along with Valvoline 
Inc. 

"We are very happy about being 
able to bring in someone of the cali­
ber of Wcs Unseld to help promote 
the Games and speak to the partici­
pants," said Ken Sumner, Vice Presi­
dentand General Manager, Bluegrass 
Coca Cola Bottling Co. and Blue­
grass State Games Board member. 

"One of our goals this year was to 
featnre a well-known and successful 
athlete from Kentucky. I don't think 
we could have made a better choice 
than Wes Unseld. He has had an 
outstanding athletic career and is a 
good role model, especially for the 
thousands of young people who will 
be participate in the 1992 Games." 

Twice named All American while 
playing at the University of Louis­
ville, Unseld joined the Washington 
Bullets in ·t968. He was chosen on 
the fust round of the 1968 draft. He 
was the second player selected be­
hind another Bullets great, Elvin 
Hayes. 

In his frrst season the 6'7" center 
was chosen both Rookie OfThe Year 
and the league's Most Valuable 
Player. Unseld and Wilt Chamber­
lain are the only men to have received 
both honors in the same season. 
Unseld was also selected to play in 

the NBA All-Star Game that season, 
his frrstoffive All-Starappearances. 

The Bullets-who had never had 
a winning season before Unseld ar­
rived-recorded .500 plus seasons 
while he was a member of the terun. 
Unseld was a major force in sending 
the Bullets to 12 consecutive playoff 
appearances. He was voted MVP of 
the 1978 NBA championship series 
that brought Washington its fust 

sports title in 36 years. 

In his 13 years as an NBA player, 
Unseld received many honors. He 
was inducted into the Basketball Hall 
of Fame in 1988, his frrst year of 
eligibility. He ranks 7th all-time in 
rebounding; is one of a handful of 
players who have scored 10,000 
points and pulled down 10,000 re­
l>O•mds; ranks third all-time among 
playoff leaders in rebounds; and is 

the Bullets all-time leader in games 
played, rebounds, minutes played and 
assists. 

After retiring from his playing 
career in 1981, Unseld was asked to 
serve as Vice President of the Bul­
lets. During the 198788 season Un­
seld took over as Head Coach. 

Known over the years as "The · 
Gentle Giant," "The Friendly Giant" 
and "Chairman of the Boards," Un­
seld was also known as a player and 
coach who loves winning. 

"The man is a god in Louisville," 
said Pervis Ellison, also a former 
Louisville player. "When you come 
into the Capital Centre and see that 
Jersey hanging in the rafters, you 
respect that. This team plays to win. 
We want to play like Wes did." 

Over the years Unseld has also 
been involved in several community

Thanks to the diligence and far­
sightedness of Kentucky sportsmen 
and wildlife conservationists in the 
'30s and '40s, a parcel of Franklin 
CoWlty fannland was purchased by 
the infant fish and wildlife depart­
ment. This jewel-in-the-rough be­
came the Game Fannin 1945, and it 
increasingly proves a valuable asset 
beneficial to all Kentuckians. If it's 
been a while since your last visit, 
you're sure to fmd several positive 
changes. 

Long operated for the purpose of 
raising and stocking game species, 
the Game Farm no longer fulfills 
what its name implies. With 
sportsmen's dollars, we're polishing 
this Kentucky jewel and gearing it 
toward providing wildlife-related 
enjoyment and learning experiences 
for its many visitors, especially 
Kentucky school children who arrive 
by bus loads in spring and fall. 

Beautifully landscaped with vari­
ous trees, shrubs and flowers, this 
home base of the fish and wildlife 
department's central offices offers 
outdoor opportunities ranging from 
hiking and fishing to bird watching, 
wildlife watching and picnicking. 

A miniature version of a wildlife 
management area with native plant­
ings isnestledinalow-lyingwetarea 
near the entrance gate. From a duck 
blind, visitors can take photos or 
watch various birds and other wild­
life that frequent this example ofinter­
connected wildlife habitats. Wetland­
produced seeds. plants and native 
grasses, along with insects in and

In the first game of the playoffs 
Tuesday night, Prestonsburg blasted

around the moist soil, attract and 
provide food for birds. Species as 
common as Eastern and greater­
crested king birds, mourning doves 
and bluejays often visit the area, as 
well as uncommon birds such as little 
green herons, orchard orioles and 
hooded warblers. 

The Exhibition Area, accessible 
by curb cuts and concrete walkways, 
is one of the farm's most popular 
attractions.

Two fishing lakes, open year­
round for bank angling (under state­
wide license regulations) are regu­
larly stocked with crappie, bluegill, 
black bass, catfish and trout Special 
size and creel limits are posted on 
signs at the lakes. The upper lake 
sports aT -shaped ftShing pier which 
is totally accessible. Several sections 
of low miling not only make fishing 
from a wheelchair easier but more 
comfortable and enjoyable. 

A shaded park-like area, sprinkled 
with a dozen picnic tables and griDs 
in landscaped settings of pebbles and 
wood, lies above the upper lake. Also 
resting in this portion are two adjoin­
ing shelter houses with picnic tables.

EDELL HEALTH NOTES 
THUMB SUCKERS TAKE 

THE BIT ... Here's a solution to 
thumb sucking that comes direct from 
the horse's mouth. Two Kentucky 
dentists have fashioned what they 
call the Bluegrass Appliance, pat­
terned after a steel bit used to calm 
irritable horses. 

Bruce Haskell and John R. Mink, 
of the University of Louisville and 
the University of Kentucky, fitted 24 
little thumb suckers ages 7 to 13 with 
this small, movable roller, which rests 
in the top of the mouth near the front 
teeth and is attached to braces by 
orthodontic wire. The children 
learned to calm their thumb sucking 
urges by spinning the rollers with 
their tongues. When the dentists 
removed the rollers after about six 
months, all 24 children had been 
weaned of the habit 

Thedentistsdon'tsaywhetherthe 
appliance interfered with the 
children's speech. But it may be worth 
the hassle if it cures an annoying 
habit or even helps parents avoid 
bigger orthodontist bills later on.

MORE BAD NEWS FOR 
SMOKERS ... The risk of cancer 
and heart disease may not deter 
smokers, but maybe this news will: 
Smoking cigarettes can contribute to 
male impotence. 

A recent Boston University study 
of young impotent men shows that 
men who smoke a pack a day for five 
years are 15 percent more likely than 
non-smokers to develop clogged ar­
teries in the penis, which can in turn 
cause impotence. In other words, 
where there's smoke there may be no 
rue. 

ALOE VERIFICATION 
FAILS TO CHECK OUT ... The 
spiny, succulent leaves of the aloe 
vera plant are filled with a clear gel 
that has been used for millennia to 
relieve the pain of wounds and burns. 
Over the past couple of decades, 
potted aloe plants have multiplied on 
the windowsills of natural-healing 
enthusiasts, and bottles of aloe vera 
moisturizer have crowded the super­
market shelves. Health claims for 
this African plant are legion, but not 
always well-tested. 

Researchers at Women's Hospital 
in Los Angeles County were inter­
ested in whether aloe vera gel would 
help speed surgical healing. They 
worked with 21 women who had just 
had either caesarean sections or 
gynecological surgery. Dividing the 
women into two groups, they gave 
standard medical wound treatment to 
all21 and added aloe vera gel for one 
of the groups. 

Aloe vera causes no negative re­
actions or complications, but that's 
about the best that can be said about 
it The women who received no aloe 
vera took an average of 53 days to 
heal, while those treated with the gel 
took a whopping 83 days. 

In other words, aloe vera's only 
significant effect was to prolong the 
healing process. The only other ex­
planation may have been that the aloe 
canceled the effects of the standard 
ointments, but the researchers didn't 
speculate on this. 

This result contradicts those of 
other studies that have shown a heal­
ing effect for aloe vera gel. Although 
its results are interesting, this small 
study isn't grounds for taking the 
aloe vera plant off your windowsill.

Renfro Valley holds its 50th 
annual all-night gospel sing 

Once a year for the past 50 years 
the sounds of pure gospel jubilation 
have filled the tiny mountain com­
munity of Renfro Valley from mid­
night till daybreak. The tradition 
began in 1942 when founder John 
Lair was looking for a meaningful 
way to showcase gospel music in 
Renfro Valley.

Q: FROM SOPHOMORE IN 
CIDCAGO: I am 15 years old. My 
parents are so strict They will not let 
me participate in any school activity 
of any kind, which means not going 
to games. 

They will not let me go outside for 
nothing at all. I can't even go to the 
store. The only time I go outside is 
when I'm getting in the car for one of 
them to take me to school because 
they won't let me ride the bus, and 
they get mad if I ask them if I can. 

They will not let me have com­
pany, much less a boyfriend. I can't 
have a lot of boys calling here be­
cause if I do, my father says I'm 
prostiblting. And if I have a lot of 
girls calling here, my mother says 
I'm a dyke. 

I hate this house I'm in and have 
no freedom WHATSOEVER and 
can't do nothing. I'm in the need of 
advice badly. What can I do? 

PAT ANDDAVID:Whatyou're 
describing sounds like a serious and, 
possibly, emotionally abusive sibl­
ation. 

What you didn't tell us, however, 
is how long this situation has been 
going on and what brought it on. 

Is this a fonn of grounding? Did 
your parents say, .. Because of what 
you've done, for the next three 
months, you're not going to be al­
lowed to ... " etc.? 

Have your telephone conversa­
tions given your parents reason to be 
concerned? Have you lied about 
where you were going or who you 
were going with? Have you been 
sneaking out or given your parents 
reason to question your sexual be­
havior? In other words, have you 
done ANYTHlNG that would cause 
your parents to impose such extreme 
measures on you? 

If you haven't given your parents 
good reasons to be so strict and you 
·<Ue forced to live this way alJ the time 
- and IF what you're saying is rock­
bottom truth, with no exaggeration, 
then we're going to recommend steps 
that are not to be taken lightly. 

What you describe is certain I y not 
a normal or recommended way for a 
teen-ager and her family to live. And 
you may have to seek outside, adult
