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Ash landfill 
opposition 
continues

In response to protests from a local 
citizens group the Floyd County Fis­
cal Court has reissued its blanket 
resolution declaiming the transporta­
tion of hazardous or toxic wastes into 
the county. 

At a meeting of the I vel and Big 
Sandy Citizens Against Pollution 
Thursday and again at the Fiscal Court 
meeting Friday, the group protested 
the construction of a proposed landfill 
at Ivel that will contain out-of-state 
waste. 

The landfiii, which Pikeville­
based Costain Coal Incorporated 
began permitting two years ago, will 
contain fly and bottom ash from coal 
incinerated at A E S Cedar Bay, a 
public utility based in Jacksonville, 
Florida. 

However, an official for the Ken­
tucky Cabinet for Natural Resources, 
Division of Solid Waste, who asked 
not to be named, has said to the Times 
on three separate occasions that fly 
and bottom ash are considered nei­
ther toxic nor hazardous. 

Among the primary concerns 
expressed by those attending the 
meeting Thursday evening and at 
Friday's meeting of the Fiscal Court 
were the proposed landfill's proxim­
ity to the Levisa Fork of the Big 
Sandy River, which supplies drink­
ing water for most of the region; and

JohnMinkD.D.S.,aninstructorat 
the university, said the service tar­
geted children of middle income fami­
lies that did not qualify for state­
funded health services but could not 
necessarily afford expensive dental 
treatment

program and provided basic dentistry 
care to children all over the state.

Hager protests 
ouster by state

Ousted Floyd County superinten­
dent Ron Hager filed an appeal in 
Floyd County Circuit Court Friday 
contesting his removal from offu:e 
by the State Board for Elementary 
and Secondary Education. 

The state board voted on June 18 
to remove Hager from office on 
charges of willful neglect of duty and 
misconduct in office. 

Education Commissioner Thomas 
Boysen brought the charges against 
Hager in April and Hager was sus­
pended from his job. A removal 
hearing before a three--member panel 
of state board members was held in 
May. 

Boysen's charges c1aimed that 
Hager filed false year-end financial 
statements; that he failed to place 
school construction monies in inter­
est bearing accounts; that he failed to 
follow proper bidding procedures 
relevant to school security services; 
that he allowed an illegal bingo game 
to operate at Prestonsburg High 

School; and that he failed to repri­
mand Martin Elementary principal 
William Hughes for filing false year­
end financial statements. 

Hager's appeal seeks to reverse 
the state board's decision to remove 
him from office on grounds that the 
Floyd County School District was 
under state intervention during the 
time the events occurred for which he 
was charged. 

The charge that Hager submitted a 
false financial report stemmed from 
the exclusion of a $345,347 debt to 
the government in ftseal years 1989 
and 1990 for 1984 flood damages. 
The charge said the school district 
would have ended those years in a 
deficit if the debt had been included. 

The appeal says that in June 1990, 
state designee Bob Gover rep<xt.ed to 
then State Superintendent of Public 
Instruction John Brock the district 
would end the year with a positive 
balance and that Gover noted the 
flood debt had been excluded.

American Standard offers property 
in joint industrial development effort

Lieutenant Governor Paul Patton, 
Floyd County Judge-Executive John 
M. Stumbo, Prestonsburg Mayor Ann 
Latta and other state and local offi­
cia1s met Friday at the American 
Standard Corporation's Paintsville 
Plant to discuss industrial develop­
ment in the area and to address some 
needs of the plant. 

Plant Manager Ronald Belhasen 
said at a press conference Tuesday 
afternoon that American Standard had 
offered land located on the Paintsville 
Plant site to Floyd and Johnson coun­
ties and the cities of Paintsville and 
Prestonsburg for use as an industrial 
development site. 

Belhasen said that the plant had 38 

acres of prime land that would poten­
tially be available within the next 
three to four years for industrial de­
velopment 

American Standard Corp. would 
assist in the recruitment of new in­
dustry to the area, and would attempt 
to persuade its vendors to locate at 
the site, Belhasen said. 

Belhasen said the move would be 
mutually beneficial for both the 
community and American Standard, 
by increasing revenues and employ­
ment in the region and bringing the 
company's vendors closer, thus al­
lowing faster,less costly product de­
livery. 

In exchange for allowing the prop­
erty to be used forindustrialdevelop­
ment, Belhasen asked that local lead· 

ers assist the plant in seeking a 8ewer 
extension to aid American Standard 
solve its lack of sanitary sewers and 
solve its difficulty in complying with 
new, stricter Environmental Protec­
tion Agency regulations. 

The city ofPaintsville had offered 
sewer services to the plant at the time 
of its construction nearly twenty years 
ago, but has yet to do so, Belhasen 
said. He added that the plant's cur­
rent on-site sewer system was inade­
quate. 

Belhasen also requested that the 
Paintsville/Prestonsburg airport 
remain in operation. 

The Paintsville/Prestonsburg In­
dustrial Development Authority has 
recommended closing the airport to 
use the property as an industrial 
development site.

Water shortage 
experienced by 
utility company

Prestonsburg City's Utilities 
Commission has requested that its 
water company customers immedi­
ately begin conserving water any way 
they can. 

Superintendent Bill Harvey How­
ard said Monday that the Kentucky 
Division ofWater has imposed a "tap­
on ban" on the water company. 

Howard said that meant the water 
plant was currently experiencing a 
water shortage because it was operat­
ing at its maximum capacity daily, 
pumping three million gallons of 
water per day to customers, includ­
ing water customers at Auxier, Allen, 
Martin, Prater Creek, Water-Gapand 
Bull Creek, Abbott and Little Paint 
and the entire Sandy Valley Water 
District. 

Howard said that ~oluntary water 
conservation now may prevent man­
datory water rationing in the near 
future. 

Prestonsburg Utilities has been 
approvedtoreceivea$2,001,993loan 
from the Kentucky Infrastructure 
Loan Fund to increase the water 
plant's capacity from three million 
gallons per day to five million gal­
lons. Howard said. 

Construction on the project will 
begin in approximately four months 
and is expected to last about ten 
months, Howard said.

struction, a precedent would be set 
that would make it easier for other 
companies to construct similar sites 
in the future, thus increasing the 
potential for contamination. 

Malcom Layne, president of I vel 
and Big Sandy Citizens Against Pol­
lution, questioned why the waste must 
be disposed of in Eastern Kentucky 
and expressed concern thal Eastern 
Kentucky would be a dumping ground 
for the rest of the nation. Layne urged 
Costain representatives to consider 
renegotiating the contract with A E S 
Cedar Bay to keep the waste in Flor­
ida. 

Although Costain officials coun­
tered that the waste was produced 
from Eastern Kentucky coal, 
Prestonsburg High School teacher 
David Layne reiterated his brother 
Malcom's concerns Friday at the 
Fiscal Court meeting. 

"We buy oranges from Florida 
and eat them," Layne said, "but we 
don't send back the peels." 

Pikeville attorney Michael De­
BourbonledThursdayevening'srally 
and said that he volunteered his serv­
ices to the Ivel and Big Sandy Citi­
zens because they did not have the 
same access to attorneys and engi­
neers that Costain had. 

DeBourbon said he knew Costa in 
to be an efficient coal producer, but 
questionedthecompany'sexperience 
in disposing of coal waste inciner­
ated by a public utility company. 

Costain manager Jack McNichol 
said that his company had spent a 
great deal of time, research and effort 
to ensure that the landfill would pres­
ent no danger of pollution. 

McNichol said that the landfill 
was designed by International Tech­
nologies, Incorporated, a Tampa, 
Florida-based engineering firm that 
specializes in designing environmen­
tally sound facilities to contain po-

tentially hazardous materials. 
McNichol.said that his firm's inten­
tion was to construct a site that would 
safely contain waste for over a 
hundred years. 

DeBourbon questioned Costain's 
fuel supply contract with A E S Cedar 
Bay, saying that in the course of his 
research he had learned that A E S 
Cedar Bay had falsified information 
in permit applications for the Jackson­
ville plant. 

McNichol said that despite A E S 
Cedar Bay's problems, Costain had 
not misrepresented itself in any way. 

Pikeville physician Dr. James L. 
Black spoke about the potential health 
hazards posed by the landftll, saying 
that fly and bottom ash contained 
toxic constituents such as lead, mer­
cury and arsenic that could contami­
nate groundwater. 

Black urged the citizens to enlist 
the aid of the local chambers of 
commerce, tourism commissions and 
health officials to stop the construc­
tion of the landfill before it begins. 

I.T., Inc. engineer Michael Jones, 
who has been involved with the proj­
ect since it began, said that his fum 
had designed the landfill according 
to regulations set by the state of 
Kentucky which are more stringent 
than in most other states. 

Jones said that the site contained 
more groundwater monitors than were 
called for under Kentucky regula­
tions and that any ash to be contained 
in the site would fJCSt be subjected to 
extensive toxicity and leaching test­
ing to ensure no potentially hazard­
ous materials would be present 

Jones said that due to the presence 
of a six inch compacted clay liner, 
diversion ponds and ground and sur­
face water monitoring wells, any 
water issuing from the landfill con­
fines would take over700 years to get 
out

Craig Turnbo provided the Fiscal 
Court with information detailing 
numerous construction purposes, 
including concrete material, for which 
fly ash from coal incineration is used 
in other states and countries. 

Magistrate Jackie Edford Owens 
questioned Turnbo's motives. 

"If somebody paid me half a mil­
lion dollars (the sum Costain paid 
I.T., Inc. for its services). I'd stand up 
here and tell everybody the stuff was 
like sugar and they could put it on 
their breakfast cereal," Owens said. 

"If fly ash is so good forconsb1.lc­
tion,"DavidLayneadded, "why don't 
they keep it in Florida and build a 
new Disneyland out of it." 

Jones said that so much fly ash is 
produced and is currently so under-

I am writing this letter one year 
after the death of my mother,Ruby B. 
Lafferty. My mother was killed on 
July 14, 1991 when the car in which 
she was a passenger was struck by 
Kentucky State Trooper John C. 
Blanton of the Pikeville Post. Trooper 
Blanton was in pursuit of a U-tum 
violator when he skidded through a 
4-way stop and struck my 
grandfather's vehicle. This crash 
resulted in my mother's death, my 
grandfather's serious injuries and 
changed our families lives forever. 

Around the date of this accident, 
there were approximately 4-5 other 
deaths on Kentucky highways which 
werearesultofpolicepursuits. There 
was anger and concern throughout 
the commonwealth. There was also a 
call for an independent State Police 
review board by some of our legisla­
tors. One legislator who proposed 
such action was Rep. Jim Maggard. 

Now. one year later and five lives 
later-where is the care and call for 
action to monitor and review police 
pursuits, particularly lethal police 
pursuits? Alas, unfortunately I feel 
these lives were lost and yet nothing 
has changed. Since the publicity has 
died down there has been no further 
mention of the formulation of a re­
view panel and thus nothing has 
changed. 

As for our family, we still grieve, 
our hearts broken. As for Trooper 
Blanton, he is still a trooper. He has 
been assigned to a neighboring 
county. 

Where is justice and sorely needed 
change these days in Kentucky?

SOCIAL SECURITY, 
MEDICARE CHANGES 

COMING 
It now seems certain, no matter 

who wins the presidency in Novem­
ber, that affluent older people are 
going to contribute a lot more money 
for Medicare, and pay more taxes on 
their Social Security payments. 

And that is as it should be. Aged 
citizens who are fortunate enough to 
have large incomes in their retire-­
ment should eschew greed and wel­
come changes that take economic 
burdens off their children and grand­
children. 

Democrat Bill Clinton said on 
NBC's "Today" show that he wants 

' to raise the portion of Social Security 
benefits (now 50 percent) on which 
high-incomeelderlypeoplepay taxes, 
and that as part of national health care 
reform, he wants to raise the fees 
charged upper-income elderly for 
Medicare. 

President Bush, who seems never 
to miss a chance to shield the wealthy, 
has suggested raising Medicare pre­
miums, but only for individuals with 
incomes above $1 OO,OOOand couples 
earning more than $125,000 a year.

The Congressional Budget Office 
estimates that Uncle Sam can raise

NEW UNEMPLOYMENT BILL 
COULD HELP 30,000 

KENTUCKIANS 
I am pleased to report that we will 

continue to provide extended unem­
ployment benefits to those losing jobs 
through no fault of their own in this 
recession. 

The Congress acted on July 2 to 
continue our Emergency U nemploy­
ment Compensation Program, which 
otherwise would have expired on July 
4 and marred the celebration oflnde­
pendence Day for millions of con­
cerned Americans. 

This new legislation provides 20 
weeks of extended benefiiS for Ken­
tuckians who exhaust their regular 
unemployment benefits in this con­
tinuing recession. 

The latest projections show that 
some 30,000 hardworking Ken­
tuckians could benefit from this re­
newed program before it expires on 
March 6, 1993. 

That number would be in addition 
to the 40,000 Kentuckians receiving 
well earned assistance under the first 
two phases of this emergency pro­
gram. 

Some of us have been fighting for 
this program for the past year- ever 
since the President rejected our first 
efforts to help the victims of the long­
est recession since World War II. 

As some Kentuckians know. I had 
to block our first compromise with 
the President just long enough to gain 
fair treatment for Kentucky. 

We came out of that fight last 
November with an initial13 weeks 
-rather than just six weeks - of 
extended benefits for Kentuckians. 
We later approved another 13 weeks 

QUAYLE AND THE 
CULTURAL THEME 

Vice President Dan Quayle is now 
setting the pace in what seems to be 
an emerging theme of the presiden­
tial election: the Cultural Civil War 
that is going on in this country. He 
has been drawing a line in the sand 
between what he calls the "cultural 
elite" -a phrase I deplore-and 
mainstream America. He has his eye 
on the values of TV talk shows and 
sitcoms ("Murphy Brownj, Holly­
woodand the academy. The values of 
the academy, by the way, filter out 
into journalism and even onto coun­
try club porches. 

''The cultural elite," the vice presi­
dent said recently. "don't want me to 
talk about values, but the American 
people do." 

The federal government certainly 
cannot legislate values-imagine 
Congresspassingalaw against check 
kiting-but the presidency and the 
vice presidency are, in Theodore 
Roosevelt's phrase, "bully pulpits," 
and Quayle is speaking up for a 
tongue-tied Bush administration. 

I dislike the term "cultural elite" 
because most of those so described 
are not especially intelligent, though 
they might be able to grin and tap­
dance, or whatever. If you listen to 
the early morning conversation of 
PaulaZahnand Harry Smith on CBS­
TV. you cannot conclude that they 
are intelligent. Glib, yes. Full of stan­
dardized liberal cliches, yes. But 
thoughtful or intelligent. no. The same 
holds true virtually across the TV 
board. Phil Donahue, for example, or 
Arsenio Hall. 

At the National Endowment for 
the Arts, the acting chairwoman, 
Anne-Imelda Radice, has been trying 
to save the endowment by cutting 
back on obscene and repulsive art 
grants. This is surely in line with the 
intentions of the congressmen who 
created the endowment 

But for her trouble, she was 
"outed." The "arts community" 
spread the word to the gossip colum­
nists that she is a lesbian and also 
leaked the name of her alleged com­
panion. It is not that the arts commu­
nity or the cultmal elite, so-called, 
disapproves of lesbianism, not on 
your life. They disapproved of her 
administrative decency and tried to 
slug her. I don't know whether she is 
a lesbian, and I don't care. She's 
doing a creditable job, and President 
Bush should slug back by making her 
appointtnent permanent.

Our new legislation will allow 
millions of jobless Americans to 
support their families, pay their bills 
and help to stimulate economic activ­
ity as they look for new jobs. 

Benefits offered under this bill 
will not be subject to any change 
unless the national unemployment 
rate falls below 7 percent for two 
consecutive months. 

Our bill does not increase the 
federal budget deficit. It pays for 
itself through changes in the esti­
mated-tax requirements oflarge cor­
porations and the personal tax ex­
emptions of high-income taxpayers. 

It also modifreseligibilityrequire­
ments to ensure fairness in making 
extended benefits available to those 
losing their jobs in national economic 
emergencies. 

I am pleased that the President 
agreed to sign our bill, which goes 
well beyond a plan offered by the 
Administration. 

We are fighting for other strong 
measures to overcome our current 
economic problems and put Ameri­
cans back to work. I will keep work­
ing with Kentuckians to make sure 
that we do everything in our power to 
succeed in this all-important effort. 

Jon Baitz got himself into the news 
recently, not through any artistic 
achievements, but because he re­
ceived an NEA grant of $15,000 and 
immediately turned it over, with 
fanfare, to two unsuccessful appli­
cants. He went so far as to compare 
Chairwoman Radice to the Vichy 
collaborationist regime in France 
during the war, a regime that sent 
some 100,000 Jews to their deaths. 
This comparison achieves a truly 
startling level of vulgarity. The gov­
ernment should me a lawsuit against 
Baitz to recover our money, plus an 
added suit for personal libel. 

We learn from a spectacular ar­
ticle by Alessandra Stanley, recently 
published in The New York Times, 
that there is a new blacklist in Holly­
wood: directedagainstconservatives. 
Writers and actors who are conserva­
tive and don't guarantee box-office 
millions suffer, often terminally, in 
theirmoviecareers. Theycan'ttoucb 
Charlton Heston or Arnold Sch­
warzenegger, who are too big, but 
lesser figures pay. 

Film people of conservative or 
middle-of-the road views. such as 
Kevin Costner, Mel Gibson and Ste­
venSpielberg,justshutupabouttheir 
disagreements withHollywoodortho­
doxy.Sometimesjustshutt.ingupisn't 
good enough. Some actors "pass" as 
leftists by attending fund-mi~ for 
the Christie Institute, which supported 
the Sandinistas, and other such func­
tions. 

Peq>le such as Jane Fonda and 
Oliver Stone never shut up about 
their political views. They are Holly­
wood royalty. 

Once-successful screenwriter 
John Milius says he has been effec­
tively blacklisted for his conserva­
tism. He also says that he had some 
wry revenge during the Los Angeles 
riotswhenHollywoodliberalsphoned 
him and asked if they could borrow a 
gun. 

Cultural elite, eh? I am a professor 
at Dartmouth, an institution from 
which you can graduate without read­
ing a single play by Shakespeare­
though you are required to take a 
course in non-Western culture. 

Vice President Quayle gets it. and 
I think most Americans get it. Quayle 
isn't really talking about a cultural 
elite. He's talking about cultural 
vermin. 

This is not only smart electoral 
politics. It has the unusual merit of 
being true. 

When will Bush learn? No doubt 
much too late.

Ethel Merman did it and became a 
star. Jenny Wiley Summer Theatre 
did it under the stars and, well, 
"heaven knows, Anything Goes!" For 
anyone who relishes the chance to 
see a Cole Poner musical with as 
lively a cast as you 'II find anywhere, 
JWST has just the ticket-a snappy 
rendition of the classic, "Anything 
Goes." 

This production is a delight for the 
whole audience. Poner's music is 
timeless. Somehow, the story is time­
less, too. Anytime boy finds girl, boy 
loses girl, and boy wins girl again­
there's a charming magic about the 
kind of romance where a guy will do 
just about anything to win a girl's 
hean. 

JWST is highly fortunate to have 
an especially talented cast this sum­
mer-with the vocal strength and 
stage confidence that you might watch 
for on some of the national circuits in 
a few years. Lisa Dames is just such 
a talent DamesplaystheroleofReno 
Sweeny with a very classy, very 
brassy flair. Eric Holland's ponrayal 
of Sir Evelyn (pronounced EEE-ve­
lyn, dahling!) is also very classy­
and very sassy, making a perfect 
match for Reno. 

Jennifer Lampert and Darren 
Bagert portray the moonstruck lov­
ers, Hope and Billy, who just can't 
seem to break through some of those 
nasty old social barriers. Lam pen's 
sweetness and Bagen's infectious 
charm create an enchanting romance 
that the audience can cheer for. 

But a couple of real crooks steal 
the whole show! Guilty are Monica 
Heuser, playing Bonnie, and Michael 
Fisher,playingMoonfaceMartin,No. 
13 on the most wanted list (looking 
for a break to make the top ten). Both 
displayed a real gift for comedic 
timing and Heuser's snappy "Heav­
enly Hop" song and dance was one of 
the show's highlights. 

Perhaps the most difficult role in 
any comedy is theroleofthe "straight 
man"-also known as the object of 
any comedy action-and this show 
has three of them. The Ship's Cap­
tain, played by David Stokes, tries to 
be appropriately earnest and decent 
in spite of all the shenanigans. Elisha 
J. Whitnev. olaved bv Roben Smith. 
staggers in and out of the action for 
just the ri~ht amount of comic relief. 

Ervy Whitaker plays the ship's stew­
ard, who just tries to keep up with all 
the fun. All three straight men are 
perfect targets for the one-liners 
hurled with amazing accuracy by the 
production's comedic players. 

Richard Oberacker directs the 
orchestra and the music is flawless; 
at times sounding like someone had 
just dusted off the old 78s. James 
Hunter's set design is clever and the 
lighting is excellent Sherry Harper's 
costumes are imaginative and color­
ful. The choreography, under the 
direction of Dee Anne Bryll, is 
lively-the audience would have 
enjoyed seeing even more dance 
numbers. 

On the evening of the second 
performance the cast seemed a little 
stiff-not as though they were Wl­

sure of themselves or their talent; but 
as though they were being held back. 
It seemed as if the director had taken 
these young talents from the year 
1992 and had tried to pour them into 
an uncomfonable 1934 mold. 

That's a shame, too, because I'm 
sure that 1934 mold was broken after 
opening such a tremendous hit. So, 
too, were these molds broken in the 
string of movies and revivals that 
have proceeded through the years. 

This cast has a right to make and 
break its own mold. Director David 
Weiss needed to be certain that the 
cast understands the material, and in 
that he succeeded. But Weiss per­
haps forgot to let the cast breathe 
their youth and light into this play. 
After all, "Anything Goes" is a clas­
sic because it has withstood the test 
of time and it's unlikely a group of 
talented young players in 1992 could 
produce anything worse than a fresh 
perspective. 

With several more performances 
left in the season, something tells me 
this cast might best just relax and 
enjoy Cole Poner for themselves as 
well as for the audience. I hope they 
do, because for those who truly enjoy 
the theatre, "heaven knows, Anything 
Goes!"

Revised school building plans 
to get finishing touches 

A state advisory group will meet 
Thursday to put the finishing touches 
on a proposed new policy that gives 
local citizens and school officials clear 
responsibility for school building 
plans. 

Designed to give local districts 
more discretion to build or keep small 
community schools, the policy re­
moves or relaxes some state regula­
tions criticized by community groups 
as being too rigid. 

The state's Facility Needs Advi­
sory Committee will meet from 8:30 
a.m. until2 p.m. at Cum berland Falls 
State Park to complete a plan that: 

• Requires local districts to ap­
pointa 16-member local district plan­
ning committee of parents, educators 
and community leaders to prepare 
long-range building plans for the 
district. Currently, plans are being 
prepared by district professional staff 
with assistance from the Kentucky 
Department of Education. 

• Requires the local planning 
committee and local board to con­
duct hearings in the district in addi­
tion to a formal state hearing. Now, 
only the state hearing is required. 

• Allows districts to build new 
classroom buildings smaller than 
currently allowed by state regula­
tions and still be eligible for reduced 
state construction aid.

After the committee 
completes its work, department staff 
will draft revised state regulations for 
the board's consideration in Septem­
ber.

Blood supply dwindles; 
donations are needed 

Central Kentucky Blood Center is 
issuing a health advisory to the pub­
lic-don't bleed this summer! The 
community' s blood supply is rapidly 
dwindling as donations remain criti­
cally low. CKBC is collecting an 
average of 795 pints of blood per 
week while transfusions number920 
per week. To make the difference, 
CKBC has regularly been bringing in 
blood from other blood centers around 
the country who have enough sup­
port in their communities to collect 
what they need, and have a surplus to 
share in emergency situations. In the 
last year, CKBC has had to import 
6,553 units of red blood cells; This 
procedure is extremely costly. CKBC 
is spending between $20,000 and 
$40,000 per month to import blood 
components. Recent efforts to obtain 
blood and blood components from 
other blood centers indicate there is a 
blood shortage emerging nationwide. 
This means there will be very liule 
blood available to CKBC for the 
remainder of the summer. 

CKBC officials have not issued 
an emergency appeal for blood dona­
tions at this time, but they are ex­
tremely concerned about blood in­
ventory levels. They do not want to 

use the limited stock of frozen blood 
inventory except in a true crisis. 
According to Jim Spiker, CEO, there 
is no reason why blood must be 
brought in from other regions of the 
country to meet routine needs. "I 
believe the people of Central and 

Eastern Kentucky will donate enough 
blood for their own patients if they 
understand there is a need. For many 
people, it's just a matter of making 
the time to donate, especially during 
the summer when there are so many 
other activities going on," he ex­
plained. 

Group 0 Blood is at the critical 
level,butallbloodgroupsareneeded. 
To donate blood you must be be­
tween the ages of 17 and 68, weigh at 
least 100 pounds, and be in general 
good health. Donating blood is a safe, 
simple process that saves lives every 
day.

"It's that time of year again," said 
Doctor Don Chaffms, director of the 
Pop Warner Football program that 
got its initial start last season. "W c • re 
going to have our sign ups for the 
coming year on August 1." 

That's right! All future Hall of 
Fame football players will be able to 
get their career underway by being at 
the softball field at Archer Park on 
August I at I p.m. to sign up for the 
second season.

Eighth Annual Bluegrass State

A record number of Kentoclcians, 
approximately 18,313 from 108 
counties, will be participating this 
weekend in the eighth annual Blue­
grass State Games.

Veteran 
bowman, Kenneth Allen of Allen, 
will be shooting in the archery divi­
sion events. Allen has brought home 
several gold, silver and bronze med­
als in the past games. Last year, Allen 
had an off year and won only a silver 
medal in the animal shoot Allen has 
brought home five golds in the years 
that he has taken part 

Other archers who will be partici­
pating will be James Polk, 
Prestonsburg, and the father and son 
team of James and John Stout of 
Prestonsburg. All three have taken 
part in past Games. 

Polk won a bronze in last year's 
games in the Freestyle Unlimited. 
The Stout's came home with two 
gold medals in their father and son 
act. 

Last year's gold medal winner in 
chess, Rodney Slone of Garrett, will 
be set to defend his title again this 
year. 

Several Allen Central track and 
field participants will be taking to the 
track during the eighth running of the 
Bluegrass State Games.

Miss 
Kentucky, Tawny a Mullins; Miss 
Kentucky Basketball, Becky McK­
inley, Bullitt County; and Mr. Ken­
tocky Basketball, Tick Rogers, Hart 
County, will be on hand to meet with 
participants.

Satisfied turkey 
hunters spend 
big bucks in Ky 

Turkey hunters not only spent 
more than $2.5 million in Kentucky 
during the 1990 spring hunting sea­
son but are satisfied with the season 
length and limit and how wild tur­
keys are managed in the common­
wealth. 

The findings are based on 68 per­
cent of770 Kentucky members of the 
National Wild Turkey Federation 
responding to a survey conducted by 
the Kentucky Department ofFish and 
Wildlife Resources in March 1991. 
Thesamplerepresentsapproximately 
10 percent of Kentucky turkey hunt­
ing permit buyers and respondents 
represent all regions of the state. 

According to the survey, the aver­
age Kentucky turlcey hunter is 40 
yearsoldwith28yearshuntingexpe­
rience, has hunted turkeys six years 
and pumps $338 per spring season 
(excluding licenses and permits) into 
Kentucky's economy. Also, most 
turkey hunters (85 percent) come from 
rural or small town backgrounds and 
75 percent have attended a hunter 
education course. 

Significantly, the majority of tur­
key hunters want the current two­
week spring season to remain in ef­
fect because it produces another 
want-more adult gobblers than 
juveniles (or jakes) in the harvest. 
(Currently, adult gobblers make up 
75 percent of the statewide harvest.) 
Interestingly, an even higher number 
of respondents (86 percent) don't 
want a statewide turkey quota or a 
limit on the number ofturkey hunting 
permits issued. 

Nearly half of the survey group 
says working a bird is the single best 
measureofa quality spring hunt while 
remaining respondents are almost 
equally divided among these 
choices-number of gobblers heard, 
number of turkeys seen, opportunity 
to shoot or harvesting a bird. 

And here's another noteworthy 
poinLBasedon 1992's ll,OOOspring 
turkey hunters and excluding fees 
paid for licenses and permits, dollars 
contributed to Kentucky's economy 
by hunters jumped to $3.7 million. 
That surpasses 1990's contribution 
by $1.2 million.

Proposals presented to school board for changes in elementary athletics 
A very positive move was made at 

the past board meeting as Assistant 
Superintendent Pete Grigsby Jr. and 
Floyd County Athletic Director 
Frankie Francis presented to the Floyd 
County Board of Education some 
recommended changes for adoption 
on .the control and management of 
elementary athletics in the county. 

A new Floyd County Elementary 
Football Association will be organ­
ized and will consist of a Left Beaver 
team (Osborne, Melvin, McDowell), 
a Right Beaver team (Duff, May­
town, Martin), a South 23 squad 
(Betsy Layne, Harold, Sturn~. 
Prater) as well as the traditional Al­
len Elementary and Adams Middle 
School teams.

play. The decision will rest with the 
superintendent or someone he desig­
nates." Grigsby said the permission 
to play on the day school is out is for 
section and county tournaments only. 

During the county basketball sea­
son, each section MUST play the 
other sections on their rotation list at 
least once on alternating basis (home/ 
away).

"We did thatto make sure the number 
one seeded team gets to the regional 
tournament Undertheoldprocedure, 
the number one seed played number 
five. Until last year, it has always 
worked out to where the number one 
seeded team made it to the regional 
tournament. Now, under this pro-

posal, the number one team could 
have to play number three and get 
knocked off." In the past all teams 
were seeded according to how they 
fared in conference play. 

The new proposals will also adopt 
a sportsmanship policyforall schools. 

"We presented the proposals to 
the board and it will be up to them to 
accept in part, reject in part or accept 
it all or reject it all," said Grigsby. 
"They will study it and come back to 
the next board meeting on August 5 
and give us the answer." 

In recent years - the past four at 
least - the county elementary ath­
letic programs have fallen on hard 
times. Grade school football, which 
was almost nonexistent, w111 get a 
shot in the arm if the proposals are 
adopted and accepted by the school 
board members and new superinten­
dent, Steven Towler. 

A conference scheduled will be 
set for each school that will run for 
five weeks. Each school will host 
their week on a rotating basis at the 
field of their choice. Three games per 
night will be played with the sched­
ule to be set by the county athletic 
director. 

The section breakdown includeS 
the following: Section I, Right Bea­
ver; Section ll, Left Beaver; Section 
ill, South 23; Section IV, North 23. 
In the county tournament, Section I 
will play Section IV and Section ll 
will face Section m.

Grade school basketball has been 
starting their season during the month 
of September and that interfered with 
the grade school football team in that 
players left the football program to 
practice basketball. With the adop­
tion of the new proposals, that will no 
longer be a problem in the county. 

"What we liave presented to the 
school board has been the result of a 
lot of hard work," said Grigsby of the 
proposals. "We have input from all 
over the county on the need to reform 
the elementary athletic programs. We 
have worked with the school princi­
pals, committees and the things that 
you (Floyd County Times' sports 
department) have recommended. It 
is the result of working one on one 
with parents in the county who have 
come to mewith suggestions." 

Grigsby has stated before that there 
has been a lack of policies to govern 
athletics in Floyd County over the 
past four years and the county "was 
in sore need of a change." The pro­
posals were for some changes in the 
elementary schools and additions to 
high school policies. 

Concerning elementary football, 
a season has been established for the 
sport which has not existed in thepast 
three to four years. Some schools 
dropped the sport all together, while 
others tried to carry on the feeder 
systems for the high schools. 

Elementary football practice, 
according to the new proposals, may 
begin on the first day of school 
(August 31) and each elementary 
football team must have 10 school 
practice days before the season can 
start. The elementary football season 
will end the last Thursday in October 
(29). 

"This way each school will be 
playing football one night a week," 
explained Grigsby. "Each team will 
be able to play two nonconference 
games for a total of seven games." 

Concerning elementary basket­
ball, the three-point shot will be al­
lowed in elementary basketball this 
season following standard high school 
rules. Basketball practice for each 
school will be allowed to begin the 
last Friday in October (30) and they 
must have 10 school practice days 
before the ftrst game can be played. 

"It was recommended that we wait 
a week after the football season ended 
before we allowed the basketball 
teams to practice," stated Grigsby, 
"but Frankie figured that they would 
start as soon as they could so we 
decided to allow them to start the last 
Friday in October." 

The popular elementary sectional 
tournament will be held the last full 
week ofJanuary and the county tour­
nament will begin the following week 
(February). 

Under the proposals, all sched­
uled games would be postponed or 
canceled whenever school is dis­
missed because of inclement weather 
or other emergencies. Something new 
added to the polices this year is to 
allow for section tournaments and 
the county tournament to be played if 
school has been called off upon the 
decision of the superintendent or a 
designee. 

"Sometimes at tournament time, 
you may have a light snow fall in the 
morning hours and school be can­
celed because of it, and by the after­
noon the roads are clear," Grigsby 
explained. 'We want to allow them 
to go ahead and play the tournaments 
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Admission to ball games will be 
up to the disecretion of the school 
principals, although it has been sug­
gested $2 for adults and $1 for stu­
dents. 

Incase of emergencies, games can 
be canceled by one or both princi­
pals. 

Hosts for sectioo and county tour­
naments will rotate on a schedule 
previously decided. Host schools will. 
detennine site of their tournament 
That means that the sectional or even 
the county tournaments have to be 
played in a high school gym. They 
may not be held at any elementary 
site. 

Another new rule this season 
concerning basketball will forbid any 
grade school player from playing on 
any other team while the grade school 
season is in progress. That means that 
a player will not be allowed to play 
Junior Pro basketball while at the 
same time playing grade school bas­
ketball. The proposal simply states 
that all grade school participants shall 
not play on any other teams or in 
other leagues during the basketball 
season. 

Another rule, if adopted, will not 
allow county grade school basketball 
teams to take part in post season 
tournaments such as the RAX Invita­
tional held in Pikeville after the regu­
lar season has ended. Again all grade 
school basketball competition for all 
schools is ended after the county 
tournament is played. 

Each grade school will play a 
minimum of 16 games and will be 
allowed to play in three tournaments, 
each counted as one game. This will 
make a total of 19 games for a season.

with is the problem in the past of a 
student/athlete picking up and trans­
ferring to another school. 

When a student/athlete enrolls in 
a Floyd County school and transfers 
to another county school, said stu­
dent shall be ineligible to participate 
in athletics at any other school for the 
remainder of the year unless there is 
a corresponding change of residence 
which shall be approved by the prin­
cipals involved and final decision 
made by the superintendent 

"On this, we want to involve the 
superintendent and not just the prin­
dpals," said Grigsby. "That's the way 
it should be." 

Grigsby said that all eligibility 
grievance procedures shall be handled 
by and through the superintendent's 
office. 

Athletes must maintain a 1.75 
grade point average at site-based 
schools and all other eligibility stan­
dards will adhere to compliance with 
theKHSAA. 

"It will be the principal's respon­
sibility to see that each player main­
tains the grade point average," said 
Grigsby. 

District tournament sites will be 
announced before the tournament 
drawing each year. 

Basketball and football head 
coaches can attend two clinics per 
year, one of which may be the state 
playoffs, in their respective sport. 
Each school is responsible for their 
expenses. 

"We feel that it is part of the 
coach's job to go to these clinics," 
said Grigsby. "And we want them to 
go." 

A rule change, if adopted, could 
make it harder for the number one 
seeded team in the county to make it 
to regional tournament play.

Getting in shape can be accom­
plished many different ways. It de­
pends on what kind of shape you 
want to be in, as well as what you 
perceive as being in shape. Everyone 
has theirownideaoffitnessand what 
it takes to get in shape. You can read 
hundreds of articles or ask thousands 
of questions and you may only get 
more confused. 

In order to implement a successful 
exercise program, you must flfSt 
decide what you want to accomplish 
and then decide the best way to reach 
your goals. The goals you set for 
yourself must be realistic and short 
term in order to be attainable. You 
must have a plan designed to help 
you reach each goal you have in mind. 
By following a specific routine de­
signed to reach your goals you can 
measure your progress or lack thereof 
and adjust it accordingly. 

All of this may sound like a lot of 
trouble. Maybe you think all you 
need to do is go out and run a little or 
go to the gym and take aerobics or lift 
some weights. Maybe, if you are a 
genetically gifted individual, this is 
enough. In most cases it is only a 
waste of time. Would you auempt to 
sail a ship on the ocean without fol­
lowing a set course? I hope not! You 
would simply sail around for a while 
and eventually get lost or at best end 
up where you started. Working out is 
no different Regardless of what your 
goals may be, you must have a plan in 
order to reach it. 

Having made the decision to 
change your physical condition 
through 4liet or exercise there are two 
things you need to consider. First, it 
is beuer to lose weight by increasing 
your activity level than to deprive 
yourself of nutrition. By exercising 
instead of dieting you will be more 
effective at burning fat stores instead 
of muscle. Second, you must con­
sider what type of exercise is best 
suited for you. This is mainly deter­
mined by the things you like to do 
most. If you don't enjoy the exercise 
program you choose to follow, you 
arenotlikelytosticktoitlongenough 
to get results. 

An effective exercise program 
must give you two thfugs-muscu­
lar tone and cardiovascular fitness. 
This means your routine should con­
sist of aerobics and resistance train­
ing in order to provide maximum fat 
cmversion and strength. Aerobic 
training may cmsist of walking, 
running, bicycling, swimming or 
aerobic dance classes just to name a 
few. Strength training is mainly lim­
ited to weightlifting with free weights 
or some type of machinery designed 
to simulate free weight lifting. The 
ideal routine would consist of both, 
along with a healthy, low fat diet. 

There is only one type of exercise 
that can give you both, at the same 
time- weightlifting. Weightlifting 
is the most effective form of general 
fitness exercise available. It can be 
bothaerobicandreSistiveatthesame 
time, therefore building muscle and 
burning fat stores simultaneously. 
Although powerlifting and body­
building are seriously competitive 
sports, weightlifting is beneficial for 
everyone. 

There are many myths about 

weightlifting that need to be dispelled. 
For instance, there is no such thing as 
muscle bound. I'm not even sme what 
is meant by the term. I assume it is 
meant to convey the idea that being 
muscular takes away speed and flexi­
bility, thus not allowing those who 
lift weights to participate in other 
sports. I can't think of any athlete in 
any sport that could not improve his 
or her performance by being stronger 
or faster. 

Remember, muscle is what moves 
you. Weightlifting will make you 
stronger, faster and more flexible. As 
a matter of fact, every major sport 
you can mention strongly encour­
ages its athletes to lift weights in the 
off season and most lift during their 
respective season of playing. Enough 
said about muscle-bound. 

One of my favorite myths is that if 
you lift weights (and get muscle­
bound), you must continue to wm­
out for the rest of your life or all of 
that muscle will tmn to fat How can 
muscle turn to fat? Can your bones 
tum into fat if you don't me them? 
What about your brain? Well, maybe 
your brain can. I guess that's where 
the tenn fathead comes from. Any­
way. muscle cannot tum into fat any 
more than lead can tum into gold. If 
you don't me it (muscle) you lose it 
Muscle simply shrinks back to its 
original, sedentary s1ate. If you con­
tinue to eat like an athlete, you will 
;get fat because muscle bums fat. The 
more muscle you have, the less fat 
your body will store. 

The last myth I want to touch on 
concerns women who are concerned 
that lifting weights will make them 
look like a man. Personally, I have 
never seen a woman rum into or even 
start to look like a man after lifting 
weights for years, let alone months. I 
have seen women who looked mas­
culine and men that looked feminine. 
I believe these cases are hormone 
related, not a result of weightlifting . 

Many women and men express 
concern that they will become too 
muscular by working out with 
weights. This is ridiculous! If you 
ever wake up some morning, look in 
the mirror and think "oh no, I have 
too much muscle." Then all you have 
to do is cut back on your weightlift­
ing program. It will go away. I have 
never seen anyone get too muscular, 
although I have seen a few get too fat 
and blame it on muscle. 

There is only one good reason not 
to lift weights to get in shape -
maybe you don't want to. All I can 
say to that is try it. Give it a chance. 
Maybe its not as bad as you think. If 
you begin a simple weightlifting 
program under proper guidance, I 
think you will be pleased with the 
results and surprised at how easy it is. 
Very little time and effort is required 
to get in shape through resistance 
training if it is done right. 

The most effective weight train­
ing program is also the simplest and 
easiest to perform. Training and 
education is the key. As a trainer and 
gym operator for the last eight years, 
the biggest mistake I see people 
making is trying to do too much too 
soon. This applies not only to the 
amount of weight lifted, but the 
number of exercises performed and 
their frequency as well. 

Everyone is in a hurry to get back 
into shape (or get there for the frrst 
time). Instead of taking the shortest

route possible, they take the long way 
around. By this I mean they get on a 
complicated program that involves 
advanced training principles and more 
often than not leads to overtraining 
and disappointment. 

If you area beginner, act like one! 
Learn as much as you can. If you 
need advice, ask someone who is 
qualified and experienced. Don't try 
to imitate someone who is probably 
doing it wrong to start with. 

As a rule, you are considered a 
beginner for at least one year. It takes 
that long to develop good training 
habits and perfect the most basic 
routine. Of course, everyone makes 
mistakes and you must learn from 
them, not continue to make them 
over and over. 

When it comes to weightlifting, 
more is not always better. A simple 
basic routine will give the best re­
sults. This is true for experienced 
lifters as well. 

Look for more specific weight 
training information in thenextStay­
ingFitcolumn. In the meantime, give 
weigbtlifting a try oc, if you areal­
ready working out, rethink your cur-

rent routine for one that is simpler, 
easier and more effective.

The figure represents a 51 percent 
increase over 1991's spring harvest 
of 2,634 gobblers. 

To give you an idea of how well 
wild b.Jrkeys and hunters are doing­
in 1978, the year the Kentucky De­
partment of Fish and Wildlife Re­
sources began its wild turkey restora­
tion program under the able leader­
ship of biologist George Wright, 
hunters took 44 birds. Since then, 
4,621 wild turkeyshavebeenreleased 
on 290 sites across the common­
wealth, and Wright estimates the 
statewide wild turkey population 
amounts to more than 35,000 birds. 

This is good news for the rapidly 
growing ranks of wild turkey hunters 
in Kentucky. According to Wright, 
the number of spring turkey hunters 
jumpedfrom9,000in 1991 to 11,000 
this year. And even though more 
hunters went afield this year, they 
were more successful than ever be­
fore. The hunter success rate (har­
vesting at least one bird) increased to 
over30pen;ent which represents good 
odds for this challenging sport. Addi­
tionally, only five percent of turkey 
hunters took the season limit of two 
birds. This is significant because it 
indicates no alterations in season 
length or the two-bird limit are war­
ranted. 

1992 represents another frrst in 
Kentucky wild turkey hunting. A 
hundred or more birds were taken in 
each of 10 top harvest counties. In 
1990, only one county could make 
this boast.

Coach Proctor: .. We want Eastern Kentucky .kidsl .. 
Morehead State University head 

football coach Cole Proctor made a 
swing through Eastern Kentucky in a 
goodwill tour that took him to 
Paintsville, Pikeville and 
Prestonsburg. Proctor made the trip 
with Morehead Athletic Director 

• Steve Hamilton and Randy Stacy. 
Coach Proctor will be entering his 

third year as Morehead's head foot­
ball coach and the Eagles coaching 
staff expects good things from this 
year's football squad. 

"We have some experienced play­
ers back for us this year," said Coach 
Proctorofhisretumingplayers. "We 
will have five starters back on of­
fense and five back on defense. The 
question we have now is how fast w_e 
get settled in at the quarterback post­
tion." 

Competing for the signal calling 
spot will be Paintsville's Jeremy 
Holbrook, who was a red shirt so­
phomore, and Crescent Springs Matt 
Bloemer, a red shirt freshman. 

"Right now it is a toss up as to who 
will be there," said Proctorofthe two 
talented quarterbacks.

Summer camp for children 
with asthma, diabetes set

Our Lady of the Way, Christian 
Appalachian and numerous spon­
sors, including the Prestonsburg 
Rotary Club, are helping to conduct a 
day camp for children with asthma 
and diabetes at Camp Shawnee, 
August 3 through 7. 

Camp, open to children ages 6-16, 
will begin at 9:30 am. each day and 
will end at 3 p.m. 

The first part of the day will be 
devoted to educating these children 
about their illnesses. For instance, 
they may learn that ashtma is a dis­
ease of the lungs that causes episodes 
of wheezing, coughing, rapid breath­
ing and "choking" for air. 

In normal breathing, the airways 
are open, allowing air to move freely 
in and out of the lungs. During an 
asthma episode the muscles around 
the airways tighten, the airways swell 
and too much mucus is produced. 
This leads to narrowing of the air­
ways, which makes it difficult for air 
to move freely in and out of the lungs, 
resulting in breathing problems. 

One of the first steps to take to­
ward conttolling asthma is eliminat­
ing the trigger factors such as avoid­
ing c1gareue smoke or people who 
have colds. 

Warningsignsofanasthmaattack 
are itchy chin or throat, dry mouth, 
becoming tired or grouchy, a light 
wheezing or coughing, tight feeling 
in the chest, shortness of breath or 

restlessness. At the first sign of an 
oncoming attack, asthma suffers 
should stop and rest. and take their 
asthma medcine as prescribed. 

Other activities at the camp in­
clude canoeing, hiking, swiming and 
sportsactivities,artsandcrafts,games 
and olympic competitions. 

Children will receive snacks and a 
lunch at the camp.

Individuals who have asthma often learn to identify their early warning signs-the physical 
changes that occur in the early stage of airway obstruction. These early warning signs usually 
happen long before more serious symptoms occur. Being aware of these early warning signs 
allows the individual to take medication at a time when asthma is easiest to control. Proper action 
should be taken immediately. 

One or more of these warning signs are evident during the initial phase of an asthma episode: 

Changes in breathing may include: 
• coughing, 
• wheezing, 
• breathing through the mouth, 
• shortness of breath, and/or rapid breathing. 

Verbal Complaints 
Often an individual who is familiar with asthma will know that an episode is about to happen. 

The individual might say that: 
• the chest is tight, 
• the chest hurts, 
• he/she cannot catch a breath, 
• the mouth is dry, 
• the neck feels funny, and/or 
• a more general "I don't feel well. 

Other signs may be: 
• an itchy chin or neck-

Prenatal substance abuse can have 
dramatic effects on fetal development 

It's widely accepted that those who 
abuse alcohol and drugs can severely 
damage their health. But a growing 
mound of research indicates that they 
may be exposing their unborn chil­
dren to even worse hazards. 

Even ancient Greeks recognized 
that alcohol consumption during 
pregnancy could have harmful ef­
fects on the unborn. The impact of 
prenatal drinking was also noted in 
the 1700s during the "gin epidemic" 
in London. 

The most well documented stud­
ies on prenatal exposure to substance 
abuse involve fetal alcohol syndrome 
(FAS). 

Rather than resulting in a single 
malfonnation, FAS is characterized 
by a series of complex disorders. It is 
the third leading cause of mental re­
tardation following Down's Syn­
drome and Spina Bifida. It can cause 
weakened immune sysLems, facial 
deformities and slow physical growth 
and development, according to Lucy 
Barry Robe author of "Just So It's 
Healthy". About 30 percent of chil· 
dren with FAS have hean defects. 

A recent report in the American 
Journal of Disease of Children indi­
cated that some FAS babies have 
upper airway obstructions that can 
lead to cessation of breathing and 
Sudden Infant Death Syndrome. 

Aside from FAS, excessive drink­
ing during pregnancy may also lead 
to miscarriage. According to Robe, 
women who consume more than three 
drinks daily while pregnant have a 
two to three times greater risk of 
miscarriage or stillborn birth than 
women who have less than one drink 
per day. 

In addition to the harmful effects 
of prenatal drinking, the use of other 

drUgs during pregnancy can have 
equally dire consequences for the 
unborn. 

In startling new findings by the 
National Association of Perinatal 
Addiction Research and Education, 
11 percent of obstetric patients in 36 
hospitals surveyed nationwide had 
exposed their babies to illegal drugs 
pregnancy. The substances used in­
cluded cocaine, marijuana, heroin, 
PCP, methadone and amphetamines. 

Referring to the repercussions of 
prenatal cocaine exoosure. Dr. Ira 
Chasnoff who directed the study 
reportedly said that possible effects 
include pennanent brain damage, 
prenatal strokes, stunted fetal devel­
opment, premature birth and struc­
tural abnonnalities of the intestines, 
genitals and urinary organs. 

The neonatal effects of other drugs 
range from small birth weight and 
breech birth to respiratory disttess 
and neurological disorders. Babies 
born to addicted women may also 
experience withdrawal symptoms, 
including sweating, convulsions and 
diarrhea. 

While the effects of a mother's 
substance abuse are well researched, 
new studies indicate that a father's 
drinking may also have detrimental 
effect on fetal development Several 
recent studies sponsored by the Na­
tional Institute on Alcohol Abuse and 
Alcoholism suggest the effects may 
parallel many of those caused by 
maternal alcohol consumption. 

In one srudy, researchers at the 
University of Michigan found that 
infants born to fathers who had two 
or more drinks per day or who went 
on at least one drinking binge shortly 
before conception were on average 
6.4 ounces lighter than those born to

fathers who limited their alcohol in­
take. 

While the impact of excessive 
drinking and drug use are well-docu­
mented, what remains fuzzier is how 
much is too much. 

Obviously no one has stepped 
forward to advocate illegal drug use 
during pregnancy. But there is some 
division on whether a limited amount 
of alcohol can be safely consumed 
during pregnancy. 

Some researchers and organiza­
tions suggest that it may be easier to 
convince women to ration their drink­
ing rather than expect total absti­
nence. They also say that some 
women wtio drink in limited amounts 
before realizing they are pregnant 
may needlessly worry about whether 
they've exposed their fetuses to se­
vere birth defects. 

ButmanyresearcherssuchasAnn 
Pytkowicz S treissguth, a professor at 
the University of Wi.shington who 

has led a 14-year study of the long­
tenn effects of children born to drink­
ing mothers, asserts that no amount 
of alcohol during pregnancy is safe.

MAKING GOVERNMENT 
ACCOUNT ABLE: For as long as 
most of us can remember, govern­
ment officials have been bemoaning 
the rising costs of medical care. For 
the most part, however, they've done 
little about it except to raise Medi­
care fees and look to cut back on 
Medicare and Medicaid programs. 

Much of the higher costs were not 
so much involved with the increasing 
use of technology-415 most of us 
might have thought. But, instead, the 
costs were going up because some 
doctors were overcharging their 
Medicare patients. This fact, and other 
disclosures about abuses of the sys­
tem were published in the American 
Association of Retired Persons' 
February, 1992 .. Bulletin." That re­
port fmally goaded the Health Care 
Financing Administration to do what 
it's been empowered to do under the 
provisions of a bill enacted by Con­
gress in 1989 (effective 1991) and 
that was to take action against doc­
tors who overcharged. 

It seems that until the spur was put 
to them, the agency had, instead, led 
doctors and insurers to believe that 
patients were obligated to pay all 
bills-even those clearly illegal! 

The legislation was implemented 
to limit amounts charged Medicare 
patients by doctors who do not par­
ticipate in Medicare, and do not ac­
cept Medicare's approved amount as 

• payment in full. The new law permit­
ted them to bill Medicare patients no 
more than 40 percent above 
Medicare' sapproved paymentsched­
uleformostoffice visits, and no more 
than 25 percent for other services. In 
1992 the limit was reduced to no 
more than 20 percent above the fee

It's estimated that out of 30 mil­
lion Medicare enrollees, a staggering 
number may have been, and may still 
be overcharged. A sad footnote to all 
this is that many people may not get 
refunds because the HCF A says it 
lacks authority to force the doctors to 
make repayment However,Rep. Pete 
Stark (D.-Calif.), cosponsor of the 
1989 bill, may introduce legislation 
requiring reimbursement. Mean­
while, in New York, a federal judge 
approved the settlement of a class­
action suit that will force the Social 
Security Administration to reopen 
tens of thousands of cases in which 
the SSA, following a directive from 
the Reagan administration to cut costs, 
denied or cut benefits to people un­
able to work because of mental or 
physical disabilities. Under the set­
tlement terms, the SSA must write to 
about a quarter of a million appli­
cants whose benefits were denied 
since 1981, advising them that they 
can now request a review of their 
claim. 

Look for the New York case to 
lead to similar settlements in other 
jurisdictions around the country.

There are good bugs, and there are 
bad bugs out there in Kentucky farm­
ers' fields. Sometimes it's hard to tell 
the difference, because they look 
alike. 

One of the most beneficial is the 
lady beetle. These insects often are 
found on plants that harbor other 
damaging pests such as aphids, scales 
and mites. They eat those pests. That 
makes them an inexpensive and ef­
fective pest control. 

Most people recognize the adult 
lady beetle, but many people suspect 
the larval stage as trouble makers. 
The larval stage resembles small alli­
gators, tapered at each end with rela­
tively long legs. 

On the other hand, a country cousin 
to the lady beetle, the Mexican bean

The correctpronWlCiation is "glaw­
koma". Glaucoma blinds one out of 
every seven blind persons over the 
age of35. When vision is lost because 
of the damage by glaucoma, it carmot 
be restored. 

The eyeball (globe) is inflated by 
the pressure of a thick jelly inside the 
eye, much like a basketball is inflated 
by air. 

In the frrst stage of glaucoma, the 
pressure increases in the smaller front 
chamber which then presses against 
the larger back chamber. This in turn 
causes pressure against the retina 
which is the membrane that lines the 
back wall of the eye. The retina may 
be compared to the fihn of a camera. 

The nerve cells in the retina pro­
duce the sensation of sight when light 
falls upon them and impulses are trans· 
mitted to the brain. These nerve cells 
require blood supply for nourishment. 
High pressure inside the eye slowly 
damages the nerve cells beginning 
fust at the edge of the retina by cutting 
off the blood supply and thus cutting 
offthenourishmentto the nerve cells. 
Thus side vision. known as periforal 
v i.sion, i.s gradually reduced beyond 
repair. 

The latter stage of glaucoma is the 
condition where the continual pres­
sure of glaucoma destroys the nerve 
cells in the center of the retina. This 
causes loss of central vision and loss 
of all sight 

Prevention of glaucoma is very 
simple. During routine eye examina­
tions the pressure of the eye is meas­
ured by a 'pressure gauge' device. 
This may be compared to measuring 
the pressure of an automobile tire. 
The damage to nerve cells in the retina 
may be kept to a minimwn by detec­
tion of glaucoma pressure in its early 
stages. 

Another test, known as a visual 
field, may be performed to plot the 
area of vision loss directly associated 
with nerve cell damage of the retina 
due to high pressure inside the eye. 

If glaucoma is detected, high pres­
sure may be controlled by use of daily 
glaucoma eye drops. Otherwise laser 
surgery may be required to enlarge 
small canals inside the eye to enable 
the excess fluid to flow out of the eye. 

It is recommended that everyone 
have a glaucoma test yearly after the 
ageof35.lfthereisafamilyhistoryof 
glaucoma, medicines known to in­
crease internal eye pressure must be 
avoided. See your eye doctor regu­
larly to pt:event blindness.

MORTGAGE: AS 
IMPORT ANT AS FINDING 

THE RIGHT HOME

Everybody knows that for most 

people and most families, buying a 
house requires taking out a mort­
gage. 

What buyers too often fail to real­
ize, however, is that finding the right 
mortgage can ultimately tum out to 
be almost as important as fmding a 
home your family can love. 

All mortgages are not created 
equal. And choosing a mortgage that's 
not well suited to your needs, your 
budget and even your temperament 
can cause you unnecessary expense, 
inconvenience and anxiety over a long 
period of years. 

It's not that some mortgages are 
good and others are in some way 
intrinsically bad. But mortgages -
like houses and cars and people -
come in many different types. Differ­
ent types exist to serve different pur­
poses. A kind of mortgage that's 
perfect in some situations can make 
no sense at all in others. 

The big variables in mortgages 
are the length of time you're given to 
repay and the rate of interest you're 
charged. All of us want to pay the 
lowest possible interest, of course, 
and in general most of us want to be 
free to repay a mortgage as slowly as 
we like. 

That doesn't mean, though, that 
you should always go for the lowest 
rate of interest you • re offered - or 
that you should always demand 30 
years to repay. 

Where interest rates are concerned, 

J08 

for example, you can and should tai­
lor your mortgage to your circum­
stances. Your income, how much 
predictability you require in your life, 

how long you expect to stay in the 
house you're buying, and what you 
expect the economy to do in the fu­
ture-aJl these things can and should 
be taken into consideration. 

It's almost always possible- in 
the beginning, anyway- to pay lower 
interest by taking out an adjustable 
rate mortgage. With this kind of 
mortgage you and the lender agree to 
start out at one rate but to reset it at 
some later time depending on what 
happens to interest rates generally. 

There's a measure of risk in this, 
obviously. Ifyou'renotcomfortable 
with risk but are comfo,rtable with the 
ftxed rate available at the time you 
buy your house, you might be better 
off with a somewhat higher rate that 
will stay constant throughout the life 
of the mortgage. 

"Semi-ftxed" mortgages are an 
interesting alternative. With them, 
your interest rate is adjusted only 
once, usually afterfiveorseven years. 
Then the rate remains constant for 
the remaining life of the mortgage. 

Usually you can save half a point 
of interest with a semifixed mort­
gage, and the risks are minimal if you 
expect to be selling your house be­
fore resetting time comes around. 

The most important thing is to 
acquaintyourselfwith aJl the alterna­
tives, workout the numbers that apply 
in your case, and take the trouble to 
shop around. A good real estate bro­
ker can help you do aU those things.
