tenced to life in prison on April 12, 
1984. The case will be heard August 
17 at 1 p.m. in Knott Circuit Court. 

The motion asks that McGuffey's 
plea be set aside because, he alleges, 
that then Commonwealth Attorney 
James Allen and Kentucky State 
Police detective Gary Rose "welshed" 
on their part of the plea agreement 

Court records indicate tluit Allen 
and Rose agreed to appear at 
McGuffey's farst parole board hear­
ing and recommend he be released.

Yates said that such a reduction in 
rates would "take a large amowtt" of 
the operating funds in the department 
and would cut subsidizes to the po­
lice department, fire department and 
for street lights.

At the July 16 city commission 
meeting, commissioner Lowell 
Parker introduced an mlinance that 
would lower gas rates sixty cents for 
the first mcf used; and flfty cents 
lower for each mcf used thereafter. 

Yates explained to the commis­
sion that such a cut would amount to 
$1.25 per customer for every five 
mcfs used. 

The commission voted to go ahead 
with securing an option for the prop­
erty and then to discuss a proposed 
gas cut with the city commission. 

Another property acquisition dis­
cussed Thursday was the purchase of 
a house near the site of a new prison 
to be located in Wheelwright 

Commissioner Little asked utility 
chairman Randall Johnson how the 
house could have been purchased

Hero leamed technnique on 911 : 

Woman pulled from 1 0-feet 
of water survives unharmed

A Floyd County woman was res­
cued from what may have been a 
watery grave Thursday evening by a 
man who learned his life-saving tech­
niques from the CBS television 
program Rescue 911 . 

Tony Meade, of Meade Branch at 
Abbott Creek, pulled his neighbor 
Gail Hieronymus out of her own 
swimming pool and immediately 
began administering cardio-pulmi­
nary resuscitation, although he had 
never been formally trained for the 
procedure. 

Hieronymus had been lounging in 
the pool with a friend, who fell asleep 
while floating on a raft When the 
woman awoke, Hieronymus was at 
the bottom of the deep end of the 
pool. . 

The woman ran to the nearby home 
of Eva Stacy, searching for someone 
who knew how to swim. Stacy con­
tacted Meade. 

By the time Meade reached Hi­
eronymus, she had been underwater 

for more than five minutes, had ceased 
breathing and had no heartbeat. 

Although Meade has been called a 
hero, he remains humble about the 
experience. 

"It's just one of those things," 
Meade said. "It's just something that's 
basic instinct ... When I went up there, 
(Hieronymus) was laying face down 
in ten feet of water. The only thing I 
could do was pull my boots off and 
jump in .... I didn't really know CPR. 
I just did the things I saw on that show 
911." 

Meade attributes Hieronymus' 
rescue to the combination of his ac­
tions and those of the two women 
who brought him to her aid. 

"It was a combination of a lot of 
people that worked together," Meade 
said. "I just did what I had to do." 

Hieronymus was rushed to High­
lands Regional Medical Center and 
from there air-lifted to the University 
ofKentucky Medical Center. Hiero­
nymus was at first listed in critical 
condition. However, she regained 
consciousness and was released from 
the hospital on Monday. 

1991 and neither Allen nor Rose at­
tended. 

McGuffey was charged, along 
with Edward Wright, Clyde Douglas 
Marshall, Carl McFarland and Hac­
los Ben Marshall, with complicity to 
commit murder in 1983 after the body 
of Glenda Marshall was discovered 
in a burned out vehicle afteritplwtged 
over Sizemore Mountain near Way­
land. Clyde Marshall was Glenda 
Marshall's husband. 

State medical examiner David 
Wolfe determined that Glenda 
Marshall had been killed by a blow to 

the head and was dead when her 
vehicle plummeted over the moun­
tain. Officials also determined that 
the vehicle had been drenched with 
gasoline. 

The effort to have McGuffey's 
plea overturned began in September 
1991 when a motion to vacate the 
sentence and judgment was flied in 
Floyd Circuit Court. 

ColDtrecords show that Allen and 
Rose sent letters to the Kentucky 
Parole Board in January that said 
they were unaware of McGuffey's 
hearing and requested a new hearing 

be granted. Both letters said that Allen 
and Rose "stand ready to fulfill" their 
part of the plea agreement. 

The parole board denied a new 
hearing, but lowered the amount of 
time for a new hearing from 120 
months to 60 months. 

The plea agreement flied in circuit 
court said that if McGuffey passed a 
second polygraph test and agreed to 
testify against Clyde Marshall then 
Allen and Rose would "recommend 
to the parole board McGuffey's re­
lease atfarsteligibility (eight years)."

Refuse pile 
at Manton 
to be filled

The Kentucky Division of Aban­
doned Lands has applied with the 
Natural Resources and Environ­
mental Protection Cabinet to create a 
fill as part of the reclamation of an 
abandoned coal refuse pile. 

The property targeted for the fill is 
located approximately 1.3 miles from 
the intersection of Route 1210 with 
Route 80 on Stephens Branch near 
the community of Manton. 

Dave Booth, a spokesman for the 
Division of Abandoned Lands, said 
Wednesday that the fill was part of a 
typical reclamation project. 

The project entails transporting 
and leveling a pile of rejected rock, 
shale and other materials commonly 
referred to as "gob" that was removed 
from mined coal, Booth said. 

Booth added that the Division of 
Abandoned Lands did not expect to 
encounter any opposition from area 
residents, as the material to be in­
cluded in the fill existed in its natural 
state. However, Booth said, state 
agencies must follow the same per-

Wet/dry election set 
for John Ant precinct

Those wishing to buy alcohol in 
McDowell's John Ant #22 voting 
precinct may have to drive a little 
further for their beverages after a 
"wet/dry" election which will be held 
Saturday, August 8. 

Nearly 140oftheprecinct'sregis­
tered voters signed a petition which 
was delivered to Floyd County Oerk 
Carla "Robinson" Boyd, requesting 
a special local option election to de­
tennine whether or not the sale of 
alcoholic beverages would continue 
to be allowed in the precinct 

The precinct has been wet since 
the June, 1982 election which legal­
ized the sale of beer, wine and liquor 
in Floyd County. 

The petition was flled June 27, 
and contained 137 signatures al­
though only 58 signatures were re­
quired to qualify for the special elec­
tion. Currently, there are 546 regis-

tered voters in the precinct 
Only one business in the precinct 

currently sells alcoholic beverages, 
Boyd said. Area residents who signed 
the petition say they are trying to stop 
the proposed placement of a night­
club in the precioct, although the 
application for that establishment has 
not yet been approved. 

Allen-Dwale's #44 voting pre­
cinct, which bad also been wet since 
the 1982 election, was voted dry on 

·Saturday, July 11 by a vote of 174-
68. Fewer than half of the precincts 
579 registered voters cast their bal­
lots. That election was requested 
following a local businessman's 
unsuccessful bid to operate a night­
club at New Allen. 

If the John Ant precinct is voted 
dry in next Saturday's election, busi-. 
nesses that currently sell alcoholic 
beverages will have 90 days follow­
ing the certification of the election to 
sell their remaining stock.

Lone voice cries for handgun control

WASHINGTON-One member 
of the Senate, alone among all the 
535 members of the full Congress, is 
calling for an end to America's cruel 
and senseless slaughter with passage 
of a strong federal law outlawing 
handguns. 

In a Washington atmosphere in 
which amateur and professional gWl 
nuts and their lobbyists routinely kill 
any proposals for "gun control," Sen. 
John Chafee, R-R.L, has a startling 
plan. 

He would disarm most Ameri­
cans, buy their handguns or confis­
cate them from unwilling owners, 
levying fines and jail terms for viola­
tors. He would impose tight restric­
tions on the manufacture of hand­
guns, their import and export, and he 
would require federal restraints on all 
future sales. 

Chafee's legislation not only 
departs from typically weak gun­
control bills that languish in a Con­
gress where members pretend sur­
prise or choose to ignore America's 
gun violence. 

It's also a step to catch up with the 
American public which for years has 
called for effective congressional 
action to stop an endless flood of 
handgWis and the tragic cost in human 
life. 

That shameful traffic in deadly 
weapons kills hWldreds of thousands 
of Americans every decade: men, 
women and children, regularly sacri­
ficed by an almost unrestricted availa­
bility of handguns. 

"I hear people say it's a radical 
proposal," Chafee said of his pro­
posed legislation. "I think to have the 
current situation is what is radical." 

The violent American toll-about 
23,000 killed annually by handguns 
and tens of thousands of victims 
wounded and maimed - is un­
matchedanywhere in the world. Other 
statistics, Chafce says, are similarly 
arresting. 

There are an estimated 66 million 
handgWls in the United States, Chafee 
says, and the overall cost to govern­
ment in caring for victims of firearm 
violence is estimated at $4 billion a 
year. 

Prospects are obviously weak for 
passage of Chafee' s bill. Congress­
and members are the first to confess 
it-is historically manipulated by 
bankrolled gun lobbyists who use 

campaign cash, threats of campaign 
retaliation and sometimes both. 

More important than any quick 
chance of enactment might be 
Chafee's introduction of the ••radi­
cal" idea-just the idea itself-that 
handguns can be outlawed and the 
nation can be at least partially dis­
armed. 

With supervision over manufac­
ture, imports and exports, the Chafee 
bill would restrict ownership of hand­
guns to law enforcement officers and 
security personnel. Sales would be 
licensed by federal authorities and 
permits would be issued to certified 
dealers in guns, antique guns and 
sporting clubs. 

The boldness of Chafee's hand­
gun law-the disarming of a nation 
raised on bogus tales of cowboy 
shoo touts and avenging gunsling­
ers-brought reactions that could 
have been expected. 

A lobbyist for the National Rifle 
Association was disdainful, observ­
ing that "we don' t consider it to be a 
serious proposal." And Chafee' s 
prospective allies in the gun-control 
lobby were cautious, favoring smaller 
steps toward eventual gun control. 

Polls reveal Americans support. 
strong handgun controls, but few 
Americans seem angry enough to 
actively protest the steady tide of 
handgun violence. And most victims 
remain only statistics. 

Statistics in another cause make 
useful comparison. After years of 
protest and media-saturated demands 
on government, AIDS activists have 
made the nationandCongressacutely 
aware of the AIDS epidemic, sympa­
thetic to its victims and intent that the 
dying be stopped. 

It's estimated some $2 billion in 
federal funds are now spent annually 
on AIDS research and care. It's be­
lieved that AIDS prevention and cure 

are possible, that the epidemic some 
day will be stopped by continuing 
public action and concern. 

In 1990, as reported by the De­
partment of Health and Human Serv­
ices, 27,311 Americans died of AIDS 
in the epidemic whose cause and cure 
have become top national priorities. 

And23,000 Americans were killed 
in 1990 by handguns-in homicides, 
suicides and accidents-while Con­
gress and the White House looked on 
as if handgun killings were inevi­
table, a violent harvest that comes 
year after year.

think about him. I have known Dr. 
Towler for over lO years, have seen 
him conduct himself in matters in­
volving my profession and matters 
involving his profession, have played 
golf with him, have gone to sporting 
events with him and I can tell you 
from first hand information that you 
will find him to be a warm, intelli­
gent, competent person who is enthu­
siastic about educating children. It is 
WI fortunate that Dr. Towler got caught 
up in the politics of the situation, but 
I assure you he can stand the heat He 
has an imaginative, innovative mind 
and all who have need of his council 
will find a receptive and attentive 
individual. 

I do not know what problems the 
Floyd County School System has had 
in the past, but I will make one strong 
prediction. Whenever Dr. Towler 
leaves the Floyd County System, 
whether it be one year or thirty years, 
you will find that the system is in 
better shape in all respects than it was 
when he started. 

In the ten years that he was in this 
community he started many new and 
innovative programs and built over 
$25 million in school buildings and 
improvements. Still, the Hardin 
CoWlty System is as sound finan­
cially as any in the State. 

If you give him half a chance, I 
predict that the next editorial you 
write about him will recognize that 
his talents are going to greatly en­
hance the educational climate for the 
children of Floyd County. That is a 
goal that everyone should share.

Mom, Pop don't own rights to success

One of the enduring myths of 
American life is that young people 
won't be able to live as well as their 
parents. Good jobs are disappe'aring, 
we're told. As a result, the· middle 
class is said to be shrinking. Only the 
rich are having fWl. 

There is, to be sure, a grain of truth 
in this scenario. High-paying jobs for 
unskilled workers are mostly gone. 
The poorly-educated young man who 
expects to go to work in a factory­
"just like my old man did" -is likely 
to end up at McDonald's instead. 

Manyarefmdingthatbeingmiddle 
class isn't so easy anymore. 
' Surveys by the Census Bureau 
show that the proportion of Ameri­
cans with middle-range incomes fell 
from 71 percent in 1969 to 63 percent 
in 1989. Of the missing 8 percent, 4 
percent had moved up the economic 
ladder and4 percenthadmoveddown. 

Moving up the ladder were two­
income professionals, many of them 
in executive and managerial jobs. 
Moving down were one-parent fami­
lies, many with no wage-earner a tall. 

It's obvious that family incomes 
have become more unequal in the 
past20years.Butnotallyoungpeople 
are wallowing in poverty while their 
parents cruise the Caribbean. Those 
with a skill to sell, and a working 
mate, are doing surprisingly well. 

Manyalreadyarelivingbetterthan 
they did while growing up, despite all 
the talk about downward mobility. 

Nearly 65 percent of Americans 
say they live better now than they did 
as a child. Sixty-nine percent of the 
men and 76 percent of the women say 
they have greater opportWlities. More 
than half thinlc their children willli ve 
better than they do, according to a 
survey of 5,000 households by the 
Conference Board in New York. 

"Reports about the death of the 

American dream are misguided," says 
Fabian Linden, who directed the 
survey. He points out that: 

• The average income of married 
couples between 25 and 35 is roughly 
40 percent higher (after inflation) than 
their parents' income at the same age. 

• Atage35, one woman in four has 
a college degree. That compares with 
one in 10 during their mothers' gen­
eration, 

• Nearly one-third of all men have 
a college degree at age 35. 'That 
compares with one in six during their 
fathers' generation. 

What's happening is that lawyers 
are marrying lawyers, teachers are 
marrying teachers, journalists are 
marrying journalists, engineers are 
marrying accountants and their com­
bined incomes quite often are in the 
$50,000-to-$100,000 bracket, some­
times much higher. 

The businessman who caught the 
bus each morning while the little 
woman stayed home with the chil­
dren is no longer typical. Blondie has 
her own catering business. Or she's 
in public relations. Or she's selling 
real estate. 

This merging of incomes widens 
the gap between the haves and the 
have-nots, many of whom are single 
mothers, displaced factory hands or 
low-income service workers in dead­
end jobs. 

Lifting the bottom 20 percent will 
take more educational ingenuity that 
we've shown so far. 

There are some rough spots in 
twocareer families with high-income 
parents. Who takes care of the chil­
dren? Who does the shopping and the 
cleaning? Who has time for the PTA? 

But the notion that couples in their 
20s, 30s and 40s never will be as 
affluent as Mom and Dad is far too 
simplistic. A lot depends on what 
skills they have, and how hard they're 
willing to work.

New laws make it easier to establish 
paternity for child support collection 

Establishing paternity is critical 
to ensure that children receive the 
fmancial help they deserve from their 
non-custodial fathers. Now, a pair of 
laws enacted by the 1992 Kentucky 
General Assembly are expected to 
make it easier, faster and cheaper to 
get paternity established in child 
support cases. 

Beginning July 15, Kentucky 
courtsmayissuesummary judgments 
in paternity cases in which the statis­
tical probability of fatherhood, based 
on genetic testing, equals or exceeds 
99 percent. 

In other words, when genetic tests 
indicate a 99 percent or greater proba­
bility that a man is the father of a 
certain child, there is a rebuttable 
presumption of paternity. If the pre­
sumption of paternity is not contested, 
the courts can enter a summary judg­
ment of paternity, allowing for the 
establishment of a child support or­
der. 

Also under the same new law, 
rebuttable presumption shifts the 
burden of proof of paternity from the 
mother to the alleged father. This 
means that now an alleged dad has to 
prove he is not the father if genetic 
tests indicate that he is the father. 

"This law is designed to reduce 
costs in the child support enforce­
ment process by reducing the neces­
sity of many cases going to trial, and 
the cost involved for expert witnesses 
and time spent by the parties in­
volved." said Mike Robinson, com­
missioner of the Department for 
Social Insurance, the umbrella agency 
that covers the Division of Child 
Support Enforcement. 

Another new law, House Bill637, 
allows hospitals to get affidavits of 
paternity in out-of-wedlock births. 

For every signed affidavit, hospitals 
will receive $10. 

"There is no better time to get 
paternity established than when the 
baby is born. There are a lot of 'proud 
fathers' in hospitals who, at that 
moment, want to support the child," 
said Robinson. 

"Hospitals must complete birth 
certificates anyway. And with a little 
extra effort by the hospital staff, affi­
davits can be obtained and sent to 
local county attorneys for child sup­
port obligations to be ordered." 

Another reason Kentucky is con­
centrating on determining paternity 
is that, under the 1988 Family Sup­
port Act, Congress set up certain 
performance criteria regarding pa­
ternity in child support cases. 

Under the performance criteria, a 
state's paternity ratio-the total 
number of paternity cases versus 
number of paternities established­
must equal 50 percent; or paternity 
establishments must equal the na­
tional average; or states must see a 
yearly three percent gain in paternity 
establishments over fiscal year 1988's 
number of establishments. 

In Kentucky, between 1988 and 
1991, the paternity ratio increased 
from 30 percent to 42 percent. In 
federal fiscal year 1991, fatherhood 
was determined in 6,816 cases. 

The division also operates a Pater­
nity Incentive Program in which 
county attorneys are paid for every 
paternity determination. 

"If we don't know who the father 
of a child is, we can't collect child 
support for that child," said Maxine 
Stricker, director of the child support 
division. "The incentive program tells 
our contracting officials that pater­
nity establishment is a priority."

New law assists Kentuckians with disabilities to live independently Spouse Abuse 
Crisis Line Kentuckians with disabilities can 

now receive support services which 
will allow them to live independent} y 
or to continue to live with their fam­
ily and also be assured that those 
services will be quality ones. 

House Bill 447-The Supported 
Living Bill-allows for flexible serv­
ices to persons with disabilities and 
their families to enable the person to 
live independently and be integrated 
into the community. 

"The glory of this new law is its 
flexibility; various services that indi­
viduals need in order for them to live 
in the place of their choice can now 
be available," said Dennis Boyd, 
commissioner of the Department for 
Mental Health and Mental Retarda­
tion Services. 

"For instance, many persons with 
disabilities can live alone or with 
their family if they have personal 

care services or if their home is 
modified to fit a wheelchair or if 
transportation is provided," said 
Boyd. ''This legislation will allow 
money to bespentin areas that enable 
a disabled person tolivealoneorwith 
up to two other people." 

The General Assembly provided 
$500,000 during the ftrst year of the 
biennium and $1 million the second 
year to implement the new law. 

The legislation also establishes a 
State Supported Living Council 
which will set up standards to assure 
quality of services to Kentuckians 
with disabilities. 

"Not only will this population 
receive medical support but the serv­
ices rendered will be caliber services 
that empower the person to exercise 
choice and improve the quality of 
life," said Boyd.

They want their children to 
remain or become a real part of a 
community, to have a real chance of 
being like everyone ~lse and sup­
ported living is a way to do just that.

three people with disabilities in a 
single residence. 

"The goal is to integrate persons 
with disabilities into the community 
and enhance the individual's skills in 
living on his or her own or with their 
families," said Riddell. 

The state already provides resi­
dential-related services for Ken­
tuckians with disabilities such asdail y 
and periodic supervision, group 
homes and in-home support services 
like personal care and training in 
social and self-help skills. Supported 
living services will pick up where 
these services leave off.

need to know it's not your fault and 
you shouldn't blame yourself. 

Communication is the key. Talk 
to your parents and give them a 
chance; they're probably willing to 
listen. If that's not the way you want 
to go, try writing your thoughts on 
paper. 

Second, you might try going to 
counseling by yourself and maybe 
the counselor can encourage your 
parents to go get counseling, too. If 
your problem still isn't getting any 
better, get a hobby and spend more 
time with your friends and less time 
in your home yourself. Give it time 
and your problem may heal itself. 

PAT AND DAVID: Hibernating 
in your bedroom may offer some 
immediate peace and quiet But it 
won't make the problems go away.

Prestonsburg Community College 

has developed a comprehensive pro­
gram designed to aid students who 
have not met the Pre-College Cur· 
riculum requirements. New freshman 
will be tested in both English and 
Math so that they will be placed in 
classes based upon their level of skill. 
Under this program, students will 
make-up deficiencies for classes they 
should have taken in high school.

Students will also be guided into 
appropriate sciences and soci~l 
courses.

Guests are riot 
paid for their appearance on the show, 
but the show picks up travel expenses 

for their guests and will see that the 
hotel is paid for the bar tab, she said. 

When asked if the group had been 
set up, the spokesperson said: "We 
don't do that.

Princeton University finally 
granted Milton Babbitt's doctoral 
degree in mathematics in January-
46 years after it rejected his disserta­
tion (on the mathematics of the 12-
tone musical system of modem 
composers).

MEDICAL SCffiNCE 
FROM HELL 

-Researchers in Connecticut, 
writing in the February Hospital and 
Community Psychiatry, reported that 
patients in psychiatric wards who 
constantly watched MTV suffered 
psychological deterioration. Signs of 
deterioration were increased halluci­
nations, belligerence and hostility 
toward staff (especially female staff). 
When MTV was banned, patients' 
frequency of aggressiveness was 
reduced. 

-A physician at Johns Hopkins 
medical school reported in April that 
a 21-year-old college student suffers 
from a condition ("phantosmia") that 
causes her to emit a foul odor so 
overpowering that she cannot eat or 
~ngage in ordinary school activities 
because she cannot concentrate. 

-According to a panel of physi­
cians at a medical convention in 
Chicago in February, human error by 
hospital doctors and staff accounts 
for200,000deathsayearintheUnited 
States (though half of those would 
die anyway of the ailments that sent 
them to the hospital). One doctor 
estimated that 3. 7 percent of patients 
suffer a disabling injury, or worse, 
during a hospital stay, and more than 
1 million suffer some kind of acci­
dental injury. Errors in prescription 
medicines lead the list 

-Researchers at Merck, Sharp & 
Dohme pharmaceutical house, seek­
ing a powerful blood coagulant, are 
studying a "provocative and interest­
ing" new substance: vampire-bat 
saliva. Preliminary research on rab­
bits showed the saliva to be several 

times more effective than the next 
best substance. 

CHUTZPAH 
-Last year, after Galaxy Cheese 

Co.'s factory in New Castle, Pa., 
burned to the ground, the owner relo­
cated to Orlando, Fla., taking along 
23 employees but leaving dozens of 
others behind. Recently, Northwood, 
another cheese company, moved to 
New Castle and hired many of the 
laid-off Galaxy workers. Galaxy then 
notified those left behind that it would 
take legal action against them be­
cause the former workers were still 
covered by their promise to Galaxy 
not to work for any other cheese 
CQIIlpany in New Castle for two years 
after "leaving" Galaxy. 

-Joe Chagra filed in April for 
readmission to the Texas State Bar. 
He faces long odds. Chagra resigned 
from the bar in 1983, just in time to 
avoid being disciplined, after he had 
been found guilty of conspiracy in 
the death of the federal judge who 
was scheduled to hear a drug charge 
against Chagra's brother. 

-A keynote speaker at a Novem­
ber international lung cancer confer­
ence in Melbourne, Australia, re­
ported that as. many as a quarterofthe 
1,200 delegates were smoking dur­
ing breaks in the program. 

-In April, the daily Nashville 
Tennessean newspaper disclosed that 
Domino's pizza dealers in the area 
had a policy of refusing to deliver 
pizzas to certain predominantly black 
neighborhoods. As the weekly Nash­
ville Scene newspaper reported two 
weeks later, the Tennessean itself has 
a policy of discouraging home deliv­
ery subscriptions of the paper to the 
very same areas. 

-In May, Peru billed the United 
States for$20,000, which it says were 
the costs it incurred in cleaning up the 
remains of a U.S. Air Force plane that 
crashed in the country and for medi­
cal bills for the injured crew. The 
plane, an unarmed U.S. drug surveil­
lance plane, was shot down by Peru­
vian air force fighter jets. One crew­
man was killed, and four were 
wounded. 

CREME DE LA WEIRD 
-Judith Ward, 43, was released 

on bail in London in May, 18 years 
after she was jailed for a deadly bus 
bombing on behalf of the Irish Re­
publican Army. She had confessed to 
the bombing, but British prosecutors 
now believe she merely had a vivid 
imagination and fantasized her in­
volvement with the IRA. Upon her 
release, she said she could not under­
stand why she had confessed: "I was 
out of my head." 

LEAST COMPETENT

The Ring magazine reported that 
boxer Daniel Caruso, moments be­
fore the bell to begin his New York 
City Golden Gloves fight in January, 
tried to psyche himself up by using 
the method employed by former 
champion Marvin Hagler: pounding 
his gloves into his face. Caruso broke 
his own nose, forcing cancellation of 
the fight.

There is only one way to handle 
the officiating problem that faces 
grade school basketball- estab­
lish a local official's association 
that will assign referees to grade 
school games. 

The problem in the past has 
been that the grade school season 
began in September. Officials 
recruited by grade schools were 
those who called high school 
games. However, as soon as high 
school started their season the 
good officials were gone and the 
grade schools were left to get 
whomever they could to call their 
games. Now, there are not that 
many good "whomever's" out 
there and so the trouble begins. 

I would suggest to Mr. Frankie 
Francis and Assistant Superinten­
dent Pete Grigsby Jr. that they 
establish a Floyd County 
Official's Association that those 
who are inter~ted in calling only 
grade school games could become 
a member of and from there have 
an assigning secretary to assign 
the officials to. 

Now, an official cannot be­
long to the 15th Region (or any 
other region) association and the 
local one also. They must make a 
choice to belong one to the other. 

The officials who are going to 
call high school games will, and 
understandably so, stick with the 
15th Region or whatever, and 
those who are interested in calling 
only grade school games will have 
to join the local association. 

Once an official becomes a 
member of the local association, 
he or she will be required to be 
approved by the KHSAA and 
know the rules of the game. Each 
member will be required to attend 
high school rules clinics and also 
thereferee'scampinthesummer. 

This would eliminate just get­
ting anybody to call grade school 
basketball games. At the grade 
school age, kids are more impres­
sionable and need to be around 
good officiating. 

Some of me games I witnessed 
last year in grade school basket­
ball was a disgrace. Those on the 
floor in striped shirts certainly 
had no business there. The prob­
lems that I witnessed were brought 
on because no one knew the rules 
like they should have and that 
included some of the coaches. 

Had a competent official been 
used. there would not have been 
the confusion that reigned. We 
talk about educating our fans; we 
need to educate some of the offi­
cials as well as coaches. 

Mr. Francis and Mr. Grigsby 
are two who could pull this off 
and establish such an association 
where a local official would take

ORDINANCE 

The following is a sum­
mary of a proposed sewer 
user charge system ordi­
nance for the City of Wheel­
wright, Kentucky, prepared 
in accordance with KRS 83 
A.010: 
• The proposed ordinance 
establishes the method of 
calculation to determine the 
rates to be charged for sewer 
service in the City of Wheel­
wright; the rates to be 
charged and the manner in 
which the revenues gener­
ated by the sewer service 
fees shall be utilized. 

Section I of the proposed 
ordinance establishes the 
definition of certain terms 
utilized in the ordinance. 

Section II of the proposed 
ordinance establishes the 

!lowing four (4) types of 
fees which shall be charged 
to the customers of the 
Wheelwright sewer system: 
An administrative charge to 
pay for the administrative 
cost of the city; an opera­
tions, maintenance and 
replacement charge to pro­
vide the funds to operate, 
maintain and replace the 
sewer system; a debt serv­
ice charge to pay for the 
indebtedness owed for the 
.nstruction of the sewer 
system; and a surcharge rate 
to be charged to those cus­
tomers who release waste 
into the system which re­
quires more than ordinary 
treatment. The charges are 
to be based upon a perthou­
sand gallons of water used. 
The City shall review the 
amount of the charge annu­
ally to insure that sufficient 
revenue is being generated 
to pay the cost of admini­
stration, operations, main­
tttlance, replacement and 
dlbt service required by the 
sewer system; to maintain a 
proportionate distribution of 
said cost among the cus­
tomers of the sewer system; 
and to apply excessive reve­
nues collected to adjust rates 
in the future. 

Section Ill of the proposed 
ordinance provides that the 
revenues generated by the 
charge for the operation, 
maintenance and replace­
ment shall be placed in a 
separate, non-lapsing fund 
and shall only be utilized for 
the maintenance, operation 
•d replacement of the 
sewer system. In t~ event 
of a temporary short fall in 
this account, then the op­
eration, maintenance and 
replacement charge on the 
sewer system shall be ad­
justed to eliminate the short 
fallandtopaybackanyfunds 
borrowed from another ac­
count within six (6) months 
after the end of the fiscal 
year in which the funds were 
borrowed. All customers of 
the Wheelwright Sewer 
Syste~ shall be billed 
monthly and the bill will be 
d._ and payable on the 1st 
day of the month and any bill 
not paid by the 1oth day of 
the month shall be consid­
ered delinquent and subject 
to a five percent (5o/o) pen­
alty. The city shall, in con­
junction with a regular bill or 
other mailing, annually no­
tify each customer of the 
rate being charged for sewer 
service. 

Section IV of the proposed 
ordinance establishes the 
rate to be charged for sewer 
str~ice with a minimum bill 
o~even dollars and forty 
cents ($7.40) per month 
which is based upon a rate 
of three dollars and seventy 
cents ($3.70) per each one 
thousand (1 000) gallons of 
water used with a minimum 
usage of two thousand 
(2000) gallons. This section 
also establishes the 
amounts to be charged to 
unmetered customers for 
sewer service. 

Section V of the proposed 
ordinance provides for when 
the ordinance will become 
e~ctive ~ p.assed by the 
c'fy comm1ss10n.
