Johnson was driving a coal truck that 
ran through the intersection of U.S.

A Floyd County man was charged 
Saturday with the armed robbery of a 
Paintsville business. 

Paintsville's Chief of Police Tom 
Haney said Monday that Charles D. 
Parsons, 38, of Betsy Layne, alleg­
edly walked into the Broadway Phar­
macy in Paintsville at approximately 
11:37 a.m. and handed a clerk a note 
which demanded that the clerk give 
Parsons various Schedule ll and 
Schedule m drugs, including Per­
cocet, Percodan and Tylenol3, Tyle­
nol4 

Haney said Parsons, wearing 
overalls, a wig, dark glasses and a 
bandana covering the lower half of 
his face, took 18 bottles of pills con­
taining nearly 3.500 pills, fired one 
shot into the air and ran from the store 
to an awaiting white 1974 Mazda. 

The Paintsville police immediately 
alerted all law-enforcement agencies, 
Haney said. 

Haney said that Trooper Terry 
Keelan of the Pikeville Post of the 
Kentucky State Police spotted an 
automobile matching the description 
of the robber's escape vehicle on 
Route 23 near Prestonsburg and be­
gan pursuit 

Keelan chased Parsons to Mare 
Creek Road, where Parsons' vehicle 
reportedly ran out of gas. 

Parsons admitted to swallowing 
some of the pills after the robbery, 
Haney said. 

Keelan arrested Parsons and 
charged him with attempting to elude 
and driving under the influence of 
narcotics. 

Police attack 
supply side of 
pot economy

While the Kentucky State Police 
and sheriff's and police departments 
statewide are conducting Operation 
Round-up in order to curtail the 
"demand" side of drug trafficking, 
the Floyd County Sheriff's Depart­
ment is still working diligently to 
utterly destroy the "supply" side. 

Deputy Sergeant Lloyd Powers 
again ventured into the Floyd County 
hills Friday in what he terms a "search 
and destroy mission" to recover il­
licitmarijuana plants before they can 
be sold to "rot somebody's brains." 

1991 andstruckapickuptruckdriven 
by Glenda Akers, 40. Akers was 
pronounced dead at the scene. 

Johnson's wife collapsed in tears 
after Circuit Court Judge Harold 
Stumbo ordered Johnson taken to the 
Floyd County Jail. His wife sobbed 
"please God help us" and Johnson 
told her to "take care of that boy of 
mine." 

The case began Monday with jury 
selection and testimony began Tues­
day because Commonwealth Attor­
ney Jerry Patton was unable to attend 
Monday's proceedings. 

Johnson's attorney, Ned Pill­
ersdorf, said he will petition the court 
for a new trial because the evidence 
in the case did not fit the criteria for a 
wanton murder charge. 

Johnson took the stand in his own 
defense and tearfully told the jury 
that when he approached the inter­
section the traffic light was green. 

"I looked down to adjust my air 
conditioner and when I looked up I 
saw blue to the right," Johnson 
sobbed. "I slammed on the brakes 
and sounded the horn hoping she'd 
stop. I was not trying to run it" 

Patton countered that Johnson 
expected other motorists to yield to 
him because he was a coal .truck 
driver. 

Johnson said he swerved his rig to 
the left hoping to miss Akers' vehicle 
but that Akers also swerved to her left 
trying to avoid the crash. 

"If I had thought quick enough to 
turn to the right, I might have mis~ 
her," Johnson said. "I'd have a lot 
more for it to be me than her." 

Witnesses testified thatJ ohnson' s 
truck did veer to the left and they 
heard him blow his horn. 

Pillersdorf asked the jury "not to 
compound a tragedy" by finding 
Johnson guilty of wanton murder and 
said "at best" Johnson was at fault in 
the accident 

"If we send people to prison for 
running a red light, then the last one 
out turn out the lights," Pillersdorf 
said. 

Patton told the jury that Johnson 
deliberately ran the red light because 
he wanted to save time so he could 
haul another load of coal that day. 

"This was not an accident," Pat­
ton said. "He is saying it's okay to 
sacrifice a human life to get another 
load in." 

Judge Stumbo earlier overruled 
three motions by Pillersdorf to dis­
miss or reduce the charges.

Auxier to turn back the hands of time

Thrill-seekers and history buffs 
alike will flock to the town of Auxier 
this weekend for the annual Pioneer 
Folk Festival, which coincides with 
the Auxier Homecoming '92, a reun­
ion of all those who at one time lived 
in the community or attended the 
Auxier Consolidated School. 

Auxier, which began as a frontier 
se~ement and in later years became 
aboomingcoaltown,isacommunity 
rich in Kentucky history. 

Mathias Hannan founded the first 
area settlement in Blockhouse Bot­
tom just across the river from the 
presentcommunityin0ctober,1789, 
naming the region Harman's Station. 

Unfortunately, the firSt settlers of 
Hannan's Station returned to their 

native Virginia less than a year later, 
in May,l790, in order to avoid upris­
ings. 

Before the settlers left. however, 
they gave refuge to pioneer heroine 
Jenny Wiley after her famous escape 
from the Shawnee. 

In the spring of 1795, Samuel 
Auxier moved his family to the Har­
man Station site and built a fort, pur­
chasing the land from Isreal Shep-

herd, who was presumed to bt the 
rightful heir to the original owner of 
the land, Jacob Shepherd. 

After his death due to a ttagic 
hunting accident in the fall of 1800, 
Auxier's widow, Sarah Brown 
Auxier, purchased the land again after 
learning that Isreal Shepherd was not 
in reality Jacob's rightful heir.

ule m narcotics. . ' Operation Round-Upalsoresulted 
in the arrest of over 60 alleged drug 
dealers in Martin, Magoffm and 
Johnson counties. Therewere63 sus­
pected drug traffickers from those 
counties lodged in the Big Sandy 
Regional Detention Center in 
Paintsville by 1 p.m. Tuesruiy. 

State Police Commissioner Billy 
Wellman said in a press conference 
Tuesday morning that Operation 
Round-Up was a warning to drug 
dealers. 

"While law enforcement must 
continue to fight the drug problem 
from the 'demand' side," Wellman 
said, "we know that attacking the 
'supply' sideisafundamentalpartof 
the war on drugs .... We will continue 
to make our presence felt when it 
comes to drug dealing in this state."

$15,000 worth of marijuana if it had 
been allowed to be properly culti­
vated. Powers found the marijuana 
on a mountain top near Melvin, act­
ing on a tip from the owner of the 
property.

John C. C. Mayo purchased land 
across the river from Blockhouse 
Bottom in 1909 and sold the property 
to the Philadelphia, Pennsylvania­
based North-East Coal Company. 

In 1910, North-East president 
Allen D. Smith sent Richard C. Tho­
mas to the area to begin building the 
town. Thomas personally supervised 
the construction of the ftrst house in 
Auxier in April, 1910. Soon after, 
Thomas hired Lew Davidson, who 
along with his five sons is considered 
the builder of the downtown area. 

The first Auxier school, a three­
room schoolhouse built in 1910, was 
moved room by room and made into 
private homes on Grace A venue in 
1927. 

The Auxier Consolidated School 
was constructed on the old school 
site in September, 1927. Although 
the Consolidated School burned in 
December of the same year, Auxier 
residents rebuilt it and classes re­
sumed by the next spring. 

The flfSt high school class gradu­
ated from the Consolidated School in 
1932 and the last graduated in 1961, 
when the school was merged into 
Prestonsburg High School.

"(Drug dealers) will grow their 
dope on anybody 's property but their 
own," Powers said. 

Friday's raid followed last 
Sunday's fmding and subsequent de­
struction by the sheriffs department 
of over 70 marijuana plants, with an 
estimated street value of over 
$140,000. 

"It doesn't matter how much or 
how little of this stuff we fmd," 
Powers said Friday. "It's just that 
much more we take off the streets." 

Powers added thatoneofthe most 
valuable weapons the sheriff's de­
partment has in the war on drugs is 
the willingness of the private citizen 
to report the location of illicit sub­
stances and suspected drug dealers. 

"It's just lilce on Crime Stoppers," 
Powers said. ''We just want the infor­
mation, not your name."

Pillersdorf argued Monday that 
Johnson was being "selectivelyprose­
cuted" by police because official 
records indicate that Johnson is the 
only trucker in Pike or Floyd coun­
ties involved in a traffic fatality, who 
was not under the influence of alco­
hol or drugs, to be charged with the 
crime since 1989.

All this bickering overwhereto build a new Prestonsburg 
High School appears irrelevant given the financial status 
of the system's construction fund, which at last count 
was considerably less than the amount needed to build 
a school anywhere.

Editor: 

The ongoing investigation of cor­
ruption in State Government is yield­
ing both positive and negative re­
sults. The indictment and conviction 
of those who have violated the law 
upholds the fact that the democratic 
systeiJl works. Six guilty pleas have 
been entered, more are expected. 

The negative side of the investiga­
tion lies with the "broad brush" used 
to paint all participants of the system. 
The overwhelming majority of Gen­
eral Assembly members are honor­
able men and women with a strong 
sense of public duty. It violates the 
spirit of American justice to label all 
of them guilty. 

Moreover, lobbyists have become 

the villains of the entire investiga­
tion. To date, one lobbyist has been 
indicted but the focus of the media 
and legislative ethics task force has 
been directed primarily on the con­
duct of legislative agents. 

This attack is unjustified and fu­
eled largely by a widespread misun­
derstanding of a lobbyist's role, which 
has long made us the subject of preju­
diced and uninformed opinions. 

The role oflobbyists is communi­
cating on behalf of citizens who have 
common concerns and wish to be 
involved in the legislative process 
but have little time to do so. As the 
voice of the National Federation of 
Independent Business in Kentucky, I 
relay the views of more than 6,000 
small businesses throughout the 
Commonwealth. Additionally, we 
keep our members informed of im­
portant developments and monitor 
daily activities at the Capitol. 

For any informed person to sug­
gest that the influence of any lobbyist 
is based on the weight of their wallet 
is outrageous and defamatory. It is an 
unjustified smear on a Constitution­
ally guaranteed system that enables 
lawmakers to make informed deci­
sions and create legislation that truly 
addresses the concerns of those most 
affected by it.

Should the Endangered Species Act be reau­
thorized? 

Should the Endangered Species Act be reau­
thorized? 

Yes. The Endangered Species Act (ESA) 
provides a fundamental "safety net" for the pro­
tection of our nation's rich natural heritage. The 
Act establishes a process for identifying and 
protecting species on the brink of extinction such 
as the bald eagle, the Florida panther, and hun­
dreds of other animals and plants. The diversity of 
life on Earth gives us crops and medicines and is 
the foundation for the very health of our planet 
·The ESA is essential for the protection of that 
diversity. 

No. This costly program has been a gross 
failure. Our bungling government has rescued 
only four creatures-three tropical birds in Palau 
and a weed called Rydberg's milk vetch-from a 
list of 681 threatened and end3ngered species. A 
few more like the brown pelican and American 
alligator have partially recovered. For that, our 
bureaucrats spent hundreds of millions of dollars 
since the law was passed in 1972-even the 
government doesn't know the exact amount The 
devastating side effects of the law are even more 
outrageous: construction stoppages costing bil­
lions,jobs slashed by the thousands, interference 
with private property rights sparking frustration 
and rebellion. Congress never intended that 

What impact has the law bad on our nation? 
Since the first European settlers arrived, nearly 

500 species of plants and animals native to the 
United States have become extinct-forever lost 
The ESA has helped to stem this tide. During the 
last 20 years, the Act has prevented the extinction 
of scores of endangered plants and animals, and 
has consistently done so in ways that conserve 
natural communities, while minimizing adverse 
impacts on employment and economic growth. 
The history of the ESA is a history of resolving 
conflicts between economic development and the 
protection of endangered species. It is very rare 
(in less than I percent of all cases) that such 
conflicts have remained unresolved. 

What impact has the law had on our nation? 
Everyone knows about the spotted owl putting 

thousands of Pacific Northwest forest folk in the 
unemployment lines. The way the law is writ­
ten-with $50,000 fines and a year in prison for 
harming critical habitat-every one of those 681 
species hurts somebody. The red-cockaded wood­
pecker costs logging jobs from Georgia to Arkan­
sas, the golden-cheeked warbler thwarts home 
builders in the Texas hill country and the desert 
tortoise ruins ranchers in the Southwest

Congress must appropriate the resources nec­
essarytomaketheESAfullyeffective.Morethan 
3,000 species at risk remain unprotected because 
they have not been formally evaluated for listing 
under the Act Even for many of the listed species, 
the government has not yet developed plans to 
provide for their recovery. Promptly listing and 
developing recovery plans for species at risk will 
help reduce both costs and conflicts. We also 
should make a more serious effort to identify and 
protect areas that are important habitats for mul­
tiple species. America's wild plants and animals 
represent one of our greatest endowments; we 
cannot allow that endowment to be diminished. 

Scrap the whole idea and start over.Junk those 
punitive fines and the threat of imprisonment. 
They make people dread fmding endangered 
species on their property. Instead, offer tax credits 
and outright cash payments to people who wel­
come endangered plants and animals on their 
land, or otherwise nurture them. How to pay for 
it? Stop pushing costs on the little guy. Let mil­
lionaire tax -exempt environmental organizations 
liketheSierraClubandNationalWildlifeFedera­
tion donate some of their budgets. With total 
asset.s over $1.5 billion and annual incomes over 
$500 million, the top dozen eco-groups can easily 
afford to put their money where their mouths are. 

Looking Back at Rio

Now that we've all had a chance to 
recover from the mind-numbing po­
litical histrionics that accompanied 
the Rio de Janeiro Earth Summit, it's 
time to consider the road before us as 
laid out by the United Nations. 

The entire human race, and in­
deed, the entire planet, are said to be 
on the verge of extinction. According 
to Maurice Strong, the U.N. secre­
tary general of the Earth Summit, 
nothing less than "historic civiliza­
tional change" is required to save the 
Earth. The "historic civilizational 
change" most of the attendees had in 
mind,ofcourse,isasupraglobalarmy 
of U.N. bureaucrats charged with 
centrally planning the environmental 
health of the planet Massive redistri­
bution of wealth to the Third World 
also isamajorcomponentofthe plan, 
as is expansion of government regu­
latory power over the economy. 

Yet, as H. L. Mencken once ob­
served, "The whole aim of practical 
politics is to keep the populace 
alarmed- and thus clamorous to be 
led to safety-by menacing it with an 
endless series of hobgoblins, all of 
them imaginary." Clearly, a number 
of the crises brandished about at Rio 
are imaginary. They are little more 
than hobgoblins designed to scare us 
into the socialism that so much of the 
world rebelled against during the past 
decade. 

Global warming is one such hob­
goblin. According to the U.S. Cli-

mate Data Center, the Earth has 
experienced a slight cooling since 
1938, during the very years in which 
we put most of the so-called "green­
house ga~s" into the atmosphere. If 
the emission of carbon dioxide and 
other greenhouse gases leads to 
apocalyptic warming, we certainly 
haven't seen any sign of it yet. 

The only evidence the apocalypse 
lobby marshals in support of the 
global warming hypothesis is com­
puter models designed to predict the 
future. These models, which are very 
crude and incomplete simulations of 
the global biosphere, fail to reflect 
accurately atmospheric physics. 
Moreover, they produce bizarre cli­
matic conditions when a~ked to pre­
dict today's climate (one NASA 
computer model in use today, for 
example, says that the polar ice cap 
should have completely melted by 
now). 

You may have missed it in the 
newspaper, but Greenpeace recently 
conducted a survey in which it asked 
the world's top scientists involved in 
global warming research whether they 
agreed with the statement that "busi­
ness as usual will eventually lead to 
runaway global warming." Only 13 
percent agreed with that statement. 

Another Rio hobgoblin is resource 
depletion. The air was filled with 
denunciations of the West's piggish 
overconsumption of the world's re­
sources. Let's, however, bear a few 
things in mind. First, although we do 
consume a large share of the world' s 

resources, we also produce the lion's 
share of the world's goods and serv­
ices. Second, consumption per se is 
not evil; the fact that Americans do 
not live in destitute conditions is not 
something we need to apologize for. 
Third, if the environmentalists truly 
want to restrict our consumption 
through the coercive powers of gov­
ernment,let them spell out what they 
intend to restrict and then let them 
practice what they preach. 

The "historic civilizational 
change" proposed by the Rio activ­
ists would accelerate, not mitigate, 
environmental destruction. The worst 
cases of environmental degradation 
have occurred where government, not 
private stewards, own and manage 
the land The environmental devasta­
tion of Eastern Europe, the deteriora­
tion of the Florida Everglades, the 
shrinking old-growth forests of the 
Northwest, and the disappearing rain­
forests of Brazil attest to that fact We 
also know that wealthy, free-market 
economies pollute far less than under­
developed socialist economies. A 
quick tour through Eastern Europe, 
Mexico City, or Bangladesh makes 
that abundantly clear. 

Why weren't private stewardship, 
property rights, and free-market 
capitalism, then, on the agenda at 
Rio? Because the "historic civiliza­
tional change" envisioned at Rio was 
socialism, not environmentalism.

MANY INQUIRIES OVER 
THE PROPOSED RULE 

CHANGES ..•• 
On the street, on the baseball 

diamond, phone calls at work and 
at home late at night That's the 
way it has been since I did the 
story on the proposed rule changes 
that has been presented to the 
Board of Education for their ap­
proval governing elementary and 
high school athletics. 

While most of the inquiries 
were on the positive side, there 
were some negative remarks as 
well. However, the final approval 
hasn't yet been given and some of 
the proposals could be changed or 
rejected. 

Overall, I feel it is just what our 
elementary system needs in order 
to keep our htgh schools competi­
tive with the other districts. I like 
the proposals but would like to see 
a couple of things altered some. 

Here are some of the objec­
tions that I have heard 

• A fan would like to see ele­
mentary basketball players play­
ing both Junior Pro and grade 
school basketball. The new pro­
posal would prevent such a move. 

• Another would like to see our 
teams continue to play in the RAX 
Invitational Tournament. The 
tournament is usually held at the 
end of the season and therefore the 
new proposals would prevent lo­
cal teams from taking part. Once 
our county tournament is over, the 
season for all schools would end. 

• The new proposals do not 
allow enough practice time for 
elementary schools as far as bas­
ketball goes. More time should be 
allotted teams before the season 
starts. The new proposals would 
prohibit schools from starting 
practice until October 30 and their 
season may begin 10 days later. A 
suggestion of allowing schools to 
start practice on October 15 has 
been offered and only for those 
whodonotplaygradeschool foot­
ball. 

• Yet another sees the elimina­
tion of outside coaches (coaches 
whoarenotemployedattheschool 
or in the school system) as becom­
ing a problem, especially if no one 
can be found in the system who 
will take the responsibility of a 
team. However, the new propos­
als state that if no one in the school 
system can be found, then an out­
side coach may be utilized. 

When you look at the overall 
proposals, you can see many posi­
tive things. I think the committee 
of principals, fans, and board 
administrators did a fine job in 
drawing up the new proposals. 
Their openness to the suggestions 
of others is to be commended. 

I think it is a move back to the 
days when "Hoss" Halbert was 
the county athletic director and 
the grade school programs, both 
football and basketball, were sec­
ond to none. What a strong ele­
mentary program we had back 
then. Then, slowly, the program 
started getting away from what it 
was designed to accomplish and 
was almost in shambles. 

Now, we can sec a positive

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Hunting safety for the week of Sept. 28 
Each year hunting season brings 

reports of accidental shootings of 
people and sometimes valuable 
domestic animals. These make the 
headlines. 

But there are other dangers which 
are perhaps more likely to be encoun­
tered and which affect more people, 
but which don't attract attention. 

Some of these threats of which 
hunters should be particularly aware 
are tularemia, rabies and tick-borne 
diseases. 

Tularemia is a bacterial septice­
mia primarily of wild rodents and 
lagomorphs, but which is readily 
transmitted to most animals includ­
ing man both directly and indirectly. 
Primary hosts are cottontail and jack 
rabbits, beaver, muskrat, meadow 
voles and sheep. 

It is a classic zoonosis and can be 
transmitted either by droplets in the 
air, direct contact, ingestion or by an 
intermediate carrier such as ticks. 
Hunters are among persons regarded 
as being at high risk. 

Tularemia is treatable by several 
antibiotics, however treatment can 
be expensive and can be prolonged. 

Then there are Lyme disease and 
Rocky Mountain SpoottedFever, the 
two most frequently reported tick­
bornediseasesinKenwcky. They are 
a danger to hunters because in Ken­
tucky ticks are quite active during 
hunting season. 

The deer tick, the dog tick and 
possibly others are vectors which 
spread these diSeases to humans. 

For humans, treatment is avail­
able for each of these three diseases.

Vaccinated dogs will neither con­
tractrabies, if bitten by a wild animal, 
nor will they carry it to others. Vacci­
nation of dogs and cats is the primary 
barrier of protection between humans 
and animals. 

vaccine can kill your animal or give ft 
rabies, or no protection at all. Also, 
be aware that do-it-yourself vaccina­
tion gives no legal protection what-
ever. 

Your veterinarian can give you 
more details about any disease which 
may be of concern to hunters.

"Boats are just like cars. You don't 

simp I y put the throttle down and hold 
on to the steering wheel," says 
Johnson Outboards Pro Staff mem­
ber Guido Hibdon. "You really drive 
them by constantly monitoring the 
gauges on the instrument panel be­
cause they tell you how the engine is 
performing. 

"The helm in my boat looks al­
most like an airplane's cockpit be­
cause of all the gauges I have," Hibdon 
says, "but all I have to do is glance at 
them to know if everything is work­
ing the way it should." 

Hibdon, 1988 Bass Master Clas­
sic champion and two-time winner of 
the B.A.S.S. Angler of the Year* 
title, has spent more than 30 years 
earning a living from his boat. A 
former guide on Lake of the Ozarks

miles per hour. 
"The speedometer can tell you 

something else, too. If it changes, it 
can mean a damaged propeller or an 
improper trim angle on the engine. " 

For example, says Hibdon, speed­
ometer and tachometer readings climb 
steadily as you advance the throttle 
and trim out for speed. But when 
speed begins to drop andengineRPM 
remains steady or increases, it's a 
good bet you've passed the point of 
maximum out -trim for the conditions 
in which you're running. 

"Another gauge we use a lot is the 
trim/tilt indicator," the Johnson pro 
continues. "When you want to get out 
of the hole quickly and cleanly to 
move to another fishing spot, the last 
thing you want to do is hit the throttle 
with the engine trimmed-out instead 
of trimmed-in. 

.. The trim/tilt gauge tells you 
exactly where the engine is at all 
times, eliminating the need to look 
back and visually check it." 

Depending on how fast you run or 
how far you need to run to catch fish, 
the fuel gauge is important for man­
aging on-board supplies. For top fish­
ing competitors like Hibdon, it's 
essential for them to know how much 
fuel they have so they know they can 
make a long dash back to the weigh­
in. 

Voltmeters help fishermen track 
electrical system capacity and charg­
ing functions. Tournament pros re­
quire two separate electrical systems 
-one that supplies electricity to the 
propulsion system, navigation and 
interior lights, livewell and bilge 
pumps, and depthflnder electronics; 
the other powers the electric posi­
tioning motor. Separate voltmeters 
are standard equipment on most 
sophisticated rigs. 

"Another really important gauge 
we rely on is a water pressure gauge," 
says Hibdon ... It measures the water 
flowing through the engine to cool it.

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Most of us who call ourselves old 
timers in the shooting game started 
shotgun shooting using paper shells. 
These worked well, but we were 
happy when ammo-makers made the 
change to plastic shotshells. 

The introduction of steel shot over 
the last few years was another story. 
We all loved and understood the lead 
shot we had used since childhood. 
We had become reasonably good 
shots, and took pride in our shooting 
prowess. 

Then we began hearing that our 
time-proven lead shot, when ingested, 
was killing ducks and geese ... and 
even the predators that preyed on 
them, including our national symbol 
the bald eagle. 

But, when most of us made the 
switch to steel shot, knowing it was 
the right thing to do, we came face to 
face with a difference in our shoot­
ing. The key to shooting steel shot is 
realizing how steel and lead shoot 
from your shotgun. Here's the facts. 

Steel pellets are lighter than lead. 
Pushed by the same amount of pow­
der, they leave the gun barrel faster. 
But since steel is lighter, it slows 
down more quickly than lead. This 
means that unless you match your 
steel shells carefully to the velocity 
and energy of the lead you used, your 
shooting performance with steel will 
change. 

You must shoot steel more pre­
cisely because it is a harder pellet 
with less deformity. This results in a 
denser, more tightly held shot pattern 
than lead which causes some shoot­
ers to miss more when using steel. To 
solve this, practice with steel at your 
local trap or skeet range to become 
more familiar with shooting steel shot 
When hunting, if you aren' t dead on, 
pass on the shot. 

When steel and lead loads are 
properly matched, they hit about the 
same, and the lead on game is the 
same. 

To properly select your steel 
ammo, determine the muzzle veloc­
ity (given in most ammunition cata­
logs) of the steel and match it with the 
velocity of the lead you commonly 
use. Then, increase the size of the 
steel pellet (smaller number) by two 
sizes. For example, if you used lead 
#6 shot, go to steel #4' s. At normal 
shooting distances, your lead on game

and the shells perfoiDJance will be 

similar, so you can forget about the 
difference. Shoot only at distances at 
which you're comfortable. 

If you're unsure of the velocity of 
your steel load or how it compares, 
here· s some "seat of the pants" guide­
lines. 

At close distances, 0 - 25 yards, 
slightly reduce your lead with steel 
over your lead. When shooting steel 
at medium distances, 25-35 yards, 
use the same lead. At long distances, 
greater than 40 yards, increase your 
lead. At distances beyond 45 yards 
(which is not typically recom­
mended), you may need to as much as 
double your lead. 

Another important factor to note 
is that a shotgun will pattern differ­
ently with steel than with lead. It is 
very important to pattern your shot­
gun with the steel shot and choke you 
will use. Experiment with choke and 
shot size to obtain the best pattern for 
your shotgun. Test patterning your 
gun to deteiDJine the best shooting 
load is probably the surest way to 
assure success afield. 

Steel holds a much tighter pattern 
than lead. The full choke you used 
with lead may disrupt the pattern of 
large steel shot giving erratic pellet 
distribution.Ifyou'reunsureofwhich 
choke to use, pick improved cylinder 
or modified for all steel shooting. 
Use of a full choke, even when it 
doesn't disrupt the pattern, keeps the 
pattern tighter. requiring greater care 
when shooting. At close range you 
don't have much room for error. 

Anyone can shoot steel shot effec­
tively. But spend a few hours practic­
ing before the season, and be sure to 
pattern your shotgun. Greater suc­
cess afield will make your efforts 
well

someone else could be totally wrong 
for you. How do you know what is 
right? 

There are many different sports 
and fitness activities to choose from, 
depending on your preference, availa­
bility and other factors. 

Playing your favorite sport on 
weekends is great fun, but keep in 
mind that weekend activity does not 
constitute an overall fitness program. 
It can often cause injuries due to the 
infrequent stress. 

A good fitness program will con­
sist of exercises that can be perfoiDJed 
at regular intervals. A good idea is to 
perform some foiDJ of exercise every 
day, alternating different activities. 

The perfect fitness routine should 
be a combination of exercises de­
signed to increase your cardiovascu­
lar capacity, flexibility, muscular 
strength and endurance.

I am aware of only one form of 
exercise that will do all of the above, 
can be performed indoors or out and 
is not limited by your age, sex or cur­
rent physical condition.

Keep in mind there are many dif­
ferent fom.s of resistance training 
using different types of equipment 
for different results. For general health 
and conditioning, weight lifting can 
and should be very simple. Your 
program may be similar to someone 
else's but never the same. 

Moderation with proper technique 
is the key to success for all forms of 
weight lifting exercises.

SPORTSMEN PAY FOR 
CONSERVATION 

Ready for a test question? Here 
goes: What group of Kentuckians 
have spent more money toward the 
conservation of all kinds of wildlife 
resources than anyone else, includ­
ing taxpayers? If you answered 
"sportSmen", you go to the head of 
the class. 

A relatively unknown fact that 
many state residents don't realize is 
that paying state income tax does not 

• include helping fmance wildlife 
conservation efforts conducted by the 
Kentucky Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources (KDFWR). Most 
people believe that when they pay 
their share of state income tax, that 
part of that money goes to support all 
state agencies. That's a pretty logical 
assumption, but not true in this case. 

Sportsmen, who through the years 
have spent millions and millions of 
dollars on licenses to enjoy hunting 
and fishing, foot the entire bill that 
funds the work of the KDFWR to 
provide and maintain recreational 
opportunities for all Kentuckians, not 

• just hunters and fishers. 
The purchase of a hunting or fiSh­

ing license supports many various 
wildlife conservation programs such 
as restoring river otters and ospreys, 
endangered species research, and 
wildlife Jaw enforcement work. One 
other major benefit sportSmen's dol-

. Iars mean· to all Kentuckians is the 
purchase, preservation and manage­
ment of over 50 public wildlife areas 
throughout the state. The KDFWR is 
the largest public landowner among 
state resource conservation agencies, 
all due to those who buy licenses to 
hunt and fish. 

Kentucky has about 1 million 
sportsmen, close to one-third of the 
population who enjoy hunting, fish­
ing or both. But while this sounds like 
a large number, the truth is that half­
again this many of Kentucky resi­
dents enjoy wildlife-associated rec­
reation that doesn't include hunting 
or fishing. Almost one out of every 

two Kentuckians engage in some form 
of recreation associated with wildlife 
that DON'T contribute to KDFWR 
programs monetarily. 

Certainly it's no secret that the 
.cost of supplying and maintaining 
wildlife-related recreation continues 
to grow very rapidly. Sooner or Jater, 
all those who enjoy wildlife and par­
take of what wildlife adds to life will 
be called upon to help share the cost.

Mrs. Hall cared for the children, 
and went to work managing a small 
country store to help provide for the 
family.

She served as the first 
postmaster for the office and stayed 
in that position for 13 years. 

Lilburn Hall developed Black 
Lung from working in the mines, so 
the family moved to Pekin in 1947, 
where Fay's knowledge was applied 
to the small grocery store and gas Fay Hall 
station they opened. 

The Halls were active in the 
community and their church. Fay 
enjoys serving God and doing things 
to help others in the community in 
need.

~ some of that beauty inside, and a 
University of Kentucky horticultur­
ist offers some tips on how to keep 
them fresher, longer. 

"The food is a mixture of sugar, a 
mild acidifier and a mild disinfectant 
and is commonly found in small 
packets," he said. "This substance 
also helps keep the water clean." 

Anderson also recommended gar­
deners cut a small portion off the 
stems in water every couple of days, 
so the flowers can take up new water 
and preservative to keep them fresh. 
The stems should be cut while they 
are still under water, to prevent air 
bubbles from hindering their water 
uptake. 

"Many plants can be used for fresh­
cut flowers," said Bob Anderson, 
extension horticulture specialists for 
the UK College of Agriculture. "If 
they are careful I y conditioned, fresh­
cut flowers generally can last six to 
eight days indoors." 

First, gardeners should be sure the 
vase has been washed with soap and 
water. This cuts down on bacteria in 
the water which eventually wilt the 
flowers. 

·Anderson suggested flowers be 

"Another way to keep flowers 
looking better, longer, is to be sure 
they sit out of direct sunlight and 
away from air conditioning or heat­
mg vents," the horticulturist said.

You may have succumbed to food­

borne illnesses and not even know it. 
"Often, people who get sick from 

foodbome illnesses attribute their 
sickness to the "flu" or the "bug" 
going around. In reality, they may 
have been sick because they ate 
tainted food," said Fudge Maruyama, 
Extension food and nutrition special­
ist with the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture. 

Foods can spoil without becom­
ing unsafe to eat, or they may become 
both unsafe and lower in quality, she 
said. 

"Spoilage organisms usually cause 
changes in the odor and appearance 
of food, but you cannot always see 
evidence of growth of organisms that 
cause food borne illness," she said. 

The best way to prevent you or 

Q: Ihavea55-year-oldhomewith 
what look like hairline cracks run­
ning across the concrete basement 
floor.

A: Doesn't sound like this is 
something you need·to lose any sleep 
over. Most concrete floors develop 
tiny cracks as a normal part of aging.

When to worry: 
• If the floor is higher or lower (at 

least l/8th inch) on one side of a 
crack than another. (Use same stan­
dard for a wall crack, checking to see 
that the two sides are flush.) 

• If the crack widens between the 
floor and wall. 

• If a diagonal crack of more than 
l/8th inch develops off the comers of 
the windows and doors. 

• Any diagonal wall crack that 
keeps growing.

eating tainted food is to store food 
properly. 

Maruyama gave these tips on how 
to store food to keep it safe longer: 

* Keep the refrigerator tempera­
ture between 34 and 40° F. 

This range allows the maximum 
storage time for most foods. Meat, 
fish, poultry, eggs and milk should be 
stored in the coldest area of the re­
frigerator. Fruits and vegetables can 
be stored in the higher temperature 
zones. Use a thermometer to check 
the temperature at various locations. 

*Keep the refrigerator clean. 
Discard foods that have outlasted 

their usefulness. Clean shelves and 
other surfaces with warm, soapy water 
every week or two and wipe up any 
spiils immediately. Throw out any 
foods that show signs of spoilage or 
that have been kept too long. 

*Wrap raw meat and poultry se­
curely and place it on a tray so that 
they can not leak and contaminate 
other foods or surfaces. 

Be sure not to store raw meats 
along with ready-to-eat meat in the 
meat drawer unless you have a 
leakproof package or container. 

*Refrigerate processed meat prod­
ucts, even though they have been 
processed for a longer shelf life. 

Hot dogs and lunch meats will 
keep in the original vacuum-sealed 
pouch unopened until the "sell by" 
date. Freeze them if you cannot use 
them within that time. Once opened, 
use the products within a week. Lunch 
meat should be used three to five 
days after opening. If there is any 
cloudy liquid in the package around 
hot dogs, throw them away. 

*Refrigerate all products marked 
"keep refrigerated" or "refrigerate 
after opening." 

Some newer food products require 
careful refrigeration. New packaging 
techniques make it possible to offer a 
wide variety of fully or partially 
proceSsed foods in refrigerated forms. 
These carry a "use by" or "sell by" 
date on the label, but the dates as­

Mysterious boles in clothing 
could mean a bidden insect prob­

lem 

People who suddenly discover 
small holes in clothing should know 
that they may have to look for other 
insects, too, besides the clothes moth. 

Actually, there are two species of 
clothes moths and four species of 
carpet beetles commonly found in 
the home which like to feed on fabric, 
according to Linda Heaton, exten-

sion textiles and clothing specialists 
for the University of Kentucky Col­
lege of Agriculture. 

"It isn't the adult insect, but the 
larvae of the clothes moths and car­
pet beetles that eat fabric," Heaton 
said. "Feeding starts as the eggs hatch 
and larvae like to feed on wool, 
mohair, hair, fur, feathers and down. 
But they have been known to attack 
just about anything from curtains to 
mattresses." 

Other insects which can attack 

fabric include silverfish, crickets, 
beetles and roaches. But in many 
cases, spilled food or perspiration or 
starch attracted the insects to the 
clothing. 

"One of the most effective meth­
ods of avoiding this kind of damage 
is to make sure clothing is clean, 
especially before storage," Heaton 
said. "The article should be stored in 
an airtight container. The addition of 
mothballs will discourage insects but 
not kill them." 

So where did the moths come from 
and what can one do about them? 

Sometimes moths carried into the 
home on wool or animal fibers or are 
brought in on articles bought from 
second-hand stores or even on uphol­
stered furniture, the specialist said. 

"Once they are in, they can travel 
from one home to another," Heaton 
said. "Adult clothes moths usually 
like dark places, but carpet beetles 
are attracted to sunlight and may be 
found in windowsills." 

She suggested all items in a closet, 
drawer or other container be washed 
or dry cleaned if an insect infestation 
is suspected. That way, all eggs or 
larvae will be killed. Every crack and 
comer of the container or closet also 
needs a thorough cleaning. 

"The use of a cedar chest is an- 1•1 
other good method of protecting clean 
garments," Heaton said. "Be sure it is 

airtight and moth repellent (crystals, 
flakes or balls) also will help repel 
insects."

IRAs are still sound investments

Q: Is an IRA still a good invest­
ment vehicle? Should I make a con­
tribution now even though I am not 
eligible for an IRA deduction? -
L.E., Johnstown, Pa 

A: Absolutely! Even if you do not 
qualify for the IRA deduction, the 
income earned on that investment is 
tax-free until you begin withdrawing 
funds from the IRA somewhere down 
the road. Earnings from your savings 
account or with a stockbroker are, of 
course, being taxed each year. 

If you have the money, don't hesi­
tate to look into the virtues of adding 
to your IRA fund. Talk to your banker 
and broker to see what they have to 
offer. 

Q: I file a very simple income tax 
return. I have one W-2, no kids and 
no other income and I usually receive 
a tax refund each year. Because I was 
in the hospital this year, I did not file 
my tax return on time. I sent the IRS 
an extension. I mailed my EZ tax 
form in May, and the IRS returned it 
recently saying I used the wrong form. 
I've always used this form in the past. 
Should I mail it back to them with an 
explanation?-J.O.,Spokane, Wash. 

A: Whoops, you're stuck. Even if 
you flled for an extension of time to 
flle your income tax return, you can­
not use the short Form 1040EZ after 
April15 nor will the IRS figure your 

a 

tax. Your only options are to file all 
encompassing Form 1040 or the 
shorter version, Form 1040A. The 
IRS won't take anything less after 
April IS. 

Q: Did the business mileage rate 
increase this year? I guess I wasn't 
paying attention.-B.C., Charleston 
W.Va. 

A: Yes, indeed. The optional stan­
dard mileage rate for cars used in 
business during 1992 increased to 28 
cents per mile for all business miles. 
The special standard mileage rate for 
business use of a car by rural mail 
carriers is 42 cents a mile. The mile­
age rate for charitable purposes re­
mains at 12 cents a mile, and the 
medical and moving expense rate 
continues to ride along at 9 cents a 
mile. 

Q: I'm going to start receiving 
part of my pension during the latter 
part of this year. My employer paid 
the whole shot. How much of this 
pension is taxable to me? I will be 
over 65 years of age.-H.A., Salt 
Lake City 

A: Generally, if you did not pay 
any part of the cost of your employee 
pension or annuity, and your em­
ployer did not withhold part of the 
cost of the contract while you worlced, 
the amount you receive each year is 
fully taxable and will have to be 
reported as income on your tax re­
turn. You will receive a form indicat­
ing how much is taxable. It is proba­
bly 100 percent taxable as ordinary 
income. 

Q: I am employed, divorced and 
don't have any children.

If you want the IRS to figure your 
tax, they will even do that The whole 
idea is to keep it simple with very few 
inclusions and not much formality. 
And you can use this form only 
through April 15.

The first thing most of us think 
• about when the time comes to take 

out a mortgage on a new home is the 
interest rate. 

That's both perfectly natural and 
very sensible. The rate of interest we 
pay can make an immense difference 
-a difference amounting to tens of 
thousands of dollars - in what the 
actual cost of our house ultimately 
turns out to be. 

Still, interest rates are far from the 
only thing worth thinking about where 
mortgages are concerned. Other 
important variables need to be con­
sidered too. One is the question of 
whether to take a fixed interest rate or 
choose from among the many kinds 
of variable-rate mortgages that have 
been created over the years to meet 
the differing needs of different buy­
ers. 

Another - and a very important 
one-is the rather basic question of 
how long you want your mortgage to 
run. Even with fixed-rate mortgages, 
a broad spectrum of time spans is 
commonly available. In most cases 
the extremes are 15 years on the short 
side, 30 years on the long. 

Some years ago, when a famous 
scientist was asked to name the most 
powerful force in the universe, he 
answered ''the power of compound 
interest." This reply suggests that he 
was knowledgeable not only about 
the laws of nature but the principles 
of fmance - about what happens to 
even a modest sum of money when it 
continues to accumulate interest year 
after year after year. 

Even at a modest rate of interest, 
money in a savings account can 
double within ten years or less. The 
amount actual I y paid for a house with 
a $100,000 mortgage can turn out to 
be several hundred thousand dollars 
if the mortgage runs for 30 years. 

When you opt for a mortgage of 
• only 15 or 20 years, on the other 

hand, youchopoffmuch of the growth 
in your total obligation. But to do that 
without reducing the initial size of 
your mortgage, you have to make a 
bigger payment every month. As in 
most of life's major decisions, the 
stakes are high and the trade-offs 
require careful consideration. Above 
all, they require a careful examina­
tion of your resources, your aspira­
tions, and your personal priorities. 

Someone who's willing to make 
near-term lifestyle sacrifices for the 
sake oflong-term gains probably will 
prefer a shorter mortgage. If your 

lilt motto is "eat, drink and be merry," on 
the other hand, the idea of squeezing 

extra money out of your budget for 
the sake of a bigger house payment 
won't have much appeal. 

If you're attracted by a shorter, 
faster mortgage and think you might 
be able to handle one, ask your real 
estate agent to show you just how 
much long-term savings such an 
approach can make possible. Chances 
are you'll be astonished by the size of 
the number. 

Remember, though, that a 15-year 
or 20-year mortgage, by increasing 
your monthly obligations now and 
for years to come, can sharply reduce 
your flexibility. 

One good approach is to take a 30-
year mortgage but try to discipline 
yourself to make one extra monthly 
paymenteachyear.Ifyoucanstickto 
such a regimen, ultimately it will 
yield the benefits of a 15-year mort­
gage. Meanwhile, you'll be less 
strapped if changing circumstances 
reduce your ability to make monthly 
payments. 

What's really important is mak­
ing yourself aware of how many dif­
ferent options you have and gather­
ing detailed information about the 
ones that interest you most. A good 
real estate broker can be your key to 
all the information you could possi· 
bly need.
