Four people were killed Monday 
when an ambulance collided head-on 
with a coal truck and both vehicles 
exploded into flames on Route 460 in 
Johnson County. 

The fatality, considered the worst 
in Johnson County in several years, 
apparently occurred when the ambu­
lance, owned by G & B Ambulance 
Service of Salyersville, veered into 
the path of the 18-wheel coal truck. 
The crash happened at 5: 15 p.m. as 
the ambulance was returning to 
Magoffin County from Paintsville.

·Two-year -old 
is killed in 
freak mishap

A two-year-old Grethel boy was 
killed Tuesday morning in a freak 
accident when a wringer washer 
twnbled off a back porch and fell on 

Lowe, 21, of Oil Springs, and the coal 
truck operator, Issac Jude, 51, of 
Pilgrim, were killed. 

Two passengers in the ambulance 
were also fatally injured. They were 
Margaret Bailey, 30, of Salyersville, 
who was a patient in the ambulance, 
and Johnny Vanderpool, 28, also of 
Salyersville, an employee of G & B. 

The victims were pronounced dead 
by Coroner J .R. Frisby, who said 
autopsies were perfonned Tuesday 
in Lexington. 

In their official release, which 
wasn't issued until nearly 24 hours 
after the fiery accident, Kentucky 
State Police at Pikeville said the 
ambulance was traveling west on 

Route 460 at Oil Springs, about eight 
miles from Paintsville, when it col­
lided "near the center line" with the 
loaded 1985 Mack tractor trailer. 

"Upon impact, the coal truck 
pushed the· ambulance backwards 
across the west bound lane and otl 
the roadway into an embankment, 
where both vehicles caught fire and 
burned," the police report said. 

Police didn't say whether the 
ambulance veered into the path of the 
coal truck, but an eyewitness report­
edly said it did. 

It took several hours after the crash 
before authorities could detennine

Fulkerson said Tuesday that the 
commission, dominated by members 
of the now-defunct Thoroughbred 
Racing Commission, had been ac­
cused of "nitpicking," attempting to

Good Samaritan dies 
trying to warn others

Stacy Blankenship had every rea­
son in the world to think of herself 
frrst 

Before she was three years old, 
she had undergone heart surgery three 
times to correct a physical defect that 
would menace her all of her life. It 
was a disability most would pay close 
attention to, but Stacy Blankenship 
wasn't like most people. 

She had a heart of gold. 

Stacy was struck by a vehicle 
driven by James Wesley Howard, 73, 
of Prestonsburg. Howard told Ser­
geant Lloyd Powers of the sheriff's 
office that he did not see anyone until 
his vehicle struck Stacy. No charges 
have been filed and an investigation 
is pending. 

Stacy and William Blankenship 
had been married for three years and 
moved back to Johnson County from 
Indiana just three weeks ago to be 
closer to William's two children from

racing industry. Fulkerson said that 
was not the case, saying that if the 
harness racing industry was damaged, 
the thoroughbred industry would 
suffer by association. 

The reason Riverside Downs in 
Henderson was denied live racing 
dates for 1993, Fulkerson said, was 
because according to audit reports 
the Riverside officials submitted to 
the commission, the track lost over 
$932,000 between 1991 and 1992. 
Fulkerson said that when a commis­
sion-requested certified audit of 
Riverside was perfonned, results 
showed the track lost more than one 
million dollars. Also, Fulkerson said, 
the certified audit was not submitted 
until the commission's public hear­
ing on September 1, well after it was 
requested. 

Fulkerson said the commission 
denied live racing dates to Eastern 
Kentucky Racing Incorporated's 
proposed Kentucky Downs for a 
number of reasons, primarily the 
proposal's omission of the $1.6 mil­
lion required for the acquisition of 
property to construct the track. 

"Would you buy a suit that had a 
$240 price tag ... and then pay an extra 
$160 for it?" Fulkerson asked. 

Additionally, Fulkerson said, 
commission members hesitated to 
issue dates to a facility that would be 
partially funded by tax-free munici­
pal bonds, particularly when no for­
mal feasibility study had been per-

The irony of Stacy's death haunts 
William, who was returning with his 
wife to Paintsville from Prestonsburg 
Sunday evening when their car came 
upon arockslide blocking one lane of 
Route 23 near the entrance to the 
park. 

"She was worried that someone 
would get hurt," William said, "so 
we got out to flag traffic until the 
police got there. We didn't want 
anybody to get killed." 

After nearly being struck by one 
car, Stacy moved to the opposite end 
of the slide at the urging of her hus­
band. There, as she attempted to flag 
down an approaching car, she was 
struck and killed. 

"I heard her scream to the top of 
her lungs, 'stop,' and I saw her get 
hit," William said. "I screamed her 
name and ran to her. I knew when I 
got there she was gone. I held her in 
my arms and said, 'Stacy, hold on, I 
love you."'

Two Prestonsburg sisters were 
indicted September 3 by a federal 
grand jury in Lexington for allegedly 
redeeming forged money orders sto­
len from three Eastern Kentucky post 
offices since May. 

Donna DeRossett, also known as 
Donna Stumbo, 31, and her sister, 
Ella Compton, 38, both of 
Prestonsburg, were arraigned in U.S. 
District Court in Lexington Friday 
and entered not guilty pleas to charges 
of conspiracy to present and present­
ing forged money orders in several 
Eastern Kentucky counties. 

United States Assistant Attorney 
Tom Self said DeRossett was indicted 
on eight counts of passing or present­
ing forged money orders and one 
count of aiding and abetting Comp­
ton in passing four of the forged in­
struments. 

Compton was indicted on four 
counts of passing and presenting 

Case resolved prior to start of trial : 

forged money orders. 
The two women allegedly cashed 

the money orders that were part of the 
over 800 money orders, with a value 
of up to a half million dollars, stolen 
from post offices in Ransom in Pike 
County and Elsie and Falcon post 
offices in Magoffin County since 
May. A money order imprinter was 
also stolen from the Elsie Post Of­
fice. 

Although the two women have 
been accused of redeeming the forged 
money orders for cash and merchan­
dise, United States Postal Inspector 
Doug Ervin said Monday that no 
evidence exists that the two women 
were involved in the burglaries of the 
post offices. 

The ongoing investigation by 
postal inspectors and the Pikeville 
post of the Kentucky State Police is 
centering on identifying other per­
sons involved in the break-ins.

Attorneys for both sides reached 
an agreement just before Clarence 
Trammell Jr., 52, was to stand trial in 
Floyd County District Court on mis­
demeanor charges of criminal solici­
tation and criminal facilitation. 

The agreement said after a review 
of the evidence it "might be difficult" 
for the state to obtain a conviction 
against Trammell and that Trammell 
realized the "risk of a trial by jury."

Ervin, a postal inspector from 
Cincinnati, said Monday that money 
orders taken from the three Eastern 
Kentucky post offices had been traced 
to Lexington; Charleston, West Vir­
ginia; Charlotte, North Carolina; and 
Myrtle Beach, South Carolina. 

Ervin added that the two indict-

Prestonsburg raises tourism taxes

The Prestonsburg City Council 
enacted three new city ordinances at 
its regularly scheduled meeting 
Monday evening, one of which will 
raise taxes on all restaurants and 
motels in the city. 

Ordinance 17-92, which adds an 
extra one percent to the two percent 
recreation, tourism and convention 
tax motels and restaurants already 
pay, is intended to help finance ac­
quisition, construction and operation 
of the Mountain Arts Center, to be 
used as a permanent home for the 
Kentucky Opry. The ordinance re-

, placed earlier plans to channel funds 
from George P. Archer Memorial 
Park in order to fmance the arts cen­
ter. 

At the urging of Councilman 
George Archer and park director 
Randy Polk, the city council deter­
mined that Archer Park was a major· 
attraction for both local and regional 
visitors and trimming its budget 
would in the long run only damage 
the community. 

However, Councilman Billy Ray 
Collins, owner of the Playhouse 
Restaurant in downtown 
Prestonsburg, vehemently opposed 
increasing taxes, saying such a move 
would only hurt Prestonsburg citi­
zens. Although Collins said he had 
no desire to place any burden on 
Archer Park, he stressed that he felt 
any budget could be trimmed without 
damaging repercussions. Collins 
added that the council should give 
serious consideration to the matter 
before raising any taxes. 

The council also enacted Ordi­
nance 15-92, which announced the 
council's intention to annex unincor­
porated territory ranging from Ky. 
114 to the new section of U.S. 23 for 
use as the Mountain Arts Center site 
and an industrial development site. 
Mayor Ann Latta stressed that the 
ordinance only announced the inten­
tion to annex and no annexation would 
proceed before discussions with the 
residents of that area and further 

legislation. 
Also passed at Monday's city 

council meeting was ordinance 16-
92, which set the property tax rate for 
the 1992-93 flScal year at the same 
$.25 per $100 rate it had previously 
been. 

The council also authorized Latta 
to apply for a $135,290 Community 
Block Development Grant to help 
establish an educational and cultural 
museum in downtown Prestonsburg 
and to relocate Mountain Heritage 
Arts and Crafts, Incorporated in or­
der to increase its educational, mar­
keting and employment opportuni­
ties. 

The museum will house a private 
collection of antique cars, guns, farm­
ing and mining implements and other 
collectible items loaned to the city by 
a local businessman. The facility will 
also contain space for traveling exhi­
bitions loaned from other museums 
around the country. 

The city of Prestonsburg has al­
readycommitted$166,840totheproj­
eel, 52 percent of the projected cost. 
The city wilL borrow $150,000 for 
start-up costs and an additional 
$50,000, of which $15,000 will be 
used for the facility's gift shop and 
$35,000 as a reserve to supplement 
operations if needed. 

The Floyd County Board of Edu­
cation has also committed an addi­
tional $15,000 annually in student 
admissions. 

Among other topics discussed: 
• The city is still transporting solid 

waste to the Apple Valley transfer 
station pending the reopening of the 
Floyd County Landfill. Latta and 
council members discussed future 
plans for recycling glass, aluminum 
and cardboard. 

• The Red Mile harness racing 
track in Lexington has invited all 
Eastern Kentuckians to its Saturday, 
September 20 rally free of charge in 
celebration of Kentucky's racing 
industry. The Red Mile, the only 
harness track left in the state, will 
hold a press conference today, Wed­
nesday, to request the governor and 
the Kentucky Racing Commission to

"Justice" must have 
a different meaning 

Editor: 

Is one life worth more than an­
other, oris it that one county • s system 
of justice is so far ahead of another? 

Our son, Stefan Eric Coleman, a 
9-year-old, was killed September 15, 
1988 when he was struck by a pickup 
truck driven by Phamon Tackett of 
Virgie. Our son was killed as he got 
off the school bus and was trying to 
cross the road in front of our house. 

Mr. Tackett was on the road every 
day driving a vehicle, knowing his 
vision was W/200, which is consid­
ered legally blind. This was brought 
out in the trial and it took a second 
trial before he was finally found guilty 
of reckless homicide. The ftrst trial 
ended in a hung jury and I cannot see 
how some of those people on that 
ftrst jury can close their eyes to sleep 
at night without seeing a little boy 
begging for justice. They evidently 
placed very little value on our little 
boy's life. I hope they think about this 
for a long time. 

Now a jury in Floyd County found 
a coal truck driver guilty of murder 
when he also failed to stop at a red 
light, which resulted in the death of a 
40-year-old woman, for which he 
receiveda'lfJ-yearsentence. We sym­
pathize with thefamilyofthis woman 
and we do understand the loss they 
have suffered. We cannot understand 
the difference made in the two cases. 

In Pike County, as well as Floyd 
County. a red light means to stop. 
When you fail to do this, you have 
broken the law. Can anyone tell us 

why the coal truck driver received W 
years for failing to stop for a red light 
which resulted in the death of a 
woman, and Phamon Tackett, who 
passed a stopped school bus, which 
resulted in the death of our 9-year­
old little boy, has never served a day. 

In the second trial in which the 
jury found him guilty and recom­
mended a one-year sentence, Judge 
Charles Lowe gave him one year 
probation. stating that he could see 
no purpose in placing Mr. Tackett in 
jail. Under the law Mr. Tackett could 
have received 1-5 years. 

Mr. Tacketthascontinuedtoteach 
school and go on with his daily life, 
which he denied our son. The word 
"justice" must have a different mean- · 
ing in Pike and Floyd county.

Celebrate Columbus' Anniversary? 

Marjory M. Pizzuti is the 
director of the Christopher 
Columbus Quincentennial 
Jubilee Commission for the 
city of Columbus, Ohio.

Should the SOOth anniversary or Christopher 

Columbus' first voyage be celebrated? 
Yes. As the largest city in the world bearing the 

name of this determined explorer, the community of 
Columbus, Ohio, believes it has an obligation and 
unique opportunity to utilize this commemoration as 
a backdrop to examine the events and people that 
have shaped the world's destiny over the past 500 
years and to learn from and build upon those lessons 
as we plan for the 21st century. 

What is an appropriate commemoration orthe 
event? 

One of the major principles behind our 
community's '92 Celebration is the "learning" of the 
Quincentennial from both a historic and contempo­
rary context. While opposition to the celebration by 
those who see Columbus' contributions as solely 
negative is understandable, it doesn't look at the 
entire picture. Rather than focus on Christopher 
Columbus "the individual," our community has 
devoted time and attention to exploring the impact 
that Columbus' voyage had on joining the old world 
and the new world-changing the face and fabric of 
our globe forever. 

The Quincentennial also offers an opportunity to 
increase our understanding that we are a community, 
a country and a world enriched and nurtured by many 
distinct cultures. Thus, we have worked with a vari­
ety of multicultural organizations to showcase their 
diversity and rich heritages. 

The Columbus '92 Commission also supports 
and encourages activities that provide insight into 
Native American culture, as well as the examination 
of the profound impact that Columbus' voyage had 
on all indigenous people in the Americas. Some of 
these initiatives include: a Native American Conter­
ence on Reburial and Repatriation, designed to raise 
awareness of and promote dialogue about the return 
and burial of Native American artifacts and bones; 
and a "Day of Mourning" on Columbus Day 1991, 
sponsored by the Metropolitan Area Church Council 
and representatives of the Native American Com­
munity as a day of remembrance and mutual under­
standing. 

Su7..an Shown Harjo is 
the president and director 
of The Morning Star Foun­
dation, a Washington, D.C.­
based nonprofit organization 
for Native American cultural 
rights and arts advocacy. 

Should the SOOth anniversary or Christopher Co­
lumbus' first voyage be celebrated? 

No. Columbus was lost, washed up on the shores of 
India (be guessed). The "Indios" took pity on the small. 
sick, hungry sttangers. Like all good hosts, they fed and 
sheltered the visitors in their home. 

The Native People were not prepared tor the aliens' 
hunger for gold and land. or for their religious zealotty, 
"Manifest Destiny" or tools of destruction. Nor could they 
combat the imported diseases. Between 1492 and 1500, 8 
million people and hundreds of cultures that had flourished 
for thousands of years were murdered outright or killed by 
the "gifts" of Western civilization. This is not cause for 
celebration. 

For the millennia before 1492. there was cross-oceanic, 
cross-continental travel and exchange among the red, yel­
low and black quarters of Mother Earth. Even the indige­
nous white people's documented trips here predate Colum­
bus by 500 years. None of these voyages set in motion the 
genocide or ecocide that the arrival of Colwnbus did. 

Columbus had nothing to do with the "discovery of 
America." if that means the U.S. form of democracy. The 
founding fathers "found" democratic practices here that 
did not exist in Europe-sovereignty of the individual, 
singleclass citizenship, gender equality, peacetime con­
federation of nations, and religious freedom. 

What is an appropriate commemoration of the event? 
It is appropriate to commemorate the Native Peoples 

who did not survive the invasion of 1492 and to celebrate 
those who survive today. It is appropriate to reflect on 
Columbus as a man of his time-that of the Inquisition­
and on the nature and character of our heroes. The genocide 
and ecocide were a logical consequence of the European 
system of religious and economic slavery that colonized so 
much of the world. It is essential to devote ourselves to the 
truth about the past and to actions that will make the next 
500 years ditferenL

Andrew survivors come 
home to Pike County 

Three weeks ago, Sheila Epling Timmons was 
praying harder than she had ever prayed before. 
Today, she feels lucky to be alive. 

Residents of Homestead, Florida, the Tim­
mons family was caught in Hurricane Andrew 
when it hit last month. Deemed the nation's 
costliest natural disaster, Sheila knows first-hand 
the devastation the storm dealt the region. 

When Hurricane Andrew hit Homestead 
around 4:30a.m., the Timmons family were gath­
ered, with a mattress over their heads for protec­
tion, in a small bathroom of the townhouse they 
were renting. 

Around 10:30 a.m. that morning, neighbors 
were digging them out of the rubble. No one was 
injured, but their neighbors, a family of 10 with 
three children, were killed in tornadoes that swept 
through the area minutes before the hurricane 
struck. 

Sheila has brought her family, as well as three 
of her siblings' children, home to her native Pike 
County. A cousin has given them a house to live 
in, rent-free, for six months while the family

Police search for 
coal truck driver 

The Pikeville City Police are still investigating 
a Thursday morning incident where a coal truck 
jumped a curb and passed a school bus picking up 
students at Justice Court in Pike County. 

Officials said Saturday that the identity of the 
coal truck's driver has not yet been discovered, 
but that they are doing everything possible to find 
the driver. Eyewitnesses described the truck as a 
red tractor-trailer with dark-tinted windows. 

The incident occurred shortly after 7 a.m. 
Thursday on U.S. 23 south of Pikeville. Parents 
and other eyewitnesses who saw the coal truck 
said it appeared to be unable to change lanes 
before it jumped the curve 

The bus was legally loading in the right lane of 
the four-lane highway and its stop sign was out, 
with bus lights flashing. It was picking up stu­
dents en route to Pikeville Elementary School. 
Forty-seven children were already on board and 
between 10 and 12 students get on the bus at 
Justice Court, the bus driver said.

fonned on the facility. If the project 
should fail, Fulkerson said, the tax­
payersofEastern Kentucky would be 
stuck with the bill. 

Also, Fulkerson said, Eastern 
Kentucky has nearly twice the pov­
erty rate than the rest of the state, and 
entertainment expenses are the frrst 
to be cut in a poverty situation. 

However, Fulkerson said, the 
commission was very pleased that 
Eastern Kentucky wanted to get in­
volved in the horse industry and would 
do all in its power to aid in that 
pursuit, as long as the project was 
responsible and would not lead to 
fmancial disaster. 

The commission's denial of 1993 
racing dates did not preclude live 
racing at Kentucky Downs at a later 
date, Fulkerson said. He added that 
live racing at the facility could be 
possible in 1993, but certain details 
needed to be worked out frrst 

Ched Jennings, attorney of record 
for Eastern Kentucky Racing, said in 
a later interview Tuesday that if the 
commission really wanted to help, 
they would issue live dates now. 

"We're on second base now," 
Jennings said, "and we can't go to 
third without (the rae ing 
commission's) support and partici­
pation." 

Jennings said that the 
commission's decision to deny live 
racing to Kentucky Downs was purely 
arbitrary and said that the commis­
sion should have judged the Eastern 
Kentucky track on the same basis it 
judged thoroughbred tracks Dueling 
Grounds and Bluegrass Grounds. 

"I really fell we could have walked 
into (the commission's public hear­
ing) with the Taj Mahal project and 
met with the same results," Jennings 
said. 

Jennings said that Smith and 
Fulkerson's explanations on Tues­
day for the denial of live racing to 
Kentucky Downs were diametrically 
opposed to the explanations in the 
September 1 hearing. 

Jennings said that the plans for 
Kentucky Downs were far more de­
tailed than those for thoroughbred · 
tracks which were granted live dates. 

Jennings called for a re-evaluation 
of the commission's decisions con­
cerning both thoroughbred and stan­
dardbred racing dates and added that 
the standards applied in rendering a 
decision should be applied equally to 
both industries.

Ratliff impressive ... 

Tucker shines as BlaCkcats 
roll past Whitesburg 42-18 

It was "The Aaron Tucker Show" 
Friday night at the Prestonsburg 
football field as the Blackcats enter­
tained district rival Whitesburg in 
their first district game of the '92 
season. 

All Tucker did was toss for 161 
yards, scored two touchdowns, passed 
for two more to lead the Blackcats to 
a convincing 42-18 victory. Convinc­
ing in that this is a different 
Prestonsburg team that fell 23-19 at 
Whitesburg last season. 

But Tucker was not without his 
supporting cast. Jason Crisp had his 
biggest game as a Blackcat as he 
hauled in two of Tucker's passes for 
touchdowns. Crisp had a 45-yard 
reception in the frrst quarter and 
grabbed a Thomas Ratliff toss for a 
36-yard score. 

But it doesn't stop there. Ratliff, a 
sophomore, gave indication that next 
year he was ready to step in as the 
Blackcats' regular quarterback. Rat­
liff was on the receiving end of a TD 
pass from Tucker in the first period. 

But there is still more on this team 
that seems to just get better and better 
offensively. Newcomer Marcus 
Araujo nailed six extra points against 
Whitesburg and has not missed an 
extra point attempt this season. 
Penalties don't seem to bother the 
Brazilian native as he continues to 
split the uprights. 

The backfield for the Blackcats 
was the usual threesome, although 
Tucker certainly added to the run­
ning game himself. Hard-nosed run­
ner Dwayne Gana ran through the 
Yellow jackets' defense for 89-yards 
on eight carries. J od y Cornette rushed 
for 66-yards on five attempts. Seth 
Hyden carried the football four times 
for 37 -yards. Tucker carried the foot­
ball five times for 132-yards. 

Crisp had three receptions for 86-
yards. Ratliff caught two passes for 
64-yards. 

It didn't take the Black cats long to 
light up the scoreboard as they elected 
to receive the football at the start of 
the game. With 11 :41left in the frrst 
period, Tucker galloped 61 ~yards for 
the touchdown and Araujo added his 
first extra point to give Prestonsburg 
a 7-0 lead. 

Still in the second period, the 
Blackcats struck again when Tucker 
spotted Ratliff and connected with 
the tight end for a 60-yard touch­
down pass. Araujo did what he does 
best and made it 14-0 at the 8:05 
mark. 

Prestonsburg added all the points 
they eventually would need as Tucker 
hit Crisp with a 36-yard pass in the 
end zone. The extra point by Araujo 
put the Blackcats ahead by three TD' s, 
21-0. 

While the offense for the Black­
cats was driving the Yellowjackets' 
defense wild, Prestonsburg's defense 
was giving up a lot of real estate to the 
Yellow jackets-especially through 
the air. But penalties hurt the local 
team more than anything else and 
two untimely turnovers led to the 
first Whitesburg score in the second 
period. Prestonsburg held Whitesburg 
on a third and seven play, only to 
fumble the punt with the Yellowjack­
ets recovering. 

Again Whitesburg moved the ball 
into Blackcat territory only to have to 
punt the ball away again.

Don't overlook crank baits for shallow water bas~ 
In recent years, the bass pros have 

discovered an entirely new use for 
crankbaits: fishing shallow water. 

Nonnally, crankbaits have been 
used to probe deeper depths, while 
spinnerbaits have been the lure of 
choice for shallow, brush-filled shore­
lines. 

"Not any more," says David 
Wharton, a fanner guide on Lake 
Sam Rayburn in Texas and a member 
of the Johnson Outboards Pro Staff. 
"We fish crankbaits rjght along the 
bank now, and we catch a lot of bass 
with them." 

The reason, says Wharton, is be­
cause bass seem to recognize spin­
nerbaits and stop hitting them. 
Crankbaits offer a new alternative. 

brush without snagging, explains the 
Johnson pro, if care is taken during 
the retrieve. The lures will usually 
float over limbs and other obstacles if 
the retrieve is stopped when contact 
is first made. 

"It also helps to use a crankbait 
with a long bill made for deep div­
ing," continues Wharton, "because 
the bill helps deflect the lure. 

"The best part is that many strikes 
come right after the lure does bounce 
off a limb, too." 

Another advantage crankbaits 
offer, says Wharton, is that they work 
the slightly deeper water away from 
the shoreline. Spinnerbaits remain 
near the surface during the entire re­
trieve, but a crankbait continues to 
dive all the way back to the boat, 
exploring water and cover that spin­
nerbaits seldom touch. 

fishing shallow water." 
Crankbaits can also be used very 

successfully in shallow current, 
Wharton explains, particularly if a 
fast retrieve is used. If you're floating 
down a stream and the current is 
steady, try fishing a shallow diving 
crankbait right along the bank, re­
trieving it as fast as possible. 

"Bass must think the lure is a 
baitfish trying to escape," he says, 
"because they really come out to hit 
it Sometimes you can catch some 
surprisingly big bass that way, too."

"I have followed anglers who were 
fishing spinnerbaits down a shore­
line and not getting any strikes," says 
Wharton, "but I was catching all the 
bass I wanted with a crankbait. The 
bass just had not seen that many 
crankbaits up in the shallow water." 

"It takes a lot of nerve to cast a 
crank bait into brush," says Wharton, 
"and you have to realize you will 
snag on some casts, but overall, 
crankbaits are excellent choices for

Water cla~ity tells where bass will be 
WATER CLARITY TELLS 
WHERE BASS WILL BE 

Anglers always wantto know how 
deep bass are located, but few under­
stand what determines that depth. 

Actually, just looking at the water 
itself - specifically, its clarity -
can tell an angler much about where 
bass will be. 

"Basically, themuddier thewater, 
the more shallow the bass will be,and 
the clearer the water, the deeper the 
bass will be," explains Evinrude 
Outboards Pro Staff angler Mickey 
Bruce of Georgia 

"Bass don't like to be deep in 
muddy water, and you very seldom 
fmd them shallow in clear water. If a 
clear lake suddenly muddies over­
night, the bass will be in shallow 
water the next morning." 

Bruce should know. He learned 
bass flshing in the ultraclear waters 
of Lake Lanier where the bass are 
often found at depths deeper than 40 
feel In the dingy water of the Chat­
tahoochee River that feeds Lanier, 
however, the bass are rarely deeper 
than 10 feet. 

"The reason fishermen usually 
head up a lake, especially in the 
summer months, is to find off-col­
ored water where the bass will be 
more shallow," continues the Evin­
rude pro. "Because bass are shallow, 
you can use fast-moving lures like 
spinnerbaits or crankbaits, and cover 
the water quicker." 

Determining the actual depth bass 
will be using is as easy as dropping a 
white spinnerbait in the water and 
watching it disappear, says Bruce. 
Bass will be at or near the depth at 
which the lure does disappear. 

"If the spinnerbait disappears at 
10 feet, that means light penetration 
actually ends at about 20 feet, since 
the light goes down 10 feet and is 
reflected back up again. You can fish 
between 10 and 20 feet and be in the 
right depth zone," 

What if you're flshing a clear lake 
where you can see the bottom in 30 
feet? Does that mean the bass will be 
between 30 and 60 feet deep? 

"Yes, it can," says Bruce, ~~which 
is another reason fishermen look for 
dingy water. "Fishing for bass at those 

depths is difficult, to say the least. 

Don· t forget, even at 60 feet, bass are 
still going to relate to cover and struc­
ture, too, so you have to flnd those 
things, too. 

"It's usually a lot easier to try to 
fmd dingy water."

RIGHT 

For those fishennen who get car­
ried away with horsepower ratings, 
it'simportanttorememberwhat'son 
the business end of youi motor. Even 
though it's out of sight, and out of 
mind most of the time, the perfonn­
ance of your rig is only as good as 
your prop. 

Acceleration, top-speed, fuel 
economy, handling qualities, riding 
comfort and engine life all are af­
fected by the selection of the right 
prop to match the needs of your fa­
vorite watersport and the operating 
characteristics of your boat and mo­
tor combination. 

Stop by your local OMC dealer. 
Take a look at his display of props, 
and instarit bewildennent can set in.

KDFWRWMAS 

Thirteen wildlife management 
areas (WMAs) owned or managed by 
the Kentucky Department of fish and 
Wildlife Resources (KDFWR) will 
offer early grouse hunting opponuni­
ties beginning October 1. 

These public wildlife areas are all 
located in the eastern third of the state 
where grouse populations currently 
exist. In counties where grouse hunt­
ing is permitted, the season 'will open 
November 24, along with a number 
of other small game seasons such as 
rabbit, quail and forbearer. 

Hunters interested in taking ad­
vantage of early grouse seasons on 
these WMAs should obtain a copy of 
the 1992-93 Hunting and Trapping 
Guide published by the KDFWR 
which lists special season dates and 
rules for each WMA. Hunting guides 
are available where licenses are sold 
and from the KDFWR Information 
Division by calling (502) 564-4336. 

Kentucky is currently conducting 
an ongoing study on grouse popula­
tions by collecting wing and rump 
feathers from harvested birds. Sports­
men interested in participating in this 
study should contact the KDFWR at 
the number above for more infonna­
tion. Those hunters participating by 
sending in wing and tail feathers 
receive a free hunter orange "Co­
operators" cap for their efforts. Wild­
life biologists use the wings to deter­
mine age and other factors that assist 
in managing the species more effec­
tively.

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Computers speed delivery 
of soil test results from UK 

A computer program and delivery 
system have significantly decreased 
the waiting time for county extension 
offices to receive soil test informa­
tion from the University of Kentucky. 

Each office can receive soil test 
results and recommendations directly 
from College of Agriculture labora­
tories on the Lexington campus and 
at the Research and Education Center 
in Princeton. The two soil testing labs 
handle more than 46,000 soil test 
requests from county Extension of­
fices each year. 

"It used to take two to five days to 
get the information to county offices; 
we can do it now in a matter of 
hours," said Vernon Case, soil test­
ing specialist. 

The speedy delivery is made pos­
sible by a computer program devel­
oped by Dan KirlcJand, soil testing 
specialist, and Freddie Higgins, 
computer programmer, at the Re­
search and Education Center. 

"Soil test results go directly from 
the instruments into the computer 
file," Kirkland said." A standard lime 
and fertilizer recommendation report 
is senllo the county office. The report 
is based on the measure of nutrients 
available to a plant during the grow­
ing season, the crop to be grown, and 
its intended use." 

The standard fertilizer and lime 
recommendation is given for agricul­
ture, home, garden and lawn, and 
commercial horticulture. Greenhouse 
production and mine reclamation 
recommendations are not computer­
ized. 

Many agents provide information 
to supplement the standard recom­
mendation, based on soil types, plant­
ing times and weed problems indige­
nous to the area and whether irriga­
tion is used.

"Thecompulerprogram cuts by at 
least a third the time we used to spend 
hand-recording results and looking 
up recommendations," he explained. 

"It's also a time saver for county 
offices because agents do not have to 
look up recommendations. Since our 
electronic mail system delivers the 
information to the county offices, 
there is no mailing delay. Informa­
tion can be in the county the same day 
the test is run," Kirkland said. 

Fall soil tests often are used to 
identify the cause of a problem no­
ticed during the growing season. 
These tests also provide information 
on which to base management deci­
sions prior to planting, such as put­
ting out lime that needs to be down 
three to six months ahead of planting 
time. 

"It's really better to take soil 
samples in the fall than spring," Case 
said. "You can get a better sample 
because it's usually not so muddy. 
And you get the results back so there's 
plenty of time to decide what needs to 
be done before you plant." 

To get the most benefit from soil 
tests, Kirkland said the crop to be 
grown should be identified and 
enough cores should be taken to 
provide one representative sample. 

"If the crop is not identified, the 
county office receives only a report 
of what nutrients are available to 
plants during the growing season; no 
standard recommendation is given," 
he explained. "To get meaningful 
testresults,youneed a representative 
sample of the area. It's best to take at 
least 10 cores and mix them together 
to get a good sample; otherwise you'll 
probably get misleading results."

In some parts of Kentucky, the 
homes I inspect have old stone foun­
dations. While these can be beautiful 
and have character, they also tend to 
leak. Homeowners with old stone 
foundation walls should expect that. 

The best way to deal with this 
leakage is not necessarily by sealing 
the wall but by proper drainage, ei­
ther with a sump pump or drain pipes. 
Make sure the drain path doesn't 
become clogged. 

The key is to remove the water 
quickly, so the lingering dampness 
doesn't damage the wood or rust 
metal. 

If you are buying a home with a 
stone foundation wall, keep valuable 
materials out of the basement.

New law spreads quality assurance to all adult day programs 

Fast-growing "adult day centers" 
mean an option for elderly Ken­
tuckians needing care- and the 
means for families caring for aging 
relatives to have day-to-day peace of 
mind or breaks from constant care. 

Kentucky is now funding 65 adult 
day centers that assure a safe and 
stimulating environment with con­
stant supervision for adults who have 
some degree of physical or mental 
impairmenL Among these are 11 li­
censed adult day health centers for 
more-dependent persons needing 
some medical care. 

As National Adult Day Centa 
Week arrives this month, the state is 
taking steps to assure that all adult 
day care centers for elderly Ken­
tuckians are quality programs, aided 
by a new certification law that took 
effect in July. 

"All of our adult day centers get­
ting state funds already meet quality 
standards, and they will be certified 
shortly," said Sue Tuttle, director of 
the Department for Social Services' 
aging services division. 

"This new law lets us assure that 
all centers, including those operated 
by private organizations or in indi­
vidual homes, met basic standards 
for health and safety and staffing." 

Besides meeting basic standards, 
adult day centers provide stimulating 
activities that are appropriate for 
adults, nutritious meals and snacks, 
and at least one staff person for every 
five clients. 

"We found that nursing home 
placement generally comes not when 
the older person's functioning has 
changed but when the caregiver can 
no longer handle the constant care," 
said Tuttle. 

"Caregivers are real heroes in my 
view," she continued. "When they 
take the responsibility for constant 
care we need to give them all the help 
we can-a break for all or part of a 
day, orongoingpeaceofmindat their 
jobs, knowing their loved ones are 
safe and around other people and 
activities that ease isolation and the 
frustration of no longer being able to 
do or remember things as before." 

The aim is to have such centers 
available throughout the state, Tuttle 
said. "We made enormous strides in 
Kentucky in the past five years espe­
cially, going from 19 state-funded 
adult day centers in 1987 to the cur­
rent 65. Those served 1,331 people 
during the '91-92 flScal year." 

In 1990, the Kentucky legislature 

more than tripled state funding for 
adult day and day health centers and 
in-home Alzheimer's disease respite 
programs to $2.8 million. 

"But the situation with the state's 
revenue means no new money for 
adult centers," Tuttle said. "Existing 
centers and churches and other par­
ties wanting to open centers are hav­
ing to scramble creatively for various 
private and foundation monies, and 
in-kind donations. 

"As the need keeps growing, some 
people already at home with aging 
parents may want to expand into a 
small business to help pay the bills." 

If they serve four or more adults 
unrelated to them, they must now get 
certified by the state. 

Certification regulations are in the 
approval process, Tuttle said. Those 
operating or interested in opening 
adult day centers should contact the 
Division of Aging Services at (502) 
564-6930 for information and tech­
nical assistance.

HOW TO MAKE THAT FIRST 
OFFER WHEN BUYING A 

HOUSE 

by Dorothy Harris 

Offering too much money for a 
house can be both unwise and very 
costly. Conversely, a prospective 
buyer can also make a mistake by 
offering too little. 

That's because an unrealistically 
low offer can sour the whole negotia­
tion process. Sellers, insulted by a 
first offer, will often refuse to con­
sider a counter-offer. Once that hap­
pens, getting things back on track can 
be difficult at best. 

The whole idea - and it's an 
important one - is to start at a level 
that makes sense to all parties and 
makes a win-win outcome possible. 
Finding the right level isn't as com­
plicated as you might think. 

The right first step is to compare 
the asking price with prices actually 
paid for similar homes in the same 
area within the past year. Your agent 
can be a big help in assembling data 
of this kind. An offer that's compa­
rable to the lowest of the recently 
accepted offers may not be eagerly 
snapped up and in fact might not be 
accepted at all. But it's not likely to 
give offense, either. It's probably 
going to provide a starting point from 
which the negotiation process can 
move forward. 

If you fmd it difficult to find clearly 
valid points of comparison-maybe 
no houses really similar to the one 
you want have been sold in the same 
area recently, forexample-itmight 
make sense to get an appraisal before 
making your offer. If you decide to 
do this, get it done quickly. You'd 
hate to have somebody else buy the 
house while you were waiting for 
your appraisal. 

When you're ready to submit your 
offer, be sure to do so in writing and 
with a deposit of "earnest money." 

Offering a formal, signed contract 
isn't even a small problem if you 
have a reputable agent on your team. 
As for deciding how much to offer as 
a deposit, five to ten per cent is usu­
ally considered standard. If you're 
determined to have this particular 
house and are concerned about other 
bidders. however, it's not a bad idea 
to consider a bigger deposit. This is 
so because when sellers get two ideo-

tical offers, they'll usually acceptthe 

one that's backed up with more ear­
nest money. 

If the seller doesn't accept your 
offer, you're entitled to have the 
deposit returned to you - immedi­
ately. Your deposit check should be 
payable to an escrow company, not to 
the seller. You want it to be used to 
secure the sale, not to fmance an 
impulse trip to Paris. 

There are laws to govern what 
happens to your earnest money if the 
seller accepts your offer but you later 
default on the sale. Those laws are 
sometimes complicated, and they 
vary from state to state and according 
to the circumstances. If the default is 
caused by things beyond your control 
- loss of your job, for example -
it's highly likely that you'll get all 
your money back. your agent can nn 
you in on the details.
