Motorists travelling through the 
intersection ofU .S. 23 and Kentucky 
114 can expect at least another two 
weeks of slow moving as the Ken­
tucky Department of Highways rear­
ranges the interchange to allow im­
proved traffic flow. 

Denton Billiter of the Pikeville 
District of the Department of High­
ways said Tuesday that the delay was 

• a necessary result of improving the 
highway system. 

· "We're in that phase where we're 
having to... shift traffic flows to 
complete the project," Billiter said, 
and stressed that drivers should re­
main patient 

Billiter said that highway workers 
should soon have lighted signs in­
stalled to redirect traffic flow and 
hopefully end any confusion. 

The department should have the 
redirection phase of construction 

• completed within the next two to 
three weeks, Billiter said When 
construction is completed, U.S. 23 
will pass over Ky. 114, with exit 
ramps to both the Glynn View Plaza 
and the Prestonsburg Village Shop­
ping Center.

Allen seeks 
to ban sale 
of alcohol

Beer, taxes and commission va­
cancies were the hot topics Monday 
at the Allen City Commission meet-

• ing. 
Commissioner voted to prepare 

an ordinance to ban the sale of alco­
holic beverages inside the city limits 
after several commissioners were 
approached by citizens wanting to 
locate a beer store in the city. 

Mayor Elmer"Fudd"Parsons said 
the city does not have an ordinance 
on the books banning the sale and 
that the only ordinance he could fmd 
relating to the sale of alcohol was in 
1945 which lowered the fee for a 
whiskey license to $200. 

Commissioner Chris Waugh said 
he would investigate the legalities of 
banning the sale of alcohol in the city

Landfill protesters get second chance 
to air contention at public hearing

Tempers and emotions are ex­
pected to once again reach a fever 
pitch this week when officials of 
Kentucky's Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection Cabinet 
conduct the second public hearing 
concerning the approval of a pro­
posed residual landfill to be located 
atlvel. 

Mike Francisco, chief engineer for 
Costain Coal, Incorporated, the 
Pikeville-based company which pro­
posed the landfill, said last week that 
the second hearing will talc~ place to 
assuage complaints by members of 
the Ivel and Big Sandy Citizens 
Against Pollution who feel they were 
not allowed ample time at the last 
hearing. 

The landfill is to contain fly and 
bottom ash produced by the burning 
of coal which Costain will supply to 
anout-of-statecoal-generatingpower 
plant 

Although an official with the En­
vironmental Protection Cabinet has 
said that fly and bottom ash from coal 
incineration are neither toxic nor 
hazardous, they do contain low con­
centrations of heavy metals such as 
lead and arsenic which have raised 
concerns with local residents. 

Opponents of the landfill's con­
struction fear that its proximity to the 
Levisa Fork of the Big Sandy River, 
the main water supply for much of 
Eastern Kentucky, will inevitably lead 
to health hazards and environmental 
disaster and have asked Costain to 
either place the waste back in the 
ground the coal was originally ex­
tracted from or renegotiate the con-

ttact to keep the ash in the state in 
which it is burned. 

Those in favor of the landflll, 
including representatives from 
Costain, Industrial Technologies Cor­
poration and Kentucky's Coal Op­
erators Association, say that such 
facilities are necessary for Kentucky 
to remain competitive with othercoal­
producing states. They have also said 
that putting the waste back in the 
overburden would be potentially more 
hazardous than putting it in one cen­
tral location where it can be moni­
tored and contained safely. 

The application for the proposed 
site has passed the second phase of 
the approval process, the "adminis-

ttative" phase, and is currently in the 
third or "technical" phase of the re­
view prOcess. 

Documents related to the applica­
tion are available for public review at 
the Floyd County Judge/Executive's 
office in Prestonsburg and at the 
Division of Waste Management of­
fice at 14 Reilly Road in Frankfort

The hearing will take place this 
Thursday, Septernber24, at the Allen 
Central High School gymnasium at 7 
p.m. 

Gas rate proposal 
axod by commission

A push to lower g-as rates in the 
city of Wheelwright got the axe 
Thursday night when the commis­
sioner who proposed the cut with­
drew his ordinance. 

Commissioner Lowen Parker, 
who has tried to pass the measure for 
several months, threw in the towel at 
Thursday's meeting saying, ••rve had 
it If you want to be big spenders, 
we'll spend it." 

Parker was referring to discus­
sions that a flfty-cent cut in the gas 
rates would eventually place the util­
ity commission in a fmancial bind. 

Mayor Kenneth Johnson told the 

commission that the utility commis­
sion at one time "was down" to $700 
and that any cut in the rates could 
jeopardize the future of the utility 
commission. 

Parker countered that cut would 
not adversely affect income for the 
utility department and that he was 
trying to pass on savings to the citi­
zens of Wheelwright 

"I've figured out it would cut 
$15,000 annually (in the utility de­
partment)," Parker said "They've got 
$50,000 in a bank account people 
don't know about and they've got a 
savings account people don't know 
about. I'm trying to pass savings on 
to the people."

Police cruiser rammed 
during suspect's arrest 

A Central Kentucky man swerved 
off the road at I vel last week, striking 
a parked Kentucky State Police 
cruiser and injuring himself and two 
others. 

Brian Faust, 29, of Lancaster was 
edriving south on U.S. 23 at Ivellast 

Thursday when his 1984 BMW ran 
off the road and onto the shoulder, 
hittingthepatrolcarofTrooperJames 
Hopkins. The emergency equipment 
on Hopkins' vehicle was activated at 
the time of the accident 

The incident occurred at approxi­
mately 11:16 p.m. 

Hopkins was standing outside the 
vehicle at the time of the accident 
while assisting in the removal of a car 
involved in an earlier hit and run 
accident. 

Faust was rushed to Pikeville 
Methodist Hospital, where he was 

e admitted with a broken leg. He was 
later transported to the University of 

Kentucky Medical Center in Lexing­
ton, where he remains in stable con­
dition. 

A passenger in Hopkins' vehicle, 
a juvenile, suffered minor injuries 
and was treated at Pikeville Method­
ist and released. Hopkins was not in­
jured. 

The Kentucky State Police have 
issued warrants against Faust charg­
ing him with one count of second 
degree assault for the injury of a 
juvenile and two counts of frrst de­
gree wanton endangennent for plac­
ing the wrecker attendant, Tracy 

"Burchett, and Hopkins in danger of 
serious injury by operating a motor 
vehicle in a reckless manner. 

Sergeant Scott Woodard and 
Trooper Scott Hazelette of the Pikev­
ille post of the Kentucky State Police 
are currently investigating the inci­
dent as a vehicular accident involv­
ing a state police vehicle.

Berkhimer advised to resubmit application : 

Tribunal upholds 
firing of principal

A three-member tribunal voted 
Tuesday to uphold the frring of a 
Floyd County principal because he 
falsified his employment application, 
but recommended the principal sub­
mit a valid application to the district 
for future consideration. 

The panel agreed that interim 
Floyd CoWlty school superintendent 
Eldon Smith was justified in ftring 
Wheelwright High School principal 
Lewis "Spike" Berkhimer in July 
because he failed to include on his 
application that he pleaded guilty in 
Ohio to contributing to the unruliness 
of a minor in 1976. 

On his employment application, 
Berkhimer wrote no to the question 
asking if he had been convicted of, or 
pleaded guilty to, any crime other 
than a minor trafftc violation. 

Smith, who fired the principal on 
the recommendation of Education 
Commissioner Thomas Boysen, had 
also charged Berkhimer with alleg­
edly having inappropriate sexual 
contact with a 15-year-old female 
student on two separate occasions at 
the school. 

The sexual contact charge was 
dropped during the hearing on Mon­
daybyCliffLatta,theschoolsystem's 
attorney. Latta said Monday the 
charge was dropped to "expedite" the 
proceedings of the appeal hearing. 

Latta added that he had not wanted to 
proceed with sexual contact charges 
"from the beginning." 

Berlchimer'sattorney,JohnDavid 
Caudill, said the evidence wasn' tthere 
for the school system to pursue the 
sexual abuse charges. 

"I'm not surprised," Caudill said. 
"That was the proper decision by Mr. 
Latta." 

Berlchimer was charged with two 
counts of ftrst degree sexual abuse 
by state police. Those charges were 
dismissed in March by Floyd County 
District Judge Danny Caudill who 
detennined that not enough evidence 
was presented during the preliminary 
hearing to warrant the charges. The 
case was also presented to a Floyd 
County Grand Jury who did not issue 
an indictment. 

Berlchimer testified Monday that 
he omitted the Ohio charge on his 
application on the advice of an Ohio 
superintendent who told him in 1979 
that he had "paid the price" and that 
he didn't need to bring it "out of the 
closet" for the rest of his life. 

Caudill explained Monday that his 
client was sentenced to six months in 
a Cincinnati work house for pleading 
guilty to having an affair with a 17-
year-old student in 1976. 

After Tuesday's decision, Latta 
said he was satisfied with the ruling 
and that it vindicated Smith's ac­
tions.

Trammel says civil 
rights were violated

ACarlD.PerkinsJobCorpscoun­
selor who was cleared last week of 
charges that he ordered an assault on 
a student may have to take legal ac­
tion to get his job back. 

Keith Bartley, the attorney repre­
senting Job Corps counselor Clar­
ence Trammell Jr., released a letter 
Tuesday signed by center director 
Edna Higginbotham which spelled 
out the tenns which trammell must 
accept before returning to work. 

Tenns Bartley called unaccept­
able. 

The letter said if Trammell re­
turned to work he would be subject to 
a probationary period as with any 
new employee; that he would not 
receive any back pay for six months; 
that he would be placed in the posi­
tion of resident advisor; and that he 
would be tenninated if he was in­
volved in "any incident that reflects 
negatively" on himself or the center. 

Charges of criminal solicitation 
and facilitation against Trammell, 52, 
were dismissed last week in Floyd 
County District Court. Trammell was 
accused of organizing an attack on a 
17-year-old student at the center in 
January. He was placed on suspen­
sion after his arrest 

In the proposal, the state agreed to 
conditionally dismiss the charges on 
groWlds it "might be difficult" for the 
state to obtain a conviction and that 
Trammell realized the "risk of a trial 
by jury." 

The conditional dismissal said that 
Trammell's case would not be re­
docketed unless he failed to obey the 
law or was convicted of any criminal 
offense in the next 180 days. 

Trammell called the offer "ludi­
crous" and said it violated his civil 
rights. 

"It violates my civil rights be­
cause it denies me the opportunity to 
go back to work to help the young 
men and women at the center," Tram­
mell said "It also denies my rights to 
my full back pay and my reinstate­
ment as a counselor. I think that is 
wrong." 

Bartley said Trammell intends to 
flle legal action against the center if 
an agreement cannot be worked out 
between the two sides. 

"They are denying Clarence Tram-

mell exactly what the corporation's 
rule and regulations guarantee him," 
Bartley said. •'They are denying him 
full back pay with benefits. Also, this 
is a man who has worked there eight 
years and they want to treat him like 
a new employee. 

"As for the condition of the dis­
missal that he obey the laws of the 
commonwealth, that's a condition to 
live in the state of Kentucky, not a 
condition just for Clarence Tram­
mell," Bartley said. 

A clause in the letter that states

divided 

New district boundary lines were 
drawn in two magisterial districts 
Friday by the Floyd CoWlty Fiscal 
Court, a decision that was almost 
made by the flip of a coin. 

District one magistrate Gerald 
DeRossett and district two squire 
Jackie Edford Owens reached an 
amicable agreement at Friday's court 
meeting after a spirited debate on the 
issue of whether to move two or three 
precincts into Owens' district 

Owens disagreed with placing 
three additional precincts in his dis­
trict saying it would almost double 
the size of territory and it would be 
difficult to "make friends with them 
from now until election." 

DeRossett countered that the re­
districting is to be based on popula­
tion, not the size of the district 

Magistrate Ennil Tackett sug­
gested the two men decide the issue 
by a coin toss since they were unable 
to agree on the issue. 

Judge-executive John M. Stumbo 
endorsed the coin toss decision, but 
magistrate Owens said ••I ain't no 
good at flipping a coin." 

DeRossett finally relented to just 
two precincts being moved to Owens' 
district,JackAllenandMiddleCreek. 

Magistrates Betty Caudill and 
Tackett, who would not make the 
decision, agreed to the move. pro-

Bank Josephine bandit indicted

The man accused of robbing the 
North Lake Drive, Prestonsburg 
branch of the Bank Josephine twice 
in less than two weeks has now been 
formally indicted for those two rob­
beries as well as another in Ashland. 

Jeffrey Mullins, 32, formerly of 
Hi Hat, was captured in the early 
morning hours of Saturday, July 25

Cochran explains 
school safety tips 
that saved his life

Assisting Prestonsburg Fire Mar­
shal Larry Adams this year in his 
annual "Fire Prevention Week" tour 
of Floyd County schools will be a 
Prestonsburg man whose life was 
saved thanks to Fire Prevention Week 
tours in years past. 

Jimmy Cochran, a mechanic for 
the city of Prestonsburg, narrowly 
avoided serious injury or even death 
three years ago when his gasoline 
and diesel-soaked coveralls burst into 
flame while he was huddled near an 
open f~ for warmth. 

Remembering the lessons he had 
learned in elementary school when 
the Prestonsburg Fire Department 
conducted its annual Fire Prevention 
Week lecture, Cochran stopped, 
droppedandrolled,extinguishingthe 
flames. 

Although his coveralls and under­
lying clothing were destroyed, Co­
chran suffered only minor bums on 
the back of his left leg. 

Adams said Tuesday that Cochran 
will accompany him and Freddie the 
Fire Hydrant and other famous cos­
tumed characters for "Freddie and 
Friends for Fire Safety" when they 
tour the county's elementary schools 
between October 4 and October 10, 
National Fire Prevention Week. 
Adams will also visit day care and 
head start facilities in the county. 

Adams said that fires in 1991 
accounted for 4,465 deaths, 29,375 
injuries nationwide and nearly nine 
billion dollars worth of property loss. 
Also in 1991, there were 9,000 fires 
in educational facilities. 

1991 flle statistics for the city of 
Prestonsburg include 24 residential 
flles, 29 business ftres and one arson 
flle, Adams said.

Sheriffs Department. 

Prestonsburg Chief ofPolice Greg 
Hall and Detective Ricky Conn as­
sisted in the investigation which led 
to Mullins' arrest and participated in 
stakeouts at Ashland, which Mullins 
had used in recent years as his base of 
operations. 

Mullins was indicted last Tuesday 
by a grand jury of the United States 
District Court for the Eastern District 
of Kentucky in Lexington. 

Mullins was charged with rob­
bing the North Lake Drive Bank J o­
sephinebranchonJune26andJuly8. 
He was also charged with the July 17 
robbery of the Westwood Branch of 
the First American Bank near Ash­
land. 

Mullins allegedly took $8,600 in 
theJune26heist,$4,069 in the July 8 
robbery and $3,750 in the July 17 
Ashland robbery. 

Mullins is also presently under 
indictment in West Virginia on two 
counts of bank robbery and two fllC­
arm related charges and is being held 
without bond on these charges in 
West Virginia. 

All of the robberies of which 
Mullins is accused are still under

"I feel sad for Mr. Berkhimer and 
I feel glad about the decision for the 
interim superintendent; it was impor­
tant," Laua said. "This will send the 
message that in failing to me an 
accurate employment application this 
type of action can be taken. Under the 
Kentucky Education Reform Act, we 
must take the bitter pills and enforce 
our rules and regulations." 

Berkhimer's attorney said the 
tribunal's ruling would have to be 
evaluated before a decision is made 
whether to appeal the ruling. 

"We will discuss it and attempt to 

determine what decision was made," 
Caudill said. "The tribunal upheld 
the termination, but requested that 
Mr. Berkhimer me a new applica­
tion.

Test of family values 
Congress is about to present President Bush with another medi­

cal-leave and family-leave bill that would provide some relief to 
parents caught between obligations at work and family emergen­
cies at home. 

But in spite of repeated promises to defend America's families, 
Bush has never delivered much more than rhetoric. In 1990, he 
vetoed similar legislation, saying he'd rather not overburden big 
business, and he threatens to veto the new bill as well. 

The most striking thing about the bill is its sheer modesty. It 
would affect only firms with 50 employees or more-5 percent of 
all businesses-- requiring them to grant employees up to 12 weeks 
of unpaid leave for the birth of a child, adoption or the serious 
illness of the employee or the employee's spouse, child or parent. 
Finns would have to continue to provide health insurance and a 
guarantee of job protection to employees on leave. 

While Bush has criticized these provisions as costly for business, 
companies that have voluntarily enacted the measure have found 
that helping workers through family crises creates a more stable 
work force and reduces the expense of hiring and training a new 
employee. 

And though it would offer a strong boost to working parents, the 
bill looks anemic compared to more progressive family-leave laws 
in countries such as Germany, where workers are granted 14 weeks 
leave with full pay. 

The United States is one of the last countries in the industrialized 
world where working mothers and fathers risk losing their jobs 
when family illness or the birth of a child keeps them at home. The 
bill was easily approved by the Senate and by the House, although 
the House margin fell short of the two-thirds vote needed to 
override the anticipated veto. 

Bush's campaign people will undoubtedly complain that the 
timing of the bill is tied to campaign politics-forcing the president 
to confront a politically sensitive issue just before the election. 

That may be true, but it's good policy as well. Two out of three 
American mothers are now a permanent part of the work force; so 
are half the mothers with children under age 1. And 300,000 
workers with serious medical conditions have lost their jobs since 
Bush vetoed the 1990 family-leave legislation, according to a 
Cornell University study. 

Does this administration really care about them? H the concept of 
"family values" is to take on any real meaning, a bill like this is the 
first step.

Solid suppf!rl 
A University of Kentucky survey has found that 

the 1990 Kentucky Education Reform Act still en­
joys a solid base of support among state residents. 

Good. The more Kentuckians who support re­
form, the less urge legislators will have to tinker with 
the law before it has had time to take full effecL 

The random sample of 664 Kentuckians found 
that 54 percent either strongly or somewhat support 
school refqrm. Two-thirds of the respondents said 
they believe KERA will increase student competi­
tiveness in the job market and that school-based 
councils will lead to improved decisions. 

The weakest support was for the primary grade 
mandated by the act. About 40 percent said they 
thought the elimination of grade-level designations 
for children in kjndergarten through third grade 
would result in improved education. 

The weaker support for the primary concept is not 

surprising, since it is perhaps the most dramatic, vis­
ible change mandated by the law. Many parents­
and some teachers-still are not convinced the idea 
will improve instruction. Given a chance, the pri­
mary system will work. It has elsewhere, and it can 
in Kentucky. 

KERA calls for the most dramatic changes that 
have ever occurred in public education in Kentucky. 
There is always a certain amount of fear, uncertainty 
and opposition with such changes. 

But the survey results indicate that a majority of 
Kentuckians recognize the need for improvement in 
our public schools and are willing to give the reforms 
time to work. 

Kentucky is on the right track. Stay the course. -

Now, the truth is rapidly dawning that the coal 
boom of the mid-1970s was the last boom these 
mountains are likely to see. 

Another oil crisis, another war, wouldn't make a 
whole lot of difference today as far as jobs are con­
cerned. So mechanized has mining become that it 
needs little manpower. 

Besides the coal is running ouL From the opening 
of the coalfields and the coming of the railroads, it 
has taken just about 100 years to dig and strip the 
black gold from the mountains ... 

Our fading economic hopes are pinned now on 
tourism and on Interstate 66, the super highway that 
is still 20 or more years away and could yet be 
snatched from Southeastern Kentucky by the Lex­
ington-Frankfort axis, which is greedily eyeing In­
terstate 66. 

There is, of course, the Eastern Kentucky Devel­
opment Corporation, awash in taxpayers's dollars 
and contributions from industrv: but which has yet to 
produce ariy jobs, except those of its own staff. 

And there is one industry, undreamed of as re· 
cently as 10 years ago, that begs to come to Ap­
palachia. 

The mountain states are inundated with applica­
tions to set up landfills, incinerators, nuclear waste 

dqmps and recycling .. fanns" for polluted soil ... 
In the bizarre world of the 1990s, a ton of coal 

sells for$25 while eastern seaboard cities will pay up 
to $100 per ton to have garbage hauled away and 
dumped. 

The waste merchants have so much cash they 
don't even ask the target counties for bond issues or 
tax write-offs. Many of the deal-makers are them­
selves Appalachians; it's reminiscent of old John 
C. C. Mayo with his broad-form deeds-cash today, 
but grief tomorrow. 

Does Appalachia have to become America's trash 
heap, or can its citizens take control of their own en­
vironment and halt the ruthless exploitation of what 
is left of the region's natmal resources? 

We need to hear from someone who has answers.

''The "Slings and Arrows" of 
Presidential Slogans 

President Harry Truman called it 
"ourfour-yearlyspasm."That'sright 
It's presidential election time again. 
And as pan of the ritual, we tune in 
night after night to see and hear the 
latest from candidates George Bush 
and Bill Clinton. Electronic media 
keep us connected to the candidates 
by giving us up-to-the-minute reports 
on where they stand on the issues, as 
well as the most intricate details of 
their lives. 

It wasn't always so easy for 
Americans to get a feel for their presi­
dential candidates. Before radio and 
television broughtcandidatesintoour 
homes, Americans formed their opin­
ions in a more rudimentary fashion­
often based on slogans or catch 
phrases. A candidate's entire cam­
paign could rise or fall on a catchy 
saying emblazoned on a banner or 
button, or chanted by citizens who 
wanted to make their views known in 
a readily understandable fonn. 

According to political columnist 
WiUiam Satire, "good slogans have 
rhyme, rhythm, or alliteration to make 
them memorable; great slogans may 
have none of these, but touch a chord 
of memory, release pent-up hatreds, 
or stir men' s better natures." In his 
"Political Dictionary," Saftre made 
note of many themes that recur in 
slogans, including ones that are prom­
issory ($20 a Day and Roast Beet); 
warnings (Coolidge or Chaos); a call 
for change (Had Enough?); and chal­
lenging (Fifty-Four Forty or Fight). 

While perhaps not the most 
memorable slogan, one of the earliest 
recorded campaign slogans appeart>.d 
in the 1828 presidential campaign of 
Andrew Jackson. "The gallant & 
successful defenderofNewOrleans" 
referred to Jackson's heroism in the 
War of 1812, and it painted a reassur­
ing picture of strength and courage 
for voters. 

Slogans that touch on our greatest 
fears can be particularly powerful 
tools during an election. In 1916, the 
slogan "He kept us out of war" helped 

propel Woodrow Wilson to a second 
presidential term. While Americans 
anxious to avoid war took stock in 
Wilson's slogan, that faith did not 
keep us isolated from the conflict in 
Europe. Five months after the elec­
tion, America entered World War I. 

And Franklin D. Roosevelt's 1932 

campaign slogan underscored 
America's economic insecurity by 
reminding voters that he was not at 
the helm when the Great Depression 
started in 1929-"'n Hoover we 
trusted, now we are busted." 

What makes slogans so popular'? 
According to Thomas A. Bailey, one 
of the foremost experts on campaign 
slogans and author of the book 
"Voices of America," slogans are 
"about the only medium through 
which large numbers of ordinary citi­
zens can express their views person:. 
ally and repeatedly f<r or against 
given candidates or propositions." 

Others are not so charitable about 
the popularity of those often catchy 
phrases. "Voices of America" quotes 
several wits on the subject One 
anonymous observerofslogans-and 
human nature-declared that slogans 
are "the good old American substi­
tute for the facts." Wendell Willkie, 
the Republican challenger to FOR in 
the 1940 presidential campaign, 
remarked that"agood catchword can 
obscure analysis for ftfty years." And 
British philosopher Bertrand Russell 
offered this explanation: "Most 
tY-..ople would rather die than think. In 
fact, some do." 

Whatever the reason, slogans are 
pan of American culture and heri­
tage. They help us remember historic 
events that have shaped our country's 
past Although it's too early to tell if 
any of the slogans from the upcom­
ing election will pass the test of time, 
we have put some of our favorites 
from past elections into an election 
year trivia quiz. How well do you 
remember'?

Weight Loss

Researchers 

WASHINGTON -A nutri­
tion organization was hopeful 
that a nutritionally complete "hi­
tech" food tablet would help 
erase world hunger problems, 
until a study revealed that one of 
the ingredients could cause sig­
nificant weight loss. 

Although other studies and 
scientists may not agree, re­
searchers in Europe found that 
the ingredient, a natural plant 
colloid, actually caused people 
to lose weight, even though 
specifically instructed not to alter 
nonnal eating patterns, accord­
ing to one study published in the 
prestigiousBritishJ ournal of Nu­
trition. Researchers in an earlier 
study had speculated that the 
weight loss was due to a de­
crease in the intestinal absorp­
tion of calories. 

While the project of National 
Dietary Research, aptly named 
Food Source One, would not be 
used to successfully fulfill its 
original goal, the fonnula which 
has since been improved with 
other natural colloids has been a 
windfall for some overweight 
people. A Metairie, Louisiana 
nurse lost 71 pounds. She stated

"It's not right for a few to pay and 
for others to get out of it," Hall said. 
"I don't see how they're getting out 
of paying." 

Mayor Parsons said there was no 
one in the city designated to collect 
the city's delinquent taxes and the 
city couldn't afford to hire a tax col­
lector. 

Citizen Gary Elliott asked why 
the names of delinquent taxpayers 
couldn't be published and property 
sold as is done with delinquent tax­
payers in the county. Elliott said other 
cities hire tax collectors to handle 
delinquent tax accounts. 

"Where's ours (tax collector)?" 
Hall asked. 

"He's dead," Porter told Hall. 

Commissioner Waugh suggested 
the commission follow through on 
hiring a city attorney and get the 
attorney's advice on how to handle 
delinquent tax accounts. 

Commissioners and citizens also 
debated the effectiveness of the city's 
water commission. 

Commissioner Hall asked how 
people were on the water commis­
sion and why no one was at the 
commission meeting to answer any 
questions that might arise about the 
water system. 

City clerk Parson responded that 
only two seats out of five were filled 
on the commission and that they have 
not had a meeting in "several years." 

MayorParsonssaidR.D. Marshall 
and Delano May were the two per­
sons on the commission and that May 
told him that he "didn't feel like he 
was off the commission, but that he 
had not been interested in it for the 
last several years."

An often overlooked success story 

of the Medicare program is the cov­
erage that it provides for people with 
kidney disease. Before Medicare, 
permanent kidney failure requiring 
dialysis or a kidney transplant was 
generally fatal to people who could 
not afford the expensive treatment. 
Today, some 9 out of 10 workers 
have this protection under Social 
Security. 

It was the availability of treatment 
beyond the reach of most Americans 
that resulted in the passage of the law 
in 1972. Since then, the number of 
treatment centers providing kidney 
dialysis has mushroomed. And kid­
ney transplants are generally limited 
only by the availability of organ 
donors.

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Johns Creek rolls 52-6, hands Allen 
Central fourteenth consecutive loss

The Johns Creek Bearcats and the 
Allen Central Rebels both went into 
Friday nights contest with 0-3 rec­
ords. The Rebels, in front of their 
home crowd, were trying to end a 
dreadful thirteen game losing streak. 

"The fmal score does not always 
relate to how you play," Allen 
Central's head coach Dewey Jamer­
son said before the game. "As long as 
they play to their ability, that's all I 
can ask." 

Allen Central received the open­
ing kick only to go four plays losing 
eight yards. This would set up a 
punting situation for the Rebels. The 
Allen Central punt was a line drive 
and the catch was never handled as 
the Rebels fell on it at the 45-yard 
line. 

On this series of plays, Allen 
Central's offense picked up a first 
down and seemed to be making a 
threat, until a fourth and five play 
came up and Coach Jamerson elected 
to go for it on Johns Creek's 25-yard 
line. The pass from Brad Blackman 
to Shawn Stumbo fell incomplete, 
but there was a flag on the play. The 
call was offensive pass interference 
against Allen Central. It was de­
clined and the Bearcats took over on 
the Rebels 25-yard line. After two 
plays, picking up 7 yards, Hamilton 
Harris connected with Jason Taylor 
on a 77-yard touchdown pass which 
put the Bearcats up 6-0. The two­
pointconversion was run in by James 
Coleman to make it8-0 with 5:22left 
in the first quarter. 

After the kickoff, on the first play 
from scrimmage, David Gilliam was 
hit and fumbled the ball only to have 
Johns Creek recover it on their own 
32-yard line. But two plays later, the 
Bearcats would repay the favor when 
Coleman fumbled and the Rebels 
recovefed on their own 1 0-yard line. 
Threeplayslater,JohnsCreeksacked 
Blackman in the end woe for a safety 
to make the score 10-0, with 3:25 left 
in the first stanza. 

Allen Central kicked an onside 
kick that was unsuccessful and gave 
the Bearcats good field position from 
the Rebels 33-yard line. It seemed as 
though theBearcats would be stopped 
on four straight plays until on fourth 
and eleven, Harris' pass to Taylor 
was incomplete and a crucial defen-

sive pass interference call was made 
against Allen Central. That gave 
Johns Creek a first down from the 
Rebels 24-yard line. 

A holding penalty moved it back 
10 yards but the only thing this 10 
yards meant wast 0 more yards added 
to Harris' stats as he connected with 
Shawn Thacker for a 34-yard touch­
down pass to extend the lead to 16-0 
with only 1:06left in the flfStquarter. 
The try for the two-point conversion 
was no good and, after the first quar­
ter, the score was 16-0. Allen Central 
kept the ball most of the second 
quarter, following a recovered 
fumbled reception of a punt. The 
Rebel offense turned on, moved it 
down to the 4-yard line making a 
flfSt-and-goal. Two plays later, Pat­
ton carried the ball 2 yards for the 
Rebels first score of the game. A try 
for the two-point conversion was no 
good and with 6:30 left in the second 
quarter the score was 16-6. 

The score would stay this way 
until, with 17 seconds left in the flfSt 
half, Allen Central's punter mis­
handled the snap and he fell on it on 
their own 19-yard line. Five plays 
later, Harris kept the ball and ran in 
from 13 yards out. The two-point 
conversion was good and the halftime 
score was 24-6. 

Johns Creek took their opening 
drive of the second half the distance 
when Harris hit Taylor again for a 30-
yard touchdown with 1 0:32left in the 
third quarter. The two-point conver­
sion was good as Coleman ran it in to 
make the score 32-6. 

The Rebels could not get anything 
going on offense and had to hand 
over the ball on downs. It only took 
Harris two plays before he found 
Freddie Varney for a 21-yard touch­
down pass with 6:54 left in the third 
quarter. After an offsides call on the 
Bearcats, Harris found Thacker in 
the end zone for the two-point con­
version to make the score 40-6. The 
Rebels still could not get anything 
generated on offense and they had to 
turned it over on downs. 

After Harris completed a couple 
more passes, Kemie Weddington ran 
it in from 9 yards out only to be called 
back for holding. But Johns Creek 
did not worry. They had Harris at the 
helm but never fear, because three 
plays later he hit Kevin Pugh for a 9-
yard touchdown pass with 2:291eft in 
the third quarter. Harris was sacked 

on the try for two which kept the 
score at 46-6 at the end of three quar­
ters. 

In the fourth quarter, Allen Cen­
tral picked up three flfSt downs only 
to be stopped on fourth-and-nine. 
Johns Creek took over on their own 
25-yard line. Harris made his ftrst 
and only mistake of the game as he 
threw an interception right into the 
hands of Allen Central's safety. 

The Rebel offense was shutdown 
on four straight plays and they gave 
the Bearcats the ball on their own 38-
yard line. Harris set up his final 
touchdown pass on a 27-yarder to 
Taylor and a 31-yarder to Thacker 
that took: them to the 4-yard line of 
Allen Central. Two plays later, Har­
ris threw a 2-yard touchdown pass to 
Taylor, with 2:05 remaining in the 
game. The try for two was no good 
and the fmaJ score was 52-6. 

"We worked on offense all week," 
coach Jim LambofJohns Creek: said. 
"We did not work on any defense." 

Shawn Thacker was the leading 
rusher for the Bearcats as he rushed 5 
times for 32 yards. Freddie Varney 
had 18 yards on 4 carries. 

Allen Central's leading rusher was 
James Osborne as he tossed in 41 
yards on 10 carries. David Gilliam 
ran 13 times for 39 yards.

The City by the Bay 
I would be doing an injustice 

not to devote a column to San 
Francisco. Before I spent time 
here, I thought like most people I 
know. San Francisco to me was 
earthquakes, the Golden Gate 
Bridge, Joe Montana, and gays. 
True, all the above are here, but 
it's not fair to leave the city at that. 

First, San Francisco is not just 
an outgrowth ofLos Angeles. Most 
Easterners (myself once included) 
lump everything out here together 
into "California." Northern Cali­
fornia is practically a different 
state. It's sure a heck of a lot 
colder! L.A. and San Francisco 
provide the perfect contrast. 

L.A. is a huge urban sprawl 
laid out around a bunch of free­
ways. People in L.A. exist at the 
highways' allowance-careening 
headlong from one building to 
another.Everything'spumpedup, 
sped up, and even blown up in 
some cases. People there have to 
be laid back-they'd go nuts oth­
erwise. 

San Francisco is really a city. 
Neighborhoods forced the roads 
to cope, instead of the other way 
around. I guess that's why there 
are creations like the ridiculously 
twisty Lombard Street Lombard 
makes the road to Wheelwright 
seem straight Also, any movie 
about San Francisco has a central 
car chase scene down a huge hill. 
That's Hyde Street with its 30 
percent grade. Checkout "Bullitt" 
with Steve McQueen to see what 
I'm talking about 

There are all sorts of sights to 
be seen-Chinatown, the Golden · 
Gate and Bay Bridges (traffic on 
the Bay Bridge actually inspired 
the trench scene in Star Wars), 
Alcatraz, Fisherman's Wharf and ~ 
so on, but San Francisco is truly a 
city of people-a mix of cultures 
and lifestyles in a place that hasn't 
overgrown itself like Southern 
Califomia. 

One of the most amazing as­
pects of San Francisco appears 
when walking the few blocks from 
neighborhood to neighborhood 
and being in places with radically 
different"flavors."Mycousin Dan 
designed a walking tour around 
the area for me. I didn't know if I 
liked the idea of walking around 
an unfamiliar city by myself, but 
the experience wasoneofthemost 
interesting on this trip by far. 

My cousin lives in the Mission 
district-named for the Mission 
Dolores, founded by Spanish friars 
in 1776. The mission itself is San 
Francisco's oldest historical land­
mark. It even withstood both earth­
quakes this century. The district is 
predominantly Hispanic, espe­
c~y Salvadoran, with Tacqerias 
dotting the streets. They have the 
best burritos I've ever eaten. The 
area's also home to many intellec­
tuals-mostly from area universi­
ties like Berkeley. Most of them, 
including my cousin, are very 
socially active. (My cousin's going 
to Paris on a fellowship. I'll take 
this line to congratulate him.) 

I went to my first cafe (or cof­
feehouse, if you prefer) in the 
Mission. I had a cup of cappucino 
and watched old men working their 
crosswords, people my age dressed 
in a variety of styles drinking 
coffee, debating the issues of the 
day, writing,reading, or justhang­
ing out. The cafe scene is all over 
San Francisco-some neighbor­
hoods have two and three to the 
block and almost all have a steady 
clientele. 

North of the Mission is the 
Upper and Lower Haight. The 
Lower Haight is the speed metal 
or "body piercing" district If the 
skateboarders that used to hang 
out in the Prestonsburg Municipal 
Parking Lot disturbed you, don't 
even think of going to Lower 
Haight. I saw people with their 
eyebrows pierced. One gentleman 
I talked with had hair like a Rocket 
Pop-you know, rings of blue, 
then red, then purple, then yellow. 
He had fourteen earrings (I 
counted), two noserings, and sev­
eral tattoos. He was very friendly. 
He gave me directions when I got 
a little lost. 

The Upper Haight, also known 
asHaight-Ashbury, was the cradle

A friend of mine passed along a 
book a while back called American 
Eccentrics by Carl Sifakis. The cover 
proclaimed that it contained "140 of 
the greatest human interest stories 
ever told."

Theflrst was about a fellow named 
John Symmes, who in 1818 peti­
tioned the Congress of the United 
States to help fund an expedition. 
Now this in itself is not all that un­
usual, except this particular one was 
to begin by digging a hole from Si­
bera to the center of the earth, where 
Symmes expected to fmd a warm and 
rich land filled with vegetables and 
animals ... if not humans. 

As would be expected, Symmes' 
theory that the earth was really noth­
ing more than hollow concentric 
spheres, gained little interest and after 

a few years of his touring the country 
(and the world) seeking. support, his 
theory was eventually dropped and 
forgotten. 

However, his appeals did not fall 
entirely on deaf ears and one of his 
staunch supporters, his prime advo­
cate in Congress, was one Richard 
M. Johnson, a Kentucky congress­
man who would later serve as vice 
president under Martin Van Buren.

president. So, the old Indian fighter 
ran for office on his own, as an Inde­
pendent. 

While Harrison's familiar slogan, 
"Tippecanoe and Tyler Too" rang 
throughout the land, Johnson, who 
claimed to have personally killed the 
famous Indian chief Tecumseh in 
1813 at the Battle of the Thames, 
countered with a slogan of his own: 
"Rumpsey dumpsey, Rumpsey 
dumpsey, Colonel Johnson killed 
Tucumsey". 

The rest is history. Van Buren lost 
and so did Johnson. 

Johnson was not forgotten in 
Kentucky, though, and in 1841 ,was 
elected to Congress again. 

Folks around here will likely never 
forget him, either. This is the same 
Richard M. Johnson from whom 
Johnson County, Kentucky got its 
name. 

And now you know ... the rest of 
the story.

of the Beat and Flower Power 
movements. This is where the 
"Swnmer of Love" and the "Be­
ins" of the 60's were held. Jack 
Kerouac and Allen Ginsberg used 
to write and read their poetry in 
the cafes there. Charles Manson 
and the Reverend Jim Jones began 
their infamous careers in the Upper 
Haight Now, the district has been 
commercialized. The Upper 
Haight is a melting pot of people, 
ranging from Deadheads to punks 
to hippies to yuppies. 

Duboce, slightly south, is an 
upscale neighborhood with some 
beautiful turn-of-the-century 
houses built after the 19~ earth­
quake. I stopped at Duboce Park 
and split a couple of games of one­
on-one basketball with a deaf man 
named Larry. Talking trash wasn't 
very effective. 

And then there's the Castro. I 
had mixed feelings going into the 
Castro. You see, the Castro is San 
Francisco's most venerable gay 
neighborhood. I admit, I was a bit 
apprehensive. What I found there 
really surprised me. Many people 
talk about gay neighborhoods like 
they're seedy places with people 
committing unspeakable acts in 
the streets. The Castro was one of 
the cleanest, most upbeat sections 
of a large city that I'd ever seen. 
The only difference from other 
places was that the couples walk­
ing around, eating lunch and shop­
ping were same sex couples. 

No one in the Castro accosted 
me or tried to pick me up. I was 
just another person walking 
around It's been said that the most 
remarkable thing about Gay San 
Francisco is thatStraightSanFran­
cisco doesn't say anything about 
its existence. The Castro and other 
predominantly gay neighborhoods 
exist peacefully side by side with 
"straight" neighborhoods. The 
neighborhood is very clean and 
has the lowest crime rate in the 
city. Because of this, many straight 
people live there and there are no 
problems. 

Even with all I saw, I only got 
to part of the city. San Francisco is 
a people watcher's paradise. No 
matter how a person looks or acts, 
no one bats an eye here. This city 
may well be one of the most toler­
antin the U.S. It's a lotoffun and 
a necessary stop on any cross­
country road trip. 

My time in California's just 
aboutover.I'mgoingtoheadnorth 
from here through the wine coun­
try and up to Portland and Seattle 
before making the big right turn 
and heading toward the Atlantic 
again. Until next time, Save The 
Giants!

FLOWERING BULBS: A FLASH 
OF NATURAL COLOR 

Traditionally considered a time 
for raking leaves, carving pumpkins, 
hay rides, and football games, au­
tumn is also the best time for planting 
flowering bulbs. Planted during fall 
in flower beds, rock gardens, along a 
hedge or fence, or in the lawn, bulbs 
are a great way to add a splash of 
color to any landscape. 

Easy to plant and cultivate, bulb 
blossoms will thrive next spring if 
they are given a hospitable growing 
environment and are properly 
groomed this fall for winter dor­
mancy. Bulbs should also be pro­
tected from foraging animals by 
soaking them in a repellent, such as 
Ro-Pel Animal, Rodent and Bird

Chiondoxa - Commonly known 
as "Glory-of-the-Snow," this early 
spring flower blooms in loose clus­
ters of white, blue or pink, and can 
vary from three to 10 inches in height 
This bulb type is an ideal plant for 
borders and rock gardens. 

PLANTING TIPS 
Whether they are planted indi­

vidually or in groups, spring-flower­
ing bulbs will thrive and flourish if 
you follow these few simple planting 
procedures: 

ing bulbs flourish best in light, well­
drained soil. Where necessary, con­
dition soil with fertilizer as required. 

Plant at Proper Depth-Using a 
bulb planterortrowel to dig l.he holes, 
the general rule of thumb is to plant 
bulbs to a depth of three times their 
overall height. With the soil removed 
to the required depth, lightly press 
bulbs into place bottom side down 
(the flat side is the bottom), return the 
soil, and water thoroughly. 

Remember, if bulbs are planted 
too shallow the freezing and thawing 
of surrounding soil may interrupt their 
dormant phase; permanently damag­
ing root systems and limiting your 
chance of bright. healthy blossoms. 

Protect Against PcsL~t-Bulbs are 
a tasty treat for many hungry crea­
tures, such as mice, moles, squirrels 
and chipmunks.

Charlie was a coal miner until 
1941 when he was drafted into the 
U.S. Army to serve in World War II. 
He spent 27 months overseas during 
the war. While overseas, he worked 
with an engineering corp that built 
bridges. 

He was discharged from the army 
in 1945 and returned to Pike County. 
There, he met and later married Edna 
Adkins. That union began in 1946 
and continued until Edna's death in 
1987. Also in 1946, the Aliens moved 
to Wheelwright where Charlie started 
work for Inland Steel (which later 
became Island Creek Coal). In 1951, 
the Aliens moved to Price, along with 
their daughter, Glenda. Later, they 
had another daughter, Brenda. 

Allen kept working for Island 
Creek until one day in '66. This is 
when tragedy struck. A huge rock fell 
on Charlie and crushed his backbone. 
For two months, he was in Lexing­
ton. During this time, he was para­
lyzed from the waist down. In time, 
the paralysis went away, but doctors 
said Charlie would never walk again. 
Despite that fact, he was very deter­
mined and learned to walk again. "I 
guess the good man up above was 
looking down on me," remarked 
Allen. 

Since that time, Charlie hasn't been 
able to work in the mines again. 
However, he's found many things to

SOLVING mE MYSTERY 
OF THE CEREAL BOX 

Half asleep you read the cereal 
box label. You might as well be read­
ing Greek, since the meaning of the 
words is not familiar to you. Gram of 
fat. What does it mean? 

"A gram is a metric measurement 
used in nutrition labeling, but its 
meaning to most folks is distant. A 
gram is about equal to the weight of 
an average paper clip. So when you 
readanutritionlabelsayinghowmany 
grams of a particular nutrient the 
serving provides, picture paperclips," 
saidJanetKurzynske, Extension food 
and nutrition specialist with the Uni­
versity ofKentuckyCollegeof Agri­
culture. 

A gram of pure fat, or one paper 
clip of fat, is equal to about nine 
calories. A paper clip, or gram, of 
pure protein or pure carbohydrate, 
equalsaboutfourcalories,Kurzynske 
said. 

A nickel is about five grams in 
weight. A piece of pure fat weighing 
about the same as a nickel, then is 
about 45 calories. That same weight 
of protein or carbohydrate would 
provide only 20 calories. 

"Those little ribbons of fat add up 
to a lot of calories quickly," she said. 

A pound is equal to 453.6 grams; 
thus, a pound of pure fat contains 
almost 4,100 calories, she said. 

A kilogram is one thousand 
grams-Qr about the weight of a 1,000 
paper clips. A person who weighs 
154 pounds also weighs 70 kilograms, 
or about 70,000 paper clips. 

Ounces are tricky measurements, 
too, Kurzynske said, because an ounce 
can mean either a measure of weight 
or a measure of volume. 

"We all know that 16 ounces 
equals one pound. But that applies 
only to weight- not volume. Sixteen 
volume or fluid ounces can weigh 
more than a pound or less than a 
pound," she said. 

A fluid ounce refers to the volume 
a particular item takes up when you 
put it in a container. 

For example, she said, two table­
spoons are equal to one fluid ounce, 
regardless of the product being meas­
w-ed. A fluid ounce refers only to the 
amount of space a product takes up. 

"Because the term ounce is used 
to refer to two different measure-

ments, we sometimes need to make 
conversions from one to another. Such 
conversion tables are often found in 
the backs of cookbooks," Kurzynske 
said.

As soon as prospective employers 
fmd out that I've been the boss for 20 
years, it's, "Don't call me, I'll call 
you." What is wrong with being self­
employed? I have proven that I have 
entrepreneurial experience to make 
things work. I've worked 20 hours a 
day. 

Well, I've reached a point where I 
don't want to retire, but I don't want 
to work 20 hours a day. But I'm sure 
prepared to work 40 hours a week 
and work hard at it How do I con­
vince prospective employers that I'm 
a good bet?-V .B., Carson City, Nev.

DEAR V.B.: Youareinthetough­
est category of prospective employ­
ees. Like you, I've been self-em­
ployed my entire adult life, the radio 
experience being the only exception. 

Like you, I've enjoyed a tad Df 
success. But as a practical proposi­
tion, I would look very, very closely 
at someone whose entire background 
was "self -employed." The problem 
is you've made the decisions, you've 
called the shots, and you've been the 
boss. People who have done that for 
two decades frequently aren't the best 
of employees. 

Your best shot would probably be 
some type of independent contractor 
status, perhaps in sales. Here, you 
would be paid exactly what you're 
worth- no more, no less. You will 
have a degree of independence and 
the employer doesn't have to gamble 
that you '11 be the maverick in the 
crowd. I know it sounds crazy, but 
success as a self-employed individ­
ual is ordinarily held against you in 
the employee marketplace.

I'm only 43 and can't 
bear the thought of sitting here for the 
next 20 years going nowhere. 

On the other side of that, I've got 
a mortgage, car payments, and a wife 
and kids. Given that, would you 
consider taking a job with a company 
that's field for bankruptcy?-F.V., 
Boise, Idaho 

DEARF.V.:Filingforbankruptcy 
protection is not laying down and 
playing dead. The company is say­
ing, ''We have life, we have vitality, 
but if our assets are attacked, there's 
no way we're going to fight our way 
back in the marketplace." 

Youremindmeofthosefolkswho 
won't buy a ticket on an airline that 
has filed for Chapter 11-nonsense. 
It's a self-fulfilling prophecy. If you 
fail to patronize those companies that 
have filed for protection, you most 
certainly will force them deeper into 
trouble. 

That isn't to say you ought to 
throw caution to the wind. Take a 
look at the company, see why they 
went into Chapter 11, and in your 
bestjudgment(afterfmdingthefacts), 
what are the odds of them coming out 
of Chapter 11 reasonably intact, and 
will your job survive that reorganiza­
tion? 

If everything's an affumative, I 
would have no problem whatever 
going to work for that company. 

Parenthetically, this column is 
being dictated at 30,000 feet with an 
airline that is currently being pro­
!ectedbyChapter 11. I certainly have 
no reservation about flying with the 
airline, buying tickets in advance and 
patronizing them.

Q.- My husband has been rated 
100 percent for a service-connected 
disability and has been receiving 
compensation for 15 years. If he dies 
from other than service-connected 
causes, will I be entitled to Depend­
ency and Indemnity Compensation 
(DIC)? 

A.- The widow of a veteran who 
had a 100 percent service-connected 
disability for at least ten years imme­
diately prior to his death is entitled to 
DIC benefits, regardless of the cause 
of death, provided that they were 
married one or more years or that a 
child was born of the marriage. If the 
100-percent rating is not in effect at 
the time of the veteran's death, eligi­
bility is not established.

Mining deaths decline 
in first quarter of 1992 

The number of workplace deaths 
in the nation's mining industry de­
creased slightly during the first three 
months of 1992, compared to the 
same period last year, the Labor 
Department' sMine Safety and Health 
Administration (MSHA) said. 

The rater of fatal coal mining inju­
ries per total hours of work during the 
frrst quarter of this year also de­
creased. while the fatality rate in the 
metal and nonmetal (non-coal) min­
ing industry remained the same as 
that for the same period in 1991. 

Rates of non-fatal injuries that 
resulted in lost worktime in the frrst 
quarter decreased in both coal and 
metal and nonmetal mining compared 
to the same period last year. 

The rate of fatal injuries in coal 
mining was .04 injuries per 200,000 
employee work-hours during the frrst 
quarter of 1992, compared to .05 for 
thefirstquarterof1991 and.04 for all 
of last year. Fifteen miners were killed 
on the job through March of this year 
compared to 17 during the same pe­
riod of 1991, 62 for all of last year, 
and 22 for the frrst quarter of 1990. 

The rate of non-fatal coal mining 
injuries involving lost worktiJp.e 
during the frrst quarter of 1992 was 
7.01 injuries per 200,000 employee­
hours down from 7.10 in the same 
period of 1991. The rate for all types 
of injuries in coal mining was 9.22 
per 200,000 work-hours, compared 
to 9.09 for the same period of 1991.

The Who, What, Where, How 
and Why of Label Reading 

As the back-to-school 
and holiday shopping sea­
sons approach, be sure to 
pay special attention to the 
labe ls on the garments. 
Sometimes overlooked and 
usually under-appreciated, a 
garment's label contains the 
most important information 
you need to know about the 
item you are about to pur­
chase.

What: By disclosing the 
fiber content, this portion of 
the label reveals the type of 
care the garment will 
require and how well it will 
wear. Each fiber has its own 
attributes. For example, 
wool is known for its 
warmth, and acrylic for 
superior shape retention and 
color fastness . 

Where: The country of 
origin may also reflect the 
quality of the garment since 
quality controls vary 
from country to country . 
Garments manufactured in 
the U.S. adhere to accurate 
sizing and quality -control.

How: Care instructions 
appear on a ll garments, 
usually on the reverse side 
of the label. By knowing 
how to care for a particular 
item, one can assess hidden 
costs. A ''Dry C leaning 
Only" tag indicates that the 
garment will end up being 
a lot more expensive than 
the initial price. Unlike 
natural fibers, man-made 
fibers s uch as acrylic 
require no dry cleaning and 
are easier to care for. 

Why: Why should you 
read the label? So you can 
be assured that what you 
buy not only is fashionable, 
but also high quality. Label 
info1mation enables you to 
choose styl ish garments 
made from fibers·, such as 
acrylic, that offer added 
performance value.
