
New road 
is getting 
old fast for 
merchants

Although motorists may be suf­
fering from a loss of composure while 
waiting in the bottleneck caused by 
consbUction at the intersectionofU.S. 
23 and KY 114, the businesses in the 
Prestonsburg Village Shopping Cen­
ter are suffering from a loss of cus-· 
tomers and a loss of money. 

Long lines and short tempers are 
causing patrons to stay away from 
~ shopping center in droves, heap­
ing hardship on the retailers in the 
center. 

' .. Conservatively- very conser­
vatively-business is probably down 
60 percent," the manager of the Disc 
'N' Oat music store said Monday. 
"(Last) Friday, it took 30 to 40 min­
utes for people to get back out of the 
shopping center .... A lot of people 
said they would not becoming back." 

"It's killing us," Anita Lafferty, 
manager of Behr' s department store, 
said Monday. 

Lafferty said that many of the 
store • s regular customers had decided 

go to stores in PaintsviUe and 
· eville to do their shopping. Pat 

Sexton, Behr's assistant manager, 
said that she had seen traffic backed 
all around the parking lot and down 
the hill trying to gain access to U.S. 
23. Customers may come into the 
plaza once, Sexton said, but they have 
no desire to repeat the experience. 

Teresia Joseph, manager of the 
Artley Shop department store said 
that business had bee <lown at least 
49 percent and that the store had 
begun closing an hour earlier every 
daytohelpcompensateforthelossof 
~les. 

Business down, 
may get worse 

Heilig-Myers manager Bob An­
derson said Monday that business 
was down at least ten percent, but 
expressed concern that the situation 
may worsen since the bulk of the 
store's business is conducted during 
the frrst ten days of the month. An-
erson said he only lives three miles 

... rom the store but since construction 
on the intersection began it takes him 
at least 30 minutes to get to work 
every day. 

However, Anderson said, you have 
to put up with a little inconvenience 
for progress. Anderson said he felt 
that the construction workers and 
highway officials had arranged the 
best conditions they possibly could 
in order to get the job done.

Employees are 
paying, too 

· Tom Hutchison, co-owner of the 
McDonald's Restaurant franchise at 
Prestonsburg Village, said Wednes­
day that although the store has lost a 
great deal of business, his main con­
cern was for the employees. people 
with families, who are losing wad­
hours and wages. Last week alone, 
Hutchison said, his employees lost 
over 1,000 man-hours. 

Merchants in · the Glynn View 
Plaza. located on Ky.114,aresuffer­
ing similar problems, Hutchison said. 
Food City, Rite-Aid and all the other 
stnres in the plaza have lost a tremen-

us amount of business simply be­
cause potential customers don't want 
to fight the traffic. 

In order to help his crew, 
Hutchison said, he and his brother/ 
business partner Bob Hutchison had 
shifted as many employees as pos­
sible to their franchises in PaintsviUe 
and Pikeville. 

Hutchison said that although he 
was happy the new road was going in 
and was in no way opposed to prog­
ress, he felt that the plaza merchants' 
needs were not taken into considera­
tion when the intersection construc­
tion was planned. 

Hutchison said he thought much 
the problem could be alleviated if

Sec nd suit filed alleging drug 
Halcion responsible for suicide

A Prestonsburg lawyer on Tues­
day filed a second lawsuit in Aoyd 
County Circuit Court against the 
Kalamazoo, Michigan-based UpJohn 
Company. the maker of the "nerve 
pill" Halcion, claiming the drug had 
driven a Garret man to take his own 
life. 

Ned PiUersdorf, a Prestonsburg 
attorney. said Tuesday that Halcion 
had caused Luther Messer, 68, to 

become increasingly confused, de­
pressed and paranoid and ultimately 
drove Messer to put a shotgun in his 
mouth and pull the trigger. 

Also named in the suitareMesser's 
physician,Dr.IraPotter,Dr. Virginia 
DeGuzman and the Highlands Re­
gional Medical Center. 

PiUersdorf said Wednesday that 
the UpJohn Co. had lied to Food and 
Drug Administration and the Ameri­
can people by knowingly marketing 
a drug that caused such severe side 
effects and adverse reactions. The

company falsified test reports of the 
drug, PiUersdorf said, lying about the 
results of one test and entirely mak­
ing up another. 

PiUersdod also said that Potter 
had failed to familiarize himself with 
the potential hazards of using Hal­
cion and had over-prescribed the drug 
to Messer. 

Messer's widow, Delores Messer 
58, said Wednesday that prior to using 
Halcion, her husband had been intro-

Steve Reach, of the Lexington­
based Reach Commercial Assets 
Group, which rents space to the re­
tailers in Prestonsburg Village, said 
Tuesday that all the stores in the 
center, including Wal-Mart and 
Wino-Dixie, had suffered losses of at 
least 35 percent. 

Reach said that the traffic situ­
ation had gotten so bad that some of 
the retailers had worked together to 
have a temporary access road from 
U.S. 23 on the east side of the Super 
8 Motel so their employees would 
not have to wait in traffic so long. 

Reach said that his main concern 
was that the smaller "mom & pop" 
stores in the plaza would not be able 
to weather the lack of sales and be 
forced to close. He credited the ~ 
cent closure of Radio Shack partially 
to consbUCtion on U.S. 23. 

Reach added that the city of 
Prestonsbwg and Floyd County • 
would also suffer fmancially because 
of the construction, due to the loss of 
wages and taxes. 

The Reach Commercial Assets 
Group had been under the assump­
tion that the construction project had 
been methodically planned out, with 
alternate access and egress routes 
included to avoid the bottleneck that 
has formed, Reach said. 

He and his associates have em­
ployed Thomas Bullit of the Lexing­
ton-based law fmn Bullit, Kincaid, 
Irvin and Reinhart to negotiate with 
the ti'ansportation and highway de­
partments to reach some sort of solu­
tion. 

Bullit will meet with the depart­
ments soon, Reach said, to request 
that they install some kind of access 
road to the shopping center for im­
mediate relief.

verted but the drug had made the 
problem much worse. 

He became extremely depressed, 
shutting himself up in the house and 
not wanting visitors, Delores said. 
She added that he also talked fre­
quently about becoming a burden to 
their two sons. 

"It's hard to believe that a small 
pill could bring such drastic conse­
quences," Delores said. 

Messer had been hospitalized for 
an apparent Halcion overdose, De­
lores said, and the doctors had taken 
him off the medication abruptly even 
though patients are supposed to be 
weaned from it gradually. Also, she 
said, no psychological follow-up 
exam was ordered even though the 
physicians knew Messer was experi­
encing extreme depression. 

Three days later, on October 7, 
1991, he was dead. 

Delores said that even before the 
medication had been prescribed to 
her husband, it had been taken off the 
market in some European countries 
because it had proven to cause suici­
dal tendencies in the elderly. 

'T d just like the public to scruti­
nize all medication given to the eld­
erly ... to make sure it isn't Halcion," 
Delores said. "If it is, ask (the doctor) 
to prescribe something else." 

One of the most extraordinary 
aspects of this case, Pillersdorf said, 
was that to his knowledge, this is only 
the second Halcion-related lawsuit to 
be filed. Both cases have been in 
Floyd County and both have been 
represented by Pillersdorf, along with 
his cousm, New York City, New York 
auomey Gary Pillersdorf. 

On January 30 of this year, Pill­
ersdorf filed a lawsuit against the 
UpJohn Company on behalf of Mary 
Ann Johnson, of Weeksbury, who 
claimed that Halcion had caused her 
husband Billy Virgil Johnson to 
commit suicide. 

According to Johnson, her hus­
band had been prescribed Halcion 
and became increasingly paranoid 
until he became convinced that there 
was an FBI conspiracy against him, 
locked himself in his bedroom and 
shot himself in the stomach. That suit 
is still pending. 

Pillersdorf said Wednesday that 
he had asked Floyd Circuit Court to 
consolidate both cases.

"In my mind, I just knew it was 

cancer," is how Sandy May of Staf­
fordsville explained her feeling about 
~ performedaftersheexperienced 
cramping, diarrhea. weight loss and 
blackouts. "It's like the Lord just said 
go have these tests run." 

But after surgery to remove a 
precancerous mass on her colon, May 
is a fmn believer in early detection. "I 
would urge anyone that has symp­
toms to go to a physician and have 
tests run because it could be cancer," 
she said. "Cancer develops years 
before you know that you've got it 
Cancer strikes. There's no age for it. 
And there's a lot of colon cancer in 
:tJle world today. 

"I'm just sorry I put it off so long," 
May continued. "I went back for my 
six month checkup last fall and eve­
rything was great. I just feel great 
right now." 

As 39-year-old Sandy May said, 
there's no specific age for cancer. 
But a majority of colorectal cancer 
cases occur after the age of 50. It 
occurs slightly more often among 
women than men. Anyone with a

1. A digital rectal examination 
every year after 40. 

2. A stool blood test every year 
after 50 

3. A sigmoidoscopy examination 
every three to five years after the age 
of 50, based on the advice of a physi­
cian. 

These guidelines only apply to 
people without symptoms. If you have 
a change in bowel habits or rectal 
bleeding, see your doctor right away.

the family lawn mower

The U.S. Environmental Protec­
tion Agency (EPA) has a long record 
of meddling in the economy at the 
expense of businesses and consum­
ers. but recently it administered the 
"coup de grace" ~r maybe that 
should be "cut the grass." because the 
family lawn mower is the lalest target 
of the EPA pollution police. 

What has this defenseless house­
hold machine done to arouse the wrath 
of the mandarins at the EPA? Well, it 
runs on an internal combustion en­
gine. like cars, trucks, ttains and 
planes do, and although most lawn 
mowers are smaller than your aver­
age 747 jumbo jet, at the EPA, an 
engine is an engine is an engine. 

Nobody has good figures on how 
many power mowers actually are 
operating or how often they run. Few 
people mow the lawn as often as they 
drive their car-unless they have 
some kind of lawn-mower fetish. In 
the winter, with a few inches or feet 
of snow on the ground, mowing the 
lawn can get very messy. 

But absurdity never has stopped 
the EPA from acting. The EPA even 
has proposed a study to determine the 
possible health effects of showering. 
Maybe the logic is, if you don't cut 
the grass, you won't need 10 talce a 
shower. 

As this is being written, EPA staff 
members are eagerly driving to work 
in their cars, flying to meetings on 
jetsandsendingreportshereandthere 
on express delivery truc~evel­
oping standards designed to stamp 
out power lawn mowers.

meet proposed EPA standards, lawn­
mower manufacturers will have 10 
modify their engines--change the 
design of combustion chambers and 
design engines to run on a more effi­
cient fuel-air mix. It is yet to be 
detennined if there will be lawn­
mowerpolicedispatched to do Satur­
day afternoon spot "breathalizer" 
checks on rogue lawn mowers sus­
pected of exceeding the standards. 

Perhaps all this is not such a bad 
thing. Everyone wants clean air. But 
is the lawn-mower campaign neces­
sary'? Does it justify the costs, not 
only in bureaucratic time and energy. 
but also those that will be imposed on 
the mower companies and passed 
along to consumers in the form of 
higher prices for their Toms and 

Lawn boys'? No one has the answer. 
and the EPA hasn't even bothered to 
ask. 

The whole knock against bureauc­
racies like the EPA is not that they're 
bad guys with evil intentions, but that 
they won't sit down and calculate 
costs versus benefits. They are more 
than willing to mandate a tiny benefit 
and force someone else to pay the 
huge cost-usually businesses and 
consumers. 

In a year when a Philippine vol,;,. 
cano has lowered the average globll 
temperature by 2 degrees. and Ku­
wait suffers the effects of oil fields 
set aftre by Saddam Hussein, the 
EPA's focus on lawn mowers is 
understandable. Compared to volca­
noes, lawn mowers are easy targets.

For the second time in as many months. 

Kentucky's failure 10 meet &he needs of its young 
people has been made painfully clear by the 
results of a national study. 

F'ust came a Olildren 's Defense Fund report 
that found 10Kentuckycountieswheretheunder-
18 poverty rate in 1989 was 47 percent or higher. 

Now comes word from the U.S. DeparUnentof 
F..ducabon that Kentucky's dropout rate for 199G­
a dreadful 13 percent-was the eighth worse in 
the nation. 

The link between the two studies is fairly clear. 
For example. McCreary County, which had an 

under-18 poverty rate of 57 percent in 1989, had 
a 31 percent dropout rate in 1990. 

In Magoffin County. where the child poverty 

rate was 48 percent. the dropout rate was 30 
percent. 

The simple ttuth is that for many of Kentucky • s 
kids, poor performance in the classroom is a 
direct function of growing up in poverty. 

And kids who struggle in the classroom to­
day-particularly in the lower grade&-can eas­
ily fall into a cycle of failure and become the 
dropouts of tomorrow. 

Fortunately. not all the news from the educa­
tion department report-which was based on 
1990 census data--is negative. 

While &he state's national dropout ranking is a 
disgrace, it must be noted that the actual dropout 
rate declined significantly from the 21 percent 
registered in 1980. 

Still, Kentucky cannot establish a vibrant. 
internationally competitive economy when 13 
out of every 100 people between the ages of 16 
and 19 faiiiO earn a high school diploma. 

Lowering that number will take the combined 
efforts of government. educaaors, the business 
community and many others, and thateffortclearly 
must include lifting kids out of poverty.

The random sampleof664 Kentuckians found 
that 54 percent either strongly or somewhat sup­
port school reform. 

Two-thirds of the respondents said &hey be­
lieve KERA will increase student competitive­
ness in the job marlcet and that school-based 
councils will lead to improved decisions. 

The weakest support was for the primary grade 
mandated by the act. About40 percent said they 
thought the elimination of grade-level designa­
tions for children in kindergarten through third 
grade would result in improved education. 

The weaker support for the primary concept is 
not surprising, since it is perhaps the most dra-

matic, visible change mandated by the law. 
Many parents-and some teachers-still are 

not convinced the idea will improve instruction. 
Given a chance, the primary system will work.

KERA calls for the most dramatic changes that 

wiD have ever occurred in public education in

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DEBATES ABOUT 
DEBATES 

George Bush says he wants to 
debate. Bill Clinton says he wants to 
debate. Certainly the American elec­
torate wants--and deserves-a de­
bate. Why. then, was the presidential 
exchange scheduled for next week in 
Michigan abruptly canceled? 

The specific reason is that Presi­
dent Bush rejected the carefully de­
veloped fonnat proposed by the bi­
partisan Commission on Presidential 
Debates. The broader reason is that. 
as has occurred every four years since 
1960, the candidates are sparring for 
advantage over the tenns of the de· 
bates. 

In this rowtd, the burden rests on 
Bush to break the impasse. 

Clinton accepted the 
commission • s plan for three 90-min­
ute presidential debates and one vice 
presidential debate. That might have 
been expected, considering thal a 
challenger generally benefits more, 
and risks less, in debating a sitting 
president. 

Nonetheless, if Bush genuinely 
wants to debate his opponent, as he 
did in 1988, he will have to recon­
sider the commission's plan or offer 
an alternative acceptable to both sides. 
Such a fonnat could be worked out 
through negotiations between the 
BushandClintoncamps.But.todate, 
Bush-Quayle campaign chainnan 
Robert Teeter has been more inclined 
to stiff-arm the commission and issue 
ultimatums to the Clinton-Gore 
campaign than to engage in good­
faith bargaining. 

The simple. straightforward for­
mat devised by the commission had 
much to recommend itself. But the 
key point is that debates of some kind 
should be held. 

The commission proposal was 
intended precisely to eliminate the 
quadrennial partisan wrangling that 
surrowtds debates. The panel was 
established in 1987 with the backing 
of both parties; its co-chairmen are 
Frank Fahrenkopf, fanner head of 
the Republican National Committee, 
and Paul Kirk, former head of the 
Democratic National Committee. 

Under the commission's plan. the 
candidates would appear in a setting 
close to a arue debate. The encounter 
would be conducted by a single 
moderator. who would pose the ques­
tions and ask follow-ups. 

This approach would overcome 
many of the drawbaclcs of recent 

presidential debates. Those were more 
like complicated dual press confer­
ences held before a panel of journal­
ists who consumed much of the allot­
ted time and often jumped from one 
prepared question to the next without 
following up adequately on previous 
answers. This fonnat also would 
beUer provide for wtadomed, face­
to-face exchanges, giving voters a 
unique opportunity to size up the two 
candidates and their competing ideas. 

In the last 30 years, debates have 
become a staple of American presi­
dential campaigns. More than any 
other forum, they help define the 
essence of the choice faced by voters. 

As the training contender, the 
president could make good use of 
debates to get his message across to 
voters.

Guilty verdict in murder trial 
results in court outburst 

A guilty verdict and a recommendation of life 
in prison last Wednesday for a Martin County 
man, convicted of the stomping death of his 
girlfriend's two-year-old son, resulted in a coon­
room outburst that saw one family member jailed 
and another taken 10 the hospital. 

Aftertwodaysoftestimony, a Johnson Cowtty 
jwy deliberaled only one and one half hours 
before finding William James "Bo" McNeeley, 
23. of Beauty, guilty of murdering two-year-old 
Shennan Jay Newsome on January 20, 1992. 

Members of the McNeeley family, upset with 
the verdict, became disruptive. Police officers, 
already in the courtroom, were met with resis­
tance when they tried to bring order to the coon­
room. The outburst continued into the hallway. 
down the slairway and ended on the courthouse 
lawn. 

McNeeley's wife, Vernia. was transported by 
ambulance to a local hospital after having a sei­
zure. McNeeley's father, 47-year-old James C. 
McNeeley, was taken to the Big Sandy Regional 
Detention Center and booked on charges of disor­
derly conduct and resisting arrest - Mountain

Virgie woman convicted 
in plot to kill husband 

A jury Wednesday convicted an Eastern 
Kentucky woman oflalking her 15-year-old son 
into killing her husband for a $100,000 insurance 
policy, a crime for which the son was never 
charged. 

The Pike Circuit Coon jury deliberated about 
45 minutes before finding Draxie Elizabeth Th· 
acker, of Virgie. guilty of complicity in the May 
1986 murder of Ansel Thacker. Assistant 
Commonwealth's Attorney Rick Bartley agreed 
to accept the minimum 20-year sentence, and 
Judge Bayard Collier scheduled fonnal sentenc­
ing for November. 

Thacker's Jeep backed over the side of a hill, 
and Pike County Coroner Charles Morris had 
declared the death an accident. But Morris testi­
fied during the trial that officials at a hospital 
morgue later found a .22 caliber bullet wowtd 
over Thacker's right eyebrow. 

Bartley said he wanted to charge Draxie 
Thacker's son from a previous marriage with the 
crime. But he said a law in place at the time would 
not have allowed the son to be tried as an adult 
without a prior felony conviction. -- Lexington 
Herald-Leader 

Jailed agent's bankruptcy 
stymies wrongful-death suit · 

Fonner FBI Agent Mark Putnam has filed for 
bankruptcy,puttingan indefinite hold on a wrong­
ful-death lawsuit by the family of the pregnant 
infonnant he confessed to killing, auomeys said 
Tuesday. 

The lawsuit. which the family of Susan Daniels 
Smith ftled in 1990, was scheduled to go to trial 
Tuesday in Pike Circuit Coon. 

Putnam, 33. a Connecticut native who was 
stationed in the FBI's Pikeville office, confessed 
in June 1990 that he had killed the Freeburn 
woman onJ wte 8, 1989_ Putnam said he srrangled 
Smith, 28, in a fit of rage after she threatened to 
tell his wife and superiors that she was four 
months pregnant with his child. 

In exchange for leading authorities to the body, 
Putnam was allowed to plead guilty to firSt­
degree manslaughter. He is serving a H)-year 
sentence a1 a federal prison in Minnesota. -

Sodomy law ruling may 
overturn Pike convictions 

The sodomy convictions of a fired slate trooper 
and a fonner Pike County school official may be 
thrown out after a ruling last week by the Ken­
tucky Supreme Cowt. 

The high court ruled the slate's sodomy law 
unconstitutional because it unfairly singled out 
gays for punishment. The4-3 rulinll was based on 
the coon's interpretation of privacy rights. 

Former Pikeville llOOper Jerome Martin and 
retired Johns Creek High Assistant Principal Tim 
Branham were convicted by a Pike District Coun 
jury of fourth-degree sodomy in March 1991 after 
the mother of another llOOper testified she saw 
Branham performing oral sex on Martin in 
Martin's cruiser. 

A slate police trial board fowtd Martin guilty 
of the act and dismissed him. His appeal of that 
action is stiU pending in Franklin Circuit Coon, 
but Martin's attorney, Earl Mullins, said he does 
not believe the Supreme Coon's action will have 
much impact on that appeal. - AppalacJUdn

Memories of Auxier Grade School 
by Gertie McKenzie 
The first school in Auxier was an 

el-shaped wooden two-room school 
with sliding partitions. 

Each morning the partitions were 
opened and chapel was held before 
classes began. Water was carried to 
the school each day and it was heated 
by coal and wood burning pot bellied 
stoves. 

A third room was later added and 
another teacher was hired to help the 
two teachers who were presently 
teaching. 

The three-room school was tom 
down in order to build a new brick 
one. While the new school was under 
construction, school was held in three 
different locations in Auxier: 

• The late Molly Burchett's house, 
located besideLynn'sCountry Store, 
formerly known as Clem Stambaugh 
and Wells' Grocery; 

o James "Dee" Caudill, house in 
which he and family now reside; and 

o Auxier United Methodist Church, 
where small children were taughL 

The new brick school was built 
and janitored by a man named Samp 
Johnson. Mr. Johnson lived across 
the R.R. tracks from T.A. Patton's 
Company Store in which Wade 
Diddle and family now reside. 

Johnson would go to the school 
early each morning to build the fires 
and he would then return home. One 
morning after Mr. Johnson's daily 

task and returned home, the school 
caught fire and burned down. 

A second brick building was con­
structed in 1927 and is now the pres­
ent Auxier Consolidated School. 

There were eight grades taught 
until the second brick building was 
built and then the High School was 
consolidated with the grade school. 

The first high school teacher's 
name was Ms. Odor. It's said that 
students were required to take Latin 
as one of their subjects because she 
was very limited in what she could 
teach. 

The Auxier School today consists 
of eight teachers, four teacher's aides, 
one library aid, 142 children. 

All past and present students and 
teachers have many fond memories 
of the Auxier School. To preserve the 
history of the school, former students 
need to keep their memories alive 
and relate them to their children.

The Harpes terrorized travelers in 
Kentucky and Tennessee in 1798-99, 
robbing and killing indiscriminately. 
While honest, hardworking settlers 
were carving communities out of the 
wilderness. the Harpes were busy 
slaughtering the population. Histori­
ans credit the Harpes with 35-50 
murders. 

One favorite, gory stunt was to cut 
open a victim's stomach, fill it with 
rocks, and sink the body in the near­
est river. 

Born in North Carolina, the Hac­
pes were loyal to the British during 
the Revolutionary War. After the war, 
the Harpes were subjected to perse­
cution from their neighbors, most of 
whom were colonists. The Harpes 
themselves, and later historians, have 
cited the atmosphere of hatred the 
murderers grew up in as one reason 
for their bloody careers. 

Around 1800, Micajah was killed 
in Muhlenberg County by the hus­
band of one of his victims. Big 
Harpe· s head was severed and placed 
in a tree at a Webster County cross­
roads as a warning to other outlaws. 
Wiley fled to Natchez. Mississippi, 
where he was later executed.

In the last column, we noted that 
parent involvement in the child's life 
is one way to eliminate the bad ef-
fects of peers. Peers, or friends, can 
also be a positive influence in your 
child'slife. Many children spend time 
with their friends because their home 
life is less than happy. They avoid 
being at home because they want 10 
fmd love and acceptance somewhere, 
perhaps at your home. 

Many people do not realize how 
terrible it can be to be a child. The 
world is full of people telling them 
what they can and cannot do every 
hour of every day. Children are raised 
to become adults, but how often do 
we give the child a chance to practice 
the values and beliefs he or she has 
been taught by us? By allowing the 
child the chance to practice his or her 
values and beliefs, we provide op-
portunities to discuss consequences 
and results. 

Only by practicing malcing deci-
sions can a child become a good 
decision maker. Allow your child to 
make decisions. Set up opportunities 
every chance you geL It is quite easy 
to do. Whenever there is an opportu-
nity, give the child the chance to say 
what he or she would like to happen. 
For example, you may be deciding 
what to have for dinner. Wouldn't it 
be more rewarding to cook a meal 
about which no one complains? Try 
to give the family members the re-
sponsibility of deciding the menu for 
the next day. You could say, ·we 
have some ground meat in the refrig-
eraiOr for tomorrow's dinner. How 
would you like it cooked? As spa-
ghetti and meat balls, as hamburgers, 
as a casserole or as (whatever your 
speciality is)?" 

By allowing choice, you allow 
your child 10 choose good choices for 
him or her. By allowing him or her to 
choose his or her own friends, you 
give more respect for your child and 
honor his or her independence. By 
fostering his or her independence, 
you prepare him or her for becoming 
an adult and choosing everything in 
hisor her life. By doing simple things 
every day, you prepare your child for 
adulthood. 

But what happens when you do 
notlikeyourchild'schoice in friends? 
Why do you not like the child? Is the 
child dirty or dressed poorly? Could 
it be because that child's parents do 
not have the money to provide the 
child with what your child has? Or 
maybe the parents simply do not know 
how to raise children. 

What can you do? Plenty! You 
can give the child some clothes your 
children have outgrown. You can 
offer 10 allow the child to stay the 
night and give him or her a good bath, 

clean clothes and a wann bed (possi-
bly the firSt one he or she may ever -have had). You can offer him or her a 
meal prepared with love and served 
with compassion, one which is bal-
anced and wann and made especially 
for the family: You can help the child 
learn proper manners by allowing the 
child to be friends with your child. 

You can extend yourself and your 
child's interests by involving the 
friend in your family activities. This 
does not mean that you need to adopt 
this child as yours. It simply means 
that you can help influence your child 
by giving him or her a model of 
behavior which is acceptable to you. ~ 
By showing another child what you 
value, you correct your child while 
using him or her as a model for an-
other child less fortunate. This proc-
ess allows you to love both your child 
and another child who is searching 
for love. You give the other child an 
alternative to bad behavior which 
could possibly influence your child 
later on. 

Teachersareawareofthechildren 
in need. They give those children 
attention, sometimes more than your 
child. That is because they know your 
child is loved and cared for enough to t)( 

share his or her teacher time with one 
who really needs the attention. Per-
haps you could help the teacher by 
volunteering to work in the class-
room so that your child and the other, 
more needy, children can have more 
teacher time. 

By caring for all our children, the 
teachers have the responsibility of 
the future. By caring for your child 
alone, the teacher invests much effort 
into one of many. The many are the 
ones who will decide how our society 
develops. We all need as much help ~ 
as possible. We need love and ataen-
tion from everyonearoWld us, just as 
the needy child does. 

We can all search for our sources 
of love, bul the school is the best 
place to find the source and those 
who need it most. It is central in all of 
our lives, if only because that is where 
our children go every day. We fmd 
manyofourfriendsinschools. Where 
did you find yours? Did they ever 
need a friend who loved them just 
because they had no one else 10 love ~ 
them at that moment? Did you? What 
did you do? Talk with them? Put your 
ann around them? Listen to their 
problems? Did you know that they 
felt alone at that moment? How did 
you know? Did you see it in their 
faces or hear it in their voices?

2-D and 3-D; Music, vocal and in­
strumental; Journalism: feature writ­
ing; English, creative writing and 
essay; Speech, Chess, Computer 
problem solving and Math. 

Students entering the English and 
Journalism categories must also sub­
mit their entries with their registra­
tions on December 2. 

Regional competitions will be held 
at Eastern Kentucky University, 
January 23; Morehead State Univer­
sity, January 30; Murray State Uni­
versity, February 13; and Georgetown 
College, February 20. 

The state fmals will be held March 
18-20 at Transylvania University in 
Lexington. 

This year about 1,660 students 
from 195 high schools in 90 counties 
participated in the regional competi­
tions with 103 students representing 
103 high schools competing in the 
state fmals. 

Since theAcademicShowcase was 
started by Lexington Mayor Scotty 
Baesler in 1985, about 482 scholar­
ships totaling more than $ 500.000 
have been awarded 10 students from 
over 250 Kentucky high ~hoots. 

A large portion of the funds raised 
for the scholarships come from an 
annual televised auction. The pro­
gram is also underwritten by private 
sponsors. 

The Sweet 16 Academic Show­
case is based in Lexington and is 
coordinated by the Lexington-Fay­
ette Urban County Government with 
the assistance of many volunteers.

Since it takes one to know one, I 
can sympathize with food care work­
ers such as: waiters, waitresses, and 
the "politically correct" buspersons.

"Country Roads" lead to Apple Day 
In my case, I didn't even have a 

pair of sunglasses to hide the fact that 
I hadn 'tremoved the previous night's 
make-up from my eyes. If a raccoon 
had spied me, he would have pro­
posed marriage on the spot. Needless 
to say, my dress was casual because 
housecoats have always fallen into 
that category and after giving my 
order I proceeded to the window. 
What I observed as I waited for my 
order was nothing shon of hysterical. 

Some people play for peanuts. 
Darryl and Don Ellis started singing 
for bubble gum. The brothers were 4 
and 7 years old when they started 
singing "Country Roads" for neigh­
bors in the rural Pennsylvania town 
of Beaver Falls where they grew up. 
The payoff? Quarters to buy gum and 
a lifelong commitment to making 
music and pleasing fans. 

"We did it for the attention," says 
Don Ellis. 

"And money," added elder sib­
ling, Darryl, with a knowing grin. 

Whatever their motivation, by the 
time the Ellis brothers were 13 and 
15, they had their own band and were 
playing professional gigs at local 
clubs and country fairs. They've been 
entenaining ever since and now in 
their mid-20s, the brothers are vet­
eran perfonners with a debut Epic 
album, Bigger Than The Both OfUs. 

"We'vealwaysmademusic,"says 
Don. "Even if we were playing ball, 
we were singing while we were doing 
it" 

Their tight h~ony, high energy 
and waggish humor are born from 
years of teamwork on the basketball 
coun and lively banter around the 
family dinner table. Their father was 
a welder and their mother raised 
Darryl, Don and an older brother at 
home with a finn hand and songs by 
Kiuy Wells playing on the stereo. 
There weren't many kids in the area, 
so the family had to depend on each 
other for fun and suppon. That close­
ness has sustained Darryl and Don in 
their shared musical aspirations. 

What one doesn't think of, the 
other will- and they aren't bashful 
about telling you. The bottom line is 
that they love what they do and their 
enthusiasm for country music and 

stage play engulfs their audiences 
like a bear hug. 

"We have a good time doing it, 
"Don says. "Playing is no work at 
all." 

Brotherly trust is obvious. They 
direct their future as a team, but the 
good-looking Ellis boys are certainly 
not the Double Mint twins. Darryl 
handles day-to-day operations, while 
Don works the creative stream. Like 
the brothers, the musical mix is part 
pop, pancontemporarycountry. Like 
many of today 's country artists, their 
early idols were beyond the country 
mainstream including Billy Joel, 
Elton John, James Taylor and the 
Beatles. 

The Ellis brothers stretch the lim­
its of contemporary country with a 
complete wardrobe of songs on their 
frrst Epic release-from the rollick­
ing "Rock to a Window;" the retro "I 
Just Want to Be theFirst,"with its be­
bop background vocals by the Jor­
danaires; the soulful, yet gritty "You

Know Why;" and the gospel influ­
enced "Something Moving in Me," 
But no matter how disparate each 
selection may be, they are unmistak­
enly related with the Ellis' trademark 
"big" sound and tight harmonies. 

"Bombastic is the right word to 
use," says Darryl, who refers to their 
writing style as a "human melting 
pot" because of the blend of so many 
musical tastes. 

"But no matter what we do, the 
voice is still country," says Don, a 
virtual mental Rolodex of country 
song trivia. "We Jove pulling it all 
together and giving people something 
different to hear." 

One thing you can't call them is 
predictable. Darryl and Don will tell 
you as soon as people try to guess 
what they'll do next, they'll change 
it. 

Improvisation and spontaneity 
learned after years of playing fairs 
and stage shows comes across in their 
vocal harmonies. They bring people 
to the edge, build to a crecendo and 
then step back as the listener falls 

over the edge. Fans keep coming 
back for more. They've opened for 
Willie Nelson, Loretta Lynn, Rest­
less Heart, Reba McEntire and Ala­
bama. But it wasn't until an appear­
ance by Sawyer Brown was canceled 
that the brothers knew they were ready 
for Nashville. 

"Instead of everybody getting their 
money back and leaving, they asked 
the crowd to stay and asked us to do 
the whole show," Darryl says. 'That's 
when it really clicked. Everyone said 
you ought to be the main show. We 
got so much encouragement, we 
decided to make the commitment and 
take a chance." 

Once in Nashville. things started 
clicking for the Ellis brothers. Their 
onstage antics and crowd appeal got 
them a permanent engagement as the 
house band at an area club. That 
exposure lead to other jobs on demo 
tapes for Merit Music, Starstruck and 
Wren Song-publishing houses­
and ultimately a deal with Epic Rec­
ords.

SPEAKING OF 
YOUR HEALTH 

Q. I have an overactive thyroid 
gland. This was just found out by a 
new doctor I went to. For years, I 
have been nervous as a cat. The doc­
tor thinks that the two arc related. 
Can this be cured? 

A. Some of the characteristics of 
excessive thyroid activity arc nerv­
ousness, marked sweating with little 
activity. palpitations of the hcart,loss 
of appetite and insomnia. 

For a long time, the major test that 
was used for the determination of 
overactivity or underactivity of the 
thyroid was the BMR or Basal Meta­
bolic Rate. In the last 20 years, the 
most highly sophisticated tests have 
been devised 10 replace the BMR and 
give highly specific indications of 
hyperthyroidism (overactivity). 
Blood tests known as T3 and T4 arc 
only two of the major ones. 

When the diagnosis is established 
by these and other tests, safe and 
effective treatment with new drugs 
brings gratifying results. The drugs 
arc aimed directly at reducing the 
ovcractivity of the thyroid gland. 
Radioactive iodine is widely used. It 
should be emphasized that there is no 
evidence that the radioactive iodine 
maylatercausccancer. Yctthischoiee 
of treatment is a highly individual 
one and geared entirely 10 each spe­
cific patient. 

It is relatively rare today for sur­
gery of the thyroid gland to be con­
sidered. With constant supervision 
by the doctor or by the specialist in 
endocrinology, a healthy thyroid 
balance can be established and main­
t.aincd.
