Newsome, 45, is to report to the 
federal correctional institution in 
Butner, North Carolina by Novem­
ber 8 to begin serving his sentence.

Action against hospitalized board member may be delayed : 

State board seeks 
to rentove Boyd·

State Education Commissioner 
Thomas Boysen brought charges of 
misconduct against Floyd County 
Board of Education member Tommy 
Boyd at the state school board meet­
ing in Gilbertsville Thursday. 

Boyd was charged with one count 
of misconduct in office for statements 
he made at the September 8 school 
board meeting in regard to the em­
ployment of an office manager at the 
Youth Service Center at Betsy Layne 
High School. 

The charge against Boyd will not 
be pursued immediately by the State 
Board for Elementary and Secondary 
Education because Boyd is hospital­
ized for treatment of an apparent 
stroke suffered last month, Steve 
Swift, spokesman for the Department 
of Education, said Thursday. 

Boyd, who was re-elected as board 
member in Tuesday's election, was 
transferred to Cardinal Hi 11 Rehabili­
tation Center on Wednesday to begin 
a therapy program. 

The written charge said that Boyd 
"expressed his displeasure that a 
certain individual was not hired for a 
specific position in the district." The 
charge said that Boyd indicated he 
would see to it that a certain person

was hired by the district, an apparent 
violation of the Kentucky Education 
Reform Act (KERA). 

Under KERA, a board member 
can be removed from office "if he 
attempts to influence the hiring of 
any school employee, except the 
superintendent of schools or the 
school board attorney." 

Boyd allegedly tried to influence 
the hiring of an individual prior to the 
September meeting, the charge says, 
through assistant superintendent Pete 
Grigsby and Lola Brashear, a central 
office employee. 

Floyd County Superintendent 
Steve Towler said Thursday that he 
knew several weeks ago that Boyd 
might be charged in connection with 
the incident, but that he did not know 
until Thursday morning that the 
charge had been filed. 

"It is my understanding that they 
have not served them (the charges) 
and will not serve them until and 
when and if Mr. Boyd is able to 
answer the charges," Towler said. 
"They were aware of Mr. Boyd's 
situation and so I'm not sure why 

they felt they had to go ahead and do 
that" 

TowleraddedthathefeltthatBoyd 
"was expressing his opinion" during 
the September meeting about hiring 
an individual and that he felt Boyd 
did not intentionally violate state law. 

"That night that Mr. Boyd 
misspoke, he realized after the fact 
that he shouldn't have done what he 
did," Towler said. "(Mr. Boyd) also 
went ahead to say ••.

New Mexico drug dealer 
· s indicted in Pikeville 

Karen Caldwell, United States 
Attorney for the Eastern District of 
Kentucky, announced recently the 
conviction of Javier Camarena on 
drug conspiracy charges. Camarena, 
32, of Deming, New Mexico, plead 
guilty in United States District Court 
at Pikeville, to a charge that he con­
spired to distribute more than 100 
kilograms of marijuana in Eastern 
Kentucky. The charges cover a pe­
riod of time from 1987 up to May, 
1991. 

Camarena was indicted last July 
along with 24 other persons in four 
indictments involving what officials 
called the largest marijuana importa­
tion ring ever prosecuted in this dis­
trict Of those indicted, only two are 
awaiting trial. The others have all 
entered guilty pleas and are awaiting 

sentence. The indictments resulted 
form a lengthy investigation by the 
Federal Bureau of Investigation and 
the Kentucky State Police. Several 
hundred thousand dollars worth of 
assets have been seized and forfeited 
to the federal, state, and local govern­
ments involved in the investigation. 

United States Judge Joseph M. 
Hood set Camarena's sentencing for 
December 15, 1992, at Frankfort. 
Camarena faces a sentence of from 5 
to 40 years as a result of his plea. 
Pursuant to a plea agreement with the 
United States, Camarena wiU be 
sentenced based on a quantity of 
marijuana of between 900 and 1,500 
pounds. Camarena remains in cus­
tody without bond awaiting sentenc­
ing.

Legal system requires 
swift reform

If the polls were a guide, George 
Bush ran a mostly ineffective cam­
paign against Democrat Bill Clinton. 
But on one issue Bush is right on 
target: Lawsuits are draining billions 
from the economy, discouraging new 
products and forcing doctors to prac­
tice defensive medicine. 

Bush and Dan Quayle have made 
legal reform an issue in the presiden­
tial race, accusing Clinton of being a 
tool of the trial lawyers who earn 
handsome fees from liability suits 
and prefer to keep things the way 
they are. 

Clinton has had little to say on the 
subject-many of his fellow Demo­
crats oppose restrictions on lawsuits 
arguing that the consumer has no 
other protection against faulty prod­
ucts and services. 

Any effort to impose national stan­
dards on product liability litigation is 
opposed by consumer groups, led by 
Ralph Nader, who argue that the threat 
of lawsuits promotes safety in the 
marketplace. 

This is not a sim pie issue. In some 
cases, companies should be punished 
for exposing their customers to risky 
materials and devices. Some doctors 
may be careless or incompetent But 
the cost of the current liability sys­
tem, replete with frivolous suits, 
unpredictable awards and rising in­
surance premiums, is exorbitant 

Reliable figures are hard to come 
by. As much as $132 billion may 
have been spent last year on the 
awards, legal fees, paperwork and 
insurance expenses that go with aeci­
dentsandinjuries,accordingtoRobert 
Sturgis a vice president of Tilling­
hast, a risk management and actuar­
ial consulting flllll. 

''These costs not only affect our 
ability to compete in world markets 
but are felt by everyone in the form of 
higher prices for a wide range of 
products and services," says Sturgis. 

Reformers contend that less than 
half the money awarded by juries 
winds up in the pockets of victims. 
The rest is absorbed in legal fees and 
related expenses of one kind or an­
other. 

"Blaming it all on the lawyers is 
not very reasonable," says Sturgis, 
who points out that insurance compa­
nies may also be at fault. 

Whatever the reasons, the system 
is outrageously expensive. Reform­
ers have been trying for 10 years to 
impose uniform national standards . 
on product liability suits, so far with­
out success. 

The latest leg~lation, the Product 
Liability Fairness Act, came within 
one vote of reaching the floor of the 
Senate in September and is sure to be 
re-introduced when the new Con­
gress convenes in January. It's a 
modest bill, imposing restrictions on 
"pain and suffering" awards and 
promoting out-of-court settlements, 
but trial lawyers and their allies re­
gard it as sinister and dangerous. 

Many states have passed legisla­
tion trying to bring some sense of 
equity to liability lawsuits, but this 
patchwork of laws creates an ob­
stacle course for national companies . 
that need to operate under one set of 
rules, not 50. 

Medical malpractice standards are 
equally quirky. In some states, obste­
tricians have limited or abandoned 
their practices rather than face law­
suits every time a less-than-perfect 
baby is born . 

Such distortions have much to do 
with our tendency to sue each other 
and little to do with injustice, con­
sumer protection or common sense. 

It's an intolerable situation. It 
needs to be rectified.

Community leaders 
for community college 

Last summer, Prestonsburg Com­
munity College was selected as the 
only college in Kentucky to partici­
pate in a New National Leadership 
Development Project funded by a 
grant from the W.K. Kellogg Foun­
dation and led by the Phi Theta Kappa 
International Office. This project 
targets community college students 
and adult community members who 
aspire to or are already in leadership 
roles. The project addresses one of 
America's most critical problems: the 
education and advancement of 
tomorrow's leaders today. The major 
aspect of the project includes the 
offering of a leadership development 
course. Beginning January, 1993, this 
course, tilled Arts & Sciences 100 (3 
credit hours) Phi Theta Kappa/W.K. 
Kellogg Foundation Leadership 
Development Project, will be offered 
at Prestonsburg Community College. 
The course will initiate the first year 
of a three-year pilot project designed 
to result in various leadership pro­
grams for students and the commu­
nity-at-large. The course facilitators 
are Dr. William J. Loftus, Assistant 
Professor of Psychology, and Lynn 
W eddie, Assistant Professor ofN urs­
ing. The course is scheduled for 
Tuesday afternoons from 3:00-5:50 
on the P.C.C. Campus. Preregistra­
tion for the spring semester is sched­
uled from November 16-25, with 
regular registration planned for early 
January. 

The purpose of this course is to 
help prepare students to assume in­
creasingly responsible leadership 
roles in their personal, professional, 
and/or academic"lives. As such, the 
course focuses not only on signifi­
cant theories of leadership and their 
applicability to leaders of the past 
and present, but also includes sub­
stantial hands-on experiential, learn­
ing opportunities in which students 
will practice leadership in action. The 
major objectives of the course are as 
follows: l) to establish and under­
stand the student's personal philoso­
phy of leadership; 2) to learn a set of 
eleven critical leadership skills; and 

3) to complete three capstone mod­
ules which will ensure that what the 
student and his/her fellow students 
have learned in the course becomes 
part of their personal and professional 
lives. In addition, th~ student will 
have the opportunity: a) to read, re­
view. reflect upon and discuss fic­
tional and non-fictional accoWlts of 
leaders in diverse cultural and tem­
poral contexts, with special empha­
sis on the interdependence ofleader­
ship and the consequences of con­
temporary act~ of leadership; b) to 
provide through theoretical and case 
studies a foundation upon which to 
build a better understanding of lead­
ership; c) to prepare for intensive 
field experience of interaction with 
leaders in the community; and 7) to 
scrutinize. evaluate, and contribute 
to multi-disciplinary scholarship on 
leadership. 

Each topic is introduced through 
selected readings from the Phi Theta 
Kappa Leadership Development 
Program text which is provided to all 
students at no cost, and occasionally 
through films and/ or videos, along 
with frequent use of techniques such 
as role plays, class exercises, and 
simulations to probe more deeply into 
each area of leadership study. Class 
discussions and short lectures will 
also be used tocomplementtheanaly­
sis of theoretical concepts, issues, 
and situationsofleadershipaddresscd 
in thereadingsand/orviewing. At the 
beginning of the course, students will 
be asked to complete an evaluation 
instrument (LEAD) which will help 
them assess their current leadership 
strengths and weaknesses. (The in­
strument will also be completed at 
the end of the course to measure the 
progress students have made in de­
veloping the twelve critical leader­
ship skills.)

STATEMENT OF CHARGES 
Comes Dr. Thomas C. Boysen, 

ChiefS tate School Officer, in person 
and by counsel, pursuant to the provi­
sions of KRS I56.132, et. seq., and 
does hereby prefer the following 
written charge in support of the re­
moval of Floyd County School Dis­
trict Boord Member, Tommy Boyd, 
to the State Board for Elementary 

and Secondary Education. 
Dr. Thomas C. Boysen, ChiefS tate 

School Officer. pursuant to KRS 
I56.132, does hereby believe that 
board member Tommy Boyd is guilty 
of misconduct in office, as specified 
in KRS 156.132(2) and as specifi­
cally enumerated upon herein. 

COUNT 1 
On or about September, 8, 1992, 

during a regular meeting of the Floyd 
County Board of Education, occur­
ring in the Floyd County School 
District, Floyd County, Kentucky, 
board member Tommy Boyd at­
tempted to influence the hiring of a 
school employee other than the super­
intendent of schools or school board 
attorney. 

During this meeting, Mr.' Boyd, 
expressed his displeasure that a cer­
tain individual was not hired for a 
specific position in the district Boyd 
continued in this vein, indicating that 
it was his intention to continue his 
efforts to see to it that this certain 
person was employed by the school 
district in the immediate future. (See 
Exhibits I, 2, and 3). This conduct 
violated his eligibility for office under 
KRS 160.180 (3) for the board 

members and interfered with the 
duties of the superintendent of the 
school district. as set forth in KRS 
160.370, .380,and .390. These provi­
sions were enacted by the Kentucky 
General Assembly and were effec­
tive July I3, I990, and are more 
commonly known as KERA, which 
vests exclusive authority for the hir­
ing and dismissal of all personnel in 
the district in the chief executive agent 
of the board, the Superintendent. 

KRS 160.180(3), specifies that 
" ... if, after the election of any mem­
ber of the board, he becomes inter­
ested in any contract with or claims 
against the board, ... or if he attempts 
to influence the firing of any school 
employee, except the superintendent 
of schools or school board attorney, 
or if he does anything that would 
render him ineligible for re-election, 
he shall be subject to removal from 
office pursuant to KRS 415.050 and 
415.060. Additionally, the above 
constitutes misconduct in office, as 
set forth in KRS 156.132, et seq., by 
interfering with the lawfully desig­
nated authority of the superintendent 
of the local district for the hiring and 
dismissal of all personnel, as embod­
ied in KRS I60.370, .380, and .390.

testify in a court of law that he didn • t 
try 10 intimidate me to employ her. I 
don't think Mr. Grigsby would say 
that he tried to intimidate him. He 

._ was basically expressing his opinion. 
~ "It was an emotional outburst that 

was wrong and he totally admitted 
that to me," Towler added. "If that's 
grounds for dismissal as a school 
board member then that's what we're 
dealing with here. If I were asked to 
testify, I think it was an emotional, 
impulsive action on the part of Mr. 
Boyd." 

Filed as an exhibit in the case is a 
copy of a September 17letter to Floyd 
superintendent Steve Towler from 
Betsy Layne High School principal 
Allan Osborne which was an official 
complaint against Grigsby and 
Brashear. 

"This letter references a complaint 
concerning the influence exerted by 
Mr. Pete Grigsby through Ms. Lola 
Brashear in attempting to pressure 
members of the advisory committee 
andSDBMCouncilastothehiringof 
a specific individual mentioned by 
Mr. Boyd. . .," the charge said 
"Additionally, accompanying Mr. 
Osborne's letter is an attached state­
ment from Meredith L. Tackett. ref­
erencing a telephone conversation and 
personal visit occurring as to Mr. 
Grigsby and Ms .. Brashear, which 
further evidences attempts to influ­
ence and intimidate Ms. Tackett . . . " 

Superintendent Towler said, from 
his standpoint, no reprimands would 
be made by him on that issue, but the 
state department may investigate the 
issue. 

"Not from my standpoint. but there 
may be from others," Towler said of 
the possibility of reprimands. "I'd 
heard a few weeks ago that there may 
be an investigation of that, but there's 
been nothing that I'm aware of. Mr. 
Grigsby basically denied sending Ms. 
Brashear on that mission." 

Also filed as an exhibit in the case 
was a videotaped copy of the Sep­
tember meeting and a transcription of 

the discussion dealing with the charge. 
The folJowing is the transcribed 

exhibit filed with the charge: 
Dr. Towler: "We have an item on 

the agenda for Mr. Grigsby to give 
you a Family Resource Center up­
date. You know that we have five 
new centers going this year. This is 
just an information item and update. 
Mr. Grigsby." 

Mr. Grigsby: "Just a brief sum­
mary to update you on the situation in 
our Family Resource Centers and 
YouthServiceCenterswhichwehave 
six now, Dr. Towler, in operation and 
the fli'St paragraph refers to that. that 
they are open in their respective 
schools and they are staffed and 
working. Dr. Towler hired the six 
directors of each of these service 
centers several weeks ago and they 
have been meeting with us in central 
office for orientation and workshop 
and also direction by the state super­
visor. They will be attending. The 
directors will be attending a meeting 
in Louisville this week- a state-wide 
meeting for all directors of these 
service centers. 

"So, we are very delighted to have 
these services. We are meeting with 
other agencies in Floyd County and 
coordinating those efforts and work­
ing with these Youth and Family 
Resource Centers. 

"Are there any questions on those, 
Dr. Towler, or board members?" 

Mr. Boyd: "I have a question. I 
cannot understand how a person who 
applied for one of these jobs came in 
second on the head job and sixth on 
the second job in command." 

Mr. Grigsby: Well, all we can tetl 
you. I, I cannot speak for Dr. Towler. 
I think I can in a sense, is that these 
recommendations came from the site­
based council at a certain high school. 
Is that what you're referring to, Mr. 
Boyd?" 

Mr. Boyd: "Right, the person's 
name is Kim Hall. I believe that's her 
name." 

Mr. Grigsby: "These recommen-

dations came from that site-based 
council through its principal, AI 
Osborne, to Dr. Towler. ls that cor­
rect Dr. Towler?" 

Dr. Towler: "From their advisory 
council, okay, which is separate from 
site-base. Advisory Council. We have 
advisory councils for each of the 
centers." 

Mr. Boyd: "Mr. Grigsby, I am 
deeply disappointed in this.

A new topic to explore with your 
child is, "What do you like about 
school?" By fmding out that answer, 
you can find out a lot about how youi' 
child thinks. An answer of "friends" 
may mean that your child feels alone 
and uncared about Perhaps, from 
your viewpoint, the child is cared 
about, but the child may not feel that 
way. 

Many times children look to 
friends to find love and acceptance 
when they feel their parents are very 
critical and overly strict. Sometimes 
they look to friends and their families 
for the discipline and structure they 
do not have at home. When a friend 
must go home for dinner or for ~ 
evening, that means a limit has been"!? 
set. The child will use that limit in 
exchange for the one his or her 
parent(s) did not set It is not a nice 
substitute, but it works in the child­
rearing process. 

Another thing children enjoy about 
school is recess. They enjoy the 
chance to run, jump, yell, make noise. 
They need time to be rid of their pent­
up emotions because most children 
are not aware of what they feel or that 
emotions even exist inside of them. 
How sad it is to fmd a child who doe 
not know what makes him or 
happy. Many can tell an adult what 
makes them sad or afraid, but they 
cannottellanadultaboutwhatmakes 
tltem feel good. 

Many times that is because they 
have had limited chances to experi­
ence joys or happiness. Out of mean­
ing well, we discipline our children 
to "be good" without telling them 
that they have been good. One of my 
students (aged 14) carne up to me in 
class, gave me a hug as he told me it 
was so hard to be good (as he squeezed 
my ribs to the breaking point) an<f. 
turned around to punch the next child/ 
who entered his field of sight. The 
child had done nothing, but "Billy" 
needed a tension release. We quickly 
learned (in that class, anyway) that 
"Billy" needed regular talks about 
how well he was doing in his work. 

Anotlter child I worked with had 
become so used to punishment as his 
only attention that he really did not 
know what "good" was, much less 
how to do it! The oarent and I worked 

daily on telling "Luke" what he did 
that was good. Telling him showed 
him exactly what "good" was. He t ) 
rapidly learned how to behave well 'I 
without needing very much punish­
ment. The parent learned rapidly to 
tell "Luke" that she was not paying 
attention to his "bad" behavior, but 
she would be happy to pay attention 
to him when he spoke quietly/sat in 
his chair silently for qne minute/put 
the cat on the floor gently. 

These are only examples, but how 
often we punish children and reward 
them with our attention without being 
aware of it! A child does not see 
"good" attention as any different from 
"bad" attention. It is still attention. 

Thegreatesthelpaparentcangive• 
teachers is teaching the child what 
"good" behavior is. Help the teachers 
by telling the child what he or she 
does right or helpful. Show your 
appreciation by saying those words 
of praise with a smile and eyes di­
rectly looking at your child's eyes. 
Spend a moment or two finding out 
what you want your child to behave 
like and then help him or her learn to 
behave that way. That can be a great 
"gift" to yourself, your child and tlte 
t.hild's teacher.

HEALTH HINTS 
Doctors Say Asthma Patients Don't 
Always Use Spacers as Prescribed 

Millions of Americans 
usc metered-do\e inhalers 
(MDis) to help treat the 
symptoms of asthma. Many 
of them also use "spacers" 
to help improve their thera­
py. However. patients do 
not alway~ use their spacers 
consistently, according to 
results of a Gallup Poll. 

Inhaler\ arc the devices 
most commonly used to 
deliver drugs directly to the 
lungs of patients with asth­
ma or chronic bronchitis. 
Inhalers arc designed to 
deliver a pre-measured puff 
of medication, which the 
patient must inhale at just 
the right moment using 
what some experts call 
"hand lung coordination." 

Spacers-tubes that con­
nect the inhaler to the 
patient's mouth-are pre· 
scribed to help patients over­
come the difficulty of hand­
lung coordination by holding 
the medication in a chamber 
until the patient breathes in. 

Spacers present their own 
problems, however. The 
doctors surveyed said that, 
on average, one in every six 
patients has difficulties 
using spacers correctly. And 
many physicians surveyed 
believe that patients do not 
use them for every dose. 
They said patients are least 
likely to use their spacers 
when away from home or 
when in public. 

When patients do not use 
their spacers with their 
mhalers, they are relying on 
their frequently poor coordi-

nation to deliver the dose of 
medication properly: there­
fore, they may not receive 
the maximum therapeutic 
benefit with each inhaler usc. 

The doctors surveyed 
believe that four out of five 
of their pattcnts who usc 
inhaler~ rhink they arc u~tng 
the devices correctly every 
time. However, the doctors 
say that they believe only 
about half of the patients 
actually use correct tcchn1que 
consistently. Clinical studies 
have shown similar results. 

The survey, sponsored 
by 3M Pharmaceuticab, a 
pioneer in the development 
of metered-dose inhalers. 
was conducted with 351 
office-based physicians by 
telephone 1n March and 
April of 199 I . All physi­
cians used MD!s to treat at 
least some of the1r pattents 
with reversible obstructive 
airway disease. The sample 
had a margin of error of 
plus or minus 5.2 percent­
age points.

Garage Door Safety: An Automatic Decision 
The road to safety should 

start right at your garage 
door, experts at the National 
Safety Council agree. 

An improperly adjusted 
garage door opener can exert 
deadly force when the door 
closes. This could lead to seri­
ous injury or death from being 
hit by a closing garage door or 
from becoming trapped under 
the door. Careless operation 
and allowing children to play 
with or use garage door open­
er controls are also dangerous 
situations that can lead to 
tragic results. A few simple 
precautions can protect your 
family and friends from 
potential harm: 

•Do not stand or walk 
under a moving door. Do 
not let children play "beat 
the door." It is very danger­
ous and can result in serious 
injury or death. 

• Keep transmitters and 
remote controls out of reach of 
children. Do not let children 
play with or use the transmit­
ters or remote FOntrols. 

•The pushbutton wall 
control should be out of 
reach of children at least 
five feet from the floor­
and awav from all moving 
parts. Mount Lnd use the 
button where you can 
clearly see th e c losing 
garage door. 

•Di sc uss garage door 
safety with your children.

trapped under the door. 
Teach children to never 
play under or near an open 
garage door. 

•When us1ng the push­
button or tran \mitter. keep 
the door in sight until it

completely closes. 
•Make sure your opener 

has a reversing feature and 
test the reversing feature 
every month. With the door 
open, place a one inch thick 
piece of wood, or a 2 x 4, 
laid flat, on the floor in the 
door's path at approximate­
ly the center of the door. 
Push the control button to 
close the door. The door 
opener must reverse and 
open the door when it 
strikes the wood . If the 
opener does not reverse, 
have it repaired or replaced. 

•Test the force setting of 
your garage door opener by 
holding up the bottom of 
the door as it closes. If the 
door does not reverse readi ­
ly, the force is exce~sive 
and needs adjusting by a 
qualified professional. 

•Periodically test the bal­
ance of your door. Start with 
your door closed. 01sconnect 
the garage door opener 
release mechanism so you 
can operate the door by hand. 
You should be able to lift the 

door smoothly and with little 
resistance. It should stay 
open around three to four feet 
above the floor. If it does not. 
it is out of balance. Ha\e it 
adjusted by a professional. 

•Consider adding an 
electric eye or edge sensor 
as an extra measure of 
safety to protect against 
entrapment. 

•Routine maintenance 
can prevent tragedies. Look 
at the garage door springs. 
cables. rollers, pulleys and 
other door hard\\ are for 
signs of wear. Rollers and 
hinges of a garage door 
require periodic lubricatmn 
with a spray silicone or 
lightweight household oil.

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ABORTION 

. · . PRO-LIFE PRO-CHOICE . 
by Teena Blackburn 

Frederica Mathewes-Green, of Feminists 
for Life of America, compares abortion to 
stealing a blanket from a homeless man. She 
says, "Imagine the fellow who stole a poor 
man's blanket, as he huddled homeless on 
the sidewalk. He might defend himself, 'I 
dido 't take anything important-not a house 
or a car or money-()nly a silly blanket' We 
would respond, 'Yes, but you took all he 
had.' The fetus may be small and weak, still 
developing, but when we smash and scatter 
these growing cells we take away everything 
he has; we steal the poor man • s blanket" 

In the public debate over abortion, the 
operative word for many has become 
"choice." Those who support legalized abor­
tion present it as simply, "Who makes the 
choice-the woman or the government?" 
What is left out is, "What are we choosing?" 
When a woman aborts, she destroys some­
thing human (biologically it can be nothing 
else), something living, something that from 
the moment of conception possesses a unique 
genetic identity. In other words, she destroys 
not some part of her body, but rather a 
separate being who is a "tenant" of sort in her 
body. Indeed the unborn have been com­
pared to astronauts in a space ship-depend­
ent, but not part of, what/who they are in. The 
unborn tenant, however, did not take up 
residence on his own. He was called into 
being by what is almost always a freely 
chosen human act. In over 97 percent of all 
pregnancies, the child is not conceived in 
rape or incest, but in a consentual act that the 
partners know may result in a child. 

In our society. if I cause an accident, I 
acquire an obligation for the care of the one 
I have affected. How then can we say we 
have no obligation for the care of the one I 
have affected. How then can we say we have 
no obligation to the unborn when we brought 
him into being? The choice to have sexual 
intercourse bears with it responsibility and 
accountability-to each other, and to any 
new life that results. 

For the 2-3 percent of pregnancies that 
result from rape or incest, I can only propose 
some questions. Do we believe that abortion 
will aid the healing of a woman who had 
been violated, or rather would we not add 
injustice to injustice, compounding injury 
with death, and thus contribute more to the 
sick violence of our society? Do we want to 
penalize the unborn because one parent was 
cruel, selfish, and lacking in conscience? Do 
we want to base the value of life on whether 
someone else wants us? (A question that 
should make all groups historically discrimi-

nated against, such as women, gays, blacks, 
the handicapped, and anyone else who is 
"different" very nervous.) Can we not find 
ways to deal with problem pregnancies that 
do not add to the body count? 

Women who abort are also victims. The 
"choice" to have an abortion is often the 
result of pressure from husbands, boyfriends, 
friends, and relatives. Our society lacks 
sufficient support services for women in 
crisis pregnancies, and many in panic and 
desperation think they have no other op­
tions. This same society puts a low value on 
women's ability to give life, and when we 
seek equality, the chance to develop our­
selves as full human beings, we art told in 
words and deeds that no provision will be 
made for our role as life-giver. Witness the 
lack of maternity leave, the absence of crea­
tive "in-house" day care in corporations, the 
seeming inability of the public sector to look 
on pregnancy as a positive reality, rather 
than as a disease. A woman is encouraged to 
see the child as the enemy, standing between 
her and her genuine human needs. 

Abortion victimizes the men who care for 
their children. They have no voice in the 
decision. We have spent a lot of time and 
energy encouraging men to take responsibil­
ity for their families, paying attention to the 
children, being present at their births, paying 
support and visiting if the marriage breaks 
up. We contradict ourselves by telling them 
that the unborn is nothing to them if the 
mother decides to terminate the pregnancy. 
For the men who are irresponsible, abortion 
lets then "off the hook," giving them justifi­
cation for their lack of commitment, and 
leading to the further exploitation of women. · 
They can perhaps toss the woman the money, 
and go away feeling as if they have taken 
care of the problem. 

It is worth noting that the Playboy Foun­
dation is a large contributor to the National 
Abortion Rights Action League. Any femi­
nist, indeed any woman, should be looking at 
that and saying, "What do they stand to 
gain?" 

The major questions of any society are, 
"What kind of people do we want to be? 
Whose human dignity will we respect? Who 
will we be responsible for'?" Our society has 
become increasingly sensitive to civil rights, 
women • s rights, human rights in general. We 
protect violence of all kinds-discrimina­
tion, torture, famine, and war, but we have a 
moral blind spot. How ironic, for instance, 
that we pass protective legislation for the 
handicapped, while encouraging the destruc­
tion of the imperfect before they are born.

RU-486. At once considered both the ul­
timate guardian of a woman's personal 
decision to carry a pregnancy to full term, 
and the ultimate symbol of society's arro­
gance of how, exactly, to defme and protect 
life. Hence, it is the current center of the 
debate over legalized abortions. Once again, 
the battle lines have been drawn in the never­
ending womb warsoflate Twentieth century 
America, and truth is the first casualty. 

The truth being buried under an ava­
lanche of absolutes and abstractions is that 
both sides have tended to frame the abortion 
debate in the most narrow political and ethi­
cal terms. Each side has its supporting statis­
tics, its medical experts, its horror stories. 
ThepublicdisagreementaboutRU-486,like 
the larger argument about abortion, high­
lights conflicting attitudes about the roles of 
sex, childbearing and careers in women's 
lives. But for women themselves how they 
feel about child-rearing and childcaring is 
probably a greater influence. 

Although you • d never know from listen­
ing to the abortion debate, it is inextricably 
linked to these complete and fundamental 
care-giving activities. When contemplating 
motherhood, most women realize that this is 
not a decision about a brief moment of 
ecstasy, nine months of pregnancy and a few 
hours of delivery-room agony. It is rather 
about one's ability to engage in the difficult 
work of helping children grow and develop, 
to demonstrate the patience and understand­
ing necessary to affrrm their strengths and 
weaknesses, to be loyal to them in spite of 
anger, sadness, illness, terrible handicaps 
and even death. It is a decision about taking 
on a job whose demands literally never end 
and acquiring an identity that can never 
entirely be shed. 

Few women decide to terminate an un­
wanted pregnancy casually, because they 
wish to preserve some abstract right, some 
absolute prerogative of individual liberty. 
Most make this decision because somewhere 
deep inside they understand the immense 
and unrelenting responsibilities of being a 
mother. And they know they are not ready 
for it. For most women the decision is frrmly 
rooted in the belief that they have the abso­
lute right to determine when and if they are 
prepared to take responsibility for another 
human being. 

Few supporters of either side of the de­
bate understand why that right is so pro­
foundly important Few of these supporters 
know from experience that the intense work 
of parenting does not end after a few ~x­
hausting months of round-the-clock feeding 

and diapering, years of "the terrible twos," 
sibling rivalry and sullen adolescence. par­
enting involves far more than teaching chil­
dren to "go potty," feed themselves, read, 
write and think, respect other human beings, 
control hostility and anger, overcome sad­
ness and disappointment, forge close rela­
tionships with others and maybe someday 
fmd a mate and have children of their own. 

Parenting involves the extraordinary ca­
pacity to cope with one • sown frustration­
and sometimes even one's own rage- to 
balance one's own needs with the often un­
predictable needs of another, to tolerate ter­
ribly anxiety and even dread about their 
safety and well-being, to give and give and 
give when there is no "please" and "thank 
you," and finally, in a bittersweet finale, to 
let go. 

This is not a job that one can successfully 
undertake in isolation. It really does take the 
equivalent of a traditional village to raise a 
child. That community must include fathers, 
relatives, friends, neighbors and even per­
fect strangers. It must help provide money, 
time and social support. 

That is precisely why, as a mother, I am 
awestruck and sometimes infuriated by the 
narrow and mean-spirited nature of the abor­
tion debate. I am stunned when I hear right­
wing pro-life advocates, in effect, imposing 
motherhood on women unpreparecl for or 
unwilling to assume this role. 

How can anyone tell another human being 
that she must bear the year-in and year-out 
responsibility of parenting? How can men­
I think here particularly of politicians, min­
isters and Supreme Court Justices who have 
spent little or no time caring for children 
and, in some cases, Oppose much-needed 
economic and social supports for many who 
do-howcan they socavalierlydecree that 
any woman can adjust to the burdens and 
demands of child-rearing? Do these "'right­
to-lifers" really believe that a stream of 
hormones magically ensures a lifetime 
supply of love, nurturing, parental wisdom 
and understanding? 

It would be almost laughable, were it not 
so tragic, that those who claim to be protect­
ing innocent young lives in fact seem to 
view children not as the objects of care but 
as punishment for adult misconduct or as 
penance for sexual misbehavior. Isn't that 
the meaning of anti-abortion advocates • oft­
repeated cliche that a woman trapped in an 
unwanted or unplanned pregnancy "has 
made her bed and now must lie in it?'' 

Many people are disturbed by abortions 
after the first trimester. Abortions for the

BIRTH CONTROL 
(Part II) 
by John G. Shiber 

As discussed in the last article, the two most effective birth 
control measures currently available in this country are the 
"Pill" and the recently FDA-approved five-year hormonal 
implant (e.g., the "Norplant Systemj. Even though they are 
nearly 100 percent effective when used according to pre. 
scribed guidelines, each of these methods chemically changes 
the hormonal balance in tfte woman's body in order to prevent 
pregnancy and, therefore, can cause some health problems in 
certain individuals. 

There are other birth control measures which do not inter­
fere with the woman's natural body functioning and which 
involve very little or no health risk. The most effective of these 
are the "barrier" methods, which physically prevent the sperm 
from entering the uterus by blocking the passage-way leading 
to it (i.e., the cervix). 

The barrier method which offers the best protection against 
pregnancy is the diaphragm. This is a thin piece of rubber

purposes of sex selection are universally reviled, although no 
one seems to know anyone who has had one. People are sta­
tistically uncomfortable with the so-called abortion of con­
venience. Semantics alone make it sound like a pregnancy 
ended because a woman wanted a child who was a Leo, not a 
Capricorn. 

Under our current laws we can assess what convenience 
means ip our own lives. A woman expecting her fourth child 
in five years and whose husband has just left her can decide 
whether convenience is the right word to describe why she 
wants an abortion. The parents of a pregnant 14 year-old vic­
tim of incest can decide if convenience is the right word for 
why they think an abortion is the answer. A woman who has 
been raped and, literally, impregnated against her will can 
decide if convenience is the right word to describe by feelings 
when she faces the question of abortion. Convenience is a 
deceptively simple word, and none of us lea~ ~imple lives. 

And I fmd it dismaying that so many femm1sts defend the 
rlght to choose solely on the grounds of privacy and personal 
liberty. That stance only reinforces the ~xtreme.vi~~ of an 
individual in society rather than a soc1ety of mdlVlduals. 
Rather the issue must be framed by one's affirmation of an 
individual's absolute need of a family and a community of 
care and nurture. 

Today our society debates whether ~i~e begins at the 
moment of conception and whether a prom1smg new drug can 
be used to terminate unwanted pregnancy. What we really 
need to question is our society's conc~p~on o~ what it ~~s to 
nurture and nourish human life, not m Isolauon but wtthm a 
human community.

which is stretched over a flexible metal ring. Shortly before 
intercourse, the woman covers the diaphragm on both sides 
with a sperm-killing jelly and then inserts it way up into the 
vagina, against the cervix. (If a contraceptive foam is also 
used, the effectiveness is increased). The diaphragm must be 
kept in place for about six hours after intercourse, then 
removed, washed with mild soap and water, and stored in a 
cool, dry place. A woman can get a diaphragm through her 
physician who can judge what size and shape is best for her to 
use. She must be "refitted" for one every two years, or after 
each pregnancy, or after any severe weight gain or loss. 

The cervical cap is the seeond most effective barrier 
method. It is a small version of the diaphragm and must also 
be gotten through a physician. It is used in exactly the same 
way as the diaphragm, only it must stay in place after inter­
course for at least eight hours. It is not true that the diaphragm 
and the cervical cap can slip into the uterus, contrary to what 
some women may think. 

The condom is the only birth control measure, at present, 
which the man uses. It is a membranous sheath, usually made 
of very thin rubber or sheep's intestine, and is worn immedi­
ately before intercourse. The condom has a space at the tip in 
which the sperm is deposited. This keeps the sperm from 
entering the woman's body altogether. Because condoms 
have been known to leak (or crack if old and/or dry), it is 
advisable that the woman use a sperm-killing jelly or cream at 
the same time to further insure protection. When used in this 
manner, the condom is nearly as effective as the cervical cap 
in preventing pregnancy. It must be mentioned, however, that 
a condom should be used only once and should be carefully 
checked for leaks before use. Furthermore, it should be put on 
immediately before any intercourse at all, because sperm can 
and do leave the man's body even before ejaculation, and each 
sperm is capable of fertilizing an egg and causing a pregnancy. 
Condoms are said to offer some protection against sexually­
transmitted diseases, but they should not be relied upon as 
being fool-proof. 

The vaginal sponge is also a barrier method which is used 
with a sperm-killing jelly or cream, but it is a relatively new 
method to American couples, so there are few data which can 
tell us just how effective it is. As with the diaphragm and 
cervical cap, the sponge must be completely covered (i.e.,

Historically, natural clay, along with the addition of. heat, 
has been transfonned into wonderful works of art. Th~ lten_lS 
can be both asthetically pleasing as well ItS func~onal m 
nature. Now, you can start dabbling in this an fonn sun ply by 
using baker's clay to mold your own Christmas ornaments, 
baskets, beads, jewelry, etc. . 

You may enjoy this craft so. much ~you dec1de to 
progress into the area of hand-built ce~anucs or potte~. 

Baker's clay requires only three ordinary household mgre­
dients-flour salt and water from the tap. Combine four cups 
of flour and o'ne cup of salt; add 1 1(2 cups of water. Stir the 
mixture until all of the dry ingredients are moistened. (Each 
recipe makes enough clay for one dozen ornaments of average 
size or several beads for jewelry making.) 

Knead the dough on a lightly floured table top for at least 
five minutes. The dough will hold together and have a velve~ 
texture. (At this point dough may be stored in~ scaled: plastic 
bag in the refrigerator for several days or use Immediately.) 

Mold the pans for the desired shape. (Make coils of dough

forcandycanes;roll dough out about 1/4" thick and use cookie 
cutters for flat shapes or cut your own original shapes; make 
designs with a toothpick or form small pieces of dough into the 
shapes you want and moisten with water to attach to other 
pans of the ornamenL Do the same for jewelry pans as well.) 

Use a nail or straw to make a hole at the top of each 
ornament for hanging. (For jewelry, you may only need a 
small hole made by using a toothpick. There will. be some 
shrinkage, so allow for that.) . . 

Bake on a cookie sheet at 35~ for30 mmutesor longerunbl 
the dough appears slightly brown around the edges. (The 
baking time will vary with the thickness of the doug~ and the 
length of time the dough has been exposed to th(; arr before 
baking. Larger, thicker items such as wreaths, baskets .or 
coiled items can be baked at 2(X)!I for a few hours. Otherw1se 
items may crack or split. If this happens, use extra dough you 
may have as a filler; smooth it out around the crack and let it 
air dry before sealing and decorating.) 

Remove cookie sheet from the oven and let the clay cool. 
Then, lift the items from the cookie sheet to a wire rack. Spray 
them with a clear varnish or plastic. This spray will seal out all 
moisture and preserve your creation for years. Otherwise, the 
high salt content will absorb moisture and the items will not 
retain their shape. 

After spraying, you can paint or deco~ your omam~nt 
(or other item) any way you wanL If you WISh, coat the entire 
item with a decoupage solution or spray again with varnish or 
plastic after your decoration~ are day. . . . 

Hang ornaments with a nbbon or cord smce the salt Will 
rust metal hangers. Store ornaments in a tightly sealed plastic 
bag. NOTE: Be sure to wash cookie cutters th.oroughly be­
cause the salt in this recipe is extremely corrosiVe.

Q: I am getting divorced. I will receive monthly cash 
payments but I don't want to pay taxes on them. My "ex" says 
I can, but I don't trust him. Is this possible?-C.M., Augusta, 
Ga. 

A: Sure. You and your spouse may designate that other­
wise taxable payments are not alimony by including a provi­
sion in your divorce or separation instrument that these 
payments are not deductible by your husband and are ex­
cluded from your income. To exclude these payments from 
income, you must attach a copy of the instrument designating 
them as not being alimony to your tax return for each year the 
designation applies. 

Q: I just found my deceased aunt's income tax refund check 
for 1989. The bank won'tcash it. Nor will my broker. Will the 
IRS cash it?-J.W., Santa Fe, N.M. 

A: No U.S. Government checks must be cashed within 12 
months of the date they are issued. Checks not cashed within 
12 months wil~ be canceled and the proceeds returned to the 

IRS. If your check has been canceled, you can apply to the IRS 
to have it reissued. Visit your local IRS office and they will 
assist you. 

Q: I am currently in the process of doing some estate 
planning. I was wondering if my severely handicapped adult 
son would be eligible for benefits from Social Security if I 
died? I am currently working and supporting him fully.­
C.T., Columbus, Ohio 

A: If your son was disabled before he was 22 years of age 
and meets the medical requirements, he would be entitled to 
Social Security benefits from your work record. Your son 
would also be insured for benefits not only in the event of your 
death, but also when you retire or if you became disabled. 

Q: Several years ago I received stock in a new corporation 
in exchange for my services. For tax purposes, what is my cost 
in the stock now that I am ready to sell it?-B.H. Portland, 
Maine 

A: Probably what you should have done is included the 
stock as income when you first received it. Normally, the cost 
basis of stock is the purchase price plus any cost incurred to 

purchase them such as commissions and transfer fees. In your 
particular situation, the basis of the stock is usually deter­
mined by the fair market value of the services rendered which 
were_ subject to income tax in the year that the services are 
performed. Generally, if there was no inclusion of income at 
that time, your basis probably is zero. 

Q: I have recently donated to our church a personal com-

puter and printer I purchased several years ago. What amount 
can I claim as a deduction?-M.D. Williamsport. Pa. 

A: If you donate property to a qualified organization, 
generally the fair market value of the property at the time of 
the contribution is the amount of your charitable contribution. 
However, if the property has increased in value, you may have 
to make some additional adjustments. Fair market value is the 
price at which property would change hands between a willing 
buyer and a willing seller, neither having to buy or sell, and 
both having reasonable knowledge of all the relevant facts. 
Most computers do not increase in value. If this is true, your 
deduction would be its current fair market value.

FUSES AND CIRCUIT BREAKERS 

If too much current flows in a wire, it can ~et h~t enough 
to set fire to surrounding ~~t~rials. Fus~ and ctrcmt breakers 
protect against this posstbtht.Y by cutung off power to any 
circuit that is drawing excess1ve power. 

Circuit·breakers work like thermostats --: when ~ey g~t 
too hot, they shutoff power. The key elemen~ m a fuse IS a stnp 

Fixit 
of metal with a low melting point. When too much current 
flows, the strip melts, or "blows," thereby interrupting power 
in the circuit. Unlike circuit breakers, which can be reset after 
they trip, a blown fuse must be replaced. In neither case, 
however, should the circuit be reactivated until the cause of 
the problem has been located and fixed. 

There are two kinds of fuses: screw-in, for under 30 
amperes, and cartridge, for 30 amperes and up. Both are 
available in slow-blow designs that safely allow temporary 
overloads. Cartridge fuses often show no sign of having 
blown. A blown screw-in fuse can generally be spotted by a 
blackened glass or break in the metal strip. Either type can be 
checked with a continuity tester or a volt-ohm meter. When 
using the meter, set it to the RXI scale and touch its probes to 
the terminals of the fuse. A reading of zero ohms means the 
fuse is good. 

Fuses and circuit breakers are rated in amperes and are 
matched to the wiring they protect. Never replace a fuse or 
breaker with one rated for higher amperage and do not attempt 
to force a circuit breaker to stay on or to circumvent the 
operation of a fuse by substituting a penny or a wad of foil.

"I was laid off," she 
continued, "And there were 
no jobs to be had. From 
November (1990) to 
January (1991) I looked for 
work" without luck. 

She joined the Job 
Training Partnership Act 
program (JTP A) under the 
guidance of program 
director Ann Davis whom 
DeRossett affectionately 
calls, "my guardian angel.1

' 

The 1TP A program 
"tries to give people a skill 
and get them in the 
workforce," said 
DeRossett "I was given 

two options while in the 
program (for learning new 
skills). I could go to college 
or to a vocational school." 

Unsure of the best route, 
she met with PCC counse­
lor Joe Sutton who helped 
steer her in the right 
direction. "I wouldn't have 
been here (PCC) or stayed 
if it wasn't for Joe Sutton," 
she said. "He convinced 
me that PCC had more to 
offer than other schools." 

Career counseling also 
aided her in deciding to 
pursue an associate degree 
in business technology. 
She also received fmancial 
aid from the college. 

The first semester was 
not all roses, however. 

"Two weeks after the 
semester started I was 
devastated. I was crying," 
she recalled. "I studied 
nine hourS a day, but still 
my homework was not 
done. Joe (Sutton) gave me 
the option of dropping 
some classes." 

To a determined person 
like DeRossett, the idea of

"I studied longer and I 
didn't drop classes," she 
said. 

DeRossett acknowl­
edged that her greatest fear 
in returning to school was 
attempting college level 
work for the first time.

soaked) with spennicide and inserted up against the cervix 
shortly before intercourse. It is supposed to remain effective 
for 2-4 hours after insertion. 

Spennicides are spenn-killing chemicals in the fonn of 
jellies, creams and foams, which are inserted by means of an 
applicator into the vagina immediately before intercourse. If 
used alone, spennicides are not reliable for preventing preg­
nancy. but when used with one of the barrier methods men­
tioned above, they can be effective. Spennicides in the fonn 
of vaginal suppositories or foaming tablets are not as effective 
as jellies and creams. 

The condom, the vaginal sponge, and most spermicides 
may be bought in any drug store or "health aids" section of a 
department store withouta prescription. Prices vary according 
to brand name, quality. and/or where they are purchased. 

tent pain two to three times a day ,lasting anywhere from two 
to five minutes on each occasion. We have visited various 
doctors, but they don't seem to be able to help her. 

Weareatourwits' end as to what to do to help her get relief, 
and needless to say. we would be very grateful if you could tell 
us what needs to be done to remedy her very bad situation. 

DEAR READER: I wish I could help, but your wife has a 
complication of shingles that is between difficult and impos­
sible to treat She no longer has an infection with an active 
virus causing the skin lesions, but rather a pain problem. The 
infection does something to the nerve fibers that transmit pain 
that results in this complication. 

About three percent of patients with shingles who are in the 
older age group have this complication, lasting a year or much 
longer after an acute attack. 

I know from some of my letters that people confuse 
postherpetic neuralgia, which your wife has, with the acute 
attack of shingles. When it is an uncomplicated acute attack, 
the illness will run its course in one or two weeks. Regardless 
of what you take during that time, you will get well. That 
explains some of the apparent cures with things that have 
nothing to do with the illness.

1 ounce (2) ice cubes, preferably chopped 
Combine ingredients in blender. Blend until smooth. Pour

Makes 10 servings 
Flaky Pastry Crust, recipe follows 
1 (30-ounce) can pumpkin pie filling 
2/3 cup undiluted evaporated milk 
l!l cup Egg Beaters 99% Egg Product 
Non-dairy prepared whipped topping, for garnish 
Orange peel, for garnish

Athletics no longer for the macho 
as women expand involvement in sports

"You've come a long way baby" was the message of 

television commercials advertising Virginia Slim cigarettes 
before cigarette commercials were banned from television. 

Now, we don't know if women have "come a long way" 
because they decided to start smoking Virginia Slims, but we 
have to admit, they have come a long way in the world of 
spons. 

Many of the sporting events that the female athletes are 
participating in now weren't considered lady-like in past days. 
Playing basketball, softball, baseball, running track and tak­
ing part in field events was strictly for the men. Oh, being a 
cheerleader was acceptable for the women to do as far as 
athletics went But even cheerleading has become such a vast 
sport in itself. 

But things have definitely changed. 
Now, women hold head coaching jobs around the country 

and are doing a very good job at it. With the revival of girls 
basketball in 197 5 under the Title IX act, the ladies were given 
a fair shake under the law and the women's sports programs 
have blossomed. 

And she only played three years. 
Most recently on the national scene, Donna Hetman has 

taken on the responsibility of coaching high school football at 
Taft High School in California She is believed to be the only 
female to coach a boys football program. 

But, we are witnessing more and more women being oo the 
scene in the world of spons. 

Women have tried desperately to break into major league 
baseball as umpires. While some of the minor leagues do 
employ female umpires, the big leagues frown on such a 
possibility. But, don't be surprised if you are watching a 
baseball game soon and a female umpire is introduced to the 
crowd. 

Women have made great strides in athletics and will 
continue to do so in future years. 

There will always be some who do not support women 
athletes but they are looking from the viewpoint that sports 
were created for men. Women have had a definite impact on 
the game and continue to make an impact 

In the 15th Region, more and more females are calling high 
school basketball games. There are some men's basketball 
coaches who even frown on that. But, as years go by, women 
are getting more involved in the game, especially officiating 

because they have recognized that they can do just as ~ell as 
men. 

According to Assistant Commissioner Larry Boucher of 
the KHSAA, the one hope for female officials is the three­
person officiating crews. Boucher explained that if the three­
person crews are used more by high schools, men coaches 
would be more willing to allow a female official to call their 
game. Boucher views the possibility as highly probable in the 
near future. 

Several reasons have been given on the national, state and 
local level for the wide acceptance of women in spons. One 
has been their ability to show the leadership that some male 
counterparts have failed to demonstrate. Honesty, integrity, 
the ability to communicate as well as leadership qualities have 
been a big plus for women coaches. 

Other areas that women have made progress in are track 
and field, tennis, golf, soccer, karate and polo. ..-

The future of women becoming more involved on a wider 
scale such as general managers, club presidents, field manag­
ers or even an owner is not too remote in this day and time. The 
female athlete has brought a whole new challenge in the spons 
world and will continue to do so because they truly have 
"come a long way". -

Closeout 

In 1990 two women coaches came to the rescue of two high 
school baseball teams that were on the borderline of being 
curtailed. At McDowell, when no one else was interested in 
the head coaching job, Cassandra Akers (who was girl's 
basketball coach at the time) stepped forward and ran the 
men's baSeball team. The same was true at Wheelwright in the 
same year. Coach Billie Joe Stegall took over the Wheel­
wright Trojans because no other coach could be found. 

Women coaches in Floyd County have been instrumental 
in building a very competitive women's basketball program in 
the 15th Region. When women's basketball came into promi­
nence in 1975, Patricia Murphy guided the Allen Central Lady 
Rebels to their first girls' district title. Judy Eversole came on 
the scene and won the only girl's regional title at Allen Central 
and Bonita Compton has carried on the strong tradition at the 
Right Beaver school by winning three consecutive district 
championships.
