The commission voted 3-1 in fa­
vor of the suspension pending the 
outcome of an investigation and a 
due process hearing for the two men. 

Commissioners Andy Akers, 
Luther Johnson and Lowell Parker 
voted f<I the move and Mayor Ken­
'neth Johnson voted against the sus­
pensionandcommissioner Alan Tay-

• lor was not present when the vote was 
taken. 

City attorney Greg Isaac said that 
under the Police Officer's Bill of 
Rights the commission could not 
publicly discuss the issues surround­
ing the suspension. 

Commissioner Parker infonned 
the audience that Hannon was not 
frred and he would be allowed to 
continue living in the apartment pro­
vided by the city. 

Commissioners, by a 3-1 vote, 
named Bob Moore as acting police 
chief until the issue is resolved. Mayor 
Johnson voted against appointing 
Moore and asked Moore to forgive 
him. 

"I respect and like you," Johnson 
told Moore. "But, I will not vote for 
you. Will you forgive me?"

Use permit likely to be denied : 

Landfill caught in crossfire

Floyd County's solid waste prob­
lems are mounting and time is run­
ning out for county officials to de­
velop a plan to address those issues. 

At Friday's Floyd County Fiscal 
Court meeting, Floyd County Attor­
ney Jim Hammond and Judge-Ex­
ecutive John M. Stumbo said state 
officials are making it virtually im­
possible to develop a plan. 

••Everything we submit (on the 
landfill) the state turns down," 
Hammond told the court. "The state 
not only wants us to develop our own 
solid waste plan, they want us to 
develop one for the entire region. 
Because of a new time frame we can 
only operate the presentlandflll until 
June 30, 1995. They (state officials) 
come out in public and say it's our 
fault. There's a possibility we can 
ttttn our present landflll into a trans­
fer station." 

Natural Resources Cabinet co-di­
rector Phillip Shepherd said Tuesday 
that the county's request to accept 
wasteatthelandfllluntill995willbe 
denied. Shepherd added that 
Hammond's comments that the state 

wanted Floyd County to develop a 
regional plan were, in part. accurate. 

"When they say we've been ask­
ing Floyd County to develop a plan 
for the whole region, in a sense that • s 
true. Floyd County can 'tafford to run 
that landfill and just take Floyd 
County waste. Unless they can come 
to us with contracts and a plan to 
collect waste from several other ar-

eas, they simply don't have a finan­
cial base to open and operate a land­
fill. It'saregional problem that ought 
to be solved on a regional basis." 

Shepherd said Floyd officials are 
probably "frustrated" that they have 
not been able to get other counties to 
agree to use the landfill.

Three from Floyd are

Mid-trial agreement nets plaintiff $20,000: 

Bus route 
case settled

A settlement was reached Tues­
day in Floyd County Circuit Court 
just before the start of the second day 
ofproceedingsinacivil.case involv­
ing the Floyd County Board of Edu­
cation and the estate of a fonner con­
tract bus driver. 

Attorneys negotiated a $20,000 
award to theestateofRudolph Lewis, 
which had sued the board, former 
superintendent Ron Hager and former 
boardchairmanJames"Doc" Adams. 

The civil suit claimed that Lewis 
hadlosthiscontractbusroutein 1989 
becausehewouldnotsupportaschool 
board candidate endorsed by Hager 
and Adams in the 1988 election. 

Lewis • estate had flied the suit in 
June after Rudolph Lewis died ear­
lier this year. 

The case was initially filed in U.S. 
District Court, butJudgeJoseph Hood 
ruled last year that the issues were a 
matter for the state courts. 

F.C. Bryan, the attorney repre­
senting the school board, Hager and 
Adams, said Tuesday that he agreed 
to settle the case because the insur­
ancecarriers thought it would be more 
economical. 

"Actually it is a settlement by the 
insurance carrier for the defendants 
that makes up its own mind," Bryan 
said. "They felt rather than to pay the 
expense of more trial and the expense 
of.a possible appeal, they would (save) 
more money by settling the case." 

The lawsuit claimed that the wife 
of an alleged messenger for Adams 
and Hager was awarded Lewis' bus 
route when she submitted a lower bid 
for the services, but that the board 
illegally increased the price. of her 
contract later without rebidding the 
contract 

Testimony began with ihe reading 
of Lewis' deposition in which he said 
Hager and Adams had called him 
eight to ten days before the Novem­
ber 1988 election and asked him to 
garner support for district three can­
didate Brent Clark. 

Lewis' deposition said he told the 
two that he didn't get involved in 
politics because he was a minister. 
The deposition said that the night 
before the election he was visited by 

James Steffey who told him that Hager 
and Adams had sent him to speak 
with Lewis about the election. 

Lewis said in the deposition that 
Steffey told him he had spoken with 
another bus driver and told that driver 
if he didn't "get out" and worlc for 
Clark on the election he would be 
fired. 

James Steffey, whose wife, Mar-

23 between Prestonsburg and 

• Paintsville is open for business. 
FloydCounty'seight-mile segment 

of the 13-mile bypass was unceremo­
niously cleared for traffic Monday. 
two months ahead of schedule, giv­
ing an early Christmas present to 
some Prestonsburg merchants and 
hundreds of coal truck drivers. 

.. We still have a lot of work to do," 
Denton Billiter, superintendent of the 
Pikeville office of the state Transpor­
tation Cabinet said Tuesday. 

Billiter said Monday's opening of 
~ ~oyd County section effectively 
elimmated a bottleneck at the road's 
intersection with Route 114, where 
construction has caused headaches 
for motorists and financial woes for 
merchants in two Prestonsburg shop-

ping plazas. The intersection, Billiter 
added, was not expected to be com­
pleted before late January, but was 
completed two months ahead of 
schedule. He credited the diligent ef­
forts of road contractors for speeding 
up the construction project.

The detour, along 
Route 114 to Prestonsburg and then 
Route 460 to Paintsville, was forced 
when state highway officials deemed 
the Bert T. Combs Bridge in 

Prestonsburg unsafe for heavy truck 
traffic. 

Billiter said Tuesday that coal haul­
ers could use the new segment of 
Route 23 only if they detoured from 
the new road on Route 3 to Inez and 
then on Route 645 back to Route23 at 
Ulysses in Lawrence County. That 
trip is 10 miles shorter than the Route 
114 to Route460detour, Billiter said. 

Loaded coal trucks and other heavy 
vehicles are still banned from using 
old Route 23 through Paintsville, 
Billiter added, because a river cross­
ing bridge at Hager Hill is not rated 
for heavy traffic . 

The eight-mile section in Floyd 
County of the four-laning project has 
cost an estimated $48 million and 
was funded by state Resource Recov- ~ 
ery Funds, revenues amassed from 
mineral taxes. Bizzack Brothers Con­
struction serves as the prime contrac­
tor on the project, with paving work

garet, was awarded the bus contract, 
testified Monday that he did not tell 
Lewis anything of the sort. 

"I went to his house and asked him 
what it (the election) looked like on 
Prater Creek." Steffey said. "I didn't 
know Ron Hager at the time. I never 
told Lewis (Adams and Hager sent 
me). I didn't say that about firing 
him. Nothing like that was said." 

School board chairman Ray 
"Shag" Campbell testified Monday 
that he did not know how Steffey's 
bus contract had been increased and 
that he opposed the raise during the 
September 1989 board meeting. 

"I voted against increasing it." 
Campbell said "I thought we should 
rebid it It was not readvertised and I 
don't even know how they raised it" 

Campbell said Steffey's contract 
forfourbusruns increased by$19 per 
day on one run; $15.50 per day on 
two separate runs; and $2 on another. 

Former superintendent Ron Hager 
testified that he had "never called" 
Lewis in his life. 

When asked by Lewis' attorney, 
Ned Pillersdorf, if he had an interest 
in the school board election, Hager 
replied, "certainly, a superintendent 
should be." 

Hager said the only phone call he 
made concerning the election was to 
Wallace Calhoun, "a good friend and 
neighbor." 

"I asked him how the precinct 
would go (in his district)," Hager 
said. 

Hager disagreed with Campbell's 
testimony that he didn't know how 
Steffey'scontractwasincreased,say­
ing, "the presentation was made in 
the open at the board meeting and the 
facts and figures were discussed 
openly." 

The case apparently was a sore 
spot for Adams, who after the trial 

responded to Pillersdorfs remark of 
"Merry Christmas" after they passed 
in the courtroom doorway, by saying, 
"same to you son, up your ... " 

In a related matter, Margaret 
Steffey had sued the school board in 
U.S. District Court in Pikeville in 
January claiming the board did not 
renew her contract bus route because 
her husband supported Delano May 
who ran against Ray "Shag" 
Campbell in 1990 school board elec­
tion. 

Pikeville attorney Larry Webster, 
who represented Steffey, said Tues­
day that the case had been dismissed 
by Judge Hood because the failure to 
get a bid is not "protected conduct" 
under the constitution. 

Webster said Steffey did not ap­
peal the ruling. ..

Newsome, who was at Monday's 
meeting, vowed legal action against 
the commission. 

"You will hear from my lawyer," 
Newsome said. "You laid me off the 
fiTSt time and I didn't say anything. I 
will talk to a lawyer." 

The commission's decision came 
_. after a 55-minute closed session, 

which required about a dozen mem­
bers of the audience to wait outside 
the building. 

Commissioner Taylor had left the 
closed meeting earlier complaining 
that "his lungs could not take the cold 
air," Mayor Johnson said. The heater 
in city hall meeting room was not in 
operation Monday. 

Commissioners Luther Johnson 
and Lowell Parker were named to 
investigate and present the charges 
during the due process hearing against 
Llle two policemen. 

• Taylor, who had rewrned to the

Silver bells toll death for some

Silver bells will toll a less than 
joyous note for many Kentuckians 
this holiday season, as the state's 
highway death toll traditionally in-

~ creases during the period between 
ChristmasEveandNewYear'sDay. 

Kentucky State Police Adminis­
trative Specialist Lisa Netherton said 
Tuesday that there were six fatal ac­
cidents in which nine people were 
killed on Kentucky's roadways over 
the 1991 holiday season. 

Of the nine fatalities, Netherton 
said, one was a pedestrian, two were 
drivers four were passengers and 
two w~re riding on a 'motorcycle. 
Fourofthosekilled were ejected from 
their vehicles and only one of the 
victims was wearing any type of 

w safety-restraint, Netherton said: a 
child safety-seat. 

The youngest victim was less than 
one year old. 

Five of those six accidents in-
volved drivers who were impaired by 
the use of alcohol, Netherton said. 

In order to help stem the flow of 
alcohol-related accid~nts, tJ_te K~­
tucky State Police, m conjuncuon 
with county and city law-enforce­
ment agencies, have .enacted Opera­
tion: Nighthawk, whtch began state­
wide last Saturday, December 19.

I feel I can explain to the authors 
of Wednesday's letter the reason it 
was not put on the front page as 
requested. 

1. It was sent as a letter to the 
Editor just as this one is. Don't recall 
ever seeing them on the front page 
before. 

2. The two articles covering the 
issue which were on the front page 
were done as coverage of a lawsuit by 
this paper and I suppose the owners 
of the paper felt they could put it 
wherever they wished and this family 
had nothing to do with it. 

I'd like to close by saying I have a 
really hard time with a teacher malc­
ing the statement that when a child 
makes a decision they need to learn to 
live with it-this teacher has said in 
public in your paper that if a child in 
her class, for whatever reason, malces 
a decision to not complete their work, 
they cannot have a second chance or 
that youngster, who, for whatever 
reason, drops out of school before 
fmishing, should not be allowed to 
reenter and finish their education. I 
never realized this was what we were 
teaching our youth and that, "do unto 
others as you would want others to do 
unto you," has been so lost in our 
daily lives.

Editor's note: The Following state­
ment, presented to the board on De­
cember 15, was included with the 
above letter. 

Honorable Board Members, 
We are here to ask you to consider 

a ruling on an issue that has recently 
occurred at Adams Middle School. 
We would like to tell the complete 
story and give each member the op­
portunity to ask questions and to hope­
fully give us an answer. 

During this past summer our 
daughter made the decision to stop 
being a cheerleader. This decision 
was of her own free will and due to 
reasons not being concerned with 
cheerleading. This decision was made 
after she had been involved in all the 
activities for the better part of the 
summer, including cheerleading 
camp. I do want to add that the nega­
tive attitudes that the providers of the 
camp left with our daughter was a 
decisive factor in quitting the squad. 

On October 7, 1992, our daughter 
was contacted by phone by Tonya 
Horne, an employee of the FCB ofE 
and acting as coach of the AMS A­
team cheerleaders under the spons<r­
ship of Janie Lyons. It is our knowl­
e!ge that the sponsor of cheerleading 
clubs is paid an annual stipend of 
1000.00 dollars per squad. Since, 
Janie Lyons was duly hired by this 
board and paid the annual salary for 
the position for which she was hired 
to perform, it is our belief, as well as 
the position of the sponsor, as stated 
in her affidavit, and other persons 
throughout the county that are in the 
capacity as sponsor of cheerleaders, 
that the sponsor has control of the 
organization in as much as a basket­
ball, football or baseball coach has 
decision-malcing control of their re­
spective clubs or organizations. 

After being asked to return to the 
squad, our daughter was allowed to 
practice and to cheer at a ballgame, 
thus giving her a taste, or teasing her 
if you will, with being back on the 
cheerleading squad. On October 12, 
when our daughter returned to 
cheerleading practice, she was in­
formed by Mrs. Janice Allen, princi­
pal at AMS, that the decision the 
sponsor/coach made was out of line 
and that she, the principal, would 
have to confer with the Board of 
Education to be advised of the rules 
concerning and regulating cheerlead­
ers. This temporary removal of our 
daughter after she had been placed on 
the squad by an employee of this 
boardcameafteranonslaughtofcom­
plaints by a limited number of par­
ents led by Paula Collins, teacher 
AMS. 

The return of our daughter to the 
squad in no way affected another 
child's position on the squad in that 
her position was not filled by another 
cheerleader but left vacant In addi­
tion, it did not violate any of the rules 
and regulations for cheerleaders set 
down by this board. When Mrs. Allen 

called our child in to inform her she 
would not be able to cheer, she cited 
the rule that states: "If a child will­
fully gives up her position on the 
squad she is not eligible for the fol­
lowing year." This rule should not be 
considered in that everything oc­
curred in the same school year, how­
ever, if this rule could apply, it would 
have become invalid when the em­
ployee of the board invited her to 
return. 

Dr. Towler, our daughter is not a 
discipline problem nor was she dis­
missed from the squad for failure to 
malce good grades as these were the 
reasons given by the board's attor­
neys that she should not be replaced 
on the squad. Our child is an honor 
roll student, a past representative to 
the student council, a member of the 
community United Methodist Church 
and a duly elected cheerleader for the 
past 5 years. She is highly skilled in 
gymnastics as is a rule for all cheer­
leaders. To the best of our knowledge 
she had broken none of the rules set 
down by the board, while there are 
girls currently acting as cheerleaders 
that have clearly violated specific 
rules. The following includes but is 
not limited to the rules that have been 
violated; that squads are limited to 12 
cheerleaders, the AMS squad has 17 
left, three of which were not elected 
but were subsequently placed on the 
squad; that all squad members be 
slcilled in gymnastics, only a limited 
number of the girls have basic slcills, 
our daughter happened to be one of 
the few; and the specific rule for 
which our daughter was removed 
which states "if a girl willfully gives 
up her position she is not eligible for 
the following year"; there are two 
girls on the AMS squad as well as 
girls on the PHS squad and if the truth 
were known probably lots of other 
squads in this county that gave up 
their positions last year that were 
allowed to tryout, make and remain 
on the squad. 

We are not malicious people and 
have no desire to see another child 
hurt by the hands of adults and in no 
way want a child removed for non­
compliance of a rule. We are how­
ever, disquieted by the fact that rules 
seem to be enfooced for some but not 
for others. 

Children are children-they are 
not adults, they make impulsive deci­
sions, decisions they may live to re­
gret. The sponsors and coaches of the 
AMS cheerleading squad were try­
ing to do an act of kindness for a 
child, in return they have been ridi­
culed and harassed by parents.! would 
like to thank these sponsors for being 
willing to go out on a limb to help a 
child, I believe they would have done 
the same things for any of the other 
girls. 

I would like to read a quote that 
ironically I found on the wall of the 
AMS 6th grade planning room. 

Board members and guests, please 
be informed that our daughter nor 
ourselves asked for our daughter to 
be returned to the squad. Therefore, 
she is not the guilty party but a 14 
year old child, that has been made the 
victim at the hands of a group of 
adults. Adults who are educators, no 
less.

Letcher man gets 
six years in sex case 

A federal judge Monday sentenced a prominent 
Eastern Kentucky coal operator to six years in 
prison for transporting a minor into Virginia for 
sexual purposes.

Wilford Niece, 52, of Letcher County, to pay a 
$7 5,000 fine for his October 2 conviction. And he 
told Niece to undergo sex-offender treatment while 
in prison "for what I believe to be a natural affinity 
to young women."

Pike man gets limited rights 
to visit daughter's grave 

An Eastern Kentucky man embroiled in a fam­
ily squabble over the burial place of his only child 
won partial rights Monday to visit the grave. 

Jerry Belcher, 48, of Pike County had been 
visiting the grave of his daughter, Melissa Ann 
Belcher, two or three times each week since her 
death in 1982 at age 12 of a kidney ailment. He 
built a 12-by-14-foot shelter over her pink, heart­
shaped granite gravestone and has scattered stuffed 
animals, plastic flowers and a music box about the 
plot. 

But the cemetery belongs to Patricia Branham, 
who divorced Belcher's brother, Charles Belcher, 
in 1990. And after alleged threats from Jerry 
Belcher,Branhamgotaprotectiveorderandwarned 
that Belcher would face charges if he continued to 
trespass on her property. 

After a 3 1/2-hour hearing Monday, Letcher 
District Judge Sam Wright issued a restraining 
order requiring Belcher to remain at l{(ast 500 feet 
from Branham and her home. But he said Belcher 
could use the road leading to the cemetery and 
could visit his daughter's grave between 2 p.m. and 
4 p.m. on Sundays. - The Courier-Journal

KDFWR commission 
sets 1992-93smallgame 
and deer season dates 

Dates for the 1993-94 small game 
and deer seasons were recently set 
during the quarterly meeting of the 
Kentucky Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources (KDFWR) Com­
mission in Frankfort. 

No changes in small game sea­
sons were made with the exception of 
squirrel season. The 1993 squirrel 
season will be August 21 through 
October 31, and November 23 
through December 31 for the entire 
state. The commission moved to 
eliminate the Eastern Squirrell Zone 
(southeastern counties) that previ­
ously opened Labor Day Weekend. 
Rabbit. quail, grouse and tw-bearer 
hunting seasons will remain the same 
as last year. Zone A (east) for rabbits 
andquailwillbeopenNov.I-12,1993 
and Nov. 23,1993 through Jan. 
31,1994. Zone B counties will open 
to rabbit and quail hunting Nov. 
23,1993 and run through February 
20,1994. Grouse season will be Nov. 
23,1993 through the last day of Feb­
ruary, 1994, and furbearer season 
Nov. 23,1993 through Jan. 31,1994. 
Daily bag limits for all species re­
main the same. 

No changes were made for the 
1993-94 deer season dates. The mod­
em gun season for deer will open as 
usual on the second Satmday in No­
vember. Complete dates will be Nov. 
13-22, 1993 for gun season. Archery 
deer hWiting will be open Oct. 1,1993 
through Jan. 15,1994. Muzzle-load­
ing fueanns will be permitted for 
huntingdeerOct 16-17andDec.ll-
17,1993. Crossbows will be permit­
ted for taking deer during periods 
when fuearms can be used, and from 
Nov. 23 through Dec. 2,1993. Other 
deer season regulations will be dis­
cussed dW'ing the March commis­
sion meeting. 

In other action, the commission 
apJX'OVed setting specific hunting sea­
son dales for crows fiX 1993-94 to 
comply with federal mandates. Next 
year, crows will be allowed to be 
taken only from Nov. 1 through the 
last day of February. The effective 
daJc of this new regulation and sea­
son on crows will be May 1. 

Action taken by the KDFWR 
Commission regarding hunting and 
fashing regulations is subject to the 
legislative review process.

With this in mind, we have to 
also include peer pressure, and 
the courage our children have to 
face on whether to follow or to 
lead. 

To give an example, a few 
weeks ago, I was asked to call roll 
in the Media Center class.

As long ago as I can remember, 
Mommie and Pa and "us children" 
had lived on a little bank. at tllC'! foot 
of a hill, in next-to-the-last-house on 

• the head of the Conley Fork of Ab­
bott. 

Across the branch from us, there 
was another hill, with a big cedar tree 
right at the tip-top of it. 

It was a pretty tree. Its limbs were 
long and thick, a little ways from the 
ground; then they tapered off, until 
one limb at the top pointed straight 
toward heaven. 

And it was an endurable tree; its 
ttunk was sturdy, and its roots were 
deep down. 

· tree provided a good place 
fo song-birds to build their nests 

, during the summer. And after the 
fll'St red-birds would herald the ar­
rival of snow in the winter, its 
branches would often become heavy­
laden, and gusts of wind would send 
swirls of snowflakes along the hill 
top. 

Not once, back then, did it ever 
occur to me that our cedar was put 
here on this earth for a Christmas 
tree-for at that time none of us had 
ever heard of celebrating that Great 
Day in such a manner. 

Nor were "us children" ever led to 
believe in Santa Claus. As soon as we 

• were old enough to understand what 
Mommie and Pa were talking about, 
they said to us: 

"There's not any such-a-thing as a 
Santie Claus." 

Just as one of the greatest realiza­
tions of my life came with the assur­
ance that: ''God is in His Heaven, and 
all is right with the world," the sad­
dest announcement I had to accept 
during my childhood was the one 
made by my parents about the jolly, 
old elf. 

For I wanted that "big, fat, white 
bearded. rosy-cheeked, good-hearted, 
old feller" we'd heard so much about 
from the more well-to-do girls and 
boys in our little neighborhood, to s­
q-u-e-e-z-e down through our chim­
ney, and find our stockings hung on 
big, old nails right beside our frre­
place, and for him to hunt around in 
that great, big pack he was reported to 
have flung over his back, and fmd 
pretties for us. just like those other 

children were always claiming he'd 
found for them! 

But not once, during all those 
years, did any Santa Claus ever set 
foot on the hearthstone of our little 
household. 

And so we spent our Christmases 
this a-way: 

We'd all gather in a semi-circle 
around our wood-fireplace, and talk 
about things like: 

Whether we were going to have 
enough canned-goods, and piclded 
stuff, and shuck beans, and dried 
apples, and streaked meat to feed us 
the rest of the winter •.• 

And what chance there was of the 
cow giving milk up to springtime ... 

Or if there was any hope of the 
hens laying enough eggs during the 
cold spells for us to buy stuff like 
flour, and salt, and soda, and sugar, 
and coffee, and lamp-oil 

About that time, somebody'd al­
ways bring out the newest copy of 
Ladies' Birthday Almanac, and I can 
still just about see the looks on the 
facesofmyblessedfamilywhenPa'd 
read portions such as these to us: 

"Heavy snow across Plains; 
"Rain and unsettled in West; 
"Cold and squally in East; 
"Mostly fair in Appalachian Re-

gion" .• 
By the time we'd get a pretty fair 

notion of what the coming months 
held in store for us (weatherwise), 
and we children would begin getting 
restless because no reindeer hoofs 
had been heard on our board-roof, 
Mommie'd always give a little quick 
jump, outofhercane-boUomed chair, 
and march just like a queen to the 
"press" beside the frreplace. 

For 'twas in there that she and Pa 
had hidden what we always referred 
to, mouth-wateringly, as, "Little Ben 
Davis apples," they'd gathered from 
the trees in our garden, the fall be­
fore, and had wrapped, oh, so care­
fully ,in pages they'dtom from Cardui 
calendars, and Sears and Roebuck 
and Montgomery Ward and Padgett 
Marble Company catalogs, and had 
packed them in a little nail-keg to 
save for Christmas evening. 

And Mommie would always put 
the apples in her big, old apron pocket 
and'd walkoutaboutmiddle-waysof 
the floor, and start calling out: 

"Eliza .•. Will ..• Pat" •.. and on 
down to "Julia," and finally, "Do­
cia." 

As she'd call our names, she'd 
place a little, wrinkled, Ben Davis 
apple in our cupped-up hands. 

After she'd given the choicest 
apple of all to Pa, she 'dalways return 
(empty handed) to her cane-bottomed 

chair beside the fireplace. 
For 'twas understood that she'd 

never take an apple for herself, or 
accept one from any of us until after 
we'd all joined together in a little 
chant, that went like this: 

"P-1-e-a-s-e take an apple, 
Mommie, so you can eat it with the 
rest of us!" 

Then, the greatest honor that 
could've been bestowed upon any­
one on this earth was given to one of 
us children: 

For it was then that Mommie'd 
pick out the one she wanted to make 
that Great Presentation to her. 

One memorable Christmas 
Evening she chose me to do her that 
honor, and as I placed that little apple 
inside Mommie's precious, gnarled 
hands, I knew, in some small mea­
sure, how Three Wise Men must've 
felt when they presented their gifts to 
the Christ Child, so long ago. 

For some reason, it wasn't long 
after I'd made this gift to Mommie, 
that I began to understand (and to 
forgive) her and Pa for telling us 
children "There's not any such-a­
thing as a "Santie' Claus."

MEMORIES 

Living in a 1940's coal camp, I 
grew up poor-but not so you'd no­
tice. 

After all, with whom were we to 
compare our financial status? Every­
body we knew was in the same boat. 
Everybody lived in the same kind of 
house: four rooms and a path. The 
head of every household made prac­
tically the same wages and worked 
for the same employer-the North­
east Coal Company. 

To tell the truth, I don't think that 
I, or anyone else my age, realized ~t 

• the time the plight of our economic 
state. As a matter of fact, if President 
Lyndon Johnson had not declared 

war on poverty some 20 years later, I 
may never have realized that I had 
once lived in it. Consequently, even 
at Christmas time, and even though 
we were all, in fact, as poor as church 
mice, as best as I can remember, none 
of us kids ever knew the difference. 

The ironic thing about it all is that 
I can remember several of our Sun­
day School classes at the Thealka 
Free Will Baptist Church trying to 
help the poor. (What a shape these 
folks must have been in to appear 
poor to us!) What we'd do was bring 
canned goods to church so the dea­
cons---my dad being one of them­
could pack and deliver boxes of food 
to a few needy families. 

I didn't realize it at the time, but I 
guess this was my flrst real experi-

ence in enjoying the gift of giving. 
All I knew was that it sure made me 
feel good to bringaquartofblackber­
ries or some apple jelly that mom had 
canned to add to the pantry of items to 
be distributed. 

Anyway,poorornm,Christmas 
in a coal camp was always a special 
time ... especially. for us kids. Since 
I'm older now than either of my par­
ents were then, and can see those 
times from a different perspective, I 
realize just how difficult it really must 
have been on them-especially those 
with large families--to make sure we 
always had plenty to eat, plenty of 
love, and plenty of warmth--both 
physical and emotional. 

Now,don'tmisunderstand; we did 
get some brightly wrapped packages, 

But it has long been aptly said that 
"children will be children." And so it 
was that understanding and forgive­
ness could not erase the longing in 
my heart for pretties at Chrisunas 
time. And this feeling persisted until 
after one glorious day, when Mommie 
and Pa and "us children" had moved 
to a house, about a mile away, right in 
the middle of Bonanza. 

And I was sitting beside Sister 
Julia in a big, old seat inside the 
Bonanza school house, trying to get 
my lessons when a little wisp of a 
woman.who wouldn't have weighed 
an ounce over 90 pounds, and was 
wearing a white middy-and-skirt 
(with a red tie hanging down the 
front), and canvas slippers that 
couldn't've been a size bigger than 4 
l/2, and with salt-and pepper colored 
hair, done up in a twist on the top of 
her head, and eyes that pierced the 
very soul, came slipping inside our 
schoolroom-just exactly like a little 
snowbird. 

Directly, our teacher said to us: 
"Orildren, Mrs. Lloyd has some­

thing she wants to talk with you 
about." 

It was then that Mrs. Alice Sarah 
Geddes Lloyd, that grand, little lady 
from far-off Boston who'd built 
Caney Creek Community Center 
(now Alice Lloyd College) so well 
that "Aunt" Suzanne, who lived

too. Although I can't remember dad 
and mom ever exchanging gifts, my 
little brother Joe and I (my older 
brothers and sisters had married and 
moved away) most always managed 
to get something real nice-which 
mom had usually Ordered from Mont­
gomery Ward. Then too, my older 
brothers and sisters always kept us 
stocked with the latest models of cap 
busters and cowboy hats-except for 
the time Hubert bought us boxing 
gloves, with which we nearly killed 
each other. 

One thing for which I'm truly 
thankful, though, is that mom and 
dad made sure we understood the real 
meaning of Christmas and how it had 
to do with Christ and charity and love 
much more than it did with ribbons 

across the creek from that school, in 
a one-room, windowless log cabin, 
had described it as "a city drapped 
straight from Heaven," ..• told us she 
wanted to start one of her schools 
right there in Bonanza. And she said 
she would like to send us some teach­
ers from "Away-Off-Yonder." 

The parents in our little neighbor­
hood were all well-pleased when we 
school children bore Mrs. Lloyd's 
message to them that evening, and 
the next year Bonanza Community 
Center was started. 

As Christmastime drew near, 
"them Caney Creek teachers," as all 
ofusrespectfullycalled them, began 
talking about a program ... 

And soon we joyfully and 
untiringly practiced carols, and sto­
ries, and poems, and "plays," day in 
and day out 

Then, one never-to-be-forgotten 
day, one of our teachers said 10 us, 
"Children, Mrs. Lloyd is going to 
send us some Christmas 'pretties'." 

Some of the boys and girls in that 
schoolroom laughed and slapped their 
hands, some of them cried for joy; 
and a few of the big boys stomped 
their feet on the floor for a long time, 
after we heard that announcement. 

For a while, I was numb and 
speechless from shock. Pretties for 
me at Christmas time? After all those 
years of heartaches: "Surely," I 
thought to myself, "there ·must be 
some mistake" •.• 

But, directly. one of "them Caney 
Creek teachers" said, "Children, we 
must have a Christmas tree to put our 
pretties on;" then asked, "Do any of 
you know where we might fmd a 
pretty, big cedar tree?" 

I knew right then and there where 
we might fmd "a pretty, big cedar 
tree" ! It was standing on the tip-top 
of a hill, across the branch from next­
to-the-last house on the head of the 
Conley Fork of Abbott Creek I Right 
where it'd been standing, lo, those 
many years! 

It was then that I whispered to 
myself: 

··why, that cedar was put here on 
this earth for a Christmas tree." 

I ran every step home after school 
had turned out that evening, and said 
to Mommie and Pa: 

"P-1-e-a-s-e let them Caney Creek 
teachers have our cedar tree, so they

and bows and tinsel. 
So, in this day of plastic trees, 

plastic money and polyester stock­
ings, while I'm not particularly proud 
of the poverty of my youth, I'm not all 
that ashamed of it either. 

Remembering it just reminds me 
that it might be helpful to us all if 
we'd stop spending money we don't 
have for things we don't need in order 
to impress people who don't matter. 

Thanks to some of those Christ­
mases I used to have, I now know for 
certain that there are still some things 
of value that money just can't buy. 
Maybe, without either of us realizing 
it at the time, my parents gave me the 
only gift I really needed; wonderfully 
warm memories of Christmas time. 

One student's name was not on 
the roll, so I said, "Oh, I'm sorry 
honey, what's yourname, I'll add 
it to the roll now." I got instead of 
a name, "What's it to you!" 

Not expecting that response, I 
was appalled at it, to say the least. 
Other members of the class found 
it quite amusing, and a few, sit­
ting close by. decided they would 
join in on the snide remarks. 

I felt it was a good time for a 
lecture on respect. 

I also felt every word I said 
went in one ear and came out the 
other, and even went straight out 
the media center door. 

I am not a teacher, I am an 
assistant and maybe you might 
think this is why I was spoken to 
in such a manner. 

Well, I can tell you, if children 
of our years spoke to an adult, 
teacher, parent, etc., in disrespect 
the way some do today, they 
wouldn'thave been able to sit for 
a week. 

My children are not above this 
behavior, I have to say. But the 
good Lord knows I preach "RE­
SPECI'" and they are going to 
give it, if it takes every ounce of 
muscle, breath, and power I have 
inside. 

Just this past week, Mrs. 
DeRossett at the elementary 
school, has been having trouble 
with Tiffany. 

Tiff, seems as though she 
doesn't "have" to do anything 
she's told. 

Well, I told her teacher, "Pour 
it on her, make her mind. I will do 
my part also." 

This incident happened De­
cember 17, and Thursday after 
school Tiff wasn • t allowed to 
watch T.V. She was to go straight 
to her room. The only thing she 
was allowed to do was study. Her 
spelling test was on Friday and I 
am writing this column on Friday 
morning, December 18 at 6 a.m. 

Tiffany has a basketball game 
Saturday morning at 10 a.m.­
providing she makes an A on her 
test, and providing she treats her 
teacher. principal, and every adult 
and peer with respect. Only then 
will she participate. 

I was told-and I will mention 
no names here-"Kim there's a 
lot worse going on in this world 
than children with smart mouths 
and attitudes." 

Granted, I agree there is. But, if 
we, as parents, totally excuse our 
children's disrespect for others, 
where are we going to be in the 
future? 

I certainly don't have the an­
swers, but I do want to use this 
column to make a plea to parents. 
Remind your children of respect 
and how very important it is. 

With all else that is wrong, we 
can only hope to ensure truth, 
love, and respect, and pray we 
havetoneverrelyonjusticewhere 
our children are concerned. 

I'm not saying justice is bad, 
don't get the wrong impression. 
All I'm saying is that maybe they 
won't ever end up in a situation 
where we'll have to find out.

Carl accepted a job, teaching at 
the University of South Carolina, and 
I taught first grade in one of the 
schools there. 

Thelastyear,duringourstaythere, 
Christmas was nearing, and, though I 
knew full well that Mrs. Lloyd sent 
"pretties" only to children in what's 
referred to as "the Appalachian Re­
gion," I wrote her a letter, which 
(paraphrased) read: 

"Our Dear Mrs. Lloyd. 
The hearts of sharecroppers' chil­

dren can ache for lack of 'pretties' on 
Christmas morning, just as much as 
the hearts of our beloved mountain 
children can ache. My 12little girls 
need doll babies; my 13 little boys 
need red trucks I" 

It takes six days to get a reply to a 
letter sent from Columbia, South 
Carolina, to Pippa Passes, Kentucky 
(where Alice Lloyd College is 
nestled). 

Exactly six days from the time I 
sent my plea to Mrs. Lloyd for "pret­
ties," Carl called from the University 
of South Carolina to the school where 
I was. 

"There's a package here for you. 
"Where's it from?" I asked. 
"Caney Creek Community Cen-

ter I" came his reply. 
We opened the package at home 

that evening. And in it there were: 
bells, and tinsel, and icicles, snow­
flakes, angels, and a star for my 
children's Christmas tree. 

And it also contained 12 little 
(hand-dressed) dolls, and 13 little, 
bright red trucks. 

As Carl held one of those trucks in 
his hands, I saw a look of sadness in 
his face, and finally, he said to me, 
"When I was a child, I would gladly 
have given good years of my life, just 
to have found a little red truck, like 
these, under a decorated tree, even 
just once, on Christtnas morning." 

More years have passed now, and 
Carl and Mommie and Pa, and most 
of us children, and Mrs. Lloyd have 
gone to be with the one whose birth­
day we are about to celebrate. 

I think of them often, and espe­
cially at Christtnas time. 

And I think of those little Ben 
Davis apples, and the beautiful cedar 
tree, with my doll hanging on its top­
most limb. 

But, oh, I think most of all about a 
tiny boy of mere than half a century 
ago-and about the little red truck he 
dido 't fmd "under a decomted tree, 
even just once on Christmas morn­
ing."

This column includes some bad 
news and some good. Back in the 
1960's and 1970's, lots of people 
right out of high school were able to 
get good-payingjobs at the local fac­
tory. 

Many could expect to stay there 
until they retired and began collect­
ing theirretirementchecks. Formany. 
those days are gone and the speed of 
the change has been astonishing . A 
young high school drop out today 
faces a bleak economic future and the 
picture is not all that rosy for a high 
school graduate either. 

If you look at the jobs whose de­
mand is growing most rapidly in our 
economy, most require specialized 
training beyond the high school level.

A unique job training program at 
Betsy Layne High School is helping 
students make the transition from 
teenager to adult. The program, Job 
Training Program in Action (JTP A), 
trains students to enter both the job 
market and the community. 

During classroom instruction, stu­
dents become familiar with career 
opportunities and what education is 
requiredforparticularpositions. Their 
instructor, Reba Sue Hammond Jus­
tice, shows them how to research the 
various grants and scholarships that 
are available to them. 

Students also learn about assem­
bly line production, how to be co­
operative employees, and the impor­
tance of getting to work on time. 
They are taught to observe a routine 
work schedule, and when they enter 
their classroom, they go straight to 
their assignments. After their class­
room instruction about a particular 
career, they get a first-hand look at 
the work required when Justice takes 
the students on a field trip to t11e 
business site. Personnel there explain 
their jobs to the students, who are 
encouraged to ask questions. 

The students have visited such 
places as the Citizen's Bank and the 
cookie factory jn Pikeville, and tele­
vision station WPRG. Their visits are 
taped by the telecommunications 
class at the school and later aired on 
WPRG by Dr. Don. 

The students are also becoming 
active members of their communi­
ties. They have organized their own 
club, Club Esteem, which worked 
with Champions Against Drugs to 
provide food baskets to 13 families at 
Thanksgiving. Students gave up soft 
drinks and put the money into a fund 
to purchase turkey, spice cake, rolls, 
green beans, potatoes, and two liters 
of Pepsi for the food baskets. When 
Benton Nunnemaker at the 
Weddington Plaza Food City learned 
about the project, be contributed 
enough items so that three of the 
baskets were free. 

Members of Club Esteem have 
also given up their soft drinks for a 
Christmas toy drive. In January they 
plan to have a dance with a can of 
food as the admittance charge. Pro­
ceeds will benefit God's Pantry. 

During the election in November, 
they assisted Champions Against 
Drugs to conduct a mock election, 
and they helped with the clean-up 
after the event. 

Officers of Club Esteem are 
Timmy Hall, president; Kay Will­
iams, vice president; Jennifer Akers, 
secretary; Sherrie Blevins, treasurer; 
and Amanda Burton, representative 
to student council. 

The students are enthusiastic about 
the program, and attendance is up. 
When Carole McDaniels, who heads 
the state agency that oversees the 
program, paid a visit to the school, 
she told Justice she could "see a 

marked improvement" in t11e students. 
Justice pays routine visits to the 

homes of her students and questions 
parents about how well the project is 
working. Justice says she meets with 
optimism. 

"One father said his son had voiced 
a desire to go on to a vocational 
educational center," saidJ ustice. 'The 
father had only an eighth grade edu­
cation and you could hear the pride in 
his voice." 

When Justice talks about her stu­
dents, the pride is evident in her voice, 
too. She stresses the value of the 
human element in business. 

"Machines aren't putting us out of 
business," she said. "It's people run­
ning the machines. People need to be 
qualified." 

Justice is training her students to 
succeed in life, and she's teaching 
them the values that will make it 
happen. 

People w1th more educauon tend 
to earn more too. High school drop­
outs earn an average of S 15,24 9, ac­
cording to the U.S. Department of 
Labor. while colle2e JUaduates earn 
just over $31,000 on the average. 
Those extra dollars make a big differ­
ence in lifetime earnings. As if that is 
not bad enough, people with lower 
levels of education also experienct; 
higher levels of unemployment, with 
college grads having unemployment 
rates under 3 % while high school 
drop-outs have rates over 12%. 

So it is clear that more education 
is often a good thing. Having a four 
year college degree may not guaran­
tee you success in the labor market 
but it certainly will give you a leg up 
in your long-term prospects. Having 
a four year college degree, however, 
is not the only way to get ahead. 
Many of the fastest-growing oc

Farmers cautious over economic outloo 
U.S. farmers continue to use a 

wait and see attitude in making deci­
sions about major capital purchases. 

''The economic slowdown of the 
1990s continues to take a toll on 
American agriculture. Farmerexpec­
tationsforacontinuedslowdown have 
been major factors in decreased farm 
machinery investment," said Forrest 
Stegelin, an Extension agricultural 
economist with the University of 
Kentucky College of Agriculture., 

However,he said, investment may 
pick up soon, as interest rates on farm 
machinery are dipping close to the 
lowest points since the 1960s. Fur­
thermore, the inventory of farm ma­
chinery and equipment in the U.S. 
continues to age, which may help 
spur sales. 

In addition to causing lagging 
machinery sales, the recession also 
has caused other input sales to sag. 

"Aggregate farm fertilizer prices 
last spring were three percent less 
than a year earlier. Reduced world 
demand as a direct result of eco­
nomic reforms in Eastern Europe and 
increased production of fertilizers 
caused lower prices," he said. 

Spring 1993 prices for fertilizer 
should be seasonally higher as the 
industry anticipates the 1993 planted 
acreage of fertilizer-intensive crops, 
such as com, Stegelin said. 

Seed prices for grain crops will 
continue to rise while prices for for­
age seed, many of which are used for 
conservation reserve program, will 
be steady to slightly lower because of 
abundant supplies, he said 

Farmers can expect energy prices 
to remain at or slightly above 1992 
prices due to steady or slightly higher 
prices for imported crude oil. 

Herbicide and insecticide prices 
have generally risen over the past 
three years. Pesticide manufacturers 
have increased expenditures for re­
search and development, and those 
costs will be passed on to farmers, 
Stegelin said.

cupations such as home health aid, 
medical secretary. or travel agent, for 
example, require specialized training 
that can be learned in a technical 
school, community college or busi­
ness school in two years or less-or 
even on the job. There are also a 
variety of well-paid occupations such 
as plumber, cook, electrician, com­
puter repair, truck driver and many 
others that can be learned by many 
high school graduates through high 
school vocational programs, on the 
job, apprenticeship programs or in 
other ways. 

The U.S. Department of Labor 
projects a 21% increase in available 
jobs through the year 2005. This in­
crease is expected to absorb almost 
all of the new workers expected dur-

ing this time and create many oppor­
tunities in most occupations. Those 
who do not get an education or keep 
their skills up to date will have a 
difficult time in this job market but 
the good news is that you can do 
something about this. So consider 
going back to school to update your 
skills in either an adult education 
program or in a more formal educa­
tional program leading to a degree. If 
you choose wisely, you will probably 
come out way ahead.
