Prospects of jobs 
draw keen interest

About 50 people gathered in the 
Wheelwright High School auditorium 
Monday night to hear details and ask 
questions about85 new jobs expected 
to be available when The Otter Creek 
Correctional Center opens in the com­
munity this fall. 

U.S. Corrections Company offi­
cials, who are building the 300-bed 
minimum security prison, explained 
to the prospective employees about 
salaries, benefits and job descriptions 
which will be available when the 
facility opens. 

Most of the questions from citi­
zens centered on job salaries and edu­
cational requirements.

Embattled policeman 
quits at Wheelwright 

Jan Fuson, director of operations 
for U.S. Corrections, said that the 
bulk of the jobs would be security 
related and base salaries would begin 
at $12,000 plus benefits. Fuson said 
that security personnel would be re­
quired to undergo three weeks of 
training with an additional week dur­
ing the first six months. Female secu­
rity officers will be recruited because, 
Fuscon said, "females can be very 
effective with male inmates." 

U.S. Corrections officials will try 
to purchase as many goods and ser­
vices as possible from businesses in 
the Wheelwright community. 

"Think of all the things in your 
own commWiity," Fuscon told the 
group. "A prison is a micro-commu­
nityofthat. Wewillpurchasefromas 
many local businesses as we can." 

Fuson also stressed that the com­
pany wanted to be involved in the 
community and a citizens' advisory 
committee will be formed. He added 
that inmates at the center would be 
performing community service for 
the county. 

Otter Creek will house minimum 
security felons who are serving the 
last eight to twelve months of their 
prison sentences, Fuson said. No pris­
oners convicted of sex offenses or 
who have recent escape charges will 
be accepted. 

Timothy Maguigan of Louisville 
has been hired as the center director. 
Maguigan said he has operated vari­
ous other pmons for the company 
and that he came to Wheelwright 
because he's always been the "nomad 
type." 

Applicants for the available jobs 
should be as "specific and thorough" 
as they can outlining their qualifica­
tions, Maguigan said 

"We are committed to giving the 
highest priority to the folks of this 
community," Maguigan added.

Ailing judge forces delay 
in Hager appeal hearing

A hearing Tuesday on an appeal 
for ousted Floyd County superinten­
dent Ron Hager was rescheduled to 
Thursday, April 29 because Floyd 
County CircuitJ udge Harold Stumbo 
was ill. 

The appeal, filed last I uly, seeks to 

have Hager's June 18, 1992 removal 
by the State Board for Elementary 
and Secondary Education declared 
void and contends that Education 
Commissioner Thomas Boysen did 
not sign the statement of grounds for 
removal. 

and purchased through the 
Prestonsburg-Floyd CoWity Public 
Properties Cmporation, will consist 
of 21,000-26,550 square feet of 
single-story steel and masonry con­
struction at an estimated cost of 
$1.151 million to $1.329 million. 

Gilliam said that the Public Prop­
erties Corporation will serve as the 
developer, land-owner and designer 
of the project, fmancing it through 
bonds or other indebtedness. It will 
then lease the building to the board at 
$119,000 annually for 20 years or 
$139,000 annually for 15 years if the 
larger building is constructed. At the 
end of the automatically renewable 
lease, Gilliam said, the school board 
would be able to purchase the build­
ing for one dollar. If at any time the 
school board were to break the lease, 
Gilliam said, it would be obligated to 
purchase the building at a cost equal 
to the remainder of the bond mort­
gage.

Stopher added that with the recent 
Supreme Cowt decision upholding 
the removal of school board member 
Ronnie Ball in Harlan County, the 
court said there should be no mis­
management at any level in a school 
district. The state board acted prop­
erly in removing Hager as superin­
tendent, Stopher said.

Reorganization plan adopted : 

Board axes five positions

With the adoption of a reorganiza­
tion plan for the Floyd County school 
system central office on Saturday, 
termination of employment letters 
were mailed to five administrative 
staff members on Monday. 

In special session Saturday, the 
Floyd County Board of Education 
voted to adopt a restructuring plan 
which eliminated the positions of as­
sistant superintendent of fmance; as­
sistant superintendent of instruction; 
assistant superintendent of student 
services; county athletic director; and 
a co-director of food service. 

The school system currently has 
two co-directors of food service and 
both of those employees were mailed 
termination letters, superintendent 
Steve Towler said Monday. 

Those whose jobs were eliminated 
were Pete Grigsby Jr., Tommy Th­
ompson, Gary Frazier, Wayne Ratliff 
and Sharon Newsome. 

Those administrators terminated 
may apply for other positions or new 
posts created in the system. 

Superintendent Towler and the 
threeremainingmembersoftheboard 
were threatened with removal from 
office last month by Education Com­
mission Thomas Boysen for failure 
to meet the December 31 deadline to 
fully implement a short-term im­
provement plan. The restructuring of 
the central office is part of the short­
term plan. 

An attorney for the Floyd County 
Administrator's Association, Mickey 

McGuire, has proposed a federal law­
suit against board member Eddie 
Billips concerning the reorganization 
plan. 

McGuire said Monday that it has 
not been decided how to proceed on 
behalf of the administrators affected 
by the plan. 

McGuire's proposed lawsuit 
claims that Billips bas developed a 
system to rid the school of adminis­
trators who did not support him in his 
election campaign against former 
board chairman James D. Adams. 
McGuire also claims in the proposed 
lawsuit that Billips has threatened 
administrators with physical harm and 
has ordered them to perform certain 
tasks. 

At the March 27 continuation of 
the March 25 school board meeting, 
buildings and grounds director 
Frankie Francis called the proposed 
reorganization a "political witch 
hunt." 

Under the new organization plan, 
the board created the positions of 
deputy superintendent of instruction; 
chief assistant for operations; coordi­
natorof alternative education; and an 
elementary consultant for special'Cdu· 
cation. 

Also under the new plan, the posi­
tion of health coordinator is renamed 
coordinator of custodians and safety; 
the position of budget director re­
named to director of fmance; and one 
director of pupil personnel renamed 
to director of student services. 

The reorganization plan was one 
mandate to the local board by the 

Kentucky Department of Education 
which conducted an extensive inves­
tigation into the school system last 
May. 

Superintendent Towler said Tues­
day that central office positions that 
have "just a name change" are not 
being considered as a "totally new 
position." 

Towler added that "there could be 
a number" of letters going out to 
school employees notifying them of 
a lower salary and fewer number of 
days worked. The superintendent, 
though, indicated that more positions 
could be available in the manage­
ment area of the central office. 

Under state law, the superinten­
dent must send those letters to em­
ployees by May 15.

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Bank J o Bandit sentenced

Jeffrey Mullins, alias "the Bank 
Jo Bandit," was sentenced Monday 
to nearly thirty years in prison for his 
crimes and ordered to pay restitution 
to his victims by U.S. District Judge 
Joseph Hood. 

Mullins, 32, formerly of Hi Hat, 
was convicted January 14oftheJune 
26 and July 8, 1992 robberies of the 
North Lake Drive, Prestonsburg 
branch of the Bank Josephine, in 
which he netted a total of $12,669; 
and the July 17, 1992armedrobbery 
of the First American Bank at 
Ashland. 

Despite Mullins' protest that he 
was driven to the crimes by an addic­
tion to crack cocaine and fears that he

neglect of duty and misconduct in of­
fice for allegedly tiling false annual 
financial reports; allegedly failing to 
place monies in two school construc­
tion accounts in interest-bearing ac­
counts; allegedly allowing an illegal 
bingo game to operate at Prestonsburg 
High School; allegedly circumvent­
ing state bid laws pertaining to school 
security contracts; and allegedly fail­
ing to reprimand Martin Elementary 
principal William Hughes for filing a 
false annual report. 

After a summary hearing in Frank­
fort on April 10, the state board sus­
pendedHagerfromhis duties as Floyd 
County superintendent 

After a three-day removal hearing 
before three members of the state 
board. which began May 11, the full 
state board issued their decision June 
18 to remove Hager from office. 

Hager is the f'll'St superintendent to 
be removed from office under the 
1990 Education Reform Act. 

Oral arguments will be heard on 
the appeal at the April 29 hearing 
which is scheduled to begin at 11 am. 
in the Floyd County Circuit Court­
room. 

might have AIDS, jurors found him 
guilty after several hours of delibera­
tion. 

Assistant U.S. Attorney Thomas 
Self said Tuesday that Mullins was 
sentenced to a total of 26.5 years in a 
federal penitentiary and was ordered 
to pay $14,583 in restitution. 

Mullins pleaded guilty last De­
cemberin U.S.DistrictCourtatHun­
tington, West Virginia to the robber­
ies of the Huntington Federal Sav­
ings and Loan and the Ceredo, West 
Virginia branch of the One Valley 
Bank. He was charged with two 
countsofbankrobbery and one count 
of the use of a deadly weapon in a 
crime of violence and was sentenced 
to 270 months in prison, followed by 
three years of S!Jpervised release and 
was ordered to pay restitution. That 
sentence will run consecutively with 
the sentence Hood handed down 
Monday, meaning that, without pa­
role, Mullins could serve a total of 49 
years in prison.

from that post in December and frred 
in February after the commission 
found him guilty of violating policies 
and procedures. Assistant chief 
Rodney Newsome was also sus­
pended and fired with Harmon. 

Earlier this year, Moore was in­
volved in an altercation with Rodney 
Thornsberry at a city commission 
meeting where Thornsberry put a gun 
to his head and threatened to kill him. 
A pre-trial conference in that case is 
scheduled for Friday. 

Parker said Monday night that 
Moore's decision to resign was not 
related to the two violent acts com­
mitted against the chief. 

"Bob is not leaving the city be­
cause of these strange encounters with 
various people in the community," 
Parker said. "We have been very 
pleased with his performance as chief 
and we would recommend him to 
anyone. We are pleased that he's 
agreed to continue to serve as an 
auxiliary officer." 

Parker added that he named 
Duncan acting chief to serve with 
officers Brent Huff and Billy Wright 
to provide continued police protec­
tion for the city. 

Also sentenced Monday was 
Roger Allen Clark, 30, of Ashland. 
Clark was found guilty in January of 
aiding and abetting Mullins in the 
Ashland bank heist. He was sentenced 
to six and one-half years in prison 
and was ordered to pay $3,416 in 
restitution, Self said. 

Both men were also sentenced to 
three years' supervised release. 

A second accomplice, Darrin C. 
Dillon, 29, of Ashland, pleaded guilty 
in January to aiding and abetting 
Mullins in the July 8 Bank Josephine 
heist, but has not yet been sentenced.

FORGET NOT THE 

DARKNESS

It is Palm Sunday that marks the 
beginning of the holiest of weeks for 
Christians everywhere. Holy Week 
is a time set aside to specially remem­
ber Jesus' triumphant entry into the 
city ofJerusalem (Palm Sunday), the 
Lord's Supper (Maurldy Thursday), 
the Crucifixion (Good Friday) and 
the Resurrection (Easter Sunday). It 
is often a time remembered with nos­
talgia--you know, that warm feeling 
oflooking back. Yet, it has been said 
that nostalgia is "recalling the fun 
without remembering the pain." Is 
this what we're doing with Holy 
Week? Are we forgetting the pain of 
Christ as he wept over the city of 
Jerusalem before being proclaimed 
King? Are we forgetting the betrayal, 
Peter's denial, Caiaphas' vengeance, 
an innocent life being traded for 
Barabbas and the aloneness of the 
garden as be prayed for the cup to 
pass, if possible? Are we forgetting 
the weightofthecrossand the brutal­
ity of the crucifiXion? What about 
this day Good Friday, its past and 
today's liturgical observance? 

From the first centuries, Easter 
has been preceded by a fast extend­
ing from Maundy Thursday through 
the Great Easter Vigil until Easter, 
this being done to commemorate the 
suffering ofJ esus. Traditionally, even 
the worship area was prepared to 
mourn the death of Christ Every­
thing from within the sanctuary was 
removed. Today, this act of worship 
is carried out on Maundy Thursday 
when, as part of the service, members 
of the congregation remove the hym­
nals, worship books, crosses, candles, 
flags, banners, offering plates and 
even the pictures from the wall. At 
last, even in theearlychurch, the altar 
was stripped of its color, removing

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the cloth that adorned it Afterwards, 
oil was reverently placed on the wood 
or poured over the stone altar to sym­
bolize the early church preparing a 
body for burial. All this done to ready 
the church for Good Friday, but what 
of its people? 

It was in the year 380 AD (ap­
proximately}, that the pilgrim Egeria 
wrote of a special service being held 
to mark this Holy Day. A Good Fri­
day observance in those days was 
indeed a day-long rite, attended by 
every Christian within walking dis­
tance of the great church. From those 
writings, we are told of the people 
gathering at eight o'clock in the morn­
ing, with their last meal being supper 
the night before. Remember, this was 
a time of fasting before the great feast 
on Easter morning. On the altar in 
front of the people was placed both 
the wood and the superscription from 
the supposed true crucifiXion cross of 
Christ. As if this was not enough, this 
display was placed at the site of the 
crucifixion on Golgotha. It was in­
deed a great place of worship, built 
by the Emperor Constantin's mother 
Helen, which was so large that it also 
claimed as its territory the tomb of 
Jesus. At noon, the pecple would 
gather in the great courtyard of the 
church. There, the service would con­
tinue and progress both to the site of 
the crucifiXion and the tomb. Scrip­
ture readings, prayers and silence 
marked the service and it was not 
considered a time of nostalgic re­
membrance. Communion was for­
bidden during fast days and the early 
Christians made that observance 
which to this day is widely consid­
ered the only day of the Christian 
year celebrated without a Eucharist. 

Forthemostpart, today's churches 
continue to celebrate Maundy Thurs­
day as the "birthday of the Holy Sac­
rament," not receiving communion 
again until Easteamorning and with 
good reason. For Jesus, the Last Sup­
per was just that--his final meal be­
fore the crucifiXion. It was on that 
day we call Maundy Thursday that 
Jesus ate his last meal and the early 
Christians remembered that meal and 
the fast that followed. 

In today's society, many churches 
seek to replicate the Last Supper by 
offering both the sacrament of com­
munionandareenactmentoftheJew­
ish Passover meal, or seder. Other 
traditions gather for a potluck supper 
and communion. Bothseemappro­
priate for the season. But lately I've 
noticed churches "forgetting" the day 
of suffering on Good Friday. For 
many Christians, the season of Lent 
seems to end with Maundy Thurs­
day. We jump straight from the Last 
supper to the Resurrection, a condi­
tion I have referred to as "crucifixion 
denial". 

What has happen to the "proper" 
observance of Good Friday? We as 
Christians accept with much rever­
ence Palm Sunday, Maundy Thurs­
day, Easter and even the less cel­
ebrated service of Tenebrae. Why 
can't we appropriately remember the 
passion of Christ on Good Friday? 
Our early Christian forefathers did it! 

Should Holy Week be remem­
bered with nostalgia? Maybe no~ for 
in remembering the "warmth" of the 
past we often forget the "pain." For­
get not the darkness and the light will 
always have much more meaning. 
Granted, there are members of the 
Catholic communion which will 
gather to appropriately remember 
Good Friday. One is an ecumenical 
gathering. The community Holy 
Week Services are being held this 
year at the First Methodist Church. 
Regardless of your denomination, 
fmd an appropriate celebration of this 
holy day and remember the pain in 
the Passion of our Lord. Without 
appropriately remembering the suf­
fering, death and crucifixion of Good 
Friday, the Last supper and Easter 
certainly will have less meaning. 

May God's blessing be with you at 
Easter and remain with you always! 
Amen.

Kimper man gets six 
months for stalking 

A Kimper man was sentenced to six months in 
the Pike County Detention Center Thursday on 
charges he stalked a Kimper woman and people 
close to her. 

Clayton Honaker, 31, entered a guilty plea 
before Pike county District Court Judge Howard 
Keith Hall. 

Assistant Pike County Attorney Jim Havey 
requested that Honaker be sentenced to a year in 
jail and serve six months with six months being 
probated. 

The plea extended from charges dating to 
January and as recently as Tuesday. 

The charges included contempt of court for 
violating a domestic violence "show cause" or­
der, second-degree stalking of both Fettena 
Chapman, a fanner girlfriend of Honaker's, and 
second-degree stalking of Daniel R. Willis, no 
relationship to either Honakernor Chapman listed. 

The warrant obtained by Chapman alleged 
that on the day Honaker was released from jail (on 
other stalking charges) he began stalking her 
again, violating a court order restraining him 
from any contact with her. 

She alleged he drove by her home several 
times, squealing tires and blowing the horn as he 
passed. She said he sent messages to her by her 
children, which also violated the restraining or­
der. Honaker also allegedly visited Chapman's 
daughter at work, threatened Chapman's boy­
friend and vowed to win her back. 

The warrant obtained by Willis alleged that 
Honaker made repeated threats and harassed him 
"for no legitimate pwpose than to put him in fear 
of physical injury." 

Honaker will spend three months in jail, with 
the other three months probated as long as he 
meets ali probational terms. 

Hall has set the cases to be reviewed in May.­

Program gives people with disabilities 
more living arrangement alternatives 

Kentucky's supported living pro­
gram is giving 93 Kentuckians with 
disabilities the opportunity to live 
with their families or independently 
in their communities. 

The recently implemented pro­
gram enables people with disabilities 
to stay in their communities by get­
ting flexible services, such as home 
modifications, equipment and per­
sonal care. 

"This is another option for people 
with disabilities, so they can have 
more choices about how and where 
they live their lives," said Dennis 
Boyd, commissioner of the Depart­
ment for Mental Health and Mental 
Retardation. 

'vntisprogramcoversawiderange 
of services that can be tailored to the 
individual and it is open to anyone 
who qualifies under the Americans 
With Disabilities Act as having a 
disability. Like other Kentuckians, 
people with disabilities should have 
as many choices about how they live 
their lives as possible," be said. 

In 1992, the Kentucky General 
Assembly provided $1.5 million dur­
ing the 1992-94 biennium to imple­
ment the Supported Living Bill and 
~blisb the State Supported Living 
~l_uncil. During the first application 
p.ll~ in November and December 
I.BS!\ year, 178 Kentuckians applied 
for funds. New applications are cur­
rently being accepted until April16. 

People who were not approved for 
mon.ey during the fust application 
phase will be considered along with 
new requests. 

"Our first obligation is to serve the 
fust group of applicants and then 
other people may be helped if money 
permits," said Doug Riddell of the 
Division of Mental Retardation. "At 
this point, we don't know bow much 
money will be left after we ~e care 
of the f1rst group of people." 

Riddell said about a fourth of the 

approved applications are for one­
time expenses, such as home modifi­
cations, equipment and furniture. 
Other applications are for recurring 
costs, such as a personal care assis­
tant or in-home training. The most 
common requests were for respite 
care, therapy and equipment 

"The council tries to distribute the 
money across the state and to people 
with various disabilities. The money 
is not limited to people with mental 
retardation or developmental disabili­
ties, but covers other disabilities as 
well," Riddell said. 

Among the applications, funds 
were requested to assist people with 
mental retardation, head injuries, 
multiple sclerosis, cerebral palsy, 
Alzheimer's disease, developmental 
disabilities and mental illness, and 
people who are blind and deaf. 

Eligibility for funds is determined 
by the State Supported Living Coun­
cil, which is composed of 10 people 
across Kentucky with various back­
grounds. Funds can be given to a 
Kentuckian with a disability, a fam­
ily member or guardian of a person 
with a disability living in Kentucky 
or an agency that wants to provide 
supported living services. Eligibility 
is not based on income. 

"We have seen by the fust appli­
cation response that these services 
are needed in our communities and 
many people can benefit from them. 
Deciding who receives funding is 
very difficult, butknowing that people 
who need these services are out there 
may help us secure more funding in 
the future." Riddell said. "This pro­
gram not only helps the person with a 
disability, but also the family."

State data center at the University of Louisville 
report education levels up, still trailing nation's 

Kentucky bas made great strides 
in the past decade toward improving 
the educational levels of its adults, 
but it still has a long way to go toward 
even the national average, according 
to Kentucky State Data Center ana­
lysts at the University of Louisville. 

The percentage of Kentuckians 
completing high school grew from 
53.1 percent in 1980 to 64.6 percent 
in 1990; however, the national aver­
age was 66.5 percent in 1980 and 
75.2 percent in 1990. 

In an analysis of the state's area 
developmentdistricts, the Big Sandy 
region improved from 38.5 percent 
in 1980 to 49.7 percent in 1990. Fig­
ures show that the state's ADD re­
gions improved into the range of 70 
percent, but even those lagged be­
hind the national average and that of 
five of the seven surrounding states. 
The exceptions were Tellllessee, at

Catch and release reminder 
While the Kentucky Department 

of Fish and Wildlife Resources sup­
ports catch-and-release of game fish 
not needed for the table, a new study 
indicates the catch and release of 
striped bass results in a very high 
mortality rate during spring and sum­
mer. 

A two-year study by biologists on 
Lake Texoma, Texas, recently re­
vealed a 70 percent hooking mortal­
ity in striped bass over 20 inches long 
thatarecaugbtandreleasedinspring. 
Fish taken on live bait such as shad 
were twice as likely to die as those 
caught on artificals. A high percent­
age of the fish monitored experienced 
mortality six or more hours after re­
lease. 

Unlike largemouth or smallmouth 
bass, the striped bass' biological 
make-up simply doesn~t ~ow the 

fish to re-adapt from the shock of 
being caught as well as black bass 
species. Striped bass are much more 
dependent on colder water habitat, 
therefore it's harder on the flSh when 
taken from a deeper, cold-water en­
vironment in spring and summer and 
released back into a much wanner 
water environment Stripers just can't 
adjust that quickly, and the stress 
causes many of them to eventually 
die. 

Fisheries biologist with the 
KDFWRareencouraging striped bass 
fishermen to conclude fishing for 
stripers once a limit has been ob­
tained to reduce population losses 
that occur from catch-and-release 
fishing. Anglers who want to prac­
tice catch-and-release of striped bass 
should do so during the fall and win­
ter months, when mortality rates ace 
significantly lower.

Hunters work the edges. knowmg that 
wildlife often clings to the edge of cover 
or food plots. always staying close to the 
security of deeper cover. 

Bass. walleye. pike and muskie 
adhcrc to edges as well. They'll roam the 
edge of a \\CCdline or a dmpofl. looking 

for fn<xl hut ne\cr straymg far from the 
~ccurity of cover or deep water. Trout 
and salmon wo1k cum lines or 
temperature breaks. Many's the time 
we've found fish of all species hanging 
on a mudline. which i. a marked 
difference in water clarity. 

The big difference hetwccn hunting 
and fishing is that hunters can see the 
edges that hold game. Thanks to the 
m(xlcm sonar devices now on the market. 
fishennen can too. A good flasher, graph­
recorder or liquid crystal will reveal not 
only depth, but edges. gamefi h and even 
schools of forage. A sonar device is a 
great equalizer, an invaluable tool that tips 
the odd' in the angier's favor. 

Exactly where fish will he found 
depends on what food source they happen 
to prefer under those conditions ... the 
forage du jour. That's where the hunting 
becomes important. 

Experienced anglers work different 
edges and different depths until a pattern 
comes into focus. If they locate a school 
of fish on the oulside edge of a weedbed 
111 I R feet of water, they'll try other. 

similar weedbeds at the same depth. If 
they locate a school along an inside tum of 
a point in 10 feet. they'll look for other 
points with inside turns. 

By constantly checking different types 
of structure and different depths. they 
eventually figure out .,., hat the fish are 
doing on that particular day. That's what's 
called a pattern. 

Like a quail hunter walking edges 
between food ploLs and cover. like a deer 
hunter taking a stand along a well used 
trail or a pheasant hunter kicking along a 
weedy fenceline, good anglers keep 
moving along edges until they find fish. 

Learn to hcrome a hunter and you'll 
automatically become a bener fishern1an.

Thrkey hunting permits available 
Wild turkey bunting permits will 

be available from county court clerk 
offices throughout the state the first 
week in April, according to officials 
with the Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources 
(KDFWR). 

"We expect delivery in Frankfort 
from the license contractor March 
31st and intend to distribute the per­
mits as fast as humanly possible to all 
120 counties," said Jeff Kays, li­
censing section supervisor. "This will 
give tnrkey bunters three weeks to 
buy their tags before the season 
opens,'' Kays said. 

Usually, permits are available well 
in advance of bunting season open­
ing dates. However, several prob­
lems with the permit printing coo­
tract this year unavoidably delayed 
availability. 

According to Kays, in soo;1e areas 
such as FL Campbell Military Reser­
vation and Reelfoot National Wild­
life Refuge, turkey bunting season 
opens earlier than the statewide sea-

major league games. SLOW RETRIEVE REELS 
HAVE MULTIPLE USES 

IN BASS FISHING 

In recent years, fishing reel manu­
facturers have introduced numerous 
new reel deSigns, some of which rep­
resent the first major changes to reels 
in decades. The most notable change 
had been in retrieve ratios. 

Now, iosteadofallreels basically 
having the same gear ratio to retrieve 
lures the same way, some reels have 
higher ratios to retrieve lures faster, 
and others have lower ratios that take 
up less line with each turn of the reel 
handle and thus retrieve lures slower. 

"Originally, theslowretrievereels 
were designed for craokbaitfishing," 
explains professional bass tourna­
ment angler and Johnson Outboards 
Pro Staff member Ron Shuffield, 
"because the slower a craokbait ls 
retrieved, the deeper it dives. 

"Most bass fisherman retrieve 
these lures too fast so they never 
reach maximum depth." 

In using slow retrieve reels, which 
have a gear ratio of3 .8: 1, in contrast 
to a ''normal" retrieve gear ratio of 
5:1, Shuffield has discovered they 
are also excellent for worm and jig 
fishing. 

"Both plastic worms and jigs are 
usually more effective if they're 
fiShed very slowly along the bottom 
and around cover," says Shuffield, 
"and using a reel with a lower gear 
ratio forces you to fiSh them slowly. 

''Even if you tum the reel handle at 
the same speed you do with a normal 
reel, the lure still moves more slowly 
because not as much line is retrieved. 

"It's amazing how much better 
you can feel each rock, stick or limb 
the lure touches," continues the 
Johnson pro. "'Ibe slower retrieve 
lets worms and jigs fall and penetrate 
into cover better, too, while a fast 
retrieve reel pulls the lure right 
through the cover. 

"I know using a slower retrieve 
reel has made mea better fiSherman." 

Shuffield disagrees with some of 
the other pros who use the faster 
retrieve reels with gear ratios of 6.3:1 
or even 7:1 forwormandjig fiShing. 

"Those fisherman use the reels so 
they can bring the lures back to them 
faster after they work a specific piece 
of cover," he explains, "and the faster 
they can get the lure back, the quicker 
they can make another cast 

"My style of fishing isn't so much 

making more casts, but rather, trying 
to make each cast as productive as 
possible. To me, that means working 
the lure more carefully when it's 
around cover and structure, and a 
slow retrieve reel helps me do that" 

An extension handle is available 
from OMC SysteMatched Parts and 
Accessories that fits all late model 
Johnson and Evinrude tiller control 
electric positioning motors. It's made 
of aluminum with a nylon sleeve that 
locks over the tiller handle of the 
motor, staying secure without screws 
or bolts. It adds 18 inches of reach to 
the handle. 

If you plan to put your boat away

LOOK FOR BASS ON DEEPER 
STRUCTURE TillS WINTER 

Where are the bass? 
That's the question most often 

beard in fiShing circles this time of 
year. In the spring, summer and fall, 
locating bass is far more predictable 
than in the winter, and the winter of 
1992-93 has been especially perplex­
ing because of the unusual weather. 

"The normal fall/winter pattern 
for bass is that they move into the 
tributary creeks in September and 
October and remain there until the 
temperature gets really cold," ex­
plains bass tournament pro Ken Cook 
of the Evinrude Outboards Pro Staff. 

"Then they begin moving back 
out of the creeks and spend the cold 
winter months on deeper main lake 
structure. 

"This year, in some regions of the 
country, the bass never exhibited a 
true fall pattern in the creeks because 
of early cold fronts, and went directly 
to winter structure. In other areas, the

bass did go into the creeks, but have 
never left them." 

ploratory trip up one of the tributaries 
might prove worthwhile. 

So, where should fishermen look 
for the bass? 

"The key is baitflsh," says Cook, a 
former fisheries biologist who spent 
years studying the relationships be­
tween bass and forage. "I suggest 
anglers look for baitfish instead of 
bass, because baitfish are easier to 
locate. 

"Just ease up the creek, not only 
looking for baitfish on your 
depthfinder, but also watching for 
shad that might be jumping on the 
surface, especially on a bright, sunny 
day. When you see that, you can 
usually bet bass aren't far away."

"When they find the baitfish, 
they'll find the bass." 

Baitfish, primarily shad, normally 
move into the creeks in autumn be­
cause the tributaries are full of nutri­
ents and plankton there grows rap­
idly. The bass are simply following 
their food source into these creeks. 

"Once the water gets cold and the 
plankton growth slows, the shad mi­
grate back down the creeks out into 
the main lake where the water tem­
perature is more stable," continues 
the Evinrude pro, "and again, the 
bass follow. 

"At this time of year, my ftrst 
thought would be to look for baitfish 
withmydepthfmderalong the deeper 
channels and underwater points at 
the mouth of any major tributary. 
You'll see baitfisb because they'll 
show up as large masses on the 
depthfinder, and normally, bass will 
be below them." 

If baitfJSh can't be located in big 
schools like this, Cook notes, an ex-

The best winter creeks will be 
those with steep banks, deeper water, 
liild heavy cover, adds Cook. The 
presence of any type of vegetation 
will also improve your chances for 
fmding fiSh. 

"For the deeper bass in the mouth 
of a tributary, Cook suggests using a 
jigging spoon, while in the creeks a 
jig, spinnerbait or craokbait might be 
used. 

"Both the baitfJSh and the bass 
will be relating to structure, espe­
cially if you find them in the mouth of 
a tributary," be explains. "If you see 
the fish holding on the edge of a fairly 
steep edge or drop, such as along the 
edge of a channel, you should be able 
to catch them. 

"If the fiSh are really suspended 
outoverdeeperstructure-Iikeahump 
or ridge, they're probably inactive 
and you may have ahard time getting 
a strike. _ 

"That's when you'll probably do 
better to try your luck in the creeks 
where the bass will be relating more 
to cover than structure."

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Different size bass require 
different fishing tactics 

No Substitute for Skill 
I think there's a real problem with the way the National Football League 

(NFL) is playing the game these days, and it's as plain as the players on 
the field. Or maybe they're not on the field. Because with the way the 
NFL has come to rely on constant substitution and specialization, it' 
hard to tell who's playing the game. Specialization also interrupts the 
flow of games and detracts from the enjoyment of fans. 

I think almost all football fans will agree that the tide of players run­
ning on and off the field makes it difficult to know 'who to cheer for 
these days. Great linebackers like the Chicago Bears ' Mike Singletary 
are taken out of the game in passing situations and are replaced with 
omeone supposedly more adept at pass defense. On the other side of 

the ball, potentially great running backs are taken out for those same 
passing situations and replaced by backs who are really just wide receiv­
ers who work out of the backfield. 

The specialization seems to continue on down the line to the point 
where 1t has affected almost every position on the field. 

It's a shame, because I think all this is a reflection of a lack of skill, 
rather than greater skill. When I played in the NFL, a player was 
supposed to be able to do it all. Running backs were taught that they 
should not only know how to run the ball, but also how to catch passes 
and block for others. Now it seems there are separate specialists for 
each as ignment. 

Is there anything that can be done about the problem? Jim Finks, presi­
dent of the New Orleans Saints and head of the NFL's competition com­
mittee, has a good idea. Finks has proposed that teams limit the number 
of players who can dress for games to 40, down from the current 47. 
With less men available, players actually might have to play more of a 
game. Fewer substitutes, fewer substitutions. It sounds like a great idea 
to me. 

Let's face it, a team could actually get by with 33 players- 11 each 
for the offensive, defensive and special teams squads. I don't think teams 
need to bring three backup offensive tackles to a game. Any offensive 
lineman should be able to play every position on the line. I also don't 
think teams need three running backs. They need players who want to 
play the game. 

Today's high-dollar contracts often state what players will not do, 
such as the supposedly risky job of returning punts and kickoffs. 
Today, you almost never see a first-string back sent out to receive a kick. 
When I was playing, I looked forward to returning kicks. I thought 
of it as another chance to get my hands on the football and make some­
thing happen. 

Think back on some of the great names in football. Paul Hornung of 
the Green Bay Packers. Dick Butkus of the Chicago Bears. Jim Brown 
of the Cleveland Browns. These were men who did it all and made the 
sport what it is today. It would be a shame if it ever got to the point 
where we couldn't associate great player~ with their teams and cities any­
more. Limit substitutions. Generalize the skills that make great all-around 
players. This will save professional football and make it more enjoyable 
for the fans. Iii

DIFFERENT SIZED BASS 
REQUIRE DIFFERENT 

FISHING TACTICS 
Even though there may be only 

two inches of difference between a 
12-inch bass and a 14-inch bass, it 
takes vastly different techniques to 
catch them. 

That's the opinion of professional 
tournament fiSherman Larry Nixon, 
winner of more than $1 million in 
prizes money and an active member 
of the Evinrude Outboards Pro Staff. 

"The 14-inch bass are much harder 
to catch," explains Nixon, "and in 
many cases, you don 'teven fmd them 
in the same places you ftnd the smaller 
ftsh. When you're trying to catch a 
limit of 14-inch bass, it usually takes 
a lotlonger than for a limit of 12-inch 
bass." 

These lengths are the two most 
common minimum size regulations 
the pros encounter on the different 
lakes where they compete. States most 
often impose the larger 14-inch size 
limit to protect bass for one addi­
tional year, which usually allows them 
to grow to maturity and spawn. 

"When I'm on a lake with the 
larger size limit, I usually change to 
larger lures," continues Nixon, "and 
I' II start ftshing the same water I 
would for smaller bass, and just see 
what I catch.

"If I catch nothing but undersized 
bass, I have to assume the larger bass 
are not using the ~e cover or struc­
ture, so I change tactics. I'll either 
start fishing deeper water, or, at times, 
even ftsh more shallow." 

The larger bass grow, says 
Evinrude pro, the closer they seem to 
stay to dropoffs and breaklines. Even 
though the larger bass may actually 
be in very shallow water, they are 
usually closer to deeper water than 
are the smaller bass. 

"It may take a day or more to 
completely determine this," acknowl­
edges Nixon, "which is why it really 
is important to study not only the size 
of the bass you're catching, but the 
type of water they're using. 

"A lot of tournament fisherman 
keep catching smaller 12-inch bass 
hour after hour, believing a larger 
one will eventually hit, but it you 
don't pick up more than an occa­
sional 14-inch bass, you're really 
wasting your time in a tournament. 

"You can't take those little fish to 
the weigh-in scales." 

The larger lures Nixon uses b­
clude heavier spinnerbaits with larger 
hlades, jigs with bulkier trailers, 

longer plastic worms, and topwater 
lures that create a lot of water move­
ment 

"Big bass hit by reflex just like 
smaller bass do," says Nixon, "but it 
often takes more action and commo­
tion to generate that strike. The 
smaller bass just don't hit the larger 
lures, either, so sometimes it's a long 
time between sbikes. 

"Most ftshermen don't realize I 
there is so much difference between 
bass just two inches apart in size, but I 
there is.

When Docia 
Baldridge Woods was a 
girl growing up at Bonanza, 
a small community on Abbott 
Creek, teaching was one of the 
few career options for women. So 
she set her sights on becoming a 
teacher. 

While in high school, she wrote 
the Bonanza High School news 
and her bent for journalism 
emerged. She bas been writing 
ever since. Throughout the years 
she has written articles, essays 
and stories that have been pub­
lished in various newspapers, 
magazines and, recently, articles 
in the recent hardback edition of 
The History ofAoyd County. She 
bas drawn much of her work from 
her childhood experiences and 
from her 25-year teaching career. 

As a teacher, she taught in the 
Floyd County School System, 
Prestonsburg City Schools, 
Fayette County Schools, and East­
em Kentucky University. But 
uponretirementin 1976,shefound 
another calling -journalism. 

For the past sixteen years, 
Woods has chronicled the society 
events of the Prestonsburg area as 
societyeditoroftheFloydCounty 
Times. Although it is work she 
cherishes, she recently resigned 
the position due to health and re­
ligious reasons. 

"I knew when I had broken a 
bone in my hand, I'd better think 
on it," she said during an inter­
viewatherhomeinPrestonsburg. 
"I hated so much to give it up. It 
think it's wrong to work on Sun­
day unless you have to. In this job, 
I had to work on Sunday (to meet 
Monday's deadlines). I finally 
decided resigning was something 
I would have to do." 

Woods is not one who gives up 
easily. 

For instance, after she gradu­
ated from high school, her dream 
of furthering her education was 
put on hold for four years.

I remember Scott's saying, "I 
want this to be more than a 
Prestonsburg paper. I want it to 
serve Floyd County and all its 
people." I appreciated his ideas and 
have been pleased to write about 
people in all areas of the cotmty, 

" I 
got accepted 
at Berea College," she remem­
bered. "It was $17 a semester. My 
mother said, 'Where are we going 
to get the money?'" 

To her parents, Rev. Henry and 
Lou Baldridge, owners a general 
store, the tuition seemed like a 
fortune. The Baldridges also had 
six other children to support 

Woods also felt that her mother 
was reluctant to let go of her and 
allow her to leave home. But 
Woods persisted. 

"I got on the waiting list for 
Caney Creek Community Center 
(now Alice Lloyd College). I 
waited nearly four years. One day 
I wrote and told Miss Lloyd that 
her school was the only way I was 
going to get an education. I got a 
letter from her and she said they 
wouldexpectmeinJanuary. When 
I got the letter, Mommie said, 'I 
guess we'd better let her go up 
there.' · 

'The school required a uniform, 
sweater, and flat-heeled shoes. 
Mommie sold the chickens and 
got part of the money." 

When 1 anuary rolled around, 
Woods set out for Caney. 

"In mid-January I rode a train 
to Wayland and then to Caney in 
a mail wagon pulled by four mules. 
I started on the trip at noon and got 
there at eight o'clock. The mail 
man had to stop and deliver mail. 
The trip was fourteen miles, the 
longest 14 miles in the world­
not just America," she said with a 
grin. 

Living away from home for the 
first time was difficult. "No one in 
the world was as homesick as I 
was. They had real strict rules. I 
didn't get over my homesickness 
until that fall ... I wenthomeonce. 

and especially to include some of 
our number who have moved-to 
Somerset, Paintsville, Burnside, 
Lexington, Louisville and towns in 
between; to Virginia, Florida,

You have 
related to the human interest stories 
and my slant on things that happen 
to us. You have welcomed and 
encouraged me in ways I never 
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would have expected. 
Just today, Joy Hale called to 

say, "About that man who made 
you back your car across that 
swinging bridge, I wonder if he 
was the same one who made 
Buck and me do that" She 
quoted a name that was not the 
same-but we had shared an 
experience and I had expressed it 
for us both. 

And now this retirement 
anniversary from another career 
seems a likely time to take a 
break and maybe a vacation from 
writing. No, I'm not sick, and my 
typewriter is not broken-but I 
would be devastated to think the 
column continued until you grew 
weary of it. 

I'd like to end by expressing 
my love and appreciation to each 
of you who read us so faithfully 
week after week, who shared 
your wit and good humor and 
who commented so kindly about 
the little tributes we paid to some 
wonderful people.

She attended the junior college 
a full year, and then transferred to 
Pikeville College to get her teach­
ing certificate. 

Her first teaching job was at 
Tram where she taught the lower 
grades in a two-room school. Next, 
she taught all eight grades in a 
one-room school at John's Creek. 

"It was supposed to be the 
school with the worse discipline 
problems in the county. I didn't 
have a bit of trouble. If parents are 
behind the teachers, that solves a 
lot of problems. I taught 50 chil­
dren or more. That was the best 
job I ever did. I worked harder so 
I wouldn't have discipline prob­
lems." 

That year, she was chosen by 
school administrators as one of 
the five best rural teachers in Floyd 
County. 

She saved her teaching money 
and, after each school term, she 
went to the University of Ken­
tucky to work on her bachelor's 
degree. "It was a big change from 
UK to aoneortwo-roomschool," 
she laughed. 

In 1940, she married Carl 
Woods, whowasteachingatMar­
tin. "He had a world of ambition," 
she said. "His goal was to be a 
college professor." 

After World War II, Carl taught 
history and was basketball coach 
at Auxier. Later he was principal 
at Auxier for seven years. In that 
time, the Woods had a daughter, 
and Woods was teaching first 
gradeatPrestonsburg Elementary. 

To follow Carl's dream of be­
coming a college professor, the 

her bachelor's 
at Peabody College. 

Their second daughter was 
born at Nashville and their family 
was complete. Eventually, Carl 
taught education courses at the 
University of South Carolina, then 
social studies at Morehead State 
University, and later education 
courses at Eastern Kentucky Uni­
versity. During those years, 
Woods taught in public schools 
and earned her master's in Educa­
tion from Morehead. While they 
were atEKU, she taught part-time 
in the English department. 

Her life changed abruptly when 
Carldiedofaheartattackin 1966. 
She moved to Fayette County and 
taught fourth grade for seven years 
in the Fayette County school sys­
tem. She took an early retirement 
from teaching and headed back to 
Floyd County in 1976. 

"I knew all the time I'd come 
home," she said. "When I came 
home, I didn't miss teaching too 
much. It's harder to discipline the 
children now. Not too long after I 
came home, Ruth Sowards, soci­
ety editor of the Aoyd County 
Times got sick." 

To the owners of the Floyd 
County Times, Dacia must have 
seemed perfect for the role. She is 
very much the southern lady with 
faultless etiquette and a concern 
for people.

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Food safety issues 
to be addressed 

Although most risk of food poi­
soning occurs after food leaves the 
farm, the growing concern of con­
sumers about food safety means farm­
ers must be more aware of these con­
troversial issues. 

"County Extension agents will be 
workingmoreandmore with produc­
ers to help them respond positively to 
various food safety issues," said 
Gerald Brown, Extension horticul­
turist with the University of Ken­
tucky College of Agriculture and 
chairman ofUK'S Food Safety Task 
Force. 

Such issues may include food poi­
soning, effects of chemicals in grow­
ing plant foods or livestock or envi­
ronmental effects, Brown said. 

"It's not that they haven't been 
involved at all before," he added. 
"They have, of course. They will be 
expanding those earlier efforts." 

UK' s Food Safety TaskForce will 
provide training to all county agents 
in the state to help prepare them for 
those expanded efforts, he said. 

"While co~umers have reasons 
for their concerns about food safety 
in some cases, in other cases there is 
little cause for concern," Brown said. 
"Education is the key to help deter­
mine which is which." 

For example, some individuals 
may think all bacteria. fungi, viruses 
and microbes are the reason food 
spoils resulting in food poisoning. 
They may be right in certain cases, 
but other bacteria. fungi, viruses and 
microbes may be important compo­
nents in the proper growth of the 
plant or animal foods, he said. 

Brown said, "Again, education is 
the key, and that's what the Food 
Safety Task Force wants Extension 
agents to prepare producers to deal 
with such issues."

What is the first image which 
comes to mind when you hear the 
word pyramid? Egypt, King Tut, 
mummies, or good nutrition? The 
Food Guide Pyramid has been de­
signed to help you make healthy food 
choices. 

Why in a pyramid? The U.S. De­
partment of Agriculture and U.S. 
Department of Health and Human 
Services' main goal was to develop a 
general food guide that lets you cre­
ate a healthy diet for maintaining 
your desired weight. The pyramid 
has been divided into 5 main food 
groups, along with one group which 
is to be included sparingly in your 
diet. 

Now everyone knows the largest 
area of a pyramid is the foundation or 
the base. This is why the first group, 
breads, cereals, rice and pasta has 
been includes English muffins, white/ 
wheatbread, white/brown rice, maca­
roni, oatmeal, bagels and crackers 
just to name a few. One serving from 
this group usually provides 15 grams 
of carbohydrate, 3 grams of protein, 
a trace of fat and 80 calories. 

The next layer of the pyramid con­
sists of two food groups, fruits and 
vegetables. It is recommended you 
include 3-5 servings of vegetables

per day and 2-4 servings of fruit per 
day in your diet. These foods consist 
of broccoli, green beans, tomatoes, 
onions, mustard greens, bananas, 
strawbemes, kiwi, pears, honeydew 
and watermelon, etc., respectfully. 
One serving of vegetables provides 
an average of 5 grams of carbohy­
drates, 2 grams of protein and 25 
calories, while one serving of fruit 
averages 15 grams of carbohydrates t 
and 60 calories. 

The third layer of the pyramid also 
includes two food groups, the milk, 
yogurt and cheese group, along with 
the meat, poultry, fish, dried beans, 
eggs and nuts group. The f1rst group 
recommends 2-3 servings per day 
such as skim, 2%, or whole milk, 
mozzarella, cheddar or American 
cheese and plain or fruit flavored 
yogurt. A serving from this group can 1 
supply 12 grams of carbohydrates, 8 , 
grams of protein, 1-8 grams off at and 
90-150 calories. The second group 
also recommends 2-3 servings per 
day in your diet. These food items, 
for example, consists of lean ham­
burger, chicken, turkey, eggs or egg 
substitutes, catfish, kidney beans, 
blackeyed peas, peanut butter and 
cashews.

You will notice these symbols 
throughout the pyramid shows all 
food groups may have hidden fats 
and sugars. One serving of fat, for 
example, mayonnaise, safflower oil 
or salad dressing usually provides 5 
grams of fat and 45 calories. How­
ever, the content of"sugar" foods or 
concentrated sweets, is unlimited and 
can provide unneeded empty calories 
and increased weight gain. 

Just rememrer you need certain 
amounts of all food groups for your 
body to utilize necessary vitamins, 
minerals and protein. Dieting is not 
necessary, eating healthy foods is 
necessary.

When you're 
faced with the opportunity or the di­
lemma of selecting new lawn care 
equipment, the many choices avail­
abletodaycanbeoverwhelming. You 
and your mower will be spending a 
lot of time together, so you'll want to 
choose the mower that's right for 
you.Andseeingthosegleamingbeau­
ties all lined up at your lawn equip­
ment dealer doesn't make the selec­
tion any easier. 

One secret to having a healthy 
lawn and keeping those lawn mow­
ing chores under control is having the 
right equipment for the job. Let the 
size and contour of your lawn help 
determine the type and size of mower 
you buy. 

If your lawn is less than half an 
acre, a walk-behind mower may suit 
your needs. However, if it's larger 
than an acre, a riding mower or lawn 
tractor is probably m0re appropriate. 
And if you're tending more than two 
acres, a lawn and garden tractor is 
definitely in order. 

Here's a little guide to give you 
some idea of bow quickly different 
types of mowers can cut an acre of 
flat lawn with minimal landscaping. 
Of course, these are only estimates. 
Few of us have perfectly level lawns 
with no trees or shrubs. 

Time to mow one acre: Walk­
behind mower, 2 to31/2hours;Rear­
engine riding mower, I 1/3 hours;

Besides the obvious differences 
in size and "look," there are other, 
more subtle differences to keep in 
mind. 

Walk-behind mowers are now 
available with effective mulching 
syste~s that chop clippings into tiny 
bits and blow them down into the 
lawn where they disappear. Don't 
worry about thatch- it's not caused 
by clippings. Consider a convertible 
mulching mower because it lets you 
switch to bagging~ case you want to 
collect the grass clippings and leaves 
for backyard compos tin g. 

Ifyouhavelotsofdecorativeland­
scaping features, a rear-engine riding 
mower will maneuver around them 
quickly. Since the engine is in the 
rear, the operator has better up-front 

Why arthritis crops 
up among farmers 

If you lift a lot of heavy objects on 
thejoborathome, youmaybesetting 
yourself up for a case of osteoarthritis 
of the hip. 

The cause of osteoarthritis has al­
ways been something of a mystery. 
Some doctors have speculated that 
this common ailment is caused by 
simple wear and tear. 

Researchers at England's Bristol 
'Royal Infirmary noticed that farmers 
seem to have an unusually high rate 
of surgery to treat arthritic hips. Upon 
investigation, they found that men 
over age 60 who had farmed for more 
than 10 years were eight times more 
likely than sedentary workers to have 
osteoarthritis of the hip. The cumula­
tive stress of lifting heavy objects 
may have contributed to the farmers' 
risk of developing this painful dis­
ability.

Even with a walk-be­
hind mower, it's a good idea to try it 
before you buy it Look for adjust­
able handlebars.

Q. I own a home and have a back­
yard shed suffering from years of 
neglected exterior maintenance. The 
painted surface is blistered and peel­
ing, and needs a complete paint over­
haul. I am a do-it-yourselfer and 
would like to know the most sensible 
way of removing the paint. The type 
of exterior paint is oil-based. Can you 
suggest the proper method I should 
follow? 

A. The removal of any paint finish 
from exterior surfaces can be labor 
enough to inspire you to quit, even 
before you start the job. However, 
take comfort because there is a vari­
ety of ways to remove paint rela­
tively easily. 

An effective tool, such as the belt 
sander, is very good for removing 
paint, but not for your situation. The 
main reason is that this sander will 
not only remove paint, but also the 
wood surface itself. This can only be 
counterproductive and time-consum­
ing. 

The method I prefer using is the 
heat pad technique. This handy tool, 
which can be either purchased or 
rented from your paint and hardware 
dealer, is very simple to use. It runs 
on electricity and can be plugged into 
any outdoor or interior household 
outlet Tht' best manner to usc this 
tool is to scrape the paint off immedi-

Q. I have a wrought iron fence that 
leads to my front door entrance. At 
the base of one of the posts, rust and 
deterioration has set in. Can you give 
me a cure for this? 

A. If only one section is rotted out, 
then you don't have an extensive job 
to complete. If the base of that post 
isn't already deteriorated, a hacksaw 
will do. Once you cut through, install 
a metal "L" bracket at the base of that 
section. If you have a good power 
drill, ask your hardware dealer for a 
concrete cutting drill bit and secure 
fumly in place with anchor bolts. 
Your local hardware dealer can pro­
vide you with the proper materials if 
you aren't quite sure what to use.

BREATH OF FRESH AIR 
All the hoopla over the hazards 

of second-band smoke is political, 
not scientific, according to the To­
bacco Growers Association. 

Tobacco growers want to pro­
tect their business. I don't blame 
them. Around2.7 million jobs na­
tionally depend on the tobacco in­
dustry. That's around $70 billion 
in worker's salaries. 

That doesn't include the sala­
ries of those in the medical field 
who must treat the illnesses caused 
by smoking. Nor does it include 
the cost of research to cure those 
ills. Professionals in the medical 
fteld get a first -hand look at the 
harm caused by smoking. That's 
one reason hospitals and doctor's 
offices are becoming smoke-free 
areas. 

Those involved in the tobacco 
industry also need to get a close­
up look at what tobacco is doing to 
individuals -individuals whose 
lives are seriously affected by sec­
ond-hand smoke. Take for in­
stance, my father. 

My father spent years under­
ground earning a living for his 
family. He developed black lung 
and has difficulty breathing, espe­
cially when strong fumes are 
present When he is around ciga­
rette smoke, his nasal passages 
close and his throat tightens. He 
gasps for air. 

Recently, he was in a checkout 
line,purchasinggroceriesinaMar­
tin store when he inhaled the 
"stench" of a cigarette. He began 
coughing and couldn't stop. He 
managed to shove money for his 
groceries into the hands of the 
clerk and run outside to his truck 
before catastrophe hit 

My father coughed so hard, he 
lost his breath and then the con­
tents of his stomach. He was seri­
ously ill and was extremely em­
barrassed. 

When my sisters and I go to 
restaurants with my father, weal­
ways choose a place that has a no 
smddng section. My father has 
often had to leave restaurants be­
fore eating because the smoke was 
so thick in a non-smoking area. 

Smoking and nonsmoking sec­
tions are not effective because the 
room or rooms are not on separate 
ventilation systems. A small sec­
tion filled with heavy smokers can 
create a smoke-filled atmosphere 
in the nonsmoking section. 

The solution is not simple. In­
dividuals do have a right to smoke 
their cigarettes, and that should 
not be taken away from them. 
However, when cigarette smok­
ing affects the health of others, 
then it should be controlled. Smok­
ing in a public place should be 
banned. 

For my father's sake, I plead 
with smokers to think before they 
light up in public. 

HEALTHY TAX 
Isn't it odd that the government 

is putting a tax on something that 
the EPA claims is unhealthy to 
fund something that is beneficial 
to health? 

Nationally, the average tax on 
cigarettes is 27 cents, according to 
Judith Clabes, a writer for the 
Scripps Howard News service. In 
Kentucky, says Clabes, the tax is a 
"mere" three cents. 

'"This despite the fact that Ken­
. tucky is a poor state in need of 
revenue to support a myriad of 
needed public initiatives from

Extension service holds open house

The Aoyd County Extension Ser­
vice fmally has a home all its own. 
December 19 the extension service 
moved from its cramped quarters in 
the courthouse aiUlex on South Cen­
tral A venue to a refurbished building 
on South Lake Drive, Prestonsburg. 

To celebrate the move, the service 
held an informal open house from 10 
a.m. to 4 p.m., April1 and 2at its new 
home. The occasion was replete with 
refreshments and fmger foods served 
buffet-style in the kitchen area; and 
in the facility's large auditorium, 
Aoyd County Homemaker clubs had 
displays of their various projects, in­
cluding information about and ex­
amples of food preservation, decora­
tive pillows, quilts, wardrobe embel­
lishments, home decoration and4-H. 

Frances Pitts, extension agent, said 
during the open house Thursday that 
the move was made because the ex­
tension service needed more spacious 
quarters. The annex building had only 
"four small offices," she said. "We 
needed a place to meet Now we've 
got three offices, a kitchen area, a 
conference room, a storage area, 
restrooms and space for another of­
fice if we need it ... We can have dis­
plays, meetings, conferences, and we 
have a parking lot all our own." 

She noted that the purchase and 
renovation of the building were 
funded by the district extension tax, 
which adds up to about $2 a year per 
taxpayer. The service has been sav­
ing the money for a new facility since 
1964.

International Issue Series 

On Wednesday, Dr. George Torok, 
assistant professor of History at the 
Pike County Campus, discussed the 
pending North American Free Trade 
Agreement (NAFf A) between the 
United States, Canada and Mexico as 
the latest presentation in the Pike 
County Campus' International Issues 
Series. 

Torok teaches American andLatin 
American history and recently con­
ducted research on the agreement, 
interviewing embassy personnel in 
Mexico and representatives of the 
Agency for International Develop­
ment in both Mexico City and Wash­
ington. 

Torok gave a brief economic his­
tory of Canada, Mexico and the 
United States and explained prob­
lems in manufacturing and produc­
tion since the late 1970s. An experi­
mental free trade project. the 
Maquiladora Zone, was established 
along the U.S.-Mexico border during 
the 1980s. The wne created multi­
national manufacturing enterprises 
with Asian capital, Mexican labor 
and American technology, produc­
ing highly competitive goods, espe­
cially electronic products. By 1988, 
this experiment opened the way for 
discussing about a greater North 
America enterprise zone. The result 
was NAFfA, negotiated between the 
three nations and signed February 
1992. 

Torok outlined the major compo­
nents of the agreement, emphasizing 
manufacturing and marketing. The 
United States and Canada may lose 
manufacturing jobs because of the 
extremely low wages paid in Mexico 
but will be able to benefit from new

finance arrangements, agriculture 
exports and management of produc­
tion. In Maquiladora, there was an 
initial loss of American manufactur­
ing jobs, but, over a six-year period, 
Mexico bought far more goods and 
services from the United States. The 
result was an economic boom along 
the border, with both sides prosper­
ing. American companies directed 
much of this growth and develop­
ment and, in the long run, created 
more jobs and opportunities. 

Torok answered questions about 
potential plant closings and job losses 
in the U.S. He concluded by explain­
ing that many American manufactur­
ing jobs will disappear with or with­
outNAFfA.AsianandLatinAmeri­
can manufacturing continues to ex­
pandand produce inexpensive goods. 
Eastern Europe and the former So­
viet Union will eventually offer may 
of the same challenges. American 

corporations are faced with having to 
cut production costs as much as pos­
sible; often the only options are to 
relocate or automate with robotics. If 
the jobs are destined to leave the 
United States anyway, there can at 
least be some benefits to keeping 
them within North America. A pros­
perous North America is a secure 
North America and a secure Mexico 
reduces illegal immigration into the 
United States.

February unemployment rate 
makes a surpris~ng about-face 

Kentucky's Wlemployment rate 
bucked the normal winter trends by 
plunging from 7.1 percent in January 
to 6.4 percent in February. 

That is just the third time in the 
last 12 years that the rate has fallen 
from January to February and marks 
the biggest drop from January to Feb­
ruary in the 24 years comparable sta­
tistics have been kept for Kentucky, 
said Carlos Cracraft, the state • s chief 
labor market analyst 

February's rate also was substan­
tially lower than the 8.2 percent rate 
in February 1992, according to the 
U.S. Bureau ofLabor Statistics. 1992 
and January 1993 rates have not yet 
been revised by the federal agency. 

The U.S. rate fell from 7.9 percent 
in January to 7.7 percent in February. 
Comparable state and national rates 
are not seasonally adjusted. 

"Usually you can count on 
February's unemployment rate be­
ing higher than January's rate, but 
not this year," Cracraft said. ''The 
main force behind the rate dropping 
was the 13,100 decrease in unem­
ployment A good indicator of what 
was happening in the state is that the 
number of initial unemployment 
claims fell 54 percent from 38,814 in 
January to 17,808 in February. 

"Hiring climbed by 7,300 from 
January, and our overall employment 
picture showed clear signs of im­
provement, especially when com­
pared to February 1992. Every sector 
except for mining and quarrying was 
up over last February." 

The government sector showed 
the largest jump (+2,800) in Febru­
ary with 2,700 more education em­
ployees. 

Services was second with 2, 700 
more jobs main! y in business, educa­
tional, health and personal services 
and amusement and recreation. The 
sector was up 12,000 from last Feb­
ruary. 

In an unusual upturn, agriculture 

jwnped 2,300 because mild weather 
during the first part of the month 
allowed farmers toprepareforspring, 
he said. 

The weather also boosted con­
struction by 1, 700 with increases in 
residential building, heavy construc­
tion and special trades. 

Trade continued its post-holiday 
losses mostly in retail businesses, 
such as department stores. But trade 
employment was 10,200 ahead of 
last February. 

Manufacturing had 500 fewer jobs 
with the most significant loss in to­
bacco products as stemming and 
redrying season ended. However, 
there were 6,600 more factory jobs 
this February compared to February 
1992. 

The category that includes self­
employed people, domestic employ­
ees and people working in family 
businesses rose by 600. 

The Cabinet for Human Resources 
monthly estimate of Kentuckians 
working showed 1,710,200 people 
with jobs in February, up 7,300 from 
January's 1,702,900,and45,600more 
than February 1992's 1,664,600. 

The estimate of unemployed Ken­
tuckians was 117,900 in February, 
down 13,100fromJanuary's 131,000, 
and31,2001essthanFebruary 1992's 
149,100. 

Kentucky's civilian labor force 
estimate for February was 1,828,1 00, 
a 5,800 drop from January's 
1,833,900, but 14,400 more than the 
February 1992 figure of 1,813,700. 
Thecivilianlaborforceincludesnon­
military workers and unemployed 
Kentuckians who actively are seek­
ing work. It does not include the 
unemployed who have not looked for 
a job in the past four weeks. 

Unemployment statistics are based 
on estimates and are compiled to 
measure employment trends rather 
than to actually count people work­
ing.

Q: I am a first-time home 
owner. Can you give me basic in­
formation on what I should know 
about the electrical system In my 
house? 

• 
A: First you will want to Jearn 

where the fuse box (or electrical panel 
in newer homes) is located for any 
emergency. 

In older homes, fuse boxes are the 
control center for electricity. When a 
circuit becomes overloaded (too many 
appliances using the same power 
source or circuit) the fuse which reg­
ulates the amount of power to that cir­
cuit may "blow." A replacement 
fuse of the same amperage and size 
must be installed after unscrewing the 
burned-out fuse. This information can 
be found by looking at the glass in­
serts in the fuses . If the fuse blows 
again, reduce the number of appli­
ances plugged into the affected re­
ceptacles . 

If you simply do not have enough 
receptacles. an electrician will need to 
upgrade the electrical system to fit 
your needs. This is popular in older 
homes, as a lot more electricity is 
used today than the original design al­
lows for. 

If you have a conventional electri­
cal panel, it will have circuit breakers, 

which essentially are fuses that look 
like switches and can be reset. If a 
breaker is tripped, it automatically 
turns off. At that point, locate it, turn 
it completely in the "off'' position, 
and then turn it back on . Never force 
the breaker switch . If there is a short 
in the electrical system, forcing the 
switch and holding it on could start a 
fire or produce a shock. After 
checking for overuse of the circuit, try 
to reset the switch again . If it contin­
ues to trip, call a licensed electrician. 

When replacing lights in your 
home. make sure to rend the allowable 
wattage for light bulu~. Excessive 
wattage could heat up enough to melt 
or even bum nearby materials . 

If your home does not have smoke 
detectors, immediately purchase at 
least one per level to be installed on 
the ceiling in open areas . An electri­
cian can direct wire them into the 
house electrical system or b~ttery ­
powered units can be purchased . If 
your home already has smoke detec­
tors. test them by pushing the test but­
ton on the face. and replace the bat­
tery if necessary. An intermittent 
chirp is emitted from smoke detectors 
when the batteries are going tow. Iii
