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Financial picture may require touch up

A spending freeze coupled with a 
year-end school construction bond 
sale should keep the Floyd County 
School System in the black at the end 
of the 1992-93 school year. 

Budget director David Johnson 
reported to school board members 

Tuesday that "a projected surplus" at 
the end of the school year "depends 
on a few items." 

Johnson said he is "shooting for'' 
a $500,000 surplus in the district's 
budget and that could be accom­
plished if a bond sale is held to reim­
burse the system for school construc­
tion costs. 

Johnson said Thursday that school 

construction costs on the South Floyd 
High School, Betsy Layne 21-class­
room addition and the D.W. Howard 
Fieldhouse are estimated to be 
$300,000 and that is owed to the 
system's general fund. 

If a bond sale is not possible be­
fore the end of the school year, 
Johnson said that the system's fi-

nances will "be tight, but we'll ad­
just" 

Johnson asked the board for per­
mission to "control as much discre­
tionary spending as possible" during 
the last two months of the school 
year. 

"If it doesn't have to be spent, 
don't spend it," Johnson told the 
board. "I don't look at the good side,

Before acting on gym relocation proposal : 

Board to visit problem-plagued site

Problems continue to plague the 
South Floyd High School construc­
tion project, the latest being a report 
Tuesday thatsubsidencehas occurred 
on part of the mountainside behind 
the school. 

Also, the proposed construction 
manager for South Floyd has issued 
what appeared to be an ultimatum 
that if the board does not approve 
contracts on two other school projects 
the company will not sign the con­
tract for the South Floyd gym con­
struction. 

School board members began dis­
cussing school construction issues 
near the end of Tuesday's meeting 
and received a surprising announce­
ment from a member of the audience. 

Ruth Meade, who lives beside the 
high school site at Hi Hat, told the 
school board Tuesday night that part 
of the mountainside at tbe school site 

has "come off' onto her property. 
"One time before (part of moun­

tain) came off the hill and filled the 
whole bottom at the road," Meade 
told the board. "Before you decide to 
put a big new gym up there, I'd look 
at the land real good. The whole side 

of the hill is cracking and coming our 
way." 

Meade's announcement, which 
came during a report on the project 
by architect Paul Hoffman, caught 
some board members by surprise 
because Hoffman had not mentioned

AccordingtotheresultsoftheBig 
Sandy Labor-Management Com­
mittee's Labor Survey, Gilliam said. 
a high percentage of supervisors and 
employers in the region who had pre­
viously wodced in other areas of the 
country found that the Big Sandy 
labor force is equal to or better than 
that which they found in other areas 
and that the local labor force is ex­
tremely reliable. The most striking 
thing about the study, Gilliam said, 
was that less than ten percent of the 
employers responding to the survey 
had a large employee turnover mte. 
In other words, Gilliam said. Eastern 
Kentuckians that get good jobs hang 
on to them and Eastern Kentucky 
employers hang on to good employ­
ees. 

Gilliam said that the positive fmd­
ings of the study were very encourag­
ing because they would seriously help 
to undermine negative stereotypes of 
the area's workforce and would there­
fore be very beneficial in attracting 
new businesses to the area.

Prisoner's second suicide attempt 
thwarted at Floyd County jail

An attempted suicide was averted 
Thursday at the Floyd County Jail 
when an inmate at the facility appar­
ently tried to hang himself only one 
day after being released from the 
hospital following an earlier suicide 
attempt. 

Deputy Jailer Duran Jarrell said 
Thursday that Stephen A. Ousley, 
21, of Allen, apparently tried to hang 
himself using sheets talcen from his 
cell bed. Jarrell said was alerted to the 
emergency by other inmates who were 
attempting to hold Ousley up to keep 
him from strangling. 

Jarrell and Christian Appalachian 
Project volunteer Robert Duncan, 
visiting another prisoner at the jail, 
then cut Ousley down, Jarrell said. 

The incident occurred at around 

12:45 p.m. 
Ousley was transported to the 

Highlands-Regional Medical Center, 
where he remains in stable condition. 

According to jail records, Ousley 
had been incarcerated at the jail for 
less than a day. He was released to the 
facility from the Saint Clair Medical 
Center at Morehead, where he had 
been admitted after slashing his wrists 
at his home, Jarrell said. 

Ousley was imprisoned pending a 
$5,000 bond, Jarrell said, awaiting 
trial on first degree forgery and theft 
by deception charges. 

Ousley was arrested last week by 
officers of the Pikeville Post of the 
Kentucky State Police after alleged! y 
stealing and forging checks from 
Floyd County businessman David 
May, Jarrell said. 

That incident is still under investi­
gation by the Kentucky State Police.

Malpractice suit yields $3 million

A Floyd County family was 
awarded nearly $3 million Wednes­
day when a three-year old malprac­
tice suit against OtU' Lady of theW ay 
Hospital, Cabell-Huntington (West 
Virginia) Hospital and Acute Care of 
America Incorporated was settled out 
of court. 

Victor and Ruth Robinson, of 
Martin. flled the suit in Floyd Circuit 
Court on December 28, 1990, after 
discovering that their then five-year 
old son had suffered brain damage. 

In the suit, the Robin sons claimed 
that their son was taken to Our Lady 
of the Way after he began "having 
trouble getting his breath and was 
having what appeared to be seizures." 

The Robinsons claimed that hos­
pital staff members and "certain medi­
cal personnel employed by Acute 
Care Incorporated." which was tm­
der contract to the hospital, "negli­
gently and carelessly failed to pro­
vide treatment to (the child) by fail­
ing to follow medical standards ... , by 
failing to promptly assess cardiores­
piratory function, check for meta-

bolic derangements and promptly 
treat the seizures with intravenous 
anti-convulsants and by failing to 
incubate (the child) upon arrival for 
full respiratory maintenance." 

According to the suit, the child 
"suffered permanent and severe cog­
nitive dysfunction, changes in the 
brain as a result of prolonged sei­
zures and metabolic derangements 
and a lack of oxygen to the brain." 

According to a Floyd District 
Court Probate Division document 
signed by District Judge Danny 
Caudill and filed in Floyd Circuit 
Court Thursday, Our Lady of the 
WayHospital,AcuteCareofAmerica 
Incorporated and Cabell-Huntington 
Hospital settled without a jury trial 
for an approximate negotiated sum of 
$2.7 million. 

However, under the terms of the 
agreement, 40 percent or approxi­
mately $1,080,000 of the settlement 
was ordered to be paid to Robinson 
attorneys Gary L. Gardner and 
LawrenceR. Webster; $48,211.72 to 
pay "outstanding expenses"; and 
$28,000toBlueCrossandBlueShield 
to settle its subrogation claim. 

Victor Robinson and Ruth 

Robinson will each receive$100,000 
for" emotional distress that they have 
suffered now and will suffer in the 
future ... ," and the child was paid 
$340,000 "up-front," to be adminis­
tered by joint guardians, the 
Robinsons. A structured settlement 
pay-out that is guaranteed to total 
$1,897,077 over 30 years with a po­
tential of reaching $8,445,312 should 
the child reach the age of 74 was also 
awarded. 

The funds will be placed in a 
"blocked account" at First Common­
wealth Bank and are to be distributed 
by court order only.

Allen said teachers hoped the new 
positions would be filled by "well 
qualified educators" who could ef­
fectively provide leadership to the 
district. She added that teachers hoped 
the process for hiring a deputy super­
intendent for instruction would be 
like the district's search for a new 
superintendent. 

"We are no longer willing to play 
business as usual," Allen said.

"Floyd County administrators 
have been the whipping post of this 
system for the last six years, "Francis 
said. "I hope the same criteria used to 
employ administrators will be used 
to employ teachers. We too want 
people accountable for their deci­
sions."

accounting firm of Wallen and 
Cornette to perform the audit of the 
school district's finances for the 1992-
93 school year at a cost of $15,975: . 

• the board heard from John 
Sammons, a parent representative for 
the Adams Middle School site-based 
council, who asked that funding for­
mulas for schools be adjusted to meet 
the needs of a middle school and that 
a technology teacher be employed at 
the school; 

• the board received the result of a 
business survey from Dolores Smith, 
with the Floyd County Chamber of 
Commerce, which said the school 
system is toopolitical,lacks account­
ability and that there is an overall 
feeling in the business community 
that the system's performance is be-, 
low par. 

• the board heard a report from 
Patricia Watson about the system's 
writing program and the board went 
on record endorsing that program; 

• the board honored student merit 

fmalists Lisa Hobson of McDowell 
and Heather Watson of Allen Central 
High School; 

• the board agreed to keep in place 
a program of studies until local 
schools can develop their own pro­
grams; and 

• the board gave approval to tech­
nology coordinator Harold Burchell 
to apply for a grant to purchase tech­
nology equipment to link all schools 
in the district with Alice Uoyd Col­
lege, Morehead State University, 
Prestonsburg Community College, 
Pikeville College, Mayo State V oca­
tional School and the David School.

parents. I try to tell them simple things 
they can do to make a difference." 

The first year, the students put on 
sJ9ts about water conservation, recy­
cling and ozone pollution. The next 
two years, her students organized 
weekend clean-up drives in their in­
dividual communities after 
Blankenship set the example. "I 
started the clean-up at my hollow. I 
live at Mare Creek," she said. 

Presently, she is organizing her 
students for another clean-up drive. 

She said that she teaches her 
classes through films and by study­
ing "in detail" the booklet 100 Ways 
to Save the Earth. 

But of all the ideas she bas tried 
"what has worked is recycling of 
cans." 

Each year her classes bring in 
30,000 to 40,000 aluminum cans to 
be recycled with the stipulation that 
the cans must be ones the students 
picked up as throw-a-ways. She esti­
mates that her classes have collected 
100,000 cans the last three years. 
One incentive for picking up cans is 
the school's Earth Day dance. "Each 
student interested in attending the 
Earth Day Dance must have the ad­
mission- 100 cans picked up," she 
said. She also gives points for each 
student's participation in individual 
and class projects. 

Fonzo Akers, Betsy Layne El-

ementary principal, said that 
Blankenship is "really enthusiastic 
about it (teaching about the environ­
ment). I think it's wonderful we have 
someone locally here who won an 
award. She deserves it and earned it"

Unnecessary acrimony 
For an example of good intentions gone awry, 

look at an Anderson County sexual abuse case in 
which a social worker went to jail for contempt of 
court. 

lbe episode began with Anderson District Judge 
Michael Harrod trying to correct a problem that be 
didn't create. A temporary custody order was all that 
kept the alleged victim, an 8-year-old girl, in foster 
care. The judge indicated it wasn't the appropriate 
order in this case. Harrod needed to get rid of the 
erroneous order and follow the proper procedure for 
removing the child from the home. And in the end, 
that's what be did. 

But the process for reaching that conclusion was 
fraught with emotional displays in the courtroom 
that could have been avoided. 

The problems began when state social worker 
David Ransdell vigorously protested Harrod's deci­
sion to remove the temporary custody order. Ransdell 
feared that the girl would be sent home, so he spoke 
up to try to protect her. He did this because there was 
no one else to speak on ber behalf. That's what he 
was supposed to do. 

If the judge had stopped to think about the social 
worker's point of view, he might have stopped to 
explain the situation to Ransdell, who was new to the 
case. Instead, he got riled. Exchanges between the 
jud~e and social worker IU'ew more heated until 
eventually, Harrod jailed Ransdell for 5 1/2 hours. 

Clearly the state bas an obligation to protect this 
child. and in the end, Ransdell and Harrod both acted 
toprorecther.Butproceedingsneednothavebeenso. 
adversarial. 

Are courts to condemn social workers who dis­
play this kind of passion for protecting children they 
think have been abused? We hope not We also hope 
that the judge's action won't have a chilling effect on 
the advocates working on behalf of children in 
Kentucky'scourtrooms.-LexingtonHerald-Leader 

'Afowl' of the law 
How absurd to be a bird, particularly if you are of 

the chicken variety and reside in parts of Kentucky 
where you are forced to fight foc your life. How 
absurd that Kentucky still pennits cockfighting as a 
pleasurable pastime. And how misapplied are the 
statutes that make it illegal 

A judge dismissed two animal-cruelty charges 
last week against a Greenup County chicken fight 
promoter. He said a 1980 law exempting birds from 
the defmition of "animal" made cockfighting legal, 
and he noted that he is not the only judge to have so 
ruled. 

The referenced law was written with the exJYeSS 
intent to help farmers get rid of blackbirds. Fonner 
Gov. John Y. Brown vetoed the measure, but a 1990 
ruling said the veto was invalid because it was late. 

So what do we have? A state that is looking 
forward on education and health fronts and back­
ward on chicken fights. 

We have enough gambling opportunities in Ken­
tucky without arousing bloodlust vicariously through 
birds. It should be simple enough for the current 
legislature to clarify a 1980 intent or to expressly 
prohibit the practice of cockfighting. 

Surely there are not so many cockfighting lobby­
ists as there are Kentuckians who would be against 
the "sport" in principle.

The ffidden 'ffit' in the Energy 

Tax 
by Michael Baly 
The currenteffcrt by the adminis­

tration and Congress to devise a 
broad-based tax on energy is, quite 
simply, a bad idea-and its real im­
pact is being hidden from American 
consumers. 

Estimates of the direct impact of 
this tax-the increase in the costs just 
for electricity, gasoline and narural 
gas-start at $120 and go up for an 
average household. But these num­
bers don't include the hidden cost 
An energy tax will raise the price of 
almost all American goods, so every­
one will pay more for everything 
from milk to movies. These hidden 
costs for other products will almost 
triple the cost of the tax for consum­
ers-and that's just the beginning. 

An energy tax also means higher 
inflation, which will increase the tax 
automatically because it will be in­
dexed to inflation. In turn, higher 
inflation will lead to an increase in 
the cost of government entitlement 
programs, like Social Security, that 
are keyed to the consumer price in­
dex. And that means more overall 
government spending-contrary to 
what this tax is supposed to accom­
plish in deficit reduction. 

In addition, such a tax would hurt 
U.S. competitiveness in the world 
economy by adding to the cost of 
manufactured products. Raising the 
cost of energy would drive manufac­
turing companies-and jobs-out of 
the country. 

And that's not all. The tax would 
not live up to its revenue expecta­
tions. Ailing industries and others are 
already lined up to ask for exemp­
tions--and some have already been 
granted for such fuels as methanol 
and ethanol. Exemptions from the 
tax are being discussed for the airline 
industry, for barge fuel, for "agricul­
ture" and for the aluminum industry, 
among others. Thus the revenues that 
were to be collected to reduce the 
deficit will be much lower than first 
estima~nless the tax rate on Wl­

exempted energies and unexempted 
customers goes higher. And that will 
mean higher taxes on average resi­
dential energy customers who use 
natural gas and electricity in their 
homes. 

If imposing an energy tax is a bad 
idea, trying to collect it would be 
even worse. Intense jockeying will 
continue ova exemptions from the 
tax and how and where il Ahould be 
collected on each energy source. 
When all the exemptions, phase-ins 
and regulations are finished. a whole 
new government bureaucracy will 
have been created. Given 
government's tendency to grow rather 
than shrink, the cost of maintaining 
such a bureaucracy could easily eat 
into the revenues it's supposed to 
collect. 

Any broad-based energy tax is a 
bad idea foe America, anJ lhis ver­
sion is no exception. Encryy luxes are 
regressive-low-incomeandmiddle­
income families pay a disproportion­
ate amount of the tax. 

A few centuries ago, Patrick Henry 
and other early American patriots 
made quite a fuss about taxation with­
outrepresentation.They should come 
back and see how bad taXation can be 
with representation. Better yet, they 
should come back and con vi nee Con­
gress that the energy tuA,juKIIIk.e the 
tea in Boston Harbor, deserves to be 
thrown overboard.

As Ms. Frances notes, "Some people, 
even if they aren't having problems 
meeting their bills, occasionally pay 
late or forget to pay a bill. They may 
think that because they're not having 
fmancial problems, the late ormissed 
payments won't be noted. That's 
where problems can occur, because 
creditors evaluating a loan applica­
tion look not only at applicants' abil­
ity to pay, but also their willingness 
to pay, as shown by borrowers mak­
ing their payments when due." 

Medical bills are often the cause 
of credit problems, even when people 
have good health insurance cover­
age. There may be confusion about 
who pays. Some people mistakenly 
believe the insurance companies are 
responsible for paying. If they dis­
pute the charges by a doctor or medi­
cal facility, they don't worry about 
not paying, since they assume it's the 
insurance companies' problem, not 
theirs. However, what they probably
