Interest in new jobs created by the 
Floyd County School System has run 
hot to cold with the position of chief 
assistant of operations sparking the 
most interest. 

Floyd superintendent Steve 
Towler said Thursday that 70 appli­
cations have been received for the 
chief assistant position with "20 lo­
cal" and "50 non-local" persons ap­
plying. 

Local applications were described 
by Towler as being received from 
persons in Floyd and surrounding 
counties and non-local coming from 
persons in other parts of the state and 
outside the state. 

The position was advertised in 
local and statewide newspapers which 
explained the large number of appli­
cants, Towler added. 

It wi11 take approximately two to 
three weeks before that position will 
be filled, Towler said. 

Three other new positions created 
by the board in a reorganization plan 
adopted in April generated approxi­
mately 20 applications in all. 

The deputy superintendent for in­
struction generated just three appli­
cations, all from persons within the 
school district, and is expected to be 
ftlled next week, Towler said. That 
position was not advertised in news­
papers and was posted at the central 
office. Notice of the opening was 
also sent to the state Department of 
Education. 

Seven applications were received 
for the Director of Student Services 
and that number has been whittled 
down to four, the superintendent said. 
It is expected to filled next week. 

Coordinator for alternative edu­
cation generated approximately six 
applicants and the selection process 
has not yet begun to fill the position. 
Towler said that "a couple" of people 
from outside the school district had 
applied for the position. 

Four people applied for the posi­
tion of director of food service with 
two applicants being the current co­
directors of that post. Towler said 

Only the job opening for chief 
assistant of operations was adver­
tised outside the area, Towler said, 
because board had not directed him 
to advertise the other positions.

No place for 
animal cruelty 

Editor: 
To the person(s) abandoning the 

two kittens at the Beaver Creek Ani­
mal Clinic Tuesday night, June 1st, 
just after dark: 

You are not the first, and I'm sure 
you won't be the last, person to dump 
animals here, at the other veterinary 
clinics in the area, or at the gates of 
the Floyd County Animal Shelter. It 
was a simple solution to your 
problem ... ordid you really solveany­
thing? 

Where did these kittens come 
from? Did you destroy their mother 
because she produced them, or worse, 
did you also dump her off on 
someone' s doorstep (or in the middle 
of nowhere) so you would no longer 
be bothered with her? Maybe you 
still have her. Will you have her 
spayed, or will there be two or three 
more kittens a few months from now 
that you will have to "get rid of?" 

Do you have children? What did 
you just teach them? Will they grow 
up with any respect or reverence for 
life (including that of fellow human 
beings), or will they come to think of 
other living creatures as "things" that 
can be disposed of when they be-

come an inconvenience? Might those 
children ever wonder, deep down, 
what would happen to them if they 
became too much trouble? 

Abandonment of animals is a 
criminal offense in Kentucky (KRS 
525.125), punishable by up to one 
year in prison and/or a $500.00 fine. 
Ifl could identify you, I would press 
charges. You were seen in the act; 
one of the clinic technicians, who is 
also a sheriffs deputy, even pursued 
your vehicle, but lost sight of you in 
Wayland. 

Did it concern you at all that you 
dumped thesekiuensoff, in no enclo­
sure, less than 20 feet from a busy 
highway? If we bad not seen you, the 
kittens would not have been found 
until the next day, and one or both 
would likely have been dead. (That 
would not be a first for us either). 
Incidentally, one kitten has both bind 
legs broken in the same spot. I can't 
help but wonder bow that happened. 

The two kittens themselves arc 
not the major problem; we will even­
tual! y find homes for them. You could 
have found them yourself, and prob· 
ably for a fraction of the effort we 
will expend, since all the stilT, our 
family and friends arc already satu­
rated with adopted animals. 

Someone has to assume final re­
sponsibility for the excess, unwanted 

animals in our area. Don't expect the 
veterinarians and animal shelter to do 
it all; there are just too many animals. 

If you read this, then I accom­
plished what I wanted. I have told 
you how I feel to be the recipient of 
two more symptoms of a much larger 
problem. 

To anyone else who feels over­
whelmed by the animal overpopula­
tion problem, or who was not even 
aware that such a problem existed; if 
you think you would like to help 
work toward a solution, or if you just 
want more information, feel free to 
call any of the local veterinarians' 
offices or the County Animal Shel­
ter. We'llbe glad to fill you in and tell 
you some practical things that you 
can do to help. 

In a society where animals are 
treate'd as disposable items, is it re­
ally a coincidence that so little value 
is placed on human life?

Martha Sue DeGrella, 44, has been in a coma 
since enduring a beating 10 years ago. She is kept 
alive only by the food and water fed through tubes.

• appointed atrorney appealed and now argues the . 

woman should be kept alive. DeGrella now bas 
outlived her mother and her siblings have taken up 
the cause. 

Much is made of what DeGrella may have said 
before she was injured about not wanting her life 
artificially prolonged, or what she mi~t wish now if 
she were able to speak. Her family insists she made 
such a declaration, which her advocate argues is 
irrelevant 10 years later. 

All arguments aside about precedent, euthanasia 
and the prospect of discarding the disabled and 
troublesome in some dark future, the court should 
side with the family, people who can be assumed to 
love their sister and want the best for her - The

DON'T MAKE PETS OF 
WILDLIFE 

There are a number of wildlife 
species now in the peak of having 
their young, especially white-tailed 
deer. 

The Kentucky Department ofFish 
and Wildlife Resources (KDFWR) 
strongly urges you to resist the temp­
tation of capturing newborn fawns or 
other wildlife or birds and attempting 
to make pets of these animals. In 
most cases, wildlife removed from 
the wild and taken in by humans will 
die. It is impossible for people to care 
for wildlife better than an animal's 
natural parents can. 

Often it may appear that wildlife 
young have been abandoned by tbe 
parents, when in fact the parents are 
off watching nearby, or simply out 
gathering food for the young. If you 
aren't 100 percent sure that the par­
ent animals have perished in some 
manner, leaving wildlife young alone 
is the best thing to do. 

When wild animals are removed 
from their natural environment, they 
lose their fear of humans and their 
natural enemies. They also are much 
less likely to learn bow to fend for 
themselves and find food, which 
means even if they arc returned to the 
wild they will not likely survive.
