Mayor Latta said Thursday that 
Hammond's statement was not true. 

"lnever,neverinJimHammond's 
wildest dreams did I ever offer to 
give that parldng lot to the county," 
Latta said Thmsday. "In fact, in 1990 
and '91 we were talking about build­
ing the Kentucky 0pry, the Moun­
tain Arts Center on that parking lot. I 
don't have the power to do such a 
thing. Any disposition of that parlc­
ing lot is going to be up to the city 
council. I really think some people 
are trying to play politics with this.

Outside assistance is 
sought for developing 
fitness center at PCC

Prestonsburg Community College 
President Dr. Deborah Floyd enlisted 
the help of some heavy hitters this 
week in combatting cuts in the 
college's budget and constructing a 
new regional health center on the 
PCCcampus. 

Floyd met Wednesday with House 
Majority Leader Greg Stumbo; Ken­
tucky state Senator Benny Ray Bailey; 
the Prestonsburg-Floyd County Pub­
lic Properties Corporation; and the 
Floyd County Development Author­
ity to pitch a proposed Regional Cen­
ter for Health Education and 
Wellness. 

The center, she said, would "im­
prove the overall economic health of 
the region by creating jobs, improv­
ing the quality oflife, enhancing tour­
ism, and creating educational train­
ing opportunities for residents." 

It would house health education 
programs, rural health initiatives, 
wellness programs, classrooms and a 
comprehensive community center. 
Floyd said, helping to enhance the 
health and allied health offerings of 
the college and providing badly­
needed jobs. 

The proposed facility, when com­
pleted, would be approximately 
165,000 square feet and cost roughly 
$17 million to build in two phases, 
Floyd said. 

However, Floyd added, although 
the University of Kentucky has en­
couraged the state's affiliated com­
munity colleges to undertake ambi­
tiousprogramssuchasPCC'sProject 
Star: Strategic Advancement for Re­
sults, U.K. continues to absorb ever 
greater portions of the community 
college system's state appropriations. 
At the same time, she said, enroll­
ment continues to climb; PCC's area 
services are continually expanding; 
the campus continues to boast a fac­
ulty including the most highly edu­
cated professors in the state • s com­
munity college system although they 
rank nextto last in wages; and roughly 
70percentofPCC's students receive 
some form of fmancial aid and most 
still have unmet needs. 

Stumbo and Bailey promised to 
provide legislative assistance Thurs­
day, but added that their efforts might 
be hindered by other interests. 

"I don't want to sound discourag­
ing," Bailey said. "It's just going to 
be tough in this budget period to get 
anything .... Understand that in order 
to get that money, I've got to take it 
out of the University of Kentucky 
budget..." 

Currently, Floyd said, PCC is ex­
ploring alternate means of financial 
assistance through private fund-rais­
ing and the creation of a general en­
dowment. 
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Jailer-elect 
indicted on 
arson count

Floyd County's jailer-elect was 
indicted Wednesday by a Floyd 
CountyGrandJuryon twochargesof 
second degree complicity to commit 
arson. 

The grand jury charged that Roger 
Webb allegedly conspired with Sam 
Shepherd and Rick Blevins in No­
vember 1988 and February 1989 to 
burn the homes of Bill Delong and 
Columbus Slone. 

Webb beat out 13 other candi­
dates in the May primary election to 
win the Democratic nomination for 
jailer in November's election. There 
are no Repubican candidates running 
for that office and Webb is scheduled 
to take office in January. 

Three other persons were indicted 
in connection with the charges against 
Webb, including Roger Parsons, 
Willie A. Delong and Columbus 
Slone. 

Parsons is charged with second 
degree conspiracy to commit arson 
for allegedly assisting Webb and 
Delong in the removal of furniture 
from Delong's residence with the 
intent to commit a crime. 

Delong is charged with second 
degree arson for allegedly starting a 
fire in a building he owned with the 
intent to aestroy the building to col­
lect insurance proceeds. 

Slone is charged with second de­
gree arson for allegedly starting a fire 
in a building he owned with the intent 
to destroy the building to collect in­
surance proceeds. Slone is also 
charged with first degree forgery for 
allegedly altering a frre incident re­
port issued by the Prestonsburg Fire 
Department with the intent to de­
fraud his insurance carrier. 

The grand jury also returned two 
murder indictments and one reckless 
homicide true bill Wednesday. 

Larry Dean Robinson was charged 
with murder in the Memorial Day 
weekend death of William K. Rose. 

Robinson is accused of running over 
Rose with a vehicle at Banner on 
May29. 

Police said that Robinson had 
stalked Rose and Rose's estranged 
wife, Mary, for several hours before 
Rose died. Robinson claims that he 
was scared when Rose got out of his 
vehicle and walked toward him. 
Robinson claims that he hit the accel­
erator instead of the brake by mis-

Plug has not 
been pulled 
on project 
at Martin

Contrary to rumors, a county offi­
cial said Thursday, plans to recruit a 
multi-million dollar manufacturing 
plant are moving ahead full steam, 
rather than having stopped dead in 
the waters. 

The Floyd County Development 
AuthOrity announced last month that 
RND Design Incorpormoo a Chula 
Vista, California-based lighting sys­
tem manufacturing plant, had entered 
the fmal phase of transferring its op­
erations to the old United Supply 
building at Martin, currently owned 
by the Big Rock, Virginia-based 
United Coal Company. 

Initially, Development Authority 
Executive Director Darrell Gilliam 
said last month, the new company 
will employ 150 laborers, with plans 
to expand in excess of 300 employ­
ees within its first three years of op­
erations. 

According to a letter from RND 
Design President Ralph L. Bowen,

A $700,000 to $800,000 shortfall 
is expected in the Floyd County school 
district's state funding next year be­
cause of a projected $200 million 
deficit in the state's budget 

The news of a budget cut comes at 
a critical time in the Floyd school 
system with a decision remaining to 
be made on next year's salary sched­
ule for certified and classified per­
sonnel. 

At Tuesday's school board meet-

ing, superintendent Steve Towler told 
boardmembersthathehasbeenmeet­
ing with state education officials to 
determine the exact amount of fund­
ing that is expected to be cut ,from 
next year's budget. 

As of Tuesday, Towler said that 
the local district should plan on re­
ducing spending by two percent, 
which is the amount of a funding 
reduction state officials are anticipat­
ing. 

Towler said that he would be meet­
ing Wednesday and Thursday with 
state officials in an attempt to get a 

more accurate amount of funds to be 
trimmed from the budget. 

Board members postponed a deci­
sion Tuesday on salary schedules for 
next year until Towler brings back 
more detailed figures. 

The district's budget committee 
recommended a three percent increase 
for certified personnel and a five per­
cent raise for classified personnel. 

Towler said he could not "in good 
conscience"recommend the increases 
to the board. 

Board member Eddie Billips asked 
how much money would be needed 

to give certified personnel a one per­
cent increase and a three percent in­
crease to classified personnel. 

Finance director David Johnson 
said it would cost approximately $1.2 
million to give the increases. Johnson 
said that the only places to make cuts 
in the already tight budget without 
taking money from instructional 
needs would be in capital outlay 
spending and maintenance. 

If money is taken from the capital 
outlay accounts, Johnson said, less

"What we decided at that meeting 
was that the city would have apprais­
als done of that property," Latta said. 
"We would return with thoseapprais- . 
als and then we would discuss it. This 
has been thoroughly discussed with 
the council." 

Latta said the idea of building a 
government center on the parking lot 
was discussed with council several 
months ago during a closed session at 
a city council meeting. Latta said 
council agreed to obtain two apprais­
als on the parking lot, but she was not 
aware that plans for the proposed 
facility had been finished. 

"I have no idea what the county is 
doing on it," Latta said. ''They were 
going to go ahead with some plan­
ning, yes. BecauseJ udge Stumbo and 
I were under the impression that we 
would be able to work something out 
that would be mutually beneficial to 
the city and the county. 

"I hope that we can come to some 
type of agreement on it," Latta said. 
"I would think the council would be 
in favor of this if we get a reasonable 
price and reasonable appraisal for it. 
That would do so much for the down­
town." 

A call to Hammond Thursday was 
not returned. 

The proposed government center 
is expected to be the topic of discus­
sion at Monday's Prestonsburg City 
Council meeting. The council meets 
at 6 p.m. at city hall. The meeting is 
open to the public.

School. "She was always such a 
tiny little thing. She didn't com­
plain about her stomach hurting 
because she was used to it" 

"I looked at food and told mom 
to flx some and then I took about 
two bites," Virginia said. 

Since the diagnosis of her 
daughter's illness in July, 1991, 
Janet bas learned more about 
Crohn' s disease. "When I read the 
characteristicsofCrobn' sdisease, 
I realize I have should known that 
something was wrong. Children 
with Crohn' s are smaller than 
usual and they don • t outgrow their 
clothes. Virginia kept her clothes 
for three years anddidn 'toutgrow 
them. At the time I thought, 'This 
is great.' 

''When we look back, we could 
see she was sick for years," Janet 
said. 

It was the concern of friends at 
Garrett First Baptist Church that 
ftnally alerted the Shepherds. 

"We went to church," Janet 
said, "and everybody kept saying, 
'Is she sick? She looks so pale.' I 
thought, 'How did they know she's 
been sick?"' 

The next day the Shepherds 
took Virginia to another doctor. 

"We took her to Dr. Terry 
Wright at Martin," she said. "His 
nurse looked at Virginia and im­
mediately called for the doctor. 
He looked at her and said, 'Send 
her to the hospital."' 

Virginia had blood tests at Our 
Lady of the Way Hospital at Mar­
tin and the results were startling. 
Doctors told Janet that if Virginia 
had passed out "she probably 
would have gone into heart failure 
because her blood was so low," 
Janet recalled. On OLW'srecom­
mendation "we took her right on 
to UK hospital," Janet said. 

Once Virginia was admitted 
into UK Medical Center, she was 
referred to Dr. Robert Dillard, a 
pediatric gastroenterologist Af­
ter initial tests, Dr. Dillard used a 
special diagnostic tool,afibetoptic 
endoscopy, to examine her intes­
tinal tract His examination re­
~ealed that, due to chronic irrita­
tion, her bowels were bright red 
instead of the normal pink. 

"The doctor said she had all the 
symptoms of Crohn's disease," 
Janetsaid "Herstomacbhadbeen 
worked so much from food and he 
wanted to give her bowels a chance 
to rest," Janet said. So Virginia 
was tube fed a nutrient mix 24-
hours a day for a week. 

"After a week in the hospital, 
they let her start to eat," Janet said.

Virginia's treatment includes 
avoiding spicy foods her stomach 
cannot tolerate, such as barbecue 
potato chips, and taking regular 
doses of vitamins and presidsone, 
a drug that controls the inflamma­
tion of her bowels. Every six 
weeks, she visits Dr. Dillard for a 
check up. Otherwise, except for 
occasional flare-ups, Virginia 
leads a normal life. 

"She does whatever she wants 
to," Janet said. "Her medicine 
makes her ravenous. When she 
goes to McDonald's, she eats two 
big Macs. When she goes off her 
medicine, her appetite becomes 
normal. She handles it well. The 
most remarkable thing is how her 
looks have changed so much. My 
sister looked at her pictures from a 
few years ago and she said, 'You 
can tell she was sick.'" 

Virginia also has the support of 
her brother, Ryan, 19, and her 
grandparents, Shelby and Virginia 
Dmughn of Garrett and Mabel 
Shepherd of Hueysville. 

Despite her illness, Virginiahas 
maintained a high grade-point av­
.emge at Duff Elementary. 

"I made a B this year - my 
second B in my whole life - in 
science. I'm not too good in sci­
ence," Virginia said. 

And she has decided on a ca­
reer. 

"Virginia wants to be a pediat­
ric doctor," said Janet "She loves 
babies. She goes to see them when 
she's at the hospital." 

As a result of her appearances 
on tbeMiracleNetwOI'kTelethons, 
Virginia has become an inspira­
tion foc other children who are ill, 
including a classmate who has 
cancer. 

"In my classroom, one girl in 
class has a gland with cancer. She 
wrote me a letter and said she saw 
me on TV and I looked pretty," 
she grinned.

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Project review is offered Betsy Layne Pharmacy 
Hayes Complex

An independent architectural 
fmn's overview of several school 
construction projects in Floyd County 
suggests that if contractors "hustle," 
the South Floyd High School aca­
demic building should be complete 
in time to use for the 1993-94 school 
year. 

Mark Ryles, representing the firm 
of Ross-Feldman Architecture, told 
board members Tuesday that if the 
board approved several change or­
ders on the project, to be presented 
after Ryles' presentation, the school 
could be open for the fall term. 

The board approved over $50,000 
in change orders on the school project 
which included painting; installing a 
heavy-duty rubber tread on the stair 

system; extending the administrative 
and conference areas; installation of 
additional lighting; and relocation of 
windows. 

Ryles said that work on the en­
trance area would take about six to 
eight weeks to complete which cre­
ates a tight deadline for the school to 
open on time. 

AlsoTuesday,Rylesreported that 
a classroom and technology lab addi­
tion at the Adams Middle School 
would not be finished until after 
Chrisunas break of the 1993-94 
school year. 

A settlement problem at the middle 
school is under review by the soils 
engineer, Alan Little of Bowser­
Morner, Ryles reported. 

Middle school architect Randy 
B urchetttold the board that Little had 
not reinspected the settlement prob-

lem, but was scheduled to do so this 
summer. 

Board member Eddie Billips told 
Burchett to "put the pressure" on the 
engineering firm to determine who is 
responsible for the settlement prob­
lem. 

"It 's been ncarl y three years (since 
the problem was discovered) and it's 
past time to draw a conclusion and go 
for it," Bmips told Burchett. "Either 
put the pressure on (Little) to find out 
(who's at fault) or he can get gone. 
Then we' U get someone in here to 
draw some conclusions." 

Burchett indicated that he would 
relay Billips' comments to the engi­
neer.

KNA sup­
ports the availability of voluntary 
anonymous or confidential testing 
which is conducted with informed 
consent and pre-and post-test coun­
seling. KNA continues to support 
education regarding the transmission 
of HIV I AIDS and the use and moni­
toring of universal precautions to pre­
vent HIV/AIDS transmission. In or­
der to reduce the risk of exposure to 
bloodborne pathogens, including 
HIV/HBV, KNA supports the con­
sistent and strict use of universal pre­
cautions, the availability of proven 
safety measures, the standardization 
of methods to assure equipment is 
safe, and the continued evaluation 
and modification of work practices to 
assure optimum safety in the nursing 
workplace. 

KNA has along-standing position 
of advocating for the rights of nurses 
in the workplace. KNA and ANA 
support the development of person­
nel policies which create a maxi­
mally safe and healthful environment 
for all workers, patients/clients, nurs­
ing students, and volunteers. Person­
nel policies should address all as­
pects of HIV /HBV in the workplace, 
protect against social and economic 
discrimation, and reflect the most 
current scientific and epidemiologi­
cal knowledge.

Historically, Eastern Kentucky counties have been 
slow to embrace change that is forced on them by 
Frankfort, and the reluctance of some LetcherCounty 
schools to form councils ought to be viewed in that 
light. After Education Conuhissioner Thomas Boysen 
applied some heat in 1991, local school officials 
made a to-do of promising to encourage alll4local 
schools to form councils; so far only six have done 
so. 

Of greater concern are the reports that the super­
intendent and some principals may have sabotaged 
teachers' efforts to form councils and frustrated their 
attempts to get additional reforms rolling. 

1be resistance to implementing the state's ambi­
tious education reform programs wears a variety of 

guises in Eastern Kentucky. Some people would like 
Conunissioner Boysen to turn up the heat. While the 
strong -arm approach may eventually become neces­
sary, state officials might accomplish more by ex­
tending a helping hand. 

The reluctance of many Eastern Kentucky dis­
tricts to get moving on school reform bears the 
hallmark of fear. Since it's possible that many local 
educator' feel unprepared to meet KERA' s enor­
mous challenges, state officials must redouble their 
efforts to get excellent training and instructional 
materials into teachers' hands. 

Knowledge is power. When teachers have more 
knowledge, they can more confidently seize the 
power KERA gives them.

Cinderella review-

The Jenny Wiley Summer Theatre opened its 1993 season with 
proof positive that not all of their magic was used up on the "Wizard 
of Oz" last summer. "Cinderella" is a happy, delightful production 
that will chann all families. 

"Cinderella," a stage show based on the made-for-television 
musical by Richard Rodgers and Oscar Hammerstein, opened to a 
packed house on Friday, June 18, following a posh reception at the 
Wilkinson-Stumbo Convention Center. 

Under the leadership of Director Bob Bogdanoff, "Cinderella" is 
an evening of uncomplicated enjoyment. While paying tribute to 
the fairy tale at hand, Bogdanoff achieves balance by allowing the 
cast to enjoy themselves. And, because the cast is enjoying 
themselves, the audience is swept up in the fun. 

The entire cast gave a sparkling performance. This JWST 
production stars Marty Childers as the Prince and Misty Daniels 
in the title role, Cinderella. Both Childers and Daniels are Eastern 
Kentucky natives. Daniels exhibits tremendous maturity in a role 
that seems, like the slipper, a perfect fit. Her"Cinderella"is girlish, 
animated, and (what's best) not the least bit afraid to be romantic. 
Childers gives us the consummate Prince-handsome, witty, and 
aching for romance. 

Childers and Daniels are joined by a talented, energetic cast. 
Carrie Wiley Cinnamond portrays the Queen who seems to hope 
her son will just get on with this "marriage thing." Robert Lehman 
gives a tremendous comic performance as the King-no King was 
ever so regal in a union suit. 

Elizabeth Hunter, Sheree Wheeler and Joni Rice cut hilarious 
caricatures as the Stepmother and her daughters of questionable 
beauty and grace, Portia and Joy. It must be said that Wheeler and 
Rice, as Portia and Joy, share what is probably the juiciest song in 
the play. In "The Stepsister's Lament," they try to figure why the 
Prince would forsake their SOLID charm and chase a "frothy 
bubble" like Cinderella. Linda Zablotsky gives a delightfully zany 
performance as the Fairy Godmother. Jon-Daniel Durbin deserves 
special mention for it is his strong performance as the Herald that 
sets the pace for the play. 

Second only to the cast's performances, the production's set and 
lighting design transform the amphitheater into a charming fairy 
castle. The team effort of James Hunter, Scenic and Lighting 
Designer, and Bonnie Jean Clark, Scenic Artist amounts to sheer 
wizardry. Through the use of rolling platfonns and smaller stages 
"hidden" by sliding doors, Hunter and Clark achieve a seamless 
production which allows the audience to enjoy the play without 
interruption-much like a movie. 

Under the direction of newcomer George Howe, the orchestra 
gave a bright, lively performance of Rodgers and Hammerstein's 
lovely musical score, but sometimes seemed to rush the show's 
pace. Perhaps it was all just opening night jitters. 

Following this year's triumphant opening of"Cinderella," theater­
goers in Eastern Kentucky can look forward to a varied slate of 
summer entertainment. The JWST 1993 season is rounded out by 
the musicals "Foxfire" and "Pumpboys and Dinettes" in addition to 
the dinner theater/hin.cheon perfonnances of the musical "I do, I 
do."

THE WHIZBANG 
CHICKEN END 

T his past weekend, my 
sisters and I were 
pilfering through 

drawers at our mother's house 
when we came across some 
quarterly report fonns from 
1960 that had been filed on a 
restaurant our father used to 
have part ownership in. The 
restaurant was known as Chick's 
Drive-In, and it was a favorite 
spot for kids and adults during 
the 60s and 70s. 

Located across the bridge on 
Route 40, Chick's was the 
ultimate drive-in experience. 
Car-hops, outside jukebox 
speakers and souped up jalopies 
backed into parking spaces 
along the river was THE place 
to be on Saturday night. 

As we scanned the fonns, the 
memories carne flooding back. 

Surprisingly enough, Chicks' 
could have been remembered by 
another name if Dad had not 
sold out his interest to Chick 
Carroll, who kept the operation 
running smoothly and efficiently 
for many years. In fact, Chick 
turned it into one of the best 
businesses around the area. 

Before Chick bought Dad's 
part out they speculated about 
naming the place "Whizbang 
Chicken End" after Daddy 
(Whizbang as someone once 
referred to him) and Chick; 
hence the chicken end part (I 
don't want to delve too deep 
into this). 

The early years were great 
Dad loved to cook and he loved 
to eat And since they didn't 
name the restaurant after him, 
they did name a sandwich for 
him - THE BUZZBURGER. 

The Buzzburger was an 
adventure in eating. It consisted 
of a hamburger, sizzled to 
perfection on an open grill, with 
a generous portion of beef 
barbecue spooned on top. It 
would now be known as a 
cardiologist's nightmare, but it 
was definitely well named. 

There were lots of other 
memorable things about 
Chick's. My grandmother Lucy 
drove through one side of the 
restaurant one evening when 
Amanda, our youngest sibling, 
dropped something on the 
floorboard of the car. When she 
tried to retrieve it, she 
accidentally pressed the gas 
pedal and the car lunged forward 
into the dining area. 

It surprised a few of the 
customers, but Chick never 
missed a beat He ran right up to 
the driver's side and said, 
"Lucy, what would you like to 
eat? We would have been glad 
to bring it out to you, but we're 
glad you carne on in." 

Another great thing about 
Chick's was that your parents 
usually knew where you were. If 
you weren't at Chick's, you 
were either home sick or up to 
no-good. Thinking back on it, 
Chick's was a little like a built 
in babysitting service for young 
people. If Chick wasn't 
patrolling the parking lot, 
Vivian, his wife, was looking 
out after you. It was a fun place, 
and a good time was had by all. 

During those early years, I 
was employed by the 
establishment as a waitress, but I 
soon learned it was not my life's 
calling when I discovered that 
being a waitress meant that you 
had to wait on people. Chick 
docked my pay when he 
overheard me say to a customer, 
"You don't want anything, do 
you?" The customer was former 
Circuit Judge Bill Hazelrigg, 
and he left me a fifty-cent tip for 
begrudgingly serving him a cup 
of coffee. 

All this reminiscing occurred 
because my sisters are here on 
vacation. Amanda, the youngest, 
still likes to go through drawers 
and get down in the floor and 
pilfer through papers. Finding 
the quarterly report was like 
opening up a huge storybook as 
Mother told us other interesting

In May, Baron Trevor, 64, a mem­
