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Threat, pleas 
add variety to 
public hearing

Public input ranged from threats 
to pleas Monday evening as Aoyd 
County board of education members 
collected comments on the system's 
four-year facility plan. 

A Middle Creek citizen threat­
ened to file a lawsuit to halt aU school 
construction in Floyd County if the 
local board of education does not 
vote to build anew Prestonsburg High 
School at the Middle Creek site. 

Derek Hicks, speaking for propo­
nentsoftheMiddleCreeksite, threat­
ened to flle a class action lawsuit if 
the school board goes ahead with a 
plan to renovate the current Prestons­
burg High School. 

Hicks said that it would be a ''mis­
use of public funds" and would con­
stitute misconduct in office if the 
plan to renovate the high school is 
approved by the board .. 

"(If the board proceeds) .. .it would 
be misfeasance and malfeasance in 
office aU because a new board mem­
ber wants to fulfill a promise to po­
litical cronies to keep the high school 
in Prestonsburg," Hicks said. "We 
are prepared to file a class action 
lawsuit to stop aU construction in 
Aoyd County." 

Hicks accused board member Ed­
die Billips, who has opposed build­
ing a new school at Middle Creek, of 
pushing "his plan" on the local plan­
ning committee, who developed the 
new four-year facility plan. 

Hicks also questioned the iegality 
of a proposal to condemn property 
adjoining the high school football 
field in order to relocate the athletic 
field. Hicks said that because the 

rent high school facility is in the 
floodplain; that there is a traffic con­
gestion problem; and that there is 
limited accessibility to the school. 

Sammons urged the local plan­
ning committee (LPC) to change the 
facility plan and called the Middle 
Creek property "the best piece of 
commercial real estate in Floyd 
Count:Y."

¥t r ca move countyseat but 
ust specify new location

The spectre of relocating Floyd 
County'scountyseat was raised again 
Friday during the regular meeting of 
the fiscal court. 

Magistrate Jackie Edford Owens 
directed County Attorney Jim 
Hammond to have a petition to relo­
cate the countyseat ready to file with 
the county court clerk by the August 
3 filing dcadlint. 

Fiscal court members have been 
discussing the possibility of moving 
the countyseat out of Prestonsburg 
for the past two months because of a 
controversy involving the city's mu­
nicipal parking lot. 

The fiscal court has proposed 
building a ncwmulti-story courthouse 
on the parking Jot. Prestonsburg City 
Council members have questioned 
the court's move and a lack of public 
discussion on the proj cct and because 
the court apparently bas not explored 
alternate sites. 

At the May court meeting, Rose 
Collins, apparently in response to 
rumors of moving the countyscat, 
outlined the orocedures necessary for 

such amove. 
To move a countyseat, the state 

constitution says that a petition must 
be filed by the county judge-execu­
tive specifying the new location and 
it must be accompanied by the names 
of25 percentofthepeoplewhovoted 
in the last county election. 

The issue would then be put on the 
ballot in the next general election and 
twco.thirds of the voters must vote for 
the move. 

Hanunond added another twist to 
the controversy Friday by suggesting 
that just the courthouse be built out­
side the countyscat. 

Hammond's proposal is appar­
ently in conflict with state law. 

Under Kentucky law, all counties 
with a land area of more than 750 
square miles may establish branches 
of only the sheriff and county court

"We sent a cruiser out to make sure 

he got in alright," McFaddin said, 
"but when we got here it was already 
on the ground, burning." 

Two eyewitnesses said the plane 
had apparently lost power to its only 
engine before the crash, but they 
thought the pilot had maneuvered the 
aircraft into position to make a safe 
landing. 

• "He was cmning in from the south 
and the plane was sort of bumping up 
and down but it looked like he was 
right over the runway," said Ralph 
Carson, of Ashley, Ohio, who was 
driving past the airport on Route 23 
when the accident occurred. 

"Then he sort ofbanked out toward 
the river," added Mark Ward, of 
Lowmansville, a volunteer fireman 
who was coming home from work 
when he saw the plane come down.

While the remainder of the 
board settled in for illegal busi­
ness as usual, at least one of its 
members thought enough of the 
law and enough of the public's 
right to know to sit this one out. 

It's hard to say if her position 
on the issue will have any last­
ing effect on the boys in the back 
rooms, but it's refreshing to see 
the law obeyed every once in a 
while. 

Who knows, maybe this is the 
beginning of anew and improved 
system of 12!1..b1i£ education. 

It's about time.

Tobacco Tax Would Devastate 

Southeast

Of all the regions of the country, 
the Southeast has consistently weath­
ered recessions and quietly provided 
its people with jobs and steady growth. 
Now, all that could change. 

Various proposals are now bei...'lg 
considered in Washington to sub­
stantially increase the federal ciga­
rette tax. But whetber we end up with 
a doubling of the current 24-cents-a­
pack federal excise tax, or a $1 in­
crease, or ever the $2 "monster" tax, 
as the Washington Post labeled one 
proJX>sal, the economic impact on 
our region would be devastating. 

Tobacco is to the Southeast as 
logging is to the Northwest...as pe­
troleum is to the Gulf states and 
Alaska ... as wheat is to the Midwest. 
Here in the Southeast, tobacco pro­
vides about200,000 jobs justin farm­
ing and manufacturing. Hundreds of 
thousands of other jobs are supplied 
in retailing, warehousing and many 
other direct and non-direct ways. 

lost; 8,007 tobacco manufacturing 
jobs would vanish; 6,878 retail jobs 
would be eliminated; and some 1,884 
wholesale trade jobs would be gone. 

Thousands of businesses--from 
paper companies to computer manu­
facturers to advertisers-supply the 
tobacco industry. With a $1-a-pack 
excisetaxincrease,morethan 14,500 
jobs in the Southeast alone would 
evaporate from this tobacco-supplier 
sector of the U.S. economy. With this 
loss of workers and paychecks that 
buy food, clothing and everything 
else families require, a destructive 
ripple of tobacco unemployment 
would reach far and wide, adding 
another 89,250 Americans to unem­
ployment in the Southeast.

The government will not get the 

money it expects by raising taxes. In 
1990 and 1991, Canadian cigarette 
taxratesrose45 percent But revenue 
increased only 1.4 percent.

Smokers already pay their fair 
share.

Four charged in coal cases 
The disposition of several cases related to 

mine health and safety standards in Eastern Ken­
tucky was announced last Friday. 

Ershel Thornsberry, 44, of Kite and ThomasL. 
Yonts, 45, of Halo entered pleas of guilty last 
Wednesday to a crintinai information charging 
each of them with violating mandatory health and 
safety standards for coal mines. Both pled guilty 
to charges offailing to take respirable dust samples 
in the mine in May 1992 as required by the 
Federal Mine Safety and Health Act of 1977. 
Both men face not more than one year in prison 
and a fine of up to $100,000. Sentencing was set 
for October 5.

Even a "simple" doubling of the 
federal cigarette tax- to 48 cents a 
pack- would be a severe blow to our 
region. More than 42,400 workers 
would face unemployment and more 
than $1 billion would be lost in pay­
checks. 

But that's not all. Cigarette taxes 
traditionally have been a source for 
generating revenue at the state level. 
A large increase in the federal ciga­
rette tax will reduce sales of tobacco 
products. That will reduce state ciga­
rette-tax revenue. While tobacco ex­
cise taxes are low in the Southeast­
reflecting tobacco's contribution to 
the region's economy in many other 
ways-a $1-a-pack federal tax in­
crease will cost Soul.heastem states 
$155 million.

A federal cigarette tax increase is 
a bad idea for other reasons as well. 

Cigarette taxes unfairly hit those 
least able to pay: low- and middle­
income taxpayers.

A major tax increase will not deter 
youth from smoking. Where this has 
been tried, the tax didn't do what its 
supporters said it was supposed to do. 
Last year, health authorities got to­
gether to review the results of a major 
tax increase enacted in California 
three years earlier. To the dismay of 
conference participants, a spokesman 
for the California program reported 
that the taX appeared "to have had 
little effect" on adolescents, and that 
their rate of smoking was virtually 
unchanged. 

Given all the reasons why a major 
tobacco excise tax increase is a bad 
idea, a surprisingly large percentage 
of Americans seem to favor such a 
tax. Or is it· so surprising? Three­
fourths of American adults do not 
smoke-and proponents of the tax 
have been doing nothing to discour­
age the public from assuming that, if 
they don't smoke, there will be no 
economic price to pay for this tax. 

Workers and employers all over 
the country will be paying the price, t 
but it will burt far more in the South­
east. Not since Reconstruction has 
the Southeast faced such a critical 
economic issue.

"Pump Boys and Dinettes" is not 

your average Broadway musical­
it's a lot more fun! And, the Jenny 
Wiley Summer Theatre's presenta­
tion of "Pump Boys and Dinettes" 
amounts to an evening of smashing 
entertainment. 

1bc music 1s loud and raucous, 
but don't mistake it for punk rock; the 
boys just call it "pump rock." All of 
the singing takes place at either the 
gas station or the diner, both located 
somewhere between frog Level and 
Smyrna on Highway 57. 

Appropriate to the locale, the 
music is rockabilly, and it is a 
toctapping delight.

LEAGUE IN TROUBLE? 
Back in March, the groundwork 

was laid for the fonnation of a 
semipro baseball league that would 
afford opportunities foryoungmen 
who bad finished their college 
obligation or young men with as­
pirations of some day playing 
major league baseball. 

Thus was born the Frontier 
League, an all-rookie league that 
was set up in two divisions and 
accumulated eight teams. 

It was hopeful, afLer the initial 
year, that some majorlcague teams 
would see the need of such a league 
in the area and adopt each of the 
eight teams. 

However, last Thursday the 
league was served a blow when 
two teams pulled out and dis­
banded citing the lack of fan and 
businesses' support. 

The Tri-State Tomahawks 
(Ashland) and West Virginia Coal 
Sox ceased operations leaving but 
six teams in the fledgling league. 

Although the two teams have 
dropped their franchises, powers 
that be in the league believe that is 
going to make the other six Siron­
ger. 

"I think. it ultimately makes the 
league stronger," said Kentucky 
Rifle manager Roy Cutright. 
"There were two teams not doing 
so well, and now they are no longer 
in existence." 

"I talked to every team owner 
around the league," said Rifle Gen­
eral Manager Raymond Ferrell, 
"and every one of them is relieved 
this is over." 

"It has been a stressful two or 
three weeks," said league com­
missioner Bud Bickel. "The league 
decided that it was time foc the 
strong to move and the weaker 
links to fall." 

Another reason for the demise 
of the two folded teams and per­
haps a warning to those teams that 
still exist, is the lack of local talent 
that fans can identify with. League 
rules prohibited a team from hav­
ing more that five local players on 
the roster. However, if you look 
close at the Rifles roster you will 
rmd only two local players and 
both are virtual unknowns. Adam 
Smith bails from Paintsville and 
Rob Tay loris from the Johns Creek 
area and played college ball for 
Pikeville last year. 

Ferrell wanted to put together a 
team that could compete for a 
league title in its first year instead 
of going with local players. But 
the problem now exists that a league 
title may not be anyone's if the rest 
of the league folds. 

The league has the entire month 
of August to play out their regular 
season schedule with the Rifles 
scheduled to · finish against 
Lancaster at Paintsville on August 
28. 

Before the loss of two teams, a 
championship playoff series was 
to start on August 29. 

The league is no longer divided 
into two divisions but is but one at 
the present. 

If the remaining six teams sur­
vive, and that will depend on pro­
motion, a big question mark re­
mains if the league will return next 
season. If it does, the Rifles may 
have to become a one city team 
and more local players added to 
the roster. No longer will they be 
able to split their playing between 
Pikeville and Paintsville. Promot­
ing the team in the rest of the area 
such as Prestonsburg and up High­
way 80 toward Hazard is a must. 

I for one bope the league sur­
vives and that valuable lessons 
have been learned by those in 
charge. 

A semipro baseball league 
needs someone who knows how to 
promote. A team needs the best 
PR man that they can rmd. If there 
bas been one thing lacking in the 
directing of the Rifles team it bas 
been communication and promot­
ing.

Spinnerbaits are one of the num­
ber one choice lures of the top pros. 
They are a bait that can cover a lot of 
water very quickly and effectively. 
They can be fished on the surface, on 
the bottom, and/or any depth in be­
tween. They are virtually snag-free 
and they flat out will catch fish just 
about any time of the year. 
Spinnerbaits come in a variety of 
sizes and colors. First we will talk 
about size. 

A one-eighth ounce spinnerbait is 
one that gets overlooked a lot. The 
light weight of this bait will move 
more slowly in the waterwbicbmeans 
that you can keep it in front of the fish 
longer. This is especially good when 
fash tend to not chase a faster moving 
bait You can obtain the spinnerbait 
in a number of different sizes starting 
from a one-eighth ounce that we just 

mentioned to a one-quarter, three­
eighths, one-half or a one-ounce size. 
You must check to see what weight 
the fish may be on. Experimenting 
with this bait leads to learning. 

There is a never ending list for 
blade combinations but try to keep it 
from becoming too complicated. I 
use a number four willow leaf on the 
back with a number two Colorado 
blade when fishing the clearer water. 
When fishing the stained water, I will 
usually throw a number four Colo­
rado in the back with a number two 
Colorado in the front. As far as the 
color of blades go. I use nickle blades 
in the lakes where there are a lot of 
thread fin shad and gold blades where 
there may be shiner, especially in the 
Florida and Georgia lakes. To me, 
this something you should also ex­
periment with. 

Skirtcolorandsizecanreallymake 

a difference and there are a lot of 
different colors to choose from but 
once again I try to keep it as simple as 
possible. Preference is also a key. I 
will usually throw a Nichols Pulsator 
with a clear or white skirt 80 percent 
of the time. I've found this to be a 
good color around the country. I'll 
use it with nickle blades in the lakes 
and rivers that have thread fm and 
gold blades in the ones that have 
golden shiners. In really stained wa­
ter I' 11 use a chartruese color. 

I always trim the skirt to the size of 
the bait that I'll see in the area that 
I'm fJShing. I like to keep things as 
natural as possible. Be sure to always 
remember to experiment and learn.

conLrolling spool speed with a 
baitcasting reel, and controlling line 
speed with a spinning reel.

"Start wilh a large target and gradu­
ally make it smaller," Mitchell ad­
vises. "Don't worry about long dis­
tance accuracy as much, because 
when you're fishing heavy cover for

"It takes a lot of practice to use 
these lures to their full potential."

"Casting accuracy is far more criti­
cal than many anglers realize," ex­
plains Stanley Mitchell, winner of 
the 1981 Bass Masters Classic and a 
member of the Evinrude Outboards 
Pro Staff.

"I'd say at least 90 percent of my 
strikes come right after my lure lands 
and begins falling beside a target. 
This is particularly important when 
you're fishingjigs and plastic worms, 
but even when you use moving lures 
like spinnerbaits, you bave to be able 
to put the lure into tiny openings in 
the brush if you want to catch bigger 
fish." 

Mitchell, recognized as one of the 
most accurate casters in professional 
bass fishing, began perfecting his 
casting ability while still in high 
school years ago. 

"I'd come home and practice cast­
ing at different targets in the yard," 
remembers Mitchell. "Eventually, the 
targets became smaller and smaller, 
so instead of trying to hit a tree stump 
I'd be aiming for a can or a small 
rock. 

"Then some of my friends joined 
me and we began competing against 
each other to see how accurate we 
could be. Finally, we were casting at 
a dime in the grass 10 yards away." 

The best thing about practicing 
like this, says the Evinrude pro, is 
that it really pays off in bass fishing. 

"We all know bass spend much of 
their time around very thick cover, 
like flooded bushes, fallen trees and 

• vegetation," Mitchell explains, "and 
the biggest bass are always in the 
thickest, heaviest cover. · 

"To catch these fish, you have to 
be able to put your frrst cast right into 
the heart of that cover. Most of the 
time, you don' t get a second chance, 
either, because a bad cast will scare 
the bass. 

"Often, you' ll need to cast be­
neath overhanging limbs and into a 
tiny opening in the brush that may be 
only five or six inches wide, and 
you'll have to do it cast after cast as 
you move down a shoreline.

"Just keep practicing, and before 
long you'll be amazed at the accu­
racy you can achieve." 

FISHING JERK BAITS 
REQUIRES SPECIAL 

RHYTHM 
One of the most popular types of 

lures used by bass fishermen these 
days is known as the "jerk bait," and 
it is fished, naturally, by jerking your 
rod tip to make it dive. 

'"That's just the beginning," laughs 
tournament pro Mickey Bruce, a 
member of the Evinrude Outboards 
Pro Staff and an accomplished angler 
with these shallow running 
crank baits. 

"The most important part of fish­
ingjerk baits is establishing a rhythm 
as you jerk your rod. That's what 
moves the lure, and once you learn 
bow to do it, you can make a jerk bait 
dive, stay in one place beside cover. 
or even move backward." 

Jerkbaits come in many different 
sizes and shapes, explains Bruce, but 
most are long, narrow minnow-imi­
tation plugs that only dive two to 
three feet deep. They are excellent 
lure choices in both the spring and 
fall months, and in clear water where 
they may attract bass from deeper 
depths. 

"The best way to work a jerk bait 
is with a shorter five and a half-foot 
rod with a limber tip," says the 
Evinrude pro. "The short length does 
not hit the water when you jerk, and 
the light tip gives you better control 
over the lure. 

"You begin by holding your rod 
tip down and simply jerking it to you. 
You may jerk lhree times and pause, 
or two times, or just one time, but 
eventually you'll fmd the particular 
cadence bass want that day." 

Most fishermen crank lhe reel a 
partial turn as they jerk the rod tip, 
and this keeps the lure moving for· 
ward, explains Bruce. To make a jerk 
bait remain in place, the rod is jerked 

with a slack line and held down, and 
the reel is not turned. To make a jerk

Like for example, the 

four veteran teachers 
(myself among them) who 
sat talking the other day 
about "how it used to be" in 
education. With nearly 120 
years of experience among 
us, and with all the changes 
(too many negative) that 
have occurred during the 
span of our careers, we 
came to the conclusion that 
the four of us were merely 
fossils; beings from the far 
distant past, .trying to 
figure, as the old Bellamy 
Brothers' songs says, 
whether "to hold on to the 
old, or grab on to the new." 

Of course, there are 
some things that never 
change. Almost with the 
regularity of Yellowstone's 
Old Faithful, concerns spew 
forth from Frankfort about 
too much money being 
wasted in public education; 
about too much duplication 
of services by over-paid 
administrators; about too 
much this and too little that. 

Time was, when all this 
talk usually ended with 
some ole boy saying, 
"What we orter do is git rid 
of these little bitty 
independent districts." 

However, this time 
around there seems to be a 
positive: suddenly, 
someone has decided that 
the purpose of public 
education is to actually 
educate the public. (Is that a 
novel idea, or what?) 

And, since by every 
method used thus far to 
determine who is and who 
isn't being educated has 
indicated that smaller 
school districts have more 
than held their own, even 
people who once preached 
"bigger is better," are 
apparently starting to think 
twice. (Of course, that's not 
to suggest that some of the 
bigger districts are not 
getting it done. Of course 
they are. By the same 
token, some little ones 
aren't.) 

There's some positive 
thinking going on all right 
lbis time, the familiar 
rhetoric from Frankfort 
seems to be accompanied 
by the idea that some 
legislators and higher-ups 
in education are no longer 
lumping all independent 
districts into one big pile. 
What rm sensing is that­
final! y-a common-sense 
approach is being employed 
(or at least is about to be) 
whereby individual districts 
will be scrutinized and 
judged entirely on their 
merit (or lack of same, as 
the case may be). 

In this day of 
government waste- where 
tax dollars are spend on 
$500 toilet seats, $300 claw 
hammers and a study 
costing thousands to 
determine whether or not 
some sheep are gay-isn't 
it refreshing that denying 
quality education to our 
young people may NOT be 
added to the list of ways to 
save a dollar? 

Why, with that kind of 
thinking, one might not 
need to go to Jurassic Park 
to sec a dinosaur. Some of 
us just might be encouraged 
to hang around a bit 
longer ... just to see what's 
going to happen next. 

St. Vincent's : 

Mission of compassion

This month marks the anniversary of 
St. Vincent's Mission in Floyd County, a 
Christian ministry that has quietly worked 
to assist Floyd Countians through social 
service and community action for a 
quarter of a century. 

To celebrate the 25th anniversary, 
the staff and volunteers at St. 
Vincent's Mission have planned an 
afternoon of craftsmaking demon­
strations, story telling and mountain 
music on the mission grounds at 
David. The celebration will take 
place this Saturday, June 24. 

According to the mission's direc­
tor Sister Ida Marie Deville, over 100 
families who were connected with 
St. Vincent's Mission from the 
beginning to the present- by volun­
teer work, service or contributions to 
the mission - will be on hand for 
the festivities. The public is also 
invited. 

''They saw the need" 
St. Vincent's Mission opened in 

June1968 when the Brothers of 
Charity came from Pennsylvania to 
Floyd County "to be a service to the 
people in Floyd County," explained 
Sr. Deville. The Brothers settled in 
Martin at the old St. Juliana School 

mission helped them to get grants to put 
in water and sewage systems. The Broth­
ers loaned the people a great deal of 
money to make this work out." 

The development corporation then sold 
the houses to citizens to foster "a pride in 
ownership," said Sr. Deville. "To help 
them become independent and self­
sufficient."

"People in the area do crafts and we 
market their crafts," Sr. Deville said.

We are listed in Off the 
Beaten Path, a publication for 
people wanting to see unusual 
places, and we are listed in the 
Kentucky Travel Guide." 

She added, "Our biggest function 
is to provide employment in the 
area."

"Something I could plug into." 
Although the crafts center is the 

probably most publicized program of 
the mission, St. Vincent's has re­
tained most of its other programs and 
added a few more, such as: an 
emergency needs program "which 
helps people with food, medical 
assistance and getting eyeglasses," 
said Sr. Deville; an education pro­
gram which offers financial help to 
those seeking a college education; 
and a Christmas store project. Last 
year, the Christmas project provided 
new clothes, toys and food to 130 
families in Floyd County and sec­
tions of bordering Magoffin County.

Countians and reach out into Magof­

fin County,"

Deville. "That 
left the people 
without jobs. They lived in company 
houses and the company had kept up the 
houses and property. Some men were able 
to get mining jobs in other areas. 

"In 1970, the Brothers of Charity 
moved to the community of David,' Sr. 
Deville said. "They saw the need." 

"A pride in ownership" 
The Brothers purchased one of the 

Princess Elkhorn buildings as mission 
headquarters. Later, the building was sold 
to the David School, where it is now a 
faculty house. The Brothers, along with a 
group of out-of-state volunteers, began 
social service programs, outreach for 
elderly and shut-ins, home repair services, 
summer Bible schools and a day care 
center for children so mothers would be 
free to work. 

In 1975, the David Community Devel­
opment Corporation, consisting of the 
townspeople spearheaded by resident 
"Hawk" Ashland Howard, purchased the 
town from owner Woodrow Branham. 
The corporation was assisted by the 
Brothers of Charity, who offered their 
resources, and Appalachian Research and 
Development Fund of Kentucky which 
provided legal services. 

"The town had to have a decent water 
system," recalled Sr. Deville. ''The 

Just as the town of David has under­
gone changes, so has St. Vincent's Mis­
sion. 

Although the last Brother left the 
mission in 1979, the Brothers of Charity 
still support the work of the mission. The 
mission is governed by a board of direc­
tors made up of seven members - four 
who are local and three out of state. The 
mission is funded by donations and 
money generated from the mission's 
second-hand clothing store. 

Today, the mission offices are located 
on the ground floor of a neat, two-story 
building just down the road from the 
mission's original site in David. The now­
famous David Appalachian Crafts Center 
takes up the upper floor. 

The center came about when Mary 
Pineau, the director of the mission in the 
1970s, realized that Appalachian 
craftsmaking was a potential small indus­
try that could provide work and inoome 
for people in the area. All that was needed 
was skilled workers and an outlet for their 
works. So Pineau began the first step 
toward a plan for a crafts center. 

"She went house to house to teach 
people how to sew and to do simple 
crafts,'' said Sr. Deville. "Finally, it grew 
enough that she could move a crafts 

repair service." 
She even does the yard work. 
Sr. Deville, a former high school 

prinicipal in Texas, came to the mission in 
August 1981. "During my last three or 
four years as principal, I decided I'd like 
to do some type of missionary work. 
Someone suggested I check out Eastern 
Kentucky. We had a Sister here at that 
time. I saw David and saw that the mis­
sion was well-organized, something I 
could plug into. After I was at the mission 
one year, I was asked if I would take over 
the directorship of the mission." 

Sr. Deville has felt at home ever since. 
"I think this is where God is calling me to 
do my ministry .. .! think there is a calling 
to be with the people and to work along­
side the people. I feel their warmth and 
their hospitality and this is what is draw­
ing me to be with the people here. I feel 
very much love for them and loved by 
them."

Skin cancer is one of the most 
prevelant forms of cancer diagnosed 
in the United States today.Cwrent 
data from the National Cancer Insti­
tute reveals that the incidence of skin 
cancer has increased dramatically. 

Cancer of the skin is a disease of 
cells, the tiny structures that make up 
all parts of the body.Although cells 
of various organs differ in shape and 
function, all cells reproduce them­
selves by dividing. Normal growth 
and repair of tissue takes place in this 
manner. 

When cell division is not orderly, 
abnormal growth occurs. Masses of 
tissue called tumors build up. Tu­
mors may be benign or malignant. A 
malignant tumor is a cancer. Benign 
tumors do not spread, but cancerous, 
or malignant tumors invade and de­
stroy surrounding normal tissues as 
they grow. · 

The two most common types of 
skin cancer are basal cell carcinoma 
and squamous cell carcinoma. These 
skin cancers account for over 90 per­
cent of all skin cancers in the United 
States and rarely spread when found 
and treated early. Most basal and 
squamous cell carcinomas appear as 
a skin change, growth or a sore that 
does not heal on an area of the body 
frequently exposed to the sun. They 
can start as smooth and shiny, waxy 
lumps or as ftml red lumps that either 
scale or develop a crust and bleed. 
Pain is not a symptom of skin can­
cers. In fact, skin changes should 
only be considered significant if they 
persist for more than two weeks. If 
symptoms do persist, a physician 
should be contacted immediately. 
Treatment usually consists of remov­
ing the skin cancer by one of several 
medical procedures and follow-up 
monitoring of the area by a physi­
cian. 

Melanoma is a more serious form 
of skin cancer. Melanoma begins in 
certain skin cells called melanocytes. 
Melanocytes are tile groups of cells 
that cluster together and release the 
pigment that forms moles. There­
fore, the first sign of melanoma is 
usually a change in the color, size or 
shape of an existing mole or the 
apperance of an abnormal new mole. 

The National Cancer Institute rec­
ommends tile "ABCD" method for 
monitoring moles for melanoma. 
High risk moles will have asymmetry 
( one half does not match the other), 
a border with ragged, notched, or 
blurred edges, an uneven color 
(shades of black. brown, tan, white, 
grey, red or blue may be present), and 
a change in diameter(size). The mole 
may become hard, lumpy or scaly 
and may itch or bleed, but it usually 
does not cause pain. Melanomas can 
be treated effectively if the cancer is 
found before it has deeply invaded 
the skin. If a melanoma is not re­
moved early, it may grow and invade 
existing healthy tissue. Treatment 
usually consistsof a medical proce­
dure to remove the melanoma and 
anti-cancer therapy (chemotherapy, 
biological therapy, radiation therapy 
or a combination of these methods). 
Certain factors increase the risk for 
developing all types of skin cancers, 
but the most important is exposure to 
the sun. It is important to limit out­
door activities between 10 a.m. and 2 
p.m. (11 am. to 3 p.m. during day­
light saving time) in the summer

months. Therefore, play golf, tennis, 
swim, etc. in the early morning or late 
afternoon. 

If you get minimally sunburned at 
midday,beware of further exposure 
later in the afternoon. The late after­
noon sun can tum a minimal sunburn 
into a severe one. 

Clouds and particulate matter in 
the air scatter sunlight. Therefore, 
you may recieve a "surprise sunburn" 
even on a cloudy or hazy day. Sand, 
snow, concrete and water can reflect 
large amounts of sunlight onto the 
skin. 

Some drugs and cosmetics may 
increase susceptibility to sunburn. 
These "photosensi vity reactions" also 
may be caused by birl.b control pills. 
Your physician or pharmacist can 
advise you about medications that 
can cause a problem in the sun. 

Apply a sunscreen to all exposed 
body areas one hour before sun expo­
sure. The sunscreen should be reap­
plied generously every two hours 
while in the sun. Sunscreens labeled 
with an SPF (sun protection factor) 
of 15 or greater provide the best pro­
tection. Use a sunscreen on your face 
even if you wear a hat. Some sun­
screens may cause allergic reactions. 
If tilis should occur, change to an­
other brand or consult your physi­
cian. Remember to reapply sun­
screens after swimming or heavy 
perspiring. Sunscreens in an alcohol 
or gel base require more frequent 
reapplications. (men should not for­
get to apply sunscreen to the top of 
their ears). Individuals who are at 
high risk for skin cancer and degen­
erative changes (i.e.,out.door work­
ers, outdoor athletes, fair skinned 
people and people who have had skin 
cancer) should apply sooscreens daily 
during the summer or when on vaca­
tion in sunny climates. 

It is important to remember that 
sun damage is CIDllulati ve over a life­
time. Children should be taught to 
use sunscreens at an early age. 

Tanning booths add further dam­
age to that received from natural sun­
light Tanning booths contain bulbs 
which emit UV light that can cause 
sunburn, skin cancer, and premature 
aging of skin. While a tan provides 
some protection against sunburn, skin 
damage continues to occur even in 
the presence of a tan. 

The Cancer Committee at High­
lands Regional Medical Center urges 
you to use good common sense con­
cerning exposwe to the sun and to be 
aware of the risk factors associated 
with developing skin cancer. 
Prevention,early dectetion, and early 
intervention are your best defenses.

Dear Dr. Bohling, Our area ex­
perienced a delay in planting. 
Should I expect Increased Euro­
pean c:om borer problems? H so, 
bow should I scout for them? 

Probably not. At least first-brood 
populations of counts of corn borer 
larvae were at record lows last fall. 
There are a few areas experiencing 
high activity this year, but they are 
minot. Also, with the late planting 
many farmers have experienced this 
year, the com aop will still be small 
when the borers are most active, 
wbicb will help prevent damage. 
DIMBOA, a natural chemical that 
occurs in plants less than 18-inches 
tall. helps deter com borers. Despite 
the limited opportunity for borer prob­
lems, I would advise you to scout 
your fields to be on the safe side. I 
recommendthatyouscoutfieldswith 
com beyond 18 inches in height. 
Check 10 consecutive plants in 10 
randomly selected areas of each field, 
and look for shot-bole feeding. Do a 
count of those damaged plants. Take 
two of the damaged plants and pull 
out the whorl of the plant, unroll the 
leaves and look for the com borer 
larvae. If none is there, one of two 
things has most likely occurred. Ei­
ther the larvae have tunneled into the 
stalk, or natural enemies may have 
killed them. If you find borers, con­
sult your pesticide supplier or county 
extension agent to determine treat­
ment thresholds. Remember, second­
generation borers could build to eco­
nomic levels if weather conditions 
later in the season favor their sur­
vival. 

Dear Dr. Bohling, Last summer 
I had a lot of barren corn stalks in 
my field. Overall, there was very 
little cob development. What 
caused this, and how can I prevent 
the same thing from occurring this 
year? 

A phenomenon last year -<:alled 

pinched-ear syndrome or beer-<:an­
ear syndrome-occurred in isolated 
parts of Illinois, Indiana, Missouri 
and southern Iowa Plants and ears 
looked normal but when ear husks . 
were peeled back, anything from no 
cob at all to swbby ears that were 
one-third of normal length were 
found. There have been various 
thoughts about what might have 
caused this problem. Some research­
ers say drought stress followed by 
favorable weather conditions may 
have disrupted the hormonal activity 
of the developing ear shoot. Another 
thought was that the unusually cold 
weather experience~ in some of these 
areas lastspring, between the six -and 
12-leaf stage of com growth, contrib­
uted to the problem. Management 
practices seemed unrelated to the 
problem. Since this seems to have 
been strictly a weather related phe­
nomenon, I don't anticipate seeing it 
this year. 

Dear Dr. Bohling, I've had a 
significant amount of flooding, 
wind and hail damage this year in 
my corn fields. Are there any par­
ticular diseases that may become a 
problem as a reswilt? 

Yes, two in particular: crazy top 
and common smut. Crazy top is a 
fungal disease (downy mildew) that 
results where fields have been flooded 
when corn is in the four- to six-leaf 
stage. It'saproblemmostoften along 
ditch banks and in low lying areas of 
the field. The infection occurs only 
when the whorl has been under water 
for 24 l.o 48 hours. The crazy top 
fungusproduccsaspore, which swims 
to the wborJ and affects the growing 
tip, causing the plant to become 
stunted with excessive tillering and 
rolled or twisted leaves. One of the 
most common symptoms of crazy 
top is a proliferation of the tassel 
tissue into a mass of leaves. Gener­
ally, there are no recommended con-

Common smut also results from 
turbulent weather conditions. Any 
time injury occurs to plant tissues, 
your crop may get an infection from 
smut. All of the above ground por­
tions of the plant are susceptible­
especially active, growing tissue. 
Once the plant is infected, a gall will 
often form on the leaves, stalks or 
tassels about one to three weeks after 
infection. Gall development is fa­
vored by dry cmu.lil ions and tempera­
tures above HO degrees. 1bc small 
galls arc covered hy a greenish white 
to silvery mcmhranc. As galls ma­
ture, their interior darkens and turns 
into powdery brown to black spores. 
Often, these membranes rupture dur­
ing harvest. Yield losses from smut 
are usually minimal, but they can be 
serious if the cars are affected. Since 
losses usually are minimal, there are 
no recommended control measures. 

Because of the late planting sea­
son, I took your advice from an 
earlier column and delayed amy 
nitrogen application in favor of 
getting my crop planted. What ad· 
vice can you give me now regard­
ing my ntirogen program?

Kentucky farmers should start 
thinking now about lime and fertil­
izer needs for fall seedings of alfalfa 
or grass. Topdressing time is also 
here for stockpiling fescue pastures. 

Stockpiling has become a com­
mon practice for many beef produc­
ers, said Ken Wells, Extension soils 
specialist at the University of 
Kentucky's College of Agriculture. 

"The amount of fescue stockpiled 
can be significantly increased iffields 
are topdressed with nitrogen," he said. 

UK research indicates that 
topdressing fields with 40 to 80 
pounds of nitrogen in the latter part of 
July or early August is a cheap way to 
increase fall grazing capacity, espe­
cially with fescue. 

Wells suggested producers keep 
animals out of fescue fields after the 
nitrogen has been applied, and to not 
graze them until after frost 

"A good cold snap and low tem­
peratures in the fall dramatically in­
creases the amount of sugar in grass 
and greatly improves nutrient value," 
Wells added. 

With appropriate stocking man­
agement, such as strip grazing, pro­
ducers can often graze their animals 
well into December or even January 
in mild winters on stockpiled fescue. 

Ammonium nitrate or urea are 
widely available nitrogen sources for 
topdressing, Wells said. 

When using urea, there is a possi­
bilityoflosing 15to25percentofthe 
nitrogen if rain does not occur within 
a couple of days after application. 

"Rain washes urea through the 
grass and into the soil," Wells said. 
"Therefore, the best time to use urea 
is just ahead of a predicted rain." 

Producers should also be prepar­
ing for fields to be seeded with alfalfa 
this fall. Wells suggested farmers pull 
soil samples now to determine need 
for lime, phosphate, or potash. These 
nutrients can then besprcadandmixed 
into the soil when the seed bed is 
worked.

planted in May. I would advise you to 
adjust your nitrogen rate to reflect 
this lower yield potential. Be careful, 
however, some data suggest optimum 
nitrogen rates do not vary with plant­
ing date. Anhydrous ammonia, aqua 
ammonia and nitrogen solutions are 
most effective when placed at the 
proper depth. Anhydrous should be 
injected 6- to 8-inches deep. Liquids 
should be applied 1- to 2-inches deep 
for the most efficient use of the nitro­
gen. If the soils are too wet to allow 
proper sealing of the knife track, you 
may see some ammonia damage to 
the leaves. This damage is usually 
insignificant compared to applying 
no nitrogen at all. If the com is too tall 
for ground equipment, apply the ni­
trogen with a high-clearance sprayer 
or aerial equipment. To minimize 
leaf bum from high-clearance spray­
ers, attach a bose over the nozzle, and 
let the hose drag on the ground.

Make sure there are 
at least 20 feet of clear 
water ahead.

• Do be sure there are 
no submerged or floating 
obstacles, such as other 
swimmers, rocks, tree 
branches, etc. 

• Do remember to steer 
your body upwards as you 
dive. Keep your head up 
and your arms extended 
over your head. Steer up 
with your hands once you 
enter the water. 

•Do keep your dives 
simple. 

• Do take diving lessons 
from a qualified instructor. 

Don'ts 
•Don 't dive into the 

shallow end of a pool or 

into shallow water.
