Final exam 
date nears

It's final exam time for the Floyd 
County Board of Education and its 
superintendent with a comprehensive 
report due September 15 to state 
school officials outlining improve­
ments made in the district since a 
scathing state report on the district 
was released last summer. 

"Let's get started on there port and 
not wait until September 14 to get 
started," Owens said.

In the inner courtyard flies the 
American flag and the state flag. The 
two are surrounded by four "Rebel" 
flags. 

Once inside the concourse of the 
gymnasium, a huge Rebel flag is em­
bedded into the foyer floor, signify­
ing that the visitor is indeed in Rebel 

Missing man found near 
home unharmed, again 

After rescue workers had combed 
the bills of Meade Branch Monday 
night for a missing Abbott Creek 
man, he was found early Tuesday 
morning about 15 feet from his resi­
dence by his sons. 

Members of the Floyd County 
Rescue Squad, Floyd County 
Sheriff's Department and Kentucky 
State Police began searching for Edd 
Hall, 74, around 9 p.m. Hall, who 
reportedly bas Alzheimer's, wan­
dered away from home to go ginseng 
hunting, said Chuck Hall, with the 
Floyd County Sheriffs Department. 

Rescue workers searched the hills 
and creeks on Meade Branch of 

Abbott Monday until around 4:30 
Tuesday morning for Hall, who has a 
heart condition, said Onda Hunt. a 
member of the Floyd Cqunty Rescue 
Squad. The search team returned to 
town to have breakfast and to re­
group for a full-scale search effort, 
Hunt said. Before rescue workers re­
turned, they received a call from 
Hall's family telling them be bad 
been found about fifteen minutes af­
ter rescue crews left 

Hunt said this was not the first 
time rescue workers bad hunted for 
Hall. 

About a year ago, Hall was re­
ported missing at Martin, Hunt said.

There are eight high s_chools in the 
state that have the Rebel mascot name 
and all eight will be requested to find 
other names and symbols. Those 
named were: Allen Central, Boone 
County, Boyle County, Casey County, 
Louisville Atherton, Owen County, 
Todd County Central and West 
Hopkins. 

Allen Central principal J ody Sword 
was unaware of the movement to oust 
the Rebel name and he declined com­
ment until he could familiarize him­
self with the situation. He promised a 
statement later.

What's the deal on the county's racing deal?

Plans to bring horse racing to Eastern Kentucky have 
often been as clear as a jockey's goggles on a muddy 
track, but the concept behind the proposed development 
is really nothing new. 

The picture has been clouded somewhat by the pub­

private company which used the proceeds. Government 
agencies had no risk or obligation to repay industrial 
revenue bonds . 

The racing project in Floyd County, which is actually 
to be a multi-purpose facility, will utilize government 
sponsored bonding and privately invested funds. Bonds 
issued by the county's fiscal court do involve some risk 
and obligation on the part of the county, but there are 

protections built in, as well. lic-private relationship fonned to 
effect the development and a last­
minute flurry of activity to accu­
mulate informati.on needed by the 
state Racing Commission.

Those familiar with a now-de­
funct system of funding private enterprises through 
industrial revenue bonds will recognize similarities in 
the proposals for financing development of the Floyd 
County project. 

In the late 70s, industrial revenue bonds were primary 
sources of funding for a variety of commercial 
ventures .. .like shopping centers. Bonds were issued 
under government authority, by either a city commis­
sion or county fiscal court, and they wete repaid by the 

million in bonds at a low in­
terest rate ... probably below five percent. 

• Revenue from those bonds will finance the construc­
tion of project elements that do not deal with actual 
racing or gambling. For instance, bond proceeds will 
pay for the construction of a convention center/ stadi urn, 
site acquistion and preparation, parking and access 
roads. 

• Private investors have pledged approximately $3.5 
million toward the project. Those funds will pay for 

racing/gambling related costs like the race track itself, 
stables and and intertrack wagering facility. 

• Private investors make up a corporation known as 
Mountain Racing, Inc. That corporation will lease the 
entire facility while live racing is being conducted ... about 
45 days a year ... and will lease the intertrack wagering 
facility on a year-round basis. 

• Lease payments from the private corporation will 
equal bond payments plus ten percent. As long as the 
racing project remains afloat, financially, the county 
will bear no expense. 

• Should the private corporation fail, the county 
would be obligated to pay off the bonds. A "fail-safe" 
system would give the county the option to convert the 
site, located on Route 3, to an industrial park where coal 
severance proceeds can be used to retire the debt. 

• During the 20-year tenn of the bonds, the private 
corporation may at any time pay off the total indebted­
ness and become the sole owner of all facilities and 
property . 

Answers to some commonly asked questions: 
Will public funds be used to finance a gambling 

enterprise? 

No, public funds will finance only the elements not 
associated with racing. 

Will bids be taken on the construction process? 
Yes, a single proposal was accepted by the fiscal court 

last week only to assure state racing officials that a 
commitment was available. The bid remains sealed and 
others will be sought for opening next month. 

Who are the private investors? 
Seventy percent of the stock in Mountain Racing is 

owned by fonner Governor Julian Carroll, Prestonsburg 
businessman Clyde Woods, and bond agents Terrell 
Ross and Merrel Sinclaire. Thirty percent is owned by 
minority stockholders who include Caroline Baldridge 
and Randy Burchett, of Prestonsburg; Nancy Loy, of 
Columbia; and Ched Jennings, whose address was not 
listed. 

The state Racing Commission's sub-committee on 
dates reportedly agreed Tuesday to recommend 45 live 
racing dates for the Floyd County track for 1994. Those 
dates are tentatively planned for July 3 through Labor 
Day. 

Construction is well underway on the track itself and 
other elements are expected to be underway by October. 
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ELECTROLUX However, Floyd County schools 

Superintendent Dr. Steven Towler 
said the decision will rest with the 
Allen Central principal. 

"Usually the school council de­
cides things like this, but Allen Cen­
tral bas no council," said Towler. 
"The request for the change will have 
to be made to Mr. Sword who will 
deal with it as necessary. 

"He then would bring it to the 
board who has the responsibility to 
oversee matters in the school district. 
If the board agrees with the change 
then a change will be made." 

Towler also stated that others 
would be involved in the decision­
making, namely the students. 

"The student body at Allen Cen­
tral would be involved in the deci­
sion. Tbey would vote to change or 
not to change." 

Towler recalled when South Floyd 
was originally named the "Miners," 
but that was changed. 

"The students at McDowell and 
Wheelwright didn't want the name 
Mmers at South Floyd but decided on 
the Raiders. So, the board agreed to 
the change." 

Not only is the Rebel name in 
danger, but all that is a reference to 
the Confederacy in the schools, such 
as flags, logos, uniforms, yearbooks, 
mascots and school newspapers. 

Allen Central has most of the 
above. The Rebels have a mascot 
who is dressed in a full Rebel uni­
form who carries and waves a large 
Rebel flag. Rebel logos are found 
throughout the school. The name 
"Rebel" appears on the team's new 
football jerseys as well as track shirts. 

Delegates for the Kentucky chap­
ter of the National Association for 
the Advancement of Color People 
directed their state President William 
Cofield to make the request to the 
schools. 

The conference stated that the use 
of Confederate flags and mascots as 
well as nicknames are wrong. The 
Kentucky chapter feels that the flags, 
mascots and logos stand for a system 
that's offensive to African-Ameri­
cans.

Owens told the superintendent that 
he makes arrangements to have cop­
ies of the monthly meeting agenda 
delivered to board members and that 
he could have the report delivered. 

In May 1992, a 32-member team 
from the Kentucky Department of 
Education conducted an investiga­
tion into the district's instructional, 
fiscal, construction and personnel 
management practices. 

The findings of that investigation 
were released in August 1992, and 
were highly critical of the manage­
mentoftheschoolsystem. The report 
said that the children of Floyd County 
were being denied adequate educa­
tional opportunities because of "a 
fundamental breakdown in the gov­
ernance and leadership of the school 
district." 

State officials directed the local 
board to develop a short-term im­
provement plan to be submitted to 
the state by September 15. 1992 and 
three-year long-term improvement 
plan due by December 31, 1992. The 
local board missed the September 15 
deadline and was given until October 
15 to submit the short-term plan. 

State officials have been monitor­
ing the local district's progress since 
l;L<;t October.

make such extenshe changes, the 
co. t would be enormous to the school 
system. New football jerseys would 
have to be ordered for the football 
team as well as for all other teams at 
the Right Beaver school. 

"Our track jerseys have "Rmmin' 
Rebels" on the front and you're talk­
mg about replacing them," said track 
and field coach Dewey Jamerson. 

One of the crowd-rousing songs 
played at basketball games bas been 
"Dixie" and the band could be asked 
to no longer make that one of their 
selections at future games. 

"It would be quite a costtous if we 
have to change everything," said 
Towler. "Mr. Sword wilJ have to look 
at the cost of such a move." 

New uniforms would have to be 
purchased at a cost to the school. The 
Floyd County Board docs not pro­
vide monies for uniforms except for 
new schools. 

"Where South Floyd was a new 
school, we did purchase the uniforms 
for them," said Towler. "But for a 
school that is off and running with a 

program, it is their responsibility to 
fund the purchases." 

Towler said that this sort of re­
quest is not new. The Atlanta Braves 
and Washington Rcdskins are pro­
fessional sports teams who have In­
dian mascots that the American Indi­
ans have tried to change. 

"The Indians feel that those two 
names downgrade them and they tried 
to get the names dropped without any 
success." 

Towler recalled one school he was 
associated with where the nickname 
was "Red Devils." 

"Some thought it was promoting 
Satan worshipping," he said. "There 
are a lot of mascots around and prob­
lems with mascots go back a long 
way. The problem with the Rebel 
mascot is that it is a symbol of the 
South during the Civil War." 

Towler said that some of the those 
involved may not want to change. 

"They may not feel that it is offen­
sive," he said. "In a place where you 
have a large group of minorities it 
would be different, but you don't have

who is legal counsel for Mountain 
Racing, presented the group's plan to 
fmance and build a racetrack, con­
vention center/fairgrounds and horse 
barns to the dates committee at their 
meeting Tuesday. 

Carroll attended a special meeting 
of the newly-formed Floyd County 
Public Properties Corporation, which 
is made up of fiscal court members, 
Friday morning to ask the corpora­
tion toaccepta contract with Simpson 
and Associates, of Tribe, Florida to 
build the "East Kentucky Stadium 
Facility." 

District Two Magistrate Jackie 
Edford Owens said at Friday's meet­
ing, he felt tlle project should be put 
out for bids to allow local contractors 
to vie for the project. 

The contract with Simpson and 
Associates was not available for 
Friday's meeting prompting court 
members to postpone action to 
Monday's meeting. Owens and Mag­
istrate Gerald DeRossett did not at­
tend Monday's meeting. 

The contract stipulates that public 
bidding be conducted on the project 
and, should any company offer lower 
costs, the Simpson and Associates 
contract will be voided in favor of the 
lowest bid. 

Owens also objected to a provi­
sion in a sub-lease agreement with 
Mountain Racing that would allow 
the corporation to obtain ownership 
of the facility and property if the $2.7 
million bond issue is paid in full. 

"We buy the sucker and let them 
have it when it's paid off," Owens 
said. "We should've been informed; 
we should've bad (the lease) before 
the meeting." 

Under terms of lhe sub-lease ap­
proved by the court, the project's 
indebtedness will be retired through 
lease payments from Mountain Rac­
ing, not by county funds. 

The sub-lease agreement with the 
racing corporation references exhib­
its to be filed along with the lease 
agreement in the Floyd County Court

Letcher Co. to implement 
High School Dropout Law 

The Letcher County School District will be 
working hand in hand with the Transportation 
Cabinet to institute the High School Dropout Law 
which prevents persons under age 18 from receiv­
ing a drivers license if they are not enrolled in 
school or if they are academically deficient. 

The law allows the school district to forward 
the names of those students who are not enrolled 
in school, who have acquired nine or more 
unexcused absences, or who have not passed at 
least four classes within a given semester to the 
Division of Driver Licensing. 

The division will suspend the driving privilege 
of the student until he or she re-enrolls in school 
and becomes academically sufficient, becomes 
18 yearsofage,ormoves into a school district that 
does not have an approved alternative education 
program. 

Students 16 or 17 years of age, attending 
school, must provide proof of school enrollment 
before obtaining a driver's permit or license at the 
local circuit court clerk's office. 

Recent reports have tanked Kentucky's drop­
out rate as one of the highest in the nation, 
however; many counties instituting the High 
School Dropout Law have since seen dropout 
rates steadily decrease. 

Letcher County will begin instituting the High 
School Dropout Law September I. 

Thus far, 79 school districts in the Common­
wealth have approved alternative education pro­
grams and have implemented the law.--staff re­
port 

Burchett to be 
tried in shooting 

A judge found Flem Burchett competent 
Wednesday to stand trial in the shooting death of 
Johnson County Sheriff Gene Cyrus but said 
Burchett is too retarded to face the death penalty. 

Pike Circuit Judge Bayard Collier heard testi­
mony from two psychiatrists who said Burchell, 
64,of0il Springs, mostlikelyhasan IQbelow70. 
State law classifies someone at that level as se­
verely mentally retarded and prohibits the death 
penalty in such cases. 

Collier scheduled a November 22 trial for 
Burchett. 

Kentucky State Police allege Burchett 81Jnned 
down the 56-year-old law officer March 18, 1992, 
as Cyrus stood on the front porch of Burchett's 
home. Burchett had walked away from his rape 
trial in Johnson Circuit Court, and Cyrus went to 
retlieve him. 

Defense attorney Ron Rigg argues that Bur­
chett was not competent to stand trial because he 
could not remember the shooting. 

But Dr. Frank Deland, a psychiatrist with the 
Kentucky Correctional Psychiatric Center, testi­
fied that Burchett's memory was fine. Deland 
said Burchett purposely did poorly on his evalu­
ations to make his IQ appear lower than it was.­

Federal suit filed in 
alleged police beating 

An Eastern Kentucky man filed a $100 million 
federal lawsuit Tuesday in connection with the 
alleged police beating that his lawyer said was 
"twice as bad" as the infamous Rodney King 
beating. 

Douglas Collins, 32, of Offutt, claimed he was 
brutally beaten during an arrest on August 7 by 
two Johnson County sheriffs deputies, James 
Paul Primm and Mike Wattenberger, a state 
trooper, Larry Preston, and a constable, David 
Auxier. 

Collins claimed he suffered a broken nose and 
some vision impairment and had to be hospital­
ized. 
· Referring to the videotaped beating of Rodney 
King, Keesee said, "Rodney put up a fight, and 
Doug didn't. Doug was handcuffed; Rodney was 
not." 

Keesee said he sued for about twice the amount 
King sought. 

Capt. Rodney Brewer, a state police spokes­
man, said Preston is on a voluntary vacation while 
an internal affairs investigation continues .

They're buccaneers with briefcases

In hardier times, pirates relieved 
people of their riches with a cutlass 
and a brace of pistols. But as an Ohio 
marine-exploration group has woe­
fully discovered, the chief weapon of 
the modem buccaneer is a briefcase. 

Once again, the Columbus­
America Discovery Group is in fed­
eral district court in Norfolk, Va., 
fighting for the billion-dollar trea­
sure that its high-tech adventurers 
hauled from the sunken S.S. Central 
America in the late 1980s. Colum­
bus-America invested $10 million and 
13 years in finding the side-wheel 
steamer, which sank in 1857 some 
180 milesofftheSouth Carolina coast, 
carrying tons of California gold to 
the ocean bottom. 

But, as Columbus-America 
founder Tommy Thompson wryly 

notes, while the explorers were 
searching for the Central America, 
39 insurance companies were search­
ing for a team of lawyers. The com­
panies laid claim to the cargo, assert­
ing that their corporate ancestors had 
paid for its loss. Yet, in 130 years, the 
insurers had never turned one oar 
trying to find the gold. They had no 
plans to do so. 

The Norfolk court ruled for Co­
lumbus-America, the spirit of dis­
covery and common sense. But an 
appellate court, splitting 7-5, opined 
that the Ohioans were due only a 
salvage fee. Lamentably, the U.S. 
Supreme Court let stand this "find­
ers, weepers" decision and returned 
the case to the Norfolk judge to weigh 
the insurers' claims. 

The insurance companies' evi­
dence- scribbled memos and such­
may prove too frail to establish own-

ership. But even if Columbus­
America retains most of its prize, the 
high court should reconsider admi­
ralty law. 

If the appellate court's decision 
stands, deep-sea treasure hunts won't 
cease. Merely, such endeavors will 
be conducted secretly, their bonan· 
zas liquidated on the black market. 
Nobody will be the wiser- including 
a public that will not be told of ancil­
lary scientific or historical finds that 
would incriminate the searchers. (Co­
lumbus-America has recovered tex­
tiles; newsprint and books from the 
Central America, and the National 
Association of Academies of Sci­
ence has become its legal ally.) 

As for the ongoing hearing in 
Norfolk, well, the Crown once hanged 
pirates. Sending their worsted de­
scendants packing would be down­
right lenient.

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Road concerns dominate court meet M & R Asti Spumante

Floyd County Fiscal Court mem­
bers heard typical back to school com­
plaints Friday as concerned citizens 
squeezed into the tiny meeting room 
to ask for maintenance on roads trav­
eled by school buses. 

Rita Harvey of Mill Creek near 
Wayland,askedthecourttocutweeds 
that obstruct the view on a portion of 
that road which, she said, could cre­
ate a hazard for bus drivers. 

Harvey said that obstruction has 
already caused a traffic accident 
which injured an 18-year-old youth. 
Harvey said that the 18-year-old's 
view of the road was obstructed and 
he swerved over an embankment to 
keep from hitting a car being driven 
by a pregnant woman. 

"It was either hit her or go over the 
hill," Harvey told the court. ''Those 
weeds need to be cut It's not fair. I 
have three children that ride the bus. 
When some kids get seriously hurt, 
it's too late then." 

Court members agreed that high 
weeds beside roads are a problem all 
over the county, but there was not 
enough equipment or manpower to 
get the job done. 

Themotherofthe 18-year-oldboy 
told the court she felt they were re­
sponsible for her son's accident and 
they ought to pay his medical bills. 

Several magistrates commented 
that Earl Ousley, director of trans-. - - -

portat.Ion tor the school system, has 
notified several citizens that buses 
will not be making traditional runs 
because of road conditions and over­
grown weeds that obstruct a driver's 
view. 

Magistrates Jackie Ed ford Owens 
and Gerald DeRossett suggested that 
more equipment be bought by the 
county tocombattheproblem. Owens 
suggested another bush-hog be 
bought to clear large areas and 
DeRossett suggested that hand-sick­
les be purchased for county road 
workers. 

The court took no action on the 
issue, but Owens said he would look 
at the problem at Mill Creek. 

Floyd County school superinten­
dent Steve Towler asked the court for 

assistance with building an access 
road at Betsy Layne High School to 
alleviate traffic congestion. Towler 
said the school hopes to obtain prop­
erty adjacent to the school campus so 
thataroadcan be built to U.S. 23. The 
superintendent asked the court to in­
stall a culvert for the road. 

Floyd County Judge-Executive 
John M. Stumbo told Towler, "if you 
get the property and the permits, we' 11 
do it." 

Also Friday, one citizen, who did 
not identify himself, asked the county 
judge-executive if the court was in 
violation of the state's Open Meet­
ings Law by having their meetings in 
such a small meeting room. 

County Attorney Jim Hammond 
responded that the court did not have

The only project the board has 
seen architectural drawings for is the 
South Floyd gym. 

In other construction issues Thurs­
day, board chairman Eddie Patton 
produced a letter from architect Ross 
Feldman which recommended that 
the board not make any major repairs 
to the middle school until construc­
tion on the addition is completed. 

Due to a settling problem, large 
cracks have appeared in the walls at 
the middle school and floors in some 
areas have buckled. 

Feldman's letter also said that a 
design developmentreview from state 
officials in July showed that several 
items were missing from the plans 
and those omissions have not been 
included in the plans. 

Controversy continues on the 
South Floyd High School gym project 
with an apparent rift between 
Hoffman, the architect, Jim Ellis, the 
former architect at South Floyd, and 
mechanical engineers Kaiser­
Taulbee. 

Superintendent Steve Towler re­
ported to the board Thursday that 
although the gym project was adver­
tised and bids were set to be opened 

August 27, contractors have been 
unable to get a complete set of plans 
to bid the project. 

Kaiser-Taulbce had refused tore­
lease the mechanical drawings in the 
gym because Hoffman owed the en­
gineers money for work at South 
Floyd and John M. Stumbo Elemen­
tary, Towler said 

The engineers refused to release 
the plans until Hoffman paid them 
approximately $60,000. The debt 
between Kaiser-Taulbee and Ellis, 
which was not disclosed, is in litiga­
tion. 

Board attorney CliffLatta advised 
the board that $7,000, which can be 
documented, is due to Kaiser-Taulbee 
from the board for work at South 
Floyd. 

Jim Osborne, chief of operations 
for the school district, said that the 
engineers agreed to release the plans 
if the school board would pay the 
$7,000. Osborne said that the plans 
had been sent to the printers and that 
no money would be released until he 
has the blueprints. 

The board voted to pay the engi­
neers $7,000. 

Latta recommended that the board 
withhold a $53,000 payment to 
Hoffman until they had "plans in 
hand" for the South Floyd gym. 

The board voted not to pay 
Hoffman until the complete bid docu­
ments were in the possession of the 
school board. 

In another issue concerning the 
academic building at South Floyd, 
chairman Patton reported that prob­
lems with the school's flre alarm sys-

tern has caused the Left Beaver Fire 
Department to respond to the school 
on several occasions during the early 
morning hours. 

Patton said the frre department 
told him that they would have to 
charge the school system for respond­
ing to the calls if the problem per­
sisted. 

Byron Hughes, representing con­
struction manager Sam Martin, said 
the frre alarm system "worked fme" 
during a state inspection and the prob­
lem could be a "surge" in water pres­
sure when Beaver Elkhorn Water 
employees fill another water tank in 
the Left Beaver area. · 

Patton said he wanted the problem 
corrected before the school year be­
gan. 

Also Thursday: 
• Owens questioned the costs as­

sociated with operating the district's 
family resource and youth service 
centers.

Group of World War Two 
veterans meets in Indiana

On August 10, 11 and 12 a group 
of veterans met at Springs Mill Inn, 
Mitchell, Indiana as they have done 
since 1988. These men were veterans 
of the Company I, 39th Regiment of 
the 9th Division. 

This represents the 50th anniver­
sary of the entry into military service 
for most of them. However, a few 
were in the service before 1943, in 
the North Africa and Sicily cam­
paigns. These men were considered 
the wise men of the outfit. 

The topic of conversation almost 
always led to the battle experiences 
each person had during their combat 
days. Very little surpasses the life 
and death challenge they faced on a 

day-to-day basis. 
These men came from a wide geo­

graphic area and from a wide range of 
lifestyles, but their training led them 
to think and act alike in the face of a 
determined enemy. Several were 
wounded in action and returned later 
to their outfit, remaining until the end 
of the war in Europe in early May of 
1945. 

Each time the men meet, some­
thing new comes up. Someone re­
members an event that took place in 
North Africa. Sicily, Normandy, the 
dreadful Hurtgen Forest, The Battle 
of The Bulge or crossing the Rhine 
River atRemagen on the now famous 
Remagen Bridge. Hopefully, these 
same people will meet again next 
summer in Indiana, Ohio, or Ken­
tucky for their sixth annual reunion.

Kentucky's efficiency earns 
federal food stamp bonus 

For the fourth consecutive year, 
the federal government is giving 
Kentucky a multi-million dollar bo­
nus for operating one of the most 
efficient food stamp programs in the 
nation. 

Gov. Brereton C. Jones has an­
nounced a $4,492,878 bonus from 
the U.S. Department of Agriculture 
in recognition of the performance 
accuracy of Department for Social 
Insurance caseworkers and supervi­
sors across the state. 

"They are responsible for reduc­
ing our food stamp program's error 
ratefrom5.19percentin 1991 to4.85 
percent last year-the third best in 
the nation and tops among the large 
state food stamp programs," Jones 
said. 

"At the same time, the Social In­
surance department registered the 
lowest administrative costs per case 
of all the 'bonus' states while han­
dling a rapidly increasing caseload­
nearly 14,000 more households and 
45.5 million dollars in coupons more 
than the previous federal fiscal year." 

While low administrative costs and 
high accuracy put Kentucky among 
five states and territories qualifying 
for the USDA FY '92 bonuses, effi­
ciency in handling a case load nearly 
2 l/2 times larger than the other four 
areas combined brought Kentucky 
68 percent of the "enhanced funding" 
awarded. 

"We're proud of2,500 workers in 
our 124 local offices," said Social 
Insurance Commissioner Mike Rob­
inson, "and also proud of our first-in­
the-nation food stamp automation 
system. We believe it helped workers 
keep errors low while they served an 
average 197,278 Kentucky families." 

The department is phasing in a 
system merging the food stamp pro­
gram with Aid to Families with De­
pendent Children (AFDC), State 
Supplemental Insurance and Medic­
aid for automated determination of 
eligibility and benefit amounts. 

"Over the past four years of en-

hanced funding, USDA has awarded 
over $29.6 million- and Kentucky 
has garnered 55 percent of that," 
Robinson said. "We have used it 
partly for developing our advanced 
automation so we can give more cli­
ents more efficient help without in­
creasing our staff." 

Kentucky'slatesterrorrateof4.85 

percent was bested last year only by 
Hawaii, which has an average 
caseload of 39,216 households, and 
South Dakota, with an average 
caseload of 19,269 households. 

Kentucky topped the fiveFY 1992 
qualifiers with the lowest adminis­
trative costs-just under $114 per 
case-while Hawaii was the second 
highest, at $180 behind the Virgin 
Island's $346. 

For the 1991 federal fiscal year, 
Kentucky's share of the $9.42 mil­
lion bonus funding wasjustover$3.38 
million, second behind Alabama with 
$3.84 million. Kentucky's bonuses 
each of two years before that were 
$4.07 million and $4.27 million, while 
Alabama's bonus remained under $1 
million and the other states-Hawaii, 
the Dakotas, Montana and Nevada­
had small caseloads, qualifying for 
much lesser bonuses. 

This year's bonus money totals 
$6,563,540. Theotherqualifyingpro­
grams in order of error rate are South 
Dakota, 4.52 percent with adminis­
trative costs per case (rounded off to 
the nearest dollar) at $130; the Virgin 
Islands, 5.65 percent and $346; and 
North Dakota, 5.89 and $160 per 
household.

Skipping Kentucky father makes 
national wanted list for nonsupport 

A Kentucky father has made the 
national "Wanted" list- wanted for 
non-payment of child support. 

The Kentucky Department for 
Social Insurance's Child Support 
Enforcement division nominated 
Robert Wayne Lovejoy from Mor­
gan County for the Wanted poster 
compiled annually by the National 
Council of State Child Support En­
forcement Administrators. 

This year's poster with 24 absent 
parents from various states has just 
been distributed, in Kentucky through 
area child support enforcement of­
fices. 

"Last year, the delinquent Ken­
tucky dad was found in California 
through this poster effort, and we 
hope LO have similar results again," 
said Social Insurance Commissioner 
Mike Robinson. 

"This is one more way of publiciz­
ing the fact that parents will be held 
responsible-to their children and to 
orders of the court," Robinson said. 

He added that publicity gets re­
sults, and was one of several tech­
niques helping Kentucky boost its 
child support payment collections by 
25 percent the last federal fiscal year, 
to more than $102 million. (The fed­
eral fiscal year ends September 30.) 

The state's '93 nominee for na­
tional notoriety, Lovejoy, has not paid 
any court-ordered child support for 
hisdaughtersincehisdivorcein 1984, 
and now owes a total of more than 
$19,000. He is blond, blue-eyed and 
six feet tall, and was last known to be 
in Lebanon, Ohio, in September 1992. 

"The Morgan county attorney's 
office and the Division of Child Sup­
port Enforcement have made inten­
sive efforts to locate this man," Rob­
inson said.

Free nicotine patches available 
to low-income Kentuckians 

Freenicolinepatches will be avail­
able to a limited number of low­
income Kentuckians in 33 counties 
beginning September 1. 

Health departments in the 33 coun­
ties will dispense nicotine patches 
made available free of charge by 
Lederle Laboratories to 1,229 low­
income Kentuckians who meet the 
criteria for receiving the patches, 
which aid in stopping smoking. 

Patches are available at the Ma­
goflin County Health Department. 

Health Services Commissioner 
Rice Leach, M.D., says that people 
selected to receive the patches must 
meet medical and financial qualifica­
tions and demonstrate a willingness 
to stop smoking. 

"Nicotine patches are an aid to 
those people who really want to quit 
smoking," he said. "For the patches 
to work , smokers must have the de­
sire to give up the habit and the deter­
mination to make it happen." 

The limited number of patches 
will be distributed to Kentuckians 
who: 

• are at or below 200 percent of the 
poverty level ($13,941 for an indi­
vidual) and have no other payment 
source for nicotine patches; 

• smoke at least one pack of ciga­
rettes a day; 

• indicate they would like to quit 
smoking; 

• have no past or current medical 
conditions that would prevent the use 
of nicotine patches; 

• have a written prescript1on for 
the patches from their family doctor 
or from a health department-affili­
ated physician. 

Carol Forbes, who is coordinating 
the nicotine patch program for the 
department, says that those receiving 
the patches must participate in either 
a group or individual smoking cessa­
tion program and must visit the health 
department weekly forcounsclingand 
evaluation. 

"The patches are just one part of a 
comprehensive stop smoking pro­
gram," Forbes said. "Group and indi­
vidual counseling work to increase 
the chance that the smoker will actu­
ally stop." 

Forty-four Kentucky health de­
partments expressed an interest in 
providing the free nicotine patches, 
Forbes said. Selection of the 13 sites 
was based on health departments that 
had experience in dispensing nico­
tine patches.

About 440 residents living along 
the Levisa and Russell Forks of the 
Big Sandy River w111 be selected to 
participate in a survey being con­
ducted by the Army Corps of Engi­
neers. 

The Huntington District Corps of 
Engineers is preparing a General Plan 
Supplement Report (GPS) to seek 
approval from the Assistant Secre­
tary of the Army for Civil Works for 
the construction of certain flood dam­
age reduction projects in the basin. 

These measures may include struc­
tural projects such as the proposed 
Haysi Dam Project in Virginia and 
nonstructural projects such as flood­
proofing and floodplain acquisitions 
in both Virginia and Kentucky. 

Architect/engineer consultants 
will collect data on individual homes 
and businesses in the area. This data 
will include elevations of first floors 
sizes of structures, structure photo~ 
graphs, types of construction (frame 
or masonry), existence of basements 
and owners' willingness to partici­
pate in the flood-proofing and flood­
plain acquisition program. All data 
collected will be strictly confidential 
and will be used to support the ap­
proval of the proposed flood protec­
tion measures. 

Participation in the survey is not 
mandatory, and representatives of 
Booker Associates in Lexington will 
first visit residents to find out if they're 
willing to participate in the survey. 
Booker employees will carry a letter 
from the Huntington District signify­
ing their identity and involvement in 
the study. 

If the homeowner agrees to the 
study, Booker representatives will 
identify the home on the floodplain 
mapping and photograph the resi­
dence to identify the sample horne 
for subsequent studies. 

Following their visit, representa­
tives of Bocook Engineering from 
Paintsville will begin the survey by 
surveying the first floor elevation and 
collect data on the size and construc­
tion character of the home. 

Bocook Engineering employees 
will also carry a letter from the Hun­
tington District identifying their in­
volvement in the study effort. 

Once this data has been collected, 
Booker Associates will return to fill 
out a survey form about participation 
in any flood protection measures ap­
proved for implementation in the 
Levisa Fork basin. 

Not being visited by one of the 
Corps' architect/engineerconsultants 
in no way limits a homeowner's' 
ability to participate in the flood pro­
tection program in the future. Be­
cause of the large number of struc­
tures in the basin (more than 4,000) 
and the limitations on available study 
funds and study time, the Corps can 
only collect detailed data on a per­
centage of the total number of struc­
tures for the study. Those structures 
not selected for the study will be 
included in the final report for ap­
proval.

Lower U.S.jobless rate 
reduces emergency 
unemployment benefits 

Kentuckians who qualify for un­
employment benefits under the fed­
eral Emergency Unemployment 
Compensation Act of1991 will now 
receive 10 additional weeks of assis­
tance instead of the original extra 20 
payments effective immediately. 

The decrease was triggered when 
the seasonally adjusted National To­
tal Unemployment Rate (11JR) aver­
age for May and June fell below 
seven percent, said state Department 
for Employment Services Commis­
sioner Margaret Whittet 

"People who qualified fo~ 20 
weeks of emergency benefits before 
the change will continue to receive 
the 20 weeks of benefits," Whittet 
said. ''This change affects only people 
who are new filers." 

To qualify for the 10 weeks of 
extended benefits, individuals must 
have exhausted their regular benefits 
(26 weeks) on or after July 12, or 
have a balance on a previous emer­
gency unemployment compensation 
claim. An estimated 10,200 new 
emergency unemployment compen­
sation claims may be filed. 

Further improvement in the na­
tional economy may trigger additional 
reductions in future extended ben­
efits. "For example, if the national 
two-month average TUR falls below 
6.6 percent, new filers after that point 
will be eligible for only seven weeks 
of emergency benefits," Whittet said. 

New jobless benefit filers con­
tinue to have the option of receiving 
either regular unemployment insur­
ance benefits or emergency unem­
ployment compensation. Filers may 
choose the most beautiful claim de­
pending on their weekly benefit

Instead , a council has been established in 
the county headed up by Alan Osborne, prin­
cipal at Betsy Layne High School. The offi­
cial name of the council is Athle tics and 
Extrcurricular Council.

"They will be handling academics as well 
as athletics.

"It's amazing bow short a 15 or 16 
foot boat can become when you add 
one or two additional people," be 
laughs, "but at the same time, adding 
two or three feet in boat length, up to 
17 or 18 feet, can give everyone plenty 
of space. 

"I like to use small plastic worms 
but occasionally I'll use a plastic liz­
ard, especially if the lake is known 
for its big bass," he says. "A lot of 
anglers also prefer jigs, too. Overall, 
I'd say post -spawn bass prefer smaller 
lures. 

"It's important to make sure you 
work the lures down around the base 

"Unfortunately," be says, "the de­
termining factor for many boat 
buyers is cost but it really shouldn't 
be.

In fishing boats, adds Reed, one of 
the main criteria is storage space. 
This includes not ·only lockers for 
fishing rods, but also places in which 
to put extra tackle boxes, rain suits, 
and other equipment. 

"These are items every fisherman 
takes on the water with him," ex­
plains the J obnson pro, "and if there 
isn't ample storage space, then the 
floor of the boat will be so crowded 
no one can move around. 

"These storage areas shQuld also 
be waterproof and they should have 
locks, too." 

Another feature Reed likes on his 
fishing boats is a large casting deck in 
the bow. In tournament competition, 
both anglers normally share this 
space, and the more room available,. 
the more efficiently each can fish.

POST -SPAWN BASS OFfEN 
PREFER Wll..LOW TREES 
If you're looking for post-spawn 

bass this month, think willow trees. 

Rhyne says flipping and pitching 
are among the best lure presentation 
techniques because of the accuracy 
they provide. Casting also works well 
if the lure is cast beyond the target 
and then retrieved to the tree and 
allowed to sink. 

"The important thing is to give the 
bass plenty of time to see and react to 
the lure," says Rhyne. "You can't 
just drop a worm or jig beside a 
willow and expect a strike. 

"You have to shake the lure and 
usually make several flips or pitches 
all around the base of the tree before 
you'll get a bite." 

Water depth is important when 
fiShing for post-spawn bass, Rhyne 
adds. Normally, the best areas will be 
those in which the willow trees offer 
the fust available cover away from 
the spawning beds. This can mean 
water anywhere from four to 10 or 12 "Boats today also come in many 

different lengths and with various 
horsepower ratings," be continues. 
"A fisherman should seriously con­
sider the type of fishing be does most 
often when be looks at boat size. 

That's the advice from North Caro­
lina tournament pro Jerry Rhyne, who 
saysbecatchesmorebassfromaround 
flooded willows than anywhere else 
this time of year. 

feetdeep. ~ 
"We usually call the immediate 

post-spawn season the toughest two 
weeks in fishing," Rhyne smiles. " It 
is tough, too. Thank goodness it 
doesn't last any longer than that" "If an angler fishes small lakes 

and does not normally travel to some 
of the really big lakes and reservoirs 
very often, then a smaller-boat will 
generally be more practical. 

"Boating experience is also im­
portant. A fisherman buying his fust 
boat should seriously consider pur-

"I really don't know what it is 
about willow trees that attracts bass 
when they leave the spawning nests," 
explains the Johnson Outboards Pro 
Staff angler, "but I do know that on 
many lakes that's the best place to 
fmd them. 

"It's really strange, because on 
many of these same lakes, you can't 
fmd bass around the willows as 
they're moving in to spawn. It's only

Experienced fishermen know the 
importance of water temperature in 
relation to catching fish. Every game 
fish species has a preferred tempera­
ture range which governs feeding, 
spawning, migration, and so forth. In 
short, water temperature will deter­
mine how active or inactive any given 
species may be. 

Surface temperature has become 
easy to identify using small, compact 
temp gauges found on most modem 
fishing boats. But what about tem­
peratures lower than the water sur­
face-say 20 to 50 feet deep? Doesn't 
this have a distinct bearing on the 
habits of game fish? The answer is: 
absolutely! 

Most bodies of water experience 
two major temperature conversions 
during the course of a year's time. In 
the spring, the warm rays of the sun 
will increase the surface temperature 

and force the cooler water down. In 
the fall, the cooler days will lower the 
surface temperature, forcing the 
warmer water down. What happens 
during these two periods is a condi­
tion beneath the surface called 
statiftcation. 

In the spring the warmer layer 
near the surface is referred to as the 
epilirnnion layer. The lower level of 
colder water is called the hypolim­
nion layer. In between we have a 
unique comfort zone referred to as 
the thermocline. This dense layer of 
water can be detected on most depth 
sounders as long as the sensitivity is 
properly adjusted. 

There are several unique obser­
vations to be made from studying the 
thermocline. In most freshwater im­
poundments, the thermocline will 
usually hold at a constant level re­
gardless of where one moves on the

Most 
books and physicians encourage that early 
care, but many of today' s health conscious 
parents-to-be are looking for an even earlier 
way to ensure their baby's well-being and 
care.

Green tobacco sickness 
is potential problem 

Tobacco field workers may be at 
risk of developing a type of nicotine 
poisoning which results from the skin 
absorbing nicotine while workers 
handle wet tobacco. 

"A recent study by the National 
Institute of Occupational Safety and 
Health (NIOSH), indicates a star­
tling nwnber of tobacco workers are 
becoming afflicted with this illness 
called Green Tobacco Sickness, 
(GTS)" said Larry Piercy, Extension 
safety specialist with the University 
of Kentucky College of Agricullure. 

"Durin.& a two-month period in 
1992, NIOSH researchers identified 
4 7 people who sought emergency 
room care for green tobacco sickness 
in a five-county Kentucky area alone," 
Piercy said. 

Those statistics prompted NIOSH 
director, J. Donald Millar, to state, 
"If the numbers found in Kentucky 
are any indication of the magnitude 
of this problem, then we are dealing 
with an illness which is inflicting a 
tremendous burden on this nation, 
both in terms of human and eco­
nomic costs." 

Tobacco harvesters whose cloth­
ing becomes saturated from wet to­
bacco after rains, or perhaps wet from 
morning dew, are at high risk to de­
velop this illness, Piercy said. 

they resulted from an unusually wet 
growing season or if it is a regular 
occurrence, is not yet known. 

How can tobacco farmers protect 

themselves? 
Piercy offered the following sug­

gestions: 
*Protective clothing may reduce 

the amount of nicotine absorbed 
through the skin. 

* Chemical resistant gloves such 
as those used in mixing pesticides 
can prevent workers' hands from 
absorbing nicotine. 

* Plastic aprons and rainsuits may 
reduce the exposure, but be aware 
such plastic apparel increases the risk 
of heat stress. 

*If a worker's clothing becomes 
saturated with moisture from the 
green tobacco leaf, he should change 
into dry clothes as soon as possible. 

* If a worker becomes ill while 
working in tobacco and requires medi­
cal attention, the physician should be 
told of the exposure to nicotine to 
help in the diagnosis.

HELL, (GUN) FIRE AND 
BRIMSTONE, CONCLUSION

Roaring Fork, a tributary which 
runs southeast from Stinking Creek, 
near the Tennessee border, received 
its name from the roaring of its wa­
ters and not from the roaring of guns 
which occurred nearby on a hot sum­
mer day in 1907. 

John Gambrel was shot four times 
and killed during a shootout which 
occurred during a church service at 
the Roaring Fork school house. His 
cousin Allen Gambrel, whisked away 
by his family and friends following 
the shooting, fled from the state of 
Kentucky soon thereafter to evade 
prosecution. 

Lawmen mounted an extensive 
search without turning up any clues 
of his whereabouts. 

Allen Gambrel was in Illinois for 
several weeks before he wrote a letter 
to his family. The sheriff learned of 
his hiding place, most likely from 
postal authorities, and he was cap­
tured and returned to Barbourville, 
Kentucky, to stand trial. 

The lengthy trial that followed 
included a host of witnesses testify­
ing for both the defendant and the 
prosecution. He was defended by B.B. 
Golden, James D. Black,J.M.Robin­
son and W .R. Black, four of the most 
outstanding attorneys of the area. 

Allenadmittedduring the trial that 
he shot Allen Gambrel. There were 
so many witnesses it would have been 
ludicrous for him to claim otherwise. 
But he claimed he fired in self-de­
fense. 

"After I heard the shot I stepped 
inside the building," Allen admitted. 
"He fired a shot at me and it knocked 
off my hat I then shot him in self-

Workers also 
have reported severe abdominal 
cramping, headaches, fluctuations in 
blood pressure and heart rate and 
difficulty in breathing.

Costs of the sickness impose a 
major burden on Kentucky tobacco 
farmers, said Gary Palmer, Exten­
sion tobacco specialist with UK. Most 
tobacco workers are not covered by 
worker's compensation and many 
have no health insurance. 

"Medical costs are not the only 
loss to the farmer when someone gets 
sick during the busy tobacco sea­
son," Palmer said. "Taking the sick 
worker to medical care ties up an­
other worker and a vehicle. That slows 
down harvesting by the loss of one or 
more workers." 

There are questions about why so 
many cases of GTS occurred in Ken­
tucky in 1992, Palmer said. Whether

defense." 
A doctor testified that he removed 

four bullets from the dead man. Two 
were slugs from a 38 special and one 
each from a 45 and 32 caliber. 

The verdict was guilty and the 
lanky Allen Gambrel faced life im­
prisonment in the Kentucky State 
Penitentiary. 

Gambrel's attorneys appealed the 
case to the Kentucky Court of Ap­
peals where he was granted a new 
trial. The lower court had erred in 
instructing the jury that the defendant 
:auld not rely on self-defense as a 
:lefense. 

Three years after the first trial, 
Gambrel again faced his accusers in 
the Knox Circuit Court in 
Barbourville. It was argued by the 
prosecution that Allen caused the 
shooting by entering the schoolhouse. 
Many witnesses agreed. 

At the conclusion of the legal pro­
cess "Guilty," was again the verdict 
and life imprisonment was sentenced. 

Allen Gambrel's thoughts were of 
escaping as he waited to be trans­
ferred back to the penitentiary. 

A young woman cooked meals 
and did other jobs in the jail at 
Barbourville. Gambrel saw her as his 
best opportunity at escape and began 
establishing a friendship with her. 

'They will be transferring me back 
to the penitentiary soon," Gambrel 
told her. "Put the jail key in a bucket 
of coal and we will leave this town 
together and never look back." 

It worked. Jeopardizing her own 
freedom she placed the key to his jail 
door in the bucket of coal and a few 
hours later he used the key to gain his 
freedom. Harris Davis, the jailer, slept 
through the escape undisturbed. 

Allen did not show up for a clan­
destine meeting with the young lady 
who aided his escape. Instead he went 
to his brother's home and then rode a 
mule from there to his father's house. 
He and his brothers discussed his 
plans for leaving and evading the 
law. 

"Allen, never surrender," his 
brother, Tom, said while handing 
Allen his 45 caliber pistol. "If you 
must die looking down the barrel of 
this 45, then do it, but never surren­
der." 

Allen nodded his agreement. 
Later than night, Allen was seen 

by Will Swanson, a friend, boarding 
a train. If Swanson knew Allen 
Gambrel'sdestination, he would not 
say. 

Gambrel then vanished into the 
night and was never seen nor heard 
from again. 

The jail passkey, used in the es­
cape, was found in the trunk of a 
family member several years later. 

The parties in the story are now 
presumed dead.

Fantily values? They're all around us

Add "family values" to the list of 

All-American things we celebrate at 
this All-American time of year. A 
concern about "family" permeates 
our present, collective mood-from 
violence on television to health care 
to homelessness, the economy, 
schools, the environment.. and ev­
erything in between. We have a feel­
ing that something important has been 
lost. 

How do we restore a sense of 
''family" to America and bow do we 
nurture the "values" inherent in that 
term? 

That's what we want to know. 
Perhaps, however, the better ques­

tion is: How do we capitalize on the 
strong family values already at work 
in America? 

Consider the fmdings of two re­
cent surveys. 

The Family Values Survey com­
missioned by Shoney' s Restaurants 
shows that traditional family values 
remain strong across the nation. 

The poll of adults who have at 
least one child living at home shows 
a real commitment to such- "val­
ued" behavior as helping with school­
work, going to cburcb, having meals 
together and vacationing together. 

The results show that mothers, on 
the average, spend over six hours a 
week helping their school-age chil­
dren with homework; fathers spend 
more than three hours. They also 
showed that traditional, fainily-ori-

ented activities bring families together 
on a routine basis: Meals at borne, the 
kids' involvements and church. 

According to the survey, two­
thirds of parents are satisfied with the 
ambunt of time they spend with their 
families, with mothers being more 
satisfied than fathers and lower-in­
come families being more satisfied 
than those with higher incomes. In 
addition, a healthy majority--61.8 
percent- say they are spending the 
same or more time with their families 
than they did five years ago. 

Religious activities are still im­
portant to a lot of families, with about 
a third saying they attend religious 
services four times a month. Church­
going is strongest in the South where 
35.6 percent attend services regu­
larly. In the Midwest, it's 26.2 per­
cent; the West, 21.8; and the North­
west, 16.4 percent. 

The survey, conducted by 20/20 
Research of Nashville, revealed that 
on the average, parents spend 45.6 
waking hours a week with at least one 
other family member. 

A second survey dispels some 
myths about successful working 
women. 

Conducted by the UCLA Gradu­
ate School of Management and the 
executive search fum Kom-Ferry, ' 
the study shows today's woman ex­
ecutive is married with children. Her 
average age is 44-and she did not 
sacrifice a family for a career. 

In terms of the Total Woman, 
women may have come even further 

than we thought. 
Today, about 60 percent of senior 

women executives are married and 
57 percent have children. Ten years 
ago, only 40 percent were married 
and 60 percent had no children. 

This is real progress. From a fam­
ily values perspective, it's very good 
news. 

The news isn't all good, though: 
The number of women holding the 
title of executive vice president more 
than doubled, but only from 4 percent 
to 8.7; women still take borne only 
two-thirds the payoftheirmalecoun­
terparts; two-thirds of the women say 
they have been· sexually harassed; 
and while w0men executives earn 
more than thew husbands, they still 
have primary responsibility for bouse­
work. 

In all, however, the fact that 
today's woman executive is both a 
career women, a mom and a wife 
creates a positive role model in a 
family values environment. 

Family values are all around us. 
We just need to see the forest for the 
trees.

Beware of college financial aid scains Dr. Park joins Lexington Clinic staff 

SchooJ bells are ringing and many 
parents of college bound students are 
feeling an added strain to their bank 
accounts. While fmancial aid is avail­
able, it is sometimes difficult to de­
termine what route to take; whether 
to apply for grants, scholarships, loans 
or work programs. The Better Busi­
ness Bureau of Central and Eastern 
Kentucky, Inc., warns consumers 
making these decisions to beware of 
firms claiming to find easy financial 
assistanceforcollegeinexcbangefor 
a fee. 

"While there may be legitimate 
services that charge fees for assis­
tance in finding financial aid, it is 
important to realize that this informa­
tion is available free of charge from 
college fmancial aid offices," explains 
BBB Director of Operations Char­
lotte Carver. "Unfortunately, there 
are several unqualified finns or indi­
viduals iliat simply sell basic infor-

mation obtained from these financial 
aid offices, backing up the informa­
tion with faulty or misleading guar­
antees of acceptance. It is important 
that consumers call the Better Busi­
ness Bureau, 1-800-866-6668, to 
check the reliability report of any 
firm with which you are considering 
doing business." 

The Bureau advises consumers to 
start planning for financial aid early, 
as most paperwork will need to be 
submitted to the college as early as 
January 1 of the senior year in high 
school. Available fmancial aid is gen­
erally divided into three categories: 

1 )Grants and Scholarships-Con­
sisting of money that does not have to 
be repaid. Some of these are awarded 
on the basis of academic ability or 
talent, while others require that you 
or your child perform some type of 
service (i.e. athletic scholarships re-

quire participation in athletics pro­
gram). 

2) Loans-Available from a wide ' 
range of sources of money, these 
loans must be repaid over a prear­
ranged period of time. 

3) Work-Study-Most colleges I 
have a need for full or part-time em­
ployees to help in various positions 
on the campus. The school's finan­
cial aid office may define certain 
jobs, and upon acknowledging the 
student's ''need"rnay arrange for him/ 
her to fi.J.l a position to work in one of 
these roles.
