Landfill promoters, protestors come to terms

A cease-fire was signed Monday
in a long and often bitter dispute over
the construction of a coal-ash landfill
near Ivel, clearing the way for the
issuance of an operating permit for
the facility by the end of this year.

The state’s Natural Resources and
Environmental Protection Cabinet
announced Monday that an agreed

order had been inked by representa-
tives for Costain Coal Comapny, Inc.
and the Ivel and Big Sandy Citizens
Against Pollution, who. have been
battling one another for much of the
past three years.

At the center of the dispute is
Costain’s plan to build a 65-acre coal
ashlandfillalong the Big Sandy River
near Stratton Branch in Floyd County.
The landfill, Costain has said, is nec-
essary under a contract the company

Floyd County civic leader Blaine
Ronald Hall died Saturday, Septem-
ber 25, at Highlands Regional Medi-
cal Center.

A member of the Prestonsburg
Development Corporation board,
Hall, who was 72, helped instigate
the building of the Jenny Wiley Con-
vention Center. He also sat on the
board of directors of several civic
and social organizations, including
the Kiwanis Club, the Floyd County
Chamber of Commerce and the First
Commonwealth Bank. A former wa-
ter commissioner for Prestonsburg,
he served as chairman of the Public
Housing Commission for ten years.
He was a member of the Zebulon
Masonic Lodge No. 273, Prestons-
burg.

A businessman, he founded High-
lands Mutual Insurance Company and
was the owner of Hall and Clark
Insurance Agency in Prestonsburg.
Before selling insurance, he was
briefly employed with Inland Steel.

Hall was an acknowledged poet
and had published three poetry books.
He was vice president of the Ken-
tucky Poetry Society and is listed in
the Literary Map of Kentucky, along-
side such writers as Jesse Stuart and
Robert Penn Warren.

He is also listed in the Interna-

tional Who's Who in Poetry, Who's
Who in the South and Kentuckians in
American Letters.

In an early morning caucus, LPC
members voted 11-0 to recommend
that the Betsy Layne school be a
number one priority and that the
schoolboard hire an architect tobring
the project up to an even keel with
two other priority one projects—a
renovation of Prestonsburg High
School and a new Martin/Maytown
Elementary. Eleven of the
committee’s sixteen members at-
tended Saturday’s meeting.

LPC members recalled that they
were in favor of building the class-
room addition so that Harold school
could be closed. Committee mem-
bers said they felt Harold was the
most dangerous school in the county
because of its location beside four-
lane U.S. 23.

Prior to voting on the LPC’s rec-
ommendations, board member Eddie
Billips suggested thata cap be puton
the amount of money spenton school
building projects.

“If wedon’t put capson the project
costs, we could end up spending ev-
ery dime we have on one school,”
Billips said. “We won’t get a gold-
plated building, but we’ve gottocome

The Ivel citizens’ group has op-
posed the landfillon concerns it would
present an environmental hazard due
to its proximity to the Big Sandy
River, which supplies much of the
region with drinking water.

In the agreement reached Mon-
day, Costain has agreed to improve

the landfill’s liner and closure cap
design; perform additional studies to
determine seasonal high groundwa-
ter tables; monitor the ground and
surface water for three additional
pollutants; and to extend the two-
year closure care period for an addi-
tional two years. The state Environ-
mental Protection Cabinet will closely
monitor the site for the next three
years and will split the samples with
the citizens’ group.

New tax law good
news for taxpayers

If you earn less than $23,760 per
year, then the Revenue Reconcilia-
. tion Act passed by Congressrecently,
t put more dollars in your pocket.
The amount of the Eamned Income
Credit, a special tax credit which is
intended to assist the so-called “work-
ing poor,” was increased in the new
law.

In 1993, the tax credit was worth
$1,434 for those with one child (or
$1,511 for taxpayers with more than
one qualifying child). After 1993, the
credit will increase to a maximum
amount of $2,038 or $2,527 if the
taxpayer has two or more qualifying
children. As a result of the new law,
thc camed income tax credit is now

extended to childless workers aged
25 to 65 carning less than $9,000.

i The earned income tax credit re-
duces the:amount of income #ix paid
(if any) and is intended to offset some
of the increases in living expenses
and social security taxes incurred by
working. The credit has no effect on
certain welfare benefits, such as
AFDC, Medicaid, SSI, food stamps
and low income housing.

Individuals who qualify for the
carncd income tax credit can request
advance payment of the credit from
their employers. The amount of the
advanced payment is limited, how-
ever, to 60 percent of the maximum
allowable credit.

TheFloyd County school district’s
bonding agent told board members
Saturday to prepare to spend unen-
cumbered state school construction
monies by June 1994.

Terrell Ross, of Ross, Sinclaire
and Associates, addressed the board
at Saturday’s special meeting to ex-
plain whatboard members need to do
to prevent any loss in state School
Facility Construction Commission
(SFCC) funds.

' State school officials informed
Floyd board members earlier this
month that the school district could
lose approximately $7.5 million in
state funds if those funds are not
allocated for school construction
projects by September 1994.

Confusionarose over the deadline
local districts have to spend school
construction monies because of a pro-
vision in the state’s 1992-94 budget.

Under state law, school districts
have four years to spend its SFCC
allocations, but an order in the state’s
92-94 budget gives districts six years
to spend those funds. When the state’s
budget expires in June 1994, appar-
ently so does the two-year extension.

Ross told local board members
that it would be a gamble to ‘wait
before spending the remaining SFCC
funds to see if the General Assembly
puts another two-year extension into
the 1994-96 budget.

Of the $7.5 million in funding
available, $622,535 is budgeted for
an addition at Adams Middle School

. and $1.6 million to build a gym a

South Floyd High School.

The remaining $5.3 million in

SFCC funds must be spenton projects

on the local school district’s current
facility plan, adopted in February
1992.

Williams, said Friday thatonly $1.85

million had been allocated for U.S. .

23 when the initial bill was drafted.

The $3.7 million will enable the
15-mile project to be completed,
Williams said, adding that the bill
must be approved by the Senate.

Nine miles of the four-laning
project is either completed or under
construction. .

The board has hired an architect
for the Prestonsburg project and an
architect to design a new Martin/
Maytown Elementary.

The fact that the board has not
moved the Martin/Maytown project
up on the priority list could cause a
problem.

Bob Tarvin, director of SFCC,
said Tuesday that if the state board
and the Kentucky Department of
Education do notapprove the board’s
request, the project would have to be
built with local monies.

Tarvin said that if Floyd County’s
amendment to the facility plan is ap-
proved, then the project would be
eligible for state funding.

Also Saturday, Ross told the board
that the local district’s debt service
has been reduced by $400,000 over
the past year and that they should
decide what to do with those funds.

The revenues can be put back into

the district’s building fund or be puit*

into the general fund.

Ross wamed that some school dis-
tricts have allowed those types of
savings to be put into the general
fund and the money becomes tied up
to pay for recurring debts.

Towler said the $400,000 is cur-
rently in an escrow account until the
board decides what to do with the
money.

Billips said those monies could be
put back into the building fund to be
used for long-term building projects.

The board took no action on the
issue.

The Floyd County Board of
Education’sdecision Saturday
to reject, once again, a unani-
mous recommendation from
the school system’s Local
Planning Committee leaves us
wondering if the three board
members voting against the
project aren’t involved in one
of those games of Me, Myself,
and L. !

By a three-to-tw0 vote, the
board cast aside an 11 to 0
decision by the LPC to rein-
state a project to build a 21-
classroom addition at Betsy
Layne Elementary School,
apparently favoring the con-
struction of a middle school
instead. :

That appears to be a classic
case of putting the cart before
the horse.

Whether constructing a
house or a school system, it
makes sense to build from the
ground up.

Elementary schools provide
the foundation forlearning and
providing a decent environ-
ment first for those students,
who are just beginning their
educations, is more logical
than directing our efforts and

Me, Myself, and 1

our limited funds toward the
development of a whole new
concept.

That’s like building the sec-
ond floor before you lay the
footers.

The rationale, if there is one,
escapes us just as it apparently
did the LPC, which put a whole
lot of effort out for nothing.

We urge the board to recon-
sider and to take the little guys
into account, literally.

If they do or if they don’t,
there is one responsibility at
Betsy Layne that must be ful-
filled.

The board should act imme-
diately to recover funds spent
on the project for architectural
and construction management
services that the state Depart-
ment of Education says were
never properly authorized.

That’s an obligation due re-
gardless of whether the Besty
Layne project is scrapped or
reinstated.

Meanwhile, it seems the divi-
siveness the state has asked lo-
cal officials to repair concern-
ing the Betsy Layne project has
grown wider, possibly toa point
beyond reconciliation.

That’s too bad for all con-
cerned, particularly the stu-
dents.

PVA office will
hurt taxpayers

The Governor’s Commission on
Quality and Efficiency has discussed
the idea of abolishing the 120 elected
county Property = Valuation
Administrator’s (PVA) with regional
assessors appointed by the Revenue
Cabinet.

Regional PVA offices could re-
quire property owners to travel 80-
100 miles to receive services such as
valuation discussion, filing home-
stead/disability exemptions, or assis-
tance with completing personal prop-
erty tax returns. Removing personal
service in the name of quality ‘and
efficiency is in the ‘eye-of the be-
holder—but not the local taxpayer,
state government’s ultimate cus-
tomer.

People trust government that is
closest to the people. Regional PVA
offices would mean the loss of a
locally-elected official who is held
accountable to the county’s voters by
replacing them a state appointed as-
SEeSSor two or more counties away.

The Kentucky PVA Association
stands ready to work with the Com-
mission on Quality and Efficiency.

After my mammogram I had an
uneasy feeling in my heart that this

day was different than any other. |;

Sure enough, as my doctor entered
the examining room he sort of held

The doctor made thearrangements
for my surgery and as I drove home a
great fcar came over me. Not for
myself, but for my family, and my
heart went to my mother.

I remember praying, “Oh God,
what am I going to tell my family?”
since my mother had already lost one
daughter to cancer and my dad died
of cancer and also my brother-in-
law.

Now I had to tell her I had cancer,
too. Before I got to Martin, God
reached down with his great love and
mercy as he always does when we
need him most and spoke peace tomy
heart and mind like I had never felt
before, and said, “I'll take care of
you.” And all that worry left me and
I began to make plans about my trip

to the hospital and things I would
need to do for my family before I left.

WhenIgothome,Itold my family
I had cancer and needed surgery, and
they all began to encourage me and
help me in every way they could.

On October 28, 1992, I entered
Highlands Regional Medical Center
for my surgery. Having all confi-
dence in God and my doctor, I told
my family, “Don’t be crying and go-
ing on over me, go eat and enjoy
yourself while I have my surgery.
Everything is going to be alright.”

I knew in my heart everything
would go well because God has spo-
ken to me in such a way there was no
room for doubt at all.

AsIleft to goto the surgery room,
my family all gave me a big hug and
told me that they loved me.

As I entered the surgery room the
first person I saw was my doctor
whom I greeted with a smile and a
"good morning, Dr. Cook;" who
seemed to stop for just a moment
with a little surprised look on his
face, because I didn't seem to e fear-
ful or worried.

The first person I saw when I
woke up was my 10-year-old daugh-
ter standing by my bed crying. I re-
member taking her by the hand and
smiling at her. I said, “Don’tcry. I’'m
alright.”

About 3 o’clock that morning I
awoke to see my husband sitting by
my side with his head in his hands. I
began to get out of bed to make my
way to the bathroom with him worry-
ing with me step-by-step.

After I took a walk down the hall
at 4 o’clock by myself, I convinced
him to go home and get some rest.

At 7 o’clock that morning my
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mother came in prepared to stay all
dayand helpme dothe things I needed
done, butI had already bathed mysclf
and was sitting in a chair. She sure
was surprised.

At 8, my doctor came in and I was
sitting on the edge of the bed eating
breakfast. He said, “You don’t look
like a woman who has had surgery.”
My reply was “I don’t feel like one,
either.”

1 didn’t have any pain at all. I
didn’t use any pain medicine at all
while I was in the hospital. God said
he would take care of me and that
meant pain, too.

My surgery was done on Wednes-
day, and Saturday I came home after
leaming how to empty my J. vac
which I had to wear for a few more
days.

On Sunday I went to church, on
Monday 1 had my hair done, on Tues-
day I went to the polls and voted, and
on Wednesday I drove my kids to
school.

I have been doing well ever since.
I never once cried and the only time
Ibecame low in spirit was when I was
unable to keep my house on a daily
routine as usual, and that was only for
a moment’s time.

In two weeks I was doing house-
work and cooking almost anything
with just one arm, and I did it well.

On October 28, 1993, it will be
one year since my surgery. I take one
day atatime and enjoy my family and
living my life as I want to, because
someday I may go back to my doctor

and find I have cancer again, and I'm .

determined to fight it with God’s
help with everything that’s in me.

I’m putting all my trust in God
that I may never hear those words,
“You have cancer,” ever again. But
all women should be encouraged
strongly about how important itis for
them to have mammograms and todo
self-exams regularly.

I didn’t go to Lexington for my
treatments because I feel, with all my
heart, that we have the best breast
cancer doctor right here, and that’s
Dr. William Cook,and the Highlands
staff was so kind, loving and encour-
aging. Denise and the girls at High-
lands Breast Center are the greatest,
loving people you would want to
meet, and there’s a “support group”
of women who have had breast can-
cer that meet every month at High-
lands Hospital. Nobody could go any-
where/and find better help, love and
concern than these people have for

their patients and people who have to
fight the battle of cancer.

Grass-roots grab?

Some well-intentioned types in
the nation’s capital are taken with an
innovation from the provinces: food
vouchers for the homeless. Merchants
get together and agree to accept 25-
cent chits in payment for food; they
put signs in their windows to that
effect, then sell the vouchers to cus-
tomers, who give them to panhan-
dlers instead of cash that might be
spent on alcohol or drugs.

It began two years ago as Berke-
ley Cares, in California. Now aneigh-
borhood groupin New Y ork is launch-
ing West Side Cares. Nine towns in
allreportedly have voucher schemes.
This laudable grass-roots effort is
catching on.

But not fast enough for Sen. Jeff
Bingaman, D-N.M., who worries that
the start-up costs—yes, he means the
vast expense of printing vouchers
and getting the word out—are pro-
hibitive. His solution: the America
Cares Act of 1993, to federalize this
neighborhood initiativeand let Wash-
ington borrow the money to pay most
of the bill.

He’s just asking for $3.6 million,
he protests, and grantees would co-
pay one-quarter of the cost.

I’s the argument that ever so
caringly built the deficit and feeds
our growing $3.5 willion national
debt.

to lay out a plan, detailing costs,
which would allow the board to move
ahead with eight projects on the
district’s current facility plan.

“It’s either eight projects or one,”
Billips said. “To me it’s pretty
simple.”

Billips explained that the renova-
tion of Prestonsburg High School
could be paid for out of local monies
becauseitisnotlisted on the district’s
current facility plan and, therefore,

not eligible for SFCC funding allot-

ted for 1988-90.

Board member Bob Isaac moved
that the board accept the LPC’s rec-
ommendation and Billips seconded
the motion.

A heated exchange took place be-
tween Clark and Billips when Clark
suggested that the district’s current
facility plan be amended to rank a
middle school in the Betsy Layne
area as a number one priority.

Billips said it would be unwise for
the board to vote on the issue until
they knew the financial ramifications
of such a move.

“How can we sit here uniformed
and make a decision?” Billips asked.
“Until we know the financial obliga-
tion, it would be another shot in the
dark. It would be financial suicide to
move the projects around without
discussing the costs.”

The motion failed by a 3-2 vote,
with board chairman Eddie Patton,
members Hattie Owens and Clark
voting against the LPC recommen-
dations and Billips and Isaac voting
for them.

Clark asserted that SFCC monies
have been allocated foranew middle
school in the Betsy Layne area and he

wanted to “swap” amiddle school for
the 21-classroom addition.

“I can’t sit here an agree to close
Harold,” Clark said. “Ifeel deep down
that T represent the majority of the
people in my division. If some feel I
don’t, they should have had someone
run against me in the election. I feel
shortchanged with the LPC because
there is only one on the committee
from my division.”

Billips explained that SFCC mon-
ies given to a district are not ear-
marked for certain projects by the
state agency. Billips said SFCC gives
districts funds based on the unmet
facility needs in the school system
and that local boards decide on what
projects to use those funds.

When Clark made a comment re-
ferring to Prestonsburg High School
as Billips’ school and Betsy Layne as
his school, Billips became extremely
annoyed.

“That’s it,” Billips said interrupt-
ing Clark. “I’ve tried to stay out of
this ‘my district, your district’ men-
tality. If you want to adopt it, that’s
fine. Let’s move on,”

Superintendent Steve Towler said
that he doubted the state board would
approve the new facility plan be-
cause of the divided opinions of the
board members.

Fire hazard season
begins October 1

October 1 begins the official “Fall
Forest Fire Hazard Season” in Ken-
tucky.

Kentucky law designates October
1-December 15 as “Fire Hazard Sea-
son.” During this time, state law pro-
hibits burning within 150 feet of the
woods or burning anything capable
of spreading fire into the woods ex-
cept between the hours of 4:30 p.m.

Burning Law” and is intended to pre-
vent forest fires. The law also says
that all outdoor fires are to be at-
tended until extinguished and proper
precautions are to be taken to prevent
their spread into the forest.

“Forest fires do many millions of
dollars in damage to the forest-based
economy of Kentucky. Forest fires
are something we cannot afford,” said
Mark Matuszewski, director of the
Kentucky Division of Forestry.

Flu shots covered by Medicare

“For Medicare beneficiaries en-
rolled in Medicare, there’s good
news,” according to Jim Kelly, So-
cial Security District Director for the
Big Sandy Area.

With a proposed classroom build-
ing for Pike County and anew health
education facility at Prestonsburg on
the priority list, Prestonsburg Com-
munity College fared well in the 1994-
96 funding package approved by the
University of Kentucky Board of
Trustees at its monthly meeting Sep-
tember 21.

The two local projects are on the
list of the top 10 community college
capital projects that the board for-
warded to the Council on Higher
Education, which will make arecom-
mendation to the 1994 General As-
sembly. The legislature then autho-
rizes funds to UK, its community
college system and the other state
universities.

PCC is the only community col-
lege with two buildings on the com-
munity college priority list approved
by the UK board.

The proposed classroom bunldmg
in Pike County is in the budget re-
quest at $4.5 million, with an addi-
tional $500,000 expected to come
from other sources. Close to 800 stu-
dents now attend PCC classes in two
small buildings in downtown
Pikeville.

Also on the priority list is a $9
million facility to house Phase One
of the college’s proposed Regional
Center for Health Education and
Wellness. The building, planned for
the Prestonsburg campus, will in-
clude classrooms, a clinic run by the
UK College of Medicine, a dental
hygienecurriculum, nursing and other
allied health programs, and a com-

munity wellness program.

Though there’s no guarantee that
the legislature will fund all of the
proposed projects on the priority list,
PCC President Dr. Deborah Floyd is
optimistic. “It’s like a beauty con-
test,” she said. “If you make it to the
top 10, you can get on the stage and
have a chance at the crown. PCCis a
college with a winning quality plan.
I’m happy we’re on the list.”

Floyd pointed out that the top three
building projects on the current
UKCCS list were in the last biennial
budget list and have already had de-
sign money allocated. “It’s signifi-
cant that our buildings had not been
proposed at the start of the last bien-
nium and we’re already on the
university’spriority list. I’'m pleased,”
she said.

Other community colleges with
capital projects on the priority list are
Hazard, Ashland, Hopkinsville, Lex-
ington, Somerset, Southeast and
Paducah.

Floyd added that the top capital
projects on the priority list for the UK
campus in Lexington, particularly the
Commonwealth Library, will directly
affect the 14 community colleges.
The proposed new engineering build-
ing and aging/allied health building
at UK will complement PCC’s thrust
in technology and health, Floyd said.

The UK board’s budget proposal
also calls for money for PCC to con-
tinue to lease space for its Pike County
campus and for allied health pro-
grams in Prestonsburg.

Programsinearly child-
hood education, human services, and
dental hygiene are singled out for
funding in the proposed budget.

The college is designated to share
in funds for new programs to help
area small businesses, to expand al-
lied health program offermgs 1o ex-
tend student advising services, and to
promote health and wellness.

Allocations for computer technol-
ogy, distance learning, community
economic development programs,
and hiring more faculty are also in-
cluded in the budget proposal which
requests $64.7 million in new state
financing for the 14 community col-
leges.

“We are really excited about
PCC’s prospects in this proposed
budget,” Floyd said. “What is em-
phasized is what we have already
included in our vision for the future.
We have said that the college is com-
mitted to improving health education
in this region and to providing ser-
vices that will spur economic growth,
and those ideas are addressed in this
budget.

“We have also made a commit-
ment to the people of Pike County to
provide basic courses that will allow
them to earn two-year degrees or
transfer to Pikeville College or some
other four-year institution,” she said.
“Right now, our Pikeville facilities
are literally bursting at the seams,
and this budget addresses that need.

“Now we just have to challenge
our legislators to help fund these pro-
grams which will benefit people
throughout the Big Sandy Valley.”

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Knowing and understanding what
bass dine on or bass forage is crucial
to catching bass any time of year. Of
course, the area where the bass live
and the dominating forage in that
region plays a major part.

“Matching the hatch” which is
matching artificial lures to live bait
that is commonly being eaten at that
particular time is a good idea in some
cases. Sometimes the bass are feed-
ing on a particular bait and you can
catch ‘em all day long by imitating
that delicious delicacy. However, a
lot of times you can entice the bass
with a different -looking dish. I have
a tendency to believe that I person-
ally would grow tired of eating
hamburgers day after day after day. I
feel this stands true for bass as well.
After a bass has eaten shad for days
on end, a frog or a salamander may
look rather appealing.

It is amazing to know that by the
time a bass reaches 6" in length it is
capable and, in fact, does feed on the
same kinds of forage as adult size
bass. I couldn’t begin to tell you how
many 4" to 8" bass I’ve caught on
baits that were almost , if not as big,
as the fish itself. I, at one time, had a
13" Kentucky bass in an aquarium. I
loved to watch this bass feed. There

were several times it would have 4 or
S shiners literally hanging out of its
mouth and it would still be attempt-
ing to eat more. It was a remarkable
sight. This bass was eventually re-
leased back where it came from.

When some people think of bass
and their feeding habits, they unfor-
tunately think of small bait fish such
as shad or shiners or even bluegill.
They also may occassionally think of
a worm or maybe even a crawfish.
They leave out possibilities such as
frogs, salamanders, oreven insects of
all different sizes, shapes, and types.
I’ve personally witnessed bass actu-
ally jumping up out of the water try-
ing to feast on small birds sitting on
stumps or tree limbs. There are stud-
ies where bass have been known to
eat small ducklings and even mice. It
may lead one to believe they may try
toeatanything thatmovesandthey’re
not afraid of choking to death on the
way down.

Knowing what forage is on the
menu is very important for catching
bass. However, changing that menu
to something bigger and better and
more appealing could be the key to
landing more hungry fish.

Flare and fire is at least a portion
of what’s been missing from UK foot-
ball, thus preventing Curry’s team
from turning a corner. Any corner.

Along comes Antonio O’Ferral.

The spunky sophomore ‘guaran-
teed’ a victory at South Carolina.
And moments after it was done he
promised there would be “no quarter-
back controversy.” Guaranteed, just
the same, is a new-found element, a
bit of flare and flash.

Whatanice dilemma for Bill Curry
... for a change. Now, if the offensive
line can get in on this support thing...

Good decisions.

O’Farrel made some sterling ones
last week and so did the coaches—on
the game’s first play (a pass), on the
pitch, on the corner, the pass, the
reverse, and presto, Kentucky won a
gut check game on enemy turf.

The last of these causes those who
do such things to scurry to the ar-
chives in search of some other awful
thing UK football has done at away
games dating back to Glen Miller’s
last road trip.

UK’s victory at South Carolina
served to muffle (for a moment) the
Fellowship of the Miserables as well.
And brought to mind a new option I
would submit for the Fellowship’s
play book: get a grip. Sign up for a
two-day seminar—UK Football His-
tory, BC (before Curry), and SEC
Trends & Traditions.

Curious and ironic, media-types
going after the Kentucky coach as we
hear the frenzied sounds of slamming
doors in Tuscaloosa. That’s Crimson
Tiders running for cover and
deniablility as NCAA investigators
come knocking.

Add 'Bamatoafreshlist...Auburn
(onprobation), Florida (€scaped death
penalty), ‘lennessee (dodging, uh,
bullets), Arkansas (coach left
Clemson ina hurry), Mississippi State
(coach left Texas A&M likewise),

Miss (academic inquiries).

The tantrum by some Kentucky
sports writers following the Indiana
game brought to mind a passage from
Frank Gifford’s new book The Whole
Ten Yards. “Idon’tcare what Howard
Cosell says, most people in the media
don’t have a clue what’s really hap-
pening on the field.”

Whoo-hah! as Al Pacino would
exclaim.

For those who would defend these
media men as well-meaning, guaran-
tors of the sanctity of your right to
know (what they think), only doing
their jobs, let me say, more than 20
years in this business has taught me
there are many avenues open to the
same destination. The low road is the
easiest and so most often traveled.
Thus the expression pack journal-
ism.

I suggest the media echelon of
Fellowship of The Miserables has
opted for the easy because it has
‘inprofession’ rewards. Notoriety and
Top Gun reputation, among the fel-
lows, and Radio talk show time.

Still, whatever your testosterone
levels and disenchantment with
Curry’s generalship, your distaste for
hollow platitudes and the Wildcats’
dismal showings, I believe the time
to ‘wait and see’ has not expired.

Certainly, a little jolt of perspec-
tive is in order also. Curry is right,
winning will come. Meanwhile, rest
assured NCAA investigators are not
on their way to Alabama to celebrate
the national championship.

Finally, in recognition of dis-
gruntled media Miserables, this jewel
for Curry straight out of Gifford’s
book: “I know of no other business—
well maybe the movie business—
where you’re required to deal with so
many huge, yet fragile egos.”

As Bear Bryant would surely say
of Kentucky's Miserables, as he ex-
haled from another Pell Meli, “Gawd
help us all.”

STONE: “I can appreciate that
disillusionment. Salaries and squab-
bling have gotten completely ridicu-
lous. But quite honestly attendance is
at an all-time high. What does that

dred thousand-a-year contracts in-
stead of million-dollar multi-year
deals they’re cutting now. The
money’s just not going to be there
any longer. Why? The television
money isn’t going to be there like it
has been.”

Q. The Pittsburgh Pirates organi-
zation seems to have a sober/sane
philosophy of letting big ticket free
agents walk, and place emphasis on
bringing talent through the farm sys-
tem.

“Even when the Braves were get-
ting beaten badly they made a com-
mitment to create a productive farm
system. I think everybody’s taken
note of how they’ve done things.”

Quarreling — teasing — yelling at
each other. This is a very normal
situation in most families. Even pre-
schoolers get involved in what seems
like a never-ending race to be first, to
have the last word, or to get hold of a
toy — especially if it belongs to a
brother or sister.

Some of your friends may tell you
that their children always get along
well together. They never argue or
fight. They really love one another.

Chances are they are probably not
seeing their children as they really
are, or they have unusual children.

Most brothers and sisters are in
competition with each other. The
closer they are in age the more they
compete for your affection and
approval. And, they may show more
resentment when you do something
for one and not for the other.

Young children have an especially
difficult time. They may not as yet
have learned the skill of sharing and
taking turns, or the fun there is in
giving as well as receiving.

Some fights between children can
be prevented. Much of it takes place
when they are tired, hungry or bored.
They may become touchy when they
are forced to spend too much time
together. Sharing closets, radios and
toys can become annoying and should
be avoided if possible.

Even a major period of stress, like
when a new baby comes, can be
prepared for so that a pre-schooler
doesn’t feel displaced or rejected. A
little preparation can keep the child
from asking himself or herself,
“Wasn’t I good enough?” You can
help your child and yourself through
this period in several ways — sharing
the news of a new baby a few weeks
ahead of time, making room changes
or pre-school arrangements before the
baby comes, or asking the young
child to help you take care of the new

Number 4. Make each one feel
special in some way. You should
spend time with him or her alone, for
example.

They all need to feel important,
and parents are the best ones to
satisfy that need. A good pre-school
can also help in creating a secure,
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happy picture of him or herself.

Number 5. Develop a fair pattern
of seniority. This means that older
brothers and sisters may get the
comics first and stay up later. How-
ever, all have to share responsibilities
in line with their maturity. These
include such duties as taking out the
garbage, straightening up their rooms,
caring for pets and other family
chores.

Young children can receive special
attention. They may be the only ones
read to, played with, and taken to the
grocery store, all of which are very
special events that are fun for them.

Number 6. Encourage respect
among all of them for their individual
activities and personal possessions.
You, too, should respect them. Even
the youngest deserve uninterrupted
time to finish a game or build a block

castle.

Number 7. Keep out of disagree-
ments unless one particular child is
always getting the worst of it. Also
you shouldn’t step
in until you know
both sides of the
problem.

Number 8. Let
their feelings come
out, even if they are
sometimes noisy.
It’s better than
forcing their resent-
ment and jealousy
underground. Let
them know that
their attitudes are
normal — for
example, a younger
child is much more
likely to admire
and imitate;
whereas an older
one is more apt to
protect and teach.
There will be times
when you’ll realize
that all is not lost.
All of a sudden
.you'll become
~aware of the fact
that they worked
together to plan a
surprise birthday
party for you, or
banded together to
fight off the bully down the street, or
boasted about each other’s accom-
plishments. These are the signs that
they are molding themselves into a
family unit rather then pursuing their
own lives and life interests sepa-
rately.

Perhaps the most important factor
related to the adjustments children
have to make in a family is this- The
love and hate, fun and quarrels, and
help and hurt are the best foundation
for the mutual agreements, adjust-
ments, and competition they will
have to face throughout their adult
lives.

To keep or sell
calves:rate of gain
is the question

Beef producers can expect a sea-
sonal slump in the price of cattle
come late September. That slump
usually lasts through November.
Whether cattlemen can make more
money by holding on to their calves
through the slump depends on how
fast they can put weight on their
calves.

. “Lower prices means that cattle
producers need to offset decreased
prices by putting weight on their
calves fast and efficiently. If they
can’t put on weight fast enough and
quickly, they may be dollars ahead
by selling the calves before prices
drop,” said Lee Meyer, extension
agricultural economist with the Uni-
versity of Kentucky College of Agri-
culture.

Producers who have enough hay
on hand may find it financially ben-
eficial to feed the hay now and sell in
late August or early September, he
said.

“Although farmers traditionally
don’t want to feed hay until winter,
this year may prove that it would be
financially rewarding to begin feed-
ing hay soon,” he said.

Cattlemen who can keep gains up
to above two pounds per day may
make more money by keeping the
animals for another four to six weeks.
If the cattle gain only aboutone pound
per day, selling them now is the best
option, because there is no financial
gain for keeping them longer and risk
increases.

“Pastures right now are thin be-
cause of dry weather. If rains come
soon, pastures could start growing
again and gains could be substan-
tial,” he said. 1

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What are the secrets
to along healthy life?

Although Ponce de Leon never
did find the fabled Fountain of Youth,
whose spring waters were supposed
to restore health and youth, his his-
torical quest underscores our human
desire to live a long, healthy life.
What's the formula for longevity?
How do some people stay vibrantand
healthy into their 80’s, 90s, and be-
yond?

This is a central question in an
ongoing study headed by epidemi-
ologist David Snowden at the Uni-
versity of Kentucky’s Sanders-Brown
Center on Aging. Here, along with a
team of renowned scientists three
yearsago, he began aresearch project
called the School Sisters of Notre
Dame Health and Aging Study.

“Although one focus of our study
is on the brain, on what causes
Alzheimer’s disease, we also want to
find out what promotes a long,
healthy, high-functioning life,” says
Snowdon, an associate professor of
preventive medicine at UK.
Snowden’s study is particularly im-
portant because it is one of a very
small number that looks at health and
aging among women. “Most of what
we know about the cause and preven-
tion of disease is based on studies of
white, middleaged men,” says
Snowdon. “It’s very important that
we study populations of women be-
cause the bulk of the elderly are
women.”

Snowdon admits that his ideas
about the elderly have changed a lot
since he began this study. “My earli-
est impressions of the Sisters shat-
tered all my stereotypes of how 80-
and 90-year-old people are supposed
to behave.” Many of the Sisters, he
says, remain active into their 90’s.
Among them are Sister Columbine
Kumba, 93, and Sister Mary Godfrey
Huber, 92, both former teachers.

“I feel that our regular lifestyle
contributes to our longevity,” she said
recently in a telephone interview.
“There’s also the strong sense of com-
munity here that’s important—you
certainly don’t get lonely.”

Sister Mary Godfrey, who grew
upin asmall town in upper Michigan,
believes remaining fairly indepen-
dent and healthy at her age can be
attributed not only to her currentregu-
lar lifestyle but to her early lifestyle.
“Welived very simply. We didn’teat
all this highly seasoned food they
have nowadays; instead, we had
plenty of vegetables and meat.”

She’s recently begun to feel the
tug of aging, however. Following
what she describes as “a number of
bad spells,” she has had to use a
walker off and on to get around the
retirement home. “But I still partici-
pate in all the activities; I go to meals
and tomass and I play pinochle.” She
used to play bridge but has had to
forego that pleasure since she can’t
seem to find enough partners lately,
she says.

Sister Columbine agrees that per-
haps the mostimportantingredientin
the recipe for long life is activity. She
enjoys going to music therapy and
playing cards with other Sisters.
“Judging from my activities, they’re
predicting I’ll live to be over 100,”
she says.

To live a century or longer is, of
course, an accomplishment in itself.
And another UK researcher, David
Wekstein of the Sanders-Brown Cen-
ter, has focused on this unique group
of our oldest old in one of hisresearch
endeavors, the centenarian project
which began in 1984. “We started
this project because there was so little
information available about people
of thisage,” says Wekstein, associate
director for the Sanders-Brown Cen-
ter. “Our initial goal was simply to

find out what 100-year-olds had in
common.”

A focal point of interest has been
the common traits that have perhaps
led to the longevity of centenarians.
One common characteristic among
the group is a reported history of long
life in the immediate family. The
centenarians’ mothers and fathers
lived well beyond the time their peers
lived, and had brothers and sisters
who also fit this pattern.

“Onecentenarian in WesternKen-
tucky,” Wekstein says, “told me that
when she dies she wants her body to
£0 to a university for research—and
that her 104-year-old brother feels
just the same way. How many people
have a 104-year-old brother!”

A second thing this group shares,
and which they share with the nuns in
Snowden’s study, is a lifestyle con-
sistent with longevity. None has had
any significant history of smoking,
they are not heavy drinkers (though
some occasionally take something
for “medicinal purposes”), none is
obese (defined by Wekstein as 10
pounds above ideal weight), they
drink very little caffeine, and most
aren’t red-meat eaters.

Anotherimportantattribute, found
by both Snowden and Wekstein, is
that this group of the oldest old is
very future-oriented. One of the men
in Wekstein’s study, for example,
was writing his autobiography at age
102. “All of these centenarians had
definite plans for the months ahead,”
Wekstein says. “They weren’t just
sitting around waiting to die.”

Wekstein believes that the oldest
old in the U.S. will be studied in
much greater detail than in the past,
pointing out that persons 85 years of
age and over now constitute the most
rapidly growing segmentof the popu-
lation.

Mollie stopped weeping after
awhile and a hard look masked her
face, a look that she would carry for
the remainder of her life. Even when
Joe was buried under a pine tree not
far from the house, her face remained
expressionless.

She was determined to stay and
work the small farm and raise Little
Jim. Caring neighbors sometimes
brought a dressed chicken by or they
would leave a sack of meal by her
door. The neighbor’s planned to
gather and husk her corn come
October.

She didn’t take Little Jim because
she knew she would have to pack him
and she just wasn’table. She had only
left him a time or two before so she
hurried along her way.

Before arriving at her destination,
a soldier in gray ordered her to return
home. Looking further down the hill
she could see that the road was full of
soldiers coming up the hill. She
hurried toward her home but
encountered other soldiers before

arriving there, dressed in deep blue. .

Meanwhile a band of Rebel forces
stopped to rest at Mollic’s cabin and
then setitafire when they were forced
to flee. Little Jim, asleep beneath
Mollie’s saddle shawl, had gone
unnoticed.

The Tennessee company of Union
soldiers pursued the retreating band
of Confederates through the woods.
The Tennesseans stopped in (ront of
Mollie’s burning cabin to rest where
they noticed that the yard was
untrampled and corn was still on the
stalk.

Several of the Tennesseans sat
under the pine tree and watched the
burning cabin.

“Looks like somebody’s been
buried here,” a young soldier said, to
no one in particular, while running
his fingers over the loose soil.

“Yep, somebody cared a ‘heap for
‘em, too, cause of all them bright
leaves tied into a wreath,” someone
answered. “Somebody's hunted all
the bright purty ones. I bel some
woman’s done that.”

“Mustbe herold man buried here,”
the young soldier replied as he looked
back toward the burning cabin. “It’s
anew grave. It’s not been...”

“Hush up, what's that I hear?”

“Why it sounds likc a baby a
‘crying. It’s inside the cabin.”

The faces of the men turned pale
in horror. To fight, kill and maim in

battle was one thing, but to hear a
youngster crying from a burning
building, well, that was another mat-
ter.

A major overhaul is necessary to
revive the federal flood insurance
program, according to Pat Campbell-
White, vice chairman of the Public
Policy Committee of the National
Association of Realtors, who testi-
fied before a U.S. Senate panel re-
cently.

“One of the biggest problems is
only a small percentage of eligible
property owners carry flood insur-
ance,” Campbell-White said. “Espe-
cially in areas with infrequent flood-
ing, many owners don’tinsure against
flooding or they allow their policies
to lapse,” she added.

Insurance Reform Act of 1993 (S.
1405) because it would increase par-
ticipation while preserving property
rights of individual owners. In addi-
tion, it would discourage overbuild-
ing in high-risk areas.

Under the bill, flood insurance
would not be available for non-mov-
able residential construction in 30-
and 60-year erosion zones determined
by the Federal Emergency Manage-
ment Agency (FEMA), in consulta-
tion with state and local governments.
“However, property owners would
have the right to build at their own
risk or obtain private insurance,

for FEMA to work with these com-
munities,” she said.

Property owners in some lower-
risk areas pay the same federal insur-
ance premiums as people in high-risk
erosion zones for comparable cover-
age. “NAR believes future revisions
of this program should include risk-
based insurance premiums,”
Campbell-White said. “This would
solve the inequity and result in wiser
use of property in erosion-prone ar-
eas by allowing owners or develop-
ers to decide for themselves if they
are willing to take suchrisks at higher
costs,” she explained.

whether it’s in a coastal erosion zone
or an inland floodplain,” she said.
While existing structures would
remain eligible for federal flood in-
surance in the 30- and 60-year ero-
sion zones, new additions that make
existing structures non-movable and

new commercial structures within the
60-year zone could not participate in
the program.

“Another advantage to this legis-
lation is lenders would be prohibited
from making loans without a flood
insurance policy, whether it’s federal
or private,” Campbell-White said.
“This will increase participation in
the program, spread risk across a
wider pool of policyholders and boost
the overalllevel in the pool of funds,”
she added.

The legislation also would require
notice to affected property owners,
public hearings in affected local com-
munities and an appeals process for
owners whose property is designated
tobe inamapped erosionzone. “NAR
believes local communities are in the
best position to determine the wisest
allowable uses for property within
their jurisdictions, so it’s important
