Twins killed 
two miles, five ...... 
years apart

The surviving twin of a Betsy 
Layne girl killed almost five years 
ago died Wednesday evening under 
almost identical circumstances. 

Charlene Lisa McKinney Debord, 
21, apparently walked into the path 
of vehicle while trying to cross US 23 
in front of the Betsy Layne Fire De­
partmenl. Charlene Debord was 
struck by a vehicle driven by Timo­
thy Howell, 28, of McDowell at 

Stumbo is 
still no fan 
of Boysen 

StateRepresentativeGreg Stumbo 
renewed his criticism of Education 
Commissioner Thomas Boysen this 
week before members of a state edu­
cation committee.

terfering in Floyd County's superin­
tendent selection process. 

"I don't particularly appreciate the 
way he treated Floyd County," 
Stumbo said. But "all that aside, the 
truth is,ifyoulookatKERA,andyou 
look at where we arc as opposed to 
where we thought we'd be, we're way 
behind. Now, do you reward medioc­
rity? KERA doesn't reward medioc­
rity." 

State school board chairman Joe 
Kelly defended Boysen's perfor­
manccand said that the commissioner 
has "done an excellent job of main­
taining the momentum of education 
reform" despite a lack of state fund­
ing. 

Stumbo's bill has not been sub­
mitted to the education commince 

• because it needs to be revised. 

around 8 p.m. She was pronounced 
dead at the scene by Floyd County 
Coroner Roger Nelson. 

No charges have been filed in con­
nection with the accident. 

Floyd County chief deputy Linzie 
Hunt said Thursday that Charlene 
Debord was attempting to cross the 
road from the south side of US 23 
going toward Pike/Floyd Hollow. 
Hunt said that Debord was wearing 
dark colored clothing which could 
have prevented Howell from seeing 
her crossing the road. 

Hunt said Debord apparently died 
from multiple injuries. 

Members of the Betsy Layne Fire 
Department and the Floyd County 
Sheriff's Department responded to 
the scene. Kentucky State Police 
trooper Earl Gorrell is conducting the 
investigation. 

Her identical twin sister, Chris­
tine McKinney, died April28, 1989, 
when she apparently ran into the path 
of a tractor trailer on US 23 at Betsy 
Layne ncar Sam N' Tonios. Christine 
McKinney was 17 years old when 
she died. 

Harbit Hall of Betsy Layne was 
indicted for second degree man­
slaughter in Christine McKinney's 
death because he allegedly was chas­
ing McKinney when she ran into the 
path of the tractor trailer. He was 
given a directed verdict of acquittal 
in 1991, prior to the case going to a 
jury. 

Funeral services for Charlene 
McKinney Debord were incomplete 
Thursday evening.

(Ratliff) to be added to the list." 

Ratliff is a self-employed crafts· 
man and serves ac; a parent rcprcscn­
wtive on the Martin Elementary site­
based council. 

Also, Don Hansford, 38, of East­
em, has been added to the list of 
applicants after his paperwork was 
found in the department of educa­
tion. 

Parks said that Hansford's appli­
cation had not been placed in the file 
of applicants, but that it had been 
received before the January 28 dead­
line.

Attorney denies advising 
city to not pay appraisers

The attorney for the City of Mar­
tin said last week that he did not 
advise officials to refuse to pay an 
appraisal fee for acquisition of rights 
of way to build a sewer plant. 

Keith Bartley, Martin City attor­
ney, sent a leuer to council members 
last week which said that the city 
could stand to lose$2 million in grants 
and loans if they do not proceed on 
plans to build a sewage treatment 
plant. In order to go forward, city 

o~ficials must decide whether to pay 
approximately $5,000 to three court­
appointed appraisers. 

Bartley's lctler was in response to 
comments made during the January 
meeting of the Martin City Council 
where Mayor Raymond Griffith told 
council Bartley advised him not to 
pay the appraisal fcc. 

Griffith told council that he felt 
the appraisers-Joey Boling, Jack 
Hyden and Hubert Halbert-had 
over-charged the city for the work 
they did. The mayor said it took the 
three men less than 30 minutes to

on? 
Casino gambling, mandatory 

seatbelt use, election spending limits 
and a whole lot more make for a busy 
agenda for state legislators meeting 
in Frankfort for the 1994 session of 
the state's general asscmbl y. Here's a 
brief summary of top issues: 

Casinos 

A series of hearings began Wednes­
day on a proposal to permit the estab­
lishment of gambling casinos at state 
horse tracks. Racing interests say the 
casinos would help Kentucky com­
pete with surrounding states that al­
low casino gambling and they would 
help shore up the horse industry. 

No bill has yet been submitted to 
the legislature. A constitutional 
amendment would be required and 
that amendment must be ratified by 
state voters. 

Seat belts 

A bill making seatbelt use manda­
tory in Kentucky was approved with­
out opposition Tuesday by a House 
committee and now goes to the full 
House for a vote, which passed a 
similar bill two years ago. The 1990 
measure was killed by Lt. Governor 
Paul Patton, who cast a tie-breaking 
"no" vote in the Senate. 

Observers expect the law to be en­
acted this year. 

Spending limits 

The House elections committee 
approved a bill Wednesday which 
could make Kentucky the first state to 
impose campaign S(X!nding limits in 
legislative races. 

If enacted, the law would limit the 
campaign spending for House candi­
dates to $18,427 and Senate candi­
dates to $48,491. 

Primary and general elections 
would count separately. 

The proposal could face a consti tu­
tional challenge, though, because the 
U.S. Senate has ruled that campaign 
spending limits violate the free-speech 
provisions of the First Amendment 

Crime 

A bill was filed Tuesday that would 
give judges and juries the authority to 
sentence certain criminals to life in 
prison without parole. 

The bill would apply in capital 
murder cases. 

Juries now have the option of ap­
plying death sentences or life in prison 
with no parole for a minimum of 25 
years. 

In other action, the House Health 
and Welfare Committee approved a 
bill Tuesday that would prohibit shock 
probation for people convicted of 
felony sex offenses. The bill would 
also prohibit probation for people 
convicted of unlawful transaction with 
a minor. 

Abortion 

Three bills are currently pending 
before the legislature on issues con­
cerning abortion. 

One would require at least one 
parent's permission before a minor 
could seck an abortion. 

Another would require doctors to 
warn women of the risks associated 
with abortion and would set a 24-
hour waiting period. 

A third bill would require abortion 
clinics to maintain the same safety 
standards as other surgical facilities. 

Three similar bills were assed in 
1990 by the House but the Senate 
took no action on any of them. 

Health care 

Hearings were supposed to begin 
last week on Governor Brereton 
Jones' health care plan, but intense 
lobbying by the health-care industry 
has stalled the review. 

Two key clements of the Jones plan 
are drawing the most fue from health 
industry lobbyists. One would create 
a Health Policy Board that would

it's monetary assistance if this legal 
case continues much longer." 

Martin officials arc under a fed­
em! court order to build a sewer treat­
ment plant to stop the discharge of 
sewage into the Right Fork of Beaver 
Creek. 

If city officials do not comply 
with the federal mandate, they could 
face $25,000 a day in fines from 
environmental officials. Bills to con­
struct the facility were opened last 
momh and construction is expected 
to begin in the spring. 

Bartley ad vised the council against 
further litigation in the case, which 
would not only threaten the project 
by the time delay, but also cause the 
city to incur additional legal costs. 

"Simplcmathematicsmake it quite 
clear that by continuing to contest a 

$5,000 bill, the city stands to possi­
bly lose $2 million or more. That is 
one gamble that I will never advise a 
client to take. 

"Although I will make no com­
ment on the amount of the apprais­
ers' fees, I do advise that the city pay 
them as soon as possible so that we 
may bring about a close to this mat­
ter, and thereby take one more step 
toward bringing ilie City of Marlin 
into compliance by providing a more 
efficient, environmentally friendly 
treatment facility to the good citizens 
of Martin," Bartley added. "In tlle 
samcbrcatll, tllecitywouldalsoelimi­
nate a potential multi-million dollar 
loss." 

Council members arc expected to 
address tlle issue at the February 9 
city council meeting.

An amendment has been proposed 
to a bill that requires local govern­
ments to write their own codes of 
ethics. The amendment would require 
local governments tllat fail to pass 
etllics codes of their own to follow the 
legislative code. 

Under the legislative etllics code, 
lawmakers are required to disclose 
personal finances and tlley are re­
stricted on the hiring of relatives and 
from taking tllings of value from lob­
byists.

Upset Vet in 
Eastern Kentucky 

Editor's Note: This letter, sent to 
U.S. Congressman Hal Rogers, is 
printed here at the request of the 
writer. 

Dear Mr. Rogers, 
I .lcnow you're very busy, but I 

hope you'll take the time to read this 
letter. My name is Marvin Gibson 
and I live in your district in Floyd 
County at Eastern, Kentucky. Ire­
tired from the U.S. Air Force in Janu­
ary 1974 after 20 years of military 
service. After retirement, I attended 
Mayo State Vocational School in 
Paintsville, Kentucky. After gradua­
tion, I was lucky enough, thanks to 
Mr. Tom Daniels to get a job with a 
local natural gas company. The gas 
company carries good health insur­
ance on it's employees and their fami­
lies. For the past 18 years, that insur­
ance company has taken care of my 
medicalexpensesformeandmyfam­
ily (wife and five children). They 
have paid well over 80 percent of all 
medical expenses. 

A little over three years ago I 
became very ill (Grand Mal Seizures, 
a stroke and operation on my head), 
and had medical bills in excess of 
$40,000. Theinsurancecompanypaid 
over90percentoftheexpenses. Since 
then I have been in and out of the 
hospital several times, and the insll{­
ance company has always paid 80 
percent or more. My illness requires 
that I make frequent visits to the 
doctor's office (blood level checks, 
etc.). Mr .. Rogers, one day not too 
long ago I saw in the Elm:d Cmm.tx 
:rimes that the Veterans Administra­
tion had opened a clinic in Prestons­
burg. So, I got to thinking since I'm a 
20-year military retiree with a 40 
percent service-connected disability, 
why not go down to the VA clinic, 
not only to get a second opinion, but 
to relieve the insurance company of 
some of the financial load they've 
been carrying these past 18 years on 
my behalf. I had received a letter 
prior to this from the VA Regional 
Office in Louisville stating I was 
entitled to~ medical care for any­
thing pertaining to the service-con­
nected disability. The disability was 
for stomach problems and I have lost 
50 lbs. in the past 2 1/2 years. 

So, 7 months ago, I went to the VA 
clinic and the VA doctor sent me to a 
I r untington VA hospital4 or 5 times 
for tests (X-rays, blood work, etc.). 
Mr. Rogers, last week, I received a 
statement from my gas company in­
surance showing where the VA had 
billed them for these visits and that 
they had paid the VA 80 percent of 
the expenses. My family doctor has 
told me not to get upset, but I am 

upset; very upset and downright mad. 
It seems my ~yarauteed entitlements 
have some strings attached. 

Let me tell you of some of the 
entitlements I had during my 20 years 
of military service: 

1. I was entitled to sit in a bunker 
in Vietnam with mortar shells ex­
ploding all around; 

2. I was entitled to look into the 
eyes of a Russian mig pilot while 
flying the Berlin corridor; 

3. I was entitled to stay in the 
Panama Canal zone waiting to see if 
Fidel Castro would launch a Russian 
missile in that direction; 

4. I was entitled to fly all over 
South Vietnam picking up KIA's in 
rubber bags, some who had been lay­
ing in thehotsun for four or five days; 

5. I was entitled to fly day and 
night hauling army troops and equip­
ment to the Little Rock, Arkansas 
area during the race riots in that area; 
and 

6. I was entitled to spend many 
Christmases and Thanksgivings away 
from family and friends. 

These are just a few of t11e entitle­
ments I had during my 20 years ser­
vice, but there is one more I will 
mention here: the entitlement to feel 
sad and maybe cry a little over a few 
good friends who didn't come home. 

Mr. Rogers, I read that Senator 
James Sasser of Tennessee crittcized 
retirees for not having paid one dime 
into their retirement fund and health 
insurance. The gas company I worked 
for paid me time and a half for every 
hour I worked over 40 hours a week. 
Would you do me a favor and tell 
Senator Sasser that if he will get the 
government to pay me time and a half 
for every week I put in over 40 hours 
during my 20 years service, I will 
gladly give up my retirement pension 
and governmenthealth insurance and 
repay what they've already paid me. 

I received my draft notice on my 
19th birthday on January 30th, 1952. 
Mr. Rogers, I can still remember that 
19-year-old boy, whose birthday wish 
that day, as he blew out t11e candles, 
was that he pass the physical exam 
for entry into the U.S. military. My 
father served during World War I; 
my olderbrotherservedduring World 
War II; and my oldest son has served 
in the U.S. Air Force. I now have two 
young grandsons and I'm wondering 
what I'll tell them if they are needed 
when they become of draft age. 
Maybe something like "Let Senator 
Sasser's grandsons go" or maybe I'll 
take my government pension and buy 
them a ticket to Canada. (I wouldn't 
do that, but as you probably .lcnow by 
now, "I'm plum fed up.") 

About three weeks after my first 
visit to the VA clinic, I received some 
medication from the VA pharmacy in 
Huntington, along with a $2.00 co-

payment bill. The medication was 
related to the service-connected dis­
ability and I knew I was not legally 
responsible for the $2.00. Since it 
was only $2.00, I decided to go ahead 
and pay it - to save time and paper 
work. Thirty-five days later, I went to 
thephannacycashiertopaythe$2.00. 
She said since I was five days late that 
I owed $3.34. I paid the $3.34. Then 
I got to thinking on the way home that 
she had charged me a 67 percent 
penalty for being 5 days late on a bill 
I didn't owe to begin with. So, I 
called her and told her to send my 
money back. Approximately a month 
later, Ireceivedacheckfrom the U.S­
Treasury Department in Texas for 
$3.34, and I wondered how much it 
had cost the government to issue that 
check. 

When I left the UK Medical Cen­
ter in Lexington three years ago, after 
the head operation, they gave me 
some drug prescriptions. While they 
were processing my discharge pa­
pers, my wife decided she'd go over 
to the VA phannacy to get them fllled. 
As you know, UK Medical Center 
and the VA Hospital are located side 
by side with a covered walkway be­
tween them. They (the VA) refused 
to fill the prescriptions and the gas 
company insurance again paid the 
bill. Last week after I had gotten the 
statement showing the gas company 
had paid VA for the recent visit, I 
called the billing section and asked 
them to bill Champus for some of the 
expenses. They (the VA) told me it 
was against the law for them to bill 
another Government agency. Mr. 
Rogers, since my military service 
was prior to the gas company em­
ployment, do you think it would have 
been wrong for the military insur­
ance to have paid at least 50 percent 
of those medical expenses over the 
years? 

Last year, I received a $34.00 in­
crease in my VA service connected 
disability check, they said to help pay 
my daughter's way through college. 
A like amount ($34.00) was deducted 
from my Air Force Retirement check. 
Every cent I get from the VA is de­
ducted from the Air Force check, 
leaving me with a zero gain. 

Every year for the past 18 years or 
more, I've voted against every in­
cumbent, except for one in a recent 
local election. I've lost almost every 
vote, including the one incumbent I 
voted for. I will continue to do so 
until things change. I hope someone 
like Jethrow Bodine of the Beverly 
Hmbillies. with his sixth grade edu­
cation, will run for office. He can 
"cipher", I think, better than the edu­
cated lawyers, senators and congress­
men we have in office now. Ile knows

Johnson Circuit Judge James A. Knight has 
scheduled a hearing Thursday in a lawsuit B utcber 
filed last week against the Johnson County Board 
ofEducation and Superintendent Frank Hamilton. 

The suit, filed January 27, claims Butcher was 
illegally discharged as principal last June. It also 
accuses Hamilton and the board of slander and 
libel. 

Butcher, who was replaced by Thomas Swartz 
last summer, is asking for his job back. 

In June 1993, Hamilton charged Butcher with 
insubordination, inunoral character or conduct 
unbecoming a teacher, inefficiency, incompe­
tence and neglect. 

The lawsuit, filed by Prestonsburg attorney 
Keith Bartley, claims Hamilton and board mem­
bers breached Butcher's employment contract 
with "malice and intentional disregard" to his 
rights and obligations. 

The suit also contends the suspension and 
administrative charges resulted in "slanderous 
and libelous statements being published" about 
Butcher.

The lawsuit wac; filed in 1992 by Sandra 
Barber, MSHA's first female mine-inspection 
supervisor. 

Barber, of Mayking in Letcher county, says 
Brewer exposed himself and touched her on the 
breast during a safety tour on September 17, 
1991. 

The jury awarded Barber $50,000 in compen­
satory damages for mental and emotional an­
guish. It also found that Brewer acted with malice 
and oppression against Barber and awarded her 
$100,000 in punitive damages.

NEPOTISM IS A 
RELATIVE WORD 

T hey've done it 
again! According 
to that Central 

Kentucky newspaper we 
mountain folk read, Eastern 
Kentuckians are the most 
corrupt individuals on the 
face of the earth. If some­
thing bad happens some­
where else in the state, it's 
worse here. If we hear of an 
ax murderer in Paducah, an 
ax murderer in Harlan 
performed a more heinous 
crime. If someone commits 
welfare fraud in Frankfort, a 
person doing the same thing 
in Johnson County is more 
unscrupulous. 

No one is really sure how 
we got such a bad name. 
Some pundits of Eastern 
Kentucky folklore claim that 
our grammar makes us easy 
targets for criticism. And 
while there might be some 
truth to that analogy, "hit 
hain't likely." Others argue 
that AI Capp's ''Lil' Abner" 
stereotyped us so vividly as 
being barefooted ignora­
muses no one bothered to 
look beneath the surface and 
find out that many of us can 
form complete sentences, 
albeit with nasal overtones. 

This past Sunday when I 
read that nepotism was being 
practiced by elected officials 
in Eastern Kentucky, I 
laughed. Although there was 
a small article referring to 
the Fayette County sheriff 
whose wife and son were on 
the payroll, the major portion 
was reserved for "those 
corrupt, ornery cusses from 
up in the sticks." 

Admittedly, nepotism 
does exist in Eastern Ken­
tucky, but it isn't indigenous 
to the mountains. Just ask 
former Governor Martha 
Layne Collins about her 
husband's involvement in 
her office when she was 
governor. And if Hillary isn't 
on Bill Clinton's payroll, she 
might as well be. And what 
about the late President 
Kennedy? Caroline's pony, 
Macaroni, was the only 
breathing creature who 
wasn't on the federal payroll, 
but taxpayers paid for his 
oats. 

Since the beginning of 
history, nepotism has been a 
powerful and useful political 
tool. Rumor has it that Julius 
Caesar's oldest son was 
county emperor executive. 
Others speculate that Attila 
the Hun's nephew was the 
official terrorist -at -large. 
Napoleon was never able to 
dispel the gossip that it was 
his illegitimate son who was 
mayor pro-tem of Waterloo. 
And historians are just taking 
note of the fact that Captain 
John Smith signed 
Pocahontas on as ambassa­
dor to the Fugalwe tribe. 

In all probability, nepo­
tism in Eastern Kentucky is 
more noticeable because of 
our high unemployment. 
People are desperate for jobs 
that pay higher than mini­
mum wage. If you're a 
politician who happens to be 
in a position to help out and 
still provide constituents 
with good service by hiring 
relatives, you do it. It's not 
necessarily Kosher, but we 
Eastern Kentuckians know 
that the only things really 
Kosher are Armour hot dogs. 

We should thank the 
newspaper for not forget­
ting- and not letting others 
forget about us mountain 
folk.

The finest years of their youth 
Betsy Layne High School began 

in humble circumstances, housed in 
one room of the Pike-Floyd Coal 
Building in Pike-Floyd Hollow. The 
school conducted its first classes in 
1925, teaching thiny swdents the ba­
sic subjects of algebra, English, his­
tory and science. 

The principal, Ishmael Triplett, 
not only served as administrator of 
the school, but also was the only 
teacher. The following year F.A. 
Maggard succeeded Mr. Triplett as 
principal, and in 1927, two new teach­
ers, both from Berea College, were 
added to the staff. 

In January of 1928, in that same 
school year, a new ten room brick 
school building was dedicated as 
Betsy Layne High School and re­
mained as such until it burned. 

Theperiodbetween 1928and 1930 
' was one of expansion. During this 

Maggard continued as principal 
untill934 when he was succeeded by 
Maurice Baker, then E.B. Lewis and 
fmally in 1936 by D.W. Howard. 
Howard opened the third structure of 
BLHS in 1939, on the riverbank of 
Betsy Layne bottom. 'The old. brick 
building housed the students of Betsy 
Layne High until 1982 when the 
school was relocated on "The Hill" in 
Stanville. Despite the address change, 
the name of Betsy Layne High School 
was retained, because so many mem­
bers of the community look upon 
their days at BLHS as the finest years 
of their youth.

The Allen Central Lady Rebels, 
who many expected to rebuild this 
season, made their second consecu­
tive appearance in the Class A State 
Tournament at McBrayer Arena in 
Richmond Wednesday morning.

The AISI representa­
tives predict a number of 
changes in steel food 
cans often called tin 
cans. In addition to inno­
vatJve shapes and styles 
and an expected increase 
in recycling rates, indus­
try experts foresee high­
cr-qu~lity steel, creative 
labelmg applications, 
improved coatings to help 
preserve and protect food 
for longer periods, and 
stronger, lighter cans 
with fewer seams. 

Steel cans have been 
instrumental in preserv­
ing the nutrition, flavor 
and freshness of foods for 
more than a century. 
"Consumers rely on the 
34 billion steel cans pro­
duced each year for such 
advantages as the preser­
vation of out-of-season 
fruits and vegetables, 
longer shelf life, tamper­
resistance and a wide 
range of serving sizes," 
according to Robert 
Fatzinger, Director, Con­
tainers, Market Develop­
ment, American Iron and 
Steel Institute. 

Consumers will also 
notice differences in the 
looks, sizes and shapes of 
food cans. "Thinner, 
lighter steel will be usPd 
for single-serve micro­
waveable trays and con­
tainers in the near 
future," said Peter Tucker, 
General Manager, Tin 
Mill Products Sales & 
Marketing, Bethlehem 

Steel Corporation. 
Manufactwing improve­

ments will make the steel 
package more convenient 
for consumers. "During 
the next decade we can 
expect to see wider appli­
cations of e·asy-open ends, 
more innovative graphics 
and labeling techniques 
directly on cans, and gra­
dual replacement of the 
heavier three-piece cans 
by lighter-weight, two­
piece cans," according to 

. James Ferry, Manager of 
Marketing, Tin Mill 
Products Sales, Weirton 
Steel Corporation. 

Marvin Skoronski, Vice 
President and General 
Manager-Tin Mill Pro­
ducts, LTV Steel Com­
pany, asserts new can 
shapes are a continuation 
of the evolution of steel 
food cans. "Convenient 
shapes, such as rectangu­
lar cans, will utilize shelf 
space more efficiently. 
Products will be available 
in an even wider range of 
sizes, including single­
servings and cans packed 
in multi-packs." 

In addition to these 
feature changes, manufac­
turers are using package 
recyclabili ty to their 
advantage by adding the 
steel recycling logo and 
messages to product 
labels. These label chan-

ges are being promoted by 
the Steel Recycling Insti­
tute (SRI), which strives 
to increase steel recycling 
rates by educating con­
sumers on the steel food 
can's recyclability. 

According to Bill 
Heenan, President of 
SRI, "When you combine 
the 100 percent recycla­
bility feature to the can's 
technological and con ve­
nience improvements, the 
steel food can becomes an 
even more attractive 
package for today's and 
tomorrow's consumers. 
Steel cans are made from 
approximately 25 percent 
recycled material; the 
current recycling rate for 
all steel cans is 41 per­
cent and growing." 

AISI is a nonprofit 
association of companies 
engaged in steel produc­
tion. Consisting of ap­
proximately 45 steelmak­
ing companies, its U.S. 
members account for two­
thirds of the raw steel 
produced in the United 
States. The CTMPP rep­
resents the North American 
steel companies of Bethle­
hem Steel Corporation;
