Board rejects PHS plan 
for extended-day extras

Playing cards, fishing lessons and 

paintball UU'get shooting are not ac­
ceptable ways for Prestonsburg High 
School students to spend their extra 
time at school, Floyd County school 
boardmembersdetermmedMonday. 

District One board member 
Dolores Smith asked how such ac­
tivities could be classified as making 
up for instruction time missed this 
year because of bad weather. 

"I'd hke for someone to tell me 
how we can call card playing, track 
and field, and chccrleading as mak­
ing up for lost mstructional time," 
Smithcommentcd."I'mhavingahard 
time interpreting how this is making 
up." 

Deputy Superintendent oflnstruc­
tion Gary Frazier told Smith that he 
didn't necessarily agree with the 
school stafrschoiccs, but that under 
education reform those types of deci­
sions arc to be made at the school 
level. 

"It's not supposed to be top down 
management," Frazier explained. 
"The intent of KERA is bottom up 
management." 

Floyd superintendent Steve 
Towler said that the board had the 
authority to override the school's 
decision. He added that the state regu­
lation concerning extended day stud­
ies was broad and that staff could 
determine what activities were con­
sidered to be of instructional value. 

Smith explained that she thought 
school staff would add a deli tional time 

to existing classes in order to make 
up for lost learning time. 

"I move that we not allow this 
type of thing to go on," Smith said. 
"This implies to me that the extra 
hour and minutes at school are a 
waste. I don't buy that. The students 
deserve more.'' 

Board member Eddie Patton sug­
gested that state education officials 
be asked to render a decision on the 
issue, but chairman Ray Brackett dis­
agreed. 

"When we ask the state what we 
can or can't do, we're blowing the 
whistle on ourselves," Brackett said. 
"We need some direction on this." 

Board members Brent Clark and 
PhyllisHonshell shared Smith 'scon­
cems. 

The board voted unanimo.,sly to 
reJect Prestonsburg's plan for ex­
tended school activities. The board is 
to receive a copy of every school's

take its time deciding

Although it was a long night Mon­
day for Floyd County school board 
members, several of the items on 
their agenda were tabled pending fur­
ther review. 

Board members postponed deci­
sions on whether to move the Drift 
Head Start center to McDowell; if 
they should hire a district wide math 
consultant; to employ an architect for 
a classroom addition at Clark El­
ementary; and tocutservicesatFloyd 
County Technical High School. 

Debbie Hancock, representing 
parents at Drift Head Start, told board 
members that the McDowell Elemen­
tary site did not offer comparable 
facilities for the program. Hancock 

cited the amount of square footage at 
the Drift site and a large outdoor play 
area as examples. She also said that 
the center would be located in the old 
high school building at McDowell, 
which was designed for older chil­
dren, not pre-schoolers. 

Board member Eddie Patton made 
a motion to not move the Drift center 
and chairman Ray Brackett seconded 
Patton's motion. The motion failed 
on a 2-3 vote, with board members 
Dolores Smith, Phyllis Honshell and 
Brent Clark asking for more time to 
study the issue. 

During public comment, parent 
Tallina Rayburn responded to a com­
ment made at the board's last meet­
ing by Prestonsburg Elementary

Complaint alleges 
grand jury secrecy 
was compromised

An active review is underway by 
the state attorney general's office into 
allegations of public corruption and a 
leak of grand jury testimony in Floyd 
County. 

Paul Richwals.ky, director of spe­
cial prosecutions for the state attor­
ney general, said Tuesday that are­
quest from a Floyd County Grand 
Jury for an investigation into allega­
tions of public corruption had been 
received. He also confumed that a 
complaint from a grand jury witness, 
alleging that the secrecy of proceed­
ings before a local grand jury was 
breached, has also been received. 

Richwals.ky said that the grand 
jury's request and a complaint from 
radio station owner Dale McKinney 
isbeingviewedas"oneandthcsame." 

"First, we'll assign it to a prosecu­
tor who will review the nature of the 
allegations and make a determina­
tion of what action is called for," 
Richwalsky explained. "Normally, 
one of our standard things is if there 
are allegations of crimes being com­
mitted, there should be some investi­
gation by a law enforcement agency." 

An investigator will review tapes 
of the grand jury proceedings and 
any information that Commonwealth 
Attorney John Earl Hunt has relating 
to the allegations, Richwalsky said. 
He added that he talked with Hunt at 
length last Friday about McKinney's 
letter and the grand jury request 

McKinney, owner of WMDJ in 
Martin, sent a letter to the attorney 
general's (AG's) office last week al­
leging that his testimony concerning 
public corruption before a Floyd 
County Grand Jury in March was 
leaked by someone to various local 
officials. 

Assistant Commonwealth Attor­
ney Dan Rowland, who apparently 
presided over the grand jury proceed­
ings and is named in McKinney's 
complaint, denied that any of 
McKinney's testimony was revealed. 

McKinney claims that Rowland 
told grand jurors that vote buying is 
nota crime. 

McKinneyalsoallegesthatameet­
ing of "county leaders and others 
who may be guilty or affected by 
(his) testimony" was held in the Floyd 
County Courthouse less than three 
hours after he appeared before the 
grand jury. McKinney does not 
specify who allegedly attended the 
meeting. 

Rowland denied that he told grand 
jurors that vote buying was not a 
crime. 

"I deny that," Rowland said Tues­
day. "I specifically deny that I said 
vote buying was not necessarily ille­
gal. Vote buying is illegal, but spend­
ing money during an election is not. 
It's the job of the commonwealth 
attorney's office to advise the grand 
jury of the law." 

In response to the allegation that 
someone furnished information about 
McKinney testimony, Rowland said, 

"I specifically deny that anyone in 
the commonwealth attorney's office 
shared any information about what 
happened in the grand jury." 

Grand jurors heard testimony in 
March from three witnesses about 
alleged public corruption. When the 
grand jury reported out in March, 
they requested that the AG's office

Your doctor has just found a lump 
on your breast and sends you to a 
surgeon for his or her opinion.

Got to give the administration 
at Prestonsburg High School 
high marks for their imagina­
tive plan to make extended 
school days more bearable for 
students. 

We have no doubt that the 
plan was well-intentioned 
though quite inappropriate. 

Creating extra-peri<xi activi­
ties like horseshoes, Frisbee golf 
or "card-playing as a learning 
experience," certainly demon­
strate a desire on the part of the 
school administration to make 
the extra hour and twelve min­
utes of each school day interest­
ing. 

But, make-up time should be 
spent making up missed educa­
tional opportunities. 

During last winter's weather­
related misery, Floyd County 
students missed roughly three 
weeks of English, math, science 
and other important elements of 
core curriculum. 

Extended days will allow them 
to make up five of those lost 
days. 

To spend those hours on any­
thing other than English, sci­
ence, math, etc. would be irre-

Looking for love in all the wrong places. 
There seems to be a split among area 

leaders as to where we should concentrate 
our efforts for job creation. 

One side says we should press full-speed 
ahead at luring new industry to Eastern Ken· 
tucky. while the other side suggests we should 
emphasize growth from within our own ranks. 

Both sides are correct. 
While we are out fishing for relocation pros· 

pects, we should be encouraging and nurtur­
ing local entrepreneurs toward home grown 
job development. 

The key to either or both is financial support 
and an elimination of as much red tape as 
possible.

You may recall a few years back that the 
state had an ambitious plan to develop a high­

However inconvenient that 
might be, it is appropriate. 

It would be equally appropri­
ate to use the extra time avail­
able addressing shortcomings re­
vealed in student perfonnance 
assessments. 

Prestonsburg High, like many 
high schools across the state, 
had scores in 1993 that declined 
from the prior year's scores. 
That's going the wrong way. 

Waste not, want not. 
Our educational needs are too 

great to pass off so lightly.

tional and training centers based in regional 
vocational-technical schools. 

The idea was to offer basic core curriculum 
at each of the high-tech centers. Each would 
also offer a specialized, hands-on program in 
a specific area. 

For instance, a student at Mayo could get 
the basics at that school then transfer to 
another center for specialized training in, say, 

. robotics or computer technology. 
There were to be six such high-tech centers 

in Kentucky. 
There is just one, at Bowling Green.

way, the original plan for advanced technol­
ogy centers got sidetracked, scaled back or 
just plain forgotten.

It's not surprising that the editor 
of The Floyd County Times should 
have used his colwnn on Wednes­
day, April2 7th, to praise an old crimi· 
nallikc Richard Nixon. That is mere 
bandwagon work this week during 
the media's policy of Let-Us-Not· 
Speak-Ill-Of-The-Dead. However, 
like most of today' s reactionaries, he 
needs to couch his praise in defensive 
terms, pretending that he is respond­
ing to an unfair attack, that being a 
reactionary is the position of the un­
derdog and not what it has been for 
his entire lifetime, the position of the 
coward and the tyrant. (A working 
stereotype of this behavior is Pat 
Robertson, who spends day after day 
on his greasy t.v. show, pretending 
that his vicious policies and follow· 
ers are under constant attack by an 
allegedly "liberal" media and federal 
government.) 

Mr. Perry, apparently to feel justi­
fied in his reactionary stance, needs 
to pretend that the Lexington news· 
paper is a liberal one, unfairly attack· 
ing a dead ex -president. Certain! y the 
Herald-Leader's editorial about Mr. 
Nixon on Sunday (not Saturday, Mr. 
Peny: Sunday. Of course, can one 
expect that a man who thinks that 
"media"issingularanddocsn'tknow 
the difference between "which" and 
"that" can read a calendar?), was 
surprisingly strong and accurate for a 
paper that desires usually to offend 
no one. This must be the reason Mr. 
Peny was offended: he expects no 
strong words from such a weak, mid­
dling paper. 

He should fear not, though: it's 
unlikely to be repeated any time soon, 
and, besides, his defense of an old 
crook like Nixon will hardly be at· 
taclreQlby any ufl his ietidets, mo~lOt 
whom are probably suckered into 
thinking that forgetting about an out· 
rage like Watergate (not to mention 
the bombing of Vietnam, Cambodia, 
and Laos) is a form of forgheness. 
However, today' s current benign at­
titude toward Nixon is anything but 
forgiveness. 

What I've been hearing ever since 
the corrupt old geezer shuffled off his 
mortal coil is that"be wasn't so bad," 
that "all politicians lie," that "Nixon 
just got caught," that "what he did 
was no worse than what any of them 
do"-on the radio last night, some­
one young empty-head even said, "I 
mean, look at Clinton!" 

This is what passes for forgive­
ness in Floyd County and throughout 
America: a casual sophomoric cyni­
cism. This is not forgiving Nixon; 
this is turning him into a standard. 
And this is the most corrupting part 
of his corrupt legacy. 

It is most likely true that all politi· 
cians lie and all politicians cut etbical 
comers. Of course, who among us is 
guiltfreeofthoseaccusations? At this 
very minute, a lawyer in town takes a 
case just for the money and gives a 
client false hopes, a doctor receives 
gratuities from a drug rep, a hotel 

uses empty promises to squeeze more 
work out of its minimum wage em· 
ployees, and an avowed Christian 
uses religion to commend a policy or 
behavior both narrow-minded and 
cruel. As you read this, the sheriffs 
office gets fatter and does not stop 
crime, the Board of Ed. hires more 
offspring of the superintendent's 
friends, andaparenthitsachild while 
calling it discipline. So if we are all 
guilty, why condemn Nixon? 

We condemned-and those with 
memory and principle still con· 
demo-Nixon for the scale of his 
crimes, for the way his ethical viola­
tions ran rampant through his politi· 
cal life: 

• In his fJrst political campaign­
almost 50 years ago-he smeared his 
moderate opponent with the labels 
communist and un-American. 

• While a young congressman, he 
made a name for himself by sponsor­
ing legislation designed to suppress 
ideas that be considered subversive­
in othet: words, a direct violation of 
the First Amendment 

• He hounded Alger Hiss, a former 
official of the State Department, ac­
cusing him of illicit involvement with 
the Soviet Union, and eventually 
sending him to prison, though the 
charges were always trumped-up and 
havebeenshown,sincetheU.S.S.R.'s 
collapse, to have been false. 

• He worked, as a senator, with 
Senator Joseph McCarthy to harass 
citizens and government workers by 
accusing them of conununist tenden­
cies, as if such tendencies were ille· 
gal. 

• While running for vice-presi· 
dent in 1952, he amassed a fund of 
donations that be used for personal 
use of the sort not authorized by cam­
paign donations. 

• ;)Yhile president, though be bad 
promised to end the war quickly, he 
kept it going for four years, killing 
thousands of Americans and tens of 
thousands for Vietnamese, Cambo­
dians, and Laotians. 

• He authorized the bombing of 
Cambodia and Laos, killing thou­
sands of people whose only crime 
was living in countries next to Viet­
nam. His justification was that the 
VietCong were invading South Viet· 
nam from over the Cambodian bor­
der. In other words, if Quebec and 
Ontario went to war, Ontario would 
be justified in bombing Wisconsin 
and Michigan. He called this a policy 
of "pacification." 

• When he finally ended the war, 
be ended it with almost the exact 
terms he could have received four 
years earlier, and so, all those people 
were killed or wounded in vain. 

• He allowed the C.I.A. to invade 
Chile and overthrow its government 
solely because a Marxist bad been 
legally elected and the exploitative 
American companies were afraid of 
being nationalized. 

• He promoted "law and order" 
policies that were remarkably like 
the current hysteria: paranoiac and 
racist (No one seems to realize that 
over the last few years, violent crime 

... ..... :: :·· 
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has diminished and that guns are more 
likely used against friends, relations, 
colleagues, and spouses than they 
ever arc against strangers.) 

• He stole $17 million in public 
money to refurbish his own resort 
mansions in California and Florida. 

• He authorized the break-in of the 
Democratic National Headquarters, 
the wiretapping of private citizens 
solely because he didn't like their 
thoughts, the stealing of fl.les from a 
psychiatrist's office, the secret bug· 
ging of his employees' offices. He 
then did everything in his power and 
in the considerable power of the 
presidency to cover-up these activi­
ties, to lie about them, and to obstruct 
the pursuit of justice. We tend to 
forget that the pursuit of justice is a 
president's fJrst duty, making the 
obstruction of it that much more seri· 
ous a crime. 

One might say that none of these 
is so bad (one would be wrong, of 
course), but it would be hard to argue 
that the accumulation of them (and 
this is just a short list. done without 
real delving) makes for anything but 
a high example of corruption with 
little public good to show for it. All 
Richard Nixon did, he did for the 
greater glory and security of Richard 
Nixon: the people could go bang. If 
he had been a dogcatcher or teacher's 
aide, this wouldn't matter so much, 
but he was president, and the Ameri­
can people have the right to expect a 
lot more. Of course, when you elect 
(and re-elect) a Richard Nixon, you 
shouldn't be surprised by a Watergate 
any more than when you elect (and 
re-elect) a Ronald Reagan, you should 
be surprised by an Iran-Contta 

Finally, and worst. he left us a 
legacywbereweexpecttbatourlead· 
ers will not just lie--everyone lies, 
though we ought not-but wiU be 
corrupt, will cheat and steal, will pro­
tect their friends and wallets at the 
expense of the citizenry. Perhaps we 
are right to expect such things-<:or· 
ruption didn't begin with Nixon, of 
course, be just raised it to a higher 
level-but we are surely wrong to 
forgive them, to become resigned to 
them. Even the statement that "all 
politicians do it, butNixongotcaugbt" 
is no defense. Many people set build· 
ings on fire; we still prosecute those 
whom we catch. Nixon's crime was 
his callous destruction of our expec­
tations that an ethical standard is not 
too much to ask-of each other and 
of our public servants. It is not a 
crime he committed alone, but it is 
one in which he was a more-than· 
willing participant.

Crisp asked at the April 14 meet­

ing that the behavioral disorder (BD) 
unit at the elementary school be 
moved to another location. 

Rayburn told the board that par­
ents of BD students do not receive 
information about school activities 
and events that other parents receive. 
She said that children in BD unit are 
not welcome to participate in school 
activities and must pay tokens in or­
der to go to art and physical educa­
tion classes. 

"These children have disorders and 
they don't need attention called to 
them," Rayburn said. "Our children 
need an education and they need to 
work with them, not against them. 
We need the understanding of other 
parents. These kids need to feel as 
normal as possible. They don't need 
to be shoved around from place to 
place." 

The board made no comment to 
Rayburn. 

Also Monday, Allen Central High 
School student Greta Heintzelman 
asked the board of education to des­
ignate a smoking area at the high 
school so that students would not be 
smoking in the bathrooms. 

Heintzelman said that non-smok­
ing students do not like having to 
battle smoke in the bathrooms during 
breaks in classes. 

Deputy Superintendent Gary 
Frazier said many of the students 
seek freedom from smoke, rather the 
freedom to smoke. 

The board took no action on the 
request . 

In other business Monday: 
• The board approved the pur­

chase of a mobile classroom unit to 
move the Prestonsburg Head Start 
center to the campus of Prestonsburg 
Elementary.

investigate the allegations of public 
corruption. 

According to state Jaw, anyone 
present during any part of grand jury 
proceedings shall keep the informa­
tion and testimony secret. A person 
who is indicted by a grand jury has 
the right to get a transcript or recoro­
ing of the proceedings in order to 
prepare their case for trial or other 
disposition. 

A letter was sent to the attorney 
general's office, McKinney said, be­
cause he was told by someone in that 
office that there was no record of the 
Floyd County Grand Jury's request 
for an investigation. 

Last month, the AG's office ac­
knowledged receipt of the grand jury 
request to The Times, but since that 
time officials have not provided any 
additional information on the request. 

In a related issue, Perry County 
Circuit Judge Doug Combs has set a 
May 12 hearing date in the case of 
McKinney versus floyd Judge--Ex­
ecutive John M. Stumbo. McKinney 
sued Stumbo last June alleging elec­
tion law violations in the 1993 May 
Primary.

Suit brought against Pike 
jail dismissed 

U.S.DistrictJudgeJosephHoodhasdismissed 
a lawsuit that said the Pike County Detention 
Center's negligence allowed an inmate to hang 
himself. Wanda Jean Mullins sued jail officials in 
December 1992 over the death of her 19-year-old 
son, Charles Ray Baker, who hanged himself 
with a rope from a ceiling vent in his cell Novem­
ber 25, 1991. Mullins said jail employees were 
indifferent to her son's psychological condition 
and his history of suicide attempts. She was 
seeking $1.25 million in damages. -Lexington 
Herald-Leader 

Sheriff, fired deputies 
settle $3 million suit 

Two former Pike County deputies have settled 
a $3 million wrongful dismissal lawsuit against 
Sheriff Charles "Fuzzy" Keesee, nearly four years 
after the federal suit was flled. 

Terms of the settlement, which was flled April 
22, were not disclosed. But Leona Power, attor­
ney for former deputies Paul Hatfield and Fred 
McCoy, said Thursday there "was some money 
involved." 

The two deputies flled the suit in August 1990 
claiming they were flfed for publicizing corrup­
tion in the department. They were f1red in August 
1989, three days after staging a news conference 
in Lexington to air their claims. 

The alleged corruption ranged from Keesee's 
interference in cases involving his friends to his 
hiring convicted felons as gun-carrying deputies. 

Keesee claimed qualified immunity because 
of his position and also argued that preserving 
morale and discipline in his department out­
weighed the deputies' free-speech rights. U.S. 
District Judge Joseph Hood rejected those argu­
ments and the U.S. Sixth Circuit Court of Appeals 
upheld that ruling last June. 

The case was set to go to trial October 3.­

Mining permit to be 
reconsidered 

A state hearing officer granted a motion Mon­
day to allow the state to reconsider a coal 
company's permit to mine beneath one of 
Kentucky's last tracts of old-growth forest. 

The Cabinet for Natural Resources and Envi­
ronmental Protection asked to review Lake Coal 
Company's permit based on some new fiSh and 
wildlife regulations, hearing officer Janet Th­
ompson said. 

The company has bad a permit for several 

years to mine under Letcher County's Lilley 
Cornett Woods. But environmentalists opposed 
the permit, saying mining would disrupt the 
groundwater flow to centuries-old trees. 

Last week, the state denied DLX Inc.'s permit 
to mine under another section of the 550-acre 
forest. Officials said company's plan failed to 
show how the water table would be protected, and 
officials said aspects of Lake Coal's plan were 
similar to DLX's. 

Lake Coal's lease has since been taken over by 
Enterprise Coal Corp. of Pike County. Officials 
for that company could not immediately be reached 
for comment. -The Courier-Journal

Have they solved all of Eastern 
Kentucky's problems? 

Probably not Most said all can't 
be solved-at least in their lifetimes. 

But the important thing, which 
everybody kept repeating this week­
end, was that they were trying. 

This weekend marked the seventh 
East Kentucky Leadership Confer­
ence-a gathering of community 
leaders and interested persons from 
around the state bent on one purpose. 

That purpose is to help Eastern 
Kentucky grow and take its place 
among other affluent sections of the 
country. 

"The goal is to make everyone a 
speaker, a listener and, most impor­
tantly, an effective leader," accord­
ing to conference material. 

Friday, at least one session related 
to the goal: a meeting of the state's 
Appalachian Task Force. 

Members talked among them­
selves and with conference partici­
pants, seeking ideas for improving 
the area and finding leaders. 

One innovative idea, that of using 
the region • s lakes operated by the 
U.S. Army Corps of Engineers for 
tourism, gained considerable support. 

The idea centered on giving con­
trol of the facilities to the local areas 
and encouraging private resort-type 
developments. 

Friday night, Jesse White, a leader 
and federal co-chainnan of the Appa­
lachian Regional Commission, spoke 
to conferees about local development. 

His speech covered the changes 
that have occWTCd over the years in 
how Appalachia views its resources. 

It eventually progressed, he said, 
until differences began to develop 
between economic growth and eco­
nomic development. 

An increase in growth became 
synonymous with spurts of activity, 
increases in jobs and factories. 

An increase in development was 
marked by an increase in income and 
wealth by the people and region. 

Therefore, leaders began to look 
at thing differently. Recruiting a com­
pany became growth and training 
programs or educational subsidies 
became equal to development 

Since that view has changed, the 
new model for development in the 
21st century must be internal, White 
said. 

"We must learn not how to recruit 
major corporations but how to sow 
the seeds for our people to grow their 
own major corporations," he said. 

Those seeds could be supporting 
homegrown companies, educational 
support from kindergarten through 
graduate school, looking at techno­
logical advances, entrepreneurial 
training, leadership development, 
boosts in infrastructure and many 
other items, be said. 

Under his "entrepreneurial model

of development," White says that 
human resources is the key. 

"Addingtoourbwnancapital base 
is the only way to make development 
happen," be said. 

Leadership training, and programs 
like the East Kentucky Leadership 
Conference can make the things 
needed to be done happen, be said. 

"But leadership cannot continu­
ally come from just the elite and 
powerful established leaders. We've 
got to identify possible leaders from 
the disadvantaged, minorities and 
women. 

"We've got to move beyond tl1e 
good ol' boy network to include the 
good ~1 • girls and the good ol' every­
body else."

Census Bureau to collect 
employment data here 

The U.S. Census Bureau will col­
lect data on employment and unem­
ployment from area residents the 
week of May 15-21, according to 
Susan B. Hardy, director of the 
bureau's Charlotte regional office. 
The local labor force data will con­
tribure to the national employment 
and unemployment picture to be re­
leased June 3 by the Bureau of Labor 
Statistics. 

When Mother Nature strikes, com­
munities in Floyd County will be 
ready to withstand the onslaught 
through a federal and state hazard 
mitigation grant program. 

The grant program will aid eli­
gible communities in the 68 Ken­
tucky counties declared disaster ar­
eas from the severe ice storm of Feb­
ruary 9-11. 

The Federal Emergency manage­
ment Agency (FEMA) and the state 
Division of Disaster and Emergency 
Services have combined efforts and 
are currently identifying long-term 
hazard mitigation projects for pos­
sible funding through the grant pro­
gram. The program provides 75 per­
cent federal and 12pcrccntstatefund­
ing. 

Hazard mitigation projects pre­
vent or reduce long-tenn risk to life 
and property from natural hazards. 
The projects must be in line with the 
state's hazard mitigation plan and 
follow project regulations. 

The projects also must follow en­
vironmental regulations, solve an 
existing problem independently and 
demonsuate cost-effectiveness, ac­
cording to Richard Owen, state haz­
ard mitigation officer with Kentucky 
Disaster and Emergency Services. 
Owen said that each project applica­
tion also must be reviewed and de­
clared eligible by FEMA officials. 

Examples of hazard mitigation 
projects are structural hazard con­
trols such as debris basins or flood­
walls; retro-fitting such as flood-

Beginning January 1, 1996 new 
driver license numbers will be as­
signed when licenses are renewed 
but they will no longer be a person's 
social security number. A person's 
social security number will be re­
quired on the license application form, 
butwiUnotappearontheactualdriver 
license. 

If, after January 1, 1996, a person 
wishes to change the number on their 
driver license before the normal time 
of renewal, they may do so by re­
questing a duplicate license at their 
local county circuit court clerk's of­
fice. 

Laws have also raised fees for 
driver licenses which will begin July 
15 of this year. New fees will be: 
reinstatement oflicense, $40; renew­
als, duplicates and instruction per­
mits, $6. 

The new Jaw also requires that a 
person changing his or her name or 
residential address must obtain a du­
plicate driver license containing the

new information within 10 days of 
the change. This may be done at the 
circuit court clerk's office. To change 
a mailing address (if it is different 
than the residential address appear­
ing on the license) you may contact 
the circuit clerk's office or write the 
Kentucky Transportation Cabinet's 
Division of Driver Licensing at 501 
High Street. Frankfort, KY, 40622. 

Another provision was passed that 
can result in driver license suspen­
sion. Anyone that falls more than a 
year behind on child support will 
have his driving privileges suspended. 
This will begin with arrearages that 
occur after January 1,1994. The Cabi­
net for Human Resources will notify 
the Transportation Cabinet's Divi­
sion of Driver Licensing to suspend 
and/or reinstate these privileges in 
accordance with provisions of the 
new Jaw. 

Any persons returning from mili­
tary leave with an expired license 
will be able to renew their license 
within 90 days without having to 
retest Following a federal mandate, 
driver licensing agencies will offer 
applicants the opportunity to register 
to vote.

When I was growing up, I had 
about as much chance of killing a lion 
or a tiger as I did of shooting a turkey. 

The nearest place I knew of that 
bad a turkey population was more 
than 200 miles away. There were 
some adult hunters from our neigh­
borhood who went there each fall to 
bunt deer, and occasionally one of 
them would bring a turkey back along 
with his venison. 

But since the only mode of trans­
portation I bad access to in those days 
was humble shanks' mare, those tur­
keys might as well have been in Af­
rica or India for all the good they 
were doing me. 

The area where I grew up once bad 
plenty of turkeys. My father, who 
was born in 1896, told me tales about 
bunting them as a boy and a young 
man, but by the time I arrived on the 
scene, the turkeys had been wiped 
out 

Turkeys are by far the most wary 
and the most intelligent game species 
I've ever tried to bunt. If they didn't 
have two fatal flaws, very few of 
them would ever be killed except by 
accident. Their two flaws are 
weaknessesses for handouts and for 
the opposite sex. Come to think of it, 
those same defects have also done in 
plenty of human beings. 

Because of their weakness for 
handouts, turkeys are extremely sus­
ceptible to baiting. They're so wary 
and cautious in every other respect, 
you'd think they'd be smart enough to 
realize something is fishy when they 
come across a pile of grain in the 
woods just lying there free for the 
taking. 

But, nope, they fall for it every 
time and allow themselves to be 
slaughtered like fish in a barrel. On 
the other band, maybe it's expecting 
too much to think turkeys ought to 
know better. After all, look at the 
number of humans who fall into the 
handout trap. 

In fact, humans even go the tur­
keys one better. After they've ac­
cepted handouts for a while, they 
soon expect them as their due. And 
humans are supposed to be at least 
somewhat smarter than turkeys, al­
though if you look at the present state 
of human society, it's enough to make 
you wonder. 

Baiting is what wiped out the tur­
keys in the area where I grew up. 
There were some rudimentary game 
laws on the books in those days, but

few people paid them any heed. 
Part of the reason was because, for 

most families, wild game played an 
important role in keeping the wolf 
from the door. If it hadn't been for 
game, thelotofmanypeoplewould've 
been even tougher than it already 
was. Empty bellies have JiuJe respect 
for closed seasons and bag limits. 

By the time I was cutting my bunt­
ing teeth in the early 1950s, turkeys 
were totally gone from our area and 
bad been for a couple of decades. 
Deer were so scarce that the sighting 
of even a track left by one was a red 
letter occasion. 

I recall once when one of my pals 
came across several deer beds and 
piles of droppings in a neighborhood 
farmer's apple orchard. It was such a 
rare event we talked about it for 
months, and it made such an impres­
sion that I still remember like yester­
day although it happened over 40 
years ago. 

If someone bad told me then that 
the day would come when deer would 
again be plentiful and flocks of tur­
keys would once more roam our bills, 
I would've thought they were crazier 
than a fruit bat And yet that day has 
arrived. My old stomping grounds 
are now populated with both deer and 
turkeys in numbers I couldn't have 
conceived of in my wildest 
imaginings. 

Thankfully, except for the trans­
gressions of a few roguish throw­
backs, the baiting of turkeys is pretty 
much a thing of the past. Now, most 
of the fellows who hunt turkeys de­
pend on exploiting that fatal weak­
ness for the opposite sex. 

It seems contradictory that a crea­
ture normally as sharp and as wild 
and as wary as a turkey could get 
worked up enough about hens to let 
himself be done by some hunter 
squawking on a cedar box or yelping 
on a mouth call. 

I mean a ben turkey isn't very 
likely to win any beauty contests. But 
come to think of it, I've also seen 
some otherwise intelligent fellows 
totally Jose their heads over females 
who weren't exactly prizewinners, 
either. 

For sportsmen or for people who 
just love the woods and the wild 
things in them, the comeback of deer 
and wild turkeys is one of the most 
enheartening developments of this 
century. The populati<ms of both spe­
cies have rebounded to the point now 
where it appears the only thi,ng that 

could really set them back would be 
the recurrence of a 1930s style~ 
pression. 

And maybe that wouldn't even do 
it A vast number of people in our 
society have become so shiftless and 
so sedentary that they'd probably sit 
on their duffs and starve to death 
before they'd take up a gun and seek 
provender in the woods. Heck, the 
way things are nowadays, turkeys 
may be here longer than we are.

ANGLERS SHOULD 
ANALYZE COVER BEFORE 

CASTING 
Look before you cast. 
That's the motto of bass tourna­

ment pro Cliff Craft, who believes in 
trying to analyze a piece of cover 
before casting to it. 

"What I'm trying to do is deter­
minewhereabassmightbesoldon't 
spook it or perhaps book and lose it 
on my first cast," explains the 
Evinrude Outboards Pro Staff an­
gler. "With practice, you can often 
determine where the fish will be and 
put your lure right in front of it the 
first time." 

When he's flipping a worm or jog 
to shallow bushes, for example, Craft 
often makes his fl.rst presentations to 
the outside edge of the cover, espe­
cially if he believes the bass are ac­
tive. 

"I much prefer to have a bass run 
out to attack the lure than to attack it 
and then run in," be says. "The deeper 
in the cover the bass is located, the 
harder it will be to land it" 

"I have seen days when the bass 
would hit a jig or worm dropped two 
feet away from a bush," says the 
Evinrudepro. "Thosearethekindsof 
days you really like, because the bass 
are active and chasing lures. 

"On the other hand, I have also 
bad many days where the only way 
you would get a strike was by putting 
your lure riglit into the very center of 
the cover, and then leaving it there. 
Those are the tough times, because 
not only do you have to entice a bass 
into hitting, you also have to bring it 
out of the limbs without breaking 
your line." 

Another way to analyze cover, 
explains the Georgia angler, is by 
comparing it to what else is available 
for bass. Fish often prefer one type of 
cover over another; again, paying 
attention to where and bow each bass 
it caught can tell you which they 
prefer that particular day. 

''This is especially important on 
lakes that may have an abundance of 
shoreline cover. In these situations, 
it's important to isolate the type of 
cover the fish are using as quickly as 
possible to avoid wasting time." 

Another key in analyzing cover, 
says Craft, especially when every­
thing looks alike, is to try to fmd 
something different.

"A different type tree, a cut or 
pointinalonggrasslinc,evenachange 
in the rock along a cliff is often what 
attracts bass," he explains. "A fisher­
man needs to try to analyze what he • s 
fiShing before he starts casting be· 
cause it's easy to go right by the bass 
without ever realizing it." 

Fuel contaminated with water or 
dirt can foul or even ruin an outboard 
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motor and leave you stranded on the 
water. One of the newest fllters on the 
market is from OMC SysteMatched 
Parts and Accessories. It features a 
spin-on cartridge with a treated paper 
element about to catch particles as 
small as 25 microns and separate 
water from fuel, according to OMC. 
The filter kit is available from Johnson 
and Evinrude outboard dealers and 
may be adapted for use with almost 
any brand of outboard motor. 

Boating safety near 
low-header dams 

Kentuclcy streams and rivers are 
great places to have fun, but can turn 
to tragedy ifcautionis not used around 
low-header dams. 

"Low-header dams can be killers 
on small streams and rivers in Ken­
tucky," said Allan Worms, Exten­
sion tourism and recreation specialist 
with the University of Kentucky Col­
lege of Agriculture. 

When streams and rivers begin to 
rise in the spring, more Kentuckians 
and visitors drown below the state's 
low-header dams while boating, ca­
noeing or fiShing, be said. Low-header 
dams may not look dangerous, but 
they certainly are. 

Sometimes the flow of water crest­
ing the dam may only be about one 
foot, Worms said. But if the dam 
allows the stream flow to drop 
abruptly over its lip, the hydraulic 
current below the dam can be surpris­
ingly powerful. 

"A typical scenario is of someone 
who is fiShing or boating above these 
dams, who drifts too close, fmds him­
self caught in the current and pre­
pares to ride it out," Worms said. 
"But it is often too late before people 
realize they are in big trouble." 

The current can be so strong that a 
person may get over the dam without 
capsizing, but then become caught in 
the maelstrom of the hydraulic below 
the dam, he said. 

''These small dams have earned a 
glamorous but morbid reputation and 
are often referred to by rivers experts 
as killing machines," Worms said. 
''They are dangerous, flrst of all, be· 

cause water that falls over the lip of 
the concrete dam pushes down into 
the pool of water below and causes a 
revolving hydraulic with great 
power." 

Second, the falling water gener­
ates an additional flow of water be­
low the dam which moves back up 
towards the hole created by the fall­
ing water, he added. This flow usu­
ally compounds the "keeper" charac­
teristics of the hydraulic. 

Third, these low concrete dams 
usually extend all the way across the 
stream or river and, since there is no 
place where the hydraulic is inter­
rupted, there is also no place for a 
small boat or a swimmer to get out of 
the keeper current, be said. 

"But most importantly, these low 
dams don't look dangerous, and 
people naively think they can jump 

the rapid or ride it out," Worms said. 
"Kentucky has many streams and 

rivers, and we benefit greatly from 
the many small dams and the naviga­
tion of water supply and fiShing pools 
they provide," Worms added. "How­
ever, we must recognize their dan­
gers as well as their benefits. This 
spring, don't be a drowning statis­
tic."

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Six commonly asked 
questions about diabetes 

Over 14 million Americans arc 
known to have diabetes mellitus. And 
the American Diabetes Association 
estimates that another six million have 
diabetes but don't know it. 

1. Why does a person with type II 
(non-insulin-dependent) diabetes 
sometimes need insulin to control 
blood glucose? 

Many people with type II diabetes 
can regulate their blood glucose 
through diet. exercise, and perhaps 
an oral antidiabetic agent. That's be­
cause people with type II diabetes 
often secrete insulin, though it may 
be resisted at the cell receptor site. 
The likely causes of this insulin resis­
tance are post receptor defect.s, in­
creased hepatic glucose oral 
antidiabetic agents, such ao; glipizide 
and glyburidc, correct the problem 
by boosting the body's insulin secre­
tion, while improving insulin sensi­
tivity and post receptor activity. 

Still, during periods of stress, such 
as illness, infection, or surgery, the 
body may require more insulin than 
the pancreas can produce. ·lbere strcs­
sors tend to raise blood glucagon and 
cortisol. Under these conditions it's 
sometimes necessary to administer 
insulin to counter-balance the el­
evated blood glucose. 

Weight can also be a factor. Over­
weight patients with type II diabetes 
may need insulin until they lose the 
excess weight. Usually a low-fat. 
high-carbohydrate diet that limits 
simple sugars will be prescribed. 
Weight loss can activate their insulin 
receptors, giving them bett.cr blood 
glucose control with oral medica­
tion. 

2. Can patients reuse their insulin 
syringes without risking infection at 
the injection site? 

Studies have shown that reusing 
syringes is unlikely to cause infec­
tions. And, of course, it cuts down on 
medical waste, while saving the pa­
tient money. But this practice is 
contraindicated for people with dry, 
cracked skin because tlley' re prone 
to skin infections. Consult with your 
physician or diabetes nurse educator 
before reusing syringes-and review 
clean technique. 

3. What dtu'gs are most likely to 
affect blood glucose? 

Many over-the-counter and pre­
scription drugs elevate blood glu­
cose. Besides, glucagon, some less 
obvious examples include thiazide 
diuretics, phenytoin, corticosteroids, 
estrogen, and decongestants. Also 
keep in mind that insulin and oral 
bypoglycemics aren't the only drugs 
that lower blood glucose. Others in­
clude ethanol (alcohol), anabolic ste-

roids, beta blockers, and salicylates. 
4. Why does the lab often report 

lower blood glucose levels than the 
patient's home glucose monitor or 
the hospital's portable meter? 

First. a blood glucose value from 
a finger stick is based on capillary 
sample, so it may be 20 to 70 mg.dL 
higher than the same value based on 
a venous sample. Second, portable 
meters test whole blood, while most 
labs test plasma or serum glucose. 
(You can divide a serum or plasma 
lab result by 1.12 to convert it to a 
whole-blood equivalent.) 

Of course, a home monitor and 
portable meter need to be cleaned 
and calibrated correctly to work prop· 
erly. Also, test results from a meter 
may be inaccurate if the patient's 
hematocrit levels are higher than 60% 
or lower than 25%. 

S. ls it necessary to store insulin in 
a refrigerator? 

The two manufacturers of insulin, 
Eli Lilly and NovoNordisk, recom­
mend storing all insulin in a refrig· 
erator. Temperatures ranging from 
36 degrees to 50 degrees F (2.02 
degrees to 10 degrees C) are optimal. 
Refrigerated insulin is potent through 
the expiration date. Studies have in­
dicated that insulin has a 1.5% loss of 
potency when stored at room tem­
perature (65 degrees to 80 degrees F 
or 18.17 degrees to 26.39 degrees C) 
for longer than one month. Most hos­
pitals have a formal policy on insulin 
storage. For travel, cooler packs and 
pouches may be used. 

6. When will there be a way to 

check blood glucose without using a 
finger stick? 

Researchers are hard at work on 
this. Dr. Richard Rubin at Johns 
Hopkins Medical Center has reported 
on a "dream beam" machine that uses 
near-infrared light to measure blood 
glucose. The process was developed 
in Great Britain to determine whether 
fruit was ripe (that is, filled with 
sugar), but now the machine is being 
used on people. 

The National Institutes of Health 
(NIH)reportsthat.initsoriginalform, 
the meter is hard to calibrate. It's also 
very big and not easily moved. Still, 
many companies are trying to pro­
duce a more accurate, portable, 
noninvasive blood glucosemeter. The 
meter isn't expected to be available 
for two to three years, and cost esti­
mates range from $400 to $2,000, 
plus an additional $300 per year for 
maintenance. 

Tell patients who have trouble 
getting blood from a fmger stick to 
wash their hands in warm water to 
increase blood flow to the fmgers. 
'Iben, as one arm hangs down, they 
should squeeze the finger at its base 
to milk blood to the fingertip. It's also 
a good idea to rotate fmger-stick sites 
to reduce tenderness, risk of infec­
tion, and calluses.

Notice to Delinquent 
Floyd County Taxpayers 

Kentucky Law requires the County Attorney to notify taxpayers that 
delinquent taxes have not been paid so that they may have an opportunity 
to pay the taxes before a lawsuit is filed against them. In that event, 
delinquent taxpayers could also be assessed additional costs, including 
court costs resulting from the lawsuit required to collect the taxes owed. 

The Tax Collection Division of the Office of the Floyd County 
Attorney has been advised by the Floyd County Sheriff and Floyd 
County Clerk that certain !axpayers have failed to pay their property 
taxes and are now delinquent. 

A letter of notification of delinquent taxes has been sent to the 
taxpayers who have failed to pay their taxes, giving them notice of this 
delinquency. 

If the taxpayer thinks that he or she does not owe the bill, or if the 
property has been sold prior to the year(s) of tax liability, or if he or she 
feels that the property bill is incorrect, he or she should immediately 
contact the Property Valuation Administrator (Tax Commissioner) and 
get the bill( s) corrected. 

The delinquent taxpayers are urged to immediate! y take the notice 
letter to the Floyd County Clerks Office and make arrangements to pay 
the delinquent taxes, if owed. 

Please take notice that the amount stated in the notice letter does not 
include interest and/or penalties owed by reason of the nonpayment of 
the taxes. However, the delinquent taxpayer may call the Floyd County 
Clerks Office, ( 606-886-3816), and get the exact amount that is due upon 
receipt of payment. Payment can then be made to the County Clerk either 
in person or by mailing the payment in check or money order form. 

The longer the property tax bill remains unpaid, the more interest 
and/or penalties will be added, so it is important that the delinquent tax 
bill is settled immediately.

They will 
receive an AIDS update from Dr. Mary Fox.

The conference is free and open to all women 18 
years or older. A number of this year's conference 
registrants are members of women's groups organized 
by CHAP, a Kellogg Foundation-funded program of 
the non-profit, non-sectarian Christian Appalachian 
Project. CHAP was established in 1989 to provide 
sorely lacking health education - physical, mental, 
emotional and environmental - to residents of 
Appalachia 

In addition to its women's groups, CHAP works 
through local schools, home visits and senior citizen 
and youth centers to communicate information about 
such matters as nutrition, personal hygiene, pre-natal 
care and other health issues.

Mothers have a way of getting under your skin 
and staying there.

Merely taming the temper of her baby boy took 
my mother years of work. 

And she still takes delight in reminding me bow 
she broke me of talking back.

With the end of winter comes 
spring-and lawn-mowing season 

After this year's ice storms and 
record snow, most Kentuckians are 
delighted to see trees budding, flow­
ers blooming and grass growing. 

Well, maybe we're not delighted 
to see grdSS growing, for that brings 
the annual lawn mowing chores that 
most Kentuckians would rather skip. 

As lawn mowers are pulled from 
garages and basements and dusted 
off for the season, Department for 
Health Services consumer safety of­
ficials point out that in 1991 an esti­
mated 1,100 Kentuckians were 
treated in emergency rooms for 
mower-related injuries. 

"Mowing the lawn is a chore that 
most people don't like to do," said 
Terry Wescott, manager of the 
department's consumer product 
safety branch. "So they ofcen get in a 
burry and forget about important 
safety precautions. 

"Tbe result can be a minor injury, 
such as a saape or saatcb, or a major 
injury, like severe burns from touch­
ing bot machine parts or the loss of a 
foot or band from mishandling the 
equipment" 

Slowing down and keeping in 
mind canmon-sense safety precau­
tions can go a long way toward re­
ducing the nwnber of mower-related 
injuries every year in Kentucky, 
Wescott said. 

Wescott offers the following 
mower-related safety tips. 

-Keep children and pets out of 
the area being mowed. This protects 
the children and pets and helps keep 
the person mowing from being dis­
tracted. 

-People operating riding mow­
ers should always look behind them 
before backing up and remember that 

the mower is not a .. fun" vehicle but 
a potentially dangerous piece of ma­
chinery. 

- Yotmg children should never 
operate a mower, especially riding 
mowers. In addition, children should 
never ride with adults on a riding 
mower; the machines are balanced 
for one person and even a small child 
can throw off that balance. 

-Do not alcer mowers to bypass 
safety features, such as the "dead­
man" switch, shields on discharge 
chutes or rear safety shields. Any 
changes to these features increase the 
chance of injuries. 

-Make sure the mower is off if 
you must leave it-even if only for a 
moment 

-Always wait until the blade bas 
stopped revolving before cleaning the 
discharge chute-doing so can save 
fmgers and bands froot being cut off. 

-Riding mowers should go up 
and down slopes to prevent tipping 
over. Walking mowers operate more 
safely going across slopes. 

-Before mowing, pick up stones, 
wire, toys, sticks or other items the 
mower's blades might pick up and 
throw. 

-Gasoline should be added only 
when the mower is cool, and do not 
smoke while refueling. 

-Operators should wear heavy­
duty, non-slip shoes and close-fitting 
clothing. 

-Donotmowwetgrass-it'stoo 
easy to slip and fall. 

-Always mow forward so you 
can see wliere you're going.

Dr. Mary Witt gives gardeners 
tips on home landscaping projects

Dr. Mary Witt, University ofKen­
tud..-y horticultural specialist, gave 
local gardeners several tips for im­
proving their home landscapes dur­
ing a special landscape workshop held 
attheAoyd Cotmty Extension Office 
on April21. 

The presentation included a ques­
tion and answer session and a slide 
show about landscaping around the 
home. 

During the question and answer 
session, Witt discussed pruning 
shrubs. "Generally, you should wait 
untillune 1 to prune," she told the 55 
participants. However, after this 
year's bard winter, she said that the 
sooner plants are pruned, the better. 
"Study the branches real well. If they 
are black or brown and there is no 
green when you saatcb the bark. cut 
the shrub down to the ground." 

As for shade trees damaged by 
winter, "It might be better off to take 
them out and plant new ones, because 
the older ones are misshapen." 

This year's home fruit crop will be 
reduced as well, she said. A lot of 
peach treesdiedoverthewinter,apple 
blossoms are reduced and blackberry 
bushes have been damaged by the 

cold weather. One crop that bas es­
caped damage, however, is straw­
berries. "Strawbenies should be fme," 
she said. 

Other tips Wiu included were: 
• Fertilize landscape plants in the 

fall whenplantsaredonnant but their 
roots are active. 

• Spray for bag worms in May 
• Plant a hardy variety of peach 

tree, such as Harkin. "Only the hardi­
est will survive here," she said. 

• The trend in landscaping is natu­
ralistic, which means less fonnal 
foundation plantings or no founda­
tion plantings at all. "Everybody is 
going back to naturalistic - less 
bloom and more wildness," she said. 

* One trend is the use of ground 
covers as the only foundation 
plantings and trees to provide shade. 
•'Landscape architects believe land­
scape plantings should perform a 
function," she said. 

* One bard and fast rule for foun­
dation plantings is that smaller 
plantings should be placed ncar the 
door.Largersbrubssbouldbeplanted 
at the ends of the house to visually 
extend its length. 

* "Plant something you like," is 
the main rule for landscaping, she 
said. 

New ornamental peppers are edible 
by Doris Stanley 

A new pepper plant can be an eye­
catching ornamental and bot-as in 
jalapeno-like bot peppers. 

U.S. Department of Agriculture 
scientists developed the pepper spe­
cifically as an ornamental. Its bright 
green foliage bas tinges of purple and 
clusters of red peppers, so the plant is 
bard to overlook. 

A scientist says the plant was 
grown from one of three breeding 
lines of ornamental peppers devel­
oped from a diverse collection of bot 
Indian peppers. John R. Stommel, a 
plant geneticist in USDA's Agricul­
tural Research Service, and col­
leagues did the breeding work at the 
ARS Vegetable Laboratory in 
Beltsville, Maryland. 

Not yet on the market, but re­
leased to plant breeders and nurseries 
for developing new plants, the three 
lines all bear peppers that are edible, 
but very pungent, Stommel says. As 
ornamentals, these peppers (Capsi­
cum annuum L.) have each proven 
successful in commercial trials as 
bedding plants in lllinois and Japan 
and a~ potted plants in California. 

"All three breeding lines contain 
unique combinations of genes for leaf 
variegation, leaf pigmentation and 
multiple fruiting," Stommel says. 

Line 90C53 grows into a large, 
busby plant about 21 inches tall, with 
bright green leaves faintly mottled 
with dark purple. Peppers are borne 
upright and appear singly and in clus­
ters of two or three. The deep purple 
peppers turn bright red in about four 
months. 

A more compact plant-line 
90C44- was selected for its dark 
purple, nearly black, leaf color and 
numerous upright pepper clusters that 
also tum from purple to red. 

Line 90C40 produces bushy. 
green, purple and white variegated 
plants that grow to about 1 S inches 
tall. Unlike the other two, this line 
was chosen for its variegated foliage. 
ltbcarsinconspicuous,pendantpep­
pers. 

While selected for their ornamen­
tal value, the new lines also have 
potential for br:eeding peppers for 
vegetable gardeners. One thing go­
ing for them-the original parents 
are potential sources of multiple pest 

resistance that might be passed along 
to new plants. (Agricultural Research 
Service, U.S. Department of Agri­
culture)

The gray squirrel was named the state 
wild animal for Kentucky in 1968 by the 
General Assembly. 

Gray squirrels were the most abundant 
game in Kentucky's early years. In fact, 
squirrels were so plentiful in Kentucky in 
1795, that a law was passed that stipulated 
all white males over the age of 16 must kill 
a certain number of squirrels (and crows) 
each year. The squirrels destroyed many 
crops, even entire fields of com. 

Squirrels prefer living in deep woods, 
especially near nut-producing trees. Nuts 
are their main diet, but they also eat seeds, 
grain, bugs, and beetles. Squirrels spend

Boone and his companions 
finally made it to the Russell Fork, 
which they followed downstream. 
The rugged travelers came to a 
spectacular river gorge as rugged as 
themselves. The river by now had 
become a churning, grinding force 
of nature, and this force had carved 
itself a thousand-foot-deep path 
through the northerly end of Pine 
Mountain.

Jr., widely read author of The Trail 
of the Lonesome Pine, wrote about 
the area in a magazine article. 

Fox described the Breaks as "the 
most isolated spot this side of the 

Dickenson County, Virginia, at­
tempted to have the area preserved 
as a national park by the National 
Park Service. In 1934, the General 
Assembly of Virginia recognized 
the value of the Breaks Gorge as a 
scenic attraction by moving to 
accept grants of land to establish a 
state park. No land was donated at 
this time, however, and the state did 
not appropriate any funds for land 
acquisition. Breaks Interstate Park 
was created in 1954 by joint action 
of the Kentucky and Virginia 
legislatures. 

The Breaks Gorge is generally 
considered the most scenic attrac­
tion in either of the two-state park 
systems - systems stretching more 
than a thousand miles from the 
Atlantic Ocean to the Mississippi 
River. 

The park grounds now include 
acreage in three counties - Pike 
County on the Kentucky side and 
Dickenson and Buchanan counties 
on the Virginia side. 

In ancient times, the Breaks area 
was covered by a vast sea which 
caused layers of sediment- mud 
and sand - to be formed and 
hardened. Later, forces under the 
earth's surface pushed these layers 
of sediment upward in a mountain 

• building action. 
When this large block of the 

earth's surface was thrust upward it 
created two long mountain ridges 
with fractures or faults on all four 
sides of the two new mountains. 

Rocks as big as cabins, copper­
heads and rattlesnakes, tangles of 
undergrowth and towering trees 
joined forces with the wild moun­
tain river to create a seemingly 
impassable barrier. Inside the gorge 
itself, the river crashed up against 
the rock walls of the gorge, or 
rushed headlong down rapids, 
riffles and over low falls. Travel 
through the gorge on foot was all 
but impossible.

As time passed, the erosive 
forces of nature wore down the new 
ridges and created river channels 
which wore ever deeper hollows 
and valleys. In such a manner, the 
grinding, cutting action of Russell 
Fork of Big Sandy River slowly cut 
a five-mile-long, thousand-feet­
deep, pass, or gorge, through the 
northerly end of Pine Mountain. 

The uncrossable mountainous 
terrain and the presence of maraud-

ESTABLISHES SETILEMENT 

James, who fought as a soldier during 
the Revolutionary War, and his wife Caty 
came from Virginia and settled the area in 
1796. The couple obtained vast 
acreage extending from the 
Pike County line to 

The present Harold Post Office, built in 
1984, is now located on the east side of 
the river. The office serves 2,000 custom­
ers, and includes residents in part of Mud 
Creek, and the areas of Craynor and 
Galveston. 

BASEBALL AND 
THE HAROLD CLUB 

Baseball was a popular pastime in 
Floyd County in the 1930s, 1940s and 
early 1950s. Harold fielded its own team.

In the 1800s, Laynesville, because of 

its location next to the Big Sandy River, 
was a landing point for steamboats and 
other craft which transported goods to the 
area. Storekeepers and settlers came to 
Laynesville to get their goods, such as 
sugar and flour, whenever the boats 
docked. 

During the Civil War era, this section 
of the county was pro-south. In the 1860 
presidential election, threats were made 
against voters if they dare cast their votes 
for Republican candidate Abraham Lin­
coln. However, Laynesville precinct had 
two votes for Lincoln cast by Lindsey 
Layne and his son Moses Layne, son and 
grandson of James and Caty. Lindsey 
served the Union as a lieutenant in the 
39th Kentucky infantry. His son Tandy 
served in the Union's 39th Kentucky 
Artillery. The Laynes' courageous stand 
for the Union is unusual, considering that 
James imported slaves from the south to 
work his land. 

FIRST POST 
OFFICE ESTABLISHED 

The Lanesville post office was estab­
lished on January 23, 1828 with James L. 
Layne, the son of James and Caty, as 
postmaster. Forty years later, in 1878, the 
spelling of the office was corrected to 
Laynesville. However, due to a decline in 
population, the Laynesville post office 
closed in 1917. 

The area on the west side of the river 
grew in population, creating the need for 
a post office. On September 11, 1905, the 
Harold post office was established with 
Joseph D. Morrell as postmaster. The 
office was named for Harold Hatcher, a 
local merchant and descendant of James 
H. Hatcher who settled at the mouth of 
Mud Creek in 1830.

Today Harold has several major busi­

The local post office was 
established as Fed on August 17, 1881, 
with Jerry Caudill as postmaster, and may 
have been named for Fed Akers, a resi­
dent. 

Later the station located where the 
C&O railroad's Clear Creek Spur leaves 
the main Left Beaver Branch line was 
called Clear Creek Junction. In 1943, 
both names were changed to Hi Hat for 
the Hi Hat Elkhorn Mining Company, 
which opened its local mine in 1936. The 
company, whose trade mark was a big top 
hat, claimed it produced a high or top 
grade of coal. The company requested the 
name changes in part to avoid confusion 
with the Pike County post office of 
Fedscreek and to insure uniformity in the 
names of post office, station, and commu­
nity.

Involvement of parents is a key element to 
the success of Family Resource and Youth 
Service Centers. 

That's the conclusion of a Morehead State 
University professor of education who has been 
looking at these centers in Eastern Kentucky to 
see how they have heen successful in increas­
ing parental involvement. 

Under a grant from the Kentucky Cabinet of 
Human Resources, Dr. Harold Rose and his 
colleagues plan to use the strategies they have 
found to develop a training program to help 
others increase the involvement of parents. 

MSU's work with the Family Resource and 
Youth Service Centers is important to maintain­
ing a high quality Teacher Education Program, 
according to Dr. Rose. 

"These centers are the 
most important and 
successful components of 
KERA," he said. "Stu­
dents in our Teacher 
Education Program need 
to be familiar with these 
aspects of education 
reform and to develop an 
understanding of their 
underlying philosophy." 

The Family Resource 
and Youth Service 
Centers are mandated 
under Section 18 of 
House Bill 840 which 
requires centers for 
public schools that have 
20 percent of their 
student body eligible for 
free school meals. 

The rationale behind 
that mandate, according 
to Dr. Rose. is concerned 
with improving the 
physical, soctal ana 
academic well-being of 
disadvantaged children. 

''The mission of the 
centers is to reduce barriers which prevent 
children from learning," he explained. 

In an attempt to lessen those barriers, the 
Family Resource Centers provide support or 
coordinate a number of services such as full­
time preschool child care, support and training 
for child care providers, health services or 
referral to health agencies and parent and child 
education (PACE) programs. 

In their efforts to do the same, the Youth 
Service Centers are involved with referrals for 
students to health and social service agencies, 
employment counseling, training and place­
ment, summer and part-time job development, 
drug and substance abuse counseling, and

family crisis <md mental health counseling. 
Responding to the question of whether or not 

Kentucky's educational system should be more 
consumer-oriented and what more can be done 
to effect this, Dr. Rose said: 

"The school system does not have the 
resources to solve all of society's problems. 
The basic obligation of the family is to provide 
the schools a child who is ready to learn. 

"Unfortunately this is not always possible for 
many parents in today's society; however, the 
Family Resource and Youth Service Centers 
can coordinate with social service agencies, the 
health department and the court system to 
eliminate those barriers to learning encountered 
by our children." 

The professor also believes that the involve­
ment of parents and the community as a whole 

a certain level of parental involvement in 
return for servtces provided. For example, 
enrichment programs such ~ field tnps may 
require a parent chaperon. Requesting parent 
assistance w11J stimulate parents' interest and 
mvolvement m the1r children's education. 

"The parent, not the school, is the key to 
early development of the child," Dr. Rose 
noted. He defined an effective parent as one 
who recognizes developmental problems early, 
makes sure the child has frequent medical 
check-ups. understands the importance of 
behavior modification and offers an environ­
ment conducive to learning. 

"We need to make people aware that the 
school alone cannot be expected to be respon­
sible for these tao:;ks," he said. ''The increasing 
blame being placed on the schools makes it 

harder for any 
improvement to 
take place in the 
child's physical, 
social and academic 
well-being," Or. 
Rose continued. 

The centers truly

is vital in reducing those barriers to learning 
and that is why it is so important to increase 
parental involvement. 

Getting parents not only interested, but also 
involved, is crucial to the centers' success, he 
maintains. Most educators agree that the 
centers need to be consumer-oriented if they 
are to draw in parents. 

Offering special classes such as aerobics or 
line dancing can bring parents into the center 
and, once that interest has been stimulated, 
other more substantive programs on such topics 
as effective parenting or behavior modification 
can be implemented. 

Dr. Rose also suggested that centers require 

parental and com­
munity participation and take the leading role 
in detennining whether or not the center will 
serve the needs of the region· s students as well 
as the community-at-large. 

"Essentially, it is the determination of the 
coordinator that will make or break the useful­
ness of the center," he said. ''The coordinator 
must know how to make the center marketable 
to parents unwilling to participate." 

Parents who are already involved are the 
best recruiters for other parents, according to 
Dr. Rose. "Having parents work with other 
parents reduces the concerns about the centers 
felt by those who haven't been interested," he 
said.

SCHOOL-BASED DECISION MAKING 
A NEW WAY OF RUNNING THE SCHOOLS

Approximately 75% of the schools in the Region 8 
Service Center Area of Eastern Kentucky are now in­
volved at some level of school-based decision making. 
All schools in the state must begm operating under the 
procedures of school-based decision making by July 1, 
1996. 

School-based decision making is a decentralized, 
shared decision making process in which the local school 
becomes the place where most of the decisions about 
schooling take place. 

Some of the most often asked questions are answered 
below. 

Q. Who may serve on a school council? 
A. Three (3) teachers elected by the teachers; two (2) 

parents elected by the parent members of the school's 
parent-teacher organization; and, the building principal. 

Q. How is school-based decision making, different 
from the way schools are traditionally governed? 

A. School districts used to set all policy that all schools 
had to foJlow. School-based decision making removes 
many of those decisions from the district and places them 
in the hands of school councils. The theory suggests that 
local school people can best describe how to educate their 
children. 

Q. Does that mean every school is on its own? 
A. Not quite. Some guidelines must exist to make sure 

all children in Kentucky have equal opportunities to a 
good education. 1be state will set general goals and 
measure how well each school, in it own way, meets these 
goals. The state school board will reward schools that 
succeed, and help those schools that do not. Local boards 
play a vital role in developing district goals, budgets, 
improvement plans, and more. 

Q. When will school-hased decision making begin in 
my child's school? 

A. It can begin as soon as two-thirds of the teachers at 
the school vote to adopt school-based decision making. 
By July 1, 1996, virtually all schools must have school 
councils in place. 

Q. How will school-based decision making improve 
my child's education? 

A. That's the most important question of all. The 
whole purpose of school-based decision making is to 
improve education for all Kentucky's children. With a 
common goal of more and better learning for all children, 
parents, teachers, principals and community members 
can work together cooperatively to attain our 
Commonwealth's mission: an "internationally superior 
education and a love of learning" for each. 

School-based decision making can be the vehicle to 
bring about improved student achievement at your child's · 
school.

Today's parents, he says, are overly 
involved in nearly everything their chil­
dren do. "Parents should not be busy in 
their children's lives at all," he declares. John K. Rosemond, nationally known 

psychologist, author and child authority, 
says some surprising things about rearing 
children in this day of "hands-on" 
parenting. 

Parents don't disciple their children for 
fear of upsetting them and damaging 
their self-esteem. "Parents aren't doing ~ 
anything anymore to upset their children. 
If a parent makes a good decision, the 
child will be upset on a regular basis." 

During an interview at Mountain 
Christian Academy last month, one of his 
stops ·on a recent lecture tour, Rosemond 
pulled no punches as he spoke forth­
rightly about his views on parenting. 

Television is a disruptive guest that 
should be "gotten rid of," he adds. 

Rosemond advocates a laid-back, 

Points to Ponder 
Below are Rosemond's views on other parenting concerns: 
What makes a good parent? "A parent who dominates, who supervises his own children 

well, who expects them to rise to his high standards, who balances discipline and love and 
who has a good sense of humor. There are going to be frustrations as a parent if you take 
parenting too seriously. You must be able to laugh." 

Family values: "We began losing family values when we started to tell parents to pay 
attention to their children's self-esteem. Well, children have to pay more attention to 
parents than parents to children. 

"Children have got to be contributors to a family ... Children today are consumers of 
service and attention. They have no daily chores. Every child above three should have a 
job around the house and not get paid for it." 

Discipline: "Children don't like to be disciplined. On an outward level they don't like 
it. But they very definitely feel more secure when they know exactly where their parents 
stand and when they expect their parents to take a stand. " 

A father's role: "To be a good husband." 
A mother's role: "To be a good wife. We've gotten away from that. We have reversed 

the role (and put the children first). That puts the marriage at risk." 
Good parenting: "is matter of what you don't do and what you do. Don't let children 

watch a lot of TV, or give them a lot of toys and drive them to a lot of after-school activities. 
Don't do their homework and don't worry about their reaction to a decision you make ... The 
best parents are laid-back parents. Don't put in your child's mind that adults exist to do 
things for him. Help children resist peer pressure by letting them know that it is all right 
to be different." 

The diffu:ult child: "There is no such thing as a child you can't do anything with. When 
people say that, they have let the child intimidate them." 

Mothers who work outside the home: "Society says the primary role of a woman is that 
of taking care of children. It's not. A mother's role is to create a good family. Mothers have 
always had to work and work very hard. This is the flfSt generation of washing machines 
and dishwashers. 

Mothers who silly at home: "If a woman stays home, the children ought to leave her

alone, do their homework, and be responsible. If a male stays home, the same thing. We're r 

giving this generation the impression women have to be taking care of the child. A parent's 
role is to provide supervision. 

"The life of a family is smoother if there is one adult home during the day taking care 
of domestic business, supervising the children and doing chores, keeping the check book 
balanced, the house clean." 

Home life: "I don't believe that families should be busy in the evening. Five or six 
evenings a week should be spent at home, reading, talking to one another, and the children 
playing ... " 

Television: "If I invited someone in my home who disrupted the life of my family, I 
would ask him to leave. TV disrupts the life of a family .It is an unwanted guest in a home. 
Get rid of it and get a life."

school issues, peer group issues. There is 
not any one concern that is dominant." 

But there is one theme that has domi­
nated the modem approach to child 
rearing and that is the concept of self­
esteem. 

"Major mistakes (since the 1950s) 
revolved around the ideas of self-es­
teem," he declared. "Self-esteem is a 
fairly bogus concept, especially the way 
it is defined and marketed to American 
parents and public school educators. 

"I think we need tore-embrace with 
the idea t~at children, first and foremost, 
need to be taught the basic principles of 
good citizenship. For 50 years we've 
been putting the cart in front of the horse. 

"Until the 1950s, children were taught 
the three R's -Respect, Responsibility 
and to be Resourceful when it came to 
problems and challenges," he said. 

"We try to infuse children with self­
esteem. Teaching a child the basics of 
citizenship will make a child a success." 

Rosemond thinks that the tide in 
parenting began to tum 30 years ago 
when society began to focus on psychol­
ogy instead of instinct and common 
sense. 

"What changed 30 years ago is that we 
stopped listening to grandma and listened 
to psychologists. Grandma had her feet 
on the ground. Most psychologist don't," 
he said pointedly. "We're trained in 
theory. We are trained to think too much. 
We are trained to not trust common sense 
and instinct." 

He admitted that he was one of those 
child experts who thought he knew the 
answers until he ran into perplexing 
roadblocks raising his own children. 

"I turned around as a result of my 
experience with my two children. The 
things psychologists told parents to do 
were not working within my family. I 
began talking to other parents and 
learned it was not working in anyone's 
family in America. It is weakening the 
American family and our culture." 

To get his own family back on track, 
he said he and his wife began to focus ont 
their relationship as husband and wife 
instead of father and mother; they taught 
their children the three R's; and, not 
surprisingly, they banned their television.· 
"We didn't have television for four 
years ... " he said. "We valued our time 
together." 

The Bill of Rights 
contained in the 1891 

Constitution is as follows: 
That the great and essential prin­

ciples of liberty and free government 
may be recognized and established,

Section 1. All men are, by nature, 
free and equal, and have certain in­
herent and inalienable rights, among 
which may be reckoned: 

First: The right of enjoying and 
defending their lives and liberties. 

Second: The right of worshipping 
Almighty God according to the dic­
tates of their Consciences. 

Third: The right of seeking and 
pursuing their safety and happiness. 

Fourth: The right of freely com­
municating their thoughts and opin­
ions. 

Fifth: The right of acquiring and 
protecting property. 

Sixth: The right of assembling 
together in a peaceable 
manner for their com­
mon good, and of apply­
ing to those invested with 
the power of government 
for redress of grievances 
orotherproperpurposes, 
by petition, address or 
remonstrance. 

Seventh: The right to 
bear arms in defense of themselves 
and of the State, subject to the power 
of the General Assembly to enact 
laws to prevent persons from carry­
ing concealed weapons. 

Section 2. Absolute and arbitrary 
power over the lives, liberty and prop­
erty of freemen exists nowhere in a 
republic, not even in the largest ma­
jority. 

Section 3. All men, when they 
form a social compact, are equal; and 
no grant of exclusive, separate public 
emoluments or privileges shall be 
made to any man or set of men, ex­
cept in consideration of public ser­
vices; but no property shall be ex­
empt from taxation except as pro­
vided in this Constitution, and every 
grant of a franchise, privilege or ex­
emption, shall remain subject to re­
vocation, alteration or amendment. 

be given by law to any religious sect, 
society or denomination; nor to any 
particular creed, mode of worship or 
system of ecclesiastical polity; nor 
shall any person be compelled to 
attend any place of worship, to con­
tribute to the erection or maintenance 
of any such place, or to the salary or 
support of any minister of religion; 
nor shall any man be compelled to 
send his child to any school to which 
he may be conscientiously opposed; 
and the civil rights, privileges orca­
pacities of no person shall be taken 
away, or in anywise diminished or 
enlarged. on account of his belief or 
disbelief of any religious tenet, dogma 
or teaching. No human authority 
shall, in any case whatever, control 
or interfere with the rights of con­
science. 

Section 6. All elections shall be 
free and equal. 

Section 7. The ancient mode of 

trial by jury shall be held sacred, and 
the right thereof remain inviolate, 
subject to such modifications as may 
be authorized by this Constitution. 

Section 8. Printing presses shall 
be free to every person who under­
takes to examine the proceedings of 
the General Assembly or any branch 
of government, and no law shall ever 
be made to restrain the right thereof. 
Every person may freely and fully 
speak, write and print on any subject, 
being responsible for the abuse of 
that liberty. 

Section 9. In prosecutions for the 
publication of papers investigating 
the official conduct of officers or 
men in a public capacity, or where 
the matter published is proper for 
public information, the truth thereof 
may be given in evidence; and in all 
indictments for libel. the jury shall 
have the right to determine the law 
and the facts, under the direction of 
the court, as in other cases.

MOTHER'S DAY CUSTOMS 
A day called Mothering Sunday was 

observed years ago in England. People in 
other countries have observed similar days. 

In the United States, Mother's Day is 
observed on the second Sunday in May. On 
this day many families and churches make a 
special point of honoring mothers. Children 
give their mothers presents and Mother's Day 
cards. Churches recognize mothers in their 
congregations by giving them corsages or a 
potted flower.

THE MOVEMENT FOR 
A NATIONAL OBSERVANCE 

A famous writer, and a Kentucky 
schoolteacher launched separate campaigns 
for a national Mother's Day in the 1880s. 

Julia Ward Howe, a writer, lecturer, and 
refonner who wrote the words of "Battle 
Hymn of the Republic," made the first known 
suggestion for a Mother's Day to be observed 
on June 2. The day was to be dedicated to 
peace. For several years, she held an annual 
Mother's Day meeting in Boston. Mary 
Towles Sasseen, a Kentucky schoolteacher, 
started conducting Mother's Day celebrations 
in 1887. 

In the early 1900s, the movement for a 
national holiday became more widespread as 
churches became involved. 

In 1904, Frank E. Hering of South Bend, 
Indiana, began a campaign for the observance 
of Mother's Day. Then in 1907, Anna Jarvis 
of Grafton, West Virginia and Philadelpia, 
chose the second Sunday in May as Mother's 
Day, and began the custom of wearing a 
carnation. On May 10, 1908, the churches in 
Grafton and Philadelphia held Mother's Day 
celebrations. The service at Andrews 
Methodist Episcopal Church in Grafton 
honored the memory of Anna Jarvis' own 
mother, Mrs. Anna Reeves Jarvis. 

In 1912, at the General Conference of the 
Methodist Episcopal Church in Minneapolis, 
Minnesota, the conference recognized 
Mother's Day and Anna Jarvis as the founder. 
It was suggested that the second Sunday in 
May be observed as Mother's Day. 

A NATIONAL OBSERVANCE 
Mother's Day received national recognition 

on May 9, 1914. On that day, President 
Woodrow Wilson signed a joint resolution of 
Congress recommending that Congress and 
the executive departments of the federal 
government observe Mother's Day. The next 
year, President Wilson was authorized to 
proclaim Mother's Day an annual national 
observance. 

MEMORIAL DAY 
Memorial Day, also called Decoration Day, 

is a legal holiday set aside to honor 
Americans who gave their lives for their 
country. Most families also decorate the 
graves of loved ones on this day. 

THE FIRST MEMORIAL DAY 
OBSERVANCE 

Originally, Memorial Day honored military 
personnel who died in the Civil War (1861-
1865). The first Memorial Day was observed 
at Waterloo, New York, on May 5, 1866 to 
honor soldiers killed in the Civil War. Stores 
were closed and people decorated the graves 
of soldiers. 

In 1869, May 30 was named as a special 
day for honoring Union soldiers killed in the 
war. The Grand Army of the Republic, an 
organization of Union veterans of the Civil 
War, had charge of Memorial Day 
celebrations in the Northern States. The 
American Legion took over the celebratons 
after World War I. Also, since the end of 
World War I, Memorial Day has also been 
Poppy Day. Volunteers sell small, artificial 
poppies to help disabled veterans. 

Memorial Day became a legal holiday in 
1971. Most Northern States and some 
Southern States observe Memorial Day the 
last Monday in May. Alabama celebrates the 
fourth Monday in April, and Georgia on April 
26. The last Monday in April, Mississippi 
celebrates Confederate Memorial Day. North 
Carolina and South Carolina celebrate it on 
May 10 and Louisiana on June 3. 

Tennessee observes Confederate 
Decoration Day on June 3, and Texas 
celebrates Confederate Heroes Day on 
January 19. In Kentucky, Memorial Day is 
observed the fourth Monday in May.
