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Unanimous vote opens door to competitive proposals : 

Court dumps Rumpke offer in favor of bids

Floyd County magistrates rejected 
a contract Friday with Rumpke of 
Kentucky for solid waste disposal, 
despite intense lobbying by the county 
attorney, and voted instead to put the 
services out for competitive bids. 

The solid waste debate began when 
Dolores Smith,representing the Floyd 
County Chamber of Commerce, 
asked the court for more details about 
the financial aspects of the Rumpke 

proposalandexpressedconcernabout 
the increased costs for commercial 
customers. 

Smith also asked for more fman­
cial information concerning the 
Rumpke proposal, such as how much 
money the county would receive and 
what costs the county might incur. 

"We would like to be aware of 
everything (in the agreement)," Smith 
told the court. "We (taxpayers) are 
stockholders in the system. We would 
like for you to address our concerns 

before you obligate us with the com­
pany." 

Magistrate Jackie Edford Owens 
agreed with Smith and said that he 
would like answers to the same ques­
tions before he voted on the contract. 

Those comments prompted 
County Attorney Jim Hammond to 
read the 10-page proposal aloud to 
Smith and the audience. Hammond 
said that the information contained in 
Rumpke's proposal has been avail­
able since January 1993, when the 
court declared an emergency con-

ceming solid waste disposal. 
"This contract has not been pub­

lished since 1993,"Magistrate0wens 
remarked 

Hammond told Smith that she may 
have had the answers to her questions 
if she had read the proposal and had 
attended the fiscal court meetings. 

Floyd County would receive seven 
and a half percent of the fees col­
lected by Rumpke, Hammond ex­
plained, adding that the current fi­
nancial situation facing the county's 
solid waste department is .. an attack 

on the treasury of Floyd County." 
Under Rumpke's proposal, there 

is no set rate for commercial garbage 
disposal beyond the frrst month, 
Hammond said. The county's new 
solid wastecommission could vote to 
reduce that rate, he added. 

Hammond did not say what finan­
cial impact reducing commercial gar­
bagerates would have on the county's 
revenues to be received from 
Rumpke. 

Jim Osborne, chief of operations 
for the school system, tried to lobby 

the court for lower fees on behalf of 
the school district, which would see 
the annual cost for garbage disposal 
jump from about $35,000 to over 
$100,000. 

Hammond chastised Osborne for 
seeking a reduced fee for the school 
system. 

"(The school system) has a budget 
of $40 million and our budget is $7 
million," Hammond said. "You want 
us to take the money out of the gen-

Building 
costs come 
in under 
estimates 

A ho-hum vote 
with a heave-ho 
for incumbent

Bids for a 21-classroom addition 
at Betsy Layne Elementary came in 
under budget Tuesday and included a 
new fully-equipped kitchen in the 
project 

Jim Osborne, chief of operations 
for the Floyd County school district, 
was ple.ased to report Tuesday that 
the construction bids came in under 
the architect's estimates. 

"(The prices) looked good," 
Osborne said Tuesday. "It's a little 
bit less than we expected. It came in 
under $3 million with the kitchen 
included'' 

Osborne explained that the bids 
wereforthestraightconstructioncosts 
and did not include site preparation, 
on which the majority of work has 
been done. He added that two of the 
construction packages---amcrete and 
hoisting-will have to be rebid be­
cause only one proposal was received 
for each division. 

The classroom addition project has 
had many cost estimates since it was 
frrst approved in October 1991. The 
original estimate set the price tag at 
$1.3 million and that figure escalated 
to $3.8 million last year. Last year's 
priceincludedrenovation of the D. W. 
Fieldhouse, which has since been 
deleted from the project 

Last fall, school board members 
capped the classroom addition project 
at $3.2 million. A new kitchen/caf­
eteria was included in the bid docu~ 
ments as an alternate because school 
officials did not feel there were 
enough funds available to equip it. 

A special school board meeting 
has been set for Thursday, May 26 at 
6 p.m. at the Floyd County Library to 
award the bids on the Betsy Layne 
project and to approve a revised BG-
1, Osborne said 

Osborne said Tuesday that work 
could begin on the classroom addi­
tion this summer. A bond sale is 
scheduled for June 15 to obtain fund­
ing for the Betsy Layne addition; an 
addition at Adams Middle School; 
and renovation of Prestonsburg High 
School.

Unofficial totals from Tuesday's 
election gave Newsome a 1,980 to 
1,901 edge over Bentley, with Floyd 
Countian Hubert Halbert, of Langley 
fmishing third with 1,143 votes.

Friday's Floyd County Fiscal 
Court meeting was full of surprises 
with the biggest being that the meet­
ing was moved from the tiny meeting 
room in the courthouse annex to the 
spacious circuit courtroom. 

Over 60 people attended Friday's 
court meeting, and county officials, 
apparently anticipating a large crowd, 
made arrangements to move the meet­
ing prior to Friday. 

For months citizens have been 
complaining about the tiny meeting 
room in the courthouse annex and 
recently magistrates have been enter­
taining a notion to find a larger meet­
ing room. Moving the meeting 
seemed to lead to longer discussions 
of public issues and the court didn't 
conclude its business until2:30 p.m., 
four and a half hours after it began. 

Solid waste discussions took up 
much of the court's time, but a band 
of golfers renewed their criticism of 
the management of the Allen Park 
golf course. 

Nello Francis and Tommy Gibson 

Plenty of room 

addressed the court and complained 
that the golf course manager was 
rude to players and that the course 
was not being maintained. 

Gibson said that the county was 
losing a lot of money because golfers 
were going to other courses to play. 

Francis asked the court to meet 
with golfers at the park on a Saturday 
because everyone concerned about 
the course could not attend fiscal 
court meetings.

Moving Friday's meeting to a 
more accommodating setting 
was the frrst hint we've seen 
from the court that they are will­
ing to obey open meeting laws, 
and for that we salute them.

Former student says 
diagnosis is needed 
for nursing program 

Editor: 
Many articles have been printed 

lately dealing with the school board's 
decision to have the kids make up the 

school days missed during the bad 
weatberweexperienced. While read­
ing these articles, I was amused by 
the thought that so many people have 
expressed their <(<>Deem over a prob­
lem involving the elementary and 
high schools in Floyd County, yet 
continue to ignore one that has ex­
isted for quite awhile at the college 
level, in particular, Prestonsburg 
Community College. 

P.C.C. offers a two-year Associ­
ate Degree Nursing Program that is 
very difficult to get into, and even 
more difficult to complete. It has the 
reputation of being one of the tough­
est programs in the state. It also has 
one of the highest failure rates of any 
school in the state. Of the thirty-three 
to thirty-five students accepted each 
semester, approximately two-thirds 
of those students fail, usually in the 
third and fourth semesters. Only flf­
teen students were graduated this se­
mester'\ four of those students are 
repeats from last semester. One stu­
dent who failed, was among those 
recentlynotedasbeingontheDean's 
List this semester. Hazard Commu­
nityCollege, on the other hand, gradu­
ated fifty-six students out of approxi­
mately sixty that began together. Both 
of these schools are in the same U.K. 
College system and have the same 
basic educational guidelines and re­
quirements, so why the drastic differ­
ence in the number of graduates from 
each program?

They 
would also have the public believe 
that those srudents failingjustcouldn' t 
"cutit"Does this mean thatP.C.C.'s 
students aren't as smart as Hazard's? 
Students from both schools must take 
the same state boards before being 
liscensed. 

So where does the problem lie? I 
think it's about time someone found 
out Some of these students pay for 
their own education, however, many 
others depend entirely on financial 
aid in the form ofPell and Cap grants, 
student loans, and government pro­
grams such as J.T.P.A. Much of this 
money is provided through the hard 
earned dollars of taxpayers. Who 
absorbs the losses of all the money 
spent on those students who can't 
"cut it," and fail the program? Who 
foots the bill for those students to 
repeat the semestes?Wby, when there 
are other schools with very success­
ful nursing programs, should money 
be wasted on one that has statistically 
proven to be unsuccessful?

Editor: 
Our U.S. senators and representa-

tives are now considering a new fed­
eral excise tax on tobacco. This is an 
historic opportunity to save lives. 

Simply said, the American Can­
cer Society supports a $2-per-pack 
tobacco tax increase. 

Our children are the most impor­
tant reasons for a major tobacco tax 
increase. Cigarettes kill 419,000 
Americans, including7,900 Kentuck­
ians, each year and addict an average 
of 3,000 new smokers each day. An 
overwhelming majority of these new 
tobacco addicts are in their adoles­
cent years. Parents should know that 
raising tobacco taxes in Canada has 
been largely responsible for reducing 
the number of Canadian teens who 

smoke by two-thirds. 
Adjusting the level of taxation to 

$2-per-pack would prevent the pre­
mature death of at least 2 million 
Americans alive today. It will deter 
millions of children from starting to 
smoke and encourage many smokers 
to quit. 

The American Cancer Society also 
supports reinvesting a portion of this 
tax in Kentucky and other tobacco­
growing states to be used to help 
tobacco filllllers maintain their qual­
ity of life while getting out of the 
business of raising a crop that pro­
duces disease, disability and death.

Panel approves $41 million

Out of town for awhile·? 
Garbage fees must be paid

Residents of the City of 
Prestonsburg will no longer be 
granted a break on their garbage bills 
if they take up residence outside the 
city limits for an extended period of 
time. 

Prestonsburg City Council discOn­
tinued the tradition Monday of tem­
porarily waiving monthly garbage 
fees for residents who live in second 
homes for several months out of the 
year. 

Councilman Billy Ray Collins 
moved that the city reafflfiTl its eight­
dollar monthly garbage fee with no 
exceptions. 

Mayor Jerry Fannin said that coun­
cil had approved the waiver in the 
past, but one problem was that resi­
dents sometimes failed to notify city 
officials when they returned. 

Council approved the monthly fee 
plus the senior citizen discount of 
$6.20 per month. 

In another break from tradition, 
councilmen Collins and Estill Lee 
Carter said they felt the city should 
not drop down to one meeting per 
month during the summer. 

Councilman Robert Allen asked 

fellow council members if they 
wanted to follow the tradition of only 
meeting one time a month during the 
summer. 

Collins said it is easy to lose track 
of city business if they only meet 
once a month. . 

"If you don't keep up with your 
business, your business will run the 
otherway,"Collinssaid. "If you don't 
want to come to city meetings, then 
you shouldn't run for council." 
Councilman Carter concurred and 
joked it was "at the risk of going on 
record agreeing with Bill Ray." 

''We need to stay on top of things,"

Safety team 
cites two 
Floyd mines 
for violations 

After blazing through mines in 
five states last week, a special en­
forcement team from the Labor 
Department' sMineSafetyandHealth 
Administrative (MSHA) has left two 
Floyd County mines putting out the 
smoke. 

Ebenezer Coal Company Inc.'s 
No. 1 Mine in Drift and Josbco Min­
ing Inc.'s No. 4 Mine in McDowell 
received citations from the enforce­
ment teams during the one-day sweep. 

The teams checked the mines for 
violations of federal law which pro­
hibits miners from having smoking 
materials in underground mining op­
erations. The law also requires coal 
companies to have an effective smok­
ing prevention program. The teams 
looked for any type of smoking ar­
ticle, including cigarettes, matches 
or lighters. 

At Ebenezer Coal Company Inc., 
inspectors found smoking materials 
in the mine or on miners. Josbco 
Mining Inc. was cited for having an 
inadequate program for keeping min­
ers from taking smoking articles in 
themine. . 

Civil fines for the smoking viola­
tions carry a maximum $50,000 pen­
alty per violation for mine operators 
and $250 per violation for individual 
miners.

Precautions necessary to protect 
against ticks, dangerous diseases 

Warm-weather outdoor activities 
increase chances of exposure to ticks, 
which can transmit Rocky Mountain 
spotted fever and Lyme disease. 

State health officials say that pre­
cautions can lessen the chances of a 
tick bite and exposure to the danger­
ous diseases they carry. 

Clarkson Palmer, M.D., of the 
Kentucky Department for Health 
Services says that precautions are 
most important in the summer months 
when ticks-and people--are most 
active. 

"Rocky Mountain spotted fever 
and Lyme disease are both serious 
diseases, and both are potentially 
deadly," he said. "Taken in that light, 
these precautions are certainly worth 
the time and effort involved when 
you're in tick-infested areas." 

Since 1990 in Kentucky, an aver­
age of 17 Rocky Mountain spotted 
fever cases and27Lyme disease cases 
were reported yearly. So far in 1994, 
five Lyme disease and no Rocky 
Mountain spotted fever cases have 
been reported. 

Palmer recommends the follow­
ing precautions to avoid tick expo­
sure. 

*Wear a long-sleeved shirt tucked 
into pants; tuck pant legs into socks 
or boots; tape area where pants and 
socks meet to keep ticks out; 

*Wear light-colored clothing so 
ticks can easily be seen; 

*Spray insect repellant listing 
"permethrin" as the active ingredient 
on pants, socks, and shoes but not on 
the skin. Repellants listing "DEEI'" 
as the active ingredient may be 
sprayed on the skin. 

*A void walking in the brush and 
tall grass; 

*Keep pets away from infested 
areas, and check for ticks on pets and 
remove them. 

After being outside: 
*Promptly remove and wash cloth­

ing; 
*Inspect your body carefully and 

remove attached ticks with tweezers, 
grasping as close to the head as pos­
sible and gently tugging the tick free 
without crushing the body. If twee­
zers are not available, cover the fm­
gers with a tissue; 

*Wash hands and the area of the 
bite immediately with soap and wa­
ter, and keep tl • .., bite area clean; 

*Do not try to crush the tick. In-

stead, flush it down a toilet or save it 
in a tightly closed vial for later iden­
tification. 

"Anyone who has been bitten by a 
tick should watch closely for the 
symptoms of these diseases," he said. 
"Since early treatment is the key for 
complete recovery, people who even 
suspect they might have some of the 
symptoms should consult a physi­
cian at once." 

Palmer says that since some of the 
symptoms of these two tick-trans­
mitted diseases can resemble other 
problems, people should tell their 
doctor about any recent tick bites. 

Rocky Mountain spotted fever­
Symptoms are a fever and possibly 
chills, headache and muscle aches 
three to 10 days after a tick bite. In 
about half of the cases, a rash appears 
one to three days after the fever. 
Usually, it starts on the wrists and 
ankles and then spreads to the rest of 
the body, thus the term "spotted fe­
ver." 

The severity ranges from mild to 
fatal. The disease can be treated ef­
fectively with antibiotics, but early 
diagnosis and treatment are critical. 
In the absence of appropriate treat­
ment, 15 to 20 percent of people with 
the disease die. 

Lyme disease-The first stage 
begins three to 32 days after a tick 
bite. Flu-like symptoms are present­
fatigue, chills and fever, headache, 
muscle and joint pain or swollen 
lymph nodes. 

Another sign of Lyme disease is a 
peculiar circular skin rash that ap­
pears where the tick bite occurred 
and then expands. The patch can vary 
in shape and appears most often on 
the thigh, groin, trunk, armpits and, 
in children, on the face. The center 
may clear as the patch enlarges, giv­
ing a ring-like appearance. It may be 
warm but usually not painful. 

If not treated, Lyme disease can 
cause arthritis and affect the nervous 
system, including numbness, pain, 
stiff neck and severe headache or 
muscle weakness of the face or limbs. 
Heart irregularities may occur. 

Lyme disease also is treated with 
antibiotics. Early treatment usually 
brings about a rapid recovery; de­
layed treatment can leave patients 
with recurring symptoms or perma­
nent damage.

DON'T ADOPT 
WILDLIFE 

Spring is a wonderful time to be 
outdoors. Nature once again comes 
alive with buds and blooms, and all 
kinds of wildlife begin producing 
young to sustain their existence. 

During the months of May and 
June especially, when people begin 
engaging in more outdoor activities, 
they often encounter young wildlife. 
Sometimes these encounters lead to 
capturing wildlife for pets. And in a 
vast majority of cases, taking in, 
adopting, or capturing young wild· 
life eventually spells trouble. Why? 
Because you can't take the wild out 
of wildlife. Wild animals are exactly 
that Wild. Their instincts and behav­
iors aren't adapted to a domesticated 
environment. 

At f~rst, providing food, water and 
shelter for a newborn raccoon, for 
example, is fun. It's a new experi­
ence and entertaining. Soon, bow­
ever, the newness wears off and car­
ing for the animal becomes a big 
burden. Continually having to feed 
the raccoon, clean up after the animal 
and watch the kids around the animal 
ge~ old quick. In a few weeks, the 
newborn raccoon isn't a newborn 
anymore. As it gets bigger it becomes 
more active and sometimes destruc­
tive. And that's about when the new 
wildlife pet owner starts looking for 
a way to unload that pet. Usually by 
then, though, the animal has become 
dependent on its owner, and, if re­
leased, would have a bard time sur­
viving because it hasn't been taught 
bow to fend for itself. All of the 
sudden, a seemingly harmless thing 
bas resulted in an animal which would 
have likely been fme if left alone, but 
now is going to have a very tough 
time. So we need to think ahead first 
instead of acting on impulse. 

Some of the most common situa­
tions involving humans attempting 
to adopt a wild animal or bird are 
when people observe a young animal 
by itself, assume it needs help, and 
then take it home to care for it. Most 
of the time, the parent(s) are nearby 
and the newborn is in no danger. The 
parent may be out collecting food, 
resting, or simply biding. Almost all 
wildlife have an instinctive fear of

humans, and will avoid getting too 
close if at all possible. 

The best thing to do when fmding 
what appears to be abandoned or or­
phaned wildlife is to leave it alone 
It's hard to do, but it's the best thing 

to do, especially when the animal 
looks alert and healthy, has a shiny 
coatandlortries to defend itself. These 
are signs that the parents are still 
around, and there is no reason to 
remove that animal from the wild. 
Humans simply can't care for young 
wildlife as well as its parents can. 

Before taking any wild animal or 
bird from the wild, you should make 
sure the young animal's parents have 
indeed perished. You should also be 
aware that caring for young wildlife 
takes a tremendous amount of work 
and time. Wild animals are not like 
dogs and cats. They must have con­
stant attention. Keeping wildlife as a 
pet also requires a permit from the 
Kentucky Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources. 

Maybe you've noticed an adult 
robin feeding its young. Feeding goes 
on nonstop for days and days. Wild 
animals also learn how to survive 
from their parents, how to find food, 
what to be afraid of and how to inter· 
act with others of their kind. Taking 
the young from their natural environ­
ment interrupts the learning and de­
veloping process, and it leaves the 
animal less than adequately equipped 
to make it on its own later. 

Wildlife is beautiful and enter­
taining to watch, learn from and in­
teract with, but if we really care about 
wildlife itself, we should follow sound 
wildlife practices. Making pets of 
wildlife is rarely a sound practice. 

If you do happen to find truly 
otphaned, injuredorabandoned wild­
life, you may want to contact an ex­
perienced wildlife rehabilitator who 
can handle the animal properly so it 
has the best possible chance to be 
returned to the wild. Trying to take 
the animal in yourself usually turns 
out a disaster for both you and the 
animal. Remember, though, when in 
doubt. leave it alone.

Then my smile faded as it dawned on me: The 

kid's a lot like his dad when it comes to this winning 
business. 

In fact, I might have been even worse at his age. 

WIN OR ELSE 
The fJist thing I can remember about winning is 

that I always had to be the one who did it. 
Losing at anything-from sports to video 

games-irritated me. Not only did I try to win, but I 
played for blood. 

The bigger the wipeout of my granny when we 
played checkers, or my father when we played cards, 
the better. 

My father and I played rummy often when I was 
growing up and even into my early 20s. The games 
would get so intense that we usually couldn't sleep 
after they ended. And sometimes the loser was 
grumpy for days. 

He was grouchier than I was most of the time, 
though. 

I made him keep playing until I won. 
When no one was available to compete with, I 

took on myself. 
Years ago I carried a stop watch in my car and 

timed myself getting to and from work. Before I 
knew. it I was setting records and trying to break 
them, until I realized that game was probably more 
than a little dangerous and likely to become very 
expensive. 

Over the years I learned to temper my competitive 
fires.

Today, in Sunshine Lines, we are 
going to continue our series on how 
we, as senior citizens, can prepare for 
our own future. 

Last week we discussed choosing 
a nursing home or long term care 
facility in the event that we were to 
reach that point in life when we are no 
longer able to care for ourselves. 

This week I want to discuss with 
you the "living will." 

A living willis a formal document 
stating that you do not want artificial 
life support should you become ter­
minally ill. 

A living will enables you to make 
your wishes known regarding life­
prolonging treatment in advance of 
the time when you might no longer be 
able to participate in decisions con­
cerning your future medical care. 

We are all aware of the marvels of 
modern medical technology. Tech­
nology is so advanced today, that a 
person can be kept "alive" on ma­
chines for years. A living will is one 
way the law allows for us to have a 
voice in our own future. 

The living will must be signed in 
front of two wimesses and a notary 
public. You must be careful of whom 
you choose as witnesses. In Ken­
tucky it cannot be a blood relative, 
neither can it be an employee of a 
health care facility in which you are a 
patient, nor can it be your attending 
physician(s), nor any person(s) fi­
nancially respons!ble for your health 
care. 

Under current Kentucky law an 
attorney's intervention is not neces­
sary in preparing your living will. 
However, the forms currently pro­
vided, do not guarantee that you will 
not be kept in a persistent vegetative 
state. For greater assuranc-e that your 
wishes will be honored, this writer 
strongly encourages that one work 
with an attorney in drafting a docu­
ment that could provide you more 
protection, in the event the living will 
form(s) presently available, were to 
be challenged. If your living will 
were to be challenged, this could 
happen at a time when you could no 
longer provide input, or at a time 
when your decisional capacity could 
be challenged. 

In future articles in this series, we 
will discuss the ordinary will; the 
health care surrogate; and, the du­
rable power of attorney. If, at any 
time, you chose to combine one or 
more of these documents along with 
your living will, beware! It is not 
advisable. Should you choose to com­
bine one or more of these, work with 
an attorney. 

Once you have a living will it 
should be kept in a safe place but 
someone must be aware of your 
wishes. Inform atrustedfamilymem­
ber, or two, and your doctor(s) of

your wishes. Let them know one ex­
ists and where it is located. It can be 
kept in a safety deposit box, but cop­
ies of it should be easily accessible to 
those responsible for your care and 
welfare. Oftentimes safe deposit 
boxes cannot be opened until after 
one's death. What good would a liv­
ing will do you if there was only one 
copy and it was in your safe deposit 
orlockbox? 

Also, do not be misled in believ­
ing that if you prepared a living will 
in one state that it will be honored in 
another. Check with state officials to 
determineaparticularstate'sq:quire­
ments. If you choose to be an organ or 
tissue donor, that should be stipu­
lated in your living will. 

I encourage senior citizens to give 
serious consideration to formulating 
your living will.

All too often the warnings don't 

mean much until someone dies of 
rabies. The latest reported such death 
was last August. when an 11-year-old 
girl died of rabies, apparently con­
tracted from a rabid bat 

Since 1980, a total of 16 deaths 
from rabies have been reported na­
tion wide (the last one in Kentucky 
was a 45-year-old Franklin County 
man in 1979) and of these it seems 
that six were transmitted human-to­
human during cornea transplants. 

You can see that the disease is 
serious. One of its tragedies is that 
prevention is so simple. 

Rabies is an acute viral infection 
of the central nervous system. It is a 
natural disease of dogs, cats, bats and 
wild carnivores, and all warm­
blooded animals, including man, are 
susceptible. 

It is usually spread from infected 
to non-infected animals through bites. 
The virus is carried in thesalivaofthe 
infected allimat, and once deposited 
in the muscle ormucuous membrane, 
the virus then replicates and makes 
its way up the peripheral nerves to the 
spinal cord and then to the brain. The 
virus can be present in the saliva of an 
infected animal-and be effectively 
transmitted - several days before 
signs appear, therefore if you are 
bitten by an animal it is important to 
keep that animal under observation. 

Once signs appear, there is no 
known cure and it is usually fatal. 

As a general rule, beware of ani­
mals that behave in an uncharacteris­
tic manner. Dogs may show either 
"furious rabies," in which they are 
agitated continually and usually vi­
cious, or "dumb rabies," in which 
they may appear to have something 
stuck in their throat or be paralyzed 
or comatose. These will also bite, 
however. 

Wild animals may show "furious" 
behavior, but it is more likely they 
will show more subtle changes -
things such as bats, skunks or foxes, 
which are normally nocturnal ani­
mals, being active in daytime, or los­
ing their fear of man. 

The main preventive barrier be­
tween wild animals and man is vacci­
nation of domestic animals, mostly 
dogs and cats. 

If you should be bitten by an ani-
mal you think might be rabid, prompt 
treatment is essential and the animal 
should be captured for observation. 

Kentucky Health Department 
regulations specify that there is no 
accepted quarantine period for any 
animal species except dogs and cats. 
They need only be captured and ob­
served. 

All other mammals should be sac­
rificed and tested immediately. Be 
careful not to destroy the brain, as it 
is needed for the test. If you cannot 
kill the animal yourself without dam­
aging the head, cage it if you can and 
call an animal control officer. 

Dogs and cats can be protected by 
vaccination, however it should be 
given by a veterinarian because the 
wrong vaccine can kill your animal. 
And remember that only vaccina­
tions given by a licensed veterinar­
ians confer legal protection. 

There is only one licensed vaccine 
for a wild animal. It is for ferrets. No 
others can be effectively vaccinated. 

If you are bitten, wash the wound 
with soap and water thoroughly and 
get to a pbysician immediately. 

Your veterinarian can tell you 
about rabies, how it affects animals 
and bwnans, bow to prevent it and 
what f1rst aid measures to use. Pro­
tection of the public against rabies is 
oneofthemore common public health 
issues handled primarily by veteri­
nary medicine.

Planting Tips 
If you are seriously considering 

growing roses, consult a gardening 
primer to determine which type you 
would like to raise and to learn if it 
will thrive where you live. Still not 
sure? Consult your landscaper or ask 
for help at the local nursery. 

Roses require at leastsi.X hours of 
sun daily, so pick a planting site with 
easterly exposure. The site should be 
slightly sloped to ensure maximum 
water drainage. Plantroses away from 
other shrubs and trees so there's no 
competition for moisture and nutri­
ents. 

Rose bushes are sold either in con­
tainers or bare-root Bare-root roses 
need to be planted immediately after 
purchase. Prior to planting, soak tbe 
bare-root in a bucket of water to pro­
tect roots from drying out. Container ,.,-.~~­
roses can be planted at your conve­
nience and needn't be pre-soaked. 

Well-aerated soil is the best grow­
ing environment for a newly planted 
rose bush. Add peat moss if needed. 
Then apply a plant food. 

Next, dig a planting hole one-and­
a-half feet deep and two feet wide to 
provide enough space for good drain­
age and root spreading. Begin plant­
ing bare-root roses by creating a fum 
mound at the bottom of your planting 
bole. Gently spread the roots over the
