At Monday's board of education
meeting, board members voted o
awarda $56,650 hoisting contract for
the Beisy Layne Elementary class-
room addition to. Martin Engineer-
ing, the company that is employed to
provide construction management
services on the project.

Lastmonth when bids for the class-
room addition project were opened,
only one bid was received for the
hoisting package. In accordance with
a board policy, the hoisting services
were bid forasecond timeand, again,
only Martin Engineering's bid was
received on the project.

Under Kentucky Revised Statute
162.066, “, . .the construction man-
ager shall not award construction
contracts to any company which the
manager owns or in which the man-
ager has a financial interest if less
than two bids are accepted.”

Jim Osborne, the school system's
chief of operations, said Tuesday that
he was unaware of the siate law and
itappeared that the contractcould not
be awarded.

Four-year-old flags down
help; leads to injured dad

Four-year-old Hailey Scarberry
stood alone on a dangerous, curvy
highway at Turkey Creekin the early
morning hours on May 27, She was
“covered in blood.” In a ditch at her
feet lay her father, critically injured.

Hailey thought she was “going to
Mamaws" that morning, Instead, she
took a trip into a nightmare.

Justa few minutes before the night-

mare began, Hailey and her father
were returning home from a friend’s
house. Her home was less than 100
feet away when the jeep her father
was driving struck a clump of dirt,
causing it to veer out of control. The
driver's side of the jeep struck the
hillside and bounced off. Hailey's
father, Malcum Scarberry, was flung
from the topless jeepand into a ditch.

The jeep landed on top of
Scarberry, hit the hill again, rolled
across the highway and plunged sev-

“And 1 did,” she said recently as
she searched through the keys she
had been jingling, “Here's the keys
we wrecked with,” she said.

On Turkey Creek Road thatmorm-
ing, Hailey pointed her right index
finger and clenched the fingers of
both her hands tightly around it, wail-
ing for a vehicle to swing around the
curve near where she was standing.

It appears that it's back to the
bargaining table for the Floyd County
School System’s bus drivers follow-
ing the school board’s failure Mon-
day night to ratify a driver contract
with the United Steelworker's Union.

Union representatives and school
officials have been working on the
three-year contract for bus drivers
over the past five months. Both sides
said Monday that they felt they had
an acceptable agreement

But the board deadlocked in a 2-2
vote on the issue and board chairman
Ray Brackett suggested union offi-
cials come back at the June 20 meet-
ing when a full board would be in
attendance.

Board members Brackett and
Eddie Patton were in favor of the
contract, but board member Dolores
Smith wanted more time to review
the proposal and Brent Clark was in
favor of a one-year agreement.

Union organizer Emest Thomp-
son told board members that bus driv-
ers would not vote for a one-year
contract and called the proposal a
“good first agreement.”

Patton, who participated in the
contract negotiations, recommended
lo fellow board members that they
accept the contract

“Since this started last November,
no bus drivers have brought their
complaints here,” Patton said. “They
have held up their end of the bargain

State will decide next month if schools

require further management assistance

State school officials will back in
Floyd County next month for a re-
view to determine if the state should
relinquish some of its control over
the district. : :

Prior to Monday's board meeting,
local board members met with Sandy
Gubser, of the state’s office of man-
agement assistance, to discuss

progress the district has made and
what areas still need improvement.

Details of that meeting are not
available because the media was not
notified of the session, an apparent
violation of the state’s Open Meeting
Law.

After the discussion with Gubser,
board members said they were under
the impression that the press had been
notified of the meeting.

Gubser said after the meeting that

Respond Ambulance Service, of
Watergap Road, received approval
from the Kentucky Medical Licensure
Board on April 19 to add Advance
Life Support (ALS) to its emergency
care services.

Respond added the service after it
mel all state requirements from the
licensure board, said Duane Branham,
director of the ambulance service.
Respond is the first to meet the state
criteria and to offer this level of care
to Floyd County citizens, Branham
said.

Advanced Life Support offers a
higher level of emergency care in the
pre-hospital and environment by uti-
lization of paramedics in addition to
emergency medical technicians,
Branham said.

In addition to Basic Life Support
services, Respond Ambulance Ser-
vice now can offer, through the use of
paramedics, such services as ad-
vanced patient assessment; establish-
ment of intravenous (I.V.) fluids;
monitor heart thythms with an elecs
trocardiograph (EKG); administer
defibrillation (electric shock) to re-
start an arrested heart; administer
many types of emergency medica-
tions; advanced airway management
techniques (tracheal intubation), as
well as other ALS services allowed
by the state, Branham explained.

Between the time it was approved
for ALS and May 30, Respond para-
medics responded to 114 calls. The
unit receives its medical control
through Highlands Regional Medi-
cal Center and Dr. Brizendine.

What happened? Tony happened.

About the ninth grade, Tony de-
cided he would take control of his life
and “refuse to lose." He became a
track star, the senior class president,
an academic star, vice president of
the Honor Society.

He dreams of being an astronaut,
a genetic engineer and a writer—all
atonce. He wasakid whodidn’t want
to be a “nobody.”

“Iam proud of where I came from,
though,” he said. “Because I know
where [ am going—to success.”

The other is Clay's story. Clay
was a lucky boy. He was bom 1o
caring, affluent, well-educated par-
ents who lived in a fine house in a
fine, safe suburban neighborhood.
Anything he wanted, he had. His two

sisters adored their big brother, who
was an excellent student, a whiz at
computers—on the college track.

Hisdad was a well-paid executive
of his own business. His mom quit
teaching to stay home with the chil-
dren. Both parents took an active
interest in their kids' school and ex-
tracurricular activities; they showed
up at PTA and ballgames and horse
shows and all that. Clay’s dad took
him bunting. The family went to
church together.

In his 17th year, something hap-
pened. Clay gotdepressed; be losthis
girlfriend; he dressed in black and
became fascinated with weapons.
Maybe, his friends say, he tried drugs.
When he got into some trouble at
school, his parents did what parents
do—they grounded him. They took
away his telephone and his car and
confined him to hisiroom,

Then, one warm spring morning,
Clay woke up early, got his father's
.38-caliber semiautomatic handgun
from the Jeep Cherokee, shot to death
his mother, father and two sisters as
they slept, went to school, and held
his math class hostage until an assis-
tant principal talked him out of the
gun. Clay said he'd had “a very bad
day.O!

Today, instead of looking forward
to a nice summer with his nice fam-
ily, instead of a future that includes
college and career and family and
success, Clay is in jail awaiting trial
on four counts of murder. And his
family is awaiting burial.

“No one is going to make any
sense out of this,” said the family’s
minister.

He's right.

No one can make any sense out of
the great failure of Clay's life—or
the great success of Tony's. We can
only be sad about one—and rejoige
about the other.

Parents are only part of the equa-
tion. While none of us wants tobungle
it, we're not quite certain how that's
done—or how it isn’t.

Editor’s note: Clay's case has not
yet went to trial and Clay has pleaded
not guilty to the murders.

Black riSbnei"’é isolation
claim denied by judge

An inmate’s claim that the state unfairly iso-
lates black prisoners in predominantly white ar-
eas is baseless, a Department of Corrections
spokesman said last week.

Tony Prather, 36, of Paducah in far Western
Kentucky, is an inmate at the Otter Creek Correc-
tional Center at Wheelwright, in far Eastern Ken-
tucky. He filed a lawsuit in U.S. District Court in
Pikeville.

“Blacks are being treated unfairly by being
classified too far away from home, to communi-
ties where there are no blacks and the white ratio
is overwhelming over the blacks,” he said in the
suit, filed May 24.

“In all the Eastern Kentucky prisons, the ma-
jority of the black population are at least 150-500
miles away from home,” the suit claimed.

The suit names the Corrections Department,
two managers in the agency's classification
branch, and the acting director of the Wheel-
wright facility, a privately run prison that opened
in August.

But department spokesman Michael Bradley
said race doesn’t affect assignment of an inmate.

“We have what is called an objective-based
classification system,” he said. Inmates are given
scores based on their security risk, type of crime,
history of escape, disciplinary problems and other
factors, he said.

“We transfer them based on available beds.”

Judge Magistrate Peggy Patterson, who was
assigned to the case, indicated that she would
recommend the suitbe dismissed. She said Prather
failed to cite a constitutional basis for his claim.

Bradley said the department is waiting to see
whether Prather files any more motions before
responding to the suit.

Prather was convicted Dec. 9, 1988, in
McCracken County of first-degree burglary and
of being a second-degree persistent felony of-
fender, Bradley said. He was sentenced to 25
years but is eligible for parole in December.—
Lexington Herald-Leader

with arson at school

Four high school students have been charged
in two separate incidents for allegedly setting
fires at Millard High School last week.

No injuries resulted from the incidents that
occurred May 24 and 25 in a girl' s bathroom at the
school.

Kentucky State Police arson investigator, De-
tective Barry McKenzie, said the students were
charged with first-degree arson for starting a fire
with the intent to damage a building, knowing the
building was occupied.

McKenzie said he learned of the fire that
occurred on May 24 after he was called in to
investigate the second fire.

A small quantity of carbide or “dynamite
rocks,” was confiscated from one of the students
after the first fire.

School Principal Robert Wright said the sec-
ond fire produced a lot of black smoke, but was

extinguished in justafew short minutes, thanks to
the quick action of ROTC instructor Bennie
Damron. The fire department was also called in.

Wright said he did not know the cost of the
damages.

Students were notevacuated from the building
since the fire was contained to one room, but
students were asked to stay in classrooms until the
smoke cleared.

“Their safety was first in mind,” he said.

In addition to the charges filed against them,
the students have been suspended for the rest of
the semester.

The incidents were isolated, according to
Wright who said, “Most of the students don’t
want that going on in their school."—Appala-
chian News-Express

Coal operator pleads
guilty in death of miner

An Eastern Kentucky coal operator pleaded
guilty yesterday to safety violations that led to a
fatal roof fall.

James W, Blackburn, 42, of Regina, pleaded
guilty to five counts in U.S. District Court at
Pikeville. His former partner, Aaron Justice Jr.,
42, also of Regina, pleaded guilty to two charges.
Blackburn was charged with failing to shore up
the ceiling at the Miller Branch Enterprise No. 1
mine at Gulnare before sending miners in to clean
up a roof fall Dec. 4, 1991. A second roof fall
occurred during the cleanup, killing miner Timmy
Ratliff.

Blackbum was also charged with falsifying
coal dust samples, failing to hang ventilation
curtains, turning off a ventilation fan and defonat-
ing explosives without drilling bore holes.

Justice pleaded guilty to falsifying the dust
samples and failing to hang the ventilation cur-
tains. He was notinvolved with the mine when the
roof fall occurred, Assistant U.S. Attorney H.
Davis Sledd said. Sledd said the men faceuptoa
year in prison and a $100,000 fine on each count.
Sentencing was set for Aug. 9. —Lexington Her-

Autopsy planned after

baby found on floor dies

State police are investigating the death of a 7-
month-old Eastern Kentucky girl who apparently
fell out of her mother’s bed.

Kasey Breanne Hall of Topmost in Knott
County was pronounced dead on arrival about 2
a.m. Monday at Our Lady of the Way Hospital in
neighboring Floyd County.

Floyd County Coroner Roger Nelson said the
mother, Christina Hall, told him she fed the baby
and laid her beside her in the bed around 9 p.m,
Sunday.

“She woke up (around 12:45 a.m.) and discov-
ered the baby was no longer beside her,” Nelson
said. “And she gotup and discovered it was laying
in the floor face down.”

Nelson said Jeff Hall, the baby's father, started
CPR while Christina Hall called for an ambu-
lance. Nelson said the baby never responded.

An autopsy was scheduled in Louisville, but
Nelson said preliminary results probably wouldn’t
be ready until Tuesday, June 7. He said a prelimi-
nary examination showed only a bruise on the
girl's left arm. No charges have been filed. —
Louisville Courier-Journal

Mark Ryles, director of facilities
management for the Kentucky De-
partment of Education, declined to
comment on board’s decision, say-
ing he had not received the documen-
tation from school officials.

Osborne said Tuesday that school
officials “knew it wasaconflict, with-
outquestion” for Martin to bid on the
hoisting contract, but he felt it would
be allowed because Martin disclosed
that he would be submitting a pro-
posal.

School officials have scheduled a
June 15 bond sale which would in-
clude the Betsy Layne classroom
addition. Ryles said that the district
should be able to proceed with issu-
ing the bonds for Betsy Layne.

“We can probably work around
it,” Ryles said. “We could pull the
hoisting package out and provide an
estimate for (the cost).

Summer fun can become dangerous
when alcohol and water are combined

Summer means outdoor activity
for many Kentuckians, especially on
the state's waterways, but that good
time can be spoiled and even end
tragically for people whouse alcohol
while enjoying water sports.

“While boating, water skiing,
swimming and fishing are supposed
to take your mind off work, that
doesn’t mean your mind can go on a
total vacation while participating in
these activities,” said Mike
Townsend, director of the Division
of Substance Abuse in the Depart-
ment for Mental Health and Mental
Retardation Services.

“It’s important to use safety pre-
cautions because water sports can be
dangerous, especially when com-
bined with alcohol.”

Each summer Kentuckians pick
up the newspaper to find people who
have drowned or been injured while
participating in water-related recre-
ation. The Kentucky Department of
Fish and Wildlife Resources reports
that in 1993 nine people died in boat-
ing accidents and 31 died in non-
¥a aceidents 'in
Kyentﬁaﬁ Accorﬂmg to the Boat/
U.S: Foundation, more than 50 per-
cent of all boating fatalities in the
United States involve alcohol.

“Most people who indulge in al-
cohol while doing water activities
don’trealize the danger they put them-
selves and other people in when they
mix alcohol and water,” Townsend
said. “Alcohol consumption affects a
person’s balance, judgment and
physical abilities, which can lead to

problems such as falling overboard,
behaving recklessly and slower reac-
tion time."”

Alcohol consumption also impairs
a person's vision, making it difficult
to judge depth perception, the speed
and distance of other objects, and
peripheral vision, All these abilities
are needed when operating a boat.

Drinking alcohol while participat- '

ing in water sports also has some
dangers that are not present on dry
land. Forexample, the effects of wind,
motion and glare while riding in a
boat over a long period of time can
cause “boater’s hypnosis,” which
slowsaperson’sreaction time almost
as much as alcohol. Alcohol intensi-
fies the effects of “boater’s hypno-
sis” making boating, and particularly
driving a boat, dangerous.

Alcohol also can cause people to
become disoriented in the water. A
sober person who is swimming or
falls into water can become disori-
ented about which direction is up
when water enters the ear. When this
happens to a drunk person, the confu-
sionis inténsified'and may cause the
person to swim down instead of up to
the air.

80 years of loyal service

Wayland, a booming coal town
before World War I1, is centered at
the junction of Kentucky 7 and 1086
and the confluence of Steele and the
RightFork of Beaver Crecks, 14 miles
south of Prestonsburg.

In 1913, the Elk Horn Coal Com-
pany opened a mine and established
the town, which was named for the
U.S. Senator Clarence Wayland
Watson of West Virginia, and presi-
dent of the Consolidation Coal Com-
pany. The post office was established
May 18, 1914—80 years ago—with
Louis Martin the first postmaster.

On May 18, several former post-
masters, officers-in-the-charge,
clerks, and descendants of former
postmasters, returned to Wayland o

help celebrate the post office’s 80th
birthday.

Mike Campbell, postmaster of
Hindman, joined postmaster,
Genevieve Combs in welcoming hon-
ored guests. Attending the celebra-
tion was a former postmasier in the
1940's, Tramble Turner of Allen,
along with his wife and son, Joe, and

his wife from Chatianooga, Tennes-
see. Also present was Tramble
Tumer's brother, Ezra, a resident of
Wayland, who was a clerk at the
Wayland Post office approximately
1926.

Errors, walks haunt Betsy Layne
in 10-4loss to Corbin Redhounds

Newsome, Clark, Ousley

The Corbin Redhounds ended
Betsy Layne’s dream of reaching the
final fourin the Kentucky State Base-
ball Tournament affer posting a 10-4
win over the Bobeats. The two teams
met in the championship game of the
Section 4 playoffs at Pikeville last
Thursday evening.

What got Betsy Layne to the cham-
pionship game — defense and pilch-
ing — haunted the Bobcats as they
closed the season with a fine 25-13
record.

Starter Derrick Newsome and re-
liever Barry Clark had problems find-

ing the strike zone against Corbin as
they issued six base on balls in the
game. The defense wasn't sharp ei-
ther as they commilted an uncharac-
leristic seven errors,

Of the six walks, four came in to
score, adding to the saying that base
on balls will come back to haunt a
pitcher.

Newsome went the first inning
and a third as he allowed five runs on
five hits. He walked three batters and
did not strike out a hitter.

Corbin used its speed on the base
paths in the first two innings which
netted them a 5-1 lead. The Red-
hounds stole four bases in the first
two innings and scored each runner.

Patrick
McCowan tripled in one run and
scored when the throw from right
field was missed by third baseman
Shannon Newsome.

Parsons walked, stole second and
scored on Mouser's second hit in as
many innings. Mouser’s hit greeted
Barry Clark when he came on in

relief of Newsome.,

As a member of the Betsy Layne
Bobcats’ 15th Regional champions
and runner-up in the Section 4 tour-
nament, Brandon Castle has been used

Plans to build baseball
field going, going, gone

A plan to build a baseball ficld at
Cracker Bottom near Martin sounded
good 10 school board members at
Monday's meeting, but the $329,000
price tag didnt.

Board members declined to give
the go ahead to build Frazier Field to
be used as Allen Central High
School’s home baseball field after an
architect and engineer laid out the
cost to develop the site and build the
facility.

Gary Frazier, depuly superinten-
dent for the school system, offered
earlier this year to give the school
system an eight-acre site at Cracker
Bottom o build the baseball field,
provided that it always be used as a
baseball field,

Architect Randy Burchett and en-
gineer John Reed laid out the plan for
board members Monday and esti-

mated it would cost over 300,000 to
build a top-notch facility.

Board members hesitated to ap-
prove proceeding with plans, citing
grealer needs in the school system
and the lack of a plan to upgrade
athletic facilities throughout the
county.

Board member Eddie Patton asked
superintendent Steve Towler to con-
sider temporarily hiring an athletic
director {0 look at all the facilities in
the county and develop an improve-
ment plan.

Patton also suggested that school
officials meet with members of the
fiscal court and the Big Sandy Area
Development District to see if any
grant monies are available to make
improvements at the county's ath-
letic facilities.

Towler told Patton that he would
be recommending the district em-
ploy an athletic director this year to
assist school-based athletic comimnit-

tees. He added that a director could
also assess the district’s needs for
athletic facilities.

Board member Brent Clark com-
mented that he could not vote for the
project because there are 44 class-
rooms housed in trailers in his dis-
trict.

“It's a very honorable project,”
Clark said. “My heart goes out to
you. Butit would be very hard for me
to vote on. Maybe it can'be a priority
on down the road.”

Board member Dolores Smith
agreed saying, “Our needs are so
great, I don't see how we can expend
that amount of money right now."”

Fourth of July fireworks:

Teen-age boys are at
highest risk of vision loss

Dominic, 15, had his left eye re-
moved after a bottle rocket shot off
by a friend struck his face and ex-
ploded.

Close to 10,000 people are injured
by fireworks every year, with half the
victims younger than 16, Dominic is
in the highest-risk group for fire-
works injuries: 13 to 15-year-old
males, playing at home with friends,

The American Academy of Oph-
thalmology encourages everyone to
leave the handling and detonating of
fireworks to professionals at public
fireworks displays.

“There are three main types of eye
injuries caused by fireworks: Burns
to the eye or eyelid, bruising and
actual penetration of the eye,” ex-
plained George Blankenship, M.D.,
professor and chair of the department
of ophthalmology at Penn State Uni-
versity,

Bottle rockets are responsible for

82 percent of fireworks injuries:
Smaller rockets travel from 35 to 75
mph, while larger rockets reach
speeds of up to 200 mph. They fly
erratically, explaining the high inci-
dence of bystander injuries. The
bottles and cans used to launch them
often explode, showering fragments
of glass and metal,

“The injuries can scar the cornea,
the clear front coating of the eye,”
Blankenshipadded. “Imagine a wind-
shield that loses its transparency and
there's no wiper to clear it off. A
comeal transplant is needed 1o re-
store vision."

Even those fireworks perceived
as safe can cause painful eye injuries,
Sparklers, which are often held by
young children, burnat 1800-degrees
Fahrenheit, nearly hotenough to melt
gold.

With at least 70 percent of fire-

works injuries occurring to bystand-
ers, everyone is at risk when ama-
teurs handle fireworks,

The American Academy of Oph-
thalmology recommends that every-
onehandling fireworks observe these
basic safety guidelines:

* Use only legal devices. Legal
fireworks are printed with the
manufacturer’s name, address and a
cautionary label. A firework lacking
this information is very likely to be
illegal, Never attempt to make your
own fireworks.

* Never allow children o handle
explosive fireworks.

* Always wear glasses or safety
goggles when lighting fireworks.

Job Corps has changed my life in many ways. It
changed the way I look at things.

Before I came to Job Corps, I was living with
people 1 didn't know. I traveled to other states by
hitchhiking and made friends who sometimes had
trouble with their family. They, the friends I made,
would tell their parents I was new to the state and
didn't know anybody there. The parents would
sometimes ask me o stay at their house until I found
a job and a place of my own.

Sometimes I would live with friends whose
parents are drug addicts, prostitutes, and pimps. I
would live in shelters and sometimes with all walks
of life.

I wanted to get life on track. I knew that no-one
would help me unless I helped myself first. I saw the
number for Job Corps on television and wrote the
number down. About three weeks later I was still
deciding if I should call the number or not. Finally, I
decided to call the number because everything
seemed to be going wrong. I felt that Job Corps was
my last chance.

When I called the Job Corps number the recep-
tionist I spoke with was very kind and was able to
answer all the questions I had about the program, She
gave me information I needed and then some
information I didn't need. She gave me a list of

“My sister had a good education and she taught her
husband how to read and write and cipher. My brother-
in-law became foreman and I had a good chance for a
good job.

Then Wilson got into what he calls “bad habits” that
nearly ruined his life.

“I got to drinking and got into a bad habit of
gambling. I was about 14 years old..."

He admitied he cheated, using crooked dice and
marked cards,

At 18, he married Eva Cebell, a girl he met in
school (“I only went to the third grade,” he said), and
the couple started raising a family. “

We had eight children, five girls and three boys, the
same as my mother and dad.”

His three sons went into the Army during World
War II. Wilson and his wife and daughters moved to
Michigan where he found work in a machine shop.
Later the plant made automobiles. He was employed
there until his retirement.

When he was forty years old, he was converted. He
said he lost all desire to drink, gamble and smoke.

“My name used to be Wild Bill. Now it's Sweet
William," be said, grinning.

He also founded a church.

“After [ was converted, God called me to preach the
gospel. I built a church at Ypsilanti, Michigan. I was
pastor 25 years. I started with a burden and only had
25 cents in my pocket. People gave me money to help
build the church. I never asked for money."”

His children and wife took part in his ministry.

“We all played music in church, We were a happy
family. We played guitar and mandolin.”

His four sons returned safely from the war and
eventually all of his children married. His wife died
about 30 years ago, after 48 years of marriage.

He retired from his church work and preaching and
fifteen years ago, he moved to Floyd County where
one of his daughters and a granddaughter live.

Four daughters are still living, but he has only one
living son, who is 73 years old and is a resident of a
nursing home in Battle Creek, Michigan.

“I've got over 100 grandchildren and great grand-
children.” he said, “I have five generations of family in
Texas, five in Floyd County and five in New York
state. They all have a good education and good jobs,”
he said proudly.

And what is his secret to living to a ripe old age?
“Obey your parents in the Lord,” he said, “I was good
to my mom. | just loved her.

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Senior citizens, this week in Sun-
shine Lines, we are continuing our
discussion on topics relative to this
series entitled, “Preparing For One’s
Own Future.” Today we will discuss
the “Powerof Attorney" and the “Du-
rable Power of Attomey,” These are
very much alike, yet there is a subtle
difference. This difference, if over-
looked, not fully understood, or ig-
nored, could make a big difference in
one’s personal wishes regarding one’s
future health care, should one no
longer be able to make health care
decisions for one's self,

Before we discuss the similarities
and the differences betweena “Power
of Attorney"” and a “Durable Power
of Attorney” I want to point out that
it is not mandatory, in the state of
Kentucky, that one have legal inter-
vention when preparing either docu-
ment, however, I want to emphasize
that although it is not presently re-
quired, it is advisable and highly rec-
ommended that you consult an attor-
ney before granting a Power of Au-
thority or a Durable Power of Attor-
ney to anyone.

A “Power of Attorney” is your
granting to someone else legal au-
thority to manage some or all of your
personal affairs and business mat-
ters. The person, to whom you give
the Power of Attorney, can act on
your behalf, without your presence,
or even without your knowledge, in
those areas you designate in the docu-~
ment. His or her control, or power,
should be clearly defined when you
appoint a Power of Attormey.

In your document, you might want
to give your Power of Attorney per-
mission to do one or any combination
of things, As an example, inregard to
your finances you might want to give
your Power of Attorney permission
tomake deposits, make withdrawals,
invest your money without your
knowledge or oversight, write checks
against your account for your bills,
etc. But, youmay notwant your Power
of Attorney to have access to
¥ your safety depositor lock box. You
may want your Power of Attorney to
sell all of your real estate, or only
designated portions of it, or none of
it. For your own protection, and the
protection of your resources, your
document must be very explicit.

You can give very broad power to
aperson, allowing him orher to handle
all of your financial affairs, or you
can give very limited power in very

specific, well-defined areas. You can
also limit the time that the power
exists or you can designate that this
power be binding until your death.
You should be very careful in select-
ing your attorney-in-fact, or the one
to whom you grant the Power of
Attorney, and you should be ex-
tremely careful in defining his or her
powers. This is why I feel it is to
one’sown best interest o incorporate
the services of an attorney even
though, at the present time, it is not
required by law that you do so.

Your Power of Attorney must be
in writing and signed by you. It can
be prepared without witnesses. It
should be notarized, If it is used to
transfer real property, it must be no-
tarized and recorded with the deed in
the County Clerk’s office.

You have the right to revoke or
terminate the attorney-in-fact or
“Power of Attorney” at any time by
informing him or her that the power(s)
you previously granted have been
terminated. You should send copies
of the revocation to anyone who has
seen the document or with whom the
attorney-in-fact has done businesson
your behalf,

The chief difference between a
“Power of Attorney™ and a “Durable
Power of Attorney” is that the Du-
rable Power of Attorney addresses
health care issues. Under Kentucky
law the document may state that it
shall not be terminated on disability

of the principal (you). This kind of
power, known as a “Durable Power
of Attorney,” will continue afier the
principal’s (your) incapacity. Though
it is possible to have a document
prepared to combine your personal
and business affairs and your health
care issues, the two should not be
incorporated into one document with-
out assistance from one’s trusted at-
tomey.

You can create a Power of Attor-
ney that will gointo effectonly in the
future and only if you should become
unable to manage your own affairs.
Such a document should be carefully
written to specify what you mean by
“unable to manage your own affairs”
and it must give the power to make
that decision to a person other than
yourself. Again, I re-emphasize, it is
advisable to consult an lawyer before
granting a Power of Attomey or Du-
rable Power of Attorney to anyone.

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Turning miners into farmers

That's one of the challenges Rich-
ard Barnhisel confronts as he works
with coal companies, helping them
twrn mined land back into farmland.
Barnhisel, an agriculture professor at
the University of Kentucky, assists
the coal industry in the complicated
process of restoring Kentucky soil
that has been used for surface min-
ing, or strip mining. “The people that
are mining the coal are mandated to
return the soil to the productivity it
had before it was mined,” he says.
“We're trying (o use farmer technol-
ogy—what farmers know aboutagri-
culture and getting this information
to the coal industry.”

In an efforl to preserve the
country’s prime farmland, the fed-
eral government requires the coal
industry (o actually grow crops on
the land after they've excavated the
coal. In order to fulfill its obligation,
a company must successfully raise
corn and other crops for three con-
seculive years after the soil has been
replaced, Bamhisel says corn is the
test crop because if the company’s
land can produce it, they have suc~
cessfully overcome compaction, one
of the biggest hazards of surface min-
ing. “Com is the most difficult crop
to gel to yield, it's the most sensitive
Lo compaction.”

Compaction refers to soil that has
had the air squeezed out of it and in
which the rich topsoil and barren
subsoil have been mixed together,
“The biggest challenge is getting the

soil back with minimum compac-
tion," Barnhisel says. “That’s what
we're focused on more than anything
else.” Given the enormity of the
trucks, draglines and other vehicles
used to mine coal, there's almost no
way to avoid compacting the soil. “If
you drive on soil with 100 tons of
weight in those tires, you're going (o
have compaction.”

Even after restoration efforts, the
land will require more fertilizer than
before to replace the soil’s natural
nutrients that are displaced by min-
ing. Topsoil is the richest level of
soil, Barnhisel explains—'"That's
why you don’t want erosion because
you're losing your best soil.” Nor-
mally, “A plant can get all the fertil-
izer it needs from the first six inches
of soil." As a result of soil shifting,
farming costs on restored land will
likely be “a litde bit higher” than

before the mining, he says.

Cost is amajor factor in this equa-
tion for farmers and the coal industry.
Companies stake huge investments
on the profit they expect to earn from
coalmined on prime farmland, which
isdefinedas land thathas been farmed
five out of the last 10 years from the
time the company acquired the op-
tion to mine. “Prime farmland is the
most expensive farmland to mine,”
Bamnbhisel says. The coal companies
must first put up expensive bonds to
ensure the restoration of the land.
Then the reclamation process itself is
time-consuming and costly. “It costs

a company $10,000 10 $20,000 an
acre o reclaim prime farmland,” he
says.

Ideally the transformation from
farmland tomine and back takes about
seven years. The process often lasts

John Fox Jr. joins pursuit of

dreaded Flemings

by Jadon Gibson

John Fox, Jr., the famous author
who wrote ‘Trail of the Lonesome
Pine' and ‘Little Shepherd of King-
dom Come," was a member of the
volunteer police-guard at Big Stone
Gap, during the time that Talt Hall,
the Red Fox, and several other
badmen were brought to justice.

He was having breakfast in a Big
Stone Gap, Va., hotel, in the spring of
1894, when he heard news that the
“wily old Daddy of the Flemings”
had been captured and his sons, Cal
and Heenan, were hemmed in.

The noted author dropped his knife
and fork and scurried to pay his bill
and get underway. As a member of
the police-guard, he would be needed
near Pound, Va. The Flemings
weren' t expected to give up easily. A
shootout was imminent.

Several mountaineersin the Pound
Gap area volunteered tohelp the posse
find the Flemings. Later in the mom-
ing they engaged them in the fierce
shootout which left the brothers
wounded.

It was hot as John Fox Jr. rode to
the site of the gunbattle at the head of
Pound River, He described the area
as “a wild, beautiful, lawless, region
that harbored the worst desperadoes
of Virginia and Kentucky. They do
their mischief in each state and then
hide across the state line to avoid the
law.”

The famous author came upon a
double log cabin with windows cov-
ered by hanging quilts. “Who lives
here?”, he asked as an old woman
appeared in the doorway. Her answer
startled him.

“The Flemingses lives hyeh," she

answered, quietly, Of all cabins, John
Fox Jr. had stopped for directions at
the home of the culprils.

“Whar air ye from?" she asked.
Afteranswering that he was from Big
Stone Gap, she asked if he had been
partof the earlier raid in search of her
sons. He said that he hadn’t.

Her throat was so big it looked as
though she had a goiter and it shook
when she laughed as she reflected on
the raid by the lawmen.

“One fool feller stuck his head up
into the loft and lit a match to see if
my boys was up thar,"” she explained.
“He lit a match! He wouldn’t *a had
no head ef my boys had been up

Her huge throat shook again as
she laughed. Then she became som-
ber as she lit her pipe and started to
speak.

“I reckon you know my boys is
hurt, maybe even somewher dead in
the woods by now," she spoke mat-
ter-of-factly. “Ef you git hold of ‘em
I wish you wouldn't harm ‘em.”

The three women and two chil-
dren in the cabin watched as John
Fox Jr. left after drinking a glass of
buttermilk which they had given him,

After leaving the Fleming cabin,
John Fox Jr. rode for another hour
before coming upon other members
of the posse and police-guard. The
men were armed with Winchesters
and other weapons. They guffawed
at the “ridiculous” little .32 Smith &
Wesson pistol which the anthor car-
ried.

‘Gooseneck’ John Branham, nick-
named for his long neck, gave him a
two-foot long pistol and a faded
slouch-hat to wear. The hat belonged
to Hennan Fleming and had been
worn by him until it was jarred from

his head when a shot shredded his
shoulder earlier that moming.

Shortly the posse came upon a
cave that the Flemings had used ear-
lier as a hideout. They found several
blankets, bits of ham and a bag of
meal. Nearby, on the roadside, they
found a large pile of shavings which
came from many hours of idle whit-
ting.

Half an hour later, after traveling
down a deep ravine and up a long
slope, the posse arrived at the scene
of the shootout that left the Flemings
wounded earlier that morning,.

Shortly thereafter the men arrived
at the cabin where the Flemings had
paused for coffee and food. The
woman of the cabin spoke of their
injuries.

“Heenan’s shoulder was all shot
up an’ I coulda put my hand inta the
hole in Cal's back,” the woman said,
“Cal was groanin’ a good deal an had
to stop every ten yards or 50 ‘cause it
was apainin’ him so bad.”

They went on hurriedly in search
of the Flemings. Later in the day they
found the sheriff and joined the re-
mainder of the search party.

longer because the coal industry’s
crops—Iike the crops of any farmer—
are yulnerable to weather, insects and
other variables. Still, Bamhisel says,
paying back the land is a delicate
procedure and an extra year or lwo in
the restoration process is worth it. “If
it's not done properly,” Bamhisel
says, “it may take centuries.”
