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Utility company official denies allegations :

Suit claims dispute may stall track opening

After hurdling obstacles over li-
censing, financing and construction,
the fate of a horse racing facility in
Floyd County has come down to a
dispute over the most plentiful re-
source on the planet...water.

Floyd County’s court-appointed
solid waste custodian Bob Meyer has
given free rein to the new solid waste
commission by resigning his posi-
tion Tuesday, after a contract was
awarded to a private company to
handle the county's garbage disposal.

Meyer was appointed by Floyd
County Circuit Court Judge John
David Caudill earlier this year to take
over the management of the county’s
solid waste department when former
commission members voted last De-
cember to double garbage rates.

Judge Caudill accepted Meyer's
resignation Tuesday as custodian of
the solid waste department.

Judge Caudill’s order said that
Meyer asked to resign from the posi-
tion because a new board of commis-
sioners has been appointed to over-
see the affairs of the solid waste de-
partment. Meyer will assist the new
commissioners during the transition
of services to Rumpke of Kentucky,

Judge Caudill publicly thanked
Meyer for his work as custodian.

“Iwantto express my eternal grati-
tude to Mr. Meyer for the work he has
done,” Caudill said. “He has gra-
ciously agreed 1o continue working
with the board until the complete
transition is made.”

Meyer made no comment about
his resignation,

Floyd County Attorney Jim
Hammond said after Tuesday’s hear-
ing that he would seek to dismiss an
appeal he filed earlier this year con-

will be the
biggest ever

The sky over Archer Park will
light up on Independence Day with
the “largest display of fireworks in
Eastern Kentucky,"

A major distributor of fireworks
in Kentucky, Colonel Wise Fireworks
in Louisville, termed this year's
Fourth of July fireworks celebration
as the largest in Eastern Kentucky
after he filled an order for the fire-
works, said Tom Blackbum, Prestons-
burg fire chief.

Included in the fireworks pur-
chased through the combined efforts
of the Floyd County Fiscal Court,
Prestonsburg City Council and Pre-
stonsburg Tourism Commission is a
mortar that will shoot some of the
fireworks so high that pilots are
wamed (0 steer their planes clear of
the area during the display. Black-
burn estimated that the fireworks will
shoot about 3,000 feet into the air.

“The bursts will completely cover
the sky," be said,

The mortar, which Blackburn said
was “like a gun on a battleship,”
stands 6'4" high and has a diameter
thatmeasures 16",

The fireworks display will begin
between 9:30p.m. and 9:45 p.m., and
last about an hour, Blackburn said.

That concern could be resolved to-
day, Wednesday, when a hearing is
held in Floyd Circuit Courton a civil
action filed Monday by track devel-
opers Appalachian Racing, Inc.
against Auxier Water Company.

Appalachian Racing has alleged in
its lawsuit that Auxier Water has re-
fused to connect the track o water
services at a reasonable cost, con-
tending that the utility company has

demanded payment for the extension
of new lines to the facility. The suit
claims Auxier Water had initially
demanded payment of $70,000 for
the water line extension, but the
amount sought had been reduced 10
$25,000.

Appalachian Racing contends also
that track developers are not respon-
sible for the expense of upgrading
and extending the water lines. Track
developers claim in their suit that
Auxier Water had planned the up-

grades long before the track was pro-
posed for construction on Route 3
and the racing group should only be
required to pay normal tapping fees
associated with routine water hook-
ups.

The suit asks the Floyd Circuit
Court 1o issue a lemporary restrain-
ing order directing Auxier Water to
immediately connect the track to water
services, alleging that without those
services the track cannot meet its July
3 opening deadline. If the track does

Solid waste workers show

worry over job prospects

While employees of the Floyd
County Solid Waste Department are
asking what will happen to them when
Rumpke begins its waste collection
operation in the county on July 1,
members of the Floyd County Solid
Waste board are wondering how
they'll come up with the funds to pay
for the company's “self-insuring”
unemployment plan.

The issues were raised during a
meeting of the Floyd County Solid

Waste board Monday night. Bob
Meyers, custodian of the solid waste
program, told board members that
the Floyd County office used the re-
imbursing employer plan.

Under the plan, employers are
billed for unemployment when em-
ployees are laid off,

Meyer did not estimate how much
the unemployment would cost the
county if a number of workers are
laid off by the privatization of the
solid waste program, but before the
reimbursing employer plan was initi-
ated, Floyd County Solid Waste paid

out as much as $5,000 per quarter,

“We're talking major-league
money," said Darrell Patton, a mem-
ber of the solid waste board.

Floyd County Solid Waste em-
ploys 28 full-time workers, Meyer
said. Most of those employees have
minimum wage salaries, he explained.

“Minimum wage people are not in
a hurry to get off unemployment,”
Patton said.

Unemployment checks are paid
for 26 weeks, according to a repre-

A group of Prestonsburg citizens
asked the Floyd County School Board
Monday to delay the renovation of
Prestonsburg High School untiladdi-
tional land is acquired foranew foot-
ball field.

Paul Phillip Hughes, Estill Lee
Carter, Burl Wells Spurlock and
Prestonsburg Mayor Jerry Fannin
addressed the board at Monday's
meeting and asked the members for a
delay.

Hughes, who is the vice chairman
of the district’s Local Planning Com-
mittee, told the board there were two
tracts of land that could be purchased
to relocate the field.

“I"ve talked to the architect about
how tough it is to renovate a build-
ing,” Hughes told the board. “We
need to plan before we do renovate. I
hate 1o say this, but we need to do
better planning than we did at Allen
Central with its football field.

“If you have to delay the project a
year and have enough money to do it,
it would be wise,” Hughes added.
“The site is inadequate.”

Hughes said that property adja-
cent to the football field could be
purchased for about $550,000 or the
board could look at buying the old
drive-in site.

Carter, Fannin and Spurlock ech-
oed Hughes' comments and asked
that the scope of the project be in-
creased toinclude anew athletic field.

Connie Millerand Clarence Risner
asked if the board had considered
what academic effect the renovation
would have on students attending

Floyd County on July 1, Conn said.

Conn, who is officer manager at
the Floyd County Solid Waste office,
and Marla Potter, a compulter opera-
tor at the office, brought their con-
cemn before the Floyd County Solid
Waste Board at its meeting Monday

“I've been here too long to start
over,” Conn said.

Board members told Conn that
Rumpke would begin interviewing
Floyd County Solid Waste employ-
ees on Tuesday for potential jobs
with Rumpke.

“We've impressed on them
(Rumpke) time and time again if we
have qualified people, we want them
to hire them,” said board member
Dayvid Layne.

Potential Rumpke employees must
undergo drug testing, Hammond said.
He also explained that office em-
ployees at the Rumpke office could

to collect delinquent accounts.

“(If the customer) is 60 days be-
hind, Rumpke will send someone with
the office staff to knock on the door,”
Hammond said.

“That’s my nightmare, hanging
on to the back of a garbage truck. 1
can't see us riding on the back of a
truck,” Conn said.

The service contract drawn up by
the solid waste board stipulates that
Rumpke offer employment to Floyd
County Solid Waste “qualified” em-
ployees, but gives Rumpke sole privi-
lege to determine which employees
are “qualified" to fill any positions it
has open.

The service contract approved
Monday night included an addition,
amendments and clerical corrections.
Collection of solid waste through the
Adopt-A-Highway program was
added to the contract at the request of
Floyd County Judge Executive John
M. Stumbo. The county will pay
Rumpke $12.75 per ton and an ad-
ministration fee of $2.25 per ton, but
limits the cleanup period Lo two weeks
annually.

An amendment to the contract re-
quired Rumpke to post a $1 million
performance bond. Another revision
stipulated that Rumpke must report
collections and make payments to the
solid waste board at the board's
monthly meetings.

At the meeting, board members
agreed to keep the Floyd County Solid
Waste office open after the July 1
transition to allow customers (O pay

their June bills and also to allow
customers to pay overdue accounts.

Board members did not establish a
closing date for the office.

Prestonsburg workers
object to policy revisions

A committee of Prestonsburg coun-
cil members and a standing-room-
only crowd of city employees gath-
ered Monday to hash out their differ-
gnces over a new personnel policy
that aims at reducing employee costs.

Mostof Monday's exchange at city
hall centered on the wording of vari-
ous provisions of the new policy hand-
book, but the talks grew contentious
on at least two issues—yevisions to
vacation policies and a debate over
lunch time allotments for emergency
personnel.

The three-hour meeting Monday
between council personnel commit-
tee members Robert Allen, Hansel
Cooley, Paul Goble, Billy Ray
Collins, Mayor Jerry Fannin and city
workers from fire, police and public
works departments was set as a ques-
tion and answer session over details
of the proposed new personnel policy.

The council committee reviewed a
list of concerns outlined by Michael
Moore, a fire department employee
who served as spokesman for city
workers.

Atop the list of concerns was the
new policy's elimination of provi-
sions conceming overtime pay that
had been agreed to by council as part
of the settlement of a civil suit filed
against the city by nine firefighters.
Thatout-of-courtagreement included
cash payments totalling $180,000 to
the firefighters and revisions to poli-
cies which set out guidelines for pay-
ing overtime 10 emergency person-
nel.

The proposed employee handbook
did not include previously agreed-
upon details concerning overtime pay,
and firefighters noted that exclusion
Monday. Mayor Fannin responded
that city attorney Larry Brown was
reviewing the issue, adding that the
suit settlement provisions “might be
added back to” the final version of the
new policy.

Committee members stressed Mon-
day that they hoped to arrive at a
“win/win” position with the new
policy handbook, which they con-
tended was necessary to reduce “ex-
cessive” overtime expenses. Fannin
said overtime costs last year totalled
more than $100,000 and council was
faced with the options of reducing
those expenses or culling employee

health benefits. The city currently
pays health premiums for employees
and their families, but may have to
cut those benefits to coverage for
employees only if other costs aren’t
reduced, Fannin said.

A proposal torevise vacation quali-
fications drew most of the heat during
Monday’sdeliberations, withemploy-
ges arguing that the new schedule
would penalize some workers by re-
ducing their vacation days. The pro-
posed qualifications would give work-
ers 40 hours of earned vacation after
one year as opposed to the current
policy which allows two weeks. The
new plan would grant three extra va-
cation days for employees who did
not miss or arrive late for work, a
proposal council committee members
said would help cut down on the use
of sick days and on overtime pay for
replacement workers.

Employees contended that many
workers would lose vacation days
already earmmed under the current
policy and asked that they be allowed
to keep those days. The council com-
mitiee agreed o propose a compro-
mise on the issue that would allow
workers to carry over days already
earned but not taken and they agreed
to recommend revisions to the vaca-
tion schedule that would allow work-
ers 10 eam a number of vacation days
equal to what they would have been
allocated under existing policies.

Anextended debate alsoarosc over
lunch time allocations for city police
and fire personnel who contended
they are often required to work
through their lunch periods but re-
ceive no pay for thatextratime, While
policies allocate 30 minuts per day to
those employees for lunch, they re-
main on call and must respond when
emergencies arise. Fire and police
employees asked the committee to
allow them to end their shifts 30 min-
utes early if they have been required
to miss lunch, noting that would cause
no loss of coverage during emergen-
cies because shifts overlap by a half
hour when one group is going off
duty and another is coming on.

That issue was not resolved after
lengthy debate.

None of the new personnel policies
will take effect until they are offi-
cially adopted by the full city council.
The committee gave no indication
Monday when a final document would
be presented for adoption,

pressed that county residents may be
confused when they receive their first
statement. Rumpke bills quarterly and
bills will be for $30 for the quarter,
Floyd County Solid Waste billed
monthly.

Also at the meeting, Bob Meyer
reported he had a stack of invoices
from the engineering firm of
Kenvirons that amounted to around
$115,000, but that he could not find a
contract with the company.The engi-
neering firm tests water and soil
samples on a quarterly basis at the
Garth landfill site.

Hammond also said he could not
find a written contract with
Kenvirons. Hammond explained that
the state’s statute of frand stipulates
all contract services “in the amount
of $500 or more to be in writing,” but
that partial performance takes it out-
side the statute.

Hammond recommended the
board negotiate with Kenvirons about
seitling the account and closing the
landfill,

The city of Wayland has a site for
its sewage treatment plant, Mayor
Gene Mullins said Monday at the city
council’s monthly meeting.

The city will be able to use land
given to it from Consol of Ky., Inc.
for the project.

Wayland is currently in the plan-
ning stages for the sewage plant which
they hope to fund through grants and
loans.

Two engineering companies gave
the city a free preliminary cost esti-
mate of how much the plant would
cost in order for the city to determine
how much the citizens of Wayland
would have to pay for the project,
Anne Chaney said at the city’s
monthly meeting Monday night.

The two companies, however,
didn’t give the city much to go on as
there was a difference of $400,000 in
the estimates.

“That's a pretty significant differ-
ence,” Chaney, a project developer
from the Big Sandy Area Develop-
ment District, said. “They’re that far
apart because of alot of things; nickel
and dime stuff here and some things
are major differences."

Chaney said that a third engineer-
ing company has been contacted and
they will also provide a cost estimate
toward the end of June in order to see

which of the first two figures the city
received was accurate.

In other action, the council:

* voted to hire a tax collector to
collect the back taxes owed by the
citizens of Wayland;

» decided they would begin issu-
ing citations to people who have not
bought their auto stickers;

» hired David Gray as a part-time

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Weed problem continues
to grow at Allen Council

The Allen City Commission dug
into the problem of how to eradicate
weedy lots and other eyesores in the
city during its special meeting Mon-
day night.

The session was called to discuss
the 1994-95 city budget; but after
discussion and unanimous approval
of the budget, the commission's at-
tention turned to how to implement a
city-wide cleanup.

After an item by item explanation
of the proposed budget by city clerk
Bill Parsons, and with clarifications
requested by new commissioners
James Parsons and Sharon Woods on
some items, the budget was unani-
mously approved.

According to the budget, lotal rev-
enue for 1994-95 has been estimated
at $638,445. With an additional
$4,000 retained from the 1993-94
fiscal year, the total estimated rev-
enueis $642,445. Estimated expenses
for the new fiscal year were set at
$642.445. The expenses include
raises for the commissioners, from
$25 a month to $35 a month; from
$50 a month to $60 a month for
mayor, and from $100 a month w
$300 a month for the city clerk.

Sharon Woods, who made the
motion toadopt the budget, seconded
by commissioner Virgie Woods,
wanted to clarify her motion as a
move to accept the budget, and not to
give the commission, mayor and clerk
raises.

“We've gotto vote in raises for the
clerk and for us," Woods said, look-
ing at mayor Chris Waugh and clerk
Parsons for verification. “This mo-
tion is for passing the budget. (The
figures) are there to play with. We've
got (the raises) in the budget if we so
choose to do. If not, we carry it over
(for the next year's budget). The pay
stays the same until we vote specifi-
cally on raises.”

Waugh and clerk Parsons nodded
in affirmation. The commission
agreed that no one would be receiv-
ing a raise at this time, if at all in the
upcoming fiscal year,

Before the vote on the budget,
commissioner Virgie Woods re-
quested that clerk Parsons give the
commission amonthlyitemized state-
ment of the city sewer project ex-
penses. Parsons agreed, adding that
he uvsed to run off copies of the
monthly statement and placed them
on the front desk at the city office for

A city ordinance says
residents have to keep their property
cleaned up. Or we can take them to
court.”

Allen city chief of police Virgil
Conn commented, “Why pass an or-
dinance if we're not going to enforce
i

“There are remedies out there,”
Waugh continued. “The question is,
do we want to tackle it?" He added
that in his own opinion, “We need to
cleanup city property first before we
make someone else cleanup.”

Waugh said that be plans to get
prisoners from the county jail to do
community service in the city by cut-
ting weeds and picking up trash on
city property and along city streets.

“We need to clean ourown house
up first,” he emphasized.

This plan was agreeable to the
commission members. To getthe resi-
dents of Allen into the act, Parsons
suggested that city send out a form
letter to all city residents asking for
their cooperation in a city-wide
cleanup day.

Waugh said that the letter “would
be a good idea. The biggest majority
of people will do their best to cooper-
ate." He added that the city will offer
to help the disabled with cleanup of
their property.

After further discussion, commis-
sion voied unanimously to send outa
form letter as soon as possible o
residents requesting their coopera-
tionin a city-wide cleanup during the
month of July. Mayor Waugh said
that he would ask the state highway
department to pick up items (oo large
forregular garbage service to handle,
such'as discarded hot water tanks.

The meeting was adjourned after
the commissioners agreed that they
would discuss in their August8 meet-
ing what action to take against resi-
dents who refuse 1o participate in the
cleanup. All commissioners were
present at Monday’s meeting.

Feuding commissioners
call off town meeting

A disagreement between Wheel-
wright City Commissioners appar-
ently was the reason for the cancella-
tion of the commission meeting on
Monday night.

According to Commissioner Allen
Taylor and Mayor David Marlee
Samons, Commissioners Luther
Johnson, Jr,, Charles Harmon and
David Hall did not attend lastnight’s
scheduled meeting because they had
allegedly met in an illegal session
last month to reassign themselves to
oversee city departments. Commis-
sioner Taylor said the three were in-
volved in a plol 1o “take over the
city”.

A document dated May 29th and
signed by Johnson, Harmon and Hall
said the “majority” of the Wheel-
wright City Commission want 0
make a variety of changes. Accord-
ing to that document, David Hall is to
be transferred to oversee the police
department. Charles Harmon is to be
transferred to oversee the fire depart-
ment and Luther Johnson is to be
uansferred to oversee the utilities
department. The document says the
changes are necessary because
Charles Harmon is enrolled in school
and is to begin classes in June. Italso
says the changes will be effective
immediately and will be ratified at
the next regular commission meet-
ing.

On May 30, the trio signed an-
other notice which proposes to give
Charles Harmon supervisory author-
ity of the city clerk and the city work-
ers. It says Harmon's duty is to sign
all checks issued to the city clerk and
the city employees and to delegate
the duties of the city employees be-
tween the parks and streets depart-
ments. The notice also states the of-
fice beside the city clerk’s office isto
be used as the city commission’s of-
fice and is to be used by all commis-
sioners. This document says the pro-
posals will be ratified at the next
commission meeting,

illegal,” Mayor Samons alleged Mon-
day. “You'can't do city business on
the sidewalk. That's why they’re not
here (at the meeting). They know we
were going to lalk about it. The only
way they can getanything passed s if

When asked if he is involved in a
plot to “take over the city”, Commis-
sioner Harmon said Tuesday, “That's
completely untrue”. Harmon said city
auorney Greg Isaac told the three
their actions were appropriale if they
were ratified at the next city commis-
sion meeting.
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Commissioner Harmon was
present outside city hall Monday
evening, but left before the meeting
was sel to begin, He said he had an
upset stomach and had to go home.

Commissioners David Hall and
Luther Johnson, Jr. were unavailable
for comment.

Floyd County'sFiscal Courtvoted
Friday to accept a proposal from
Rumpke to provide for solid waste
pick up and disposal beginning next
month.

Court members took the recom-
mendation of the county solid waste
commission Lo approve a five-year
contract with Rumpke of Kentucky,
which also calls for the company (o
construct a 400-ton a day transfer
station on the county’s property at
Garth within one year after signing
the contract.

Magistrate Jackie Edford Owens
voted against contracting with the
company, saying, “I don't like it at
au."

Owens said after Friday's meet-
ing that he had hoped the court would
have had more than one proposal to
consider.

Solid Waste Commission chair-
man Mike Vance told court members
at Friday's meeting that he felt
Rumpke wanted to be a “responsible
citizen” in Floyd County and that
Rumpke appeared 1o be a company
“that takes care of its problems
quickly."”

The four-member commission
unanimously endorsed the proposal
at a special meeting on June 15. The
only concern they noted was the cost
of garbage disposal for “mom and
pop” businesses in the county.

Under Rumpke's contract, non-
household customers will pay $6 per
cubic yard for garbage disposal. A
revision in the contract outlines that
small businesses and church custom-
ers will pay the $10 monthly house-
hold rate if the business generates
less than one-quarter ton of trash a
week.

Also, household customers will
pay $10 per month for garbage pick
up for the next five years without any
rate increases.

Other contract provisions include:

* Rumpke will pay to the county
fifteen percent of all fees collected
from Floyd County houschold and
non-household customers;

* Rumpke will pay to the county
seven and one-hall percent of fees
collected from transfer station users
outside of Floyd County, which will
pay a $40 per ton fee;

* Rumpke shall purchase all of
Floyd County Solid Waste's equip-
ment;

= Rumpke shall report to the solid
waste commission monthly the
amount of revenue collected; and

= Rumpke shall offer employment
to existing qualified solid waste em-
ployees.

Donors urged to give
blood atlocal centers

The blood supply for Central and
Eastemn Kentucky isdangerously low,
prompting an urgentappeal for blood
donations. Officials at Central Ken-
tucky Blood Center (CKBC) say that
high blood usage due to surgeries and
trauma and a decrease in blood dona-
tions during the recent heat wave
have been major factors in creating
the shortfall,

“We're low on all blood types and
our supply of platelets is very low,”
said Marsha Berry, CKBC spokes-
woman. “We normally send out 130-
150 units or pints of blood and com-
ponents to be transfused every day.
Now we're processing requests for
nearly 200 units on a daily basis.”

The Blood Center has purchased
nearly 800 pints of blood and compo-
nents from other blood centers since
June 1 to meet the needs of its 68
service-area hospitals. Thus far, all
surgeries—elective and emergency—
are proceeding on schedule.

A projected 1,200 pints of blood
are needed during the appeal to bring
supplies back to an adequate level.
This projection includes the 200 pints
needed every day throughout the year
to meet the needs of area patients.

Donors are urged to give blood at
a CKBC donor center listed below or

at a mobile blood drive at their orga-
nization:

» Central Kentucky Blood Center,
330 Waller Ave., Lexington, during
extended hours June 20, 21 and 22, 9
am.-11 p.m.

* Somerset, Prestonsburg and Haz-
ard Donor Centerson June 21, 22 and
23 during regular hours, Donors in
those areas may call the closest cen-
ter for more information.

Donors who have not given blood
for an extended time and first time
donors are strongly urged to give
blood regularly 1o help maintain an
adequate supply. There is no chance
of getting AIDS from the donation
process, which takes less than an
hour. Each donor must present an
identification bearing his or her name
and social security number.

CKBC is a non-profit community
blood center serving 68 hospitals in
54 Central and Eastern Kentucky
counties.

Wild horse adoption at
Kentucky Horse Park

The fifth annual wild horsesadop-
tion at Kentucky Horse Park in Lex-

“ington will be held July 30-31, and

this year's event promises to be the
biggest and best ever. The action-
packed weekend will have something
to offer everyone.

The U.S. Department of the
Interior’s Bureau of Land Manage-
ment (BLM) will bring about 150
horses from overgrazed Westem
rangelands to the beautiful Bluegrass
facility in search of good homes for
the magnificent animals. The adop-
tion fee is $125 and the event will run
from 8 a.m. until 5 p.m. each day.

A highlight of the weekend event
will be nationally acclaimed horse
trainer Chris Cox of Monticello,
Florida, who will be making his sec-
ond conseculive appearance at the
Horse Park. Cox, who dazzled the
crowd with his knowledge of horses
a year ago, will demonstrate resis-
tance-free training Friday and Sun-
day in the big covered arena using a
totally wild mustang to show how
these animals can be humanely
gentled. Both events will be spon-
sored by Breyer Animal Creations,
manufacturer of collectible model
horses.

~ Other attractions will be previous

adopters from all over the Eastern
United States demonstrating the in-
telligence and versatility of the mus-
tang. They will also be featured in the
Parade of Breeds Saturday and Sun-
day. While there is an admission fee
1o view the many events at the park,
the adoption and training demonstra-
tions are free of charge.

BLM Eastern States’ Director
Carson W. Culp Jr. said the Adopt-
A-Horse program is two-fold. It gives
gualified persons the opportunity to
adopt symbols of our nation’s beri-
tage while providing an excellent way
for the government to maintain a bal-
ance between wild horses, native
wildlife and domestic animals graz-
ing on fragile western rangelands.

“The BEM has management re-
sponsibility for the nation’s public
lands, most of which are located in
the 11 western states," said Culp, “To
maintain an ecological balance on
the lands and to preserve the mustang
asa living legend, BLM periodically
gathers wild horses and burros and
offers them for adoption.”

To get to the park, take I-64 East
from Louisville, then I-75 North

through Lexington to Exit 120 onto

*Iron Works Road. The facility is lo-
cated on the North side of Iron Works
Road.

The Adopt-A-Horse Program be-
gan in 1973 in order to control the
increasing populations of horse herds
on federal lands, Prior to the late
1950's, wild horses were preyed upon
by “mustangs,” people who cruelly

rounded up the horses and sold them
for slaughter. This activity, however,
was outlawed in 1971 when Con-
gress passed the Wild Free-Roaming
Horse and Burro Act. This law pro-
tects wild horses from extinction and
preserves them as “living symbols of
the historic and pioneer spirit of the
West." Under federal protection, the
wild horse herds increased rapidly
since they have no natural predators.

The horses now compete for lim-
ited forage and water with native
wildlife and domestic livestock that
also graze public lands. In 1973, the
government began removing excess
numbers of wild horses in order to
achieve proper herd management lev-
els. As part of this management ac-
tivity, the BLM established the Adopt-
A-Horse and Burro Program and
made the animals available to people
who would agree (o give them good
homes.

Theadoption fee helps cover some
of the government's expense for trans-
portation and veterinary care of the
animals. Before shipping, every ani-
mal rounded up by BLM is thor-
oughly checked by a veterinarian,
tested for Coggins, and vaccinated
for various equine disorders.

Adopters are required to provide
12x12 feet of adequate shelter and
20x20 feet of corral space with sturdy
fencing 6 feet high. In order to trans-
port the animal(s) from the adoption,
they must have a well-constructed
horse trailer with a covered top and
side-swing back gates (drop ramps
are not permitted) along with halters
and lead ropes. BLM contract crews
sort, halter and load the animal(s)
onto the adopter’s trailer,

Application forms can be obtained
from the Burecau of Land Manage-
ment, 411 Briarwood Drive, Suite
404, Jackson, MS 39206, or call (601)
977-5430. Only those receiving ap-
proval of their applications, either in
person or by telephone, by the close
of business on July 22, will be eli-
gible for the “Lottery Drawing.”
Numbers will be drawn between 7-8
am. on Saturday, July 30, to deter-
mine the selecting order. “Walk-up"”
applicants will not participate in the

lottery, but will be accepted onafirst-
come, first-serve basis.

Individuals who wish to adopt
horses and burros from the govem-
ment must sign an agreement (0 pro-
vide proper care and to either not
abuse or commercially exploit the
animals. On the first anniversary of
the animal's adoption, the adopter is
eligible to make an application for
certificate of title. If the animal(s) has
been humanely cared for, the BLM
will award the adopter clear title to
the animal. Until that title is issued,
the horse or burro remains U.S. Gov-
emment Property and may not be
sold, traded or given away.

Trivette offered no explana-
tion, but said that reasons for her
decision would be made inexecutive
session with Clay and the council.

“Atl a previous SBC meeting,
Clarence Risner (council member)
was looking over a sheet that the
posted jobs listed,” explained Clay.

The deplorable conditions of
the Allen Park baseball facilities
has gotten some county parents in
a tizzy and they are determined to
get some kind of action,

Five petitions are currently be-
ing circulated through the county
for concerned parents to sign. The
petitions then will be placed be-
fore the Floyd County Fiscal Court
in a way of protest.

The petition states that the num-
ber one concern of the parents is
“the bathroom facilities.” The pe-
tition states in part that “the por-
table toilets are to be cleaned
monthly or, some say, weekly by
the company who owns them.
However, they are full most all the
time with very poor sanitation on
the inside.

“This presents a dangerous
health problem for our children
who use them, as well as adults. In
order to use the toilets, you have to
be an expert atholding your breath
and, with the heat of summer when
a breeze is blowing, it is unbear-
able to sitdown wind of the toilets.

“We also have concerns over
our baseball fields and dugouts.
The dugouts are always dirty and
smell like urine. The ball fields are
not kept up and the lights on the
fields have two to four lights out
oneach pole, This creates adanger
to the children playing on them.
We have several groups of chil-
dren who use these facilities from
county wide for baseball. All
county high schools use the facili-
ties and from Babe Ruth children
from Allen, Harold, Prater, Mar-
tin, Garrett, Lackey, Wayland,
Maytown, Betsy Layne, Minnie,
McDowell, Price, Wheelwright
and Hi Hat.

“We are the people who voted
in the elections to give the County
Judge Executive and Magistrates
their jobs. We are the people who
can make a change.

"We have the opportunity to
host several different baseball tour-
naments at our park which would
draw tourist business to the area.
But, for the most part, our facili-
ties are so poor, we don't attempt
to attract these tournaments be-
cause of the embarrassment to us
and our children.

“We are not asking, but de-
manding, to know, as citizens of
Floyd County; where does the
money go that is paid by all the
golfers and people who use our
pool? How isit distributed when it
goes to the General Fund?

“We are the concerned citizens
of Floyd County. Wake up and
help our future, (our children), to
grow up safe and be able to be
proud of our county park. The
children of Floyd County are our
future!™ d

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CHOOSE BOAT
DOCKS TO CATCH FISH

One of the most productive sum-
mer time areas to fish is the boat
docks. They are known for holding
the biggest of keepers. You see, when
the weather gets hot, the bass take
cover, And what better place for them
to go than under a boat dock. Docks
supply them with many advantages
such as shade and cooler water tem-
peratures. They can also provide
many more if they are built at the
right place. For the fishermen, the
key is to figure out which docks are
best at holding the larger fish. Here
are some tips.

Any old dock will do for small and
inexperienced bass, but the larger
and wiser (and much more exciting
to catch) bass prefer docks that are
close to deep water. Large fish have
been around enough to know that
shallow water can mean danger. So
look for the docks built next to some
of the deepest parts of the lake,

They also will relate to docks with
asource of food supply very close by.
Some examples of these are docks
built near grass beds, creek mouths,
and even deeper creek channels.

I believe though the most impor-
tantkey to fishing the docks s fishing
the ones that “no one has ever” fished
before. Take your time. Place the bait
in places you have to concentrate on
in order to get it there, Many fisher-
men have a tendency o fish in the
obvious areas. The trophy bass aren’t
obvious. As amatter of fact, they are
extremely inconspicuous. They can
be caught though and following these
suggestions will put you one step
closer to doing just that.

UNDERSTANDING BASS
FORAGE IS CRUCIAL
Knowing and understanding what
bass dine on, or bass forage, is crucial
to catching bass anytime of year. Of
course the area where the bass live
and the dominating forage in that
region plays a major part.
“Matching the hatch" which is
matching artificial lures to live bait
that is commonly being eaten at that
particular time is 2 good idea in some
cases. Sometimes the bass are feed-
ing on a particular bait and you can
catch ‘em all day long by imitating
that delicious delicacy. However, a
lot of times you can entice the bass
with a different looking dish, I have a
tendency to believe that I personally
would grow tired of eating hamburg-
*ers day after day after day. I feel this

stands true for bass as well. After a
bass has eaten shad for days on end,
a frog or a salamander may look
rather appealing.

It is amazing to know that by the
time a bass reaches 6" in length it is
capable and in fact does feed on the
same kinds of forage as adults size
bass. I couldn't begin to tell you how
many 4 to 8" bass I've caught on baits
that were almost if not as big as the
fish itself. I at one time had a 13"
Kentucky bass in an aquarium, I loved
to watch this bass feed. There were
several times it would have 4 or 5
shiners literally hanging out of its
mouth and it would still be attempt-
ing to eat more. It was a remarkable
sight. This bass was eventually re-
leased back where it came from.

When some people think of bass
and their feeding habits, they unfor-
tunately think of small bait fish such
as shad or shiners or even bluegill.
They also may occasionally think of
a worm or maybe even & crawfish,
They leave out possibilities such as
frogs, salamanders, oreveninsects of
all different sizes, shapes, and types.
I've personally witnessed bass actu-
ally jumping up out of the water try-
ing to feast on small birds sitting on

stumps or tre¢ limbs, There are stud-
ies where bass have been known fo
eat small ducklings and even mice. It
may lead one to believe they may try
toeatanything thatmoves and they're
not afraid of choking (o death on the
way down,

Knowing what forage is on the
menu is very important at catching
bass, However changing that menu
to something bigger and better and
more appealing could be the key (o
landing more hungry fish.

Keep a positive attitude, Keep
casting, and Keep FISHING!!!

WIN STILL SPECIAL FORTHIS
VETERAN

Although he has won other na-
tional tournaments with far heavier
weights, David Wharton's first ma-
jor bass tournament win seven years
ago remains special,

It was on Sam Rayburn Reservoir,
Wharton's home lake, but he himself
was not expecting to win,

“I was in fifth place entering the
final day of competition and there
were some excellent fishermen in
frontof me,” remembers the Johnson
Outboards Pro Staff angler, “Fishing
was extremely difficult, too, because
of the changing weather. I knew it
would be hard to catch enough bass
to overtake the leaders.”

To complicate matters even fur-
ther, the lake level was low before the
tournament began and it fell even
lower during the competition. As a
resull, the bass moved from shoreline
bushes out to deeper grasslines.

“I was in seventh place after the
first day,” explains Wharton, “and
thenmoved up o fifth. I was catching
my bass on a Texas-rigged worm,
usually one of the most dependable

of all lures, but the changing weather
and falling water made the fish hesi-

tant to hit even that.

“I got in a lot of casting practice
that final day.”

As fate would have it, Wharton
drew a first-flight starting spot the
last day while the leaders drew sec-
ond and third-flight berths. That
meant be was among the firsttoweigh
in so he had plenty of time to nervous
while the rest of the field brought
their fish to the scales behind him,

“One by one the leaders were
eliminated,” remembers the Johnson
pro, “and as each one came up short,
I honestly breathed a sigh of relief,

“There wasa lotof pressure onme
to win the tournament because it was
on my home lake where I was a full-
time guide. Many thought I was sup-
posed to win. I can’t tell you how
happy and relieved 1 was when that
weigh-in was over.”

Wharton's winning weight for the
tournament was just 37 pounds, two
ounces, which still stands as the low-
est three-day total for a national tour-
nament on Sam Rayburn, Most such
events there take at least 45 to 50
pounds to win, and in a four-day
national tournament three years ago
the winner needed 86 pounds.

“I have since won other tourna-
ments with a lot heavier weights,”

says Wharton, “but I'll never forget

that first win, It was special for a lot
of reasons.”

Never once did they, nor any other faculty member,
for that matter, ever make me feel inferior...although

deep down, I knew I certainly was. (I'll always
appreciate the guidance I got from my first-ever
principal Harold Lloyd Preston.)

Fuorthermore, in the six years 1 was the high school
art teacher at Meade, I never once had a bad experi-
ence with a student, (Unless, of course, I count the
time a young man jumped out the window. Certainly
not dignified behavior for a funeral director, Mike
Preston.)

Seriously, though, I'll always remember kids like
Ronnie Blair, Freddie Beverly, Penny Arrowood,
Danny Walters, Sherry Spencer, Mike Burke and
James Hubert Rauliff; kids who came to class every
day as if to say, “Here we are. We want (o learn.

Senior citizens, today in Sunshine
Lines we will discuss our last topic in
this five-part series entitled “Prepar-
ing For One’s Own Future.”

Today we will gain insight re-
garding the ordinary or general will.
This information is intended to serve
only as an overview. The subject on
one’s will and what should be in-
cluded is oftentimes very complex
and always of a highly personal na-
ture that necesgitates highly-defined
specifications. The information
shared herein, today, is not only ap-
plicable to senior citizens, but (o their
children and grandchildren—anyone
eighteen years of age or older, and of
sound mind,

In a will—the one who makes the
will (testator)—states who is to carry
out the directives of the will (execu-
tor), and what is to be done with the
testator’s property (estate) after the
testator's death. A will can also be
used to appoint a guardian or custo-
dian.

Oftentimes people tend to think
that it is only necessary that the rich,
the affluent, the well-to-do, or those
of modest means have wills. Thisisa
gross, and oftentimes, costly miscon-
ception. Don’t you believe it! Every
adult should give serious consider-
ation to preparing or having prepared
a valid will.

Do you know that everyone who
dies without having had their own
personal will made, automatically has
one written by the state that becomes
effective at the time of one’s death?
The way your estate will be handled
might not meet with your approval.
Without a will, state statutes decide
who gets what, and when, including
any children or anyone or anything
over which you had legal custody, to
include Pretty Bird, Whiskers, and
Hormel that hound. The state, when
you die without leaving a will, may
become a joint beneficiary and may
share your assets with other legal
beneficiaries. In addition, one’s es-
tate could be taxed more severely
than if you had had your own legiti-
mate will prepared.

To have a will drawn up by a
trusted attorney is not expensive. In
comparison {o what you and your
heirs stand to lose, what little you
spend for this protection will prove to
be a wise investment. This small in-
vestment, alone, would be personally
gratifying because of the peace of
mind it will provide you. Remember,
you don’t have to be wealthy, rich, or
famous to need the protection a le-
gitimate, valid will.

At present, in the state of Ken-
tucky, you do not need to employ the
services of an attorney to prepare
your will. Homemade wills and some
generic form wills are still legal in the
Bluegrass state. But beware! One
must be sure to have followed appro-
priate guidelines in its preparation. A
will can be invalidated if additional
writing has been added, if it has been
erased, if chemically altered, if parts
of the document have been marked
through, etc. A valid will in any
form—homemade, handwritten, ge-
neric form, or attorney prepared—
must comply with technical require-
ments to be considered legitimate.
While you can do it yourself, I prefer
the peace of mind attorney interven-
tion provides. Believe me, it doesn’t
cost that much. Ask your attorney or
call several trusted attorneys and ask
what they would charge. I think you
will be surprised as to how reason-
able their are on this service. In my
opinion, doing it one’s self is too
risky, I think it’s well worth the small
cost. Now let's read what the Ken-
tucky Bar Association has to say about
the matter:

AsI stated
in a previous article, this series has
not been my favori to write, “But
sometimes when writing, as with life,
we must deal with the unvarnished
truth—bare facts, clearly stated... As
senior citizens, often ignored sub-
jects discussed in this series, are situ-
ations we must deal with now if we
want to have a voice in our own
future,” I trust you have found this
series helpful.

would have left us a dozen guerrilla
bands to fight.

Grant knew if that occurred the
war would have continued on and on.
Lee's troops had been worn ragged
s0 Grant souill to seize the opportu-
nity—becaust his troops were also
worT.

“The object of my campaign was
not Richmond nor the defeat of Lee,
but to move him and his army out of
the contest,” Grant wrote. “Then, if
possible, I hoped to have him use his
influencein the surrender of Johnston
and the other isolated armies.”

Grant explained that the war was
an enormous strain on the country
and even with its resources, he could
not see how another year could be
endured.

“So with these views I wrote Gen-
eral Lee, and opened the correspon-
dence with which the world is famil-
iar. Lee does not appear well in that
correspondence, not nearly as well as
he did in our subsequent meetings,
where his whole bearing was that of
a patriot and gallant soldier, con-
cerned alone for the welfare of his
army.”

Grant received word that Lee
would meet him at a point within
their lines near Sheridan’s headquar-
ters. Grant would have to ride a con-
siderable distance through very
muddy conditions,

“I'was very much concemed about
my personal appearance,” Grant re-
called. “I had an old suit on, with my
sword, and without any distinguish-

ing mark or rank excepl the shoulders
straps on a woolen blouse. T was
throughly splashed with mud by the
time I arrived.”

Grant was afraid his arch rival
might feel he was being discourteous
by meeting him in such a wretched
condition,

“I wentup to the house where Lee
was waiting, I found him in a fine,
new splendid uniform, which made
me recall my earlier anxiety. I ex-
pressed my regrets that I was com-
pelled to meet him in such a uncer-
emonious manner.”

The slightest smile appeared
briefly on Lee's face before he re-
plied.

“General, this is the only suit I had
available,” Lee humbly offered. “It
was sent to me by an admirer in
Baltimore. This is the first time I have
had an occasion to wear it.”

Grant and Lee reminisced about
old acquaintances in the army with
Grant saying he recalled seeing Lee
in Mexico.

“He was so much higher in rank

Grant took out his manifold order
book and pencil, wrote down the
points, and handed it to Lee, General
Lee put on his glasses and carefully
read the list over. The conditions
provided for the officers to keep their
sidearms, privale horses, and per-
sonal baggage.

“I.do hope that this will be the end
of the war,” Grant spoke up when he
feltLeehad finished reading the notes.
“I feel it is so important that the men
should go home and go to work and
plant their fields. I'll assure you that
the Government will not throw any
obstacles in the way.”

The beleaguered Lee listened gui-
etly, appearing much older than his
58 years.

“General, most of the horses and
animals in the cavalry and artillery
are owned by the men,” Lee ex-
plained. “Won't they be able to keep
their horses, too?"

“l will give orders to allow all
soldiers, as well asofficers, whoclaim

a horse or mule, to keep it,” Grant
offered absolutely.

“Enough blood has been shed and
too many lives have been lost,” Lee
said, a gleam shining in the eye, “1
would like for the men 10 go home,
The time has come. Let's send them
home.”
