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Floyd economy gets boostfrom Sears

The largest Sears Authorized Re-
tail Dealer Store in the eastern dis-
trict of the United States will open in
Prestonsburg as soon as renovations
are completed on the former Sundry
Store building,

Jim Blackburn of Chattaroy, West
Virginia completed arrangements on
the business venture Tuesday. Pro-
jected opening date for the new store

is November 1, said Blackburn's son
J.R.

Although it’s J.R. who is belping
his father, Jim, with public relations
while the store is being opened, it's
Blackburn's other son, Sam, who will
be helping with sales at the store.

When Blackburn heard that Sears
wanted to locate a store in the
Prestonsburg area, he went to Atlanta
and applied, son J.R. said. Several
others also applied, but Blackburmn’s
expertise and knowledge about Sears

Betsy Layne site, development exceeds limit :

Board must get
state’s approval

State education officials have re-
jected the purchase of a site for a
Betsy Layne middle school because
the costand development of the prop-
erty is projected to exceed 10 percent
of the total project cost.

Mark Ryles, facilities director for
the Kentucky Department of Educa-
tion, said Thursday that he has re-
questedmoreinformation from Floyd
school officials on the project, in-
cluding an estimate of the total project
costL

Ryles explained that the purchase
has been turned down at this lime
because if the cost of the site and site
preparation exceed 10 percent of the
total project cost, the state school
board must approve the expenditure.

Theissue of the site costand prepa-
ration wasraised at Monday's school
board meeting by Betsy Layne resi-
dent Lance Blackburn. Blackbum
asked that the board delay purchas-
ing the site because it is expected o
take three years before work can be-
gin on the project. Blackburn sug-
gested that the school board address
more pressing facility needs in the
county first.

Floyd superintendent Steve
Towler said Thursday that he expects
the state school board to discuss the
purchase at its November meeting.
Towler said that information con-
cemning the site purchase and devel-
opment has been sent to Ryles,

Sitecostand developmenthasbeen
estimated 1o cost between $700,000
and $800,000, Towler said. The ap-
praised value of the site is $409,000,
but Towler said that could change.

“It could be more, it could be
less,” Towler said, “That (estimate)
is the best we can do. We don’thave
any real serious talks going on with
the property owners. Also, if we have
to go through condemnation, the price
could change.”

The total project cost is expected
1o be between $5-56 million.

Towler said of the three sites
looked at—the Y site, the Conn
ballfield and land adjacent to Betsy
Layne High School—the Y site was
most suitable, but it is not perfect.

“It is a tight area,” Towler said.
“But, I feel we can put a school and
gym on it. It would have to be a two-
story school.”

The board is expected 10 get a

Men killed by own traps

State police have determined that
a Floyd County man and two
Magoffin County brothers who were
killed inamarijuana field in Breathitt
County September 1, were trying to
disarm booby traps that at least two
of the men had placed in the pot
patch.

Relatives of the three men dispute
the police ruling, saying the men
stumbled into the booby trapped
patches,

Luther Vanderpool of Hueysville
and Lloyd and Luther Miller of
Waldo, were killed in two separate
explosions in the marijuana patch,
Police determined that the explosive
devices contained ammonium nitrate
and diesel fuel.

Kentucky State Police captain
Steve Brodt said that a family mem-
ber confirmed that the marijuana
plants and the booby traps where the
bodies were found belonged to some
or all of the men killed.

Police found pliers and an open
pocketknife near Vanderpool's body,
Officers also found wires at the site
and approximately eight pounds of
explosives in a truck owned by
Vanderpool.

Vanderpool is believed to have
been killed in the first blast and Luke
Miller was seriously injured, police
say. Miller went to his brother’s house
and the two returned to the scene and
were killed. The explosions lefl cra-
ters three feet deep.

Police recovered 72 marijuana
plants from the field the day of the
blast and, acting on information re-
ceived from a relative of one of the
men, returned and found 175 plants
in the area and another 110 plants
several miles away.

Lloyd Miller's wife, Sheila, de-
nies that her husband was involved
with the operation.

Relatives of the other two men
could not be reached for comment.

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Sheriff’s efforts net close to $30,000

In just four days, close to $30,000
in delinquent taxes have been col-
lected by the Floyd County Sheriff’s
Office and taxpayers have until today
(Friday) to settle up or face stern
action,

Collection efforts began Monday
and most offenders have been coop-
erative and paid their bills.

“Most people have said it's been
an oversight or no one has ever tried
1o collect the taxes before,” Sheriff
Paul Hunt Thompson said Thursday.
“Most have said, ‘I should’ve paid
it.” At this point, we haven’t had to
seize anyone's property.”

But that could change after today.

“I am going to give the county
attorney three names that I'd like to
see foreclosure proceedings start,”
Thompson explained. “For instance,
there is one coal company that has a
$4,000 tax bill and owes $18,000 in
back taxes. I"'m going to ask the county
attorney (o sell the land to pay the
back taxes.

“I'm also going to file some
distraints at local banks and (today)
I'm going to begin taking some per-

sonal items or equipment,” Thomp-
son added.

A distraint is defined as the sei-
zure of personal property by the sher-
iff without “involving the jurisdic-
tion of the courts.” Once a distraintis
placed against someone’s bank ac-
count, it would virtually freeze the
account until the unpaid tax is paid or
a foreclosure order is issued by the
courts. Distraints can also be placed
on personal property or any compen-
sation due to the taxpayer.

“In one instance, I may be collect-
ing rent at a shopping center if the
owners don't pay the tax bill,” Th-
ompson said. “The county would be
receiving the rent money due the tax-
payer until the taxes are paid.”

There are other measures denied
by law that the sheriff can take against
a delinquent taxpayer, such as liens
being filed against property owned
by the taxpayer.

“I think Floyd County will have

Lackey, 93, of Tram has devoted her
time, attention and compassion to the
workings of the Big Sandy Area Com-
munity Action Program, Inc.
(BSACAP). Now, in the same year
thatcommunity action programs com-
memorate 30 years of helping people,
Constance has received (wo major
awards for her volunteer service with
the Big Sandy Area CAP program,

During the Southeastern Associa-
tion for Community Action Agen-
cies' annual meeting on August 3 in
Knoxville, Tennessee, Clifford Aus-
tin, executlive director of the
BSACAP, accepted on behalf of
Constance the association's Carl D,
Perkins Human Services Award.
Constance, who was nominated by
the BSACAP, was chosen from sev-

eral nominees from the seven states
that form the Southeastern Associa-
tion.

When Austin presented the award
plaque to Constance in a special cer-
emony at the Johnson County Court-
house last month, he said, "We are
proud to present this award to such a
deserving individual."

Constance
said as she tearfully accepted the
plaque.

This week Austin is at the annual
National Association of Community
Action Agencies (NACAA) meeting
in New Orleans, Louisiana, where
Thursday night he picked up another
award for Constance. She is the re-
cipient of the Jayne Thomas
Grassroots Volunteer Recognition

Award, a prestigious national honor
from the NACAA. Constance was
chosen from 11 nominees from
around the nation.

“What they give me credit for is
caring forpeople,” she said after leamn-
ing she had won the national award.
“I know people need help.”

Her compassion for people came
from her experience as a child of a
former slave who worked hard to
feed his family; and from her experi-
ence as a widowed mother of 12,

"You can have and you can lose,
and I've been there," she said.

Constance was born to James
Ruben and Edna Lake Justice Layne
who owned a farm at Tram. Her fa-
ther was a former slave of James
Shannon Layne, one of the first set-
tlers in the Betsy Layne area. "My

father was 11 or 12 years old before
the end of the Civil War (when he
was freed)," she said during an inter-
view at her home which is not far
from her parents' original farm. "My
dad farmed. My mother helped in the
field," she said. Constance and her
two brothers and (wo sisters also
worked on the farm,

The Laynes left Tram in 1907 and
traveled down the Big Sandy on a
steamboat to Portsmouth, Ohio. The
family settled in West Portsmouth,
Ohio. "We were the only black fam-
ily there," she remembered. “Dad
farmed on 50 or 60 acres and raised
hogs."

Work on the family famn inter-
rupted Constance's schiooling, butnot
her love of learning. She would get

her school books at the start of the
school year, then she studied on her
own. "I would get 1o go to school
around Christmastime," she said. She
managed to gain enough education to
become qualified (o teach, "I passed
the teacher's examination out of the
eighth grade in Ohio and Kentucky,"
she said, "I always tell young people
o get an education, I never got as
much education as I wanted, but I got
what I could."

In 1920, Constance married World
Warl veteran James Lackey of Tram.
They settled at Tram and began their
family. She taught in a one-room
school at a coal camp while James
worked as a coal miner at the Pike-
FFloyd mines. Soon she had to give up
her teaching career because she didn't
have the finances 1o further her edu-
cation, First she worked as a'cook in
a Pikeville restaurant for ten years
and then worked as a domestic,

James died of heart failure, leav-
ing her with their youngest children,
including athree-and afive-year-old,
loraise alone. She sent the children to
live with relatives in Detroit , Michi-
gan while she worked. Later, she
moved to Detroit to be with her chil-
dren. She worked as a domesticin the
home of a Jewish couple, she said.

Afler ten years, Constance quil
work due 10 her bad heart condition
and returned (o her home at Tram.
She began her endeavors in alleviat-
ing poverty when VISTA volunteers
came 10 Eastern Kentucky to work
with anti-poverty programs. "I got
deeply involved when the govem-
ment sent a group of VISTA workers
here," she said. "...I made them wel-
come at my home,"

As aresultol ber volunteer efforts
with VISTA, she was invited to
Washington, D.C. 1o testify before
Congressional committees about pov-
erty in the region, During this lime
she met President John F, Kennedy
and his brother Robert. She was so
impressed with the two that she said
she changed from a die-hard Repub-
lican, her family's party since the
days of Abraham Lincoln, toa Demo-
crat.

Her testimony, and that of others
who spoke to the Congressional com-
mittees, drew the attention of law-
makers. Congressman Carl D.
Perkins, along with other concerned
legislators, assisted the president in
enacting lawsand creating the Office
of Economic Opportunity (OEO) with
the purpose of alleviating the condi-
tions of poverty on United States
citizens. Congressman Perkins saw
toit that these laws impacted his own
Seventh Congressional District which
included BSACAP counties Floyd,

Constance continued o volunteer
with community organizations that
sought to alleviate poverty in Eastern
Kentucky. She had committee meel-
ings in her own front yard on issues
thatincluded economic development,
health, education, housing, and cul-
tural and social projects. The com-
mittees also participated in the plan-
ning of programs, evalualion, elec-
tion of BSACAP board members,
local administration, economic im-
provement and institutional change.

The impact of those mectings has
allowed the CAP agency 10 operale
programs such as Head Start—a pre-
school program for poor children,
employment, training, education and
sclf-sufficiency programs. The
agency also developed programs that
involved working with other agen-
cies 0 improve community sanita-
tion, expand waler services, drill
wells, offer family planning, improve
roads and bridges, home repairs and
weatherization, food distributions,
and homeless programs,

Constance has been a member of
the BSACAP board of directors for
the past 15 years and has served on
several committees. One of her fa-

vorite committees on which she has

served since 1984 was the Planning
and Review Committee. She served
as chairperson from 1986 to 1988
and from 1991 until May of this year.
While on this committee, Constance,
along with other members, estab-
lished goals and criteria for agency
programs — Head Start, Job Train-
ing and Partnership Act, Weatheriza-
tion, Commodity, Senior Commu-
nity Service Employment Program
and others. She has made many Lrips
to the Head Start Centers, Senior
Citizens Centersand homes that were
repaired and weathenzed in the five
counties for evaluation,

As a minority member of the
BSACAP board of directors,
Constance has been an active mem-
berand advocate of the Human Rights
Committee which has establishedand
made necessary updates for the
agency Affirmative Action Plan,

In May, Constance reluctantly re
signed from the BSACAP board of
directors because her eyesight is fail-
ing. "I couldn't see to read directions
and things at the meeltings,” she said.

When asked how she feels about
winning the Jayne Thomas Volun-
teer award, Constance said, "Have
you ever seenan old person cry? This
iswonderful, wonderful. It makes me
feel like I've accomplished some-
thing."

School violence
sets off alarms

Despite well-publicized cases to the contrary, most of the
nation’s public schools are not hotbeds of violence. School, in
fact, may be the safest haven in some chaotic communities.

But enough bad things have happened to set off alarm bells.
One example: A teacher walked into a restroom at a high
school in suburban Washington last April and found a student
loading a handgun. The teacher asked for the gun and was shot

The teacher didn’t die, but his wounds may keep him out of
the classroom this fall. The 17-year-old student, son of a police
officer, faces a stiff prison sentence for attempted murder.

Rightly or wrongly, many Americans consider school a
dangerous place. A new poll of adults by Phi Delta Kappa, the
professional education fraternity, ranks violence as the No, 1
problem in public schools and poor discipline as No. 2.

Ninety-four percent of those surveyed said respect for
others should be taught in the schools. Here's another sugges-
tion: Let’s teach respectin the home. All too often, that’s where

Johnson County deserves
explanation from Queen
of Country Music

Last week’s news that country music leg-
end Loretta Lynn will lend her name to a
theme park in Harlan County will no doubt
enrage many of her critics here in Johnson
County. And rightfully so.

Some of Lynn’s biggest admirers and crit-
ics can be found in Johnson County, where the
singer was born. Some claim Lynn has forgot-
ten her roots and doesn’t do all she can to help
the area. Many of these same people were
upset when Johnson County’s section of Route
23 was named in her honor.

Others, however, argue that the Queen of
Country Music doesn’t owe Johnson County
anything; that we are the ones who should be
grateful to Lynn for putting Johnson County

on the map.

Several years ago, you may recall, a local
woman, Sara Butcher, said she wanted to
build an amusement park on land she owned
at Butcher Hollow. The project would honor
Lynn, the coal miner’s daughter.

Butcher’s idea made headlines across the
state and in national publications. But the
project stalled, reportedly because it lacked
the support of Lynn herself.

Last week it was reported that Lynn signed
a contract in August to lend her name to a
similar project in Harlan County and also
agreed to make annual appearances at the
park. A developer of the project said the
theme park could produce up to 5,000 new

jobs.

The big question, of course, is why would
Lynn support a theme park in faraway Harlan
County but not endorse the same idea made
several years ago in her native Johnson
County? Wouldn’t Johnson County be the
more logical location, considering the singer’s
homeplace at Van Lear already attracts thou-

sands of tourists each year?

True, Lynn has the right to endorse and
support any project she chooses. At the same
time, though, Johnson County deserves an
explanation as to why she is letting another
part of the state reap the benefits of a success-
ful career that began in the poverty-stricken

hills of Butcher Hollow. —The Paintsville

Small Business Angle®

Washington can’t ignore the
small-business message: “No
health mandate”

Small-business owners across
Americaare watching the health care
reform debate with a combination of
dread and fear, Long frustrated in
their attempts to get and keep: good
coverage for themselves and their
employees, these entrepreneurs have
little faith in Washington solving the
problem.

A letter received recently by the
607,000-member National Federa-
tion of Independent Business recounts
a distressing tale that is being echoed
by other firms. Ken Pelt, owner of
Petroleum Well Seryices in Sour
Lake, Texas, explains that when his
business was doing well, he paid 100
percent of his 103 employees’ health
insurance. But when the oil market
collapsed in 1986, he was forced to
lay off some 40 employees and shift
(o a cost-sharing plan. And as the oil
industry continued to slide, he
dropped his workers® insurance alto-
gether.

Mr. Pelt wants to provide health
insurance for his remaining 35 em-
ployees. But he, like many others,
can no longer afford the premiums.
Washinglon, apparently unmindful
or unconcerned over his plight, has
decided the best way to achieve full
coverageis todemand payments from
business owners through anemployer
mandate. But small-business owners
disagree. Their “no mandate™ mes-
sage has been delivered to the Clinton
Administration and to Congress at
various state meetings in preparation
for next year’s “White House Con-
ference on Small Business.” To date,
entrepreneurs have gathered in 16
states to brainstorm and propose a
small-business action agenda. From
Idaho to Wisconsin, participants are
saying that mandates will cost jobs,
cuniirming the findings of a study
done by CONSAD Research Corpo-
ration which found that small firms
and their workers would suffer most
from a mandate.

Nevertheless, as the health care
debate continues to gather steam, a
number of anti-business lawmakers
and activists have been floating a
nasty rumor that mandates really
won’'t have much of an impact on
Main Street firms because most own-
ers already pay health care premiums
for their employees. In reality, not
even half of them do.

According to the Congressional
Budget Office, only 39 percent of
firms with 25 or fewer employees
currently provide health insurance.
And the smaller the firm, the more
difficuititis for the employerto cover
health insurance costs. More than
half of the nation’s businesses have
fewer than five employees, the ma-
jority of the firms are minority-owned,
women-owned or located in small
towns. These are the very sectors of
society that Americais trying to inte-
grale more into the work pool.

It is frustrating for business own-
ers who cannot afford to provide
health insurance. That is why health
care reform has been the No. 1 prior-
ity among NFIB members for several
years. But they want reform, not
health care revolution. Most agree
that the best way (o build on the
current voluntary system is to pass
reforms making health insurance
more affordable, more accessible and
dependable. Hobbling small employ-
ers with a mandate, the single largest
payroll tax increase in U.S. history,
will only hurt business growth, in-
vestment and job creation.

Disturbing tales, like the one told
by Mr. Pelt, could turn into a night-
mare for the hundreds of thousands
of small employers if the mandate is
approved. The White House and the
Congress need to listen to the “no
mandate” cries of the small-business
owners, Mr, Pelt sums it up best when
he says thal “government doesn’t get
up at all hours of the night to keep
these rigs running and provide a place
for people to work." But the business
owners do, and they and their em-
ployees will be the ones who are
adversely impacted by a federally-
imposed employer mandate.

Four charged in
insurance scam

Four Eastern Kentucky men were arrested
Tuesday and charged with conspiracy and mail
fraud for their alleged involvement in an insur-
ance scam.

Federal complaints filed Monday charged the
men with devising a scheme to obtain money by
false and fraudulent pretenses and conspiring
through use of the mails to carry out the scheme.

Those arrested were Thomas R. “Skip" Salyer,
45, of Magoffin County; Donald Epling, 60, of
Pikeville; and Eppie Bartley, 56, and Mark D.
Bartley, 32, both of Ashcamp.,

According to U.S. Atorney Joseph Famularo,
the defendants conspired to obtain money from
insurance companies after Bartley was awarded
$1.9 million in damages stemming from an auto
accident. The complaint alleges that witnesses
and jurors in the ¢ase were paid to obtain the
award — The Courier-Journal

Landowners get protection

from auger mining

The state will apply to auger mining a 1988
constitutional amendment that gives landowners
more rights in disputes with those who won the
mineral rights under heir property.

In auger mining, equipment bores holes into
an exposed coal face, removing the coal as it
tunnels into the ground. Recent technological
advances have increased the holes from about 400
feet deep 10 1,200 feet.

That presented regulators with a problem.

All agreed that the exposed coal faces should
be regulated as surface mines. But regulation of
underground tunnels was in dispute,

The 1988 amendment gave surface owners a
measure of protection from strip-mining abuses
by stipulating that coal companies could recover
the minerals only with mining methods “com-
monly known to be in use at the time" the mineral
rights were sold,

Since mostmineral rights in Eastern Kentucky
were sold during the late 1800s and early 1900s,
the amendment virwally forbade strip-mining
without permission from surface owners,

Bul state regulators decided about two years
ago that the amendment didn't pertain to anger-
mine tunnels, Landowners appealed. Aftermonths
of wrangling, the issue came to a head in June,
when the Federal Office of Surface Mining re-
versed its former stand on the issue and said coal
companies didn’t need surface owners' permis-
sion for auger mining.

Amid public outery from landowners, OSM
Director Robert Uram asked Kentucky regulators
to review the issue. That led to Tuesday's an-
nouncement that the amendment will apply to
auger mining. — Associated Press (Lexington
Herald-Leader)

Morgan sentenced to 18

months in mine bribery

A former mine inspector who admitted extort-
ing money with a threat to shutdown an Eastern
Kentucky coal operator was sentenced to 19
months in federal prison Tuesday.

James M. Morgan Jr., of Ermine in Letcher
County, pleaded guilty in July to an extortion
charge involving a $500 payment from an official
of Kentucky May Coal Company. U. 8. District
Judge Joseph Hood dismissed a second extortion
charge during the sentencing.

Morgan was a $24,000-a-year inspector in the
Pikeville office of the Kentucky Department of
Surface Mining Reclamation and Enforcement.

Morgan was among four inspectors convicted
in a state and federal investigation of coalfield
extortion and was the first to be sentenced. Those
awaiting sentencing — Clifford Crum, Edward L.
Kendrick and John W. Banks — were federal
employees of the U. §. Health Administration.

Eighteen months was the minimum sentence
under federal guidelines. The maximum would
have been two years.

Hood ordered Morgan to be on supervised
release for two years after prison. Hood did not
impose a fine because he said Morgan could not
pay it. — Assaciated Press (Lexington Herald-
Leader) ; }

“LIVING WITH LIFE’S
DISAPPOINTMENTS”

With the tragic news of the most
recent airline crash we have once
again been harshly reminded of just
how disappointing life can be at times.
When you see or hear aboutatragedy
such as that, with so many innocent
lives lost, you can’t help but won-
der—"Why?"”

Yet, on that same day and many
other days like it there are people all
around us who suffer some sort of
disaster in their own lives. None may
be as quite as severe but they can be
just as painfully disappointing. The
loss of a job, a divorce, death of a
loved one, a diagnosis of cancer, fi-
nancial crisis, and many other similar
events have the potential of crippling
a person. Worst of all though is the
way in which these events can cause
one 1o question how a loving and
compassionate God can allow these
things to happen in a person’s life.

To understand this, we must first
realize that disappointment is simply
an aspect of the human life, even for
the mostdevout Christian or follower
of God. I am always reminded of the
story of Job when I think about the
tragedy of life. In that account was a
man who was so prosperous and so
faithful to God that he was consid-
ered to be “the greatest man of the
East.” Then suddenly, with two quick
sweeps by Satan, he lost his children,
much of what he owned, as well as
his good health, His life was in such
a shambles that his wife told him to
curse God and die. To which Job
responded, “Shall we accept only
good things from God and not bad as
well?” The obvious answer to that
question is “No." For you see, the
same God who loves us in our good
times loves us still in the difficult
times. If anything, He loves us even
more and is more than willing to

share that love with us.

Still, some wonder why doesn’t
God just fix it so that there will be no
disappointments if He has the power
to control, After all, wouldn’t more
people be faithful and follow Him if
He did? Well, to be perfectly honest,
history suggests just the opposite. In
the book of Exodus, God delivers the
Israglites from captivity and takes
care of their every need and they

show their gratitude by turming away
from Him. If anything, prosperity
and safety make us forget God rather
than to focus on Him. Besides, God's
desire is to love us and for us to love
Him in a true loving relationship.
And as we learn from similar human
relationships, that means we take the
bad as well as the good.

So life goes on with all of its ups
and downs. Perhaps though Chris-
tian author Philip Yancey in his book
entitled Disappointment With God
tells us best how to deal with and
understand our disappointments,
Philip Yancey points out that no one
understands disappointments more so
than God. It was God who watched
the tragic unfairness of life mistreat
and crucify Jesus, His son. So very
few seem to remember that. A friend
of Philip Yancey, however, didn’t
forget. The man’s name was Dou-
glas. Douglas was helping his wife
battle cancer when he was involved
in a terrible traffic accident. The ac-
cident lefthim permanently damaged.
Yancey asked him how he dealt with
the tragedy and his obvious disap-
pointment with God. Douglas ex-
plained that he wasn’t disappointed
atall with God, He said, “I challenge
you to go home and read again the
story of Jesus. Was life fair to him?
For me, the cross demolished for all
time the basic assumption that life
will be fair."”

Is life fair? NO! But God has and
will always love you and care about
you.

Jenkins must control football against Rebs

The Jenkins Cavaliers (2-2) are in
the thick of the race for a District 2
title as they are sporting a flashy 2-0
record indistrict play. Only Pikeville,
at 3-0, leads coach Tim McCoy's
ballclub in district standings.

The Cavaliers hope to make a 3-0
mark when they visit Allen Central
tonight for the Big Game of the Week.

Jenkins will be coming to the Don
Daniels Athletic Complex after de-
feating a good Phelps team 12-8 last
week. But Coach McCoy's ballclub
knows that every time out, it doesn't
get any easier.

However, the Cavaliers have tasted
what other schools have known all
along — what it is to make the play-
offs.

"We played our first playoff game

ever in the school's history, here at
Jenkins last year," said Coach McCoy.
Knowing the thrill of last season when
Jenkins finished 7-4 overall, the Cavs
are ready for a repeat of another play-
off berth.

But the Jenkins' mentor feels that
Allen Central is going to pose some
problems for his team.

Coach McCoy's Scouting Report...

"Allen Central is a much improved
ballclub from the last two years," said
the Jenkins' coach. "They are big
upfront and I am concerned with the
(Thomas) Jenkins kid."

One area thal concerns the Jenkins'
coach is the Rebels passing game.

"They like to throw the football a
lot," said McCoy. "If there is one area
that we have a weakness, it is in our
pass defense.

"We expect them to throw the foot-
ball a lot against us. I've seen them on

film and earlier they were about 50-50
in throwing. But I've talked to some of
the other coaches and now I think they
throw about 65 to 70 percent of the
time."

Jenkins lost nine seniors from last
year's playoff team but has had capable
players returning to take the slack and
fill in for the losses.

A sophomore leads the Cavs at the
quarterback slot. Ryan Callahan is in
his first season at the signal calling
position.

"Ryan throws the football well," said
McCoy. "But he has had his problems
early. He's getting better at ranning our
offense for us. He's a tough kid and a
competitor and is showing good lead-
ership.”

Callahan has completed 12 of just
34 pass attempts for 249 yards. He had
tossed for three touchdowns and has
been intercepted once.

"You can see that we don't throw the
ball that much," McCoy said.

Callahan has carried the football 30
times while rushing for 156 yards
through the first four games.

Shawn Williams (6'3", 255) will run
at the fullback spot. Williams was
moved to the fullback spot last year
during the Elkhorn City game but the
move didn'tcome until the second hall,
according to Coach McCoy.

"We were down 22-12 at the half
and we had to do a little soul search-
ing," he said. "We made the change in
the second half and it was a good one."

Williams was the reason that the
Cavs rushed for 300 yards in the sec-
ond half against the Cougars to pull out
the victory that gave them a playoff
berth.

Williams carried eight times in the
second half and scored two touch-
