Parent reps caught in school council flap

A Floyd County doctor and den-
tist have terminated their participa-
tion in the state Medicaid Program,
telling the Cabinet For Human Re-
sources they are discontented with its
new Medicaid regulations,

Dr, Fred Meece, a general practi-
tioner in dentistry, and Dr. John
Boswell, with Highlands Regional
Medical Center, withdrew from the
Medicaid program after the state im-
poised a two percent provider-tax.on
physicians and announced its inten-
tion 10 implement a Discount Option
Program.,

The General Assembly passed a
continuation of the provider tax that
supports the Medicaid program last
winter, and the Kentucky Medical
Association said doctors were told
Medicaid rates would notbe cutif the
state legislature passed the bill,

The KMA filed a lawsuit against
the provider tax and is pursuing the
issue in the U, S. Supreme Court.

On Saturday, October 15, regula-
tions went into effect for cuts in reim-
bursements to Medicaid providers
that physicians say could force them
to withdraw from the program. KMA
filed a lawsuit last week challenging
the reimbursement cuis.

Physicians are also protesting the
Discount Option Program, which re-
quires them o accepl patients below
the 200 percent federal poverty level
and whohave “bought™ into the Med-
icaid program. The state had planned
tobegin the programon September 1,
but delayed implementing the pro-

plaining witness.

Hurst was charged with taking a
ring from the home of Stoney
Newsome of Hi Hat on October 8.

Fifteen hurt
when truck,
bus collide

No injuries
are serious,
officials say

Less than 24 hours after an out-
pouring of community support pushed
a fund drive for amemorial to one of
the nation’s worst school bus mis-
haps past its goal, a police radio call
made the memories of that 1958 trag-
edy all too vivid.

The call reported that a school bus
with children on board had been in-
volved in a mishap on Meade Hill,
between McDowell and Wheel-
wright, and ambulances had been
summoned to the scene.

The driver of a Disaster and Emer-
gency Services pickup truck had lost
control of the vehicle in the steep
curve on top of Meade Hill and
crashed into the front of the school
bus. The pickup bounced off the bus
and hit another DES vehicle that was
following it. .

There were 12 children on the bus
who were headed home after attend-
ing after school tutoring services at
South Floyd High School. None of
the children were seriously injured
but two were admitted to the
McDowell Appalachian Regional
Hospital for observation with minor
abrasions and contusions.

Parents of the children crowded
into the hospital emergency room (O
check on the condition of their chil-
dren.

First on the scene of the accident
was Lifeline Ambulance owner Doug
Branham and he described what he
saw.
“It was a scary sight,” Branham
said, “to see another vehicle crashed
into the front of a school bus with
kids in there."

Branham said he and other Life-
line personnel began evaluating the
situation and checking on the condi-
tion of the children,

Lifeline emergency medical tech-
nical Diane Burke said she trans-
ported the driver of the pickup, John
Arold, to the hospital,

“He said he was no! going very
fast and then he slid,” Burke said.
“He said he knew he hit something,
but he didn't know what. He com-
plained that his left hand hurt and
said it was probably from where he
gripped the steering wheel.”

In the vehicle with Amold was
Omar Marshall. The two DES em-
ployees were in the area installing
rain gauge devices, Both men were
wreated and released from Lhe hospi-
tal.

Portions of the highway, Route
122, were slick because of an after-
noon thunderstorm in that area.

Following the pickup truck was
local DES coordinator David
Chaffins, Chaffins said that when the
truck hit the bus, it bounced and struck
his vehicle near the front grill.
Chaffins was not injured.

Earl D. Qusley, director of trans-
portation for the Floyd County school
system, who was at the hospital, said
the bus driver, Eddie Berger, told

“Iguessit'ssomething inour genes
that makes it hard to speak of this
wagedy. We all say time is a great
healer and indeed it is, but after three
dozen years this one seems to heal
only onthe outside," Estill Lee Carter
read during a radiothon Wednesday.

The radiothon, which aired on
WDOC-AM and WQHY-FM, was
held (o raise funds to build a living
memorial at Jenny Wiley State Park
to honor the 26 children and a school
bus driver who died in a bus accident
on February 28, 1958,

The words were those of Bill
Darby, who lost two children in the
accident. He was unable toread what
he had written and Carter read the
healing message on the air.

“We'veall lost loved ones, friends
and family and, yes, our children.
Maybe it's because this tragedy was
so unusual, so unexpected, so unnec-
essary. So many young lives on the
way to school on a Friday moming
with no chance 1o say goodbye. 'm
s0 pleased that so many remember
and care — others 100 young but still
care. May God bless you all,” Darby

had written.

And many showed that care
through donations.

“So many people just drove up
and dropped off $5 and $10 dona-
tions,” Jim Kennedy, Jenny Wiley
State Park manager and an announcer
during the telethon said. “We didn't
even know who they are,”

“There was so much love in that
$10 donation,” Frances Brackelt, a

member of the Living Memorial
Committee added. “That $10 meant
as much as a $1,000 donation."”

The group received $20,876 in
pledges during the telethon and re-
ceivedabout $8,000 up front. Brackett
expressed relief and amazement about
the amount of funds raised. She said
the group would now have enough

A response from Boysen to Risner
was mailed Thursday (yesterday),
Arrastia said. He declined to discuss
the contents of Boysen's letter until
Risner receives it.

When askedif the department fegls
the law discriminates against parents
because the provision does not apply
to other council members, Arrastia
said, “that what the law says."

The spokesman said the law is
designed to avoid any conflicts of
interest by councils or to prevent an
undue influence on school district
employees.

In their letter to Attorney General
Gorman, Risner and Tussey are ask-
ing Gorman to decide if the law is
constitutional.

“Is (the law change) discrimina-
tory with respect o parents serving
or who want (o serve on councils?”’
the letter asks. “If schools A and B
are within the same district and a
teacher at school A wanls to serve on
a (council) and has a spouse at school
B the sitvation is okay; however, if a
parent at school A wants to serve and
has a spouse at school B, then statutes
prohibit (that).”

Minutes of an October 10 council
meeting at Prestonsburg High School
show that that school council voted
to allow Risner to remain a member
until “he is forcibly removed by the
state department, Dr. Boysen or Dr.
Towler.”

money to complete the memorial and
also apply some money to the schol-
arship fund.

During the telethon, Norm

called it an outdoor cathedral as she
stared first at the monument and then
at the surrounding hillside.

Brackettsaid she became involved
in the project because many of her
friends and neighbors had lost rela-
tives in the accident. One of her former
students at Prestonsburg High School
also died when the bus plunged into
the Big Sandy River.

Brackett said the accident brought
many changes in school bus regula-
tions. Because there was a small
amount of snow that day, the Floyd
County School board called school
off when snow fell in the county,
Brackett said. That practice contin-
ues.
School bus drivers also have to
undergo physicals and there are more
safety regulations for buses, she said.

“No one wants that kind of trag-
edy to happen again,” she explained.

Kentucky Homeplace project brings
healthcare program to Floyd County

Floyd County will be among 12
southeastern Kentucky counties par-
ticipating in a state demonstration
project that will key on prevention as
ameans of corralling runaway health-
care costs.

Called “Kentucky Homeplace,” the
project is based on the idea that in-
volvementoflocal people atthe neigh-
borhood level is more likely to en-
courage the unserved and underserved
to use healthcare that is available o
them and to teach them when they
don’t need to use more expensive ser-
vices like emergency rooms.

The program will serve low-income
families or those eligible for Medic-

aid with family health care advisors
who are local people trained to pro-
vide home visits, assess family health
needs and help families link up with
the sérvices they need.

Training for advisors will begin in
early 1995 and home visitaions will
beginin late January, The demonstra-
tion project, coordinated by the Uni-
versity of Kentucky Center for Rural
Health in Hazard, will end in June
1996.

If results are positive, the services
could be extended and expanded in
subsequent years.

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PCC wins ARC approval for $355,420 grant

Prestonsburg Community College
was informed Tuesday by the Appa-
lachian Regional Commission of
Washington, D.C. thatits application
for a $355,420 grant to assist the
+ college with its campus bealth ser-
vice has been approved.

Prestonsburg Community College
and the University of Kentucky Col-
lege of Medicine will work together
to provide primary care and preven-
tion services to the community col-
lege students. These students are,
generally, non-traditional. In many
ways, they are representative of the
communities in which they live in
Eastern Kentucky. Their average age
is nearly 30, and 70 percent are
women, many of whom are married
with children of their own. In addi-
tion to being enrolled in school, many
work full-time to help support their
families. This project will provide
health services that are typical of
services required by other commu-
nity residents. It is anticipated over

time the program will serve as a clini-
cal laboratory for medical, physician
assistant, nursing, dental and other
health professional students. Grant
funds will also be used to establish a
tele-medicine componentat the com-
munity college to ensure quality care
and consultation for the students,

Grant monies will be divided
among three special projects the col-
lege has targeted for development
and implementation: $119,738 forg
student health services, $144,375 for
student scholarships and $91,307 for
technology. With additional monies
of $378,749 matched by Prestons-
burg Community College and UK
College of Medicine, the total project
cost climbs to $734,169.

“We are pleased that the ARC has
chosen to support three of our top
priority fund-raising projects, includ-
ing health, technology and scholar-
ships,” said PCC President Deborah
L. Floyd.

Patronage winners don't have
to be qualified for the govern-
ment job they get, they just have
to be good at getting their boss
elected.

Nepotism, on the other hand,
is getting a bad rap...partly
earned, but largely undeserved.

Nepotism is commonplace in
the private sector where family
businesses have thrived because
they are, in fact, family busi-

nesses.

We hire relatives because they
are loyal, dedicated, usually
honest, and, more times than
not, they work for less.

They also are quite often the
most qualified for jobs because
those jobs have always been a
part of their lives.

Why should there be such a
difference in public sector jobs?

One answer is obvious.

Some public officials hire their
relatives just because they are
relatives.

The solution isn't to restrict
nepotism altogether, though.

The answer is to develop a
standardized method of award-
ing jobs on a basis of qualifica-
tions, experience and merit re-
gardless of who the job-seeker
may be kin to.

We don't need to tell a quali-
fied teacher she can't teach at
home because her husband,
uncle or brother is a school ad-
ministrator.

But we do need to tell an un-
qualified teacher that she can't
have a job just because she can
deliver 50 votes to a candidate.

The real problem with lousy
governmentcan be summarized
by paraphrasing the battle cry
from the last presidential race.

Rev. Gallie Isaac pleaded not
guilty Thursday 1o 87 counts of vari-
ous sex charges against him.

Isaac, 77, appeared in Lawrence
Circuit Court to answer 1o the eight
indictments issued against him on

counts of sodomy, 65 counts of sexual
abuse and one count of criminal at-
tempt to commit sodomy. All but
nine counts of the sexual abuse
charges are misdemeanors,

Judge Stephen “Nick" Frazier did
not set atentative trial date, butsched-
uled a pre-trial conference for Janu-
ary 12, The purpose of the confer-
ence is (o hear any motions filed by
the attorneys in the case.

Frazier told the attorneys that he
wants to callin the jury early in May.

After the hearing, Isaac and his
attorney, Eldrod “Bud” Adams, said
they had no comment about the case.

Commonwealth Attorney Anna
Melvin asked to be relieved from the
case due to her political ties with
Isaac. She was replaced by Luke
Morgan, a special prosecutor from
the Attorney General's office in
Frankfort.

Community support still seems to

remain high for Isaac. He entered the
courtroom Thursday to handshakes
and hugs from those who believe the
indictments are not true.

During a recess, Isaac sat calmly
and told stories to those around him.
After the hearing, he left the court-
room surrounded by supporters sing-
ing religious hymns.

Inan interview with The Big Sandy
News, one of the alleged victims said

Forty-two Kentucky physicians
have stopped secing Medicaid pa-
tients since the changes were an-
nounced. Twenty-four physicians told
Cabinet for Human Resources offi-
cials they were discontented with the
Medicaid program. Eighteen physi-
cians did not give a reason for their
withdrawal from the program,

Dr. Fred Meece, Prestonsburg
dentist, said Thursday he has with-
drawn from the Medicaid program
because he does not think the state
should have so much control that it
can (ell physicians whom can treat.

“When the state gets to the point
that I have to sec patients for any
reason, its gone too far. The state
government is gelting too involved,”
he explained. “The reason I with-
drew had nothing to do with fees or
taxes. It had to do with the fact that I
am mandated to see patients. Under
this Discount Option Program, I can’t
refuse 1o see a patient.”

“Individual practitioners should
have the abilily to say ‘1 can’t treat
you,"" Meece said.

He explained that he should be
able o terminate treatment of a pa-
tient whois belligerent, one who con-
sistently doesn’t show up for an ap-
pointment, or one who won’t pay a
bill. “I reserve the right to not treat
them,” Meece said.

Meece sent his letter to the state
terminating hisacceptance of Medic-
aid patients after he received a letter
from the state explaining the new
Medicaid changes,

“I told them the changes made 1o
the program were detrimental to the

entire program,” he said.

Meece doesn’t expect his with-
drawal from the Medicaid program
to bave much of an impact on his
practice.

“I haven’tmade money on Medic-
aid in the 25 years I've been in prac-
tice,” he said.

When he sent letters to his ap-
proximately 200 patients, explaining
to them he would no longer accept
Medicaid, most wanted to remain a
patient on a private pay basis. In the
letter, he offered to refer his patients
to another dentist or treat them on a
private pay basis. He also indicated
he would treat them in an emergency.

The dentist, who formerly served
as chairman of the Dental
Association’s technical advisory
committee for the Cabinet for Hu-
man Resources, said the committee
was not consulted about the changes,

Meece said the committee often
advised the cabinet on whal services
could be cut out of the Medicaid
Program to help the program save
money.

Meece expressed his regret at the
changes in Medicaid and said that
physicians whose incomes depend
on Medicaid reimbursements will
suffer from the changes. He called
the provider tax a ‘‘sick person’s tax,”
and said that patients usually wind up
paying for it.

“Physicians get their money from
sick people,” he said, explaining that
the government then gets its money
from the physicians.

Dr. John Boswell could not be
reached for comment at presstime
Thursday.

NEW CIVIL RIGHTS

— The city of Buffalo, N.Y,,
agreed in August to pay $4,000 to
two Niagara Falls men arrested in
1991 on drug charges. Police accused
the men of swallowing drugs and
thus forced them to vomit, which the
men said violated their rights.

— Responding toa California law
requiring that low-income housing
be located in areas other than tradi-
tionally poor neighborhoods, the city
of San Diego gave final approval in
August to a 28-unit project at a sea-
side community in La Jolla, sand-
wiched between the Pacific Ocean
and a ritzy golf course. The market
value of the apartments, which offer
panoramic ocean views, is from
$300,000 to $500,000 each, but pub-
lic-housing tenants will typically pay
$323 a month, up to $675 a month if
their income is as much as $34,000 a
year.

— Ben Thomas, a Largo, Fla.,

man with muscular dystrophy, an-
nounced in January that he would file
aformal complaintagainstnextyear’s
Walt Disney World Marathon. Tho-
mas was denied entry in the wheel-
chair division because he uses a mo-
torized wheelchair; the USA Track
and Field organization specifies that
only manual wheelchairs can be used
by wheelchair entrants because mo-
torized ones do not present a suffi-
cientcompetitive challenge.

— Last fall, the Utah Court of
Appeals dismissed an appeal from
state prison officials, whohad wanted
prisoner Nick Paul, 28, punished un-
der a 1992 law designed to protect
guards. Paul was charged with spit-
ting on a guard; under the 1992 law,
the court ruled, only the “throwing”
of fecal matter and other bodily flu-
ids is punishable,

— In May, a state administrative
law judge ruled that University of
North Carolina housekeeping em-
ployee Eric Browning, 37, must be
reinstated in his job. He had been
fired for threatening to kill his boss,
but the judge said that punishment
was 00 severe.

— Clara Kizer filed a lawsuit
against the city of Helena, Ala., and
three of her neighbors in April. She
claims that because the state pos-
sesses “right of way” rights to her,

and her neighbors’, property close to
the street, herdogs ought legally tobe
able torelieve themselvesin that space
without the neighbors harassing her.

HOUSEHOLD HELP

Q. I've been having intermittent
problems with my front doorbell for
the last several weeks. At times, it
will work perfectly. Other times, there
seems Lo be a humming sound com-
ing from the box on my wall. I also
have aside entry bell and it works just
fine. Can you try lo determine what
may be causing this kind of problem?

A. There are several things that
you will need to check before we can
resolve the actual problem, In practi-
cally all homes, the doorbell is pow-
ered with low voltage that is fed from
a (ransformer that converts your
household current toa 12- to 14-volt
range.

Some possible causes for occa-
sional failure can be the wiring, trans-
former, a faulty switch or even the
bell itself. You mentioned that your
side entry doorbell works fine, so the
odds are that the switch on your front
doorbell is defective. Most bells have
very small screws that secure them to
the wall, so start by removing them.
After removing the push button, check

If that is a no-go,
your local hardware dealer will carry
areplacement switch or you may just
want to change the entire bell.

If the cleaning doesn't work, I
suspect a wiring defect or possibly a
burned-out transformer. You must
locate the transformer by tracing the
wires from the bell. See if the wires
that lead to the transformer are mak-
ing good contact. If you are skeptical
about cleaning the wires from the
transformer itself, turn off the master
electric switch before disconnecting,
If that still doesn’t work, remove the
transformer and have it tested at an
electrical supply dealer before you
purchase a replacement.

Is grade school
conditioning part

of practice time?

It took a long time to get the
Floyd County School Board to
pass a policy that would govern
the athletics on the grade school
level.

On July 14, 1992, the Board
implemented policies that would
set seasons for football and bas-
ketball in Floyd County.

Football was allowed to begin
practice on the opening day of
school and would run to the last
Thursday of October.

With the football season being
defined, the grade school basket-
ball scason was not allowed 1o
® begin until the final Friday in Oc-
tober.

The problem was that if bas-
ketball was allowed to starl
sooner, it caused the players to
make a choice between football
and basketball, thus taking play-
ers out of the football program
toward the end of the season.

With the policy in place, the
intention was to help the student-
athlete in making that decision, If
there was no basketball practice,
then the student-athlete could con-
& centrate solely on football.

In the policy drawn up by then
assistant superintendent Pete
Grigsby Jr. and then athletic di-
rector Frankie Francis, the Board
inserted that a school that did not
have football could start basket-
ball practice the final 10 days of
the football season.

Now, that was in 1992, Last
year we had an athletic council to
over se¢ the program and this
year we have gone back 10 a "¢l-
ementary athletic director"
- of sorts.

Brent Allen is the new over-
seer of the grade school program
and he said that this year's council
ruled thatno grade school basket-
ball team could practice before
the football season ended.

"When I came into it," said
Allen, "I wanted to just start from
scratch. We met with the coaches
and this is one of the issues we
talked about.

"The coaches voted that bas-
ketball practice would not start
until after the football season had
- ended,” be said.

In a meeting held on October
10 of this year, the Elementary
School Athletics Committee
voted 13-0 that the start of boys'
basketball in the county will be
the firstMonday after the last foot-
ball game (October 31). The last
football game is scheduled for
October 29, The motion at the
meeting was made by Duff coach
Ronnie Patton and seconded by
Betsy Layne's Dwight Newsome.

Allen said he understands how
a kid playing football might be
- afraid of getting behind the restof
his team if they have already
started basketba!l conditioning.

That would cause him to leave
the football program early in or-
der to take part in the condition-
ing exercises.

"We don't want the coaches
breaking the rules,” said Allen,
"If they take a basketball and start
shooting that constitutes practice,
I don't feel that conditioning is
practice.

"The problem we have is that
we don't have the NCAA-type
investigators 1o find out who is
breaking the rules. [ have told all
the coaches that if there is a prob-
lem to bring it to me and say
who's doing what. Mention their
names."

Both football and basketball
coaches at each elementary pro-
gram should work together.

"That's the bottom line," said
Allen. "Both coaches working to-
gether.”

A basketball coach should dis-
courage a football player from
leaving the program just (o take
partin his conditioning exercises.
He should encourage the player
to finish out the football season
before reporting to practice.

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Eight cold-weather car care checks

Record-breaking winter
temperatures can leave you
with enough car repairs o
break your bank account.
That's why it's no time to let
simple, preventive car main-
tenance procedures fly south
with the birds. Consider these
tips for a smooth ride this
winter.

Shocks and Struts — Al-
ternate freezing and thawing
can produce hazardous driv-
ing conditions — such as pot-
holes. Even the most precise
drivers can bar¢ly escape a
whole winter withouta single
damaged tire or broken
spring, but sometimes the jolt
from the one you couldn't
dodge can be very expensive.
The loss of a muffler and
sometimes the pipes that go
with it can be prevented by
regularly inspecting the un-
dercarriage. If you survive a
pothole, let an expert do an
alignmentcheck (o assessany
damage that may have oc-
curred to shock absorbers,
struts and other suspension
parts.

Tires — When outside
temperatures begin to drop,
tires should be checked at least
once a month, since cold
weather reduces your tire's
inflation pressure. Driving
under inflated tires causes tire
tread to wear faster and un-
evenly, and it can reduce ride
performance, affect vchicle
handling and decrease your
vehicle’s fuel efficiency.

Another good habit to con-
tinue throughout the season
is to check your tires for un-
even wear palterns. Uneven
wear may signal improper
inflation pressure, misalign-
ment, tire and wheel imbal-
ance or suspension problems.

If your vehicle becomes
stuck onice, youshould avoid
spinning the tires, as the force
created from this action can
literally rip ures apart.

Brakes — Don’t gamble
with your brakes; they could
save your life, Your braking
system, probably the most
critical safety system on your
car, should be checked peri-
odically this winter. IU'll be
like buying yourself some
peace of mind!

Engine — A scvere win-
ter could mean millions of
cars failing to start. Exces-
sive exhaust emissions and a
polluted atmosphere can dull
a picturesque snowfall, and
misfiring, knocking and ping-
ing is never pretty. Belore a
“no-start” ruins your day, start
out this fall with a well-uned
Ccar.

0il — Change your ¢n-
gine oil and filter every 3,000
miles (or as specified in your
owner's manual) if you do
lots of stop-and-go driving,

carry heavy loads or drive
long distances this fall and
winter.

Belts and Hoses — When
one needs replacing, you're
likely to find more in mar-
ginal condition. Rubbercom-
ponents under the hood, exist
in a hostile environment, sur-
viving sub-zero (emperatures
in the winter.

Hoses circulate as much
as 7,500 gallons of coolant
per hour at up to 18 pounds of
pressure — and warrant peri-
odic attention. Failure to
maintain your cooling sys-
tem by flushing and refilling
every 24 months with fresh

antifreeze can cause freeze-
up, overheating and rust and
corrosion buildup.

Batteries — Batteries lose
their charge over time, espe-
cially in cold weather, and
cable connections can COr-
rode. A certified technician
can test the strength of your
battery's charge.

Paint Job — Don’t ignore
bumps, scrapes, scratches and
dings this fall. As winter sub-
zero freezes set in, the dam-
age is likely to get worse as
rusting sets in.

Don'tdelay! Fall's already
here and winter’s on its way!

Putused oil inits place

More than half of all mo-
torists change their own oil
and, according to the U.S.
EPA, these “do-it-
yourselfers” (DI'Yers) gener-
ate more than 200 million
gallons of used motor oil an-
nually. Unfortunately, EPA
estimales that only about one-
third of this oil is properly
collected and recycled. In-
stead, many DIYers simply
dump this valuable resource
in their backyards or into the
sewer drain. As you might
guess, this practice is damag-
ing to our groundwater and
our streams and rivers.

IFor example, it only takes
one quart of used motor oil to
foul 250,000 gallons of drink-
ing water. It also wastes a
valuable resource. A local
power plant can provide
enough energy o run the av-
erage household for 24 hours
by bumning just 2 gallons of
used oil, Used oil can also be
re-refined into new lubricat-
ing oils. The American Pe-
woleum Institute (API) and
its members have set up a
used motor oil recycling pro-
gramdesigned toprovidecon-
venient used-oil collection
centers for the public. API's
members provide almost
8,000 service stations and
quick lubes nationwide for

these DIYers to bring their
used motor oil for recycling,

API members have also
crafted model used-oil col-
lection legislation, which has
been adopted by 13 states thus
far. Another 14 states are cur-
rently reviewing the legisla-
tionand considering its adop-
tion. The bill sets up a state
used-oil fund to provide
grants to local governments
that want to set up used-oil
collection centers for DI Yers.
The fund can also be applied
to public education efforts to
prevent the improper disposal
of used oil. The financing
mechanism for the bill is typi-
cally a small fee of 2 to 5
cenls per quart of motor oil.
The API has also prepared a
myriad of publications avail-
able to assist state and local
governments in establishing
used-oil collection and recy-
cling programs,

If you are one of the many
do-it-yourselfers who change
theirownoil, please take your
used motor oil 10 a used-oil
collection center. Check with
your state or local govem-
ment recycling office for a
list of arca collection centers.
Or you can check with arca
service stations or quick-lube
oil change shops to seeif they
will accept your used motor
oil.

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Pot holes and ruts cost car care dollars

When money is tight our
highways suffer. Neglected
ruts and pot holes ultimately
hit motorists directly in their
pocketbooks. According to
The Road Information Pro-
gram (TRIP) Americans
wasted over $17 billion driv-
ing on roads rated poor to fair
by the Federal Highway Ad-
ministration. Thatamounts to
an annual $105.70 per driver
due to extra vehicle repairs,
excess lire wear and wasted
gas.

One way to protect your
vehicle from the ravages of
ruts and potholes, other than
avoiding them, istokeep tires
properly inflated and steer-

ing and suspension compo-
nents in good condition. Es-
pecially critical are the shock
absorbers or struts, which pre-
vent excessive rebound or
bottoming out on severe
bumps.

Shocks and struts are the
subjectof a free pamphlet just
off the press from the Car
Care Council. Written in
layman’s important compo-
nents and how they affect a
vehicle's safety,

Vehicle owners tradition-
ally have related shock ab-
sorbers toriding comfort. The
pamphletshows vehicle own-
ers how these components
also affect other aspects of

the vehicle's handling char-
acteristics.

“During that brief period
your wheels are skittering and
hopping as you make a turn
onarough road,” says Coun-
cil President Don Midgley,
“you’ve lost contact with the
road sarface. This affects your
steering and braking and
could take you into a ditch or
an oncoming vehicle.”

In addition to riding com-
fortand control, there's wear
and tear on other parts of the
vehicle. The exaggerated
motion can cause accelerated
wear of steering and suspen-
sion parts.

“The jar from arutorchuck
hole or road obstruction can
break radiator mounts or ex-
haust system support brack-
ets,” according to Midgley,

“This kind of wear or dam-
age,-all or partly due to weak
shock absorbers, adds (o the
cost of having procrastinated
on maintenance.”

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The professional word on tune-up

When you take your car
into the shop for a “complete
tune-up,” a service generally
required every 30,000 miles
or every two or three years,
what services should be in-
cluded? This question, often
controversial evenamong the
automotive service trade, is
addressed in a recent news-
letter of the Professional Mas-
ter Technician's Association.
The facts are provided by a
“CD-ROM" repair informa-
tion database, used by techni-
cians to access current and
accurate diagnostic and re-
pair information.

Electronic ignition, com-
puterized engine controlsand
electronic fuel injection have
eliminated many of the ad-
justments that once were part
of a traditional tune-up. So
most technicians probably
would say a tune-up on most
cars today is a preventive
mainlenance service or an
engine performance check.

One of the main reasons
people bring their vehicles
into their mechanics for a
tune-up is because they are
experiencing some kind of
“driveability" problem: start-
ing, stalling, hesitation on
acceleration, poor gas mile-
age or lack of power. These
symptoms seldom are cured
with a new set of spark plugs
or a few turns of the screw-
driver. On today’s complex
engines acomprehensive per-
formance check is in order.

Another item that should
be included is an emissions
check, now mandatory in 35
states. Most mechanics check
the operation of basic emis-
sions control components, but
an actual emissions check at
the tailpipe is essential to ac-
curate diagnosis.

The following are 21 items
that should be included in a
complete lune-up, according
10 the professionals. The list
may vary according to ve-
hicle and/or shop providing
the service, but it's a handy
reference for owners seeking
qualily service.

1. Replace spark plugs

2. Replace distributor ro-
tor

3. Check the distributor
cap and replace il necessary

4. Check ignition timing
and adjust if necessary

5. Check ignition perfor-
mance (firing voltage/ignition
patterns)

6. Checkignition wires and
replace il necessary

7. Check ignition idle
speed and adjust if necessary

8. Check the choke mecha-
nism (on engines with carbu-
retors)

9, Clean fuel injectors

10. Check compression
and/or power balance (toiden-
tify bad injectors as well as
compression problems)

11.Check manifold intake
vacuum (o reveal exhaust re-
strictions

12. Check battery and
charging voltage

13. Check exhaust emis-
sions, to verify fuel mixiure.

ignition performance and
emission controls perfor-
mance

14, Check the vehicle com-
puter for presence of any
trouble codes

15. Install a new air filter

16. Replace the fuel
filter(s)

17.Replace the PCV (posi-
tive crankcase ventilation)

valve

18, Check all emissions
control components

19, Check all vital fluids,
including engine oil, trans-
mission fluid, coolant, brake
and power steering fluid.

20. Check all belts and
hoses

21. Check safety items
such as lights, windshield
wipers, tires, horn, etc.

Save money with lower
auto insurance rates

Many people don’ trealize
it, but automobile insurance
rates can vary dramatically
depending on the insurance
company; agent or broker;
coverages requested; and type
of car driven. Here are sev-
eral lips that can help lower
everyone's insurance cosis.

» Comparison shop. Prices
for the same coverage can
vary by hundreds of dollars,
s0 it pays to shop around. To
get an idea of price ranges,
ask friends, check the yellow
pages for insurance agents,
call the state insurance de-
partment and check consumer
guides.

However, don’t shop by
price alone. Aninsurershould
offer both fair prices and ex-
cellent service. Quality per-
sonal service may cost a bit
more, but it provides added
conveniences. So, talk to sev-
eral insurers to get a feeling
for the quality of their ser-
vice. Ask them what they
would do to lower your costs.
Check the financial ratings of
the companies, (0o, Afternar-
rowing the field to three in-
surers, gel price quotes.

+ Ask for higher
deductibles. Deductibles rep-
resent the amount of money
paid before making a claim,
By requesting higher
deductibles on collision and
comprehensive(fire and theft)
coverage, people can lower
their costs substantially.

+ Drop collision and/or
comprehensive coverages on
older cars. It may not be cost-
effective (o have collision or
comprehensive coverages on
cars worth less than $1,000,
since any claim made would
not substantially exceed an-
nual cost and deductible
amounts. Auto dealers and
banks can tell what a car is
worth.

« Eliminate duplicate

medical coverages. Those
who have adequate health
coverage may be paying for
duplicate medical coverage
in their auto policies. In some
states, eliminating this cover-
age could lower personal in-
jury protection (PIP) cost by
up to 40 percent.

* Buy a “low-profile” car.
Before buying a new or used
car, check into insurance
costs. Cars thatare expensive
to repair or that are favorite
targets of thieves have much
higher insurance costs.

» Consider area insurance
cost if moving. Costs tend to
be lowest in rural communi-
ties and highest in center cit-
ics where there is more traffic
congestion.

+ Take advantage of low
mileage discounts. Some
companies offer discounts to
motorists who drive fewer
thana predetermined number
of miles a year,

« Find out about automatic
seal belt or air bag discounts.
Peoplc may be able to take
advantage of discounts on
some coverages if they have
automatic seat belis and/or
air bags.

« Inquire about other dis-
counts. Some insurers offer
discounts for more than one
car, no accidents in_three
years, drivers older than 50
driver training courses, anti-
theftdevices, anti-lock brakes
and good grades for students.

Remember these tips when
changing insurance agents or
altering policies. Saving
money could be just a phone
call away.
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Buying a used car doesn't
have to be a risky business

Millionsof Americans will
buy used cars this year, and
many of them may not know
what to consider before mak-
ing a purchase. The Federal
Trade Commission offers the
following suggestions (o0 po-
tential used-car buyers.

Before looking at used
cars, people need to think
about what car models and
options they want and how
much they are able or willing
to spend. To leam about car
models, options and prices,
read newspaper advertise-
ments and automobile maga-
zines. By calling the ULS. De-
partment of Transportation
Auto Safety Hotline (800-
424-9393). people can learn
if a car model has ever been
recalled and, if so, obtain in-
formation about that recall.

+ Costs. Remember, the
real cost of a car includes
more than the purchase price.
It includes loan terms, such
asinterestrates and thelength
of the loan. Those planning o
finance a car need o know
how much money they can
putdown and how much they
can pay monthly. Dealersand
lending institutions offer a
variety of interest rates and
paymentschedules, so people
will need to shop for terms.

» Reliability. People can
learn how reliable a model is
by checking in publications
for the frequency-of-repair
records. They should find out

what models have repair fa-
cilities in locations conve-
nient to them and if parts are
readily available at the repair
facility.

» Dealer reputation. Find
out from respected, experi-
enced people which dealers
have good reputations for
salesand service. Peoplemay
wish to call their local con-
sumer protection office and
the Better Business Bureau to
find out if there are any com-
plaints against particular deal-
Crs.

When buying a used car
from a dealer, people should
look for a Buyers Guide
stickeron the window of each
car. The Buyers Guide, re-
quired by the Federal Trade
Commission’s Used Car
Rule, gives important infor-
mation and suggestions 1o
consider, including:

» Whether the vehicle
comes with a warranty and, if
so, what specific profection
the dealer will provide.

+ Whether the vehicle
comes with no warranty (“as
is') or with implied warran-
lies only.

» That people should ask
to have the car inspected by
an independent mechanic be-
fore buying.

» That they should get all
promises in writing.

+ What some of the major
problems are that may occur
in any car.

Many cars are available
privately, such as through
newspaper classified ads.
Those people shopping for a
car from an individual should
understand several differ-
ences between sales made by
individuals and those made
by dealers.

Private sellers generally
are not covered by the Used
Car Rule and, therefore, do
not have to vse the Buyers
Guide. However, consumers
still can follow the guide's
suggestions. They canask the
seller whether they may have
the vehicle inspected by their
own mechanics and whether
they may take it on a test
drive.

Private sales usuvally are
nol covered by the “implied
warranties” of state law. So,a
private sale probably will be
on an “as is" basis, unless the
contract with the seller spe-
cifically provides otherwise.
If there is a written contract,
the seller must live up to the
promises stated on the con-
tracl,

Many states require that
dealers, but not individuals,
ensure that their vehicles will
pass state inspections or cary
4 minimum warranty before
they offer them for sale.

Remember these sugges-
tions when looking for used
cars, and avoid being taken
for a ride.

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Have you checked your dipstick lately?

Are you one of the grow-
ing numberofcarowners who
seldom checks your oil be-
tween changes? If so, you
could be in danger of engine
trouble.

Low oil levels cause in-
creased wear of intemal en-
gine parts, reduced fuel effi-
ciency and lower horsepower.
These problems occur be-
cause, over time, oil viscosity
increases, which means the
oil becomes thick and sticky.
Kendall Motor Oil research-
ers have found that, if a caris
one quart low on oil, viscos-
ity increases dramatically, and
oil has trouble flowing (o en-
gine parts.

Because this sludgy oil
flows less easily, the engine
can become starved for oil,
increasing friction, corrosion
and wear.

These new car owners fail
to realize that, as time goes
on, their engines will con-
sume more oil, increasing
chances for engine failure.
Kendall engineers remind
motorists that, as a car ages, it
is even more important to
check the oil level with each
gas fill-up.

“The more miles that are
put on an oil, the more con-
sumption you will experi-
ence,” says a Kendall engi-
neer. Your engine may also
develop an oil leak, so it is
important to monitor oil lev-
els closely.

Another reason that
today’s automobiles are low
on oil is the disappearance of
full-service gas stations.
There are few stations that
still check your oil when you
pull in for gas. Consequently,
there is no constant reminder
of the importance of main-
taining a proper oil level.

Checking your oil is a
quick and simple procedure.
You will need only an old
cloth or a paper towel, and
motor oil to add if the level is
low. Make sure the car is on
level ground and has been
turned off for at least 15 min-
utes. This will allow all o1l to
drain into the oil pan for an
accurate reading.

HOW TO CHECK OIL

Step One: Locate the dip-
stick (a thin metal rod with a
