Youngster 
may have 
started 
fatal fire

A three-year-old girl was killed 
Sunday in a bouse fue at McDowell 
which apparently was started by the 
girl who was playing with a cigarette 
lighter. 

Belinda Ann Hall was pronounced 
dead at the scene by Floyd County 
Coroner Roger Nelson Sunday. 

Hall apparently set flfe to some 
towels in a back bathroom of the 
home of a neighbor as she was play­
ing with the lighter, Kentucky State 
Police detective Joel Newsome said 
Monday. 

In the bathroom with Hall was her 
three-year-old relative, Keith 
Hamilton. who lived in the home. 
Newsome said that Hamilton told his 
mother, Angela Hamilton, that the 
girl bad set fue to some towels in the 
bathroom. 

When the two children ran from 
the bathroom, Belinda Hall could not 
be found by any of the family mem­
bers in the residence, Newsome said. 

The child's body was found in a 
smallroomnearthefrootofthehome, 
Newsome said. 

Belinda Hall lived witb ber par­
ents, Rebecca and Jimmy Hall, next 
doortoDonnaHall.Herparentswere 
notintheneigbbor'sbomeatthetime 
of the fue, Newsome said. 

In the home at the time of the fue 
was Donna llall; her son Tracy Hall, 
20; and Angela Hamilton, Donna 
Hall's daughter, and her son, Keith, 
andseven-mooth-olddaughtcr Asbla 

Family members said that they 
searched for the child before smoke 
forced them from the home, Newsome 
said. The child's body was sent to 
Louisville for an autopsy. 

MembersoftheLeflBeaver,Mud 
Creek, Maytown and Wheelwright 
fue departments responded to the 
scene. The fue broke out at approxi­
mately 2:15p.m. 

No foul play is suspected and the 
incident is under investigation by 
Newsome.

The drainage came from several 
sources, Blair said, in the David and 
Middle Creek areas. The river is ex­
pected to clear up and there was no 
threat to area water supplies, Blair 
said.

Two Pike County women 
die in separate accidents

In less than 24-bours, two Pike 
County residents were killed in sepa­
rate accidents in Floyd County and, 
over the holiday weekend, law eo· 
forcemeat officials responded to a 
number of traffic accidents. 

On Tuesday morning, 21-year-old 
Lisa Hurley of Phelps was killed in a 
single vehicle accident on KY 114 at 
Middle Creek. 

The vehicle Hurley was driving 
left the roadway and struck a rock 
wall beside the Prater Middle Creek 
Market Arthur Long, 51, of Phelps, 

a passenger in the vehicle, was taken 
to Highlands Regional Medical Cen­
ter and treated and released. 

Hurley was pronounced dead at 
Highlands Regional by deputy coro­
ner Glenn Frazier. 

According to a state police pess 
release, the crash occurred when 
Hurley was traveling west and at­
tempted to pass a coal truck. Hurley 
met an oncoming car and the oncom­
ing vehicle cut into the eastbound 
shoulder of the road to avoid bitting 
Hurley. Hurley then lost control of 
the vehicle she was driving, went 
onto the eastbound shoulder and trav­

'Pay overdue child support or lose 
driver's license,' state tells 14,000 

Cabinet for Human Resources 
Seaetary Masten Childers II warned 
todaythatsome 14,000personscould 
lose their driver· s licenses early next 
year if they don't start paying their 
overdue child suppon. 

The Department for Social Insur­
ance will begin sending letters this 
week to Kentuckians who potentially 
will be behind a full calendar year in 
child support payments. The letter is 
a warning that if steps aren't taken to 
start paying off the arrearage, their 
driver's licenses could be suspended 
in January. The measure was passed 
in House Bill 311 by the 1994 Ken­
tucky General Assembly. 

"So many mothers are in desper­
ate need of this money to raise their 
children. The time to crackdown has 
long since passed.'' Childers said. 

Steve Veno. Child Support En­
forcement Division director within 
the department, said that people who 
are behind a year in making child 
support payments will have two op­
tions to save their driver's license. 

''They can either pay the entire 
arrearage they owe for the year," he 
said. "Or they can get a court-ordered 
payment agreement and start paying 
off their debt. The payments on the 
overdue child support will be in addi­
tion to paying their regular monthly 
chil1 support." 

The department is warning people 
now to give them a chance to resolve 
their backlog of child support before 
the farst of next year. 

"We don't want to jeopardize 
someone's ability to earn a living," 

Veno said. "On the other hand, if 
they're not paying child support. it's 
their own fault. And their failure to 
pay is causing children to go without 
food, without clothing and without 
other basic needs." 

After January 1, the department 
will send out letters to those who 
have a 12-month arrearage with a 
notification that the department has 
started the process to have their 
driver• s licenses suspended. 

Custodial parents who have not 
before sought the assistance of the 
state Division of Child Support En­
forcement but who know that their 
children'ssupportpaymentsareover­
due should contact their area Child 
Support Enforcement offace.

Jones names task force 
to study hemp growth 

Editor: 
Everyone knows how important 

agriculture is to our economy and 
how important the family farm is to 
agriculture and to Kentucky. As farm­
ers ourselves, Libby and I know 
first-hand the difficulties facing the 
family farm, and we are committed to 
doing everything within our abilities 
to help. 

Too many times in the history of 
this Commonwealth, politicians have 
ignored certain problems or purposely 
bypassed opportunities because they 
perceived these issues to be too con­
troversial and, therefore, too politi­
cally risky. Our administration has 
never shied away from tackling the 
tough issues in our effort to serve the 
people of this Commonwealth. We 
were not elected to deny that prob­
lems exist or to refuse to explore 
potential solutions. 

Recentlyinmyconversationswith 
farmers and agricultural business 
people, I have been asked about the 
possibility of once again growing a 
crop that flourished in this state as 
recently as the 1940's. 

I have bad reports of great success 
with the crop in Europe and advance­
ments in Canada, and I had many 
questions. But I soon found that no 
one could supply me with answers. 

That is why lastkeek I announced 
the formation of a task force to study 
the agricultural viability of hemp. 

The members of this task force are 
agricultural leaders from across the 
state. They will engage in a 
fact-fmding mission to determine 
whether it is feasible to grow and 
process an industrial-use hemp in 
Kentucky. 

If there are crops which can le­
gally be grown for a profit in Ken­
tucky which we are currently not 
growing, then we as public officials 
have a duty to examine these crops 
and provide answers for all farmers 
of Kentucky. 

When the work of this task force is 
completed, we will know whether 
Kentucky can grow an industrial 
brand of hemp; whether this crop can 
supply needed agricultural commodi­
ties such as fiber and oil; whether 

there are existing markets for these 
commodities; whether these com­
modities can be processed in Ken­
tucky; and whether this industry could 
be profitable for our farmers. 

BillyJoeMilesofOwensborohas 
agreed to serve as chairman of this 
task force. He is greatly respected in 
this state as a farmer and a business­
man, and he has consistently stayed 
on the cutting edge of agriculture. 

I am equally pleased to have the 
assistance and leadership of Agricul­
ture Commissioner Ed Logsdon, Joe 
Wright, president of the Burley To­
bacco Growers Association, Com­
missioner Jerry Lovitt of the Ken­
tucky State Police, the agriculture 
deans of our land grant colleges and 
universities, and representatives of 
the Kentucky Farm Bureau and other 
agricultural organizations. 

This task force has the talent, the 
commibnent to agriculture and the 
respect of the agriculture community 
needed to bring this project to comple­
tion. 

So there is no confusion, I want to 
stress that I am opposed to the legal­
ization of marijuana. This effort will 
in no way interfere with our anti­
drug, crime prevention or law en­
forcement activities. 

There are politicians and others 
who may be tempted to purposefully 
misinterpret our message in order to 
create a controversy. If that happens, 
these people will be doing a grave 
injustice to the people of Kentucky. 

Right now we don't know if hemp 
is a viable agricultural crop. When 
this task force completes its work, we 
will.

The store received new 
tiles and ~ting for the floor, paint­
ing, and wiring. Blackburn stressed 
that he used local contractors and 
bought supplies from Pt'estonsburg 
merchants to complete the renova­
tion. 

He thinkS businesses in town 
should support each other, and be 
hopes that will happen when he opens 
his store. He explained that Sears 
wanted the store located outside of 
town and near major shopping areas. 
Blackburn wanted the store in Pres­
tonsburg and be hopes it will help 
revitalize the downtown area. 

The owner hopes he also receives 
support from residents in the county 
and throughout the area, including 
Paintsville, Salyersville, Inez and 
Hindman. 

The store will beoneofthelargest 
Sears Authorized Retail Dealer stores 
in the eastern district of the United 
States. It offers about 6,200 square 
feet of selling space. Along the length 
of one wall of the old Sundry Store 
building, Blackburn plans to display 
refrigerators. 

"''bere should be one for every­
body in Prestonsburg," he said as he 
envisioned the display and moved his 
arm in a sweeping motion along the 
wall. 

'The store owner said if he doesn't 
have what the customer wants, then 
he will order it from a catalog. He 
also explained that Sears has a policy 
to match prices with other merchants. 
Bring in the other store's ad, 
Blaclcburn said, and if he bas the 
identical merchandise, he will sell it 
at the other store's sale price. 

The store will sell appliances, 
vacuum cleaners, stereos, televisions, 
garden equipment, water beaters and 
tools. 

BlackburnsaidSearsoffersaquick 
credit plan. "It's not like the old days 
when you had to wait two months to 
get credit," be said. "If you have a 
good credit rating, we can get your 
credit approved in about three min­
utes." 

Through the Pikeville Sears Ser­
vice Department, the Prestonsburg 
Sears store will also offer service on 
small items, such as "weed whackers 
and push mowers," he said. 

"A lady called and asked if she 
could bring in her weedwhacker," he 
said. "I told her 'yes, but wait until we 
open."' 

The store will be open from 10 
a.m. until 8 p.m. Monday through 
Saturday until Chrisbnas, and from 1 
until 6 p.m. on Sundays. The store 
will not close as long as a customer is 
in the store, Blackburn said. 

Blackburn said he hoped to do 
better than the Prestonsburg Sears 
catalog store did. Sears phased out its 
catalog stoles. and the Prestonsburg 
store clo:;ed. But Sear:; 1s back w1th a 

new owner, a new look, and new 
merchandise. The grand opening of 
the Prestonsburg store will be held in 
January. 

State offices 
to remain open 
in bad weather 

Governor Brereton C. Jones has 
instituted a new policy covering state 
government offices during inclem­
ent weather. The policy is as follows: 

• State government offices are 
operated statewide from 8:00a.m. to 
4:30p.m. local time. The exceptions 
to these hours include hospitals, parks, 
prisons, highway crews and law en­
forcement. 

•The offices of state government 
will not ·be closed nor the hours of 
operation shortened due to weather 
conditions. Employees may use ac­
cwnulatedcompensatory or vacation 
time for any time missed. 

• Employees who are designated 
emergency personnel shall report to 
work as previously determined by 
their supervisor. 

• State agencies shall develop plans 
to accommodate the work of the 
agency during times when a number 
of employees may choose not to come 
to work due to weather conditions. 
All employees shall be informed of 
these plans. 

"This new policy eliminates the 
confusion that has existed in the past 
regarding which state offices are open 
and which are closed during inclem­
ent weather. From today forward all 
state offices will remain open regard­
less of the weather. If state employ­
ees feel that conditions in their area 
have made travel too dangerous, then, 
obviously, they should not venture 
out However, employees who are 
unabJe to get to work will not be paid 
unless they utilize vacation or com­
pensatorytime,"GovemorJonessaid. 

Last winter, state government 
workers were off a minimum of six 
working days due to inclement 
weather at an estimated cost of $4 
million per day.

Suits filed over local 
radio DJs 

A local radio company is preparing to battle in 
court with two former on-air personalities. 

East Kentucky Broadcasting Inc., which oper­
ates stations WDHR, WPKE and WBPA, flied 
two lawsuits November 18, claiming two former 
employees violated a '\ton-compete" agreement 
by beginning work with the competition. 

As a result, at least one broadcaster, Fred 
Spears, is off the air until the suit can be settled. 

The suits state that on-air personalities Spears 
and Connie Jackson signed employment coo­
tracts with the East Kentucky Broadcasting. 

Part of the contracts called for both Jackson 
and Spears to agree not to work for, or use their 
voice on, any other radio station within 50 air 
miles of Pikeville while they worked for East 
Kentucky or for a year after termination. 

Spears' suit states that his employment with 
the company was terminated with cause on April 
30 this year. He then took a job with another radio 
station. 

The suit further stated, "the defendant .. has 
breached the covenant not to compete contained 
in ... his contract by permitting his voice to appear 
on the air as a broadcaster and announcer for 
WZLK radio station operated in Pikeville." 

Jackson, who also now works for WZLK, bad 
a similar suit flied against her. 

Similar suits in the broadcast industry, involv­
ing the non-compete agreements, are not uncom­
mon. 

Several have been filed in Kentucky and West 
ViJ:ginia in the past, including one in Louisville 
and one near Charleston.-Appalachian News­

Post office offers dos and dont's 
of mailing Christmas packages 

The average American will spend 
nearly $500 on holiday gifts this year 
and, in total. Americans will send an 
estimated 30 million packages 
through the mail between Thanks· 
giving and Christmas. Unfortunately, 
careless packaging can cause many 
to arrive in poor condition. 

The U.S. Postal Senrice offers the 
following "do's and don'ts" f<X" en­
suring that your holiday parcels ar­
rive on time and in one piece. 

Do 
• Select a container strong enough 

to protect the contents during han­
dling. Fiberboard containers are gen­
erally strong enough to ship most 
materials.Ifyoudon'thaveaboxlike 
this, check your local post office for 
packaging products designed for safe 
and sound delivery. 

• Leave space inside the carton for 
cushioning. There should be enough 

room for the contents plus cushion­
ing to prevent damage. Good cush­
ioning materials include polystyrene, 
shredded or rolled newspapers, 
bubble plastic and fiberboard inserts. 

• Seal liquids or items that have an 

odor in leak-proof, air-tight contain­
ers and mailing materials. 

• Seal all packages with reinforced 
tape. 

• Mark the address including apart· 
mentnumber(ifappropriate)andZIP 
Code (9-digit if possible) clearly and 
make special markings to alert the 
Postal Service to packages that are 
fragile or should not bend. If you are 
shipping framed photographs, re­
move the glass and wrap it sepa­
rately. 

• Include a return address label 
inside the package prior to wrapping 
and sending. 

Don't 
• Don't use cardboard boxes that 

have become worn and weakened 
from use carrying heavy items. It's 
unlikely the boxes will make it 
through another trip. 

• Don't package your gifts with­
out cushioning because your gifts 
will shift and absol'b the shock of any 
movement during handling, which 
will increase the risk of damage. 

• Don't package liquids and odor· 
ous items in only cardboard boxes or

Holiday fatalities are up 
Open House Sale

The Kentucky State Police report 
20 fatalities occurring over the offi­
cial Thanksgiving holiday period 
which ran from 6 p.m., Wednesday, 
November 27 to midnight., Sunday, 
November 27. 

That number is a substantial in­
crease over last year's Thanksgiving 
fatality toll of seven. Sgt. Steve 
O'Daniel, commander of the Public 
Affairs Branch, said there were sev­
eral reasons for the high fatality rate. 
"We had three multiple-fatality 
crashes--one accident resulted in five 
deaths. Also, alcohol and speed 
seemed to be big factors this holi­
day-this is very discouraging to us 
that people are not considering the 
risks they're taking on the road." 

The 20 fatalities resulted from 14 

fatal crashes. Eleven of those crashes 
were on state highways. ''Drivers need 
to be very aware of their speed on 
rural roads as well as interstates-­
most accidents occur on state roads," 
said O'Daniel. 

Overall, the state fatality rate con­
tinues to be down drastically from 
last year. As of today, there have 
been 688 fatalities in Kentucky since 
the flCSt of the year-that is down 95 

deaths during the same period last 
year. "I really hope we continue this 
trend," said O'Daniel. "However, the 
police cannot do it alone-motorists 
need to be diligent during this holi­
day season and watch their speed, 
drive sober and buckle-up. These are 
the three best things anyone can do to 
reduce their risk of a vehicle acci­
dent."

It was the prophet Micah who was 

attuned to the Lord enough to catch 
the vision that the Messiah would be 
born in Bethlehem (5:2). No doubt it 
was not easy for him to proclaim such 
a message in a Jerusalem dominated 
world. In his day if you wanted to 
engage in commercial enterprises, 
you went to Jerusalem. If you wanted 
an audience with the political rulers, 
you wenttoJerusalem. If you wanted 
to worship God in His temple, you 
would go to Jerusalem. It was the city 
that later became known as "the holy 
city." Micah caught a vision of what 
God was really wanting to do, and 
stood against the popular culture to 
proclaim "Bethlehem" in a Jerusa­
le!m dominated world. He bad a com­
mitment to exclusively Christmas. 

During the season in which we 
celebrate Christ's birth, there are 
many items in our popular culture 
which cry out for domination. Who 
can say that shopping, decorating, 
and Santa Claus will not permeate all 
that we will do during these next few 
weeks. Yet we are faced with a chal­
lenge to attune ourselves to God, and 
catch a vision for what God is want-

. ing to say through us by our commit­
ment to exclusively Christmas. Ex­
clusively Christmas means living in 
this world that is dominated by trends 
that have good in them yet do not 
contain the real message God bas for 
us, and yet standing flfffi upon the 
truths that God has already pro­
claimed to us. 

How can a person have a commit­
ment to exclusively Christmas when 
so many other things call out for 
attention? Consider the following 
helps. You will shop. But there will 
be times when shopping becomes 
overwhelming. The long lines, in­
flated prices, and pressure of buying 
the perfect gifts for your loved ones 
may take their toll upon your pa­
tience. Frayed nerves may give rise 
to depression and frustration. Stop 

and take some time to reflect upon 
the reasons why you buy and give 
gifts. You really do love those people 
you are buying for, don'tyou? And it 
was God who began the giving of 
gifts when He gave the greatest gift 
of His son Jesus. That gift motivates 
us to love others and that love moti­
vates the giving of gifts. When you 
remember the Savior's birth it can 
give new vitality to your commit­
ment to exclusively Christmas. Re­
member also that Christmas forman­
kind is not as much about giving as it 
is about receiving God's love.

For instance, his name 
is an altered form of Saint Nicholas 
who tradition tells us was a rich man 
so touched by the love of Christ that 
be gave his money to help poor and 
orphan children. So w~ can tell our 
children about why gifts are given in 
Santa Claus' name, because Jesus 
loves us all and Saint Nicholas showed 
us a way to show Jesus' love tooth­
ers. Let's do more in our homes to get 
our children excited about the cel­
ebration of Jesus' birthday.

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What's a baby cost in Kentucky? Average birth bill here: 
$4,769.21; that's6.3% belowaverage,insurer'sstudysays 

• 

Wil.h an average billof$4,769.21, 
Kentucky is one of Ule less ex pcnsi ve 
states in which to have a baby, ac­
cording to a study of medical bills by 
EMPHESYS Financial Group, a 
Green Bay, Wisconsin managed care 
holding company. 

The company compared l.he cost 
of a normal, uncomplicated delivery 
among its members in 41 states (in­
cluding Ulc District of Columbia) 
where its members bad significant 
numbers of birllls. 

The average amount billed by doc­
tors and hospitals in Kentucky was 
about 6.3 percent below Ule average 
among l.he states studied. The aver­
age was $5,088. 

Average bills ranged from a high 
of $8,598 in l.he District of Columbia 
to a low of $3,520 in Wyoming. 

The charges for deliveries in Ken­
tucky also ranged widely. One baby 
came wil.h a price tag of$2,217, while 
l.he highest-cost normal delivery in 
the state was $9,937. 

There are two factors going into 
the hospital bill for childbirth--<:ost 
per day and length of stay, according 
to Dr. Lisa Weaver, medical director 
for Employers Health Insurance Co., 
the principal operating unit of 
EMPHESYS. 

Theaveragehospitalstaywas 1.96 
days in Kentucky, compared to an 
average among alll.he states of 1.86 
days. However, Ule average amount 
billed per day was 10.6 percent be­
low Ule average. 

"Hospitals in major urban areas 
ten1to cost more Ulan rural hospitals,

State to study 
economics of 
growing hemp 

Governor Brereton C. Jones re­
cently announced the formation of a 
task force to study the agricultural 
viability of hemp. The task force, 
which consists primarily of represen­
tatives of the agricultural commu­
nity, will engage in a fact-fmding 

• mission to determine if it is feasible 
to grow and process an industrial 
hemp in Kentucky. 

"Everyone knows that the Ken­
tucky economy is heavily dependent 
upon agriculture," said Governor 
Jones. "If !here are crops which can 
be grown legally for a profit in Ken­
tucky which we are currently not 
growing, then we as public officials 
have a duty to examine these crops 
and provide answers for the farmers 
of Kentucky. The mission of this task 
force is to gather information and 
provide us with these answers." 

The Governor stressed that this 
• task force will not hinder marijuana 

eradication efforts in Kentucky. "I 
am ~terably opposed to the legal­
ization of marijuana," Jones said.

Hemp was grown widely in 
America during colonial times and 
used for twine, cloth, rope and paper. 
During WW II Kentucky became a 
major producer of hemp as part of the 
war effort. Currently hemp is grown 
commercially in Europe and Asia 
largely for use as pulp for paper mills. 
Hemp products grown and processed 
abroad are currently imported into 
the United States.

Weaver said. "At the same time, spe­
cialists, whose fees are higher, more 
often practice in larger urban areas," 
she said. 

"The variability of charges inevi­
tably leads to the question, 'Is more 
expensive care better care?' Unfortu­
nately, the answer in many cases ap­
pears to be 'no'," she said. 

Other factors affecting charges for 
having a baby include the hospital's 
overhead, whether it has to recover 
the cost of research, and Ule clinical 
practice patterns of physicians prac­
ticing there, Weaver added. 

What doctors and hospitals were 
paid was generally lower than the 

amount billed. What health care pro­
viders received from all sources (that 
is, including insurance benefits, 
deductibles paid by consumers, etc.) 
for childbirth medical costs was 
$3,983.16 in Kentucky, or 83.5 per­
cent of Ule amount billed. Among all 
the states studied taken together, the 
amount paid was about 80.7 percent 
of the amount billed. The reduced 
cost in part reflects the cost reduc­
tions the insurer brings to consumers 
through its managed care arrange­
ments. 

The study examined l.he costs of 
some 11,400 births to Employers 
Heall.h' s members nationwide over 
the last two years. 

PCC participates in Ford Foundation's 
Rural Community College Initiative 

Etta L. Cantrell, faculty/staff de­
velopment coordinator, and Barbara 
W. Napier, an associate professor of 
accounting and business, are repre­
senting Prestonsburg Community 
College in the Ford Foundation's 
Rural Community College Initiative. 

PCC,alongwith 12othercommu­
nity or junior colleges, is participat­
ing in this Initiative which is de­
signed to assist the colleges in in­
creasing access to higher education, 
in developing local economies, and 
in preparing local residents to be vi­
able in those economies. 

"Prestonsburg Community Col­
lege is committed to increasing ac­
cess, participating in local economic 
development and educating local citi­
zens to enable them to benefit from 
that development," said PCC Presi­
dent Deborah L. Floyd. "The Ford 
Foundation's Rural Community Col­
lege Initiative is an ingenuous effort 
to promote positive change in those 
areas most in need. We appreciate the 
Ford Foundation's forward-thinking 
and look forward to participating in, 
contributing to and benefiting from 
this Initiative as much as possible." 

Nine pilot colleges were chosen 
because of their location in geographi­
cally diverse distressed rural coun­
ties, their demonstrated commitment 
to addressing both educational ac­
cess and economic development, and 
the quality of their senior leadership. 

Hazard and Southeast community 
colleges represent Kentucky among 
those nine, along with other colleges 
in Alabama, Mississippi, New 
Mexico, Texas and Montana. 

PCC, along with Somerset Com­
munity College and two colleges in 
New Mexico, are serving as observ­
ers during tlle initial phase of the 
Initiative, expecting to join the lead 
colleges in collaborative regional 
demonstration projects at a later time. 

Currently teams from each school 

are participating in a series of insti­
tutes, field trips, and local planning 
events designed to lead to the devel­
opmentofproposalsforwaysinwhich 
the institutions can contribute more 
effectively to the development of their 
local economies and the expansion of 
educational opportunities for the dis­
advantaged. 

Cantrell and Napier attended a 
training institute in Uvalde, Texas in 
October. Representatives from Man­
power Development Corporation, a 
private, nonprofit research and dem­
onstration corporation enlisted to 
manage the project, and several na­
tionally known individuals from the 
field of education and economics were 
on hand to present information. 

Following the planning period, 
colleges will receive two-year imple­
mentation grants, and additional sites 
will be added subsequently as a way 
of taking the lessons learned from 
effective practices to other rural com­
munity colleges. 

"While the colleges participating 
in the Institute come from very dif. 
ferent areas around the United States 
and represent disparate groups of 
people, it was interesting to note bow 
much we all have in common," said 
Cantrell. "Allofthecollegesarefrom 
rural, economically depressed areas 
much like Eastern Kentucky and I 
discovered that someone from Floyd 
County, Kentucky, might have much 
more in common with an American 
Indian living on tribal lands in Mon­
tana than with someone from Lex­
ington or Louisville." 

The Ford Foundation's Rural 
Community CoUegelnitiativehas the 
potential to positively influence many 
people's lives as rural two-year col­
leges enroll more than 1.5 million of 
the 5.5 million degree-seeking com­
munity college students in the United 
States.

The Prestonsburg Blackcats are 
2-0! 

That is, 2-0 in preseason games 
against Pikeville and Lawrence 
County. 

The Blackcats built a large lead 
early in the second quarter against 
the Lawrence County Bulldogs this 
past Saturday in the opening game of 
the Sheldon Clark basketball pan­
orama and defeated the Bulldogs 69-
56 for their second preseason vic­
tory. 

Prestonsburg will officially open 
their 1994-95 basketball season this 
Friday night when they host Danny 
Adams' Magoffin County Hornets. 

But there were some signs that the 
Black cats need to build more stamina 
as they appeared to tire in the later 

phases of the game. 
But in the second quarter the 

Blackcats' defense was more than 
outstanding. The Blackcats could do 
no wrong defensively. 

"Our defense in the first half, I was 
really pleased with it," said Blackcat 
coach Gordon Parido.

The Bulldogs missed 
five front-ends of bonus shots at the 

Beecher Butcher and 
Todd Wilson bad the only two field 
goals the Bulldogs scored. 

Prestonsburg continued to roll in 
the third period with a 24-point lead, 
47-23. 

Then mental mistakes and lack of 
execution allowed the Bulldogs to 
get back in the game. 

Lawrence County got into the bo­
nus early in the period and 
Prestonsburg seemingly kept them at 
the charity stripe. 

The Bulldogs trimmed the 24-
point advantage down to eight, 54-

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Francis to embark on racing trip to Australia

Editor's note: This article is re­
printed with permission from the 
Ashland Independent. Steve Fran­
cis won the last stock car race al 
Thunder Ridge this season. 

It's not going out on a limb to say 
thatSteveFrancisis very well-known 
around the United States, except 
maybe in his hometown. 

Francis, a 1985 graduate of 
Fairview High School, finished sec­
ond this season in the Short Track 
Auto Racing Stars dirt track point 
standings despite missing two races. 

He won eight races, including the 
Tennessee dirt track championship, 
and was recently selected to repre­
sent the United States on a eight week 
tour of Australia. 

So why is be not well-known? 
Francis' busy schedule keeps bim 
away from home most of the year, he 
explains. 

"We race a couple of times in 
Prestonsburg and a few in Ohio, but 
our tour really doesn't make many 
stops around here," Francis said. "It's 
kind of my fault that wearen'taround 
but people don't understand that rac­
ing is a full time job and takes almost 

all weelc. 
"We usually spend two or three 

days finding tbe right car and then 
two days traveling to get to the race 
and qualify. There's not a lot of time 
for anything else on race weeks and 
we try to race 82 times a year." 

If not for a slump in late June and 
the two races be chose not to run, 
Francis might have had a STARS 
championship. He skipped the 
$100,000-to-win race in Ohio. 

Francis bad the fastest tie in quali· 
fying and was running second before 
blowing a piston in hi; car's engine. 

"I felt like we were running a 
strong race, but those things hap­
pen," he said. "We hit a spell in late 
June where we would be running 
good and have some little thing hap­
pen. 

"We had a lot of blown tires and 
things like that stop us when we were 
having some really good runs. We 
dropped back to fourth in the point 
standings after the $100,000 race and 
it took us this long to get back to 
second." 

Francis still considers this past 
season to be the best year be bas had 
since he began racing at age 15. 

Francis' father owned a car and 
wasamemberoftbatcar's crew when

a driver had to cancel. Francis told his 
father to let him drive and be's been 
doing it ever since. His current car 
even bas the number 15 on it 

"I've always driven with number 
15 on my car, but sometimes I'll drive 
for somebody else," he said. "This 
was definitely a good year for us but 
we're really looking forward to the 
Australia trip and next season." 

Francis will team with Charlie 
Swartz, Scott Bloomquist and John 
Soars for the trip to Australia, where 
they will run 16 match races against 
Australian drivers. The team must 
leave on December 5, which bas put 
a crimp in the schedule for Francis. 

FJ'liDCis will actually miss the rlfSt 
STARS race of next season because 
of the tour, but said he wasn'taboutto 
miss the trip. 

"I was an alternate on the team last 
year but wound up staying home," be 
said. 

Some of the more memorable 
moments for Francis have been get­
ting to race against some NASCAR 
stars such as Ernie Irvan and Ken 
Schrader. 

He has defeated both drivers on 
the dirt track, but hasn't got to chal­
lenge them on the blacktop yet. 

"The big drivers usually have some 
trouble with the dirt tracks because of 
the traction," be said. "On asphalt, 
you always have some lcind of trac-

tion but it's a lot different on the dirt. 
"Kenny (Schrader) is probably the 

best all-around driver I've seen. He 
placed in the top five consistently on 
a Midwest tour we were on. He can 
win bebnd the wheel of anything." 

Francis bas bad some races on · 
asphalt and wouldn't be against com­
peting on it more. 

"SomeoftheSTARSdriversrace, 
ARCA, Busch (Grand National) and 
Winston (Cup)," be said. "I would 

like to do something like that but I 
would want to do it full-time. 

"I'm not taking anything away 
from anybody but I think running on 
blacktop is a lot easier simply be­
cause the traction is always there." 

Although being a NASCAR star 
is certainly in the back of his mind, 
Francis has set chronological limits 
on his racing career. · 

"I would love to run Winston Cup, 
but it will have to happen before I'm 
31 or 32 years old," be said. "The 
sport is progressing so much in every 
area that I feel like you'dbave to be in 
by then to make it big. 

"There'sjustnotmanypeople like 
Harry Gant out tt,cre any more who 
can wait that long to start making a 
name for themselves." 

Francis currently bas three r.ars 
and five motors in his team, which is 
managed by his brother Chris and 
crew chief Phillip Skeens. 

Francis will get married to Angie 
Haney on December 2, attend the 
STARS banquet in Columbus on 
December 3 and leave for Australia 
just two days later without his new 
wife, who is rmishing a degree in 
Respiratory Therapy atSbawneeState 
University. 

"Angiebasbeenwithmefiveyears 
and she understands what I do," be 
said. ""Sbelcnewwbenwedecidedto 
get married that I would have to travel 
a lot and she's really good about it.

COLLEGE HOOPS HAVE 
CHANGED, BUT ONE (KY.) 
SPECIAL ITEM IS BACK: 

PASSING 
As entertainment, college basket­

ball bas cut a zig-zag course in half a 
century from the 1940s to 1994. We 
have seen conservatism-stall ball 
on the right (Ray Mears), and blitz­
krieg ball on the left (Paul W esthead). 

In the 1940s-50sbasketball'scen­
tral focus was simple, find ways to 
score quickly and often-Adolph 
Rupp. Kentucky did and won NCAA 
titles in 1948, '49 and' 58. Best play­
ers of the day shot maybe 35 percent. 

The 1960s brought us immaculate 
efficiency and opportunities to score 
from trap and panic defense-John 
Wooden. Shooting percentages bad 
climbed into the 40s. 

In the 1970s Bob Knight showed 
us the wizardry of screening and 
screening, and screaming. And there 
was Joe B. Hall brute ball, copied by 
Digger Phelps at Notre Dame and 
Lou Carnesecca at St Johns, among 
others. 

By the 1980s quickness, finesse 
and creating ways to score had fused 
into an amalgam best demons1Ia1ed 
by Magic Johnson, a 6-9 point guard 
who could score, rebound and pass; 
Michael Jordan could do those things 
and touch the heavens with the other 
hand. 

Then came the shot clock and 
3-pointarc, fme twters for television. 

Today, it seems to me, college 
basketball bas arrived at a sort of 
zenith. A peak from which post men, 
called 5 Spots, are shooting threes 
almost as often as they post up. The 
middle is open again, little men have 
come back, and 6-7 -types are not 
forwards, nor guards but three posi­
tion players. 

Through this evolution one ele­
ment bas remained constant in keep­
ing basketball majestic. Not dunks 
shots (boring and should count one 
point, Wooden says), not finger rolls, 
or even tbre-e-e-e! It is passing the 
ball. 

We are captivated still by the things 
Bob Cousy could do, then Larry Bird, 
even Pete Maravicb, then Magic and 
Michael. Scorers all, but it was the 
deft passing skill and willingness in 
these men to 'give it up' that stirred 
the drink. 

Marquee teams today? Those 
manned by as many as four, even five 
good passers and ball handlers. By 
definition good passing teams con­
note unselflshness, an element much 
underrated by all but the most de· 
manding coaches. 

In Kentucky, fans harken back to 
Rupp's Rwtts, a team of exquisite 
togetherness and passing skill. And 
success. 

That time may have come again to 
the Bluegrass. Early indications are 
this season's Kentucky team will be 
spectai. One that-Rodrick Rhodes 
willmg--<X>uld clear itself a road to 
Seattle in the spring. Not so much 
because this is an excellent shooting 
team, with unusual depth at all posi­
tions. Several teams out there can 
shoot, even substitute without dimin­
ishing itself. 

No, it is mostly because, as Walter 
McCarty said the other night, "Ev­
erybody (on this team) wants to make 
something happen to make some­
body else look good. Make a good 
pass. We look for each other. Makes 
it fun." 

A good pass that results in a hoop 
always is fun to watch, too. 

WJLDCATS 'HAVING FUN' 
"Right now you go out and say, 

'Wow! What a team! Look at the 
dunks," Rick Pitino said last week. 
Then Da Coach warned, "We're ac­
tually four-five fundamentals away 
from being very good. This is going 
to be an outstanding ball team, but 
not early." 

In the flrst place, most 'experts' I 
know came away from Rupp Arena 
buzzing not about dunks so much 
as-Kentucky's depth (all12 players 
scored or got a rebound against 
Lithuania), rookie Antoine Walker, 
and the passing.

Walter McCarty leaned back 

against his locker chair and smiled. 
"Defmitely, we enjoy each other, 
making somebody else look good." 

Pitino: "One thing you see with 
this team (already) is bow much fun 
they'rehavingoutthere.

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Celebrating the Advent season 
by Rev. David B. Powers, Sch.P. 

Perhaps I am showing my age, but I seem to 
remember a time, not too long ago, when the 
Christmas decorations did not appear until the 
day after Thanksgiving. This year, one Wal­
Mart store started putting out their Christmas 
supplies on September 16. I saw my first house 
with lighted Christmas lights on November I, 
and I saw my first outside lighted manger scene 
on November 7. While this may be all well and 
good, the fact of the matter is that by the day 
after Christmas everyone is already tired of the 
Christmas season, and just when people are 
ready to stop celebrating is when the Christmas 
season actually begins, and the twelve days of 
Christmas last until January 6th. So if we are not 
celebrating Christmas all this time, what are we 
celebrating? The answer is Advent. 

The four-week season of Advent inaugurates 
the most popular season of the entire liturgical 
year. From the 4th century, the feast of the 
Nativity on December 25 began the church year. 
When Advent evolved, it took this position, and 
since the 900s has been considered the begin­
ning of the church year. This does not mean that 
it is the most important time of the year. The 
Easter cycle has always had this honor. The 
distinction happened from the practice of 

Isaiah the Prophet (Isaiah 7:14) 

placing the liturgical texts for Advent at the 
beginning of hand-copied books used for church 
services during the reign of the famous Frankish 
King Charlemagne. They had to begin some­
where. 

The beginning of Advent always falls on the 
Sunday nearest the feast of St. Andrew the 
Apostle, November 30. As a preparation season, 
like Lent, it has no meaning in itself. In ancient 
times, people tended to precede a time of feast­
ing with a time of fasting.' The ancient Romans 
celebrated a five-day pagan harvest festival of 
Saturnalia, from December 17-23. On December 
17, sacrifice was offered to Saturn, god of 
agriculture. The days following were filled with 
gift exchanges, feasting, and excesses. The 
Church tried to offset the influence of this 
popular pagan festival with days of fasting, 
prayer, and penance as it looked ahead to the 
feast of the Birth of Christ on December 25. It is 
so ironic that our modem Christmas practices 
are much more in keeping with the pagan 
Saturnalia celebration than in remembering the 
birth of Jesus, the reason for the season. 

Advent has a twofold character. First, it is a 
season to prepare us for Christmas when Christ's 
first coming to us at Bethelhem is remembered. 
Second, it is that season when that remembrance 

directs the mind and heart to 
await Christ's Second and 
Final Coming at the end of 
time, often called the Parousia. 
Advent is thus a period for 
devout and joyful expectation. 
The violet-colored vestments 
and the preaching of John the 
Baptist bespeak the penitential 
aspect which invites people to 
reform their lives. The rose 
vestments on the third or 
"Gaudete Sunday'' speak of our 
hope that Jesus will soon come 
again. 

The First Sunday of Advent, 
which began this year on 
November 27, is clearly centered on the joyful 
expectation ofthe Lord's Second Coming. The 
Old Testament readings from the prophet Isaiah 
continually speak of God's visitation, consola­
tion and redemption of his people, while the 
Gospel selections portray Christ as the fulfill­
ment of these prophetic promises. Then, on the 
second and third Sundays of Advent, John the 
Baptist, the Advent prophet, issues a call to 
penance. 

From December 17 on, there is a notable shift 
in emphasis as the events immediately preceding 
Jesus' birth are presented in the Gospel readings, 
while the Old Testament readings proclaim the 
more important Messianic prophecies. Advent 
always begins with Evening Prayer I of the 
Sunday which falls on or closest to November 
30 and ends with Evening Prayer I of Christmas. 
The term "Adventus" (which means "coming") 
was once a secular Latin title used to denote the 
coming or arrival of the emperor. Today, the 
first Sunday of 
Advent usually 
follows the Sunday 
celebration of Christ 
the King. 

Advent traditions 
reflect a spirit of 
expectation. Probably 
the most popular 
tradition today is the 
lighting of candles on 
an Advent wreath in 
both churches and 
homes. This custom 
originated among 
Lutherans in Ger­
many in the 16th 
century and quickly 
became popular in Prayer 

other areas. Along with the Christmas tree, it is 
probably an example of Christianizing practices 
popular from pre-Christian times. There had 
always been a festival of burning special lights 
and fire at the end of November in Germanic 
lands as the darkness of winter becomes more 
severe. The Advent wreath may be of any size 
and is made of evergreens placed on a table or 
suspended from the ceiling. There are four 
candles, one for each week of Advent. Three of 
the candles are violet and the fourth is rose. 
After the wreath is blessed on the first Sunday of 

A voice in the wilderness (Isaiah 40:3)

Advent, a prayer is prayed and a candle is lit. 
This ceremony repeats on each of the following 
three Sundays. Light increases, pushing out 
darkness, as another candle is lit each Sunday 
until all four are burning. 

Wreaths have always been symbolic of 
victory and glory, but the basic symbolism of the 
Advent wreath goes beyond this. It lies in the 
tension between darkness and light. It represents 
the long time when people lived in spiritual 
darkness, 
waiting for the 
coming of the 
Messiah, the 
light of the 
world. Each 

coming in the 
mystery of 
Bethlehem, 
his final 
coming at the 
end of time, The Four Gospels of the Incarnation 
and his special coming in every moment of 
grace. 

Biblical persons associated with His gradual 
coming are represented by the Advent tradition 
of the Jesse tree, named after the father of King 
David. Symbols are gradually added to the tree 
or branch, representing ancestors of Jesus either 
in faith or bloodline, such as Adam, Noah, 
Abraham,Isaac,Jacob,Moses,Jesse, David, 
Solomon, Joseph, and Mary. One popular 
variation of the Jesse tree is the Advent house. 
One of many windows is opened each day to 
display still another feature of the coming of 
Jesus. On December 24 the door is opened, 
revealing the Nativity scene. 

The four weeks before Christmas can be 
designed into a special Advent calendar of 
personal preparation. The days are usually 
marked with goals toward personal conversion 
or service to be done for others. 

Another Advent tradition, one that combines a 
spirit of conversion and the coming of Jesus is 
the practice of having children prepare the 
manger for the family nativity scene. Each night, 
children are invited to place in the manger one 

. piece of straw for each good deed done that day. 
The manger scene should not be completed, as 
the Christ Child should not be placed in the crib 
until Christmas day nor the three wise men 
arrive until Epiphany on January 6. 

Examining our lives, repenting of our sins, 
and practicing some of the traditional Advent 
customs are far better ways to prepare for 
Christmas than putting up Christmas trees and 
Christmas lights in the middle of November. In 
this manner, when the Christmas season is ready 
to begin, we will be physically and spiritually 
ready for it.

A meeting was held in one of the 
corner blockhouses in which Colonel 
Richard Henderson resided. 

"We must be ready to fight," 
Michael Stoner said urgently. "Black­
fiSh will not delay his attack any 
longer." 

After nightfall the Indians let out 
their war whoops and began sniping 
at the small windows. They were 
very poor targets however and the 
Indians bad no success except to thor­
oughly frighten those inside. The 
cattle stampeded around the enclo­
sure, children cried, and dogs bowled. 
There was very litlle time for sleep. 

At dawn the Indians assaulted 
Boonesborough en masse but every 
able-bodied sharpshooter fired from 
within the blockhouses and from the 
defensive platform atop the palisade. 
The women assisted in the reloading 
of rifles. After several Indians were 
killed with no apparent damage dealt 
tn thn~ inside. the Iudi.ws withdrew

They made quick preparations 
for another assault. 

All was quiet until after sundown 
when several Indians approached the 
wall under the cover of darkness. 
They ignited brush along the wall in 
hope of torching Boonesborough. The 
huge logs were "green" and were 
slow to ignite. Meanwhile the water 
which had been brought in pails from 
the Kentucky River for such a contin­
gency was used to lessen the inten­
sity of the flrc. 

Several of the men exited the fort 
to pull a fence away from the fort. 
Although a skirmish ended with a 
gunshot killing London, Colonel 
Henderson's black slave, the mission 
was successful and the threat of frre 
spreading through the enclosure was 
curtailed. The Indians again with­
drew and the residents of 
Boonesborougb waited.

Elections rescheduled for next fall 
This year's election for positions 

oftheFloydCounty AgriculturalSta· 
bilization and Conservation (ASC) 
committee, which were to be held in 
December, are being rescheduled to 
accommodate changes brought on 
with last month's enactment of the 
law to reorganize the U.S. Depart· 
ment of Agriculture (USDA). 

According to Ruby Akers, chair· 
person of the Floyd County ASC 
committee, the change in the election 
schedule is nationwide and is autho­
rized under regulations issued by 
USDA. Current members of the ASC 
committees will continue in their 
posts until the new election is held 
next fall. 

The law, which reorganized 
USDA, created a new agency-the 
Farm Service Agency-which en-

compasses all of the commodity sup­
port and basic conservation programs 
of the former Agricultural Stabiliza­
tion and Conservation Service 
(ASCS), all of the risk management 
programs of the Federal Crop Insur­
ance Corporation (FCIC), and the 
farm lending activities of the Farm­
ers Home Administration (FmHA). 

Akers said the new committee 
system, when fully implemented, will 
exercise increased responsibilities in 
its enlarged role. "Rescheduling the 
elections on a nationwide basis avoids 
confusion which could occur from 
hastily drawn rules and regulations," 
Akers said, "and will create efficien­
cies by using funds which would have 
been spent on this year's election 
process to be used in training com­
mittees in performing their added du· 
ties."

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MEDIGAP! 
WHAT IS IT? WHO NEEDS IT? 

WHERE DO I GET IT? 

Simply defined, Medigap is a 
supplemental insurance policy. Ev­
eryone on federal health insurance, 
known as Medicare, needs it. Medigap 
is designed to pick up the gap be­
tween what Medicare pays and what 
the customer, or patient is expected 
to pay. Not everyone, and especially 
senior citizens on flXed incomes, can 
afford to invest in a Medigap policy. 
Yet these senior citizens are 
oftentimes the ones that need Medigap 
coverage most. 

"Medigap insurance helps pay for 
some costs that Medicare does not 
cover. For example, aMedigap policy 
may cover: Your Medicare deduct­
ible-the part you must pay before 
Medicare starts to pay for covered 
services; your Medicare coinsur­
ance-the part of the cost that you 
share with Medicare, for some cov­
ered services; some services or items 
that Medicare does not cover at all." 

Many private insurance compa­
nies sell Medigap insurance, but the 
federal government does not sell or 
service supplemental insurance. 

The stateofKentucky has adopted 
regulations which they strictly en­
force regarding what Medigap insur­
ance, sold by private companies, must 
provide the policy holder. There are 
10 standard policies, identified by 
the letters A through J. Plan A is the 
core policy. And the cheapest of all 
the plans. Plan A is what the state 
mandates, as the minimum coverage 
an insurance company can offer 
policy holders if the insurance com­
pany wants to be able to sell their 
Medigap policy in Kentucky. Plans 
B through J offer a variety, or combi­
nation of benefits, but each must in­
clude the core package, known as 
Plan A. In other words, with each 
plan there is additional coverage, in 
addition to what is in Plan A. There is 
also additional cost for this coverage. 
The more benefits a plan offers the 
greater the cost of that plan to you, 
the purchaser, or policy holder. 

There are many factors you should 
beawareofwhen comparing Medigap 
policies offered by different insur­
ance companies in the state. These 
factors are too complex to be easily 
defined in Sunshine Lines. You 
should shop very carefully for a 
Medigap policy that will serve your 
needs as well as fit your budget 

I have available, through this of­
fice, three booklets that could prove 
most beneficial when shopping for 
Medigap. One booklet is The Medi­
care 1994 Handbook. The informa­
tion provided through this booklet, 
though in depth, could clear up many 
of your questions about Medicare. It 
could also answer some questions 
you may have in regard to Medicaid. 
Another booklet available through 
this office is the Guide to Health 
Insurance for People with Medicare. 
This information could help you com­
parison shop. The third booklet of 
benefit to many of today' s readers is 
the Shopper's Guide to Long-Term 
Care Insurance.

Kentucky begins new effort to help 
unemployed get back in workforce 

Kentuckians who began receiv­
ing unemployment payments after 
October 1 may be selected for a new 
re-employment services program tbat 
targets the claimants most in need of 
help. 

The profiling progranl provides 
specialized services to claimants most 
likely to exhaust their benefits before 
finding a job. About30,000-orone­
third-<>f the unemployment insur­
ance claimants will be eligible for 
this program. The services will be 
available through local employment 
services offices. 

Claimants identified as needing 
re-employment assistance will re­
ceive a letter referring them to the 
program. 

"This program will identify the 
people most in need of re-employ­
ment help on day one, so that they 
will not draw all of their benefits and 
then be left without any help," said 
Kentucky Employment Services 
Commissioner Treva Wright­
Donnell. "We don't want people to 
become discouraged in their job 
search and drop out of the workforce. 

"This program targets people who 
will have the most difficulty fmding 
another job, such as those who are 

unskilled or have outdated job skills, 
or people in regions tbat are eco­
nomically weak." 

Possible re-employment services 
include educational and training pro­
grams through universities, commu­
nity colleges, and vocational/techni­
cal schools, job seeking skills work­
shops, relocation assistance, job test­
ing and assessment, vocational coun­
seling, relocation assistance and 
money to travel to job interviews. 

"Profiling is a giant step toward 
determining the needs of people who 
are unemployed and seeing that they 
receive beneficial services," said Ed 
Flint, director of unemployment in­
surance. 

Participation in re-employment 
services by the selected claimants is 
required to continue eligibility for 
unemployment insurance benefits. 

Kentucky is one of five states cho­
sen to begin profiling claimants. All 
states are required to begin the pro­
gram by 1996. The Cabinet for Hu­
man Resources will receive $390,000 
in federal funds to implement the 
program and an additional $410,000 
to help provide re-employment ser­
vices. 

MSHA warns of hazard from electrical 
assembly packing material 

The Mine Safety and Health Ad­
ministration (MSIIA) is alerting the 
mining community to the potential 
hazard from the use of unsuitable 
packing material in electrical assem­
blies on mining equipment. In a spe­
cial inspection and informational ef­
fort, Federal mine inspectors recently 
fanned out to underground coal mines 
throughout the U.S. to inform miners 
and mine operators about the poten­
tial hazard and to make safety spot­
checks on selected mining equipment. 

"Instead of just reacting to acci­
dents after they happen, we need to 
take action to prevent them from hap­
pening in the first place," said Davitt 
McAteer, assistant secretary of labor 
for mine safety and health. 

As a result of a miner's complaint, 
MSHA discovered a packing mate­
rial which had not been tested and 
accepted by MSIIA used to isolate 
electrical power cable connections 
from the mine atmosphere. MSHA 
requires accepted packing material 
as part of the requirement that all 
powered equipment used at the mine 
face be designed so that, if properly 
maintained, it cannot initiate a fire or 
explosion. 

MSHA has found non-accepted 
packing materials being used in place 
ofMSHA-acceptcd material on face 
equipment in various underground 
coal mines. In the laboratory, most of 
the non-accepted products failed 
MSHA acceptance tests and would 
not provide the degree of safety re­
quired by MSIIA. 

"Based on what we know at 
presen~ we believe that there is no 
immediate danger at mines where 
equipment may have non-accepted 
material installed," McAteer said. 
"However, we need to find out the 
extent of the problem and correct the 
situation at any mines that may have 
non-accepted packing material on 
machines where approved packing 
material is required." 

MSHAinspectorscarried themes­
sage to every underground coal mine 
in the U.S., as well as certain non­
coal mines where methane occurs. 

In their mine visits, agency in­
spectors are informing mine opera­
tors, miners' representatives, and 
mine mechanics of the agency's find­
ings and asking for their help in col-

scope of the problem. Mine equip­
ment manufacturers, suppliers, re­
build shops, State mine inspection 
agencies, and others in the mining 
community also are being informed 
and asked for assistance in determin­
ing the extent of the problem . 

At the same time, the agency's 
inspectors are spot checking for 
proper maintenance of packing glands 
on underground mining equipment 
and reminding mine operators and 
miners of the need for careful safety 
maintenance and other precautions 
to prevent explosions. 

Because mining machinery may 
be purchased as used equipment, or 
repaired by independent shops, and 
because records are not always kept 
of specific materials used in packing 
or repacking power cable glands, 
some mine operators may not be 
aware of whether gland packing ma­
terial used on their machines is 
MSHA-accepted. 

In a Program Information Bulle­
tin distributed to all mine operators, 
MSHA has stated that, on machines 
where accepted packing material is 
required, the agency will require all 
packing gland material that is not of 
the accepted type to be replaced by 
MSIIA-accepted material. 

In the past year, MSHA has taken 
several actions to combat the risk of 
mine accidents. The agency previ­
ously conducted one-day special in­
spection initiatives focusing on no­
smoking rules and on ventilation in 
underground coal mines. r

Federal mine agency issues 
proposal on decertification 

The Mine Safety and Health Ad­
ministration (MSIIA) last week pro­
posing a rule designed to enhance the 
integrity and increase the efficiency 
of the programs under which indi­
viduals are qualified, certified, or 
approved to perform key health and 
safety tasks in mines. 

The proposal provides uniform 
procedures for MSIIA to use in re­
voking certifications, qualifications, 
and approvals when persons holding 
such credentials fail to adequately 
discharge their responsibilities. Al­
though MSHA has had certification 
programs in place for a number of 
years, this is the ftrst time the Agency 
has moved to establish uniform revo­
cation procedures. In announcing the 
proposal, J. Davitt McAteer, assis­
tant secretary for mine safety and 
health, urged miners, mine operators 
and others to study the proposal and 
provideMSHA with their comments. 

"The law places significant re­
sponsibility upon anyone who holds 
a Federal approval, certification or 
qualification to perform a critical 
safety and health role in the IQ,ines," 
McAteer said. "We need to do all that 
we can to make sure these individu­
als know their job and are committed 
to fulfilling their responsibilities, 
something which is absolutely essen­
tial for safe and healthful conditions 
in our nation's mines. These proce­
dures will provide clear instructions 
to certified individuals of what is 
required of them. 

In the coal mining industry,MSHA 

qualification, certification, or ap­
proval requirements apply to those 
persons who perform specific tasks, 
including persons who use explo­
sives; perform electrical work; test 
noise levels; collect respirable dust 
samples; operate hoists; and conduct 
required mine examinations. Instruc­
tors who provide required miner 
health and safety training must also 
be approved by MSIIA. 

MSHA estimates that only a very 
small percentage of the more than 
100,000 individuals holding certifi­
cations to perform required tasks will 
be the subject of these procedures. 

MSHA's proposal allows the 
MSHA district manager to take ac­
tion if a person qualified, certified, or 
approved by the agency: 

• Fails to follow the required pro­
cedures for performing the task or 
duty requiring certification, qualifi­
cation, or approval; 

• No longer meets the require­
ments to retain certification, qualifi­
cation, or approval; or 

• Engages in conduct that leads to 
or contributes to the violation of any 

safety, health or training standard. 
Depending on the circumstances, 

tbedistrictmanagercould take one of 
several steps, including issuing a 
warning letter, which might require 
remedial action, or proposing that the 
individual be decertified. lndi viduals 
would have an opportunity to meet 
with the district manager and present 
any relevant information before a 

decision on their decertification is 
reached. 

Decertification could be either 
temporary or permanent. A tempo­
rarily decertified person would be 
able to apply for recertification after 
the end of the temporary 
decertification period. 

McAteer emphasized that the pro­
posed procedures are designed to pro­
tect the Constitutional rights of indi­
viduals to due process under the law. 

Under the proposal, a certified 
person facing decertification by an 
MSHA district manager is entitled to 
appeal that decision to an MSHA 
administrator. If the administrator 
upholds the decision to decertify, a 
certified person may request a bear­
ingbeforetheDepartmentofLabor's 
Office of Administrative Law Judges. 
Final appeals could be taken to the 
U.S. Court of Appeals. 

Although MSHA regulations and 
procedures currently cover only the 
decertification of approved in train­
ing instructors, the agency bas in the 
past decertified a number of indi­
viduals on a case-by-case basis as a 
result of criminal mine safety and 
health violations. The proposal would 
provide a uniform comprehensive 
scheme for all MSHA decertification 
actions. 

The proposed procedures would 
also allow MSHA, in appropriate 
cases, to terminate its acceptance of 
certifications issued through State 
programs recognized by the agency. 

MSHA's proposal, designed to 
ensure uniform, due process 
decertification procedures, appeared 
in the Federal Register. Copies of the 
proposal are available from the 
agency's Office of Standards, Regu­
lations and Variances. telephone 
(703) 235-1910.
