Tax bills to be late, but earlier than expected

Staff Writer 

Property tax bills in Floyd County 
will be sent out late for 1994, but 
offtcials hope to get them outamonth 
earlier than flfSt expected. 

Initial estimates bad property tax 
bills being mailed to property owners 
in March, but Property Valuation 
Administrat<X" Lovel Hall said Thurs­
day that "hopefully" tax bills can be 
mailed in February. 

The delay in getting tax bills pre­
pared stems from a state mandated 

Panel to 
get input 
on public 
defenders 

Floyd Countians can tell the gov­
ernment what works or doesn't work 
in the public defender's system at a 
meeting of the Gubernatorial Task 
Force on the Delivery & Ftmding of 
Quality Public Defender Services 
Monday.~berS. 

The meeting, which begins at 1 
p.m. in the auditorium at Prestons­
burg Community College, is one of 
four to be held throughout the state. 
The Prestonsburg meeting is the last 
public meeting before the task force 
gives its fmal report to the governor. 

The task force convened early last 
year to take a look at the public de­
fender system, John Rosenberg, di­
rector of Appalachian Re.~b and 
Defense Fund and a member of the 
task force, said Wednesday. · 

The task force made recommen­
dations to the legislature, and a bill, 
sponsored by Rep. Greg Stumbo, was 
passed which increased funding to 
the local public defender systems by 
increasing DUI fees and attaching a 
fee to arraignments. 

"For the first time, the public de­
fender system gets a portion of the 
money," Rosenberg said. 

He urged area citizens to partici­
pate in the meeting. "This is an op­
portunity for the bar and the public to 
give the task force their views," he 
said.

reassessment of property in all Ken­
tucky counties which bad to be com­
pleted by the time 1994 tax bills were 
prepared. The reassessment was part 
of Kentucky's 1990 Education Re­
form Act and is designed to ensure 
that the value of all properties in the 
state were properly and fairly as­
sessed. 

Local government offtcials have 
been keeping a close eye on their 
budgets to see if the delay in receiv­
ing property tax revenues would cre­
ate any cash flow problems. 

Hall said that property reassess-

ments in Floyd County should be 
finished by January I. When the pro­
cess is finalized, property owners who 
are affected by the reappraisal will be 
notifted by mail in early January. 

Once landowners are informed of 
any change in property values, they 
will have 12 days to me appeals with 
the county court clerk if they feel the 
new assessments are in error. Once 
an appeal is ftled, a t4ree-member 
board will bear the property owner's 
arguments and render a decision. If a 
property owner is not satisfted with 
that ruling, an appeal can be made to

the state Revenue Cabinet. 
Landowners should be familiar 

with all aspects of their property prior 
to an appeal bearing, Hall said. Resi­
dents should also bring any docu­
ments that would contradict any in­
formation in the PYA's offtce. Be­
foreflling an appeal, taxpayers should 
review their me in the PV A's offtce. 

Hall said that be did not expect 
any appeals to further delay the issu­
ance of tax bills because any change 
in property assessment can be ad-

richer, and one of them docsn 't even 
know it yet. 

Three winning lottery tickets, rep­
resenting $100,000 each, were sold 
recently within a 10-mile radius in 
Floyd County. Bradford Handshoc

of Salt Lick and Kelly Fraley of 
McDowell won $100,000 each in 
Powerball drawings during the past 
week. 

The third $100,000 prize in the 
Cash 5 drawing Wednesday night 
bad not been claimed at presstime 
Thursday night. The ticket was sold 
at Martin Liquors, and the winning 
Cash 5 numbers are 1-3-27-28-33. 

Pri7.e winner Kelly Fraley is a 
nursingstudentatPrestonsburgCom­
munityCollege. When thepowerball 
drawing was held Wednesday night, 
November 30, she was studying for a 
big test. Her husband was watching 
television in another room and called 
to her that the Powerball numbers 
were about to be selected. 

Kelly decided to take a tireak. She 
dido 't really expect to win, but with a 
jackpot of over $90 million, she and 
her husband bad purchaSed $20 in 
Powerball tickets. 

It was a sound investment. 
In a matter of seconds those $20 

tickets became worth $100,000 in 

cash, or an estimated $70,000 after 
taxes. 

At the college Thursday, Kelly 
was still in shock. "It was only the 
second time I bad played," she noted 
with awe. 

Kelly, 24, and ber husband, Rob­
ert Fraley, 29, were leaving for Lou­
isville right after the Thursday test.

Audit says city 
should keep an 
eye on budget

Accounting procedures have im­
proved, but Prestonsburg city offt­
cials need to keep a closer watch on 
the budget. 

Certified Public Accountant Flo 
Bartnnn met with the city's finance 
committee Wednesday to discuss the 
findings of the 1993-94 audit of city 
books. 

Bartnnn told committee members 
that last year's budget had not been 
followed and that some line item ac­
counts had been overspent. 

Councilman Estill Carter com­
mented that council was aware of 
that particular problem and was work· 
ing to correct it. 

'1bat was one problem when we 
came in--no one seemed to pay any 
attention to the budget," Carter said. 
"When we came in (midway through 
the ftscal year), it was awkward." 

Bartrumalsopointedoutthatsome 
invoices did not have purchase or­
ders, but she commented that the 
procedure bad improved in the sec­
ond half of the ftscal year. 

"It did get better with a new coun­
cil," Bartnnn said. 

Other problems Bartrum noted 
included: monthly statements were 
not being recorded; withholding 
checks bad been improperly posted 
to administrative accounts; late tax 
revenue from the tourism department 
was not being distributed; the Local 
Government Economic Assistance 
revenues were not being recorded 
accurately; and the park board was 
not reimbursing the city for employ­
ees' wages and expenses. 

Overall, Bartnnn said that the city 
followed proper accounting proce­
dures, but council needed to work on 
making sure the purchase order sys­
tem was followed. 

In other discussions, the commit­
tee wanted to know if there was 
enough revenue to carry the city 

through until the 1994 property tax 
bills were prepared. 

Finance officer Brenda Hayes re· 
ported that there was enough cash 
flow in the city's general fund to 
carry through until tax monies started 
coming in. 

An estimate of monthly obliga· 
lions came lO $37,389 and payroll for 
December, January and February to­
tals $267,000. Hayes added that in 
January the city would receive a con­
siderable amount of revenue from 
business and license fees. 

Also Wednesday, committee 
members received a report on the 
amount of fuel purchased since July 
and came up missing about $8,000 
worth. 

According to fmance records, the 
city spent $15,542 on fuel, but could 
only account for $7,624 of gas and 
diesel which was purchased in the 
ftre, police, park and public works 
departments. 

Committee members Carter, Dick 
Clark, Robert Allen and Collins 
agreed to develop a process in order 
to account for fuel purchased. 

Committee to 
propose job 
and back pay

It looks as if acting Prestonsburg 
police chief Darrell Conley will get 
the job and the pay as city police 
chief. 

In a personnel committee meeting 
of the Prestonsburg council members 
Wednesday, members Robert Allen, 
Billy Ray Collins and Paula Goble all 
agreed to recommend raising 
Conley's salary to $25,000 per year 
and to back up and pay Conley for the 
time he has served as acting chief. 

Governor is likely to

Allen commented that Conley had 
assumed the responsibility of being 
chief, but that be had not been com­
pensated for it. 

Collins suggested that Conley re­
ceive some type of reward for 23 
years of service in the police depart· 
ment Governor Brereton C. Jones re-

. cently announced that he will call a 
special session of the state legislature 
to coincide with the end of the Janu­
ary organizational session in order to 
repeal the state tax on private pen­
sions. 

"We have worked very hard over 
the past three years to cut the Si7.e of 
government and give the Kentucky 
taxpayers the absolute most for their 
tax dollar," said the Governor. "To­
day I am proud to announce that we 
have saved enough money to elimi· 
nate the greatest inequity in 
Kentucky's tax code-the tax on pri­
vate pensions. Since our campaign 
for Governor we have st.1ted that all

pensions should be treated the same. 
I believe it is fundamentally wrong 
that government pensions have been 
exempted from state t.'lX while the 
pensions of working people in the 
private sector have not." The state tax 
on pensions will generate approxi­
mately$60million in fiscal year 1995. 
Governor Jones has proposed that the 
tax on pensions be eliminated effec­
tive July 1, 1995. 

Governor Jones announced that 
he will also ask the legislature to fund 
a bond issue for the completion of 
three important economic develop­
ment projects: the Louisville and 
Northern Kentucky convention cen­
ters and the History Center. All of 
these projects have been partially 
funded by the legislature. Debt ser­
vice on the three projects would total 
$6.5 million annually. 

Governor Jones also announced 
that he has created a Task Force to do 
a comprehensive study of tax reform. 
The task force will be chaired by Dill 
Lear and Pat Mulloy.

justed after the tax biU is received. 
Once the rca~~;CSSment data is can­

plcte, llall said his office will ask the 
Department for Local Government 
and the slate Department of Educa­
tion to put a rush on calculating the 
tax rates. Hall said that process some­
times takes from two weeks to a month 
to complete. 

"I'm going to rush them as bard as 
I can," Hall said. "We've been worlc­
ing late at night to get the information 
in the computer. It's a big job and 
we're working as hard as we can. We 
hope to get t.bc informatiop (to state 
officials) by January." 

Once the tax liability bas been 

calculated, the tax bills will be printed 
and then the figures have to be 
checked. After that process, the bills 
have to be stuffed and mailed by the 
sheriffs department 

Although the tax bills will be 
mailed out later than usual, taxpayers 
will still receive a two percent <lis­
count on their tax liability if the bill is 
paid within 30 days after it is re­
ceived. 

Some property owners may be in 
for a shock when they get their 1994 
tax bill. 

During tbe first year of reassess­
ments, Hall said that approximately 

30 percent of property in the county 
was reappraised. This year, tbe re­
maining property in the county was 
reevaluated and tax bills will be ad­
justed. 

"If someone is living in a $60-
$70,000 bouse and lot, they need to 
expect to be assessed in that range," 
llall said. "If a borne is valued at 
$60,000, the tax bill will probably be 
$650.It'snothingwecancontrol. It's 
the law. The education reform act 
ensures that the laws that arc on the 
books arc enforced.

five incumbent lawmakers were 
defeated, three in the Senate and two 
in the I louse; all were Democrats. Of 
the new members, 14 are Republi­
cans. DcnuxTats will remain in con­
trol of both chambers, but by nar­
rower margins. 

In the Senate, Republicans gained 
three to increase their total to 17 of38 
seats. Republicans gained eight seats 
in the House for a total of 37, com­
pared with 63 Democrato;-the high­
cstGOPtotalssince 1968-70. During 
the 1968 session, Republicans con­
trolled 43 of the 100 House scats and 
14 Senate scats. While the House 
GOP numbers declined in 1970, Re­
publicans picked up one more seat in 
the Senate for a total of 15. 

Due to retirements and primary 
election defeats, there were no in­
cumbents on the ballot in 21 of the 
119 legislative races. 

Two first-term Democrats fell to 
newcomers. Leslie Trapp of Lexing­

Social Security and Supplemental 
Security Income (SSI) benefits will 
increase 2.8 percent. beginning with 
the payments that Social Security 
beneficiaries receive January 3 and 
SSI recipients receive on December 
30, Jim Kelly, Social Security Dis­
trict Director for the Big Sandy Area. 
said recently. 'lbc automatic cost-of­
living adjustment is made annually. 

For Social Security beneficiaries, 
the average monthly benefit amount 
for all retired workers will rise from 
$679 to $698. The maximum federal 
SSI monthlypaymenttoan individual 
will rise from $446 to $458. for a 
couple, the maximum federaJ SSI 
payment will rise from $669 to $687. 
Some states add a supplement to the 
federal payment. 

Social Security and SSI benefits 
increase automatically each year 
based on the rise in the Consumer 
Price Index. 

Kelly reminded beneficiaries to 
make sure that Social Security and 
the post office bad their correct ad­
dress. "I would also encourage every 
one receiving a monthly check to 
consider Direct Deposit at your banlc."

by 30 percent due to the reassess­
ments. Hall cautioned that that docs 
not mean individual tax bills will 
increase by 30 percent. Hall said total 
revenues from property taxes should 
increase significantly, but he docs 
not know yet by how much. 

Although some taxpayers will be 
not be happy with reassessed prop­
erty values, Hall feels that. overall, 
property owners will be satisfied with 
the process. 

"The biggest gripe, aud it's a jus­
tified gripe, is that taxpayers feel that 
their neighbor's tax bill is not compa­
rable and is different from their tax 
bill," Hall said. "I see that eliminated 
by everybody now paying their fair 
share. I don't think a lot of people 
will appeal." 

If Floyd County can get the tax 
bills out by february, it will be earlier 
than some of the surrounding coun­
ties. 

"We'll be better off than some of 
our neighbors," Hall said. "l under­
stand that Pike County won't be get 
their tax billsoutuntilJuly. In Johnson 
County, they just mailed out their 
1993 tax bills several months ago. 
We won't be as late as some of our 
neighbors. Everything should be back 
oo schedule by next year." 

Property tax bills are usually 
mailed out in October of each year.

Hormone may improve vision

Shedding tears is more often asso­

ciated with women than with men, 
yet many more women than men suf­
ferwith dry eye syndrome, the lack of 
sufficient tears to lubricate the eyes. 

Dry eye syndrome is one of the 
most common causes of eye disor­
ders. The conditioo often makes it 
impossible to wearcontactlensesand 
may be accompanied by a persistent, 
grating pain that patients have com­
pared to that caused by grains of sand 
in the eyes. Eventually, it leads to 
blurred vision and may damage the 
cornea. 

Today, there is little that doctors 
can do to help, except try to ease the 
patient's discomfort with artificial 
tears. However, Austin K. Mircheff, 
PhD.,andDwightW. Warren, Ph.D., 
of the University of Southern Cali­
fornia, hope that basic research on 
the physiology of tear glands may 
change this situation. 

Dr. Mircheff discussed his work 
at a National Science Writers Semi­
nar sponsored by Research to Pre-

vent Blindness (RPB), the world's 
leading voluntary organization in 
support of eye research. He noted 
that the lack of tears is often associ­
ated with Sjogren's Syndrome, an 
autoimmune disease where, in effect, 
the body is fighting and trying to 
destroy some of its tissues. 

Sjogren's Syndrome affects at 
least two million Americans, most of 
them women over age forty. In addi­
tion to causing dry eyes, as well as 
dry mouth, it affects the lining of the 
respiratory, genito-urinary and gas­
trointestinal tracts. 

Since the victims of the disorder 
are mainly women, particularly post­
menopausal women, it has occurred 
to researchers that perhaps it may be 
treated with hormonal therapy. Ac­
cording to Mircheff and Warren's 
surprising hypothesis, androgens, 
male sex hormones, may have some­
thing to do with the functioning of the 
affected glands, including the tear 
glands. 

Androgens are produced by the 
adrenal gland in both sexes. Women 
also produce very small amounts in 
their ovaries. When the ovaries cease 
functioning at menopause, women 
are deprived of the androgens needed 
to make tears, and an auto-immune 
attack on their tear glands begins. 

Dr. Mircheff believes "It should 
be possible to design hormonal re­
placements to maintain lacrimal (tear) 
gland function when the androgen 
production decreases; ideally, such a 
therapy would also restore 1aaima1 
glands that have regressed." 

Animal experiments support this 
belief. Other researchers have found 
that androgens given to laboratory 
animals have reversed the symptoms 
of Sjogren's Syndrome, suggesting 
that similar hormonal therapy may 
have a beneficial effect on dry eye 
syndrome in humans. 

Dr. Mircheff predicts that the an­
drogen levels required to keep the 
tear glands functioning will be small, 
no greater than those found in pre­
menopausal women.

are not synonyms 
A Jefferson Circuit judge has refused to rule yet 

on the constitutionality of Kentucky's marital 
rape law. Until 1990, the state's rape law ex­
empied husbands. 

In the case now beforeJudgeEdwinSchroering, 
the lawyer for the accused has argued that the law 
now puts husbands charged with marital rape at a 
greater disadvantage than other accused rapists. 

The man accused allegedly entered his wife's 
home last December 15, dragged her to a bedroom 
and repeatedly raped her while holding a pillow 
over her face. He wa~ under a court order to stay 
away from her at the time. 

defendant in proving that a husband committed a 
specific sex act that is alleged to be rape. The 
legislature dealt with the threat of rape charges 
being used for leverage in divorces by banning 
their use in custody and visitation cases, she said. 

Schroering said this week that the state's rape 
law appears to be constitutional, but that he would 
reconsider at the time of trial whether the defen­
dant was unconstitutionally affected by it. 

Kentucky made a giant step forward when the 
legislature amended its marital rape law. While 
there may be some points that need fine-tuning, 
we hope that the courts will see fit to enforce the 
law. 

A contract of marriage in Kentucky should not 
include the right to sexually abuse your spouse 
with no threat of fair and equal punishment under

agreeing to work for less than $1 an hour and 
forget all about such things as health care and 
overtime pay. 

Incredibly, this cfevastating blow to American 
wage-earners comes at a time when the Republi­
can-dominated Congress gets ready to abolish the 
nation's elaborate safety net which has been wo­
ven over the decades to feed and care for the 
needy-including displaced workers.

BIPARTISAN TALK 
COULD MEAN ACfiON 

by Morton Kondracke 

Washington's cynical conven­
tional wisdom bas it that post-elec­
tion promises of bipartisanship will 
dissolve within days, but GA TI, 
health care reform, entitlement cuts, 
welfare reform, and decentralization 
of government offer opportunities for 
co-operation if there's real will for it 
at the White House and on Capitol 
Ilill. 

Surely, deep and legitimate philo­
sophical differences between the par­
tics, Washington's ingrained habit of 
partisan bitterness, and the immedi­
ate onset of 1996 politicking will 
discourage working together, but 
other forces laid bare by Tuesday's 
election results could encourage it 

One is the public's obvious dis­
gust with change-blocking gridlock. 
Others include the overwhelming citi­
zen conviction that the country is on 
the "wrong track," the continuing 
decline of median family income in 
spite of an economic upturn, and the 
widespread perception that the 
"American dream" is dying amid fly­
ing bullets on the streets and worsen­
ing prospects for young people. 

With government now divided 
between Democrats and Republicans, 
the White House and congressional 
leaders either must cooperate in re­
sponding to the public's malaise or 
risk some sort of truly radical change 
in the future-either the emergence 
of a new party or the rise of dema­
gogues. 

Ironically, President Clinton at 
times has been the nation's leading 
advocate of change. Clinton perceives 
that in the globalized "information 
age" economy of the future, the 
United States has to be open to world 
trade, and major improvements are 
required in education and job train­
ing to give U.S. workers an opportu­
nity to compete. 

He also seems to understand that 
Americans are in the midst of amoral 
crisis, and be bas emphasized "per­
sonal responsibility," crime control, 
and work requirements for welfare 
recipients as major initiatives. He 
also has taken steps to begin reducing 
the size of the federal bureaucracy. 

But whatever "new Democrat" 
steps he's taken have been counter­
balanced by personal flaws and con­
cessions to "old politics"-sucb as 

his abandonment of the line-item veto 
and campaign finance reform and his 
promotion of his wife's highly bu­
reaucratic health care proposal. 

Clinton's 1994 campaigning did 
nothing to enhance his "new Demo­
crat" image, as he railed against phan­
tom GOP threats to cut Social Secu­
rity and appealed to traditional Demo­
cratic constituencies. 

Now, Republicans are proposing 
to really shake up the system-with 
amendments to the Constitution to 
balance the federal budget and im­
pose term limits on members of Con­
gress, plus promises of tax cuts and 
major disDWltling of government 
programs. 

Almost certainly, there are items 
the two parties will be unable to agree 
upon. If Republicans insist on deny­
ing welfare benefits to illegitimate 
children as part of welfare reform, 
Clinton will feel duty-bound to veto 
such legislation. He also might veto 
tax cuts that exclusively benefit the 
rich. 

But deals are entirely possible on 
other matters. Both parties favor 
GA TI, to be voted on in the upcom­
ing lame-duck session of Congress. 

On other fronts, universal health 
care reform is dead, but a deal can be 
struck on insurance reforms to pro­
tect people who change jobs or have 
pre-existing conditions, and subsi­
dies to guarantee coverage to certain 
groups, such as children. 

A deal is possible on welfare re­
form if Clinton will agree to a bard 
cutoff of benefits after two years of 
training, Republicans drop plans to 
punish illegitimate children, and both 
sides agree to emphasize private jobs, 
rather than public jobs, as the goal for 
recipients. 

The fiscal 1996 budget will be a 
llattleground, as Clinton tries to pro­
mote "invesunents" in job training 
and education while Republicans try 
to cut "spending" and taxes. Clinton 
surely can challenge the GOP, though, 
by recommending major cuts in cor­
porate subsidies to finance his spend­
ing proposals. 

The possibility exists for Republi­
cans and Democrats to compete with 
each other in producing constructive 
change. Iftheyconcentrateonceagain 
on blocking each other, the 1996 tsu· 
nami may make 1994's look like a 
leak in a fireplug.

When is a mental disorder 
not a mental disorder? 

When the American Psychiatric 
Association says it's not. 

The question of defining mental 
disorders is researched, reported on, 
and sometimes hotly debated by the 
AP A every few years when it pub­
lishes the Diagnostic and Statistical 
Manual ofMental Disorders, or DSM. 
University of Kentucky psychology 
professor Thomas Widiger served on 
the task force for DSM-IV and found 
himself refereeing a bitter battle be­
tween different factions of the men­
tal-health community. 

Controversial issues arise with 
each publication as scientists clash 
over what will be classified as a dis­
order. This time, the fight centered 
around Pre-Menstrual Dysphoric Dis­
order. Widiger describes PDD as a 
rare and very extreme version of Pre­
Menstrual Syndrome; its symptoms 
include severe irritability, anxiety and 
mild forms of depression. 

The dispute surrounding PDD fo­
cused on bow it should be classified 
and the potential consequences of 
that classification to women. Whether 
or not the profession refers to this 
condition as a mental disorder is very 
important, Widiger says: "These de­
cisions that are made in this book 
have tremendous social repercus­
sions." The standards set in the DSM 
volumes, which are revised roughly 
every seven years, can influence court 
cases, public policy, insurance cov­
erage and social attitudes. 

Most psychiatrists will acknowl­
edge the existence of PDD, Widiger 
says. And many felt that if the exist­
ence of the disorder is not widely 
disputed, it should be cited in DSM­
IV. Others, including the American 
Psychiatric Council of Women, ar­
gued against its inclusion, partly be­
cause PDD is difficult to diagnose. 
Widiger says that at the clinical level, 
"It's very difficult to differentiate 
reliably from normal PMS. There­
fore, if it was included in DSM-IV as 
a recognized mental disorder, it would 
probably be misdiagnosed and likely 
over-diagnosed." 

That result could have social im­
plications for women. "We also know 
from a lot of research that PMS is a 
major source of stigmatization of

women. It would not be unusual for 
those who don't really understand 
anythingaboutPMS ortbemenstrual 
cycle to attribute a woman's anger or 
irritability at some time as being due 
to PMS," Widiger says. "It would 
obviously add to any sort of stigma­
tization and social discrimination to 
have a mental disorder which is an 
extreme version of this that would be 
overdiagnosed." 

The likely overdiagnosis of PDD, 
which Widiger says is widely docu­
mented in research, was one major 
reason women's groups opposed 
PDD' s inclusion. He says what would 
likely happen is that many women 
would be told incorrecUy they were 
mentally ill threedaysofeverymonth. 

Widiger says he understands both 
points of view and doesn't have a 
fum conviction on the issue. His neu­
trality perhaps served him well in his 
capacity as research coordinator for 
DSM-IV. He had to review all mate­
rials submitted for the edition and 
ensure that all claims were supported 
with empirical, scientific evidence. 
"My job as research coordinator was 
essentially to keep everybody honest 
and open," he says. "Very few scien­
tists are really objective." 

The APA finally decided to in­
clude PDD in the book, but not to list 
it as a mental disorder. Widiger says 
PDD is an appendix to DSM-IV, one 
designed to list proposals that require 
further study. Ultimately, Widiger 
says, neither side lost or won. As a 
result, "No one's happy," he says. 
"It's a very difficult situation."

While with the Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protection Cabi­
net, Ross has not only established 

himself as a fair and competent pro­
fessional, but bas also assisted in the 
training of new employees. While

1994 Christmas seal campaign 
focuses on lung disease in children 

Wben asked what be considered 
his most important environmental 
work, Ross said: "I believe second to 
my role as an environmental inspec­
tor for the Cabinet, is my work with 
the Floyd County Conservation Dis­
trict where I have been a supervisor 
for approximately eight years. There 
I am chairman of the Education and 
Scholarship Sub-Committee."

These medically-staffed overnight 
and day camps offer children from 
around the state the opportunity to 
experience the fun of camping while 
learning bow to control their asthma. 

Another way the Lung Associa­
tion helps children who have asthma 
and their parents is through "Open 
Airways for Schools." This school­
based education program offers a se­
ries oflessons designed to help fami­
lies and school personnel learn bow 

to cope with asthma 
Along with its asthma programs, 

the Lung Association is working 
throughout Kentucky with programs 
like The Unpuffables and Smoke­
Free Class of2000 to tackle the prob­
lem of tobacco use by children. The 
Unpuffables offers booklets of sto­
ries and games for pre-teens to com­
plete at home with their parents. The 
Smoke-Free Class of 2000 is ana­
tional project that provides grade­
specific programs each year to stu­
dents who will graduate in the year 
2000. Both programs are partially 
funded by donations to Christmas 
Seals. 

Lung disease and breathing prob­
lems are the leading cause of death 
among infants. Asthma and other 
breathing problems affect more than 
17millionAmericanchildren.InKen­
tucky alone, nearly 77,000 children 
under the age of 18 have asthma 

This year will mark the 87th sea­
son for the American Lung 
Association's Christmas Seal Cam­
paign. It was begun in 1907 to raise 
money to fight tuberculosis. Today, 
Christmas Seals are still the country's 
leading source of funds to fight all 
types of lung disease.

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Cleaning up Kentucky's waterways World AIDS DAY 
Our streams and rivers may soon 

be a liule cleaner due to the work of 
two UK researchers. ln recent work 
at the Center for Applied Energy Re­
search, Dave Robertson, a nuclear 
chemist, and Chris Laffcny, a coal 
scientist from Amtrnlia, have devel­
oped a system that uses an abundant 
Kentucky resource to remove heavy 
metals from water and di:;pose of 
them. The process hegins with brown 
coal and ends with tiny glass beads, 
loaded with metals, which can be 
safely disposed of in a landfill. 

"We start with lignite, or brown 
coal, which is found in abundance in 
Western Kentucky," says Robertson. 
"It's plentiful and it's dirt cheap. 
Brown coal, in fact, is mostly dirt" 
He explains that one clay company 
currently working a deposit in the 
western part of the state scrapes the 
lignite off, mines out the clay, and 
throws the hgnite back into the bole. 
The only cost for someone able to use 
the lignite at the present time is the 
cost to move it. 

"What do you do now witb tbe 
material you've used to, say, clean up 
tbe water?" Lafferty asks. "You can't 
just take tbis coal with the metals in it 
and bury it some place because under 
the right conditions the metals would 
come back off." The solution, says 
Lafferty, is to take advantage of the 
coal's natural ability to bum and its 
asb content-the mineral matter in 
the coal. 

The metal-loaded coal is placed in 
a cylindrical unit which has a "cy­
clone" attached to it that feeds every­
thing back into the combustor. The 
heat content of the coal drives tbe 
unit. The mineral matter, when heated 
to a high enough temperature, turns 
into glass. 

"When tbe glass forms," says 
Lafferty, "it bas in it all tbosc met­
als-the lead, tbe mercury, the ura­
nium, the zinc. They're all locked up 
in this material tbat is stable and can 
be taken to a Iandftll and disposed of 
as a non-hazardous material." 

Robertson adc!s that an important 

part of their research focus during tbe 
pa.-;t year bas been to make sure tbe 
glas..~ pellets, when buried, don't break 
down. "We've shown tbis as a won­
derful material for absorbing ura­
nium," be says. "We then made a 
heap of glass in a combustor at the 
InstituteofGas Technology and tested 
to see if tbe uranium leached out" 
Using a toxic characteristic-leaching 
procedure the researchers found that 
the metals stayed locked up in tbe 
glass beads. The process works. 

"What I would emphasize," says 
Robertson, "is that we're using a 
Kentucky resource tbat's dirt cheap 
to clean up a very real problem with­
out creating waste. We're not just 
taking tbe problem from big to little­
we're solving it."

Red Ribbon \Veek In their process, Robertson and 
Lafferty take advantage of the disad­
vantages of lignite. Lignite bas a high 
oxygen content, and the oxygen sites 
in the lignite have a strong liking for 
positively changed metal ions. 

"Essentially, you can make a col­
umn out of t11c coal and pass the 
contaminated water-water, for ex­
ample, from a stream ncar a fac­
tory-through the column," says 
Robertson. "The water percolates 
through the lignite, the metals attach 
to the coal, and you get clean water 
out the bouom." Another possibility, 
be says, is to mix the contaminated 
water and the coal in a "bath mode," 
which would result in most of the 
metal being removed. 

Kentuckians divided on

At the present time, commercial 
resins arc used to remove metals from 
water-forexample, todcanast.ream 
at an industrial site. And though tbe 
resin, Robertson admits, would re­
move lead from water 10 to 20 times 
more effectively U1anlignite, tbere' s 
another imponant factor to consider 
in the process. 

"Consider the co:.t. W c can get tbe 
brown coal, the lignite, for $20 a ton. 
The commercial material costs around 
$20 to$100apound." says Robertson. 
"So on the basis of the amount re­
moved per cost, using lignite turns 

out to be over 100 times better." 
It's the ll(;Xt part of the process 

which Robertson and Lafferty think 
is really innovative-bow to take care 
of the waste. 

Should Kenmctcy' s nu counties 
be merged into fewer government 
bodies? It depends on whom-and 
where-you ask. 

Forty-five percent of adults sur­
veyed in a recent poll by Preston 
Research Group said tbey favor merg­
ing some counties, with 41 percent 
opposing the move. Seven percent 
said it would depend on tbe circum­
stances and 6 percent ba4no response. 

The poll found strong regional 
differences in opinions on tbe issue. 
In tbe mostly urban 3rd Congres­
sional District, 61 percent favored 
mergers, witb 25 percent opposed. 
Respondents in tbe 6th District fa­
vored the move 53 to 36 percent. The 
more rural 1st, 2nd and 5th Districts, 

whose smaller counties would be tbe 
likeliest candidates for mergers iftbe 
idea gains momentum, showed stron­
ger opposition. Mergers were op­
posed 49 percent to 36 percent in tbe 
1st District, 48 to 39 in the 2nd, and 
48 to 38 in the 5th. College graduates 
favored mergers 57 percent to 34 
percent. 

The poll surveyed 807 Kentucky 
adults between October 14 and Octo­
ber 24. The margin of error is +3.5
