Kidd was 1ost.1nd ttial Tuesday on 
a charge of second degree arson for 
allegedly st..vting·a fire on July 17. 
1993, ina huildingowncd by Dn.rhara 
Cam)IJ. Kidd was ind1e1cd on that 
charge in December 1993.

rake action to condemn property if 
necessary; aml to proceed with the 
purchase of Pr~tOil'iburg's munici­
pal parking lot. 

Owens said he didn't agree wiU1 
the language autlloriling Hammond 
to purchase surrounding property for 
the project withoutlinal approval by 
tlle fiscal court. 

Hammond interjected that he 
would not purcha!>C any property 
witllout the fiscal court autllori:t.ing 
him to do so. Ire added that he would 
rmhcr nol be in that rosition, but the 
st:ue· s Admimstrntivc Office or the 
Co\lft!i (AOC) prepared tlle resolu­
tion. Hammond said that AOC offi­
cials knew he was committed to the 
project and most likely v.·anted to 
make sure tllat he would see 10 it 
those things were done.

In UlC$14.5mtlllon proJect, AOC 
h.'\S commiued o'er S6 million to 
huild two floors for the dasuict and 
circuit courts. 1lle plan calls for the 
county to build a 30,000 square-foot 
floor for county offices and a 30,000 
square-foot floor to be lensed to not­
for-profit or public tcnams thnt serve 
the general public. 

Owens said he was in favor of 
letting AOC build tlleir project and 
that the county should look at locat­
ing offices in vacam buildings down· 
town. He added that he was not in 
favor of tearing down the old court­
bouse and that the county could look 
at locating some offices in the third 
Ooor that " ill be vacant once the new 
jail is built 

Owens said that people he had 
talked wi!h were in favor of using 
money to build bridges and install 
water lines in the county. 

!Iammond told Owens that the 
county can proceed with tlle design 
pba~ of the project to see what the 
multi-story structure would cost and 
that the county would not have to pay 
for the work if tbc court decided the 
scrap t11e project.

ASSESSMENT ROLL 
The Floyd County real property tax roll will be opened 
for inspection from January 30 through February 13, 
1995. Under the supervision of the property valuation 
administrator or one of the deputies, any person may 
inspect the tax roll. 

This is the January 1, 1994 assessment on which 
state, county e~nd school taxes for 1994 will be due. 

The tax roll is in the office of the property valuation 
administrator in the county courthouse and may be 
inspected between the hours 8 a.m. and 4 p.m. 

Any taxpayer desiring to appeal an assessment on 
real property made by the PV A must first request a 
conference with the PV A or a designated deputy. The 
conference may be held prior to or during the inspec­
tion period. 

Any taxpayer still aggrieved by an assessment on 
real property, after the conference with the PVA or 
designated deputy, may appeal to the county board of 
assessment appeals. 

The taxpayer can appeal his assessment by filing in 
person or sending a letter or other written petition 
stating the reasons for appeal, Identifying the prop­
erty and stating the taxpayer's opinion of the fair cash 
value of the property. 

The appeal must be filed with the county clerk's office 
no later than one work day following the conclusion of 
the inspection period. 

Any taxpayer failing to appeal to the county board of 
assessment appeals, or failing to appear before the 
board, either in person or by designated representa­
tive, will not be eligible to appeal directly to the 
Kentucky Board of Tax Appeals.

Give Jackie Owens credit for 
his consistency. 

At last Friday's fiscal court 
meeting, Magistrate Owens pro­
tested plans to move ahead with 
the design of a new $15 million 
government center, and he ob­
jected to the allocation of 
$200,000 in coal severance 
funds toward phase two of an 
industr' I site development 
project. 

Owens was right-minded in 
his concern, given the news, 
however unattributed it may be, 
that the county is in dire finan­
cial straits. 

The magistrate wants more 
info on the total costs associated 
with the industria] site deal be­
fore okaying more money for 
that project, but he wants to re­
work the courthouse project al­
together. 

Both an.~ reasonable stances. 
We arc somewhat intrigued, 

though, by the county attorney's 
positions on the same two pro­
posals. 

Jim Hammond, arguing that 
design of the new courthouse/ 
judicial center would cost noth­
ing if those designs weren't ac­
cepted by the court, recom­
mended proceeding with the 
project as a means of ultimately 

determining how much it would 
cost. 

It's alreadycost$1 million, by 
the way, in bonds added to the 
ongoing jail project. 

Later in Friday's meeting, 
Hammond argued against allo­
cating any more coal severance 
funds to the Ivel industrial site 
project, suggesting that by do­
ing so. the county would be put· 
ting too much of its funding 
eggs into one basket. 

It's worth noting here that 
Hammond has had a running 
feud with R&S Body Company 
co-owner Dolores Smith, whose 
company plans to relocate and 
expand on the I vel site. 

It would be a travesty if that 
dispute caused Floyd County to 
lose one of its largest employ­
ers. 

Unless we're mistaken, the 
coal severance funds requested 
by the county's industrial au­
thority can be used only for the 
type of project the county has 
going at I vel, anyway. 

The courthouse project, 
Hammond's baby from the start, 
has questionable value and it 
will put a long-tenn strain on 
county fmances. 

One project offers the prom­
ise of new johs.

States like Kentucky are making 
a lot of noise about the federal 
government's enactment of un­
funded mandates ... where they tell 
you to do something but don't help 
you pay for it...but it looks like they 
may be getting a dose of their own 
medicine. 

Take for instance our own state 
revenue cabinet's directive that all 
counties must reassess property 
values by a certain time. 

They didn't offer much help in 
getting that done, so many coun· 
ties haven't gotten it done ... and 
the counties are suffering serious 
financial difficulties as a result. 

They can't send out new tax bills 
because old tax rolls haven't been 
cleared and new assessments 
aren't finished. 

That means the most important 
source of revenue for local gov­
ernment has been cut off. 

It's a temporary problem, no 
doubt, but that's no comfort to folks 
who need vital services ... like po· 
lice or fire protection ... which may 
be curtailed or cut because of 
money shortages. 

Looks like one of those deals 
where they make the rules for us to 
play by, whether they are fair or 
not. 

Most of the arguments against 
privitization of public television are 
the standard mix of fact and fan­
tasy you get in any other political 
debate. 

That's to be expected. 
While we tend to support public 

television's mission, financially and 
philosophically, we're bothered a 
bit by the industry's insinuations 
that you can't mix commerce and 

education without sacrificing some­
thing. 

That something, we are left to 
assume, is independence. 

Hmm. 
For an industry so intent on 

stressing its educational priorities, 
perhaps we should suggest a re­
fresher course in history. 

For nearly three centuries now, 
one indl;lstry has been balancing 
commercial advertising with infor­
mation and education without sac· 
rificing it's independence. Fact is, 
the industry probably defined in· 
dependence, long before the first 
television was even imagined. 

So, it can be done. 
You're reading the proof of it 

now. 

Despite the enactment a few 

years back of stiff penalties for 
drunken driving convictions, we're 
still seeing consistent evidence that 
persistent offenders aren't getting 
the punishment they deserve. 

Grand jury indictments through­
out the region regular1y include 
charges citing fifth, sixth, seventh 
or more offenses against some 
drivers. 

The law says a fourth offense 
conviction constitutes a felony with 
up to five years in jail as punish­
ment. 

Somehow, some people are get· 
ting around that law and they're 
still getting around on our high­
ways. 

Maybe they're just lucky they 
haven't yet felt the full force of the 
law. 

Maybe we're lucky we aren't 
dead. 

Maybe they ought to sober up. 

Five years in jail ought to do it. 

If a plea bargaining deal is ac­
cepted, a husband and wife team 
from Martin County seeking the 
Democratic nominations for gov­
ernor and lt. governor will have to 
go their separate ways. 

Steve and Bonnie Maynard, of 
Inez, were indicted last year for 
passing cold checks, but the 
charges against Steve, who has 
filed for the governor's race, are 
expected to be dismissed. 

Bonnie has pleaded guilty to theft 
by deception, meaning she won't 
be eligible for the primary. 

Kentucky law doesn't allow con­
victed felons to serve in public 
office. 

Suspected felons are okay, 
though.

Ernesto Scorsone, D·l.exing· 
ton, voting aga.inst U1e measure. Each 
of the three who voted ag<tiust the 
tax-cutting bills s:ud they were wor­
ried about having enough money to 
continue to provide state services, 
including funding tJ1e Kentucky Edu­
cation Rcfonn Act. in 1996. 

Under the hill, the inhcritanc~ tax 
would be wiped our over a four-year 
period, with tltc tax rnte being cut 25 
percent each y~tt. 

''I voted this time from lhehenrt," 
Rep. Paul Mason,U-Whitesburg, said 
after vote on the bi II. "l only hope. in 
1996, when we're constructing the 
Human Resources budget, that we 
can lind some more magic money."

Ethics codes not the same, 
citizens must monitor rul~s

Back in 1990, when Kcntll(:ky law­
makers were debating the bill that 
became the Kentucky Education Rc· 
fonn Act, they agreed on lUI idea that 
would become one of the key fea­
ture); of the new law 

Getting parents involved in tbe 
operation of lhe schools. they de­
cided, would be vital to the success of 
refonn andofthescbools overall. So. 
through school councils and an other 
ways, parents were asked to Utkc 
band!\-on responsibility for the edu­
cation of their children. 

Last year. tbe lawmakers used 
similar thinkmg in drawing up etbic.s 
legi~Jalion . The chief question: Who 
should have the responsibility for 
establishing guidelines governing the 
conduct of city and county officials? 
Describing the discussions in a speech 
at the November Shakcrtown 
Roundtable, which rocuscd on the 
topic "'I he Condition of Kentucky's 
Cities and Local Governments," Rep. 
Jim Callahan said Umt many journal­
ists and other observers favored the 
adoption of a blanket law llmt would 
apply to local governments across 
the state. 

But members. of the legislature 
argued, for example, thatevcntbougb 
lbe sheriff of Robenson County­
Kentucky's smallcst·m•ght have the 
same title as the sheriff of Johnson 
County. lhese two officials in fact 
work invcrydiffercntsiluations, wilh 
different demands. Hence the legis­
lators agreed that no single code of 
ethics handed down from Frankfort 
could rcalisttcally apply to tbe 
commonwealth's more than 550 city 
and county governments. 

In addition, the legislators feared 
that a blanket law would create a new 
and cosUy bureaucratic monster in 
Fr.ullcfon.. with a ccmra.lized board 
attempting to monitor the behavior of 
5.000 elected and appointed Ken­
tucky officials and thousands more 
employees from Pikeville to Paducah. 

The Legislatures decided to solve 
the problem by enacting a law (house 
Bill 238) establishing broad guide­
lines that local codes had to follow 
but calling on citizens to become 
invol vcd in creating the specdic local 
standards. The codes bad to be in 

place by January I, 1995. Challeng­
ing cit.L.Zen~ to lake pan in the govern· 
ing process. said Callahan, Is particu· 
larly 1mponant in a time in which 
people demonstrate lillie faith in gov­
crnmenl and helicve that "thc1r vote!> 
make no difference because whoever 
wins the election become); a member 
of a ruling elite which care nothing 
for t11e opinions of the nonelected 
masses." 

1hc law required each ethics code 
Lo include provisions against con­
llictsofimercst. a policy on ncj')O{ism 
and requirements for officials to make 

public fmanciaJ disclosures. 
As might be expected, lhc codes 

process produced varying results 
acrQc;s the state. Callahan declared 
himself" ecstatic" over de\ clopmcn 1s 
inNortbemKentucky,hi bomenrea­
spedfically,,lhe involvement of citi­
zens of Kenton County, where a 16-
peP-on commission drew up lhc elb­
ics code. fn other areas ns weU, he 
said, "people are stepping forward to 
advocate strong ethics laws." In 
Bardstown and Nelson County, for 
instance, a six-person board fonnu­
lated tbe local C<Xle. The point bcrc, 
said Callahan, is that "the ethical 
behavior of local officials bas be­
come an issue in a way that would not 
have been possible if the General 
Assembly had simply dictated a set 
of rules for officeholders to follow." 

Elsewhere. a.<> Callahan conceded, 
lbe picturebasclearlybcenlesssati~­
factory,asfiscalcouruandcitycoun· 
cils have raken little initiative to in­
volve lbe public and the public has 
not on its own demanded strong guide­
lines. "That is not the fault of the 
legislation." Callaban dcc1arcd. "lt ts 
tbe fault of lhe electomtc." Some 
governing bodies have obviously felt 
lbat ethical standards are nobOdy's 
business but their own. 

While going through tbe motions 
of drafting ethics legislation, as an 
obscrvern(){ed, onecounty judge won 
high marks for candor if not consci­
entiousness by openly declaring that 
if he couldn't hire his relatives, 1 hen 
they wouldh't have any reason to 
vote for him. 

But if city commissions and fiscal 
courtS, do not prove responsive to the 
public will, Callahan declared, the 
public can always declare its disap­
proval at the next election.

Kentucky is now in the midst of 
the flood season that typically occurs 
from November through May. 

I Iowevcr. floods may oc.cur any 
lime, as many people remember from 
their experiences during 1989. ~ 
Year of the Floods. In a nine-month 
perioo that year. eight counties (Knox, 
Owsley, Leslie, Knoll, Letcher, 
Magoffin, Aoyd, and Pike) were de­
clared disao;tcrareas three times; four 
counties (Jackson, Clay. Breathitt. 
and Perry) were de-Clared disaSter ar­
eas tw:icc. By October. Knox, Knott, 
and Leslie counties had been declared 
disaster areas rorthceJgblh umesince 
1970. 

1hc fl09ding began in January 
1989. By the end of February. 67 
Ccnlral and Eastern Kcntud..-y coun­
ties had susmined S80rni Ilion in dam­
age. Franklin County was the hardest 
hit that February. when Frankfort ex­
perienced iLo; third-worst flood. Flood 
damages in the county totalled $22 
million. Then in June and July, 12 
Eastern Kentucky counties received 
S5.4 million wonh or flood l.lamagc. 
Again in October, $11.4 million in 
damages occurred in 11 Eastern Ken­
tucky counties. 

Because Kentuckians suffer mil­
lions of dollars in losses from flood 
damage every year, Kentucky's 
Floodplain Management Section of 
tbe Kentucky Division of Water con·

tinues its prevention efforts year­
round. 

Since property owners cannot boy 
flood insurance unless their commu­
nity is in the National Flood Insur-
ance Program, Floodplain Manage­
ment Section personnel urge com­
munity Jeaderstojointbc progmm.A 
bulletin published by tbe section 
keeps Kentuclc.ians infonncd about 
changes in the insurance progrmn, as 
weU as infonnation about how to 
order floodplain maps, and reasons 
and suggestions for muhJ-objective 
management of floodplain lands. 

The floodplain construction per­
mitting program is another vital cle­
ment in reducing flood losses. Ag­
gressive education programs and 
technical assistance by Division of 
Water personnel have resulted in an 
increase in the number of floodplain 
construction pennitapplication in re­
cent years. As people and corrununi· 
Lies learn how to avoid placing inap· 
propriate structures in floodplains, 
they are able to avoid flood damage 
as wcU as to prevent causing flood 
damage to otbers.

50s. lhen lol>t it all when he was 
indicted and convicted of shaving 
pointsduringhisscniorl>Ca'>on. Groza 
admiued his guilt, endured Ius shame 
and, despite forfeiting his ha.-,kctball 
career (harmed from lhe NDA for 
lire), moved on, got on willl his life 
even as coach Adolph Rupp ~hunne~ 
him. 

The lesson: Groza demonstrated 
a strength of character by not making 
excuses or blaming anyone for his 
mistake. Given his age when he took 
part in lbe poilll shaving scheme, 
seems the punishment exceeded the 
crime. 

Yet, the way Gro1.a handled hil> 
demise .says somelhing about lhc 
man's integrity. Ironically, maybe 
hccause of that inner strength and 
fortitude. he would not be able to 
compete with today's cntenruners' 
anyway.

"h's my favorite blade," says 
fonner worlll bass lishing champion 
Charlie Reed of the Johnson Out­
boards Pro Staff. "'I hcac arc things a 
willow leaf can do that none of !he 
others em match, and th<~t's whal 
makes it so good for hass fishing." 

The willow teat blade. so n:uned 
because its shape i.; long aud pointed 
like the lear ol a v. illow tree, fmt 
made il' appearance in bass tourna­
ment competition about a decade ago. 
Initially, spinnerbaito; featured only 
larger willow lcafhladcs, such assize 
8. but in the years since the blades 
have been down-sm~d . o that pmct.i­
caUy any me is avatlable. 

"The wtllow leaf blade, regard­
less of si1c, does not produce a-; much 
vibration as Indiana orColorado-~tylc 
blades do," says Reed. "The strength 
of the willow lcafis lhat il produces 
much more nash in the water. 

''The larger wtllov.· leaf blades. 
especially. really give the appear­
ance of a bailfi!'h ~wimming Lhrough 
the water, which I hclicve is why they 
attract such hig hass. In fact. the wil­
low leafbladcs iniri:Uiy bccarnc popu­
lar because they were carching such 
huge bass on Lake Okeechobee in 
Aorida. 

"Everyone down there was fish­
ing a big spinncrbrut with a giant size 
8 willow leaf they called the 
'Okeechobee Special'." 

The Johnson pro also likes the 
willow leaf blade because it comes 
through vegetation and brush bcuer 
than other spinncrhait blades. 

"This is an excellent blade when 
you're fisbing milfoil and hydrilla," 
be explains, "because the luredocsn' 1 
get fouled or stuck in the grass. It 
comes right through places where the 
other blades would just stop turning. 

"You can even work willow leaf 
blades through brush and ower cover 
without getting snagged. I can't tell 
you how many bass I've caught by 
working a willow leaf spinncrbait 
through a sunken tree or bush in lllc 
years I've been fishing the lure." 

One of Reed's favorite techniques 
with willow leaf spinnerbaits is 
slow-rolling over deep vegetation. a 
tactic that has produced 20pound 
stringers on more than one occac;ion. 

"You can do it with the willow 
leaf because you're fishing right over 
the lOp of submerged vegetation 10 
to 15 feet deep," he explains. "The 
only way you know you have the lure 
deep enough is by feeling the slight 
resistance of the vegetation against 
the lure. but the willow leaf comes 
through it when other blades would 
get snagged." 

When he is fishing deep like this, 
Reed uses a 3/4 or one ounce lure; the 
heavier weight is needed to over­
come the extra lift produced by the 
large willow leaf blades. 

The experts at OMC recommend 
bass boaters and oUter high pcrfor­
manceenthusiasL} install a W'dterpres­
sure gauge on their boat. Outboards 
can lose warcrprcssurc afthc motoris 
trimmed or raised too high, or if the 
waterintakc is covered with weeds or 
mud. Loss of water pressure can lead 
to overheating.

Editor's note: The author was born in West 
Virginia. Her mother Pricy Smith and her father Aley 
Smith were neighbors of Devil Anse Hatfield in Pike 
County. 

Would you like to imagine a trip through Kentucky 
a hundred years ago? Would you pretend, as I am 
doing, that I am a college student on spring break 
looking for adventure? (Since the time would be 1894, 
I would have to be a young man). I would be going 
back in the hills to the heart of the timbering country 
and ride the logs back to the "Big Waters." 

I got the train in bluegrass country. The old steam 
engine was at the station, huffing and puffing and 
rearing to go. With the whistle announcing our 
departure, I rode out across the rolling fields, begin­
ning to get its spring green, into the low, poor brush 
country hills. We were soon in the area where the 
Indians bad one of their villages in the "Dark and 
Bloody Ground," as Kentucky was called. 

When Daniel Boone camped on the little stream 
near here·, he had named it Lullibigrub. Some people 
say that he was a well educated man and others say he 
couldn't read, but he had heard of Gulliver's Travels 
somewhere. 

We puffup castle-looking summits and smoke rolled 
back into the cars as we go between sheer-sided cliffs 
and the whistle reverberates and allows no napping as 
we pull into stations where there may be only a house 
or two. The women, in well-faded calico, and the men, 
usually in "overhalls" and carrying their old rifles and 
loads of furs, roots and one even had two chickens he 
carried by the feet with their beads hanging down and 
squawking when they were jostled, were getting off 
and on at the stops. They looked at me curiously, as 
though they knew I didn't belong. 

We were soon into the region of the laurel and 
rhododendron of the Three Forks of the Kentucky 
River. The tracks took us up the Middle Fork and we 
reached the end of the line at Jackson, the county seat 
of "Bloody Breathitt" as it was known for its on-going 
feuds. 

This was the site of the local culture and learning 
for the region drained by the Cutshin, Hell-for-Sartain, 
Kingdom Come and other streams that wound down 
from the hills. I tried to figure out the origin of those 
names and I heard a passenger say that a lady had 
tancd aHell-for-Sartain Sunday School. 

1l2rtse little streams, where the mountaineers floated 
.,..,,....r .... s in spring, gave them their only reason for 

11& LID:lhe Bluegrass Country where they were 
lccl'dt.!.tnvith curiosity and they looked back with as 
much uunosity. The ways "out thar" was "furrin' ."The 
r-d"ts tookl\bcm and they might tide the rails back, most 
ol them walked to save money for "necessaries" and 
trees. It would have to last until the next year. 

A man with a lantern led me to a back. He drove 
onto a flatboat, ferried us over the stream with a rope 
cable and cracked the whip over the team to pull up the 
steep bank to the road. The hack would drop into hub 
deep holes and I bumped my bead as it swayed from 
side to side. 

After a night spent in bed, the last I'd see for a 
while, I had a big breakfast of flap-jacks, sorghum, 
bam and eggs and poor-mans gravy. When I set out to 
find the timber, I found that some of the rafts had 
passed down the stream during the night. I hated to put 
my boots in the mud but mud there was, and I must 
find a raft. I bet a mule would drown in some of those 
mudboles. 

I found a man with a rowboat and we started down 
the river to catch the rafts that he said had gone down 
with the "tide." We made good time, as I bad canoeing 
experience, and we traveled about ten miles an hour 
down the rolling, yellow stream. We had to dodge 
floating debris and bail out some water . 

The mountaineers start logging in August so the 
trees are down before the sap rises. This allows them to 
dry so they will float better and make better lumber 
when it is s.l}wed. With the spring thaws, the snow 
melts and the April rains comes, and they will be ready 
for the "tide." In the cool fall air the ringing of the 
axes, the singing whistle of the big saws, the whing­
whang of the cross-cuts and crash of the chestnut, oak 
and poplar as they tear down through the smaller trees 
and underbrush and the fmal boom as they hit the 
earth, tells the story of much hard work. This goes on 
all winter as teams of mules for the lighter jobs and big 
oxen "snake" the logs to the edge of some cliff where 
they tumble pell-mell into the valley below. It some­
times took several teams of oxen to take one of the 
giants to its destination at stream edge. The cracking 
whip and curses of the drovers could be heard above 
the hammering of a big woodpecker on a dead tree. A 
good freeze and snow on the ground made the "snak­
ing" a lot easier. 

At streamside the logs were "rafted." They were 
rolled with handspikes into the water and lashed 
together with split saplings, being sure that every 
fourth one was poplar, a lighter, more buoyant wood to 
help float the heavies. On the broad Big Sandy they 
lashed them lengthwise, but on the narrow Kentucky, 
they were bound together broadside. They rig a long, 
limber oar on a turnstile at each end, tie them up to a 
tree with a rope or a grapevine and wait for the "tide." 

After sweeping down the river in a ride that would 
rival any modem whitewater rafting, we went into an 
eddy that whirled us 'round and 'round, had a boy to 
throw rocks at us from a cliff and we were ready to 
give up and go ashore for a rest when we swept around 
a bend and there was a raft at the moutll of Leather­
wood. It was about two hundred feet long and as we 
turned in beside it, my guide hailed the big man 
standing on the stem. He told the man, Big Lafe, that I 

wanted to make the run down the river with them. 
He studied me and shifted his cud and replied, "Ye 

kinjine up irn ye don' git in th way. This hyar's no 
fun trip. This hyar river's purty swift. Hit's hard to 
stop a raft Sometimes we baf to ketch holt of a nother 
feller's raft as he jist might shoot. Sometimes she 
"bows" and skeers ya" I'd soon learn about that. 

I loaded my pack, wrapped in canvas, onto the raft. 
Big Lafe was testing a sapling for strength when a 
younger version of him came down the slippery bank 
carrying a big com pone. I watched as two other lanky 
specimens of the backwoods, Tom and Slim, slid down 
the bank onto the raft and turned to wave to the somber 
women on the bank. Several children were huddled 
next to then and two held babies that would be walking 
before the men got back. I thought what a hard life 
those women must have with their men away and 
fields to plant. 

An older man joined the women on the bank and 
yelled, "Lafie, Nance said she won't marry ye irn ye 
git drunk and spend yer money." 

Young Lafe blushed, loosened the grapevine from 
the tree and the raft swung into the river. It was so 
sudden that I nearly lost my footing. I'd have to watch 
it! 

One of the women yelled, "Don' fergit my 
terbaccy." 

"I won't Granny," Big Lafe answered, as he turned 
to use his oar to make the raft take the first tum. 
Footholes had been cut in the logs and the men stuck 
their toes in as they pushed with both hands with the 
oars across their chests. At the end of the stroke they 
threw the oar down and up with rhythm and then ran 
back to begin another stroke. I stayed out of the way to 
see what happened next 

"Ease her-ease her up," then suddenly, "Hit her 
up," Big Jake yelled, and I looked for a place to jump 
ashore but we slid by the bank with inches to spare." 

"We'll hafta do better'n that," Big Lafe said as he 
wiped his brow. We bad just missed "bowing" on our 
first turn. 

We were on the river only a short time until I saw 
an example of "bowing." The bow strikes the bank, the 
stem swings around and hits the other bank and it 
buckles in the middle, throwing men, and logs and 
tearing brush from the banks and leaving splinters and 
saplings all over the bank. We hoped no one was hurt 
and hoped some logs were saved. 

We swept into the Narrows (the Nahrcrs) and it 
took quick, dangerous work to keep the unwieldy craft 
from striking the solid walls of the vertical cliffs or a 
boulder. The water ran with terrific speed through this 
narrow channel. We all breathed a sign of relief when 
we finally rode out into the flat, calm water of the 
basin that follows it. 

The men lay down the oars and pulled out a jug of

She was the kind of grandmother who would cover 
you with a blanket when you fell asleep on her couch; 
the type that would reserve the biggest chicken breast 
of the Sunday dinner just for you; the kind who wasn't 
shy about asking where you were taking your girl­
friend on your next date. 

"He won't tell me anything!" my grandmother used 
to tell my mother. 

The world's never been the same place for me since 
she left it. 

I know how my mother feels.

The body is 
similar to a car. 1llc more you dri\'e 
(work), lbe more gas (calories) used. 
The body as also similar to a car from 
the standpoint that the more efficient 
the car is. the less fuel it uses. 

Likewise, the more efficient the 
body is, the less fuel (calories) it uses 
during the same activity. A gootl 
example is tllAt a frequent jogger 
may usc up to 20 percent fewer calo­
ries to cover ll1c -"amc distance as 
someone jogging for the first time 

Nutritional status may also affccl 
daily caloric ncctl. l11c body has a 
"set point" or body fat percentage 
that it tries to mamtain. ·Jbis set point 
may be lowered through exercise, 
butnotbydicung. Your body will try 
tomainl:tin the set point by readju I· 
ing caloric need to mateh caloric 
intake if your body fat rises or falls. 

Heavier or more muscular ~ple 
may also have increased caloric need. 
A gain of 1 pound of muscle in­
creases caloric need by 50·100 calo­
ries pcrtlay .Heavier indtvidualsalso 
require more energy to produce 
movement because of the incrca'icd 
effort involved. 

lltc following fonnula provides a 
rough estimate of caloric need based 
on activity level. An inactive 
individual's daily caloric need can 
be calculated by multiplying his or 
her total body weight (Ill pounds) by 
12. The same can be done for lightly 
active, mooerntcly active, very ac­
tive rtnd intensely acthc people by 
multiplying body weight by 15, 18, 
23 and 27, respectively

the innocent looking white liquid that 
the revenue men called "moonshine." 
II had the kick of a mule and built an 
internal lire without smoke. 

I knew there was going to be ques· 
tious about why I wns on tltis trip. 
They'd have a hard time understand­
ing an)'Mc making a trip like this out 
of curiosity or of anyone having 
mone) enough to do that. I think they 
accepted that better after I told them 
I'd tnkc Utem imo the next town to cat 
:md get some cnndy. Titis happened 
~ooncr than I expected for night was 
coming on nod il was cloudy and we 
would have to tie up. 

'lllCrall was worked ncar the ~horc 
cautiou.;ly. A man stood on each end 
witll a rope waiting to jump ashore. 
Youngl...afcjumpcdtirstandwrnppcd 
the rope around a tree but the mo­
mentum oftheraftjerkcd him oft his 
feet and l()rc the rope from his hands 
as the raft went crnshing down Otrough 
the undergrowth along tlw bank.

Thl~ hottlc wa..; cmptyiug rapidly 
am.J when we rounded a bend, Slim 
walked to the bow and yelled. 
"Wh1sk-cc:· and cupping his hands 
around his mouth, yelled again, 
"Whisk-ce.•· A girl sprang up on a 
porch of a cabin quite a distance 
ahead of us, rnced to tllc river and 
pu~hc<l a canoe out from the bank as 
she jumped in. Keeping ncarthchank, 
:;he came up until she could cross 

over to the raft and hand young Lafc 
two bottles and gel tllc silver he 
handed her. She rowed hack to t11c 
shore and clung to the bushes CIS we 
swept by. She anti Ute boy eyed each 
<>lhcr and be paid more attention to 
looking back than he did to the oars. 

That night was clear wiUt a full 
moo nand we really traveled that river. 
I lay in the middle or the mft with my 
feet to the ftre that was built on a big 
nat stone where we did our cooking. 
The raft swept noisele.\Sly along. I 
looked up at the stars, heard a hound 
harking on a trail and a conch shell 
calling him in after a while. One of 
the men started singing an old, haunt· 
ing mountain ballad that you never 
hcara.nywhcreelsc and then he started 
to yoJel. I asked him where he had 
teamed how and be said he· d always 
known bow. He looked at me as if to 
say, ''that furrinerdon' know much." 
And I admitted to myself as I tell 
asleep, that I didn't know as much as 
I would like to. 

I awoke near dawn shivering. Rafts 
always make beller lime at night and 
neither the mountaineers or I knew 
why, but by daylight we were sweep. 
ing around thebillsofthc brush coun­
try with Old Lafe at Ute bow. Every 
rock, eddy, cliff and tum had a name 
given lhem by the river men and 
probably· known only to them. He 
pointed out two big, black rocks on 
cacb side of tlte stream that he said 
was na.medBuckand Billyaft.crsomc 
fellow's favorite oxen. lie pointed 
out where Boonesboro had once 
stood. 

After this, the trip wao;; monoto· 
nous to me. The water wac; smoother 
and slower with the bank!'> high 
enough in this nat part of the country 
to shut out the bluegrass fields where 
I knew horses were grazing as I neared 
the end of my trip. As we were slip· 
ping into lbe little Kentucky capital, 
past distilleries, brick factories and 
going under the big bridge, Big Lafe 
told a taler llalwaysrcmembcrabout 
an "idjil" tbat wanted tO ride a rdft 
down, the same as I had. ·n1c mft had 
bowed, bucking like a horse, and 
threw him in the river. 'Inc remainder 
of the raft went over him. They 
figgered bim lost but at la...;t saw bim 
climbing the bank below them. They 
asked him .if be wanted to come hack 
on board.

Hog census shows 
maj or sh ift in 
popula tion 

U.S. Dcparunent of Agricullure's 
year-end Hogs and Pigs Reporl 
showed U1e number of hog breeding 
animal~ in the n.'ltion wa.o;; down, whlcb 
should be good news for podc pro­
ducers who have been burdened by 
low prices due to high levels of pro­
duction. 

Perhaps, more importantly, bow­
eYer. the rcpon showed that areas of 
hog production in the natJOn are shift· 
ing, according to Lee Meyer, exten­
sion livestock marketing specialist 
with the UnivcrsityofKentuckyCol­
lege of Agriculture. 

"Wisconsin's population of hogs 
and pigs dropped by 11 percent dur­
ing U1e past year, while North Caro­
lina picked up 30 percent in numbers 
and Tennessee picked np 16 percent," 
he said. 

The shifting population of hogs 
and pigs, Meyer said, is the result of 
a trend towatd induStrialization of 
the swine industry-contraCt integra­
tors and large-scale independent. op· 
crators. 

''Contracting for animal produc­
tion is a long established method 
within the broiler industry A large 
company contracts with a small 
fanner to produce broilers at. a set 
price. Contmct production of pork 
continues to grow and is responsible 
for expansion in states like North 
Carolina. 

In addition. Meyer said, large­
scale, independent producers are 
adopting technologies to allow them 
to compete successfully with !.he in­
tegrated. contractors. 

While tllc rcpon suggested that 
hog breeding numbers were down­
unplyingadrop in pro<.luction of pork 
in the ncar future, Meyer said lhat 
pork producers should be careful 
about over exprutsion. 

"Because prices could move back 
to marginally profitable levels as a 
result of the anticipated lower pro­
duction, li4uidation of herds may 
cease. leaving enough breeding ani­
mals in proouction to thwart a long­
tcnn rise in prices," Meyer said. 

'Ibecconomi~t noted !bat low pro­
duction costs among industrialized 
sectors of the swine indusll) will 
lead to produrtion increases even at 
price levels under $40 per bundred· 
weight. 'l11is will put ongoing pres-

sure on traditional producers who 
may :;trugglc to cover their costs. 

Innovative producers who may 
have only medium si.le operations 
are adopting strategies, such as group 
marketing and usc of improved ge­
netics. to remain competitive. 

Meyer said hog prices arc expected 
to move into the.: upper $30 per hun­
dredweight r,mgc by later this winter 
and into the low $40 per hundred­
weight range by summer.

rettc manufacturers, who increased 
their buying intentions over previous 
years. The incrcao;;ed buying inten­
tions, coupled with lower supplies in 
the burley pool because of a recent 
buyout of 1990-1993 supplies, will 
allow the U.S. Dcparuncnl of Agri­
culture to incrc.'lsc this year's quota." 
according to Will Snell, extension 
agricultural economist with the Uni­
versity of Kentucky College of Agri­
culture. 

The increase crases fear tbrough­
out much of the burley belt during 
1994 that quota would be cut by as 
much as 50 percent in 1995, he sa.id. 

Under federal law, the secretary 
of the U.S. Deparuncnt of Agricul· 
turc is forced lO adjust burley quota 
each year according to a fonnula that 
takes into account hurley purcha~e 
intentions, three-year average of cx­
pon levels and pool stock invento­
ries. he said. 

"While tl1c increase in burley pur­
chase intentions was certainly :m irn­
porumt factor in the quota increase, 
lbe main reason for the increase was 
the elimination of excessive pool in­
ventories through the buyout of stocks 
by cigaH~ttc manufacturers," Snell 
said. 

The relatively stable quota is en­
couraging for burley tobacco grow· 
ers who have been facing a very vola­
tile quota environment throughout 
most of tltis decade, he said. 

''Continued stable quotaS for the 
next scvcrct.l years will hinge on a 
friendly political environment for 
tohacco and adrn.matic improvement 
in U.S. hurley price competitiveness 
to help boost exports," Snell :;aid.

Nutritional folklore puts a lot of 

\ faithinsoup-asanutritiouscomfort 
food for blustery winter days and 
even as a cure for the common cold. 
This wholesome range, however, fits 
some soups better than others. So 
when you make soup, use ingredients 
l.batensure il' s as nutritious as can be. 

To keep soup low in fat, try broth­
based and tomato-based varieties and 
always defat the broth. Many cream 
andcheese-basedsoupscontain more 
tban 50 percent of calories as fat By 
using skim milk (with a little nonfat 
dry milk added for body) or evapo­
rated skim milk insteadofwbolemilk 
or cream. you can greatly reduce the 
fat content of creamy soups whlle 
maintaining the smooth, satisfying 
texture. 

To boost the nutritional content of 
your soup, be sure to include lots of 
vegetables. Root vegetables make 
great soups this time of year: onion 
soup, leek and potato soup, or mush­
room and parsnip soup are just a few 
ideas. Get the most from cruciferous 
vegetables with cabbage and cauli­
flower soup or a delicious broccoli 
soup. 

Add pasta, potatoes, rice, beans or 
lentils to increase the carbohydrate 
and fiber content Split pea soup, 
mushroom and barley soup, or lentil 
and brown rice soup will help add the

SUPER SOUPS 
If you buy canned soup, be sure to 

read the labels carefully. Soups Ja-
beled "bomestyle" or ''chunky" are 
often higher in fat tban other soups. If 
sodium is a concern, look for soup 
with reduced sodium content, since 
many contain as much as 1,200 mil-
ligrams per serving. Remember to 
useskimmilkforreconstitutingcream 
soup, and add leftover vegetables, 
rice or pasta to increase the nutri-
tional value of your canned soup.

Italian White Bean Soup makes a 
satisfying lowfat meal Round it out 
with a tossed green salad and whole 
grain bread or rolls.

Floyd Collin doled in and out of 
.;lccp after hours of)ellmg. praying 
and shh enng, in the hours following 
his acctdcntal entmpmcnt ut Sand 
Cave. ncar MnmmNh Cave. Ken­
Lucky, in early FcbJUary 1925. 

lie wondct~:d ifunyonc had missed 
him and if anyone would begin a 
searcb party. !·loyd had stop[lCd and 
Lalkcd with a ncighhor on hi~ way to 
Sand Cave, so may he he would come 
searching for him. 

Meanwhile Dec Doyle. and Ed­
ward E.•acs had been uneasy about 
Floyd .since tlte prcviou~ evening. 
'Ibey found that no one, including 
floyd's family. had seen him, so they 
decided to hurry to Sand Cave where 
Floyd had been exploring. Jewell 
f:.ste.'>,Edward's 17-)earoldson. went 
wiU1 t11cm. 

They nouccd Floyd's coat hang­
ing on a rook as they neared the cave 
en~.rance. After having no response to 
their yells lbcy lit a llmtcm and en­
tered the ~tve. Bee nnd Edward were 
forced to stop at tltc first squeeze 
(narrow crawlspace) hut Jewell con­
tinued on. 

''Floyd! Floyd!.'' he yelled. "Floyd, 
arc you mere'!" 

Jewell was about to give up when 
he heard a faitll whisper, "Come to 
me. l'm hung up." 

As the lad neared, l·loyd 10111 him 
that he was cold and hungry and 
pleaucd for the boy to go for help. 

'Inc news of Floyd's cntrnpment 
in Sand Cave spread rapidly. By the 
time help arrived a aowd had gath­
ered at the portal. 

A rescue party of six men. inc1ud­
mg F1oyd's brother Marshall entered 
the cave. Fouroft.hcm:lbandonedthe 
effort because they couldn't squeeze 
through the narrow passageways or 
because they became frightened at 
the unsafe condttion of the cave. 
Wben Marshall got within twenty 
feet of Floyd he could hear his brother 
but he couldn't see him. 

Finally he found Floyd surrounded 
by earth <md rock in a narrow cocoon­
like bole. He began digging with a 
crow bar and bare hand~> hut soon 
relented to his better judgment and 
stopped. Five other. reached Floyd 
but no one could ~lve the puzzle of 
bow to extricate him. 

Meanwh1le nnotllcr of his broth­
ers, Homer Colhns, was returning 
from Louisville when a service sta­
tion attendant asked ifl-1oyd bad been 
remm-ed from the cave. llomer had 
not known of the disaster and be 
1mmed1ately drove to the cave, 
grabbed a lantern and entered, After 
reaChing an impasse, Homer retreated 

di~pc'ltcbcd a youthful reporter by the 
name of William Burke Mtllcr to 
look into iL 

Lucidly, Miller "'-as small in tat­
ure which enabled him to get to tllc 
trnpped man. He won Aoyd's confi­
dence and through him Floyd told his 

own story which read a-; follows: 
Sand Cave, Cave pty, Ky .. Feb. 

4. 1925-"I was crawling out of Sand 
Cave, which is one of the most beau­
tiC ul I bave ever seen, when soon af tcr 
ascending a steep waJI, I dislodged a 
huge rock. It caugh1 my left foot. 
That was at 10 o'clock Friday mom· 
in g. 

"The fl.rst nigbtl spent in yelling 
at the top of my votce. I knew my 
chance was slim butl couldn't give 
up without doing something. So 1 JUst 

shouted and shouted. After a long 
time I was unable tocalloutanymorc 
because I became hoarse. I suugglcd 
on though until I finallv lost con­
~iousness. Maybe I siCpt, I don't 
know. but I felt better when I woke 
up. 

"Surely. I thought, no man was 
ever trapped li.ke this. I prayed as 
hard as I could. I begged God to send 
help to me. Finally I hcant a voice 
and it sounded better rhan anyllting I 
ever heard in my life. I called back 
and got an answer and found it was 
Jewell Estes. He couldn't gel to me 
but before long Clyde llc..<;tcr came 
back to me. He told me it was Satur­
day morning. I told Clyde to get word 
to my brothers, Homer and Marshall, 
and to my father. Then be left. 

"My brothers came down Satur­
day afternoon and saw the fix 1' m in. 
They tried to dig meoutbutcouldn't. 
A blanket was brougbt in Saturday 
night to help keep out the cold and I 
felt better. 1 was numb all over but J 
felt wanner after I wns covered. I 
couldn't move and 'va" getting aw­
fully weak." 

Americans began reading about 
Collins, cold and wel. trapped in a 
narrow crawlspace in a dark Ken­
tucky cave. News of his predicament 
spread throughout the country.

If you think of a financial plan as 

your blueprint for t11e future, then it is 
clear U1at accurate, detailed records 
provide the who, what, when and 
where tllat will make your blueprint 
come to life. The following are sug­
gestions to help you "set the record 
straight," which will provide you with 
a solid foundation for budgeting per­
sonal income, making investments, 
or focusing on retirement or estate 
planning. 

Personal records 
Personal records should be a-; in­

dividual as you arc. That is why a 
personal records tile should include 
the following information: 

• Your full legal name 
• Social Security number 
• Legal residence 
• Date and place of birtll 
• Names and addresses of spouse 

and children (or location of dcatll 
certificates if any arc deceased) 

• Location of will or trust 
• Location of birtl1 certificate and 

marriage, divorce and citizenship 
certificates 

• List of employers and dates of 
e~ployment 

• Education and military records 
• Religious affiliation (name of 

house of worship and, if desired, 
names of clergy) 

• Memberships in organizations 
and awards received 

• Names and addresses of rela­
tives, close friends, doctors, lawyers 
or financial advisors 

• Requests, preferences, or prear­
rangements for burial. 

Try to keep all of t11ese personal 
records in one secure place, and make 
sure that a family member or friend 
knows tlle exact location of your 
records file. 

Financial records 
Your fmancial records file should 

contain information about insurance 
policies, bank accounts, deeds, in­
vestments and other valuables to en­
sure that all of your assets can be 
found when the need arises. Double­
check to make sure that you have 
organized all of the following finan­
cial information in one convenient 
place: 

• Sources of income and assets

Renewal of federal tax 
credit program in question 

A federal program that qualified 
Kentucky employers for up to $19 
million in federal tax credits last fis­
cal year for hiring members of desig­
nated groups expired December 31. 

Under the Targeted Job Tax Credit 
(TJTC) program, employers hired 
nearly 8,000 Kentuckians last year 
from groups that traditionally have 
difficulty getting and keeping jobs. 
The program, administered by the 
Kentucky Department for Employ­
ment Services, offers a one-time tax 
credit of up to $2,400 per worker in 
the targeted groups. 

"TJTC has expired before, but this 
time is different," said Department 
for Employment Services Commis­
sionerTreva B. Wright-Donnell. "In 
the past, we've usually expected it to 
bereautllorized in basically the same 
form and made retroactive to the date 
of expiration. This time, it may be 
reauthorized as is or changed signifi­
cantly, or itma y expire permanently." 

The commissioner said many fac­
tors influence the program's future, 
including the new make-up of the 
U.S. Congress, balancing the federal 
budget and proposed tax cuts. 

Employment Services will con­
tinue to accept and process TJTC 
applications for hires on or before 
December 31, 1994. They also will 
accept and file, but not process pa­
perwork, for hires on or after January 
1, 1995. If the program is renewed, 
hires after January 1 will be pro­
cessed if the program is retroactive to 

January 1. 

It is important for employers to 
meet the timeliness requirements 
when applying for TJTC. The em­
ployer must send a request for certi­
fication by mail or FAX to the TJTC 
unit in Frankfort on or before a new 
hire's first day of work. A mail-in 
form also must be submitted with 
appropriate documentation for the 
employer to receive certification. 

"A few minutes of time to com­
plete the necessary forms and the 
cost of a postage stamp are a small 
price to pay for a potential $2,400 tax 
credit. said Wright-Donnell. 

People who may qualify employ­
ers for TJTC are those with disabili­
ties, some economically disadvan­
taged youth age 16 through 22, Aid to 
Families with Dependent Children 
and Supplemental Security Income 
recipients, and economically disad­
vantaged ex-felons and Vietnam-era 
veterans. 

Once the person has been hired, 
the business must retain the worker 
for at least 90 days or 120 hours of 
paid employment to claim credit. In 
the case of a summer youtll worker, 
tlle minimum employment is 14 days 
or20 hours.
