Robert Forsythe. who heads the 
Pikeville post, said Thursday that 
officials "are close" to signing an 
agreement to operate the service and 
that he "expects no problems" with 
geuing the agrcemem approved. 

In February 1993, the fiscal court 
authorized County Attorney Jim 
Hammond to negotiate an agreement 
with the state police to operate the 
service for Floyd and Martin coun­
ties. 

Forsythe said in the January 20 
court meeting that Martin County no 
longer wanted to be included in that 
agreement 

Carlos Cassidy, Martjn County's 
director of Disaster and Emergency 
Services, said Thursday lhat Martin 
County backed out of the agreement 
for economic reasons. 

In the original plan, Cassidy ex­
plained, Floyd, Martin and Plkecoun· 
Lics were to share the expenses for the 
service, which was to be operated by 
the Kentucky St.1te Police. Former 
Pike County Judge-Executive Wayne 
Rutherford decided to withdmw from 
the agreement with the state police. 

When that happened, Cassidy said, 
it wa'\ economically devastating to 
Floyd and Martin counties. After lhat, 
the two counties could not come up 
with "good. workable" cost estimates 
to operate the system. 

Martin County plans to go on line 
with basic 911 5ef\•ice m mid-Febru­
ary. Cassidy said, and will contmue 
to "ark toward having an E-91 I sys­
lcm if the county can afford it. 

Cassidy added that with Floyd 
County'samountofrevcnuecollectcd 
for 911 service-about $750,000-
the county should be able to opcrote 
the system on its own. He added that 
the county could make as much as 
$50,000 a year in interest on the 911 
funds that have already been col­
lected. 

Floyd County's 911 funds arc not 
placed in an interest bearing bank 
account. That money is deposited 
into the county's general fund ac­
count. 

Issues that should be considered 
when making the decision where to 
locate the system are the number of 
jobs which would be created in the 
county and the amount of control 
local off'JCials would have over lhe 
system, Cassidy said. 

"We want to do it ourselves just 
because of creating jobs in our own 
county," Cassidy smd. "Plus, when 
you go with the state police, you give 
upcontrol. You losesomcthingwhen 
the magistrates or the county judge 
docsn 't have their hands on it." 

Cassidy also said that the only 
way some of the smaller counties 
could afford Lo have the sysr;rn op­
erational would be to contmct with

Appalred may 
be hard hit by 
budget cuts

When the U.S. House of Repre­
sentatives passes a fisca11996 boo­
get ouiline, it could have serious con­
sequences in courtrooms for low-in­
come residents in Floyd County. 

The Appropriations Committee 
had planned to hold hearings this 
month in Washington, D.C. 10 con­
siderwhat programs to eliminate from 
Lhe budget. One of those programs 
could be civil legal services, inchJd­
ing the Appalachian Researeh and 
Defense Fund (Appalred). 

In December, 1llinois's U. S. 
House Representative Henry Hyde, 
who heads t.bcHouseJudiciaryCom­
mittec, said he would try to abolish 
lhc Legal Services Corporation. 

If that happens. 37 Eastern Ken­
tucky counties, including Floyd, 
could lose the legal services offered 
by Appalred. afedetal.ly funded legal 
services program. and that means 
approximately 500 clientS served by 
the agency yearly could be without 
legal representation. 

Attorneys in the area charge be­
tween $75-$100 per hour, John 
Rosenberg, director of Appalred, es­
timated. In New York. attorneys 
charge around $500 per hour, he said. 

"(Low-income people who need 
attorneys) would bave to do without. 
They would have to borrow money to 
hire an attorney," Rosenberg said 
..,.-nero might be a few attorneys like 
we have on our panel who woulct 
handle the cases . . You can't expect 
members of the private bar to pick up 
the cases 

"Tune is mooey. If they spent the 
day (on cases) with people who had 
no money, they would have no in-

come. They can't do that," he ex­
plained. 

Rosenberg said that the govern­
ment ''ought to give JX.'Ople the right 
to representation." 

As an example of the help legal 
aid services offer to low-income 
people, he discussed the case of an 
eldc:rlycouplcAppalrcdattomeyshad 
represented in court.

Parents filing for divorce will soon 
be attending a court-ordered Parent 
f:ducation Oinic to belp them re­
solve conflict. especially where their 
children are concerned. 

In about a month the circuit court 
programs in Floyd. Johnson. Maron 
and Lawrence counties will be imple­
menting the clinic to help counteract 
tllenegativecmotionaleffectsdivorce 
can have on children. The clinic will 
also inform parents about legal and 
court procedures relating to di\'orce, 
and give guidance on handling l'On-

ments and visitation. 

"Anyone filing for divorce will be 
required to participate," said Mickey 
McGuire, Floyd County commis­
ioncr of domestic relauonsbips.

Hand, a fedcml appeals judge: '7bou 
shaH not ration justice," and lhe motto 
oftbc Supreme Court: "Equal Justice 
under law." 

''We've already rationec.J justice 
and we would deprive people of rep­
resentation," he said. 

Most of the cases hWldlcd by 
Appalrcd are fnmily law cases. 
RoM:nbcrg estimated that about 40 
pc.rccn1 of its cases involve family 
law and about 35 percent of the work 
is in disability law. 

Appalrcd attorneys also serve cli­
ents in tbe areas of eviction defenses, 
consumer law cases and in coal-re­
lated areas. 

Recently Appalred director 
Rosenberg \\On a case that went to 

lbc Kentucky Supreme Cowt on an 
issue lha1 could have seriously im­
pacted tbc Broad Fonn Deed Consti­
tutional Amendment, which 
Appalred's attorneys bad drafted. 

Even though the scnicc has ex­
panded since its bcgmning in 1970 as 
pan of a two-state program which 
operated out of Charleston, West 
Virginia, Appalrcd has often faced 
fmancial insecurities under the ad­
ministrations of various presidents. 

During the administration of Presi­
dent Richard M. Nixon. who c!\tab­
lished legislation to create U1c Legal 
Services Corporation which distrib­
utes funds from Congress to pro­
grams such ac; Appalrcd, Appalred 
was in peril of being abolished 
through efforts to dcfund the Legal 
Services Corporation by Nixon's di· 
rector of tbe Office of Economic 
Opportunity. Legal action threatened 
by tbe two-state progrnm Mopped the 
defunding attempt. Due to those ac­
tions, the two-state program split nnd 
Appalred in Kentud")' was incorpo­
rated 

In 1981. President Reagan pro­
posed a zero budget for the legal 
services, but strong suppon helped 
tbe {r(>gram ''weather the storm." 
Funding for the Legal Services Cor­
poration was reduced by 25 percent, 
though. 

During the next 12 years, funding 
bas remained the same, though costs 
of defending clients increased. 
Appalred' s auomey staff dwindled 
from 48 Lo 23. 

In 1994, under the administration 
of President Bill Clinton, tbe fman­
cial picture changed. Finally, legal 
services received a major increase in 
funding, its ftrst since its inception. 

Less than a year later, the finan­
cial picture is bleak again.

Searching for the tniddle 
In bis State of tbe Union speech, 

President Clinton may have sounded 
"pretty Republican" to New Jersey 
Gov. Christine Todd Whitman and 
otbers in her pany. 

In fact. he was restating some of 
lhe moderate. "New Democrat" posi­
tions that helped get him elected­
and that might bave spared him some 
painful setbacks if he bad not veered 
off in directions seen by many as a 
replay of the "liberal,'' big govern­
ment past. 

But reality is sobering. And it was 
clearly a chastened Presideot who 
faced a Congress packed with Repub­
licans committed to dismantle what 
his pany put together over decades. 

To say that it's a long way back to 
the heady days of early 1992-wben, 
as be reminded the lawmakers, he was 
tbe revolutionary-is to understate 
his dilemma. Wben editors bad to 
debate whether to give greater news 
prominence to his speech, or to tbe 
latest event<; in O.J.-land. bis admin­
istration is clearly teetering on the 
brink of irrelevance. 

Still. be managcll to articulate a 
Democratic alternative, one tbat dif­
fers in emphasis if not so much in its 
objectives from the sterile Republi­
can litany of "cut taxes. shrink gov­
ernment" 

Unlike his antagonists, be puts pro­
grams in the context of a government 
role in advancing fat mess and in help-

ing families and individuals who make 
an effort in their own behalf. No poli­
tician explains better tban be tbe theo­
retical basis for reform of sociaJ pro­
grams-tlle necessity of a closer baJ­
ance between the public's obligation 
to help and itS right to expect citizens 
to make responsible choices. If his 
critics seem content to abandon the 
poor, Mr. Clinton conveys a public 
interest in helping folks move beyond 
dependency. 

Yes, hejumpedonthetax-<:utband­
wagon. But instead of asking lhat 
those who already have be allowed to 
keep more. he links middle-class cuts 
lO educauon and training opportuni­
ties. 

His call for a minimum wage in­
crease was equivalent to Ronald 
Reagan's routine appeaJ for school 
prayer: Nobody takes it seriously. 

But Mr. Clinton was at his best 
when, in the face of hostile Republi­
cans, he promised to resistlhe repeal 
of a ban or killer guns. And he gave 
his foes a deserved tweek when be 
suggested lhey reject lobbyists' gifts. 
even if they can't bring themselves to 
ban them. 

Most TV viewers will agree that 
Mr Clintot1has his critics beat in the 
personality department. He'll need 
aJI the charm he can conjure up to 
persuade voters be can lead his party 
toward lhe middle witbout becoming

Newt Gingrich and his fellow 

Republicans have been accusc<.l of 
many things- -not the least of which 
is th~ll~ey llou' 1 understand poverty, 
don t g•vc a hoot for t11e poor don't 
like children and need a refresher 
course in compassion. 

Itshouldcomeas no surprise, then, 
tbat Speaker Gingrich and oiher 
House Republicans are detennined 
to make major changes in a federal 
program that awards $4.4 billion a 
year to poor families with disabled 
and retarded children. 

1l1c program, Supplemental Se­
curity Income for children, is meant 
to ease tl1~ financial burden on par­
ents by providing cash grants of up to 
$466 a month to children with dis­
abilities of one kind or another. 

Trouble il'. lbis program, like most 
otbers wilh altruistic aims, ha-. be-­
come a wget of opportunity for un­
scrupulous adults who find ways to 
work the system, using tbeir children 
as pawns. 

In st£·ucs such ac; Alabama, Missis­
sippi. Arkansas and Louisiana, the 
percentage or families qualifying for 
such aid bas been running at twice the 
national average, an indication that 
some parents may be coaching their 
children to act retarded in exchange 
for what critics call "crazy checks" 
and "dummy dollars." 

'l11e Social Security Administra­
tion. which oversees Lbe prognun, 

says there is "liUle evidence'' that 
playing dumb is widespread, but some 
educators are not so sure. 

"It's very prevaJent here in PetTy 
County," says one Alabama princi­
pal. "Some of the children have said 
it t.hcmsel ves, telling me U1cir parents 
tell t11em to act a fool." 

TitecomplaintSareseriouscnough 
that Congress bas ordered Donna 
Shalala, secretary of Health and I Iu­
man Services, to appoint a cornmis­
sion to study the situation and report 
back Lhis summer. 

As often happens when money is 
available, tl1e number of cbildrcn re­
ceiving disability benefits has mush· 
roomed from 296,000 in 1989 to 
847,000 in 1994. Most of these re­
quests for fcdeJal aid arc no doubt 
legitimate, butanecdote~ahoutabuse 
aresocommontbalRepublicansbave 
good reason to seelc tighter controh. 

One possibility is to convert the 

cash payment into vouchers that can 
be used only for specified purposes. 
Another is to disburse money from 
trust funds monitored by probate 
judges. 

Politically, this may be seen as an 
attack on child welfare by cold-

blooded conservatives using a few 
isolated horror stories to discredit an 
entire effort. But it's llle botTor sto­
ries that destroy public faith in gov­
ernment programs. 

Aid to families with dependent 
children might be more popular if il 
weren't for the image of poor, un­
married women watching soap Op­
eras all day, having one child after 
another with no visible means of sup­
port. 

That may be an unfair caricature 
of welfare moms, but it's a caricature 
that docsn' t sit well with people who 
go to work every day. 

The danger of rewarding families 
for having children who do poorly in 
school is that doing poorly will be­
come a reward in itself. Worse yet. it 
gi,·es teachers an excuse to label ev­
ery slow or disruptive child as re­
tarded, ao;signing students to "special 
education" cla~scs that may be not.h· 
ing more than dumping gTOunds for 
t11e difficult. 

So why not take a look at where 
t11e money for disabled children is 
going and why. You don't have to be 
a conscrvati ve to a.~k questions when 
billions of taxpayer doll:m are at 
risk.

Nearly 25,000 children in Kentucky were abused 

and neglected last year. Twenty-nine of them died, 
compared 10 20 tbe previous year. 

In !he vast majority of cases, parents or stepparentS 
were the abusers. 

Life deals some children the miserable fate ofliving 
in households with indifferent or depraved brutes. 

Often, however, abusive and neglectful parents 
acwally Jove tbeir children. 'Ibeir problem is tbat tbey 
can't cope. So tbey lash out. 

Their frustrations ofiCn are fueled by the fear, real or 
imagined, tbat they're not able to provide their little 
ones tbe physical, material or crnotJonal suppon they 
need to grow into happy, healthy and sane adults. 

Those now screaming for an end to government­
funded programs that help troubled chlldren and par­
ents must be awfully careful that their rage against"big 
government'' doesn't end up doing its greatest harm, 
not 10 government. but to people already living on the 
edge. 

Winning Lbe war against child abuse and neglect, 
however, takes more than money. 

Victory also requires us as individuals not to ignore 
tbe screams next door; no1 to look past possible signs 
of abuse, and not to hesitate in reporting reasonable 
suspicions to appropriate agencies. 

It also means finding the strength to encourage 
potential abusers to seek help. Maybe it means actually 
staying with the person while he or she makes the call 
and transporting them to help.

Court orders to protect women 
poorly enforced in some areas 

Emergency protective orders meant to protect 
women from violence ace often poorly enforced in 
some rural areas of Kentucky, according to statistics 
presented to a legislative tac;k force. 

1be group was told that in 26 counues. more than 
half of the protecti\'e orders were never served or were 
improperly recorded. 

Kentucky State Police Capt. Neal Brittain. a task­
farce member, said the effect is tllat officers could not 
quickly determine that they should arrest someone for 
violating a protective order. 

Member~ of !he La.Sk force on domestic violence 
expressed shock Tuesday wben presented with a county­
by-county breakdown. 

In some cases, sheriffs arc not serving protective 
orders 1ssucd by judges who have dct~nnined tbal a 
woman IS in danger. In other cases, tbe orders are being 
served but that information never makes it into the 
~tate wide law-enforcement computer network, known 
as LINK. 

1bc wors1 records were reponed in Knou, Leslie 

and Powell counties where more than 90 percent of the 
orders either were not served or not properly reported 
to the computer network. 

Brittain pointed to Knox County as an example of a 
place wbt:re just one day of training for locaJ officials 
dramatically improved protection for batiCred women. 

Knox County had been among the worst. Eighty­
three percent of protective orders apparently were not 
served in 1993. Then District Judge John Knox Mills 
andBacbourvilli!PoliceCbiefBobCombsarrangedfor 
three state expertS to come to Barbourville to train all 
local personncl-coun clerks, deputies, social work­
ers-who arc responsible for making tbc sy:-.tem work 

The one-day of training was last May, and recent 
.figu..res demonstrate tbe effect. In tbe fll'st five months 
of !he current f1Scal year, which bcga11 July 1. tbe 
failure rdte in Knox County was 18 percent.

An outrage you can fix hold officials 
accountable for protective orders 

In three counties-Knott, Leslie :U\d Powell-the 
failure rate for serving emergency protective orders 
was more than 90 percent. In Knott County, at least, 
this figure :ieems to represent a failure to record the 
orders in tlle state' sLlNK computer system rather than 
a failure to serve the orders. But no matter where the 
system is breaking down, a high fallure rate means that 
women are not getting tbe full protection of the Jaw. 

That's <Ul outrage in a civilucd soctcty. And things 

don't have to be that way, as the experience of Knox 
County shows. 

In 1993, Knox County was one of the worst places 
in the stale at serving protective orders. That year. it bad 
a failure r.ue of 83 percent. 

Then District Judge John Knox Mills and 
Barbourville Police Chief Bob Combs decided to do 
something about the situation. They brought in state 
experts last May for a one-day tra1ning session for all 
the local people invoh·ed in serving and recording 
protective orders. Since then, Knox County'l> failure 
rate has dropped to 18 percent. 

Pick up your phone and call your local sheriff, your 
distnct judges, )Out court clerks, your county judge­
executive, your local mayor and your legislators. and 
tell !.hem you want to see women in your county given 
lhe full proiCction of the law. If they say they don't 
know what to do. tell them to call state Justice Secretary 
Paul Isaacs at (502) 564-7554. His office can help them 
arrange training on serving, recording and enforcing 
protective orders. 

There are law.s on the books that can help protect 
haltered women in Kentucky. Your coumy can do a 
better job of enforcing those laws. And your county 
officials willllo a better job if tbey know you' rc holding 
them accountable. Pick up the phone today and letlhem

Pennington trial 
begins next week 

Court officials are preparing for what is ex­
pected to be one of the biggest murder cases ever 
to be tried in Johnson Circuit Court-the double 
murder trial of 18-ycar-old Scott Pennington.

Babbage discusses jury selection 
"Floyd Countians who wish to 

avoid being chosen for jwy duty 
should bum their drivers' licenses," 
Secretary of State Bob Bahbage said 
recenUy. 

Babbage said hi remarks were to 
get the attention of elig1ble but un­
rcgi tered voters who were unaware 
that the General Assembly in 1990 
had amended laws for jury selection 
to include licensed drivers as well as 
regi!;tered voters. 

''for years people would say they 
declined to register to vote because 
they preferred to avoid jury duty," 
Babbagc said. 

Citizens now have lhe option of 
registering to vote when they renew 
or obtain their <.1ri ver' s license, when 
they do business with public assis­
tance agencies or when they visit 
military recruiting sllltions. 

Babbagenotedthatduring the first 
nine days the new voter registration 
law was operational over 1,000 per­
sons per day registered to vote whlle 
doing business with the circuit clcik 
orpublicassistanccagencies; 17,551 
declined to register. 

.. lf people are avoiding registra­
tion for concern about serving on 
jury,lhey arc remembering things as 
they were, not a~ they arc," Babbage 
said. 

Now juror~ are selected from a list 
of persons over the age of 18 with 
valid driver's licenses issued in the 
county and from a list of registered 
voters. 

Babbage explained that prior to 
1990. jurors were selected from a li.c;t 
of qualified voters. 1be General As· 
sembly added holders of valid li­
censes in lbe 1990 session. 

Babbage, by vinue ofbis office, is 
designated by law as the chief elec­
tion official of Kentucky. One of his 
main trusts as Secretary or State bas 
been to increase public education 
about voter registration and election 
day participation. 

Voterregistration in Kentucky has 
exceeded two million since 1992. 

New voter registration increased 
by 184,301 between the 1991 general 
election and the 1992 general elec­
tion. Several programs were imple­
mented by the Secretary of State, the 
State Board of Elections and Democ­
racy Incorporated of Kentucky to in­
crease citizen awareness of registra­
tion opportunities and voting respon· 
sibilities, 

''Our goal is to register even more 
people to vote in 1995," Babbage 
said. "In the 1990swebavebadrecord 
years for new voter registration. but 
there are still nearly 600,000 Ken· 
tuck.ians wbo are eligible to vote, but 
are unregistered." 

"One of our continuing goals is to 
increase public awareness of 
Kentucky's election laws and of bow 
citizens can become a more vital part 
of the democratic processes," be 
added.

Aoyd Collins had little energy 

after Lwo days of pain and anguish 
from being injured and trapped in 
Sand Cave in 1925. 

lie complained of feeling numb 
and Homer Collins. Floyd's brother, 
noticed that be wasn't looking good 
at all. 

"I'm awful cold, Homer," Floyd 
muttered. "I've gol to w:um up. Get 
me some whiskey. I'm freezing and 
thi~ pain is unbl!arahle:· 

Homer slowly Clawled from lite 
cave to fetch the whiskey for Floyd. 
Along the way he thought nhoullhe 
rc...,ults of his eight hours ofstienuous 
digging. He bad freed Aoyd's upper 
torso but his brother \\"aS no closer to 
being rescued. Homerwasama1-Cdat 
the huge crowd as he crawled out of 
the ~t\e. 

Others Look the opportunity tO 
enter the ca\'e and exhorted Floyd to 
pull his foot free. He couldn't and 
every time he tried, it sent excruciat­
ing pain through hi:- body. 

"Why doesn't someone come 
down here and help me instead ol'just 
staying up t.beir talking," Aoyd said 
alone point. The narrow passageway 
prevented them from being able to be 
of much help however. 

The desperation of those who were 
gathered outside Ule cave hcgan to 
cause tension. 

Royd had told Homer 10 get him 
'good whiskey'-not moonshine, M> 

Homer obtained a prescription for 
whiskey from a local druggist. But 
when he returned to the cave site a 
magisuate confiscated the botUe. 

"You know lik.kcr's against the 
Jaw. Homer,"lhe lawman said. After 
heated wocds between the two, J fomer 
rencntcred the dark cave to his broth­
ers side. He found that nothing htld 
been accomplished since he left and 
hebcg~mdiggingagainin thccrampctl 
quarters. Homer stopped four hours 
latcr~xhausted. 

When word cantc that Floyd was 
not any closer to being rc~cucd, his 
brother Marshall, offered $500 to 
anyone who would go in and rescue 
Floyd. The crowd buzzed but no one 
stepped forward for what seemed like 
minutes. 

FinaUy Clyde Hester stepped for­
wanJ sealing the bargain with a hand· 
shake before entering the dark hole. 
I le returned a short time later, saying, 
"Aoytl's dead.'" 

Marshall began to cry. Homer 
couldn't believe it since he bad talked 
to floyd a short time before. Several 
in the cro\\ d began to pmy as the 
magisuate asked for a volwtteer to 
'double-check' Aoyd's condition. 
Although the magistrate wac; lhe act­
ing coroner, a volunteer wac; ncce ·­
sary because be couldn't negotiate 
the narrow passageway himself be­
cause of his size. 

L.D. Hooper volunteered and us 
he neared Floyd's location he in· 
quired, "Aoyd, are you Uterc'?'' 

Arter a long hesitation, Floyd re­
plied in a weak voice, "I'm hungry. 
Bring me something to cat." 

Before departing I looper a-;ked, 
"Clyde Hester been in here'!" 

"Naw, I ain't seen or heard from 
Clyde." A.\ I looper crawled from the 
cave Jte thought of Hester who min­
utes before had notified the growing 
crowd that Floyd was dead.

Have to admit to being a 
little intimidated by lhc 
thought, considering we'll be 
the only representative from 
community newspapering 
and the only member of the 
group from Eastern Ken­
tucky. 

Those guys in Lexington, 
Louisville and northern 
Kentucky have a lot more 
experience covering crises 
like race riots, homicidal 
maniacs on shooting sprees 
and leaky nerve gas bombs. 

We don't worry about 
things like those because 
we're usually too busy 
moving the furniture upstairs 
every time it rains. . 

When you get right down 
to it, our part of the state is 
probably more crisis prone 
man any other region. 

We've been washed out by 
floods. buried In snow, 
choked by forest fires. and 
beaten down by poveny. 

Plus, we have way too 
many highway casualties per 
capita among our possum 
population. 

You can't really have a 
logical debate about crisis 
reporting until you define just 
what a crisis is. 

That isn't easy because 
everybody has a different 
idea about what is and what 
isn't a crisis situation. 

For instance. we happen to 
think thar misplacing Lhe 
remote control is just about 
the worst thing that can 
happen this side of having to 

instant mashed potatoes. 
See, you may like instant 

mashed potatoes, and you 
may not even mind getting up 
to change channels. 

Boy, are you weird. 
Try getting some help. 

Okay. There are a lot more 
Important things to be 
worried about than losing the 
remote control. 

Like who might have 
broken into your house and 
stolen it. 

Hey, it was right there on 
the coffee table when I went 
lObed. 

Somebody had to steal it, 
I'm telling you. 

It couldn't have just gotten 
up and walked away. 

Just where are the cops 
when you need them?
