The Floyd County Health Depart­
ment bas expanded irs services so 
much in tbe last five years, that it has 
outgrown its building and irs board of 
directors want 10 build a new health 
e<mplex. 

The health complex could also 
bouse organizadoos, including men­
tal health, social services, and dlild 
welfare agencies, wbose services are 
ca:nbiDed with or often overlap tbe 
health department's. 

At its meeting Tuesday nigbl, the 
health board laid the first block in the 
canplex by forming a steering com­
mittee to study the feasibility of the 

project. 
Carol Holbrook. adminisuaur of 

tbe Floyd County Health Department. 
reported to board members that she is 
coocemed about patient confidenti­
ality because many of the offices 
were temporary and not soundproof. 

"These tempOrary walls and shared 
office space make confidential con­
versations impossible, andcootldeo­
tiality Is an absolute must for the 
services which we offer," Holbrook 
wrote in a canpreheosive repot out­
lining problems with the antiquaaed 
building. 

Wben tbe health dep8l1ment was 
builtin 1957,itwasbuiltforastaffof 
seven persons, sbe said. Now, tbc 
health department has 72 employees.

According to court records, 
Bethlehem obtained the injunctive 
relief, but bad to renun to court in 

197l,this time seeking an injunction 
to cease the mining activity ofChlll'Cb 
& Mullins Corporation, who leased 
the property from Johnson. 

•A colDt order fmally prohibited 
mining on the tract ofland; however, 
Lester said Bethlehem continued 
mining through the seam of coal, 
"unbeknownst to the plaintiffs or the 
court." 

For years, the case remained be­
fore the court. awaiung a decision on 
the land title, but not before working 
its way through several circuit judges 
and special judges.

Trainer teaches local pet canines 
lessons in obedience and manners

Got an unruly puppy who chews 
up your shoes or a dog who thinks he 
is the master of the bouse? 

Maybe what your canine needs is 
to be taught some manners. And that's 
exactly what Gary Dotson docs. 

For over a year, the ccnified pro­
fessional dog uniner bas been reach­
ing canines and their owners the P's 
and Q' s of basic obedience training 
through his Best Friend K -9 Training 
Scnice at Middle Creek. 

Dotson can also unin a dog to 
become his master's bodyguard 
through personal protection training. 
"You can have your dog on a leash 
and he wiU protect you, 360 degrees 
around," he said. "lie will bite on 
command and on command only." 

Dotson, who is also a Prestons­
burg fare fighter, can train police dogs 
in tracking and drug detection work. 
He bas assisted in the training of 
Duke, canme-belper with the 
Paintsville police department, and 
Dingo, a bladcGennan Sbepberd with 
the Aoyd County sheriffs depart­
menL 

Dotson's own dog is featured on a 
regional teleVIsion commercial for a 
law fum. During the fibning, Dotson 
was on the set. guiding his pet through 
the saipt using basic commands. ••Jt 
was easy," be said. 

But for many dog owners, han­
dling their dogs is not an easy task.In 

fact. it can be down right frustrating, 
especially when the animal is strong­
willed. 'Ibat' s where Dotson comes 
in. 

During a three-week stay at K-9 
kennels, Dotson teaches the contrary 
pet pooch five basic commands: sit, 
stay, down, heel. and come. Then he 
works with both owner and dog to 
reinforce the training. Free follow­
up lessons are continued at the client's 
home. 

Since a dog natl1ra.lly asswnes he· s 
the leader of the pack, an owner's 
task is lO gently. but fumty, put the 
animal in his place. "Formal obedi­
ence training is just a method of as­
serting your dominance over the dog," 
the trainer said. "You're the leader of 
the pack." 

For owners who just want their 
unruly companion taught some man· 
ners, Dotson offers private lessons. 
"I work an hour at a time with tbe dog 
and owner. I will come to an owner's 
house, or they can come here (to K-9 
kennels)." 

For example, ''One client bad an 
eight-month-old puppy that was a bit 
of a nuisance," he said. "He was 
chev.ing things and digging up the 
carpet I needed to spend time with 
the owners (teaching them ways) to 
get the dog's attention." 

The puppy's destructive habits 
ceased once the owners learned and 
~plied some basic training teCh­
niques. "It is important that owners 
follow-up by working with the dog at 

home," he said. 
1be graduate of the National K-9 

Professional School of Dog Training 
in Columbus, Ohio, said that he al­
ways wanted to work with dogs on a 
pofessionallcvel. While in the army, 
one of his duties was assisting in the 
supe.rvic;ion of service canines. He 
also belonged to a canine tracking, 
protection and obedience club in In­
diana before retumin!! to Floyd 
County in 1993 to set up his own dog 
training service. 

"I wamed. .• to do s<mething l en­
joy and help others with their dogs," 
be explained, adding, "It's amazing 
the number of myths there are about 
dogs." 

For instance, one myth is: "When 
your dog bites you, its turning against 
you. "No," Dotson explained. "He's 
just tellb1g you to stop what you are 
doing. If the dog has really turned 
against you, he will go at you full 
force. He is fighting for his survival." 

Another myth: "You have to beat 
a dog to train him,'' the trainer said. 
"Obedience training is a system of 
praise and reward. Good behavior 
gets reward-> (such as praise. petting 
and food ueats) and bad behavior 
gets correction -and that's not kick­
ing the dog." 

Dotson uses a chain or choke train­
ing collar to correct the dog. "It's not 
intended for you to ch<Jke the dog. 
It's a matter of technique." 

The trainer said thatthemostcan­

before the issue was fmally settled. 
In 1987. Bethlehem appealed the 

judgment to the Cowt of Appeals. 
The Court of Appeals opinion did 

not change the ciituit court's ruling 
as to the question of ownership; bow­
ever, the appeals court did reduce the 
damages, according to Lester, ruling 
that Bethlehem's "trespassing was 
innocent." 

The attorneys for Church & 
Mullins Corporation, and theJ obnson 
heirs. disputed the court's reduction 
of the damages, seeking discretion· 
ary review from the Kentucky Su­
preme Court. 

"After briefmgs and arguments, 
the Kentuclcy Su~ Court. in a 
divided opinion. reinstated the aial 
court's judgment ccmpletely," said 
Lester. 

After that opinion, Bethlehem ftled 
a petition for a rehearing with the 
Kentucky Supreme Court claiming 
their due process rights bad been vio­
lated. 

Bethlehem again sought relief 
from the state Supreme Court, and, 
according tol...ester,lhe United States 
Supreme Court.

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Grand Ole Opry dream comes 
true for Floyd County native

At the age of 41, Dale Vanderpool is 
living a dream that he envisioned when 
be was five years old. 

From the time he saw Lester Flatt 
and Earl Scruggs perform live at Buck 
Lake Ranch in Angola. Indiana, 
Vanderpool, a Floyd County native, has 
wanted to emulate Scruggs' banjo­
picking style. 

'They made such an impression on 
me I can even tell you what they were 
wearing -red jackets, grey bats and 
black bow ties," Vanderpool recalled. "I 
told my dad that 1 wanted to play the 
banjo like Earl Scruggs. Hc•s the best 
that ever was. •• 

These days, Vanderpool is often 
compared to Scruggs. "That's certainly 
a compliment," the soft-spoken banjo 
picker said, smiling in remembrance of 
the day Scrugg•s fast-paced music 
fueled his dream. 

That dream was dimmed during his 

Bluegrass man 

years of becoming a young adult. It 
surfaced again when he was 12, the day 
he got his first banjo, an old Kraftsman 
banjo, which was a gift from his cousin. 

He "messed around" with the banjo 
for about three years, but then, "girls, 
cars. sports and stuff like that got in the 
way." and the banjo was relegated 
backstage -until he saw Sonny Os­
borne perform at a big Bluegrass 
festival in 1972. 

Vanderpool's love affair with the 
banjo was rekindled. "When I saw the 
Osborne Brothers for the first time, I 
was just as amazed to watch Sonny 
play as Earl," be said. 

The Osborne Brothers had played an 
influential role in Vanderpool's life. 

ccsonny's been a big help to me 
career-wise. I respect Sonny as much as 
I do EarL There wasn't anybody show­
ing Earl what to do; be did it all him­
self," Vanderpool told Marty Godbey in 
an interview which appeared in Banjo 
Newsletter in 1993. 

Vanderpool did it all by himself, too. 
By watching 
Osborne per­
form, Vanderpool 
realized he had 
earlier used the 
wrong technique, 
one finger and a 
thumb, to pick 
the banjo. He 
picked up his 
banjo, listened to 
his dad's blue­
grass records and 
practiced. 

He practiced at 
least eight to ten 
hours per day 
during the next 
five or six years, 
and he played his 
dad's records so 
many times that 
be wore white 
grooves in them. 

Former Floyd Countlon Dale Vanderpool, a 
member of the Larry Stepheneon Band, he• 
performed at the Grand Ole Opry end at numer· 
oue bluegrue feetlvele throughout the coun· 
try. After performing In louitvllle and Clay City 
thl• week, he came to Garrett to vl•lt hi• mom 
and dad; Paul and VIvian Vanderpool. He be­
came a Kentucky Colonel In 1991. 

"They just wore out," be told 
Godbey. 

The years of listening and practicing 
paid off. The young musician and his 
dad Paul Vanderpool of Garrett, fanned 
a band, The Floyd County Grass, with 
his brother Kenny and two uncles. 

The band played the theme song, 
"Shucking the Com," for local radio 
personality Nolan Hall on WLSI in 
Pike County. The group also performed 
at Frontier Ranch near Columbus, 
Ohio, and at shows lhroughout Ohio 
and Kentucky. 

Throughout his growth as a country 
music entertainer, he joined various 
bands, including the band of Ed Ferris 
and Mike Gorrell, a group based in 
Columbus, Ohio. Later, in 1989, be 
joined Redwing, a Huntington, West 
Virginia group. 

In 1992, be auditioned for the Larry 
Stephenson Band. Vanderpool blended 
his baritone with the voices of band 
members Shannon Slaughter and 
Matthew Allred to create a three-part 
harmony to back up the voice of lead 
singer Larry Stephenson. With 
Vanderpool on banjo, Slaughter on 
guitar and Allred on base. the band 
produces bluegrass that whispers of 
jazz. 

The band has released seven CD/ 
record projects and records for Webco 
Records. The records are also distrib­
uted by Tower Records. Their latest 
record, "Born to Sing," includes a song, 
"Stokes Run," written by Vanderpool. 

The band's unique sound has taken 
them to bluegrass festivals throughout 
the United States and Canada and to the 
stage of the Grand Ole Opry on Sep­
tember 17, 1993. 

Vanderpool said it was an experience 
he would never forget. 

"That was the ultimate," be said. 
"Nothing could ever top that. Just the 
thought of all the people who bad been 
there and played on the Opry was 
overwhelming." 

They'll be back in Nashville Satur­
day, February 4, to perform at the 
Ernest Tubb Record Shop. This week, 
Vanderpool and his band performed in 
Louisville and Clay City in Kentucky. 

Vanderpool couldn't miss the oppor­
tunity to visit his father, Paul, and his 
mother, Vivian. who describes her son 
as "kind of shy and quiet" 

Vanderpool may be soft spoken. but 
his music is speaking loud and gaining 
him recognition. He bas appeared on 
the cover of the Atlanta Constitution in 
Georgia and the Banjo Newsletter, 
based in Maryland.
