In an effort to quell rumors that
the prison at Wheelwright is to be
upgraded to a medium security facil-
ity, Otter Creek officials say such a
move is definitely not in the works.

According to an official with the
state Corrections Cabinet, prison

owners cannot make such a change
even if they wanted to.

Mike Bradley, with the Correc-
tions Cabinet, said Thursday that
under state law, operators of a private
prisonareonly allowed to house mini-
mum security inmates.

“The General Assembly passed a
law that private prison companies
can only operate minimum security

Grand jury to
review case of

assault

A Floyd County Grand Jury will
hear a case againsta Hunter man who
is charged with 21 offenses after a
Kentucky State Police trooper was
allegedly dragged under the suspect’s
car,

In a preliminary hearing Wednes-
day in Floyd District Court, treoper
Ron Peppi testified against Anthony
Salisbury, 20, of Hunter.

According to Peppi, on January
27 the trooper was enroule to an acci-
dent at Melvin when he came upon
Salisbury's vehicle at Minnie,

Peppi said he observed Salisbury
driving erratically, but he turned on
his blue lights in an effort Lo pass the
vehicle to get to the accident scene at
Melvin,

When Peppi attempted to pass
Salisbury’s vehicle, Salisbury began
driving in the middle of the road and
was almost hit head-on when he at-
tempted to pass a truck on Rt 122,

Just after passing McDowell Ap-
palachian Regional Hospital,
Salisbury lost control of his vehicle
which ran into an unoccupied house,
Peppi testified.

Peppiasked Salisbury to come out
of the vehicle, but Salisbury put the
car into reverse.

“I tried to break the windshield,
butI'couldn’t,” Peppi said. “I got the
door open and (Salisbury) slapped
my hand away as | was trying (o get
it out of gear. I pulled the subject
from the vehicle and we fell to the
ground.”

Peppi said that part of his body
went under the vehicle and he felt
that his hand-held radio prevented
him from going all the way under.
The vehicle continued backward un-
til the rear end went into a ditch,
Peppi said.

Salisbury told the trooper that he
was not drinking, but he smelled of
alcohol and failed several field sobri-
ety lests, the trooper testified. A por-
table breath test showed that Salisbury

on cop

had a.191 blood alcohol content.

Peppitestified that the breath tester
at the Floyd County Jail was not
working and that Salisbury refused o
take a blood test.

Salisbury also gave the trooper an
incorrect Social Security number
twice, Peppi said.

Public defender Kristi Gray com-
mented to the trooper that Salisbury
did not have control of the vehicle
when it was in reverse because
Salisbury and the trooper had fallen
to the ground.

Peppi replied, “he put the vehicle
in reverse.”

Gray also asked trooper Peppi if
he felt his actions were necessary
given the circumstances.

“Ifeltif he got back on theroad, he
would kill somebody,” Peppi said. 1
took the actions necessary so that no
one else would get hurt.”

Judge James Allen ruled that the
prosecution established probable
cause and waived the case to the
grand jury.

Judge Allen also refused to con-
sider reducing Salisbury's $20,000
cash bond, saying, “this is a very
serious matterand I’m notinclined to
reduce bond at this time.”

Salisbury is charged with first de-
gree wanton endangerment, endan-
gering a police officer; driving under
the influence; failure to wear a seat
belt; disorderly conduct; disregard-
ing a traffic control device; posses-
sion of alcohol by a minor; improper
passing; reckless driving; resisting
arrest; attempt to elude; two counts
of third degree criminal mischief;
criminal littering; speeding, 26 miles
over the speed limit; cutting in traffic
from side to side; (too many) passen-
gers in the front seat; driving on the
wrong side of the road; following too
close; failure to produce an insurance
card; and making an unsworn falsifi-
cation to a police officer.

Peppi was not seriously injured in
the incident, nor were the passengers
in Salisbury’s vehicle.

prisons,” Bradley said.

Mike Cooper, deputy director at
the Otter Creek Correctional Facil-
ity, said Monday that there are no
plans to turn the facility into a me-
dium security prison.

In response to recent discussions
at a Wheelwright City Commission
meeting and letters to editor in the
Times from Otter Creek inmates,

Cooper explained the classification
of inmates housed at the prison.

With the installation of a barrier
fence around the prison, the facility
became eligible to house restricted
minimum security inmates. Restricted
inmates require a higher level of su-
pervision, Cooper said, for security
reasons.

Inmates classified as restricted

minimum are inmates who have more
than four years and less than five
remaining on their sentences or be-
fore they become eligible for parole.
The restricted inmates are not al-
lowed to work on community service
projects in the area.

As for the prison being turned into
a medium security facility, Cooper
added that he “didn’t see it happen-

ing.

Security upgrades at the Otuer
Creek facility are in place, but were
done so only to enhance security at
the facility, Cooper said

“We like a prison to be secure as
possible, but still maintain the mini-
mum security environment,” Cooper

New loan will pay off old loan so new

Operations won't be back to nor-
mal for a while, but Floyd County
Sheriff Paul Hunt Thompson has se-
cured a loan so that he can obtain
another loan to get his office back on
track.

A $115,000 check from the First
Commonwealth Bank was deposited
Thursday in the sheriff’s account so
thata $115,000 loan from the state’s
Finar.ce Cabinet can be repaid. Now,
Sheriff Thompson can secure another
loan from the Finance Cabinet 10
finance his office operations until
property tax revenues are collected.

The sheriff’s department has been

practically a one-man show for the
past two weeks becanse Thompson
had to lay off office personnel and all
of his deputies because property tax
bills are late being mailed.
Remaining employees include a
jobs-program worker and three court
bailiffs. Office manager Chuck Hall
relinquished his office job to remain
as a bailiff, But when Hall is not
needed in court, he is in the office
answering phones or doing routine

paperwork.

Dispatching services from the
sheriff’s department have continued
with the help of volunteers.

Although the loan through First
Commonwealth paves the way 1o
borrow extra money, the sheriff’s
departmentisn’trolling in the dough.

Thompson said Thursday that he
hopes to be able 10 hire back two
employees by February 15 and three

more by March 1.

“It's going to take time to go
through the process and getting back
in the system in Frankfort,” Thomp-
son said.

Floyd Fiscal Court met Wednes-
day in special session to acknowl-
edge Thompson's loan and that the
sheriff"s department will be respon-
sible for repaying the debt.

Property tax collections have been
delayed because of a state mandated
reassessment of property in the
county. The reassessment is part of
Kentucky's Education Reform Act
in order to assure that property is
assessed at the proper value.

Property tax bills are expected to
be mailed sometime in March.,

Harsh Winter weather brings
special hazards for the elderly

Almost by definition, home is
where you feel safe and warm. That's
not the case for many elderly people,
especially during very harsh winter
weather, said Peggy Wallace, com-
missioner of Kentucky's Department
for Social Services.

Cold, icy weather can bring about
heart attacks, frostbite, asthma, bro-
ken bones and hypothermia for people
of any age, but can be especially
deadly for the elderly, Wallace said.

Many elderly Kentuckians live
alone and may be unable to seek help
if they fall or become ill. While shut
in, they risk running out of such ne-
cessities as food, medications orheat-
ing fuel.

“Elderly people may evenbecome
disoriented when very cold,” said
Carol Rawlings, R .N., nurse consult-
ant with DSS. “They may be too
confused to recognize a serious prob-
lem and to seek help.” Outdoors, they
may even become lost or lock them-
selves out of the house, she added.

It's especially important for the
elderly to stay warm because they're
so susceptible to hypothermia,
Rawlings said.

Hypothermia is a drop in body
temperature that can result in death if
not promptly recognized and treated.
It can be triggered in some by even
mildly cool temperatures of 60-65
degrees Fahrenheit according to
health officials.

Rawlings said many elderly have
less of a cushion against getting into
trouble with the cold because they
already have alowered ability toadapt
to changes in temperature. She also
said many medications interfere with
the way heat and cold are perceived.

“For example, many who take
blood pressure medications never feel
warm,” Rawlings said. “Their ex-
tremities—hands and feet—are al-
ways uncomfortably cold."”

Rawlings recommends staying
warm indoors and outdoors by dress-
ing in “lots of layers,” not one beavy
layer, so clothing can easily be re-
moved or added as needed, She also
recommends always wearing a hat
outdoors because so much body heat
is lost through the head.

Mary Bradley, family protection
specialist in DSS, says that elderly
people who heat with fireplaces, wood
stoves or space heaters need to take
special precautions to prevent fires.

House fires can be caused by dirty
chimneys, storing flammable fluids
or stacks of papers near a heat source,
or improper use of space heaters.

Cooking appliances used as a heat
source can overheat and start a fire,
Any type of open flames used for
heat, such as gas stove-lop burners,

can easily catch clothing on fire.

Bradley advises the elderly to not
only take precautions to avoid [ire,
but to prepare an exil plan in the event
there is a fire.

Rawlings asks anyone with eld-
erly family members or neighbors 10
check on them frequently during cold
weather, either in person or by phone.

She urges checking immediately
if there’s any sign of trouble, such as
mail not being picked up, no lights or
lights left on all night. Call a local
service agency or law enforcement
officials for help, if necessary.

“Everyone should become famil-
iar with services available locally,
such as senior centers or community
ministries, before finding themselves,
a neighbor or a family member in a
weather-related crisis,” said Brad-
ley.

Call the local Department of So-
cial Services office for information
and referrals.

Secretary of Labor Robert B, Reich
Tuesday announced his intention to
appoint an advisory committee to
make recommendations for the elimi-
nation of black lung and silicosis
among coal miners.

“In the 25 years that the federal
government has regulated dust levels
in coal mines, coal miners’ dust ex-
posure and the devastating toll of
lung disease have declined sharply,”
Reich said. “However, despite the
knowledge and technology now avail-
able to control this hazard, too many
miners still run a risk of developing
occupational lung disease. The time
is right for industry, labor and gov-
emment Lo join in a combined effort
1o bring this disease to an end.”

Reich said he will select seven
individuals for the committee: one
representing labor, one representing
industry, and five persons—includ-
ing the chairman—with no economic
interest in the mining industry. Once
appointed, the advisory committee is
expected to convene early this year
and deliver ils recommendations
within 180 days.

“The committee will provide a
collective expertise to address the
complex issues involved in ending
occupational lung disease among coal
miners,” Reich said.

Since the Federal Coal Mine
Health and Safety Act of 1969 set
limits for respirable dust in coal mines,
average dust levels in underground
coal mines have declined from 8.0
milligrams per cubic meter to the
current standard of 2.0 milligrams
per cubic meter.

However, recentmedical evidence
indicates that miners continue to de-
velop the debilitating effects of black
lung and silicosis. Black lung is a
commonly used term for lung disease
resulting from excessive exposure (o
respirable coal mine dust while

silicosis results specifically from
quartz dust (respirable crystalling
silica). In severe cases, both black
lung and silicosis can be disabling.

“We will be asking the advisory
committee to address the full range
of respirable dust issves,” said Davitt
McAleer, assistant secretary of labor
for mine safety and health, “That
includes the available means to con-
trol the dust, improved dust monitor-
ing, the exposure limils necessary 0
prevent disease, the role of the miner
in dust monitoring and the adequacy
of the programs under which mine
operators take samples to determine
the dust levels to which miners are
exposed.”

Under existing Mine Safety and
Health Administration (MSHA)
rules, mine operators are required to
control the amount of dust in the
mine atmosphere, o obtain MSHA
approval of those measures, and o
monitor through sampling the amount
of hazardous coal mine dust in areas
where miners work or travel. If
samples by either the mine operator
or MSHA show noncompliance with
the dust standard. MSHA issues a
citation and requires the mine opera-
tor to correct the problem.

__ Labor secretary aims to end black lung

The 1969 law also established a
black lung disability benefits pro-
gram to compensate coal miners and
the dependents of miners who have
been disabled by occupational dust
exposure. In the 25 years since the
program was established, federal
black lung benefit payments have
totaled more than $30 billion,

Currently, the annual cost to the
federal government of black lung dis-
ability benefits exceeds $1.3 billion,
with 75,000 former miners receiving
benefits,

The U.S. coal mining industry to-
day employs roughly 140,000 min-
ers, of whom more than 50,000 work
underground. In recent years, U.S.
coal production has reached record
levels, with the value of coal mined
totaling nearly $19 billion in 1993.
Coal provides over half of U.S. elec-
tric power nationwide.

After listening to most of the
debates over cost effectiveness
and operational efficiency, we're
convinced that the best place to
headquarter Floyd County's 911
system is...Floyd County.

We've nothing against the
Kentucky State Police, mind
you, but we're notcertain they're
all that enthused about manag-
ing the program, anyway.

[t may turn out in the end to be
more- expensive to locate the
911 base in Floyd County, but
we suspect the benefits will out-
weigh those costs.

The jobs associated with man-
ning the system will most cer-
tainly go to Floyd Countians
and Floyd Countians will have a
say in how the system 1S run.

It's a curiosity, in fact, as to
why we're having this debate
over location at all.

Floyd County is the natural
location for an emergency ser-
vice that is to service Floyd
Countians and whichis financed
by Floyd Countians.

The final call on siting the 911
system apparently will be made
by a panel of individuals ap-
pointed recently by Judge-Ex-
ecutive John M. Stumbo.

Without casting aspersions on

the character or commitment of
any of the members, we're a bit
bewildered by their selections
to the advisory board.

We don't doubt that each of
the advisors, which include a
principal, a school board mem-
ber, a librarian and a relative of
the county judge, has a keen
interest in doing what's best for
Floyd County, but the planning
and implementation of an emer-
gency service like 911 ought to
be carried out by those who will
be called on to make it work.

A decision as important as
where and who will operate the
system should be made by the
guys and gals in the trenches...
the police officers, deputies,
firefighters, emergency medi-
cal technicians and ambulance
drivers.

They'll be the ones to answer
the calls, regardless of where
the dispatchers are centered.

Wecan'timagine howany911
program can be discussed or
implemented without input from
the corps of volunteers and paid
staffers who answer the calls for
help.

After all, the system can only
be as good as the folks who
make it happen.

And, we've got the best right
here at home.

In his novel, Alan Paton begins
with the painful words, “Perhaps 1
could have saved him, with only 2
word, or two words, out of my mouth.

UK economic study points to
problems in Kentucky tax system

A shrinking tax base spells prob-
lems for Kentucky's tax system, but
tax rate increases can be avoided in
tax reform efforts, according to the
University of Kentucky's Center for
Business and Econemic Research
1995 Kentucky Annual Fconomic
Report.

Kentucky's tax system is the sub-
ject of the report’s lead article, writ-
ten by William H. Hoyt, associate
professor of economics at [JK.

The article says the state’s tax
base is shrinking because of eco-
nomic and demographic changes, re-
ducing the tax base for the sales tax—
Kentucky's second Fargest, and maost
stable, source of revenue.

The shrinking tax base for sales
tax means a decrease of stale rev-
enues and anincrease in instability in
revenue, particularly coal and corpo-
rate income 1axes. “Because of the
mstability of these taxes, we don't
wanl lorely on themas astable source
of revenue,”™ Floyt said,

[nstead of major increases in sales
orindividual income tax rates tomeet
the revenne needs, Hoyt recommends
these tax reformes:

—Tax public pensions 10 elimi-
nate the ineguitable reatment of pri-
vate and public pensioners, while
broadening the tax base and enabling
Kentucky to have lower tax rates for
all axpayers.

—Broadenthe baseof Kentucky's
sales tax so that more services are
subject to the sales and use tax.

The sales tax base has decreased
dramatically in the past 20 years;
because, the report states, people are
spending smaller percentages of their
income fortangible goods and greater
percentages for services.

In the report, Hoyt concludes that

an expansion of the tax base would
mean a tax rate of approximately 4

percent would generate the same
amount of revense as the current rate
of 6 percent on the existing base.

—To eliminate or reduce prob-
lems with the service tax, all services
provided 1o business would be
untaxed, with only services to con-
sumers facing taxation. Hoyt said
that would cnsure Kentucky busi-
nesses remain competitive, while still
raising significant revenue.

—Tax mail-order purchases (o
broaden and stabilize the sales rax
base.

Current federal interstate com-
merce laws would have tobe changed
to make such a tax collectabie, buta
tax on mail-order purchases could
produce significant revenoe for the
state,

[nresearching Kentucky s tax sys-
tem, Howvt said he looked at its de-
sign. including whether it is equi-
table and efficient. Hoyt studied
whether Kentuckians in similar situ-
ations pay similar axes and how taxes
are affecting people’s behavior, such
as saving and work effort.

The scope of s siudy did not
include the question of whether Ken-
tuckians are taxed 0o much or 0o
tintle.

The article is one of eight, most
written by UK cconomists, address-
ing suchissues as environmental pro-
tection, health care reform, the rise
and fall of the coal industry, and
regional trends in economic growth
i Kentucky.

Fertilizers used for de-icing can
pollute drinking water supplies

Winter has arrived and with it the
sort of weather that includes snow
and ice.

During extremely cold weather,
especially when there is ice on the
ground, many people resort © un-
usual solutions to clear sidewalks,
parking lots, and roads. Unfortu-
nately, one of those solutions is to use
fertilizer as a de-icer.

Asthe ice melts and runs off paved
areas, the water, now loaded with
fertilizers containing mitrates, winds
up in storm sewer systems and
streams. That water then continues
downstream (o the water intakes for
drinking water sysiems.

Drinking water systems do not
routinely treat water for nitrates.
When it is detected, nitrates must
receive extra treatment, which is gen-
erally more difficuit for small sys-
tems than for large systems that have
their own labs and can monitor levels
constantly.

The amount of water in rivers and
streams can help to dilute the nitrate
that runs off from melted snow and
ice, and the additional water from the

It's not exactly like the time ma-
chine H.G. Wells dreamed up, but if
all goes as planned, visitors to the
Mountain HomePlace at Paintsville
Lake, scheduled to open this spring,
justmight find themselves transported
back in time by about 150 years.

“When they step out into the vil-
lage, we want visitors to feel as if
they're back in the 1850s,” said Jim
Williams, executive director of the
Paintsville Tourism Commission.

Lowest
paid state
workers
togethike

Govemnor Brereton C. Jones has
announced that he is raising the sala-
ries of all permanent state employees
who currently fall below the federal
poverty level guidelines for a family
of two.

Currently, the lowestannual start-
ing salary in state government is
$8,860. Federal poverty level guide-
lines'set the poverty level fora family
of two at $9,840. Under the Jones
plan, the lowest annual salary for
permanent employees in state gov-
emnment would be $10,788. Salaries
of seasonal or part-time employees
will not necessarily be affected by
this plan.

“I find it intolerable that some
state workers who help Kentuckians
apply for food stamps are themselves
eligible for food stamps because they
fall below the poverty level,"” said
governor Jones. *This same situation
exists in several areas of stale gov-
ernment, and it must be corrected.”

More than 4,700 state workers will
get pay increases under the plan, in-
cluding more than 1,000 in the Trans-
portation Cabinet and 1,300 in Hu-
man Resources. The increases will
come through raising the minimum
rates on the salary schedule for state
employees who fall in grades 4
through 9, and by raising those per-
manentemployees currently in grade
3 up to grade 4 status.

The salary upgrading will cost
nearly 33.8 million, and will come
from existing Cabinet funds.

“This is an issue of fairness,” said
Jones. “Because we have downsized
government, we are asking our em-
ployees to do more. The least we can
do is to ensure that their salaries are
above the federal poverty level.”

The change will become effective
February 16.

*“The power lines will be gone, and
there'll be asix-feet high, landscaped
mound constructed near the road so
that people can’t see outside.

The Mountain HomePlace will
portray for visitors a living history of
farm life in Johnson County during
the mid 1800s. Guests can see, among
other things, the old McKenzie farm-
stead, a double-crib bam, the old
Fishtrap church, the McKenzie one-
room school, a horse-powered grist
mill and a blacksmith shop,
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“All these are original buildings
from Lhat period, not copies,” Will-
iams said. “They've been disas-
sembled from sites throughout East-
em Kentucky, transported here and
put together again, exactly like they
were. The only new structure on the
site will be the visitor center.”

However, even the visitor center
will have the look of the period as the
entrance has been designed to re-
semble the front of the Old Wiley
Rice home on Asa's Creek. This
building will feature a gift shop, a
room of local and regional artifacts

yet known

State medical officials are con-
ducting a forensic examination to
identify the charred remains of amale
body found last'week near the
Magoffin-Morgan County line.

Trooper Ralph Lockard public
affairs officer for KSP Post Eight in
Morehead said police, following a
two-day search, found the bumed
remains in a garbage dump, situated
in a wooded area at the head of Big
Spring Branch the morning of Fri-
day, January 27.

Bone fragments were discovered
and sent to the state medical
examiner's office in Frankfort for
forensic testing. Tests confirmed that
the bones found were from a human,
said Lockard.

Lockard said Kentucky State Po-
lice Detective Lee Weddington, of
the KSP Post Nine in Pikeville, is
investigating the case’s possible con-
nection with Johnny Simpkins, a
Magoffin County man who has been
missing since September.

Simpkins was reported to be last
seen on the evening of September 24
with a long-time friend at his mobile
home, located about one mile west of
Salyersville near the junction of
Routes 460 and 30.

Law enforcement officials are
hopeful that forensic tests will con-
firm the identity of the victim,

“Ihave already picked up the den-
tal records of Johnny Simpkins and
sent them to the state medical
examiner'soffice,” Weddington said
Tuesday, January 31. “We have no
way of knowing yetif the remains are
of Simpkins."

There have been no further up-
dates in the investigation.

A subpoena issued December 27
and served on the cabinet’s internal
auditor sought records including an
“audit file" relating to the cabinel's
certification of AnPatasa “disadvan-

taged business enterprise,” the news-
paper reported.

Deskins expanded the product line
and applied for state certificationasa
disadvantaged business to supply
guardrails and landscaping for state
projects. By June 1993, she received
that certification, records show .

Deskins bought the company with
a check signed by her father in Janu-
ary 1993, records show. The Pattons
were paid $150,000; the sales agree-
ment indicates that was for AnPat's
equipment, inventory, accounts, cash
on hand and name. Patton said his

family made no profit on the deal.

Paul Patton said Friday. February
3, that he had been unaware of any
federal investigation of the business.

Flood project on track

Martin County officials met with state officials Mon-
day to discuss the proposed $70 million flood project for
the Tug Valley area, a project that will affect an estimated
700 homes.

The project would be conducted on a voluntary basis.
Residents who live in the affected areas would have three
options: to allow the government to purchase their prop-
erty at a fair market value, to allow their structures to be
elevated out of the flood plain, or to refuse to participate
in the project at all.

The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers is currently con-
ducting a survey of the area which will be ready by mid-
March.

Tuesday, Inez city Policemnan Mitchell Williamson

and Chief Deputy Pete Fitzpatrick were both notified by
U.S. Congressman Harold Rogers that the City of Inez
and the Martin County Sheriff’ s office qualify for federal
grant money for additional law enforcement.

The grants, $38,250 for Inez and $58,662 for the
County sheriff's department, were funded through the
U.S. Department of Justice’s Community Policing Pro-
gram, which was designed to help provide law enforce-
ment for areas with fewer than 50,000 people.

The grant money can be used to pay 75 percent of
additional police officers’ salaries and training costs for
three years. With the grant money, the city may hire one
additional officer and the sheriff may hire an additional
deputy.

The county currently pays the salary of two full-time

The project will make two “cut-through” channels,
ranging from 50 feet to 220 feet deep, will be more than
a half-mile apart and serve as overflow channels for the
Licking River during high water.

Land acquisition is expected to begin in March. Con-
struction is expected to start in March 1996 and be
completed by April 1998.

For the best years of your

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Ret. Colonel remembered

He was a former editor of a Floyd
County newspaper, a writer and a
historian, but Retired Colonel James
Darwin Stephens will be bestremem-
bered for his achievements as a ca-
reer army officer.

The Prestonsburg native died
Tuesday, January 31, at his home in
Georgetown, leaving behind a list of
military achievements and medals
that earned him the rank of Colonel.

After retiring from the military in
1976, the Colonel wrote a history
about his alma mater titled Reflec-
tions: A Portrait-Biography of the
Kentucky Military Institute
(1845-1971), Vol. 1. He was also a
member of several veterans organi-
zations, as well as the Kentucky and
Filson Club Historical societies.

James, a high achiever who ac-
complished much in his 78 years,
came from a long line of achievers.
His father, Henry Clay Stephens, was
born in a log cabin on Caney Fork of
Middle Creek, where his Virginian
ancestors settled. He would become
a prominent Floyd County politican
in the 1940s through 60s. His mother,
Julia Beatrice (Conley) Stephens, was
born at Bonanza on Abbott Creek.
Her maternal grandmother, Agnes
Poe Hackworth, was a relative of
U.S. Supreme Court Justice John
Marshall.

Henry and Juliametin 1909 at the
Kentucky Normal School at Louisa
where they were training to become
teachers. One of their classmates was
Frederick Moore Vinson, future Chief
Justice of the Supreme Court.

The couple married in 1912 and
taught in a one-room log school on
Spurlock Fork on Middle Creek. Af-
ter three years of teaching, Henry
was elected to the office of circuit
court clerk for two terms. He then
served as deputy clerk for two terms
under Oliver Hanson Stumbo. A later
bid for county judge was unsuccess-
ful.

In 1939, Henry was elected Cir-
cuit Judge of the 31st Kentucky Judi-
cial District, comprised of Floyd and
Knott counties. He served as judge
throughout the World War 1 years,

Earlier, Julia left her teaching po-
sition at Spurlock to teach at Pres-

tonsburg where she taught until bher
sons entered military school in 1927,

In 1948, Henry and Julia, who
lived in Prestonsburg, divorced after
36 years of marriage. Julia moved to
Georgetown and taught elementary
school in Owen County. At age 65,
she received her bachelor’s degree
from Georgetown College. She taught
in schools in Indiana until her retire-
ment at age 78. She died in 1978 at
the age of 87 and is buried at the
Conley family cemetery at Bonanza.

A few years after Henry and Julia
divorced, he married Katherine
Leake. The couple built a house on
the comner of Graham and Maple in
Prestonsburg. Later, he wasre-elected
as circuit court clerk.

Henry died in 1974 and was bur-
ied at Richmond Cemetery on South
Lake Drive.

James and his older brother Edgar
attended Prestonsburg Elementary
through the sixth grade, then enrolled
at Kentucky Military Institute. Both
graduated from the military school in
1933. James pursued a journalism
degree at the University of Kentucky,
graduating with an A B. degree in
1938. He earned an M. A. degree in
history in 1973. Edgar graduated from
UK with a degree in commerce and
worked as a teller at First National
Bank (now Commonwealth) of Pres-
tonsburg. After being called for ac-
tive service in the army in 1941,
Edgar was honorably discharged due
to physical disability. He worked in
Oak Ridge, Tennessee for the Ten-
nessee-Eastman Company, which
was under contract with the “Top
Secret” Manhattan Project to pro-
duce the United States’ first atomic
bomb. Later, he worked for an auto-
mobile manufacturer in Michigan.
He returned to Floyd County where
he worked as an accountant until his
death in 1983.

After college, James was hired as
editor of the Floyd County Indepen-
dent newspaper until the paper was
sold to the Floyd County Times, Then
he, too, worked as a teller at First
National Bank. As a reserve officer
in the United States Army, James
was ordered into active duty on April
10, 1941. Thus began his military
career.

At least three of James’ ancestors
served in the military. His maternal

great-great-great-grandfather Tho-
mas Connelly served under General
Edward Braddock in the French and
Indian War. Thomas' grandson, Cap-
tain Henry Connelly, was a cavalry
officer under Colonel Billy Wash-
ington and General Nathaniel Greene
during the American Revolution.
James' paternal great-grandfather,
George Washington Stephens, of
Caney Fork, served in the 13th Cav-
alry of the Confederate States Army.

James' illustrious military career
spanned 23 years, one-fourth of which
was spent overseas. He was a veteran
of World War 11, the Korea and Viet-
nam Wars. He served under flags of
three nations: United States, Britain
and France. During World WarIl, he
was a member of the British Civil
Affairs Group that landed on
Normandy beaches on D-Day, June
6, 1944, Later, he was a member of
the 12th Armored Division attached
to the French First Army that saw
action in two major campaigns.

In Germany in 1945, the Colonel’s
division discovered a Nazi concen-
tration camp at Kaufering. There were
12 survivors among 4,000 people who
died. At Unter-Finnegan he was
among the liberators of 1,100 Royal
Army Troops; at Mumau, he set free
the entire officer staff and remnant
defenders of the Polish army, who
had been held prisoner by the Nazis
since October 1939.

For his military exploits, James
received recommendations for 23
awards, decorations and servicemed-
als, including three medals from
France and one from Britain. He was
alsoa founding member of the Ameri-
can Air Force Museum in Britain. He
retired from the U.S. army in 1976
and made his home at Georgetown.
Over the years the Colonel kept in
touch with his hometown by writing
letters to the editor of the Floyd
County Times. He also delivered the
eulogy at his brother Edgar’s funeral
held on December 9, 1983 in Pres-
tonsburg.

After his funeral on February 3,
the Colonel was paid tribute with full
military rites. He was buried in Lex-
ington Cemetery, leaving behind his
widow Glenda Cannon Stephens,
three sons and four grandsons.

Subpoenas served on state trans-
portation officials during the pasttwo
months demanded records related to
AnPat as well as the Rural and Sec-
ondary Road Program, the newspa-
per said.

A subpoena issued December 22
sought records on road projects
funded through the state’s Rural and
Secondary Road Program in the
cabinet's Somerset office, the news-
paper said.

have to offer. We think they will want
to incorporate us into their curricu-
lum."”

Williams also cited a 1993 traffic
survey which indicated that 14,300
cars per day go south and 12,000 cars
per day go north through Paintsville,

“That means that on an average of
3.2 people per car, we have 80,000
people per day passing through this
city,” Williams said. “We developed
this projectinan attempt (o find some-
thing unique 1o get people to want 1o
stop here.”

The 40-acre site was donated by
the Corps of Engineers as the result
of a cooperalive agreement among
the Corps, Paintsville Tourism, the
Paintsville Lake Historical Associa-
tion and the city of Paintsville, through
which funding for the project was
made possible viaa$1.5 million bond.

The University of Kentucky will
also assist in presenting an accurale
portrait of the past by offering
assistance in determining exactly
what crops are to be planted on the
site.

“We want to make sure that the
crops grown are the same varieties as
those grown back then,” said Jerry

Little, Johnson County extension
agent. “Whether it be Indian comn or
oats, we want absolutely everything
to be as authentic as possible.”

Although Williams emphasized
that the Mountain HomePlace has
come together as a result of many
hours spent by the volunteer tourism
commission, as well as “countless
other individuals,” the hiring of
Bronelle Skaggs as the project con-
sultant last November is the reason
the project is so near a reality.

“Bronelle has been able to pro-
cure at least half a dozen original
buildings for us, and it's through his
efforts that we're where we are to-
day," Williams said.

In addition to the permanent dis-
plays, Williams said that plans also
called for utilizing local craftsmen in
the quest for authenticity.

“We'll have people come outand
actually show how folks back then
did things,"” e said. “If we have some-
one make lye soap, then we'll sell
that soap in our shop. Whatever we

do at the village will deal with the

period of time we're attempting o
depict. We won't be selling any rub-
ber tomahawks."”
