Thetwo brothers became involved
in an altercation on July 17, 1994, at
Jackie Ray's home, Jackie Ray alleg-
edly shot Allen Ray when Allen Ray
showed up at the home intoxicated
and the two argued.

Formal sentencing has been set
for April 7.

Salyer
was pronounced dead at the scene by
Floyd County Coroner Roger Nelson.

Otter Creek warden Don Sapienza
said Thursday that Salyer was driv-
ing the tractor back to the prison after
itwasused this past weekend to grade
a road leading to a cemetery.

Three prison employees went (o
Golf Course Hollow to drive the trac-
tor back to the prison, where it was to
be used in building a baseball field,
Sapienza said.

Salyer was reportedly operaling
the tractor in first gear, but witnesses
told Sapienza that the tractor was
“going very fast." Sapienza im-
pounded the tractor, which was sent
to a Paintsville dealership to deter-
mine if it was operating correctly.,

State police say that the Interna-
tional farm tractor was traveling on a
down grade when Salyer apparently
lost control of it. The tractor left the
roadway and Salyer was ejected and
thrown under it approximately 30
feet from the roadway.

The accident is under investiga-
tion by Kentucky State Police trooper
Bobby Day.

Salyer is survived by his parents,
Groverand Mary Salyerand abrother,
Grover Salyer I11.

No new 886 numbers
in Prestonsburg area

It finally happened. The combina-
tion of numbers available for the Pres-
tonsburg 886 exchange has been de-
pleted.

Around theend of February, South
Central Bell began assigning 889
numbers (o its new customers in the
Prestonsburg calling area, Paul Smith,
manager of Corporate and External
Affairs at South Central Bell, said
Thursday. He estimated that South
Central Bell had assigned less than
fifty 889 numbers.

The telephone company opened
the 889 inside swilch last year and
placed it in the nationwide dialing
pattern, Smith said.

One of the reasons the numbers
ran out was the increase in cellular
telephones and pagers, which also
require code numbers, Smith ex-
plained.

The maximum numbers which can
be assigned for a code are 10,000
combinations, although not all com-
binations of the numbers can be used
for telephone service, he explained.

The new 889 code “should serve
Prestonsburg for some time,” Smith
said.

Currently, the company has no
plans to add new number codes (o
other Floyd County exchanges, but
“things could happen within six
months to a year,” and plans could
change, he said.

Attorney says false teeth, watch
in hand during police altercation

An attomey for a Prater Creek
man who is charged with pointing a
knife at a Kentucky State Police of-
ficer said Wednesday during a pre-
liminary hearing that his client was
holding his false teeth and a wrist-
watch in his hand when he was
wrestled to the ground during an al-
tercation last week.

Hallard Hall, 47, is charged with
the attempted murder of trooper Ron
Peppiand Hall's wife, Betty Lou, 44,
and daughter, Kim Baker, 24, are
charged with assaulting officers who
were trying to arrest Hallard Hall.

Officers approached Hallard Hall
at his home last Wednesday to ask
Hall if he knew the whereabouts of
his neighbor, M.C. Robinson, for
whom the officers had an arrest war-
rant for second degree forgery and
possession of forged instrument, Hall
and state police trooper Ron Peppi
and detective Leslie Gannon wound
up in a skirmish after Hall allegedly
pointed a knife at Peppi.

Attorney Keith Bartley, who rep-
resents the three, asked state police
detective Leslie Gannon to explain
what actions led to the attempted
murder charge against Hallard Hall.

Gannon explained that Hall was
whittling on a piece of wood wher
she and Peppi approached him to ask

aboutRobinson. Gannon testified that
Hall was uncooperative and that he
pointed the knife he was whittling
with at Peppi’s chest and ordered the
two off his property.

“He stepped toward trooper Peppi
with the knife open,” Gannon said.
“Hecontinued to hold the knife in his
hand and point it at trooper Peppi.
Trooper Peppi told him to drop the
knife and that he was under arrest,
From there, the fight was on."”

According to Gannon's testimony,
while she and Peppi tried to disarm
and handcuff Hall, Hall's wife and
danghter came out of the residence
and began “fighting tooth and nail"
with the officers.

Gannon said that Betty Lou Hall
threw “fist-sized gravel™ at her and
Peppi and that Baker picked up the
piece of wood Hall was whittling and
hit Gannon in the shoulder with itand
broke her bracelet, which scratched
her wrist.

The family's attorney, Keith
Bartley, asked Gannon if it was true
that Hallard Hall had his false teeth
and a watch in his hands when he was
wrestled to the ground.

Gannon responded that she did
not know.

Gannon said that Peppi sustained
bruises and abrasions on his shins
and that she had injuries to both shoul-
ders, her calf and right hand.

Hom's girlfriend returned home
and the woman fled to another resi-
dence and then called police, Gannon
said.

Stabbing case to be
heard by grand jury

The case of alloyd County woman
accused of stabbing another woman
two weeks ago has been referred to
the grand jury.

Pamela Jean Bates, 29, of Wheel-
wright, is charged with first degree
assault for allegedly stabbing Genia
Diane Hall, 30, on March 8 in the
parking lot at the swimming pool
building at Wheelwright.

Atapreliminary hearing Wednes-
day in Floyd District Court, Ken-
tucky State Police detective Leslie
Gannon testified that Hall was stabbed
seven times after the two women
became involved in an altercation.

Gannon said witnesses told her
that Bates and two other women,
Brenda Stevens and Georgia Tackelt,
had been “cruising” past Hall's resi-

dence and that Bates and Hall had

been “cussing” and making
gestures” toward each other.
When Bates' vehicle at

the pool parking lot, Michelle Couch
came out of her residence carrying a
baseball bat and walked across the
road toward the vehicle, Gannon said.
Hall also crossed the street and re-
portedly said, “Letthis be afair fight.”
Hall allegedly grabbed Bates by
“the hair of the head" and then Hall
saw a knife in Bates' hand, Gannon
said. Hall was stabbed seven times
during the fight, Gannon testified.
The detective said that Bates admit-
ted during an interview in the Floyd
County Jail that she had stabbed Hall,
Floyd District Judge James Allen
ruled that there was probable cause
that a crime had been committed and
referred the case to the grand jury.

Tourism officials told
cleanup is top priority

Area leaders don’t want the Ken-
tucky Tourism Cabinet to build a
Branson or Gatlinburg tourism mecca
in their neighborhoods. What they
wanl, though, is for the state to sup-
portand develop the attractions that’s
already available in Eastern Ken-
cky.

That message was conveyed dur-
ing a meeting Wednesday at the
Wilkinson/Stumbo Convention Cen-
ter, Jenny Wiley State Park by state
tourism officials to gain public input
into the state’s effort 1o develop a
master tourism plan,

Tourism directors from around the
region attended the event and high-
lighted some of the area’s attractions,
including the beauty of the moun-
tains, the people, and the culture.

Suzanne Rasnick, directorof tour-
ism in Pikeville, suggested establish-
ing a bhunting reserve because this
region has the “largest population of
Ruffled Grouse."”

Many projects were mentioned by
area leaders, including the Hatfield-
McCoy Feud, the Battle of Middle
Creek, areplicaof ahistoric village at
Paintsville Lake, and white waterraft-
ing.

The three most important catego-
ries that the state needed to focus on
for development were lakes and wa-
terways, history, and entertainment,
according (o the group.

During discussions about whal
attractions could be established to
bring tourists into Kentucky, David
Loveless, deputy secretary of the tour-
ism cabinet, kept bringing up the
subject of riverboat gambling. The
group inferred that Loveless was dis-
cussing a project on the Ohio River.

“When you say river, we're talk-
ing about the Big Sandy River, not
the Ohio River,"” Prestonsburg Mayor
Jerry Fannin told Loveless, referring
to fishing tournaments planned by
the Prestonsburg Tourism Commis-
sion. “We're talking about putting a
smalldam on the Big Sandy, With the
waler table now, you can’t put a boat
on il."

“hayfever” or allergic rhinitis, ac-
cording to the Asthma and Allergy
Foundation.

What can you do about pollen
season? Dr. Leonor So of the Asthma
and Allergy Center at Pikeville sug-
gests tominimize early moring out-
door activity between S a.m, and 10
a.m, This is when pollen is usually
released. Stay indoors on windy days
when the dust and pollen are being
whipped about. And if you are both-
ered by pollens, youmay want lo plan
your summer vacation to aplace more
pollen free, such as the beach,

cago.”

Major league baseball players re-
main out since they walked out last
August, cancelling the remainder of
the schedule, playoffs and World
Series.

“They feel the
pitchers will need two or three weeks
to getready. They're about that much
behind."” ’

McKinney said because the NFL
and NBA have a salary cap, that itis
only reasonable that major league
baseball have one also.

*“The NFL saw it coming a long
time agoafter theNBA adopted one,”
he said. McKinney said the station
willnotair any pre-season games and
they will be there on April 3 “with
full intentions to carry all Reds
games,"”

Reds’ manager, Davey Johnson,

has come under fire from General
MangerJim Bowdenand CEO Marge
Schott.

The longstanding battle between
property owners and Ashland Oil,
Inc., to clean up the Martha Oil Field
in Johnson and Lawrence counties
has ended up in court.

Twenty-five property ownersfiled
a total of 15 lawsuits Friday, March
17, in Johnson Circuit Court against
Ashland Oil and its subsidiary,
Ashland Exploration, claiming the
companies exposed them (o radium
and other radioactive material.

The lawsuits seek, among other
things, an injunction stopping the

Rocky Clay Hunt was found guilty
of reckless homicide in the 1992
shooting of his girlfriend by a Pike
County jury recently.

Hunt, 28, was accused in the al-
leged accidental shooting death of
Connie Renea Stalker, 23, of Ratliffs
Creek.

Shortly before the jury returned
its verdict, police searched Hunt and
found a butterfly knife.

“I had received word that the de-
fendant may try to hurt himself or
somebody,” said Assistant
Commonwealth’s Attorney Darrel
Mullins, who's prosecuting the case.

Hunt will now be charged with
carrying a concealed and deadly
weapon, a Class A misdemeanor,
punishable by up to one year in jail.

“There was no reason for him to
have that out in the court, none at all
— unless he was going to do some-
thing with it,” Mullins said.

The jury recommended Huntserve
four years in prison on the reckless
homicide charge.

Circuit Judge Charles E. Lowe
said final sentencing will be set pend-
ing a pre-sentencing report. Hunt's
bond was revoked and he was taken
to the Pike County Detention Center.

Mullins said he was pleased with
the verdict and said the jury’s finding
proved that the defendant had to pay

Gov. signs order organizing
juvenile offender program

Governor Brereton C. Jonessigned
an executive order organizing the
violent juvenile offender program'in
Kentucky recently.

Under the executive order, The
Division of Youth Services has been
created in the Justice Cabinet to carry
out the provisions of the Unified Ju-
venile Code and other applicable ju-
venile related statutes. Previously,
those responsibilities were handled
by the Cabinet for Human Resources.

The division of Youth Services
will renovate the Central Kentucky
Treatment CenterinJefferson County
for use as a maximum security facil-
ity for residential supervision and
treatment of violent juvenile offend-
ers. The facility’s capacity will be
expanded from 22 to 50 beds, and
will ease a critical shortage of beds

for violent juvenile offenders.

Also, Govemnor Jones is creating
the Violent Juvenile Offenders Task
Force to assist in the implementation
of the new maximum security facil-
ity, and to advise the govemor on the
progress and issues associated with a
maximum security juvenile facility
and violent juvenile offenders within
the juvenile justice system.

“The number of juveniles com-
mitting violent crimes has increased
dramatically,” according to the Goy-
emor. “We have to act now to show
the young violent offender that in
Kentucky, if you do the crime, you’ll
do the time, However, we also have
to provide a secure and humane envi-
ronment in which these young people
can get proper treaument. We want
them to stop terrorizing society and
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start contributing to society.”

The task force will be co-chaired
by Cabinet for Human Resources
Secretary Masten Childers ITand Jus-
tice Cabinet Secretary Paul Isaacs. In
addition, the task force will consist of
four members each from the Cabinet
for Human Resources and the Justice
Cabinet, a member from the
Governor’s Office for Policy and
Management, and Dr. Reneau
Kennedy of Haryard Medical School,
a noted expert in the field of violent
juvenile offenders.

The reorganization plan was ex-
plained to members of the Subcom-
mittee on Juvenile Crime of the In-
terim Committee on Judiciary by
CHR Secretary Childers and Justice
Secretary Isaacs.

Allegations
end career
of 24-year
employee

Jobn Smiley, amid allegations of
forgery, fraud, and accepting money
and a free Florida fishing trip from
state contractors, was notified by let-
ter Friday, March 17, that he would
be fired effective March 27.

Smiley, 46, assistant director of
the state Division of Abandoned
Lands since 1983, had his 24-year
career with the state’s mine-reclama-
tion program end with his dismissal.

Meanwhile, the Kentucky State
Police continue a criminal investiga-
tion into Smiley’s activities.

And the U.S. Office of Surface
Mining is reviewing its oversight of
Kentucky’s reclamation program.
The state program is funded by Con-
gress through a special federal tax on
coal

Smiley has been on unpaid leave
since February 13 while officials in-
vestigated numerous misconduct al-
legations.

Phillip Shepherd, secretary of the
Natural Resources and Environmen-
tal Protection Cabinet, said Smiley
may request a pre-termination hear-
ing.

“We certainly will look forward
to hearing any explanation he has for
those charges,” Shepherd said. “We
are committed toacompleteand thor-
ough resolution of all allegations.”

Neither Smiley nor his attormey,
Elizabeth Short of Beattyville, could
be reached for comment.

In the letter informing Smiley of
his dismissal, Shepherd accused him
of using a forged statement from a
Hazard doctor in order to collect
$20,157.28 in reimbursements for
using his personal vehicle on state
business.

The excuse from Dr. Jeffrey Prater,
dated August 15, 1992, said Smiley
suffered from a back ailment that
required him to use his own truck.
But Prater said he never wrote or
authorized the letter, and that he ex-
amined Smiley only once — but not
for back pain.

Agency officials told investiga-
tors that “Smiley stated that he was
having trouble getting a doctor (o
sign a letter in order for him to drive
his personal vehicle. He further stated
that his brother-in-law, who was not
adoctor, was going to pretend tobe a
doctor and write his doctor’sexcuse.”

Shepherd said that on February
10, Art Clay, an Abandoned Lands
construction branch manager, asked
to get the original copy of the doctor’s
statement from a file, but the letter
said the request, at Smiley’s behalf,
was refused.

Clay, who had been with the
agency 14 years, submitted hisresig-
nation Wednesday, March 15, saying
he was returning to private indusiry.
He could not be reached for com-
ment.

A $140,000 mistake on this year’s tax assessment bills
will mean Martin County residents will get another tax
bill from Martin County Sheriff Darriel Young.

If you happen to be the owner of a $5,000 bearer bond
issued in 1980 to finance construction of the Dempsey
Housing project, it might not be worth the paper its
printed on.

This latest development surfaced following an inquiry
by Martin County Sheriff Darriel Young about the agen-
cies that werereésponsible for building and managing the
Warfield housing project, which as a Housing and Urban
Development backed project, get about $900 each month
for the 160 apartments (regardless of whether they are
occupied).

Among the many bodies that were created was the
Martin County Housing Development Corporation, cre-
ated by the Martin County Housing Authority to issue
bearer bonds to finance the project’s construction.

But the sheriff’s office has learned there has never
been aMartin County Housing Authority incorporated in
the state and if the Development Corporation was ap-
pointed by the Martin County Housing Agency, it vio-
lated state law.,

If CRICO Development Corporation, the Rockville
Maryland-based company which owns and manages 99
percent of the housing project, decides to cooperate with
a planned refinancing of the $6.5 million loan used to
build the project, the county and HUD might save some
$1.5 million. CRICO, however, has so far refused to
cooperate.

Exotic wildlife show not just for the birds

It was an hour of squeals, giggles
and applause in the auditorium at
Prestonsburg Elementary Wednesday
moming asan enthralled student body
watched the antics of five exotic rain
forest creatures named Magnum,

Kelly, Bamaby, Iggy and Rascal.

It was also an hour of education
about the urgent need for the preser-
vation of dwindling tropical rain for-
ests.

Magnum, a lime green Amazon
parrot, and Kelly, alarge, showy blue
and gold Macaw parrot, kept the stu-
dents entertained. They flew through

the air, talked back to their trainer,
performed tricks and generally de-
lighted the roomful of youngsters,
many of whom had never seen a real
tropical bird.

After these show-stoppers per-
formed, Bamnaby the Cockatoo, a
white parrot with a bright yellow
crest on its head, sat on its perch on

stage during most of the show, its
every movement bringing giggles
from the audience.

The program, which was spon-
sored by the Prestonsburg Elemen-
tary Family Resource Center, is de-
signed 10 teach students about rain
forests and the problems caused by
the destruction of rain forests, in-
cluding the extinction of animals.
Animal trainer Mike Kohlrieser of
Understanding Wildlife, Inc., of
Wapakoneta, Ohio, said he presents
the educational program with one
goal in mind: “To get exotic animals
in front of as many kids as possible so
they can help preserve the rain for-
ests.”

Mike and his wife Marcia began
putting on wildlife programs when
they joined two wildlife preservation
organizations four years ago. “I read
about the rain forest and problems
they were having,” he said in an inter-
view before the show. “I've got a
background in training animals and
decided to put together a show for
schools...We usually do three shows
a day. We did one at Allen Elemen-
tary this morning, and two shows at
Prestonsburg the rest of the day.”

The animals in the show are noton
the endangered species list and they
are not imported, the trainer said.
Rather, the animals were bought from
exotic animal breeders all over the
United States. For instance, Rascal, a
rambunctious year-and a half-old fe-
male Capuchia Monkey, came from
abreeder in Fort Lauderdale, Florida.

During a segment that featured
Rascal, Kohlrieser talked about the
care and training of monkeys while
little brown creature climbed up and
down, over and around her master,
pausing every now and then to kiss
him on the face.

The program also included a
“hands-on” segment that caused the
audience to gasp and squirm in their
seats. As four brave student volun-
teers stood on the stage, Kohlrieser
1aid a 35-pound, 10-foot-long Albino

Burmese Python named Iggy in their
outstretched arms. While the huge
yellow, year-old snake seemed to take
the situation in stride, barely wig-
gling its head, the students stood fro-
zen, awe-stuck, as the trainer calmly
talked aboutdifferent snakes and their
environments. Iggy was such a hit
with the crowd that Kohlrieser of-
fered to let the students touch Iggy
after the show.

And he did just that. Kohlrieser
stood near the auditorium doors with
Iggy wrapped around his shoulders.

As the students filed out, each gave
the good-natured reptile a quick, ten-
tative touch, then hurried out of
the auditorium as fast as they could
£0.
Fifth grade teacher Debbie Kidd
said after the show, “Il was wonder-
ful. We're getting ready to teach a
rain forest unit and the children are
all hyped-up for it now.”

night of the incident Hunt pulled in
front of his father's home in a white
1985 Fiero owned by Stalker.

There was a gun in the passenger
seat, which Hunt attempted to move
to the back seat as Stalker climbed in.

As Hunt moved the gun, he said
Stalker bumped his arm and the gun
allegedly discharged, with the bullet
striking her in the head. Hunt took
Stalker to Pikeville Methodist Hos-
pital where she was pronounced dead.

The defense maintained the gun
thatkilled Stalker had malfunctioned,
causing the accident. Earlier in the
day, Hunt had reportedly been target
shooting and the gun jammed.

A Kentucky State Police forensic
firearm examiner testified during the
trial that he had fired the weapon, it
was working comrectly, and he'd been
able to fire three shots with no jam.
He described the pistol as a cheap
weapon made of cheap materials.

He also testified that the trigger
pull for the semiautomatic pistol re-
quired 10 pounds of pressure 1o pull
back, and the gun had at least four
safety features built into it.

Throughout the trial, which lasted
four days, Howard and Mullins pre-
sented very different pictures of the
accused.

Howard portrayed her client as
being in love with Stalker and plan-

ning on marriage.

Howard said there was no physi-
cal evidence or testimony that sup-
ported a guilty verdict, So they've
got to show you Rocky’s just not a
nice guy. That does not make him
guilty of murder.

During his closing remarks to the
jury, Mullins said the gun didn’t
malfunction, thisdefendant malfunc-
tioned.

“Connie bought him everything until
she was broke. She bought the gun
that killed her.”

Shepherd said the trip was paid for
by Terry Thomnsberry, one of the
owners of Warco Land Development
Co., which was bidding on a recla-
mation project at the time and has
wOon numerous contracts in recent
years.

In another matter, the letter said
Smiley transferred $9,400 of his own
money to open a bank account for
Little T Inspection Services in July
1992. Shepherd's investigators ob-
tained canceled Little T checks show-
ing $2,650 in payments o Smiley,

and numerous others written in
Smiley’s hand.

A number of women who worked
as private inspectors for engineering
firms that designed projects for the
abandoned mine lands program
started by doing AML-funded water-
line surveys for Little T.

Smiley has acknowledged recom-
mending women for the inspection
jobs, even though they had little orno
related experience. Also, he has ac-
knowledged having an intimate rela-
tionship with one inspector, Hester
“Annie” Bryant-Cornett.

Andrea Mayne, a member of the
statewide citizens group Kentuckians
for the Commonwealth, said Smiley
once threatened to destroy a well-
water sample that was vital 1o ap-

proval for her to get city waler.

“He thought he was above any
type of reprisals, no matter what he
did,” said Mayne, KFTC's land-re-
form committee chair. “He was mis-
using the authority.”

Shepherd said the investigation
leads him to believe that Smiley’s
activitiesare notrepresentative of the
way the agency as a whole has been
run, but he said the probe will result
in several policy changes.

Shepherd said employees have
already been cautioned against rec-
ommending people for jobs with state
contractors. He said the agency was
also reviewing plans to do more of
the site inspection in-house.

THE LITIGIOUS SOCIETY

-- Roger T. Martinez filed a $1 million slander suit
in Los Angeles in August against comedian Paul
Rodriguez. According to the lawsuil, Rodriguez, in a
TV comedy routine, falsely said that be failed to marry
his girlfriend (Martinez’s daughter) because Martinez
had attacked him with a gun, that Rodriguez had then
become scared and had inadvertently urinated, and that
Rodriguez was able to escape only because Martinez
slipped on the urine and fell,

-- Convicted murderer Allen Kinsella told an
Ontario judge in November that he intends to sue
officials at the Bath Institution prison. Kinsella, who
was harshly punished after an escape, said that a ladder
carelessly left behind by a construction crew, and not
removed by prison officials, gave him the idea that he
could slip away.

-- Canada Olympic team goalie Corey Hirsch
threatened to file a lawsuit in February against the

)

government of Sweden because it plans 1o issue a
postage stamp depicting Sweden’s dramatic 1994
hockey victory over Canada. The winning goal was
scored against Hirsch, and he is protesting that the
picture of him, allowing Sweden the winning goal, “is
not the way 1 want to be remembered.”

- In January, David Degondea filed a $3 million
lawsuit against the New York Police Department
claiming that officers injured him during an arrest. The
arrest was for killing another officer, a crime for which
Degondea was convicted. Part of the $3 million is for
“loss of earnings,” but police evidence shows that
Degondea's only occupation was as drug dealer.

-- In January, the Headcomn Parachute Club in Kent,
England, won a lawsuit against the estate of a deceased
member for damaging its airplane. The woman was
accidentally killed when she fell into the airplane’s
moving propeller, damaging it. And in August the
federal Board of Veterans® Appeals granted the
application of a wife to receive survivors' benefits
because her husband died of “service-related” injuries.
Actually, the wife had shot the husband to death during
an altercation, but she successfully claimed that
previous military stress had caused him to start the
altercation.

-- Kenneth Abbott filed a lawsuit in December

against state and local police over a traffic incident
in Bowling Green, Ky., charging them with negli-
gence in letting him off with a warning. Abbott was
intoxicated at the time but was released by the
officers. He subsequently caused a traffic accident
and was charged with seven counts of wanton
endangerment. He contends that if officers had
arrested him in the first place, the accident never
would have occurred.

-- Last year, women filed lawsuits in Charleston,
S.C., and Clifton Park, N.Y ., over injuries suffered in
public restroom mishaps. In April, the South
Carolina woman claimed the toilet in Children's
Hospital shattered beneath her, causing her to fall
and injure her back. In December, the New York
woman said the toilet at a McDonald's restaurant
was unsteady, causing her to be “thrown" against a
wall when she sat down, injuring her arm, shoulder
and chest.

-- Joel Ford filed a $45 million lawsuit in Jackson,
Miss., in September against Oxford University Press,
which publishes the principal edition of the Bible, on
the ground that it is based on hearsay and that it
oppresses blacks and gays. (He dropped the lawsuit
