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Suit seeks 911 refunds from court

Three Prestonsburg attorneys 
have filed a class action lawsuit 
seeking refunds of over $800,000 
paid to the Floyd County Ftscal 
Court for a 911 service. 

Attorneys Tim Parker, John 
Coleman and James D. Adams II 
flied the lawsuit against the fiSCal 
court and Judge-Executive Bob 
Meyer Tuesday on behalf of Ronald 
L. Hager, Joseaylen Shepherd, 
Donald Derek Hicks, James D. 
Adams M.D., E. Shag Branham, 

Gordon Tussey Jr., Ben Ferguson, 
Samuel Hale, Edward Ousley, Paul 
Porter and "other similarly situated 
taxpayers of Floyd County." 

Parker said Tuesday that the 
lawsuit will be certified as a class 
action case to include all Floyd 
Countians who have had telephone 
service for the past five years. 

"The money needs to be repaid 
to the taxpayers," Parker said. ''The 
court has had five years (to imple­
ment a 911 service) and the plain­
tiffs feel they are no closer to hav­
ing it now than as of February 16, 
1990, when the tax was first col-

KSPvisits 
city hall to 
view records

Kentucky State Police have 
apparently begun a review of Pre­
stonsburg City Council records, but 
a spokesman for the agency 
declined to comment on the issue 
Tuesday. 

Sgt Warren Meadows, with the 
KSP's special investigation unit in 
Lexington, would neither conftml 
nor deny that his <kpartment bad 
opened a probe into city govern­
ment, but a city official substantiat­
ed the issue Monday evening. 

City attorney Paul Burchett con­
flfDled that KSP detective Herman 
Holbrook bad visited city ball, 
requesting to inspect council min­
utes from 1994 through the present. 
Burchett said the detective did not 
say why he wanted to review the 
council records or what be might 
have been looking for. 

Sgt. Meadows did conflfDl Tues­
day that detective Holbrook was a 
member of the KSP's special in­
vestigations branch in Lexington. 

Commissioner Darrell Patton 
brought up the comment in the 
audit, which reports that $2.5 mil­
lion in "unpaid customer accounts" 
is due the commission. 

"I'm alarmed, it doesn't surprise 
me, but it alarms me," Patton said. 
"How they can send this in the mail 
and say everything is bunky dory 
blows my mind. They come short 
of saying it's missing money. You 
can't lose $2.5 million." 

In response to Patton's com­
ment. audience members said in 
unison, "you can in Floyd County." 

Executive director Mike Vance 
said he would contact the auditor's 
office and ask that a representative 
attend the April meeting to discuss 
the audit findings with the board. 

Patton, who said he was speak­
ing as a taxpayer, told the board, "if 
$2.5 million is missing, they ought 
to be able to fmd it." He added that 
other county taxpayers want the 
report explained. 

In other business Monday, 
Rumpke representative Ron Henke 
reported that 2,248 resiJcnts are 
not paying their garbage bills, 
which amounts to over $200,000. 

Henke admitted that there were 
some errors in the delinquent 
account list, but he said that the 
information bad been taken from 
the county's partially complete 911 
listing. Letters were sent to the 
delinquent customers three weeks 
ago, Henke said, which set a 14-
day time frame to pay the accounts. 

Henke suggested that commis­
sioners and Sheriff Paul Hunt 
Thompson review the delinquent 
customer list to correct inaccura­
cies. 

Henke also reported that Rump­
ke's transfer station should be 
operational within two months, but 
added that it would defmitely be

not to cause hardship, but questions 
need to be answered and we feel the 
court is the appropriate forum to 
answer them." 

Judge Meyer announced last 
week that there is not enough 
money in the county's general fund 
to transfer the $800,000 into a sep­
arate 911 checking account 

At the March 17 fiscal court 
meeting, Meyer suggested that 
magistrates remove 911 monies 
from the county's general fund .and 
place the funds in a separate bank 
account. 

Also at the March 17 meeting, 
County Attorney Jim Hammond 
reported that the fiscal court had 
been illegally collecting an 89-cent 
per month surcharge for the service 
because no ordinance had been 
passed authorizing the special tax. 

The TIIDes reported in February 
1994 that no ordinance authorizing 
the tax could be produced and that a 
review of the fiScal court's records 
and newspaper advertisements 
failed to show an ordinance had 
been adopted. 

The lawsuit cites the lack of an 
ordinance in the claim that the sur-

charge has been illegally collected. 
The suit also claims that the court 
illegally expended those funds for 
purposes other than the implemen­
tation of a 911 service. The attor­
neys are seeking a permanent 
injunction barring the court from 
collecting any future 911 funds. 

Meyer said last week that be has 
not received a satisfactory answer 
from county officials as to why the 
911 funds were not readily avail­
able to put in a separate account. 
Meyer added that through property 
tax collections all 911 funds should 
be in the special account by July

Judge refuses to step down, 
orders clerk to take leave

Floyd Circuit Judge John David 
Caudill denied a request Monday 
that be recuse himself from the 
case of a Floyd District Court 
Clerk accused of holding two state 
policemen at gunpoint, and ordered 
that the clerk take a leave of 
absence from her duties. 

District clerk Linda Sue DeRos­
sett, who is the wife of Circuit 
Court Clerk Frank DeRossett Jr., 
was arraigned Monday before 
Judge Caudill ·on two charges of 
ftrst degree wanton endangerment 

for allegedly pointing a pistol and 
firing three shots during an alterca­
tion with police at her home last 
September. 

DeRossett's attorney, Ned Pil­
lersdorf, flied a motion requesting 
that Caudill remove himself from 
the case because be had expressed 
an opinion on its merits. 

In overruling the motion, Judge 
Caudill said that he had expressed 
an opinion concerning DeRossett's 
employment status as district clerk, 
not on the merits of the case. 

"'Ibe court informed the defen­
dant and her husband that it's the 
court's opinion that it was improp-

er for her to come back to work in 
light of an indictment being 
issued," Judge Caudill said Mon­
day. "I told them that it would be a 
good procedure if she was to take a 
leave of absence." 

Judge Caudill explained that he 
was concerned about the integrity 
of the court because DeRossett 
works with the court system in her 
capacity as district clerk. 

Also mentioned Monday was an 
apparent plea bargain attempt 
between DeRossett and the com­
monwealth attorney's office, which

City is expanding 
recycling project

Prestonsburg's effort to cut waste 
and control garbage disposal costs 
through a recycling program is 
expanding, Mayor Jerry Fannin 
said Monday. 

Fannin said city sanitation crews 
have begun picking up cardboard 
and will soon add newspapers to 
the list of waste that city residents 
may separate for recycling. 

"We're trying to build up tbe pro­
gram as we go," Fannin told coun­
cil, "and we hope someday to have 
a full-time person in charge of the 
program." 

The city began its recycling pro­
ject in early January, limiting pick­
ups to metal cans. Participation has 
been slow in developing, public 
works supervisor Tom Harris said, 
but the city hopes to develop more 

picked up on the same schedule as 
metal products, Harris said. They 
should be bagged separately. Recy­
clable materials are collected in 
Prestonsburg on Wednesdays on 
the north side of town, from the 
college to Price's Gravely Tractor 
Sales and including Cliffside. On 
Thursdays, the pick-ups continue 
on the south side of Prestonsburg 
and in Goble Roberts. 

In conjunction with the recycling 
effort, council set April as spring 
clean-up month, with the details of 
that project to be fmalized in a 
community projects committee 
meeting Thursday. 

The city's beautification took 
another direction Monday, too, 
when council approved a proposal 
to create a "living bridge" on the 
old West Prestonsburg bridge span­
ning the Big Sandy River.

Area missing 911 funds 
an intentional swindle?

The law requires you to list a So­
cial Security number on your tax re­
turn for all dependents over age one. 
Also, for the frrst time, the IRS will 
be delaying returns that have incor­
rect Social Security numbers until 
they are corrected. So you should be 
sure you have a correct Social Secu­
rity number for yourself and any de­
pendents before you file your tax 
return next year. 

Report name change 
If you changed your name this 

year (through marriage, divorce, or 
any other reason) and haven't made 
sure your new name is listed on your 
Social Security card and in Social 
Security' srecords, there may be prob­
lems posting your earnings to Social 
Security's files. (This could reduce 
your future Social Security benefits.) 
Also, the Internal Revenue Service 
may have problems processing your 
tax return. 

To get a replacement card, you 
need an identifying document, such 

as a driver's license. To change the 
name on your card, you need docu­
mentation that shows both your old 
name and your new name. If you 
were born outside the United States, 
generally you also must show proof 
of U.S. citizenship or lawful alien 
status. Your replacement card will 
have the same number as your old 
card. 

Report new address 
If you're receiving Social Secu­

rity benefitS and you've moved this 
year, make sure we have your new 
address. (Sometimes people who have 
their checks sent directly 10 their bank 
forget to tell us about a change in 
their mailing address.) 

You must notify the post office 
and Social Security immediately if 
you change your mailing address. In 
fact, failure to report a change of 
address is the leading cause of checks 
not arriving on time. Your report 
should include your claim number, 
your old address, and the new ad­
dress, including ZIP code. Give the 
name of all family members who 
should receive benefits or infonna­
tion at the new address. 

You should report a new address 
even if you have direct deposit be­
cause important letters from Social 
Security are sent 10 your mailing ad­
dress, even thougll your benefits go 
directly 10 a bank. Your benefits could 
be stopped temporarily if Social Se­
curity cannot locate you because you 
have not reported a change of ad­
dress. 

Report excess earnings 

If you received Social Security 
benefits, worked in 1994, and earned 
above the annual limit, you need 10 
report your earnings to Social Secu­
rity by April17. The 1994limits were 
$8,040 for people under 65 and 
$11, 160 for people 65-69. If you were 
age 70 for the entire year, the earn­
ings limits do not apply to you.

"We've made a committment to 
go ahead and stripe the track and seal 
it," said Dr. Towler.

Dr. Towler had gone to the school 

board and proposed a matching fund 
allowance to be used by the four 
county high schools and a fund that 
elementary schools could draw from 
as well. 

When the proposal was presented 
to the board, it was defeated 3-2. Dr. 
Towler hopes, with some modifica­
tions, he may be able to present the 
proposal once more at the April 11 

board meeting. 
"Prestonsburg is needing band 

equipment and Betsy Layne is want­
ing a new athletic building," said Dr. 
Towler. "We need track equipment 
at Allen Central. They are all needed 
items and urgent for each school. 

"But I wanted permission to go 
ahead with the equipment for Allen 
Central with track season here.

Central now. 

"The boosters club at Allen Cen­
tral has been very active in raising 
funds. We want to be able to match 
them and do everything we can in 
helping get the equipment," said Dr.

THERE'S A CHUNK OF THE 

HILLS IN THAT THERE 
GATOR COUNTRY 

The chicken and dumplings, pickled com and 
familiar Kentucky accents made me feel like I 
was back home in Elliott County. 

But we were far from it-about 900 miles 
from it. 

The palm trees and palmetto bushes reminded 
us of that. 

For homesick eastern Kentuckians like me, 
though, you can't get much closer to the hills 
than the Interstate 7 5 exit to Lake Panasoffkee in 
Florida. 

What started as one family's pilgrimage a few 
decades ago has turned into a community known 
as ''Little Sandy Hook." There are more than two 
dozen families from Elliott County that call the 
Gulf coast area horne about 80 miles north of 
Tampa. 

Each year in Panasoffkee, on the second 
Saturday in March, Elliott County people from all 
over Florida flock together for Kentucky Day. 

They typically come from Tampa. Orlando, 
Fort Myers and all points between and beyond. 
The bulk of them don't have to drive too far, 
however. 

The first Elliott Countians migrated to Lake 
Panasoffkee two or three decades ago. Now there 
are bunches of Sandy Hook area families there. 
Some just stay for the winter, others live there 
year round. Some of the folks at Lake 
Panasoffkee left Elliott County many years ago to 
work but wanted to retire in a warm climate 
where they could feel at home among old friends. 

That's easy to achieve at Lake Panasoffkee, 
where some of those old friends live next door to 
each other. 

Most are in their 60s, 70s or 80s, and just 
being around them once a year at the little 
country church for our reunion is a special 
experience for me. 

They remember when Elliott County had its 
own movie theater and bus line and when driving 
the county meant doing it on mostly dirt roads. 
They can tell you about the World War II years 
when people left our community in droves to find 
jobs in plants and factories in states like Michi­
gan, Ohio and lllinois. 

And they can tell you plenty of insight-often 
about your own family. 

"Me and your aunt used to double date all the 
time at church," my friend Madge told me at the 
luncheon. '"That's about the only place we had to 
go courting back then." 

Another woman, a retired teacher, told me 
stories about having my mother in school more 
than 50 years ago. One of my mother's high 
school classmates told me how it had been 40 
years since she had seen my mother and to tell 
her hello. I told two cousins I hadn't encountered 
in a year. How good it was to see them. 
· Then there was my old buddy Neville, an SO­

something guy who always has a smile and 
something amusing to share. 

Neville, a friend of my grandfather's, was 
asked his age that day. 

"I'm around 16," he said. "I just didn't say 
how many times around." 

He later mentioned that he had been in the 
service for 44 months during World War II. 
Turns out he served under General Patton all over 
Europe, including at the Battle of the Bulge. 

He remembers Patton walking through lines of 
troops asking him and others "How you, sol­
dier?" He also recalled being on the front lines 
and diving for cover under fire while Patton 
"stood straight as an Indian." 

It's folk like Neville that keep me coming back 
to Kentucky Day. 

These are the people of my parents' generation 
who saw and lived times I can only experience 
through them. We probably had around 50 people 
show up at this year's reunion, and there were a 
number of people said to be ill or unable to make 
it this round. 

As usual, I was one of the youngest people 
there-but certainly not the youngest at heart. 

''We'll catch you again next year," one of the 
folks said to me as I left. 

You can bet I'll try my best. Being with those 
folks is about as close to horne as you can get.

Senior citizens, last week we dis­
cussed Medicare. This week, as JXOOl­
ised, we will look at Medicaid. 

A good place to start is to answer 
the question, "What is the difference 
between Medicare and Medicaid?" 
The U.S. Department of Health and 
Human Services answers that ques­
tion for us. "Medicare is a Federal 
health insurance program for the eld­
erly and disabled regardless of in­
come and assets. Medicaid, on the 
other band, is a medical assistance 
program jointly financed by the State 
and Federal governments for eligible 
low-income individuals. Medicaid 
covers health care expenses for all 
recipients of Aid to Families with 
Dependent Children (AfDC), and 
most States also cover the needy eld­
erly, blind, and disabled who receive 
cash assistance under the Supplemen­
tal Secmity Inoome (SSI) program. 
Coverage also is extended to certain 
infants and low-income pregnant 
women, and, at the option of the 
State, other low-income individuals 
with medical bills who qualify as 
categorically oc medically needy." 

Did you know that if your annual 
income is at or below the natiorial 
poverty level and you have limited 
fmancial resources, you may qualify 
for government assistance under 
Kentucky's Medicaid program in 
covering Medicare monthly premi­
ums, deductibles and coinsurance? 
This is called the Qualified Medicare 
Beneficiary (QMB) program, or the 
"Medicare Buy-in" program. With­
out a doubt there are senior citizens 
reading today's article who qualify 
but who do not know there is such 
assistance available. 

You might even qualify foc finan. 
cial assistance if your income is 
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slightly above the naticnal poverty 
level. This is called the "Specified 
Low-Income Medicare Beneficia­
ries" program, also referred to as the 
SLMB program. 

There are senior citizens who are 
entitled to both the Medicaid and 
Medicare programs. "If you are eli­
gible for Medicare and currently re­
ceiving Medicaid benefits, the State 
MedicaidprogrammaypaytheMedi­
care Part B premium and, where nec­
essary, the Medicare Part A premium, 
so that you can receive medical ser­
vices under Medicare." 

Now that you know more about 
these existent possibilities, I urge you 
to call your local Medicaid office and 
discuss your personal situation with 
one of the representatives there. If, 
after talking with someone, you feel 
coofusedabouttheinteractionoftbese 
programs and whether or not you 
qualify, ask more questions until you 
feel confident with the information 
you are being given. Take your time. 
They are there to answer your ques­
tions. And besides, they are well 
aware of just how confusing most 
people find the Medicare/Medicaid/ 
QMB/SLMB explanations and guide­
lines. You may rather choose to call 
the state medical assistance office, 
toll-free, 1-800-638-6833. I encour­
age you to call one or the other of 
these offices. The program was de­
signed to benefit those who need it. If 
you are one of those who need it, then 
do not feel uncomfortable inquiring 
about something that could be legally 
and rightfully yours to have. 

Basically Medicaid was designed 
to assist those of you with low-in­
comeand low financial resources; 65 
years of age and over or blind or 
disabled or AFDC recipients. QMB 
and SLMB are extensions of the Med­
icaid program. If you need the addi­
tional assistance provided by Medic­
aid, and feel you qualify, I urge you to 
make application. If you are not ap­
proved and still feel you qualify, the 
first determination or "denial" can be 
appealed within 30 days. If it's yours 
you are entitled to it. Don't give up. 
At least check it out. Some senior 
citizens will be ahead by checking 
into this. 

When you call, be prepared to 

bear the term, "spend-down". Its pur­
pose is to help qualify people for 
Medicaid eligibility. But again, don't 
be afraid to ask questions until you 
are comfortable with the answers. 
And make sure to determine whether 
or not you qualify for Medicaid on its 
eligibility requirements alone-be­
fore "spend-down" enters the pic­
ture. Some people qualify without 
having to "spend-down". We'll dis­
cuss this term and its meaning in 
greater detail next week in Sunshine 
Lines.

New high energy source 
Hoards of pale orange beetles are 

congregating in and around many 
Kentucky homes. While these lady­
bird beetles are beneficial insects 
outside, they become a nuisance when 
large numbers gather in people's 
homes. 

"They typically don't bite, sting, 
or carry diseases; neither do they 
infest food, clothing or wood," he 
said. "However, these beetles often 
have a disagreeable odor, and can 
produce an objectionable yellowish 
secretion when disturbed. 

The beetles have up to 19 black 
spots on their wing covers and are 
about one-third inch long. 

"A vacuum cleaner is the easiest 
way to dispose of large numbers of 
ladybird beetles in the home. We 
normally do not recommend bouse­
hold sprays or foggers because you 
must have direct contact with beetles 
for the insecticide to work. This prac­
tice leaves pesticideresidueson walls, 
countertops and exposed surfaces. A 
vacuum cleaner is more sanitary and 
effective." 

"Ladybird beetles were introduced 
in other states to naturally control 
aphids and scale insects in agricul­
tural crops," said Mike Potter, exten­
sion entomologist at the University 
of Kentucky College of Agriculture. 
"No ladybird beetles have been intro­
duced in Kentucky. Their movement 
here is a natural migration." 

These beetles do not injure hu­
mans, according to Potter.

wintering sites and attempt to escape 
to their natural habitat outdoors. They 
emerge from cracks around door or 
window casings, beneath baseboards 
and around light fixtures and ventila­
tors. Some beetles stray into living 
areas. Beetles unable to find their 
way outside survive for only a brief 
period indoors. 

Ladybird beetles become a nui­
sance when large numbers crawl on 
windows, walls, light fixtures and 
other surfaces in homes. Since they 
are attracted to light, beetles often 
gather around windows and lighting 
ftxtures. 

Homeowners can reduce ladybird 
beetle infestations by making homes 
less accessible as an overwintering 
site, according to Potter.

"Since ladybird beetles seek over­
wintering sites in the late summer 
and early fall, seal exterior cracks 
and other openings as a preventive 
measure," be said. "Use a good qual­
ity silicone or silicone-latex caulk to 
seal around windows, doors, siding, 
facia boards, utility pipes and other 
potential entry points. 

"Repair damaged window screens 
and install insect screening behind 
attic vents.'' 

An alternative is to enlist a pest 
control fum. Many firms treat the 
exterior of homes or buildings to help 
prevent pest entry. These insecticide 
treatments should be applied in late 
September or early October, before 
beetles enter a structure to overwin­
ter.

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The HillsviUe Courthouse 
Tragedy, Part 2 

Floyd Allen took Sid and Wesley 
Edwards, who were his nephews, to 
the courthouse in Hillsville, Va., the 
day after he confronted two Carroll 
County deputies who had arrested 
them illegally in North Carolina. 

He handed them over to authori­
ties and then paid their bond to have 
them released. 

Wesley Edwards received a sixty 
day sentence for disturbing the peace 
while Sid Edwards' sentence was 
thirty days on the same charge. 

The more serious charges against 
Floyd Allen were delayed until the 
following year. He went on trial 
March 13, 1912, for interfering with 
Carroll County deputies Pinky 
Samuels and Peter Easter. 

F1oydhiredJudgeDavidW.Bolen 
and Walt Tipton to defend him in 
court. The two men who be consid­
ered to be his biggestenemies-Com­
monwealth Attorney William M. 
Foster and Court Clerk Dexter Goad 
- were involved in his prosecution. 

Sid Allen, brother of the man on 
trial, was free on bond for his actions 
in the same case. Although he was 
never tried on the charges, he at­
tended Floyd's trial as a witness­
armed like many others in the court 
room. 

A jury of twelve heard the evi­
dence and were near a decision when 
Judge Thornton L. Massie was noti­
fied in his chambers that the Allens 
planned trouble. The judge decide<l 
to recess the trial until the following 
morning so that preparations could 
be made in the event of any resistance 
to the action of the court He ordered 
thejurytobesequesteredinThomton 
Hotel overnight. 

Sheriff Law Webb felt the Aliens 
were bluffmg to influence the deci­
sion and sentencing. Consequently, 
the sheriff and his men were not as 
prepared as they might have been.

calm now Floyd, 'cause you'vebeard 
the worst of it.
