EDITOR'S NOTE: The following editorial, by former Times editor Norman Allen,
first appeared on May 10, 1945, two days after Germany’s surrender in World
War |l It is reprinted here in commemoration of the 50th anniversary of VE-Day,
Victory in Europe.

Education for disaster

Today, May 8, 1945—V-E DAY—three recently published photographs stick
with us.

One shows alittle German girl in a bomb-littered street clasping her doll, as little
girls have done from time immemorial.

The other two show the horrors of a German prison camp: One a charred corpse
with hand outstretched for a can of water; the other, the head of a young prisoner
outside the inferno of that chamel chamber, his torso inside—a human being caught
in the hell of 2 man's inhumanity to man as he sought life-giving air and freedom.

The awesome contrast between these two sets of photographs tells the story of
the descent of a nation into the abyss via education for cruelty.

Basically, the German child is as otherchildren: the child is the father of a man—
therefore, Germans are basically as all other humankind, The child in the picture
loves her doll. She is not old enough to have been inoculated with the Nazi virus,
the deadly poison of mind and soul which created the hallucination of a super-race,
the mad theory that all others were but pawns in the game of destiny, that all the
humanities are the folly of weaklings.

Those other two pictures resulted from individual sadism and the brutal
teachings of Nazism—sadism on a national scale, There was a time, perhaps, when
many of those whose brutality has shocked the civilized world may have been
normal human beings. But that was before the Golden Rule was abbreviated toRule
in Germany; before the mind of German youth was distorted by a select group of
perverts with world rule their only aim in life.

The United States, this V-E Day, should thank God for the form of government
which makes such things impossible. Its people should never forget the protection
our civilization owes to freedom of speech and freedom of the press.

For, deprived of these, and given a dictator fired with a dream of world power
and the complete subjugation of his own and all other people, there would be none
to dispute whatever evil teaching might be present in boys and girls of the nation.
With all our high ideals of the present, America, under such conditions, would
become as Germany is today—hating, and hated by, all people.

In our own Civil War we had the disgrace of Libby’s and the Andersonville
prisons. England had its “Black Hole of Calcutta.” Cruelty is not unknown to any
nationality.

But those long-ago examples of cruelty were caused by a few individuals. They
were exceptions, not the rule; elsewhere, mercy, the principles of humanity,
prevailed. Entire nations had not been permeated by inhumanness. But only
through the protection of democratic techniques have they escaped Germany's
ignominy.

It is the doctrine of hatred and brutality, not the bullets, and bombs and shells of
war, which destroys civilization,

This V-E Day, we find some satisfaction in the fact that the end of the Nazi curse,
nurtured by distorted teachings of depraved teachers, was reached in the quiet hours
of Monday morning in a red schoolhouse, in Reims, France.

People of Floyd
are true to tradition

Editor:

The lore of our hills is rich in
memories of the hurt we have in-
flicted on each other.

Add to that, those things we often
claim are acts of a vengeful god and
our mountain paths have indeed been
ways of sorrow. Mine disasters,
floods, bus wrecks, senseless feuds,
and murders litter the trail of our past.
Yet, beyond adoubt, the heaviestand
most galling cross we have to bear is
the ignoble people we elect to serve
us.
We are beyond doubt different;
perhaps even a unique people. And,
now and again, some simple thing
will happen or be told which defines
us as the often helpless and trusting
children of God that we are.

So often it has been the cruel sav-
age greed of our own people which
has produced that strange blend of
humor, of pathos, and our child-like
trust which is an icon of us as moun-
tain people. This tale describes such
an event for which I am indebted to
Mr. Buster Harris of Corn Fork.

The year was probably 1932. Floyd
County, along with the rest of Ken-
tucky, the United Statesand the world,
was held in the vice grips of the great
depression.

People fought desperately, notjust
to fend off mere hunger, but actual
starvation. Children worked from sun-
up to sun-down for five cents; agrown
man got a quarter. And, these were
the lucky ones, as a quarter would
buy a peck of flour.

Rabbits, squirrels, ground hogs,
even crows, became scarce, border-
ing on extinction; as men became
ever more desperate for food for their
families.

Hunters, unable to buy shotgun
shells, returned to hunting skills tens
of thousands of years old-dead falls,
snares, fire, spears and the now im-
mortal Hoover box. Crows fell vic-
tim to fishing lines baited with corn,
And they descended on the rivers
also, with blasting powder, fish traps,
trotlines and gill nets. On a gill net
hangs this tale which so vastly de-
scribes us as a people.

A man we will call Ben Crider had
alarge family; which made his plight
all the more desperate. Instead of
looking into the gaunt face of a hun-
gry child, poor Ben looked into the
faces of a half dozen. And by this
time he had gleaned the hills bare of
any living thing that could be cooked,

fried, roasted, or made into gravy.

Ben turned, as had countless oth-
ers before him, 1o the Levisa Fork of
the Big Sandy River. And as it is said
here in the hills, Ben started running
a gillnet. There was but little harvest,
as the blasting powder, trotlines, and
fish traps had taken their toll.

Yet, perhaps more from despera-
tion than hope, Ben set out again in
his jonboat to run the net. Perhaps
Ben planned this time to raise the net
from the other side of the boat.

A man in such desperate strails
will pray to his God for deliverance
and so will a hungry child. No doubt
prayers were offered on the banks of
the Big Sandy thatday. The answer to
those prayers does surely show that
God works in mysterious ways.

As Ben's small family clustered
on the riverbank, he set out upon the
water again (o run the net. When he
reached halfway the river, the family
on the bank heard a great noise from
Ben; themelding of ascream, a shout,
a great cry of affirmation. Then the
sound of the jonboat rapidly coming
to shore.

When he got near enough, even
the smallest of his children could see
that Ben was not the same man that
had gone out from the shore. There
was about him a difference; a look
upon his face which caused even the
largerchildren toclutch theirmother's
dress,

With trembling voice, his wife
asked, “Ben, what is it that you have
caught?

In the voice of aman whohas seen
beyond the veil that mists our mortal
eyes, Ben answered, “Praise be to
God Almighty, I have caught two
sides of bacon and a ham of meat,"

And in the truth, he had.

The miracle of the bacon and ham
in Ben Criders’ gill net unfortunately
had a more tragic and sinister origin
then he would want to believe that
day. Yet, it explains so clearly who
we are and why we face the problems
which have all but destroyed us as a
people.

In a desperate effort to ward off
the long-term effects of chronic mal-
nutrition in the nations children, the
federal government started several
free food programs. One such pro-
gram used vouchers similar to the
present-day food stamps, except that
the vouchers were redeemed for food
supplied by the government,

The program was administered by
the county court, Mr, Walk Stumbo
was county judge for Floyd County,
and then as now, the end result was a
foregone conclusion. Such a wind-
fall could not be squandered on hun-
gry children.

Curtis May, a local store manager
and a host of others, was recruited to
harvest this manna from heaven.
Names from the stones of countless
graveyards leaped to the vouchers
list. Departed veterans from World
War I, the Spanish-American War,
the Civil War, stood muster again for
mess call with the vouchers,

The voucher list of the dead soon
equaled that of the living. Perishable
foods such as apples, oranges, grape-
fruit, and lettuce went to the living;
the dead got the can goods, the smoked
bacon and hams and boxes of cheese.
These were stored in the basements,
warehouses, and grocery stores to be
sold at retail. Yet, greed often grows
faster than reason. Floyd County’s
finest soon began to unload the box
cars at night; keeping everything and
telling the people that no shipment of
food came.

The voucher list for the dead grew
longer, and whenmelded with the list
of the living almost equaled the Bor-
ough of Manhattan, New York, in
population. Which rang a bell for
some nameless, faceless public ser-
vant in Washington, D.C.

Soon federal agents dressed as
hobos; that drifting army of the Great
Depression, wandered into Prestons-
burg. Some say they actually helped
unload the boxcars, getting as pay-
ment a ham or two and a few loaves
of bread. And, as is the want for
hobos to do, they drifted on.

But, then as now, the tentacles of
Floyd County officials reached far
beyond the county border. Soon word
was flashed to Stumbo and May that

We have, in the past, offered a
few ideas for diversifying our
economy... including tourism de-
velopment and agricultural enter-
prise... which are fairly non-contro-
versial and reasonable for our re-
gion.

We do have some other sugges-
tions, though, which aren't likely to
be so readily acceptable.

The processing and disposal of
solid waste is an industry with few
friends and a rather unenvious
reputation, butitis as necessary as
any on earth.

Hold the tar and feathers.

We're notsuggesting that wetum

~ Eastem Kentucky into the prover-

bial “dumping ground” for the coun-
try.

We're proposing a realistic look
atdeveloping a pilot project to treat

and dispose of ourownwasteinan
environmentally sound and eco-
nomically advantageous way that
could lead to bigger and better
things. And, only as big as we
desire.

It may sound old hat, but if we
can puta man on the moon, we can
discovera way totake out the trash
while respecting nature atthe same
time.

Disposing of our garbage is a
dirty job, butsomebody hasto doit.
Maybe we can put on our thinking
caps and find a clean way to do it
and make some money in the pro-
cess.

What's the harm in trying?

Gubernatorial candidate Bob
Babbage is trying to make political
hay out of one of the more pro-
vocative issues among voters, but
his idea for stirring the masses is
overkill of the highest order.

Babbage has suggested placing
any tax increase that will raise a
certain amount of government rev-
enues before the voters and on the
ballot each and every time a mea-
sure of that sort is proposed.

While we have no particular af-
finity for taxes of any kind, such a
system for authorizing tax in-
creases is stretching this will-of-
the-people thing a bit too far.

Rate break deadline nears
for Allen sewer project

The time is drawing near to sign
up for sewer service in the city of
Allen and the longer potential cus-
tomers wail, the more they could pay
for a tap-on fee.

At Monday’s Allen City Com-
mission meeting, city clerk Bill Par-
sons told the board that 125 people
have signed up for the service so far.
Parsons said that 265 customers are
needed before construction of the new
sewer plant can begin.

Currently, the tap-on fee is set at
$500, but the cost will increase to
$1,500, Parsons said. He recom-
mended that the commission set a
specific date when the higher cost
becomes effective.

“I"'m worried about getting sign-
ers,” Parsons said. “The problem is
that people want to wail until (the
sewer line) gets to their house. It
doesn't work that way, We have to
have the customers first.”

Parsons added he is confident that
other residents will join in the system
once the project gets going.

Commissioner Virgie Woods
commented that most people don't
fully understand that the sewer plant
has to be built and that some rumors
about the project have residents con-
fused,

“Whether they realize it or not, we
have to go through with it," Woods
said. “People think that their water
rates will go up and their sewer (rates)
will go up. They are hearing a lot of

Mayor Chris Waugh said that he
has heard concems from residents
about the easement forms 10 install
sewer lines issued by the Farmers'
Home Administration (FinHA).

“Those forms scare people to
death,” the mayor told commission-
ers.
Parsons explained that FmHA of-
ficials had modified those forms,
which should cause less anxiety and
confusion for residents,

Commissioners took no action on
the issue. '

In other business Monday, Com-
missioner Sharon Woods said that
several accidents have been caused
by the parking situation at the Fields
Discount Wallpaper store in the city,

Wou ".said that the location of the
store, beside the state highway that
runs through town, requires custom-
ers to park too close to the road,
which obstructs the view of oncom-
ing traffic. Woods said that there
have been several accidents at the
location.

Mayor Waugh said he was not
sure what the commission could do
to address the problem, but that he
would try to have areporton the issue
at the June meeting. y

Prestonsburg
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Joint effortin Floyd is a first in state

Domestic violence victims in
Floyd County are going to be getting
top priority with the formation of a
local domestic violence unit, which
is believed 1o be the first in the state,

Representatives from local agen-
cies have banded together to bring
the issue of domestic violence out in
the open, which they hope will deter
further offenders and offer assistance
to yictims,

“This unit points to anew effortin
the county (to combat domestic vio-
lence),” Judy Elder, with the Big
Sandy Family Abuse Center, said
Tuesday. “We are bringing domestic
violence to the forefront and to show
that we intend to do something about
it. Itismore difficult to curb domestic
violence when it is hidden."

Elder, along with representatives
from the Floyd County Sheriff’s De-
partment, the Department of Social
Services, the circuit court clerk’s of-
fice, Mountain Comprehensive Care
Center, the Kentucky State Police,
abuse center caseworker Helen
Bowen and District Judge James
Allen have been working for the past
four months to develop the special-
ized unit.

By pooling their resources into a
central location, agency representa-
tives say that victims will find it easier
and more convenient to get the assis-
tance they need.

Floyd Sheriff Paul Hunt Thomp-
son said Tuesday that he feels the
services offered through the unit help
cut down on domestic violence in the
county.

“We will provide services to the
victims and their children,” Thomp-
son said. “The purpose of the unit in

Floyd County is to create a deler-
rence in domestic violence. We have
had to coordinate a lot of agencies
and they have enthusiasticaily sup-
ported il. One of the problems we
have found is a lack of coordination
between agencies. Everybody wanted
to do something, but there was no
coordination,”

Each agency involved in the unit
will provide specific services which
will be available at the group’s office
located in the courthouse annex.

Sheriff Thompson explained that
he has devoted a full-time officer for
the unit who will be responsible for
monitoring the service of emergency
protection orders (EPOs) and who
will follow the progress of a case
through district court. The officer,
Steve Toy, will attend court sessions
on Friday, when domestic violence
cases are heard in the district court.

Thompson said he has requested
that his office serve the majority of
EPOs and he hopes that those protec-
tive orders are served on alleged of-
fenders within 12 hours after the or-
ders are issued.

“Since we have started this unit,
we have had 10 EPOs and most of
them have been served within 12
hours,” Thompson said. “Service has
varied from 10 minutes to 10 hours.”

District Judge James Allen has
instituted a “no drop policy,” which
means that oncean EPO is issued, the
victim cannot drop the charge and the
case will proceed through the courts.

The no drop policy is expected to
cut down on the number of instances
where some victims appear 10 be us-
ing the court system inappropriately.
The policy is also expected to ease
the overload in the circuit clerk's
office,

Previously, ifan EPO was dropped
by a victim, the case was closed and,
if other instances of violence oc-
curred, a new case had to be opened.

Under the policy, an EPO can be
amended to a domestic violence or-
der, which would allow the alleged
perpetrator to return to the home, but
be prohibited from committing fur-
ther acts of violence. The policy will
also call for mandatory counseling
for abusers, who will pay for those
services. Child visitation will depend
on theabuser's progress in treatment.

Judge Allen will decide on a case-
by-case basis if it is necessary for
cross complaints Lo be issued.

At the unit's headquarters, repre-
sentatives from the spouse abuse cen-
ter, Mountain Comp and social ser-
vices will offer crisis counseling to
victims, which will educate the vic-
tims on what services are available to
them.

Victims seeking an EPO will be
referred to the domestic violence unit
to determine if that is the course a
victim needs to take and to assist
them in filling out the order. From
there, if an EPO is needed, victims
will go through the circuit court
clerk's office to file the paperwork
which will then be sent for the judge’s
signature,

A unique aspect of the unit, Th-
ompson said, is that all the services
will be located within “several hun-
dred feet” of each other.

“Sometimes victims get frustrated
because they are sent all over the
place,” Thompson said.

The Kentucky State Police will
assist with the service of EPOs when
needed and all child abuse cases will
be referred to detective Jim Stephens.

Each agency is absorbing their
own costs for participation in the

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Parents' bad attitude can ''foul' them out

“It"s not whether you win or lose;
it's how you play the game.”

Tell that to the parent who's yell-
ing obscenitics at the Litle League
umpire for calling a third strike on his
up-and-coming Babe Ruth or to the
coach berating a child because he
dropped the ball and lost the “big
game.”

The motto of these sports fans
might be “winning is the only reason
to play.”

When parents, children and sports
become an embarrassing combina-
tion, it's time to ask whether this
activity is really benefitting the child,

“The main reason parents get car-
ried away with their children playing
sports is they haven’t separated their
identity from that of their children,”
said Edward Maxwell Jr., M.D., clini-
cal director of the Depariment for
Mental Health and Mental Retarda-
tion Services. “They also lose sight
of the purpose of children playing
sports.”

Maxwell, an associale professor
of psychiatry at the University of
Kentucky, said there are three main
reasons for children to play sports: o
learn how (o enjoy the process of an
athletic activity, to develop interac-

tive skills with other individuals, and
to develop the healthy lifestyle habit
of exercise, Very few people ever
play professional sports, so that
should not be the main reason to be
on a team, he said.

“The bad behavior we tolerate in
our professional athletes, coaches and
fans filters down to even recreational
programs for children. When parents
and coaches act this way, the social-
izing benefits sports can have for
children is lost,” Maxwell said.

If a parent or coach has lost con-
trol of his anger or excitement to the
point that he doesn’t care about the
effect he is having on his peers and
the children, then he has crossed the
line of acceptable conduct, he said.

“Adults who do not display ap-
propriate positive behavior around
the playing field should not be toler-
ated,” Maxwell said. “Under no cir-
cumstances should parents orcoaches
verbally abuse, much less physically
abuse children, If it persists, then
people have to be excluded.”

Positive peer pressure from other
parents may help the out-of-control
parent refrain from verbal abuse of

children, coaches and officials.
Parents should remember that this
is their children’s activity and not
become too tangled up in the games.
Sometimes it may be wise for the

parent not to attend their children’s
gporting event. The parent should
explain to his child that be can’thandle
the excitement, Maxwell said.

If a parent disagrees with the coach,
Maxwell suggests talking o the coach
in private, not around the children.

Parents can make playing sports
more enjoyable for their children if
they pick an activity their children
can be reasonably successful doing
and choose a coach and team with the
same perspective of the game as their
own, Maxwell said. Also, children
should choose the sport they want to
play and decide whether they prefer
an individual or team activity.

Sports participation can be a good
opportunity for parents and children
tointeract. Parents should discuss the
games with their children and help
them set attainable goals and learn
how to cope with success and failure.
Maxwell emphasized that parents
should not expect their children to
perform flawlessly and should sup-
port their children, even when they
play poorly.

For some children sports are not
fun, and they can leam positive self-
image and interactive skills in a non-
athletic activity. Maxwell said, “It’s
extremely discouraging for children
who are not physically able to be
forced to play a sport and then be
criticized when they can’t do it.”

Start looking for
pre-spawn bass in
smaller feeder creeks

Depending on weather and water
conditions, largemouth bass should
begin moving shallow in preparation
for spawning within the next few
weeks, and, says former professional
guide David Wharton, it can be the
best or worst time of your life.

“Spring bass are not always as
easy tolocate as fishermen may think,
especially early in the spring," notes
the Johnson Outboards Pro Staff an-
gler. “Water temperature is the pri-
mary key that determines what the
bass will be doing, and it can vary
considerably from one end of a lake
to the other.

“Not all bass spawn at the same
time. Some fish are moving challow
while others are still deep and still
others are somewhere in between.
Locating them isn'talways thateasy.”

When Wharton begins looking for
bass this time of year, he starts first
by fishing smaller tributaries in the
upper end of a lake. He doesn’t fish
major creek channels, but instead,
smallercreeks that feedinto the larger
ones.

“Concentrate on whatever cover
is available,” he advises. “Get in the
channel itself and fish both edges.
Normally, a good starting depth will
be between 10 and 15 feet, and your
best lure will probably be a 1/2 or 3/
4 ounce tandem willow leaf
spinnerbait retrieved through the

Wharton will also fish underwater
ridges or humps that do not have any
moss or vegetation growing on them,
These are high spots on the lake {loor
that are usually only five to about
seven feet deep on (op.

“These places are best if they are
surrounded by vegetation,” says
Wharton, “They're like little bare
islands the bass can come to. You
don’t have to find humps with sharp
depth changes all around, either. All
they have to be is bare high spots.”

In addition to spinnerbaits,
Wharton suggests anglers consider
jigs and crankbaits as possible lure
choices. Jigs tend to produce quality
bass while the diving lures can be
used to cover a lot of water quickly.

Ky. Win Lists: A labor of joy
recognizing players, coaches
who built Ky. traditions

Because of an enduring interest in
Kentucky Win Lists, let us begin
with a letter.

Russell Rice, S. Daytona, Fla.
{author and former UK sports infor-
mation director): “1 understand you
no longer keep won-loss records of
high school football and basketball
coaches in Kentucky. It was (is?) a
valuable service. Too bad that more
people don’t (didn't) appreciate it.”

Both features started in Sports in
Kentucky in 1983, growing out of a
reader’s question: “Who is the
winningest high school football coach
in Kentucky?" At the time it was
Preston Holland at Murray High
School, 244,

Who is the winningest active
coach, I wondered, and found it was
(Gamis Martin at Bardstown who, at
the time, was 18 viclories shy of
Holland's record. Martin was oblivi-
ous to the number, but would soon be
almost haunted by it when a ‘win
watch’ ensued at Bardstown by sports
media statewide. He became the sub-
ject of newspaper articles, radio and
television interviews and commen-
taries. If memory serves correctly, it
took the Tigers the better part of the
three seasons to hand the old coach
his 245th victory. By then he was
weary of the limelight, embarrassed
it had taken so long.

The Coaches Win List included
such coaching luminaries as (current
record holder) Walter Brugh of
Paintsville, Owen Hauck at Boone
County, Jack Morris of Mayfield and
Joe Jaggers at Fort Knox (then North
Hardin). The popularity of the List
caught the attention of the Lexington
Herald-Leader and Louisville Cou-
rier-Journal who soon enough began
updates and quietly adopted them as
their own.

Naturally, the Football Win List
prompted another reader to write:
Who is Kentucky'’s winningest boys
basketball coach? William Kean at
Louisville Central. As it was in foot-

ball, the research was a labor of love
and I managed to interview many
wonderful people (and some grumpy
ones) along the way.

The adventure also spawned a
Girls Basketball Coaches List that, if
it has done nothing else, has added to
interest in the girls game, All three
projects were a labor of joy, recog-

nizing players and coaches who had
been forgotten or ignored.

For the record: a KHSAA report
carlier this year by sports informa-
tion director Brooks Downing cred-
ited the Win Lists to a gentleman in
Madisonville and another in Harlan.

Two years ago, beginning with a
query about Richie Farmer's point
total while at Clay County High, 1
embarked on two (ongoing) projects
-- Boys High School 2,000 Points
Club, and Girls High School 1,400
Points Club.

1t has been wonderful fun. Today
the boys list includes 116 players
who scored 2,000 or more varsity
points during their high school days,
and 105 girls with 1,400 or more
points, I suspect names are still miss-
ing from both,

All-time leaders: ‘King" Kelly
Coleman (Wayland), 4,337, And Geri
Grigsby (McDowell), 4,385.

However, Fort Thomas Highlands
senior-to-be Jamie Waltz has 4,067
points and is only the second girl in
Kentucky history to reach the 4,000
plateau. She needs 318 points to tie
Grigsby.

If seeing his or her name in print
made a day a little brighter for even
one person, then researching and com-
piling Win Lists has been worth it.

Bill Jones, Clarksville, Tenn. “1
cannot stand the sight or sound of
Dick Vitale. My wife and I look for-
ward to the first two (college) basket-
ball games each evening during the
season. But when we hear super-€go,
worship-me and forget the game
Vitale, we hit the off-button.”

“But
they’re notinterested in one person's
opinion. Is there any way a poll can
be taken asking if fans want Vitale
back next season?

1 received a call the other day from Paintsville
resident Anna Lee Meade who said she’d seen and
photograpbed an upside down rainbow.

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Malcolm Wilson out to break

Appalachian stereotypes

The stereotype often is this: Appalachians are
poor and uneducated mountain people—all the
men are coal miners or still operators wearing bib
overalls and straw hats, and the women are kept
barefoot and pregnant,

This “Beverly Hillbilly"—like image doesn’t
sit well with Malcolm J, Wilson, a born-and-raised
Appalachian now living in the Greater Cincinnati
area. “The stereotypical image of Appalachians by
many people is inaccurate and unfair,” says
Wilson, an award-winning photographer who
spent the first 27 years of his life in the hollows of
Harlan County, sinack dab in the middle of
Central Appalachia. Wilson is the first and only
photographer to have a photographic exhibit dis-
played at the John F. Kennedy Center for
Performing Arts in Washington, D.C.

He adds, “The Appalachian culture is wide and
colorful, as diverse as America itself, a cross-sec-
tion of people from all walks of life—farmers,
miners, artists, architects, and business profession-
als.” Further, Wilson points out, Appalachia is not,
as many people perceive, merely a backwoods
area of Kentucky and Tennessee. In fact,
Appalachia ranges one thousand miles from
Georgia 10 Maine.

SETTING THE RECORD STRAIGHT
Wilson thinks it's important to set the record
straight, especially in Greater Cincinnati, the area
where more than 250,000 displaced Appalachians

call home. For the past five years, be's been a
board member of the ACDA (Appalachian
Community Development Association), a not-for-
profit organization created to promote, preserve
and educate about Appalachia heritage, arts and
culture. The ACDA's biggest event each year is
the Appalachian Festival, begun 26 years ago by
Greater Cincinnati’s Junior League, now one of
the area’s long-standing and popular annual
events. Wilson is chairperson of this year’s festi-
val, May 12-14 at Coney Island.

Those who know Wilson ar¢ not surprised that
this year’s Festival, under his leadership, is “going
to the next level,” with new crafters, new foods
and new music.

Growing up in Cumberland, Wilson's back-
ground has been one of hard work, drive and seiz-
ing opportunity. His dad a mechanic, mom a
homemaker and beautician, Wilson “was bitten by
the photography bug” as a senior at Cumberland
High School, typically reading every book on the
subject he could find to leam all he could about
the art of photography. Four years later, he was
teaching photography courses at Southeast
Community College.

LEFT IN 1982

Soon he opened his own photography studio in
Cumberland, shooting weddings and portraits
while wife Sandra, a nurse, helped put bread on
the table. In 1980, Wilson became managing edi-
tor of the weekly “Coal County Newspaper,”

doing everything from writing stories and taking
photographs to wrapping the papers in rubber-
bands and delivering them. “It was tough, tough
work for not much money,” Wilson says today.

The hard decision to leave the area he loved
came in 1982, when he enrolled in Northern
Kentucky University’s noted photography curricu-
lum, “For someone who spent the first 27 years of
his life in Harlan County, the 270-mile trip north
to Highland Heights, across the river from
Cincinnati, was a real eye-opener,” Wilson recalls.
“It’s funny—because of the murders in the 30s
during the mining disputes in Harlan County, the
area has a still-lingering violent reputation. But let
me tell you, my first trip into Cincinnati’s inner-
city was a real shock. The slums and street life
were a little scary.”

During his years at Northern Kentucky
University, Wilson was a photographer-intem at
the popular Kings Island Theme Park, north of
Cincinnati; opened his own photography studio,
and collaborated on several books about
Appalachia. As his reputation grew, so did his
body of work, including his noted exhibit of
Appalachian life in conjunction with the 6 1/2-
hour play “Kentucky Cycle” in Washington, D.C.
The play was written by Pulitzer Prize-winner
Robert Schenkkan,

Today, Wilson's passion remains the authentic
representation of Appalachians, separating myth
from reality, and leadership of the “new look™
Appalachian Festival, an event that has a popular
quarter-century tradition in Greater Cincinnati.

NEW MUSIC FOR FESTIVAL

The most striking difference will be in the fes-
tival's music program, Wilson says, which in past
years has concentrated on traditional acoustic
music. “There will still be plenty of that,” Wilson
said, “but the 1995 festival will explore the
branches of Appalachian music as well as its
roots.” Along with traditional artists like Piedmont
bluesman Joe Thompson, Cincinnati bluegrass
legend Katie Laur, and the all-female Lexington
string band Reel World, there will be the powerful
mountain-inflected jazz fusion of Bela Fleck and
the Flecktones and the roadhouse rock and roll of
the Mojo Filter Kings, plus two acoustic artists
who are adept al making up traditions as they go
along—Peter Rowan and the Red Clay Ramblers.

“The fact is,” says Wilson, traditional mountain =
string music has influenced—and itself has .
evolved into—a wide spectrum of popular musical
styles. This year's entertainment line-up reflects
this eyolution.”

Also on display at the festival: “Women of
Coal—A Changing Image,” Wilson's new photo-
graphic exhibit depicting the women of
Appalachia in a wide variety of roles—lawyers,
surgeons, bookkeepers, professors, hand-crafiers,
and homemakers.

“We want the world to understand the
Appalachian culture,” says Wilson, “to know that

The Hillsville
courthouse tragedy

Virginia Governor Mann refused to commute the
death sentences that Floyd Allen and his son Claude
received in 1912 for their part in the Carroll County,
Virginia, courthouse shootout which left the judge,
sheriff, commonwealth attorney and a juror dead and
several people wounded.

“This was not Floyd's first offense,” Governor
Mann said in explaining his decision. “In 1904, before
Dexter Goad was clerk, Floyd was tried for assaulting
and attempting to kill a man named Combs. He was
fined $100 and sentenced to jail for one hour. Afier the
trial, several citizens told the judge that Floyd Allen
stated in their presence that if he was given a jail sen-
tence he would resist and, if necessary, shoot up the
court.

“In this case, Floyd put himself and his attomey to
the expense and trouble to apply to the governor for a
pardon as to the one-hour jail sentence and it was
granted.

“Before the March term, 1912, according to the evi-
dence, he made threats that, if sentenced 1o jail, he
would shoot up the court."”

Govenor Mann went on to say that no plan or pur-
pose had been uncovered which would indicate that the
court or its officers had attacked the Allens.

“For the first time in the history of Virginia, so far
as I know, a convicted criminal openly defiled the court
and commenced to get out his pistol with which to
make good his defiance and threat (0 shoot up the
court,” Gov. Mann continued. “Floyd Allen brought on
all the trouble that followed and became responsible
for all the consequences. It cannot be put under the
pleas of self defense.

“Clande Allen fired the first shot in the courthouse
and Judge Bolen saw the lint fly from the right shoul-
der of Judge Massie and saw him sink down as he
received two more shots from the Allens and collapsed.
In a single minute the judge was shot three times; the
sheriff was killed, having received five wounds; six
bullets were shot into Commonwealth Attorney Foster,
who died with the book under his arm upon which he
had written the verdict; juror Fowler was killed; Juror
Cane was shot twice, once in the back and once in the
back of the leg, as he was trying to get out of the court-
house; Clerk Goad was shot once in the courthouse, '
one bullet going through his cheek and neck.

“Juror Early testified that he was shot outside the
courthouse by Floyd Allen, after hearing ‘I will get the
damn rascal.’

“I could simply say that no reason has been shown
why I would interfere with the verdicts,” Gov. Mann
said in summation, “But | have gone further and looked
for evidence of injustice to either of the Allens. I have
Jooked for a reason why I should exercise the high
power given me by the constitution to commute their
sentences,

“The gravest crime of which I have any knowledge
has been committed in these cases. A court has been

destroyed in its temple. The very foundation upon
which society rests for it’s protection and safety, has

been threatened. It would be weakened if 1 yielded to
the sentiment of mercy. I must therefore decline to
interfere with the regular course of law.

“In order that these unfortunate men may have time
to make their peace with God, I have reprieved Floyd
and Claude Allen until the 28th of March, 1913, and on
that day the sentence of the court will be carried out.

“As this decision is final, I trust the good people of
Virginia will refrain from further efforts (o secure
clemency for these unfortunate but guilty men.”

In the meanwhile, Sid Allen, whom the Baldwin
Felts detectives had arrested in Des Moines, lowa, was
tried, convicted and sentenced to 35 years. Wesley
Edwards, who fled to Jowa with Sid and whose contact
with a girlfriend led to their arrest, received a sentence
of 27 years in prison,

“The evidence that came out in my trial should have
resulted in the softening of Floyd's and Claude's sen-
tences,” Sid Allen wrote later, Gov. Mann refused to
listen.

“1 had 35 years of hard labor and confinement
ahead of me. The future looked dark. I would probably
never come out alive; or if 1 did come out alive, 1
would be old and broken.

“My wife and children came to the jail and told me
goodbye. The sadness of this scene is beyond my
descriptive powers. No one except ourselves will know
the terrible agony through which we passed. We then
left for the Roanoke jail before going to the peniten-
tiary. I knew some awful days were ahead of me."

Senior Citizens, as you will recall
from last week's article, I extended
deep gratitude on your behalf, and
mine, for the outstanding support this
newspaper and Legal Services in Pres-
tonsburg has provided on behalf of
the Kentcky Benefits Counseling
Program for Senior Citizens (KBCP).
This week I would like to extend that
gratitude to include a host of others.

Recently 1 was privileged to at-
tend the American Bar Association
pro bono convention in Nashville,
What is pro bono and what does it
have to do with poor people and se-
nior citizens? Well, you might be
surprised.

I also want to talk with you,
through these lines, about our volun-
teer program. Before you finish read-
ing today’s column you will leam
that there are many, many people
watching out for your welfare and
fighting to protect your rights,

Probonois legal jargon thatmeans,
“for the good of the people.”

*“Well, that"s nice," you say. “But
it still doesn't tell me what pro bono
is.

Perhaps this will explain it better.
An attorney who performs pro bono
service is a lawyer who represents a
client who cannot afford to pay for
legal representation. If it were not for
private attormeys willing to do pro
bono work, poor people with legal
problems would not have equal ac-
cess 1o justice.

Does it surprise you o learn that
there are attomeys who will repre-
sent a deserving person without pay?
I know this relatively unknown fact
will surprise a lot of today's readers.

Well, believe me, there are many
attorneys in this five-county area who
do just that. Right here in Floyd
County there are attorneys who bandle
cases for poor people and senior citi-
zens free of charge,

For the most part, they don’t ad-
vertise their humanitarian efforts.
They can't afford too. After all, they
must make a living like everyone
else. But we have these caring pro-
fessionals right here in Eastern Ken-
tucky.

Now, let me take those thoughts a
step further. At the convention I at-
tended there were attorneys, parale-
gal, and pro bono coordinators from
all over the United States. I estimale
that there were between 800-1,000
professionals attending that conven-

tion — all of whom have provided
legal services, in one form or an-
other, to the poor and senior citizens
free of charge. Sure, they have clients
who pay for their services but they
also take on cases from clients whom
they know can’t pay.

Why? Because the majority of the
members of the American Bar Asso-
ciation wants our nation’s poor, and
our senior citizens to have equal ac-
cess to justice. So know, senior citi-
zens, attorneys do have compassion
for their fellow man. They are not

heartless. I wish you could have wit-
nessed the compassion and concem
of those at the convention. And, please
know, as senior citizens one of the
benefits available to those in need
who qualify is free legal representa-
tion.

Now, since | am talking about
people who are out there to help you,
I'must mention our many volunteers.
Most every program that is dedicated
to serving the needs of senior citizens
depends on volunteers to help fill
those needs. Our senior citizens cen-

ters have volunteers. Our hospitals
have volunteers. Our home health
care agencies have volunteers. Our
long-term care homes have volun-
teers. And this program has volun-
teers.

Volunteers are people helping
people without pay. At the Kentucky
Benefits Counseling Program for
Senior Citizens, we need more vol-
unteers. We have been fortunate to
have some very good ones, but we
need more. If you are interested in
