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Special grand jury coming soon

Staff Writer AG's office to step up probe of county government 
Representatives from the state 

attorney general's office will begin 
presenting evidence relating to 
government corruption in Floyd 
County to a special grand jury on 
May 31. 

Larry Fentress, an assistant 
attorney general in the Division of 
Special Prosecutions, confirmed 
Thursday that he has requested that 
a special granp jury be called to 
assist investigators in obtaining 
evidence relating to solid waste, 
the county's 911 system and gov­
ernment corruption in Floyd 

County. 
"We have requested the judge to 

impanel one and we are planning 
on (beginning May 31)," Fentress 
said. "We have been working there 
(in Floyd County) for some time. 
Originally, we intended to present 
evidence to a regular grand jury but 
the situation has become such that 
it is our view a special grand jury 
would be better." 

An investigation into the coun­
ty's affairs began last year after a 
Floyd County Grand Jury asked the 
attorney general's (AG's) office to 

investigate allegations of corrup­
tion and vote fraud; and reports that 
monies are missing from the solid 
waste department and the sheriff's 
department. 

Earlier this year, another grand 
jury repeated that request to the 
AG's office and included the con­
troversial 911 issue. 

Floyd Circuit Judge John David 
Caudill said Thursday that be has 
called for a special grand jury to 
begin sitting on May 31 at the 
request of Fentress. 

The special grand jury will serve 
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a 90-day term. 
"It's not something they can 

hear in a few days," Fentress said. 
"They will be hearing quite a few 
wimesses and quite a bit of evi­
dence. This special grand jury will 
be an investigative body. We do 
believe we have a need for a grand 
jury." 

The findings of the AG's probe 
have been delayed somewhat 
because investigators are awaiting 
the completion of audits by the 
state auditor's office. 

"The date is drawing nigh for 

those audits to be completed," 
Fentress said. ''It takes a while to 
get them done. Those audits are 
very important. Because of the 
nature and scope of the investiga­
tion and a lot of allegations have 
been made, we are going to proceed 
carefully and deliberately. 

''The main thing we are con­
cerned about is that the citizens of 
Floyd County understand that this 
investigation is being done in a 
responsible way and sometimes it 
takes longer than anyone wants," 
Fentress explained. "It is going to

be done properly and professional­
ly. Nothing is being swept under 
the rug. We hope to have it 
resolved before too awful long, 
between 60 and 90 days." 

Fentress added that local offi­
cials have been "very cooperative" 
in assisting with the probe. 

The AG's investigation is 
apparently separate from a federal 
probe being conducted into county 
government 

"I'm not privy to the details of 
that investigation and I do not 
know if (the state investigation) is 
part of that investigation," Fentress 
said. 

POSITION Court clobbers judge

The court adopted the ordinance 
unanimously and without any dis­
cussion. 

Also Wednesday, magistrates 
nixed a recommendation by Meyer 
to hire a maintenance worker for 
the golf course at Allen Park, who 
has a background in golf course 
maintenance. 

Meyer recommended the court 
hire Wendall Libby, who is retired 
from the military and who can be 
certified to make chemical applica­
tions on the golf course grounds. 
Meyer also asked magistrates to 
hire three other seasonal workers 
for the park and an assistant man­
ager for the pro shop. 

Magistrates Gerald DeRossett 
and Jackie Owens were visibly 
upset with Meyer, saying those 
jobs usually went to ".ldds" who 
were attending college. 

"(These jobs are) to help kids go 
to college," Owens said. "I could 
vote for hiring the kids." 

Owens' nephew, Claude Webb, 
was one of the three maintenance 
workers on the list proposed by 
Meyer to be hired.

funds at the end of this fiscal year 
were approximately $1 million less 
than last year. 

With the proposed reduction in 
personnel anp health care costs, 
Meyer said that approximately 
$600,000 had been "pared" from 
last year's budget. 

Meyer's recommendations to 
eliminate personnel, reduce some 
salaries and to cut insurance costs 
didn't sit well with the magistrates, 
employees and County Attorney 
Jim Hammond, who was set to lose 
six secretaries under the proposed 
budget. 

Hammond began the barrage on 
Meyer saying that the county 
would have to pay workers more if 
insurance benefits were cut. 

"People are willing to work in 
county government. . .for less 
money to offset getting the health 
care program," Hauunond said. "If 
you take that away, you'll need to 
increase salaries and wages." 

Meyer responded that there was 
no question that the move would 
seriously impact employees, but 
the county could not continue to 
pay 100 percent of the workers' 
family plans for health insurance. 
Meyer proposed paying 100 per­
cent of the premium for county 
employees and 60 percent of the 
costs for a family plan. 

"Very few counties pay 100 per­
cent of the health care costs," 
Meyer said. "We've got to have a 
fiscally responsible and balanced 
budget." 

The cost to the county per 
employee for a family plan health 
insurance package, which includes 
dental, is $485.26 per month. 
Under Meyer's proposal, county 
employees would be required to 
contribute $194.10 a month for 
family coverage. 

Magistrate Jackie Owens, 
whose wife is a crew leader in the 
road department. jumped in and 
said that employees, especially 
road workers, could not afford to

Floyd County school board mem­
bers refused to accept a report on 
school facilities from the Local Plan­
ning Committee, saying the group 
met illegally last week because the 
media was not notified. 

During public comments at 
Tuesday's board meeting, Middle 
Creek resident Derrick Hicks asked 
superintendent Steve Towler when 
the Local Planning Committee(LPC) 
was convened to discuss issues in­
volving a renovation at Prestonsburg 
High School; and the closing of 
Auxier and Harold elementaries. 

At Tuesday's meeting, Towler 
apologized for the infraction and said 
that LPC co-cbaimten Jody Sword 
and Paul Phillip Hughes called the 
group into special session. 

Board member Eddie Patton told 
Towler that if the LPC had an illegal 
meeting, their report should not be 
considered by the board and the group 
should meet again. 

Thegroupalsonotedthattheboard 
needs to refine the middle school 
concept to be more "sensitive to the 
needs of individuals and be less fo­
cused on content." 

Hammond revises suit to 

Towler answered that the LPC 
had met on May 4 and that be bad a 
report from the LPC to discuss later 
in the meeting with board members. 

An objection was raised by the 
media concerning the LPC meeting 
because no notice was given that the 
panel was scheduled to meet. The 
objection also noted that because no 
notification of the meeting was given, 
as required by state law, the meeting 
could be considered illegal. 

Later in the meeting when Towler 
distributed the LPC report, board 
chairman Ray Brackett made a mo· 
tion to table the issue because there 
was a question of the legality of the 
meeting and asked that the commit­
tee hold another meeting. 

Patton wadded up his copy of the 
report and said the meeting was ille· 
gal and it sbouldn' t be discussed. 

Board members voted unani­
mously to table the issue. 

The LPC report Towler distrib­
uted to the board said that the group 
wanted in writing the school board's 
~tionale for not implementing the 

In 1993, the board adopted the 
LPC' s five-year building plan for the 
district. Under state regulations, a 
LPC' s plan can only be amended for 

·major changes in enrollment and cur­
riculum and in the event of a major 
disaster or unforeseen occurrence. 

The board voted to send the 
Prestonsburg High School issue back 
to the LPC for financial reasons; and 
no specifics were given concerning 
the closure of the two grade schools. 

Towler said that it has not been 
determined if those three projects 
meet the criteria needed to amend the 
building plan.

Although Floyd County's Fiscal 
Court adopted an E-911 ordinance 
Wednesday, it appears that the feud 
between the court and the county 
attorney on that issue is far from over. 

On Thursday, the county attorney 
and the court's independent legal 
counsel both filed separate motions 
in a lawsuit related to the issue--one 
motion is to dismiss the case and the 
other motion is to declare the or<li-

nance illegal. 
County Attorney Jim Hammond 

ftled an amendment to a lawsuit he 
fUed against Judge-Executive Bob 
Meyer and the court, asking that the 
ordinance adopted be declared un­
constitutional and/or illegal and that 
monies collected for the service for 
the past five years be returned to 
telephone customers. 

Prestonsburg attorney Ned 
Pillersdorf, who represents the fiscal 
court in Hammond's suit and also in 
a lawsuit filed by 10 taxpayers, ftled 

a motion asking that the lawsuits be 
dismissedbccausctheissuesaremoot 
because of the court's action on 
Wednesday. 

The fiscal court adopted the ordi­
nance Wednesday which makes the 
authorization tor the collection of an 
89-ccnt per month surcharge retroac­
tive to February 1990, when the court 
levied the special tax for the service. 

Hammond said Thursday that the 
<;ourt cannot make an ordinance that

Leading the fight as the new head of 
investigations for the DOl will be 
Jeny Lovitt, commissioner of state 
police.

is retroactive. He added that there are 
also flaws in the ordinance that was 
adopted, such as there are no provi­
sions to appropriate the 911 monies 
and that thedocumentdoesnotspecify 
the surcharge applies to each line 
assigned to a telephone customer. 

Hammond made no comments to 
the fiscal court relating to the ordi­
nance when it was adopted at 
Wednesday's special court meeting. 

Pillersdorf said Thursday that 
Hammond's actions are "outra­
geous." 

"He sued the county for his own 
negligence," Pillersdorf said. "He is 
only trying to compotmd the alleged 
violations be caused. It is a manipu­
lative effort to shoulder the blame 
away from him. It is outrageous to 
sue his own clients for his own mis­
take. We have a county attorney that 
is out of control." 

Hammond said that be can only 
advise the court on legal issues and 
his primary responsibility is to repre­
sent the interests of the citizens in the 
county. He added that if the court 
takes actions he deems are illegal, it 
is his duty to take the issue to circuit 
court. 

"I represent the county; the citi­
zens and even the environment, 
Hammond said. "That is my duty." 

Hammond is also asking that the 
court be "permanently enjoined and

restrained" from collecting any more 
911 fees under the ordinance the coun 
adopted. Additionally, he asks that 
the fiscal court be required to pay all 
court costs relating to the action and 
reasonable attorney fees to all par­
ties. 

The civil actions ftled regarding 
the 911 issue are pending before Cir­
cuitJudge Danny P. Caudill. Caudill 
has not ruled on issues in the cases 
because be is awaiting a decision on 
whether it is proper for him to do so 
because he is a resident of the county 
and a telephone customer. 

In March, 10 people joined in a 
lawsuit against the county seeking 
the return of over $800,000 in 911 
fees collected over the last five years 
because no ordinance was adopted 
authorizing the special tax. 

One of the attorneys in that case, 
Tim Parker, told Judge Caudill at a 
hearing last month that his clients 
were willing to put their case on hold 
because the court was trying to get 
the system in place. Parker said the 
lawsuit was ftled because the court 
was not actively pursuing getting the 
system in place. 

Pillersdorf said be is asking that 
his motion to dismiss the cases be 
heard on May 19. 

Hammond's amendment to his 
lawsuit lists no date for the issue to be 
beard by Judge Caudill.

pay for the coverage. 
Earlier in the meeting, Meyer 

pointed out that all road department 
employees are paid $9.68 per hour. 
He also said that it costs the county 
approximately $350,000 per year 
for health insurance. 

Discussions then turned to the 
county's annual fmancial contribu­
tion to the Floyd County 
Development Authority. 

Meyer's proposal included a 
reduction in the director's salary for 
the development authority by 
approximately $15,000, to $55,000 
per year. 

Hammond accused Meyer of 
trying to set his own salary because 
Meyer was interested in the direc­
tor's position. 

Meyer reportedly bad been in 
the running for the director's posi­
tion prior to being appointed as 
judge-executive. 

Meyer confmned that he had 
"expressed an interest" in the job, 
but he told Hammond that it was a 
"two-way street" in that the authoc­
ity had to make the decision to hire 
him and he, in tum, would have to 
accept the job. 

Owens suggested that the money 
budgeted for a director be used to 
"buy a new dump truck that I des­
perately need." 

Earlier this year, magistrates 
voted to purchase three new pickup 
trucks for their individual road 
crews, but nixed buying a dump 
truck for Owens' district At the 
time the squires voted to buy the 
new vehicles, Meyer bad asked 
them to cancel the purchase 
because of the county's financial 
difficulties. 

Hammond said that a $55,000 
salary in the budget for a director 

would cause "a whole lot of peo­
ple" to apply for the job who would 
take the position for a ''whole lot 
less" money. 

Former development director 
Darrell Gilliam was patd just over 
$70,000 a year. Gilliam left the 
position last year for a job in 
Franklin County. 

"You're not going to find anoth­
er Darrell Gilliam out there," 
Hammond said. "There is no one 
else out there on the whole horizon. 
I'm not saying the people aren't 
skilled, but they will work for a 
whole lot less. (The salary) doesn't 
have to be in (the budget)." 

The next round of discussions 
dealt with the issues of pay cuts and 
the elimination of positions on the 
county payroll 

Hammond chided Meyer some­
what for eliminating the positions 
in his office and cutting the assis­
tant county attorney's salary by 
almost $11,000. 

"He cut the assistant county 
attorney by $11,000 and Chris 
Waugh was cut out completely," 
Hammond said. 

Owens commented that trial 
commissioner Jack Hyden's salary 
bad been reduced and said, "I don't 
see how the county can operate 
without them guys. They are work­
ing too cheap to begin with." 

Owens then took an apparent jab 
at the sheriff and county court clerk. 

"The sheriff's department and 
the clerk's office, why do we have 
to contribute to them?" Owens 
asked.

Martin city employees must 
get okay for overtime pay

Martin's City Council met 
Wednesday to discuss overtime pro­
cedures for city employees. 

Couacil adopted a municipal or­
der that said all city employees must 
get pre-approval to work overtime 
from the mayor or the mayor's ap­
pointed supervisor. 

Council member Alan Whicker, 
who was mayor pro tern for the meet­
ing, said there is an excessive amount 
of overtime and no one, including the 
mayor, knows why. 

The municipal order states that 
three instances of claims for over· 
time without pre-approval would con­
stitute growlds for termination. 

A number of police officers voiced 
concerns about obtaining pre-ap­
proval in the evenings, for emergen­
cies, transporting prisoners and ap­
pearances in court. 

Whicker said the council will look 
at each emergency case individually, 
but cases like appearances in court 
and transporting prisoners are not 
emergencies and the officers must 
notify the mayor. 

Suggestions were made that if a 
prisoner needs to be transported to 
jail, someone on the next shift can 
handle the job. Appearances in court 
may mean rescheduling days off for 
officers. 

In a related mauer, council de-

cided that overtime owed to the po­
lice department will be paid in accor­
dance with suggestions from Rob 
Hall, investigator for the Kentucky 
Labor Cabinet 

In other business: 
• Council decided to get more in­

formation before making a decision 
about a letter from Bill Hackworth, a 
city employee, who alleges the city 
owes him money for three week's 
vacation; sick days and salary for 
May 27 tbru June 10.

County employees Janet Tackett 
and Deloris Dingus also voiced 
their displeasure at proposed cuts in 
pay. 

"I've worked for the county 
twenty and a half years," Tackett 
said. "We used to work from 8:30 
a.m. to 4:00p.m. Now we are work­
ing from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. Also, 
there's no janitor now and we have 
to do janitorial work. We're taking 
on more responsibility and getting 
our salary cut" 

At that point, Hammond inter· 
rupted the discussion and demand­
ed to know why Meyer had discon­
tinued having area ministers say a 
prayer before regular ftseal court 
meetings. 

Meyer, who appeared to be exas­
perated by Hammond's question, 
asked, "Jim, what has this got to do 
with the budget?" 

"Why have you ordered it to 
stop!' Hammond demanded. 

"It's my prerogative," Meyer 
said. "Jim, what has this got to do 
with the budgetT' 

"As a Christian, I'm offended," 
Hammond answered. 

Getting back to the issue of pay 
cuts, Meyer explained that the mag­
istrates could continue to hire 
employees and grant pay increases, 
but the county could not afford it 
He said that he surveyed surround­
ing counties and found that there 
was a "significant disparity" in the 
salaries paid to Floyd County 
employees in similar positions. 

Tackett, who bas been reclassi­
fied as the purchasing officer, and 
Dingus, who is the finance officer, 
complained that they had no staff to 
assist with their duties, as offi~rs 
in other counties have. They added 
that they also must help the office 
receptionist with her duties. 

During that discussion, it was 
brought up that former Judge­
Executive John M. Stumbo's wife, 
Pauline, was hired as deputy judge­
executive but she was not on the 
job. 

Magistrate Gerald DeRossett 
asked Meyer for details about "a 
deal" to hire Stumbo's wife. 

Dingus joined in and asked, 
''was my cut part of the dealT' 

Meyer said it was not and said 
that Stumbo was not on the job 
because of an illness.

cuts have to be made. 
"I'll tell it to you straight and I 

don't mince words," Howell said. 
"Tbe judge bas given you (the bud­
get). When you add to it, you have 
to take away from it You have to 
decide where you want to be. The 
judge is in a tough position; he is 
serving in the interim. I suggest you 
study (the budget) and come in to 
balance it to give the people of 
Floyd County the most bang for 
their buck. If you spend all the sur­
plus this year, you are gqing to have 
to do bigger cuts next year or 
increase revenues." 

Tackett commented that the 
county now has a road supervisor, 
which will help reduce the costs 
associated with the road depart­
ment She said she had just com­
pleted a review of the expenditures 
for each district in the road depart­
ment 

Howell jumped in at that point 
and cautioned the court about sepa­
rating expenditures by districts. 

"You better quit trying to spend 
money by districts," Howell said. 
'That's been illegal since 1908." 

In the past, magistrates have 
routinely divided the county's grav· 
el allotment into equal amounts by 
districts. 

Howell also said he was con­
cerned about what it will cost the 
county to operate the new jail, 
which is slated to be completed in 
October. He said that it is extreme­
ly difficult for jails to become self­
supporting by taking in state and 
federal inmates because there are 

not enough prisoners statewide to 
farm out to local jails. 

Hammond again chided Meyer 
and treasurer David Allen and Jailer 
Roger Webb for not having signed 

· contracts for housing felons from 
other counties and state and federal 
prisoners. 

The county attorney said secur­
ing the contract for the jail was one 
of the frrst issues he discussed with 
Meyer when be was appointed 
judge. 

Hammond asked Webb if be had 
contacted West Vrrginia officials 
concerning the housing of some of 
that state's class D felons in the new 
jail. 

Webb said that he bas been try­
ing to secure inmates from other 
areas, but his efforts have been 
hampered because the jail has no 
county-owned vehicles to provide 
transportation for inmates. 

Hammond urged the jailer to 
contact federal authorities and 
attempt to secure a contract to 
bouse federal prisoners in the new 
jail. 

One audience member told the 
court that she felt like Judge Meyer 
was trying to do the right thing with 
the budget and they should try to 
understand his proposals. 

"The judge is trying to balance 
the budget," the woman said. 
"Maybe some are drawing a salary 
they ought not to draw." 

To that, Tackett replied, "no one 
likes to be cut, but I'll take my 
share. He's cutting six of us, but the 
rest are getting a 2.6 percent raise.''

A budget workshop conducted 

Wednesday for the court by in­
terim Judge-Executive Bob 
Meyer was the first of its kind 
that we can recall and, we might 
add, the last, we hope. 

Oh, we firmly believe that 
public fmances ought to be dis­
cussed in open, but we're a bit 
embarrassed by the reaction of 
our so-called leaders, who thor­
oughly trashed the fmancial plan 
and Meyer, who offered logic in 
the face of financially troubling 
times. 

It appears, though, that some 
county officials and county em­
ployees have forgotten, if they 
ever knew to begin with, who it 
is they work for. 

Meyer's proposal to reduce 
health care costs by cutting the 
amount paid for family cover­
age is not only reasonable, it's 
just 

Taxpayers should be respon­
sible for health care coverage 
for employees only. 

County Attorney Jim Ham­
mond's argument that cuts in 
health care would require the 
county to increase salaries is 
without merit as well. 

Most county employees earn 
well above our region's average 
hourly wage of approximately 
$7.00 per hour. There are, no 
doubt, hundreds of folks out 
there who would be happy to get 
what they have. 

How often do we have to re­
mind these people that govern­
ment exists to provide services 
to us, not to provide them with 
careers and better-than-average 
standards of living? 

It's obvious from the court's 
attack on Meyer's proposed bud­
get that they still don't get the 
picture.

The two days set aside each year 

to bono:- parenLc; can bring much joy 
and many special memories. 

For families who have lost a baby, 
however. Mother's and Father's Day 
can be agonizing. 

InKentucky,about400babicsdic 
every year, including about 70 to 
Sudden Infant Death syndrome, 
sometimes called crib death. SIDS is 
the sudden and unexpected death of a 
seemingly healthy infant whose death 
remains unexplained even after an 
autopsy. 

Ida Lyons, R.N., coordinator of 
the Kentucky Department for llcalth 
Services infant grief counseling pro­
gram, says that many days arc diffi­
cult for families grieving t.he loss of a 
baby, but some days arc worse. 

"Any holiday that traditionally 
celebrates the family is particularly 
hard for families in grief to handle," 
she said. 

"MOlber's Day and Father's Day 
involve the special relationship be­
tween a parent and a child," she said. 
"When there's a missing child, that 
anention to parenthood just intensi­
fies the burt that never really goes 
away." 

Lyons says that parents cannot 
expect to go through such holidays 
without sadness, but there are some 
things they can do to help themselves. 

"Facing. the issue head-on can help 
you deal wtth the hurt that will inevi­
tably accompany Mother's Day and 
Father's Day," she said. "The most 

import.am thing to remember is that 
there is no 'proper' way to celebrate 
these holidays. 

"Discuss plru1s for the two days 
witll your family ahead of time and 
do what feels right for you. Remem­
ber to include your children in Ute 
discussions lxcausceven young chil­
dren are grieving also." 

~yons offers the following sug­
gestiOns for frunilies in grief. 

• Some families prefer to privately 
remember their child on holidays. 
You might set aside time in the morn­
ing to share special memories about 
the child with Ute immediate family, 
look at pictures or say a prayer. 

• Others find visiting the child's 
grave helpful.

Fr. Beiting bas been given, by the 
board of directors of C.A.P., there­
sponsibility of raising $10,000,000 
in the next four years.

The interest, from this money, 
would be used, year after year, to 
create new jobs. If the endowment is 
successful, a million dollars a year 
would be spent on jobs, forever.

AMon­
signoris titleofboo<X" given to a few 
priests, for their services to the Catho­
lic Church. 

Fr. Beiting also founded the Chris­
tian Appalachian Project, an ecumeni­
cal, interreligious organization, that 
strives to offer people an opportunity 
to help themselves. In the 38 years 
since 1957 when Fr. Beiting started 
C.A.P., it has made $500,000,000 
available, to the people of Eastern 
Kentucky and of Appalachia.

TRAIL RIDE Meyer explained to the court 

that in the past there was a large 
number of people employed as sea­
sonal help at the park, but that it did 
not tum out to be an efficient sys­
tem. 

"We need to operate it efficient­
ly and keep the number of employ­
ees down as much as possible," 
Meyer said. "Do you feel it is effi­
cient to hire 10-15 folks when the 
job can be done with significantly 
less?" Meyer ac;lced the court. 

"I can't be for this," DeRossett 
responded. "You never discuss 
nothing with us. You hire people 
not even going to school." 

In the past arguments have 
arisen because the relatives and 
children of officials and county 
employees were hired for most of 
the seasonal jobs at the park. 
Magistrates were allowed to submit 
names for consideration to the for­
mer judge-executive. 

Meyer explained that the prima­
ry purpose for his decision was to 
provide maintenance at the park. 

"Are we acting as an employ­
ment agency or to provide park 
maintenance?" Meyer asked the 
court. "I underst.and giving kids a 
chance to work, but we do want to 
operate the parks as efficiently as 
possible." 

The maintenance positions were 
advertised; applications were sub­
mitted; and candidates were inter­
viewed, Meyer said. He said the 
most qualified candidates were 
picked for the positions. 

Owens and Hammond asked 
Meyer about the selection of Wilma 
Toy as assistant pro shop manager. • 

Meyer explained that she was 
the wife of deputy sheriff Steve Toy 
and that the two were living rent 
free in a county-owned apartment 
at the park, in exchange for Steve 
Toy providing night watchman ser­
vices at the park. 

Hammond told Meyer that, in 
his opinion, the court would have to 
approve the couple living in the 
apartment. 

"I didn't know Ute court had to 
approve it," Meyer said. "I autho­
rized it." 

''Tbe county is paying the Toys 
by giving them rent," Hammond 
said. 

"It seemed to be an equitable 
ttade-off," Meyer responded, "to 
get night watchman services." 

DeRosseu asked who selected

Inmate walks away from the 
Big Sandy Detention Center

An inmate who walked away last 
week from the Big Sandy Regional 
Detention Center, allegedly with the 
help of another prisoner's mother, 
remained at-large this week. 

William B. Coleman, 42, ofLouisa 
walked away from the Paintsville 
lockup last Thursday, May 4, after he 
allegedly signed the name of another 
inmate on bond papers, authorities 
said. 

Coleman, who was in jail on DUI 
and speeding charges, bad not been 
apprehended as of Tuesday. 

"It's my understanding they know 
where he is," jail administrator Ken 
O'Bryan said Tuesday. 

O'Bryan, who was out of town 

when the incident occurred, said be 
was told that Coleman and another 
prisoner, Floyd Luster, bad devised a 
scheme for both men to be released 
from jail. 

"They came up with a plan that the 
Coleman man would impersonate 
(Luster)," O'Bryan said. "Other in­
mates heard them plotting this the 
night before." 

Luster's mother, Betty Luster of 
Ine1., was also an accomplice in the 
plot, according to police. 

When she went to the jail at8:30 
Thursday morning to post bail for her 
son, Coleman assumed his identity, 
signed the papers and was then re­
leased from the detention center, po­
lice said. 

Jail employees had no way of 
knowing they had released the wrong 

inmate, O'Bryan said. 
"Inmates have no identification 

on them in their cell; the ID is in the 
booking area," O'Bryan said. "He 
asked for this lady's son's property." 

Jail personnel did not realize that 
the wrong man bad been freed until 
Beny Luster returned later to have 
her son released, O'Bryan said. 

''Where they made their mistake 
was when she came back to get her 
son out," O'Bryan said. 

Betty Luster, 38, wac; charged with 
conspiracy and lodged in the regional 
jail. She was released Monday after 
securing a $5,000 unsecured bond, 
according to court records.

Carl Biliter, Pike County School 
Board vice chairman, said in his res­
ignation letter that he could not af­
ford the tremendous expense it would 
cause him to fight the allegations. 

He also said in the letter that be 
believed the charges againsthim were 
based on a misunderstanding. 

Education Commissioner 'Thomas 
Boysen charged Biliter, a four-term 
member from Majestic, of two counts 
of official misconduct in February. 

Boysen cited incidents that alleg­
edly stretched baCk to Biliter's 1992 
campaign to win back the board seat 
he lost in 1988. ChargesagainstBiliter 
include trying to influence the hiring, 
firing or transfer of at least 11 people 
-including his sonandfuturedaugb­
ter-in-law. 

The 1990 Kentuclcy Education 
Refmn Act gave the sole authority 
for hiring and firing to the superin­
tendent and forbade board members 
ftom having input in those matters. 

Biliter denied ever trying to influ­
ence decisions. 

"Twenty-two years ago, I first 
became a Pike County School Board 
member because I wanted to change 
things in my district," he said in his 
resignation letter. "Since then, ... I 
bave served faithfully my people for 

18 and one-half years. I had hoped to 
serve for 20, but this is not to be." 

Education Department spokesman 
Jim Parks said Boysen accepted the 
resignation and Tuesday's scheduled 
ouster hearing before the Kentucky 
Board of Education would be can­
celed. 

Boysen has 90 days to appoint a 
replacement from among applicants 
and nominees. 

Parks said everyone who applies 
and who is qualified for. the position 
will be interviewed by a three-mem­
ber panel. The panel will consist of 
William Birdwell, a state department 
employee, and two others from the 
region - most likely a current or 
former board member from a neigh­
boring county and a member of the 
Prichard Committee. 

Parks said the process typically 
takes between six and eight weeks. 
Boysen will have the fmal say. 

Biliter is the tenth school board 
member to resign under an ouster 
threatsinceKERA was implemented, 
Parks said. Four others were removed, 
one was exonerated, one was repri­
manded and one died beforehisbear­
ing. 

Six superintendents have been 
charged under KERA. Three re­
signed, two were removed and one 
retired.

Sexual misconduct 
claim gets two city 
employees suspended

Paintsville City Council recom­
mended Tuesday, May 2, that two 
city employees be suspended with­
out pay for an incident in which a 
female worker claimed she was the 
victim of sexual misconduct 

Following a three-hour closed­
door session, council recommended 
that firefighter Bobby Haney and 
police officer Greg Hyden be sus­
pended without pay for ten days. 

Details of the incident were not 
made public that night, but sources 
told the Herald that the incident oc­
curred around 3 a.m. on March 12 
when Haney allegedly touched 911 
dispatcher Chrystal McKenzie im­
properly while the two were 
"hor.;eplaying"in the911 center. The 
glass on the center's door was also 
broken during the incident 

Mitch Kinner, speaking on behalf 
of fellow council members. said 
Haney and Hyden violated the city's 
personnel policy during an incident 
on March 11 and 12 in the 911 dis­
patch center at city hall. 

According to a city official, 
McKenzie did not mention the al­
leged sexual misconduct in a written 
statement following the incident She 
reported it five days later, the official 
said. 

Haney, who was off duty and al­
legedly drinking at the time, had al­
ready been suspended for three days 
by F'U"e Chief Bob Dixon for driving 
a city vehicle while drinking. "We feel that, based upon the tes­

timony that was given. there were 
various violations of the person­
nel manual which is currently en­
forced by the city," Kinner said. 
"Without going into any specifics as 
to which 'Section was violated, we'll 
just say that there were numerous 
violations." 

Hyden was one of three other 
people present during the incident, 
but he reportedly bad no physical 
contact with McKenzie. the official 
said. 

Haney, Hyden, McKenzie and the 
two other witnesses testified dwing 
the personnel hearing.

-- In February. Humane Society officer Tori 

Matthews in Los Angeles and fanner Janet Bonney in 
Harpswell, Maine, revived animals that were near 
death. Matthews applied mouth-to-nose help to a boy's 
pet iguana, and Bonney saved a nearly frozen chicken 
with mouth-to-beak resuscitation. 

-On Jan. 16 in the woods near Waukegan, Ill., a 
Gennan shepherd dog named Friendly brought home a 
2-foot sectiOn of a severed human left leg and five 
days later brought home a portion of a right one. 
Authorities identified the legs as belonging to a 
24-year-old woman missing since Jan. 3, but in 
extensive sweeps through the area, and after outfitting 
Friendly with a radio transmitter. they were unable to 
find the rest of the body. 

--In June in Camden. N.J .. 2-year-old Matthew 
Mikel slipped while reaching for a cat on a balcony. 
He and the cat fell three stories: doctors said Matthew 
survived because his landing was cushioned by the cat, 
which did not survive. 

- In a four-student, Davidson College class project 
reported in November in The (Charlotte, N.C.) 
Observer, an Australian terrier named Willie starred in 
an experiment in which the students sprayed a syn-

thetic dog-scent chemical on stakes. hoping to see how 
often dogs would urinate on the scent. Willie, who is 
legendary because he has been known to urinate 
dozens of times on a single sl!ollthrough the neighbor­
hood, correctly bit three of the five marked stakes but 
also bit two of the unscented ones. 

GOVERNMENT IN ACTION 
-The federal Small Business Administration office 

in BirmiH!;ham, Ala .• confmned in December that it 
bad helped Mobile, Ala., enl!eprcneurs who opened 
Sammy's, a topless go-go bar adjacent to Westlawn 
Elementary School. Said the SBA director, "[W]e 
could not discriminate against them ljust] because they 
are a go-go club." 

-In 1993, the Fairbanks, Alaska, Social Security 
Administration office rej1..'Cted the application of 
Athabaskan Indian Altona Brown, 90, for Medicaid 
benefits because she was not poor enough. She owned 
only a $3,000 coffin, a $700 plane ticket (reserved for 
flying her body home to her IIibe when she passed 
away), and various rugs and clothing that she bad a 
tribal duty to pass on to her survivors. The Social 
Security office said Brown's coffin was too fancy to be 
counted as an exempt "burial receptacle," and later 
said that the ticket and rugs were worth more than the 
$1,500 burial-expense exemption. In December 1994, 
the office changed its mind and ruled her 
Medicaid-eligible. 

-In December, a former lawyer for Canada's 
House of Commons, Paul Ebbs, reached a settlement 

in his lawsuit against the government for having given 
him a boring job. He claimed the government enticed 
him to take a pay cut from his previous job, promised 
him "exciting, challenging and demanding" work, but 
assigned him to a four-lawyer office that bad only enough 
work for two. Ebbs spent two years doing nothing before 
filing his complaint. 

- In September, Dutch officials modified their 
political-asylum policy, which had recently been plagued 
with abuses estimated to cost $100 million a year. Teen­
agers from other European countries bad been claiming 
"political asylum" in upscale Netherlands beach resorts, 
where they would then be given government-paid room 
and board plus about S 15 a week to spend while their 
claims were being processed. 

-When U.S. Army Gen. Joseph Ashy left his post in 
Naples, Italy, in September to assume his new command 
duties in Colorado Springs, Colo., taxpayers paid out 
$120,000 for the IIip. A C-141 with a crew of 13 flew 
from New Jersey to pick him up, then on to Colorado 
Springs with only two passengers --Ashy and his aide.

(NAPS)-There's some­

thing spectal about wild­
flowers. Their nntural beau· 
ty rivals even the most 
elegant of formal gardens. 

,. One reason is the mvri-
ad varieties, colors, and tex­
tures they come in. There 
are more than 80 families of 
wildflowers, with more than 
1,200 species, in the north·
