Budget plan

gets changes
after protests

Revised version
still requires
employees to share
health insurance
expenses

It appears that Friday’s (today's)
Floyd Fiscal Court meeting may
not turn into a war of words like the
May 10 work session due to revi-
sions in budget cuts proposed by
the judge-executive.

Judge-Executive Bob Meyer
will recommend a budget to magis-
trates that eliminates pay cuts for
the county's finance officer and
purchasing officer and proposes
thal the county pay 75 percent of
the cost for family plan insurance
for employees.

At the May 10 work session,
Meyer’s recommendations to cut
some salaries, personnel and the
county's contribution for employee
health insurance were met with
waves of prolests from magistrates
and county workers,

In order 1o make up for budget
revisions, cuts have been made in
the parks and road departments and
in the county’s transfer fund, which
was being used as a contingency
account. Also, costs for vehicle
maintenance are budgeted to drop
by $45,000.

Under the new budget draft,
Meyer proposes that the county pay
75 percent of the cost for family
plan medical insurance, which will
require county employees to pay
$109 per month.

The county now pays 100 per-
cent of the cost for family plan
insurance and Meyer’s original
proposal was for the county to pay
60 percent with the employees pay-
ing the difference.

Other changes inciude:

= a budget increase of $40,000 10
reflect a grant for the county parks;

* maintaining the salary of the
garage clerks at the same level of
road workers;

» reinstating a $13,514 salary for
a flood plain administrator; and

* a 34,800 subsidy for the coun-
ty's newly-formed Domestic Vio-
lence Unit.

Other items 10 be discussed
today include:

*» the appointment of Bamey
Walker to the county’s solid waste
commission 10 replace Darrell
Patton who resigned;

+ the appointment of Paula
Gayle Johnson (0 the Beaver
Elkhom Water District to replace

Babbage explains use
of absentee ballots

Floyd Countians who want to vote
by paper absentee ballot should ap-
ply to their county clerk by May 16 if
they plan to vote in the May 23 elec-
tion, according to Secretary of State
Bob Babbage.

Persons planning to vote absentee
can expect some changes this year
due to laws passed by the 1994 Gen-
eral Assembly, Babbage added.

“Paper absentee ballots can now
be issued to the following group of
voters,” Babbage explained,

*Voters with physical disabilities
which prohibit them from voting ona
machine.

*Voters with medical emergency
conditions which prohibit them from
going to the polls. In the case of a
medical emergency withinsevendays
of an election, aregistered voter may

‘apply to the county clerk for a paper

absentee ballot.

=Members of the armed forces and
their families who are stationed out-
of-state or overseas.

»Persons who live outside the state
but who are still eligible to vote in
Kentucky.

+College students who reside out-
side their home county.

Persons in these categories may
request from their county clerk an
application forabsentee ballot by tele-
phone, facsimile machine, by mail or
in person.

“Others who know they will be
absent from their county on election
day will have a minimum of 12 days
before the election to vote on a voting
machine in their county clerk’s of-
fice,” Babbage explained.

Whether you are interested or
not, there will be an election
next Tuesday to decide who will
represent the Democrat and Re-
publican parties on November's
ballot for governor.

tor and a career politician has
the name recognition to place
second in the mountains.

His history of flip-flopping on
issues makes us wonder if he
has what it takes to be an effec-
tive leader.

Finally, there's Gatewood
Galbraith, who has some inter-
esting ideas buta slim audience.

Galbraith probably shot him-
self in the foot four years ago
when he campaigned on the le-
galization of marijuana and,
despite a more moderate ap-
proach this goaround, he'll have
a hard time getting voters to
take him seriously.

On the Republican side of the
ballot, two soldiers in the army
of the last GOP governor, Louie
Nunn, are fighting it out.

Larry Forgyisone, BobGable
is the other.

As far as we know, neither has
ventured into Floyd County dur-
ing the primary campaign, fig-
uring no doubt that there aren't
enough GOP votes here to fret
over.

Here are our guesses on the
outcomes of the races.

Patton and Rose will have to
meet in a runoff because a light
turnout in Eastern Kentucky
won't give Patton the 40 percent
plurality he needs.

Forgy will knock Gable off
with relative ease.

November's race will see the
Democrat candidate as an un-
derdog for the first time in mod-
ern times.

Editor:

As anyone who bas ever met a
payroll knows, one of the biggest
problems facing companies today is
the high cost of workers' compensa-
tion insurance. As I've travelled the
state, I've talked with many con-
cemned citizens and business owners,
including several in Prestonsburg and
Floyd County, about workers’ com-
pensation and shared their frustration
regarding fraud within the program.
Unfortunately, one reason workers'
compensation premiums are so high
is that some people are cheating the
system. That's simply not fair, and
it’s something that we are committed
to eliminate,

My message is simple: we will not
tolerate workers' compensation fraud
in Kentucky. If you are cheating the
system, we will catch you and we will
prosecute you to the full extent al-
lowable by law. It doesn’t matter if
you are a worker, an employer, an
insurance agent, a lawyer, or a health
care provider, if you are cheating the
system, you will be caught.

National experts say $100 billion
a year is spent in the United States on
workers’ compensation prémiums,
and that as much as 20% of that goes
to pay for fraudulent claims, In Ken-
tucky, that means cheaters could be
costing business owners as much as
$160million per year. Business own-
ers have torecover their costs, and so
they pass the cost along to us by way
of higher prices. In short, you and I
pay more because a few people are
taking advantage of us.

Last week in Frankfort, we an-
nounced a new plan to crack downon
workers’ compensation fraud. We
now have more people investigating
claims to make sure that the money

goes only to those who really deserve
it. We are so committed to catching
these cheaters that T have asked State
Police Commissioner Jerry Lovitt to
head the new investigation team,

Inaddition, we have setup a state-
wide toll-free hotline to accept calls
from people who suspect workers’
compensation fraud. If you know of
someone who is cheating the system,
call 1-800-554-8601, and we will in-
vestigate.

Our goal is to reduce costs for
Kentucky's employers, catch those
people who are taking advantage of
the system, and restore integrity to
the workers' compensation system.
As Govemnor, I believe you deserve
nothing less.

St. Clair and Ward are the state’s
third and fourth coal fatalities of the
year. All fourdeaths have occurred at
surface operations.

“This is very unusual that we've
had no underground fatalities, but
we' ve had four surface mining fatali-
ties now," Attkisson said. “It's very
unsettling, of course.”

MSHA said St. Clair had two
years’ experience at his job, all at the
same company. Ward had 23 years’
experience in the industry, seven
months as a truck driver at Pinson
Ridge.

A Magoffin County man was pro-
nounced dead at the scene Thursday,
May 4, after being stabbed.

William Shepherd, 58, of
Salyersville died as a result of inju-
ries he sustained after an argument
with Billy Joe Stacy, 32, of Krypton,
in Breathitt County.

Upon arrival, KSP officials dis-
covered Shepherd’s body.

He was pronounced dead at the
scene by Breathitt County Coroner
Gene Watts.

Theaccused, Billy Joe Stacy, fled
the scene, but was arrested a short
time later, withoul incident, after a
report to KSP Trooper Steve Thomas
stating the suspect was seen walking
along Barwick Road.

According to Wallts, autopsy re-
sults show the victim died of a single
stab woundinflicted by a long kitchen
knife to the upper center of the chest,
resulting in internal hemorrhaging.
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The knife was confiscated by KSP.

Stacy is being held in the Breathitt
County Jail where he has beencharged
with murder.

He appeared before District Judge
Kenny Profitt Monday, May 8, and
the preliminary hearing was Mon-
day, May 15.

The incident is still under investi-
gation by Detective Orlando Noble
of the Hazard State Police Post.

Funeral services for the victim
were conducted Saturday, May 6, at
the Fritz Church of God with
Salyersville Funeral Home in charge
of arrangements.

St. Clair is survived by a wife and
one child. Ward was married and had
two children.

The other two Kentucky mining
deaths this year occurred within five
days of each other, both in Perry
county. A bulldozer operator was hit
by a rock truck in a mine parking lot,
and a mine foreman fell off a 31-foot
catwalk.

Kentucky's coal mines had the
nation’s highest death tolls during
the last two years — 12 last year and
19 in 1993.

New judge
named in
Burchett
rape case

A special judge has been named
fora1991 rape and incest case against
aformerOil Springs man who pleaded
guilty tokilling Johnson County Sher-
iff Gene Cyrus.

Newly-appointed Pike Circuit
Judge Ed Coleman was named 1o
preside over the case against Flem
Burchettafter Johnson Circuit Judges
Stephen N, Frazier and James A.
Knight disqualified themselves in
April.
Knight said he and Frazier for-
mally stepped down after the case
appeared on a printout of pending
cases in their circuit.

Pike Circuit Judge Bayard Collier,
who was special judge in the murder
case against Burchett, had originally
been assigned the rape case by Su-
preme Court Chief Justice Robert
Stephens. But Collier resigned from
the bench and was replaced by
Coleman.

No trial date has been set in
Johnson Circuit Court.
Commonwealth’s Attorney Anna
Deskins Melvin said she hasdiscussed
the rape case with the victim, who is
Burchett’s granddaughter, and will
decide soon how to proceed. The
victim no longer lives in Johnson
County, Melvin said.

Burchett was on trial for the rape
charge in Johnson Circuit Court on
March 18, 1992, when he walked
away during a recess and later shot
Cyrus as the sherifl attempted to ar-
rest him. Burchett also shot himself
in the face.

Burchett later pleaded guilty to
murder and was sentenced in No-
vember 1993 to life in prison. He will
be eligible for parole in 2004,

Cyrus bad arrested Burchett on
the rape charge and presented the
case to a Johnson County grand jury
in 1991.

According to grand jury tran-
scripts, the alleged incident occurred
April 27, 1991, three weeks after
Burchett and his family moved to Oil
Springs from Floyd County.

The girl was 13 years old at the
time, and Cyrus told the grand jury
that Burchett had “started raping her
when she was nine."

The case has been continued at
least twice in Johnson Circuit Court
on the request of then
Commonwealth's Attorney Leo
Marcum.

Afterajury had beenimpaneledin
March 1992, police said Burchett
forced his son-in-law to drive him
home during a lunch recess.

It was at his residence that police
said Burchett shot Cyrus once in the
head before tuming the gun on him-
self.

Fran Hawkins, vendor management supervisor for the
state WIC program, said store owners agree to abide by
regulations governing the WIC program before they are
authorized to accept WIC checks. Retailers who violate
regulations lose’ the right to accept WIC checks for
periods ranging from three months to three years.

To regain authorization, a store must reapply and be
accepted. B&R Grocery will be disqualified for at leas!
three months. ;

WIC is a federally funded program that provides
nutrition counseling and specific foods high in protein,
iron and vitamin C to low-income pregnant women, new
mothers, infants and children through age 4. With vouch-
ers from local health departments, women can obtain

The second reason was to ask that the
BOE schedule a special meeting to
hear our concemns.

World War Il was the largest and

most violent armed conflict in the
history of mankind. Some 16,353,659
Americans served between Decem-

ber 7, 1941, and December 31, 1946.
Some 407,317 Americans died dur-
ing World War II including 7,902
Kentuckians.

Governor Jones proclaimed Mon-
day, May 8, 1995, as V-ECommemo-
ration Day in Kentucky. The Procla-
mation asked that the church bells
across the state sound at noon in
honor of the 50th anniversary of
World War I1.

“The church bells signal our unifi-
cation and our determination to de-
fend freedom and justice in this coun-
try," said Governor Jones.

The Proclamation called upon all
citizens of Kentucky to “recognize
and honor all the veterans who sacri-
ficed so much for the cause of free-
dom for future generations of Ken-
tuckians and all Americans.

A Low-Tech Approach To Low Back Pain
That Really Works!

(NAPS)—It's a painful
fact that 80 percent of us
experience problems with
our lower back at some
time in our lives, The good
news is that nine out of ten
of us will be free of our
problems within a month.

But what do we do
until the pain goes away?
According to treatment
guidelines developed by a
panel of experts for the
federal Agency for Health
Care Policy and Research,
what works best is a low-
tech approach to acute (or
sudden) attacks of low
back pain. AHCPR recom-
mends treating most
painful low back problems
with non-prescription
medications for pain relief
and mild exercise such as
walking or swimming,.

Acute low back pain is
a short episode of painful
discomfort in the back, or
pain or numbness that
moves down the leg. Back
problems are the second
most common reason,
after colds, for trips to
the doctor and carry a
price tag of $20 billion
annually in medical costs
and lost work time. But
experts say that a third
of this cost could be saved
by following this new
treatment—with no loss
in quality of care.

To develop the guide-
line, AHCPR's panel of
experts reviewed over
3,900 scientific studies to
discover what worked
best for the treatment of
low back problems. Here
is what they recommend
when pain hits:

* Take acetaminophen,
aspirin or ibuprofen for

pain relief. They work as
well as prescription drugs.

* Stay active. Low-
stress exercise such as
walking, biking or swim-
ming should be started
gradually in the first two
weeks, then conditioning
exercises to strengthen
trunk museles can begin.

* Seek relief if neces-
sary. Spinal manipulation
(as performed by chiro-
practors, osteopaths, and
other therapists) can help
relieve pain, but is effec-
tive only in the first month
after symptoms appear.

Diagnostic tests and
surgery should be saved
only for cases in which a
serious underlying condi-
tion is suspected.

(NAPS)—Health pro-
fessionals have long ree-
ognized that women live
longer than men, but
unfortunsately statistics
show that women do not
necessarily live healthi-
er lives.

The position states that
because of special biological
and sociological influences,
women are at particular
risk for cardiovascular dis-
ease, certain types of can-
cer including breast cancer,
obesity, osteoporosis and
diabetes. As a result,
increased attention to
nutrition and weight man-
agement are critical compo-
nents of both risk reduction
and treatment, especially
for women who already
have one or more of the dis-
ease conditions prevalent
among women.

Advocating a lifestyle-
focused regimen of health-
ful eating habits, healthy
weight and exercise
habits, the position docu-
ments the widespread sei-
entific consensus that
improved nutrition and
more physical activity can
significantly reduce the
risk of disease in women.

“Now is the time for
women to make changes in
their habits to plan for a

healthier future,” said Doris
Derelian, Ph.D., R.D. (regis-
tered dietitian), president of
the American Dietetic Asso-
ciation. “This Mother's Day,
share something special with
the women you love—tips
for living a healthier life.”

And there is good
news—the same eating
and activity habits that
will protect your overall
health will also enable you
to reach or maintain a
healthy weight. Following
these simple guidelines
will help you achieve both
goals at the same time.

Nutrition Basics

The Color/Crunch
Test: Choose foods with
a variety of colors and
textures at each meal.

The Pie Test: Think
of your plate as a pie: 75
percent of the pie should
be made up of grains, veg-
etables and fruits; 25 per-
cent of othmr foods such as
dairy products or meat.

* If you eat more high
fat foods than you plan
one day, it doesn't mean
that you have failed, The
key is to aim for a bal-
ance over the long term
by being more active or
making lower fat food
choices the next day.
