Teachers not 
happy with raises 
ratified by board

A $600 across the board pay raise 
for Floyd County school personnel 
apparently bas created some labor 
unrest among the district's classroom 
teachers. 

At a special school board meeting 
Tuesday, the board voted 3-1 for the 
pay raise that did not allow for any 
additional increases for employees 
with over 25 years experience. 

Board member Phyllis Honshell 
voted against the increase. Honshell 
made a motion to offer employees 
with over 25 years experience lon­
gevity pay, but her motion died for 
lack of a second. 

I-lonshell said that offering addi­
tional pay would create incentive 
among personnel. 

"I'm really unhappy this has oc­
curred," lion shell said. "I think we 
can make a lot of people happy which 
would result in better performance. I 
think we've made a grave error." 

Board members Eddie Patton, Ray 
Brackett and Ray Wilcox did not 
offer any discussion on the issue at 
the ho11rd meeting.

Outgoing Floyd County Educa­
tion Association president Patty 
Murphy called the increase "an in­
sult'' to teachers. Murphy made three 
unsuccessful attempts to be recog­
nized to speak at the meeting. 

Murphy said that the pay raise 
amounted to a two percent increase 
and that under a new union contract 
approved for bus drivers, some driv­
ers realized a 14 percent increase. 

It was pointed out during the meet­
ing that under the bus drivers' con­
tract, negotiated by the United Steel­
workers' Union, some drivers would 
notreceivea$600 increase. The board 
voted to pass on the $600 increase to 
those drivers that would be receiving 
less. 

The apparent dissatisfaction with 
the pay raise among teachers and 
certified staff prompted some at the 
meeting to talk about the 1990 teach­
ers' strike in Floyd County. 

Teachers remained on the picket 
line for 10 days during that strike 
until an agreement was negotiated 
with the board. That agreement called 
for annual raises for teachers, but 
those raises bave not materialized, 
representatives from the teachers' 
organization have said. 

The issue is expected to be ad­
dressed at the July 11 regular board 
meeting.

• The board approved tbe 1995-96 

budgets for Head Start, pre-school 
and Head Start COLA. 

• The board approved special edu­
cation contracts pending approval by 
board attorney Phil Damron. Damron 
said that contracts for physical therapy 
and psychological services were 
poorly written and did not address 
the issue of liability. 

• The board voted to refinance a 
1987 bond issue for school construc­
tion, which would increase the 
district's current bonding potential. 

• The board designated Dottie 
Hastings as treasurer. 

• Decisions were postponed on 
creating a position of full-time sub­
stitute teachers at schools with over 
400 students and a matching fund 
request from Allen Elementary.

Cut proposed 
for legal services 

'ijle U.S. House of Representa­
tives Appropriations Subcommittee 
on Commerce, Justice, State, and the 
Judiciary proposed a $27 billion 
spending bill which includes $287 
million for the Legal Services Corpo­
ration, the federal body which funds 
legal aid organizations such as the 
Appalachian Research and Defense 
Fund in Prestonsburg. 

The proposed figure for legal ser­
vices represents a cut of almost 30 
percent from last year's budget of 
'$415 million. 

Rep. Hal Rogers, who chairs the 
subcommittee, said that legal ser­
vices providers were often "the only 
hope" for legal assistance for poor 
people in the Appalachian region and 
that be has "real re§ervations" about 
getting rid of the program. However, 
when asked about the funding cut, 
Rogers said the figure is "the best I 
think we can do under the circum­
stances." 

Many Washington Republicans 
are opposed to the program, and the 
House Budget Committee last month 
suggested phasing the program out 
over the next two years. Although 
Rogers' committee approved fwld­
ing for the program, LSC will likely 
be targeted during discussions on the 
bill. 

The bill would require legal-aid 
groups to compete annually for their 
grant money and would place new 
restrictions on how they could use 
their funding. For example, attorneys 
would not be permitted to lobby on 
behalf of clients or ftle class-action 
suits against any governmental 
agency. 

Rogers said that he believes the 
cut would come mainly from admin­
istrative and support services, with 
only limited effect on legal-aid attor­
neys and their clients.

Loophole in campaign finance law 

should be closed after election 
Who can blame Kentucky Re­

publican Chairman Mary Fisher for 
nixing an offer by Democratic 
Chairman Terry McBrayer to limit 
spending by both parties on their 
candidates? 

Why should the GOP chairman 
agree to give up a funding mecha­
nism that is clearly in her party's 
favor? 

It is the Democrats who created 
ti1e loophole that could prove a fi­
nancial bonanza not only for Re­
publican gubernatorial candidate 
Larry Forgy but for the entire GOP 
slate. As Fisher pointed out in her 
response to McBrayer's proposal, 
the Democratic majorities in the 
state Senate and House of Repre­
sentatives sought no help from Re­
publicans when they approved the 
campaign finance reform laws. 

The law dictates that political 
parties can donate no more than 
$1,000 to the campaigns for gover­
nor and lieutenant governor. How­
ever, it places no restrictions on 
how much apolitical party can raise 
and spend on a slate of candidates. 

An oversight on the part of t11e 
legislators? At the time the law was 
passed, the loophole seemed to fa­
vor the Democratic Party. 

B uttirnes have changed. TheRe­
publican Party has enjoyed a resur­
gence in recent years and demon­
strated an ability to raise a lot of 
money. The Democratic Party, on 
the other hand, has had trouble pay­
ing its routine bills and has laid off 
workers at its state headquarters. 

No wonder McBrayer and other 
Democrats fear the party will be 
unable to come close to matching 
what Republicans will be able to 
raise and spend on their candidates 
this fall... 

Well, the rules do need to be 
changed - but not until after the 
election. The intent of the campaign 
finance law was to restrict the im­
pact of special interest money on 
elections. However, restrictions on 
how much gubernatorial candidates 
can raise and spend are largely ne­
gated when there are no limits on 
how much political parties can raise 
and spend on slates of candidates. 

However, Democrats made the 
rules-and they will have to live by 
them. When the General Assembly 
meets next January, legislators can 
amend the Jaw to restrict spending 
parties.

What • s a county to do if it has no 
operating budget when the new fiscal 
year rolls around? 

Temporarily shut down. 
At one point Tuesday, that was 

what one state official recommended 
for Johnson County until it approves 
a budget for the 1995-96 fiscal year, 
which begins Saturday. 

His boss. however, said that 
wouldn't be necessary. 

Faced with a July I deadline, 
Johnson County has not given final 
approval to its new budget. Delays 
have forced the fiscal court to wait 
until next week to take final action. 

Judge-Executive Hobert Meade 
said the budget, which wasn't ap­
proved by the state Department of 

Tax bills delayed: 

Local Government until this week. 
must be published 10 days before it 
can be approved by the court. 

That will push final approval to 
next Friday, July 7, well past the 
deadline established by state law. 

What will the county do in the 
meantime, since it legally cannot 
spend any money? Tom Dobson, an 
advisor with the Department of Local 
Government, on Tuesday proposed a 
brief vacation. 

''The county has no authorization 
for county operations supported by 
the fiscal year budget," Dobson said. 
"I would advise that they take a week's 
vacation until the budget is approved." 

After talking with his boss, State 
Local Finance Officer Tom 
Armstrong, later in the day, Dobson 
said a temporary shutdown would 
not be required. 

Rate increase for 
library tax in Pike

County officials are now saying it 
may be September before 1994 prop­
erty tax bills are in the hands of tax­
payers, despite the fact that all taxing 
districts have set rates. 

The delay follows a rate increase 
in the county library tax, approved by 
the library district's board of trustees 
Ia!> week. 

The board adopted a rate of 2.49 
cents per$100ofreal property, in this 
case, the maximum allowed by law. 

The tax is expected to generate 
$348,785 in revenues, about $50,000 
over what last year's tax rate would 
have generated. 

A portion of the library's revenue 
is subject to a recall vote. 

If 10 percent of the people who 
voted in the last presidential election 
petition the increase during the next 
45 days, the issue will be out on the 
ballot for a recall vote. 

The 45-day wait will also delay 
printing of the 1994 tax tickets, and 
could pose financial problems for 
local government sand school boards 
still waiting for revenues from last 
year's property taxes. 

"We will live on borrowed money 
as a result of this decision," said 
Juage-Executive Donna Damron on 
Monday, during a special called meet­
ing of the Pike County Fiscal Court. 

"I wonder if we would lose more 
than $50,000 in interest on borrowed 
funds," asked Magistrate Karen 
Gibson. 

Carol Hawkins, director of librar­
ies, said the rate adopted by the li­
brary board is "the same rate that 
everybody paid last year," however, 
an increase in property assessments 
will create more revenue for the li­
brary. 

Pike County Clerk Lillian Pearl 
Elliot, who oversees printing of the 
tax tickets, said the library board 
could, at any time, withdraw the rate. 

out, Elliot said taxing districts would 
"probably lose some revenue." 

In order to have time to prepare 
necessary reports, Elliot said the 
sheriffs department, the agency re­
sponsible for collecting county taxes, 
does not want to begin collections 
before August. · 

"I would think that we should not 
delay collecting taxes as a result of 
preparing a report," said Damron. 

She was also concerned that addi­
tional delays m tlle 1994 tax tickets 
could result in people receiving three 
tax bills in an 18-month period. 

The fiscal court will need to call a 
special meeting to accept tax rates set 
by each district. 

In the meantime, Damron said she 
would encourage members of the li­
brary board to reconsider the rate, "so 
we can move on with getting our tax 
tickets processed." 

Members of the county library 
board could not be reached for com­
ment Tuesday. 

As director of libraries, Hawkins 
said she does not have a vote on the 
board, but said thehighertax rate was 
necessary to pay additional costs as­
sociated with operating the library at 
Belfry, which opened last month. 

The library board operates four 
libraries in the county and a bookmo­
bile. 

The Department of Libraries and 
Archives contributes about $40,000 
annually, according to Hawkins, with 
the remainder of operating funds gen­
erated by the library tax. 

A portion of the tax also goes to 
the Pikeville Public Library. 

"We absolutely need the money in 
order to operate," Hawkins said. 

"We have built four libraries form 
the time we began receiving the li­
brary tax. 

"We do not owe any money on 
any of them. Belfry library has been 
paid off." 

Hawkins said the library tax is "a 
wise use of taxpayer dollars." 

"If we can't put new materials and 
new books in our library, what have 
we got?" Hawkins asked. 

As long as the county does not 
incur any expenses between July 1 
and July 7, it can stay in business, be 
said. 

Meade said he will not spend any 
money until the budget becomes of­
ficial. 

How the county got in this situa­
tion has met with conflicting answers. 

Dobson acknowledged that his 
agency didn't approve Johnson 
County's budget until Monday. But 
he said the reason for the delay was 
because the county was late sending 
information required by tlle depart­
ment to process the budget. 

Armstrong sent a memo on April 
19 to all county judge-executives, 
reminding them that"inordertoavoid 
unnecessary delay, please remember 
that your county's budget cannot be 
processed until my office has re-

--

ceived" the required information. 
The information included a cur­

rent quarterly report; adopted prop­
erty tax rates for the county and spe­
cial districts for 1994; a completed 
liabilities section; and a signature page 
signed by the county judge. 

Johnson County did not have a 
complete liabilities section for the 
budget, and several debt service is­
sues were either omitted or not fully 
funtled, Dobson said Tuesday. 

Budgets that didn't contain the 
information were laid aside and other 
counties' budgets were processed 
until the required data was supplied, 
he said. 

Meade said his staff complied with 
all the requirements, faxing informa­
tion that was requested by the depart­
ment. He also said Treasurer Addie 
Stambaugh interrupted her vacation

Stambaugh said she hao; docu­

Meade said. "We got it in early, and 
we gave them everything they asked 
for. Armstrong said we were in com­
pliance." 

Armstrong could not be reached 
for coiiUllent. 

This is the second straight year 
that Johnson County's fiscal year 
budget has been late. Last year, the 
fiscal court gave final approval to the 
1994/95 budget before getting the 
go-ahead from the Department of 
Local Government.

A new ambulance service is now 
operating in the Pond Creek area and 
has plans to increase its service . 

Appalachian First Response took 
over operations for Belfry MedicaJ 
Trip and startedanswering emergency 
calls last week. 

"I would say in the lao;t week we 
have gone on more than 30 emer­
gency runs," said Jerry Hurley, one 
of the founders of tllc new service, 
"It's been pretty busy around here." 

Hurley said that Bill Ball, a gen­
eral manager of an Ashland Oil dis­
tributorship in Williamson, West 
Virginia, would be the director of the 
new station and Hurley would be 
handling the fin:mctal aspect of the 
business. 

Presently, Appalachian First Re­
sponse is manned by four c.:ertit\cd 

emergency medical technicians and 
two volunteers, but Hurley hopes to 
increase his staff to nine with a 
call-in list or "pool of others," if 
needed. 

The new station is housed in an 
apartment connected to the Appala­
chian Regional Hospital at South 
Williamson. 

"The hospital has been really 
great," said Hurley. "they have gone 
out of their way to help us get thing 
started." 

The apartment is equipped witll 
an office, lounge, bedroom (with two 
beds), bathroom and a small kitchen. 

"This is sort of a hoine away from 
home for us," said EMT Jamie 
Cotterman, who usually persuades 
his wife to cook for him ami the 
others when the shifts get too long. 
··sometimes we're here for 32-hour 
shifts or longer." 

The crew takes tums dispatching, 
wiving the ambulance. antl taking 

care of the patients, "but all of it can 
be stressful at times," said Cotterman. 

For EMT Tim Holbrook, driving 
would have to take first place in the 
way of stress. 

"Some people just will not yield 
for an emergency vehicle," he said. 
"Others seem to panic and try to dart 
out of the way." 

"You really have to watch the 
other drivers." Holbrook added. 

Another EMT, Christy Robinette, 
takes the stress all in stride. 

Inside: 

"My husband is a police officer 
for the city of Williamson, West Vir­
ginia," she said, "so we're both used 
to the emergency aspect of it." 

At the moment, the station houses 
three ambulances. but Hurley said he 
hopes to increase that number. 

Hurley also said the station was 
now hiring certified EMTs and para­
medics for those interested.

It's fmally here-the fllm women across these

Robert James Waller's best-seller hit the stands. 

Clint Eastwood, who also direct.cd, portrays Robert 
Kincaid, a photographer on assignment for National 
Geographic. The year is 1965 and he is in Madison 
County, Iowa, snapping shots of that area's covered 
bridges, a remnant. from times past. While there, 
Kincaid meets Franccsca Johnson (Meryl Streep), an 
Italian immigrant married to a farmer. Iler husband 
and two children arc away for the state fair and she's 
on her own. 

The two hit it off and engage in a four-day tryst, 
chock full of passion, tenderness and sheer poetic 
beauty. In fact, the relationship is positively lyrical. 
Only when Francesca comes down to earth do we 
realize how wrenching this parting is going to be. 
Ultimately, she remembers her duty to the good man 
she married and the children she has borne him. 

I must admit tbat I thought Streep was wrong for the 
part, not because of her acting. I knew she could 
portray any character she was called upon to play. 
However, I objected to her simply because by no 
stretch of the imagination could she come off Italian. 
Well, I was wrong. She pulls it off. In addition to the 
usual tricks of darkening her hair and skin, Strccp put 
on some weight and took on what can only be called 
purely Italian mannerisms (and I was assured of that by 
my oh-so-Italian friend).

Are Certain Rodents Deadly? 
(NAPS}-While pet mice 

and other rodents can be 
cute, there's little that's 
charming about the list of 
diseases their wild relatives 
can carry to your family if 
they come in contact with 
them. What you may not 
know is, mice can carry oyer 
40 diseases. It is important 
to practice rodent prevention 
year-round-winter means 
peak rodent season, when 
rodents are more likely to 
enter your home seeking 
food and shelter; spring and 
summer can increase the 
risk for certain diseases as­
sociated with outdoor activi­
ties and heavy cleaning. 

Here's a look at four of 
the diseases carried by 
rodents and what you can 
do about them. 

Hantaviru.s. Carried in 
mouse droppings, this 
deadly disease starts out 
flu-like with fever, head 
and muscle aches, coughing 
and abdominal pain. Vic­
tims soon develop respira­
tory failure and lung prob­
lems. Presently, there's no 
cure. It's acquired mainly 
by breathing in microscopic 
airborne droplets from 
rodent droppings. Never 
sweep or vaccuum drop­
pings before wetting them 
with disinfectant, since this 
could put dangerous virus­
laden dust into the air-be 
especially careful during 
spring cleaning. Prevention 
involves rodent-proofing 
and <lisinfecting your home. 

Lyme disease is a fre­
quently contracted dis­
ease carried by deer ticks 
that live on mice. It starts 
with a bull's-eye pattern 
rash three to 32 days after 
a tick bite. In stage two, 
sufferers experience tem­
porary paralysis of the 
face, neck stiffness and 
headache and inflamma­
tion of the nervous sys­
tem. Stage three brings on 
arthritis, impaired think­
ing and a loss of sensa­
tion. To guard against it, 
wear long-sleeved shirts 
and tuck pants and socks 
into boots when you go 
outdoors in long grass or 
wooded areas; spray 
exposed skin and clothing 
with tick repellent: and 
remove anv ticks with a 
tweezers. ·Be especially 
careful in spt·ing and sum­
nwt· when you're outdoors 
more often with le~s

clothes for protection. 
Salmonella poisoning 

is caused by contaminated 
food. Since rats and mice 
often live in areas where 
human or animal food is 
stored, prepared or sold, 
the food may be contami­
nated by rodent feces that 
carry the salmonella bacte­
ria. Symptoms include sud­
den, sharp pain in the 
stomach or bowels, fever, 
nausea, vomiting and 
bloody, watery <liarrhea six 
to 48 hours after eating. To 
prevent it, rodent-proof 
your home; cook all meat, 
poultry and seafood thor­
oughly; store food in the 
refrigerator; and wash 
hands between handling 
raw and cooked food. 

Trichinosis, commonly 
contracted from eating un­
dercooked pork, especially 
from swine that have con­
sumed infected rodents, 
causes nausea, abdominal 
pain, fever, muscle pain and 
weakness. Pork should be 
cooked to an internal tem­
perature of at least 170°, and 
cooking it in the microwave 
is not recommended. 

*** 
To keep the rodents that 

can carry these germs out of 
your home, experts suggest 
you use bait which lets the 
rodent ingest the poison and 
leave the area. The maker 
of d-coN' rodenticides offers 
a variety of EPA-registered 
baits including Mouse-Prufe 
II", Ready Mixed, and 
Pellets. A good alternative 
to bait is the Ultra Set'' 
Covered Snap Trap, de­
si~ed to be easy to set and 
to allow for easy disposal of 
the rodent. Its covered de­
sign also minimizes contact 
with the dead rodent.
