Times wins
appeal of
Open
Records
denial

An open records appeal filed in
February by The Floyd County
Times has set a legal precedent in
Kentucky in relation to information
collected by the state on charitable
gaming activities,

In an official opinion issued July
24, assistant attorney general Amye
B. Majors upheld the newspaper’s
argument that applications for
licenses for charitable gaming
operations, specifically bingo
games, were public records and
open 1o inspection.

The Times had been denied
access to those records by the state
Justice Cabinet, Division of
Charitable Gaming, which con-
tended the requested information
was confidential.

In an appeal of that denial to the
attorney general, Times publisher
Scott Perry argued that the infor-
mation sought did not gualify as
confidential and that the General
Assembly, in enacting the law reg-
ulating charitable gaming, had
specifically indicated that regula-
tions governing games “shall be
construed in the public interest and
strictly enforced.”

Assistant AG Majors incorporat-
ed that contention in her opinion,
which is 1o be published as a legal
precedent, and she found that the
Justice Cabinet had violated the
state’s Open Record’s Act by deny-
ing the Times access to the records
requested.

In her opinion, which carries the
force of law unless successfully
appealed by the Division of
Charitable Gaming, Majors wrote
that, “(T)he Division of Charitable
Gaming has offered no proof that
any of this information is generally

Searchers make quick work
of recapturing prison escapee

A prisoner who walked away
from the Otter Creek Correctional
Facility Saturday night didn’t cover
much ground before being captured
by Floyd County Sheriff’s deputies
Sunday afternoon.

Ralph Claudio, 37, was found
sleeping on the other side of the
mountain from the prison by auxil-
iary deputy sheriff Gary Dotson,
who was using police canines
Dingo and Doc to -locate the
inmate.

Dotson notified deputies Terry
Chaffins and chief Linzie Hunt,
who took Claudio into custody.
Claudio, who was up for parole in
1996, was serving a sentence for

possession of a controlled sub-
stance.

Deputies said that Claudio
offered no resistance and comment-
ed that he thought he was in
Prestonsburg because he had coy-
ered a lot of territory through the
night.

Claudio is also the prime suspect
in a break-in at Roop's Grocery,
which is near where most of the
inmates that have walked away
from the prison have come out of
the hills.

Claudio was reported missing by
prison officials at approximately
10:45 p.m. Saturday night. After his
capture, deputies said that the
inmate told them he escaped from
the prison through a hole in the
fence around the facility.

Prison director Don Sapienza
said Tuesday that there was no hole
in the fence and prison officials
have found “no obvious” way
Claudio could have walked away
from the facility. Prison employees
are still trying to determine how
Claudio escaped, Sapienza said.

Deputies began searching the
area adjacent to the prison just after
the escape was reported and stayed
in the area throughout the day
Sunday, The search party received
some air support in looking for
Claudio through the use of a heli-
copter belonging to television sta-
tion WOWK in Huntington and
Charleston, West Virginia. b

A theft ring involving nine peo-

Originally, four people, two
adults and two juveniles, were
charged with the auto thefts.

Funeral is held
Tuesday for
slain Floyd man

A special session of the Martin
County Grand Jury to hear a mur-
der charge against Pigeon Roost
resident Tim Maynard was can-
celed Monday, but the prosecutor
says the case might be presented
later this week.

Commonwealth's Altomey
Anna Melvin said the case, involv-
ing the June 29 stabbing death of
21-year-old Jeffrey Donald Nelson
of East Point, could be heard when
the grand jury meets in regular ses-
sion this Friday. Monday’s session
was canceled to give state police
more time to collect evidence,
Melvin said.

Swate police in Pikeville have
chargéd Maynard with murder in
connection with Nelson's disap-
pearance and death, The charge
could be upgraded to capital mur-
der, a death penalty offense,
Melvin said last Friday.

Certain other offenses must be
present in order to charge a defen-
dant with capital murder, including
rape, robbery or burglary.

If Maynard is indicted for capi-
tal murder, the state attomey gener-
al’s office might prosecute the case,
Melvin said. Melvin has written
Attorney General Chris Gorman
asking for assistance in the case
and is awaiting a response.

“When the death penalty is

involved, the attorney general’s
office often takes over the case,”
Melvin said.

The highly publicized case
began when Nelson’s family
reported his missing. He was last
seen June 28 leaving Center Stage,
a Prestonsburg nightclub.

Nelson’s body was found July 8
near a road at a Martin County strip

New judicial complex gets
thumbs-up from fiscal court

It looks like there will be a new
courthouse facility built in Floyd
County, but it will not be on such a
grand scale as first proposed.

At Friday’s Floyd Fiscal Court
meeting, magistrates voted to pro-
ceed with a new $9 million court
facility, which is expected to be
paid for with rental monies from the
slate agency that will occupy the
building. The original proposal
called for a four-story building with
an estimated $17 million price tag.

Harry Hoffman, with the state’s
Administrative Office of the Courts
(AOQ), told magistrates last month
that if the court approved a $9 mil-
lion bond issue for the project, bond
payments would be made from
rental income from AOC.

Hoffman explained that the
facility would have three levels,
with one level to be used for
employee parking. The building
would house the county's district
and circuit courtrooms; judges™
offices and the circuit court clerk’s

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office. The structure would be built .

on the site of Prestonsburg's
municipal parking lot.

Floyd County Attorney Jim
Hammond noted that there were no
designated offices for the county
attorney and asked Hoffman how
cases would be prosecuted without
office space for staff.

Hoffman explained that there
were no designated offices for
prosecutors, but said that there
were additional offices in the build-
ing plan, He added that the fiscal
court could address the additional
office space.

Magistrate Jackie Edford Owens
said that he felt it would be a mis-

take to build on the parking lot and
suggested that the current court-
house be renovated. Owens said
that the existing courthouse had
been designed so that additional
floors could be added.

Judge-Executive Bob Meyer
explained that it would cost “mega-
bucks” for an upward expansion of
the building.

The court voted 3-1 to proceed
with the project, with Owens voting
no.

Hoffman said that it is expected
to take 18 months to construct the
new facility.

Also Friday, the court voted to

Claudio was found lying on the
hillside 35 to 40-feet from the road.

Dotson had been working the
dogs in that area for most of
Sunday and the two dogs kept
going to an area in the creek close
to where the inmate was discov-
ered. Officers obtained bedding
from the prison so the dogs could
track Claudio’s scent.

Claudio was arraigned Monday
moming in Floyd District Court on
a first degree escape charge.

Floyd County Attorney Jim
Hammond recommended that
Claudio be placed under a $10,000
cash bond and that he be immedi-
ately returned to Otter Creek.

District Judge James Allen at
first accepted the county attorney’s
recommendation, but later denied
bond for the escapee and ordered
that Claudio be held in the Floyd
County Jail until the case is pre-
sented to a grand jury.

its burden of proof, and to declare
that, with the exception for social
security numbers which we have
noted, the applications are open
records.”

The opinion did not address other
possible exceptions to public dis-
closure allowed under the state's
Open Records Act because those
exceptions were not addressed in
the Division of Charitable
Gaming'’s original denial of access
to the Times.

The division and the Times may
appeal the opinion in circuit court.
Officials with the division were not
available Tuesday for comment,

Times editor Scott Perry said
Tuesday that the newspaper was
satisfied with the attorney general's
opinion and would take the issue
into court only if the state Justice
Cabinet persisted with its refusal to
release the records,

“We are awaiting their response
to this decision,” Perry said, “and
their immediate release of the
information we have requested.”

The
City of Prestonsburg’s subscription
rate is 25 cents per $100 property
valuation, Meyer said, and a fire
taxing district would cost 10 cents
per $100 valuation.

Meyer added that there appears
1o be a misconception that when a
911 service is on line that it will
mean automatic fire coverage for

Any taxpayer still aggrieved by an assessment on real property, after
the conference with the PVA or designated deputy, may appeal to the
county board of assessment appeals.

The taxpayer can appeal his assessment by filing in person or
sending a letter or other written petition stating the reasons for appeal,
identifying the property and stating the taxpayer’s opinion of the fair

The appeal must be filed with the county clerk’s office no later than
one work day following the conclusion of the inspection period.

Any taxpayer failing to appeal to the county board of assess-
ment appeals, or failing to appear before the board, either in
person or by designated representative, will not be eligible to
appeal directly to the Kentucky Board of Tax Appeals.

Appeals of personal property assessments shall not be made to the
county board of assessment appeals. Personal property taxpayers
shallbe served notice underthe provisions of KRS 132.450(4) and shall
have the protest and appeal rights granted under the provisions of KRS

The following steps should be taken when a taxpayer does not agree
withthe assessed value of personal property as determined by the office
of property valuation administrator,

(1) He must list under protest (for certification) what he believes to be

It took a while, nearly half a
year beyond the time limit pre-
scribed by law, but the public
won a battle in the fight for the
right to know this week.

Normally, we'd be plenty up-
setat this bureaucratic footdrag-
ging, but we'll give ourire arest,
this time.

As you've probably noticed
from our front page story, the
Times successfully appealed the
denial of an Open Records re-
questconcerning informationon
charitable gaming operations,
particularly bingo games, in
Floyd County.

We filed that appeal on Febru-
ary 8 and, though the law pre-
scribes a 10-day wait for an an-
swer from the attorney general,
ittook 154 days for that office to
reach a decision in our favor.

Obviously our request was the
first of its kind since charitable
gaming was legalized a few
years ago by amendment to the
state constitution.

Perhaps that is why it took so
long for an answer.

It was still too long a wait.

There is a logical reason for
rushing up Open Records re-
quests.

Some of those records, espe-
cially those with sensitive po-
litical connections, have a ten-
dency to be altered, misplaced
or disappear altogether at times.

The longer we have to wait for
records requests to maneuver
through the legal system, the
more opportunities there are for
skullduggery.

That'sa cynical view, for sure,
but not one that is completely
unrealistic.

Anyway, we won this battle
and we're right proud of our-
selves.

Heck, we didn't even have to
hire a lawyer.

We're also particularly grate-
ful to our attorney general's of-
fice, despite its slow-moving
ways, for seeing things our way,
the public’s way.

That's really the only way.

1 am a small business owner oper-
ating a legitimate business within the
city limits of Prestonsburg. We re-
cently moved our office into the prop-
erty which I now own and pay prop-
erty tax on. This property has been
owned by my family since 1944.
Unfortunately, this property has no
off-street parking, but through the
years this has proven to be more of a
problem for us than it has for the
general public or the city.

On Monday, July 24, at 3:20 p.m.,
I was issued a citation for overtime

parking in a 2-hour zone, but I had
only been parked there a maximum
of 15 minutes. There were several
vacant parking spaces available as
there were a total of nine vehicles
parked on North Front Avenue at that

When I questioned the officer
about the citation, he informed me
that they had been marking tires on
the vehicles.

Phase One completed :

Renovations continue on city’s
old fire department building

The continuing renovation of the
old fire department building as head-
quarters for Floyd County Historical
and Genealogical Society may have
hit a few snags. but Prestonsburg
City Council is still behind the project.

During city council's meeting
Monday evening, councilman Hansel
Cooley, buildings and equipment
commilttee chairman, said that phase
one of the project was completed,

Phase one consisted of gutting the
building, checking the structure for
soundness and laying new concrete
floor.

He said phase two of the project
consists of roofing the building, fram-
ing the interior walls and adding doors
and windows.

Cooley reported Monday that his
commiftee met Friday with members
of the Floyd County Historical and
Genealogical Society to discuss the
best way to support a roof on the
building.

The two options are to support the
roof with lighter roof trusses or use a
heavier steel beam and truss system.

Cooley recommended the first
option. He said the committee al-
ready received two quotes for
sidewalls, which will be needed as
supports for the roof.

Both quotes are under the $10,000
limit for open bids. One is $8,500 and
the other is $9,500, with the city
purchasing the building materials.

Councilman Billy Ray Collins
asked how the project was going to
be funded,

Cooley said that Main Street pro-
gram funds could be used as a loan,
but grants for the project are not an
option.

A grant would take 18 months for
approval, Tourism Director Fred
James said at Friday's meeting, The
committee agreed Friday that the
building must be roofed as quickly as
possible to prevent further damage to
the structure, therefore the 18-month
wailing period was out of the ques-
tion.

Councilman Estill Carter pointed
out that the city could borrow the
money, but hadn't budgeted to repay
it.

The council solved the dilemna
over support for the roof by deciding
to have an interior shell of 2 x 6 inch
lumber built to the top of the build-
ing. Two interior walls would be built

on the second floor to support wooden
roof rafters, The roof will be rubber ,
The council also decided 1o bid

out all labor and materials for this
second phase of the project,

Inother business, council adopted
aresolutionempowering Mayor Jerry
Fannin to sell the municipal parking
lot to the Floyd County Fiscal Court
for the sum of $375,000.

Collins said the price was decided
on by the previous council.

“The land was appraised for
$466,000, but the price is discounted
in favor of cooperation with the fiscal
court,” Collins said.

Collins said the city and the fiscal
court should put forth efforts to work
together. He said the price was dis-
counted to show the city is serious
about cooperating with the county.

City Attorney Paul Burchett said
the fiscal court had committed to
building a new judicial facility, but
was unsure when the city would no
longer have use of the parking lot.

In other business:

* Council adopted a resolution
authorizing the city to purchase a
new garbage truck and two new po-
lice cars. The city will borrow funds
from First Commonwealth Bank of
Prestonsburg.

» Council added three police cars
to their surplus list.

» Council decided to advertise for
bids for anew fire truck and an assis-
tant fire chief’s truck. After bids are
accepted, it will take six to eight
months for the truck to be delivered.

* Fannin named three new mem-
bers to the Mountain Arts Center
advisory board. The new members
are: Joanne Lyons from Magoffin
County, Sara May Callaham from
Martin County and Carlos Wells from
Johnson County.

* The question of having a handi-
cap parking area on Highland Av-
enue at the mouth of Trimble Branch
was referred to the traffic committee.

» Council approved the purchase
of a bus for the Kentucky Opry from
Mofehead State University.
Morehead can only sell the bus to a
municipality, or a local government
agency, so the city will lease the
vehicle to Kentucky Opry.

+» Council decided to have the first
meeting of eachmonth atnoonat city
hall. The decision for the change of
time is in the hope of generating more
public attendance and interest in city
council meetings.

The new meeting time will begin
on August 14, The August 28 city
council meeting will be at Lancer

Baptist Church at 6 p.m.
Fannin and all council members
except Danny Hamilton were present,

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Gary Frazier will retire from post as
deputy superintendent of instruction

Floyd County school officials will
not be looking for someone new o
fill the position of deputy superinten-
dent of instruction, that job will go to
someone already in the system,

At special board meeting Mon-
day, it was announced that deputy
superintendent of instruction, Gary
Frazier, will be retiring as of August
1. Frazier won't be leaving the sys-
tem entirely because the board ap-
proved an 100-day working contract
for him.

Under the contract, Frazier will
act as a consultant to the superinten-
dent for a fee of $275 a day, which
would amount to $27,500 if he works
the full 100 days.

Superintendent Steve Towler told
board members that Frazier's posi-
tion should be abolished and a posi-
tion of director of instruction should
be created. The new position would
be merged into an existing position in
the central office, Towler said, and
filled by someone currently em-
ployed. That person will receive a
$10,000 increment in pay for taking
on the additional duties.

Towler mentioned Monday that
during a closed session at the July 12
board meeting Frazier’s retirement
was discussed.

Board attomey Phil Damron said
after Monday's meeting that Towler
mentioned Frazier's retirement, but
that the board did not discuss it
Damron said that the issue should not
have been brought up during the
closed session.

Towler said Tuesday that he agreed
with Damron’s assessment that the

Also Monday, the board voted to
accept an amended school calendar
for Betsy Layne High School and
Betsy Layne Elementary, Amend-
ments were made to the alternate
school calendar to incorporate state
mandated days off. Under the new
calendar, classes will begin August
1 5 and the school year is scheduled to
end May 20 if no days are missed,

During a break in Monday’s meet-
ing, Betsy Layne High School princi-
pal Don Daniels said that the alter-
nate school calendar was designed to
address problems with dropout rates,
incomplete class work, teacher and
student burnout and low test scores.

Daniels explained that with those
schools having four breaks per year,
teachers can intervene quicker with
students who are falling behind in
classroom studies,

Each nine weeks students will get
afive-day break and staff can address
academic problems and tutoring ser-
vices will be offered, Daniels said,

“If we can catch a student who has
fallen behind in their studies early in
the year, then maybe we can prevent
them from dropping out,” Daniels
said. “Why wait until the following
summer o address it during summer
school? The whole thing will be worth
it if we can prevent one student from
falling behind and dropping out.”
Daniels added that the idea of operat-
ing under an alternate school calen-
dar has been discussed by staff since
February and it is designed to meel
the needs of the students at those

schools. He said it will also help
familics spend more time with their
children.

“I had one parent thank me be-
cause she runs her own business and
one of the busiest times of the year for
her was during the summer,” Daniels
said. “Under our calendar, one of the
breaks comes at a slow time for her
business and she said she can shut
down her shop and spend more time
with her children.”

Teachers at both schools will work
together on days designated for pro-
fessional development in hopes of
being able to address the needs of
students and fellow teachers at both
the high school and elementary ley-
els, Daniels said.

In other business Monday:

» The board approved a BG-1 in
the amount of $66,000 for an athletic
building at Betsy Layne High School,
which will be paid for by the boosters
club.

= The board approved an interpre-
tation of a previous $600 across the
board increase for employees, which
will pay 185-day contract certified
employees $3 per day for every day
worked beyond the 185 day contract,
For classified workers, the amount
will be prorated for employees that
work four, five, six and seven hours
per day.

The program helps students pursue a
career in medicine, dentistry, phar-
macy, physical therapy or as a physi-
cian assistant. The program is the
summer portion of the Health Ca-
reers Opportunity Program (HCOP),
which was developed to aid African-
American students, low income stu-
dents, and those from rural and
underrepresented areas around Ken-
tucky.

The Heath Careers Summer Pro-
gram, which spans eight weeks from
June 5 to July 28, offers assistance in
several areas. Through academic en-
richment in the sciences, students
gain a foundation in chemistry, phys-
ics and biology. Clinical and hospital
rotations in the operating room, emer-
gency department, and the birthing
center allow the students to observe
doctors and nurses in the areas of
their interest. Sessions focusing on
leamning skills help students get the
most out of lecture presentations as
well as prepare for national standard-
ized admissions examinations for
health professions.

“The students have many oppor-
tunities forexposure tomedical team-
work, providing them with a broad
overview of the interrelationships
among the health professions," said

Carol Leslie, Professional Education
Preparation Program coordinator,
“The clinical experiences help stu-
dents learn about the patient’s needs
and, as a result, gain compassion and
sensitivity to others, This is one of the
most important missions of the pro-
gram 'n

Don Frazier, Ph.D,, director of the
Outreach Center for Science and
Health Career Opportunities said,
“Interwoven throughout the program
is our desire to kindle or flame the
students’ interestin pursuingahealth-
related career.”

The summer program has served
nearly 600 students since it began in
1978. According to Leslie, nearly 90
percentof HCOP students have gradu-
ated from a health professions school,
are presently enrolled in classes, or
are in the application process and still
on track.

“We provide them with a strong
foundation and support system that
will enhance their ability to be ac-
cepted toaheath professions school,”
said Leslie.

“This is one of many outreach
programs sponsored by the Univer-
sity of Kentucky Chandler Medical
Center committed to increasing the
number of health professionals from
underrepresented populations and/or
underserved areas,” said Frazier.

The program is federally funded
by the Division of Disadvantaged
Assistance.

Kentucky Law requires the County Attorney to notify delinquent
taxpayers that delinquent taxes have not been paid so that they can
have an opportunity to pay the taxes before a lawsuit is filed against
them. In that event, delinquent taxpayers could also be assessed
additional costs, including court costs resulting from the lawsuit
required to collect the taxes owed.

A letter of notification of delinquent taxes has been sent to the
taxpayers who have failed to pay their taxes, giving them notice of this

delinquency.

If the delinquent taxpayer thinks that he or she does not owe the
bill, or if the property has been sold prior to the year(s) of tax liability,
or if he feels that the property bill is incorrect, he should immediately
contact the Property Valuation Administrator (Tax Commissioner)
and get the bill(s) corrected.

These delinquent taxpayers are urged to immediately take the
notice letter to the Floyd County Clerk's office and make arrange-
ments to pay the delinquent taxes, if owed.

Please take notice that the amount stated in the notice letter does
not include interest and/or penalties owed by reason of the nonpay-
ment of the taxes. However, the delinquent taxpayer may call the
Floyd County Clerk's office, (606) 886-3816), and get the exact
amount that is due upon receipt of payment. Payment can then be
made to the County Clerk either in person or by mailing the payment
in check or money order form.

The longer the property bill remains unpaid, the more interest
and/or penalties will be added, so it is important that the delinquent
tax bill is settled immediately.

“Runt” has it
all figured out

Coming off the heels of last
Sunday's DieHard 500, one has to
give credit where credil is due. And
perhaps noname deserves more credit
than that of head engine builder for
Morgan-McClure Motorsports,
Shelton “Runt” Pittman.

Since 1989, Pittman has been con-
structing the power plants that supply
the ample horsepower under the hood
of Sterling Marlin’s Kodak Chevrolet.

Andalithough the Puttman engines
are more than capable anywhere the
NASCAR Winston Cup Series vis-
its, the restrictor plate races at Daytona
and Talladega have firmly established
the reputation of Pittman as one of
the best in the business.

Prior to each event at Daytona and
Talladega, drivers and crew mem-
bers alike know very well that one car
they must contend with will be the
Kodak Chevrolet.

Yes, the team has a fine driver in
Sterling Martin and a superior crew
headed up by Tony Glover, but it is
the fact that everyone knows that
Runt’s restrictor plate engine is in a
class by itself that provides the fac-
toring of the Kodak Chevy into the
equation,

Want more proof? Just look at the
numbers. In the last 20 restrictor plate
races, the Pittman-powered Kodak
Chevrolet has collected seven wins.
Throw in the 15 top-fives and four
poles, and it becomes obvious that a
Shelton “Runt” Pittman restrictor
plate engine is something very spe-
cial.

As head engine builder at Mor-

Anew University of Kentucky study is one of the
first in the country to examine how the rapidly
emerging and hotly debated issue of repressed mem-
ories might fare in court.

Consider: A 26-year-old woman .
claims that an adult male neighbor
drove her to an isolated wooded #
area and sexually abused her when
she was six years old. Her memory
of the incident, repressed for 20
years, surfaced while in therapy
The neighbor denies the incident #
ever occurred. :

If you were a juror, would you
believe the woman?

In contrast, consider the plaintiff
who had not repressed her memory
of an alleged assault, but decided to
file charges only after undergoing
psychotherapy 20 years Ilater
Would you believe her?

Say the plaintiff was a six-year
old girl testifying about an identical sexual assault
that occurred a month ago. Would she be more
believable than the women?

When UK psychologist Jonatha Golding present-
ed these fictional scenarios to undergraduates sery-
ing as mock jurors, he found the women were
believed to some extent by the students, but the
child was believed at a significantly higher level.

“Our findings suggest that jurors are willing to
believe repressed memories to some degree,” said
Golding who has been researching memory for
almost 15 years. “Nonetheless, they are less likely to
rule in favor of the plaintiff when there has been a
delay in reporting the abuse, whether because of
repressed memory or other reasons.

“Repressed memory is a complicated issue for
juries,” said Golding. “People believe child sexual
assault victims should get justice, even when mem-
ory of the assault has been repressed, but they also

extent and ruled in favor of the plaintiff more often
than the males did.

‘“This research is a first step toward understand-
ing how juries might respond to the growing number
of court cases across the United
States involving repressed memo-
ry,” said Golding, “Our findings
might help lawyers and people who
report having recovered memories
of past abuse decide whether lo pur-
sue their case.

“This is a hot, new area and the
legal profession is not sure how to
deal with it,” he said. I felt it was
important (o try to understand how
. juries would perceive repressed

- memories of crimes because the
~ implications of (his are potentially
quite large."”

Other factors that may affect
jury rulings in these cases, accord-
ing 10 Golding, include how long
the memory was repressed, number of abuse inci-
dents, age of the victim, and the therapist’s influence
on the plaintiff, said Golding.

“We will be looking at these factors as we con-
tinue our studies,” he said.

Golding received his master’s and doctoral
degrees in psychology from the University of
Denver. He has been at UK since 1988,

An article on this research has been accepted for
publication by the journal, Law and Human
Behavior. Golding’s findings will be presented early
next month at the American Psychological Society
Conference in New York. He conducted the research
with graduate assistants Sandra Sego and Rebecca

worry about plaintiffs who may have inaccurate
memories.”

Golding’s research, which was conducted in
1994, involved 240 undergraduates, approximately
half of them male and half female, who were divid-
ed into three groups,

Each group was given one of the three written
scenarios and asked to rate their reaction on a scale
of 1 (didn't believe the plaintiff at all) to 10 (com-
pletely believed the plaintiff). They were also asked
1o indicate whether they would rule in favor of the
plaintiff or the defendant.

In addition to the differences between the child
and the women, in all three scenarios, the female

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THE GREEN ALLEN
BROOKS STORY

Lee County Sheriff Robert F. Giles went to Lubbock,
Texas, in early 1937 to see if a man calling himself Reyv.
John H. Jones was in reality Green Allen Brooks. Brooks
was wanted for the murder of Lee County deputies Arch
Redmond and Bob Bailey two years earlier.

Giles, who had known Brooks for several years, rec-
ognized the fugitive immediately,

“Well Allen, I finally caught up with you," Giles said.
“T vowed that 1 wouldn't stop until you were accounted
for. You're finally going back to Virginia.”

“I'm sorry to disappoint you, but my name is John
Jones, Rev. John Jones,” he responded. “I've never been
to Virginia.

“Well, would you be willing to retum to Virginia with
me,” Brooks countered. “If I am mistaken we will buy
your return ticket.”

Reyv. Jones agreed to accompany Sheriff Giles back to
Virginia but he was unwilling to sign Green Allen
Brooks on the extradition papers as he signed John H.
Jones instead. After the urging of Sheriff Giles the elder-
ly man added “per Green Allen Brooks” undemeath
where he had signed John H. Jones.

Several hours later as Giles car crossed the state line
into Oklahoma the old man changed.

“Bob, I'm willing to admit now that it's me,” Brooks
spoke up. “I've worked at bringing many of those folks
to God back there. I didn't want to let them down so I
couldn’t admit it in front of them. The past can’t be
changed however. I'd been thinking about coming back
and rning myself in. It's just as well that you found
)

“Tell me Green Allen, why did you shoot Redmond
and Bailey,” Giles asked him,

Brooks refused to answer saying what he had to say
would be done in a court of law. On May 21, 1937, he
got that opportunity in Jonesville in the over-filled court
of Judge Ezra T. Carter. Hundreds of people arrived in
Jonesville to see the trial for the killing of Lee County
Deputy Bob Bailey and to get a firsthand report of the
proceedings.

“Throughout my life I've tried to do what was right,”
he said in a calm, low voice. “I never had any trouble
with the law until Arthur Lorton put whiskey on my
place. 1 told them the truth about it but they wouldn’t
believe me and put me in jail."

Brooks was asked about the shooting two years earli-
er.

“I had been out picking berries all moming and was
resting on the front porch,” be began. “Bailey came up to
the porch. He was drunk and he threatened me that if 1
didn’t tell them where Luther (son-in-law Luther Poore)
was they would have 1o search every inch of my proper-
ty. He went back to the car and got Redmond and before
long they saw Luther and started chasing after him.

“After awhile they came by the house dragging
Luther. He had blood on his face and Bea (Brooks’
daughter) ran to him but the officers pushed her away.
They told me to get back on the porch or they would deal
with me. They started pulling Luther on down the path.”

Brooks stepped inside the house and returned to the
porch momentarily with his .38 Winchester rifle.

“When Bailey saw me he started to draw his pistol
and I told him not to do it. He didn’'t listen to me so I had
to shoot him to save myself. I had no intention of doing
harm to anyone. I was just protecting myself and my
family.”

Brooks was asked what happened after he shot
Bailey,

“He had his pistol in his hand and be tossed it up
toward the hill. He walked a few steps and just keeled
0m"$

Luther Poore was also called to testify.

“I was going toward the barn when I head a voice
call, *Halt there, dam you,'" he said. “When I saw it was
the police I got excited and started to run. They started
shooting at me. A piece of one of the bullets hit me on
the knee and caused me to fall into a bunch of briars.
They kept cussing me and saying | had better give up for
my own good.

“1 didn’t know there was a warrant out for me. I was
in Middlesboro almost every day with my wife at the
hospital. I wasn’t hiding from anvone.

"My knee kept me from walking very good and Bob
(officer Bailey) kept jerking me by my belt and causing
me to fall into a bunch of briars. He jerked me up and by
the time we got back (0 the house my face was badly
scratched and all bloody. sea (Luther's wife) was upset
and crying. Green Allen asked what the trouble was,
Bailey said I'll show you what's wrong and swung at
Green Allen and Bea,

“Then they pulled me on down the path and the next
thing I knew Bob had the pistol in his hand and Green
Allen was shooting from the porch, first at Bailey and
then at Redmond. He told them three or four times to
drop their guns before he fired."”

Beatrice Poore was the next o take the stand and her
tesumony coincided with that of her husband. When she

Your imagination is the only limi-
tation to the healthful, tasty foods
that will make your picnic a memo-
rable event It's easy to update favor-
ite picnic recipes to meet nutritional
guidelines for less fal, sodium and
sugar, and more fiber.

To lower the fat in salads, replace
mayonnaise with a mixture of half
low-fat mayonnaise and half plain,
non-fat yogurt, Toss potato or pasta
salads with lots of chopped peppers
Lo replace salt.

Since sugary drinksand sodas tend
10 increase thirst, avoid them on hot
summer days. Ice-cold water is the
best choice. Add some zest with
lemon or lime slices. You also can
puree fruit-like peaches, nectarines
or pears with a little lemon juice;
freeze in ice cube trays; and serve in
iced tea or chilled soda water.

Snacks of frozen grapes, bananas,
strawberries or peach slices are a
nutritious way to beat summer heat.

To add fiber to your diet, tuck
sandwich fillings into whole grain
bread, tortillas, or sourdough rolls.
FFold chunks of fresh or dried fruits
such as peaches and apricots, or
chopped nuts into chicken or turkey
salads to add fiber as well as flavor
and color.

Play it safe by following these
basic food safety guidelines:

* Keep hot foods hot (140 degrees
For above) and cold foods cold (40
degrees ¥ or below).

* When in doubt, throw it out.
Meat, dairy or other perishable foods
might spoil if left out more than two
hours. At temperatures of 85 degrees
F or above, spoilage can take place in
one hour.

Chill cooked foods thoroughly
before packing them in a cooler or
picnic basket. Put perishable foods in
coolers with frozen ice packs (blue
gel packs), crushed or cubed ice. If
you put other foods in the cooler,
place the most perishable items clos-
est to the ice. To keep foods cool,
remove from the cooler only as much
as you plan toeat right away. Discard
all leftovers.

Last week, in Sunshine Lines, I
shared the fact that my 76-year-old
Uncle had recently been diagnosed
as having pancreatic cancer.

This week, it seems apropos to
discuss some cancer facts that are
especially relevant to senior citizens.

Most peopleinour age group have
a basic knowledge of cancer. We
regard it as a dreaded disease. And
rightfully so. After all, we can all
bear testimony of loved ones or close
acquaintances whohave beenstricken
by it and who have succumbed to it.
Because of ouor fear of this disease
and the pain we have had to endure
walching loved ones suffer, we have
difficulty accepting the fact that mil-
lions of people have been healed.

Think about that for a moment.
Do you not know of those who have
had surgery, radiation therapy and/or
chemotherapy and now the disease
that was once in their bodies has been
surgically removed, or is now ar-
rested? These people have been
healed! Or the abnormal, rampant
reproduction of the cancer cells have
been slowed down. Because we have
trouble accepting the fact that cancer
is oftentimes curable, we have a ten-
dency to put off going 1o the dreaded
words, Y ou have cancer.” Yet these
tests could detect cancer early. Sur-
gery could be performed when it is
firstdiscovered and treatment started
early, before it reaches an advanced
stage.

Removable partial dentures

If several teeth are missing, or the
adjacent teeth are not strong enough
to serve as abutments, some form of
removable restoration may be used.
If some serviceable teeth are still
present, the appliance is likely to be a
partial denture. Unlike fixed bridges,
partial dentures are not entirely sup-
ported by adjacent teeth; rather, some
of their support is from the gums and
jawbones upon which their frame-
work rests. The framework of a par-
tial denture is made of a light, strong,

noncorroding metal—most often, a
chrome-cobalt alloy. Itis cast to con-
form closely to the supporting tissues
and is retained by clasps.

In the upperjaw, the denture frame-
work may extend across the palate to
the other side of the jaw, or it may be
shaped like a horse-shoe, leaving
much of the palate uncovered. A den-
ture for the lower jaw must leave
room for the tongue, so its frame-
work is usually horseshoe-shaped.
Some partial dentures, however, are
simply fastened by clasps to adjacent
teeth,

Early detonation, removal and/or
treatment greatly enhances our chance
for improved health and prolonged
life. Too often we wait until we expe-
rience pain before going to the doc-
tor. We must understand that pain is
rarely an early warning sign of can-
cer, Pain, in regard to cancer, is usu-
allyanindicator of its more advanced
stage. Don't wait until you experi-
ence pain before seeing your doctor.
Know the basic symptoms of the types
of cancer most prevalent (o people in
our age group. An overview of some
cancers and the symptoms we should
watch for could save our lives.

According to the National Insti-
tute on Aging, the following types of
cancer are the most prevalent Lo our
age group. Be alert for their symp-
toms,

LUNG. A cough that won't go
away, coughing up blood, shortness
of breath. BREAST. A lump or thick-

ness in the breast, change in breast
shape or discharge. Men, take heed.
Breast cancer is not only a woman’s
disease. Men have breast cancer, t00.
COLON and RECTRUM. Changes
in bowel habits, bleeding from the
rectum; blood in the stool. PROS-
TATE Difficulty or pain while uri-
nating; frequent urinating especially
at night.

UTERUS, OVARY, CERVIX
Bleeding after menopause, unusual
discharge, swelling of the abdomen.
SKIN. A sore that doesn’t heal;
change in shape, size, or color of a
wart or mole; the sudden appearance
of a mole.

If you have any of these symp-
toms, you should see your doctor.
Even if you don’t have any symp-
toms, there are certain tests that should
be done periodically. Next week, we
will discuss these tests and what you
can expect when you visit your doc-
tor for these tests.

Exercise for a fast burn

We all know people who can eat
all the food they want and still not
gain a pound. They burn calories like
an incinerator, or S0 it may seem.
Others seem 1o just look at food and
gain 10 pounds even if they do an
hour of aerobics.

The difference is metabolism,
Some people burn calories fast and
some burm slowly. But whatever your
metabolism, regular exercise—and
timing of your exercise—can help
you keep the pounds off and stay
healthy.

Metabolism is the sum of all the
energy your body requires. Meta-
bolic rate measures how quickly you
expend energy. The average resting
metabolic rate is 1.0 to 1.2 calories
per minute, but this can vary greatly.
Resting metabolism changes with
size. Generally the smaller a person,
the fewer calories the person uses.
Exercise can also affect metabolism
in a positive manner by increasing it.

Some people have slow metabolic
rate because of a thyroid problem.
The thyroid gland controls metabolic
rate and, if it is underactive, then
metabolism would be lowered.
People then gain weight despite con-
suming a small amount of calories.
But thyroid problems are very un-
common and most weight gain is
simply from underactivity and con-
suming too many calories.

Is dieting the answer? Not en-
tirely, Dieting by itself won't work
for several reasons. When you diet,
your metabolic rate decreases. This
may be a defensive technique for
survival when food sources are scarce.
A day or two without food lowers
your resting metabolism so that fat
stores won't burn as quickly.

Recent studies indicate that meta-
bolic rate may rebound if adequate
time is allowed. This may take years
depending on the length and number
of dieting episode in your lifetime,
Unfortunately, when you return to
your normal eating pattern, your
metabolism probably has notand you
will regain the weight and have a
higher percentage of body fat than
before,

Diets can also decrease muscle
mass. This is because the body liter-
ally starts feeding on itself. When
carbohydrate supplies are inadequate,
muscle proteins are broken downas a
source of fuel and, the more severe
the diet, the greater the loss of muscle
mass. On most quick-weight-loss di-
ets, the majority of the lost tveight is
muscle and water; relatively little
body fat is lost. This can severely

every one pound of muscle lost, the
metabolism is reduced by 50 to 100
calories per day.,

Exercise 1o the rescue. Exercise
helps keep metabolism at normal lev-
els, even when you eat less. Exercise
also helps preserve muscle mass while
you are dieting, and may even in-
crease it. This would boost your me-
tabolism, If you want to keep the
weight off or maintain your current
healthy weight, exercise is a must.
Diets just doom you to regain the
weight and 10 Ibs, more,

But what exercise is best? Any
exercise that you can perform at a
moderate pace for at least thirty min-
utes. Higher-intensity exercise may
be more effective for weight loss, but
unless your fitness level is high it
dramatically increases your risk for
injury. Thus, most people would not
be able to be as consistent with it
because injuries would prevent them
from exercising.

High fitmess levels increase me-
tabolism. Those who are highly fit
are usvally lean, High fitness con-
tributes to leanness in a number of
ways. A very fit person isable to burn
more calories perminute than a mod-
erately fit person and still be com-
fortable. He can exercise longer at
this effort level, thus burning more
calories. Also, fit people generally
have a larger muscle mass and this
raises their resting metabolism.

Exercise can boost that sluggish
metabolism and help you maintain a
healthy weight. Exercise may not
make you look like Barbie and Ken,
but you will be healthier and feel
better than if you sit on the couch and
channel surf.

Tip of the Week: Moderate ex-
ercise will reduce the appetite for
several hours afterwards. Studies
show that individuals who exercise
moderately eat less than sedentary
individuals.

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PCC gets grant for distance learning

Prestonsburg Community College
has been awarded 4 $115,000 federal
grant which will be used to equip a
distance-learning classroom on the
college’s Pike County campus,

The grant was made available
through the U.S. Department of
Agriculture’s Rural Electrification
Administration. The award was an-
nounced July ¥3 by Robert Peters,
assistant adiminstrator of the REA's
Rural Utilities Service Telecommu-
nications Program and by spokesper-
sons for U.S. Representative Harold
“Hal" Rogers and U.S. Senator
Wendell Ford.

“It’s critical that we do all we can
to assure our rural communities have
access tonew technology,” Ford said
in a press release. “These funds will
not only be a tremendous boost in
assuring that Prestonsburg students
and faculty are plugged into state-of-
the-art technologies, but also to open
the door to more educational oppor-
tunities for the entire community."”

PCC will link with six school dis-
tricts (Fayette, Jefferson, Fulton,
Kenton, Daviess, and McCracken),
with Owensboro, Paducah, Ashland,
and Hazard Community Collegesand
the University of Louisville, West-
em Kentucky University, Northern
Kentucky University and Murray
State University. In addition, con-
nection will also be made with state
governmental departments for infor-
mation sharing.

Commenting on the announce-
ment, Dr. Deborah L. Floyd, PCC
president, said, “This is an important
step for PCC toward fulfilling our
technological commitment o meet-
ing the nceds of our five-county ser-
vice area. This technology can be
used for a variety of purposes, in-
cluding training employees for local
business and industry, consultations
by local doctors with specialists at
other locations, and giving PCC stu-
dents access to courses that other-
wise would not be available in this
area. It will be an invaluable tool for
technical and medical education, vo-

cational training and economic de-
velopment.”

The classroom in Pikeville which
will be equipped with this grant can
be used for a wide variety of educa-
tional applications involving trans-
mission of voice, images, graphics or
dataoverlong distances. For example,
an instructor at PCC can deliver a
lecture tostudents atanother location
or students at PCC can listen to a
lecture by an instructor at another
location,

PCCisin the process of equipping
a similar facility in the main campus
in Prestonsburg with funding from
the U.S. Department of Education’s
Star School Program. Both facilitics
will employ interactive video tech-
nology which is compalible with
equipment being installed in a
telemedicine conference room on the
Prestonsburg campus.

The distance-learning and
telemedicine conference rooms at
PCC will be connected with other
distance-learning classrooms and
telemedicine facilities throughout
Kentucky. The statewide network, in
turn, is linked with other networks to
enable the facilities in Prestonsburg
and Pikeville tocommunicate viatwo-
way interactive video with similar
facilities throughout the state, across
the nation and around the world.

The distance-leaming classroom
and a new, networked computer lab
being installed in Pikeville are key
components of the Regional Class-
room and Technology Center PCC
proposes to construct in Pike County.
The proposed 30,000 square-foot fa-
cility would consolidate a variety of
business, computer and technology-
based programs in a single building
to support the workforce develop-
ment needs of local business and in-
dustry. The Pikeville Campus, with
an enrollent of 674 students, is cur-
rently located in temporary quarters
consisting of 14,100 square feet in
two leased building in downtown
Pikeville,

1172 ¢c. (12 oz.) dairy sour cream

172 ¢. (1 stick) butter or marga-
rine, softened

2eggs

1 tsp. vanilla extract

172 ¢. chopped nuts

Powdered sugar (optional)

Heat oven to 350°F. Grease and
floura 13X9X2" baking pan. Prepare
crater filling; set aside

In large mixer bowl, stir together
flour, sugar, cocoa, baking soda and
salt.

Inamedium non-reactive pan, stir
together the tomatoes, bell pepper
andonion, all chopped about the same
size. Stir in the vinegar, com syrup,
salt, mustard seed, white pepper, all-
spice and bay leaf. Bring to boil over
medium-high heat and cook, stirring
occasionally, about one hour or until
most of the liquid has evaporated
(relish also thickens upon cooling).
Fish out and discard the bay leaf.

Ladle into a hot jar or refrigerator
container. Cover and refrigerate to
use as needed.

GREEN BEAN-TOMATO
VINAIGRETTE

2 1/2 cups green beans, trimmed

2 tbsp. cider vinegar

1 tbsp. Dijon mustard

2 tsp. olive oil

Pepper o taste, preferably freshly
ground

1 large tomato (3/4- 1 cup chopped)

Steam the beans briefly just until
crisp-tender (about 4-5 minutes in
saucepan ormicrowave). Drain, Rinse
briefly under cold water. Drain well.

Meanwhile, combine the vinegar
and mustard in a large bowl. Gradu-
ally whisk in the oil. Season with a
dash of pepper if desired. Place the
beans in the bowl with dressing and
toss gently. .

Core the tomato and cut it in half.
Squeeze it gently over the sink to
remove the seeds. Chop it into bite-
size chunks. Toss gently with the
beans. Season to taste withadditional
pepper if desired.

The salad can be served immedi-
ately, butideally it should be covered
and refrigerated from a half hovr 10
overnight.

The
supervisor goes inside momentarily for lemonade. Meanwhile Bob takes
advantage of the situation, and drives up quietly in his stolen ice-cream van.

(curtains open)

Bob: (excited and waving to come on) Free ice-cream! (All 12 kids run
quickly to the van.) Step right in, pick out any flavor you want. (When the last

child enters the back of the van, Bob slams the door shut, climbs into the
driver’s seat, and hastily but quietly drives away.)

(curtains close)

Narrator: Jack and Joe pulled up and saw Bob kidnap the children. Jack
knew that Bob wouldn’t kill anyone and if he busted him right then he would
still have Wayne to deal with. So, he follows him sneakingly to his warehouse
hideout.

Scene VI

Narrator: (holding a scene VI sign) Wayne wasn’t there yet. Jack cocks
his hammer back on his gun and points it at Bob before he can release the
children from the van.

(curtains open)

Jack: Hi Bob, I've wailed a long time to slap these cuffs on you!

Wayne: (approaches up behind him and puts a gun to the back of his head)
Bob come here and get his gun. (Jack resisted and threw his gun into Bob's
face and knocks him out.) You'll pay for that! (cocks back the gun) Bye Jack!
(with a grin on his face)

Joe: (entering from a side door; shoots the gun out of Wayne’s hand)
Finish it partner.

Jack: Pretty good shooting, partner. (While knocking out Wayne, he sees
Bob waking up and getting away. He runs after him. In Jack’s path there's a
car, he jumps on top of it, jumps over the front, and lands on Bob. Knocking
him down he cuffs him within 6 seconds. Take them back to the police station
in the police car.

(curtains close)

Scene VII

Narrator: (holding a scene VII sign) Tom, the chief, and John, the mayor,
present Jack and Joe with a metal of valor for their work. They also receive
a metal of recommendation for finally not wrecking the city. Joe also got a
sharp shooter certificate.

Bob and his father were charged with robbery of the science lab and were
given 10 years in prison. Bob was charged with 23 counts of kidnapping and
was sentenced 1o 46 years. Wayne got 40 years for attempted murder of a
police officer. For past burglaries and murders they got life in a maximuimn
prisoner without parole.

All hostages were safely returned without a single heartattack from the
senior citizens; nor mental disturbances from the children later in their lives.
All of the stolen equipment was also returned to the science lab and to the ice-
cream and van factories. (Jack enters the stage from left and Joe from right,

walking toward the narrator.)

Joe: (looking at audience) I hope everyone knows that crime doesn’t pay.

Jack: (pointing finger at audience) But, you moral citizens of the real
world need to beware daily of the lurking dangers out there for you and your
families. (All the cast then enters from behind the closed curtain and bows.)

If you have ever used a computer you know that it can be hard to use at
times, but that’s why Microsoft made MS-Windows for DOS based systems.
[ feel that they did a good job of it, too. This book will teach you the simplest
things about Windows. It is divided into three sections; Recognizing parts of
the screen, Starting a program, and Exiting Programs or Windows.

Note: If you haven't bought MS-Windows 3.1, it requires that your
computer have a fully Intel compatible 80286 processor with 1 megabyte of

" memory (1024 kilobytes) and at least 2.5 megabytes of frec harddisk space.
This book assumes that you can use a mouse.

THE WINDOW
The Window above has terminology that will be referred to throughout this
book, If it becomes necessary, refer to this page for the labels if you can't

¢t remember them. These terms are also used by other MS-Windows users. If

you have questions this book doesn't cover, justpress F1, Windows is known

MOVING AHEAD...

With some Windows terminology behind you, we will experiment with

Windows.
DRAGGING

Move your Mouse Pointer to a Group icon. Click the leftmouse button and
hold it on the Group icon you have selected. Move the mouse. Your mouse
pointer should now be a Group icon, and when you let go of the mouse button
the icon should be where you put it down.

MOVING WINDOWS

To move a Window move your Pointer to the Title Bar of the window you
want to move. Press and hold the left mouse button,

The Frame that moves with your Mouse Pointer is the outline of the
window you clicked on. Drag it to its new location.

You can also change a window’s size by moving your pointer to the gray
border. Click and hold. You can now SIZE your window.

Maximizing, Minimizing, and Restoring

Maximizing means making the window fill the screen, Let’s do that with
the main window, The Main window should now fill Program Manager
window. Please note that the maximize button has now become a Restore
button, and it does just that. Click on the Restore button, The Window should
now be its original size.

Now let’s make the Main Window back to an Icon, Click the Minimize
Button and watch it shrink to a little Group Icon.

Need to get programs from it, just Double Click on it. (Double Clicking
Means to click twice at a last rate.) There now it's a Group Window again.
SECTION 2

This Section is relatively short. Let’s Start Calculator. Restore the Acces-
sories Group Icon. Find the Calculator icon in the Accessories Window.
Double click on it. You should see a
window similar to the facing. The
Number buttons work by moving your
mouse pointer over the buttons and
clicking. The calculator has twomodes,
Standard and Scientific. For these op-
tions just click the View option on the
Menu bar.
