Impact
of federal
shutdown
will vary

Around Floyd County, Tuesday
was business as usual. Most people
were talking about the snow flur-
ries, not the federal government
shut down.

Most, but not all.

Employees of several federal
agencies with offices in Floyd and
surrounding counties, spent the
early part of the morning waiting
for an announcement on whether
they should pack up and go home.
Most operated with skeleton crews
by early afternoon.

“Our official time of notifica-
tion was 10 a.m.,” Jim Kelly, dis-
trict manager for Social Security,
said. “We will shut down at 1 p.m.
All of our employees will be off
the payroll. Even the three man-
agement personnel required to stay
will not be paid for their time.”

Or even, possibly, for the time
they are off.

“There will probably be an at-
tempt to permit retroactive pay,”’
Kelly said. “But there’s no guaran-
tee. The general view is that it
(back pay) is mot going to happen.
If they aren’t on the job, they won’t
be paid.”

Kelly said if the shutdown lasts
long enough, workers will be eligi-
ble to apply for unemployment
benefits.

The local employees are among
about 800,000 federal workers
who were preparing to be fur-
loughed earlier this week as Presi-
dent Bill Clinton and Republican
congressional leaders battled over
the budget.

Clinton refused to accept the
stopgap measures because they
contained conditions Clinton said
were unacceptable. Clinton said he
wants clean bills, free of all condi-
tions, to keep the government op-
erating while a budget for 1996 is
negotiated and that he will contin-
ue to fight until a fair budget is pre-
pared.

The first stopgap bill, which
Clinton vetoed early Monday
morning, would have allowed the
U.S. Treasury to borrow money
through December 12. _

The second bill had that provi-
sion through December 1, but
both, Clinton stated, made it diffi-
cult for the federal government to
avoid default.

Twenty-one
seek to lead
Floyd schools

Floyd County’s screening com-
mittee for a new superintendent
met Monday night at May Lodge,
but the public and the media were
not notified of that meeting.

Floyd school board member
Phyllis Honshell, the board’s rep-
resentative on the committee, said

Tuesday that she did not know that
the committee fell under the provi-

sions of the state’s Open Meeting
Laws, but that she would inform
the board’s consultant that it does.

Board members voted in Sep-
tember to hire Edward Ball, with
the Kentucky School Boards Asso-
ciation, as a consultant in the dis-
trict’s search for a new superinten-
dent.

At Monday’s meeting, Ball in-
formed committee members. that
22 applications had been received,
but that one applicant had with-
drawn from consideration, Hon-
shell said.

In 1992, over 100 sought the
job as superintendent of Floyd
County schools.

The group also discussed Mon-
day what criteria a new superinten-
dent should meet and the time line
for getting a new superintendent
hired. The criteria was developed
by Ball, who sought input from
school administrators, teachers and
the public, Honshell said.

Former superintendent Steve
Towler left the Floyd School Sys-
tem in August to take a job as su-
perintendent of the Russell County
School System.

The board hopes to have a new
school chief in place by January
1996. Interim superintendent Ed
Allen will serve until then.

Honshell also said that the com-

mittee will meet again on Novem-
ber 20 and on November 28 to con-
tinue discussions on the superin-
tendent search.

A report on Monday’s meeting
and the criteria to be used to eval-
uate applicants were to be present-
ed to the school board at Tuesday’s
board meeting. Honshell stressed
that no individuals were discussed
during Monday’s session and that

the criteria to be used has not been
approved by the board.

standing is it’s a day-by-day thing.
My office hasn’t told us we will be
shut down. I hope not.”

If the clinic does shut down, he
said he will keep essential person-
nel only and many of the clerks
will be furloughed.

Corps of Engineers

Dewey Lake, Paintsville Lake
and Fishtrap Lake could be operat-
ing only on the basis of flood con-
trol until the shutdown is over.

According to Steve Wright,
Corps spokesperson, the Corps is
funded a bit differently than the rest
of the federal government, and
Clinten signed the Water Resources
Development Act of 1996 Monday
night.

An accident Friday morning on
new U.S. 23 at the intersection lead-
ing to Highland’s Regional Medical
Center left one man injured.

Jenny Wiley Festival Board said
local businesses failed to support
past festivals and probably would
not support this one.

“You have to budget,” James
said. “Where’s the revenue coming
from? Start formulating revenues.
Ask businesses for sponsorships. If
they don’t do it, it's not going to fly
anyway. You have to go to every
business in this town.”

Prestonsburg Mayor Jerry Fan-
nin said the city council had agreed
to place some funds in the festi-
val’s coffers. Those funds com-
bined with $10,000 budgeted by
the Prestonsburg Tourism Commis-
sion will provide working capital
for the committee, Fannin said.

James reiterated that committee
members must find sponsorships

for most of the events, adding that

it cost around $75,000 for the
Apple Festival. “Getting business-
es involved is the key to the festi-
val. If we don’t, then maybe it’s the
will of the business community to
not have a festival,” James said.

RECD agency
offers home repair
outreach service

Rural = Economic and
Community Development Services
(RECD), also formerly known as
Farmers Home Administration
(FmHA), offers outreach efforts to
assist rural homeowners whose
‘houses need improvements in the
Floyd and Pike county areas.

If you own, live in the house and
need some work done on your
home, you may qualify for the low
one percent interest rate 504 repair
loan. To qualify, you must be very
low income, and need repairs on
your home to remove health haz-
ards and to help make the house
more decent and safe in which to
live. This same 504 program also
offers grant assistance to home-
owners who are 62 years or older
and unable to pay for the repairs on
the house.

These funds may be used to pro-
vide an adequate water supply and
a sewage disposal system; insula-
tion, storm windows, doors and
screens; repair or replacement of
electrical wiring, roof, heating sys-
tem, deteriorated siding or structur-
al supports, inside/outside plumb-
ing, and repairs or improvements to

 make a dwelling accessible to a dis-

abled or elderly person.

The maximum adjusted income
for household in Floyd/Pike coun-
ties is $8,900 for one person;

John H. Fleming

John H. Fleming, 98, of
Prestonsburg, formerly of Pike
County, died Sunday, November
12, 1995, at the Mountain Manor
Nursing Home, Prestonsburg, fol-
lowing a short illness.

Sexton’s basket at :09 lifts
Duff over Martin in finals

April Sexton only had two

health and health care, education, and
coal mining in different eras of
Appalachia’s history, beginning with
1750 and running to the present, with ad
additional chapter on “The Future — A
Time for Change.”

It explains how “greedy business
interests, corrupt and neglectful officials,
or a lack of the basics for economic
development have combined to keep
Appalachia disadvantaged as other
regions prospered,” Salatino said.

The book also recounts the efforts of
several humanitarians who have tried to
focus the people of Appalachia so they
might improve against the tough odds.

These people include Father Ralph
Beiting and his work with the Christian
Appalachian Project, Eula Hall and her
work with the Mud Creek Clinic, Dr.
Grady Stumbo, the late Dr. Campbell
and his staff at Prestonsburg Community
College, and, of course, former governor
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Murder Along
the Pioneer Trails

There were unsavory characters and terror along
the pioneer trails.

The terrain of Northeast Tennessee, Southeast
Kentucky and Western Virginia was largely forested
in the dangerous times of the late 1700s and early
1800s. People traveled in groups or companies as
dangers lurked around the next curve and over the
next hill.

Micaijah and Wiley Harpes, brothers from North
Carolina, crossed the tri-state area in 1799 and mur-
der and mayhem rode with them.

Micaijah was a large, unkempt man while Wiley
was smaller but equally vile. The two had a knack
for befriending individuals they encountered along
the trails and then waylaying them after catching
them off guard.

In early April of 1799 they murdered a 12-year-
old boy as he was returning from an errand. After
killing another man for his horse and money, his
body was covered with brush and leaves alongside
the trail.

The Harpes were captured but escaped and con-
tinued their spree as they murdered a man for his
gun and then used it to kill two other men, taking
their canoe.

In late July of that year, they killed the young son
of Chesley Coffey and tried to make it appear as
though his horse had led him under a tree with low
hanging branches. Two days later they killed
William Ballard new Knoxville. They cut his stom-
ach open and filled it with rocks before sinking him
in the river.

Robert and James Brassel were overtaken by the
Harpes on July 29 and were asked the news of the
day. The Brassels said several men had been mur-
dered and that it was thought the Harpes could be in
the area. They were unaware they were in the pres-
ence of the wanted men.

The Harpes said they were in pursuit of the
killers and said they would have to tie up the
Brassels until others arrived because they thought
they could be the guilty party. James Brassel agreed
to be tied but his brother could not be duped. He
bolted and ran with the Harpes shooting after him as
he fled. J

Later when Robert returned with a group of six
men and one of their wives, they found his brother
“dreadfully butchered.” The Harpes had fled toward
Knoxville. Then men followed hoping to overtake
them. The Harpes learned that a posse was ahead so
they turned back toward Kentucky putting them on
a collision course with Robert Brassel and the men
who had been tracking them.

The two parties came upon each other so sudden-
ly they each let the other pass without incident.
Robert Brassel had difficulty restraining himself but
he knew that he must.

Robert soon met another company of men riding
toward Kentucky and they agreed to kill the Harpes
so he went with them. Soon after entering Kentucky
they came upon a company of men looking for a
Mr. Tulle whose body they soon found covered by
logs near the road.

Written statements were sent to Frankfort and
Knoxville for purposes of publishing so as to alert
the public of the Harpes. The two wanted brothers
heard of this and tried to overtake the messenger
going to Frankfort but couldn’t catch him. Word of
the Harpes spread and people were afraid to open
their doors and few traveled far from home.

The Harpes came upon a man named Graves
who was clearing land along with his son. One of
the brothers grabbed the ax from the younger
Graves and used it to kill the two. The bodies were
later found under a pile of brush when a flock of
buzzards gathered nearby.

Soon thereafter they went to the Stigall home
which they burned after murdering the three occu-
pants.

A dozen men pursued the Harpes and after two
days they came upon them, catching them in the act
of assaulting a man and his wife. The man being
held at gunpoint by the Harpes was killed during the
gunfire that followed. At their first opportunity the
brothers took off at a fast gait on the horses they had
stolen.

The posse chased after them for several miles
before overtaking Micaijah. They shot round after
round at him as Wiley Harpes continued riding
away.

“Fire away you dogs,” he bellowed. “You’ve not
hit me yet.”

Captain Christian fired a shot, striking Micaijah,
but he continued to ride along, seemingly unaffect-
ed.

A man by the name of Leeper jumped from his
horse in order to get a better shot and his volley

Senior citizens, do you protect
your Medicare Card number as you
do your credit card numbers? You
should!

A bulletin was received this
week, via speedy fax transmission,

from the Cabinet for Human
Resources in Frankfort. Urgent, the
bulletin read... Medicare fraud
scam.

The Medicare Fraud unit is
developing a public service
announcement to be broadcast on
radio and TV stations across the
Bluegrass State to warn senior citi-
zens, and all Medicare recipients, of
unscrupulous callers asking for
one’s Medicare number.

It is- my understanding that these
calls are made in such a “profes-
sional” manner that they sound
legitimate. Here’s a scenario. The
telephone rings. You, or someone in
your household, answers. The call
may be so personalized that the
caller asks for you by name. That’s
impressive! This, in itself, immedi-
ately builds confidence between
you—the person being called, and
the caller.

The conversation progresses.
The caller may state a fictious com-
pany name which further substanti-
ates the impression that he/she has a
genuine reason to be calling you.
Then the caller may ask you a few
lead-in questions to further build
your confidence in his/her credibili-
ty. You are convinced that the “nice”
lady or gentleman on the gther end
is representing a government
agency or a service provider. The
caller may tell you something like,
“Your Medicare number was inad-
vertently left off a form and to pre-
vent you from having to pay a par-
ticular medical/service bill out of

your pocket, we must have your
Medicare number to process your
claim.” The caller indicates that
he/she has your best interest at
heart. Of course, you don’t want to
have to pay this bill since Medicare
#will” cover it. You’re hooked! You
iexcuse yourself momentarily while
you dig through your billfold or
look for your purse. You find your
card and give the concerned caller
your Medicare number. You have
just done the caller a big favor! You
provided the caller with the infor-
mation he/she needs to commit
fraud.

“How did the caller get my
name? I’'m not listed in the phone
book.” Thousands of companies
throughout the U.S. sell lists. Have
you ever ordered a magazine and
before long you started receiving all
kinds of mail from places you’ve
never heard of? Or, Have you ever
ordered anything from a catalog and
all of a sudden your box is full of
catalogs from companies you’ve
never heard of, or from specialty
gift houses that you didn’t know
existed? Why, all of a sudden, have
you and your mail box become so
popular? The answer is simple—
some company you ordered from
sold your name and address and
maybe oodles and gobs of other
information about you. Also, infor-
mation—names, addresses, tele-
phone numbers, etc., etc. can be got-
ten illegally through computer
fraud. “Well. O.K. That’s how the
caller got my name.”

“But how did he/she know I have

a Medicare card?” The same way,
somebody, someplace got his/her
hands on a computerized list of
Medicare recipients. A company
who puts together such lists and
offers them for sale will oftentimes,
for a mammoth fee, sell the com-
plete national list of every recipient.
For a lesser fee a regional list can be

purchased, and for an even lesser
fee a list for only a very limited
area—like, let’s say the Big Sandy
Area—can be purchased. If this
potential Medicare fraud scam is
presently limited to Kentucky,
someone may have obtained a list
consisting only of Kentuckians.
“O.K. But how does someone
use my number to commit fraud?”

Senior citizens, we live in the age of
instantaneous  communications.
Virtually everything is done by
computers, fax, on-line services and
other high-tech electronics. High-
tech experts know how to crack the

codes to get all kinds of informa-
tion—even incorrect information
that was once considered “confiden-
tial.” Today confidentially is virtual-
ly non-existent. Unscrupulous tech-
nicians can program high-tech
equipment to do anything they want
done including illegal activities
such as posting, transfer of funds,
and even check writing—checks
being made out, of course, to their
“dummy” companies. They take the
money and run with it. That is until

they’re caught in the fraud.

“This frightens me. What can I
do about it if T feel I had one of
those telephone calls or if I get one
where I feel Medicare is going to be
“ripped off?” Call Adminastar of
Kentucky. toll free at 1-800-999-
7608. Adminastar handles Medicare
claims in Kentucky.

“Will my call be confidential?”
What do you think?

IMMEDIATE DENTURE

One of the cosmetic miracles ot
modern dentistry is the “immediate
denture.” These are constructed
BEFORE all remaining natural
teeth are removed and inserted as
soon as the final teeth are extracted.
Naturally, they will need some
adjustments as your swollen gums
recede back to normal, but it’s a
much better sight than facing the
public with no teeth while your
dentures are being constructed in
the laboratory.

In this procedure, the back teeth
are removed but the front teeth are
allowed to remain. When the day of
reckoning arrives, the front teeth
(and perhaps a few others which
may have remained) are extracted
and your “immediate dentures” are
inserted at the same appointment.

Healing beneath the immediate
denture is usually uneventful. One
might expect pain to result from
wearing a denture over an area
from which teeth have been
extracted, but just the opposite
occurs, The immediate denture acts
as a protective covering for the jaw
as it is healing.

Health foods that aren’t

It is true that supermarkets,
delis, and health-food stores now
offer many excellent new products
for people who watch their diet. But
do notbe too quick to trust those
labels that promise nutritional mira-
cles. Here are a few foods that
sound promising, but often do not
deliver.

Frozen vegetarian pasta: Pasta
by itself is almost fat free. But pre-
pared pasta products, even if they
do not contain meat, often use
whole milk dairy products, which
are high in fat,

Bran muffins: Most store- bought
muffins are high in fat as well as
simple sugars. If the muffin weighs
heavily in your hand and has‘a
sticky surface, it is likely to be high
in calories and fat.

Carrot cake: Typically a whole
cake will contain more than a cup
of oil. This alone provides at least
200 calories from fat per slice. This
is before you even consider the
other ingredients.

Popcorn: Popcorn can be a low
fat snack if poped without oil.
However, microwave (even “lite”
varieties) and pre-popped popcorn
usually contain a large number of
calories from fat and a hefty dose of
salt. In fact, they usually contain
more fat per ounce than cookies.

Reduced-fat snack foods: To be
labeled “reduced-fat,” a product
simply must have less fat than the
original version. If the original
product is very high in fat, such as
potato chips, then the new product
may still have more than an accept-
able amount of fat. Other products
to watch carefully include snack
cakes and cookies. Also note that
many cakes and cookies that truly
are low-fat or even fat-free are very
high in sugar, and therefore, have a
surprisingly high calorie count.

“Lite” salad dressings: Again,
these products have less fat than the
original versions but typically still
have a very high percent of calories
coming from fat. Look instead for
fat-free products. Ditto for “lite”
margarine.

Turkey or chicken hot dogs:
These usually have fewer grams of
fat than beef hot dogs but are still
typically very high in fat. As many
as 80 percent of the calories may
come from fat. They also tend to be
high in sodium. However, there are
a few brands on the market that truly
are low fat. Read labels carefully.

As you can see, not all that looks
healthy is. Be a wise consumer and
examine the amount of calories
from fat on the label. As a general
rule of thumb, there should be no
more than 30 calories from fat per
100 calories.

Tip of the Week: Coconut is one
of the richest sources of saturated
fat. Three-quarters of the 100 calo-
ries in an ounce of raw coconut
comes from saturated fat. But like
all plant foods, coconut is choles-
terol-free.

TOWARD RETIREMENT:
BABY BOOMER
PLANNING STRATEGIES

If you’re one of the 76 million
Americans born between 1946 and
1964, the Kentucky Society of
CPAs recommends you develop a
strategy to ensure you'll have suffi-
cient income to accommodate your
needs during your retirement.

SOCIAL SECURITY

Contrary to what most baby
boomers think, some experts
believe that Social Security still
will be available when boomers
retire. If those experts are correct,
the problem will be that there may
be less money to go around or that
the benefits you receive will be
taxed more. The amount of Social
Security you receive is based on
how much you earn during your
working career. Generally, the more
you’ve earned, the more you can
collect. However, boomers should
plan to supplement their benefits
with other sources of income in
order to maintain their pre-retire-
ment lifestyle.

For an estimate of your future
benefits, call the Social Security
Administration at 800-772-1213
and request a Personal Earnings and
Benefit Estimate Statement.

PENSIONS

Another traditional source of
retirement income is pension plans.
However, as a result of voluntary
job-hopping to get ahead and invol-
untary changes due to corporate
downsizing, baby boomers may not
qualify for the generous pensions
their parents received by staying
with the same company for the
majority of their career. That's
because each time you switch jobs,
you must meet the company vesting
period before you qualify for a pen-
sion contribution. As a result, you
can lose years of pension-saving
opportunities.

If you're entitled to any retire-
ment benefits from a current or for-
mer employer, you should deter-
mine exactly how much you’ll be
receiving during your retirement
years so that you can plan accord-
ingly.

CLOSING THE GAP

You’ll need about 70 percent to
90 percent or more of your pre-
retirement income to live comfort-
ably during retirement. Social
Security pays the average retiree
today about 40 percent of pre-
retirement earnings. Making up the
difference is up to you. If you're an
employee, the best stragtegy is to
take full advantage of a 401(k) plan
or other employer-sponsored tax-
deferred retirement plans. These
plans allow you to invest pre-tax

money for retirement directly from
your paycheck. What’s more, your
company may match a pertion of
your 401(k) contributions.

If you're self-employed, consid-
er setting up a Keogh plan. With a
Keogh plan, you can make tax-
deductible contributions. Annual
employer contributions to a money-
purchase contribution plan cannot
exceed the lesser of $30,000, or 20
percent of your annual taxable com-
pensation (not to exceed $150,000).
Earnings from all Keogh plans are
tax-deferred.

You also should consider invest-
ing in Individual Retirement
Accounts (IRAs). All taxpayers can
deposit up to $2,000 each year in an
IRA. Individuals who are not cov-
ered by a retirement plan at work,
or who have modest incomes, may
be able to take a tax deduction for
their IRA contributions. The advan-
tage of making a nondeductible
IRA contribution is that earnings on
the account accumulate tax-free,
making it an attractive retirement-
planning vehicle for anyone.

Tax-deferred annuities are

another option for building retire-
ment savings. An annuity is a con-
tract promising to pay you a regular
income during retirement in return

for the premiums you pay during
the accumulation period. The tax on
income earned from your annuity is
deferred until you withdraw. your
savings, just as with an IRA or
Keogh. However, contributions are
not tax deductible.

DON’T PLAY IT TOO SAFE

The biggest challenge for most
baby boomers is to invest aggres-
sively. Lower interest rates have
made it tougher to build a retire-
ment nest egg with “safe” instru-
ments like certificates of deposit
and Treasury securities. While
growth stocks are considered
volatile investments in the short
term, with the retirement horizon
roughly 20 years away, most
boomers can afford to choose
stocks and mutual funds that
promise higher returns.

POST-RETIREMENT WORK
To fund a comfortable retire-
ment, the Kentucky Society of
CPAs recommends that baby
boomers begin a diversified savings
strategy today. If you don’t think
you’ll have sufficient income to
retire comfortably, give some
thought to how you ‘can turn a
hobby into a business or market
your talents to earn extra income.
