New school or 
nothing, critics 
of PHS plan say

Many residents of Prestons­
burg, it seems, want a new high 
school and some of the most vocal 
supporters are students who will 
never take a class in the new build­
ing. 

"We study. We read. We work. 
We Jearn," Melissa Dye, a student, 
said during a public hearing on the 
renovation of the high school 
Tuesday night. "This will be dis­
rupuve to our studies. This is not 

what we want." 
Dye and the majority of a group 

of about l 00 people gathered in the 
high school cafeteria Tuesday op­
pose a major renovation of the 
school, which would add a science 
wing to the front of the building, a 
new home economics area, a media 
center and more. They want the 
school system to build a new 
school. 

"I think eight years is worth 
waiting for," Dye said. 

Jim Osborne, operations director 
for the school system, told the 
group it would be at least eight 
years before the system could af­
ford a new building. 

That's not too long to wait for 
some residents. "We want to get a 
new high school regardless of when 
it might be," Clarence Risner said. 
He said the board has lost sight of 
the children. "The only losers will 
be the kids." 

The planned renovation, which 
has been an on-again, off-again 
saga for several years afte1 a new 
high school for Prestonsburg was 
removed from the fru::ilitJe~ con­
struction priority list, is set to take 
place in two phases. 

According to Joe Jones, archi­
tect for the project, in addition to 
the science wing, there will be a 
new administration area with health 
rooms and guidance counselors' of­
fices; there will be new corridors

Prestonsburg Police officer An­
thony Castle "fished out" stolen 
jewelry from a Johnson County 
pond on March 18, after an accom­
plice to the theft told the theft vic­
tim whet:,e to look.

On March 14, Campbell notified 
Castle that an accomplice to the 
theft had come forward and provid­
ed information that Jed to the arrest 
of Phillip G. Booth, and the discov­
ery of the stolen merchandise.

The pond is located on property 
where Sheryl Robin Campbell 
lives. Sheryl Campbell is Booth's 
estranged wife and Nancy Camp­
bell's daughter.

Campbell currently has restrain­
ing orders against Booth in Johnson 
County, and said she intends to 
seek more orders in Floyd County.

New motel 
may locate 
on site near 
arts center

Prestonsburg's economy may 
have gotten a shot in the arm, with 
an announcement this week that a 
Lexington company has offered to 
buy two acres next to the Mountain 
Arts Center for $350,000. Plans 
call for a motel and a "sit-down 
restaurant" to be built on the site. 

"We've been in contact with a 
company in Lexington, H & W 
Management. We've been negotiat­
ing the terms of the contract." City 
Attorney Paul Burchett told Pre­
stonsburg City Council members 
during a special meeting Wednes­
day. "We agreed to the price real 
quick." 

The contract states that the com­
pany w1Jl purchase the two front 
out-parcels next to the new arts 
center on Ky. 114. It also states that 
H & W plans to put tn a motel, 
probably a Hampton Inn on the 
site, and possibly a restaurant. 

The company has put up 
$10,000 "in earnest money" on the 
site. The only way those funds 
aren't forfeited is if a feasibility 
itudy shows the locatio~ is not de­
Strab.e for a motel. 

"If he pulls out for any other 
reason, he loses all of 1t," council 
member Estill Carter said. 

The company has two years to 
develop the property. If it decides 
not to build the motel, the city has 
the first option to buy the property 
back at 90 percent of the cost H & 
W paid for it. 

Council member Hansel Cooley 
asked if the developer is planning 
to be aggressive with the develop­
ment. 

"He expects to be under con­
struction this year," Carter told 
him. 

"What type of restaurant does 
he plan?" Cooley questioned. 

Burchett said the developer 
plans to contract with some other 
company to do a sit-down restau­
rant on the site.

Prestonsburg City Council took 
the first steps Wednesday to ex­
pand the city limits by about 3,600 
acres.

Booth's preliminary hearing is 
scheduled for Wednesday, April 3 
at 2:30p.m. 

Rape case waived to grand 
jury after evidence hearing 

The council held, during a spe­
cial meeting, the first reading on 
an ordmance to annex property on 
the mountain top from near Adams 
Middle School to Route 3. Council 
also held the first reading on an or­
dinance that would annex the 
property on which Thunder Ridge 
Racetrack sits. 

Both moves arc an effort to in­
crease tourist attractions m the 
city, according to Mayor Jerry 
Fannin. The city is planning to use 
the property it owns on top of the 
mountain for an 18-hole champi­
onship golf-course and a recre­
ational facility. 

Other new tourist attractions in 
the city include the Mountain Arts 
Center. 

The city has approved the sale 
of property next to the center for 
construction of a motel and restau­
rant to help handle the overflow 
from increased number of tourists 
the attractiOns are expected to

At a preliminary hearing on 
Wednesday, March 26, a rape 
charge against a Hi Hat man was 
waived to the Aoyd County Grand 
Jury. 

On March 17, Douglas Gene 
Webb, 41, of Hi Hat, allegedly 
committed the offense of burglary 

in the first degree when he unlaw­
fully forced entry into the home of 
the alleged victim at Hi Hat and 
proceeded to commit the offense of 
rape in the first degree, police 
records say. 

According to Kentucky State 
trooper Bobby Day's tesumony. a 
call was rece1ved from the alleged 
victim's aunt. The alleged victim 
notified her aunt that she had been 
raped by Webb and needed help, 
Day said.

for her efforts and hard work when 
the board met for the first time in 
nearly 16 months early Wednesday 
morning. 

"The vision, dedication, and 
leadership of Dr. Floyd has allowed 
PCC to move forward in many 
areas under adverse circum­
stances," the resolution states. 

A paragraph from the resolution 
which denounced the action by the 
executive committee when it sent a 
letter to Carr asking for Floyd's res­
ignation was removed from the res­
olution. A paragraph supporting 
Carr's announcement that he will 
appoint an independent consultant 
to look into the situation was added. 

Board member John Triplett said 
he presented the resolution because 
Floyd "has done a wonderful job. 
It's obvious that some faculty don't 
like her, but I don't think, if we had 
100 presidents, that there wouldn't 
be some opposition to that person." 

He said he had heard no "con­
crete" problems with Floyd from 
faculty members. 

The resolution stopped short of 
endorsing a faculty-recommended 
ten-member panel to look into the 
situation. The recommendation 
came Monday after the faculty 
approved a no-confidence vote of 
Floyd by a margin of 47-27 with 
one abstention. There are 83 teach­
ers on the eligibility list used to 
determine who could and could not 
vote Monday. 

Faculty member Thomas Orf 
said he is concerned about the stand 
the board took with the resolution. 
· "No means no," he said, indicat­
ing his opposition to the board's 
resolution and it's apparent lack of 
consideration of the faculty's 
actions. "It doesn't mean yes and it 
doesn't mean partially yes." 

"I don't think we can be more 

fair than that," said Tom Matijasic, 
who made the motion to recom­
mend 'the committee at Monday's 
faculty meeting. "We have held out 
a hand. Please don't give us back a 
bloody stump. This is an attempt to 
solve the problems and break the 
deadlock." 

Some faculty members say they 
are concerned about Floyd's leader­
ship style, saying she is autocratic 
with her decisions. They also say 
she has verbally abused some staff 
members. 

Dean Joan Lucas said faculty 
members seemed confident that a 
resolution was forthcoming when 
they returned to the school Tuesday 
morning. She said the advisory 
members could help or hinder those 
attitudes. 

"It's time to resolve our differ­
ences and work together," Lucas 
said. "I support this process and 
know that good things can go from 
this process." 

All of the advisory board mem­
bers at the meeting said they sup­
port a resolution of the situation as 
well. 

"I encourage conflict resolu­
tion," Dr. Rodney Handshoe said. 
"But all we're doing with this reso­
lution (before the paragraph was 
deleted) is picking sides in a very 
complex issue. I don't think that's 
our role as an advisory board." 

"It's time to start a healing 
process," John D. Sammons, facul­
ty member of the board and the 
only dissenting vote on the resolu­
tion, said "But this is a support tac­
tic for Debbie Floyd." 

"I do support a need for a resolu­
tion of this situation," advisory 
board member Jean Hale said. "It's 
sad that we find ourselves in this 
position, but this is a good start. But 
I don't think the news media is the

and new stairways; a new and relo­
cated mechanical room to provide 
new heating and cooling to the 
school; and the entire current build­
ing will get a face lift, including 
new doors and windows, black­
boards, ect., all in the first phase. 

In the second phase, the cafeteria 
and kitchen will be expanded; a 
music suite will be added, as will a 

, new entrance to the gymnasium. 
There will be a renovation to the 
business lab and an elevator will be 
added. All asbestos will be removed 
from the building during the reno­
vation process. 

Parents expressed concern about 
a variety of things, including retain­
ing walls and new construction so 
close to a flood-prone area; removal 
of asbestos; and remodeled class­
rooms that won't be as big as new 
ones would be. 

Students said they are concerned 
about noise levels and being able to 
continue their class work and 
extracurricular activities during the 
renovation project. 

"This building is beyond repair," 
Wes Fugate said. "Will our English 
classes be canceled just because of 
the noise? We need a new school 
and the vast majority of us (the stu­
dents) could care less where it's at." 

Despite the concerns and desires 
for a new building, school adminis­
trators said funding is not available 
to build a new building and if the 
funds that are available for the ren­
ovation aren't used on that project, 
they will be used on another. 

"This plan has been approved by 
the state," Osborne said. "Any devi­
ation from it and we'll have to go 
before the state board." He said 
money that was slated for the new 
high school when it was on the pri­
ority list several years ago was used 
at the joint Maytown/Martin ele­
mentary that is now under construc­
tion. 

"Your best bet is eight years," 
Terrell Ross, bond counsel for the 
board said. 

Money is available to complete 
both phase I and phase II of the ren­
ovation project, Ross said. That sit­
uation didn't exist a few weeks ago. 
Ross said lower interest rates as 
well as the inclusion of School 
Facilities Construction Commission 
funds in the state's budget increased 
the system's bonding power enough 
to sell about $8.3 million in bonds. 

The school board, however, has 
to decide whether to approve phase 
II now or wait until phase I has been 
completed, in about 20 months, 
according to Jones. The board has 
not indicated what it will do. 

But most of the residents at the 
public forum don't want phase I or 
phase ll, they want a new school. 

"Help us get a new school," 
Risner said. "This is what we want." 

John Burke said the system is 
two-thirds of the way to a new 
school, which would cost about $12 
million according to Osborne. 

"We could build on the football 
field," Burke said. "Then we could 
sell the property on Middle Creek to 
go toward a new school. In three 
years, maybe we could have a new 
school. We're only $4 million 
away." 

"The majority here want a new 
building. We all want what's best 
for our kids, but our whole city is 
losing out because of our facility," 
Blake Burchett said. "I went to 
school here and the facilities were 
awful then." 

But he said if it's renovation or 
nothing, renovation should be 
acceptable to the parents. "We need 
a new facility, but we're going to 
keep on banging our heads until we 
get nothing." 

About five people stood up to 
indicate they would support the ren­
ovation project. Many people say it 
is the school's facilities that is slow­
ing economic development in 
Prestonsburg. 

"I'm sorry, if it's a renovation or 
nothing, then let's renovate," Leslie 
Fannin said. "Let's be realistic."

answer. It has been detrimental to 
the college and detrimental to the 
area." 

Several of the members of the 
board pressed the issue of news 
coverage of the conflict. An earlier 
article indicated there had been a 
no-confidence vote under Dr. 
Henry Campbell. Faculty member 
Jim Ratcliff said there had been no 
vote, but there was conflict 
between the faculty and the presi­
dent. 

Ratcliff made the statement at 
the Monday meeting, he said, to 
show that the faculty had always 
been able to solve its problems 
inside the school until now. 

Chairman Paul Gearheart said 
the school has gotten "undue pub­
licity that we do not need" over the 

conflict and after the meeting Floyd 
said that the publicity has "added 
fuel to the fire and made it appear to 
be an ugly matter." 

"It is time to move forward," 
Floyd said. "The students are sup­
portive of the college leadership 
and the board compromised on its 
offer by removing the paragraph. I 
support this process but we need to 
work together internally and not 
communicate with the community 
through the media." 

She said it's t1me for faculty 
members to "put our differences 
behind us and let bygones be 
bygones." She said she thought the 
"healing" had already begun. 
"There has been a shift in mood 
and it's been very positive," she 
said.

When the aunt got to the resi­
dence, the alleged victim answered 
the door, according to testimony. 
Day reported that the aunt immedi­
ately called the Floyd County 
Sheriff's Department and then real­
ized Webb was still in the residence. 
According to a statement fr.om the 
aunt, she saw Webb nude on the 
bed, and he fled to his apartment 
when he realized she was there. 

Day said when he arrived at the 
scene, the paramedics were remov­
ing the alleged victim from her res­
idence on a stretcher. He saw 
men's clothing throughout the resi­
dence, a hammer on the couch, and 
women's undergarments in the bed­
room, Day said. 

According to Webb's statement 
to Trooper Day and Detective Ken 
Slone, they (Webb and the alleged 
victim) had sex, but it was a con­
sentual act. He had gone to her 
home to borrow a cigarette and she 
invited him in. 

The alleged victim testified that 
Webb arrived at her residence about 
8:00p.m. and knocked on her door. 
She informed the court that she 
opened the door because she 
thought it was her friend, and Webb 
pushed through the door. Webb 
slapped her twice and told her to be 
quiet or he would beat her, accord­
ing to the plaintiff's testimony. 

Public Defender Kristi Gray 
asked the alleged victim if she had 
previously made the statement that 
Webb would end up going to jail for 
rape. The alleged victim denied the 
accusation. 

Through Gray's questioning, 
testimony was offered that a previ­
ous rape charge had been filed by 
the alleged victim against another 
alleged rapist, but the charge was 
dismissed. 

Floyd County District Judge 
James R. Allen found probable 
cause to direct the case to the grand 
jury for indictment.

The remains of a human body 

found Monday in an abandoned 
mine on Hopkins Fork of the Left 
Fork of Caney has been tentative­
ly identified as Everett Lee Hall, 
47, of Jon ancy. 

The remains were found 
Monday. March 25, at about 4:16 
p.m .. approximately 1,200 feet 
from the mine entrance. 

The remains were sent to the 
Kentucky State Medical 
Examiner's Office in Frankfort, 
which made the identification, 
said Pike County Coroner Charles 

Morris. 
"We've made a tentative iden­

tification at this time," said 
Morris. "A positive identification 
is pending DNA testing by the 
state office. The death is being 
investigated as a homicide. 

We determined Mr. Hall had 
been dead for approximately a 
year." 

No arrests have been made in 
Hall's death. 

At the time of his disappear­
ance, Hall was a route carrier for 
the Appalachian News-Express.

A tragic accident took the life 
of a Martin County fourth grader 
last Thursday, March 21. Ten­
year-old Carlos Blackburn appar­
ently fell into a hole with about 
two inches of water at the bottom 
of it and drowned while playing 
near his home. 

School was not in session 
Thursday due to bad weather and 
Carlos left home about I 0:30 that 
morning intent on building a fort 
with some of his friends, his dad, 
Harvey Blackburn, said. 

When he was unable to find a 
playmate Carlos gathered up a 
shovel, a mattock, and post hole 
digger and headed for the spot 
near Rockcastle Creek where he 
and his fnends had spent count­
less hours playing together. 

Police investigations, request­
ed by the family, have no{ turned 
up an exact scenario for what 
happened. "All that we know is 
that he was found face down in 
the water by his brother Bill who 
had just moments before left the 
home to join Carlos. Bill returned 
to the home in hysterics telling 
that 'something awful had hap­
pened.' 

"Carlos was probably uncon­
scious when he drowned and we 
haven't been able to determine 
exactly what took place that 
caused him to lose conscious­
ness. I believe this was a tragic 
accident," said Chief Deputy 
Sheriff F. D. Fitzpatrick. 

When Harvey ran to the scene 
about 11:15 and found his son 
lying in the hole, he immediately 
began to administer CPR 
although he realized later that the 
boy had probably died before he 
got to him. 

Blackburn s aid his wife 
Martha called his friend Bill 

Burke who came and helped at 
the scene before members of the 
Martin County Rescue Squad 
arrived minutes later. 

CPR was continued until the 
arrival of the paramedic crew 
from the Martin County 
Ambulance Service who then 
took over care of the patient and 
transported him to Three Rivers 
Med Center at Louisa where he 
was pronounced dead shortly 
after arrival. 

Family members agreed to 
donate organs from Carlos' body 
so that children who need them 
could be helped but hospital offi­
cials determined that since the 
boy's body had been found in 
water that may or may not have 
been contaminated, the organs 
could not be used. 

The death was ruled accidental 
by the Lawrence County Coroner 
and no autopsy was ordered, 
police said. 

Hundreds of mourners gath­
ered at the Pack Bottom Freewill 
Baptist Church over the weekend 
where Carlos' body was taken. 

Harvey Blackburn said his son 
had been unusually loving and 
affectionate during the past few 
days and that he had asked con­
stantly when the first day of 
spring was to arrive. He died on 
March 21, ironically the first day 
of spring. 

"This county has poured out 
its heart to us during this time of 
need and we know that the death 
of our son has to have a purpose 
in God's plan," Blackburn 
explained. 

Funeral services were held 
Sunday afternoon at the Inez 
Elementary School where Carlos 
was a fourth grade student. 

Extra counsellors were called 
in to help his classmates deal 
with the loss of their friend last 
week.

State congressmen attend 
Safe Highway meeting

On a hill located in sight of the 
deadly intersection of Route 40 
and Route 645 near Inez, David 
Porter, son of the late Ransome 
Porter who died in an accident at 
the intersection last year, held a 
meeting Saturday afternoon, 
March 23, to discuss possible 
solutions to Martin County's dan­
gerous highways. 

In attendance at the discussion 
were State Representative 
Hubert Collins, State Senator 
Walter 'Doc' Blevins, and many 
local residents who have been 
involved in accidents at the inter­
section or are related to those 
who were. 

Porter began the meeting with 
a heartfelt plea. "We need to 
come together as a region of the 
state and come up with a solution 
to this problem." 

who spoke of the ever-present 
danger of Eastern Kentucky 
roads 

"It's common knowledge that 
every time you pass someone on 
these roads, you come within 
three feet of death." 

However, McFaddin pointed 
out that solutions to these prob­
lems "don't happen overnight." 

One plan which McFaddin 
offered was to bring traffic safety 
education into the classroom. 
"We definitely need to involve 
the schools in this project." 

When Porter offered the mike 
again, a local truck driver 
stepped up to speak. 

"My dad could never under­
stand what the danger of this 
intersection was, until he was in 
an accident here. 

"The only solution to the prob­
lem of this intersection is an 
overpass." the driver sat d. 

Everyone there applauded. 

the mine," said Detective 
Kenneth Slone with the Kentucky

"We asked the Kentucky

New board to 
target areas 
for industries

Attracting some sort of industry 

to the area is the goal of nearly every 
politician in Eastern Kentucky. Most 
often, the area is overlooked by 
large industries, but a newly formed 
board in Lawrence County hopes to 
change all of that. 

Earlier this month, the Lawrence 
County Fiscal Court formed an 
industrial development board to try 
and come up with ways to attract 
industry. 

Members of the board have 
already gone to work by holding an 
organizational meeting to elect offi­
cers. 

"At this past meeting, each one of 
us sat down and determined what 
our disabilities or drawbacks were 
and then we each listed our assets," 
Board Chairman Howard See said. 
"From this we will set some priori­
ties." 

See was elected to chair the 
board along with Bill England to 
serve as secretary and Lafe Hinkle 
to serve as treasurer. 

The group will be working with a 
plan from the Kentucky Department 
of Commerce that sets goals for 
Eastern Kentucky. 

The plan was implemented under 
Paul Patton during his term as lieu­
tenant governor, and helps recognize 
what type of industry may be willing 
to locate in the different areas of 
Kentucky. 

One example, See said, is catfish. 
The group is currently doing a study 
on raising catfish in the area as an 
industry. 

"It's a big, big undertaking and a 
lot of people are involved," See said. 

Each year a report called 
"Resources for Economic 
Development" is updated by the 
Greater Louisa Industrial 
Foundation and the Kentucky 
Cabinet for Economic 
Development. 

See said copies of this report are 
available for $5 each and may be 
handed out to industries that may be 
interested in locating in Lawrence 
County. The report is updated every 
two years. 

The next meeting is at noon on 
April 3 at Gene Wilson's office. 

Board meetings are open to the 
public. 

Collins expressed deep con­
cern for the safety of Martin 
County's citizens. "Whether it's 
bigger signs or a red light, we 
need something that will say,

Collins also brought up anoth­
er dangerous intersection of 645: 
the intersection with Route 3 near 
Inez that leads to Prestonsburg 
and Paintsville. 

Blevins told the group, "The 
wheels of government don't turn 
as fast as I would like them to, or 
as fast as you would like them to, 
but we definitely have to do 
something here." 

Blevins argued that a red light 
at the Route 40 intersection 
might cause more problems than 
it solved, because trucks could 
not stop in time on the downhill 
slope of Route 645. 

"Maybe what we need to do is 
put up signs with the names of 
people who have died here. 
Sometimes real numbers con­
vince people more than just say­
ing 'Danger' or 'Caution."' 
Blevins said. 

Porter agreed that political sci­
ence isn't an exact science. "You 
just can't plug numbers into a 
formula to figure out what to do 
in a situation like th1s."

Graham satd he will reconsider 
the bond tssue. 

According to testimony at the 
hearing, Hawkins told police the 
crack was impure and blamed it 
for the slaying. 

Hawkins was taken into cus­
tody February 5, when Anderson 
County deputies took her into 
protective custody after they 
spotted her walking across a 
shoulderless bridge over the 
Kentucky River on U. S 62. She 
told them she wanted to speak 
with Frankfort police. 

Hazelwood testified Hawkins 
told him she bought $60 worth of 
crack and smoked it in a pipe 
made from a can. She went to her 
grandmother's house, walked as 
if she was going to the bathroom 
and went into the bedroom 
instead. She got a lamp and hit 
her grandmother with 11. Once her 
grandmother was on the kitchen 
floor, she began hitting her with a 
wooden chair. 

After drinking a glass of tea, 
Hawkins put the glass in a half­
full sink of water and left, the 
detective said. She then went to a 
gas station and bought $2 worth 
of gas and some cigarrettes. 

The victim was also stabbed, 
police said, but Hawkins denies 
having stabbed her grandmother.

The year of ping-pong diploma­

cy. The year tennis star Billy Jean 
King won $100,000 to become the 
first woman athlete in history to do 
so. UCLA won their fifth consecu­
tive NCAA title and Muhammad Ali 
won a four-year legal battle over 
draft evasion. 

That was also the same year that 
Prestonsburg High School head 
baseball coach Russell Shepherd 
made his debut as the head hardball 
mentor and he has been making an 
appearance ever year since then. 

Shepherd will begin his 25th sea­
son as head baseball coach at 
Prestonsburg where he has compiled 
an amazing 528-216 record (an aver­
age of21 wins per season). His ball­
club finished 21-9 last season. 

This is going to be a very talent­
ed Blackcat baseball team this sea­
son in spite of returning only one 
starting outfielder and two starting 
infielders from the club that won 
over 20 games last season. But 
Shepherd will tell you that it will be 
pitching that should propel the 
Blackcats to another winning sea­
son.

season with a very young team. 
That youth should be more matured 
this season, making the Raiders a 
strong competitor this time around. 

Coach Hall likes the make-up of 
this year's team and thinks he has 
the talent have a strong team. 

"We need more practice," he 
said. "If the weather gets better, we 
will also." 

Like most area teams, regular 
season games may be the "practice" 
sessions for South Floyd. Being 
minus a practice field (home games 
are played at the Drift park), the 
Raiders find themselves trying to 
practice at the Drift Park, which 
Hall describes as being in "horrible 
shape." 

The first South Floyd coach says 
that this year's Raider team should 
be a strong defensive unit and the 
pitching should be the best in the 
three years.

Every team needs a stopper out 
of the pen and Scotty Johnson could 
very well fill that void for South 
Floyd.

Experience will be behind the 
plate for the Raiders in the person 
of Eric Cook, who has been play­
ing, it seems, since the game was 
invented. Cook, a junior, has sever­
al years of experience at the catch­
er's spot and that is a plus for the 
pitching staff. · 

"Eric has great potential," Hall 
said. "He could be a very good 
player for us this year. He's an out­
standing catcher." 

Eighth grader Byron Hall hasn't 
reached the high school level yet, 
but already he is projected to be a 
top catcher for the Raiders. 

"He has has a very good bat and 
is a strong defensive catcher," Hall 
said of Byron.

For years, Floyd County has been 
without its own track and field facil­
ity. And for many, there has been the 
dream that one day our county could 
have its own place to run track and 
compete in field events. That dream 

,.. began in 1989 when I came on the 
scene here at the Floyd County 
Times. 

The road to reality was rougher 
than any Road to the Final Four. 
There were hurdles to overcome. 
There were friendships that were 
bruised along the way. Hard feelings 
were created and some still are there 
today. 

Still the dream remained only a 
dream. A nice baseball facility had to 
be uprooted and was never replaced. 
But still they dreamed on. Adversity 

t1J grew and opposition to the facility 
mounted. But still there was hope the 
dream would be fulfilled . 

The Floyd County Board of 
Education. under Dr. Steven Towler, 
made a push to get the program out 
of the "dream stages" and headed for 
reality. In board meeting after board 
meeting, those in favor of the track 
and field facility met and pleaded 
with the board for the project. 

With the board's blessing and 
support, the new facility went under 
construction. The earth movers 

• moved in and the football field 
looked as if it was in danger. More 
opposition, this time from the foot­
ball contingent. 

The earth was moved and loads 
of gravel were hauled in to form the 
track. Months later the construction 
began to take the shape of a track 
facility. Next came the asphalt, but it 
was long in corning. "Need four hot 
days," the reason was given when 
we had at least 23 straight. 

Finally, magistrate Jackie Owens 
~ and his wife Hattie helped with the 

moving of dirt, hauling of gravel and 
other preparations. Finally, the 
asphalt trucks rolled in and the track 
was laid. 

Or. Towler. invited by Ina 

Robinson and Mary Wallen, showed 
up on the scene and it was dedication 
day (although the new facility wasn't 
competed). Still, the new facility was 
dedicated by Dr. Towler and the 

school board, who were all in atten­
dance. The band played, the color 
guard was out in full dress as a big 
crowd turned out for the dedication 
and ribbon cutting ceremonies. 

A Ridge Runner garden was 
located at the end of the football 
field in memory of those who were 
instrumental in getting the facility 
off the ground, but who had passed

away before seeing the track com­
pleted. 

The rubberized coating was 
placed on the track next and the track 
began to show the fruits of the hard 
work workers had put in trying to 
obtain the facility. Allen Central 
coach Dewey Jamerson, along with 
coach Forrest Hughes, spoke up for a 
track and field location and now they 
were seeing before their very eyes 
that need being met. 

But what good is a track without 
equipment? 

Now began the long battle of 
finding equipment at a reasonable 
price. It wac; decided to contact the 
state colleges and see if they might 
have some equipment to donate or 
sell at a reasonable price. That met a 
dead end. 

The school board came to the res­
cue and offered matching funds of 
$6,000. The Ridge Runners Boosters 
Club, after fund-raisers, accom­
plished itc; goal and raised the $6,000 
that the school bo.ard matched. pro­
viding $12,000 to purchase new 
equipment. 

The equipment has been pur­
chased and is in place. All that is 
lacking is the striping of the six lanes 
at the Don Daniels Athletic 
Complex. Hopefully, that will have 
been done by the time this article 
appears. 

With the new facility already has 
come the awarding of the regional 
track and field meet at the site this 
spring. It will afford all county fans 
the opportumty to come out and take 
in an outstanding day of track and 
field events. But be careful, it can 
become very habit forming. You will 
enjoy yourself and want to go back 
again and again. 

The dream. It is no dream any 
longer. Now, because of the persis­
tence and hard work of a few folks, 
the track and field facility at Allen 
Central has become reality.
