stamps and benefit checks from the
Department of Social Services.

Sammie Joe Oney was indicted
last summer on 85 counts of theft
by unlawful taking and one count
of unlawful access to a computer.
The charges allege that she entered
into the computer of the Common-
wealth of Kentucky Cabinet for
Human Resources Department of
Social Insurance, the names of 17
people "for the purpose of using
payments to or for the persons
named which they did not receive,
but which Sammie Joe Oney did
receive by fraudulent pretenses,
misrepresents or promises," the in-
dictment states.

Those indictments were merged
into one count of theft by unlawful
taking.

Tammy Dale Oney was indicted
last summer on 85 counts of first

Health Act of 1977.

The charge against Mead arises
from a fatal accident on March 1 at
the E & B Coal Company No. 1
Mine, located near Drift, in Floyd
County.

In the accident, Udel Watson,
39, of Joe's Creek in Pike County
was killed when he was pulled into
the power rollers of a belt drive
unit in the mine while repairing a
broken conveyor belt.

Watson was a 20-year mining
veteran and had been employed at
the mine for about a year and a
half. He was working about 1,800
feet below the surface when the ac-
cident oceurred.

That accident was the first un-
derground mine fatality in Ken-
tucky this year.

The indictment charges that
Mead, while he was supervising
the repair crew, knowingly autho-
rized a violation of a mandatory
safety standard. "The violation
being that Watson guided by hand
the belt onto the power rollers
when they were in operation, while
under the supervision of Mead and
while being observed by Mead,"
the indictment states.

If convicted, Mead faces a max-
imum potential penalty of one year
in prison, a fine of $250,000, or
both.

The case was presented to the
grand jury by Assistant United
States Attorney H. Davis Sledd and
arises from an investigation into
the accident conducted by the
Mine Safety and Health Adminis-
tration, District 6 in Pikeville.

Mead will appear before the
United States District Court in
Pikeville, but that date has not
been set.

The indictment of a person by a
grand jury is an accusation only,
and that person is presumed inno-
cent until and unless proven guilty.

The pull of the “Old Country”
brought a successful southeastern
Kentucky newspaper editor back

home.

Floyd County native Ralph
Davis I1I recently gave up his job
as editor with the Jackson County
Sun in McKee to become editor of
the Paintsville Herald.

Davis, a son of Prestonsburg
city councilman and businessman
Ralph Davis Jr. and his wife Ann,
said the pull of what he calls the
“Old Country” was too much to re-
sist.

“I wanted to come back to where
1 know people, to where I went to
school,” he said Thursday.

Davis's family is well-known in
Prestonsburg. His grandfather es-
tablished a retail food business, The
Market Place, in Prestonsburg in
the spring of 1958. It continues 10
operate today and is managed by
Davis's father and grandmother,
Myrtie,

In addition to his ties to his fam-
ily, Davis was also lured back by
the challenge of editing the
Paintsville Herald.

“News-wise, Johnson County
seems to have a lot more going for
it,” he said. “And, I like the chal-
lenge of going up against a com-
petitor.”

When Davis became editor of
the Jackson County Sun, the news-
paper faced stiff competition, but
within 15 months, Davis’ revamped
newspaper substantially increased
its circulation and put the competi-
tor out of business.

He accomplished that by first
eliminating the Sun's political bi-
ased reporting and then building
trust with his sources and his read-
ers. He also opened the newspaper

A wild chase through Prestons-
burg Wednesday evening has led
to the arrest of a Highlands Re-
gional Medical Center administra-
tor,

Clarence Traum was arrested
by Prestonsburg Police Chief Dar-
rell Conley about 2:10 p.m.
Thursday and charged with three
counts of wanton endangerment;
one count of terroristic threaten-
ing; and one count of harassment.

According to the warrant
against Traum filed by Elizabeth
Joseph of Prestonsburg, Traum
chased her vehicle with his vehi-
cle. There were two passengers in
her car at the time. The complaint
states that Traum's actions “creat-
ed a substantial danger of death or
serious physical injury” to Joseph,
her mother, and her niece.

The warrant also states that
Traum threatened to kill Joseph
and that he harassed her "by using
obscene gestures 10 her and offen-
sive language."

According (o Joseph, the eveut
occurred a little after 6 p.m.
Wednesday when she decided to
take her mother and niece out for
a drive. She said she was traveling
north on North Arnold Avenue
when the glare from the sun pre-
vented her from seeing a stop
sign.

"I ran the stop sign,” she said.
"I admit that, but I really didn't see
it

Joseph said Traum had been
backing out of his driveway and
his car was about half a length
into the street when Joseph's vehi-
cle almost hit him,

"I stopped and tried to apolo-
gize," Joseph said. "But then he
chased me all through town."

She said Traum tried to run her
off the road and kept trying to pass
her and "giving me the finger. [
didn't even know the man."

Joseph said she went down the
street in front of the high school
even though she knew she should-
n't "because I was scared," she
said. She said she then went
through the parking lot of Social
Services and then she stopped her
vehicle. But when Traum started

Ben Hale, county judge-execu-
tive, proclaimed April 22-26
Immunization Week in an effort to
encourage parents to make sure
their children are properly immu-
nized.

Most parents know that their
children have to receive a series of
immunizations to enter school, but
some do not realize that the major-
ity of those, 80 percent, should be
administered by the child’s second
birthday.

As a result, about 10,000
Kentucky babies lack one or more
doses of recommended vaccines
and are at risk for preventable dis-
eases, according to the Cabinet for
Health Services.

“School enrollment is the first
opportunity we have to make sure
that every child has been vaccinat-
ed, but children should receive 15
doses of vaccine by their second
birthday to be protected from nine
infectious diseases,” said Reginald
Finger, M.D., director of the
Division of Epidemiology with the

In addition, a vaccine against
chicken pox has been licensed and
is available in some medical prac-
tices.

If a child is behind in the sched-
ule, he or she does not have to start
over.

State records show that immu-
nization is one of the most cost
effective medical interventions
available. For every dollar spent on
immunization, as many as $29 can

be saved, according to the U.S.
Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention.

Kentucky children can receive
vaccines at local health depart-
ments for just a small fee. If a par-
ent cannot afford the fee, it is.
waived. During 1995, a total of
533,315 does of vaccine were ¢
administered in the state’s local
health departments.

Vaccines also are available from
private pediatricians and family
physicians, and in rural health and
other public clinics.

For Happy Mart employee
Shelia Tackett, saving a customer’s
life is all in a day’s work.

Tackett, who has worked for the
Harold store for seven months,
never realized when she went to

W\work for Happy Mart that she'd get
the opportunity to use her two and a
half years of nursing training and
education.

But when a man entered the
store in November and requested
she call an ambulance because his
girlfriend was unconscious in the
car. Tackett stayed calm and put
those skills to work — and in the
process may very well have saved

the young woman's life.

For her quick thinking, Tackett
received Happy Mart's “Who Got
the Milk Award,” which is awarded
to employees who go an extra mile
in their work duties and responsibil-
ities.

“It was about two a.m. and this
man came rushing in and asked us
to call an ambulance, that his girl-
friend was unconscious in the car,”
she recalled. “So after I got off the
phone, I went out to the car to see
what exactly was wrong.

“She just looked like she had
passed out. She had a real weak
pulse, if any at all, and her lips were
blue. I tried to find out if she had
any previous illnesses or sickness. I
found out she had asthma.”

Tackett then searched the
woman’s purse to see if she had any
medication with her, Not finding
any, she went into the store to see if
she could find anything that would
help the woman.

We didn’t have anything, so I
went back to the car and checked to
make sure nothing was in her mouth
that she could get choked on,” she
said, “Her boyfriend helped me and
we got her out of the car and onto
the ground,

“I then began to give her mouth-
to-mouth resuscitation for about
three minutes and followed that
with about four or five minutes of
CPR. I checked her mouth again

because she started choking. She
was conscious and opened her eyes,
but she had a very weak pulse.”

Tackett, with the help of the
woman's boyfriend, sat the woman
back in the car, and Tackett returned
to the store to again call an ambu-
lance.

“It had been about 14 or 15 min-
utes and 1 couldn't understand what
the holdup was and 1 knew this
woman needed medical attention,”
she said. “When I came back out-
side, she went unconscious again
and started having convulsions.
And we held her tongue to keep her
from choking.

“I told her boyfriend to get

behind her and hold her up and hold
her tongue. 1 decided to drive the
woman to the hospital because the
ambulance was taking so long.”

Once at Pikeville Methodist,
Tackett explained to doctors what
had happened and made sure the
woman was all right. She then
drove the couple's car back to work,
finished her shift and returned to the
hospital.

“The lady suffers from asthma
and seizures, but she hadn’t been
taking her medication, and the doc-
tors said something she ate that day
probably triggered the attack,” said
Tackett.

ly gave her a good feeling of being
able to help another person.

“I was glad that | was there and
was able to help them,” she said. 1
was a little bit nervous at first, when
everything started happening, but I
got over it real quick because I
knew she needed help and I could-

While we were still at the hospital
and after we found out she was
going to be all right, her boyfriend
came out and kissed me on the
cheek and thanked me for what I
did. They got married shortly after
the incident."”

Up to now, all we know about
the Floyd County School
System’s planned workforce
reduction has been reflected in
numbers.

Come April 30, though, the
people caught up in this mess
will be identified, giving a
human characteristic to a finan-
cial crisis.

While the board’s money
crunch may be eased by these
cuts, budget problems are only
beginning for the victims.

We don’t know yet who'll be
getting the axe, but there is a bet-
ter than good chance that many
will come from the ranks of
young and eager teachers who
have everything the county
school system needs...energy,
education, excitement...to pros-
per under the criteria of educa-
tion reform.

Everything, that is, but the
one thing they need to keep their
jobs.

Tenure.

Because they haven’t worked
long enough to earn that “golden
parachute,” it probably will
make no difference how effec-
tive they are in their classrooms.

In education, seniority almost
always outweighs sufficiency.

This is no indictment of teach-

ing veterans and we don’t
attempt to discount or discredit
their contributions or experi-
ence.

It’s just a darn shame that our
current system puts more
emphasis on length of service
than it does strength of service.

We think it’s time to change
that and to bring the teaching
profession into line with the real
world, where job security
depends on restilts.

Certainly, teachers deserve
protection from the political
beast that always lurks in the
shadows of our educational sys-
tem.

But the beneficiaries and the
benefactors of that educational
system also deserve assurances
that they are getting the quality
they’re paying for.

Under the present setup,
tenure is a one-sided deal that is
protected by a very powerful,
very influential organization...
the  Kentucky  Education
Association.

The KEA is the very group,
though, that should lead the
effort to level the playing field
so those young and eager new-
comers to their ranks don’t
become so discouraged that they
give up on teaching altogether.

We need enthusiasm and
accountability to reach our goals.

In view of Apnl being Child
Abuse Prevention month and many
child abuse/neglect referrals being
received, another on-going problem
which needs addressing is the
extreme need for foster parents in
Floyd County. The first option we
have is to place a child with a rela-
tive if the child has to be removed
from an abusive or neglectful situa-
tion. But when there are no avail-
able relatives the child must be
placed in a foster home. Many
times the current foster homes we
have are full and the children have
to be placed in surrounding coun-
ties.

Since the month's activities are
drawing attention to the fact of
child abuse and the actuality that it
does take place even in Floyd
County (sometimes right next door
to you), this letter is an appeal to the
people of Floyd County to become
aware of the need for foster parents
so that our children ¢an stay in the
county. It is a traumatic experience
to have to be removed from your
home, but to leave friends, change
schools, etc., should not have to be
necessary if the people of Floyd
County could realize the need for
foster homes and fulfill that need.

The number of children being
placed outside the home is steadily

increasing. The number of foster
homes must also increase in Floyd
County or the children will have to
be placed in other counties, some-
times very far away.

At the present time there are
only six foster homes in the county
who stay consistently full with chil-
dren needing care. There are many
misconceptions about foster parent-
ing that may limit people from
applying. Call us and we would be
glad to share with you how much
difference you can make in the life
of a child.

by Norman Allen, reprinted from
the September 7, 1977 issue of
The Floyd County Times at the
request of the friends of the May
House).

Prestonsburg, the old Preston
Station named for John Preston,
pioneer surveyor, and the county
seat of Floyd, the “Mother
County” of a dozen or so Eastern
Kentucky counties, should, one
would think, have something
more than a page in this or that
volume of Kentucky history to
show for its place in the annals of
the past.

Instead, it threatens to become
an all-new town dedicated to
modernity, with nothing left to
posterity except a few lines on a
printed page.

The old is being forgotten or

sacrificed on the altar of
progress.

Already, much of historical
significance has been irrevocably
lost. The old Harkins home was
the first to go.

More recently, the Goble home
and the old Clark Hotel have been
razed.

The Johns residence on First
Avenue, perhaps the oldest here,
is in no present danger, since it is
occupied by its owner.

The same status applies to the
May home, which stands almost
surrounded by modern homes and
a housing development.

Now, it appears that the best-
known historical spot here may
go unless public interest shows
itself, with city and county sup-
porting its preservation.

This is Garfield Place, the
ante-bellum home which during
the Civil War was used by
General Garfield (later President
Garfield) as his headquarters dur-

ing the Big Sandy Campaign.

The old home, which has its
back to the modern-day rush of
traffic and fronts on the Big
Sandy, the main artery of travel in
the day when it was built, now is
untenanted and its ownership has
passed from the hands of the fam-
ily which represented the original
owners.

It follows that the old home
will not be permitted to stand,
untenanted, unused, to fall under
the weight of the years and to
gradual deterioration.

Its owner cannot be blamed for
protecting his investment, if the
community has no interest in it,

If no more is done than the
deploring of what threatens to be
almost a tragedy—as we are
doing—the old landmark will join
the others that have been leveled.

One or more modern homes
will be built on the spacious
grounds. Or perhaps a nice, shiny
high-rise apartment building.

That is the challenge. This
home has already been placed on
the National Registry of Historic
Homes. There are funds available
for its restoration and mainte-
nance. So we read—and do noth-
ing.

The City of Prestonsburg and
Floyd County could prevent this
loss and make of the old home
something for present and future
generations.

It could be converted into a
historical museum, perhaps with
an arts and crafts center.

The coal industry could use a
portion of it to record and pre-
serve the memorabilia that would
tell others down the years of a
time when the mining of coal was
not only a fabulous success story
but also a matter on which the
future of the nation heavily
depended.

The alternative is to do noth-
ing—and lose something that is
irreplaceable.

Faculty and students work
together to make a difference

PCC'’s Dr. John Shiber, members
of his Community Biology Club,

®and students in his Conservation

Biology, Animal Biology, and

Human Ecology classes put to prac-
. tical application their concern for a
clean environment on Saturday,
March 30th. Together with Dr.
Carol Mulling (PCC Service
Learning Center), Kelly Adam, and
Chris Fleming (both from PCC
Wellness Center), who joined the
activity, they spent the morning and
early afternoon clearing trails at
Jenny Wiley State Park.

The group of nearly 100 clipped
back bushes, branches, and under-
brush in an effort to make the trails
safe for hikers in the coming sea-
son. As they proceeded, they picked
up all the litter they found and
deposited it into large bags. They
also picked up garbage and trash
from along the road and riverside,
At least 300 bags of trash, altogeth-
er weighing some 6,000 pounds,
were collected over a four-hour
period.

“This is only a small amount of
the garbage we saw,” said Dr.
Shiber. “There’s so much we were
unable to reach due to time restric-
tions and lack of equipment.”

After the group, which included
&children of many ages, had finished

their work, they assembled at the
park’s camp grounds to wash up,
eat, and talk about what they had
done and seen.

“Well, did you learn anything?”
asked Dr. Shiber.

Everyone nodded and shouted in
assent, “Yes, we sure did!"

“Alright,” he went on, “when
you get home, I want you to write a
page on what you did this morning,
what you learned, and what this
whole community service meant to
you."

But the group did not wait until
they got home to discuss their
“adventure” in learning. They were

&full of statements, such as, “I can’t
believe how many beer bottles and

-

cans we found!” Or “how can peo-,

ple just throw things here and there
without feeling at least a little

guilty?” When I see all that trash we
collected, it makes me sick.” And,
“when I see all that trash we didn’t
have the time to collect, it makes
me sicker!”

“After seeing all that disposable
plastic and styrofoam trash, I feel
like boycotting the companies, such
as fast food places, that use them,”
said one student.

“We really have to start making
more things with materials that we
can re-use, such as glass,” said
another, “or with materials that are
biodegradable.”

“Even when a product label says
that its container is biodegradable,
it doesn’t mean much,” commented
Dr. Shiber. “Indeed, fully degrad-
able items, do not biodegrade
unless they are exposed to air and
other environmental elements. In
landfills, for instance, totally
biodegradable items, such as paper
or food, can be kept intact for years
and years, if they are not exposed to
air or the soil. Recently, a full
pound of hot dogs was retrieved,
intact, in a ten-year-old landfill.”

“Clearly,” he went on, “we need
to change our habits. If we reduce
our use of plastics, encourage re-
cycling and/or re-using glass, alu-
minum, paper, etc..., we can do a lot
to improve the situation. The most
important task remains, however, of
training ourselves and our children
to be far less wasteful. This will be
a great help in protecting our envi-
ronment and its biodiversity.”

Jenny Wiley State Park’s
Director of Recreation and
Interpretation, Ron Vanover, was on
hand to thank the group for their
hard work. He said he welcomes
more activities of this nature at the
park, in order for students to
become more aware of environ-
mental matters.

“Faculty and student involve-
ments such as these create a won-
derful atmosphere of cooperation
and caring,” said Dr. Shiber before
the group left. “This is very con-
ducive to effective learning, as well
as to the feeling of personal reward
for both body and mind."

Negotiations begin to reopen Wolf Creek mine

The first round of serious negoti-
ations concerning the reopening of
Wolf Creek Collieries mining oper-
ations began Tuesday, April 16.

William Chapman, an officer in
the local chapter of the UMWA
which represents more than 300
laid-off workers at the mine, said
Tuesday that he and other local
umon reps, Ola Stepp and Randall
Fields, met with Bob Frazier, the
man who will be the site manager at
the mine when, and if, it opens
again. Bob Phelan, District 17
UMWA president and Bert Melton,
another UMWA official, met in
Charleston Tuesday morning.

The new operation, called White
Oak Mining and Processing, could
open as soon as June if contract con-

cessions can be agreed upon by
local union members, Chapman
said, The concessions, if made,
would have miners working under
1993 terms, he added. Rate of pay,
scheduling, and possibly medical
insurance would be the major areas
of CONCessions, Chapman
explained.

Frazier told the group that the
mine “"cannot be operated feasibly at
the wage and benefit levels present
when the mine was closed last
year,"” Chapman said.

From 90 to 120 of the laid-off
miners will be called back if the
concession package can be worked
out, Chapman said.

He said a union meeting will be
held this Sunday, April 21, at 1 p.m.

at the union hall at Beauty for the
purpose of discussing the proposals
from Frazier.

Fraizer told the men Tuesday that
Wolf Creek Collieries will retain the
ownership of the coal and the con-
tracts at the mine but would not be
managing it, He said that two mine
entrances will be used, one at the
Coalberg seam and another at the
Alma seam. All operations, includ-
ing the mines “on the hill" will
remain under UMWA auspices,
Chapman said Frazier said.

Any agreement would have to be
ratified by the members of the local
union, Chapman emphasized.

Wolf Creek was one of Martin
County's major employers for three
decades, but began having financial
problems soon after a problem arose
with a long term contract with
Carolina Light and Power last year.

Chapman did not say whether
office workers will be recalled but
he said the preparation plant will be
reopened. He said the new company
will operate two sections, one at
each opening, at first and will
expand as the operation grows.

Many Wolf Creek workers had
put in as many as twenty years at the
mine before being laid off last year.
Most of the older workers will be
able to return, Chapman said. —
The Martin County Sun

Radiation cases to be tried
in Johnson Circuit Court

Lawsuits  claiming that
Ashland Oil contaminated the
Martha Oil Field with radiation
wiil be tried in Johnson Circuit
Court, a federal judge has ruled,

The ruling brings the year-old
suit full circle to its starting
point, but is still viewed as a vie-
tory for the plaintiffs.

The case was filed by
landowners in the Martha and
Keaton areas March 17, 1995.
The suit alleges that Ashland Ozl
and its subsidiary, Ashland
Exploration, contaminated the
Martha Oil Field with “radium,
radon and other radioactive and
hazardous substances™ during oil
drilling and production from
1925 to 1987.

As relief, the landowners seek
to force the company to clean up
the contaminated areas and for
Ashland to pay compensation for
the lost value of real and personal
property, emotional distress and
mental suffering, present and
future environmental monitoring,

and punitive damages.

The suit also sought to prevent
Ashland from dumping radioac-
tive waste in a special waste land-
fill in the Martha area, and to
instead take the waste to a “prop-
erly licensed low-level radiation
waste disposal facility.”

Shortly after the case was
filed, Ashland had the case
removed from Johnson Circuit
Court to U.S. District Court in
Pikeville.

In moving the case, the compa-
ny had argued that the landown-
ers demand that the waste be
transported to a licensed facility
warranted that the case be tried in
U.S. District Court because such

facilities are governed by
“Interstate compacts between
states with the consent of
Congress."”

But Lexingmn U.S. District
Judge Karl S. Forester disagreed,
ruling Marc,h 28 that the case
should be tried in Johnson Circuit
Court,

Oh a related note, Ashland
filed a response in Johnson
Circuit Court to the landowners'
lawsuits April 10.

In the response, Ashland con-
tends that its operations in the
Martha Oil Field have caused lit-
tle or no loss of value to landown-
ers property, that the company
was in no way negligent, and that
“injuries or damages complained
of by the plaintiff were not in any
way caused or contributed to by
any wrongful act or omission of
the defendant,”

“In the event the defendant
maintains he is unable to go to trial
on June 24 because of physical
impairment, the Court will consid-
er a motion from the Common-
wealth to appoint an independent
non-treating physician to evaluate
the defendant and render an opin-
ion to the Court.”

No trial date has been set for
the new charges, but a pre-trial
conference to hear motions has
been set by Lawrence Circuit
Judge James A. Knight for May

10.

According to
the Council, PEPP seminars tackle
such serious healthcare issues as: the
meaning of dreams; suicide and
depression; normal vs. abnormal
behavior; phobias; childbirth; geri-
atric medicine; bone marrow trans-
plants; cosmetic and reconstructive
surgery; the role of forensic medicine
and dentistry in crime solving; and the
use of hypnosis in medicine and den-
tistry (including demonstrations).

The students are also exposed to
personal testimonials from survivors
of catastrophic illness, critical trans-
plant operations and drug and alcohol
addictions.

Chemical spill from tanker
wreck proves harmless

Traffic came to a halt on the Mountain Parkway

Monday, April 8, after a tanker owned by M & C Tank

W ransport of Cincinnati, Ohio, overturned, causing a chem-
ical spill.

' The accident occurred at approximately 10:30 a.m.
Monday when the driver apparently lost control of the
viehicle, jumped a culvert and came to rest on an embank-
ment, about 200 feet from Puckett’s Truck Stop, which is
a quarter mile east of the Salyersville city limits.

¢ When the truck came to rest, the trailer began to bow,
creating a break in the aluminum tank and leaking alu-
mhinum sulfate.

Aluminum sulfate is a mild corrosive material that is
used in treating deep mine water.

i A contracted company that specializes in the contain-

ment of chemical spills, emptied the truck, collected the
chemical and stored it in an empty tank at Falcon.

A power line was also knocked down and landed on top
of the tanker. The line was removed and repaired by a util-
ity crew.

In an epilogue to the story, the fiberglass tank at Falcon,
where the aluminum sulfate was temporarily stored, rup-
tured and spilled the chemical into the State Fork Road
Creek at 6 p.m. that evening. Almost 1,000 gallons of the
liquid leaked into the creek. The spill caused minor dam-
age to aquatic life in the river. But the chemical is water
soluble and caused no damage to any county or city water
source and therefore posed no danger to any drinking
water supply. — The Salyersville Independent

News of the Weird

— Nudity in the news in February: Richmond,
Texas, police charged two teen-agers with aggravated

— The U.S. Justice Department recently conducted

As the identity of the sting agent became
known, state Sen. Ricky Hendon, who was formerly a
Chicago alderman and who had in the past been sus-
pected of corruption, told reporters proudly that he per-
sonally had resisted the pressure by the sting agent. The
Chicago Sun-Times reported that Hendon said, “I hope
I get some points for not being corrupt this one time.”

— Noted eating champion Mort Hurst, who once ate
16 double-deck Moon Pies in 10 minutes and 38 eggs
in 29 seconds (which resulted in a stroke, in 1991),
announced in January that he would run for secretary of
state of North Carolina against race-car legend Richard
Petty. Asked if he was intimidated by Petty's name,
Hurst said no: “I been on Paul Harvey's [radio] show; 1
don’t think Petty has.”

— The candidates for Oregon Senate, District 8,
include Thomas Wilde, a Democrat who, if he wins the
primary it May, will face his wife, Republican Melinda
Wilde, in the general election. (Thomas started out as
Melinda’s campaign manager but discovered that the
two hardly agreed on anything.)

Hollywood has lost the ability to tell a story through
the use of nuance and titillation.
