School drug problems not 
widespre , official s ys

Just three weeks after drugs 
were found during a routine sweep 
through Adams Middle School, an 
assistant principal says the problem 
isn't nearly as bad as area residents 
might think. 

There were two instances where 
marijuana was found during the 
first week of May. Ralph Dingus 
said in the first instance, the ciga­
rette found had been smoked. In the 
second, when the drug dog discov­
ered the cigarettes in a locker, they 
had not been smoked. 

"All four of those kids involved 
had drug tests and they all came 
back negative," Dingus said 
Wednesday. "Even the kid with the 
smoked cigarette came back nega­
tive." 

He sa1d the kids are experienc­
ing peer pressure at the middle 
school and it is leading them into 
uncharted waters. "There has al­
ways been peer pressure, but it's di­
rected differently now,'' Dingus 
said. "Before it was cigarettes, now 
1t's pot." 

He said one of the students in­
volved told him another student 
had asked if the student wanted 
some pot. 

"He said he thought he was jok­
ing,'' Dingus said. The student then 
apparently secured the marijuana 
for the other student. 

"I heard him say he didn't know 
what to do with it after he got it,'' 
Dingus said. "He said he really did­
n't want it." 

Drugs aren't the only things that 
middle school students seem to be 
pressured into doing. 

"Some of them carry condoms 
in their wallets," Dingus said. "It's 
just for show. It's a process of 
growing up. They start talking big 
and then they get backed into a cor­
ner" 

Others get involved in cliques. 
"This is the age when groups start 
running together," Dingus said. 
"Each group does something differ­
ent." 

He said the school has several 
programs set up to help students 
deal with peer pressure, including 
the Respect Society program, 
which includes students taking care 
of the Baby Think It Over Doll for 
a week; Prime lime, discussions 
about responsibilitieS and rights; 
and home visits by the Youth Ser­
vice Center director.

Court rejects 
Hammond's 
911 suit appeal 
Attorney's attempt to 
litigate civi l case may 
impact sentencing in 
federal court May 29

An appeal of the dismissal of a 
lawsuit against Floyd County by 
former County Attorney Jim Ham­
mond was d1srn1ssed Tuesday by 
the Court of Appeals. 

Hammond's appeal was dis­
missed on the grounds that he had 
no legal standing to pursue it, ac­
cording to Ned Pillersdorf. who is 
representing the county in the law­
suit, and the order dismissing the 
appeal. 

Hammond filed the lawsuit 
against the county, individually 
and as a taxpayer, because he ap­
parently did not agree with the 
county's ordinance to collect an 
89-cent surcharge to implement 
and run an E-911 system here. 

Pillersdorf explained that Ham­
mond's suit was dismissed earlier 
by Circuit Judge James Knight, but 
that after Hammond pleaded guilty 
to the charges, Hammond filed 
motions in the case, which was il­
legal since he was required to give 
up his license to practice Jaw when 
he was convicted. Hammond was 
later disbarred by the Kentucky 
Supreme Court. 

Motions filed in federal court 
indicate that the federal govern­
ment was planning to offer proof 
that Hammond practiced law after 
his conviction during his sentenc­
ing hearing set for next week. 

Pillersdorf said he had been 
subpoenaed to appear in the case, 
but that he understood the motions 
to show proof that Hammond had 
practiced law after the conviction 
might be withdrawn, because the 

proof is moot under federal sen­
tencing guidelines. 

According to Hammond's re­
sponse to the motion filed by the 
United States, the notice is "merely 
a general allegation that this defen­
dant engaged in the practice of Jaw 
after his conviction and fails to 
identify with specificity any acts of 
the defendant that he was engaged 
in the practice of Jaw after his con­
viction." 

Hammond's response to the mo­
tion tndicates that he cannot defend 
unspecified allegations and that it 
is an attempt to further damage his 
reputation. 

"This appears to be an attempt 
by the United States to further de­
monize Mr. Hammond so as to 
prejudice the sentencing procedure

A proposed science, mathemat­
ics and technology center for the 
region could already have a home. 

Floyd County School Board 
chairman Eddie Patton has said if 
the group putting the center togeth­
er wants, it can locate the center on 
the Middle Creek property the 
school board owns. The land was 
originally going to be used for a 
new Prestonsburg High School. 

While Patton made it clear that 
the board has not voted on the 
issue, he said if the center wants the 
land, he'll put it on the school 
board's agenda. 

''I'm 100 percent for it," Patton 
said. "I don't think we'll ever get 
$400,000 out of it. That's what we 
paid for it." 

The purpose of the East Ken­
tucky Center for Science, Mathe 

matics, and Technology is to put an 
emphasis on the teaching and use 
of technology, science and mathe­
matics "with the object of growing 
their own industries which will re­
quire educated graduates from the 
area, and thereby eliminate the 
brain drain out of the state," ac­
cording to minutes of a May 8 
meeting of the group. 

The group recently received a 
$75,000 grant through the Educa­
tion and Humanities Cabinet to 
carry out planning activities for the 
proposed center, which IS the brain­
child of John Rosenberg, director 
of Appalachian Research and De­
fense Fund. The group is also ap­
plying for a National Science Foun­
dation grant as well. 

The facility would include a 
planetarium and a science van that 
moves around the region and gives 
teachers full access to scientific 
equipment. Rosenberg also said the 

group is trying to get NASA to 
bring projects to the center. 

"This project can be used to ben­
efit every child in Aoyd County.'' 
Patton said. "We can use it for pro­
fessional development for teachers. 
This is the best thing that can hap­
pen to Floyd County." 

He emphasized the board has 
not made a decision on the matter, 
but that he has talked with board 
members Ray Brackett and Phyllis 
Honshell about the idea and that 
they seemed to thmk it is a good 
one. 

"I think we can be amenable for 
this," Patton said. "They could use 
the property. They wouldn't have to 
buy it."He said the center can also 
bring in more tourism dollars. 

"It's another attraction on the 
road to the Mountain Arts Center,"

A Floyd County man who was 
charged with wanton endanger­
ment and second degree criminal 
mischief received an additional 
charge of theft by unlawful taking 
during Wednesday's arraignments. 

Aaron Tackett, 49, of Beaver, 
who had allegedly damaged sever­
al main lines and gas wells for the 
second time in the Middle Creek 
area, was also charged with theft 
by unlawful taking of the natural 
gas he had allegedly released into 
the atmosphere. 

Kentucky/West Virginia Gas 
Company employee Mike May 
testified at Tackett's preliminary 
hearing that he discovered a two 
inch pipe with rocks piled around it 
on Tackett's property. According 
to May, the pipe was releasing gas 
into the atmosphere and he esti­
mated that the amount of gas lost 
by the gas company would exceed 
$300. 

Assistant county attorney Lance 
Daniels asked May if the gas 
released into the air could have 
been bottled and moved to another 
location. May stated that the natur­
al gas could have been transported. 

Keith Campbell, supervisor of 
pipelines for Kentucky/West 
Virgina Gas Company, also testi­
fied that the amount of gas lost was 
more than $300. 

Tackett's attorney, Amy Kratz, 
requested a bond reduction, but 
Floyd District Judge James R. 
Allen denied the request since 
Tackett had previously been before 
the court on similar charges. 

Judge Allen included the addi­
tional charge to Tackett's case and 
found probable cause to turn the 
case over to the grand jury.

Students poll shows dress code for 
Prestonsburg college professors 
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• Floyd gets a hand for 
winter storm damage

A heavy snowfall in January 
brought cool cash to the county this 
week. 

Floyd County received nearly 
$36,000 this week from the 
Disaster and Emergency Services 

removing its Humvees, jeep-like 
vehicles that are used to assist in 
emergency situations. 

Docs the way PCC professors 
drc:;s and appear before their class­
es affect their students' attitude or 
opinion of that professor and the 
course material? 

According to a poll of some 480 
PCC students over the past two 
years, it docs. 

PCC Professor John Shiber con­
ducted the survey "Just for the heck 
of it", he says. He found that some

is important to them. When asked 
how they should dress, only I 0 per­
cent said "very casually (i.e., 
jeans/shorts, shirt/blouse/sweater, 

sports shoes, plus or minus combed 
hair)'', and 12 percent said "semi­
formally (i.e., men: shirt, 
plus/minus tic, sports jacket. slacks, 
regular shoes, combed hair; and 
women: dress/skirt/pantsuit, 
blouse/sweater, regular shoes, 
combed hair)''. The rest of the stu­
dents said that they prefer profes­
sors to come to class in "semi-casu­
al attire (i.e., in slacks/skirt, 
shirt/blouse/sweater, plus/minus tie 
for men, regular shoes, combed 
hair)''. 

So, apparently, if PCC profes­
sors want to make a truly favorable 
impression on their students, they 

might keep the results of this poll in 
mind. It seems that quite a few stu­
dents do "judge a book by its 
cover," Shiber said. 
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• for winter storm damage incurred 
around the first of January. 

Floyd County Disaster and 
Emergency Services (DES) coordi­
nator Lon May presented a check 
for $35,928 to the county 
Thursday.

Mountain Christian Academy 
students recently had the opportuni­
ty to see a tooth of a mastodon that 
was found on the property of a pri­
vate citizen in Eastern Kentucky. 
Tom Dillehay, professor of anthro­
pology at the University of 
Kentucky, estimated that the partic­
ular animal from which thts tooth 
came was 8-12 years old. 
"Mastodon" is the common name 
for the extinct elcphantlike mam­
mal which was very large with 

thick, sturdy legs, a huge head, 
tusks. and a flexible, muscular 
trunk. Mastodons differed from ele­
phants and mammoths, however, in 
havmg complete tuberculate teeth. 
Their upper tusks were long and 
curved; they had transverse crests 
on their grinding teeth. They were 
common throughout what is now 
the United States and their remains 
have been found in various parts of 
the world. Mastodons became 
extinct about 8.000 years ago.

Three of the Pike County's vol­
unteer tire departments got their 
new pagers this week, and the first 
call went smoothly, according to 
Hurncane Fire Chief Rick Slusher. 

"Our response time was quick­
cr." smd Slusher. 'They worked 
great." 

Earlier this year. the county's E-
911 board purchased pagers for all 
the 'olunteer emergency personnel. 
111ursday. May 16, three depart­
ments - Hurricane, Island Creel 
and Coal Run - received their 
pagers. 

Monday, shortly before noon, 
911 dispatched the Hurricane 
department to Hurricane Road 
where a transformer had exploded, 
setting a hillside on fire. Slusher 
said three houses were in danger 
when the firefighters arrived. 

"We saved the houses," Slusher 
said. "That was our main priority. 
Then we started on the forest fire." 

The 12 Hurricane firefighters 
who responded were asststed by 
D1vis1on of Forestry personnel in 
fighting the blaze which destroyed 
nbout six acres, according to lim 
Blankenship, a ranger wtth the divi­
sion. 

Under the old system of notifica-

tion, firefighters were dispatched by 
radio. In some cases. however, 
Randy Courtney, E-911 board chair­
man said, firefighters who could not 
be reached by radio had to be· called 
up on the telephone, taking up valu­
able response time. 

Courtney is still hopeful that the 
county's E-9 11 system will be oper­
ational by July or August, but there's 
been no official word. The E-911 
dispatch center will be at Kentucky 
State Police Post 9. instead of 
housed in the county sheriff's office 
as 1s the 91 I dispatch. 

In the past couple of weeks, 
Aoyd County announced it, too, 
would headquarter its emergency 
dispatching service at the KSP post. 
Courtney said he could foresee no 
problems in sharing the facilities. 

"I don't think we'll have any 
major kinks to work out, he said, 
noting that Aoyd County would 
likely seck a lease agreement of 
sorts, to enable tts use of equipment 
already purchased by Pike County 
taxpayers. 

Meanwhile, E-911 officials are 
busy distributing pagers to the rest 
of the county's fire departments and 
emergency personnel. Courtney said 
Shelby Valley.

o Maintenance proce­
dures must be followed, 
including water circula­
tion, chem1cal balance of 
water and removal of 
debris.

Progress Against 
Cancer 

(NAPS)--While 
experts predict the cancer 
incidence will rise 60 per­
cent by the year 2020, 
they expect that by then 
they will have many more 
effective new weapons 
against the disease. 

Even more sophisticat­
ed radiation therapy will 
be among the tools, they 
report. 

Currently, cancer is a 
major cause of death in 
older persons with nearly 
two-thirds of new cancer 
cases occurring in 
Americans aged 65 years 
or older. The total number 
of cancers predicted is 
greatly due to the large 
proportion of the popula­
tion expected to be in 
older age groups in the 
next 25 years. 

Fortunately, reports the 
American Society of 
Therapeutic Radiology 
and Oncology, scientists 
are working on ways to 
reduce this incidence and 
to improve the lives of 
those who do get the dis­
ease. 

For example, Deborah 

McCaffrey Boyle, an 
oncology clinical nurse 
specialist at the Cancer 
Center, Fairfax Hospital, 
Virginia, urges a concen­
trated approach to over­
come barriers to screening 
and early detection.

3. Research into under­
standing the older patient 
and family's experience 
with cancer. 

4. Use of peer-directed 
teaching sessions and dis­
cussion groups to reduce 
such fears as "cancerpho­
bia" and fatalism which 
may lead to patients deny­
ing symptoms. 

"The care of geriatric 
patients should be a col­
laborative activity involv­
ing generalists such as 
internists, family physi­
cians, geriatricians and 
other specialists," accord­
ing to B.J. Kennedy, MD 
and Harry Jay Cohen, MD 
wntmg in a recent 
American Cancer Society 
journal
