"I thought there has got to be a 
way to contact her. It could take u 
month by writmg a letter, so I 
called the paper." 

In response, the Times called 
Arlene, and the two sisters "burnt 
phone lines up between New York. 
and Kentucky." accordmg to 
Arlene 

A few months earlier, Arlene 
found her brother, Robert 
McDonle}. ~I. 10 Houston, Texas. 
Robert also did not know about his 
older half-sister, and he had met 
Rita only once when he was a 
small child. 

Arlene has yet to meet her half­
SISters Margaret. Vickie and 
Violet; and her half-brother Billy, 
but she hopes that will be reme­
died by next year. 

Arlene's hunt for her family has 
been a complicated, mind-bog­
gling process. When she began her 
search last February, she sought 
the father she had never known. 
She didn't discover she had half­
brothers and sisters until she 
tracked down her father's brother 
in Columbus, Ohio. 

Arlene was born in Columbus. 
Ohio, so she began her journey 
searching for McDonley through 
stacks of paper work. She found 
out through a cousin that her 
father's brother lived in 
Columbus, Ohio. A library in New 
York gave her a computer printout 
of McDonleys. One the printouts 
listed 679 McDonleys. She 
methodically went down the list 

.md, eventually, lm:ated her unck•. 
"He was shocked. No one knew 

I existed. I was a big surpnse fur 
everyone," Arlene said. 

Her uncle told her that her dad 
had moved to Arizona. She tnten­
slfu:d her search and hired n pri­
\ all.: investigator. 

When :-.he wa~ unahlc to contact 
her dad at the address stll' had 
uncovered. she contacted real 
estate agents in the area and 
tracked down her dad's fo11ncr 
landlord, who told Arlene that her 
father had died in 1992 

"I wl!nt through a mourn1ng 
period." Arlene said. "Dad nnly 
~aw me once v.hen I \\.as two. It 
was accidental. We passed each 
other on the street."' 

Arlene also disco\ ered she had 
a family she never knew existed. 
First, she found out she had a 
brother named Billy. Ironically, 
h1s name was near the bottom of 
her listing of McDonleys. 

"Then through various people, I 
found out about the others," 
Arlene said . 

When she learned that she had a 
brother named Robert. she 
searched her list and found his 
name. She sent a letter to Robert 
and a letter to his ex-v. if e. Rohcrt 
had moved and did not rece1ve his 
letter from Arlene, but his ex-wife 
received hers and passed it on to 
Robert. 

"I was surprised and shocked." 
Robert said in an interv1ew 
Monday. At first he hes1tated to 

contact h1s older sister. "I wasn't 
c!osc to my full brothers and sis­
ters. This is a new chance to start 
over." 

Arlene and Robert began talk­
ing on the phone and writing let­
ters. 

"Her letters were like a book," 
Robert said 

"After I talked to Robert the 
first time. I loved him.'' Arlene 
sa1d. '"He's a real gentleman." 

Then Arlene began her search 
for Rita and Margaret. Her uncle 
had told her that the grandmother 
of the tv.o lived in Hoyd County. 
She published her letter and then 
things "just snowballed." 

The three got together Monday 
at Rita's Banner home. Robert had 
driven 20 hours, a 1.200-mile trip, . 
stoppmg only "for a bathroom 
break" or to fuel up his car. 

"If we had to wall three hours 
longer (to see hm1), they would 
have had to pull us off the ceil­
ing," Rita said. "I woke up early 
and turned off the alarm so Arlene 
could sleep longer, but she was 
saying 'Robert, Robert, Robert,' 
over and O\er 1n her sleep." 

Camaraderie and strong emo­
tional feelings \'YCre evident 
between the three siblings during 
the interview. They talked and 
laughed - and wept. 

''It feels like the world's going 
to end or I'm going to die. Kinda 
like you're getting your last wish," 
Rita said. During the interview, 
Rita had to leave the room several 

times to bring her emotions under 
control. 

"It's really emotiOnal finding a 
family that didn't even know you 
ex1stcd It\ a hard thing to tell a 
stranger 'Hi. I'm your sister."' 

"We've had rough childhoods, 
but we've come through them. We 
share that, too," Arlene said. 

''In many ways I'm closer to 
Rita than the siblings I grew up 
with at home," Arlene said, smil­
ing at her half-sister. "We're mak­
ing up for our whole lives. We 
tease each other. It comes out nat­
urally. It's a brother-sister thmg." 

Arlene, whom her new family 
calls "the leader of the pack," 
encourages people searching for a 
brother or sister "to just do it." 

"It may not always work out the 
way you want it. I found out a lot 
of negauve stuff, but it didn't stop 
me," she said. "&verythmg I went 
through has been worth it." 

She advises those mdividuals to 
start their search by talking to 
family members. 

"If the family will talk, ask a lot 
of questions," she said. "Get 
copies of birth certificates. They 
contain a lot of information on 
them." 

Agencies that can supply infor 
mation include vital statistics, 
social security administration, 
police departments, libraries, and 
real estate agencies. 

"Keep trying and keep good 
records," she said. "I had to dig to 
find out where my dad lived."

That's when he started the 
Christian Appalachian Project, 
which accepts donations of surplus 
items from various corporations 
and moves them into the communi­
ties where they are needed. 

"I don't believe there's a non­
profit agency in the area that hasn't 
outfitted its office with furniture 
from CAP," Michael Sanders, pres­
ident of the Christian Appalachian 
Project, said. 

But despite CAP's impact on the 
communities it serves, Sanders 
called for economic development 
in the area to help ease the plight 
of those caught in the poverty 

cycle. 
"We need to help people with 

more jobs," Sanders said. "But 
until then, we can help them hang 
on until those things happen. It's 
amazing to see what people go 
through." 

But with the help of the people 
from organizations like Feed The 
Children, Christian Appalachian 
Project, and the outreach centers 
that distribute their goods, Beiting 
said those involved can make a dif­
ference, one person at a time. 

"If we're willing to march into 
hell for a heavenly cause, we're 
going to change America," he said. 

changes in the welfare system 
could cause even more problems 
for some families, increasing the 
need for organizations like CAP 
and the smaller food pantries in the 
area. 

Bragg admitted that the majori­
ty of those he serves do not attend 
his church. or any church, but the 
donations help families meet basic 
needs so they can think about other 
- spiritual - needs. 

"I ask people how they make it 
without God in their lives," Nelson 
sa1d. "They tell me they do just 
fine, yet they aren't able to put 
clothes on their kids' backs or food 
on the table. But once they get 
grounded, they don't have the same 
kinds of problems they had 
before."

"But Christ instructed the 
church to feed and clothe the poor, 
not the government," he said. "And 
that's what we're trying to do. The 
Christian Appalachian Project will 
be a very important part of the 
community when those cuts are 
made." 

The food delivered Wednesday 
included cereal and pasta, baby 
food and beans, apple juice and 
Gatorade. Most was donated by 
large corporations, like Lipton, 
Gerber, Kellogg's, and Musselman. 

Bragg said the donations are 
important, especially to small 
churches that have no support from 
a larger organization.

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Traum 
enters

A local hospital administrator 
entered a not-guilty plea on three 
counts of second-degree wanton 
endangerment, harassment, and 
terroristic threatening charges in 

' Floyd District Court Wednesday. 
Highlands Regional Medical 

Center administrator Clarence 
Traum, of Prestonsburg, is charged 
with three counts of second-degree 
wanton endangerment for alleged­
ly "chasing down" three women 
- Elizabeth Joseph, her mother, 
and her niece - with his car on 
April 17 and reportedly endanger­
ing their lives. 

According to court records, 
Traum also threatened to kill 
Joseph. The records indicate 
Traum was charged with harass-

• ment for allegedly "engaging in 
conduct which seriously annoyed 
and alarmed [Joseph) by using 
obscene gestures ... and offensive 
language." 

A warrant was taken out by 
Joseph the day after the incident 
for Traum's arrest. He was 
released on a $500 cash bond at 
the time of the arrest. 

In an interview with Joseph a 
few days after the incident, she 
said the event occurred a little 
after 6 p.m. when she decided to 

• take her mother and niece out for a 
drive. She said she was traveling 
north on North Arnold Avenue 
when the glare from the sun pre­
vented her from seeing a stop sign. 

"I ran the stop sign," she said. 
"I admit that, but I really didn't see 
it." 

Joseph said Traum had been 
backing out of his driveway and 
his car was about half a car length 
into the street when Joseph's vehi­
cle almost hit him. 

r ift "I stopped and tried to apolo-
gize," Joseph said. "But then he 
chased me all through town." 

At his arraignment, Traum was 
represented by two attorneys, C. V. 
Reynolds and Larry Brown. 
Traum pleaded not-guilty to the 
charges and Judge James R. Allen 
ordered that he remain on the same 
$500 cash bond. 

Assistant County Attorney 
Lance Daniels had no objection to 
Traum remaining on the same 
bond on the condition that he and 
his family have no contact with 

~ either of the plaintiffs or their fam­
ilies.

Man points gun at 
ex-wife's husband

The case between a Floyd 
County man and his ex-wife's hus­
band was referred to the grand jury 
Wednesday by Floyd District Judge 
James R. Allen. 

Ronnie Nelson was charged 
with first-degree wanton endanger­
ment after he allegedly pointed an 
automatic pistol at his ex-wife's 
husband, William Hamilton, of 
Henderson. 

Hamilton testified in a prelimi­
nary hearing Wednesday that he, 
his wife, and her children -
Nelson's children- came to visit 
his mother-in-law in McDowell on 
Aprill3. 

"He (Nelson) found out that my 
wife and I were here visiting," 
Hamilton said. "He called and 
wanted to come over." 

Hamilton said he told Nelson 
that they did not want him to come 
and visit him, but he (Nelson) said 
"I'm corning anyway." About 45 
minutes later, Nelson pulled into 

the driveway, Hamilton said. 
"He said 'Oh you're bad aren't 

you,"' Hamilton testified. '"No 
I'm good,' I said." 

Hamilton said that's when 
Nelson "whipped out his gun, 
cocked it, and pointed it at me." 

"He said, 'How good are you?,' 
and I said, 'Good enough,'" 
Hamilton testified. 

Nelson's attorney, Kristi Gray, 
asked Hamilton if he was scared. 
"I'd say so - yes," Hamilton 
answered. 

Gray also asked Hamilton if the 
gun was loaded and he stated that 
he did not know. 

Hamilton told the court that he 
was acquainted with Nelson because 
Nelson would sometimes go to 
Henderson to visit his children. 

Gray made a motion to have the 
charges against her client dismissed 
because no evidence was shown 
that Hamilton was in danger. Allen 
overruled her motion and said, "the 
fact that he pointed a gun at the wit­
ness is probable cause to refer this 
case to the grand jury."

When was the last electiOn your 

state legislative candidates let the 
voters know their stance on abor­
tion or prayer in school? Contrary 
to popular belief, these arc state 
issues. Abortion principles were set, 
on a federal level, by Roe v Wade in 
1973. After the first three months of 
pregnancy, states may regulate or 
even prohibit abortion. 

Since Roe v Wade, even the right 
to have an abortion within the first 
three months has been regulated by 
some states. Simply put, states have 
the power to stop or greatly impede 
the right for a woman to have an 
abortion. For example, ~hen 
President Clinton took office, he 
allowed Medicaid to pay for abor­
tions involving incest or rape (all 
federal funding for abortion had 
been banned since the Reagan 
administration), but Kentucky and 
five other states refused to comply 
with this new policy. States have 

also written expensive health regu­
lations, required counseling before 
the abortion, and redefined the age 
of v1ab1lity (when a fetus can sus­
tain life outside of the womb). All 
of these actions have been taken to 
curb, or stop abortions. 

The Fourteenth Amendment to 
the United States Constitution guar­
antees "[no state shall] deprive any 
person of life, liberty, or property 
without due process of law." With 
due process of law, you can be 
depnved of hfe, liberty and proper­
ty Thts means that the states can 
make laws which, some believe, are 
contradictory to our constitutional 
rights. 

With Engel v Vitale 10 1962, the 
Supreme Court dec1ded that requir­
ing prayer in school VIOlated the 
First Amendment, whtch says 
''Congress shall make no law 
respecting an establishment of reli­
gion." 

Since then, Congress has unsuc­
cessfully attempted to amend the 
constitution permitting prayer in 
school, but states have repeatedly 
made laws which have allo~ed, or 
prohibited, school prayer. Staying 
w1thin loose federal guidelines, the 
states have decided the issue. 
Kentucky is no exception. 

HB 10 in Kentucky's 1996 
Legislative Session did not pass. It 
would have permmed "voluntary, 
studcnt-JOJtlatcd prayers during 
noninstructiunal times" HB 28, 
however, did pass. This btll will 
"permtt observatiOn of a moment of 
silence or reflection for one minute 
at the commencement of the first

class of each day." It is evident that 
our state legislators do not want this 
issue decided in Federal Court­
students can't pray, but they can 
have a moment of silence or reflec­
tion.ln spite of the wording, the end 
result is still the same. 

As many as seven different bills 
proposed by Kentucky's General 
Assembly were about abortion. If 
all of these bills had passed, physi­
cians performing abortions would 
have been required by law to orally 
inform a woman of the nature and 
complications of the abortion pro­
cedure, age of the fetus, and the link 
between abortion and risk of breast 
cancer 24 hours before she had the 
abortion; abortion facilities would 
be requ1red to post signs warning of 
the risks; the state would begin pro­
viding literature about the alterna­
tives to abortion, and would pay for 
food, lodging, transportation and 
other costs incurred by counseling 
prior to the abortion; definitions 
such as "medical emergency," and 
the "age" of the fetus would be 
redefined. The list continues. 
However, I think It is clear that the 
state docs decided the issue of abor­
tion. 

The General Election is 
approaching fast. Our legislative 
candidates should be forced to dis­
cuss these, and other important 
issues, before we elect them. If you 
agree, ask your local media to set 
up a forum or debate which would 
reveal what should be revealed 
about our potential 
lawmakers ... their ideas, beliefs and 
character.

Arnold responds 
to editorial 

Editor: 
I write in response to your May 

editorial titled "Length of Service 
or Strength of Service". You raise 
an age-old issue of the value of 
seniority and tenure versus the 
energy, education and excitement of 
youth. I appreciate your acknowl­
edgment that, in fact, "teachers 
deserve protection from the politi­
cal beast that always lurks in the 
shadows of our educational system" 
and I must explain, that is all 
"tenure" really is; in spite of its 
much maligned reputation, it is 
only a fair dismissal provision. 

In Kentucky, teachers serve a 
four-year probationary period dur­
ing which they can be non-renewed 
for the next year without due 
process. If they begin their duties 
for the fifth year in the same school 
district, then, before they can be ter­
minated they are entitled to a hear­
ing in which the administration 
must provide documentation estab­
lishing that the teacher is insubordi­
nate, immoral, physically or men­
tally disabled, inefficient, incompe­
tent or has neglected his/her duty. 

What other reason would you 
think would be a legitimate reason 
for terminating a teacher? Due 
process requires at that point that 
the teacher be able to offer conflict­
ing evidence, but the administration 
only has to establish its charges 
with a preponderance of evidence, 
the easiest of all legal burdens to 
establish. KEA does see to it that its 
members are provided adequate due 
process. 

That is all "tenure" is. Anything 
short of the provision of due 
process results in exactly what you 
acknowledge does not work -
political beasts basing decisions on 
their subjective, personal agendas. 

Additionally, Congress has 
declared that, despite the fervor of 
youth, which may appeal to 
employers, age cannot be a factor in 
employment decisions. Surely one 
part of their considerations was the 
fact that experience brings with it as 
much value, if not more than youth­
ful exuberance. Stability is 
extremely valuable to a school dis­
trict. 

Kentucky teachers are heading 
into their seventh year with the 
reform act. They have invested 
untold hours retooling themselves 
and implementing reform mea­
sures, many times with every step a 
battle in an environment not con­
ducive to change. Such battles sap 
much of the enthusiasm many 
senior teachers brought to reform. 

If there are those who arc not 
performing as the law requires, the 
law provides the only fair vehicle 
for removing them from the class­
room-a fair dismissal hearing. 
Please do not perpetuate the public 
perception that a person who has 
served a probationary period of four 
successful years in one system can­
not be removed. If that person's 
supervisor properly documents one 
or more of the reasons stated above, 
that administrator will prevail in 
removmg that teacher. It happens to 
teachers every year.

The faculty of PCC have faced 
several criticisms recently, criti- t 
cisms I would like to address before 
proceeding. First, I contmue to 
hear, "It's just a small clique oppos-
ing Deborah Floyd." When asked 
whether this faculty did or did not 
have confidence in Deborah 
Floyd's administration, 47 of 74 
voting faculty acknowledged they 
had no confidence in Deborah 
Floyd or in her administration. This 
represents 63 percent of the votes 
cast, which under no circumstances 
amounts to "a small clique." Had 
staff members also been allowed to 
vote, the percentage of those voting 
no confidence, I suspect, would ~

using our expertise to provide 
Deborah Floyd with the best advise 
we are capable of giving. Semester 
after semester, Deborah Floyd has 
ignored the advice given her by 
these committees and has done (we 
presume) what she felt was best. 

The problem is, on several occa­
sions at any rate, what Deborah 
Floyd presumably thought was best 
has cost PCC dearly, because 
Deborah Floyd thought like Caesar: 
that is, wrongly. One case in point: 
the computer and technology com­
m ittee recommendations which 
Eileen Lewandowski spoke so elo­
quently of at the May 31, 1996, 
PCC Advisory Board meeting. 

Consequently, we ask you to for­
give our lack of enthusiasm over 
forming yet another advisory com­
mittee, the advice of which 
Deborah Floyd (history suggests) 
will only ignore. The faculty at this 
institution is quite frustrated and 
fatigued from exerting so much of 

• its energy and achieving nothing 
but, metaphorically speaking, a 
spinning of wheels and a splattering 
of mud. Deborah Floyd and her 
allies insist this faculty is resisting 
change. It is not change we are 
resisting; it is the continued vast 
expenditures of time and energy to 
serve on committees and task forces 
only to have the adv1ce we generate 
ignored by th1s administration. 
Educators have more than enough 

1 work to do; they do not require 
• "busy work." 

Finally, the motives of PCC fac­
ulty have been repeatedly called 
into questiOn. Admittedly, I cannot 
speak with absolute authority for 
the motives of others. I can, howev­
er, speak of my own motives, and I 
can tell you that I honestly believe 
the motives of my peers who also 
oppose Deborah Floyd to be the 
same. 

I have a Ph.D. from Louisiana 
State Umversity and I am trained in 
critical reading and evaluation. I 
was hired at PCC in 1991, the same 
year Deborah Floyd was hired. The 
difference between the institution I 
interviewed with in 1991 and the 
institution I work for today is to me 
heartbreaking. The institution I 
interviewed with was efficient, 
well-run, staffed by competent, 
happy employees who put in their 
work day, then stayed many addi­
tional hours at work because of 
their dedication to teaching. The 
institution was well-respected in the 
community. 

The college's nursing program 
1 was PCC's crowning star, bringing 

• in many students who, because of 
x- the competitive nature of the nurs­

ing program, fought for admission 
to the program. 

Although PCC continues to 
employ many competent, efficient 
personnel, those personnel are often 
being expected to do more and more 
work. Whole departments (particu­
larly Financial Aid and Records and 
Registration) arc woefully under­
staffed, thus forcing workers to per 
form at a speed which guarantees 
the inefficiency of even the most 
competent employee. PCC's 
employees are not only overworked, 
they are also miserable, made so by 

• the abusive behavior they repeated­
ly face. 

Many fine faculty and staff have 
left this institution; many who 
remain suffer from stress-related ill­
nesses. Repeated indignities take 
their toll. 

Recently, an armed guard was 
stationed on campus to interrogate 
faculty and staff about their knowl­
edge of the spray-painting incident 
that occurred on campus. Locked 
mail boxes have been purchased and 
are kept under surveillance by video 
camera. When faculty arc called for 
an interview with the president, 
most take a tape recorder and a wit­
ness to the interview. Their own 

• words have been twisted and used 
1 against them too often in the past. 

Deborah Floyd now sports a person­
al bodyguard. 

There is time and money for all 

this, but resources to provide our 
students an excellent education con­
tinue to dwindle. Faculty members 
who once worked from 8:30 a.m. 
until 4:30p.m. (or later if they had a 
night class now come in to teach 
their classes and to keep their office 
hours, then leave for the welcome 
sanctum of their homes. Staff mem­
bers, who are paid by the hour, 
aren't so lucky. 

Faculty morale is at an all-time 
low; furthermore, the faculty's low 
morale has begun to spill over into 
faculty members' performance in 
the classroom. 

Community members are clearly 
disturbed by the furor on campus. 

And judging by the scarcity of 
nursing graduates in the Spring 
1996 graduating class, students are, 
it would seem, now fighting as hard 
to get out of the nursing program as 
they once fought to get into it. 

I readily admit Deborah Floyd 
has done some good for PCC, but 
has also done much harm to this 
institution. 

My motive in speaking out is 
simple: I am convinced Deborah 
Floyd's leadership is destroying this 
institution, and I cannot live with 
myself if I allow PCC's destruction 
to take place without trying to save 
it. 

I have spent five years at PCC. I 
have made many good friends in 
Eastern Kentucky and have touched 
many students' lives. I am speaking 
out because I feel morally obligated 
to try to save that which I am con­
vinced IS in imminent danger of 
destruction and which I believe to 
be worth saving. Finally, I sincerely 
believe these are the same honorable 
impulses which spur my peers' 
opposition to Deborah Floyd. 

For whatever reason, far too 
many of the parties involved m this 
dispute seem to have underestimat­
ed the dedication and resolve of the 
faculty who love this college and 
who, consequently, feel a moral and 
ethical obligation to oppose 
Deborah Floyd. This faculty 
believes itself engaged in a holy cru­
sade; we can follow no course other 
than the one we have chosen. Each 
semester we walk into our class­
rooms and tell our students they 
must decide for themselves what is 
right and what is wrong, and having 
made this determination, they must 
choose that which they believe to be 
right, even if in so choosing they 
must suffer personal misfortune. 
Have we a right, then, to ask our stu­
dents to expect any less from us? Is 
there some other lesson you prefer 
us to be teaching your children? 

Deborah Floyd has called these 
problems "a bump in the road." I 
call them "a fully functional land 
mine." And I only hope and pray 
that someone in authority will take 
the necessary initiative to defuse 
this land mine before it blows up. 

The situation that exists at PCC 
is extremely volatile. Continued 
refusal to accept faculty/staff warn­
ings are only compounding the 
anger and frustrations which threat­
en to boil over at any time. We can­
not stand idly by while mismanage­
ment threatens the very existence of 
this institution. 

PCC is at a crossroads and to 
ensure its safe passage, we call upon 
Deborah Floyd to resign, and we 
call upon the community to under­
stand our situation and to help us 
restore this college to its former dig­
nity. 

In my English classes, I help stu­
dent understand complex and some­
times confusing new ideas by 
employing the Socratic method. 
Named for the ancient Greek 
philosopher, Socrates, who prac­
ticed this teaching method, the 
Socratic method employs a series of 
pertinent questions whose purpose 
is to direct the inquirer toward a 
self-d iscovery of the truth. 
Accordingly, I invite readers to seek 
answers to the following questions: 

I. How does the overall turnover 
rate (all faculty and staff) at PCC 
compare to that of the other commu-

nity colleges in the system? 
2. How does the turnover rate of 

those working closely with Deborah 
Floyd (deans, directors. secretaries, 
public relations officers, develop­
ment officers) compare to the 
turnover rates of such employees at 
the other community colleges? 

3. How do Deborah Floyd's trav­
el expenses compare with the travel 
budgets of the other 13 community 
college presidents in the UK sys­
tem? Is Deborah Floyd's tr~vel bud­
get more than the $50 per year 
allowed to each faculty member so 
that the faculty member can attend a 
seminar in order to keep up-to-date 
in his/her discipline? 

4. How many community col­
leges in the UK system have found 
1t necessary to hire a bodyguard to 
protect its president? 

5. How many PCC faculty/staff 
are being treated by their physicians 
for stress-related illnesses? 
Generally speaking, are community 
college jobs considered high-stress 
employment? 

6. How many community col­
leges m the UK system have found 
it necessary to call special union 
meetings and to seek the assistance 
from state and national union repre­
sentatives to address problems at 
that college's campus? 

7. What could have prompted the 
excessive and admittedly bizarre 
behav1or now practiced by most of 
the PCC faculty of taking a witness 
and a tape recorder to any interview 
with Deborah Floyd? Is such behav­
ior characteristic of how community 
college faculty normally talk with 
their president? 

8. How many community col­
leges in the UK system have locked 
boxes for faculty mail? How many 
PCC faculty members believe we 
are getting locked boxes to avoid the 
unauthorized removal of mail from 
said boxes? How many PCC faculty 
members believe the locked boxes 
represent a clumsy attempt to censor 
mail being placed into faculty mail­
boxes? 

9. How many PCC faculty 
believe that their offices have been 
searched? Is the searching of faculty 
offices standard operating procedure 
at most colleges? 

10. How does the attrition rate of 
PCC students compare to the rate at 
other community colleges in the 
system? 

11. How does the attrition rate in 
PCC's Nursing Program compare 
with that of other community col­
leges in the system which offer a 
nursing degree? 

12. How does the $84.75 per 
semester student health fee com­
pare to student health fees at other 
community colleges in the system? 

13. How many PCC fac­
ulty/staff/students actually support­
ed the establishment of PCC's 
Student Health Clinic? How many 
feel the limited services that the 
health center provides are duplicat­
ed elsewhere in the community and 
that the establishment of a day care 
center for students' children would 
have represented a more practical 
application of funding? 

14. Is there a cause/effect rela­
tionship between PCC's recent dra­
matic enrollment dechne and the 
institution of its Student Health 
Clinic fee? 

15. What are the moral and legal 
ramifications of a college's student 
health clinic picking and choosing 
those to whom it will or will not 
provide emergency medical care? 

16. How does the technology 
avatlablc at PCC for student use 
compare to the technology available 
in the areas' high schools? 

Seck the answers to these ques­
tions, not just from Deborah Floyd, 
but from a variet)' of sources. Once 
you have these answers, you w11l be 
in a better position to determine 
more l\CCUrately the reality of the 
Situatton at Prestonsburg 
Community College.

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Apple Valley sues Johnson Fiscal Court

Should a lawsuit filed against 
the Johnson County Fiscal Court 
prevail, the county could be 
required to enforce mandatory 
garbage collection and pay a local 
trash hauler $3 million. 

Apple Valley Sanitation filed 
suit against the fiscal court April 
19 in U.S. District Court in 
Pikeville, alleging the county has 
cut into the hauler's revenue by 
not enforcing its solid waste man­
agement ordinance. 

Apple Valley owner and opera­
tor David Lusk said the lawsuit 
was a last resort for him. 

··r have tried to work with every 
administration for the last ten 
years and most judges and courts 
are more interested in politics than 

in doing the right thing," Lusk told 
The Herald. "We could have sued 
ten years ago but we didn't. We 
kept hoping things would get bet­
ter, but things have gotten worse." 

Specifically, the suit maintains 
the fiscal court failed to require 
mandatory garbage pick-up and 
" ... has failed to follow the provi­
sions of its ordinance... by 
attempting to set rates for garbage 
pick-up ... by conducting fiscal 
court meetings with respect to set­
ting of rates, by informally advis­
ing persons to pay a lesser amount 
than the prescribed rate, and other­
wise attempting to cause difficulty 
to (Apple Valley) in its attempt to 
collect amounts due it under the 
Franchise Agreement." 

As relief, the suit seeks $3 mil­
lion in damages, a court order to

Drug arrest of former 
Magoffin deputy 
pending on indictment 

The Magoffin County Sheriff's 
Department and members of the 
Special lnvesttgation branch of the 
Kentucky State Police Force, dis­
covered what authorities term as a 
"very elaborate and mechanized" 
indoor marijuana growing house 
during the search of a Magoffin 
County residence. 

Gary "Rooster" Risner, an 
unsuccessful two-time candidate 
for sheriff in Magoffin County and 
reportedly a deputy for two former 
sheriffs, is slated for arrest, pending 
grand jury indtctments. 

Charges pending include, in 
Magoffin County, trafficking in 
more than eight ounces of marijua­
na; in Boyd County, trafficking in 
more than three pounds of marijua­
na. 

Federal charges are also pending 
for operating an indoor marijuana 

growing house. 
The search, executed on April 

10, produced 650 plants and 
approximately $30,000 worth of 
growing equipment. 

The growing house was found 
on land owned by Risner's mother, 
Minnie Risner. 

No charges have been brought 
against her, as she was reportedly 
unaware of the facility's existence. 

There could possibly be charges 
pending for the theft of electricity 
also. 

Risner reportedly bypassed elec­
trical meters to provide power for 
the operation of the equipment. 

This minimized costs, as well as 
eliminated a lead to the establish­
ment that could be followed 
through excessively large electrical 
bills.

Bond set at $1 Inillion 
for two charged in 
Inurder of Everett Hall

Bond was set at $1 million cash 
for a Virgie woman and her broth­
er on charges the two murdered 
and tampered with physical evi­
dence in connection with the mur­
der of Everett Lee Hall last year. 

Arlene Hall Rowe, 34, who was 
the ex-wife of Hall, and Gary Lee 
Young, 26, were arrested and 
indicted last week on charges they 
killed Hall and put his headless 
body in an abandoned mine. 

Rowe entered a plea of not 
guilty Monday in Pike Circuit 
Court before Judge Eddy 
Coleman. Young pleaded not 
guilty Friday. 

A pre-trial hearing was set for 
August 30 at l p.m. for Rowe and 
Young. 

A third man from Titusville, 
Florida was arrested in April in the 
case. Robert James Frazure was 
taken into custody by Florida 
authorities and charged with mur­
der. He remains in a Florida deten­
tion center. 

Hall had been missing for a 
year. His decapitated body was 
found in an abandoned mine in 
March. 

The remains of Hall, who was 
47, were found in an abandoned 
mine on Hopkins Fork of the Left 
Fork of Caney, about l ,200 feet 
from the mine entrance. 

A press release from Kentucky 

State Police Detective Kenneth 
Slone said authorities received 
information in December that Hall 
had been missing for nine months 
and was rumored to be dead and 
buried in the Virgie area. 

Officials began investigating 
by interviewing relatives and 
friends of Hall. 

Police said their investigation 
revealed Hall's Social Security 
and compensation checks were 
still coming to his mailbox at 
Virgie and were being picked up 
by his ex-wife, Arlene Hall Rowe. 

At the time of his disappear­
ance, Hall was a route carrier for 
the Appalachian News Express. 

According to John David 
Spears, circulation manager for 
the newspaper, the route was in 
the name of Hall's wife, Arlene 
Hall, but he delivered the paper. 

Spears said Hall didn't show up 
one day and when he inquired 
about Hall, his wife said he had 
gone to Michigan. 

Arlene Hall was arrested early 
in February on a separate incident 
in which she was charged with 
second-degree burglary, theft by 
unlawful taking, and receiving 
stolen property. She was released 
on a $10, 000 bond. 

Although police said they 
expect to make more arrests, they 
refused to say at that time whether 
Arlene Hall Rowe was a suspect in 
the murder of Hall. 

"We're not sure of the motive, 
but it was probably to get Hall out 
of the way," Pike County Sheriff's 
Detective Richard Ray said. "They 
continued to receive his Social 
Security disability checks." 

Frazure had been Jiving with 
Everett Hall in Virgie, but had 
returned to Titusville last summer. 

During the investigatiOn by 
police, officers received a tip in 
March regarding the location of 
Hall's body and his decapitated 
remains were found inside the 
mine.

Adams cited for hauling wildcat 
coal out of Keyser Heights in Pike

The developer at the center of a 
controversy at a Pikeville subdivi­
sion has been charged with mining 
wildcat coal at the site, and the 
ctty's mayor said this may spell the 
end of the line for the project. 

Stuart Adams was issued a 
notice of non-compliance May 31 
for illegally removing coal from a 
housing development project above 
Keyser Heights, said Jody Curry, a 
spokeswoman with Kentucky 
Natural Resources Department for 
Surface Mining Reclamation and 
Enforcement in Frankfort 

The order said Adams, who is 
developing an additional subdivi­
sion above the existing one, was 
mining in Keyser Hollow without a 
permit. He must cease coal removal 
immedtately and comply with 
remedial measures outlined on the 
notice of non-compliance 

"'He had better have a real good 
explanatiOn for this one," Mayor 
Steve Combs said. "We're at the 
end of our rope with him. To me, 
that explains a Jot of the problems 

we're having up there." 
Adams did not return phone 

calls. 
The mayor said Adams' mining 

violates '"the most baste'' part of his 
agreement with the city to further 
develop Keyser Heights. Combs 
said the city could revoke UDAG 
money and the subdivision plan. 

"He's in default (because of the 
mining) if nothing had happened 
last week," Combs satd, refemng to 
residents' claims that mud and 
water runoff from the project has 
damaged streets and private proper­
ty. 

"Thts possibly spells the end of 
his development anyway," Combs 
srud, because of the reclamation 
measures Adams must take 

"Once again, (Adams) has been 
his own undoing," the mayor 
added. 

The measures included on the 
notice of non-compliance include: 

• Begin reclatming, by Saturday, 
all disturbed areas to permanent 
program standards to include 
approximate original condition. 

• Complete reclamatiOn to per­
manent program standards to 

include approximate original condi­
tion by June 28. 

• Submit a preliminary perma­
nent program application by June 
30. 

• Submit a complete permanent 
program application by December 
30. 

It is not clear how long Adams 
had been allegedly stripping the 
coal or how much as been taken. 
One restdent, who asked to not be 
identified. said "trucks were lined 
up the htll'' last Friday. According 
to the KRS statute under which 
Adams was cited, excessive extrac­
tion ranges between 25 and 250 
tons. 

Keyser He1ghts residents took 
their complaints about Adams to the 
Pikeville City Commission last 
Thursday. Combs told the group 
that he expects Adams to pay for 
damages and comply with all regu­
lations. 

The mayor said last Friday that 
Adams had been cooperative since 
the complaints were aired at the 
commission meeting. "We want to 
sec Stuart get back on the straight 
and narrow ... ," he srud.

'Society's Child' 
Throughout a career that is now entering its fourth decade, 

Janis Ian has faced attempts by press and public to sum her 
up in a sentence or two .. .It can't be done. Her life and her 
work simply have too many facets to allow any stereotype to 
achieve a comfortable lit. 

Her newest album, Revenge, reveals yet another facet. 
She still writes about going against the odds; yet, she has 
found new and even more personal insights on love, tender­
ness, and faith, bringing a new depth of emotion to a well that 
longtime Ian fans already thought was bottomless. There is a 
departure musically a'i well-Revenge has a harder edge 
than her last album, 1992's Breaking Silence, which was 
acoustic and musically straightforward. 

''Revenge is about survival," says Ian. "It's about outlast­
ing the enemy.'' That, she has done. 

The first attempt to simplify Janis came in the mid 1960s 
when, barely a teenager, she wrote and recorded "Society's 
Child," about the pressures on a white girl dating a black. boy. 
The song passionately questioned the morals of the era, but it 
was viewed as a militant protest instead and banned by radio 
stations across the nation. 

It wasn't until conductor/composer Leonard Bernstein 
heard the song and featured it on a CBS TV special that the 
doors opened-all of them. The single became a nationwide 
hit and the album, Janis Ian, was nominated for a special 
Grammy-the first of her nine nominations; it also opened 
the doors to those who fought the social upheaval of that 
decade. 

She was spat at and endured shouts of "nigger lover" from 
audiences when she perfonned. The song became an icon for 
groups of all sorts, each of whom gave it its own meaning. 

At 18, she moved to Los Angeles, where she taught her­
self orchestration and pursued songwriting. She came up 
with the songs for her album, Stars. the first of the songs to 
define her disunctive style. The folk community decided she 
had abandoned the roots of that genre; the record industry 
decided she was too old. Again, she defied categorization. In 
1973, Roberta Aack had a Top-10 hit with Janis' song 
"Jesse." 

"After that, people stopped calling me a has-been." she 
remembers. 

She signed with Columbia Records, an association that 
produced a series of albums that were musically and lyrical­
ly inventive, and critically acclaimed. In 1975, Between The 
Lines, reached number one on the pop charts and gave rise to 
the haunting and beautiful single, "At Seventeen." The 
album earned Jams two Grammy awards. 

It was during this era that Ian collaborated with a spec­
trum of perfonners, writers and musical innovators, from 
Chick Corea and Giorgio Moroder to Mel Tonne, Leonard 
Cohen, and James Brown. The depth of her songwriting tal­
ent was discovered by other artists as well-Janis Ian songs 
have been recorded by Bette Midler, Amy Grant, John 
Cougar Mellencamp and Hugh Masekela, among others.

Graduation time is hen! and many a high­
schooler is preparing to head out into the 
real world. where they wi ll discover that 
they' ll have to forget everything they 
learned in 'high school and then learn it 
again.

For instance, in our college days. when 
"streaking" was a popular fad, we learned 
how important it was to judge a person by 
what they had on the inside, rather than how 
they looked on the outside, especially since 
all they had on on the outside was a smile. 

So, as you can see, there is much more to 
college than classwork and, unless you're 
planning to be a doctor or something. that 
classwork is probably going to be your least 
important concern. 

There is plenty to learn. though. and our 
advice is to go learn it. Someday. you'll be 
able to look back on that experience and 
say, as we have many times, that if we had 
to do it all over again, we'd do it all over 
again.

I think we live in a marvelous period in the histo­

ry of mankind. In this century alone, y,e began the 
1900s basically still dependent on horses for our 
everyday transportation.

we've sent men to the moon! Science and medicine 
have exploded with new discoveries and our life 
expectancy has almost doubled. However, no matter 
how advanced we become, Mother Nature always 
finds a way to humble us and keep us at her mercy. 
When an earthquake, blinard or tornado strikes, we 
can merely ride it out and hope for the best. 

This movie drives home that point, revolving 
around tornadoes gone wild through Oklahoma.
