Police haven't connected

"It doesn't change our perspec­
tive about the other cases," Fentress 
said. 

Charges have been dismissed 
against Floyd County Sheriff Paul 
Hunt Thompson and Raymond 
Michael Jarrell. The attorney gener­
al's office has filed an appeal in the 
Jarrell case and Fentress said it 
could be several months before that 
appeal is decided 

Jarrell, county road foreman, 
was indicted on one charge of theft 
for allegedly putting gravel on pri­
vate property between April 1, 1989 
and May 31, 1989. 

Thompson was charged with 
neglect of duty. Those charges were 
dismissed June 17 because a statute 
of limitations had run out on some 
ofthe evidence Fentress planned to 
include during the trial. 

Thompson asked for the investi­
gation into the financial disparities 
in his office after he discovered 
approximately $25,000 missing 
from his office. 

A special judge has not been 
named in the case of Dale 
McKinney. 

McKinney is charged with two 
counts of accepting cash contribu­
tions over $100 in his bid for coun­
ty judge-executive in 1993. He is 
also charged with filing a false 
report with the Kentucky Registry 
of Election Finance. 

McKinney helped initiate the 
special investigation into election 
fraud after filing a civil suit against 
former County Judge/Executive 
John M. Stumbo. In the suit, 
McKinney alleged that Stumbo 
committed vote fraud in the 1993 

contest. 
Fentress said the case was origi­

nally assigned to Floyd County 
Circuit Judge Danny Caudill, but 
Caudill recused himself because of 
an ethical conflict. A Pike County 
judge was then named, but that 
Judge also recused himself because 
of prior involvement with 
McKinney. 
. A trial date will be set when 

another special judge is named, 
Fentress said. 

Calvin Howell's case was sched­
uled to go to trial June 17, but was 
continued because of a conflict in 
schedules, according to Fentress. 
Howell was charged with one count 
of vote buying during his bid for 
District Two Magistrate in the May 
1993 primary. He assisted 
McKinney in his effort to begin an 
investigation into alleged govern­
ment corruption. 

No trial date has been set in the 
case of Aster Hunter Jr. Hunter was 
charged with one count of first­
degree perjury for allegedly lying to 
a special grand jury in September 
1993. 

Fentress said the three remaining 
trials will probably be held by late 
summer or early fall.

Fiscal court story 
tells it like it is 

Editor: 
The story by Patti M. Clark, 

"Debt service puts squeeze on 
check book," FCT June 19, 1996, 
was extremely well written and 
useful. 

The story had meat in it and 
told it pretty much like it is. This 
is the kind of journalism we need 
in Floyd County and have needed 
for 50 years. The story should be 
required reading for every taxpay­
er and voter in this county. 

Ms Clark was very careful to 
set the statements made by the fis­
cal court members off in quota­
tion. 

This was fortunate because 
most of what they said was a 
denial of reality, was self-servmg 
and a perversion of history. 

The statements would in fact 
gag a maggot off a gut wagon. Let 
us examine these statements in 
light of actual history as they seem 

curiously like alibis. 
County Judge-Executive Ben 

Hale said, "We've done a lot of 
cutting, but we've incurred a lot of 
debt service that was inherited." 

Now it may be good politics to 
try to take the heat off the magis­
trates, but I would like to remind 
Judge Hale that this financial dis­
aster and the resulting debt service 
was not mherited. 

Three of the magistrates; name­
ly pwens, DeRossett and Tackett 
have been on the fiscal court in 
excess of ten years and were in the 
majority, vote wise, when every 
one of these dead albatross pro­
jects was voted on and passed. 
Judge Hale was not on the court 
then-the magistrates present and 
accounted for hung these dead 
birds around our necks. 

Magistrates Owens, DeRossett 
and Tackett were also on the fiscal 
court when the new jail project 
was voted on and passed. This 
project was touted by the fiscal 
court as being a freebie; not to 
cost the taxpayers of Floyd 
County one thin dime. 

Well, last year's payment on 
this freebie was $300,000; this 
year's payment will be $500,000, 
and will be $500,000 each year for 
about the next 20 years. 
Apparently my understanding of 
the word "free" is considerably 
different from that of the magis­
trates. 

I invite any or all of the magis­
trates to explain to the people of 
Floyd County what exactly has 
gone wrong with the new jail pro­
ject. Why are we paying for a pro­
ject that was supposed to be free 
of any cost to Floyd County? 

Judge Hale states that Floyd 
County taxpayers face a balloon 
payment of $2.7 million on the 
Thunder Ridge Race Track project 
on July I, 1998. 

This project alone calls mto 
question the ability of the magis­
trates to manage the affairs of the 
county. Even the Three Stooges 
would not have been dumb enough 
to contract for a $12-14 million 
debt and expect to pay it off with 
about 30 Jive racing dates per year 
here in our sparsely populated hill 
country. 

I would not insult even the 
Three Stooges to suggest that they 
would be foolish enough to sign 
for a $2.7 million balloon payment 
on debt service less than three 
years after the place opens. I 

mean, trying to get started in busi-
ness here. But our dearly beloved 
magistrates did, apparently not 
knowing or not caring that such a 
payment equals about a third of 
our budget and would throw us 
into bankruptcy.

Again, it must be stated that 
magistrates Owens, DeRossett and 
Tackett were members of the fis­
cal court, and constituted a major­
ity of votes present when the 
Thunder Ridge Race Track issue • 
was voted on and passed. 

Now Magistrate Owens says, 
"We shouldn't have been left hold­
ing the bag." I would correct 
Magistrate Owens on that state­
ment. The magistrates left the peo­
ple of Floyd County holding the 
bag-to the tune of $12-14 mil­
lion. 

Magistrate Owens also said 
there are other potential problems, 
I repeat, potential problems, with 
similarly financed projects the 
county could be facing in the -.,· 
future. "Like the R & S project," 
he said. "That $4 million could 
have been used toward laying 
water lines." Is Magistrate Owens 
warning us that we have a mine 
field of other balloon debt service 
payments out m front of us? If so, 
I would hope that Magistrate 
Owens has the honor and courage 
to tell us. 

But I think the most damning 
statement ever uttered by a politi­
cian was Magistrate Owens say- • 
ing, "We need to start taking a 
hard look at these projects and 
stop letting people take advantage 
of this county." My God, Mr. 
Owens, why has it taken you ten 
years to wake up to this fact? You 
were supposed to have been pro­
tecting the people's interest since 
the first day you were elected; not 
"to start" now that the county is 
staggering toward bankruptcy. 

As I have said before, 
Magistrate Owens always man­
ages to come up with a colorful 
statement. But when I read that " 
one, I did not know whether to 
laugh or cry.

"We were really going to 
announce that we hadn't gotten the 
funding," task force director Frank 
Fryman said after canceling the 
meeting.

group would no longer operate. 
Several agenctes had alrcad) pulled 
out of the task force . 

The group lost federal funding 
from the Criminal Justice 
Department because it mis~ed by 
siX days a deadline in the applica­
tion process. The group had origi­
nally not planned to apply for the 
money, but decided to go ahead at 
the last minutl'. 

Groups acr'Oss the state ap('lhed 
for about $8 million in federal 
funds. Only $7 million was avail­
able.

SpUrlock impoundment cited 
by mine safety administration

Above average rainfall and 
flooding in the eastern coal fields 
has intitiated the inspection of an 
impoundment site in Floyd County 
and the issuance of a citation for a 
non-serious condition. 

The Bull Creek Coal 
Corporation had a mine impound­
ment safety check last Thursday at 
the Spurlock impoundment site for 
precautionary measures, according 
to Katharine Snyder, Mine Safety 
and Health Administration 
(MSHA). "A citation was issued for 
a non-serious condition that is not 
likely to result in an injury, but it 
has to be corrected." 

Snyder said the mine operator 
has to build up the lowest embank­
ment at the impoundment by 8 a.m. 
June 27. 

Although the inspection had 
already been completed, Bull Creek 

Coal Corporation vice-president 
John Honeycutt said Tuesday that 
he welcomes any inspection from 
MSHA. 

MSHA has begun a national 
review to check the integrity of 
mine waste structures that impound 
water, Assistant Secretary of Labor 
for MSHA Davitt McAteer said. 

The tnspections were initiated 
by above average rainfall and 
flooding in some mining reg1ons 
this year, especially in the eastern 
coal fields. The review is scheduled 
to be completed within three weeks. 

"MSHA inspectors will make 
this special check at all mine waste 
impoundments in which a structural 
failure could place lives at risk," 
McAteer said. "We know that some 
people in mining communities arc 
concerned, and we need to make 
sure that MSHA and all concerned 
are doing all that is necessary to 
safeguard mining commumtics 
from impoundment failures." 

After a 1972 disaster on Buffalo 
Creek, West Virgmia, where a coal 
mme waste dam failure claimed 
125 lives, federal regulators set 
stringent standards for the mainte­
nance and construction of \Vaste 
impoundments. 

Compliance with impoundment 
safety standards is checked during 
regular mine inspections. but 
MSHA's inspections in the next few 
weeks will accelerate those checks 
on the impoundments where com­
munities could be at risk if a dam 
broke, McAteer said. 

Nationwide, about 250 mine 
waste structures that impound water 
are in locations where people could 
be at risk if the impoundment 
fallcd. 

Kentucky, the state with the sec­
ond largest number of mine waste 
structures, has 57 dams that could 
endanger the lives of residents. 
West V1rginia has the largest num­
ber with I 09 sites. 

Shepherd arrested for cultivating marijuana

A Floyd County man was arrest­
ed Monday and charged with culti­
vating marijuana when local author­
ities discovered 42 marijuana plants 
growing on his property, according 
to police reports. 

Bill Thomas Shepherd, 44, of 
Blue River, was charged with culti­
vatmg more than five marijuana 
plans. 

According to a police report, six 
plants were located at the west end 

of Shepherd's residence, three were 
found west of the first plot, and 33 
were discovered west of the second 
plot. 

At Shepherd's arraignment 
Tuesday, a not-guilty plea was 
entered to the felony charge by 
Floyd District Judge James R. Allen. 

Assistant County Attorney Lance 
Daniels recommended a $15,000 
bond on the charge and requested 
Shepherd be held for outstanding 
bench warrants. 

According to Daniels, Shepherd 
had five active warrants pending, 

four of which were issued by Floyd 
District Court for two alcohol intox­
ication charges and two disorderly 
conduct charges. Daniels said the 
fifth bench warrant was for operat­
ing on a suspended license in 
Fayette County. 

Judge Allen added a $5,000 cash 
bond for each of the four bench war­
rants and ordered that Shepherd be 
held until Fayette County served, its 
warrant. 

A prelimtnary hearing for the 
felony charge will be held at 2:30 
p.m. July 3. 

Martin parents can help choose

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"Fiscal Court opens door for development authority

Floyd County Fiscal Court 
opened the door Friday for a 
regional development authority. 

The county appro-red a resolu­
tion indicating it wants to partici­
pate in a regional development 
authority to look at regional ceo­
nomic projects for the area "We 

1~ are getting ready to get this thing 
going," County Judge/Executive 
Ben Hale said. 

He said he'd like to see Floyd 
County become the lead county in 
the project, which would most like­
ly be centered around the infra­
structure for a regional industrial 
park on Route 3 and a proposed 
federal prison in the same area. 

"This has to be a regional pro­
ject to compete for the pool of 
money available," Hale told magis­
trates at the regular meeting of the 
court. "I'm saying 'let's get togeth· 
er and tap into this money.' " 

The funding for the project 
would come from coal severance 

taxes paid into a state fund by local 
coal operators. ''All we want to do 
is tap back into money that is leav­
ing the county now," Hale 
explained. 

He said the more than $13 mil­
lion in the fund ts available only to 
regional groups and cannot be 
accessed by only one county for a 
single-county project. 

"The key word is 'regional,"' 
Hale said. "But only coal produc­
ing counties can participate. We 
need to get this started before other 
counties move in and take all the 
money." 

He said the regional authority 
will "kill a lot of birds with one 
stone." 

"The prison people have said 
they don't want to be the only rea­
son this infrastructure (water and 
sewer treatment plants) are put into 
place," Hale saJd. "If we develop 
the area, that can help secure that 
project and bring in those federal 
funds as well. ·• 

Discussion bas been on-going 
for nearly a year on the proposed

pnson. Offtcials have estimated 
that between 375 and 450 jobs 
could be created if the prison is 
built on the Martin County site. The 
average salary has been estimated 
at $22,000. "And they never close a 
federal prison," Hale said. 

County judgc/executi\'cs from 
Marttn and Johnson counties, as 
well as Hale, have met with direc­
tors of the water plants and sewer 
plants in the three counties to deter­
mine the best method of supplying 
those services to the prison and sur­
rounding areas. 

One of the plans is to buy water 
from the city of Prestonsburg and 
build a sewer plant in Auxier.

"This (the prison project and a 
regional authority) could do a lot 
for Floyd County," Hale said. "We 
have to start thinking regionally.

The Floyd County Youth Soccer 
Association just completed the1r 
second season of operauon this past 
Saturday with the spring version of 
the hottest new sport to hit Floyd 
County.

"Also, our season coincided 
with televised soccer in the form of 
the MLS (Major League Soccer) 
and preparation for this summer's 
Olympics in Atlanta. These oppor-

tunities have allowed both players 
and parents the opportunity to fur­
ther understand and evaluate the 
game as a sport." 

toftus said that parents and 
coaches alike have gotten caught in 
the phenomenon of the game. 
'There has been a group of coaches 
and parents who have begun to play 
recreationally once a week in the 
evenings," he said. 

Also, a greater number of 
onlookers came to the field just to 
take in a game and ask questions, 
demonstrating their interest and 
curiosity about the.game of soccer. 

"Soccer is first a game of condi­
tioning," said Loftus. "Second, one 
of rules and etiquette; third, a tacti­
cal and splendid game of planning 
and preciswn; and last, like any 
sport, a game of love, dedication, 
work and study." 

This Saturday, June 29, will be 
an awards ceremony at PCC. Food, 
refreshments, fun and fellowship 
will precede the distribution of tro­
phies to all players. Plaques to 
honor the team sponsors will also 
be given out. The association's first 
annual general meeting will imme­
dtately follow. The purpose of the 
meeting 1s to elect a new 1 0-mem­
bcr Board of Directors to replace 
the planning committee, which 
steered the league through its suc­
cessful second season. 

Registration for the third season 
of soccer is tentatively set for late­
July, to be quickly followed by team 
assignments and practices for 
August. Games will begin in 
September and October. The league 
officials hope to see all returning 
players, as well as new players, 
when registration begins for the 
third season.

Optimist leanings: State of Kentucky is on cusp of new football prosperity 

Forgive my optimist leanings. 
but the week after Kentucky's 10-
0 victory over the Tennessee all­
stars, I have an idea college foot­
ballm the Bluegrass Slate is on the 
cusp of a new era of prosperity. 

• First, 21 of the 41 Kentucky all-
stars have signed to play at in-state 
colleges, eight to UK, seven to 
UofL. Collectively, Kentucky's 
best this year wi 11 be remembered 
as one of the state's premier crops. 

Second reason for new opti 
mism, University o( Louisville 
quarterback Chris Redman is on 
schedule to becoming 'the man ' 
just as spanking new Papa John 
Cardinal Stadium opens in 1997. 

Third, quarterback Tim Couch's 
Commonwealth Stadium debut 

J.l last Friday had all the signs of 'a 
1~ good fit.' His 19 for 33 passing did 

nothing to diminish the soaring 
hopes harbored by University of 
Kentucky fans . 

Couch's innate ability to live up 
to the media hype, his uncommon 
optimism and poise, along with 
Joe Namath-like charisma, serves 
to rally other skilled players to his 
ways of thinking and doing. 
Significant plus signs for football 
here. 

The net effects of these things 
can be far reaching. Most immedi­
ate: 

~ Since glamour-positioned 
quarterbacks Redman and Couch 
already have nicely blooming 
national reputations, when UK and 
UofL start to win, can ABC Sports 
Television and ESPN resist setting 
up shop here on Saturday after­
noons? I don't think so. What nor­
mally follows - intense media 
attention, celebrity making, and 
fashion trappings from Chris 'n 
Tim tee-shirts to Mike Lupica 'dis-

~ covenng' Bill Curry is actually a 
genius. Do not laugh in haste. 

~ All-star game victories and 
new promise at UK and UofL 
gives high school football in 
Kentucky a booster shot in popu­
larity and freshens interest from 
the next generation of gifted 
young athletes around the state 
who, in too many instances, forego 
football for basketball. 

The latest hint of a good sign is 
an inquiry by a handful of smaller 
high schools about the practicals 
of forming 8·man football confer­
ences in the state. 

~ Recruiting. It follows that the 
'stay home rate' among the state's 
premier high school stars will 
increase in direct proportion to 

~ how good (and glamorous) the 
action is at Papa John's and 
Commonwealth Stadiums. 

TOM DUFFY DRAFT? 
When the Kentucky all-stars 

blanked Tennessee's stars 10-0 
Friday, it was the Blue Grass 
state's third victory in a dozen 
years. Two were shutouts and the 
coach each time was Tom Duffy. 
The first was 24-0 in 1986 when 
he was coach at Danville. These 
days Duffy is in the midst of a 
renaissance at Henderson High 
School. 

Says here Duffy should be 
drafted as Kentucky's all-star 
coach permanently or until 
Tennessee gets it right, proves it 
can score, Jet alone beat the blue 
team. When that happens Duffy 
should be kept on as a consultant.

BASEBALL, NBA DRAFTEES 
Henry Clay High standout 

catcher Josh Pugh passed up his 
college scholarship to Mississippi 
State and signed a professional 
baseball contract with the Atlanta 
Braves organization. Some in the 
media tried to make a case for it, 
but there is no conceptual parallel 
between Pugh jumping directly to 
professional baseball and 
teenagers making themselves 
available for this week's NBA 
draft. 

While Kobe Bryant, Jermaine 
O'Neal, along with 19-year-old 
Antoine Walker and other college 
underclassmen, will try and jump 
straight to the big leagues, Pugh is 
headed to baseball's rookie league, 
then an assignment to a Class A 
team. There will be winter base­
ball assignments, followed by 
probable stops at Class 2-A and 
Class 3-A, although catchers, 
because there is a shortage of good 
ones, sometimes skip a class and 
go directly to the Big Leagues -
i.e. Jason Kendall of the Pirates. 

However, unlike his basketball 
counterparts, if Pugh makes it to 
the Major Leagues at all, it will 
come after much seasoning and 
refining his skills. Ideally, the 
Lexington youngster will be more 
fortunate than ex-UK quarterback 
Pookie Jones who left Kentucky 
football early and has languished 
without distinction no higher than 
Class 2-A the last three summers. 

Except for college basketball as 
a farm, the NBA would have long 
ago had to bankroll its own minor 
league system. 

JACKSON, PITINO ALIKE 
Now that Pat Riley's genius 

label is a bit dusty and Rick Pitino 
is settled for another year, Phil 
Jackson is the trendy name in 
coaching. The Chicago Bulls' boss 
announced last week he will return 
next season and I could not help 
thinking of parallels to UK's 
coach. 

To think, Jackson v. as success­
ful with not only such divergent 
personalities as Michael Jordan 
and Dennis Rodman, but keeping a 
dozen other players happy to a 
point the Bulls were of one voice 
at the end, wanting their coach 
back. 

While Pitino had no Michael or 
Dennis, he did the blend thing and 
achieved the same result in six 
(NCAA Tournament) games w1th 
relatively the same ease as the 
Bulls had with Seattle in six 

While Jackson had said this 
would be his last season; and 
while most observers believed 
Pitino would move on, in the end 
neither could resist trying for an 
encore.

What? Negatives in· NASCAR racing 
Very seldom do you ever find 

any negativity in the arena of 
NASCAR Winston Cup auto rae 
ing. However, the last two seasons 
have witnessed what many consider 
a series of harmful moves by the 
sanctioning body of the sport, 
NASCAR. 

I have intentionally stayed away 
from the topic because like many 
fellow fans, I like to make myself 
think that there is absolutely noth­
ing wrong with the love affair we 
all have for this particular form of 
moto'rsports. Sooner or later, the 
truth must surface. 

It all began with the concessions 
NASCAR made for the new Monte 
Carlo at the onset of the '95 season 
Unlike its showroom counterpart, 
the rear deck-lid of the new Chevy 
horse was allowed to be SIX inches 
wider to increase down-force on the 
tail-end of the car. Th1s move 
allowed the Monte Carlo to be a lit­
tle swifter and more stable through 
the turns. As you can well imagine, 
the Ford and Pontiac teams were 
rather irate at The NASCAR deci­
sion. After all, rules state that the 
competitive machines must fit the 
templates of their showroom bud­
dies. Ford and Pontiac have been at 
a disadvantage for the better part of 
two seasons now. 

NASCAR might as well have 
allowed Toyota, Mercedes, and 
BMW to enter the ranks of the 
sport. One of NASCAR's claims to 
fame is that the sanctioning body 
maintains nearly equal competition, 
regardless of what make is being 
driven. And in doing so, on practi-

cally a weekly basis, NASCAR has 
made it common practice to make 
concessions and body modifica­
tions to try to keep the field on 
equal footing. 

Fords get to lower their roof 
he1ght.. .. Chcvys get to lower their 
front air-dam ... Ponliacs get a new 
nose ... the list goes on and on. 
Where will it ever end. Already this 
season, NASCAR has mandated 
five different rule changes which 
have teams. drivers and fans fum­
ing. 

Imagine this .... it's the beginning 
of a new season. You are a fabrica­
tor for a ford race team and your 
shop has prepared 12 new T-birds 
for the year. Just when you thmk all 
is ready to roll, NASCAR says, 
"Fords will lower their roof height 
by 3/4 of an inch." Then you must 
cut the roofs off all your cars to 
meet the rule change. 

This is not only very time-con­
suming, but money consuming as 
well Does NASCAR not realize all 
the grief they are causing the 
teams? Labor. money, and man­
hours that could be spent else­
where, are directed at keeping up 
with the latest NASCAR rule 
change. All three car makes have 
had to make such changes this year, 
and we are not even at the half-way 
mark yet. 

Yes, I agree that the cars should 
be on equal footing. But shouldn't 
NASCAR be a little bit more con­
sistent with their rules? 
· Here's my solution for the prob­
lem. Let the guys up in Detroit 
determine the body styles.

Chapter eight, part three: MorganS last raid 

Editors note: The following article 
is an excerpt from Robert Pem·s 
book. Jack May's War. · 

On June 7th and 8th, General 
Burbridge and his men made a ninety­
mile forced march from Beaver Creek 
to Mount Sterling. When they reached 
the town at three a.m. on June 9th, 
they galloped into Martin's camp and 
ran over the weary Confederates a'i 
they slept around their campftres. 
Many of them were killed before they 
had time to throw off their blankets 
and grab their guns. When the attack 
occurred, the men of Giltner's brigade 
were bivouacked several miles from 
the scene of the engagement. Guerrant 
later recalled the sound of Burbridge's 
guns: 

Without concert, soon drove the 
a,saiJants out of the camp.'' When the 
dust had settled, Colonel Marun and 
Colonel Giltner tallied up their ca,ual­
tics. 'They d1scovered that they had 
fifty-one dead, e1ghty-thrce wounded, 
and two hundred missing. One of the 
dead men was twenty-year-old 
Solomon May of Prestonsburg, a pri­
vate in Colonel Trimble's lOth 
Kentucky Cavalry. 

at Paris, fifteen miles dmvn the road. 
Calling his officers together, he a\ked 
them what they wanted to do. They 
ad .. ised him to withdraw. Colonel 
Giltner was especially emphatic, and 
expressed grave apprehensions about 
their Jack of ammun1tion . Btushing 
aside their worries, Morgan chided 
them for their caution. He directed 
them to form breastworks south of 
town and prepare to give battle on the 
following day. 

'The fmng grew heavier and in a 
few moments its roar was appalling, 
mingled with the occasional howl of a 
cannon. We knew and felt that 
Martin's brigade was struggling in a 
death encounter with an overwhelm­
ing force of the Enemy, taken entirely 
unprepared, asleep after their long and 
tiresome journey from VIrginia." 

Once they realized their predica­
ment, the men who had been driven 
from the camp formed a line of battle 
and counterattacked. Duke says that 
"notwithstanding the disadvantage of 
surprise, the men stood to their arms 
and, fighting resolutely, although 

At Lexington, Morgan burned the 
government depot and captured 
enough horses to mount the rest of his 
dismounted men. From there he 
moved through Georgetown to 
Cynthiana. where he captured yet 
another ganison, destroyed a large 
quantity of military stores, and inter­
cepted three trains from Cincinnati 
carrying six hundred militia. His men 
destroyed the trains and stacked the 
rifles and ammunition captured from 
the militia. By then the Confederates 
were running out of ammunition for 
their Enfield rifles. so Morgan ordered 
them to exchange their rifles for the 
Federal infantry rifles they had just 
captured. They refused, protesting that 
the Entields were lighter and thus eas­
ier to carry on horseback. 

At two-thirty the next morning, 
coming up under cover of darkness. 
Burbridge's troopers reached 
Cynthiana and attacked the defensive 
line that Morgan's men had hastily 
constructed. Giltner's brigade, includ­
ing the lOth Kentucky. received the 
brunt of the attack. They had enough 
ammunition to repulse Burbridge's 
first charge, but when the troopers 
regrouped and began their second 
charge, there was nothing for Giltner's 
men to do but to throw down therr 
weapons and flee for thetr lives. Many 
of them Jumped into the Licking River 
and swam to the relative safety of the 
opposite bank. One of those who did­
n't make it across the river was David 
May, a sergeant in Company D of the 
I Oth Kentucky and a cousin of Jack 
May. According to Tress May Francis, 
David died by drowning. A Pikeville 
merchant before the war. David had

A guilty conscience needs no accuser 
The hanging of Floyd Williams 

Floyd Williams had very little schooling so a 
reporter from the Hazel Green Herald helped him 
write his confession and story prior to his death on 
the gallows in the small Kentucky town of Campton 
on July 2, 1885. 

Aoyd had an affair with Pate Stricklin's wife and 
was nearly killed when he was caught in Pate's bed. 
Had Pate's gun not misfired he would have surely 
killed Williams. 

"She jumped up and hurried me out the door say­
ing he would kill me if I didn't leave," Floyd's con­
fession continued. "About a week later Pate came 
and tried to get me to go and work for him. I couldn't 
do it 'cause I just didn't trust h1m 

'Then he sent his 
wife to get me to come 
and work for him. 
After listening to her 
for awh1le I agreed to 
go back with her. After 
working for Pate he 
refused to pay me. He 
said I should get pay­
ment from his wife in 
her accustomed way. I 
told him that wasn't 
our agreement and he threatened to k11l me if I ever 
came back to his house. 

"I did some work for John Rose putting up fenc­
ing, but then one day Pate Stncklin came by. He said 
he had done me wrong and asked me to come back 
and work for him. I knew better than to go. 

"He sent his wife again to get me to return. I told 
her if I did one of us would probably die. She left but 
came back again the next night saying that her hus­
band had some ground for me to work. She said he 
promised that he would do me right. I told her I 
would talk with him about it." 

When Aoyd arrived Pate asked h.im if he trusted 
him. Aoyd answered he was afraid Pate wouldn't 
live up to his side of the bargain. Pate insisted that he 
would and agreed to ~ve a nearby preacher draw up 
papers to sign. Aoyd fattened up a hog on Pate's 
corn and in turn the two were to share in the meat. 
But when the hog was killed Pate took the meat and 
put it in his smokehouse and wouldn't give any to 
Aoyd. 

Heated words were exchanged and the two men 
drew their guns but Pate's wife and another man 
intervened. 

"Pate argued that I failed to clear off and plant 
corn as I was supposed to do," Aoyd explained. "I 
went to the field and completed the work the follow­
ing day but Pate said it was too late. He told me to 
do nothing more. I saw him at the blacksmith shop 
later that day and we had trouble again . 

"His wife came later and told me Pate was going 
to kill me the next morning. She said if I ever 

planned to kill him I should do it soon before he 
waylays me." 

"After dark I went down to the blacksmith shop 
and took George Miller's gun and hid it in a fence 
corner," Floyd continued. "I woke early the next 
morning and the clock struck five as I put on my 
shoes. I got the gun and went up the creek to the 
cornfield. I was afraid the gun wouldn't fire so I shot 
at a small beech tree. The bullet went true to its 
mark. 

"I took a pistol ball and loaded my gun and went 
to where Pate was to plow that day. I hid where I 
could see him good as he hooked up to the plow. He 
arrived with his wife and little girl not far behind. As 

he hitched up his 
horse I shot the fatal 
shot that sent h1s soul 
into eternity." 

Afterwards Floyd 
returned to his moth­
er's home and went 
from there with his 
brother and two other 
men to the home of 
the dead man . 

"There were nearly 
20 people there and they all looked at me like they 
knew I was guilty. I felt that everyone could read 
guilt on my face. A guilty conss_ience needs no 
accuser I guess. Mrs. Stricklin told me privately to be 
careful of what I said. She then asked me to run an 
errand but as I returned I was arrested.'' 

The posse of seven men took Aoyd to the George 
Miller Blacksmith Shop where Miller held a cocked 
pistol on him while asking about the gun he stole to 
commit the crime. Aoyd denied any knowledge of it. 

"They tied me with a rope and put a chain around 
my leg and fastened me to a bedpost as if I was a 
ferocious animal," Aoyd's confession continued. 

He was held without bond in the Mt. Sterling, 
Kentucky jail. Aoyd nearly escaped the gallows 
when he and two other prisoners removed a large 
stone in the wall of the jail and escaped. He was 
soon, recaptured, however with one of the other men. 
After ten months he was returned to Campton where 
he was tried and convicted for the death of Pate 
Stricklin. He was sentenced to be hanged by the neck 
until dead. 

"The sentence is a hard one but I will bear up to it 
like a man," he told the newspaper reporter.

Weary with 
the long ride, he moved slowly up 
Front Street, paused, and dismounted 
at the old Johns home. The inmates 
had gatJ1ered, with several residents, 
on the front porch. Hllching his steed, 
he strode towards the porch. 

"I am Genernl Morgan,' he said,

your porch." 

'I nm General Morgan,' he said, 
bowing, 'and I would like to rest on 
your porch.' 

There was a shuffling of chairs, 
and the gallant hero of the 
Confederacy sat down. One of the 
young ladies brought a glass of water. 
They sat there for half an hour, 
brought n gla's of water. They sat 
there for hnlf an hour, speaking of the 
war. Scores of townsmen began to 
gather. Morgan 1ssued an order or two 
to an atde, and the troops out on Front 
Street dispersed to find resting places 
and to feed their mounts. Finally, 
Morgan arose, made an obeisance to 
the Jadtes, thanked them for their 
courtesy, and moved toward his horse. 
As he rode away, the girl who had 
brought the drink succumbed to tears. 

Morgan went on back to Virginia, 
thence to Greenville, Tennessee, 
where he was betrayed by a woman 
and killed, September 4, 1864. His 
betrayer and her partisans spent 
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decades in denymg the mfarnous 
deed" 

l11e May fam1ly prescr.es the tra· 
diuon that when Morgan's men 
reached Prestonsburg, they delivered 
the body of Solomon May to his par- '!fi 
cnt-;, Samuel May (18201904) and 
Mary Osborn May ( 1823-1909). 
Tradition also says that the May 
House was the scene of Solomon's 
funeral, and that dunng the ceremony, 
his body was laid out on a door sup­
ported by two saw-horses. This is a 
beautiful story, and it pains me to say 
that 1t has no ba~is in fact. When 
Henry Scalf interviewed Solomon's 
brother. Bascom May, in the Summer 
of 1952, Bascom claimed that 
Solomon had been "burled where he 
fell." Bascom also said that after the ~ 
war wao; over, Samuel May traveled to 
Mount Sterling, dug up his son's body, 
and reburied it in another cemetery.
