Juvenile 
'hooker' 
arrested 
• In scam 

A prostitution scam, cracked 
last week by the Ha1.ard Pohcc De­
partment in Perry County, alleged­
ly involved a Floyd County juve­
nile. 

The 17-year-old female, who 
had been staying in the Hazard 
area, was arrested last week m con­
nection wtth a scheme to steal 

fll money from potential clients. 
The scam was uncovered after 

members of the prostitution ring 
stole $800 from a man staying in a 
Super 8 motel in the area. The man, 
whose identity has been kept confi­
dential by the police. apparently 
met two of the women at a Hazard 
bar on Saturday, July 27. 

The women then took the man 
home with them and later went to 
h1s motel room. Terrence Cook, 
who heads the prostitution ring, ac­
cording to Hazard police, also went 

., to the man's motel room. 
Cook and the man went tnto the 

motel room's bathroom to negoti­
ate the price of the prostitutes' ser­
vices While the two men talked 
money. one of the women alleged­
ly stole $800 from under the hed. 

Cook was arrested July 31 and 
charged with lheft by unlawful tak­
ing. Cook was charged with pro­
moting prostitution in the fin;t de­
gree on August 1. 

Three females were also arrest­
ed Melissa Stidham, 20. of Hazard 

• was charged with theft. Valerie 
Lawson, 19, of Bonnyman, was 
charged with complicity to commit 
a theft. The juvenile was not identi­
fied.

Construction glitches may delay 
opening of Mountain Art Center

The opening of the Mountain 
Arts Center, originally scheduled 
for the second week in October, has 
been delayed. 

Representatives of the general 
contracting company. W.B. Brown­
ing, recently reponed to center di­
rector Bob Meyer that the new fa-

cility will not be ready for opening 
the first or second week or October 
due to delays in the construction 
schedule. 

"It's a combination of things." 
Meyer said. "Specifically, we have 
such a large number of subcontrac­
tors that tf one has a problem, then 
so docs another. It creates a domino 
effect . 

"For instance. one of the things 

is the stage floor. It's a three-week 
process, but 11 can't be done unttl 
the theater is climatized. lf not, we 
won't have the humidity under con­
trol and that can cause problems 
with installing the floor," he :;aid. 
"And we can't put the seating down 
until the floor is installed. If there's 
a delay in installing the heating,

Proposed hike in Martin gas 
rates withdrawn by company

There won't be a hearing on a 
proposed natural gas price hike in 
Maron. There won't be a price in­
crease either. 

Jed Weinberg, manager of Mar­
tin Gas Inc., withdrew the compa­
ny's application for a rate increase 
with a letter to Don Mills, execu­
tive director of the Public Service 
Commission. 

"We filed this rate increase in 
the belief that it would lead to 
lower gas prices for our consumers 
over the long run because of a 
cheaper supply of gas through Ken­
tuck-y West Virginia Gas as op­
posed to Columbia Gas," the letter 
states. 

The proposed rate increase was 
announced in an advertisement in 
the June 19 issue of the Times. The 
$7.60 per thousand cubic feet 
(MCF) rate the company was ask-

tng for was a 90-cent increase from 
the current rate of $7.7175 for the 
first thousand cubic feet and 
$6.6007 for each additional MCF. 

Sherry L. Ratliff, a Martm City 
Council member, launched a letter­
writing campaign to keep the in­
crease from being approved after 
she found out about the proposed 
hike.

After a trip to the "woodshed" 
in February, members of the Floyd 
County Board of Education, along 
Wllh Superintendent Dr. J9hn 
BaJentme, found Tuesday's appear­
ance before the state board "re­
freshing." 

''It was a new experience for 
Floyd County to go down there and 
not be talked badly about," board 
chairman Eddie Patton said Thurs­
day morning. "It turned out better 
than I thought it would." 

Balentine said that he wa!i "elat­
ed with the response the system re­
ceived at that state board meeting " 

"I think they were surprised that 
we reduced the costs as much as 
we have," Balentine srud. 'They 
were pleased that we followed the 
deficit reduction plan that we pro­
posed, that we stuck to it." 

The praise might have been 
nice, but the system still isn't out of 
the woods. Floyd was one of five 
systems that will stan the school 
year with a deficit m the general 
balnn und Ao)·d IS looking at a 
$619,000 deficit and a S40 million 
budget. 

Also in the red are Carroll 
County, with a $30,000 deficit in a 
$7 million budget; Franklin Coun­
ty, wuh a $477,000 deficit out of a 
$20.9 rnilhon budget; Metcalfe 
County. with a $214.000 deficu out 
of an $8 million budget; and Rus-

sell County, which has a $550,000 
deficit out of a $16 million budget. 

Of the live, though, the board 
had only good words to say about 
the Floyd district, whtch was origi­
nally looking at a $1.4 milhon 
defic1t. Spending and hiring freezes 
as well as layoffs have brought the 
system closer in line, and the sys­
tem is projected to be back in the 
black by the end of the l997 fiscal 
year.

Two Floyd County men, who 
were ordered to perform communi­
ty serv1ce at the courthouse, were 
arrested Wednesday for allegedly 
stealing $294 from a property valu­
ation employee and the sheriff's 
wife. 

Robert Craft, 19, of Prestons­
burg, was arrested when Sheriff 
Paul Hunt Thompson found the 
money m Craft's shoe. 

Craft alleged that Donald Ktdd, 
44, of Harold hod given h1m the 
money. 

Craft was performing communi­
ty service ordered by District Judge 
James R. Allen because he had been 
conviCted of assault. Kidd was 
doing community servace for a 
drunk dnving charge. 

"I'm really glad the sheriff's de­
partment felt 11 was important 
enough to find my money,'' Glenda 
Marshall, a summer employee in 
the PYA office, said Wednesday. 

Marshall satd she decided to get 
a soda and discovered her money 
was gone. She said sbe thought she 
could have lost her wallet and left 
the building to retrace her steps m 
hopes of recovering it. 

Marshall's wallet was u!er a 
desk near the trash can. ''I noticed 
(Craft) JUSt checked one trash can 
and then left,'' Marshall srud. She 
added that she didn't want to accuse 
lum of stealing her money until she 
knew for stlrt: that she hadn't mis­
placl!d the wallet. 

In less I han 15 mmutes from the 
time the money was,akcn, the sher­
tff's depilttmcnt dethmed the two 
suspects unul Sheriff IllOmpson ar­
rived to search them.

tice" that Steve Towler followed 
Floyd on the state board's agenda 
Tuesday. Towler served as superin­
tendent in Floyd County until last 
fall and has recently moved to 
Russell County where that system 
has moved from a $200,000 deficit 
to a $550,000 deficit tn less than a 
year. 

''I don't think anyone was mind­
ing the store," Patton said of 
Towler's reign 10 Floyd County. 
"No one- was looking and that can 
happen no matter who is on the 
board." 

Balentine said he will continue 
his watch over lhe system and indi­
cated he has no plans to leave the 
position he has held since January. 

"We still have to live another 
hard year," he said Wednesday. "We 
will continue the h1ring and spend­
ing freeze, but I am releasing some 
instructional momes. We're going to 
be living close to the chest." 

But he said the budget will be in 
the black when July l, 1997 rolls 
around. "That's not wishful think­
ing," he said. "It just doesn't make 
sense to send a deficit budget to 
Frankfort. We will not falsely pro­
ject revenues. If we're looking at a 
$100,000 deficit, we're not going to 
increase revenues to cover it, we're 
going to find places to cut." 

He emphasized that the current 

deficit was created by an outdated 
accounting system that has now 
been replaced. "Those grant monies 
were allowed to be included in the 
general fund balance in the past and 
made the bottom line look better 
than it was," Balentine said. "The 
new MUNIS system requires that 
all funds be accounted for in the 
fund where they belong." 

Balentine admitted that the sys­
tem could have reduced the deficit 
even more and moved onto a more 
solid footing if It had not approved 
a 2.6 percent raise for all personnel 
and agreed to pay for annuities for 
retiring individuals as an incentive 
to move older teachers out of the 
system and bring in newer lower­
paid instructors. 

"AU that was done in lieu of hav­
ing a two-percent contingency 
fund," Balentine said. He said 
enough money was budgeted for 
the coming year to handle sick­
leave payments and annuity pay­
ments if all 49 teachers and admin­
istrators who are eligible decide to 
retire. "Anything that isn't used for 
that will be put into a contingency 
fund," Balentine explained. "Our 
people deserved these benefits." 

Balentine and Patton said the 
key to coming out in the black at the 
end of the year is continuing to 
watch spending. "You can't turn the

Three subjects were detained 
Tuesday by Reynolds Branch Coal 
workers until Floyd County 
Sheriff's Department Lieutenant 
Ricky Thornsbury arrestea them 
for allegedly entering a fenced area 
and attempting to steal mining 
cable. 

Randol Shepherd, 22, of 
Stanville, and Timothy Wallen, 26, 
of Blue River were charged with 
third-degree criminal trespass, 
criminal mischief, thtrd-degree; 
first-degree criminal mischief; and 
theft by unlawful taking. The third 
subject was a 15-year-old male 

juvenile. 
A warrant filed by Tom Isaac 

said the three subjects had unlaw­
fully entered property of Reynolds 
Branch Coal and intentionally 
caused damage to a fence. 

The subjects also intentionally 
caused damage to the mining cable, 
valued at approximately $1,000, by 
chopping it up, and unlawfully tak­
ing the mining cable, according to 
the warrant. 

Trial Commissioner Jack Hyden 
entered not-guilty pleas for Wallen 
and Shepherd's felony charges and 
set their bonds at $10,000 or ten 
percent. A preliminary hearing for 
their charges will be held at 2:30 
p.m. on August 14.

then there's a delay in installing the 
floor and a delay in the seating."

Construction of the new parking 

lot, which will be located behind the 
school near the river, is about two to 
three weeks away from completion, 
according to Superintendent Dr. 
John Balentine. In the meantime, 
drivers will be required to park in 
the lot beside the gymnasium. Only 
52 designated spots will be avail­
able. 

"I'm advising students to ride the 
bus," he said, "or at least carpool. I 
know students like to drive their 
own cars, but they need to be patient 
with us for just a little while." 

"We hope everybody who can, 
will ride a bus to keep traffic at a 
minimum," Conley said. "During 
the opening of school, officers will 
be present to enforce the new road 
signs and help motorists adapt to the

"There's still 
work to be done in the system and I 
don't know if 1 can walk away from 
it," he said. "It's too early to jump 
off the horse."

Retirement incentive 
plan draws interest

It seems a retirement incentive 
plan approved by the Aoyd County 

" Board of Education was just the 
thmg to motivate teachers and 
administrators tnto retiring. 

Accordmg to Superintendent 
Dr. John Balentine, about five peo­
ple bc2an the retirement process 
on Wednesday. ' 'As of yesterday 
(Tuesday), we had 16 people who 
had retired.'' Balentine satd 
Wednesday afternoon. "We've had 
another three to five today and 
many more who arc really interest­
ed." 

He srud recalls of the rematning 
24 teachers on the layoff list "is 
lookmg better every day. [' ve 
already authonzed rehiring several 
off that hst today." 

The superantendent said he 
hopes all of those laid off arc 
called back. "I hope that when this 
is over, not a single name is left on 
that list," he said 

Balentine presented the retire­
ment plan at a July 22 special 
meeting of the board. He suggested 
the system buy $25,000 annu1tJes 
that would pay teachers $236 a 
month 1n add1uon to lhc ret1rement 
funds they v.11l receive from the 
state. The board approved the 
retirement incentive plan Ill a spe-
cial meeting August 1 

If every certified person eligible 
to retire docs so and participates in 

the plan, the net saving to the 
board for the 1997 fiscal year 
would be more than $76,000. 

Fony-rune teachers and admin­
istrators are eligible to retire. If 
every employee eligible decides to 
retire, the system will pay 
$332,061 .28 in sick-leave benefit!>. 
Total cost to the system for the 
com•ng fiscal year if all chg1ble 
employees retire would be 
$572,061.29. 

Balentme said he ts glad teach­
ers are taking advantage of the 
plan. ''Many of them are sad th:ll 
they are leaving, but on the other 
hand, they are glad to be getting 
the additional money," Balentine 
said. "I'm seeing happy, smiling 
people. The response has been pos­
itive ." 

At least one board member, 
Ursal Ray Wtlcox. voiced concern 
about losing the expenise of older 
teachers. Balentine said, however, 
that while that experience 1s hard 
to replace, the plan is a good one 
for the county. 

''There will be some issues 
we'll have to deal With that we did­
n't have to with experienced teach­
ers," he said. ··we know that.'' 

Board chairman Edd1e Patton 
said he thinks the plan will help the 
system grow. 

"I'm tickled to death," he sa1d. 
"Yes, we're losing experience, but 
we' re getting a chance to get 
young teachers who have been 
KBRA-trained."

Jim 
Osborne. ch1ef of operations for the 
system, and Sam Martm, construc­
tion manager for the project. joined 
Balentine. 

"There has been no discussion at 
this office about moving students to 
other schools," Balentine said. ''The 
only discussiOn we've had is that 
the school w1ll open on time. We 
have not even considered moving 
students." 

He said parents should stop lis­
tening to "rumor.s and insinuations." 

"This school will be 1n as good a 
condition when it opens as it was 
when it closed thas spnng," 
Balentine added "I know people are 
going to be inconvemenced by the 
renovauon proJect, but u is not 
going to go away. We need to 
embrace the 1dea of learning rather 
than to continue to complain." 

According to Manin, the project 
is being completed in phases. There 
are five phases in phase one and 
phase one of pha'ie one i~ ahead of 
schedule. "We're about 17 days 
ahead of schedule and we should 
continue to pick up days if the 
weather holds," he said. 

Martin smd the project is also 
ahead when ll comes to earth work. 
"We are seven days ahead on that 
aspect," he said. 

ConstructiOn workers are also on 
the JOb at night and on weekends to 
make up for tunes they can't work 
in the school. 

This first phase includes replac­
ing old utilities with new ones, 
putting in the heating and air condi­
tioning units and removing asbestos 
from the building. 

"You might have noticed the 
front wmdows that are blocked up," 
he said. "Asbestos has been 
removed from those rooms and they 
are ready for us to move into. 1be 
air cond1t1oning is back in place." 

The blocking 1n the former win­
dows "'ill help cut down on the 
amount of noise in the building. 
Martin said. Extra lighting has been 
added to the classrooms to get the 
hght levels back up. 

Footers for the new secuon on 
the front of the bualdtng arc expect­
ed to be started on Monday. ''Right 
now, our only competition is Mother 
Nature," Martin said. 

The only facilities inside lbe 
building that ""ill be out of service 
will be some of the rest rooms. 
Mattln rud . .. We' re going to be tak­
ing one rest room at a time, closing 
it for about a week, renovating it 
and then moving on,'' Martin said. 
As clas!'rooms are fimshed, students 
will be shifted so that crews can 
work on different areas of the build­
ing 

The construcuon manager said 
workers are moving in a clockwise 
fashion through the school. When 
the ne"' front section is complete. 
science classes w111 be moved into 
that facility even though the rest of 
the buildmg is not done. 

''We're not going to wrut on total 
completion to usc these facilities," 
Balent10c said. 

Parking may be a problem for the 
first three weeks. however, until a 
new parlcing lot on the river bank 
has been completed. Until that lot 
-which has :.paces for 179 cars -
is finished, :.tudents and teachers are 
encouraged to carpoo.l and students 
should consider rid1ng the bus," 
Balentine said. 

Prestonsburg police officers will 
be stationed near the school to get 
traffic into and out of the facility 
during the first couple of weeks 
until students and teachers get used 
to the new traffic now. 

North Arnold Avenue from 
Route 321 at the high school. 
around the comer to Music Street 
will be one way with traffic moving 
away from the high school. The 
change was necessary to facjljtate 
bus traffic.

No pain, no gain. 
So the story goes. 
Doubt you'll find much 

dissent to that point from the 
Floyd County Board of 
Education, which has been 
called on the carpet so many 
times lately by the state 
board that members m'Jst 
surely be suffering carpet 
burns. 

School officials made 
another appearance before 
the state board this week, but 
this time was decidedly 
uncharacteristic of past per­
formances. 

This time, Floyd School 
officials were there to col­
lect a few pats on the back 
instead of the customary 
paddles to their backsides. 

Good for them. 
The state board of educa­

tion offered its accolades in 
response to the school 
administration's efforts to 
slice a $1.4 million deficit in 
half this year. The red ink 
should dry up completely by 
next year. 

School superintendent Dr. 
John Balentine earns most of 
the credit (or blame, if you 
are a victim of the deficit 
reduction plan) for turning 
the system's financial pic­
ture around. Balentine. an 
outsider from both the polit­
ical and cultural perspec-

tives, has made some tough 
decisions that have certainly 
not made him a great many 
friends among the county's 
educational establishment. 

This must be what they 
call "tough love.'' 

Remember, though, that 
Balentine came here to serve 
as a repairman. to fix a sys­
tem that was broken, finan­
cially, and mismanaged, on 
both local and state levels. 

He has managed to stop 
the bleeding, but the true test 
of his mettle will be deter­
mined by his effectiveness 
in sewing up the wounds. 

And dollars aren't the 
only things leaking down the 
drain in the Floyd County 
schools. 

Educational leadership 
could certainly stand a bit of 
emergency room attention, 
too. 

Now that the fiscal picture 
is improving, maybe 
Balentine can focus his sur­
gical abilities on removing 
the obstacles to the system's 
pursuit of academic excel­
lence. 

If lie is half as successful 
in that effort as he has been 
in straightening out the dis­
trict's money woes, the pain 
that has accompanied these 
difficult times will produce 
the ga\ns we deserve, we 
need, and those we should 
demand.

6,500 job)' since opcn10g. The 
incent1ve package wa~ developed 
by the Collins admimstrauon, and 
cost the state $125 tmlhon. Half of 
this money was used to huy the land 
upon whtch Toy()ta could build 
their plant. This land wa~ gsven to 
Toyota, free of charge. Tite rest ol 
the money was spent on trammg 
workers and building a roall from 
the interstate, to the pl.1nt In add1 
tion to money, the state prom1sed 
that regulatory agent:IC (cnHron 
mental, zonmg, etc ) would be very 

cooperative, and unprecedented tax 
breaks would also be granted. 

Not only were these exuavagant 
gifts unfair to local businesses, but 
they were also unconstitutional. 
Kentucky's constitution forbids the 
use of tax money for anything other 
than public use. The case went to 
Kentucky's Supreme Coun. which 
said the tax money was being used 
for "public use" because 1t was · 
helping to lessen unemployment. 
However, other businesses also 
help to lessen unemployment, but 
don't get the same preferential 
treaunent. Additionally, the state 
seized some unfortunate man's pri­
vate land, \\ h.ich it gave to Toyota 
ns part of the mcentive package. 
Th1s se1zure sparked another 
Supreme Court decision, which 
once again stdcd with the state. 

Overall, the Toyota project IS 

considered an exceptional success, 
but tt leaves many questions unan­
swered. Who benefited most, 
Toyota or Kentucky? Why has 
Eastern Kentucky (the region need­
ing ll the most) never received this 
type of economic assistance?

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Proposal to merge shouldn't affect services

Local offices of the Depanment 
for the Blind and the Department of 
Vocational Rehabilitation may be 
moved into the same building, but 
those agencies will not combine ser­
vices. 

• "It is my understanding that we are 
looJOng at a merger of office spaces, 
not a merger of departments," Cart 
Hall, a counselor with the 
Department of Vocational 
Rehabilitation in the Prestonsburg 
office, said Wednesday. 

The Workforce Development 
Cabinet in May announced a propos­
al to merge the two rehabilitation 
agencies, which have been separate 
since 1977. But objections from blind 
Kentuckians and their advocates 
prompted the cabinet to search for 
alternatives that would maintain sep­
arate departments but streamline their 
operations. 

W The two departments expect to 
create efficiencies of $400,000 to 
$500,000 within the first year. They 
intend to actueve annual, recurring 
efficiencies of $700,000 to $800.000 
by the end of the second year. 

"Any money the efficjencies 
achieve will go to services in the 
departments' budgets,'' Bryan 
Armstrong, a spokesman for the 
Workforce Development Cabinet, 
said. 'There should be more money 

available, but tt is not possible to 
know how much or exactly where it 
will be spcnL'' 

Sandra Isaac, an independent liv­
ing specialist With the Department for 
t11e Blind's Prestonsburg omc~. said 
the two local offices of the agencies 
have met and aren't exactly sui·e what 
direction the efficiency measures Will 

take. 
"We could be in the same build­

ing, but maybe not,'' she said. "But 
change is good. Who are we to know 
1f it's going to work until we do it. It 
looks like this is something that can 
save money to be used for rehabilita­
tion services.'' Isac said. 

The Depamnent for the Blind will 
continue to serve blind and visually 
impaired clients while the 
Department of Vocational 
Rehabilitation will assist people with 
all other types of disabilities. 

"With this plan, everyone is a win­
ner," Rodney "Biz" Cain, secretary of 
the Workforce Development Cabinet, 
said. 

"The cabinet achieves what it set 
out to do - reduce adm.inistrauve 
expenses and increase services to 
clients. The advocates for the blind 
win because a separate Department 
for the Blind will be maintained. 
Customers benefit because we will be 
able to serve more of them. Taxpayers 
wm because we are using thcu money 
more efficiently."

New health care services 
~may come to Floyd County

New health care services may soon 
be available to the residents of Floyd 
County. 

The Cabinet for Health Services is 
expected to review certificates of need 
for two projects that will bring adch­
tional care to the Big Sandy Region. 
The review date is set for October 16. 

Under consideration will be: 
• A mobile home infusion service 

that includes services for patients in 
. ) the FIVCO, Big Sandy, Kentucky 

River, and Cumberland Valley area 
development districts, and Estill, 
Morgan and Powell counties. Integrity 
Healthcare Services of Louisville has 
filed the request and has indicated the 
service will cost about $6,000 to 
implement. Infusion services are ther­
apies perfonned through intravenous 
methods, such as the administration of 
pain medication. 

• A mobile home health service to 
perfonn ergometer studies at hospitals, 
clinics, physician's offices and other 
health care facilities m the KIPDA. 
Northern Kentucky. Bluegrass. 

Buffalo Trace, FlVCO, Gateway, Big 
Sandy, Kentucky River, Cumberland 
Valley and Lake Cumberland area 
development districts and Marion, 
Washington, nelson, Hardin. Daviess, 
Warren and Christian counties. The 
request, filed by Cardia Pulmonary 
Rehabilitation Services of America of 
Pine Knot, is expected to cost $66,200 
to put into place. 

Ergometer studies look at the effec-
tiveness of the work of the muscles in 
the body. 

The two requests are among 26 
slated to be considered at the October 
meeting. 

Any person affected by the propos­
als may request a public hearing on a 
project. 

Already approved by the Cabinet 
for Health Services was a certificate of 
need for the Appalachian Heart Center 
of Hazard to expand its mobile health 
service to provide cardiac ultrasound 
testing into Floyd County. 

That request, and 17 others were 
approved during the July meeting of 
tl1e health board.

departments. Commissioners Sam 
Serraglio and Denise Placido expect 
to use voluntary attrition to reduce the 
departments' payrolls by about 20 
positions over the next two years.

As efficiencies are ach1eved with­
in each department, the money will 
be spent on services in that depart­
ment.

Floyd men plead guilty 
to shoplifting scheme 

Two Floyd County men pleaded 
guilty to felony theft involving a 
Pikeville Wal-Mart shoplifting 
scheme. 

Travis Conn, 22, of Martin and 
Dillard Shawn Boyd, 20, of Dana 
entered guilty pleas in Pike County 
District Court. The men pleaded 
guilty to felony theft by unlawful 
taking, which carries a sentence of 
up to five years in prison. 

The two men were among four 
participating in the Wal-Mart 
shoplifting scam, according to 
police reports. Conn, Boyd, James 
B. Fairchild, 20, of Paintsville and 
Jimmy L. Perry, 18, of Hellier, were 
arrested in January in the shoplift­
ing case and charged with remov­
ing $15,000 worth of items from 
the store. 

The theft occurred over a four­
month period, from October l, 
1995 to January 22, 1996. 

Apparently, three of the men 
were employees of the Wal-Mart 
store and bad arranged for approxi­
mately $50,000 worth of merchan­
dise to be removed from the store 

about two or three times a week. 
Some of the items taken includ­

ed computers, televisions, power 
tools, and videotapes. The mer­
chandise was stored in a facility the 
men rented and later sold at flea 
markets and yard sales. 

The scam was discovered after a 
security guard questioned Perry, 
who carried merchandise which 
had not been purchased out of the 
store for Fairchild. the security 
guard called in Kentucky State 
Police trooper Eddie Crum. 
Fairchild was arrested and, during 
questioning, hinted that he was 
involved in a shoplifting scam at 
the Wal-Mart store. 

Fairchild pleaded guilty Monday 
to a Class D, felony theft charge. 

Perry's charge was reduced to a 
misdemeanor after be cooperated 
with officers and agreed to testify 
against Conn, Boyd and Fairchild. 
Perry could be sentenced 12 
months in the county detention cen­
ter on the lesser charge. 

Formal sentencing will be held 
in about six weeks.

Come Thesday morning, students 
in Floyd County will wake to alarm 
clocks and foggy skies instead of full 
sun beating into their windows. 

A summer of fun and relaxation is 
over and classes begin next week 
even though the weather is still sum­
mer hot. 

All schools will begin and end at 
their same time this coming year as 
they did last year and bus schedules 
are much the same. 

"We're on line and ready to go," 
Superintendent Dr. John Balentine 
said Thursday morning. "Everyone is 
on the same calendar. Everyone 
starts on Thesday." 

All contract employees of the sys­
tem are being asked to report to the 
Allen Central High School gym at 
8:30 a.m. Monday. Other employees 
are also invited to attend the meeting. 

Balentine said be wants a chance 
to talk to all personnel because he is 
relatively new to the system. 

"I don't know if this will become 
an annual thing, but r really think it's 
important to do this now," he said. 
''There's some of these people that I 
don't even know." 

He emphasized that the Betsy 
Layne schools will be on the same 
calendar this year as the rest of the 
school system. The board voted 
against a request this summer that 

would have allowed the schools to 
again utilize an alternative calendar. 

Parents of students attending 
Prestonsburg High School are 
reminded that classes will begin at 
that school on Tuesday as well, 
despite the renovation going on in 
the facility. No students will be 
bussed from that school to another. 

Balentine reminded students and 
teachers to carpool for the first cou­
ple of weeks while a new parking lot 
is being completed. Everyone dri­
ving to the school will be required tO 
park in the lot beside the gymnasium. 
Only 52 designated spots will be 
available. 

"l'm advising students to ride the 
bus," he said, "or at least carpool. I 
know students like to drive their own 
cars, but they need to be patient with 
us for just a little while.'' 

Balentine also emphasized Martin 
and Maytown parents that students in 
grades kindergarten through eight 
will attend their respective schools 
until the new school on Stephens 
Branch is completed. Only after that 
facility is done will kindergarten 
through fifth grade students be 
moved to the new sjte and Martin 
Elementary will become a middle 
school, housing sixth through eighth 
graders.

The owner of a South Central 
Avenue building was 1ssued an 
order of remedy Thursday hy 
Prestonsburg Fire Marshal Larry 
Adams and several animals were 
removed from the premises for 
their safety. 

The building had sn ere SII uc­
tural damage and posed clcctncal 
hazards. according to Adams. 
''(The building ts) unfit for occu­
p:mcy." Adams said. 

Adams satd Ernest "Red" 
Osborne, the owner of t11e bUJid1ng, 
had ten days to file an nppeal, 01 30 
days to correct the strudural dam· 
age and electrical ha7.ards or to tear 
dov.n the buildmg. 

He said if an appeal was liled 
within the ten days, a heanng 
would be scheduled in Frankfort. 

Prestonsburg Police officer 
Darrell Preston said the police 

department received ten or II com­
plaints in the past two days from 
residents who were concerned 
about the animals outside the 
building. He said the ammals had­
n't been fed or watered and were 
outside in the heat yesterday and 
today. 

According to Preston, a full­
grown chow; a Pomerantan puppy; 
two rabbits; and a chinchilla were 
outside the building without food 
or water. He said two parrots and 
two tarantulas were found mside 
the building 

All the animals were removed 
lrom the area by the Prestonsburg 
Police Department and released to 
Theresa Ousley of the Floyd 
County Ammal Shelter. where lbe 
animah '"ill be properly cared for, 
according to Officer Preston. 

Adams said the utilities would 
be disconnected from tbe building. 
"The building is a public danger,"

Cary Willis, communicatwns 
director for the Cabinet for Human 
Resources 111 Frankfort, said it is not 
yet known exactly how welfare 
refonn will affect Floyd County 
welfare recipients. 

"We're just now getting started 
with the analysis of the 800-900 
page bill," he srud 

Willis explained that each state 
must set up a welfare system that 
meets the guidelines determined by 
the government. 

Each state will get block grants 
from the federal government to 
fund the1r own welfare programs. 

For example, one limit will be 
that recipients of Aid to Farruhes 
with Dependent Children (AFDC) 
will be required to gel jobs within 
two years, and a five-year lifetime­
limit will be placed on AFDC par­
ticipants, Willis said. He satd 1, 734 
families in Floyd County receive 
AFDC benefits and $408,307 was 
distributed to the families for the 
month of May. State-wide, more 
than $188,000.000 has been distrib­
uted in 1996. 

Willis said many food stamp 
recipient:; may nol be eligible for 
benefits as long as they have been. 
He explained that people between 
the ages of 18 and 50 will only be 
eligible for three months out of a 
12-month period, unless they are 
working at least 20 hours a week. 

Willis said 4,180 Aoyd County 
families received food stamps in 
June, and S780,548 wonh of bene­
fits were distributed to the farrulies. 

He added that the food stamp 
program 1S expected to experience a 
change within the next year or two. 
He satd he anticipated the use of an 
electroruc magnetic-strip card, 
instead of money coupons 

Willis said the food stamp "cred­
it card" would hopefully cut down 
on welfare fraud, and create less of 
a burden on the Cabinet for Human 
Resources, by ehminatmg a large 
portion of the monthly maihng 
process. 

Willis said the major 1ssues the 
cabinet must face at thiS point 
includes creating the new welfare 
system and alternatives for welfare 
participants. He said three elements 
are major factors for alternatives: 
JObs, daycare, and transportation. 

"Is there a job available and day­
care available (for welfare partici­
pants)?" Wil11s asks. 
"Transportation is also a major 
issue." 

Willis said he was aware of 
Governor Paul Patton's idea to have 
welfare recipients provide child

care and transportation services for 
other recipients who are able to find 
employment. 

But, Willis added that Gov. 
Patton has not yet met with the 
Cabinet for Human Resources to 
discuss the new welfare system. 

"What we will finally end up 
with is a totally new system," Willis 
said. "But, there's a lot of (details) 
we don' l know yet." 

Willis explained that under the 
current system, most people who 
are eligible for welfare are automat­
ically eligible for Medicaid. but 
there is an amendment being 
worked on. "What the Hnk is in the 
future, is unclear to me,'' he said. 

In the past. eligibility was based 
on peoples' income, and if they 
qualified, chen they got the benefits, 
Willis said "Now, (they) must 
work." 

Willis said the government 
would allow some exceptions, but 
the Cabinet for Human Resources 
will have to decide who qualifies 
for them. 

The government will allow each 
state to exempt up to 20 percent of 
the welfare recipients from the 
determined time limits. 

Someone who "refuses" to work 
or is unavailable to work are some 
of the questions the Cabinet must 
consider, Willis said.

Governor defends tax proposal

Gov. Paul Patton defended his 
proposal to return some coal sever­
ance tax funds back to the coal com­
panies, and said that plan is just part 
of the assistance needed to save the 
struggling coal industry. 

"We're going to have to do a 
comprehensive program that would 
include much more than (my pro­
posal)," Patton said. "There are 
many other equally difficult things 
that are going to have to be done." 

Patton said additional methods to 
bail out the depleted coal industry 
are being considered. But he would 
not reveal the other proposals he has 
in mind. 

There has been some criticism 
aimed at Patton's recent proposal, 

which would give the coal industry a 
workers' compensation tax break. 

The money being saved by the 
coal companies would be replaced 
with part of the coal severance tax 
proceeds that now go to the state's 
General Fund and local govern­
ments. 

"This is just like robbing Peter to 
pay Paul," said Chris Ratliff, a Pike 
County attorney who is tunning for 
state representative from the 93rd 
district. "It doesn · t solve the prob­
lem. We need a solution that doesn't 
cost the counties." 

Patton's proposal would cost the 
state about $13 million. Local gov­
ernments would lose close to $5.5 
million, with $500,000 of the loss 
corning from Pike County's share.

pared for that," Patton said. ''We've 
got a major problem." 

Pike County Judge-Executive 
Donna Damron has supported 
Patton's proposal from the begin­
ning. 

"It's a catcb-22 situation," she 
said recently. "If the coal industry 
needs our help ... and we don't assist 
them, then we're not going to have 
any coal severance tax at all." 

Patton said other county officials 
throughout the state should brace for 
reductions in coal severance tax pro­
ceeds. The reductions could be felt 
by next July, be said. 

"I want to let them know that 
coal is in trouble," Patton said. "The 
fact is that the coal severance tax is 
already going down. 

"I would guarantee that (the 
counties) are already overbudgeted. 
The coal severance tax will probably 
be 10 percent less than what they've 
got in their budgets." 

Patton said a >6pecial legislative 
session to discuss workers' compen­
sation will be called by next January. 

"We fully intend to protect the 
injured worker," he said. "That has 
to be done - that will be done in 
my proposal. But we must reduce 
the cost to businesses."

Her son, whose 
name has not been released, was 
lodged in the Big Sandy Area 
Juvenile Detention Center in 
Prestonsburg. He was charged with 
first-degree assault. 

Accordj:ng to Taylor's mother, 
her son came to borrow her truck 
about 4 p.m. Sunday so he could 
move some belongings from 
Little's home. 

Little was released Monday on 
bond from the Pike County 
Detention Center. A pretrial confer­
ence is set for November 12 in Pike 
District Court

What began as a routine stop and 
arrest of a drunken driver turned into 
an escape that has state and local 
police searching for a missing per­
son.

A late-night fire gutted a tobacco 
shop and damaged the adjoining 
Dollar General Store along old U.S. 
23 in Louisa last week. 

Communications Coordinator 
Michael Woods said the Louisa 
Volunteer Fire Department received 
a call about tpe fire at 12:25 a.m., 
Thursday, August 1. 

A Louisa police officer had spot­
ted the fire that was already fully 
involved. 

"The police officer that called it 
in said flames were already coming 
from the roof," Woods said. 
Firefighters were on the scene until 
close to 5 a.m., when the blaze was 
extinguished before extensive dam­
age was done to the Dollar General 
Store. 

Cleter Ferguson, owner of the 
buildings, said he estimated that 
roughly $100,000 of structural 
damage was caused by the fire and 

about another $25,000 in damaged 
merchandise from the Dollar 
General Store. 

Although flames destroyed only 
a portion of the Dollar General, the 
entire building received extensive 
smoke damage. Employees of the 
Dollar General were trying to clean 
up on Thursday morning, carryjng 
out merchandise that had been 
ruined by smoke. The CPA office of 
Dan Howard, which is located on 
the other side of the Dollar General, 
also received smoke damage. 

"We've got a good police depart­
ment here," Ferguson said. 
"They're the ones that discovered 
the fire and called it in or the whole 
thing would have went up." 

Ferguson said he believed the 
frre was caused by an electrical 
problem, but no definite cause has 
been established. Woods said mem­
bers of the Kentucky State Police, 
the Kentucky Fire Marshall 's office 
and the insurance company are still 
investigating the cause of the fire.
