In ndd1tion, the plan est1mates 
that AppalnchHm Racang w 111 pay 
back about $400,000 of nlorc than 
$524,000 owed to unsecured credi­
tors. That mcludes about $20,000 
in "small hills," Bunch said. 

"We're talktng about $75 here 
and $100 there," he said. "We're 
going to pay all ot the little ones 
first and then pay the bigger ones." 

Most of the funds will cmnc 
from a lowenng of expenses. 
Bunch added. 

Under the plan, Appnlachtan 
Racing \\ill pay back debts wnh 
funds it generates o"er the next fi,•e 
years. Debts that aren't pa1d dunng 
that fi11e-year period wtll not be 
paid. but the company hopes to 
retire all obhgataons. 

"We hope to pay C\ eryone off m 
full dunng that t1me frame," Bunch 
said. "But that may not happen. At 
the end of fi \'e years, "hat's pa1d is 
paid." 

This is the second plan for 
Appalach1an Racmg, one of the 
reasons it has taken so long to get a 
reorganization plan in place, the 
attorney added. An earlier plan wns 
amended because of an increase in 
reveTJue and a decrease in expenses, 
the attorney satd . 

"We amended it to reflect better 
income and lower expenses," 

Bunch sa1d. He also explained 11 
had taken longer to get the plan 
completed because the bu~mess is a 
seasonal one. "This is a rcahty for 
this type of busine:.s." he satd "We 
had to get a history to !>tC what IS 

available. It takes time for manage­
ment to determine what money 
the) generate monthly and how to 
:;pend it most wisely." 

He said the plan is based on pro­
jections and educated guesses. 

Bunch gave credit for the plan to 
his co-counsel on the case. Gillard 
B. Johnson Ill, Appalachian 
Racing's corporate attorney. 

"He represented ThundcrR1dge 
before th1s ever came to my office.'' 
Bunch said. "He ">'as anstrumental 
an making this happen. We wouldn't 
be here without him." 

Bunch also gave credtt to share­
holders who. he s:ud, ha' e put m a 
"ton of time" on the case.

She said the grant money would 
also enable the housing authority to 
purchase educational equipment for 
the learning center. Ousley 
explained that the learning center is 
where many children go after 
school to do homework. 

"This program will help attack

Hall's trial continued again; 
set for October 21 in Frankfort

The trial of a McDowell man 
who allegedly offered $50,000 to 
have his cousm killed to collect 
proceeds from an insurance policy 
has been delayed ngain. 

The case was also moved from 
Pikeville to Frankfort, according to 
Tom Self, asststant United States 
Attorney. Evidence in the case is 
expected to be heard October 21. 

Self said the case was continued 
because the accused, Sam Hall, 
was hospitalized wittt a heart con­
dation and additional medical pro­
cedures were set for Monday, the 
day the trial v.as to began. 

The tnal was onganally set for 

June 12, but was continued to 
September 9. The trial was contin· 
ued from September 9 to October 
7. 

Self said Federal Judge Joseph 
Hood made the decision to move 
the trial from Pikeville to Frankfurt 
because of the available date. He 
said there were conflicting cases m 
Pikeville that would have prevent· 
ed the trial from being rescheduled 
as quickly as it has been. 

According to Hall's indictment. 
he took out an insurance policy on 
his cousin. Albert E. Hall. and then 
allegedly hired someone to kill 
ham for $50.000. He was arrested 
February 15 by FBI agents on the 
charges. 

The Environmental Protectaon 

Area has also been investigating 
Hall on an unrelated matter after 
they pumped nearly 7,000 gallons 
of liquid waste out of a coal mine 
on his property. 

On-scene EPA coordinator Fred 
Stroud said Hall told him he had 
been dumping the waste in ,the 
mine for about n dozen years. Hall 
has said he did not dump in the 
mine, but near it. 

Stroud ts in town this week, 
conducting well-water tests in the 
Bill Hall Branch of McDowell to 
detennine if waste from the mine 
has seeped into the water table and 
into the water supply. 

Hall has not been charged in 
connection with the mine dump­
mg.

1l1c Personal Rcspons1hility anJ 
Work Opportunity ReconciliatiOn 
Act of 1996 was signed by the 
Prc,idcnt on August 22. lt changes 
the Supplemental Security Income 

• (SSJ) rules for children, noncitizens, 
and others. A summary of the major 
provi~ions follows.

l once taught at a high .school 
where you could not keep the :.tu­
dents in class if there was a fight 
anywhere on the campus or in the 
buildings. Someone would call out 
"fight," and all the studenrs would 
get up and run out of the classrooms 
to sec the tight How sad this is that 
people's feet are swift to run to 
trouble! 

Many people today arc running 
everywhere. but they don't know 

• hy If we're gomg to run m thts 
race, we must know why we are 
running. "Many shall run lO and fro, 
and knowledge shall be mcreased'' 
(Daniel 12:4). 

"Know yc not that they which 
run in a race run all, but one 
receiveth the prize? So run, that ye 
may obtain" ( l Corinthians 9:24). l 
know a 47-ycar-old schoolteacher 
who ran the New York Marathon. 
He said he ran just to see if he could 
finish the race. He did finish the 26 
miles and, with great joy. crossed 
the finish line. 

"For by thee I have run through a 
troop: by my God have I leaped 

a. over a wall" (2 Samuel 22:30). A 
troop is made up of a great number 
of soldiers. David was able to run 
through them because he knew God 
would go with him. God also helped 
him leap over a wall. Psalm 19:5 
tells us it takes a strong per~on to 
run in a race. So if we are strong in 
the ~ord, the ,·ictory will be ours. 

Isaiah used an eagle as an exam­
ple because he knew an eagle could 
fly high and still be able to sec a rat 
on the ground three miles away. If 
we allow th~ Holy Ghost to lead us, 

- we wall not lose the race we are run· 
ning. 

• God put His hand upon Elijah (I 
Kings 18:43, 46), and he outran 
horses and a chariot down Mt . 
Carmel (Mt. Carmel is 1.742 feet 
h1gh and the mountain range is 15 
miles long). Elijah was able to out­
run horses because he was touched 
by the hand of God. 

"If thou hast run with the foot· 
men, and they have weaned thee. 
then how canst thou contend with 
horses?" {Jeremiah 12:5) 

When God touches me. I can 
run. even lhough I have a hard time 
walking."Ye did run well; who d1d 
bander you that ye should not obey 
the truth?" (Galatians 5:7). We can 
run all we want to run. but the truth 
is, if we haven't been touched by 
the hand of God, we run in vain. We 
must know why we do the. thmgs 
we do. Ltke the teacher I spoke of 
previously, he knew he was running 
t<'l sec if he could finish the race. 

Hebrews 12:1 tells us that we 
must run the race befme us wuh 
patience. When I was in the Air 
Force, they made us run a two-1mle 
track. Many times. my sJde would 
hun from running, but I never g.'lve 
up. T ahvays completed the race. No 
matter how much 1 hun, I kept on 
going. It's the same way in our spir­
itual race-no matter how many 
times'we hurt, we must keep going 
because the prize is at the end of the 
race. We must never give up. 

I have bun many limes. but I run 
still in the race, running for God. 
When my son was killed in a car 
accident, when my father died, and 
when my brother died, 1 had to keep 
on runmng because I wanted to fin· 
ish the race. I have hurt so bad that 
no one could help me, and, like 
David, l had to encourage myself. 
Like Elijah, 1 have been ready to 
give up. but the hand of God nlways 
touched me and put me back in the 
race. 

Paul states in his epic:tle to the 
Galatians: ~Then founeen years 
after I went up again to Jerusalem 
with Barnabas. and took 'litus with 
me also. And I went up by revela­
tion, and communicated unto them 
that gospel which I preach runong 
the Gentiles, but privately to them 
which were of reputation, le:.t but 
privately to them which were of 
reputation. lest by any means I 
should run, or had run, in vaan'' 
(Galatians 2: l. 2) 

So, I say unto all of us running in 
the race. never stop. Jesus said lie 
would stick with us. so run, run, 
run, until we fimsh the raCl' uf life.

On behalf of the family I would like to express our dcepcl;l 

thankl> and gratitude to all of those who were here today to say 
farewell to our mother and mamaw, Berniece Webb Porter. We 
appreciate all of those who have vis1ted the funeral home dur­
ing the past three day~. those who have called. broughl lood. 
sent flowers, and whu have had ktnd words to say at such a dil· 
ficull time. You will always be wannly remembered and we 
thank you so very much. 

Throughout this ordeal, our every thought and concern has 
been to do what Mamaw would have wanted so that she would 
be happy and proud of the way her family had treated her while 
she was living and at her death. It is our hope today that we can 
capture the true spirit of this remarkable lady who wa~. to us, 
the epitome of all that IS virtuous. honest. and pure. This is ,..,,.,, .... ,~.,," 
written as one last tribute to a woman who was dearly loved 
and who will be desperately missed by everyone. 

Bemeice Webb Porter, age 89, was born on July 9, 1907 a1 
Allen, Kentucky. She was one of five children bom unto the 
union of the late James and Grace Allen Webb of Allen. She 
had two brothers: James Jr. and Bruce and two sisters: Blanche and Imogene. 

As a child, the family left the Allen area for a brief period and lived in at least 
three different states. In a summary of her life, which she never lived to .finish, 
Mamaw related that their first move was to Oklahoma in 1914. Her father, James 
Webb taffecuonatcly known as Daddy Jim). boughr a fann there which is still 
owned by the famaly after nearly 82 years! After four year:. on the farm in 
Oklahoma. the family moved to Ft. Pierce, Flonda where Daddy Jam bought and 
operated a dairy. The next move was 10 Vigo, Ohio m 1919. Alter two years in 
Ohao. the family returned to Allen whtch had always been cons1dcred 'home' 

II was back in Allen that Mamaw met and eventually manied Hesman Porter 
on May 20. 1925. This was a union that was 10 last 71 years! 1bis couple brought 
forth four chtldren: Paul. James Henry, Tom, and Kathcnnc Grnce. Jn her auto­
biography she described living with Granny and Grandpaw P011cr for the first 
five years of their marriage. During this time three of her four children were born. 
She reflected that Paul was born in Granny's bedroom. Kathenne was born m the 
early evening. and James Henry was born after a huge storm lhe night before. 

Mamaw further relates how they acquired the land and hegan building their 
dream home on Railroad Street m Allen. They lived in the basement while the 
up~tairs was being finhhed II \\'liS here that their forth chald, Tom. was born. It 
was to be a house of many happy times and some ~d ones also. 

In the spnng of 1956, they lost their beloved daughter. Kathenne Grace, to 
cancer. Prior to her death. a grandson. Olin Wayne Elhou. had died after a bnef 
illness. In spite of thctr grief. they were comforted in the knov.ledgc that they 
were needed to help lead and guuie the lives of Kathenne's three pre<:1ous babaes: 
Wiley Herman, Robert O'neal, and Lona Bemlt.~e. Eventually, Olm Andre\\ II 
(Andy) was welcomed mto lhe family. 

Kathenne's brolhers provided their parents wuh nmc addiunnal grandclul­
drcn. Paul had four ch1ldrcn: James Lacy, Linda Lou. Paul Douglas. aml Paula 
Jane. James Henry had three children: James Davu:i, Janact• Faye, and Brenda 
Grace. Tom had two children: Gregory and Pamela. These: 13 gramkhildrcn 
have. in tum. produced 27 great-grandchildren and 3 grc:ll·gn:at-grnnchildren! 
This makes a total fam1ly unll of70 people. 

Eve.ryone who knew Berniece Porter realized how much she loved her famt­
ly. She was totally devoted to them and spent her life as a homemaker and book· 
keeper for her husband's two businesses: Allen Water Compan) and Berman 
Porter's TV Company. She requucd that everyone use famtly label sucb as 'aunt' 
or 'uncle' or 'granny' or 'grandpaw' to show family ties and rc~pect. She loved 
for her family 10 join hands and stand m a circle for family prayer. She looked 
forward to the annual family reunions so she could see her large family and hug 
each one indtvidually. She counseled family members often to love the Lord and 
to live a Christian life. She stressed the value of being frugal and exerctsing good 
home management skills. She valued personal health and was thankful to be able 
to work hard and be independent. This is exemplified in I Thessalonians 4:11 
which says, "Malee it your ambition to lead a quiet life. to mind your own busa­
ness and to work with your hands so that your daily hfe may win rhe respect of 
outsiders and so that you wall not be dependent on anyb<xl) .. "Waste not, want 
not" and "idleness IS the de\·11's workshop" were two of her most memorable say­
Ings. 

Be5ides her fam1ly, Bemtece's greatest love was the Lord Tins great love wn~ 
evident an her unselfish devouon to the lords work through her church. She was 
the oldest living membtr of the Allen Baptist Church and played an .acttvc role 
an various acU\illes during her seventy-year membership. Much of her work wa<. 
bemg a Sunday School Teacher and holding various leudcr!>htr roles m the W.MU 
(Women's Missionary Unum) organization. 

This Christian spirit wa~ not hmited to just her church work. 
It was the basis of all of her relattonships. She spoke of Christ, 
she rejoiced in Christ, and she Jived a Christ-like life. She wore 
the countenance of Chri~t on her face: 

You could ~ce 1t in her twinkling eyes. 
You could ~ec il in her tender smile. 
You could feel it in the wann touch of ber hugs and kisses. 
Over the years she quoted thousands of Bible verses reveal-

mg her loyalty 10 Christ. Her actions confirmed her sincerity. 
She taught her family that hardship and adversity were as much 
a pan oflife as binh and death, but held to the belief that "all 
thmgs work to the good for those who are called according to 
His purpose." 

What an example she has been for her family and 
frieods .. Jdnd. loving. gentle, patient, pure. virtuous, hardwork· 
ing, thrifty. industrious, and wise! What a legacy she has left 
for us! How much richer our lives are for having known her! 
She was never ordinary ... she was SPECIAL! 

A huge void has been left m our lives at her passing. We 
will mis~ her tembly but we will find comfort in the knowledge that she bas gone 
to a bettc.'r world and is with her loved ones there. As Saint Paul states in Second 
11mothy. "For I am already being poured out like a drink offering, and the time 
has come for my departure. 1 have fought the good fight. r have finished the race. 
1 have kept the faith. Now there is in store for me the crown of righteousness 
whtch the Lord. the righteous Judge. will award to me on that day." 

On September 21 at her borne in Allen. with her husband and family by her 
side, Bemaece left her earthly body to return ttl her Father's Mansion. I am sure 
God l~ saymg. ''Well done thou good and faithtul servant-well done!" 

If she could leave one message with us today, it would surely be to reach with· 
m our~lvcs and find whatever good is present. Then. we should nurture that good 
so that we can grow in truth and light in the hope that one day soon we can see 
ChriM uno once again be together as a family forever. 

Sh.: died Sepl. 21. 1996. at her own home, conscious of her surroundings, 
wuhout pain, surrounded by her loved ones. holding her husband's hand.

on all our lives. For me, it was as a ~mall boy who sat beside her in church each 
Sunday morning for most of my youth. As I have tried to come to terms with her

Some are being 
devoured by ~harks, some unable untler their own power to continue swimming 
agamst the rowcrful waves repeatedly poundmg against their bodies. But let 
those Ql us sull struggling look up. What is that bnghtly lighting up the dark 
ocean with seurchlights? It's a vessel. a huge craft, motionless and stable against 
lhe violenr waves. As 11 approaches, its insigma can barely be made out. It is the 
U.S.S. ksus Chrhr, and look, hfejackcts are being lhrown out to all who but wave 
for help under the glare of the ~earchlights ... therc is hope of salvation.

We are here today to celebrate the fact lhat one whom we love so dearly. who 
has \\Om 1he Savior's life jacket now for so long, waiting patiently throu$h many 
stomls. has linaUy been puiJed aboard the great vessel, bound to a beauuful des­
tination called Heaven. Those of us wearing the Savior's life jacket know that we 
too will one day be reunited with her altha! portal called Heaven. No longer does 
she experience life's pounding waves, the dangerous forces which had weakened 
her heallh. Let us see nnd be comforted by the fact that what has transpired this 
weekend for our sister m Christ represents a SUCCESSFUL RESCUE! We have 
wunessed her being lifted aboard the great shap by the Savior. 

The question on all our mmds, "Will we see her agam?" should be more 
appropnatCI) rephmsed, "Will .she se.: us agrun1'' For you see. she has been res­
cued, her status IS SECURE, .she rests comfortably aboard the U.S.S. Jesus Christ. 
We. )lowcver, still \!niggle against the chaOtic sea, ine\itably to perish unless we 
don the free g1f1 of the Savior's hfe Jacket. I beheve it is her desire to see us ALL 
ng:nn one day very soon. Let us all reach for the LIFE JACKET!

TRY THIS TRICK FOR LATE 

SUMMER'S 
SUSPENDED BASS 

Suspended bass give many 
anglers fits. but Gutdo Hihdon and 
his son Dion have figured a way to 
turn the tables and giYe Utosc ba.c;<; 
fits. 

"Basically, "'hat we do 1:> drop 
big, eight and 10-inch plastic 
worms down to them,·· says 
Hibdon. former world bass fis1ung 
champion and a member of the 
Johnson Outboards Pro Staff. 

"We don't try to work the lures 
at all. We simply pitch the worms 
out and let them drop through the 
schools of fish. The bass hit them 
as they're falling." 

Coming from an angler of 
Hibdon's credentials-he won the 
1988 Bass Masters Classic* as 
well as back to back B.A.S.S. 
Angler of the Year titles in 1990 
and 1991-it sounds simple, and it 
is. 

"Late in the summer before 
bass start moving to the creeks to 
feed, they often suspend off long. 
deep points or over deep ridges 
and humps," explains Hibdon. 

"The fish may only be about 10 
feet down in water that might be 
40 or 50 feet deep, so they are 
accessible." 

"What Dion and I do is a rig a 
big plastic worm wtth a 1/8 or pos­
sibly a 1/4 ounce slip sinker and 
simply make a cast so the worm 
falls into the school of fish, You 
can locate the bass with depthfind­
ers because they tend to gather in 
big schools. but you don't fish 
them vertically because you can 
spook them." 

The Johnson pro says the light 

sinker allows the worm to fall 
slowly and probably gtves the bass 
plenty of time to study it. The lure 
appears to be a meal too good to 
pnss up, so a fish takes it. 

"Wh~·n we're fishmg this way, 
we don't work the lure at all," 
TI•hdon emphasizes. "We've tried 
a lot of different lures. includtng 
the smaller tube jigs and grubs that 
have a lot more action, but the big 
plastic worms get much better 
results if we simply let them fall 
naturally.' ' 

That means watching the line 
where it enters the water for a tell­
tale twitch because the strikes may 
be ltght. cautions the Missouri pro. 

"This really seems to be one of 
the best ways I've ever tried to 
catch suspended bass," says 
Hidden. "Most of the time, sus­
pended bass are not particularly 
active fish. and you genera1ly do 
much better forgetting about them 
and looking for other fish else­
where." 

"The btg schools of fish Dion 
and I were locating were intrigu­
ing to us, however, so we just kept 
expenmenting with different lures 
and techniques until we found 
something that works." 

"Actually. using the big worm 
was practically a last resort. We'd 
tried nearly everything else in our 
tackle boxes without any success 
at all. For some reason, the bass 
I ike that lure."

MUDDY WATER REQUIRES 
SLOW, CAREFUL FISHING 

Like most full-time profession­
al bass fishermen, Mickey Bruce 
fishes fast, firing casts like a gun­
slinger of the old West. 

The only time he really slows 
down IS when he's forced to fish 
silty, muddy water. 

·'I think bass may have a diffi­
cult time breathing and taking in 
oxygen from the water when it's 
really sllty," says Bruce, a member 
of the Evinrude Outboards Pro 
Staff and a former guide on 
Georgia's Lake Lanier. 

"I do know the fish become 
much Jess active, so if you're 
forced to fish lD those conditions 
you're in for a long day." 

When he's forced into muddy 
water, the first thing Bruce looks 
for is some type of natural filtering 
agent, such as vegetation. 

"Muddy water is basically 
moving water, at least in the 
beginning,'' he explains. "and veg­
etation like milfoil and wjregrass 
catches the silt particles being 
washed in.'' 

"I believe that's one reason a 
good place to fish in rising water 
is along the shoreline. especially a 
brushy, leafy shore. That vegeta­
tion catches the silt." 

When he can't find vegetation 
to fish, Bruce moves to heavy 
cover like stumps, logs. brush and 
fallen timber in shallow water. 

''The keys are to slow down and 
make very. precise presentations," 
says the Evinrude pro. "The bass 
tend to be very shallow, some­
times in water Jess than a foot 
deep, but they are not active." 

''You have to make multiple 
casts or presentations and work 
your lures very slowly and 
methodically." 

Among the lures Bruce uses 
most often in muddy water are 
small jigs, and his presentation 
becomes a combination of short 
range pitching and flipping rather 
than casting. 

"I fish a lot of willow bushes 
and clumps of grass or small trees 
if I can find them," he says. "but 
most of the time fallen logs and 
stumps will also hold bass under 
these conditions. 

"In fact, 1 remember a tourna­
mem in Mississippi several years 
ago where some of the fishermen 
reported catching fish instde hol­
low sttunps and logs." 

If it is possible. Bruce may 
elect to run ehher far down the 
lake to get ahead of the advancing 
mud, or he may go as far up the 
lake to get behmd it. 

"Sometimes, some of the places 
that clear the quickest are m the 
very backs of tributary creeks far 
upriver,'' he explains. "These are 
the spots that muddy first, but 
they're also the first ones to clear. 
If you can make the long boat ride, 
these are places to remember." 

Overall, however, Bruce advis­
es anglers that fishing slow and 
carefully is the best tactic.

Canadian Wildlife exhibit teaches preservation I Coors & Coors Light

\\'e had a wonderful turnout for 
the "Canadian Wildlife" program m 
PCC's Pike Auditorium last Friday 
evening, September 20. 

People were sitting in a1sle and 
standing in door-
ways to catch a 
glimp~c of the 
five adorable 
animals which 
were brought all 
the way from 
Cadiz by our 
Community 
Biology Club 
and PCC's 
Division of Bio­
logical Sc1ences 
for us to enjoy. 

Those of you 
who v. ere unable 
to auend m1ght 
be interested in 
the things we 
learned about these fui'T)', fuzzy, 
nocturnal (active at night) cremurcs 
from Canada's nonhern temtory. 

We were first introduced to a 
cute, six-month-old Arctic fox. 
which lives in the nonhcrnmost 
region of Canada. 

It differs from its more southern 
relatives in that it has a shorter 
snout and ears. 

This adaptation reduces the 
chances of their free1ing in the 
severe winter temperatures of the 
Arctic (sometimes ns low as -70°C). 
Its ta1l is very long, and might get to 
be as long as 60 centimeters or so (2 
feet) when full-grown. In summer, 
this fox's coat is shiny grey, as we 
saw it, but in winter it becomes pure 
white, which helps the ammal blend 
in with its snowy environment. 

This is a camouflaging adapta­
tion that protects it from predators, 
chiefly the polar bear. The Arctic 
fox lives 10 dens up to 40 feet deep 
which may have as many us I 00 
openings! These dens arc often 
inherited from their relatives of 
many generations. 

The fox is mainly carnivorous 
(meat-eating), eattng small birds 
and their eggs, lemmings, moles, 
and other small mammals. In spring

and summer, though, they eat 
berries of all kinds. 

Our second "visitor" from the 
Canadian wilderness was a 
silver/red fox. Unlike the Arctic 
fox, which was very calm through­
out the program, this one was skit­
tish and constantly tried to get out 
of its trainer's firm hold. 

SnCMshoe Hare 

keen eyes and catching them with 
their strong, razor-sharp talons 
(claws/toes). In fact, they can spot a 
field mouse, for instance, from as 
much as 1/4 mile up in the sky. 

They are also scavengers and 
feed on dead animals we see 
in nature and on our road­
ways. Pound-for-pound (and 
this specimen weighs 2 lfl), 
the falcon is considered one 
of the strongest animals 
known. 

When flying from Canada 
to go south to the tip of South 
America for the winter, it may 
soar as high as 5 miles up in 
the sky. 

The critter we saw was 
very feisty during the pro­
gram and not at all agreeable 
to being on display in front of 
over 300 human beings! 

Even though it is quite 
common everywhere in North 

America, few of us have ever seen a 
porcupine up close. 

We are (or our dogs are!) pretty 
familiar with the spines it shoots. 

The porcupine, however, is quite 
docile and timid. and would rather 
run away from trouble than have to 
face it and shoot spines. It was 
amusing to see this Canadian native

If the local VA office does not 
change its decision based on your 
letter of disagreement and still docs 
not grant the benefit you claimed, it 
will prepare anll mail a Statement 
of the Case as well as VA Fonn 9. 

~ You may use that fonn to state 
the benefit you are seelcing and 10 

point out any mistakes you think 
VA made. VA Fonn 9 includes a 
section used to request a B VA hear­
ing. 

Q-How much time do 1 have 
• to appeal the VA regional office's 

continued denial of the benefit? 
A-You must submit VA Fonn 

9 within 60 days of your rece1pt of 
the Statement of the Case (the 
mailing that included VA Fonn 9). 

"' However, you may have a 
longer period of time if less than a 
year has passed since the VA 
regional office mailed its original 
decision. 

In the latter case, you have until 
the one-year anniversary if it is 
~onger than the 60-dny period. 

Q-1 bad been in the ho:ipital 
and missed the 60-day deadline 
to rtle the appeal Corm. I did not 
have new e"idence. Do I have any 
options? 

A-You may ask for an ex ten-
\~ sion of the 60-day period for filing 

a substantive appeal by writing to 
the local VA office handling your 
appeal. 

Q-1 forgot to send in my VA 
life insurance premium payment 
on time. Is there a grace period 
before my insurance will expire? 

A-Yes. Insureds are allowed 
31 days after the due date to pay 
any premium except the tirst pre­
mium. 

Q-I was recently advised 
that Congress had passed a law 
that allows 'me to claim dividends 
on my VA life insurance, even if I 
let it lapse. Is this true? 

A-No. This hoax has been cir­
culating for many years. Dividends 
are payable only if the insurarJCe is 
in force and dividends apply only 
to certain policie:.. 

These dividends are paid auto­
matically. You do not need to apply 
for them. You have a policy that 
pays dividends if your government 
life insurance policy number is pre­
fixed with V, RS, W,. J, JR. JS, or 
K. 

Q-What are the alternatives 
to receiving dividends? 

• A-Instead of receiving a divi-
dend check each year, policyhold­
ers may use them to buy additional 
insurance, leave them in their 
account to earn interest, apply them 
to repay a loan taken against the 
insurance policy, or use them to 
pay future premiums in advance. 

Q-May I have a combination 
of these options? 

A-No. but if you choose VA's 
Net Premium Billing option, VA 
will automatically deduct your pre­
mium from your dividend and you 
will be billed for the difference. If 
your dividend is larger than your 

• premium. you can choose to 
receive a ched for the balance or 
use the balance to buy additional 
insurance or to pay off a loan on 
your policy.

Rick Johnson, 41, of Hi Hat. is 
in a hurry on his road to glory. 

Although he doesn't like to 
admit it, Johnson is a singer who 
has turned down recording con­
tracts with country, pop, and 
cross-over positive recording 
labels. He even turned down an 
offer from individuals who are 
now associated with Atlantic 
Records, a major music label. 

But that isn't the road Johnson 
wants to take or the path that God 
is leading him.

Senior citizens. as most of you 
know by now, changes in Medicare 
are sweeping the country. If you 
have not felt the impact of these 
changes yet, you will in the near 
future. 

These changes. like most all 
changes that affect our health and 
financial well-being, will not be 
readily accepted at the onset. 

In an effort to broaden our 
understanding of our changing 
Medicare, I am gomg to highlight 
portions of "Your Guide to 
Understanding-An Important 
Message From Med1care." 
Sometimes I will quote entire sec­
tions because this mformation is 
vitally important for all Medicare 
recipients to know. You will find 
this information beneficial. though 
in some ways disheartening, as 
changes take place that could affect 
you and those you love. 

Because Medicare is of great 
importance to senior citi1.ens. the 
next several weeks ymy weekly 
Sunshine Lines column will be 
dedicated to making you aware of 
some of the rules and some of your 
rights. as they stand today. 

Because of the fast-paced 

changes. I called the Medicare 
Beneficiary Hotline today to see if 
the booklet I recently acqu1red IS 

out-of-date . The representatives 
said, "There are a lot of changes 
taking place. but that guide is still 
current," 

A P9rtion of the introducuon to 
th1s booklet states. 'The purpose of 
this booklet is to introduce to you, 
hopefully before admission. one of 
tho.e very important papers that 
""ill require your signature. An 
important Message from 
Medicare.'' 

The introduction continues to 
outline sections that contains infor­
mation that is of great importance 
to all who are covered by 
Medicare. 

Since the booklet, in my opin­
ion, focuses attention on a two page 
"government-issued document. .. 
that will require your signature.'' it 
would be well to concentrate on 
this today. The booklet states that 
" ... the print is usually rather 
small ... ". The foresections of the 
booklet have been prepared as an 
introduction to this ''two page doc­
ument" so that you will " ... under­
stand what it is that requires your 
signature." 

Today space will only allow me 
the opportunity to highlight that 
document. In the weeks ahead the 
entire document will be printed in 
this column. 

The "government issued docu­
ment,'' as I stated above, is titled: 
An Important Message From 
Medicare. This document might or 
might not be printed on provider 
stationery. It states "Your Rights 
While You Are A Medicare 
Hospital Patient" It encourages 

you to. "Talk to Your Doctor About 
Your Stny in the Hospital." The 
document that you will be requned 
to sign, states your nghts "If You 
1lunk You Arc Being Asked to 
Leave the Hospttnl Too Soon.'' lt 
explains, "How to Request a 
Review of the Nonce of 
Noncoverage." Precedmg the 
explanation there is bold printing, 
(unusual from the eye straming 
print used in other sections of the 
document), tJnd it is boxed in with 
a hell\'Y black burdcr. lt is impor­
tant to note here, nnd it will be 
cmphas1zcd in future articles, that 
you can request an "immediate 
fCVICW," 

You are not given information in 
the document you must sign. 
regarding the "Notice of provision 
or what rights you have if you miss 
the "immedinte review" deadline. 
These are things you must know. 

The last two sections of this 
"government issued document." 
prior to your signature, discusses 
"Post-Hospital Care" and 
''Acknowledgement of Receipt." 
The Jailer needs 10 be read careful­
ly and understood thoroughly. 
Though the ''Acknowledgment of 
Receipt'' is only one sentence in 
length it. in my opinton, makes two 
separate statements. The content of 
the "Acknowledgment of Receipt," 
I feel, could prove problematic to 
Medicare recipients. 

At the end of the document a 
signature is required and it is to be 
dated showing the date on which it 
is signed. 

Although this booklet is very 
well designed and offers much to 
broaden our understanding of the 
new Medicare, I am fearful that

I Ie becam<.' the 26th pre!'idenl ollhe 
Uniled States on September 1-t, 1901, alter 
President \1\'illi,un i\kKinlcv \\'i1S ::.hot to 
death. He was the youngest president P\'er, 
ascending to offil:e shortly before his 43rd 
birthda\'. 

Roose,·elt w<~c; born m New York C1h, the son 
of a prosperous gla~s importer.

Tht' signing 
of this important document was the beginning 
of the United States. 

After the Revolution.1rv \V.1r, Ad.1ms bec<1me 
a diplomat. His l'fforb.to be friendly with 
other countries helped earn reco~ition for 
the United States «nd fair treatment by other 
countries. Then m 1801, Adam::. began a term 
as president. His prt::siclency was dedacated 
to maintaining order cmd building pride 1n 
America. After ::;erving a~ president, Adnms 
retired to his home in ~ l.bsachusetts. lie died 
at his home on Julv 4, '1826, the 50th 
annh·ersar) of the' ::;agning of the Dednration 
of Independence.
