.Disturbance aboard bus may 
have contributed to mishap

A Floyd County bus driver had been having 
problems with students on the vehicle for sever­
al days before <tn accident earlier this month that 
sent nearly 50 students to the hospital. 

A preliminary investigation conducted by 
the Kentucky State Police shows that a stu­
dent disturbance led to the accident and that 
the driver, Elinda Green, was apparently try· 
ing to control the students .,., hen the crash oc· 
curred 

While no charges arc nnucipated against 
Green, Trooper Make Goble, public affairs offi­
cers for the Kentucky State Police, said the in­
vestigation is continumg under the direcuon of 
Trooper Vic Brown. 

Da,·id Layne, trnnsportntion director for the 

school .system, would not say 1uesdny whether 
there would be discaplinM) actions against 
Green by the school system because he had not 
seen the entire accident report 

In an interview last Fridny. G1cen s:ud the 
problems started about a week before the Octo· 
ber 16 wreck in which the bu~ she Wlls driving 
veered to the right and plowed into a parked coal 
truck at the top of Garrett Hill on Route 80 near 
the Aoyd-Knott County line. 

"A parent called 1n and said their grade school 
student smelled like smoke and that I wns letting 
students smoke on the bus," Green said. "David 
Layne told me to put the grnde school students in 
the back of the bus and the high school students 
in the front so 1 could make sure they weren't 
smoking." 

But, she said, the grade school students were 
more of a problem m the back of the bus than 

they were in the front. 
"Two davs before the acc1dent, I went home 

with a sore' throat from yelling at them to he 
quiet," Green said. That's when she said she 
made the decision to move the high schonl stu· 
dents to the back of the bus and the grade school­
ers to the front. 

On the day of the accident, she said she mnde 
her first run with the younger student.<> in the 
back and the older ones in the front, but she said 
the grade school students made so much no1se 
that she told the high school students to s1t in the 
back when she picked up her second run at Allen 
Central High School. 

Green said when she nmved at Duff Elemen· 
tary, the younger students began complaaning 
that they had to sit in the front of the bus

Only three of 30 homes m the 
B1ll Hall Branch of Floyd County 
have water upplies that are not 
contammated w ath bacteria. 

It could be a couple of weeks, 
however, before Environmental 
Protecuon Agency officials deter· 
mine if the bacteria comes from 
sewage and other contaminants re­
portedly dumped into an aban­
doned mine by Sam Hall. 

"We were up there Wednesday, 
Thur day and Friday giving people 
the result~ of our tests," Fred 
Stroud, on-scene coordinator, said 
Munday. "While we didn't find any 
chemicals 1n those water supplies, 
we did determine that only three of 
th~ 30 water supplies tested were 
not contaminated with bacteria." 

Stroud said EPA officials ad· 
v1sed homeov.ncrs whose wells 
tested positive for bacteria to not 
use the water without addiuonal 
treatment. 

'7hat could be boiling or chlo· 
rination," Stroud said. "But we re­
ally ad\·ased them lO use bottled 
wmer.'' 

The EPA bns supplied bonled 
water to area residents ror their 
usc. 

"We don't know if Sam's dump. 
ing 1s the source of this bacteria or 
whether they've done it themselves 
by having their septic !;ystem too 
close to their water supply," Stroud 
said. 

But the EPA will find out m the 
next few weeks. A dye trace should 
be complete m about two weeks to 
determine if water that flows 
through the mine flows into the 
area water supplies 

'"Th1s is not a good sign, how­
e-.er," Stroud said.

The Floyd County Sohd Waste 

Comm1sston wall pay $107,000 
from the March J 994 Sohd Waste 
Board account, and make 

$1.783.33 monthly payments for 
five years to resolve the deht. 

Solid Wa.-;te cxecuuvc d1rcctor 
Mike Vance told llw hoaul abuut 
the agreement Monday during 11s 
regular meeting. 

He said the old account has a 
balance of ahout $4CX.l.OOO und the 
$107,000 payment will come from 
that account. The monthly payment 
will be pa1d from the current hud­
get.

"When they get suspended they 
say that's fine," driver Teresa Scott 
sa1d. "They ~ant to stay home." 

Joe Ed Slone, ~ho has driven a 
bus for 31 years. said that the 
school system is more interested in 
getting its average-daily-atten­
dance money for having those ch•l· 
dren in school than for making 
them understand the imponance of 
behaving on the buses. 

"They think more of money than 
of safety." Don Wireman. another 
driver, sa1d. 

Layne, however. said the mech­
anism is already m place to keep 
drivers and the students safe and 
that the drivers need to write the 

~tudents up more often so they have 
.n record of how many ttmes stu­
dents have misbehaved. He nls<l 
sntd the drivers can be extreme .md 
that ~orne want students kicked off 
for 30 days or the rest of lhe year 
for the student's first mfracuon of 
the rules. 

"If they never turn them an, the 
pnncipal can't do anything," he 
said. "The princtpal needs to look 
at each situation. but J'ye found 
them more than fair to work wllh." 

He said sometimes the drivers 
don't take the time to write up the 
students. "They have to turn them.'' 
he said. "A lot of times they'll say 
the students have masbchavcd five 
or SIX times, but they don't have the 
paperwork to back them up,'' 

But drivers said the policic<: and 
rules aren't enough. 

"You have to write lhem up four 
or five times before anything is 
done," Green said. "What if you 
don't have four or five times?" 

He said the mixture of students 
on the buses can sometimes cause a 
problem. 

"In the classroom, you usually 
have one level of student." he said . 
"In the bus you have students in 
kmderganen through 12th grade. 
It's a one-room schoolhou!>c with 
wheels." 

Drivers said they also have 

problems with parents who thmk 
the1r children can do no wrong. 

Julian sa1d two boys got ofT the 
hus a few days ago ready to beat 
each other. She said she told anoth­
er student to hurry home and tell 
her mother so that she could stop 
them. Later that evcmng, she said 
she got a call from the mother 
wMting to know why Julian want­
ed the httle gtrlto tell on her broth· 
cr. 

"I had 40 or 45 students on the 
hus. I couldn't get off the bus and 
deal with them," she said. "My 
responsibility end:-. when they get 
off the bus. I wns just trying to 
make sure they would be okay. 
Parents don't ask what happened. 
they accuse us of domg something 
wrong. They thinlc their kids can do 
no wrong." 

She satd she wonders why the 
board places the responsibility for 
I 00 students a dny on bus drivers 
who have no authority over the 
children. "It's not frur 10 put us in 
that pos1tion.'' she saJd. ''They don't 
hsten 

"There's gomg to be another 
accident unless they do some­
thing," Scott added. 

All the dnvers agreed that seat 
belts arc not the answer and that 
monitors on the huscs won't have 
thc authority to do anything either.

He also stated that the county had a surplus of money at the end of the 
year. He didn't tell you about all the bonds that have been sold to finance a 
race track, another jail, and what we will eventually end up paying on the 
new courthouse, a million dollar hole in the gound (the landfill) that had to 
be filled back in because they wouldn't listen to the state. This money could 
have been better spent to give people better roads and water lines. Don't 
be misled about 12,000 people being moved, no one will have to move, you 
will live at the same place, vote at the same place, and will be able to vote 
for all three commissiners instead of one magistrate. Distrticts will be equal 
in population and each commissioner will have to be elected and live in that 
district. Changing to the commissioner form of government will not cure all 
of our problems, but it will give the people the tools to return the county back 
to the people. What we have now is not working. 

Hubert and Betty Puckett 
owed the Pike Solid Waste 
Commission. 

The Pike County Fiscal Coun 
earlier rejected Floyd County's 1994 
proposal to pay a past due account. 
The county also proposed to pay an 
additional S 10.000 each month and 
to increase that amount monthly 
until the old debt was retired. 

Pike magistrates rejected the 
offer and proposed another plan that 
would ha\e repaid the debt by June 
20, 1994. The two cowts could not 
agree on Pike County's proposal and 
the conflict has continued on the 
issue since. 

Part of the problem has involved 
a dispute over how much Floyd 
County owes Pike Fiscal Coun. 

Fonner Judge-Executive John M. 
Stumbo said in 1994 that the county 
did not owe the amount billed to 
them at the time because fonner 
Pike County officials agreed to 
accept waste from Floyd County at a 
reduced cost and because Floyd 
County accepted Pike County'~ 
trash when the Garth landfill was in 
operation.

Kenvirons Engineering, Frankfon. 

The remaining balance, 

65.70 percenl, according to the min­
utes of the meeung. 

Cooley reponed to the board 
Monday that a series of three letters 
are being sent out to collect pa<;t-due 
garbage bills. He said the fJrst of the 
series has been mailed and that he 
has seen a positive response in the 
payment of bills. 

·'The second letter will be more 
stem, and the third will be very 
stem," Cooley said. "The nex1letter 
will be sent by a collection agency.'' 

"We are trying everything from a 
company standpoint to get the col­
lection rate up," he said. "We need 
to get the legal process going to get 
people to pay.''

Bat1lcy said the solid waste com­
mission is required by the state and 
the federal Environmental Protec­
tion Agency to close the landfill.

Gubser, director of the division 
of management assistance with the 
state Department of Education, 
said she could not comment on the 
invesugatton. but d1d sny there had 
been some concerns raised about 
Brackett's acti vtties.

"I started to get out of the truck 
when I looked in the mirror and saw 
her over the white line," he said at 
the time. ''I grabbed the steering

He could face up to 40 years in 
prison and a $1 million fine on the 
murder-for-hire conviction.

Floyd County's newest superin· 
tendent hns taken up restdence at the 
Floyd County Board of Education 
and is moving ahead with a deficit 

~ reduction plan put into place by for­
~ mer superintendent Or. John 

Balentine. 
"He seems to be getting along 

fine," Phil Damron, the school 
board's nHomey. said Tuesday. 
Lou1e Murtin, a former Corbin 
superintendent, was hired by the 
board October 23 and met with other 
school administrators Thursday and 
Friday. He officially assumed the 
duties of superintendent on Monday. 

His contract calls for him to serve 
the system until a new supcrinten-

4t dent is named or 100 days, whichev­
er comes first. 

"He's retired and can only work 
100 day~." Damron said. 

Martin is being paid $300 a day 
plus a S75 per day living expense. 
the state average, according to 
Damron. 

"That's a state standard," he said. 
"If a superintendent is appointed by 
the state, that's what they get." 

Martin will begin the preliminary 
work at the November 12 meeting of 

' the Floyd County Boaid to get a 
search started for a new permanent 
superintendent. 

'"That's when he will give the 
board the direction the search should 
take," Damron said. 

The board will appoint one mem­
ber to serve on the superintendent 
search committee. Board mem~ 
Ray Brackett and Ursa! Ray Wilcox 
are eligible to serve, as is Eddie 
Patton, if he wins next Thesday's 
election. 

Board members Phyllis Honshell

The committee will also include

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Appeals court agrees with Caudill's ruling In Loving Memory

The Kentucky Court of Appeals 
has affirmed a decision by Circuit 
Judge John David Caudill that the 
Floyd Fiscal Court could dismiss a 
road crew worker from his job "at 
will." 

The opinion was rendered 
October 25 and states that Arnold 
Daniels was "an at-will employee 
subject to dismissal with or without 
cause." 

Daniels was employed as a road 
crew worker by the Floyd Fiscal 
Court, but was laid off due to "lack 
of work" on January 3, 1994. 
Daniels also submitted a letter of 
resignation at the same time. 

A few days after he was laid off, 
Daniels Learned that Hattie Owens, 
the wife of Magistrate Jac.kje 
Owens, was hired for the newly cre­
ated position of administrative crew 
leader. That position included the 
same duties and salary Daniels had 
before he was laid off. 

Daniels sued the court, saying he 
was wrongfully discharged, alleg­
ing he was dismissed in order to 
make way for a magistrate's wife. 
The former road worker later 
amended the complaint to add a 
count for violation of his civil 
rights. He also asserted be was enti­
tJed to a hearing if he wa~ fired for 

cause. 
While the wrongful discharge 

claim proceeded to a jury trial, the 
trial court denied the motion for the 
civil rights complaint. based on a 
one-year statute of limitations. 
Daniels amended his suit in 
February 1995, more than a year 
after he was dismissed from the job. 

At the close of Daniels' proof in 
the case, Caudill directed a verdict 
in favor of the fiscal court and 
found that Daniels was an at-will 
employee who could be terminated 
with or without cause. 

The appeals court suggests that 
the dismissal was not "ordinary," 
staung in the opmion affirming the 
dtsmissal that while the fiscal court 
argued that Daniels was discharged 
due to poor work performance and 
problems with alcohol, Magistrate 
Owens testified that Daniels' posi­
tion was simply eliminated and he 
was not hired for another position. 
Owens also testified that all 
employment ended at the end of 
each magistrate's term of office and 
employees had to reapply for posi­
tions at the beginning of the new 
term. 

The court also said the "subse­
quent hiring of Magistrate Owen's 
wife for the new position without 
any other applications taken, also 
appears unusual."

Tax bills will be 
in mailboxes soon

For the first time in several 
years, Floyd County residents can 
expect their property tax bills to be 
on time. 

"The 1996 property tax bills are 
ready to go out," Donna 
Thompson, office manager for 
Floyd County Sheriff Paul Hunt 
Thompson, said Tuesday. ''The tax 
bills will be mailed on the 31st. 
Tax collections will begin 
November 1." 

A five-year reassessment of all 
property in Floyd County has 
pushed back the mailing of tax 
bills in the past to the point where 
the sheriff's office has had to close 
its doors, except for essential 
employees. because of a lack of 
funds. 

The sheriff has also had to take 
out loans to cover costs until tax 
payments came into the office. 

That shouldn't be a problem 
this year. 

The sheriff's office will begin 
collecting payments on tax bills 
Friday morning. 

"They can get a discount if they 
pay by November 30," Donna 
Thompson said. 

Property owners will receive a 
two-percent discount if their pay­
ment is received by the end of the 
month. They should pay the face 
value of the bill between 
December 1 and December 31. A 
two-percent penalty will be added 
on January I and a ten-percent 
penalty is added on February 1. 

Thompson said she is recom­
mending that property owners 
mail their payments because of 
parking problems around the cour­
thouse. 

"If they want to get a receipt, 
they should send their bill, along 
with a self-addressed stamped 
envelope and we will mail back 
their receipt," she said. 

The sheriff's office will also be 
open from 8 a.m. to 1 p.m. on 
Saturdays to give residents more 
opportunities to make payments. A 
telephone line has been dedicated 
to tax questions and problems. 
Thompson said tax-related calls 
should be made to the 886-8965 
number.

BILL CURRY & LEGACY 
Lest we forget ... Bitt Curry told 

a friend last week, "This is the 
most humilint1ng and pa10ful 
experience J'vc ever gone through. 
But I just didn't get the job done, 
that's all." 

As Curry left last week, walk­
ing across the autumn painted 
University of Kentucky campus 
and away from his office at 
Commonwealth Stadium, some of 
us were left to stare forlornly. And 
the reasonable among us felt sad­
ness. 

• Much as we hope for our chil-
dren and ourselves, we yenrned for 
Curry to succeed at Kentucky if 
only because 'winning the right 
way' ought to triumph over the 
other way in competitive athletics. 

Instead, we arc left to mouth the 
words once more 'life isn't always 
fair.' And to endure the piety of 
some in the media. 

A Loui.sville sportswriter pulled 
on his coat of many colors a day 

• after Curry's firing and wrote, 'Let 
' not history viti fy him .. .'? Thts 

from a fellow who. for the last 
three seasons, led the VIlification 
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committee. 
Another columnist used the 

occasion to slap Curry's other 
cheek, using second-hand infor­
mation (that was not correct) to 
say the coach is dishonest. 

"If it's true that Curry promised 
{Tim) Couch that he would open 
up the offense for h1m," Billy 
Reed wrote, "then that shoots 
holes in the belief that Curry. no 
matter how incompetent his 
coaching. was less than hone!it." 

'If it is true ... · is not gooo 
enough. But Reed got what he 
wanted. a cheer for h.is bravado. 

In fact, Couch \\as promised an 
opportunity to earn playing time 
immediately. To promise him an 
instant change in the offense 
would have pre-empted what 
Elliot Uzelac was hired to do, as 
well as cast starting quarterback 
Billy Jack Haskins aside immedi­
ately. Curry would not have done 
these things as evidenced by his 
adamant stand that Haskins would 
be the starting quarterback. 

Never mind. Curry's players. 
those mature enough and commit­
ted enough to follow the right 
paths in life, will have made suc­
cessful careers and become richly 
acquainted with principle and 
right-thinking. Waaaaay beyond 
football. 

This will be BiU Curry's legacy. 
Meanwhile. let us be sober and 

clear and fair-minded about why 
Curry was fired. It bad nothing to 
do with graduation rates or NCAA 
rules compliance. Both were 
exemplary.

Curry was fired because UK

BIG WEEKEND FOR 
THEPETTYS 

One of the longest dry-spells in 
NASCAR history came to an end 
in last Sunday's Dura-Lube 500 at 
Phoenix. Finally, Richard Petty's 

-.,..STP Pontiac broke through the 
gates of victory lane after a 13-
year absence. 

Fans in attendance at Phoenix, 
as well as those glued to their TV 
sets all across the nation, watched 
eagerly as Bobby Hamilton 
mounted a charge in the race's 
final laps to snare the lead and 
hold off Mark Martin and Terry 
Labonte for his first career 
NASCAR Winston Cup victory. 

Many Winston Cup fans cut 
their teeth by watching Richard 

t 
•Petty win race after race. In fact, 

many individuals became fans 
solely because of the humble 
Carolinian in the feathered hat and 
shades, with a smile recognized 
world-wide. 

Petty's un-reachable mark of 
200 wins made him a staple in the 
sport of NASCAR racing. It is eas­
ily understood that NASCAR 
would not be what it is today with­
out "The King." 

Following Petty's final win in 

the 1984 Firecracker 400 at 
Daytona, victory lane became but 
a distant memory for the most leg­
endary of all Winston Cup com­
petitors. His competitive edge 
dwindled through the late 80s and 
in 1992, King Richard Petty traded 
his driving suit in for a stopwatch 
as he retired from driving. 

Would Petty be able to guide 
his #43 Pontiac back to the win­
ner's circle functioning as an 
owner? That question has loomed 
large for the last four seasons. And 
four drivers later, the question has 
been answered. 

At the onset of the '95 season, 
Petty signed former NASCAR

Congrats to Petty, Hamilton, and 

the entire Petty Enterprise organi­
zation on a victory well-deserved. 

For Richard Petty it was a stel­
lar weekend. Along with the victo­
ry, it was announced that Richard's 
son, Kyle will be returning home 
to drive a second car out of the 
Petty Enterprise shop. Officially 
known as PE2, the joint venture 
will feature a Pontiac owned and 
driven by Kyle Petty, and spon­
sored by Hot Wheels, a brand of 
toy vehicles that we are all familiar 
with. 

Kyle began his racing career 
with Petty Enterprises in 1979. He 
left the family racing stables for a 
spot in the Wood Brothers Ford in 
1985, winning two races.

John walked down the path 
with his rifle carefully cradled in 
his left arm. ••J know it's around 
here somewhere, .. he mumbled to 

• himself. He was looking for a tree 
stand he'd used last season. The 
stand was a sturdy looking wood 
construcuon that hnd served him 
well. He walked on looking 
upward into the trees. A little far­
ther his foot hung on something 
and he tripped. He fell ac10ss the 
old tree stand that lay where it 
had fallen to the ground. Lucky 
for John, the tree :.tund gave way 
before he got to it. But some 
other hunters have not been so 
IQcky. 

• With deer archery season 
underway and muz.z.leloader and 
modem gun seasons not far 
:behind, hunters are getung out 
their tree stands. But there are a 
number Of safety Jssues that 

fshould be addressed before 
tputung those stands to use. 

Tree stands give hunters an 
obvious advantage - visibility 
without being seen. Sull. serious 
injuries can and do occur around 
them. These injuries arc a result 
of poor equipment, unpropcr use, 
carelessness or a combtnation of 
these. 

~ A tree stand should be inspect­
ed before each use. Look for bent 
bolts or metal parts. Make sure 

• chains, straps and rope arc in 
good condition, and replace them 
if they arc not. Always usc a safc­
'ty strap at waist level leaving 
..enough slack 10 allow safe move-

ment. 

Often, private landowners do 
not allow permanent tree stands, 
and e;llisting stands should be 
used only with permissiOn. 
Permanent tree stands are not 
alloY.ed on public lands. Instead, 
use portable stands and tree 
climbers that do not injure trees. 
Using nails, spikes. wue, screws 
or other attaching devices that 
injure trees is strictly prohibited 
on public lands. 

Tree-fnendly stands must be 
marked with the owner's name 
and address and placed in trees no 
earlier than two weeks before the 
opening of the season. Stands 
must be removed within one 
week after the season closes. 

WHen selecung a spot ror your 
stand, find the "edges" where the 
structure of the land changes 
This may be the edge of n woods 
or along a fence row or creek. 
Look for signs of deer, like trails 
or rubbings, and choose your spot 
just off them. Also, remember, in 
the morning, deer are going from 
feeding areas to bedding areas. In 
the evening, they move from bed-

dmg areas to feeding areas. 
Once you·,·e chosen your spot 

and it's time to set up your stand. 
be cautious when climbing up and 
down from the stand. Haul bows, 
arrows and guns to and from the 
stand with a pull rope. If you 
have n prefabricated stand, read 
factory darections and practice 
setting up the stand before going 
out into the field,

LOOK FOR BASS ON FLATS 

OR IN CREEKS NOW 

The populnr saymg among bass 
fishermen that if you find bailfish 
you' ll also find bass h only partly 
true this time of year, uccording to 
veteran professional anglc:r Denny 
Brauer. 

''The reason is because October 
and November arc months when 
baitfish are actively moving from 
the main lake into the tributary 
creeks. and a fisherman i~ likely to 
find these schools of shad practi­
cally anywhere," explains Brauer. a 
former guide and a member of the 
Evinrude Outboard~ Pro Staff. 

"Bass will follow shad and other 
baitfish into the creeks, but they 
won't be underneath every school 
of baitfish. This time of year, when 
you find bass you'll also 'find bait­
fish. but when you find baitfish you 
won't always find bnss." 

When Brauer i~ looking for bass 
in the autumn months, he searches 
primarily on main IBJce flats that 
may lead into tributary creeks, and 
he likes to see actual bass feeding 
activity. He concentrotes m water 
less than five feet deep. 

"Early in the morning I look on 
the main lake, but as the day pro­
gresses I gradually move further 
into main lake pockets and coves or 
into the creeks themselves," he 
notes. 'Yet it is difficult to catch 
bnss when shad are so plentiful, so

Eight fishermen have qualified 
to compete in the Red Man All­
American Bass Championship June 
2-7, 1997, in Pine Bluff, Arkansas. 
by successfully ad\·ancmg through 
n 120-rnan field to top weekend 
anglers in Operation Bass' Regional 
Championship qualifier held on 
Lake Truman at Bucksaw Point 
Resort. The eight will be competing 
again~t 42 other anglers for a first 
place cash prize of S I 00,000. 

Steve Floyd of Sabrina, Ohio, 
took first place with n two-day 
catch totaling 28 pounds, 7 ounces. 
Floyd received the fir:.t place prize 
of a Chevy pick-up and a fully­
rigged Ranger bass boat powered 
by an Evinrude outboard valued at 
$40,000. Floyd fished creek flats in 
Osage River using spinnerbaits 
with 20-pound-test Stren 
SuperTough fishing line. 

Second place went to Jim 
Carnell of Muskogee, Oklahoma, 
for a two-day catch totaling 25 
pounds, six ounces. Battled receives 
$2,000 for second place. He fished 
laydowns off flats using one--half 
ounce jigs and one-half ounce spin­
nerbaits. Ernie O'Neal of Vine 
Grove, Kentucky placed third with 
23 pounds, nine ounces. O'Neal 
fished a rock wall across from 
Bucksaw Marina using spinner­
baits. Third place paid $500. There 
was a tie for fourth place between 
Argyl Hill of Claremore. 
Oklahoma, and Donald Satterfield 
of Windor, ntinois. Both anglers 
collected $125 for two-day catches 
totaling 21 pounds, two ounces. Hill 
fished shallow laydowns in the 
Osage Ann area using one-half 
ounce spinnerbaits. Satterfield 
fished shallow laydowns in Jackson 
Creek using spinncrbaito;, buzzbaits 
and jigs with Stren fishing line. 

Rounding out the top pos1tions 
were (6) Jeny Walker of Zeigler, 
lllinois, 21 pounds, one ounce; (7) 
Chris Meyers of Madison. Indiana. 
I 9 pounds, 13 ounces; and (8) 
Corey Bobbitt of Overton, Texas, 
19 pounds and one ounce. 

Ernie Travillion of New Albany, 
Indiana, took the frrst day big bass 
prize of SSOS for a six pound, six­
ounce catch.

Boat docks and piers runk as 
Brauer's favorite fishing targets 
during the fall. primarily because 
they often offer the only cover 
available on main lake flats. 

"When bait is on the surface, tt 
generally means bass will be sus­
pended, so I prefer to usc either a 
spinnerbait or a topwatcr lure like a 
bu7.Z bait," explains the Evinrude 
pro. 'This is one lime when flip­
ping jigs is not necessarily a good 
technique to use Spinncrbatts can 
easily be fished at mid-depth 
ranges, and buzz baits will bring 
bass to the surface. " 

Brauer likes to recall a tourna­
ment on Georgia's Lake Lanier 
se\'eral years ago in which the shad 
were up on main lake flats pnor to 
their migration into the creeks. He 
caught a nine pound bass by fishing 
a spinnerbait below one of the bait­
fish schools. 

"Tite enttre fall migration of 
baitfish and bass into tributary 
creeks, is keyed to water tempera­
ture," says Brauer. ''Once H hegins 
to cool, the fish start moving. This 
can actually be as early as August 
in some areas. and as late as 
November in others." 

'You'll always see the baitfish 
first, but your key to finding bass 
around them is to see the bass chas­
ing and feeding on the shad. This 
means the bass are not only present 
but they're active and you can 
catch them."

SWEET DREAMS 
Many people have trouble falling 

asleep at night. They toss and tum 
until they fall asleep after wasting 
hours of valuable sleeping txime. 

The following suggestions may 
help you sleep bener: 

I) Stick to a schedule. Go to bed 
and get up at about the same time 
each day, even weekends. If you 
take naps, take them at the same 
time each day. 

2) Exercise regularly, but do not 
exercise right before bedtime. 

3) Avoid caffeine after 4 p.m. 
4) Avoid alcohol after dinner, 

since liquer-induced sleep is not as 
restful as regular sleep. 

5) Avoid sleeping pills, since 
they are, at best, a temporary solu­
tion. 

6} Keep your bedroom tempera­
ture constant. Noticeable variations 
interfere with the ability to sleep 
restfully. 

7) Eat dinner at approximately 
the same time each night, and if you 
eat something before bedtime, keep 
it low in fat and calories. If your 
body has to digest a big meal. it will 
keep you awake. 

Follow the suggestions above 
and you will have a more peaceful 
sleep. Most Americans do not 
receive adequate amounts of sleep. 
When you get up in the morning, 
you should be fully awake in 15 
minutes. Try these suggestions and 
allow adequate sleeping time in 
your schedule.

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Fall is the time for planting 
What do enjoying football games, sipping 

cider and great gardening all have in common? 
Fall is the best time for all three! The American 
As ociation of Nurserymen (AAN 1 shares the 
advantages of fall planting. 

Stress reduction for plants. Fall installation 
gives plants a chance to establish a strong root 
system. Plants entering dormancy are not under 
pressure to produce top growth and blooms. Most 
perennials flower in the spring. However, if plant­
ed then, they may not have enough time to bloom. 

Water requirements diminish. In many parts 
of the country fall and winter are wet months, 
reducing the need for water. This doesn't mean 
you can forgo watering altogether.

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Glaucoma can be managed if caught early 
Q: I am 52 years old. Last year my vision 

was changing quite rapidly, so I had a full eye 
exam. It found that the intraocular pressure in 
both eyes was abornormally high, so I am being 
treated with medication for chronic open-angle 
glaucoma. I am also part of a study examining 
my eyes with a SWAP test. Are there any 
reports on this SWAP test to show that it will 
pick problems up earlier? If 1 feel fine, is the 
eye pressure really that important?-S.J., 
Sacramento, Calif. 

A: Increased intraocular pressure by itself 
indicates that there may be a problem. If addi­
tional tests show that optic-nerve damage has 
begun. then continued abnormal pressure will 
most likely increase the damage. Medications, 
such as eye drops, are the first line of treatment 
to reduce the pressure in the eye, and if the 
pressure is reduced, studies show that the dis­
ease's progression can be slowed or 
halted. About 20 studies have report-

sighted ness. 
Glaucoma should be suspected in anyone 

who needs frequent changes in corrective lens­
es, has recurring headaches with pain above the 
eyes. visual disturbances such as spots or halos 
around lights, or has unusual difficulty adjust­
ing to darkness. 

Most people with glaucoma have the com­
mon form, called open-angle glaucoma or sim­
ple glaucoma. They usually experience no 
symptoms. A second form of glaucoma, called 
acute closed-angle glaucoma, is rare. It is 
caused by trauma, medication or disease. The 
eye becomes red and painful~ nausea, vomiting 
and blurred vision may also occur. When these 
symptoms are present, a doctor should be seen 
promptly. 

Open-angle glaucoma usually begins to 
develop after age 40, as the normal flow of 

fluid from the front compartment of t.pe eye 
gradually becomes blocked. Studies show that 
30 percent to 50 percent of optic-nerve fibers 
can be lost before the affected individual 
notices any changes in their vision. Both eyes 
are usually affected. 

AJthough glaucoma cannot be cured, it can 
be controlled, so that damage does not 
progress. It is treated by lowering the pressure 
in the eye to prevenl further nerve damage and 
vision loss. Pressure-reducing medication can 
be delivered in eye drops or orally. Medication 
usually is sufficient, but if not, surgery may be 
needed to improve fluid drainage. Once glauco­
ma is diagnosed and treatment started, intraoc­
ular pressure should be measured at least every 
six months. 

To limit glaucoma damage, it must be dis­
covered before Lhe nerve is badly damaged.

Glaucoma is a condition in which 
fluid drains from the eye at an abnor­
mal angle, showing the drainage and 
causing pressure to mount dangerously. 
This pressure can compress and block 
small blood vessels in the eye. cheating 
the optic nerve of its blood supply, and 
can also compres$ the fibers of the 
optic nerve. As the nerve is damaged, 
vision is lost. 

Glaucoma is lhe second leading 
cause of blindness in the United States, 
accounting for 15 percent of all blind­
ness. (Cataracts are the leading cause 
of blindness.) 

Almost 2 percent of people older 
than 40 have glaucoma. and the inci­
dence rises to about 1 0 percent in those 
older than 70. About 3 mi1lion 
Americans have glaucoma and about 
80,000 are legally blind. Another 3 mil­
lion to 6 million people. including at 
least 4 percent of those over 40, have 
increased intraocular pressure that puts 
them at risk for developing glaucoma. 
although only 1 to 2 percent of them 
actually will. 

Glaucoma is more prevalent among 
blacks than whites, affecting more than 
11 percent of those over 80. Besides 
blacks and the aged, those at particular 
risk for the disorder include people 
with a family history of glaucoma, 
those with high pressure in the eyes, 
hypertension, diabetes and/or near-

Glaucoma 
The front of the eye is filled 

with a fluid called aqueous 
humor. It is produced inside the 
eye by the cilliary body and 
flows outward at a steady rate. 
Normally the fluid passes 
through the iris and into a 
channel at the angle between 
the iris and the cornea. It drains 
from this channel into the 
bloodstream. If this channel1s 
blocked - suddenly. gradually or 
at birth - the pressure builds. 
Too much pressure can damage 
the nerves and blood vessels 
that feed the part of the eye that 
gives vision. 

Acute glaucoma causes pain 
in and around the eye. Vision Is 
disturbed and sometimes a halo 
can be seen around bright lights. 
The eye can redden and nausea 
and vomiting can occur. 

Glaucoma is common among 
the elderly, but can affect 
younger people as well. It can 
be treated successfully, if 
detected earty. Ask your doctor 
If you should be tested, even if 
you aren't currently experiencing 
any symptoms.

William Jackson May is reticent. He does­
n't like lo talk about himself. When you ask 
him his age. he says simply and quietly, "I'm 
39." Then he chuckles and adds: .. If you live 
long enough, you1 ll get old after awhile. I 
don't feel old. I feel young." 

May is a sign painter who, at the age of 67, 
showed his artistic abilities in a public ells­
play - a 1 ,000 square-foot mural painted on 
the side of a building at the intersection of 
Court Street and South Lake Drive in 
Prestonsburg. 

The mural depicts the arched West 
Prestonsburg bridge that spans lhe Big Sandy. 
A green woodland surrounds the bridge and 
the river flows smoothly underneath it. 

The work was the brainchild of 
Prestonsburg Tourism Director Fred James. 
When James called May and asked if he 
would tackle the project, May didn't hesitate. 
He told James he would "make a drawing and 
we· ll go from there., 

May did a paper sketch of the project. 
which included a riverboat paddling its way 
down the Big Sandy. James approved the 
design and the sign painter began working on 
the mural around the first of September. 

He used exterior oil-based paint and put a 
coal of white paint on the wall for a base. He 
then sketched in a drawing and began paint­
ing from "back LO front,'' creating a back-

ground and working his way to the fore­
ground of the painting. 

May said he would have preferred to use 
artist oil colors. which would have enabled 
him to blend the colors together better, on the 
mural, but "it was too much for that. It took 
gallons of (paint)- about seven gallons," he 
estimated. 

After he applied a coat of paint, he had to 
wait a couple of days for the paint to dry 
before he could work on the next layer. 

He was hindered in his work by rain. ''I had 
to change to water paint,, he joked. "It kind 
of slowed me down.,

ate a small park also hampered his efforts and 
he had to "block off certain sections" at a 
time, instead of painting from back to front as 
he likes to do. 

When the sun shone on the mural, he had to 
halt his work because "the sun gives a glare 
to the painting and you can't see what you're 
doing," he said. 

The sun also left its impact on his skin ... It 
kind of burnt me some," he said, smiling. 

With the delays and the heat, it took him at 
least 20 days to finish, but he didn't become 
discouraged. Passersby often yelled out a 
word of encouragement as they walked up 
and down the street. 

.. They told me it was good. It kept my spir­
its up," he said. 

As he worked on the project, May studied 
the nature around him to copy its colors.

"1 learned color by going out and looking 

around. I studied my surroundings. I can't 
come ncar to making it look like that,'' he 
said. "I studied the bridge from day to day. I 
drove up and down Court Street to see what 
I'd painted and where my next color went. 
(The project) is so big it's hard to tell what 
you're doing when you're up close." 

As he viewed his painting, he also decided 
to leave out the steamboat and just have the 
Big Sandy flow peacefully underneath the 
arched bridge, as it does on most summer 
days in the city. 

William May made his first sign for public 
perusal when he was in elementary school at 
Bonanza. It was an election sign and May 
used chalk to proclaim the name of a candi­
date. 

"It was just something I wanted to do," he . 
said, scratching the top of his head as he 
reflected on his youth. "That was my start." 

May has been painting signs for the past 43 
years. He was first paid for painting signs 
when he was in Prestonsburg High School 
and did truck lettering for his friends. 

Then. in 1953, be started painting signs in 
earnest when he worked for his "cousin and 
teacher," the late Russell May, who owned 
Russell May Sign Company. 

William May acquired the intricate letter­
ing skills he needed as a sign painter and then 
went into business for himself. 

''I've been at it ever since, and l'm still try­
ing,» May said, chuckling. ''You have less

free time when you're self-employed, but it's 
kept beans on the table so far." 

He's oeen lucky in his work and hasn't had 
any accidents, though he did have one fall­
about 20 feet off a ladder. 

''The ladder slipped. I had to jump. It jarred 
me some, but J walked away from it I have to 
go up 35 feet sometimes. I've bad to stretch 
the ladder as far as it goes, and then stretch 
my arm as far as jt goes," he said. 

His work hasn't been without a few laughs 
every now and then. 

When May painted a sign on a glass door at 
the former Floyd Federal, he stopped cus­
tomers from causing his brush to smear his 
work by grabbing the door handle before cus­
tomers on the other side of the door could 
pull it open and directing them through the 
other glass door. 

One "pretty big fellow," though, showed 
May just who was stronger. May grabbed 
hold of the door handle, but the man grabbed 
the door handle on the other side and yanked 
on it. 

"He just pulled me out on the street," the 
sign painter said, laughing. "It got a laugh 
from the clerks inside." 

May's work can be seen on buildings 
throughout the area. Some, such as the gold 
lettering on the Hall and Clark Insurance 
building in Prestonsburg, have been around 
for a while. May painted part of the sign in 
gold leaf for Paula Music Insurance when he 
first started painting. 

·'That gold was 
done 40 years ago," he 
recalled, "but irs been 
retouched a couple of 
times." 

Gold leaf letters are 
done in 23 Karat gold 
material and are used 
in lettering window 
signs.

office in Prestonsburg. 
May bas dabbled in colors in landscape 

paintings for years, but he is humble about it. 
He will admit, though, he has a landscape of 
a Florida sunset he painted that is "pretty 
good." 

His talent also extends to music. He "picks 
a little guitar," and plays country and western 
songs and "some bluegrass." He bas three or 
four gwtars, including a Gibson, an electric 
guitar, and a steel guitar, which he "doesn't 
play that much." 

Occasionally, May will get together with 
his good friend and fellow musician, Richard 
Elkins of Lancer, and the two will heat up the 
strings with their fast-paced music. 

When May was in his twenties, he played 
with a band, the Kentucky Mountain Boys. 
Band members were Arthur Craft, Arland 
Calhoun, and Harry Perry. The group per­
formed on the radio and at square dances and 

street dances around the area during the 40s 
and 50s. 

May's love of music is shared by his 
daughter, Michella Jo May, who doesn't 
"play anything, yet." He and wife, Bonnie; 
their daughter Michella Jo; and their two and 
a half-year-old granddaughter, Amanda 
Michelle, live in Prestonsburg. 

May's love for his family was evident as be 
talked about his family. When he mentioned 
his granddaughter's antics, he said: .. She's a 
character." 

His love for the work, the mural he just 
completed, was also evident as his gaze kept 
returning to the large painting during the 
interview. 

What does he think about the legacy he's 
created? 

"It's looks good to me, but it still could use 
some improvements," he said. ''I'm not an 
artist."

its consumer education effort by joining forces with 
the National Fraud Information Center (NFIC). 
Association members and the general public are 
being encouraged to call the NFIC hot line (at l-
800-876-7060) to report suspicious calls and obtain 
advice on how to handle fraudulent telemarketers 
who call again. 

"Our National Fraud Infonnation Center 
receives an average of350 fraud reports a day," said 
Linda F. Golodner, president of the National 
Consumers League which operates NFIC. "Sixty 
percent of these calls are from seniors. Many of 
them didn't know that the calls which they receive 
could be a crime. This new education and message 
can help turn victims into crime fighters." 

In addition to hs partnership with the National 
Consumers' League, AARP also is working with 
law enforcement agencies and community organi­
zations to foster aggressive poHcing and consumer 
education in the assault on telemarketing fraud. 
Late last year. for example, AARP volunteers par­
ticipated in an FBI sting aimed at identifying fraud­
ulent telemarketers. Called "Operation Senior 
Sentinel," the sting led to the arrests of more than 
500 criminal telemarket1ers in 15 states. 

"Operation Senior Sentinel gave AARP mem­
bers a perfect opportunity to fight back," stated 
regional volunteer leader Severyn. "Now we're

2. Cut batting in half so you have 2 pieces 6 
1/4 inches by 7 inches. 

3. Pin both outside fabric pieces to the batting 
pieces. 

4. Draw a grid across the fabric, between the 
floral pattern, using a light pencil. 

5. Using 3 strands of the embroidery floss, 
take small running stitches along all marked lines 
through the fabric and batting on both pieces of 
fabric. 

6. With right sides facing, stitch front and 
back quilted fabric together along side and bot­
tom edges, leaving the top edge open. Turn. 

Lining: 
1. With right sides facing and raw edges 

aligned, stitch the 2 lining pieces together with 
3/8-inch seam allowance along the side and bot­
tom edges. Leave the top edge open. (The lining 
should be slightly smaller in order to fit comfort­
ably inside the case.) 

2. Trim seams and clip comers, but do not 
tum right-side out. 

3. Slip lining inside the quilted case and 
smooth into position. 

4. Make sure that the side seams line up and 
tack the lining in position at the bottom corners. 

To finish: 
1. Turn the top raw edges of the outside case 

and the lining 1/4 inch to the inside (between out­
~ide and lining) and press. 

2. Pin the decorative braid or ribbon around 
the top edge. 

3. Slipstitch braid and top edge of fabric and 
Jining all around. Slipstitch bottom edge of braid 
to top fabric only.

The machines currently on the market make 
different loaf sizes up to a two-pound loaf. Since 
homemade bread does not have preservatives, it 
spoils faster than commercially baked bread. 
Select a size that will fit your needs. 

A loaf made in the bread machine will keep 
for one to two days without refrigeration or freez­
ing. 

Bread dough recipes vary in the amount of 
sugar and type of flour they use. Sweet bread 
dough can he made in a limited number of bread 

machines. If you plan on using your bread 
machine for yeast-based coffeecakes and sweet 
breads, be sure your choice is designed to handle 
the higher sugar content dough. 

Many families today enjoy breads made from 
flour other than white flour. Be sure your choice 
of a bread machine will accommodate the other 
types of flours. Most of the machines today will 

take whole wheat and rye flour. 
Buying a bread machine can lead to the temp­

tation or need to purchase other related supplies. 
There is a whole new market for broad storage 
containers, bread slicers, and special bread mixes, 
bread machine yeast and bread flour. In addition, 
there are special cookbooks dedicated to bread 
machines.
