11te turnout of voters Tuesday parnlleled 
gro\\ mg mten:st in the issue. Apprmamate­
ly SO percent of the county's 30.665 reg•s­
tercd voters e<tst ballotS on the question and 

the turnout was so high in some precincts 
that election officials were required to in­
stall e:ura polling machines. 

Early exit polls conducted by propo­
nents of the change hinted that a landslide 
vote supporting that change 
was possible. 

A poll-by-poll tally indi­
cated the question was ap­
proved by voters in 30 of the 
county's 42 precincts. 

The results Tuesday were completely 
opposite to a similar vote taken in Novem· 
ber 1985, .,., hen a proposal to change to the 
commission form wns defeated by a vote of 
3,438 to 2.532. 

A citizens group called Umted We're 
Strong petitioned in February to have the 
issue put on !.he ballot. The IS ue wns also 
considered by six other counues - Leslie, 
Manin, Rowan, Harlan, Pike and Knott.

Creation of Air Force 
to be honored, marking 
attack on Pearl Harbor 

• The creation of the United 
States Air Force will be honored in 
Lexington December 7 at cere­
monies marking the 55th anniver­
sary of the attack on Pearl Harbor. 

Air Force Brig. Gen. David 
Herrelko, commander of the Joint 
Logistics Center System at Wright­
Patterson Air Force Base in 
Dayton, Ohio, will be the featured 
speaker. 

The ail-day observance will be 
held at the Continental Inn in 
Lexington, sponsored by the Pearl 
Harbor Commemorative Associ­
ation. 

The Lexington-based associa­
tion has members in several coun­
tries, and is dedicated to preserv­
ing memories of the 1941 Japanese 
attack on Pearl Harbor and to hon­
oring the sacrifices of American 
servicemen and women. 

The association sponsors a 
Pearl Harbor Day observance 
annually, with each event follow­
ing a particular theme. This year's 
activities focus on the founding of 

¥he air force. 
Originally, America's military 

air ann was a part of the U.S. 
Army. Through the end of World 
War II it was known officially as 
the Army Air Corps. 

Congress passed the National 
Security Act in 1947, officially 
designating the U.S. Air Force as a 
separate branch of the military. 

The act became effective m 
September 1947, although the Air 
Force's separation from the Army 
was not completed until 1949. 

But the advent of nuclear 
weapons, long-range jet aircraft 

•and guided missiles quickly made 
the new Air Force a critical part of 
the nation's defense-a role it 
retains to this day. 

The observance on December 7 
will get under way at 9 a.m., but 
the major portion of the activities 
will begin at 12:55 p.m.-the hour 
when bombs began falling on Pearl 

Harbor. There will be a moment of 
silence, a traditional Navy Three­
Bell Ceremony and a 20-m1nute 
documentary film about the attack. 

Guests Will include veterans of 
World War II, retired Air Force 
officers and others. 

Col. Larry Arnett of the 
Kentucky Veterans Center will be 
the emcee. 

Others participating will 
include the Bryan Station High 
School Junior Air Force ROTC 
color guard, plus color guard and 
drill units from the University of 
Kentucky and the Millersburg 
Military Institute.

Rebels' season ends 
with 42-6 setback 
to Whitesburg 

Coach Reeves resigns as 
head of Rebel program.

In a season which has had 
Allen Central scratching its head 
\\Ondcring what went wrong, the 
Rebels fell for the eighth straight

order. Anderson is much the same 
and his cheerful nature gives the 
usually no-smile, no-nonsense 
Kentucky team a human glow. 

Epps, touted as one of 
America's premier point guards, 
is in his usual position of seeing a 
slash at his position. As in 
Eppstrumer or Turner/Epps. Last 
season, especially at crunch time 
in tournament play, tells us

and expressed interest in the job. 

A Louisville native, Lewis 
should be able to recruit effective­
ly in Jefferson County, as well as 
Indiana and Ohio and into north­
ern population centers.

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RABBIT FEVER 
After sitting qutetl) and pauentl) 

in your deer stand with o.m1s achmg 
to let that arrow ny, you may gd 
rabbit fever. That's when it's time to 
take a break from de~r and turkey 
archery ~cason. It's time to get up 
and stretch your legs. Go for a walk 
and head out to your favorite spot 
for rabbu and quail hunting. 

The excitement of rabhn and 
quad hunting is definitely a change. 
Cottontails will surface from under 
barns and other m<m·madc objects 
and will be in full stnde before you 
can figure out where they came 
from. They'll dnn out from under 
brush piles, run across an open 
space, dive into another line of 
brush and disappear. While jump 
shooting you must be alert at all 
times when kicking the bushes for 
COllOntails. 

Your best bet in order to get a 
clear shot is to find open areas. or 
running rows within hrush or cover 
areas. These cover areas can be brier 
patches, gulties, overgrown fence 
rows, barns, junk pike~. or about 
anywhere that rabbits can hide or 
escape danger. Hunting nround food 
sources is also productive In colder 
weather. you may ftnd them in 
thicker woody areas where lhey can 
get cover from the co!J and feed on 
sumac bark. 

If it's the S\\amp rnbbJI you're 
pursuing. you'll find them in grass­
dominated marshes ot Western 
Kentucky. Low lying arclls that are 
suitable may have cottonwood, oak 
hickory, bald Cyprus, swecty gum 
and river birch. These habitats have 
understory layers that prov1de pro­
tection for the rnbbns. The 
swamper's knowledge of his habitat 
is greatly to his own advantage. 
Look for swamp rabbits tn the far 
west portion of the state. 

Rabbit and quail season is open 
November I through January 31 in 
91 counties but clo es dunng a 
county's modem gun deer season. 
There are 29 counties in Western 
Kentucky that open November 19 
and clolie after January 31. 1bese 
counties arc: Allen, Uallard, Butler, 
Caldwell, Calloway.

LAKE FORK FISHING BEGINS 
TO PICK UP TillS MONTH 
Richard McCarty has been a bass 

guide on Lake Fork in east Texas for 
12 years, and for each of those years 

lit he has specifically looked forward to 
the autumn and early winter fishing. 

That's really not too surprising, 
since some of his biggest bass ever­
including one over 13 pounds-have 
come this time of year. 

"Autumn is a transitional time for 
Lake Fork," explains McCarty, a 
member of the Evinrude Outboards 
Pro Staff, as well as a successful pro­
fessional tournament competitor; 
''and, although the fish may be re­
locating, jt's really a nice time to be 

1. on the water. It isn't as crowded, and 
~ it seems like the really big bass 

become a little less wary." 
McCarty plans to spend this 

autumn concentrating on the grass­
beds in the 27,000 acre impound­
ment. Because the summer was 
extremely hot, the vegetation has 
grown considerably in both the 
creeks as well as in the main lake. 

"I suggest anyone coming to Lake 
Fork in hopes of catching one of the 
lake's really big bass, fish the main 
lake vegetation with a heavy jig," 

'-' advises McCarty. "A lot of anglers 
will spend their time in one of the 
tributary creeks, but after a dozen 
years of guiding here, I'm convinced 
there are a lot of 'super bass' in Lake 
Fork that spend their entire lives in 
the main lake. 

.. I know autumn is a time when 
bass on most lakes move into the 
tributaries to feed on shad, but on 
Lake Fork the vegetation seems to 
hold a lot of fish out closer to deeper 
water." 

Lake Fork. impounded in 1980 
\.~ and fully filled in 1985, has gained a 

reputation as one of the top trophy 
bass lakes in the world. The largest .. 
bass caught in Lake Fork thus far, an 
18-pounder, is one of nearly a dozen 
bass over 16 pounds the impound­
ment has produced. 

"When rm fishing the vegetation 
for really big fish, I'll actually get my 
boat back in the grass if I can and 

1 then work a jig through it," explains 
the Evinrude pro. "It isn't easy fish­
ing, because you generally have to 
cover a lot of water between strikes, 
but the strikes you do get are usually 
from big bass." 

Surprisingly, perhaps, McCarty 
believes Lake Fork is producing bet­
ter bass fishing now than ever before.

They're stunned 
when I tell them the next fish they 
catch could very well weigh twice as 
much." 

"It happens often on Lake Fork," 
says McCarty, "especially this time 
of year." 

FOR MID·DAY BASS, FISH 
CLOSE TO COVER 

Middle of the day bass seldom 
come easy. but for professional tour­
nament anglers whose competition 
days extend from dawn to late after-

noon, fishing at high noon is simply 
part of this business. 

"Ideally, you hope you can catch 
all your fish early m the morning so 
you can spend the rest of the day 
looking instead of casting," laughs 
former world champion Ken Cook. 
"but things rarely work out this way." 

''Instead, you have to work even 
harder, not only to catch fish, but also 
just to keep your concentration. 
When it's hot and the fishing is slow, 
that can be tough." 

Cook, a member of the Evinrude 
Outboards Pro Staff and trained in 
fisheries biology, usually spends his 
mid-day hours fishing shaded water 
and heavy cover. 

"Bass are naturally cover-orient­
ed," says Cook, "so shaded areas 
become especially important during 
the mid-day hours when the sun IS 

brightest. Bass feed primarily by

ambushing their prey, and one of his 
best ways to do this is from a darker. 
shadier spot where they are not as 
obvious." 

"At the same time, as the day gets 
hotter bass become less active, just 
like other types of wildltfe. To get 
them to lut a lure. you have to put 
that lure right where they' re hiding, 
because they normally won' t chase it 
very far." 

TI1e Evinrude pro suggests 
anglers concentrate on fishmg lay­
down logs, especially along shaded 
shorelines; vegetation; boat houses; 
and any other type or cover that pro­
vides shade and shadows. 

"When I'm fishing these types of 
places, I'll use some type of weedless 
lure like a spinnerbait, plastic worm, 
or a jig," continues Cook, "and really 
try to make my first presentation the 
best one. 

"Multiple presentations will often 
be necessary. so this is also a good 
time to practice errdtic retrieves, too. 
I'll shake my rod tip so my spinner­
bait dances and flutters, and I'll usu­
ally hop a plastic worm or jig more 
than normal."

By fishing this way, Cook admits 
he's trying to get reaction strikes 
rather than actually trying to im1tate a 
food source the bass would feed on 
naturally. This is one of the tech­
niques he used to win the world 
champtonship on the Chesapeake 
Bay in 1991. 

'There the bass were using isolat­
ed clumps of thick grass to hide in," 
remembers Cook. "so I would cast 
my spinnerbait beyond the grass, 
retrieve to it, then let the lure fall 
right beside it. 

"I was trYing to make the lure imi­
tate a dying or injured baittish that 
presented an easy meal, and fortu­
nately, the bass cooperated." 

"Overall." Cook concludes, "fish­
ing during the middle of the day usu­
ally means having to make very 
exacting Jure presentation into thick 
cover. This one reason the technique 
of flipping works very well, but other 
lures can certainly be used. 

'The action may slow down, but 
the bass can be enticed into biting."

Dust mites cause allergy problems 
dren 's stuffed animals.'' Ragweed gets the blame for 

allergic reactions ranging rrom 
ac;thmatic ·wheezing to stuffy noses 
and watery eyes in the fall. But the 
real culprit might be microscopic 
pests that inhabit household dust 
throughout the year. 

It is important to use the right 
type of vacuum cleaner. 

"Use one with a HEPA (High 
Efficiency Particulate Arrestor) fil­
ter,'' Potter said. "A HEPA filter will 
trap over 99 percent of particles less 
than one micron in size; otherwise. 
you shoot dust and mite particles 
out the back of the vacuum cleaner. 
allowing them to become airborne 
and increasing the chance of aller­
gic reactions. 

yet, elimmate as much carpet as 
possible by using hardwood, 
linoleum or tile floors. 

• Encase mattresses and bo,; 
springs in a plastic cover.

mites than to mold and pollen. 
Dust-related allergies are a year 
'round problem. whereas mold and 
pollen are seasonal." 

Potter said sanuauon and 
hygiene are a key soluuon to dust 
mite problems. Another part of the 
solution can be Acarosan, the only 
miticide registered for dust mtle 
treatment. 

The higher the humidity, the more 
auroctive an indoor environment is 
to them; so reduce humidity to less 
than 60 percent." 

People can do several other 
things to reduce dust mite prob­
lems, according to Potter. Wash bed 
linens weekly in hot water to kill 
mites and mite eggs. Install a high· 
efficiency filter in the heating-air 
conditiomng system.

"Dust mites don't sung or bile 
people or pets,'' he said. '"Jbey feed 
primarily on skin Oakes and pani­
cles people and pets shed and 
inhabit household dust, thus, a big 
pan of the solution is sanitation of 
places where shed skin and dust 
particles accumulate, especially 
where humans and pets spend a lot 
of time. 

"Using the miticide Acarosan 
kills mites and absorbs and traps 
allergens so you can remove them 
from carpet," be said. "It's easy to 
usc; simply sprinkle the moist pow­
der on carpet, brush it in,; wait sev­
era1 hours and vacuum it up.''

the Civ1l Wnr but Andersonville, Georgm, had to be one of 
the worst 

An mten iew w•th Ynnkee pnsoncr Herbert Taylor of 
Ne" London, New Hampshire, following the war was 
especmll~ enllghtemng. 

"We found nbout e1ghteen thousand prisoners at 
Andersonville," Taylor stated. 'The camp wns new and 
\\e had the \\ood that was left IOSJde nfter the building of 
the slockadc. A small stream rnn through the center of the 
camp. and the water from it was very good, until the time 
the rebel guards began to encamp on the stream above the 
camp. After that it was very filthy. 

''Our rations were issued raw at first and consisted of a 
pint of comcub meal, and twelve pounds of meat and bone 
to .1 hundred 111en: sometimes we had rice instead of meat, 
01 peas, wluch were \cry buggy. When they were cooked 
the bugs would nse on the top of the water. and rather than 
to wa.'>te an) of it, we ate them all, as the nutriment of the 
meat was nlso on the top of the wtller." 

Taylor smd there \\a'> no shelter when he fJTSt arrived 
n1 Andersonv1lle 

'1'he banks of the stream in the camp were used for 
sinks hy the pnsoners and n heavy rain would wash all !he 
filth mto the stream," Taylor recalled. ''And we had to 
dnnk the wt1ter tn it. After the camp began to fill up with 

prisoners, many of them had to encamp m or ncar this 
S\\ump, for want of ro<'m else\-..here. 

"Vt 'hen we first arrived there the death ll\ eraged about 
ten or fifteen a day: but in the middle of July U1e number 
of deaths reached as high as one hundred and thirty-seven 
in one day 1be men grew weaker and weaker day by day. 
and were very much emactnted. 1he only lnrge part of 
their legs was at the knee joint. Their thighs were nothing 
but the bare bone and skin: no flesh or muscle. They were 
weakened m mind in near-
ly the same proportion as 
they wen: 10 body. Men of 
strong mimh and good 
education would in the 
course of six months for­
gel the number of their 
regiment and where they 
~A~ ere quanen:d.'' 

Taylor said there was a 
dead-line about twenty 
feet from the inside of the 
stockade and gunrds 
would not allow anyone to 
come near or touch the boundary. 

'They shot those that did,'' Taylor snid ''Many poor 
fellows, knowing they were gmng to die, would cra\\1 up 

to this dcad·hne on purpose to be shot. WtrZ, who com· 
mandcd the pnS<m, could invent more ways to tonnent 
men than an) man I ever saw. For mstancc, at roll-call. if 
a man was sick and unable to stand up, he would ktck him. 
or threaten to shoot htm if he d•d not stand up Some of the 
other prisoners would then hold the man up while the roll 
was being called to prevent his bemg shoL For the least 
offense he would take a man out and put him in the chain 
gang. and keep him there for a fortmght perhaps, until he 

was almost dead. 
'There were four 

to twelve men put in 
each gang. f:ach man 
had a 32 or 64-
pounder chained to 
hi~ feet and when 
there were ten or 
twelve in the gang, 
there would be a col­
lar and chain from the 
neck of one to the 
neck of nnolher, to 
keep them 1ogether. 

"If any prisoners were lucky enough to escape. there 
were thousands that were :started on their tr:ul and were 
:sure to bnng them back.lney ''ere then put into the chain 

gang or mto stocks for a day or two, generally in the 
stocks flTSt and then m the cha.JO gang. The; Stocks were 
composed of n large wooden frame, with a collar to fit 
around a man's neck, so that he could not sit down: his 
arms were then extended m a horizontal posiuon and his 
feet spread as fo.r apan as they could be without causmg 
him to choke to death In this postuon he was kept two 
houtS. and then released for two !f.urs, and agam confined 
through the day every other two hours. This often lasted 
two days. 

"There was one particular mstance where a prisoner 
who had escaped tned to resist the dogs before the kee~ 
ers came up, and he was tom nearly to pieces. He was then 
brought back to camp." 

Taylor said he was absent, outside the camp getting 
wood to bu1ld barracks. when six of the Union prisoners 
were hangci.l by fellow Umon prisoners. 

"Every day the d~d men were piled into wagons like 
logs-twenty bodtes to a wagon,'' he explruned. 
.. Occasionally our rauons were hauled on the same wagon 
in wtuch the dead were earned out. Many of the dead 
pruoners \\ete dtrty and Jousy-venmn crawling all over 
them."

• There are different require­
ments for further appeal, all based 
upon the issues in question. The 
reconsideration determination 
from your PRO will explain your 
rights to further appeal.

''If you requested an immediate 
review but did not follow this up 
by requesting an expedited recon­
sideration, you may still request a 
reconsideration within sixty (60) 
calendar days of receipt of the 
notice. 

"You may also request a recon· 
sideration with sixty (60) days 
after your record has been 
reviewed by the PRO retrospec· 
tively and you have received a let­
ter stating the hosp1tal was correct 
in issumg the Notice of 
Noncoverage." 

This is what the booklet says 
about your Rights of Appeal 
Regarding other Decisions: 
Intermediaries, Health Maint· 
enance Organizations and Carriers. 
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"Appeals of decisions on most 
other serv1ces (sk1lled nurSing 
fac1llty care, home health care, 
hosp1ce services, and other Inpa­
tient hosp1tal matters not handled 
by Heahh Care Excel) are handled 
by Med1care intermediaries.

Today, senior citizens, I am 
going to close this segment of the It! 
rev1ew by quoting what the book­
let states in its first sentence under 
the subheading: "The Importance 
of Requesting a Reconsideration." 
That sentence states: "Your opin­
ion is vitally important m the 
reconsideration process." 

Keep that thought in mmd when 
next week we explore further into 
the changes that are taking place tn 
Med1care. In part six of th1s series, 
we will discuss the 1mportance of 
requesting a reconsideration in 
more detail. Next week's article j 
will also highlight mformauon that 
was covered in the first five parts 
of this series. This information is 
so vitally important to everyone on 
Medicare that our senior Citizens 
must be informed of these changes 
before you or a loved one IS pre­
sented a ''notice of noncoverage."

Fru1t JUICe prO\ ides 
calones, vitamin C and a 
few essential minerals, but 
no protem, no fat and not 
enough of other essential 
nutnents. L1mit juice to 
one or two servmgs a day. 

3 Start solids between 
ages 3 to 6 months. 

Learning to eat solid 
foods is a major milestone 
in your baby's develop­
ment. Starting too early, 
before your baby is old 
enough to be able to swal­
low pureed foods, can 
1'1 ustrate hoth you and 
your bahy. Star ting too 
late can make it more dif­
ficult to teach your baby to 
eat solids. Ask your baby's 
health care provider about 
the proper starting time 
for your baby. 

4. Introduce your baby 
gradually to a wide variety 
of grams (cereals), vegeta­
bles, fruits and protem­
rich foods such as meats. 
Read the ingredient list on 
food labels. Choose foods 
with no added sugars. salt 
or modi lied starch fillers. 

Baby foods are 
designed to help you teach 
your baby the tastes, tex­
tures and colors of the 
wide variety of foods your 
family eats. Start with sin­
gle-ingredient foods and 
juices to detect allergies. 
R1ce cereal is usually the 
first sohd food fed. 

Tench your baby to 
enjoy the true taste of veg­
etables, fruits, grains 
(cereals) and meats by 
choosmg ""hole'' foods 
that have no added sugar 
or other sweeteners and no 
added salt, and are not 
thickened with starchy 
fillers such as modified 
tapioca starch. 

5. Make sure your baby 
eats enough to grow at a 
normal rate. Avoid foods 
low in fat or high in fiber. 

Your baby needs to get 
enough food energy to 
grow properly. Check the 
growth chart your baby's 
health care provider uses 
to record your baby's 
length and weight at each 
vtsit. This is the be.;;t way 
to be sure that your baby is 
growing normally. 

Babies need fat for nor­
mal growth, so avoid 
"low-fat'' foods like skim 
milk, IO\~·fat milk or low­
fat yogurt. Babies have 
small stomachs. so avoid 
high fiber foods, like 
foods nch m bran, that can 
till your baby up but do 
not provide needed calo-
1ies. 

6. Do not add sugar to 
your baby's food, and 
choose baby foods with no 
ndded sugar or other 
refined sweeteners. 
Always read 1he ingredi­
cnL'i list on food l abels. 

Sugar supplies "empty 
calones." Empty calories 
provide none of the pro­
tein. VItamins. minerals 
nnd other essential nutri­
ents which "whole foo<is" 
can provide. 

A lso, the extra sweet­
ness of added sugars can 
encourage your baby to 
develop a taste for sweet­
ened foods and to eat more 
of them than he or she 
really needs, and to be less 
willing to eat " natural " 
foods like vegetables And 

I 
lrutts that aren't ovetly 
sweet. Avotd foods 'lr'ith 
added sugar-it is an 
unnecessary addittve. 

7. Do not add salt to 
your baby's food, and 

choose baby foods with no 
added salt. Agatn. check 
the ingredients ltst on food 
labels. 

Breast mtlk, Jnfant for­
mula and the other foods 
you feed your baby con­
tain all the natuml sod1um 
your baby needs. There IS 
no need to add more socii­
urn or any salt to your 
baby's diet. Whether you 
purchase commen:ial 
baby foods or prepare 
foods for your baby at 
home yourself, avoid 
added salt.

FRONT VIEW OF CADIL­
LAC ELDORADO, 1954: Cars 
reached a peak of ostentation 
with the Americ4m models of the 
1950s. like the Cadillac Eldorado. 
Such cars often had large 
amounts of chrome-plated metal­
work and extravagantly uphol­
stered interiors; some even had 
gold-plated "'bright-work" (pol­
ished metalwork). Although :seats 
originally used horsehair and 
individually pocketed springs, 
they are now usually made with 
foam filling. which can be mold­
ed to the required shape. Many 
luxury cars still use hand-stitched 

This jet-finned auto was the 
most written about, psychoana­
lyzed car of all time. Rock-and­
rollers serenaded it, filmmakers 
demanded it when they wanted an 
evocation of an opulent, opti­
mistic, carefree era.

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Most people think that when they go to the polls on elec­
tion day, their votes are the ones that actually put a new 
president in the White House. 

That's right, sort oL 
But what really happens is voters determine for whom 

their state's electoral college representatives will cast their 
votes. The United States has what's called an indirect elec­
tion when it comes to presidential races. France, under the 
Fifth Republic. uses a similar process for choosing its sen­
ators. 

The effects of the electoral college on past presidential 
races is apparent. 

With the presence of serious third- and fourth-party 
challengers, such candidates as Abraham Lincoln in 1860, 
Woodrow Wilson in 191 2, Harry Truman in 1948, and Bill 
Clinton in 1992, have been elected president by less than a 
majority of the popular vote throught he electoral 
college. Because of the operation of the electoral 
college, Rutherford B. Hayes in 1876 and 
Benjamin Harrison in 1888 were elected president 
even though they received fewer popular votes 
than their leading challengers. 

The Carter victory in 1976 illustrates a possible 
consequence of the electoral college. Carter's vote 
plurality over Ford was about 1.7 million, with 
Carter receiving 50.1 percent of the total popular 
vote to Ford's 48.0 percent. His electoral-vote 
margin over Ford was much more substantial: 297 
to 240, with one faithless Republican elector vot­
ing for Ronald Reagan - an example of the ten­
dency of the electoral college to inflate the margin 
of the victor. Carter, however, came close to win­
ning a respectable popular-vote margin while los-
ing the electoral college and hence the presidency 
itself.

In 1880, with Chester Alan Arthur as his iun- of pres I. den 
ning mate, James A. Garfield faced a difficult 1:_1 
race against Winfield Scott Hancock, the 
Democratic nominee. 

The narrow victory that Garfield achieved testified to 
the stalemated condition of politic~ in the Gilded Age. His 
majority in the electoral college was 214 to 155, but his 
plurality in the popular vote was under 7 ,500. The 
Republicans won because of superior organization, a new 
emphasis on the tariff issue. and Democratic errors. 
Garfield's deft speeches at his home in Mentor, Ohio, fore­
shadowed the "front porch" campaigns of Benjamin 
Harrison and William McKinley. 

That's one reason why the person running for president 
must formulate a strategy that will win a majority of the 
electoral votes. These are supplied by a geographical com­
bination of states, such as Carter's combination of states in 
the South and Northeast in 1976. Because presidential 
elections tend to be close, the candidate's strategic choices 
as to the states in which to make the greatest efforts can be 
crucial to victory or defeat.

The casting of two ballots for the same ticket resulted in a 
tie between presidential candidate Thomas Jefferson and 
his own running mate, Aaron Burr. The House of 
Representatives eventually voted for Jefferson' after a pro­
tracted deadlock. This event triggered the demand for the 
12th Amendment. 

According to the amendment, each state has as many 
presidential electors as the state has members of Congress. 
Three is the smallest number of electors a state may have, 
since every state has two senators and at least one member 
of the House of Representatives. The Constitution gives 
the legislature of each state the authority to decide how 
that state's presidential electors are chosen, and every state 
has provided that the electors shall be directly elected by 

the voters. 
After the electors have been chosen, they meet in 

their respective state capitals to cast their ballots. 
The only constitutional restriction is that an elector 
may vote for only one candidate who is a resident 
of the same state as that of the elector; this reflects 
the original assumption that the electors would 
exercise a choice. 

To be elected president or vice-president, a can­
didate must receive a majority of all the electoral 
votes cast. If no candidate receives a majority, the 
House of Representatives chooses the president 
from among the three candidates receiving the 
highest number of electoral votes. For this purpose 
each state has one vote; for the House to make a 
choice, a majority of states must agree on one can-
didate. When no candidate for vice-president 
receives a majority, the Senate chooses the vice-

president from the two highest candidates.

This 
means that the voters choose one party's slate over anoth­
er's. The result is that one party wins all or none of a 
state's electoral votes. (The electors are expected to vote 
for their own party's presidential and vice-presidential 
candidates, although occasionally an elector has voted for 
someone else.) The choosing of electors by slates makes it 
difficult for a third party to challenge the major parties 
unless it has strength in a number of states. 

Proposals have been made to change the method of 
electing presidents and vice-presidents. One proposal is to 
replace the electoral college with a direct popular vote. A 
second is to give each party the same proportion of a 
state's electoral vote that it receives of the state's popular 
vote. A third is to elect individual presidential electors in 
each congressional district and two electors at-large in 
cact1 state. 

The present ali-or-none method of electing presidential 
dectors gives an advantage to groups that are concentrat­
ed in large cities in states with large numbers of electoral 
votes, such as California and New York. This is one rea­
son the electoral college hal\ not been modified or abol­
ished.

AMENDMENTS 
THE THIRD AMENDMENT 

HOUSING OF SOLDIERS-No soldier shall, in time of 
peace be quartered in any house, without the consent of 
the owner, nor in time of war, but in a manner to be pre­
scribed by law. This amendment grew directly out of an old 
complaint against the British, who had forced people to take 
soldiers into their homes. 

THE FOURTH AMENDMENT 
Constitutional amendment guaranteeing the right of per­

sons to be secure in their homes and property from unreason­
able searches and seizures and consisting of the following 
elements: (I) the issuance of a warrant upon oath or affir­
mation; (2) upon probable cause, as detennined by a neutral 
and detached magistrate; and (3) particularly describing the 
place to be searched and the items or persons to be seized. 
The Fourth Amendment is most frequently encountered in 
cases involving the use of illegally seized evidence, or fruits 
of the poisonous tree, and is applied through the exclusion­
ary rule. It was initially incorporated in the Bill of Rights to 
counter the abuses from searches conducted without war­
rants, with general warrants, or with writs of assistance and 
designed to safeguard the public's legitimate or reasonable 
expectation of privacy.

Safe Kids are no accident 
Each year. more than one million children 

are treated for bum injudes. Children suffer 
the greatest number of bums and have the 
highest percentage of fire and bum deaths. 
Scald hurns are the most common bum injury. 
followed by contact, chemical and electrical 
bums. But, burns are preventable. 

Anyone 
responsibll! 
for a child's 
safety­
including par­
ents, grand­
parent , baby­
sitters and 
older sib­
lings-should 
have a basic 

understanding of the risk of bums in the home. 
It doesn't take much to bum through the deli­
cate skin of n young child. 

Here are some suggestions to protect your 
family from bumc;· 

All Areas of Your Home 
• Have a working smoke detector on each 

level of your home and outside each sleeping 
area. Check the batteries regularly and change 
them at least once a year. Keep smoke detec­
tor~ clean- dust and cobwebs can impair the 
sensitivity. (A working smoke detector cuts in 
half your chances of dying in n lire.) 

• Plan a famil) lire escape plan and practice 
it regularly. Agree on a designated meeung 
place outs1dc your home for all fmnily mem­
bers to gather after e ·caping. In ca e of lire. 
get out imrncdmtcly. Don't stop for anything 
and never go back into a bummg home. 

• Teach children to stop. drop and roll to 
smother flames should their clothing catch on 
fire. 

• Keep hghtcrs and matches away from chil­
dren at all umes. Children hould be taught 
that matches and lighters are toob, not toys. 

• Throughout your home. place no shock, 
childproof safety cover in unused electrical 
outlets. Don't overload electrical outlets or 

extension cords. 
• Keep electric and kerosene space heaters 

out of children's play areas. Never leave a 
child unattended in a room with a space heater 
or a fire burning in a fireplace. 

• Keep paint, gasoline, solvents, fertilizers. 
pesticides, pool chemicals and household 

cleaners stored out of children's reach and, if 
possible. locked up. Do not store ncar a heat 
source or open flame. 

In The Kitchen 
• Teach children not to touch the stove 

Whenever posstble. use rear burners and tum 
pot handles toward the back. Never leave 
cooking unattended. 

• Keep electrical appliances cords away 
from edges of counters. Disconnect them when 
not in usc. If cords are frayed or broken, 
replace them or throw them away. 

• Never handle containers of hot hquid or 
cook while' holding or carrying a child and 
ne\er sit a child on the counter while you are 
cooking. 

• Store all detergents, cleanmg agents and 
other chemicals out of the reach of children. 

• Do not heat bottles of baby formula or 
milk in the microwave.
