Redistricting is next step in 
voter-approved changeover

Voters may have decided to change 
Floyd County's form of government to 
the commissioner style of leadership. 
but the magistrates may have the last 
W()rd, despite the fact that voters in 
three of the four magisterial districts 
chose overwhelmingly to change the 
county's style of government. 

State government officials said the 
county judge-executive can do the re­
districting or can recommend three 
people be appointed to a commission 
to redivide the county, with the fiscal 
coun having final appro~al on that 
commission. 

''I thmk it will be best to get people 
involved in this," County Judge-Exec­
utive Ben Hale said. "It's best to have 
the public's input. That's probably what 
I'll do (recommend a commi!'.Sion)." 

Complaints over city

A group of eight candidates for 
Prestonsburg City Council. all of 
whom were elected in Tuesday's 
\otc. probably did not violate elec­
tion finance Jaws, despite four 
complaints that were filed against 
them. 

Rosemary Centers, General 

Counsel for the Reg1stry of Elec­
tion Finance, said Thursday that 
because the candidates did not 
form election committees, individ­
ually or as a group, and rruse a large 
amount of money, they will proba· 
bly be cleared of any alleged 
wrongdoing. 

"I sometimes forget that people 
don't always spend a lot of money 
on elections," she srud, referring to

The group, known unofficially 
as the "Slate of Eight" ran several 
adveruscments over a number of 
weeks w1t.h two or three candidates 
paying for each ad. The group pay­
ing for the advertisements rotated 
with each ad. 

Richard Price, Mike Meade, 
Chris "Buck" Gulick, and Roy 
Compton each filed complaints 
against Estill Carter, Hansel Coo­
ley, Robert Allen, Gormon Collins 
Jr.. Danny Hamilton, Bill R. 
Collins, Trent Nairn and Ralph 
Davis. 

The county coun clerk will also 
serve on that comm1ssion as a non-vot· 
ing member, accordmg to KRS 67.045. 

Dan Yeast with the Department for 
Local Governments said that neither 
the judge-executive nor the magis­
l.rntes can serve on the redistricting 
comm1ssion. if that redistricting 
method is chosen. Hale can complete 
the redistricting if he chooses to do so 
according to another law, KRS 67.060, 
which states that " ... the county 
judge/executive shall, before the next 
regular election for county officers, di­
vide the county into three districts as 
nearly equal in population as practica­
ble, and shall establish the boundary 
hncs of each of the three commission­
er d1stricts so that each distnct is an 
unbroken area and not split or divided 
by another commissioner district." 

"If it gets to be a problem, I may 
have to take the bull by the horns and 

take care of it myself," Hale said. 
Residents have thought for months 

that Aoyd County Judge-ExecutiVe 
Ben Hale would be responsible for 
forming the three districts from which 
commissioners will be elected in 1998. 

"The fiscal court members will be 
appoinung those people to do that. It 
won't be me," Hale srud Thursday be· 
fore learning he did have the authority 
to complete the redistricting project by 
himself. 

According to state law, the appoint­
ed commission "shall, ... lay off the 
boundary lines of the districts." 

The first step will be to publish a 
notace that the county w11I be reappor­
tioned. The redistncting commissiOn· 
ers will be appomted after that 

"We'll have 60 days to finish after 
they are appointed," Hale said. "We

The Prestonsburg Blackcats will entertain the 
Fleming County Panthers tonight in the first round 
of the state football playoffs, but they ~ill have to 
do so without nine players who were on the open­
ing season roster. 

Leavmg the tealh were Rusty Young, Ricky 
Johnson, Bill Wilhs, Josh Hubbard, Robbie Cain, 
senior Jeremy Caudill, 
Ryan Fitzpatriclc, Wes 
McGuire, Brian John­
son and Pete Howard. 

The players staged 
a walkout this past 
Monday m protest of 
what parents said was "verbal abuse'' from Deros· 
sett. Derossett denaed that he was guilty of the 
charges, and said any remarks he made were not 
directed at any one individual, but the team col­
Iccrively. 

"I really don't know what all this IS about,'' 
Derossett said Wednesday evening. ''I really don't 
know what to say." 

A meeting between parents and players was 
held Tuesday evening at the courthouse. Derossett 
and his wife attended. Some of the complaints ex­
pressed against Derossett included the alleaed ver­
bal abuse and constant degrading of me .players. 

"At the meeting he denied everything.'' said 
Connae Young, whose son Rusty was a Slartcr for 

Prestonsburg. "John is a good coach: no one is 
denying that. But he has a mouth like a sewer, and 
all this started with the Breathitt County game.'' 

Assistant coaches Jackie Day Crisp. Bobhy Joe 
Spencer, and Tommy Poe stood in defense of 
Derossett before the parents. 

After an exchange of words in the meeting, 
Derossett saad he would quit and walked out of the 
room. He later returned, sull as the Prestonsburg 
coach. 

"J told them 1 would 
resign 1fthey didn't want 
me to coach. I left the

Rape charge 
dismissed in 
exchange for 
guilty plea 

Editor's note: The Floyd Counry 
Trmes does not idemif> alleged vic­
tims of sexual abuse. 

Rape charges against a Harold 
man were dismissed Wednesday, 
the day he was to stand trial. 

Wesley Boyd, 36, entered a 
guilty plea to one count of first-de· 
gree criminal mischief Wednesday 
mornang in Aoyd Circu1t Judge 
John Dav1d Caudill's coun. His trial 
was originally scheduled to begm 
that day on one count of crimanal 
m1schief, one count of fourth-de­
gree assault, and one count of first· 
degree rape. 

The assault and rape charges 
were dismissed With Boyd's guilty 
plea. 

Boyd was indicted in March 
1991 on the three charges. Tile an­
dactment states that he reportedly 
raped the alleged VICtim by 
"forcible compulsion" and also hit 
her. He later damaged a truck be­
longing to her husband. 

He was sentenced to one year on 
the charges. probated for a year and 
must pay resbtution for damage to 
the vehicle. 

"We have a prehminary align­
ment and several tentative locations 
for the road," Bditer said.

The cases against four Floyd 
County men charged with traffick­
ing in cocatne were held over 
Wednesday to a grand JUry. 

The charges were the tesult of a 
month-long investigatiOn by the 
Floyd County Sheriff's 
Department and a raid on October 
25 that targeted the Whec~right, 
Weeksbury, and Tram areas~ 

The cases agamst IJ<cnny 
Johnson, 44; Robert Mea4c, 28, 
both of Weeksbury; Robert Hood, 
25. of Wheelwnght; and (Jharles 
McCauley, 31, of Melvin, were all 
waived to the grand JUry after 
detective James Redenck testified 
Wednesday during prelitmnary 
hearings. 

Rederick testified dunng the 
hearings that a confidential infor­
mant bought cocaine from each of 
the defendants and recorded the 
transactions. 

He said the drugs obtained dur­
ing the raid were sent to the 
Ashland Regional Crime Lab for 
further testing. 

Amy Kratz. attorndy for three 
of the defendants, requested a 
bond reduction for her clients, but 
one of the requests was denied. 

When Kratz made a motion to 
reduce Hood's bond from $10,000 
cash. assistant county attorney 
Lance Daniels objected. 

"Hood is a convicted felon 

doing the same thing as before," 
Daniels sa1d during the hearing. 

Distnct Judge James R. Allen 
overruled the motion for the reduc­
tion, and Hood is still lodged in the 
Floyd County Adult Detention 
Center. 

However, Kratz did get the 
bond reduced for Johnson. who 
had already been released from the 
jail; and McCauley. who was 
released Wednesday evenmg. 

Johnson's bond was reduced 
from $10,000 cash to $5,000 cash, 
and a S 10,000 partially secured 
bond was set for McCauley. 
McCauley's previous bond was 
$4,000 cash. 

Judge Allen also approved a 
bond reduction for Meade. who 
had already been released. His 
attorney. John Coleman. requested 
that Meade's bond be reduced 
from the onginal $10.000 cash. 
Allen set a new cash bond at 
$5.000 

Coleman also requested that 
Meade's firearms be released from 
the sheriff's department. since a 
search of Meade's residence did 
not result in the confiscation of any 
drugs. 

Last month's raid. conducted by 
Sheriff Paul Hunt Thompson and 
detective Rederick, led to the con­
fiscation of more than a half pound 
of marijuana. a quantity of 
cocaine, several firearms, an 
und1sclosed amount of cash. and 
various other drug paraphernalia. 

Allen and CotJins said on their 
filing papers they would spend Jess 
than $3,000 on the election. They 
must file finance reports within 30 
days after Tuesday's election. 

Centers also said she was told the 
candidates were not raising funds 
but were using their personal money 
to finance the campaign and that 
they could personally contribute to 
another candidate. 

"The problem comes when they 
have ra1sed money from other 
sources." she said. "'Then they can't 
give those funds to another candi­
date" 

Centers said earlier that the 
group could run advertising togeth­
er, but the cost of each advertise­
ment had to be split equally among 
all eight candidates. "It's not a good 
practice for one candidate to be 
involved financially in another can­
didate's campaign," she said at the 
time. 

Carter. who was coordinating the 
advertising for the group, said he 
received approval from reg1stry offi· 
cials to continue the advertising 

He wd earlier he was told the 
eight would be subject lO an audit by 
the Registry, but that he thought an 
audit was always a possibility. He 
said he was also asked lO fiU out 
additional paperwork indicating lhe 
group would not spend more than 
$250 each on advertising during the 
campaign. 

An administrative assistant with 
the election registry, who asked not 
to be identified. said after that, how­
ever. that candidates could not use 
funds coJJected for the campaign. 
regardless of where the money came 
from. to support another candidale.

timates to determine the realistic 
costs for the project.." be said. "This 
will help us put a price tag on the 
plan." 

According to Reichenbach, the 
project is already included in the 
six-year stale road plan and con­
struction could begin as early as July 
2000. 

"We should be able to begin 
acquiring right-of-way by 1999," 
Reichenbach said. 

He said the project could be 
"accelerated" because state funding, 
rather than federal funding will be 
used. "State money is always much 

more flexible than federal funds." 
Reichenbach said. 

Construction could take as long 
as two years because of major 
bridge work and some rock removal 
that is anticipated. 

Aoyd residents concerned about 
the road's Impact on the Battle of 
Middle Creek area can rest assured. 
Reichenbach said the state is going 
to do everything possible to leave 
the site intact. 

''We ace sensitive to that issue 
and are looking at routes that will 
have the least impact on the site and 
leave the people satisfied," he 

added. "We ace hoping to stay away 
from that s1de of the road." 

The Middle Creek property is 
owned by the Fitzpatrick family and 
Reichenbach said they are "protec­
tive of those boundaries." 

"And rightly so," he said. "We 
don't want to take away our her­
itage." 

Reichenbach said the meetings 
will also help determine additional 
projects that are needed along the 
route. "Behind this one, there are 
other projects," he said. "Our plan is 
that we11 see more projects on Route 
114 in the next six-year plan." 
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constantly reminding the players 
they were "playing hke g1rls" were 
lodged against the coach.

"If we had finished 9-0 and won 
the district, they would have been 
praising me instead of accusing 
me," he said. 

Coach Derossett said the inci­
dent has brought the remaining 
team members closer together and 
the1r "spirits are high." 
. ''We had three of the best prac­

tices we have had in a long time," 
he said. "I told the players there 
would be no more bad language 
from me. and they were not going 
to do tt either. 

"We arc asking the community 
to rally behind us and support us in 
the playoffs," he said.

A district breakdown of votes 

shows that only in M~strate Elmer 
Ray Johnson's District 3 did the 
measure not earn voters approval. In 
that disuict 1,324 voter p4shed the 
"against" bUtton on the voung 
machine. But the margin of victory 
was slim, with 1,271 voting for the 
change. 

Magistrate Ennal Tackett's 
District 4 almost defeated the move, 
losing by only 18 votes-1,239 for, 
1,221 against. 

The biggest difference was in 
District I where 2.535 resadents 
voted for the change and 1,006 
voted against. In Jackie Owens' 
District 2, 1,683 voted for the 
change. 800 against it. Owens spent 
the most time and money campaign­
ing apinst the change. 

Absentee voters also approved 
the change with 234 voting for and 
I 18 voting against. 

Prestonsburg fire chief Tom 
Blackburn said Thursday that the 
department responded to the high 
school at approximately 7:45 a.m.

While the seduction of a buffet would 
certatnly have peaked my father's interest 
the price of the meal would have given 
htm a good laugh. 

Supreme Court district, Justice Nick King 
spent more than $600,000 (including 
$520,000 of his very own money) and set 
a state Supreme Court campaign spending 
record-grossly exceeding the old record 
of $136,000. Justice King's fundraising 
brought upon him a storm of attacks from 
the merciless media, a hypocritical citizen­
ry, and various holier-than-thou legal soci­
eties. For some reason, those who interpret 
the law (our judges) are held to a much 
higher standard of campaign ethics than 
those who create the law (our legislators). 

courts have operated as political machines.

At the bottom of the invitation was the 
not-so-unexpected surprise "Contribution 
Minimum: $250 Per Person." 

Justice Waller Baker just ran for re­
election to the Supreme Court, and the 
invitation I told you about is pan of the 
low-key fund-raising efforts which typi­
cally occur in election campaigns for a 
Kentucky judgeship. 

Such invitations sent to attorneys raise 
a great deal.of controversy among govern­
ment watch-dog groups and even the 
Kentucky Bar Association. 

They believe lawyers making contribu­
tions to a judge's campaign will tarnish the 
image of impartiality and give the appear­
ance of preferentiaJ treatment. 

In his fund raising, Justice Baker raised 
only $40,000, or about seven cents per per· 
son. By contrast, a winning state Senate 
race will typically cost ten times that pro· 
portional amount. 

However, running in a different 

Many even declared that due to the 
"lofty" positions our judges occupy they 
should not even be subjected to the indig­
nity of running for office. 

An editorial in the Courier-Journal 
actually read "Running for the State 
Supreme Court should be a classier exer­
cise than ... running for President or 
Congress. this year." Have we truly 
resigned ourselves to accept an image of 
our Congressmen and President necessari­
ly tarnished by big money campaign 
spending? 

And where did the notion of judicial 
impartially and incorruptibility begin? 
Since their creatio(l, even ou~, highest 

Their value-based decisions often coin· 
cide with the changes in society's values 
and, by the nature of their business, jus­
tices must always side with a particular 
group or interest. 

And, if elected they have survived a 
battle inside the political arena, and if 
appointed they are appointed by politi­
cians. 

Further, the vast majority of judges and 
justices have had a previous life in partisan 
politics. As a matter of fact, just six 
months ago, Justice Baker was a 
Republican State Senator from Glasgow. It 
cenainly does not appear the judges and 
justices are ''above suffering the indignity 
of the election process." 

On the contrary, they should be com· 
pelled to stand tall and announce their 
intentions should they be elected to the 
bench. After all, whatever power they do 
have is still derived from the people-just 
the ~arne as our Governor and our legisla· 
tors. 

one another, fonning what is called "dis- t# 
sents," which is the case more often than 
not. 

From this we can infer that there is 
room for interpretation in most decisions. 
and the people have a Constitutional right 
to know which interpretation they are 
electing. 

To conclude, in spite of the false image 
of the Judicial branch's ethical superiority, 
they are still government employees, paid 
with taxes supplied by the people and, 
therefore, should be held accountable to 
the people for their perfonnance. 

It is unfathomable that judges and judi· 
cial candidates who wish to infonn and 
consult the _people about how they should 
judge are strictly forbidden to do so. 

Regulations, created to protect the dig· .. 
nity of the courts, have served only to 
mask a judge's particular partialities (how· 
ever slight) and the inescapable tendency 
to think politically.

has taught English, creative writ­
ing, drama and journalism over the 
years in Kentucky, Michigan, 
California and Virginia. 

Currently, he teaches English, 
creative writing and mythology at 
Alleghany High School Allen, 
who holds his B.A. in English and 
phys1cal education and M.A. in 
secondary education from MSU. 
earned his M.F.A. in theater arts 
from U.C.L.A. in 1980. He has 
served as a varsity coach in five 

IIIII sports. in addition to his teaching. 
In 1985. Allen retired from 

coaching and founded Appalfolks 
of America Association (AAA). a 
non-profit corporation that pro­
motes drug-free living via pro­
grams in the literary and perform­
ing arts.

,, in 1968 by reading hts poems at the 

opening celebratjon of the 
Douglass House Center in Long 
Beach, California. He recalled, 
"Bud Schulberg, the screenwriter 
who wrote 'On the Waterfront,' 
was the guest of honor that day, 
and I recall reading my poems to 
the large crowd that gathered to 
open the Douglass House Center. I 
was teaching at Marina High 
School in Huntington Beach at the 
time." 

Allen's poems have been pub­
lished in "Westwjnd," "Black 
Times." "Image,'' ''The Poet's 

~ Domain," "Nostalgia," "Potato 
Eyes," "Appalachian Heritage." 
"Appalachian Voices," "Mantrip," 
"Green River Journal," and several 
anthologies, including "Old 
Wounds," "New Words," poems 
from the Appalachian Poetry 
Project. 

''The Roads I Travel," a chap­
book of poems concerning Allen's 
experiences in traveling around the 
world in 1970 and his travels 

throughout the United States dur­
ing the following decade, was pub­
lished by Nightshade Press (Troy, 
Maine. 1990). "Between the 
Thorns: Windcarver Songs of 
Appalachia'' (ROAD Publishers. 
Fairfax. Virgtma, 1991) was pub­
lished during the summer of the 
poet's 50th birthday. 

Born in Martin, in 1941, Allen 
graduated from McDowell High 
School in 1959, and much of the 
material he writes about comes 
from his experiences in growing up 
in Eastern Kentucky, leaving that 
area to travel and teach in other 
states, and returning to Appalachia 
to write and teach. 

He is the two-time wmner of the 
Claude M. Law Memorial Poetry 
Contest, and he has won both the 
Shawnee Hills Blank Verse Poetry 
Contest and the Shawnee Hills 
Free Verse Poetry Contest. Allen 
has won more than two dozen poet­
ry awards during his career as a 
poet, and he was nominated for a 
Pushcart Prize by the ed1tor of 
Nostalgia Magazine located in 
Orangeburg, South Carolina. 

Allen recalled, "Connie Martin, 
the editor of Nostalgia, selected 
'Pick Your Own Strawberries,' a 
poem I wrote about my grandfa­
ther. and nominated it for a 
Pushcart Prize. I did not win that 
award, bull consider it an honor to 
have been nominated." 

Allen won the Herbert T. Harris 
Poetry Award sponsored by the 
Green River Writers of Louisville 
for the first blank verse poem, 
"Grandma's Bed," that he wrote. 
Allen said, " 'Grandma's Bed' is a 
unique poem in that it is an acros­
tic and a blank verse poem all in 
one. The first letter of the first 
word in each of the poem's lines 
spells APPALACHIA where my 
grandmother is buried. The poem 
pays tribute to her." 

In writing "The Life and Times 
of Mad Ann Bailey," Allen turned 
to blank verse to write the dia­
logue and monologues of the char­
acters who lived from 1742 till 
1825, all except the Indians. For 
the Indians in the play, Allen chose 
heroic couplets. 

He remarked. "I wanted to ele­
vate the language of the frontiers­
men and the Indians, so I wrote the 
dialogue of the modern characters 
in the play in prose to contrast with 
the poetic language of the old-time 
characters." 

Since Allen began teaching at 
Alleghany High School in 1978, 
his poems have been published in 
several area publications, includ­
ing "Artemis.'' "Lumina," and 
"The Jackson River Mad Tom." 

He has read his poems at Center 
in the Square, Kings Dominion, 
Radford University, Berea College, 
Douthat State Park, Dabney S. 
Lancaster Community Co11ege, 
Southern Seminary, the Alleghany 
Highlands Arts and Crafts Center, 
Mountain Book Company, the 
Berkeley Poets' Co-op, UCLA 
Poetry Workshop and the 
Stonewall Theatre.

Allen has two original screen 
plays to his credit. "Bloody 
Harlan" and "Call of the Dragon." 
Allen noted, "I am going to write 
"The Llfe and Times of Mad Ann 
Bailey'' as a screenplay next, and I 
am currently working on complet­
ing a series of 24 songs entitled 
"The Winds of Eden Collection." 

In add1tion to plays and poems, 
Allen has had more than 500 arti­
cles published as a free-lance 
writer. He observed. "Most of the 
articles I have written were sold to 
newspapers, and most of them 
were about fishing, baseball, bas­
ketball, hunting. golf, or some 
other sport." 

His sports articles have 
appeared in such publications a~ 
''Golf Review," "The Alleghany 
Highlander," and "The Virginian 
Review." 

Allen, an athlete who lettered 
three years at MSU as an outfield­
er for the Morehead Eagles, turned 
to coachmg in 1963, the year after 
he decided to quit pursuing a 
career in professiOnal baseball He 
served as varsity baseball coach at 
Lewis County High School where 

he doubled as varsity basketball 
coach for two years. Jiis basketball 
team won the first 58th District 
Championship in the school's his­
tory, the first in Vanceburg's histo­
ry since 1948. 

Allen came to Virginia from 
California as varsity basketball 
coach at Alleghany County High 
School where his 1981 team won 
the only bnsl<ctball Blue Ridge 
District Tournament Champion­
ship in the school's 20-year history. 
He retired after three seasons with 
the only winning record (32-30) in 
the school's history. 

Allen satd. ''Sports have always 
been a part of my life, and I may be 
the only poet to ever have been 
published in the same year that he 
won a trophy for fighting in a 
karate tournament." 

As for goals for wriung, Allen 
said 1hat his goal remains to be 
able to write for a living. So far, 
that goal has remained out of his 
reach. 

Allen concluded. ''During the 
nearly 30 years that I have been 
publishing my articles and poems, 
I have received less than my cur­
rent salary as a teacher. In all, I 
have only made about $25,000 as a 
writer. but my goal remains to be 
able to write full time."

1 Safety rule combats 
·diesel dangers in 
underground mines 

The Mme Safety and Health 
Administration (MSHA) October 
25, issued safety standards to protect 
miners against hazards from diesel 
equipment in underground coal 
mines. The new requirements will 
help safeguard miners from fires, 
explosions, toxic exhaust gases, and 

• other dangers that diesels can pose 
in underground coal operations. 

"With diesel use on the rise in the 
underground coal industry. coal 

' miners need these requirements to 
help assure them u safe work envt· 
ronment underground," said Davitt 
McAteer, assistanl secretary of labor 
for mine safety and health. ''Until 
now, federal safety rules for equip­
ment in underground coal mine:-. 
focused mainly on electrically pow­
ered machines." 

As internal cQmbusuon engines, 
~ diesels present a posstble explosmn 

risk in the underground coal m1ne 
environment where potentially 
explosive methane gas can occur. 
High-temperature components of 
diesel engines also can pose n fire 
hazard in the presence of coal and 
other combustibles. Handling and 
storage of d1e:.el fuels underground 
can create ndd1rionnl fire dangers. In 
addition, d1esel exhaust can be haz­
ardous to miners. 

With adequate safety precau­
tions, diest.:ls can be used safely in 
underground coal mmcs, McAteer 
emphasired. 

MSHA's new requirements on 
diesel-powered equipment in under­
ground coal mines fall into three 
categories: equipment design and 
testing, safety standards, and moni­
toring of exhaust gases. 

Under the new rule, all diesel 
machines for use at the working face 
of an underground coal mme will 
have to be MSHA-appro,·cd. 
MSHA approval of diesels for use at 
the working face, where fire and 
explosion risks are highest, will 
require design features to reduce fire 
and explosion hazards. Elcctncally 
powered machines used at the 

• underground coal mine working 
face already must meet similar 
approval requirements. 

Further safety requirements lor 
diesel equipment in underground 
coal mines include many features 
already required on electrically 
powered equipment such as sale 
brakes, lights, protective cabs or 
canopies, automatic fire suppression 
systems, and machme-mounted 
methane monitors. MSHA's new 
rule on diesels in underground coal 
mines also requtres cngmc ma~ntc­
nance by persons adequately trruned 
for the task and covers the safe stor­
age and handlmg of d1esel fuel. 

\ In addition, under the new rule 
all diesel engines must undergo 
emissions tcsung to rece1ve MSHA 
approval for use anywhere m an 
underground coal mme. Diesels in 
underground coal rrunes must usc 
low-sulfur fuel. A specific ventila­
tion requirement will protect miners 
from toxic gaseous em1ssions. 
Under the new 1t1lc, nunc operators 
will monitor carbon monoxide and 
nitrogen diox1dc levels in areas 
where d1cscls urc used nnd iJ con­
centrations arc too high, must take 
corrccuve action 

Diesel units opernting in the U.S 
underground coni mmes have 
increased from roughly 150 m 1974 

• to more than 2,900 unus m 1995, 
with an mcrease to some 4,000 umts 
possible by the year 2000. D1esel 
machines most often used in under-

nel carriers, utility trucks, and trac­
tors. Other types of underground 
coal mme equipment that may be 
d1esel powered include generators. 
scoops, hydraulic pumps, compres­
sors, welders, shuttle cars, road 
groders and roof bolting machines. 

MSHA's new rule on the usc of 
dtesel-pov.<-red equipment m under­
ground coal mines becomes effec­
tive in six months, except for specif­
ic provisions scheduled to be phac;ed 
in over a period of 30 days to 36 
months.

Words of Life 
Time is of the essence

Time is uuly of the essence. 
Have you found yourself rushing 
the children to school, ball practice, 
the dentist. then suddenly remem­
ber you were supposed to be at two 
other places 15 minutes ago? 

Does this sound familiar? Some 
of the most frequently used adages 
to descnbe th1s type of predicament 
arc: "Where has time gone?" or 
"Time flies when you are having 
fun." 

Actually, the older I get, the 
more time flies whether l'm having 
fun or not. 

lime is a vital commodity, a pre­
cious resource. God has allotted a 
certain portion to us like the number 
of grains in an hour glass. 

Each grain represents an incre­
ment of lime: seconds. minutes. 
hours. days ... exactly how many we 
have lS a mystery to us. We are sim­
ply mstructed to ··redeem what time 
we have.'' 

People today must cope with a 
great deal of stress coming from 
many different sources such as: 
deadlines, pressure at work. 
appointments and time away from 
family, not to mention the numer~ 
ous activities our children bring 
into our already overwhelmed 
schedule. 

As a result of these stressors, 
society has adopted the notion "[f I 
can't get it done today, I'll do it 
tomorrow." thus spending time they 
have yet to realize. · 

No doubt similar conditions 
which existed in James' day 
promplt~d him ro pen words of wis­
dom to the church of h1s day, warn~ 
ing them of the danger which exists 
in assuming their time is infinite. 

James warns, "Come now, you 
who say, 'Today or tomorrow we 
will go to such and l!lll;h a city. 
spend a year there, buy and sell, and 
make a profit'; whereas you do not 
know what will happen lomorrow, 

For what is your life? It is even a 
vapor that appears for a little time 
then vanishes away'' (James 4: 13· 
14). 

1ne question James poses is one 
which stimulates our thinking in 
realms of eternity rather than 
tomorrow. 

"What is your life? What do we 
use to measure the successfulness 
of our existence here on earth? Is it 
a bank account, money market 
fund, investment portfolio, educa­
tional accomplishments or social 
standing?" 

While there certainly isn't any 
harm in having these things, to 
measure life's success by them is to 
mtss the point James tmplies in 
scripture. 

Our life is short, brief, momen­
tary at best, similar to thrs vapor of 
steam which we see onlv for an 
instant, never to be obscrv~d again. 

As we view our life in this man~ 
ner. all wh1ch seems to be important 
fades away as a vapor and the real~ 
ity of an infinite, never-ending eter~ 
nity become prevalent in our mtnd. 

Until a person is able to view 
their time of existence on earth in 
the light of eternity, they will never 
understand the importance of God's 
gruce today. The Apostle Paul wrote 
to the church in Connth stressing 
the Importance of viewing time in 
this manner, "'Behold, NOW 1s the 
accepted time: Behold, NOW is the 
day of salvation" (II CorinLh1ans 
6:2). 

1lte precise amount of time a 
person will exist in this life is a 
mystery which only our Heavenly 
Father knows. 

The bclit course for people to 
take is to prepare today for what 
may come tomorrow. Dr. Leslie 
Weatherhead has made a great con· 
tribullon to the Christian communi· 
ty in providing valuable research on 
the subject of time. 

Dr. Weatherhead calculated out 
the average length of life with the 
hours in one day to illustrate the 
tmportance of numbering our days 

and viewing our time as precious. 
He concludes: if your age is I 5. the 
time is 10:25 a.m.; 20, the time is 
11 :34 a.m.; 25. the time is 12:24 
p.m.; 30. the time is 1:51 p.m.; 35, 
the time is 3 p.m.; 40. the time is 
4:08p.m.; 45, the time is 5: IS p.m.; 
50, lhe time is 6:25 p.m.; 55, the 
time is 7:34 p.m.; 60, the time is 
8:42 p.m.; 65, the time is 9:51 p.m.; 
70, the time is 11 :00 p.m. 

How quickly a day goes by, yet 
each one builds mto weeks, months 
and years. 

You have a couple of thousands 
of seconds left in this day, and then 
by a\•erages, thousands of days to 
follow. Determine in your heart 
today to make them count by num~ 
bering them and using them wisely. 

It has been said, "Yesterday is a 
canceled check, tomorrow is a 
promissory note. today is the only 
cash you have, so invest it wisely in 
God's service so you can reap eter­
nal rewards." 

"No eye has seen, no ear has 
heard, no mind has conceived what 
God has prepared for dlosc who

has expanded by 36 percent for the 
fiscal ycur thol began on Ot:tohcr I . 

"This is good news for rural 
'Kentucky," said 'Ibm Pcm, the pres­
idential appointee who directs the 
U.S. Department of Agricuhurc's 
~Ruml Development office in the 

Mate. "In 1995-96 we had $22.4 mil­
lion in federal loans and grants to 
inve<>t in 29 safe dnnking water pro­
Jects statew1de. Por the coming year. 
we wm have at least $34.4 million in 

11oans and grants to do much more." 
During the just-ended 1996 fiscal 

year, national fundmg for ruml safe 
drinking wnter projects was reduced 
by 25 percent below the 1995 level. 
For Kcmucky, this meant a reduc­
tion of$ 14.6 million. 

"This congressionally-approved 
cut was a real problem for dozens of 
our communities.'' Fern said. 
"According to our 1995 safe drink­
ing water survey, it will take at least 
$ 1.06 billion to meet the pressing 
needs of some 180,587 residents in 
our state. And right now, we have a 
backlog of $112 million in loan and 
grant applications for construction, 
expansion and improvement of com­
munity drinking water projects.'' 

Water 2000, which targets feder­
al mvestment to communities with 
the greatest financial and public 
health needs, was launched by the 
Clinton Administration in August of 
1994. Its primary financial tool is a 
USDA program that since 1940 has 
loaned out over $15 billion for safe 
dnnking water and sanitary ~ewer 
systems - with a loan loss rate of 
less than one-tenth of one percent

assessments, some 7.8 million resi­
dent~ of Rural America have funda­
mental dnnking water problems. 
Included among them are almost 
one m1llion people -more than the 
combined populations of Wyoming 
and Vennont - that still ha\'e no 
water piped into their homes. 

Nothing is more basic to revital­
izing smaller communities than 
Improving drinking water infrastruc­
ture. It means higher public health 
standards - especially for the very 
young and very old- and improved 
job, housing development and ftrc 
protection prospects.

Magoffin County is second on a 
list of Kentucky counties lhal arc 
slated to be sued by The Trixie 
Foundation. The charge IS non-com­
pliance wilh state legislation requir­
ing among other th1ngs. the employ­
ment of a dog catcher. 

The legislation has been on lhe 
books since 1954. Magoffin is one 
of thiny counties at least partially 10 

non-compliance. 
The foundation. which now 

houses 105 dogs of all sizes and 
breeds. is a privately run. non-prof­
it, no-kill animal shelter in Elliott 
County. 

Randy Skaggs, founder and pres­
ident of the foundation, contacted 
county judge executives, county 
auomeys, magistrates, state repre­
sentatives, state senators and seven­
ty county and regional newspapers 
across the state. His message was 
clear: comply or answer charges in 
court. 

"From our research, we have dts­
covercd that there are thirty counues 
in the state of Kentucky in non-com­
pliance with the state statute~ as they 
pertain to dogs. It is now time lhat 
all counties comply, for the benefit 
of public safety and health and for 

the humane and compassionate 
treatment of abandoned and unwant· 
ed animals ... Forty-two years bas 
been more than enough time to 
address this particular problem," 
stated a letter from Skaggs and 
addressed to counties in non-com­
pliance. 

In order to comply with state 
statutes, Magoffin County would 
have to employ a dog warden and 
utilize the services of a dog pound 
A contract is in the works that would 
allow Magoffin to utililc Lawrence 
County Humane Society's pound 
when needed.

Pikeville 
doctor's 
license 
suspended

A license of a Pikeville doctor 
has been suspended by the 
Kentucky Board of Medtcal 
Licensure because the board had 
good reason to believe he has 
become addicted to a controlled 
ubstance, a newspaper reported. 

The board also said that Dr. 
Jnmes H. Cool Jr., 46, had pre­
scribed more than 17,000 tablets, 
each containing 7.5 milligrams of 
Lonab, a narcotic painkiller, to 
nine patients in a year. according to 
the Courier-Journal. 

According to the board's find­
ings, Cool would write a prescnp­
tion to a relative who would fill it 
with money provided by Cool. 
Then the two of them "would 
divide the Lonab units between 
themselves.'' 

The board said that when Cool 
reponed to work in the emergency 
room at Pikeville Methodist 
Hospital last July, he was required 
to give a urine sample that tested 
positive for opioids. 

Once before that, the board said, 
Cool reponed for work at the hos­
pital but was told to rest for four 
hours because "he appeared to be 
under the influence of drugs." 

Because of these two incidents, 
and because Cool "was prescribing 
large quantities of Lonab on hospi­
tal prescription blanks to patients 
who were not being seen in the 
emergency room.'' his contract 
with Pikeville Methodist was ter­
minated. 

Cool was licensed in 1973. 
Jn the course of its investiga­

tion, the board used a confidential 
informant, who visited Cool to get 
Lonab prescriptions for two ficti­
tious people. The board said Cool 
wrote prescriptions in each of the 
ficLilious names, nnd then told a 
drug control invesugator posing as 
a phannacist that the prescriptions 
were valid, and that Cool was tak­
ing up 10 80 Lortab tablets a day.

Doug Wright, a construction 
engineer with the department, said 
crews will work over the next 
month to open up a new i ntersec­
tion of new U.S. 23 and the Turner 
Branch section of old U.S. 23 now 
known ns Route 321. 

"We look for the new intersec­
tion 10 open around the first week 
of December," Wright satd. 

For the time being, the road is 
restricted to local traffic only, but 

motorists can still get to homes or 
businesses along the half-mile 
section of highway. 

But for at least one business, 
the closed road is only part of the 
problem. 

Tammy Adkins, a manager at 
Jim's Stop and Shop, said the 
closmg of Route 321 took her 
completely by surprise. 

"The road has really hurt busi­
ness very badly," Adkins said. 
''We weren't gtvcn any advance 
warning so we could cut our 
stock ... A lot ot customers just 
don't think they can get down 
here." 

As a result of the road closing, 
Adkins said her store had to shon­
en its busmess hours and had to 
cut the number of hours employ­
ees can work.

Don't let folks like David Hawpe 
make you feel guilty. Just remember 
that all good things, including the 
medicine that will cure our country's 
ills, work best when taken in modera­
tion.

The Ghost and the 
Darkness 

The title of this film is taken from an event in 
Africa's history which took place over 100 years 
ago. Imperial England was then involved in a rail­
road project in East Africa which involved over 
3,000 men. However, the project soon became 
stalled when two lions, working in tandem (an 
anomaly in typical lion behavior), began systemati­
cally killing off the workers. In nine months, they 
killed 135 railway workers and soldiers. The 
Africans duhbed them ''The Ghost and the 
Darkness" because they eluded capture and were 
impossible to hunt down. 

Based on the memoirs of U. Col. J.H. Patterson 
(here portrayed by Val Kilmer), this is a grisly tale. 
When Patterson arrives in East Africa to oversee the 
project, he"s happy with the progress being made. 
The workers, Africans and Indians (from India, not 
here), have been Working diligently, despite their 
cultural differences and some minor upheavals. 
When a lion attacks and kills a worker, Patterson 
becomes a hero by trapping and subsequently killing 
said lion. 

However. soon thereafter, two other lions begin 
preying on lhe workers and these are lhe two who 
become the Ghost and the Darkness, evading every 
trap put to them by man. Desperate. Patterson brings 
in an eccentric white hunter named Remington 
(Michael Douglas) to help him. 

Kilmer's perfonnance is right on the mark, 
despite a llawed Irish accent. However, for me, it 
was Douglas who stole the film. His is an exuberant, 
ebullient portrayal and he fairly fills the screen tn 
every shot he's in, despite being in only h.alf the 
entire flick. 

My quarrel with this movie was 1ts gore and vio­
lence. I don't need to actually see a lion killing and 
eating someone to get the gist of what's going on. 
I'd much rather leave that to lhe imagination. 
However, this is an excellent film. despite the blood. 
Don't miss it.

five yearli ago. The sur­
prise for many has been 
the. ternfic performance of 
this too . The random orbit 
sander brings to the wood­
worker the nb1ltty to sand 
across joints (where the 
grains are nt 90 degrees to 
each other) without creat­
ing cross-grain scratches. 

An important, but fre­
quently overlooked point, 
is that nny power sander. 
including the random 
orbit, is only as good as 
the sandpaper it pushes 
across the surface. For this 
reason, no matter which 
sander you use, make it 
your policy to use the best 
quality abrasives. 
Professionals know that, 
over the long run, a top­
of-the-line abrasive is the 
most economical purchase 
because it lasts longer 
than other products. You 
can sand more square 
inches for your money. 

For belts, my abrasive 
of choice is the 3M purple 
belt. It won't tear apart. 
The bi-directional splice 
does not bump or nick the 
surface. 

An equally dramatic 
and faarly recent power 
sanding improvement is 5-
inch quick change discs 
for use on the dustless ran­
dom orbit sander. The 8-
holc pnttcrn disc, made 
with 3M Rcgnhte industri­
al grade abrasive mineral. 
cuts faster nnd, because 
dust IS sucked away. lasts 
longer than a conventional 
sandtng dtsc. To extend 
the useful life of the medi­
um, fine and extra-fine 
uiscs, these grits have a 
special coating that helps 
reduce cloggmg.
