It's finally over. 
Barring another brain cramp in 

Frankfort-and what are the odds of !hat 
these days?-the saga of the Clawvem 
Jacobs rrial has reached a merciful and 
somewhat bittersweet end. 

It's hard to believe it's been nearly 10 
autumns since that night in Pippa Passes 
when Judy Ann Howard was taken from 
the tiny, remote campus of Alice Lloyd 
College. I was a sophomore at the school 
at the time, and like about 500 class­
mates, my world came to a screeching 
halt on that September night. 

I was on campus that night. a very 
normal, beautiful September evening, as 
J remember it. I had walked from my 
dorm room, on the fat end of campus, to 
the local hangout at the time, Uncle 
Gene's Pizza. Uncle Gene's was the only 
restaurant on campus. and the only place 
to get food in Pippa Passes with the 
exception of the cafetena and the school­
run grill. 

Arnold's it wasn't, but the pizza wa!i 
tasty. 

I had stopped off at a trailer that 
evening, talking to a freshman coed who 
lived there I knew from home. She wa:. 
from Elkhorn City and had dated a 
cousin of mine. so we talked a lot on the 
porch of her school-provided housing. 

That fall. there was a tremendous 

number of female students living on 
campus; there were so many, the two 
female donns weren't enoogh to hold 
them all. She was one of them, and 
shared the trailer with a few other 
females. 

There were places like that around 
campus. units normally reserved for fac­
ulty-nearly every teacher and student 
lived on campus at the time--that were 
being used for coed housing that fall. 

It was in one of those places chat, leg­
end has it, Judy Howard spent the final 
evening of her life. 

She was there watching movies with 
5ome friends, we were later to\d. It was 
ironic they were apparently watching 
slasher movies. and when the time came 
to go back to her donn, Howard said 
good-bye, and headed across the tiny, 
one-land rood that snakes its way though 
this Knott County hollow. 

She was on her way up the hill to 
Lilly Memorial Hall. She would never 
complete the journey. 

What followed was the most eerie. 
confusing and confounding three days of 
my life. We found out later that night that 
Howard was indeed found, dead, and her 
apparent killer was nearby. 

Media members flocked to the cam­
pus: the Lexington newspaper ran color 
photos of the campus on its front page, 
one showing the flag standing at half­
mast The local television station. still in

its infancy. finally had a real story on its 
hands, and was there. 

Silence is the thing I'll remember 
most. 

A college campus is a loud place, to 
say the least. The donns, the classrooms, 
the gymnasium. the very campu::. itself is 
alive. Alice Lloyd is a small college to 
say the ]east; it's not out of the realm of 
possibility to have single classes at some 
universities with more students than 
attend thjs private, tiberal-arts school. 
But when you get 500 or so 17-23 year 
olds together, it can be a noisy sight. 

That wasn't the case that week The 
only thing loud was the s1lence, which 
screamed out from between the hills 
which held this community in its hands. 

Five hundred college students had lost 
one of their own, and were scared out of 
their wits. 

My life changed that week.. Jl's hard 
to lose someone you know-regardless 
of how little you actually knew them-to 
such brutality and shrug it off. 1 watched 
as my classmates-friends I had known 
a lifetime. in some cases-dealt with the 
loss of one of their own, and every 
female student there thinking, "That 
could have been me." 

Soon, the name Clawvem Jacobs was 
ingrained in my mind. If 1 live lObe 100 
years old, t doubt l' ll be able to forget it. 
He stood accused of this death. this bru­
tality. this loss. He changed U1e live!:' of 

all of us, and we wanted justice. 
But l'm forced to step aside and won~ 

der about the Ho·wa.rd family. rve never 
met them, and I can only imagine what 
the last ten years of their lives have been 
like. I lost more of a classmate than a 
friend-an acquaintance, I guess. They 
lost their very own. the one God gave 
them. The one they had rai:;cd and mold­
ed. 

Judy left her Martin County home that 
weekend to be educated. Clawvern 
Jacobs sent her to an early death. 

The Howards suffered lhat terrible 
toss, a loss that will never heal. A car can 
be replaced. A home rebuilt. A life is 
gone forever, 

They suffered for more than two years 
before Jacobs was finally sentenced by a 
jury of his tntc pcers-h1s fellow Knott 
Countians-to death by the electric 
chair. 

Then, a couple of years later. they suf­
fered again when Lhe state Supreme 
Court overturned t.hc verdict, saying the 
trial should have been moved out of 
Knott County. 

The family suffered until last week. 
whe:u the trial began anew in Warren 
County. It was moved there from Floyd 
County, to the other end of the stare. in 
an effort to give Jotcobs a fair tnal. 

What about J~1dy Howard's fair trial! 
What about her right to lu.tve her case 

heard by a jury of her peers! When 

would this Lake place? Never. AU 
because Jacobs left a gathering that 
night, muttering, ''Let's go get us a 
woman." 

What he took was her life. 
Last week. a jury again sentenced him 

to Jose his. 
Seeing Jacobs die will not bring Judy 

Howard back to h~;r family. But perhaps, 
seeing JUStice prevail for a change will 
help relieve some of the pain. 

Now let's hope Frankfort does us a 
favor and stays out of this for u change. 

In the last year or so. at least two 
movies have caused us to think about our 
stance on the death penalty. Dead Man 
Walking and Lnst Dance were both 
thought-provoking movies. And it may 
never come to this. Jacobs could easily 
die of natur:al causes long before the 
state takes his life. It's been decades 
since someone was lcilled by the death 
penalty. 

Should that day ever come, it would ' 
surely bring a good deal of controversy. 
But one thing \\tll never change. Judy 
Howard will never complete her journey 
to Lilly Hal I again, and her parents· 1i vcs 
will never be the sume.

Use tax due on out-of-state purchases 
Taxpayers arc responsible for 

paying use tax on most mail·order 
purchases of tangible personal 
property such ao; clmhing, maga­
zines and other related items from 
out-of-state vendors. 

Individual:s are re<..ponsible for 
remitting a 6 percent use ta~t on 
thc1r out-of-state purchases when 
Kentucky sales tax has not been 
included in the purchase amount. 

The use tax should be reported 
on the 1996lndividua1lncome Tax 
Return: Form 740, line 19; Form 
740-S, line 17; or Fornt 740-NP, 
line 19. or by completing Revenue 

Form 51Ail3(0}. Consumer's 
Use Tax Return. Taxpayers failing 
to report and pay the u~e tax on a 
timely basis are subject w interest 
and penallies. 

Many people do not understand 
or. m some Jn$tances, do not even 
know about use ta:r; . 

Therefore. it is common for 
them to neglect this tax obligation 
by forgetting to record out·of-state 
purchases and to remll payment on 
their individual income tax 
returns. 

Usually, big ticket 1tems, like 
furniture and appliances are more 

readily associated with use tax.. 
However, use tax. also applies 

to other items bought out-of-state 
when Kentucky sales tax is not 
included in the purchase price, for 
instance, mail·order merchandis~ 
like books, magazines, compact 
discs ... ·ideo tapes, jewelry, garden 
seeds. tOY$ and clothes.

Russell 
1\·feade, 26, allegedly abused the 
child on December 2. according to 
an arresl warram fHed by 
Prestonsburg Police patrolman 
William PctT) Meade was charged 
\\Jth first-degree crirnanal abuse. 

• Former Supreme Court Justice 
Dan Jack Cvmbs was arrested 
December 10 nnd charged with 
th1rd degree unlawful transaction 
with a minor for allegedly allowing 
his 15-year-old son to use marijua­
na in his horne 

Combs' juvenile son was also 
taken into custody by state police 
trooper David Watkins. The arrest 
wanant alleged Watkins was at the 
residence to serve a warrant for 
Combs' other son and smelted mar­
ijuana. 

Combs and hts son, Alfred 
Ghent Comb , who wa.-. 17 at the 
time, were arrested in August 1995 
and charged with possession of 
marijuana and possession of drug 
paraphernalia . At that Lime, Combs 
asserted he was set up by state 
police and that Floyd District Judge 
James Allen ac;s.isted police an the 
raid on his home. 

District Judge James Allen 
stepped down from the case and 
denied any judic1al impropriety. 

The charges in August were con­
ditionally dismissed for two years if 
Combs Sr. agreed to undergo treat­
ment for insomnia and smoking 
marijuana. He cJaimed at the time 
smoking rnanjuana helped him 
sleep. 

Legal troubles continued for the 
Combs fam1ly with the arrest 
December 16 of h1s oldest son. 
Alfred Ghent Comb:;, on drunk dri­
ving and other traffic related 
charges. 

Ghent Combs appeared in Floyd 
District Court December 17 on the 
latest charge. He also had several 
other pending traffic charges. 

• During the second week. of 
December. property owners seemed 
to have gotten a reprieve on their 
taxes in Prestonsburg's hilltop 
annexation, but business owners 
will have 10 pay the city's occupa· 
tiona! tax. 

The amount of revenue to be 
generated by the incorporation of 
Costain's mining operation into the 
city limns is not immediately 
known, Mayor Jerry Fanmn satd. A 
Costain offictal provided The 
limes with the number of employ­
ees and a'·erage salanes for workers 
at the site. Based on those figures. 
the city could realize more than 
$30,000 annually in payroll taxes 
alone. 

Cosrain hopes 10 begin removing 
coal in Apnl, Smith said, and the 
pperation is expected to be com­
pleted within 18 months. 

• Prestonsburg city o(f,cials 
approved refinancing just over 
$300,000 In revenue oonds owed to 
the federal government by the 
Prater Creek Water Distnct. wh1ch 
the city agreed to buy last March. 

The city, as a part of the agree­
ment to buy the water district, will 
ao;sume a $304,000 debt owed to the 
Rural Development of the United 
States Department of Agriculture. 

• Former Floyd County resident 
Doris Frances of Georgetown testi­
fied before a Health and Human 
Services Department panel an 
Wush1ngton. D. C. in an effort to 
.stop proposed changes in a liver 
transplant program. She IS the 
daughter of Dolly Dotson of M1ddle 
Creek. 

• The floyd County Board of 
Elections ruled that Tiger Mart, 
located on Route 23 near 
Prestonsburg. is within the West 
Pre:,ton:,burg boundary Jines, a wet 
precinct, and 1s permiued to sell 
alcoholic beverages. 

'The boundary lines for the West 
Prestonsburg precinct were done in 
1914," Floyd County Court Clerk 
Carla Boyd said. "We are going to 
redo the boundary hoes throughout 
the county. They arc so outdated. 
they need clarification." 

• The Floyd County school sys· 
tern's 1995-96 budget deficit was 
not as much as originally reported, 
according to a report December 12 
from tJ1e district's auditor. 

State and local officials prOJect­
ed a $619.000 deficit to start the 
school year, but auditor Don Wallen 
said at a school board meeting the 
system was $428,348 in the red 
.stnrting the school year. 

Funds owed to the district for the 
1995-96 school year were not 
included 1n the budget projection, 
Wallen said. TI1ose funds were not 
recorded until three months after 
the end of the school year, he said. 

The system is operating under a 
two-year deficit reduction plan to 
reduce debts estimated at over $1 
million. 

• Construction schedules at 
Prestonsburg High School were set 
to be changed after numerous com­
plrunts from parenlo; and "some" 
near misses of construction maren­
als hitting students and teachers. 

Joe Jones. president of Johnson 
Romanowitz Architects, outlined 
actions to be taken by contractors to 
ease tensions at the school. 

Since the project began, parents 
and students had complained about 
falling debris, dust and smoke, cold 
temperatures inside the school , the: 
second floor girls' restroom 1s not 
completed and verbal harassment of 
students allegedly by workers at the 
site. 

Under Jones' plan, an incident 
reporting system is to be estab· 
lished so teachers and students can 
make reporll> to the 
principai.Thoma!> Tackett, who will 
forward any tnformatJtm to the dJS· 
tnct's operatmns chtef Jam 
Osborne. 

• Anna Neeley Smpes. 81. of 
Lefl Fork of Abbott Creek, died two 
days after she was injured in an 
acc1dent at the intersection of Route 
23 and 1428. Snipe:; was a passen­
ger in the vehicle, driven by Hatel 

Arnett, who was also injured in the 
accident. 

• U.S. Congressman Hal Rogers 
and Floyd County officials held a 
ribbon cutting ceremony to kick off 
the renovation of the Wheelwright 
swimming pool. 

• A hunger strike December 12 at 
the Floyd County Adult Deteotion 
Center didn 'tlast long. In fact. most 
of the inmates only went without 
one meal. The hunger sttJke appar­
ently arose after the jail's commis­
sary list did not include soft drinks, 
ch1ps. and other "treats." 

• Two Floyd County element.ary 
students who were allegedly kid­
napped the morning of December 
12 were found, but Michigan 
authorities would not release the 
children 10 their mother until later 
in the month. 

While waiting for the school bus 
at an Endicott stop, Angel and 
Charlarnaine Eaton, were taken by 
their father, Wallace J. Eaton . 

Twelve-year-old Angel and 
Charlamaine, 13, were located 
Deeember t 3 by the Calhoun Police 
Department in Michigan at a rela­
tive's reltldence. Wallace was 
arrested for custodial interference. 

Wallace also caught the attention 
of local authorilies last spring when 
he reponedly threatened to blow up 
Martin Elementary in early April 
because his w1fe lefltheir Michigan 
home and came to Kentucky 

Wallace Eaton was released 
from jail pending an extradition 
hearing. 

Former Floyd County 
Commonwealth Attorney Dan 
Rowland pleaded guilty December 
17 in Franklin County District 
Coun to n charge of crimmal 
attempt to evade paying employee 
"ithholding taxes, a class A misde­
meanor. 

Rowland was charged in mid­
October by the Kentucky Revenue 
Cabinet with falling to file and pay 
employee Withholding t.a:w;es in his 
private practice from 1991-1995. 

A $500 fine and a six-month jail 
term were imposed on Rowland, 
but the fine and jail teml were con­
ditionally dismissed if Rowland 
paid $3,821 in taxes, penalties and 
interest within 45 days. 

• Ross-Tarrant Architects Inc. of 
Lexington was selected as the 
architect for a new Health and 
Classroom Butlding at 
Prestonsburg Community College. 
The project is a joint venture 
between PCC and Morehead Statue 
University and college officials are 
calling it a model of cooperation for 
Kentucky haghcr education. 

• The case against a Ptke County 
woman charged with prostitution 
was delayed December 17 in Aoyd 
District Court because the woman 
has been ordered to two days bed 
rest by a phystcian. 

Sherry Diane Hurley, known as 
"Sunshine," 35, of Virgae, was 
charged with one count of prostitu­
tion for allegedly propositioning a 
Kentucky State Police officer for 

sex in July. 
Floyd County Attorney Keith 

Bartley asked Judge James Allen to 
try Hurley m her absence, but pub­
lic defender Amy Kratz asked that 
the case be continued because of 
Hurley's "unknown medical :rea­
sons'' 

Judge Allen snad he would 
"reluctantly" grant a continuance 
and that Hurley "needs to be here 
next time" for court. 

State police trooper Scon 
Hopkins arre~tcd Hurley July 30 
after the woman allegedly offered 
to perfonn a sex act for $50 and for 
$100 she would provide additional 
services. 

• Prestonsburg police officers 
and city public works employees 
recovered three stolen rings from a 
sewer catch bar;in on Friend Street. 
The items were taken during a 
break-in at a home at Stephens 
Branch earlier this year. 

• One of s.ix people indicted by a 
special Floyd County Grand Jury 
investigating public corruption 
pleaded guilty to a misdemeanor 
pcrjUI)' charge. 

Astor Hunter Jr., a former coun­
ty election officer who was sched­
uled to go to trial De~ember 19 
pleaded guilty to attempted perjury 
and could receive up to a year in 
jail. 

According to 01e plea agree­
ment, Hunter testified before the 
grand jury about Irregularities in the 
May l 993 primary election. He 
''attempted to oflcr false material 
statemenL"" to the spcc1al _panel, 
accordtng to the ngrecmcnt. 

He was indicted m November 
1995 for perjury. 

Formal sentencing bss heen sci 
for February 21 in Floyd Circuit 
Court. 

Of the six people indicted in the 
grand jury probe, a misdemeanor 
violation charge of willful neglect 
of duty charge against Sheriff Paul 
Hunt Thompson was dismissed. 
Thompson had been charged with 
failing to properly account for tax 
receipts since January I 990. 

WMDJ radio station owner Dale 
McKinney i~ charged with two 
counts of accepting cash contribu­
tions over $100 in h1s race for the 
Democratic nomination for judge· 
exccuti\'e in May 1993. McKinney 
is awaiting trial. 

Former jailer candidate Harold 
Junior Joseph was acquitted earlier 
this year of a vote·buyjng charge 
during the 1993 primary election. 

County road foreman Raymond 
M1kc Jarrell is charged w1th placang 
more than $300 worth of county 
gravel on private prupeny between 
April I, 1989 and May 31, 1989. 

Furmer D1strict Two candidate 
for mag1strate Cah'Jn Howell plead· 
ed guilty to amended charges of 
attempted vote buying. Howell was 
sentenced to 30 days in Jail, but the 
senrcncc was conditionally dis­
missed on the condition he cooper­
ate in any additional ca..es or inves­
tigations.

Bowling Center. 

The bowling center conducted 
its f1rst annual Evergreen's 
Children's Christmas December 18 
for all Floyd County Head Start stu­
dents. 

• A Prestonsburg man, who is a 
fugitive from the state of West 
Virginia, will get a second extradi­
tion hearing in February, but will be 
relea..~ if a copy of the governor's 
warrant is not obtained. 

John Dow Home. 43, was arrest­
ed in Floyd County on November 
26 on a West Vrrginia Governor's 
warrant for forgery and parole vio­
lation. 

After testimony from Kentucky 
State Police trooper Micki Watson 
during the extradition hearing 
December 19 in Floyd District 
Court, Horne's attorney, Amy 
Kratz. requested that he be released 
from jail because a copy of the gov­
ernor's warrant was not provided. 

• Prestonsburg City Council will 
be asked to loan $10,000 to the 
Prestonsburg Properties Advisory 
Comminee to pay start-up costs for 
an appraisal and advertisements for 
a hilltop recreational complex. 

At the city's Finance and 
Revenue Comm1ttee meeting 
December 19, chairman Estill Lee 
Carter suggested the city be asked 
to loan the properties committee 
money to get the project off the 
ground.

20. 

• A civil suit filed in November 
against an Auxier man who has not 
paid his garbage bill l!ould be at a 
moot point . 

According to Jim Daniels, who 
wa<; charged wuh theft of services 
and for failing to comply with the 
tcnns of the county's sohd waste 
ordinance, he was accepted into 
hankruptcy court on December 10. 

Daniels said Decemher 23 that 
he had to t11e bankruptcy earlier this 
month because of an "improper 
c1vil a\.·tion" which was taken 
against him in Virginia nearly 13 
years ago. 

'The bankruptcy has nothing to 

do with the civil suit the solid waste 
has against me,'' Daniels said. 

Crimina] charges against 
Daniels were dismissed in 
November because they were a 
result of an ordinance called uncon­
stitutional by County Attorney 
Keith Bartley. 

Daniels was the first non-paying 
customer served with a civil suit. 
He was served in the courttoom 
immediately following the dhi· 
missal of the criminal charges.

One of the biggest deterrents to 
howling 1~ the cosl. Bowhng aver­
ages about $2 per game plu:, shoe 
rental. One game, dependrng on 
the number of bowlers, lasts about 
lS to 20 minutes. That adds up to 
about S6 or $7 per hour. Compare 
lh:u to n V1deo game. One game 
cost!i 25 cents nnd lasts about two 
rnrnulcs. Total cost $7.50 per hour. 

1 f you w1sh to purchlSe your 
own equipment. the expense can 
really add up. BowJing balls range 
in pncc from $40 to over $200 
For bcgmncrs. you can purchase a 
quahty ball for around S50. 1bat 
may seem cxpcnsi vc to f.Ome hut 
cons1der how long that ball w1ll 
last 

If you dec1de to make bowhng 
one of your permanent hobbies, 1 
strongly recommend purcha~ing 
your own ball. A ball drilled 
specifically to fit your hand will 
make this a much more pleasanl 
experience. Balls not dnllcd to 
your specification::. can cause blis­
ters. sore fingers, and ruin what 
should be an enjoyahle day. Your 
own ball will also keep you from 
sorting through dozens of house 
balls to find one of your II kmg. 

Balls can vary in weight from 
s1x to SIXteen pounds. You should 
try severn! house balls to deter­
mine lhc we1gh1 that is right for 
you. 

Bowhng shoes are " lot like 
any other shoes. If you want to 

spend n lot on a parr, you can. but 
considenng thai they will only he 
wom indoors for short periods of 
time, I recommend not paytng 
extro for the name brand. 

As with any olher spo11, there 
arc do1ens of companies lh<tt offer 
more accessories than rno~t people 
can carry. Bags, toweb, shins, 
wnst supports, and rosin bags arc 
JUSt n few of the multitude of ex­
tras you may dcdde lo purchase. 
For those of you JUst .stanmg out, 
you will need a ball and a pair of 
shoes. 

Gi..,en that you decide to pur­
chase a bng to carry your ball und 
shoes. you wlll spend nhout $100 

to $150 total. Your equipment 
should last a mmimum of three 
yean;, wh1ch break~ down to about 
$45 per year. I believe that is con­
siderably less than membership 
fees to mosl fitness centers.
