Thousands may 
be affected by 
water line break

The Nationa1 Guard dehvercd 
16,000 gallons of bottled water 
Wednesday afternoon to Beaver 
Elkhorn Water customers because 
a main water line has been dam­
aged and flood waters prevent 11 

from being repaired. 
The Beaver Elkhorn Water 

CommissiOn has issued a boil­
water adv1sory for all customer~ 
because of the damaged line in 
Martin. 

Bob Hackworth, of Beaver 
Elkhorn Water, said nearly 300 
residents were being affected by 
the damaged line, but that number 
could mcreasc in me next day or 
so. 

"We have 270 people betng af­
fected right now," Hackworth said 
Wednesday, "but [ antictpatc the 
whole system gomg down. 'l'hen 
8,500 people will be aff\!cted." 

He saiu the water company has 
a rc~erved water supply thal will 
last for just 24 hours if the entire 
system goes down. 

The advisory is only a precau­
tionary measure because there arc 
some "cloudy sediments" in the 
wntcr because of the damaged line, 
Hnck v. orth s."lid. 

Hackworth said lhe damaged 
hne. which is located across from 
Martin City Hall, cannot be rc­
palrc.d because 11 wa.-. under three 
feet of flood \Vater this week. 

"We can't get to the line to dt·· 

rennine the damage or to attempt 
to repau Jt," Hack\' orth .:.aJd 
"\Vith the ram and the sttu:uwn we 
nre in,1 don't think. we\\ :II be able 
to repair the line for three or four 
days.'' 

Floyd Dtsaster and Emergency 
Services (DES) d1rector Lon May 
said the bottled water was made 
available through Area 9 DES.

The details of Governor Paul 
Patton's plans for revamping 
higher education are beginning 
to trickle out of Frankfort. 

We've seen nothing carved in 
stone, yet, but there is at least a 
hint that the theme of a planned 
May special session of the 
General Assembly might focus 
on autonomy. 

While we've heard some talk 
of the creation of a super board 
to oversee all the state's colleges 
and universities, the news from 
Frankfort suggests just the 
opposite for two institutions of 
higher learning that are both 
dear to our region's heart. 

It appears that the governor is 
considering a separation of the 
state's community colleges from 
the mothership ... the University 
of Kentucky. 

And, it appears that the gov­
emor is considering the creation 
of a separate entity to manage 
the direction of the state's voca­
tional-technical schools. 

Our region just happens to be 
home to one of each of those 
institutions likely to be affected 
by such plan . 

Prestonsburg Community 
College is our region's link to 
U.K., and Mayo State 

Vocational-Technical School in 
Paintsville is our connection to 
Kentucky Tech, a network of 
vo-ed institutions. 

Obviously, we have a consid­
erable stake in the outcome of 
any special session that will 
address reforms to higher ed. 

We need no convincing on the 
proposal to enhance vocational­
technical schools. 

Those schools arc of maxi­
mum importance to the develop­
ment of our region, educational­
ly and economically speaking. 

They've been undervalued 
and undersupported too long as 
it is. 

We have no finn opinions yet, 
however, on splitting the com­
munity colleges off to their own 
designs. 

But. we do tend to follow a 
rule of thumb on such matters ... 

If it ain't broke, don't fix it. 
The connection between PCC 

and UK, as well as the joint ven­
ture underway between PCC 
and Morehead State University, 
look like positives to us. 

And. in a region where posi­
tives are so few, especially 
where education is concerned, it 
seems that they ought to be left 
alone, unless the change is for 
the better.

Re-thinking trash

Did you know that 
-tf we put, end-to-end. the J8 

bilhon dtsposable d1apers we 
Amencans throw awny each year, 
they could reach the moon and back 
7 times? 

-'lhe amount of alununum we 
waste annually tn th1s country is 
enough to build an mrline fleet every 
3 months? 

-the money \I.e spend on plastic 
plates, cups, utensils, ere ... , every 
year can provide every person in the 
world food for 6 meals? 

-if the number ol rubber tires 
we throw away each year were put 
side-by-side, they'd encircle the 
eanh 3 times? 

-we Americans throw away 14 
billion catalogs and 38 btllion pieces 
of junk mall every year? 

Trash . In shon, we discard ten 
b11lion tons of n annually. We constt· 
tute 4.75 pereent of the -...orld popu· 
lation, yet we contribute 33 perctnt 
of 1ts total annual traSh nus bo1ls 

down to about 40 tons of trash per 
person year in the United States. 

So. what do we do about it'! (We 
must do something, don't you 
agree?) 

At PCC. we recently had the 
coordinator of the Magoffin County 
Recycling Program, Jerry Hardt, 
speak to students and other people in 
the region about the tmpormncc of 
recycling trashlsohd waste m today's 
world. Although most of his atten· 
tion focused on the concept of recy­
cltng trash, Mr. Hardt introduced the 
topic by talking about the 3 R's; 
Reduce, Reuse, Recycle, which all 
of us need to pay attention to. Read 
on, and I'll explain. 

"Reduce" means that we must 
accumulate less trash to begin wtth. 
On a personal level, for instance, we 
cnn stop buying items which have an 
unnecessary amount of packagtng. 
We can stop taking so many napkins. 
straws, plastic/styrofoam cups, 
plates, ketchup & mustard bags, 
etc ... from fast-food restauranl'>. We 
could start sharing newspapers and 
magazJnes with friends and netg~­
bors. We can use less wrappmg for 
presents, be more frugal at home 
with Kleenex. paper towels, totlet 

paper. Well, if we apply ourselves, 
the possible ways to reduce the vol­
ume of trash we create in the course 
of a day nrc countless. 

1l11s goes for businesses, schools, 
and industnes. in particular. They 
discard trash m huge quantities each 
day With the onset of the computer 
age, we thought we would save 
paper ... (1llrow a~ay those records 
and files! Put them all in the com­
puter!) .... but just the opposite has 
happened, and we are consuming 
more paper than ever before. Just 
think about computer print-outs. 
How much of the paper that comput­
ers pnnt out on eventually reaches 
the trash can? Let's face it ... a lot! 

Another intervention which has 
111~ reased our solid waste load IS the 
photocopier. (What? Take notes? 
Nonscn!-.cl I' ll just photocopy yours! 
01, how about a copy of this recipe? 
You w:tnt your health record? Just a 
minute, I'll get you a copy ... or 
maybe you'd like two!. .. etc.) We 
make photocopies of everything. 
Teachers copy hand-out after hand­
out, memos. flyers, and sometimes 
whole chapters of books for their 
students -...ho. after using them. 
throw them away. 1bcn the next 

year, or semester, the proc.:cso; IS 

repeated. Even m the hospital nr doc­
tor's office, they no longer write 
down the infonnatton from your 
health card on your records. lltey 
take a huge 8 l/2x II" piece of paper 
and cop) the 2 x 3" card! 

After "Reducing" comes "Re­
using." Rcducmg our volume of 
!rash can be helped unmensel) by 
re-using items we normally throw 
away. I mentioned dtsposable dia­
pers earlier. About 95 percent of 
them wind up m land fill each year, 
to be "entombed for centunes,'' as 
one environmentalist puts tt Why 
not usc cloth diapers? They can be 
washed and re-used up to 200 tunes 
before being consagned 10 the rah 
bag! lf we do It at horne, lutthcr­
more, it's 80 percent chcupct, und 
havmg a diaper scrvicl' is SO percent 
cheaper than the cost ol ont~-u~c dis· 
posable ones. 

How about those used plasttc pop 
bottles'! Some people cut them and 
use the base of them for eedlmgs m 
spring. S1milarly for Styrofoam 
cups. Plasuc contruners for buuer, 
sour cream, yogun, etc , make mfty 
snack contamers ... or even measunng 
cups! Some glass bottles make won· 

dcrful flower vases. and gla-;s jars 
arc great for preserving pickles, 
Jnms, appk.o;auce. and such. And, 
don't throw away those plasuc bags 
you get from stores. You can return 
them to some stores. you kno-..., or 
you can re-use them for your trash, 
or for storing th.tngs. Use your lmag­
tnaUon! The posstbilities are end­
less! 

When we lived in Spain. my wife 
used to go shopping. wnh one or two 
large satchels on her arm, a-; all 
Spamsh women do. Everything she 
bought went mto the bags ... no plas­
tic or paper bags were needed. Ever 
thmk of taking ) our own, re·u~able 
canvas or string bags when you go 
shopping? Just think. some of the 
store:.' overhead would go down, 
which might be reflected in lower 
prices! 

The next "R'' which Mr. Hardt 
mentioned, of course. is 
"Rl·cycltng:· TI1is is, simply, taking 
a used material, cleaning it, and 
making ll over into the same thing 
(pnmary recycling) or ~omethtng 
else (s~condary cycling). Primary 
recycling is environmentally better 
because 11 uses less virgin materials 
10 rnnking the new product than sec-

ondnry 1ccycling docs ( ... a lot less). 
II we are gmng to he !\o wasteful, we 
can at least recycle whatever we are 
able. After all. our natural resources 
are finite and. as uch, exhau:;tible. 

Seven percent of the solid wastes 
in thts country are meUl.ls, mcluding 
alummum, Y.htch are recyclable. 
You can c1ther sell scrap metal. as 
man) people here do, or keep at sep­
arate from the rest of your trash and • 
let your local snnitatton company do 
it Eight percent of our solid wao;te, 
by weight, i plastics. Most are not 
biOdegradable and will stay in a 
landfill 10 tts original form for 
dccndes, and even centuries. 
Fortunately, however, many plastics 
nrc recyclaole, and if you put these 
in a sepamtc hag lor the trash collec-
tor. they cun he routed to plastic 
recycling plants around the country. 

Glass. ·ntis makes up another 8 
percent of our sohd waste (by 
weight), and is also a recyclable 
mntenal \\bach IS throv.n away daily. 
Whate,er happened to the "Bottle 
Bill?" Remember how \I.e all used to 
take our glass bottles back to the 
store for n refund of our deposit? It

Paper. Very recyclable and wonh 
eparating from your garbage (must 

be kept dry, of course). Forty percent 
' of all our trash, by wetghl, is paper. 

Yard wa-;te comprises dbout 18 
percent, by wetght, of all our trash. 
according to Mr. Hardt. Unless you 
live in a city, there is no reason for 
this. If people have yards, they can 
cut up twigs, branches, etc ... , and 
bury them in the sotl. along with 
leaves and other n.ttuml materials 
which are often put in the trash.

Other than ··Redudng ." "Re­
using.'' and "Recycling" trash, there 
is another. very important. fourth 

"R" which Mr. Hardt spoke of 10 

passing, but which I believe needs 
far more attention than the mher 
three. It is the most imponant "R'. of 
all: "Re-thinking." 

It is the way we think, i.e .. our 
auitude that must change before our 
habits can. We must seriously con­
sider just where our wasteful behav­
ior Will lead u..;. We must start thmk­
mg about what "'e really need, as 
opposed to what we \\ant. Ours has 
become an abusive. "throw-away" 
society, and we need to think of 
ways v. e can change that. We owe it 
10 ourselves and the rest of the 
world. 

America was built on the thrifti­
ness. resourcefulness, and creative­
ness of the human sp1rit. We used to 
bury our raw garbage and enrich the 
soil. Now, we wrap it in tidy little 
bags, which are not biodegradable, 
and let someone take it away ... to 
where. we don't know. nor do most 
of us care. "Out of sight. out of 
mind" really applies here! 

Presents. in the olden day~. were 
never wrapped in disposable paper 
with toxtc colorants. If they were 
wrapped at all, it wa'> in cloth, whtch 
was used again. When v.e got tired 
of a dress or suit. we made 1t into 
something else. 

Now, the majority of us go out 
and buy something else. Think about 
how careful we once were ... and how 
careless we are now. 

Yes, we must "Re-think" trash. 
We should make a daily. minute·to­
minute effort of thinking about not 
only what we use and throw away, 
but also what we buy Do we need 
it'? b it recyclable or made of recy­
clt:d material'! Is it environmentally 
safe? Can we usc something we 
already have for the same purpose? 
Arc we, really, saving any time or 
money by having it'? 

So, before you recycle trash, try 
to re-use what you can. (You'll be 
~urpriscd at how inventive you can 
be!) And, before you have to consid· 
er recycling or reusing. try to reduce 
the quantity of your trash. 

But, before you can do any of 
thnl, you must re-think your needs. 
Everything else will fall naturally 
into place. Why should we be num­
ber one in medicine, in space 
research. and in so many other 
important areas and not be number 
one in cleaning up our mess? 
Working together, we can be.

Frazier sentences Daniels 

to 320 years in rape case 
Conv1cted ch1ld rapist John Damels Sr will not see 

the ouuade of a pnson cell until he 1s 99 years old as 
Circutt Judge Steven "N1ck" Fra7jer sentenced the 
Ooten Fork rcs1dent to 320 years in prison last week. 

A ten- women, two-man jury took but ten minutes lO 

find Daniels guilty carher this month on one count of 
first-degree sodomy and three counts of first-degree 
rnpe of a ch1ld under the age of 12. 

This was the third trial for Daniels, who had been 
convicted 10 1990 and sentenced to 160 years. The 
state lugh court threw out that conviction, however, 
ruhng that a soc1al worker tesllfied beyond her area of 
expertise. A subsequent trial for Damels ended in a 
nmtrial because of testtmony g1ven by another soctaJ 
worker.

During lhe 1960's Civil Rights struggle, members 
of the Student Nonviolent Coordinating Commuree 
invented Junebug to represent the collective wisdom 
of ordinary black people. He is me descendant of 
African praise singers and griots. 

Jack is the archetypal Appalacruan hero, a boy of 
infinite age living in poveny with rus widowed 
mother. Jack's story varies according to the diflicul­
ties and powerful forces he encounters, but humor 
is always an imponant pan of the tale. Together. the 
stories of Jack and Junebug represent the triumph of 
wit over power, of the human spirit over oppres­
sion. 

As important as the stones in Juncbug/Jack is the 
music. The fifteen original and traditional songs are 
sung in powerful a cappella harmonics or accompa­
nied by guitar, fiddle, and synthesizer. 

The seed of the JunebugiJack collaboration was 
planted in 1981 when the Roadside and Junebug 
companies decided to perform their separate plays 
for each others home audiences, one predominately 
black, the other predommately whjte. both economi­
cally bard pressed.

Include 
records for pcrsonul or 
rental real estate, vehicles. 
business equipment and 
other investment property. 

• Child-care and 
dependent-care expenses. 
To calculate your credu 
for child- and dependent· 
care expenses, you need 
proof of payment and the 
name, address and tax 
identificatton number of 
the care pro,·ider. 

• Medical expens· 
es. You will need proof of 
payment and a record of 
the payee's identity to 
document your medical 
expenses. 

Working with a reliable 
preparer can also reduce 
your stress at tux time. 
Your prcparer should 
bring lesser-known deduc­
tions to your attention and 
be knowledgeable about 
changes in tax laws. For 
1996. for example, your 
preparer should be aware 
of changes in the tax code 
related to Social Security 
numbers, child's income 
reported on parent's 
return, personal injury 
damages, employer-pro· 
vtded educauon, work 
opportunity credit, rettre· 
ment income and S\\'itch· 
ing to joint returns.
